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Instrumental Hits:
Some Patterns Emerge

Largely through the long time ef-
forts of the industry’s supergroups,
the trend in popular music today is
leaning more and more towards in-
strumental virtuosity and the instru-
mental itself as a means of achieving
a hit single. For years such groups as
the Grateful Dead, Allman Brothers,
Yes, Jethro Tull and Pink Floyd have
relied on their musical prowess as the
basis for their success rather than on
their vocal abilities, though they too
excel. In the past year many artists
have capitalized on this formula which
has resulted in a number of top 10
instrumental singles and a series of
other hits with extended solo pas-
sages.

Over the past two months there
have been four top 10 instrumental
singles: ““Dueling Banjos,” "“‘Franken-
stein,” ““Hocus Pocus,” and ‘‘Funky
Worm,” not including the two top 10
vocal hits by Steely Dan, ‘Do It Again,”
and their current “Reeling In The
Years,” both of which feature ex-
tended musical intros and solos. Judg-
ing from the great acceptance these
singles have received, several patterns
emerge: firstly, that the record buying
public seems to want, now more than
ever, to get up and dance. The instru-
mental allows the participant merely
to dance and concentrate on the

k)

music alone. Secondly, the increasing
trend towards either instrumentals or
extended solos will allow new product
to more fully represent the artist as
he appears on stage. No longer does
an artist have to make that edit which
would eliminate a long instrumental
passage, thus giving the listener a
false impression of the group’s actual
musical style. Prime examples of this
are Focus who perform their hit sin-
gle, ‘‘Hocus Pocus’ on stage in a man-
ner almost identical to the way it was
recorded.

Revived interest in dancing has also
played a large role in the successes of
many of these records. Most recently,
some six versions of “Soul Makoosa™
were released because the song was
in demand. And just last week, Rick
Wakeman released an instrumental
single, “Anne,” from his hit solo al-
bum.

Just as the industry has witnessed
trends towards country, MOR and
most recently, nostalgia, we are now
in the midst of a period highlighted
by musicians who cause active parti-
cipation on the pdrt of the record buy-
ing public by virtue of their virtuoso
performances or via their driving in-
strumental, dance oriented songs. And
one sure-fire way of selling records is
to give the public what it wants.

The per-
sonalities of both the late President
Johnson and DPresident Nixon were
also exploited for many comedy LP
projects. but none ever reached the
sales milestone of “First Family.”

Gold, who came from Boston where |

he was a Harvard Business School
graduate, disk jockey, and teacher at
the college level, became an active
music man in New York, who wrote,
published and produced such hit rec-
ords and songs as “My Favorite
Song,” “Love Me Forever,” “Ka-Ding
Dong,” “Symbol Of Love,” “I Under-
stand Just How You Feel,” “Hidea-
way,” “Look Homeward Angel”
“Baby Blue,” and “See You In Sep-
tember,” among others.

In 1962, he joined UA as head of A
& R. He brought Bobby Goldsboro to
that label, and produced many hits
with Goldsboro, including such top
ten records as “See The Funny Little
Clown” and “It’s Too Late.” Also
while at UA he produced other top
records such as “White On White” by
Danny Williams, “Don’t Just Stand
There” by Patti Duke, and “Wheel Of
Hurt” by Margaret Whiting.

Col. Prod.

Besides fulfilling the heavy execu-
tive role as head of A & R, Gold
produced albums for Columbia Rec-
ords, which sold in excess of eleven
million albums for such artists as
Barbra Streisand, Ray Conniff, John-
ny Mathis, Percy Faith, Jim Nabors,
0. C. Smith, Patti Page and Vikki
Carr. Last year he produced a Span-
ish album for Vikki Carr which won
her the Disco D’Oro Award for Span-

ish product.

Gold brought to Columbia Records
the ‘hits’ concept for album product
which has sold millions of albums in
the last six years.

Since his arrival in California in
1966, Gold has overseen and super-
vised the growth of Columbia Records
A & R on the West Coast, which
included building up the Los Angeles
organization and the establishment of
a San Francisco office. Besides the
artists he actively produced, Gold also
found material for many other art-
ists. One such noteworthy occasion
was “Indian Reservation” for the
Raiders which went well over two
million.

The deal was made last Monday
(21) by Ahmet Ertegun, president of
Atlantic, and Jean Marc Bel of Soci-
ete Francaise Du Son of Paris, the
French firm that cut the original ver-
sion on its Fiesta label. The follow-
ing day, Atlantic had already shipped
150,000 copies of the disk. Since the
deal includes all product by Dibango,
Atlantic is also releasing this week
an album by the artist named after
the song. The disk carries the Atlan-
tie logo (2971).

It is the Dibango version that
sparked wide coverage of the number
after it broke as an import (some
30,000 copies) item through a Brook-
lyn-based firm, African Market Ex-
ports. Retailers in the New York
area had been getting as much as $10
for the disk.

Irtegun Comment

At a press conference last Tues.
(22) at Atlantic headquarters in New
York, Ertegun stated that “we are
normally reluctant to do covers, but
in this case we’re covering the covers
with the original.” Later, Ertegun
said that the recording was represent-
ative of “a Whole wave of music
which will become popular from East
Africa. While in East Africa, I heard
incredible music. This area will
provide a source of new vocal and
instrumental talent.” Dibango was
born in Douala, Cameroun in 1934,
but now performs in Europe with top
African musicians, who also appear
on his recording dates.

His sound combines elements of
jazz and native African rhythms.
While one of the tags he gives for
his sound is “African Something,”
the label’s Henry Allen, who along
with other Atlantic exces, including
Nesuhi Ertegun, and Jerry Green-
berg, general manger, attended the
press gathering, refers to the sound
as “Black Ivory Soul.”

According to Jean Mare Bel, Di-
bango is about to record another al-
bum, which will probably take ad-
vantage of discrete quad, the quad
system adopted by the Warner Bros-
Elektra-Atlantic family of labels.

Also present at the meet were Jac-
ques Barouh, whose Editions Musi-
cales Grande Avenue of France pub-
lishes Dibango material, and Duke
Niles, whose Rayven Music, has U.S.
rights to “Soul Makossa.”

Bel said that a deal with a major
label was needed to give the disk
broad U.S. market penetration. He
credited African Market Exports with
breaking the disk, and indicated that
the company would share in continu-
ing sales of the disk.

Atlantic’s deal with Bel also calls
for world-wide rights to Dibango’s
recordings, including, of course, “Soul
Makossa.”

He
joined the Jack Marshand society
band in 1937 and after being well
received as a singer/trumpeter, he
took over the band and Marshand be-
came his business manager.

While Monroe band ‘‘units” were
heard as late as last year, Monroe in
recent vears served as TV spokesman
for the RCA consumer products divi-
sion.

months.

“While looking toward future pro-
gress, we must not forget our rich
heritage and the creative people who
have entertained and enlightened so
many for so long. The planning of a
NARAS Hall of Fame is only in the
embryonic stage, but in years ahead,
with the etforts of the dedicated peo-
ple in the industry, a suitable place
of honor will be created for the art-
ists, writers and producers who have
made our music great.

“The theme for our company has
been a ¢onstant new beginning,” says
Farrell. We thrive on it. We concern
ourselves, not with how far we can go
with an artist but how exciting we
can make them when introducing
their new product.”

Singles Successes

The key to Chelsea’s “sales power”
concept is based on the diversity of
its recording artists. Since the compa-
ny’s inception a little over a year
ago, Farrell and Chelsea have strived
to appeal to an international market.

Wayne Newton earned a gold rec-
ord for Chelsea’s first record release,
“Daddy Don’t You Walk So Fast,”
while new artist Austin Roberts had
two contemporary hits in a row. Both
artists have also received airplay out-
side the United States.

The international aspect of Chelsea
is further illustrated by the purchase
of the master “Delta Queen,” Don
Fardon’s European hit, and obtaining
distribution for the United States,
Canada and Europe for Brian Cadd’s
product.

New York City broke into the
rhythm and blues charts with “I'm
Doin’ Fine Now” and crossed over
successfully into the Top 40. A major
tour is currently in the works for the
four-man group. Chelsea has recently
released an R&B single, “Loneliness”
by a group of three girls called
Brown Sugar. The label expects the
disk to become a cross-over success.

Nine of Chelsea’s first 13 single
releases have received chart action.

gate recordings—bound to greatly in-
crease in the weeks ahead—Audio Fi-
delity Records marketed several
months ago an album by the Penta-
gon Players, whose comedic thrust was
geared to the trial of Dr. Daniel
Ellsberg, who released the secret Pen-
tagon Papers on the Vietnam War to
the press. The case was dismissed by
the Judge after it was established
that the Government’s case against
Dr. Ellsberg was partially based on
illegal wiretapping.

While the Senate hearings into
Watergate have produced some hu-
morous moments, the affair probably
represents the first time that so seri-
ous an issue—involving criminal acts
and subsequent resignations of key
Nixon administration officials — has
been widely used by the recording
industry to tickle the funnybone of
the record buyer.

NEW YORK—In a recent review of
Country Joe McDonald’s appearance
at Max’s, Cash Box did not mean to
imply that the artist was no longer
exclusively under contract to the Van-
guard Recording Society. A Vanguard
spokesman wishes to make it clear
that McDonald is still under a long-
term contract with the label.

Certainly one of the best, if not the
best, acoustical guitarists I have ever
seen or heard was Leo Kottke, the
show’s opener.

PHILHARMONIC HALL, NYC
Judging from the predominantely
young audience’s enthusiastic recep-
tion and a nearly full house at this
Sunday evening (20) concert featur-
ing folk, good-timey, and blue grass
artists, it seems likely the music biz is
in for another return to the roots.

Doc¢ and Merle Watson, father and
son blue grass pickers and Poppy
Record artists, performed their tradi-
tional music with the same down-
home approach seen at outdoor hoots
and blue grass festivals. The denim-
clad audience responded in that style,
which wasn’t dampened by the plush
surroundings of Philharmonic Hall.

Doc’s celebrated flat picking just
gets better with each outing. His styvle
is reminiscent of classical guitar
playing, Spanish variety, and he is
regarded by peers and crities alike as
a premier talent. Son Merle is
catching up with his father very fast,
taking over the lead on several diffi-
cult numbers.

Whether the revived interest in blue
grass and country rhythms is a result
of the success of “Dueling Banjos,”
or a sign of changing tastes and ma-
turity among a segment of the pop
audience, remains to be seen. In any
event, promoters of this concert were
pleasantly surprised at the turn-out.

Mt. Alry, Audio Fidelity recording
artists, was founded primarily as a
studio band but initial outings have
proved them to be a positive concert
draw. Several solo performances
featuring material written by group
members showed an abundance of tal-
ent. Mt. Airy encourages sing-a-long
participation and a frat party ambi-
ance.

Chris Smithers is a sensitive voung
performer with several original tunes
well worth listening to. He appears
shy and uncomfortably intense at
times. but manages to hold his audi-
ence nonetheless. His style and voice
are distinetive, enabling him to stand
out among an often over-crowded field
of folk artists who tend toward imita-
tion rather than personal interpreta-
tion. r.n.

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NEW YORK: PETER CASPERSON: A QUESTION OF GROWTH

Long after the abortive ‘‘Boss Town sound’ campaign, in which one record
company sought to hype Boston as a center of ‘‘the new thing” in pop music,
was mercifully laid to rest, major high rises like the Prudential Center and the
Hancock Tower have stretched their heads high above the Back Bay real estate,
casting long shadows over Copley Square.

'Only a mile or so away, in a three-story frame house on Beacon Street in
Brighton, a knowledgeable and professional music complex, as real and as
successful as '"Boss Town sound'’ was not, has taken root under the banner of
Castle Music and the companion firm, North Country Productions. The mini-music
cong!om_erate is perhaps the most significant to emerge in the Boston scene since
the earlier day of hype, and today is the largest and most comprehensive in
New England.

Peter Cgsperson, a 24.year-old Connecticut native with exceptionally long,
straight hair, a ready smile and a stock of handsome velvet suits, is the architect
of this booming little combine which unlike most management operations, offers
its clients about every kind of service a growing career needs,
~ Castle’s major artists consist of a trio of success stories: Jonathan Edwards,
first on Capricorn and now with Atco Records, who has won an enthused follow-
Ing as a country-folk singer-cleffer; Martin Mull, a talented songwriter-satirist, on
Capricorn; and Orphan, a group now really coming Into its own with the release
of its second album on London Records.

"I believe in building whole careers, not just rezords,” reflected Casperson in
his comfortable Victorian decor third floor office. (‘'Where I'm far enough away
that they can't keep bothering me with trivia.””) '| see the function of personal
management as having broader dimensions than ever, for several reasons.

So far we've been totally occu-
pied In building careers and using outside record deals, But we have about
everything a record company would have in our own shop. And this is how we
can offer a full career guidance to our people.”

In addition to Casperson, the head man, the combine includes Bob Runstein,
a&r chief for North Country, the producing divilsion; art and production director,
Ann Christensen; Dave Marsden and Elizabeth Rush, who coordinate concert pro-
motions, artist relations and college contacts throughout New England; their
secretary, Susan Senk; Ken Eisenstein, tour coordinator; Beth Freg, personal as-
sistant to Casperson and office manager and bookkeeper; and Joe Strigler, road
manager for Orphan.

The balance of the group consists of Lynne Mirando, who handies the home
office publicity function; chauffeur, Joe McCullough, who usually limos Casperson
on his many visits to Gotham and who also does a lot of airport duty; and the
only other known ‘“‘Ahmet,"”" in the music business, Ahmet Tekner, part-time!
bookkeeper.

Casperson in all cases save one, has been the producer of all his acts’ albums,
feeling that producing is part of the total control and service a manager must
retain if he is to guide a career successfully. He also has set up a publishing
firm to accommodate the works of his artist-writers. ‘We are involved in every-
thing that happens while they're awake,”” Casperson noted, ‘‘because we are
interested in them as people, not just functoning artists. We want them to have
success and the rewards that go with it and we are willing to stay on the case
as long as it takes."

For a fourth act in the stable, success is about to dawn. Travis Shook and the
Club Wow, consists of Chandler Travis and Steve Shook, a couple of weirde
lookers who specialize in far-out humor. Their style so far has won them an
appearance on the Dick Cavett Show and at the Bitter End. Negotiations on a
record contract are about to be completed and the affiliation will be announced
very soon.

Meanwhile, singer, writer and keyboard man Bruce MacPherson, is also soon
to be signed to a new recording deal. MacPherson gained a goodly amount of
critical acclaim last year with his first album release on the GSF label.

The McKinney Brothers, who were part of the original Jonathan Edwards group,
Sugar Creek, which had an early album on Metromedia Records, have just com-
pleted recording their own first album, with North Country's Bob Runstein han-

CASTING A GODSPELL—Cash Box recently received some first hand testament
on “'Godspell’” while breaking broad and drinking wine with David Greene, the

‘ film's director and one of the screenplay adapters, and with one of the film’'s

stars, Robin Lamont. This extraordinary film, which came in for under a million
dollars, Is quite an achievement considering that another Columbia musical,
“"'Lost Horizon,” cost nearly eight times that amount. The “Godspell” film was
able to '‘forewear foolish ways' of over elaborating a muslcal whose success is
based on a concept of simplicity. Greene was able to capture this and preserve
the spirit of the original stage show in translating it into another media.

A lot of people are coming back from the Cannes Film Festival and are talk-
ing mainly about two American entries, namely record producer James Guercio’s
““Electric Glide Blue” and about the Stephen Schwartz’ screen miracle ‘‘God-
spell.” Audiences there, and wherever else the latter plays, actually applaud
cach of the musical sequences. They especially praise the shadow dance on a
huge Accruton sign in Times Square. Applauding musical sequences at Cannes
is recherche if not usually obsolete. So the film definitely has something going
for it, and this is the “‘family’’ Greene assembled for the cast. David discerningly
viewed over 50 ‘‘Godspell’” companies everywhere from Paris to Canada to
choose his cast for the film version. He found Victor Garbor, the film's Christ, In
a Canadian production.

Greene, very oplnionated yet witty, said that when he saw the play version
of “‘Godspell"” for the first time and was asked afterwards if it could be made
into a film and if he'd like to do it, he thought to himself, ‘‘Here’s a vehicle
so perfectly adapted to the theatre that as far as a film goes—oh no, it just
can't be done.” With that incidental conclusion out of the way, he replied aloud,
“Yes' and “I'd love to do it.”” So Greene went to work compiling his cast, which
had to be like a family. He didn’t use any screen tests but relied solely on his
visual eye as a director. A family they were, for all fifteen of them had to share
a production trailer one which Barbra Streisand once refused because it was
too small for her alone. Director Greene said that the film's cast are all relatively
newcomers to the screen, which he seemed to feel added to the magic of hls
cinematic effort. He boasted, '‘Godspell is stuffed with new kids,”” and at this
remark, Bell recording artist Robin Lamont interjected, ‘“Godspell is often stuffed
with stars.

“Robin is a star who has been with the show since it first originated at Car-
negie Mellon University nearly three years ago. That was when it was just in
it's embyronic stages with an entirely different score. Robin says it was much
more of a hard rock and roll score. Then she recalled how the show moved into
Cafe La Mama where producers viewed it and called in Stephen Schwartz to
write a completely new score. Robin, who is a very unassuming ‘‘star,’" sang
lead on the ‘“Day by Day” (Bell Records) single from the stage show, which
garnered a gold record last year. She has sung the song over 500 times since
Stephen wrote it for the musical.

In the beginning, we learn that Robin played a clown in the show. in fact
everyone was known as a clown. That was until the play received ‘all good gifts’
(money to do the show right) at which time it was decided that all the characters
should have names. So now perusing thru the script one finds a character called
Robin. What kind of character is Robin? Well she's not the typical starlet. She’s
outspoken. She thinks New York is great whether you get knocked down pur-
posely by someone or not. She's honest about her abilities. She admits to taking
vocal lessons to give her voice more control. She's level-headed. Robin isn't
rushing into any management deals. She’s not giddy. She knows what she likes
and what she doesn't. She wasn't excited sitting next to a French aristocrat at
Cannes (Greene said she wanted to sit by her boyfriend instead). She was im-
pressed with seeing Claudette Colbert at a posh Beverly Hills restaurant, she
wasn't taken In with the Brown Derby’s Record Room, she prefers wearing levis
with colorful ‘godspell’ patches then something else, she loves listening to Randy
Newman, she'd like to sing more gospel, and she likes the idea of having her
first Bell album.

A lot of ‘Godspell gestures’

Greene told Cash BOX that there were a lot of ““Godspell gestures’ during the
long hot summer of shooting in New York City. The gestures he refers to were
little considerate acts that even St. Matthew, had he been around, would have
recorded. Some of these included having cast members give away lines and bits
of business to other cast members who didn't have as much as them in the
film. This kind of sharing is something Greene had never experienced in films
before only something he read about a long time ago in a best seller called the
Bible. Another ‘Godspell gesture' came from genius Schwartz who wanted to use
strings on the soundtrack. Greene didn't want them for he felt that it detracted
from the show's simplicity. Well he went on to say that Stephen did use strings
on two numbers but in due respect to Greene managed to bury them.

For the Film; Greene used five of the original performers. Of these flve he
switched some of their songs around as well as many of their lines. He ex-
plained, “The changes in several instances were implemented because many of
the cast members had become too grooved in their roles, and this gave them a
fresh approach to their screen characterizations."

The only new song penned by Stephen for the film is ‘‘Beautiful City” (a new
Bell single), which Greene feels epitomizes much of the film's concept that of
building the city of man. The tune replaced ‘“We Beseech Thee,” of which Greene
says: ““That was the 10:30 big burst of energy tune in the show. The one which
picks up a slacking audience.” In Stephen’s year to decide on orchestration for
the film he found out that the big parade number ain’t necessarily so when it
comes to a movie, so out it went.

Greene regards his adaptation of “Godspell” as a kind of little Rascals mixed
with “The Wizard Of 0z.” He views ‘‘Jesus Christ Superstar’’ as a melodrama
and “Godspell” as a celebration. He expressed the desire of directing the screen
version of “Tommy'' and is planning to go to England to discuss this possibility.
