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Indie Labels Send 
Love Notes To 

Indie Distributors 
The embattled independent distri- 

bution system remains a vital force in 
the thinking of those labels that be- 
lieve in total creative and administra- 
tive control of their own destiny. For 
in recent months, segments of the 
indie label scene have come on with 
strong support of such distribution 
channels. 

Most recently, the Sussex label, 
through its president Clarence Avant, 
made a point of stressing the im- 
portance of the indie distributor in 
announcing its move from the orbit 
of the Buddah Group to a completely 
autonomous operation, effective July 
1. "Independent distribution is the 
backbone of the business," assessed 
Avant. Interestingly, Buddah, too, 
stressed its ties to indie distribution 
when the label marketed a Dick Clark 
20th anniversary album, one of the 
few "oldies" packages of this type to 
reach tie indie distributor, instead of 
through TV or mail-order marketing 
approaches. Earlier in the year, such 
prominent indie label execs as Jerry 
Moss of A&M, Irwin Steinberg of 
Phonogram and Ewart Abner-as he 
assumed the presidency of Motown 
Records-viewed the indie distribu- 
tor as their best marketing vehicle. 
Also of interest is Phonogram's new 

4 -city tie with New York's Malverne 
Distributors. 

That indie distribution outlet is, of 
course, subject to a number of prob- 
lems often enumerated in this section 
and elsewhere in Cash Box. Obviously, 
it is vital that they be solved so that 
those who use this distribution sys- 
tem get the best possible use out of 
this function. However, it is note- 
worthy, as the above label exec com- 
mentaries indicate, that for a lot of 
major label entities indie distribution 
is not something they have to settle 
for, but a conduit for their merchan- 
dise they believe is best for them. 

Clearly, such statements of faith 
and need should spur the indie dis- 
tribution facet of the business to do 
as much as possible to upgrade, where 
necessary, their services to their label 
accounts, particularly in the areas of 
greater in-depth promotion of product, 
one of the most -often cited failings of 
indie distributors today. 

The incentive for a greater follow- 
through in product promotion is simply 
the fact that indie labels see indie dis- 
tribution as their strongest asset in 
the channeling of their product to the 
marketplace. Mere survival isn't good 
enough. Both indie distributors and 
indie labels want prosperity that reads 
profits on the bottom -line.

Early Sides By 

Nat King Cole 
HOLLYWOOD - MCA Records plans 
to release vintage recordings by the 
late Nat King Cole in a 2 -LP set due 
for Sept. release. Jazz critic Leonard 
Feather has been given a "free hand" 
by MCA president Mike Maitland to 
assemble Cole re -issues from early 
jazz dates on the Decca, Coral and 
Brunswick labels. 

Feather noted that the Nat King 
Cole Trio's first important sides were 
on Decca. He was with the label for a 
year or two. "I'm getting together 
everything that Nat ever recorded for 
Decca," Feather said. "This includes 
four numbers that he cut when he was 
19." The set will have 16 tracks by the 
trio and four by Eddie Cole's Solid 
Swingers. Eddie, Nat's brother, was a 
bass player. Decca had the first sides 
Cole ever made in 1936. Before going 
to Capitol, Cole's and his trio cut 
some sides in 1940.

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NARM's 'Southern Strategy' To 
Pass Anti -Piracy Legislation 
Supreme Court 
Sparks Drive 
PHILADELPHIA - Noting that the 
favorable Supreme Court ruling in 
the Goldstein vs. California case, 
upholding the right of the individual 
states to pass anti -piracy legislation, 
NARM is embarking on an intensive 
campaign to secure state legislation 
in the 38 states where it does not now 
exist. The campaign will be spear- 
headed by the NARM Piracy Commit- 
tee, chaired by Jay Jacobs. The mem- 
bers of the committee are James 
Schwartz, Schwartz Bros., Washing- 
ton, D.C.; Harry Losk, Transcontinen- 
tal Music Corp., La Grange, Ill.; Sam 
Marmaduke, Western Merchandisers, 
Amarillo, Texas; Charles Blacksmith, 
ABC Record & Tape Saves. Seattle, 
Wash.; Russ Bach, Musical Isle of 
America, Los Angeles, Calif.; and 
Gerald Friedman, Gate City Record 
Service, Atlanta, Ga. 

The initial intensive effort will be 
made in the south, NARM said, in 
order to "close the regional and geo- 
graphical gap which exist in that 
area." Since NARM has been success- 
ful in assisting the passage of anti - 
piracy legislation in Florida, Louisi- 
ana, Tennessee, Maryland and Virgin- 
ia, the Association's goal is now to 
close the gap in the surrounding 
southern states to that there is no 
state in the Southeastern area which 
remains a haven for the bootlegger. 

Although previous efforts to pass 
legislation in Georgia and North Car- 
olina have been unsuccessful, cam- 
paigns in both of these states have 
been reinstigated.

Although no NARM members are 
actually based in the states of Ala- 
bama, Kentucky and Mississippi, ac- 
tion has already been taken to begin 
the fight for legislation in those 
states. A bill has recently been intro- 
duced into the Alabama legislature 
and NARM members with stores and 
personnel operating in Alabama have 
been alerted to make immediate con- 
tact with their legislators on the im- 
portance of the bill. 

Because there is no NARM member 
headquartered in Kentucky, Jay 
Jacobs, chairman of the Piracy Com- 
mittee, will be personally responsible 
for initiating a campaign in Kentucky 
and rallying aid among retailers and 
other interested parties in that state. 
A similar situation exists in Missis- 
sippi where, although no NARM 
members are based, many have sales 
and service personnel in the state, as 
well as servicing retail outlets there. 
Cooperation will be sought from re- 
tailers with whom NARM members 
have business contact. 

Although the first surge of effort to 
secure state legislation has been 
concentrated in the south, immediate 
plans are being made to consolidate 
efforts in the northeast, midwest and 
northwestern areas of the country. 

Prelim. Injunction 
Bars Chain's Use 

Of 'Make -A -Tape' 
NEW YORK -A preliminary injunc- 
tion barring a chain of electronic 
stores in New York from infringing 
on copyrighted recordings by dupli- 
cating them for customers on a 
"Make -A -Tape" machine has been is- 
sued by Judge Edward Neaher in the 
U.S. District Court for the Eastern 
District of New York. 

His ruling came in suit brought by 
Elektra Records, A & M Records, and 
Polydor, Inc., against Gem Electron- 
ics Distributors, Inc., of Farmingdale, 
N.Y., which operates 10 of its 15 re- 
tail stores in New York and its 
suburbs. 

The injunction bars the defendants 
from using or permitting the use of 
the "Make -A -Tape" machines for the 
purpose of making copies of sound 
recordings that have been copyrighted 
by the plaintiffs, as well as from al- 
lowing customers to use the machines 
to make copies of copyrighted sound 
recordings that they themselves bring 
in. 

In his decision, Judge Neaher de- 
clared that, "The facts of record here 
bespeak commercial exploitation and 
nothing else. In lending the copy- 
righted sound recording to the cus- 
tomer without charge, in selling the 
less costly blank tape from which the 
spurious but exact copy may be 
made, and in providing the equipment 
whereby it may be speedily done at
