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New Labels Are
Always Good News

The stories we run on new indie labels may be as modest as the
operations themselves; yet we find them to be significant for the
industry. In an era of bigness in the music industry, the fact may be
lost that music men are still around who want to try their skills at
forming a record label. Virtually weekly, the stories flow telling of
someone who has decided to put his faith in the future of the in-
dustry by creating a label of his own. Not necessarily a setup that
will start life with substantial funding from a larger label operation
(another measurement, of course, of faith in the industry), but a
company with limited capital and staff, perhaps going to market
with a single record that may or may not happen—or a company
that may or may not happen.

Whatever the fate of these new, modest label operations, it's
clear that thinking ““small’’ still has large implications for the in-
dustry. Men of administrative and/or creative talents are taking a
shot not just corporately, but with artists who do not always find
existing label operations accessible for one reason or another.

Historically, it should be pointed out that many a present-day,
complex success story began life on a modest scale. Some have
stuck it out as indies, others have decided on a course of merger
and/or acquisition into more affluent corporate circumstances. In
view of the tightening structure of today’s industry, we find it re-
markable that there are those who are still willing to buck the tide,
and try to go it alone. Some, frankly, are thinking in terms of even-
tual buy-out by a giant label enterprise; others, perhaps run by
music men who have had experience under the big corporate um-
brella, have decided on a growth pattern that excludes eventual
associations with labels with big national distribution arrangements.

The giants of the industry should, we feel, look with favor on new
small indies that open shop. For they are accurate ‘‘feelers’ that
they are part of an industry that is full of life and promise. Com-
petively, they may not 3et the industry on fire, for sometime at least.
Such new label enterprises, however, may burst with the kind of
youthful energy that can keep the big boys on their toes.

Whatever, news of the formation of modest new indie labels is
always good news for the industry. It's the more the merrier for the
industry as a whole.

RCA Sets Its
Discrete Quad
B'cast System

NEW YORK — RCA’s newly-
developed four-channel discrete FM
stereo broadcast system that trans-
mits four separate audio signals si-
multaneoulsy will be demonstrated
publicly for the first time this week at
the National Association of Broad-
casters Convention in Houston. FM
quad sound was previously possible
only through matrix quad.

The new system, which RCA says
“makes possible” concert hall sound
in the home through the use of four
separate speakers, also is compatible
with existing two-channel and mono
receivers. Such a system, of course,
would allow broadcast of current
discrete disks of the type RCA and
others market.

Added Features

In addition to the FM transmitter, |

which employs RCA’s standard BTS-
1B stereo generators modified for
four-channel capability, the demon-
stration system includes a turntable,
tape machine, audio console and re-
ceiver, all designed for the four-
channel format.

Byron E. Fincher, manager of RCA
Radio Station Equipment, said follow-
ing the NAB demonstrations the
transmitter will be made available to
the National Quadraphonic Radio
Committee of the Electronic Indus-
tries Association.

Fincher said the committee will
study and field test the RCA system,
and others proposed for quad broad-
casting in the FM band, and report its
findings to the Federal Communica-
tions Commission, which has yet to
approve a discrete FM system.

Broadcasters visiting the RCA ex-
hibit at the convention will be able to
compare the transmitted signal with
the original audio source. Wearing
headsets, listeners first will hear the
audio directly from a four-channel
record and tape console. They then
can switch to the same program as it
is broadcast over the four-channel
system and picked up by a four-
channel receiver.

Film Biography

NEW YORK — Producer Porter Bibb
has set Atlantic Records star Roberta
Flack to play the title role of famed
blues singer Bessie Smith, in the
forthcoming feature, ‘“Bessie.”

Based on Chris Albertson’s book
of the same title (Stein & Day, 1973),
“Bessie’” will begin filming in and
around Philadelphia in late May
(Bessie Smith made Philadelphia her
home for over 20 years.) The balance
of the film will be shot on location in
Georgia and New York City. With a
screenplay by Melvin Van Peebles,

Permanent Recording Copyr't Bill;
Seek Felony Penalty For Pirating

Current Amendment
Expires On Dec. 31

WASHINGTON — Legislation to
provide continuing copyright protec-
tion for sound recordings has been in-
troduced by Rep. Robert Kastenmeier,
chairman of the House Judiciary Sub-
committee on Copyrights.

The legislation is supported by the
Recording Industry Association of
America, Inc. (RIAA). The Associa-
tion is urging prompt hearings in the
House of Representatives.

The current law protects only those
sound recordings released before Dec.
31, 1974, and after Feb. 15, 1972,

The legislation as introduced pro-
hibits piracy of sound recordings pro-
duced after Jan. 1, 1975. (Recordings
produced between Feb., 1972 and Dec,,
1974 would remain protected.) The bill
would make both piracy and counter-
feiting of recordings felony penalties.
It provides for fines of up to $25,000
and three years imprisonment for a
first offense, and fines up to $50,000
and seven years for a subsequent of-
fense. Present federal laws provide

Moore,
who currently resides in Woodstock,
has an extensive background in the
Philadelphia scene as a writer, per-
former and session man.

Moore’s LP, produced by Nick
Jameson, was cut at Connecticut Re-
cording Studios, Bearsville Studios
and Sunset Sound Recorders.

“We are very enthusiastic about
Tim Moore,” observed Martell.

only misdemeanor penalties.

In an exchange of letters between
Representative Kastenmeier and Stan
Gortikov, president of the RIAA,
Kastenmeier said he believes the ex-
piration date in the present law
“should be removed,” making the pro-
tection permanent. He also . com-
mented that “introduction of this
measure in its present form does not
imply that I necessarily endorse all
elements of the bill, or more particu-
larly, the provisions increasing the
penalties for record piracy and for
record counterfeiting.”

Gortikov’s letter said: “It is im-
perative that Congress act in this Ses-
sion to continue copyright protection
for sound recordings to guard against
an upsurge in record piracy.

“We believe that . . . proposed fel-
ony penalties would be most important
in discouragine record piracy. Our ex-
perience has been that misdemeanor
sanctions simply do not provide ade-
quate penalties for cash-laden pi-
rates.”

The present law protecting record-
ing copyrights was passed by Con-
gress. on an emergency basis, in 1971,
The Dec., 1974 expiration date was
provided because Congress then ex-
pected that permanent copyright pro-
tection for recordings would be in-
cluded in overall copyright revision
then pending before the Senate. How-
ever, general copyright revision has
been stalled because of factors unre-
lated to piracy of recordings.

The RIAA estimates that piracy of
sound recordings diverts some $200
million a year from legitimate compa-
nies, artists, musicians, writers, and
publishers,

Missourit Court
Reversal Goes
Against Pirates

ST. LOUIS — The Missouri Court of
Appeals here has unanimcusly re-
versed a lower court decision that had
refused to enjoin a manufacturer, a
distributor and a retailer of pirated
sound recordings on the basis of un-
fair competition.

The opinion, written by Judge
James D. Clemens and concurred in
by the other two judges on the court,
held that the plaintiff record compan-
ies were entitled to a permanent in-
junction against the defendants and
directed the lower court to conduct a
hearing for an accounting of profits
and an assessment of damages.

A civil suit charging unfair com-
petition had been brought in the Cir-
cuit Court of St. Louis Coun:y by the
National Broadcasting Co. Ine. against
Donald Ray Nance, allegedly an
unlicensed sound duplicator who pro-
duced pirated tapes under the label of
“Magnasound.” “Stereo 3,” and “Cool
Products, USA,” Gayron (Moe)
Lytel, doing business as Boo-hill Ree-
ords, said to be a distributor of pirat-
ed recordings, and Vancil Foods, Inc.,
an alleged retailer of unaathorized
tapes. The Columbia Broadcasting
System, Ine., had also filed suit
against Nance. The appeal resulted
from Judge James Ruddy having ruled
in both cases against the record com-
pany plaintiffs.

Judge’s Opinion

In reversing the lower court deci-
sion, Judge Clemens declared that “a

Gain In Revenues,
Profits: Small Lag

NEW YORK — Combined revenues
of Warner Communications Inc. labels
and music publishing unit increased in
the fourth quarter and 12 month peri-
od ending Dec. 31, but profitability
“lagged slightly behind 1972 levels
due to rising costs and competitive
pressures that affected the entire in-
dustry,” according to Steve Ross,
chairman.

Revenues for the Warner,
Elektra/Asylum and Atlantic labels
plus Warner Bros Music rose in the
three months ended Dec. 31, to $70,-
280,000 from $62,738,000 in the same
period in 1972. For the entire year of
1973, revenues came to $235,992,000,
compared to $214,513,000 in 1972.

For the corporation as a whole,
1973 fully diluted earnings per share
rose to $2.26 from $2.06 in 1972. Net
income increased to $51,170,000 from
$50,118,000 and operating revenues
increased to $549,619,000 from $598,-
602,000, Fourth quarter net income
declined to $11,303,000 from $12,298,-
000 in the 1972 period. In the fourth
quarter, operating revenues increased
to $148,298,000 from $143,208,000.

This problem
continued into 1974 with ABC Records
beginning its own direct distribution
effective Jan. 1. Schwartz Brothers
rack merchandising volume decreased
when the company ceased servicing a
major account during the year.

TUCSON, ARIZONA — Sales of Lear
Jet Stereo 8-track and cassette play-
ers were up 1229% in calendar 1973 as
compared with 1972, reports Ed
Campbell, Lear Jet Stereo president.

It's immediately obvious from sitting down with Julliard graduate, Marvin
Hamlisch, that he's an intense and unique native New Yorker. He’s got that
flair for the theatrical that Midwesterners acquire after years of trying, but that
New Yorkers are born with. An extrovert extraordinaire, Hamlisch also is an Oscar
nominee for writing the music to ““The Way We Were,”” nominated for Best Song
of the Year from a feature film.

But don’t think for a moment that this is Marvin's debut in the music industry.
He has won a Golden Globe Award for his title song from the motion picture,
“Kotch,”” and his other film credits include Woody Allen’s ‘‘Take The Money and
Run” and “Bananas,” “‘Save The Tiger,” starring Jack Lemmon, “The Swimmer,”’
starring Burt Lancaster, “‘The Sting” (for which he utilized a twelve piece band
to capture the essence of ragtime music, thus giving his adaptation all the authen-
ticity of Scott Joplin), and of course, the Ray Stark production of *The Way We
Were.”” “1 first got my feet wet,”” mused Hamlisch as he sat in Cash Box's New York
executive offices, “‘when | wrote ‘“‘Sunshine, Lollipops, and Rainbows’’ and ‘‘Cali-
fornia Nights” as a teenager.

It goes without saying that Hamlisch has come a long way from those first
delightfully simplistic pop hit tunes. He has worked his way up the ladder of
success as a pianist for Groucho Marx, has been a musical part of the George
Burns Show (both of those legends have asked him if he's interested in collabo-
rating in the future), and is now musical arranger for such show business lumi-
naries as Ann-Margaret, Lisa Minnelli, and Joel Gray.

Sami, at this early point in her career
never even dreamed that the Pretty Kitty Cat would eventually lead her to
entertainment’'s major lion, MGM Records where she would have a smash single
called ““Tell Me a Lie.” She played Caterine's feline scene for awhile before the
talent buyer for the Black Garter Supper Club (inside th Executive Hotel) heard
Sami sing and wanted to book her for his own entertainment room. He didn't
have to go very far to hear Sami, only across the street since both clubs were
practically feathered together on Mocking Bird Street. Descriptive names like The
Pretty Kitty Cat, The Black Garter Supper Club, and Mocking Bird street are just
colorful enough to make Dallas sound like a dalliance, especially when we add to
it the next one, Fernando and the Angel of Madrid. This is the act that Sami
got to perform with at the Black Garter Supper room. Even though Caterine
concedes to at one time having paid the Executive Hotel’s bell boys a dollar each
for sending much of it's nightclub clientele over to his club, he still realized the
importance of the Black Garter and so agreed to Sami's engagement there.

Though he doesn’t want to fall prey to the show biz jinx of talking about the
46th Annual Academy Awards to be held Apr. 2, it's obvious that his plans for
writing a couple of songs for Ms. Streisand’s next LP, even working on the score
for an upcoming Warner Bros. film, will wait till after that magic night.

So it was off to the appointment which consequently turned into a
recording session and a contract with Fame productions.

Unfortunately Rick Hall’s 40 million seller was not with Sami and shortly
thereafter Sonny left Hall’s Fame to go with Bill Lowerys music conglomerates.
Sami went with Sonny and they recorded ‘“‘Tell Me a Lie,” which coincidentially
is published by Rick Hall’'s pubbery. Stan Moress, MGM’s senior A & R vp went to
see Sami in Dallas, heard the record, and not letting a moment lie still, rush
released “‘Tell Me a Lie.”” The tune penned by Barbara Wyrick and Mickey Buckins
has already become a giant pop, country, and mor hit. Sami Jo's first
MGM/South album will be released shortly. Her manager, Tony Caterine an-
nounced that he will be announcing an important agency signing soon. Sami Jo
is one of 1974's most promising newcomers and as Lily Tomlin would testify *. ..

HOLLYWOOD—MAXINE WELDON: A DESERVED REPRISE
Last year around this same time, Columbia Records released a single by an
artist named Maxine Weldon. The record was called ‘Looking for the Answer.”
Maxine, herself, had sought the answer to a successful singing career in a series
of performing peregrinations which stretched from Bakersfield to Hawaii, to
Japan, to San Francisco, and then to Los Angeles where Columbia caught her
remarkable act and signed her. From there she appeared at Columbia Records
London convention where Maxine's maximum talents impressed everyone some
more. That impression led to the recording and pressing of ‘‘Looking for the
Answer," written by Tony Webster, Maxine's manager. The tune, as Ms. Weldon
recently recalled was just a melody with only an adumbration of lyrics. In fact
the song was originally called ‘“Looking Qut The Window.”” Perhaps Tony Webster,
well known in the comedy writing field, conceived the song idea and title while
he was dreamily gazing out of a window. However when nothing materialized
past a title he probably began looking for the answer on how to finish his song.

ANDREW CHIARAMONTE: A CELLULOID HERO IN A VINYL WORLD

While his fellow armed forces compatriots were writing letters to their girlfriends,
Andrew Chiaramonte was busy making military movies, films that revolutionized
Air Force documentaries. Chiaramonte became a celluloid hero in a vinyl world
by being the first to utilize contemporary music in documentary type films. The
military motto ‘‘service with a smile,”” became to Chiaramonte in his films more of
“service with a simile.” This meant taking the usual platoon platitudes and then
using pop music to say what had heretofore always been literal, unimaginative
commentary. In other words the message ‘‘Help thy neighbor,” would now get
the music simile of ‘‘Give a Damn,”’ by Spanky and Our Gang. Everyone knows
that the way to a serviceman’s heart is not done by food but the next best thing
became these documentaries spruced up with music they related to. The day
Chiaramonte became a civilian he compiled a reel of his films and took them
around to the various record companies. At A&M (one of his first stops) Claire
Baren, co-director of creative services was impressed that Andrew had integrated
‘“‘Someday Man,” into one of the documentaries, a song which at the time the
film was made had been a relatively obscure Paul Williams tune. She commis-
sioned him to do his first consumer oriented film, a promotional short of Bill
Withers. The rest is history. Motown approached him to a television commercial
for the ‘“Lady Sings The Blues,” soundtrack, then the Temptations ‘‘Masterpiece,”
LP and the Jackson Five's ‘‘Skyrider,” record. The days of films with titles saying
“Presented by your air Force,” and ‘‘Directed by Captain Chiaramonte,” (That
title alone sounds like some swashbuckler saga) have passed and now his crea-
tions dissolve into a regal rose colored backdrop that shows ‘‘Chiaramonte Films,”
written in grandiose typeface. This noble identification represents the quality
kind of film which Chiaramonte has come to be associated with. Last week this
journalist had the privilege of viewing a new seven and a half minute film on
Motown’s Eddie Kendricks made by Andrew Chiaramonte as a potential short
for theatrical distribution. It is the most perfect singer’s statement considering
time duration that this one has ever seen. Leonard Zunin's best selling book
title ““Contact, the first four minutes,” is precisely what Chiaramonte is able to
do with his audience via this film. The contact he makes is a strong impression
that sells Kendricks and the film as an overall enjoyable movie going experience.
Chiaramonte is currently trying to sell it as a theatrical short subject.

Think of the enormous impact that rock music as a short subject could have
on cinema audiences. It's the most perfect thing to happen since rock invaded tv
and Chiaramonte is the harbinger of it all. It's going to take the support of other
record companies like Motown to turn it into a positive reality. The Eddie Ken-
dricks short was handled with such finesse that Motown Productions (The film
division to the record label) should, in the opinion of this writer, consider having
Chiaramonte translate their ‘“Motown Story,”” albums to film. They could do it
either as a feature length film or as a serial which could be distributed as short
subjects. This would bring back the serial to the movie theatre. Can’t you see
the people going to see ‘“The Great Gatsby,” and then also getting to see some-
thing equally great; ‘“The Motown Story—Early Detroit Days—Part One.”” Com-
menting on the advent of record tv commercials, Chiaramonte said, *“It’s hard
to look success (the music industry) in the eye and say you should be doing
something else to promote records.” He explained that we've only scratched the
surface to record tv commercials but that they will eventually emerge as a
major merchandising tool, just as viable a consuetude as billboards and radio
advertising. He foresees this new advertising medium as one day even sponsoring
network shows in their entirety. Quality tv record commercials cost surprisingly
low to make in comparison to say the budget of Campbell’s soup. A quality
record commercial, it was learned, can be made in the vicinity of $20,000 (or
even less), a modicum to Campbell’s purported $600,000. Chiaramonte realizes
that record executives may see tv commercials as risky or even question their
real purpose in wondering why they should put out x amount of dollars on an
established act that will sell regardless of tube saturation. Andrew’s answer is
‘“Take a successful product and make it more successful in 10 to 30 seconds.
He's inferring here to taking a gold record and turning it into platinum. It sounds
logical. Chiaramonte cited how Motown as already seen results particularly when
their ‘‘Lady Sings The Blues,” album sold substantially more after spots aired
on tv in key markets. Of course record advertising on the tube is still highly ‘‘test
tube” activity but one might as well prepare for it and anticipate it as a natural
sort of progression in record product advertising. As for that personalized serial,
‘‘Captain Chiaramonte,” it can only get better and better. At the moment it
appears as a regular cliff hanger with Chiaramonte, the recording industry and
television all together, trying to maintain balance on a kind of precipice. But
safety is predicted. The record labels are building the bridge slowly though,
platinum brick after brick. The vinyl viaduct will be completed very, very soon.

There were many reasons but the most unavoidable one had something to do
with the dismissal of Clive Davis, who was required to look, with expediency, for
his own answers. ‘“Answer’’ became lost in the label’s corporate shuffle and even
though this record never made it to CASH BOX charts, radio stations continued
to play it. Then ‘“‘Answer” faded into the vinyl vortex and the ‘question’ for
Maxine became, ‘“What next?"”

There followed a short record label abeyance for this extraordinary singer
and then she signed with Monument Records, a subsidiary of the Columbia
label. A few weeks ago they released Maxine’s first Monument album entitled
‘‘Some Singin’ "’ produced by Fred Foster. To paraphrase from it’s lyric we could
say ‘‘Days passed, weeks passed, and the consumer became wiser everyday it
seems,’”’ until last week Monument was obliged to release ‘“‘Answer,” as a single.

As the next couple of days and weeks pass, it will become more and more
obvious that ‘‘Looking for the Answer,” is even in it's reincarnation (with Nash-
ville tracks), an ineluctable hit performed by an incomparable vocalist. ‘Answer,”
was a bit of an amulet for Monument’s Fred Foster who met his new wife while
mixing this particular song in the studio. No doubt it will affect others favorably
too and if for some dire reason the record doesn’t make it then as Maxine jested
she’ll just simply have to go and record a song called ‘“‘There Aint No Answer.”
There’s not enough deaf enough to ever allow Maxine to do a thing like that.

more flagrant case of unfair competi-
tion is nowhere disclosed by the
books. In fact, the scheme is more
than unfair competition; it amounts
to an actual appropriation of
plaintiffs’ property by the defendants
to their own business purposes. A
court of equity ought not to hesitate
long to interpose its protection
against a scheme of this character.”
Further in his decision, Judge Cle-
mens wrote: ‘“Unfair competition is a
specie of commercial hitchhiking
which the law finds offensive, and,
therefore prohibits. The law of unfair
competition is but a reaffirmation of
the rules of fair play. It aims to effect
honesty against competitors by out-
lawing all attempts to trade on an-
other’s reputation—it gives the crop
to the sower and not to the trespas-
ser. In so doing, it strives to protect
the buying public from deception.”
Nance, whose duplicating operation
is now said to be defunct, is currently
appealing a mail fraud conviction
stemming from an unrelated matter.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC
— It was a boogie-down festival this |
chilly Wednesday eve at this caver-
nous sports palace and the three
bands assigned to get the crowd up
and moving were ready, willing and
amazingly able to complete their mis-
sion.

Deep Purple, the premier British |
hard rock band (some call it heavy
metal) did just that and proved them-
selves to be more capable than ever
with their new line up. In performing
material from their latest Warner
Brothers album, “Burn,” already a
smash chart item, the group immedi-
ately brought the crowd of 20,000 or
s0 onto their feet and kept them there
foi the duration of their hour plus
set.

Tunes such as “Might Just Take
Your Life,” their rousing new single,
“Burn” and their now classic “Smoke
On The Water” and “Space Trucking”
were again delights to marvel over.
Throughout the course of the set the
energy level was maintained and not
a fan in the house was sent home
disappointed. Jon Lord, Ian Paice and
Richie Blackmore (the three original
Purples from earlier days) were in
full control and seemingly knew ex-
actly what the crowd wanted to hear
and gave it to them as never heard
before on any of their previous trips
to this ecity. New York anxiously
awaits the return of the heavy metal
wizards.

Savoy Brown preceded the Purple
on stage with a rousing set of rock-
blues and boogie that also kept the
crowd dancing for the majority of
their set. The group’s new line up
includes Miller Anderson and Stan
Webb perfectly complementing Kim

Simmqnds, and making the band
(now in its tenth or so incarnation)
more powerful than ever before.

Their new Parrot LP is due to be
released sometime later this month.

Opening the evening were Passport
artists Tucky Buzzard a talented band
of English rockers, who are produced

TROUBADOR L.A. — They describe
their music as the “brown sound” in
difference to their Mexican-American
origins, but El Chicano draws on influ-
ences far more diverse than the mu-
sic heard south of the border. Blend-
ing Latin rhythms with jazz and
rock, El Chicano is doing for rock
music something like what Mongo
Santamaria did for jazz, and the
Troubador audience was fortunate in
being able to observe the emergence
of a super-group in close quarters.

“Tell Her She’s Lovely,” the most
recent single from the group exem-
plifies the smooth and loping sound
that El Chicano has developed. While
placing the emphasis on percussion,
its never at the expense of the melod-
ic line. The group’s most recent addi-
tion, Sheri Williams (on background
vocals and percussion) brings yet an-
other dimension to their music, round-
ing out the vocal passages.

In closing, El Chicano presented
their latest single, “Gringo In Mex-
ico,” from the new MCA LP, “Cinco.”
The song, penned by Wendy Wald-
man, represented a step in a to-
tally different, more acoustic direction
and was a fine finish to an extremely
versatile and engaging set.

Canadian group Skylark has been
thoroughly revamped since their
“Wildflower” hit but their sound,
along with founders David and B.J.
Foster, remains. Especially impressive
in their Troubador set was the per-
formance of new vocalists for the
group, Bobby Taylor and Ed Whit-
ing, who, along with B.J., sang a
number of tunes from the Skylark’s
most recent Capitol LP, “Skylark
2.7
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| on record by Bill Wyman (Rolling

Stones bassist). Although they are
more than capable rockers, they do
not yet have the following here that
they deserve. They are definitely
worth keeping an eye on in the future
for someday soon, they too may be
headlining a similar billing.

ACADEMY OF MUSIC, N.Y.C. —
Rory Gallagher, one of the most
highly touted guitarists in the world,
and especially prominent since the
semi-retirement of Eric Clapton,
proved that the ax is still the thing
as he brought his thundering sound
into the Academy for two sold out
shows. The Polydor artist spent a
good deal of time amazing the crowd
with a bombastic display of guitar
skills, ranging from bottleneck slide,
to punchy electrie, to soft acoustic as
he whipped through selections from

his current LP, “Tattoo”, including
the hauntingly funky “Who’s That
Comin’” and the classic “Walk On

Hot Coals”, as well as “Sleep On A
Clothesline” from previous LP’s, the
latter from “Blueprint”. His guitar
technique is really incredible, an as-
set he plays to the hilt every chance
he gets. But you have to understand
that today’s Rory Gallagher fans
were yesterday’s Clapton and Hen-
drix devotees and they expect lengthy
displays of the artist’s versatility.
One thing is certain, Rory has ac-
quired thousands of devoted admirers
here and it’s certain that each of his
gigs will swell those ranks.

Brian Auger, whose name first
came into prominence along with
that of Julie Driscoll in 1968, was an
enigma to Big Apple music fans till
his recent set here preceding Galla-
gher. Now with his new band, The
Oblivion Express, the RCA recording
artist played some of the tunes off
his current LP (just released last
week), ‘““Straight Ahead”, including
the stunning title track as well as
“Beginning Again” and ‘“Bumpin’ On
Sunset”. Auger’s sound is full and
his control of dynamics exceptional,
very reminiscent of fellow British
keyboard perfectionist, Manfred
Mann. He’ll be back soon.

Ovening the show for Auger and
Gallagher was 10 CC, undoubtedly the
finest new band of 1974, With an
amazingly diverse repertoire taken
from the band’s debut London LP,
“10 CC”, the group played some of
the most increﬁible music of this er
any other vear. Particularly effective
were the tunes, “Headline Hustler”,
“Speed Kills”, and their #1 British
single, “Rubber Bullets”. “Headline
Hustler” could easily be Song of the
Year in this reviewer’s estimation.
Once you hear 10 CC, you’ll know
they’re top drawer.

POP PICKS

CHICAGO VIl—Chicago—Columbia C2 32810

It's obvious that Chicago is a musical tradi-
tion unto itself, and this sparkling two record
set gives every indication that the group in-
tends to stay in the running with the best for a
long time to come. The music on this, the
group's seventh outing is, to say the least,
progressive, Just listening to ““Prelude To Aire"’
gives you the impression that something unique
is going on, and once you penetrate the
LP, you find that Chicago has created a whole
new musical world to play around in. Each
band member is given total latitude to create
seperate environments within the diverse musi-
cal package and the experiment works on
many levels. (“I've Been) Searchin’ So Long"
is a fabulous single.

GOOD TIMES—Elvis Presley—RCA CPL1-0475
Elvis has brought good times to the world
for almost two decades now, and it's amazing
how well he continues to captivate audiences
with his talent. This LP is another gem from
Elvis, filled with the artists’ interpretations of a
number of standards such as ‘“Take Good Care
of Her,”” ““Loving Arms,"” ‘‘Spanish Eyes,” and
“Good Time Charlie’'s Got The Blues,” each of
which offers more insight into why people in
the industry refer to him as ‘‘the king."" Care-
ful arrangement showcases Elvis’ vocals beau-
tifully and the orchestra never gets in his way.
We really dig ‘| Got A Feelin’ In My Body.”

CALABASAS—B. W. Stevenson—RCA APL1-
0410

B. W. has quickly established himself as a
hit-maker and consistent artist and this LP
further enhances that reputation. Featuring the
artist’'s current single, "‘Look For The Light'" as
well as some stunning background vocals by
Linda Ronstadt and Danny Moore (of ‘““Sham-
bala' fame), the album is a masterwork of B.
W.’s unique vocals coupled with excellent ma-
terial set in crafty pieces of production and
arrangement that defy description. ‘‘Please
Come To Boston,” “‘Little Bit of Understand-
ing,” and ‘'Song For Katy'' are particularly
effective, but so is the entire package.

GET YOUR WINGS—Aerosmith—Columbia KC
32847

One of Boston's favorite bands is back again
with a raucous collection worthy of its reputa-
tion as one of the punchiest hard rock bands
working the big time today. Highlighted by
“Same Old Song and Dance,” the LP is geared
to a heavy metal sound that's inescapably
infectious. “'Lord of the Thighs,”" “Woman of
the World,” ‘“‘Seasons of Wither,” ‘‘Pandora’s
Box,”” and a great version of a tune made
popular by the Yardbirds entitled “The Train
Kept A Rollin',”” give the album its soul and
substance. Steve Tyler's lead vocals are spicy
and to the point and the arrangements on the
LP are catchy.

STOP AND SMELL THE ROSES—Mac Davis—
Columbia KC 32582

Mac has come a long way during his career,
starting off in a small Texas band and working
his way to the top as a recording. artist and TV
personality and his latest Columbia LP is a
great testimony to his perseverance as a
creative artist. Spotlighting his current single,
“One Hell of a Woman,"” the LP is brisk and
fresh, with some exciting accents added by
Leo Lablanc on steel guitar and Tim Henson
on keyboards. The title track is a great poten-
tial single and ‘‘The Birthday Song,'” ‘‘Kiss It
and Make It Better,”” “‘Soft, Sweet Fire,”” and
‘‘Lucas Was a Redneck'’ are excellent.

SALT PEANUTS VOL. 2—Supersax—Capitol
ST-11271

Grammy winner for Best Jazz Performance
by a Group, Supersax smashes through again
with more great Charlie Parker choruses in
harmony on this LP, including ‘‘Yardbird
Suite,” “Scrapple From The Apple,” “Embrace-
able You," “Lover,” “The Bird,”" and the fabu-
lous title track. Jay Migliori, Mauri Lathower,
Joe Lopes, Buddy Clark, Med Flory, Wayne
Marsh, Jack Nimitz, Conte Candoli, Lou Levy,
Jack Hanna, and Carl Fontana are the men of
Supersax and the individuals who put the great
package together with producer John Palla-
dino.

SHININ' ON—Grand Funk—Capitol SWAE-
11278

Featuring the hit single cover of Little Eva's
‘‘Loco Motion’" and the overwhelming title
track, Grand Funk's latest is one of the most
unique and power-packed collections of 1974.
The album jacket is a three dimensional pic-
ture of the boys (You remember 3-D, don't
you?) and comes complete with a pair of
punch-out 3-D glasses to view the poster that
comes inside. Also inside are some fine songs,
notably ‘‘Please Me,”” ““Mr. Pretty Boy,”" ‘“‘Little
Johnny Hooker,” “‘Carry Me Through,” and
“‘Gettin’ Over You.” Produced by Todd
Rundgren, the LP has all the ingredients to
make it to the top.

PRETZEL LOGIC—Steely Dan—ABC ABCD-808

Knowledgeable fans have waited a iong time
for this one, and they certainly won't be disap-
pointed by the fine music on the LP. Highlight-
ed by such cuts as ‘‘Rikki Don't Lose That
Number,”" “‘Barrytown,” Duke Ellington's ‘‘East
St. Louis Toodle-00,’”” and ‘“Monkey In Your
Soul,” the album is certainly an unpredictable
package, a characteristic that enhances its
overall appeal immeasureably. The Becker-
Fagen compositions make up all but one
of the selections, show signs of musical matur-
ity in terms of arrangement as well as lyrically.
The title track is solid and the LP provocative.
It's good to see the band back on the scene
again.

STRAIGHT AHEAD—Brian Auger’s Oblivion Ex-

Brian has explored new directions in music

John Denver—Mercury—SRM 1-704

John Denver's meteoric rise from Colorado
boy to recording star to TV personality has*
sparked this Mercury re-issue of some of his
work with the Chad Mitchell Trio, a collection
of folk music surprisingly well suited to his
easy going laid back personality. The LP is
interesting on a number of fronts, one being
that it features some of Denver's first recorded
compositions, such as ‘‘For Bobbi,” and “Like
To Deal With The Ladies.”” There's an in-
triguing version of Lennon-McCartney’'s ‘‘She~
Loves You' and a bit of magic in the Eric
Anderson tune, ‘“Violets of Dawn.”” Denver will
have to get used to being an immortal.

R 8 B INGREDIENTS Communicating, in the final analysis, is the
name of the game. A record promotion man/woman is in truth applying
communications expertise. When a product is properly promoted (to give it
all possible exposure) the success of the product is still determined by the
consumer. Of course, when the promo people are given a record that is right
from the gitgo (This includes first the material (the song), an artist's honest
interpretation and the production) then the promo job is somewhat easier.
It should be increasingiy clear to record companys as well as producer or
artist/ producer that it is almost impossible today to sell product that is not for
real. The fault generally begins in the recording studio. An act may come into
the studio feeling it can be another Stevie Wonder. When, in truth, the act
should reveal what it is about. Then, if the talent is really there the stature of
a Stevie Wonder may be achieved by doing ‘your own thing.’ Getting back to
promotion. R & B (referring to it as root music) has grown by leaps and bounds
in the past couple of years. And, it's only the beginning. Gus Redmond, na-
tional promotion manager for the General Recording Corp., based in Atlanta,
has been a standout in establishing the label (Aware) and artists (Ripple) as
a solid R & B entity, He, along with his team such as Greta Hunter, understand-
ing what it’s all about, can stand proud.

ROY ACUFF

THE KING OF COUNTRY MUSIC—Roy Acuff is, among other things, a
member of the Country Music Hall of Fame, a highly successful business man,
a home-spun philosopher, a singer, a fiddler, and master of the yo-yo and
fiddle bow balancing act.

Acuff is the first artist in history to celebrate 34 years as a member of the
Grand Ole Opry.

The man who is perhaps most famous for such monumentally important
country song standards as “Wabash Cannonball” and “The Great Speckled
Bird”, never sang professionally until he was almost 30 years old.

Born in Maynardsville, Union County, East Tennessee, Acuff grew up with
sports potential and ambition. A three-letter man in high school in Knoxville,
he took a fling at professional baseball, only to suffer repeated bouts with sun-
stroke.

The last such incident left him with hospital time on his hands, and an op-
portunity to learn to play the fiddle.

“I had to pick me out a new career,” he said. The career was inspired by
his father, a missionary Baptist minister and local lawyer, who also played
fiddle and collected records of mountain fiddle songs.

Acuff joined a medicine show that was traveling through Virginia and East
Tennessee, where he did his first professional entertaining. This was in 1932.
The medicine show experience led to his first recording in 1934, about the
same time he began singing on WNOX and WROL in Knoxville.

TFour years later he moved to Nashville to join the Opry where he’s been a
regular ever since. He brought along his Smokey Mountain Boys (then called
the Crazy Tennesseans), and has had most of them with him since that date.

Acuff is well known for his consistent entertaining of troops abroad. During
the Berlin airlift of 1949, he was there with his troupe. He has entertained
under hot war conditions in Korea, in Santo Domingo, in Vietnam and elsewhere.

A year prior to his first overseas tour to Germany, Acuff was nominated to
run for governor of Tennessce on the Republican ticket, and the campaign
brought him the highest vote total of any Republican nominee until that time.
The fact that he lost the race was, he considers, a blessing in disguise.

In addition to his interests in Acuff-Rose, Acuff is the owner of an Exhibit
shop around the corner from the Opry, and part owner of Hickory Records,
for which he records. His current chart climbing single release on Hickory is
titled “Back in the Country” along with an album of the same title.

NASHVILLE — Bill Williams of
Epic feels that music has always por-
trayed the innermost feelings of man,
and thus has fused with all of man’s
activities. When man is happy so is
his music, when he is down, his music
relates as such. Therefore just as man
runs in cycles; economically, emotion-
ally and physically, so does his musiec.

Recently a pattern has emerged of
trends lasting approximately ten
vears each. The first years of rock
and roll saw a new form of music and
a new form of radio, top 40, emerge.
A light carefree music reflecting the
attitudes of a be-bop era. Strong in
the fifties, stagnating by 1963.

1964 the Deatles. A group that
would be trend setters in musie,
clothes, hair styles, and the thinking
of young people. In 1964 alone they
had three or four records on the na-
tional charts at one time. The Deatles
started what the sixties came to call
“the youth culture.” Teenagers began
to want and get their own identity. In
a time of great prosperity the dollar
was in the hands of the youth.

Top 40 radio shared
time with progressive FM; and
M.O.R. radio was disappearing from
the mind of the listener. Hard rock
and drugs were out in the open—
underground was on the street level.

Around 1970 peaceful dissention
and working from within the system
were back in vogue. The war drawing
to a close, and the improvement of
racial and economic conditions, put
an end to the common cause. Unity
was out. Doing your own thing, in.
Because of this diffusion, strength in
top 40 and underground was waining.
Top 40, FM top 40, MOR, country,
progressive, R&B were all sharing in
ratings. Various forms of music be-
gan to flourish. People, especially the
young, began to accept music on its
own merit, not because it fell into a
specific class.

Ten years have passed since the
Beatles made their initial impact, and
now a new trend is emerging. The
Waltons is the number one TV show,
Sam Ervin, well past 30, is the latest
national hero. Conservatism is in.
College students are back to tradi-
tional majors as opposed to the hu-
manities. Grave shortages plague our
world. By necessity, communication is
getting back to basics. Hype has left
our music. Genuine feelings have en-
tered. Charlie Rich, over 30, has re-
ceived his second gold record in a

row.
