The Recording Industry: 
An International View 

It has been shown time and again on the pages of Cash Box's international news 
section as well as in domestic reports that the record industry around the world has 
made significant gains in the face of difficult obstacles. Obviously the energy crisis 
was the major cause of concern to all nations (principally to Great Britain and Japan) 
at the outset of the year with the PVC shortage threatening entire economies, but the 
recording industry made progress in the face of disaster. 

Starting with a complete soul-searching policy, oriented towards more harmonious 
inter -corporate operations, British, Japanese, and Argentinian record firms began a 
house cleaning process that focused on product selectivity and actually increased 
profit taking for the first half -year. 

The story of Great Britain and its major labels is a particularly striking example of 
buckling down under hard conditions and working diligently to beat back the near 
recession that loomed menacingly in the fall of '73. Britain faced severe cut backs in 
natural resources (particularly petroleum), and financial crisis seemed imminent to 
the record industry. Yet the optimism so prevalent at the January MIDEM convention 
was strongly evident in the British Board of Trade figures that showed an increase in 
both record production and sales for the 4th quarter of 1973 over the same period for 
'72. Home sales of albums jumped by 52%, while LP production increased 41%. 
Singles production was up 31% and sales climbed to 33% more than the comparable 
'72 quarter. 

The most recent figures released by JPRA (Japanese Phonograph Record As- 
sociation) show that the month of April, 1974 saw the country's record firms make 
19% more ($33,560,000) than they did in April, '73. Though some fluctuations have 
been observed (even in the traditionally stable economies) it is generally true that 
nations like England, Japan, Canada, Belgium, Australia, Argentina, and Italy have 
found ways of coping with economic stumbling blocks, and record firms have made 
significant progress in improving the financial posture of their companies. 

If we can judge by the optimism of MIDEM, the multiplicity of meaningful 
agreements (both in distribution and publishing) reached since January between 
numerous countries' labels, and above all the determination of the international 
recording industry not only to stay alive, but continue to grow despite hard times, 
then we can see that the end of progress is nowhere in sight. Fortunately, the record 
industry abroad, as it has proven itself to be here in the U.S., is a tough customer 
capable of putting its muscle where it will do the most good. 

argentin: the past 12months 
An acute shortage of vinyl - as it hap- 

pened in most of the other big record 
markets of the world - was the main 
worry of the Argentine companies 
during 1974 and is still appearing as the 
most important problem in the expansion 
plans for 1975. 

The shortage caught many companies 
in the middle of plans of stock reduction, 
as a way to reduce expenses in view of 
the Government plans against inflation, 
and the fixing of prices for most 
products. At the same time, the increase 
in buying power of the customers acted 
against the same stocks, resulting in 
severe strains on the availability of many 
catalog items, and a sharp restriction in 
the release of new singles and albums. 

Another side effect was the partial 
disappearance of budget records, since 
they carry the same amount of vinyl as 
regular -priced LP's. It must be taken into 
account that the LP market in this coun- 
try is strongly based - at this moment, at 
least - on the so-called "selection LP's," 
programmed as a collection of the best 
selling singles at the time. At a certain 
moment, eight of the ten top selling 
albums were of this type. Till 1973, it was 
customary to price them about 30% 
below regular -priced albums, but they 
are now being released at the top level 
price. 
RECORD COMPANIES: 

The appointment of Luis Aguado as 
managing director of EMI -Odeon was 
perhaps the top news of these twelve 
months. Aguado had been previously as- 
sociated with CBS and afterwards 
worked for a year in Colombia, before 
joining EMI. Adolfo Pino, RCA's top man 
in Argentina, has been put in charge, 
also, of the Brazilian branch of the 
organization. Parnaso Records, created 
a couple of years ago by Roger Lopez, 
has been strengthening its position in 
the interior of the country, handled by 
Eduardo Di Bella, its manager. Lopez, 
who lives in the U.S., is currently in 
Buenos Aires, recording for the 

American market. 
Another U.S. record man, Jerry 

Masucci, has been also visiting Buenos 
Aires very often, and recording LP's for 
his Fania label, with artists coming from 
New York. Masucci finds that the sound 
he is able to obtain at the Buenos Aires 
studios is very good, and the traveling 
expenses are compensated by lower 
costs. 

CBS has opened new recording 
facilities, with sixteen tracks and up-to- 
date technical equipment. EMI -Odeon 
also started operating new equipment, 
and sharply improved the quality of its 
recordings. As we mentioned last year, 
RCA has also new studios and the 
Sicamericana studios have also eight - 
track hardware. 
PUBLISHERS: 

As we pointed out before, the 
existence of publishing houses as an in- 
dependent institution seems to be no 
more a trend. Fermata remains as the 
only house not related to a record com- 
pany or an artist/composer. The new 
pubberies are usually a subsidiary of a 

diskery or of a song -producing per- 
sonality. Indie producers, although not 
being yet a major force in the scene, are 
entering also this field; one case to men- 
tion is Francis Smith, who worked for 
CBS till two years ago, and afterwards 
started a publishing house, a record - 
producing office and an artist -managing 
enterprise. He is now venturing into 
radio programs and even cinema 
projects. 

Korn publishers (associated with Inter - 
song) appear at the moment as the most 
powerful publishers, with Relay (RCA), 
Melograf (CBS) and M.A.I. (EMI) fol- 
lowing them. The awareness of com- 
posers regarding the distribution of the 
fees makes complicated a scheme that 
looked very simple only ten years ago. 
INDEPENDENT PRODUCERS: 

The existence of only six major com- 
panies (and three regular -sized ones) in 
a market like Argentina is one of the

The total sales of Japan's main 14 record 

and tape manufacturers which are affiliated 
with "Japan Phonograph Record As- 
sociation" have increased considerably by 
the settlements of their accounts of this term

K.K. Canyon Record, Toho Record Co.. 
Ltd.. Warner -Pioneer Co., Ltd.. and The 
Record-Jigyo-Bu of Trio 'K.K. are included 
among the main 14 record manufacturers of 
Japan. 

The total sales of Japan's 14 record 
manufacturers of this term were 
69.455.940.000 yen 15248,000,000). This 
result means 25%° more than the previous 
term 155,644.850.000 yen, 5198,730,000) 
whiling 26% more than the same term of the 
previous year 155.095.720.000 yen, 
5196.770.000). Among these comparisons. 
the increase to the previous term seems 
natural due to the reason that this term in- 
cluded the special sales season of the end and 
beginning of the year. But the raise to the 
same term of the previous year was worthy of 
notice in the 2 points, one was that this 
showed the continual increase from the 
view -point of long time and another was that 
this prosperity was achieved with the 
background of unstable economic con- 
ditions. 

Among the total sales of this period, disk 
was 56.612,660.000 yen (5202.180.000).

manufacturers except Nippon Columbia Co. 
Ltd. showed increased profits in comparison: 
with the same term of the pre ,'ious year. This 
phenomenom was worthy of special mention 
too. More than that, it was a wonderful result 
that 12 manufacturers except Nippon Colum 
bia and Trio have reached the highest sales it 
their histories. 

facts that shapes most the contour of the 
record -business people in this country. 
Although there are about a dozen smal- 
ler labels, promotion is so expensive 
(most radio is paid) that they are forced 
out of the pop singles market. For the 
young entrepreneur, there are two ways 
to follow: One is getting into one of the 
big companies, as a producer in charge 
of some artists. The other, to start his 
own company, trying to beat the odds. 
Some have tried to operate with several 
companies at the same time, but results 
have been meager. 

The big question is how much 
promotion can an independent producer 
get for his artists. This has led some disk 
jockeys to try their own in this field, but 
sales do not always obey to promotion, 
either. As a result, the scene is not clear, 
and there is a lot of young talent, among 
singers and groups, waiting to be 
"discovered." 
PROMOTION: 

In October, '73, the Government 
decided to control the operation of five 
TV plants whose licenses had run out. 
The measure, which could eventually be 
extended to the private radio stations 
operating in Argentina (there are 70) and 
the rest of the private TV channels, 
produced strong concern among broad- 
casters and record people, since the 
customary practice would have been to 
renew the licensee or, at least, call for 
bids from other operators for the next 
ten years. 

As a result, there is a somewhat hur- 

ried search for new promotion channels 
and the cost of existing radio promotior 
has soared. At the moment of writing, it it 
impossible to predict what will happen 
but there is a committee from the 
Legislative Power studying the full 
question; a law regulating radio and TV 
broadcasting will result. 

Another point is that the promotion ap- 
proach is still to the tune and not to the 
artist. This makes stardom more difficult, 
and LP's by single artists or groups suf- 
fer. 
SALES 

It is considered that the market has 
suffered an increase of about 30 to 50y 
since September, 1973. but it is difficult 
to establish actual figures due to the 
quantity of records off stock. Some ob- 
servers suppose that the industry lost 
nearly 3 million dollars in three months 
due to this problem; others, understand 
that the figure is inflated due to overpur- 
chase by dealers, who ask for more 
records than they really need, supposing 
that they will get only part of them. One 
way or another, it would have been a 
wonderful year if there were enough 
records to sell. One more thing to point 
out is that there has been little shortage 
of paper in this country, and that the 
Chamber of Record Producers has 
already arranged the import of 1,240 
tons of vinyl for use till the end of this 
year. Additional quotas will be 
established for 1975, and it is supposed 
that local production will be sufficient for 
1976, once more.

Used Equipment Sales Overseas 
LOS ANGELES - Exports of jukeboxes, 
vending equipment and amusement 
devices for ACA in the preceding year 
reached banner proportions, according 
to ACA Sales V.P. Mickey Greenman. 

Although ACA sells both new and 
used equipment all over the world, the 
sale of used equipment has gained 
steadily for the company, according to 
Greenman. The sale of used equipment 
is supervised by ACA Vice -President 
George Muraoka, out of the Los Angeles 
office here. 

All of the ACA equipment offered for 
sale is good quality equipment, says 
Muraoka, and is personally checked in 
the ACA shop before being shipped. 

"With the advent of more and larger

amusement centers both in the U.S. and 
abroad, the need for good used equip- 
ment is on the upswing, explained 
Muraoka. "There is only so much new 
equipment available each year. 
Therefore the slack must be taken up 
with good used equipment." 

At ACA, because of the growth of its 
import business for its distributorships 
and also because of the extensive route 
operations in which it is involved, it has 
extremely large quantities of used equip- 
ment available for overseas and 
domestic sale. 

The growth of the used equipment 
segment of ACA Sales & Service, ac- 
cording to Muraoka, has grown by "leaps 
and bounds" the last few years. "Not only 
has the growth of used equipment sales 
been on the rise for ACA, but since we 
began exporting Rally and Sport Center, 
we have greatly expanded our customer 
contacts overseas," he declared. 

"This is amazingly true," explained 
Greenman, "and something which we 
hoped would happen. In short, we truly 
believed that when we solidified our 
position in the new equipment market 
we would create a better climate for our 
used equipment sales." 

Muraoka went on to explain that as 
each customer overseas, and in the 
United States as well, is sold new equip- 
ment he is given a full list of all ACA used 
equipment that is available at that time. 

Atari's Aim: 
Continued Growth Overseas In '75 
LOS GATOS Expanding total sales by 
developing a wide international base 
early in the game is not a normal 
marketing technique for a young U.S.- 
based firm. However, that is precisely 
what Atari, Los Gatos, Ca. based game 
maker did. From 'nothing' overseas to 
more than a third of total sales in less 
than two years ... that significant fact 
makes Atari continue to look off-shore 
for new market development oppor- 
tunities. 

"We first explored licensed manufac- 
turing agreements in the Common 
Market countries," stated Dick Mobilio, 
Atari's marketing VP, "and generated 
significant interest throughout the 
balance of Europe by the end of 1973 - 
when we were just into our second year 
of business." Now, nearing the end of 
that second year, Atari manufactures and 
distributes in 21 countries outside of the 
U.S. 

With the U.S.-proven "Pong," Atari 
began licensing the game's construction 
in France and England. Less than six 
months later, Atari began full-fledged 
manufacturing in Japan via its wholly - 
owned subsidiary in Tokyo. Today, a 
year later, Atari Japan produces a full 
range of games for the Japanese market. 

After successful manufacturing 
operations were on line in Japan and 
Europe, Atari Pacific was established as 
a subsidiary operating company based in 

Honolulu. In early 1974. Atari Canada 
was created to explore new product 
development and operating ventures in 
Canada as well as on behalf of the world- 
wide Atari organization. 

Historic import restrictions and 
seemingly unreasonable tariffs are bar- 
riers which discourage even the most ag- 
gressive U.S. companies from cracking 
large foreign markets. However, the ap- 
peal of these large potential markets 
lured Atari to expand rapidly overseas 
through local assembly operations. The 
availability of locally manufactured video 
monitors and cabinet construction 
helped Atari partially overcome the high 
import duties on fully assembled games 
through the shipment of game "kits" to 
joint manufacturers. Atari supplies the 
key game ingredient the computer PC 
board and associated electronics 
proprietary to a given game - and thus 
enables local assembly/manufacturing 
of full games at an overall lower import 
tax burden. The result is a more com- 
petitively priced, quality game in a local 
market. 

The current year has seen rapid ex- 
pansion of Atari manufacturing 
operations off-shore, with recent licens- 
ing agreements signed with firms in Italy, 
Spain and Australia. Current plans call 
for additional manufacturing commit- 
ments in two other countries within the 
next six months.
