Beyond Country Limits 

RCA Records' decision to establish an 
autonomous operation in Nashville is a step in the 
right direction. Not only will it give the Nashville of- 
fice greater freedom in signing, recording and 
marketing artists of every musical genre, but it will 
also help to dispel the myth that Nashville is "strictly 
a country music city." 

The reasoning behind the announcement cer- 
tainly makes sense. 

Through the years RCA Nashville has proven that 
it has the personnel and machinery to develop acts 
and expand its audience beyond the traditional 
boundaries of country music. And now the ex- 
ecutives at RCA feel it is time to give Nashville the 
flexibility to build upon its previous success. 

Other labels with offices in Nashville, such as CBS 
and Monument, have also been attempting to ex- 

pand their operations to include more mainstream 
pop acts. But what sets RCA apart is the magnitude 
of its formal commitment in this area. 

Joe Galante, recently appointed as director of 
marketing for RCA Nashville, will head an expanded 
promotion, merchandising and artists development 
force. Additionally, in order to more efficiently seek 
out pop and rock talent, RCA Nashville is es- 
tablishing a west coast A&R office. 

For years people in Nashville have stressed that 
their city is not only a country music center, but a 
music center in general. They point to the number of 
pop acts coming to the city to record and the rock 
artists, based in Nashville, who are making it. 

It is nice to see New York and Los Angeles in- 
dustry people acknowledge Nashville's overall im- 
portance to the music business.

Cohen Asks NARM Members 
For Aid In Anti -Piracy Fight

NEW YORK - With the reactivation of its 
"Shopping Report" campaign last week, 
the NARM board has mounted a new bid to 
encourage record merchants to report il- 
legally manufactured records and tapes. 

The filing of the reports, which ask 
merchandisers to outline the observance or 
receipt of counterfeit or pirated merchan- 
dise, has steadily declined over the last two 
years, according to Joe Cohen, NARM's ex- 
ecutive vice president. 

Stating that an estimated 200-300 shop- 
ping reports were filed with the Association 
in 1976, he said that his office had received 
only six reports of piracy this year. 

"There's enough evidence of illegal 
product in the industry today to warrant a 
significant response to the mailing," he told 
Cash Box. "We've put a lot of time, money 
and effort into the enactment of anti -piracy 
legislation, and it's all going to go down the 
drain unless we spend the same amount of 
effort and time enforcing it." 

'Key Contribution' 
Cohen has included five reports in each 

mailing to an estimated 500 NARM 
merchandisers, emphasizing that the 
reports are the "key contribution members 
can make" in the crackdown against coun- 
terfeit and pirated LPs. 

(While both products involve the un- 
authorized duplication of sound 
recordings, a counterfeit album simulates 
the jacket and label of the original LP, while 
a pirated disc is reproduced on the dis- 
tributor's own label in a different jacket.) 

RIAA Legal Staff 
After the reports are filed with NARM, 

they are forwarded to the RIAA legal staff, 
which works directly with federal and local 
enforcement officials. Commenting on 
NARM's reactivation of the reports, Jules 
Yarnell, special counsel on piracy for the 
RIAA, said that he "welcomed the move. 
They will not only be of great help to my 
staff, but will also enhance the effectiveness 
of investigators. The people who work for 
racks and distributors are uniquely 
equipped to notice and identify pirated 
product." 

Asked to account for the tremendous 
decrease in reports of piracy in recent 
years, Yarnell said, "Obviously, many of 
NARM's members are under the impres- 
sion that the problem has been licked when 
we know that's a far cry from the truth." 

Merchandisers' Guide 
Stressing the need "to educate the in- 

dustry about illegally manufactured 
records," Cohen said he plans to prepare a 
guide that would advise merchandisers on 
how to identify illegal product. Though 
"counterfeits are harder to identify because 

they're so much like the original," he saia 
that discrepancies in the times of songs, as 
well as the inferiority of color separation in 
jacket artwork, help to distinguish bogus 
product. 

"We're hoping that, through the shop- 
ping reports and newsletters outlining 
piracy convictions and fines, merchan- 
disers will recognize the importance of 
identifying the problem areas and their 
contribution to this matter," Cohen said. 

N AR M Advisory 
Committee Set To 
Meet In Chicago 
NEW YORK - Retailer and rack jobber ad- 
visory groups of the National Association of 
Recording Merchandisers will meet in 
Chicago on May 25 and 26. The Retailers 
Advisory Committee, chaired by Richard 
Bullock, head of Odyssey Records and 
Tapes in Capitola, California, will convene 
on the first day, while the Rack Jobbers 
Committee, under the direction of Harold 
Okinow, president of the Minneapolis - 
based Lieberman Enterprises, will meet on 
May 26. 

Joseph Cohen, executive vice president 
of NARM, said that the advisory commit- 
tees, which last met in 1976, were being 
reactivated so that the merchandising 
groups could address themselves to 
specific problems. He also said that the 
meetings would be geared to formulating 
projects in market research studies and 
would not be limited to programming for 
next year's convention. 

One topic that the committees will 
discuss, according to Cohen, is the reac-

RCA Nashville To Seek Out 
Pop, Rock Recording Artists 
by Ken Terry and Bob Campbell 
NASHVILLE - Capitalizing on the strong 
successes of its country division, RCA 
Records is transforming its Nashville 
operation into the equivalent of a national, 
full -line record label that will function 
autonomously in the areas of A&R, promo- 
tion, merchandising, advertising and sales. 
Although records by RCA Nashville's artists 
will continue to be released and distributed 
on the RCA label, this company -within -a - 
company will sign its own acts in every 
musical field that has proven commercial 
sales potential. 

In order to locate pop and rock talent, 
RCA Nashville is establishing a west coast 
A&R office. According to Jerry Bradley, 
division vice president of Nashville opera- 
tions for RCA, whoever heads that depart- 
ment will be primarily seeking out rock acts, 

RCA, Rocket Ink 
Distribution Deal 
For U.S., Canada 
NEW YORK - RCA Records and the 
Rocket Record Company have concluded 
an exclusive agreement under which RCA 
will manufacture, market and distribute 
Rocket product in the United States and 
Canada. 

The announcement of the pact was made 
by Robert Summer, president of RCA, and 
John Reid, president of Rocket, who 
represented the principal owners of the 
company: Elton John, Bernie Taupin, and 
Gus Dodgeon. 

Tony King, Rocket's executive vice presi- 
dent, will serve as the company's liaison 
with RCA in relation to all promotion, 
marketing, and public programs initiated 
by RCA in support of future Rocket 
releases. 

Under terms of the agreement, 
forthcoming albums from all Rocket artists, 
including Kiki Dee, Cliff Richard, Colin 
Blunstone, Lorna Wright, The Mori Sisters, 
Blue, and Lulu, in addition to the existing 
Rocket catalog, will be made available for 
immediate distribution by RCA. 

Commenting on the agreement, Reid 
said, "Elton and I are most excited with our 
new arrangement. RCA's marketing and 
distribution strength provides us with a 
fresh opportunity for the revitalization and 
growth of our company." 

Rocket will move its base of operations 
on June 1 to New York City, where it will be 
located at 489 Fifth Avenue. The company, 
which will continue to maintain offices in 
Los Angeles, ended its previous distribu- 
tion agreement with MCA Records in 
November, 1977.

in addition to signing country acts with pop 
crossover potential. 

In a move to strengthen the sales and 
merchandising force, Joe Galante has 
been appointed director of marketing for 
RCA Nashville. Reporting to him will be an 
expanded country promotion force, 
merchandising and artist development, as 
well as key regional pop promotional per- 
sonnel. 

More Freedom 

Bradley stressed that the Nashville 
operation has always had autonomy in 
signing, promoting and merchandising 
country acts and that the new setup will 
simply give the Nashville office more 
freedom. He also said he could foresee no 
conflict in competing with the New York of- 
fice. 

"We have always had the autonomy in 
signing anybody country," Bradley said. 
"Now we can sign a pop act or any other 
type of act. We have also always had 
autonomy in the area of sales, promotion 
and merchandising. What it boils down to 
now is that I will have the responsibility for 
signing whomever I want, and Joe will 
merchandise the act. We will be starting out 
fresh in the pop area. RCA in New York will 
be doing their thing, and we will be doing 
ours. Theoretically, an artist could walk into 
their office and get turned down, and walk 
into our office and get signed." 

Approximately 14 to 20 extra people will 
be be hired to support the expansion of 
RCA Nashville, according to Mel Ilberman, 
division vice president of business affairs 
and associated labels for RCA. Ilberman, 
who was instrumental in the decision to ex- 
pand RCA Nashville, pointed out that the 
division "will be more autonomous than 
most record companies." 

Ilberman added, "During the past few 
years the unprecedented achievements of 
our Nashville operation have convinced us 
that the Nashville team is one of the most ef- 
fective in our business. Platinum albums by

More recently, Shaun Cassidy, John 
Travolta and David Soul have effectively 
achieved dual recording and TV success, 
and have helped to spur the signing of 
numerous television stars to recording 
deals. These include Leif Garrett, Lawrence 
Hilton -Jacobs, Mary Kay Place and Anson 
Williams, who have also recently released 
record product to varied successes. And in 
the past few months Lynda Carter has 
signed with Epic Records, Kristy and 

CBS Kicks Off Its 
Catalog Campaign 
NEW YORK - CBS Records last week 
kicked off its summer "Star Power" catalog 
marketing campaign, featuring discounts 
and extended dating on about 120 titles. 

The program, according to CBS officials, 
does not include any albums released after 
May 1. Therefore, upcoming superstar 
albums by Boston, Bob Dylan, Bruce 
Springsteen, Barbra Streisand and other 
artists will not be part of the program. 

Tom McGuiness, director of sales for 
CBS, said the first phase of the three-phase 
campaign began May 15 and runs to May 
26. The second phase runs June 5-23, and 
the third phase July 3-14. Each phase will 
feature 30 days extended dating, with a dis- 
count of six free per 100 LPs. 

"Basically," McGuiness explained, "the 
idea of the promotion is not only sell - 
through, but creating an atmosphere in the 
stores and on radio around the 'Star Power' 
theme." 

Merchandising tools include dumps 
capable of holding 250 discs, inflatable 
rocket ships, and an assortment of posters, 
murals and T-shirts. In addition, CBS will 
support the campaign with heavy ad 
allowances in June and July. 

McGuiness compared this summer's 
campaign with last fall's "Winning Season" 
marketing program, which ran over four 
phases, simulating the four quarters of a 

football game. 

Jimmy McNichol have inked with RCA, and 
Andrew Stevens, from "The Oregon Trail" 
series, has been signed to the War- 
ner/Curb label. 

Mark Meyerson, national vice president 
of A&R at ABC, which is Lawrence Hilton - 
Jacobs' label, offered the following ex- 
planation of what has caused the large out- 
break of TV stars expanding into recording. 

"As our 30 and older generation who 
grew up with rock 'n' roll and television has 
come of age," said Meyerson, "there is 

much greater receptivity for cross pollina- 
tion between TV and music. Whether its 
John Travolta in 'Grease' or Stephen 
Bishop singing on the Natalie Cole special, 
musical acts are extremely popular. I'm not 
just talking about the Don Kirshner show or 
'The Midnight Special.' You now have 
music on 'Saturday Night Live' and a 
various assortment of music specials." 

Shaun Cassidy 
Of all the current, TV/recording enter- 

tainers, Shaun Cassidy has achieved the 
largest recording success, having sold in 
excess of five million albums domestically, 
with several gold singles plus extensive 
European sales. Interestingly, Cassidy is 

the only artist who was signed to a record 
contract prior to appearing on a television 
series. 

Nola Leone, vice president of War- 
ner/Curb Records, asserted that Cassidy 
was not another case of a TV star branching 
out into music. 

"I look at Shaun as a recording artist who

Postal Rate Hike 
Could Exceed 50% 

by Joanne Ostrow 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The Postal Rate 
Commission has recommended an in- 
crease of more than 53 percent over the 
current full rate for special fourth-class 
mailings of records and tapes. 

If the proposal is approved as expected 
by the Postal Service board of governors, 
the full rate for the first pound of records or 
tapes will go to 59 cents. The phased rate 
will be 36 cents. 

The phased rates (spread over a 16 -year 
period for non-profit users, eight years for 
commercial users) are arrived at after ap- 
plying government subsidies which vary 
according to class of mail. These subsidies 
are gradually being cut out and the RIAA, 
for one, has long opposed the cutback. The 
trade organization has argued on Capitol 
Hill that an increased and permanent sub -

RCA Promo Men 
Now Reporting To 
Branch Managers 
NEW YORK - In an effort to strengthen its 
field operations and encourage a more 
flexible approach to promotion, RCA 
Records has given all its local branch sales 
managers responsibility for the pop field 
promotion representatives in their respec- 
tive areas. 

Concurrent with the announcement of 
this organizational change, Mike Becce was 
named director of promotion/sales field 
relations. In this newly -created post, he will 
function as a liaison at the national and field 
levels between the sales and promotion ac- 
tivities. 

Becce comes to his new post from the 
position of director, national singles 
promotion and administration. He joined 
RCA Records in March of 1975 as manager 
of national singles promotion, after having 
served as national promotion director for 
Polydor, Inc. since 1973. 

Commenting on the new field structure, 
Ray Anderson, division vice president of 
promotion for RCA, said, "The realignment 
allows my regional promotion managers 
more time to put together creative 
promotional marketing plans tailored for 
their particular region and also ties in with 
national projects. The end result is to im- 
prove our national sales effort." 

According to Richard Carter, division 
vice president of field marketing for RCA, 
"The change in promotion procedures 
assures us of better sales performance in 
every serviced market. It eliminates 
fragmentation of efforts, builds confidence 
in dealers and allows sales managers far 
more latitude in dealing with local breakout 
singles and LPs whose promotion is now 
under their direction. On a national scale, 
the new organization affords more flex- 
ibility to the regional promotion force, who 
can now move rapidly to build and spread 
local opportunities into cross-country hits." 

Teamsters Return 
To Work As CBS 
Strike Is Settled 
PITMAN, N.J. - The six -week strike by 
teamsters against the CBS pressing plant 
here is over. Production was expected to 
return to normal by Monday (May 22), ac- 
cording to a CBS spokesman. 

Production workers had walked out in a 

dispute over wages and mandatory Sunday 
hours (Cash Box, April 29). CBS declined 
comment on the settlement. However, 
Chris Sickles, the federal mediator in the 
dispute, noted that under new three-year 
contract, Pitman plant workers would be 
limited to one mandatory Sunday per 
month. She said the new pact calls for wage 
hikes in each of the three years. 

CBS accounts, informed of the potential 
of the strike before it occurred, were able to 
stock up their inventories. However, some 
eastern retailers who normally receive 
direct shipments from Pitman reported 
delays of over a week at the height of the 
strike. 

Atlantic To Buy 
Big Tree Records 
NEW YORK - Atlantic Records has con- 
cluded an agreement in principle to 
purchase Big Tree Records' interest in the 
distribution deal between the two labels. 
Under the new agreement, Big Tree 
becomes a division of Atlantic Records 
(Cash Box, May 20). 

In addition, Doug Morris, former presi- 
dent of Big Tree, has been named presi- 
dent of Atco Records and Custom Labels. 
In his new position, Morris will coordinate 
the activities of the various Atlantic - 
affiliated labels, including Atco, Big Tree,

Throughout the years, Johnny Cash has ex- 
tended the boundaries of country music 
with recordings and performances which 
cross virtually all lines of social demarca- 
tion. He fills the biggest arenas in America, 
the most elegant theatres in Europe, 
racetracks in Australia, the showrooms in 
Nevada and prison yards from San Quentin 
in California to Stockholm, Sweden. 

Since he first recorded "Cry Cry Cry" for 
Sun Records in 1955, Cash has amassed a 
seemingly endless string of hits, including 
the classic "Folsom Prison Blues" that has 
served as his vocal signature. Other hits in- 
clude "A Boy Named Sue," "What Is Truth," 
"Sunday Mornin' Comin' Down," "Man In 
Black," "Olney," "Any Old Wind That 
Blows," "Ragged Old Flag," "The Lady 
Came From Baltimore," "One Piece At A 
Time" and "That Old Time Feeling." 

Cash's new single "There Ain't No Good 
Chain Gang" debuted this week at #22 on 
the Cash Box country chart. This Cash 
single is included on the newly -released 
Columbia album, "I Would Like To See You 
Again," which also features guest vocalist 
Waylon Jennings. Produced in Nashville by 
Larry Butler, the LP once again showcases 
he grit and honesty that have made Cash 
famous. 
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New Faces To Watch 

Linda Clifford 
You might think that, after she won the ti- 

tle of Miss New York State at age 18, Linda 
Clifford's transition to show business was a 
relatively easy process. 

It wasn't, even though Clifford's singing 
career began as a child, when she did tours 
in the Catskills resort area and made ap- 
pearances on TV kid shows like "Star Time" 
and "The Merry Mailman." 

In fact, after winning the beauty contest, 
Clifford returned to the Catskills "Borscht 
Belt" circuit until she met a Miami -based 
group that she soon joined. 

Clifford journeyed with the band to 
Miami, where she began her prolonged, 
dues -paying period as a traveling nightclub 
singer. "I never missed a night's work," Clif- 
ford recalls. "We would play in lounges, 
hotels, motels in places as far away as 
Anchorage, Alaska. It was really ex- 
hausting, but at least I carried on one show 
business tradition: The show must go on!" 

Clifford also had a chance to perfect her 
craft. "I learned all kinds of material, 
because after all, the people we were per- 
forming for wanted to hear familiar tunes," 
Clifford states. "I enjoy watching people 
dance, so we had a lot of up -tempo tunes 
that would help me later on. But I think that 
what I'm really best at is torchy ballads." 

After a number of grueling years on the 
road, Clifford and her band decided to 
move to Chicago, "because it was the only 
place I'd never been before." Following a 
series of recordings for a number of small 
regional labels, Clifford finally landed a 
contract with Curtis Mayfield's Curtom 
Records company, which is based in 
Chicago. 

According to Clifford, the break came 
just in time. "I was on the verge of giving it 
up," she says. "Night after night, it just 
wasn't fun anymore. But that first album tur- 
ned things around. It changed my life." 

Clifford's debut album, "Linda," caused 
a mild stirring on the national R&B charts, 
aided by the disco -oriented single, "From 
Now On," and an AOR cut, Rod Stewart's 
"Tonight's The Night." 

For her second album, "If My Friends 
Could See Me Now," Clifford once again 
worked with former Motown producer Gil 
Askey. This time around, however, Curtis 
Mayfield also dropped by to help produce a 
couple of songs. "He's very, very 
professional," comments Clifford. "He 
knows what he wants in the studio, and he 
always manages to get it." 

Currently, Linda Clifford is making the ti- 
tle of her new album seem more and more 
appropriate. While the title cut is a certified 
disco smash across the country, the album 
is bulleting toward the Top Ten on the Cash 
Box R&B chart. In addition, there are up- 
coming appearances scheduled for the 
"Dinah Shore!" Show and "Midnight 
Special," as well as an appearance at New 
York's Felt Forum, on a bill headlined by 
soul superstar Tyrone Davis. 

"I'm still in shock," Clifford gasps. But 
more and more people are listening and 
dancing to her music, and when she steps 
on stage in Madison Square Garden, her 
friends will be seeing her - now. 

Flack Gets Gold Award 
NEW YORK - "The Closer I Get To You," 
the latest single by Atlantic recording artist 
Roberta Flack (with Donny Hathaway), has 
been certified gold by the RIAA. 

Dixie Dregs 
The Dixie Dregs? Another southern 

boogie band, right? 
Wrong. The Dixie Dregs are an in- 

strumental quintet that does hail from the 
south and it can boogie - but it can also do 
a lot more. The group's second Capricorn 
album, "What If," displays its musical skills 
in a variety of styles that include jazz, rock, 
country and classical influences. Call it 
"good-time" fusion. 

"We're a weird southern band," explains 
designated group spokesman Steve 
Morse. "I'm afraid that not being easily 
classified has worked against us, it makes it 
harder to get our music on the radio. 'Good- 
time fusion' fits, although I'm worried about 
the word 'fusion.' " 

Morse and bass player Andy West had a 
band called Dixie Grit, which evolved into 
the Dixie Dregs while most of the members 
were enrolled at the University of Miami 
during the mid -'70s. They have been play- 
ing together full-time since 1975. Now, on 
the strength of its two LPs and its well - 
received live performances, the group is 
working towards a career breakthrough 
that the band members (also including 
drummer Rod Morgenstein, violinist Allen 
Sloan and keyboardist Mark Parrish) and 
Capricorn Records believe is due. 

"It'll take the more conservative radio 
stations, their acceptance of our unique 
brand of music, to take us to the top," says 
Morse. "The music is there, but the big sta- 
tions have real tight playlists and we're hav- 
ing trouble getting a chance to be heard. 

"But I see a lot more happening with our 
second LP and I'm really encouraged by the 
support we get from Capricorn," adds 
Morse. "The label has really been great to 
us. Phil (Walden, Capricorn president) 
showed us a lot by making a real commit- 
ment to us, and I understand they're plan- 
ning to put some serious bucks behind us. 
But even on just a personal level, we like to 
hang out at 'Lake Capricorn' or the Macon 
offices - you can relate to anybody in the 
company." 

The group is currently on tour in Texas 
and the southeast, planning a possible 
European tour and fine-tuning its act to 
reach that elusive goal of stardom. 

"We won't sell out or compromise our 
musical integrity," insists Morse. "But we 
don't mind keeping our tunes short enough 
so people can absorb them. We can even 
see using special effects, which most jazz- 
rock bands won't touch." 

Another unusual thing about the Dixie 
Dregs is the group's road manager, Twiggs 
Lyndon, a legendary figure from the Allman 
Brothers entourage. Lyndon has built a six - 
bunk sleeper truck for the band when 
they're on the road with a hole in the front 
for the band members to crawl in and out 
of. "He freaks out everybody," says Morse. 

With its manager's Allman Brothers 
association and its label based in Georgia, 
is the group limited by its regional ties? 

"Not at all," says Morse. "It works for us 
to be an unusual southern band. We're like 
a snowball rolling downhill now - we're 
growing." 

'Jack & Jill' Is Gold 
NEW YORK - "Jack & Jill," the debut 
single by Arista recording group Raydio, 
has been certified gold by the RIAA. The 
record is Arista's first gold R&B single. 

Producers Series: 

Producer/Engineer Kolotkin 
Has Impressive Background

NEW YORK - Capturing the best an artist 
has to offer in the studio has always been 
the objective of veteran producer and 
engineer Glen Kolotkin, who recently 
formed his own independent production 
company. His list of credits is impressive, 
including work with such artists as Jimi 
Hendrix, the Rolling Stones, Al Kooper and 
Mike Bloomfield, The Chambers Brothers, 
Janis Joplin and Santana. He currently co - 
produces Beserkley Records artists 
Jonathan Richman and the Modern Lovers, 
Greg Kihn, The Rubinoos and Earth Quake. 

Kolotkin's interest in music arose from 
his desire to record the many doo-wop 
groups that could be heard in his home 
town of Farmingdale, Long Island, in the lat- 
ter part of the '50s. "Everyone had singing 
groups in those days because no one knew 
how to play an instrument," he recalled in a 
recent telephone interview from his home 
in Marin County, California. Anxious to cap- 
ture the sounds on record, he purchased a 
second-hand Wilcox Gay Disc Cutting 
Machine for $10 and began recording his 
friends in the basement of his home. Pretty

soon the word spread that he could make 
records. "Discs were hard to get at the time, 
and I'd ride my bike for miles searching out 
various electronic stores. I'd charge for the 
price of a record, and with overhead costs a 
session usually ran about two bucks," he 
laughs. 

Kolotkin spent several years in the early 
'60s as a member of the armed forces. He 
served in Germany, transmitting military 
signals at a radio relay station. But he found 
time on the weekends to program records_

In Fortune And Forbes 500s

LOS ANGELES - Six public corporations 
with divisions doing business in the record 
industry are ranked among the top 500 U.S. 
company's in both Fortune and Forbes 
magazines' annual lists. 

They include RCA, CBS, ABC, WCI, MCA 
and 20th Century -Fox. Columbia Pictures 
Industries, which was ranked among the 
May 8, 1978 Fortune's "500 Largest U.S. In- 
dustrial Corporations," did not appear in 
the May 15, 1978 Forbes' "Roster of the 
U.S.'s Biggest Corporations." 

Listed according to 1977 sales figures, 
RCA was first among the six in both 
magazines, followed in order, by CBS, 
ABC. WCI and MCA. 20th Century -Fox and 

ABC Reaffirms 
Its Support For 
Record Division 
NEW YORK - The board of directors of 
ABC Inc. reaffirmed its commitment to 
revitalizing ABC Records during last week's 
annual stockholders meeting here. 

Chairman Leonard Goldenson noted in 
his opening remarks that a top priority for 
1978 was the "continued improvement" of 
the corporation's non -broadcasting ac- 
tivities, specifically the record division, 
which has lost money for the last three 
years. Goldenson cited a number of steps 
taken to improve ABC Records' operation, 
including the shutting down of the branch 
system with its high fixed costs, and the 
"strengthening of the marketing and 
creative functions." 

Taking it a step further, ABC Inc. presi- 
dent Elton Rule pointed to the trimming of 
the artist roster, the deletion of many 
catalog titles, and the improvements in 
promotion, planning and budgeting. While 
Rule added that the record company in 
1978 would show "a markedly reduced loss 
in relation to last year," he asserted that the 
parent firm was determined to turn ABC 
Records into a money-maker in 1979. 

Regarding the recent sale of ABC

Ranked according to profit, RCA's figure of 
$247 million placed it 40 in Fortune and 56 
in Forbes, compared to all other U.S. public 
corporations. Assets of $4.35 billion earned 
RCA a ranking of 32 in Fortune and 102 in 
Forbes. While RCA does not provide a 
breakdown of its record division's sales, the 
figure for the corporation as a whole rose 
10% from the previous year's $5.33 billion. 

CBS 
CBS' 1977 sales of $2.77 billion made it 

91 in Fortune, up 11 points from last year's 
102 position. CBS placed 125 in Forbes in 
1977, compared to 139 in 1976. A profit of 
$182 million in 1977 landed CBS in the 57 
position in Fortune, 83 in Forbes. Assets of 
$1.5 billion for CBS in 1977 were ranked 
130 by Fortune, 381 by Forbes. A divisional

Inventor William Lear Dies At Age 75; 
Pioneered Auto Radio, 8 -Track Tape 
LOS ANGELES - William Lear, the self- 
made businessman and inventor who 
developed the 8 -track stereo tape system 
and pioneered automobile radio and 
private jet aircraft, died of leukemia May 14 
in a Reno hospital. He was 75. 

Lear made his first practical invention, a 

battery charger, when he was 13. Ten years 
later, in 1926, Lear and Robert Galvin 
developed the automobile radio. Unable to 
finance the manufacturing of the radio, 
Lear aided Galvin in forming Motorola Co. 
Later, Lear sold his interest in the firm and 
returned to his workshop. 

Inventions 
In the late 1920s, Lear developed the first 

standard radio frequency amplifier, which 
helped simplify and standardize radio 
manufacturing. The money paid to Lear by 
the Radio Corp. of America for his radio

Leslie May Expand Business 
Under New Pickwick Deal

NEW YORK - Seymour "Cy" Leslie, chair- 
man of the Leslie Group, Inc. and founder 
and former chairman of Pickwick Inter- 
national, has been named as consultant to 
the latter company. At the same time, he 
has renegotiated terms of his contract with 
Pickwick, which was drawn up when the 

company 
last year. 

Under the new contract, which expires in 

1981, Leslie remains chairman of 
Pickwick's management executive com- 
mittee, but has more freedom to pursue 
outside business interests. Until next Oc- 
tober, he can enter any "non-competitive" 
business. ("Competitive" businesses would 
include retailing, rack jobbing or distribu- 
tion of records or manufacture of economy - 
priced records.) Starting in October, he can 
begin investigating "competitive" business 
opportunities, and he may set up a "com- 
petitive" enterprise after January 1, 1979. 

In a recent interview at his new Manhat- 
tan offices, Leslie said that he was in- 
terested in book publishing, video software 
and "non-competitive" record manufactur- 
ing. Although he wouldn't be any more 
specific, he noted that the publishing and 
video fields offer "creative and marketing 
aspects that parallel the record business." 

Leslie also left the door open for his en- 
trance into record retailing. While he didn't 
say he was actively contemplating such a

Music Concerts 
To Be Held At 
Belmont Track 
NEW YORK - The New York Racing 
Association, in conjunction with promoters 
Al Teller and Richard Flanzer, has in- 
troduced a program of 14 summer concerts 
called "The Sunset Series" at the site of the 
Belmont Park racetrack in Elmont, New 
York. 

Belmont officials have refurbished the 
grounds adjacent to the grandstand area, 
where the first of a projected 20 shows will 
commence with the Atlanta Rhythm Sec- 
tion on May 27 and continue through July. 
In addition, there will be concerts during the 
Labor Day weekend, Sept. 2-4. 

The price of the concerts, included in the 
standard $2 admission fee to the track, 
makes them one of the city's better summer 
bargains, according to Flanzer.

move, he noted that record manufacturing 
and retail sales are the biggest growth 
areas in the industry. 

Leslie, a graduate of Syracuse University 
and the Harvard Business School, recalled 
that he started Pickwick 25 years ago with 
only $4400. In 1977, Pickwick's revenues 
were estimated at $375 million; and, with 
the company expected to acquire the Sam 
Goody retail chain soon, this year's sales 
could reach $500 million, Leslie said. 

Beginning as a manufacturer of 
economy -priced records, Pickwick even- 
tually grew into the largest record retailer, 
jobber and independent distributor in the 
U.S. While he headed the company, Leslie 
said, he engineered 20 acquisitions or 
mergers, including an historic tie-in with 
the Helicher Bros.' distribution operation. "I 

wanted to take Pickwick into the broad 
spectrum of the music business," recalls 
Leslie. "So I merged with Daniel Helicher 
and Daniel Gittelman, two of the out- 
standing merchants in the industry." 

Leslie noted that Pickwick has an un- 
usually good record for a New York Stock 
Exchange company. Except for a quarter 
when Pickwick was changing over to a LIFO 
accounting system and one subsequent 
quarter, he stated, the company has never 
had a quarter or a fiscal year that compared 
unfavorably to the prior -year period. 

In addition, he pointed out. Pickwick was 
a pioneer in the budget -priced field. In 

1968, he said, Pickwick became the first 
label to license masters from another 
record company for economy -priced 
reissues. Previously, he pointed out, the 
major labels had avoided such deals 
because they feared that the budget 
reissues would compete with current 
product by the same artists. He convinced 
them that it was a totally different market by 
comparing his proposal to the sale of 
paperback rights by hardcover book 
publishers. 

Leslie said that he foresees no potential 
conflict with Pickwick, regardless of where 
his business interests take him. "I don't 
plan to allow any conflict to occur," he 
stated. 

He added that, rather than seeing the 
new arrangement as the end of an era, he 
views his new opportunities as "a 
renaissance." 

How does he feel about the direction of 
Pickwick under its new management? 
"Pickwick is doing a tremendous job," he 
replied. "It acquired one of the most ex- 
citing bases in the music industry. It has a 

great executive in Chuck Smith and great 
resources in American Can, and it should 
continue to move forward." 

Ember Label Back 
With Janus Pact 
LOS ANGELES - Ember Records, a divi- 
sion of the Ember Group of companies, has 
been re -activated as the result of a distribu- 
tion deal with Janus/GRT Records. The 
label has signed Nikki Richards and Kenny 
Williams as its first artists. 

The label's initial release will be "Dance" 
by 17 -year -old Richards with his own com- 
position, "If I Could Tell The World," as the 
B side. 

The re -activation of the Ember label 
comes after a four-year absence. The Em- 
ber Group of companies includes concert 
promotion management, film and video 
distribution, sports concessions and a 
group of music publishing companies. 

Announcing the distribution deal, Ember 
president Jeffrey Kruger said, "I wanted to 
find a company that was excited about the 
product and that I thought would support it 
with deeds and not words. I also wanted a 

company which I thought would respond to 
us and that wasn't already overloaded with 
a huge artist roster."

Laser Used To 
Reproduce Sound 
NEW YORK - The North American Philips 
Corporation has developed a "compact 
disc" system which utilizes a laser beam to 
reproduce recorded sound. 

The system features a four -inch disc that 
stores sound digitally by means of a pulse - 
coded modulation encoding system. The 
sound is then played back optically through 
a diode laser mounted in the pick-up arm. 

Although the system is not presently 
compatible with any other system, Philips 
plans to launch a marketing campaign to 
gain consumer and manufacturer accep- 
tance by the early 1980s, a spokesman 
said.

New Album,Tour And Record 
Company Keep Melanie Busy

LOS ANGELES - Melanie Safka is the kind 
of recording artist who is difficult to 
categorize. Her career has included a 

novelty hit "Brand New Key," a gospel - 
flavored hit "Lay Down (Candles In The 
Rain)," and her current single "Knock On 
Wood," is a rocker in what Melanie 
describes as her new "jazz-rock" album,

This is the first 
company that's really doing something 
about getting my records into stores and 
doing the business part of getting the 
record sold. They're doing full -page ads in 
the New York Times, which may not sell a 

lot of records, but it's great for my ego." 
Tour Plans 

Melanie is now on an extensive tour of 
concert halls in the U.S. Frequent trips to 
Europe, where her career first blossomed, 
and Australia, have limited her U.S. tours. 
Until recently in her career, Melanie did not 
work with a band. 

"The first time I toured with a band was 
almost two years ago and we did showcase 
theatres like the Bottom Line and the 
Troubadour," remembers Melanie.

Richard Tee and David Sanborn), I'm able 
to communicate with musicians as I never 
could before. They gave me a new con- 
fidence." 

On the tour, Melanie will be using some 
of the musicians from "Phonogenic," most 
notably the Brecker Brothers. 

Melanie is wary of the press, and warns 
people not to read too much into her new 
album. "It took three months of my life and it 
doesn't mean that it's the kind of music I'll 
be doing the rest of my life. I wrote only four 
of the songs on the album, so my next 
album will probably be heralded as my 
'return' to songwriting. 

"What people don't know," she adds, "is 
that I had written 15 songs, planning to use 
12 of them, for 'Phonogenic.' But with a 
chance to work with people like the Brecker 
Brothers and David Sanborn, I wanted to go 
along with what we could do best together. 
I'm secure enough as a songwriter by now 
that I don't need to record only my own 
songs.

"In retrospect, I see the album as 
primarily jazz-rock, but making it was like 
trying to saddle a wild horse. I was afraid I'd 
find the tracks so hot I wouldn't be able to 
sing over them, so we cut the tracks 
together and turned the project into a total 
participation thing. The single, 'Knock On 
Wood,' was just a spur of the moment 
thing." 

Once called "the earth -mother to the hip- 
pie generation," Melanie actually was the 
first pop artist to play in New York's 
Metropolitan Opera House. 

"That 'earth -mother' thing comes from 
having a round face, a warm heart and well - 
developed breasts," jokes Melanie. "I 
guess when you're a flower child you grow 
up into an earth -mother, but that's really 
too big a job for me. 

Guest Conehead 
"What I really want to do is branch out as 

much as possible and do different types of 
presentations. I was originally going to be 
an actress and I'm still waiting for Bergman 
or Fellini to discover me. I'd like to do a TV 
show where I could sing with different 
groups on the same show. And I want to do 
'Saturday Night Live,' especially if they'd let 
me be a guest conehead." 

Melanie is married to Peter Schekeryk, 
her producer and discoverer, and they 
have two children. According to Melanie, 
they are looking for a semi -permanent 
home, preferably in an eastern city, where 
they can raise the children. "It's got to be in 
the city, because I don't want my kids to 
grow up only knowing cows," she says.

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FCC Adopts Tax 
Plan To Encourage 
Sales To Minorities 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The FCC has 
adopted a policy allowing broadcasters 
who sell their stations to minorities to apply 
for tax certificates permitting them to defer 
capital gains taxation. The new policy, 
which was petitioned by the National 
Association of Broadcasters (NAB), was 
originally part of a proposal issued to the 
FCC by the Carter Administration last 
February. 

The FCC has also set aside action on a 

petition from the congressional Black 
Caucus, asking that licensees be permitted 
to sell their stations to minorities at distress 
sale prices. The petition requests that licen- 
sees facing a hearing for broadcast viola- 
tions be allowed to sell their broadcast 
properties before the hearing date to a 

minority buyer. Such sales are currently il- 
legal unless the broadcaster facing the 
hearing is bankrupt, physically disabled or 
mentally disabled. 

The commission's action was largely the 
result of a minority ownership conference 
held last year which underlined the 
problems facing minority broadcasters. 

Three Singles Culled 
From New Murphy LP 
NEW YORK - Private Stock Records will 
simultaneously issue three singles later this 
month from Walter Murphy's new album. 
"Phantom of the Opera." 

David Carrico, the label's vice president 
for promotion and product management, 
said that because "we feel the music on the 
album appeals to a very wide audience, the 
company would program "This Music Will 
Not End" for Top 40, "Gentle Explosion" for 
the disco and R&B markets, and "Toccata 
and Funk in D Minor" for AOR play. 

"Our release plan for the singles will 
provide different markets with selections 
best suited to their individual needs," 
Carrico said. 

Whittemore Appointed 
Consultant To SESAC 
NEW YORK - Arthur Whittemore, a mem- 
ber of the piano duo of Whittemore and 
Lowe. has been named serious music con- 
sultant to SESAC. 

Whittemore has appeared as a soloist 
with a number of major orchestras, in- 
cluding the New York Philharmonic and 
Boston Symphony. As a member of the 
Whittemore -Lowe team, he has premiered 
works by Gould, Vaughan -Williams, and 
Poulenc, among other composers. 

He will continue his touring schedule with 
Jack Lowe, in addition to his new SESAC 
duties.

Black Music Ass'n Opens Office; Jules 
Malamud Named Managing Director 
NEW YORK - The Black Music Associa- 
tion has opened its international offices in 

Philadelphia and has appointed Jules 
Malamud, former executive director of 
NARM, as senior vice president and 
managing director. Glenda Gracia, for- 
merly talent and program negotiator for 
CBS business affairs, has been named as 
executive director of BMA. 

Ken Gamble, chairman of Philadelphia 
International Records, and Edward Wright, 
president of GEI Communications, foun- 
ders of BMA, also announced plans to open 
a west coast office in the near future. 

The Black Music Association, according 
to Malamud, was actually incorporated 
three years ago. Designed to "perpetuate 
black music on a national and international 
level," the organization was initially unable 
to get off the ground for lack of seed money, 
he explained. However, CBS recently 
donated $200,000 to the BMA, and WEA 
has also committed "a very substantial 
amount," Malamud added. 

Eventually, he noted, the BMA will con- 

sist of four operating divisions: a perform- 
ing arts division, to include artists, 
managers, producers, publishers and 
songwriters; a communications division, to 
include radio station owners, DJs and 
media people; a recording division, to con- 
sist of label, studio and manufacturing per- 
sonnel; and a marketing and merchandis- 
ing division, to include retailers, dis- 
tributors, rack jobbers and one -stop 
owners. 

Malamud noted that "black music 
doesn't just mean black people," and he in- 
vited white R&B artists to become members 
of the organization. The new BMA exec 
further spoke of the possibility of an annual 
BMA award TV show, a BMA hall of fame 
and museum, and educational programs 
for minority youngsters seeking music 
business careers. 

New Large Strip Store 
Is Named `Record Bar' 
DURHAM, N.C. - The Record Bar chain 
has announced the opening of a 6,500 - 
square -foot freestanding strip unit in 
Mobile, Alabama. 

In a policy change, however, the chain 
has elected to name the new store "Record 
Bar," rather than designating it as a 

"Tracks" store. "Tracks" was the name 
given to the chain's first "superstore" 
freestanding unit in Norfolk, Virginia. 

David DeFravio, vice president of retail 
sales, explained that "because of our plans 
for rapid and immediate expansion, we 
don't want to split our ad and promotional 
interests between stores with different 
names." 

Record Bar presently consists of 79 retail 
outlets, and plans at least four more store 
openings this year.

MGM GRAND, LAS VEGAS - Engelber 
Humperdinck has built up a solid following 
throughout the years -a following that is 
not only devoted, but committed to his 
success. And that is the kind of crowd he 
draws in Vegas. 

Dressed in a white, sequined suit which 
eventually was opened to the waist - Hum- 
perdinck displayed well-rounded talents 
necessary for a quality Vegas act. His hour 
plus show opened with Billy Joel's new 
standard, "Just The Way You Are," in an 
upbeat tempo. 

He went into "Evergreen," another con- 
temporary classic which showcased his 
vocal range, as did "Man Without Love." He 
also performed "Last Of The Romantics," 
his new single and genuine crowd pleaser. 

Humperdinck maintains excellent poise 
and stage presence in a low-keyed, like- 
able manner. Jousting with the audience, 
he was not uncomfortable in handling any 
unexpected situation. 

At the middle of the show, he gave 
realistic impressions of Dean Martin and 
particularly Jerry Lewis and Tom Jones. 

Another Vegas advantage for Humper- 
dinck is his flexibility in material like the 
countryish "Make The World Go Away" and 
"Help Me Make It Through The Night." 
Notable responses from the crowd were for 
his successes like "After The Lovin' " and 
"Release Me," and in deference to Elvis, 
"How Great Thou Art." 

When "Enge" landed two ladies on stage 
for kissing purposes, he was at his best. 
One of the ladies, being overenthusiastic, 
helped in spurring humor from the singer.

John Kay 

Proctor & Bergman 

ROXY, L.A. - Back in town for his first con- 
cert in about three years, John Kay showed 
that time off hasn't dulled the driving edge 
which has always made his music stand 
out. 

Even though his approach is often less 
frenetic than back in the days of Step- 
penwolf (both originally and the mid -1970s 
reformed band), his songs still have an 
aggressive bite, whether it is in the lyrics, 
his vocals or the instrumental delivery. 

There were some slow moments toward 
the beginning of the set, possibly because, 
as Kay pointed out, the band had only 10 
days notice prior to the show. But as the 
performance progressed, momentum was 
gained, especially when the four -piece 
band was augmented by three horn players - a trumpet and two saxes. The trio not 
only added dimension to the sound, but 
power to the songs. 

Most of the tunes were drawn from Kay's 
Mercury album, "All In Good Time," his first 
solo work in almost five years. The best of 
these often show his wry sense of humor 
when looking at various characters he has 
encountered. 

On "The Best Is Barely Good Enough," 
for instance, Kay gets the "last laugh" when 
fame and fortune finally turn the tables on a 
status -conscious woman who once reject- 
ed him. 

Considering the short time the band had 
been together, it played with amazing 
precision and punch, but a little more ad- 
venturous musicianship would make the 
performance even more exciting, and will 

most likely come as the outfit gets more 
comfortable with one another. 

This was evident in the final two num- 
bers, the new "Give Me Some News I Can 
Use" and the Steppenwolf classic "Born To 
Be Wild" used as the encore. It was 
rewarding to see the former, recorded 10 
years after "Born To Be Wild," stand up so 
well next to one of the trademark hard rock 
songs of the 1960s. 

Phil Proctor and Peter Bergman, half of 
Firesign Theatre, preceded Kay with 
several rapid-fire routines from their new 
Mercury album "Give Us A Break." While it 
seemed many of the subtle, mile -a -minute 
puns flew by unnoticed, the pair's routines 
about a stand-up comic at the U.N., a cone - 
shaped "Hoodah" hat and a final skit about 
psychics were hilarious. randy lewis

THE PALLADIUM, NYC - Chrysalis 
Records celebrated Blondie's return to 
New York after an extensive European tour 
by distributing T-shirts and buttons that 
read 'Blondie is a group," referring to the 
internal differences that have threatened 
the sextet in the past. The name of the band 
always seemed to emphasize Deborah 
Harry, the lead singer, at the expense of the 
male group members, and so it was es- 
pecially pleasing to see them perform with 
such togetherness at their recent Palladium 
gig. 

Fronted by Harry, a bleached -blonde ex - 
model clad in a red mini -dress and thigh - 
length boots, the group performed a strong 
set of original tunes from their two Chrysalis 
albums, including their latest, "Plastic Let- 
ters." 

Though Harry sang in a cruelly flat 
monotone that made her limitations as a 

vocalist wholly apparent, the band punched 
out crunching power pop, characterized by 
driving tempos and hypnotic melodies. 

Catching the spirit of '60s pop -rock, 
Blondie delivered a tightly -arranged, hour - 
plus set, highlighted by "Little Girl Lies," 
"Man Overboard," "In The Flesh," and 
"Denis," which brought the band con- 
siderable success on the Continent. 

There have been several personnel 
changes within the group since they first 
emerged from New York's underground 
rock circuit. Rhythm guitarist Frank Infante 
and bass guitarist Nigel Harrison have been 
added to the lineup, which also includes 
Chris Stein on lead guitar, James Destry on 
keyboards, and drummer Clement Burke, 
in addition to Harry. leo sacks 

pl Horn 

SANTA MONICA CIVIC - Paul Horn is an 
inventive man. A talented flautist, Horn is 
not satisfied with simply making music. On 
his last several works, he has attempted to 
capture music and the essence of a place or 
time. First came the brillance of "Inside," 
which found Horn slipping like a spy into 
the splendor of the Taj Mahal in order to 
achieve on tape the unique acoustical ex- 
cellence of that Indian monument built by 
an ancient Indian king for his bride. That 
record had a validity which was startling. 
(You could even hear the mosquitoes!) 

Continuing his travels, Horn recorded an 
album "Inside The Great Pyramid," which 
found Horn and his flute (and portable 
recorder) in the central chamber of the 
Great Pyramid at Gizeh, Egypt. Somehow, 

history and an enthralling sense of adven- 
ture are transmitted to vinyl. In both off- 
beat locations, the sustained echo of the 
rooms provides Horn with "natural" effects 
that are stunning. 

At his recent show in Santa Monica, 
which was presented as a benefit for the 
World Symposium on Humanity, Horn gave 
a musical and visual tour of his travels, in- 
cluding his recent visits to Marine World 
and British Columbia where he attempted 
communication via his flute with Orca 
whales. 

His show was intended as a multi -media 
extravanganza. A huge screen occupied 
the stage during the first half of the activities 
and Horn showed films, accompanied by 
running dialogue and taped and live flute 
playing. Unfortunately, the soundtrack to 
the whales film failed. This disappointment, 
however, was offset by Horn's simple com- 
ments which underscored his commitment 
to the cause. He was clearly imploring the 
audience to do all it could to stop the sense- 
less slaughter of "these feeling creatures," 
as he put it. The silence also allowed Horn 
the opportunity to gently explore im- 
provised flute accompaniment. Before in- 
termission, he played a version of 
Debussy's "Syrinx," which was warm and 
moody. 

Horn came back and cooked with his 
band, Dream Machine, doing rousing ver- 
sions of all the material on his new 
Mushroom album. The 12 -piece jazz band 
and the rhythm section in particular were 
effective in providing a funky bottom upon 
which Horn's flute soared and reached for 
feeling. The material was pleasantly up - 
tempo fusion - heady, yet guided by 
strong danceable rhythms. The audience 
was full of smiles. peter hartz 

Country Spring 
Festival 

RIVERSIDE RACEWAY, CA - From the 
standpoint of attendance, the recently held 
"Giant Country Spring Festival" was far 
from a success. Advertised as "the biggest 
country musical ever presented on the west 
coast," only 6,000 out of a hoped -for 60,000 
attended the event. 

Nevertheless, the fans who did attend the 
12 -hour show were treated to a well 
organized, star-studded program 
headlined by Johnny Paycheck and Crystal 
Gayle. The general atmosphere of the 
festival was very relaxed and pleasant, with 
the crowd comfortably stretched out over 
the large raceway infield. There was plenty 
of beer flowing, and local country disc 
jockeys provided interesting conversation 
between acts. 

Although half of the crowd had already 
left for home, exhausted, by the time 
Johnny Paycheck hit the stage at9p.m.,the 
roughnecked cowboy was clearly the 
festival's most dynamic, riveting attraction. 
Hot off his singles, "Take This Job And 
Shove It" and the new "Me And The I.R.S.," 
Paycheck fronted a rollicking six -piece out- 
fit that rendered fiery versions of the Band's 
"Rag Mama Rag" and "Will The Circle Be 
Unbroken." On these numbers the band 
members alternated at taking sizzling sax- 
ophone, harmonica and pedal steel solos. 

"I'd like to sing a sweet little love song," 
teased Paycheck, "about a guy who gets 
his ear cut off in a bar." The group then 
broke into "Colorado Kool-Aid," 
Paycheck's well-known, colorful Texas 
barroom tale.

Supported by a tasteful 
eight -piece band, she introduced songs 

from her forthcoming album and also 
delivered a solid selection of old hits.

Auracle 
THE LIGHTHOUSE, HERMOSA BEACH 
CA - Jazz is often thought to be a field of 
music reserved for experienced masters, 
and the long list of stellar musicians who fi 
that category dominate jazz album sales 
and club bookings. Only occasionally does 
a jazz act come along that creates much ex- 
citement in the early stages of its career. 

Auracle, a sextet of young players from 
Rochester's Eastman School of Music, is 
one of those rare new acts. The group's re- 
cent performance at the Lighthouse con- 
firmed the evidence put forth in their debut 
Chrysalis album, "Glider," proving that 
Auracle is a jazz force to be reckoned with. 

Auracle's music is bright and airy, often 
played in unusual time signatures while 
always maintaining a humorous flavor. 
Each player - John Serry on keyboards, 
Steven Rehbein on mallets and percussion, 
Stephen Kujala on woodwinds, Richard 
Braun on trumpet and flugelhorn, Bill 
Staebell on bass and drummer Ron 
Wagner - displays a mastery of his instru- 
ment; and together their sounds glide into 
the listener's head in a way that is as ac- 
cessible to the untutored ear as to the 
aficionado. 

Among the standout songs at the 
Lighthouse were "Honey," a sweet, lush 
tune that featured Rehbein's graceful 
mallets, and "Spirit Of The Season," which 
was highlighted by some mind-blowing 
horn and woodwind action. Serry's spirited 
keyboard work (his performance was so 
feverish his glasses flew off at one point) 
was also notable.

Opening with "Mama Was Right," to 
energetic and well choreographed move- 
ment, the former Harlettes moved into a 
nostalgic medley spanning four decades of 
songs. Included were "Mr. Sandman," 
"Baby Love" (with a wonderful Diana Ross 
impersonation by Crossley), and a jab at 
the disco genre in "Stayin' Alive." 

Crossley is the standout comic per- 
sonality of the three and claims the title of 
world's oldest living Harlette - she re- 
placed Melissa Manchester in the act. But a 
solo by Hedwig on "Head In The Clouds" 
drew prolonged applause. Redd did a per- 
fect Dinah Shore impression and achieved 
a high point in the show with her solo "Does 
Your Mama Know?" 

An extended ovation brought the three- 
some back - in bathrobes -for an originar 
and suitably outrageous rendition of "Look 
For The Union Label ...," the garment 
workers' union theme song.

Community B'casting Takes 
Over Wash. D.C. AM Station 

by Carita Spencer 
LOS ANGELES - On August 15, 1978, the 
first privately -owned black radio station in 
Washington, D.C. will begin broadcasting 
at the 1340 frequency on the AM band. The 
station is owned by Washington Com- 
munity Broadcasting, which filed an ap- 
plication for the frequency 111/2 years ago 
charging that WOOK (a United Broad- 
casting station occupying the frequency at 
the time) was not fulfilling its community 
obligations to minorities. UB owner Richard 
Eaton challenged the allegations, and the 
case subsequently went to the Supreme 
Court, which ruled in favor of Community 
Broadcasting on April 22. 

Now Community Broadcasting has 
finally received the go-ahead from the FCC 
to broadcast at the frequency, although the 
station has "no call letters, no facility, just a 
tower and a permit to broadcast," ac- 
cording to Catherine E. Liggins, recently 
appointed vice president and general 
manager. 

Different Perspective 
Liggins, who comes to Community from 

WHUR (Howard University's federally - 
funded station) where she served as 
general manager and sales manager for 
four years, says the station will be program- 
med from a different perspective than most 
black -operated stations. 

"We are going to be a family -oriented 
station," says Liggins. "There will be a lot of 
emphasis on public affairs, dealing with 
issues from an interracial women's 
perspective. We hope to approach some 
issues that have previously been dealt with 
only on television. Naturally there will be a 
very heavy representation of women." 

The station's facilities, according to 
Liggins, will be located in an accessible 
area in the community and plans are to 
provide community meeting space to ser- 
vice various community groups. She es- 
timates that with an 80 percent black pop- 
ulation, Washington, D.C. probably has 
some of the most active community groups 
in the country. She adds that because the 
stockholders in the company are "seriously 
committed to quality and community 
broadcasting," the station will be able to ef- 
fectively function as a "community out- 
reach post."

"I'm confident that this will be able to be 
translated into commercial dollars and 
cents," she asserts. "My experience at 
WHUR proved that if you are receptive to 
the community, they will reward you by 
listening to your station. I don't plan to set 
this station up based on how I think radio 
should relate to people. I want the com- 
munity to tell us what they want from this 
station." 

She continues, "The name of this cor- 
poration is Community Broadcasting. That 
name is 111/2 -years -old so this isn't 
something we're just talking about. I am 
already in the process of soliciting 
assistance from various community 
groups. Our main thrust is to really plug into 
the community." 

Liggins went on to explain her plans for 
recruiting the administrative and on -air 
staff for the station, which will mean filling 
approximately 20 positions. 

'Intergrated Situation' 
"All of the applications which pass 

through our screening process and are not 
used will be put in a job bank with the NAB," 
she explains. "They are always saying that 
they can never find qualified women or

Gospel Radio Seminar Takes 
Aim At Improved Marketing 

by Bob Campbell 
NASHVILLE - The 6th annual Gospel 
Radio Seminar, held here May 5-6 under 
the logo of "Amazing Radio," attracted ap- 
proximately 80 gospel program directors, 
disc jockeys and station owners from 
across the country. 

Based loosely on the structure of the re- 
cent Country Radio Seminar, the Gospel 
Seminar consisted of two days of detailed 
sessions focusing on increasing the 
professior sm of Christian radio and ex- 
panding p,.Dlic awareness of the potential 
and attractiveness of Christian music. 

Derrick Johnson of Re'Generation gave 
the opening address Friday morning and 
Sparrow Records' Billy Ray Hearn gave the 
closing address on Saturday. Friday's 
luncheon talk was given by Don Butler, ex- 
ecutive director of the Gospel Music 
Association (GMA). 

Session Topics 
Session topics included "Gospel Music 

... Appealing to All Audiences," "Interrela- 
tions of Broadcasters and the Recording In- 
dustry," "FCC and Gospel Radio," 
"Program Director/Sales Manager ... Who 
Has The Final Say?" and a session on music 
licensing. 

The general tone of this year's meeting 
seemed to indicate that most participants 
feel Christian radio is ready to flex its mus- 
cles and compete with secular radio on its 
own terms. Butler set the stage in his ad- 
dress when he stressed the importance of 
solid communication and coordination be- 
tween radio stations, record companies 
and the GMA. Noting the increasing pop- 
ularity of Christian radio (there are now 226 
full-time gospel radio stations and a total of 
50,000 hours of Christian music being 
programmed each week in the United 
States), Butler stressed the power of to- 
day's gospel music. 

"There is no such thing as gospel music, 
the only difference now is in the lyric con- 
tent," said Butler, a former program direc- 
tor and disc jockey. "I don't think we all 
really realize what we have at our disposal - the power of gospel music. This is the 
greatest music this side of Heaven, and 
more people are listening all the time." 

Much of the discussion in sessions cen- 
tered on the necessity of applying modern 
techniques of secular radio to Christian 

radio in order to make it more competitive. 
One problem discussed was how to con- 
vince sponsors that gospel listeners are 
viable consumers. "We need to make 
businessmen aware that gospel listeners 
buy clothes, food and automobiles, too," 
said one panelist. 

Steering committee chairman Jim Black 
of SESAC said the seminar was designed 
as a working seminar, not a social conven- 
tion. He added that session participation 
was good, but he felt attendance should 
have been higher. 

"Our purpose was not to have a conven- 
tion, but a two-day working seminar," Black 
said. "It's intended for broadcasters and in- 
dustry personnel to get together and 
promote professionalism in gospel radio. 
We want this seminar to be the best event of 
the year for broadcasters. As Charlie Monk 
has said, we want to see Christian radio the 
No. 1 station in the market. 

"I was very pleased with the sessions and 
participants," Black added. "The ex- 
changes and involvement during the ses- 
sions were good. I also thought the keynote 
speakers were fantastic and they had 
something relevant to say. I am a little bit 
concerned with the attendance. We are go- 
ing to have to increase our promotion and 
make people aware of what we are doing." 

Appearing on the session panels were 
Benton White, WWGM; Keith Whipple, 
KBRN; Joe Battaglia, WWDJ, Joe Laziza,

NASHVILLE - Since the recent an- 
nouncement by Phonogram Inc./Mercury 
president Irwin H. Steinberg that Polydor, 
Inc.'s country roster would be shifted to that 
company, Phonogram/Mercury's legal and 
business departments have been reviewing 
in full the contractual agreements of 
Polydor's country roster. Until that review is 
completed, Polydor's country artists and 
Mercury officials here are in a state of 
limbo. 

According to Charles Fach, executive 
vice president and general manager of 
Phonogram/Mercury, the company retains 
the option to pick up contracts on any 
Polydor country artists, but the entire coun- 
try roster will not automatically move to 
Mercury. Fach also said no plans have been 
set to utilize any of Polydor's local staff with 

the exception of Polydor's A&R director Jim 
Vienneau, who may continue to indepen- 
dently produce a number of Polydor artists. 

"We are currently evaluating Polydor's 
roster in terms of each artist's contract," 
Fach said. "Essentially, Mercury has the 
option to pick up the contract on Polydor's 
artists. But we want to see where each artist 
stands - how long their contracts run and 
how they are selling. We only want to work 
with the artists we really believe in. It will be 
between us and Polydor to live up to the 
contract agreements. We want to help 
everybody out, not hurt anyone. We are go- 
ing to do our best to do the right thing for 
each artist. We want this move to enhance 
our reputation, not hurt it. 

"We also will not be taking any of the 
Polydor personnel," Fach added.

Waylon Jennings and Dolly Parton, and 
Ronnie Milsap's first gold album prove the 
potential and viability of the pop -oriented 
country artist. The success of RCA's recent 
country merchandising program makes it 
apparent that country music is a continuing 
significant force, and we will continue to 
strengthen our capability to find, develop 
and market country artists." 

Although the popularity of country music 
is at an all-time high, much of the control 
over branch operations in Nashville 
remains with record company home offices 
in Los Angeles or New York. And the trend 
in recent years has been to decrease. 

Johnny & Waylon 
45 Debuts At #22 

by Tim Williams 
NASHVILLE - The highest debut in the 
history of the Cash Box Country Singles 
chart occurred this week, when the new 
Johnny Cash and Waylon Jennings 
single, "There Ain't No Good Chain 
Gang," came on at an unprecedented 
#22 bullet. The previous highest debut 
was Waylon and Willie's "Mamas Don't 
Let Your Babies Grow Up To Be Cow- 
boys," which debuted at #25 bullet 
earlier this year. 

The unusually high debut was due to 
the fact that more than 60 percent of the 
Cash Box country reporting stations ad- 
ded the record out of the box. In addi- 
tion, the new single was reported as a 
breakout at several of the sales ac- 
counts contacted by Cash Box this 
week. 

Stations reporting the Cash -Jennings 
single as a new add this week include 
KAYO, WTSO, KWMT, WXCL, KHAK, 
KNEW, KGA, KFDI, KGBS, WSLR, 
WAXX, WMNI, WKDA, WDEE, WTMT,

rather than increase, autonomy in Music 
Row offices. 

Not Turning Its Back 

Bradley feels strongly that RCA's deci- 
sion to expand his division will be a big plus 
for everyone in Nashville. He also stressed 
that RCA Nashville was not turning its back 
on country music. 

"I would really like to emphasize two 
things," Bradley said. "We are just ex- 
panding; by no means are we leaving 
anything country behind. We are just ex- 
panding with the pop promotional people in 
an area where we feel the music is going 
now. I think it is really flattering to have RCA 
Records - or even if it had been CBS or 
MCA - make a commitment to the town 
because you hear so much about this com- 
pany or that company pulling back or pull- 
ing out. What this means to Nashville is that 
more songs can be cut, more deals can be 
made, more money can be generated, and, 
in general, more jobs are created." 

However, Bradley also emphasized the 
fact that RCA Nashville will be going after 
other kinds of mainstream acts, whether 
they are pop, disco or R&B. Even a hard 
rock group like a Kiss or a Jefferson 
Starship, he said, could conceivably join 
the roster of RCA Nashville. "It's anything 
we can sell and make money out of," he 
stated. 

'Significant Alternative' 
Ilberman, asked how a rock act might 

feel about signing with the country division 
of RCA, answered, "I think we're giving 
them a significant alternative. If an artist 
wants to sign with RCA and we want him, he 
can either go with the main label - which 
we're building and expect to become much 
stronger - or he can go with Nashville. I 

think there will be a basic point of view 
developing out of the Nashville label - and 
if an artist has that point of view and will 
work with us, I don't think there will be any 
problem at all. I think it's a plus that we can 
offer a small, very selective company - 
within -a -company with a proven manage- 
ment team and complete autonomy." 

Pop crossover has long been a focus of 
activity in the country field, of course; but 
the across-the-board scope of RCA 
Nashville is something new and exciting in 
that town, which has evolved into one of 
America's main recording centers. Or, as 
Bradley said of Nashville, "It's not just a 
country town, and I think it's proved that 
over and over. And RCA's obviously come 
out and said, 'Hey, we're behind what you're 
doing down in Nashville. We're going to 
keep country where it is, but we're going to 
expand and do some things in the pop 
field.' "

Country Music Finds A Home 
On L.A.'s FM Dial In KGBS 

by Joey Berlin 
LOS ANGELES - Is 13 an unlucky num- 
ber? Not for Storer Broadcasting's Los 
Angeles country outlet, KGBS-FM, 
because it was at the 13th annual Academy 
of Country Music awards show that KGBS 
became the first radio station other than 
KLAC to win the ACM award for radio sta- 
tion of the year. 

KGBS only started its country format in 
December, 1976, bringing in Ron Martin to 
set up the new format. Martin had 
previously programmed KLAC, as well as 
WPDQ/Jacksonville, WTIX/New Orleans 
and WHB/Kansas City. 

"We are very proud that the ACM has 
recognized our achievement here," says 
Martin. "Now that we've been broadcasting 
long enough, we felt we were on the right 
track - and I guess this proves it." 

Martin describes the KGBS format as 
MOR country, "although I hate to label it - 
when you have a label you have a problem. 
We do play fewer commercials and more 
music sets than other country stations 
because we're adapted to FM stereo. 

Playlist 
"We play almost every hit country 

record," says Martin. "I believe you can play 
almost anything if you surround it with the 
right kind of music. We do program 
towards women in the 25-49 age group, but 
country music has always appealed to men 
anyway. Our jocks are information per- 
sonalities, not comedians; I don't believe 
FM radio should have a lot of talk. We're 
just a good modern country station without 
a lot of talk." 

The KGBS on -air lineup is Bob Morgan. 
6-10 a.m.; Chris Lane, 10-2 p.m.; Martin, 2 -

Paul Cassidy is the station general 
manager. Martin also credits the new 
Storer national program director, Eddie 
Solomon (formerly with WHN/New York), 
with helping KGBS get where it is today. 

There are three aspects of the KGBS for- 
mat that set it apart from most country sta- 
tions, according to Martin. These are the 
use of album cuts, the station's unusual 
contests and its association with the 
Palomino Club, probably the leading coun- 
try music outlet west of the Rockies. 

Album Cuts 
"We do play album cuts, which is unusual 

for a country station," indicates Martin.

Etta James Expects Positive 
Future At Warner Records

LOS ANGELES - After 25 years in the 
music business, Etta James is on her way to 
re-establishing herself as an entertainer af- 
ter a long, traumatic layoff. In a recent inter- 
view with Cash Box, she discussed signing 
with Warner Brothers, her new album and 
new outlook towards the industry and her 
career. 

James says that instead of being "just a 
dumb artist," this time she is "learning what 
is really going on." As far as the technical 
end of it, she says, "There are a lot of things 
that I never knew, but I have learned them, 
and I am still learning." 

From the days of her musical beginnings 
through her classic sides with Modern 
Records ("Roll With Me Henry," "Good 
Rockin' Daddy") in 1955 to the dull, inactive 
four years that followed, her personal ex- 
periences during those times qualify her to 
effectively sing the blues. Her subsequent 
affiliation with Chess Records in 1960 
resulted in a succession of hits including 
"All I Could Do Was Cry," "Push Over" and 
"Tell Mama." But for the 21 -year -old victim 
of the fast life, heroin addiction had already 
begun to take its toll. 

James recalls the days prior to 1964, 
events leading up to the time when the 
record company got her into a detoxifica- 
tion program, a period when "I had plenty of 
time to pay some dues. It was a different 
scene than it is today," she remembers. 
"What they now call a producer was an A&R 
man in those days. He came to your hotel 
room, you didn't go to a studio and do your 
thing there. You sat up all night long and 
went through a book of 100 standard 
songs. We did nothing all week long except 
get together and work on songs. You really 
kind of laid in there."

At times, James finds it difficult to 
remember occurrences during the detox- 
ification period but confesses that she will 
never forge`. having lockjaw, convulsions, 
being in the intensive care ward and the 
doctor telling her she had about a 30 per- 
cent chance to live. Even more vivid in her 
memory is the day when she left the 
hospital in Chicago after the three weeks of 
treatment. 

She recalls coming out 40 pounds 
lighter, catching a plane to New York and 
being met at the airport by her manager, 
who said, "I know I shouldn't be doing this 
but do you want a little sniff?" He handed 
her a bag of heroin and, she says, "I took it 

11 more years and numerous court ap- 
pearances passed before she was finally 
ordered to enter a rehabilitation program at 
Tarzana Psychiatric Hospital where she 
stayed for one year. Yet today she contends 
that everything happened to her for a 
reason. 

"I was supposed to be 35 before I really 
realized that this was the time to look at 
myself in the mirror and see what was hap- 
pening to me. I don't care how much 
therapy you get, if you ain't ready (to give it 
up), you ain't gonna do it. My level of con- 
sciousness was finally raised." 

Strong Voice 
Indeed, a miraculous transformation has 

taken place and James professes that 
things are going to be different from now 
on. Her recently released album on Warner 
Brothers exemplifies the fact that things 
have changed but she still has a strong 
voice. Produced by Jerry Wexler, the 
material ranges from blues to rock and 
even country and is well suited for her con- 
siderable vocal talents. 

"It's definitely not going to be the same," 
she confides. "I am finally with a real record 
company; they are the greatest people. I 

never could imagine a record company be- 
ing like this because they weren't like this in 
my day. The business is basically the same, 
but it's still different." 

She continues, "Today you go all the way 
with your record from the time you pick 
your material through the mixing and 
mastering. It's really an experience." 

Personal experiences have led to new 
endeavors for James. The Etta James Drug 
Abuse Foundation, a referral program 
dedicated to the campaign against drug 
abuse, was established four years ago. She. 
also has an interest in the production end of 
recording and hopes to get more involved 
in that in the future. 

"I had this talent all along," she says. "But 
it was like 'You can sing because God 
touched you with a magic wand.' There was 
no effort involved. Now I've got to work at it 
because time is really moving. It seems like 
just a couple of weeks ago that I was 25."

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"But they are important to us, because 
when an LP sells a million copies or so, peo- 
ple like more than just one cut. And by ex- 
posing new material, you make your station 
more interesting." 

Martin says KGBS likes to run contests 
that offer listeners things they can't buy, 
such as tickets to a sold -out John Denver 
concert. Other recent giveaways included a 
trip for two to the world premiere of "The 
Buddy Holly Story" in Lubbock, Texas and 
a love song from Eddie Rabbitt, delivered in 
person at Knott's Berry Farm this month. 
KGBS will also sponsor "Country Music 
Day" at Dodger Stadium in August. 

"The contests keep us from just sitting 
back and playing records," notes Martin. 
"We like to do things that involve our 
listeners with the artists we play." 

Another way the station involves its 
listeners with its artists is through its 
association with the Palomino Club. In 

June, KGBS will begin broadcasting con- 
certs live from the club, a practice that is 25 - 
years -old but has not been done in recent 
years.

to get people interested in country artists," 
says Palomino owner Tommy Thomas of 
the live broadcasts. "It's hard to find a sta- 
tion today that takes the kind of interest in 
the artists they play to air them live. But it's a 
great tradition in country music." 

'Overnight Promotion' 
Commenting on KGBS' ACM award, 

Thomas says, "They gave the award to the 
right station - the station that has really 
been pushing country music. KBGS does 
all the things a station has to do to be a first- 
class country station - and with no gim- 
micks. They're also the fastest way to get a 

message to country music fans. You can do 
overnight promotion through KGBS." 

KGBS is a 55,000 -watt station that can be 
heard from Ventura to San Juan Capistrano 
and east to Ontario, according to Martin. 
But Martin admits that the station had only 
about one third the audience garnered by 
KLAC in the last ARBs. 

"I'd rather try and predict when I'll die 
than predict an Arbitron book," says Mar- 
tin, "but I'm looking forward to seeing the 
April/May book."

minorities with proper credentials to fill cer- 
tain positions. I am saying to anyone who 
has the credentials or potential to send us 
the paperwork and we'll take it from there. 

"It's going to be an integrated situation," 
she continues. "There will be an integrated 
on -air -staff which may involve some third 
world people who don't have an outlet in 

communications. I have not even started to 
recruit and already I've received over 50 
applications." 

Majorie Lawson, a retired judge and 
senior partner in Lawson and Lawson (a 
black law firm in D.C.), is president and 
chairperson of Community Broadcasting. 
John Duncan (the first black appointed to 
the city's governing commission), Patrick 
Hayes (executive director of D.C.'s perfor- 
ming arts society) and Jack Anderson (syn- 
dicated columnist) are on the board of 
directors. 

"I was very impressed with this group," 
says Liggins. "They have individually in- 
vested their time and money and are corn- 

mitted to something that is going to serve 
the community. When you talk about 
minority entrepreneurship, you're talking 
about blacks being able to reap the benefits 
of the profits that are generated. This group 
wants good community broadcasting and 
wants to know what the community wants 
from them."

Record Companies Profiled 
In Fortune And Forbes 500s

showed sales of $767 million in 1977, up 
from $599 million the year before, while 
profit was $79.9 million, up from $63.9 
million in 1976. ABC 

ABC, Inc. placed 152 in Fortune's sales 
ranking, with revenues of $1.61 billion in 
1977. ABC moved up 18 points from its 170 
slot in 1976. In Forbes, ABC was placed 231 
of 500 based on its 1977 sales. It came in at 
257 in 1976. ABC's profit of $109 million in 
1977 was ranked 113 by Fortune, 183 by 
Forbes. The company's assets of $961 
million were placed 196 in Fortune, but 
were not ranked in the Forbes top 500 
assets listing. While ABC Inc. saw an in- 
crease in both sales and profits in 1977, its 
record division suffered a $22 million loss 
for the year. 

WCI 
Warner Communications, Inc., was 

placed in the 214 position by Fortune, 
based on 1977 sales of $1.14 billion. This 
was a jump from its 1976 ranking of 261. 
According to Forbes, WCI ranked 334 in 
sales, up from its position of 405 the year 
before. Fortune ranked WCI's profit of 
$70.7 million at 169 in 1977, while Forbes 
rated it 293. Its assets of $1.01 billion did 
not place in Forbes 500 listing, but ranked 
191 in Fortune. Sales for WCI's recorded 
music and music publishing division rose 
31 percent to $532 million in 1977 from 
$406 million in 1976. Profit for the division 
increased 23 percent to $84 million, com- 
pared to $68 million in 1976. RCA, CBS, 
ABC and WCI wer.e the only companies of 
the seven with sales exceeding $1 billion for 
the year. MCA 

MCA, with sales of $877 million, came in 
at 266 in Fortune's sales ranking, com- 
pared to the year before when it was placed 
at 267. In Forbes, MCA held steady at 393, 
where it also placed in 1976. Forbes dollar 
figures for MCA, however, were slightly dif- 
ferent than those listed by Fortune, as they 
included revenue from MCA's uncon- 
solidated subsidiaries. In profit, MCA

ranked 137 in Fortune, with a figure of $95 
million. This same figure placed MCA 219 
in Forbes. Assets of $876 million ranked 
211 in Fortune, while Forbes' figure of $1.57 
billion placed it 368. MCA's records and 
music publishing division reported revenue 
of $99.8 million in 1977, with a profit of 
$12.1 million. This figure represented a 12 

percent drop in profit from 1976. 
20th Century 

In the area of sales, 20th Century -Fox 
Film Corp. moved up significantly on For- 
tune's list, from 472 in 1976 to 391 last year. 
This was based on sales of $501 million. In 
Forbes, 20th Century was ranked only in 

the category of profit, which was $50.7 
million in 1977, placing the company 405 on 
that publication's list. Fortune ranked 20th 
Century 231 in this area. For assets, For- 
tune placed 20th Century 333 for its assets 
of $433 million. The corporation's record 
division saw a dramatic turnaround in 1977, 
with much help from the "Star Wars" LP, 
and reported a $2 million profit, compared 
to the $4.6 million loss the previous year. 
Revenue was up in similar proportions, 
hitting $22.7 million for the division in 1977, 
compared to the 1976 figure of $9.9 million. 

Columbia Pictures 
Columbia Pictures Industries, Arista 

Records' parent company, appeared only 
on Fortune's top 500. With sales of $390 
million, CPI placed 463 of the top 500, a 
jump from last year's Fortune ranking of 
488. In profit, with $34.5 million, CPI 
placed 291. It was ranked 381 for assets of 
$336 million. 

Fortune also lists each company's net in- 
come as a percentage of sales. In this 
category, the seven companies stack up as 
follows, with its overall ranking preceeding 
its actual percent: MCA - 21 (10.8 per- 
cent); 20th Century -Fox - 28 (10.1 per- 
cent); CPI - 48 (8.9 percent); ABC - 109 
(6.8 percent); CBS - 115 (6.6 percent); 
WCI - 133 (6.2 percent); and RCA - 271 
(4.2 percent). 

Combined sales of the 500 largest U.S. 
Industrial Corporations, according to For- 
tune, topped the $1 trillion mark, resting at 
$1.08 trillion in 1977. In 1976, the figure was 
$971 billion. The magazine illustrated this 
virtually incomprehensible amount by 
noting that an individual spending $250,000 
a day every day of the year would need 10,- 
959 years to spend $1 trillion. 

Fortune also said more than 90 percent 
of the 500 corporations reported an in- 
crease in sales for the year; and that the 
broadcasting, motion picture production 
and distribution category led all industry 
groups (in sales increases) with a 22.5 per- 
cent median gain. The same category also 
topped the lists of total return to investors 
and return on stockholders' equity in 1977.

do the voting, the panel will offer each group suggestions as to how to make the best of its 
talents. But why would Spector, the man responsible for more gold records than any other 
producer, get involved with a syndicated television show featuring unknown bands? "Why 
not," he said. "Young bands need a break. This will let bands get up and play. I will judge 
them and I might work with somebody that has potential." Regarding the last statement, 
Spector said there is "a possibility that one of the winners might get to work with me, or 
maybe with somebody better than me." Spector was joined at the conference by Ronee 
Blakely, with whom he said he has done some recording recently, KTNQ DJ M.G. Kelly, 
who will act as guest host on "Win the Jamm" during its first four segments, and Vincent 
Fusco, one of the executive producers of the show. Spector said Blakely will co -host one of 

the shows as well. Bands of all kinds, from 
rock to country to R&B to punk/new wave, 
will be considered as contestants in a 24 - 
hour marathon tryout to be held May 27-28. 
A site for the audition has not been an- 
nounced. Fusco said only non-union musi- 
cians will be used and that the producers 
will get no rights to management or interest 
in any group which may land a recording 
contract as a result of its appearance on the 
program. "They could get a recording con- 
tract with me," Spector suggested, "but 
they may not want to work with me." He said 
he did not agree with the restriction against 
using union musicians, but said he would 
"work within the guidelines established. 
This way, it gives encouragement to 
struggling groups who can't afford to pay 
union dues." Once they do appear, 
however, they have the option to join the 

musicians' union. The producer of the show, Dick Michaels, said already confirmed for ap- 
pearances are England Dan & John Ford Coley, Mac "Dr. John" Rebennack and Rare 
Earth. Other groups are being negotiated. He also said details are being worked out for a 

simulcast of the program over local FM radio stations. Participants on each show will 
receive prizes, according to the producer, such as stereos and musical equipment such as 
guitars and amplifiers.

Lone Star will 
produce and distribute its own product with a major company, with negotiations still under 
way. The first album to be released under the new deal will be called "Lone Star Six -Pack, - 
an LP containing 12 cuts, two by each of the five new artists and two by Willie. Lone Star will 
host a press conference in Austin June 19 to announce the details of its setup, to exhibit its 
offices and to showcase the acts. Singles and albums from each of the newly -signed acts 
will be forthcoming. While Willie will issue records under the new production deal, he 
remains under contract to Columbia as well ... Local indie promo man Vic Perottl called 
up recently and left us pondering his musical message, "Until now, I feel even now better 
than bluer than blue from now on" ... Alan King, Gabe Kaplan, Rich Little, Charo, Wayne 
Newton, Cleo Lane, Bobble Gentry and the Osmonds were among the celebrities on hand 
in the wee hours of the morning May 14 for the Las Vegas opening of Paul Anka's plush new 
Jubilation discotheque. The $3 million complex, named after an Anka hit song, sports five 
dining areas, six bars, game rooms, as well as a hardwood dance floor with superior 
acoustics and an indecently large pair of JBLs. Anka hosted a special press junket that in- 
cluded a pre -opening Jubilation dinner, his late show at Caesars Palace and then the 
invitation -only grand opening at 2:30 a.m. Another interesting feature of Anka's disco is the 
firearm detector through which customers are required to pass before entering. It was in- 
stalled, according to one of the disco's operators, because there have been incidents 
recently in Las Vegas with people carrying guns.

is also on a TV show," stated Leone. "We 
had released records overseas by Shaun 
that had become hits before he appeared 
on TV. In this country both sides of his 
career happened at about the same time. I 

think his vast record sales has proven that, 
even if the 'Hardy Boys' should go off the 
air, his recording career will remain 
strong." 

Many of the managers and label officials 
involved with the TV/recording acts agreed 
that the bottom line is simply whether or not 
the entertainer has legitimate music talent. 
But also important is that excellent, suitable 
material is selected and the right producer 
be found. 

"You can be a star of motion pictures and 
television," said Bob Reno, president of 
Midsong Records, Travolta's label, "but 
unles the record's competitive, it's not go- 
ing to hit. John's second album contained 
excellent songs, but they weren't as com- 
mercially appealing as the first album, 
which went top 20 and included a Top 5 
single. 

"On John's new hit with Olivia Newton - 
John, the record is a success because it's a 
great song with excellent production. All of 
the ingredients for a hit were there." 

Michael Atkinson, director of A&R at 
Epic, stressed how vital it was to find a good 
producer to work with Lynda Carter. 

"The first thing I wanted to do was to get a 
good producer who had worked with 
female vocalists in the studio before, and 
who would also add immediate credibility 
to the project. We got Vini Poncia, who has 
produced Melissa Manchester, to handle 
the production, and he did a marvelous job. 
There are a number of cuts that are album - 
oriented that were done to show some 
diversity in her talent, and not just to have 
12 singles on the LP." 

Along with finding the proper material 
and producer, TV/recording artists must 
also make time off from their acting 
schedule to work hard and promote their 
musical careers if they intend to establish 
any longevity as a recording act. 

"As managers of Larry, we're intending 
to make his recording venture into a long- 
term project," states Sid Garris, partner in 
Greif/Garris Management, which manages 
Jacobs. "We made it clear to Larry that if he 
was going to enter the record business, he 
wouldn't just play at it, but would have to 
work hard, visit the various radio stations 
and meet the disc jockeys, and do all of the 
promotional work just like anyone else. 

In promoting the album or single of 'a 
TV/recording act, record officials attempt 
to maintain a very low profile regarding the 
act's TV character, to insure that the music 
and acting careers of each artist is kept 
separate and distinct. This is especially the 
case in promoting a star such as Lynda 
Carter, who is known to TV audiences as 
the star-spangled heroine, "Wonder 
Woman." 

"Epic has tried to keep a low profile of the 
'Wonder Woman' aspect of her career 
because she is so creditable musically," 
said Ron Samuels, who is both Carter's 
manager and husband. "When people hear 
that Lynda is making a record, they im- 
mediately think, 'Oh, here's another TV ac- 
tress trying to sing.' But actually Linda was 
a singer who later became an actress. Her 
acting career was launched only after she 
became Miss USA of 1973." 

"You're not about to see an album cover 
with Lynda in her 'Wonder Woman' outfit," 
assured Epic's Michael Atkinson. "It is a 
tastefully done package that we hope will 
add credibility to her singing career." 

In promoting the duo Kristy and Jimmy 
McNichol, the promotion staff at RCA is 
keying on the particularly high visibility of 
Kristy McNichol. Coordinating many 

magazine feature articles with the release' 
of the McNichol's single and album, RCA 
has also scheduled numerous TV guest 
show appearances such as "Dinah!," "The 
Donny and Marie Show," and "The Tonight 
Show." In addition, radio ad campaigns 
have been initiated and posters have been 
designed. 

"The key is their visiblity," stated Ray An- 
derson, division vice president of promo- 
tion at RCA. "We're setting up personalized 
phone calls to key radio stations that are 
teen -oriented markets such as Y -100 - 
Miami and WQXI-Atlanta. Y-100 and WQXI 
have been known to break Leif Garrett and 
Shaun Cassidy, so we key on these 
markets. 

"We know Kristy appeals to a wide range 
of people because 'Family' is not strictly a 
teenage show," asserted Anderson. "But 
it's hard to sell programmers on that. They 
just don't want to believe it. They say if the 
girl is 15, she can't appeal to an older 
audience, but that's wrong." 

It has been established that a 
TV/recording performer must possess 
legitimate singing talent to build an effec- 
tive recording career, but just how talented 
need a TV star be on a musical level to 
achieve substantial recording success? 

"Let's face it, Larry Jacobs, John 
Travolta or David Soul are not great singers 
because it's not their primary avocation," 
stated Mark Meyerson at ABC. "Most of the 
people who pursue dual careers simply 
don't have the time to develop their musical 
interest like a Fleetwood Mac, who only do 
music. They (TV/recording stars) don't 
have to be Mick Jagger, but they do have to 
be able to sing. And without a doubt, they 
sing in tune, with rhythm, and they deliver."

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COIN MACHINE 
C'right Tribunal 
Proposes Jukebox 
Location Filing 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Under a controver- 
sial rulemaking proposal by the Copyright 
Royalty Tribunal, jukebox operators will 
have to file location listings with the com- 
missioners beginning Sept. 1, 1978 for all 
boxes licensed as of Aug. 1, 1978. 

Additionally, the Tribunal must be 
notified periodically when new locations 
are added or when the number of juke- 
boxes at a location is changed. 

Since the enactment last Jan. 1 of the 
Copyright Act which established corn- 
pulsary license fees for jukeboxes, 
operators have opposed the listing require- 
ment as overly burdensome and an inva- 
sion of confidentiality concerning location 
owners. 

Listing Essential 
On the other hand, music licensors main- 

tain location listing is essential to provide 
access to boxes for determining royalty dis- 
tribution to their composers and 
publishers. They estimate that costs of 
tracking down jukeboxes could signifi- 
cantly deplete collected royalties. 

The Copyright Office, which regulates 
licensing and registration of the boxes and 
collects the annual $8 -per -machine fee, 
decided it does not have the statutory right 
to demand location lists from operators. 

Operating under a different mandate, the 
Copyright Royalty Tribunal's statute says 
they are to provide reasonable access to 
boxes for music licensors, and collect infor- 
mation to ensure equitable distribution of 
the royalty pool. 

Other provisions of the proposed rule in- 
clude: 

No additional listing required for the 
customary shifting around of boxes, as long 
as the number of boxes at each location 
remains the same. 

Protection for location owners against 
any unreasonable demands from licensor 
agents. 

Licensor access to the interior work- 
ings of the box only when it is essential to 
obtain information on music performance, 
and then only with seven days' advance 
notice. 

Submission of written statements on the 
proposed rules are requested, and an open 
hearing will be held June 21, 1978.
