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In this week’s issue, Cash Box presents the first
part of a three-part series focusing on the
homogenization of contemporary music. We feel
that this current trend is one of the most significant
industry-wide developments of the '70s, so we will
examine it through a variety of perspectives.

In part, this phenomenon seems to reflect
broader social and cultural changes. Whilethe roots
of both black and country music are still alive today
in many performers, that middle ground whichis en-
compassing more and more of today's music is
rapidly growing with the sounds of mating genres.

In this week’s installment, we examine this issue
from the viewpoint of the creative people — the ar-
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tists and producers who are the source of today’s
music. They discuss their influences, which in turn
are influencing another generation of musical
creativity.

Next week, we confrontthe record labels, who are
often accused of categorizing music in the first
place. The final installment deals with radio and
retail and how they are reacting to “universal”
music.

In dealing with this subject, the question is not
whether music is better or more pure today than in
the past; but rather, as the record industry finds
more consumers annually, is it due to this current
homogenization phenomenon?

LOS ANGELES —In 1968, Dolly Parton was
about as likely to have a record on the pop
singles chart or be heard on Top 40 as
Cream guitarist Eric Clapton was to have
his group’s acid rock records charted on
country music listings or played on country

radio.
But 10 years later, not only were Parton’s

“Here You Come Again” and Clapton's “Lay
Down Sally” solid successes on both pop
and country charts, but Clapton performed
on stage last year with country artist Don
Williams opening his shows and Parton did
concerts with the Beach Boys and Linda
Ronstadt. Coincidentally, Clapton and
Williams recently released their versions
of “Tulsa Time” on each of their current
LPs.

Until recently, country music, unlike
R&B, always seemed to keep a safe dis-
tance from rock radio, while their respec-
tive charts rarely had anything in common.
In those isolated cases where rock and
country crossed paths, it was often with the
likes of Ray Stevens or Jerry Reed with a
novelty record, or Elvis Presley, whose
records charted both pop and country
numerous times throughout his career.

Boundaries Hazy

The once clearly defined boundaries
between rock and country have become
blurred in the last two or three years as
some artists formerly considered “pure
country’ have, consciously or un-
consciously, shifted to amore pop-oriented
sound; a sound characterized by
more full-bodied production than
traditionally heard on country records in
the past.

The most visible of the artists who are
changing musical direction include Parton,
Crystal Gayle, Kenny Rogers, Tanya

NEW YORK — Three hundred FBI agents
last week seized more than $100 million
worth of modern sound recording equip-
ment and pirated sound recordings in raids
at 19 sites in five east coast states. Officials
said the seizures, which followed a 20-
month investigation by the Brooklyn Crime
Strike Force and the FBI, “wiped out” half of
the illicit recording industry in the U.S., es-
timated to be worth $350 million annually.

Using 30 rented tractor-trailers, the
agents confiscated mastering machines,
duplicators, widers, cameras, ‘‘and
everything else used to pirate, counterfeit,
package and distribute the illicit
recordings,” according to Thomas Puccio,
head of the strike force unit.

Among the popular records seized were
copies of "Saturday Night Fever,” “Grease”
and “Sergeant Pepper's Lonely Hearts
Club Band,” which agents suspect have
been widely distributed to numerous
retailers along the East Coast.

Indictments Sought

According to the FBI spokesman, indict-
ments would be sought for as many as 100
people next month before a Brooklyn grand
jury. The investigation is being conducted
under the Racketeer-Influenced Corrupt
Organization Law. Penalties could also be
sought under the copyright law and mail
and wire fraud statutes.

Operating out of an FBl-owned record
shop called Modular Sounds in Westbury,

Tucker, Ronnie Milsap, and Bobby Bare,
among others.

While some factions in the traditional
country field complain that this trend is
hurting the identity of country music, most
of the artists and producers involved in the
“homogenization” say there is no threat
that what is known as “pure country” will
ever disappear. They, as artists, are just try-
ing to expand musically or broaden their
appeal in the larger pop/rock marketplace.

Why Now?

So after several years of only occasional

interplay between pop and country radio

LOS ANGELES — “When | was growing
up,” says Commodore Lionel Richie, “if an
R&B group came to town that meant they
were black. If a pop group came thatwas a
code word to mean white. Now, R&B can be
white and pop can be black.

Box survey of R&B, jazz and disco-based
artists, managers and producers, is that
white and black musical styles are merging
and creating a new homogenized musical

“People are learning to accept a lot
more. Philosophically, | think people are
learning to accept things and break down a
lot of barriers; socially, sexually, musically,
fashion, everything,” Kiein says.

“Our whole life is one where things are
coming at us at such a rate that we have to
digest so much in a short period of time. |

FBI Raids Net Pirated Albums,
Equipment Worth $100 Million

Long Island, federal agents recorded
telephone conversations with over 50 peo-
ple involved in the sale of illicit records. The
conversations disclosed the existence of
many large-scale operations involving
counterfeiting and pirating.

Industry Involvement?

According to an FBI official, there will be
noindictments soughtagainst retailers who
are suspected of having sold the pirated
recordings. However, he said, an investiga-
tion into the involvement of certain industry
people in the illicit operations will continue.

Thirteen of the raided sites were located
in the New York area, including the Ramart
Printing Corporation of Central Islip,
Brentwood and Deer Park, Long lsland;
B.C.F. Production of Bohemia; and
Creative Disc, Delmonico Audio, and
Dynasty Graphics of Mount Vernon.

In New Jersey, agents raided Super
Dupers in Hasbrouck Heights, Satellite
Recording in Fairfield, and plants in
Paramus and Elizabeth. In Connecticut,
raids were carried out at three private
homes in Torrington where equipment was
stored.

Outside the New York metropolitan
area, agents visited Cathedral Sound in
Rensselaer, N.Y.; H and W Supply in
Winston-Salem, General Music Corpora-
tion in Charlotte, and one sitein Mount Airy,
all in North Carolina; and at Morgan Auto
Parts in Stockbridge, Georgia.

sound which cuts across the “color line” of
audience preferences.

By adapting traditionally black musical
approaches, white groups such as the Bee
Gees have scored across-the-board suc-
cesses and drawn R&B influences closer to
the pop fray.

Inturn, black groups such as Earth, Wind
& Fire and the Commodores have
demonstrated in recent years the ability to
appeal to mainstream pop buyers and
radio listeners. Moreover, many black ar-
tists have received TV exposure which has
helped to overcome Top 40 radio
resistance and establish pop footholds.

Jazz Hybrid

Also during this decade, jazz has un-
dergone tremendous change. Jazz fusion
has combined the elements of jazz, rock
and R&B into a new hybrid. Also artists
such as George Benson and Chuck
Mangione have reached beyond traditional
jazz boundaries and discovered vast
audiences for their brands of melodic
jazz/pop.

More than any single force, disco was
cited as a principle factor in the current
homogenization of music. Dancing has
become a favorite American past-time and
dancing music and the disco lifestyle have
invaded many aspects of American culture.

“Universal” was a phrase used by artists
and producers of diverse backgrounds to
describe the appeal of their music.

“There is a lot of music out there,” says

Mangione, “that has been influenced by
other kinds of music. Pure anything —
whether it be race, religionor music — does
not really exist anymore. People are talking
about a universal language for music.”

This new mingling of once distinct
genres has created new problems. Artists
areincreasingly reluctantto be categorized
as R&B, jazz or disco artists.

“The philosophy behind Chic," says Nile
Rodgers, co-producer and member of the
group which this week has the #1 song on
the pop and R&B singleschart as well as the
disco chart, “is that we are not writing ex-
clusively for disco. We are not geared to
R&B. We are aiming at music that excludes
no one.”

Quality Music

“As a creative person,” says producer
Kenny Gamble of the noted Philadelphia
team of Gamble & Huff, “I try to attain a un-
iversal sound. The industry creates
categories. The public is simply looking for
quality music.”

The influence of R&B on the pop chartis
not a new occurrence. Throughout the

FCC Seeks To
Widen AM Band
To 1860 KHz

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The FCC plans to
greatly enlarge the number of AM radio sta-
tions by seeking worldwide approval to ex-
pand the band of AM frequencies in the
U.S. The current AM radio band of 535 to
1605 kilohertz would be widened to include
a band of 1615 to 1860 KHz, under a com-
mission proposal announced last week.

The change could resultin some 800 new
commercial AM stations on the air.

The proposal is part of the FCC's
package of recommendations thatthe U.S.
will take to WARC, the World Ad-
ministrative Radio Conference, nextyearin
Geneva. At WARC '79, revisions intheinter-
national radio frequency assignments will
be considered and the spectrum alloca-
tions decided then are expected to remain
intact for 20 years. Work on the U.S. posi-

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New Rate Structure & Regs
Promised By Postal Service

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The nation's big
mailers will be relieved of some of the
Postal Service's cumbersome procedures
and complex regulations, Postmaster
William Bolger promised last week.

In a wide-ranging speech to the National
Press Club, Bolger said the agency is seek-
ing reduced rates for all categories of mail
“to make us more competitive.” The new ef-
forts will be based on recommendations by
a task force of 74 major mailers. The
group’s formal report will be submitted to
the Postmaster General by Dec. 31.

Bolger said the charges will be concen-
trated in three areas: restructuring the rate
system, simplifying regulations and
developing new services. He
acknowledged that the Postal Service is
facing growing competition from alternate
delivery systems such as United Parcel
Service.

The record industry, among other major
users, has been forced to look at alternative
postal services. At the time of the latest hike
in the special fourth-class rate, RIAA’s
Henry Brief commented, “We will discover
we are no longer wedded to the postal ser-
vice.” Brief noted that the special fourth-
class mailers (which covers records and
tapes) were dealt the largest single in-
crease imposed on any category of mail.
(The full rate for the first pound of records
or tapes goes to 59 cents next July; the
current rate is 48 cents. Government sub-
sidies which affect the phased rates have
been cut out gradually and RIAA, for one,
has long opposed the cutback.)

Millennium Set To
End Association
With Casablanca

NEW YORK — Millennium Records is in the
process of ending its association with
Casablanca Records. and is currently dis-
cussing a possible distribution deal with
several major labels, sources close to the
company have revealed.

In addition. the sourcessaid. Millennium's
entire artist roster, including Meco,
BrooklynDreams, Godz. and Joey Travolta,
will move over to Casablanca as part of the
settiement between the two labels.

However, Millennium, headed by Jimmy
lenner, will reportedly retain its present
staff and logo while building a new artist
line-up.

Millennium was founded in 1976 in close
association with Casablanca by lenner and
Irv Biegel. Biegel, however, left to join
Casablanca as vice president and general
manager of east coast operations in the
summer of 1978.

The Postmaster General said the task
force has collected nearly 300 suggestions
on how postal procedures can be
streamlined. Many of the suggestions affect
business customers, which account for
over 80% of the postal service’s mailers.
The postal service lost most of the parcel
post business over the last two decades,
Bolger noted. “Had we the flexibility and
competitive attitude we have now, | don’t
believe that would have happened,” he
said. “We never felt threatened before...we
didn’t do anything until it was too late.
However we do not intend to make that

Labels Scored For Not Improving
Current Flow of Catalog Product

NEW YORK — Record manufacturers’ dif-
ficulty in meeting the needs of the smaller
retailer who is dependent on catalog
product was the most provocative issue
raised at the Second Annual Music Industry
Discussion of the Performing Arts Lodge of
the B’Nai Brith, held here December 4 at the
Sutton Place Synagogue. The discussion,
entitled “Filling the Pipeline of Consumer
Needs,” was moderated by Herb Goldfarb
of Herb Goldfarb Associates. Panelists in-
cluded Bernie Boorstein, president of Dou-
ble B Distributors; Dick Carter, division vice
president of field marketing for RCA
Records; Paul Smith, senior vice president
and general manager of CBS Records; Bob
Menashe, vice president and New York
regional manager of merchandising for
Sam Goody stores; and Phil King, presi-
dent of King Karol stores.

The problem that both Bernie Boorstein
and Phit King stressed was the manufac-
ters’ inability to meet the needs of the
smaller retailers and the mom and pop
stores, who cannot compete with the pric-
ing of the larger chains on hit product and
who are dependent on catalog items for
their survival. “We must have catalog,” said
King, “and we don't get enough. If Ican’t get
a record | feel bad - not for him, but for
myself, because it's my reputation that's at
stake. True manufacturers like CBS told us
in March to order ahead. Great. Where are
you gonna put the records? Then the credit
manager comes and wants to get paid.
What are we going to tell him? Take it in
records?”

Beginning the panel discussion, Carter
admitted that, while manufacturers do not
have a shortage of raw material, there ex-
ists at this time "a lack of capacity for the
cassette demand.” and “Some eight-track
production problems.” Another problem

Increased Demand

NAB Pushes FCC
For Early Refund

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — In a brief filed with
the FCC last week, the National Association
of Broadcasters repeated its appeal for ex-
peditious refunds of illegally assessed
fees to broadcasters. The group went a
step further, asking for a 60¢ refund of the
amount paid under the 1970 and 1975 an-
nual license fee schedules to broadcasters
not now scheduled to receive any money.

Under the FCC’s refund plan (Cash Box,
Oct. 14), broadcasters who paid $323 or
less per year in annual fees will not receive
refunds because that figure covers FCC
hearings and other costs. But NAB argues
that, to compensate licensees for inflation
and lost interest during the intervening
years, the FCC rightfully owes those broad-
casters a 60% refunds of fees.

The Commission is still in the process of
developing a fair method for handing out
the $33 million-worth of refunds ($9.1
million of which will go to television broad-
casters). The FCC hopes to begin refunds
on fees in excess of $20 in March, and will
issue a report by mid- or late January on its
final refund plans.

Implementation

Comments are due at the FCC by Jan. 8,
1979 on the proposed new schedule which,
after passing a court test, would be im-
plemented a year from now.

In another development, the NAB agreed
with the FCC’s decision not to include
“value to the recipient” as a factor in deter-
mining the legally assessable fees. Ac-
cording to the association, “any attempt to
chargeregulatees for the profits they derive
from their licensees waive any future claims
against the FCC before the refund will be
granted.

One of the most exciting events in the
record industry this year was the creation
by Ron Alexenburg and MCA Inc. of Infinity
Records as a fully-staffed, international
record company. Headquartered in New
York City, the label’'s formation was
generally regarded as a shot in the arm to
the entertainment industry in that city.

The nerve center of the company is the
New York office which houses the national
promotion, business affairs, financial, artist
development and marketing departments.

Infinity has established major offices in
every musical capitol, in the United States
and abroad, the largest of which is located
in Los Angeles. Along with the New York
headquarters, the Los Angeles office has a
national promotion and publicity staff and
serves as a link between Infinity and the
newly-realigned MCA Distributing Corp.
Other offices have been established in
Toronto and London.

Dire Straits

A new and noteworthy addition to
Cash Box’s Top FM Rotation chart is
Dire Straits’ self-titled debut LP on War-
ner Bros. Though the album is getting
widespread AOR play, Mark Knopfler,
the group’s songwriter, is more im-
pressed with the fact that programmers
are playing various cuts from the album.
He stresses that the quality of his craftis
something very important to him.

“Craft is very important in the area of
inspiration,” he says by phone from
Nassau, where Knopfler {(who sings and
plays lead guitar) and his brother, Dave
(rhythm guitar), Joh llisley (bass}, and
Pick Withers (drums) are working on
their second LP with producers Jerry
Wexler and Barry Beckett. “Songs
should have a life of their own, quite
apart from the individual that writes
them. Not something by the prima
donna songwriter who tries to come off
like a mystic, but a serious response to
the writer's environment, a response to
life.”

Another important element in the
band’s sound are the intricate in-
strumental patterns that flow through
songs like “Sultans of Swing” and
“Down to the Waterline.” The group
keeps the sound constantly simmering
to create a feeling of movement and ten-
sion. “Because we're a small band, it's
critical that we strike the right balance,”
Mark says. “There's a certain spirit to
our songs that try and get across a par-
ticular vibe. We may record something
that may sound low-key, but it's got to
have that tautness about it.”

Mark, David and John were living
together in London when they decided
to form a band in 1977. Withers joined
them soon afterward and the quartet
started playing club dates around the
city. They managed to scrape enough
money together to record a five-track
demo that was forwarded to Chartie
Gillett, the noted rock historian who
hosts a show every Sunday morning on
Radio London. Reaction to the tape was
extremely positive, and by January of
this year the group had signed with War-
ner Bros. in the U.S. and with
Phonogram for international distribu-
tion. A major British tour with Talking
Heads followed, after which the group
set out to record their debut LP with
Muff Winwood.

According to Mark, a number of
producers contacted Warners’ A&R
department when the album was first
released about the possibility of work-
ing with the group on their follow-up LP,
but Wexler “was the first to profess a
love for the music.” Asked about the
change in producers, Knopfler
answered a question with a question.
"What's the point in settling into a com-
fortable setting? Situations should
always be changing.”

Knopfler commented that the new LP
(tentatively titled “Communique’)
“should be pretty ambitious since Jerry
and Barry are out of the Muscle Shoals
arena. Not that the Bahamas are where
we usually work. But the chemistry be-
tween us seems to be there. When peo-
ple talk about a style, its something
that's easy to recognize but extremely
difficult to define. You just have to hope
that your follow-up record is a logical
extension of your previous effort.”

Jeff Lorber

“l don't feel I'm limiting myself com-
mercially by getting into jazz,” says
keyboardist Jeff Lorber. “l look at it as a
field where there is a high correlation
between actual talent and success. In
rock thereis awholelotof luck and hype
involved.”

Lorber, 26, wasn'’t putting down rock
'n’ roll; in fact, the first band he played
with back in high school was a rock
group. But today, along with other
young musicians such as east coast
tenorman Scott Hamilton, he represents
a new generation of players who look
upon jazz as the ideal outlet for their
musical creativity. Says Lorber, “It's im-
portant to play music you are sincere
about and that reflects what you feel.”

Lorber, who grew up in Philadelphia,
began classical lessons at the age of
four and gave a recital of his own
original compositions while still in grade
school. Although early on he was ex-
posed to the music of Brubeck, Monk
and Davis, his interestin jazz wasn't fully
galvanized until 1970 when he enrolled
at Boston's Berklee School of Music.

“I'd heard a lot of good things about
Berklee,” he recalls, “but | really didn't
know what to expect. | was going there
because | loved music «nd the idea of
going to a liberal arts college with no
direction in mind like a lot of my friends
were doing didn’t appeal to me.
Berklee is a very jazz-oriented school
with a practical approach to playing
music, so it was just right for me at the
time.”

With the Berkiee experience behind
him, Lorber relocated to the Pacific
Northwest where he now makes his
home in Portland, Ore. It was here that
he formed the nucleus of the Jeff Lorber
Fusion, wrote lead sheets in exchange
for studio time and finally decided to
send a tape of one of the sessions to In-
ner City Records president Irv Kratka.
The result was a contract with Inner City
and the release of his debut aibum, “Jeff
Lorber Fusion,” in November 1977.

Lorber admits that he may have tried
to accomplish too much on the first
album. “On the first record you have a
tendency to try and include everything,”
he notes, adding that such was not the
case on his second LP, “Soft Space.” He
explains, “! tried to edit the second
album alittle more and, as aresult, it's a
stronger, more unified work.”

Besidesrepresenting afurther refine-
ment of Lorber’s approach torecording,
“Soft Space” (currently #11 on the Cash
Box Top 40 Jazz Chart) features guest
soloists Chick Corea and Joe Farrell.
The material, all Lorber originals,
reflects the many styles and influences
he came into contact with throughout
his career — from classical to rock to
jazz to R&B to pop.

While noting that he is “still in the
process of developing the exact sound
and personnel” to round out the group,
Lorber says he continues to draw in-
spiration from a variety of sources. “I've
played in a lot of bands,” he concludes,
“and the sound is an outgrowth of all the
things that excite me musically.”

Apparently Lorber isn’'t the only one
who finds the music exciting, as evi-
denced by the tremendous response to
the band's performance during the re-
cent Narconon benefit at the Santa
Monica Civic.

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AFM Strengthens Campaign

NEW YORK — The American Federation of
Musicians (AFM) is currently revitalizing its
“Young Sounds” program in a renewed at-
tempt to affiliate young musicians before
they turn professional.

Victor Fuentealba, president of the
organization, said that the program seeks
to encourage young performers in their
teens to join the union at reduced initiation
fees and dues “before their attitudes and
careers are shaped exclusively by
managers and booking agents.”

“Today’s most popular sounds are com-
ing from the young players,” he said, “and
we want them to know the benefits that go
with federation membership.”

At the same time, however, some of the
AFM’s 600 chapters have resisted im-
plementing the program “because they feel
that new enrollees would be competing for
engagements with other members who pay
full initiation and dues,” according to Fuen-
tealba. But he noted that the establishment
of any “Young Sounds” program would
have to conform to AFM guidelines, so that
new members would not be competing for
“higher priced engagements.”

Responding to Fuentealba's statement,
Gerald Purcell, president of the Con-
ference of Personal Managers East
(CMPE), argued that ‘‘unions can give
musicians advice, but they certainly don't
have the creative input to guide their
careers. Personal managers usually find
musicians in an embryonic stage and
proceed to invest their time and money into
their careers.

Buddy Howe, vice chairman of the per-
sonal appearance department for Inter-
national Creative Management (ICM), com-
mented that “we have a very good working
relationship with the AFM, but unions don’t
shape careers. Agencies and managers do
that. They're not creative enough to look for
the right kind of jobs for artists. When we
get musicians, they're either good or bad,
and whether or not they belong to the AFM,
they have to have the ability. In that case,
they’re entitled to make as much money as
they possibly can. There are just as many
good ball players as Pete Rose, but he had
good advice and wound up with a $3.2
million contract.”

December 19, against the advertising
agencies and producers of television and
radio commercials (regular television and
radio programming is not affected).

Execs at both stations told the same story, increasingly stiff competition from an ever-
increasing number of rock stations and a softer advertising touch trying to sell adult
listeners. “Actually even with smaller numbers, adults are easier to sell,” noted KAKC PD
Randy Anson.

96K X had only converted to AOR last March, after luring PD Frank Felix away from rival
KBPI to program the former Top 40 station. The station will change its call tetters to KHOW-
FM and will operate live from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. KHOW-FM will be automated the rest of the
day. The present staff has been given two months notice and parent company Doubleday
Broadcasting is reportedly helping to place them in new jobs.

CKLW SUES ARBITRON — Windsor, Ontario-based Top 40 CKLW has been a force in
Detroit radio for years, but Arbitron has announced its intention to reclassify the station as
a “non-home market station” in the Oct./Nov. book. To prevent this action, which the sta-
tion fears will cut into its national ad buys, CKLW has filed suit against Arbitron seeking a
preliminary injunction against the reclassification. The station is charging Control Data
Corporation’s rating service with “restraint of trade and violations of the Sherman Antitrust
Act.”

STATION TO STATION — After two years of steady touring without missing a single date,
Foreigner cancelled its Binghamton, N.Y. show Nov. 28. Cancelled concerts are nothing
new, but WAAL-FM, the Binghamton AOR presenting the show, found the band'’s reason
for not showing {snow) unconvincing and was further upset about Foreigner’s decision not
to reschedule. A call from the group’s management company later revealed that keyboard
player Al Greenwood had been struck in the head by an object thrown from the audience
the night before the cancelled show, requiring stiches. But WAAL is still distressed over the
matter and atlastreport the station is “extensively curtailing” the play of Foreigner records,
although no mention of the misunderstanding has been made on the air, according to
MD/assistant PD/afternoon drive jock Scott Michaels. Michaels adds that he still hopes
the concert can still be rescheduled, but WAAL is laying off Foreigner until it gets a
satisfactory explanation for the cancellation.

DIR Network To B’cast

New Year’s Eve Concert
LOS ANGELES — The Marshall Tucker
Band's New Year's Eve concert at the
Warehouse in New Orleans will be broad-
cast live over 108 radio stations across the
country via the DIR radio network. Being
billed as “the largest live rock broadcast,”
the event will be sponsored by Pabst Blue
Ribbon Beer, who will purchase radio
spots, college newspaper ads and point of
purchase posters to be distributed by their
local distributors in the markets involved.

Capricorn Records is also sponsoring a
major contest for participating stations, of-
fering a grand prize of a trip to New Orleans
for the show. with hotel accomodations,
backstage passes, tour jackets, $200
spending money and four tickets to the
Sugar Bowl the following day.

The study, funded by the NAB, was un-
dertaken following a 1973 call from the
Broadcast Rating Council, Arbitron’s
watchdog, for the broadcast measurement
industry to prove to broadcasters how
reliable their figures are. Conducted in
Philadelphia and Indianapolis, the study
was not an exhaustive one but was inten-
ded as a starting point for more definitive
work.

“Ratings are only estimates,” noted an
Arbitron spokesman commenting on the
study’s findings. “We are trying to define
which ratings should be used with more
care.”

The reliability of Arbitron’s radio es-
timates could be improved by increasing
the sample sizes, but according to the
study, to reduce the sampling error by 50%,
a 300% increase in sample size would be
required. The study recommended that Ar-
bitron and its subscribers work together to
increase sample sizes at the lowest possi-
ble cost without sacrificing the quality of the
estimates.

tion for the conference has been underway
for four years and proposals from each of
153 participating nations are due in
January. The FCC, together with the
National Telecommunications and Infor-
mation Agency, are working on the U.S.
stance, to be cleared by the State Depart-
ment.

A formal rulemaking with notice of in-
quiry would have to proceed any im-
plementation of the AM expansion. The
commission’s proposal would allow an ex-
isting travelers’advisory service to continue
on the 1605-1615 space. And although
broadcasters would share the additional
spectrum with other non-broadcast ser-
vices, the FCC staff estimates the expan-
sion of the band would allow about 800 new
AM stations to go on the air. However, some
of the new channels might be claimed by
existing station owners, who are currently
limited to daytime-only operations.

Boost to Minorities

An expansion of the AM band to this ex-
tentcould be a boon to prospective AM sta-
tion owners— minorities in particular—
who have had little success in buying into
existing stations in desirable markets.
Naturally it would take some time for the
redesigned radio receivers to reach suf-
ficient numbers among consumers, so de-
mand for the new channels may get off to a
slow start.

Sam Simon, executive director of the
National Citizens Committee for Broad-
casting, characterised the AM part of the
FCC's proposals as “ferrific.” The added
spectrum space would open up oppor-
tunities for minorities and enhance
programming diversity in general, he said.

The National Association of Broad-
casters, which contributed to the docket
throughout the FCC's consideration of the
WARC proposals, supported the AM ex-
pansion from the beginning. An NAB officer
said last week that it will be five to 10 years
before the process grinds through, from
WARC to a regional agreement (with Mex-
ico and Canada), to an FCC domestic
proceeding. At that time, he speculated,
"“there will be pounds and pounds of com-
ments filed.”

Super-power Stations

A separate FCC staff report, to be con-
sidered by the full commission later this
month, addressed the subject of high-
power or clear channel AM stations. Such
stations operating at 200 kilowatts to 750
kw (much stronger than the current 50 kw
maximum allowed by the FCC) have been
suggested in the past as one way to bring
radio signals to rural areas outside the nor-
mal range of existing stations. But the staff
recommended the FCC drop the idea of
super-power operators on clear channels.
The staff contends this would open up
nearly 150 additional AM channels
instead— station assignments the FCC had
reserved in case high powered stations
eventually were allowed. One reason the

night super-power broadcasts to rural
areas are not needed any longer, it was
noted, is the growing appeal of FM radio.

Both FCC and industry sources
speculated that opening up the clear chan-
nel frequencies to new stations would set
off a mad scramble among applicants for
new stations. And minority broadcasters
would get preference for the new radio fre-
quencies because, under both Con-
gressional and FCC guidelines, minorities
are to be included in station ownership in
greater number.

Sources on both sides refused to
speculate on how the addition of this num-
ber of AM stations might alter the flow of
advertising dollars, saying that question will
be met for in the future.

The Blues Brothers. There is bound to be
considerable controversy about this group
and their Atlantic album._ “Briefcase Full Of
Blues.” Whether comment of a critical
nature will have any effect on the album is
hard to say but the fact here is that two gift-
ed performers, John Belushi and Dan
Aykroyd, have taken an idea which
developed out of one of their typically
lunatic skits on “Saturday Night Live” and
have made an album.

On the one hand. there is bound to be
comment about a couple of white dilet-
tantes ripping off the blues. Yet, there is
plenty of precedent for that (remember that
the Rolling Stones were as important as
any single group in bringing about the
blues revival of the 1960s). But at the same
time. there is no way that this pair, without
the TV exposure, could have formed the
dynamite band they have (Matt Murphy,
Steve Cropper, Duck Dunn, etc.) and
gained the ears of important people at
Atlantic. It is safe to say that a black duo,
with these arrangements of this repertoire.
wouldn’'t get past the security guards even if
they possessed twice the modest talents of
the Blues Brothers.

Aykroyd has one novelty vocal and the
harp solos (which are nothing to write home
about). white Belushi has the lead vocals.
Thus most of the album is Belushi with this
killer band in back of him. Itis easy to cringe
during “Flip Flop & Fly” when he imitates
Joe Turner’'s mumbling. but Floyd Dixon’s
"Hey Bartender” is a ball and, as perfor-

mances, several of the tunes can stand on
their own. It is the feeling here Belushi may
be playing this both ways. If the album takes
off and the act becomes established, then
perhaps he'll become a true patron of the
blues in that the Blues Brothers will lead a
certain segment of the public to seek out
Junior Wells, Little Walter, Muddy Waters,
Howlin’ Wolf and many of the other seminal
figures of the blues. If, on the other hand.
the album stays a curiosity item (and thus
an expensive bomb for Atlantic), he can
say. well it was a gag and fun while it lasted.
Yet. when he says "I suggest you buy as
many blues albums as you can,” Belushi
has a solid message for everyone.

Still on the Atlantic case: interesting to
note that the number one best-selling jazz
album in England is “Clickin’ With Clax,” an
LP of previously unissued material from
1956 by Shorty Rogers which has never
been issued in the U.S. There is another
a'lbum of unissued Rogers, and together
they'd make a very nice double album for
the U.S. market.

The Ray Charles-Staples concert atCar-
negie was something of a disappointment.
The Staples had a rather tame band, and
while there were moments, Mavis tended to
drag out tunes long beyond what they
merited while The Genius of Soul had a
band that seemed under-rehearsed.
Charles himself was fine, but sound system
problems (again) and lack of inspirational
support dragged him down.

“Promotion is the key to the success of
any artist,” she says. “If you don’t have
strong promotion you don’t have anything.
NO one can determine a hit record. It's
getting it on the air that counts.”

To augment the promotional efforts of
ABC, Green has enlisted the aid of Music
Vision, an independent promotion and
marketing company, which is currently in-
volved in the campaign on behalf of
Bishop's second album, “Bish.”

“Music Vision has been extremely in-
fluential in obtaining the strong AOR base
that we achieved for Stephen on this album,
which is something that we never had
before,” Green says. “They did an amazing
job on that level, which was a main priority
for us because it is extremely important to
cover all bases with radio. However it's im-
possible for the independents to deliver a
hit record on their own. They have to have
the full support and follow-through of the
record company behind them.”

Advance Planning

Green stresses that the marketing and
promotional campaign created by the label
must be planned well in advance.

“No record should be released without a
well-thought out campaign behind it that
keeps building and growing every few
weeks and then develops after certain air-
play and sales plateaus are reached,” she
says. “Each person involved should know
what is to be achieved and there should be
total follow-through and coordination from
all sources. An artist’s career is built like a
stepping stone and we should be con-
tinually looking to advance it and develop it
month by month.”

The responsibility of overseeing the ac-
tivities of the record company to ensure
that the campaign behind a record is
proceeding as planned is one of the
primary responsibilities of a good
manager, Green says.

“Itis the total responsibility of a manager
to make sure that his artist is given the
whole-hearted attention and support of the
record company,” she says. “Too many

people allow recordstobe released without
the correct amount of planning involved.
That is where good management comesin.
It is the manager’s responsibility to make
sure that the campaigns are planned and
set in advance of product being released.”

Green says the close relationship she
has developed with Bishop makes it easier
for her to work with ABC in mapping out
marketing strategies.

“Stephen and | are friends and not just
cut and dry business associates,” she says.
“That's why | can work so hard on his behalf
because | understand his talent, needs,
goals and career outlook. Many managers,
unfortunately, don’t understand how im-
portantitisto be able to speak on behalf of
their artist as if it were the artist themselves
stating their point of view.”

Aside from her involvement in the
business sphere of Bishop's career, Green
says she also occasionally serves as a
sounding board when Bishop is recording.

“l don’t tell Stephen what he should
record or how he should record it,” she
says, “but | think an artist has to have
somebody they trust to bounce ideas off. |
also think an artist should be able to d»
what they want in the studio unless it is
'something that the manager believes might
be detrimental to their career.”

Expansion Planned

Although Bishop is currently Green'’s
only client, she says she would eventually
like to expand her management involve-
ment outside the recording industry to in-
clude someone in the field of acting. And
Green has already had a taste of the motion
picture industry as Bishop has appeared in
two pictures, “Kentucky Fried Movie” and
“Animal House.”

“My ultimate business goal is to reach a
certain high artistic and commercial
plateau with Stephen in the recording in-
dustry and then to branch out into motion
pictures. | don’t think you have to be limited
to only one sphere of the entertainment in-
dustry. | think one day Stephen will be
recogn.zed for his acting capabilities as
well as his music, but for the moment our
first priority is still music.”

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Jimmy Bowen Named Head
Of Elektra Nashville Division

by Bob Campbell

NASHVILLE — Elektra/Asylum chairman
Joe Smith announced last week the im-
mediate appointment of Jimmy Bowen as
vice president/general manager of
Nashville operations for the label.

Bowen resigned Nov. 15 as vice
president and general manager of MCA
Records in Nashville after a brief three-
and-a-half-month stint. His new appoint-
ment to the E/A post has ended weeks of in-
dustry speculation here concerning a move
by Bowen back into independent produc-
tion or acceptance of arecord company ex-
ecutive job.

Smith and Elektra/Asylum president
Steve Wax both have known Bowen for
many years and are convinced they have
hired a man capable of steering E/A’s
country division to the very top of the
market.

“All of the elements involved in calling an
individual a professional came into the pic-
ture with Jimmy Bowen,” Smith said. “My
own relationship with Jimmy dates back to
his days as a recording artist and later as a
hit producer at Warner Brothers Records.
We believe he will be the man to take
Elektra Records to the position in country
music we feel we can attain. We are all ex-
cited about working with this exceptionally
talented and personable man.”

Business Legend

Wax is equally enthusiastic: "l have
worked with him in the past and consider
him a legend in the business. | am proud to
have him associated with us."”

A veteran of more than 20 years in the
music business as artist, songwriter, A&R
director, producer and record company
head, Bowen moved to Nashvillein 1976 as
anindependent producer before moving to
MCA here. Bowen is an outspoken propo-
nent of the future and potential of Nashville
as a music center, and he told Cash Box he
accepted the E/A position because he felt
Smith and Wax were committed to a strong
Nashville operation.

“In our talks, | have become convinced
by Steve Wax and Joe Smith that they want
to do the full job in Nashville,” said Bowen,
who once produced Frank Sinatra, Dean
Martin, Sammy Davis, Jr. and Kenny

Rogers as A&R head of Warner/Reprise
Records in Los Angeles in the mid-60's. “I
have known Smith and Wax for a long time,
and what | want to do can be done with

these people’s support. | think their think-
ing is more in line with mine than with
anyone else | have spoken to.

“As our meetings progressed, they gave
me confidence they want to be the best in

country music,” Bowen added. "I met the
heads of the departments and many of the
people in the organization out there, and |
am very impressed with the label and the
people. We can't do anything by being a lit-
tle island here in Nashville. We have to have
the full support of the company.”
High Expectations

Bowen holds high expectations for the
E/A Nashville operation. In tact, he said
E/A’s goal is to achieve top status in
Nashville in the next five years as a country
division.

“l expect Elektra/Asylum to be No. 2 in
Nashville in three years and number onein
five,” said Bowen, who once recorded a hit
single, “I'm Sticking With You,” in 1957 for
Roulette. “We will be signing name artists
and developing new ones who we feel have
unlimited sales potential. We will look for
artists who can sell LPs and be greatin per-
son as well. They will be country artists, but
they will be supported by the company as a
whole.

“Our main objective is to build E/A here
into the best country label,” Bowen added.
“At MCA, we were building a broad roster
involving all types of music. But we are go-
ing to work with country acts at E/A."

After recording and writing for Roulette
during the '50s, Bowen moved to Los
Angeles in 1960 as an A&R man for War-
ner/Reprise. He left Reprise in 1968 and
operated as an independent producer in
Los Angeles until 1974. Atthattime, he took
over as president of MGM Records. Two
years later, Bowen moved to Arkansas and
then to Nashville. Bowen now produces Mel
Tillis, Sterling Whipple and Roy Head.

(shockingly) a banjo line by Larry McNeely. A voice-over gives the semblance of a plotline.
The handclap pace irtensifies and the choir sings of the coming of Christ. Check this
record out!

If by chance you overlooked this remix by John Luongo, drop what you are doing and
find it. Produced by Paul Riser and Gloria Jones, this A-side cooks at 136 BPM with steady
high-hat, congas, whistles and percussion touches leading intc a funky bass line, rhythm
guitars and strings. The chorus is pure celebration of love on the dance floor. Spiraling
. strings and R&B influenced verse are skillfully complemented by the chorus. A percussion
break is loaded with goodies. Thinning out to kick drum, high-hat and chorus, the track
goes out at 133 BPM. Theflipside “Just LetIt Lay” at 108 BPM is sultry funk with outspoken

Taken from Blondie's rock album “Parallel Lines” produced by Mike Chapman, this
remixed track ought to attract a new following for the band and Deborah Harry. Alternating
snarg and steady kick beat (116 BPM), slurring high-hat work and throbbing synthesizer
line are reinforced by Harry's willowy and enticing vocals which are of unusual quality.
This record would be useful for cooling out the patrons.

Motown specializes in double-sided commercial 12-inchers. This teaming is
spearheaded by Ross’ “What You Gave Me” which was restructured for the dancefloor with
anew intro of funky keyboards and kick drum. Both sides are labelled with the new “Eye-
Cue Mix" for easy identification. The intensity eases down for Ross’ lead vocals. Strings
tower overhead and then drop suddenly at the break. This is a fine rhythm track. “Free Me
From My Freedom” by Pointer on the flipside is extended and features a new bass break.
The lead and backing singing is gutsy. The track also features a banjo break.

Mid-Line Albums Doing Well,
But Some Prefer Full-Lines

by Ken Terry

NEW YORK — As list prices have risen, a
number of mid-lines have sprung up to fill
the gap between full-line and budget
classical albums. Currently listing for $5.98
and $6.98, these mid-lines include DG's
Privilege series. Philips’ Festivo line, the
ABC Seon series, Peters International,
Haydn Society, Poseidon and Serenus.

Among several classical retailers sur-
veyed, there was some difference of opi-
nion about the attractiveness of mid-line
records compared with full-price records.
Victor Comer of the Harvard Coop, for ex-
ample, felt that “money isn't the real ob-
ject,” and that people will buy an album “if it
has the right combination of sound quality
and performance and repertoire.” Ann
Cooper of Tower Records in Los Angeles,
on the other hand, felt that, regardless of
these considerations, many customers
prefer full-priced records because they are
suspicious of mid-lines. “The customer is
concerned with why it is mid-priced. Is it
because of the pressing, or for what
reason? So a lot of people are skeptical of
buying a mid-price because they think that
maybe the pressing is bad, even though it
might be the same performance as on a
full-price.”

Cooper tempered her stand by noting
that Festivo and Privilege are usually con-
sidered to be in the same class with DC and
Philips. People know that these records are
manufactured abroad, she said, and that
they have better pressings than American
discs. In addition, they frequently feature
“more renowned” performers than
recordings on labels like ABC, Peters, or
Serenus, she indicated.

Building Business

Steve Whealton of the Discount Record &
Book Shop in Washington, D.C. had amore
optimistic view of mid-lines. An intelligent
customer, he said, will buy a good mid-line
record, ‘“partly because he has sense
enough to realize that it's probably worth-
while, and secondly, he’s going to do it
because most of the people who work here

are going to recommend it when we're
asked whatwe like — in spite of the fact that
we stand to make 80¢ more the other way
around (with a full-line LP). And the reason
we dothatiswefigure that, unless we're un-
lucky, we're probably going to end up mak-
ing more than 80¢ out of it in the long run.
We're trying to create as much long-term
business as possible.”

Oddiv enough, Whealton said, mid-line
sales are increased by a prejudice among
some customers against budget records.
This is especially noticeable around
Christmas, he noted, when many people
who don't know classical music come in to
buy gifts. If they ask him for the best perfor-
mance of a work, and he shows them a

PUCCINI: Madame Butterfly. Scotto, Domingo, Wixell, |*"ecowsa
Philharmonic Orchestra, Lorin Maazel, conductor. Columbla

M3 35181. List: 23.94.

Scotto, who has shown her affinity for Puccini on many
previous recordings, gives us a sharply defined, truly pathetic
Butterfly. Her “Un bel di” does not surpass all others for sheer
loveliness of tone, but itdisplays a unique dramatic tension that
springs from Scotto’s thorough understanding of her role.
Placido Domingo adroitly conveys Pinkerton’s callousness
without making him an arch-villain, while Ingvar Wixell creates a

From the very first bar, Solti is the master of this perfor-
mance. His conducting charges the complex score with an elec-
tricity that is rarely encountered onstage, let alone on record.
Carlo Cossuta makes a fine Otello, whether he is romanticizing
with Desdemona in Act | or cursing her in Act Ill. And, while
Margaret Price’s Desdemona doesn’t quite have the depth of
Scotto’s on a recent RCA album, her voice is ravishing and her
performance affecting. Finally, Gabriel Bacquier's lago exerts a

gruesome, fascinating power.

FRANCK: Symphony in D minor. NBC Symphony Orchestra.
Guido Cantelil, conductor. RCA ARL 1-3005. List: $7.98.
Originally released in mono, this 1954 stereo recording
shows both the influence of Cantelli's mentor, Toscanini, and
the individual style which this conductor was starting to develop
just two years before his untimely death in an air crash. While
exhibiting a straightforward approach that was also charac-
teristic of Toscanini, Cantelli gave this performance a warmth
and a liveliness that served Franck’s music well. At the same
time, he carefully avoided gushiness or undue sentimentality.

The result is well worth a listen.

FAMA Sponsors Meeting To Discuss
Proposed Cigarette Vend Legislation

CHICAGO — The Florida Amusement
Merchandising Assn. held a special
meeting Dec. 12 at the Orlando Marriott to
discuss a bill pertaining to cigarette
vending machines that has reportedly been
filed in the state legislature.

As proposed, the bill requires that iden-
tification stickers and meters be affixed to
all cigarette vending machines in operation
throughout the state. The bill stipulates that
these stickers be maintained on an annual
basis at a fee of $5 per sticker and that each
contain such identification as the serial
number of the machine and the year of
validation.

The required metering device, as
stipulated in the bill, must be “tamper-
proof’ and of a “type approved and
authorized by the Division of Alcoholic
Beverages and Tobacco” which will be em-
powered to “prescribe and promulgate ap-
propriate rules governing the use and
possession of such metering devices.”

Emergency Bulletin

In an emergency bulletin to its mem-
bership, FAMA cautioned that while this
particular bill applies only to cigarette
machines, there is reason for concern that
a similar situation could arise with respect
to “all coin operated machines.”

MORE BLACK OWNERSHIP — The proposed merger of the Gannett Company and
Comblined Communications could mean greater participation for minority groups in the
mass media. The National Black Media Coalltlon last week announced an agreement with
the two companies that will be designed to bring about the most participation.

In order to help minorities enter the ranks of broadcast owners, Gannett has proposed:
(1) to notify prospective minority purchasers of the availabilities of properties which it has
no interest in acquiring; (2) if the company intends to sell any of its media properties, it will
instruct the broker to contact minority purchasers; and (3) Gannett will make available with
no charge to minority groups its management expertise on a consulting basis in financial
management and planning, and arrange for the training seminars. Gannett is also
presently involved in the sale of one of its stations to a minority-owned company, the sale is
contingent on completion of the Gannett/CCC merger.

UPS Alternative

The rates quoted by United Parcel Ser-
vice are of interest to record companies, in
light of the postal service’s latest hike. The
highest zoned rate (ie. trans-continental)
UPS has is $1.04 for the first pound, 30
cents for each additional pound. The lowest
zoned rate (ie. within the state), is 82 cents
for the first pound, seven cents each ad-
ditional pound. But several record com-
panies have found that, for heavier
packages, it pays to go with UPS. Further,
there is no additional charge if a customer
returns the records or if they are un-
deliverable. “Even for promotional or
review albums, several companies are tur-
ning to UPS," according to RIAA’s brief.

tions, Four Tops, Supremes, Miracles and
many more had pop hits. And the seminal
fifties, black artists like Fats Domino and
Chuck Berry helped shape pop music. But
still, to a great degree, the participation was
that of an outsider looking in.

In the past, successful R&B records jum-
ped from the R&B chart to the pop chart,
giving birth to the phrase ‘crossover.’
Although that pattern is still typical, many
records are now receiving simultaneous at-
tention on both R&B and pop charts, as well
as across-the-board airplay.

Since the inception of the Commodores
on the Tuskegee campus a decade ago,
members of the grouo have been attentive
to rock and R&B musical strains. Early in
the group’s career, according to Lionel
Richie, they attempted a crossover sound
and met with substantial resistance.
Retrenching, the group developed a firm
R&B base and enjoyed a long line of hits.

“When we came out with ‘Just To Be
Close To You' in 1976, | thought it was an
across-the-board hit,” Richie recalls. "We
took it to radio stations and a program
director came out and said it sounded ‘too
black.’ ” He adds, “When | write a song that
goes to everyone, | want across-the-board
stations to play it. As anartistand writer, it is
insulting to be pigeon-holed.”

By 1977, the situation had changed
radically. The Commodores’ sixth album
contained the song “Easy,” which became
one of the group's biggest across-the-
board hits, appealing to pop, R&B and easy
listening audiences.

“| wrote ‘Easy’ geared to crossover,” says
Richie. “I wanted to prove to that program
director that regardless of the color of an
artist, a good record will cross.

“It's ironic because the follow-up single
‘Brick House' crossed too whenitreally was
an R&B and disco tune. Butitcrossed. That
meant to me we had won. When | wrote
‘Three Times A Lady,’ | was not trying to
prove anything. | wrote asong from my feel-
ings and it was accepted as a song.”

“Stations went on ‘Three Times A
Lady, " says Benny Ashburn, the group's
manager, “that had never played black
music before. Most black artists have to go
up the R&B chart and then go pop, but our
song went straight up pop. The acceptance
was there.”

“Three Times A Lady,” from the “Natural
High” album, received international atten-
tion, topping charts in Australia, England,
South Africa and other countries. It was
voted the #1 song in Canada at CFTR in
Toronto. Nate Harvel on Republic Records
received an ASCAP award for his country

album chart.

Khan attributes her current crossover
success to the sophisticated marketing ef-
fort behind her product. “The ‘color line’
restrictions facing me are breaking down
because of my merchandising,” says Khan.
“Rufus was playing music that aimed at’
breaking down the barriers but now my new
label (Warner Bros.) is putting more money
behind me to create a more acceptable
image.”

Khan notes that when she goes into the
studio, her intent is not to appeal to a par-
ticular market. Her producer, Arif Mardin,
echoes that feeling.

“When we go into the studio,” says Mar-
din, “we are trying to make the best record
possible. | think with this record we used
great players and avoided loading the
record with certain stylistic identifications
which would narrow its direction. But pop
and R&B are merging. We made an R&B
record with arrangements and treatments
that made it accessible. Chaka is a great
singer and interpreter. The marriage bet-
ween our abilities made the record. Then
Warner Bros. made it a priority.”

One of the original Atlantic producers,
Mardin has produced Aretha Franklin,
Roberta Flack & Donny Hathaway in addi-
tion to playing a crucial role in the career
turnaround of the Bee Gees by producing
the transitional “Main Course” album.
Recently, he produced Carly Simon’s
“Boys In The Trees” album and is at work
on Flack and Hathaway's second duet
album.

Crossover Potential

“We know we have crossover potential
with Flack and Hathaway because the
songs we are using are three great unrecor-
ded songs written by Stevie Wonder. We
are not computers that can be program-
med to produce across-the-board hits. If
we're lucky with a great song and a great
performance then we have a hit," he ex-
plains.

Disco music was cited by many obser-
vers as offering R&B artists a new chance
for pop exposure.

A disco explosion was initiated this year
by the landmark “Saturday Night Fever"”
which as a muiti-media event achieved un-
precedented market penetration. Spawn-
ing a rash of #1 singles by the Bee Gees, the
album also propelled the careers of K.C. &
The Sunshine Band, Tavares, Kool & The
Gang, The Trammps, M.F.S.B., and Ralph
MacDonald.

On a broader scale, the success of that
dance-oriented album turned the heads of
many musicians. Disco was seen by musi-
cians of diverse backgrounds as ameans of

cover of the song. “Easy” was also covered
and charted country.
Changing Concert Audience

As a result of these crossover records,
the audience at Commodore concerts
changed from primarily black to a racially
mixed crowd, according to Ashburn. “Our
show remained the same but we now have
new places to go,” he says. The Com-
modores recently played for the first time
several dates in the state of Washington to
sold-out crowds. In addition, they
headlined with groups like Kansas at the
Toronto Jam before 170,000 rock fans.

Chaka Khan is another artist from an
R&B background who is making substan-
tial pop inroads. Her current album,
“Chaka,” stands at #1 on the R&B album
chart and moved into the Top 20 on the pop

finding an initial market from which to at-
tract greater pop attention. Particularly in
disco, the color of the performer became
increasingly unimportant.

“Disco is a melting pot,” says Nile
Rodgers of Chic. “It doesn't matter if you
are white, black, Spanish or whatever.
Disco breaks down barriers between peo-
ple. It's the music and the beat that mat-
ters.”

TV exposure has played an important
role in popularizing the disco phenomenon.
Colorful groups such as The Village People
and Donna Summer have benefited by ex-
posure on TV shows such as “Merv Griffin,”
“Midnight Special” and a plethora of new
dance-oriented shows which have been
spawned in recent months to capitalize on
the current “discomania.”

Whereas once disco music was an un-
derground club scene found in New York,
Miami, San Francisco and other
cosmopolitan centers, the music has now
found its way onto Top 40 airwaves. Chic,
Alicia Bridges, Donna Summer, The Village
People, Dan Hartman, Chanson, Cheryl
Lynn and Sylvester all have disco-oriented
songs which are pop hits on this week’s Top
100 Singles chart.

Mainstream pop artists are now also
flirting with disco. The Stones’ “Miss You”

owed a great deal to disco. Rod Stewart has
just released “Do Ya Think I'm Sexy?”
which will receive pop and disco attention.
Even country/pop artist Dolly Parton has
recently released a disco track “Baby, I'm
Burnin’.’

Crossing Jazz

In contrast to R&B, the phenomenon of
jazz crossing over to the pop chartis an oc-
currence of the 1970s. Artists such as
Chuck Mangione and George Benson have
reached new audiences which were
previously beyond the grasp of traditional
jazz performers. During this decade, a new
jazz synthesis — jazz fusion — has brought
together jazz, rock and R&B elements.
Seminal works of this movement are
records such as “Bitches’ Brew” by Miles
Davis, “Head Hunters" by Herbie Hancock
and Donald Byrd's “Blackbyrds.”

Despite the charge by mainstream
players that fusion has had a detrimental
effect on jazz, crossover artists maintain
that jazz has always been an evolutionary
music and that fusion is but another step in
the development of jazz.

“It is a challenge for me to play fusion,”
says George Duke. ‘| have been
categorized in the past as ajazz player but|
think musicians must change and broaden
their horizons.”

The fusionists also maintain that by in-
corporating contemporary rhythms and
electronics, they are reaching a wider
audience of younger listeners who were
never exposed to traditional jazz. "The
point is to reach as many people as possi-
ble,” says Duke.

As a by-product, many fusion
enthusiasts have traced the music
“backwards” from Stanley Turrentine, Billy
Cobham, John Klemmer, Stanley Clarke,
Grover Washington Jr. and others to dis-
cover mainstream jazz.

“It's wonderful what happens when
somebody buys a new record by George
Benson or Herbie Hancock,” says
Mangione. “It encourages that person to
buy everything those artists ever made, and
as a result, they meet the other significant
jazz players who have played with them.”

Many black pop acts have for years in-

Now, for artists such as George Benson and
Chuck Mangione who have established
substantial pop followings, even the term
“crossover’ is no longer applicable.

“Werecognize,” says Ken Fritz, Benson’s
manager, “that we will get airplay in many
areas, it is not necessary with George
anymore to worry about establishing a jazz
or R&B base first. Our marketing campaign
is multi-pronged to reach his wider
audience.”

Pivotal Point

The “White Rabbit’ album which was
released in 1972 was cited by both Fritz and
Benson as a pivotal point in the artist's
career. The CTI/Motown album included
several successful covers of pop tunes and
featured an all-star group of players in-
cluding Herbie Mann, Bill Cobham and
Airto. However, the “Breezin’'"” album,
which was produced by Tommy LiPuma for
Warner Bros., was Benson’s big pop
breakthrough.

“Masquerade,” a tune written by Leon
Russell, was a strong success in part due to
Benson's jazzy but pop vocal intrepreta-
tion. That album and Benson’s subsequent
two albums reached multi-platinum levels
of sales.

Like Benson, flugelhorn player
Mangione reached a new level of success
on the strength of a hit single. “Feels So

see it all around me. | see people wearing
brown shoes and blue pants. It's a mixture.
“Nobody wants to be categorized as
anything,” Klein added. “They want to be
individuals and they want to do what they
want to do. People want to be themselves.
It's all a reflection of identity.’

Acuff Discuss
Homogenization

It's not surprising that country artists
who have altered their sound in search
of pop crossover success consider the
homogenization of the two genres as a
positive trend, which they say reflects
the growth of country music.

But how do the artists who have
remained traditional in their approach
to recording country music feel? Are
they afraid country music will lose its
identity?

Apparently not, according to country
music stalwarts Roy Acuff, a regular for
years on the stage of the Grand Ole
Opry, and Loretta Lynn, who is con-
sidered by many country fans as “the
gueen of country music.”

What might result from the trend,
Lynn says, is a migration by a few artists
from the country to the pop field.

“I don’t think true country music will
ever lose its identity,” she says. “But |
think some of the artists will leave
country music. | can't see the country
artists changing much more before
they can no longer be considered
country artists. | mean, if they aren’t

the result of musicians supplying their
audience with what they demand.

“The basic country audience is probably
more sophisticated now and is demanding
more than just a rhythm guitar, bass, steel
and fiddle,” Bare says. “They are hearing a
better sound and they want it.” Columbia is
currently in the midst of a campaign to
broaden Bare's audience, and as part of
that move, Bare recently signed for
management with rock impresario Bill
Graham.

Just as country music fans may be more
sophisticated in their musical
backgrounds, so are many of the young
musicians who are playing on Nashville
sessions. So in addition to the stalwarts
who have been playing on records in Music
City foras much as 30 years or more, whose

Reynolds comment that he does not
worry about how a record is classified was
echoed by most of the artists and
producers interviewed. In fact, most said
they think itis the radio industry and record
companies who are to a large degree
responsible for categorizing music.

Elvis

Felton Jarvis, who produced Elvis
Presley’s records throughout the years,
said they were never worried about
categories when Elvis went in to record.

“We never even thought about whether it
was going to be country or pop, we just cut
it,” Jarvis says. “We would cut it the way it
would fall and if it came out and everybody
said it was country, fine; if it came out and
they said rock, fine. But we never really
said, ‘Hey, let's put a steel guitar on there
and do country.” We just cut it however we
wanted to, and however it felt, that's how it
was cut.”

Regarding instrumentation, which often
determines whether a record is labelled
country or rock, Jarvis says, “Basically we
just used what we thought would be nice on
it or what Elvis would like. Elvis more or less
called all the shots and because he had alot
of country influence in his earlier days, he
liked steel guitars and fiddles and banjos,
because he grew up with it."”

Jarvis also said radio has contributed to
the confusion as to just what is country,
whatis rock and where the line between the
two is drawn.

Disc Jockey's Role

"The disc jockey, for one thing, is one
who is kind of erasing (the boundaries). A
country artist to me is someone like Loretta
Lynn. But some of these country stations
are playing the Eagles and Olivia Newton-
John. Olivia Newton-John isn’t really coun-
try, she's more MOR, to me. But she's had
great acceptance among country listeners
because the country stations are leaning
towards this type of thing.(The stations) are
trying to broaden their base, to get a better
rating.

“Back in the ‘40s,” Jarvis adds, “a typical
country station’s audience was limited to
the farmer and the rurat areas, whereas to-
day they are trying to broaden that and they
are getting the city folks to listen to country
music by doing it.”

Image Changing

Crystal Gayle, too, thinks the image of
country music has changed in the past few
years and that is one reason its support is
no longer as regionally-based as it once
was.

“Country was really thought of in a
backwards way,” Gayle said in a recent

backgrounds are straight country, many ar-
tists can now use session musicians who
were raised on rock, R&B, and jazz as well
as country.

So says Allen Reynolds, who produced
Crystal Gayle’s pop/country successes. “I
know that on Crystal's records there is a
real fusion of musical sounds, because no.
only the songs, the singer and the
producer, but the musicians themselves
are widely exposed.

“So if |, as the producer, don't restrain
them too much, their own roots and in-
fluences are going to come through. So in
the studio, sometimes I've had a mixture of
people with a heavy jazz background, a
heavy bluegrass background and an R&B
background. You dump them ail in the pot,
tieinto areally good song, withoutworrying
aboutwhatclassificationitlandsin, and you
might make a good record,” Reynolds says.

Cash Box interview. “But | think that now it

has grown to the point where a lot of peo-

ple’s tastes have changed and they are will-

ing to admit that they like country music.”
Regional Aspect

Steve Gold, Tanya Tucker's manager,
suggests that the regional aspect of country
music partially explains why there has been
a greater separation in the pastdecade and
a half between country and rock than with
R&B and rock.

R&B music, Gold says, “is urban, and
pop is urban. And country is country, sub-
urban. It's a simple case of exposure.”

He noted, however, that by looking back
to the 1950s when rock ‘n’ roll was getting
started, that it wasn't always the case that
R&B and rock were side by side on the air-
waves and the charts.

The classification process, Gold says, “is
always fluctuating as the writers and the

populus fluctuates." Jerry Goldstein,
Gold’s partner in Far Out Productions and
producer of Tanya Tucker’s latest album,
added, “l remember when there were more
country crossover records and no R&B
crossovers. All the R&B songs were recor-
ded by white people such as Pat Boone and
people like that. Black records couldn’t get
on pop stations.

“But country records like Brenda Lee's
were all over the pop charts,” Goldstein
says. “Then in the ‘60s, black music
became crossover music.”

“And then the British invasion came and

black artists, American artists for that mat-
ter, couldn’t get played again,” Gold says.

Tucker, whose new rock-oriented “TNT"
album represents one of the boldest
musical shifts of any country artist, agreed
that categorization has littte meaning for
her.

She admitted that “I am known to the
world as a country singer,” but added, “I'm
getting to where | really don't care what
label they puton me, as long as people buy
the records and like me and come to the
shows. If they want to call me ‘acid rock’
that's fine. If they like me, that's all | want.”

She said one of the reasons she wanted
to do a record with a rock base is that “|
think a lot of country music tends to be a lit-
tle thin. There’s no bottom to it. Rock ‘n’ roll
is more music-oriented. Country music is
more the words and the lyrics of the com-
mon man. | hope to put both of those
together.”

Tucker is carrying the expansion beyond
her record and into her current tour, which
includes dates attraditional country venues
as well as such rock clubs as New York's
Bottom Line and The Roxy in Los Angeles.

Tom Collins, who has produced Ronnie
Milsap, Barbara Mandrell and Jim Ed
Brown & Helen Cornelius, said an artist's
stature can play an important role in
whatever homogenization may be taking
place.

Seasoned Artists

“The reason | think this is happening is
because these artists are all very seasoned
artists. They've been around and they've
developed and their careers are increasing
tothe pointwhere they are the type of enter-
tainer who can play to various audiences,”
Collins says.

“We have an opportunity for artists to
really become professionals by the time
they start peaking,” Collins says. “It hasn’t
just been a two or three year career.
They've had an opportunity to build and
grow.”

He said there is also an increased
awareness in Nashville that country music
is not just a local or regional form any more,
but national and international in its appeal.

“We don'tthink about if this record is just

such as Presley, Johnny Cash and Charlie
Rich, for instance, who had pop hits in the
1960s.

Allen Reynolds suggests this is because
it has only been in the last seven or eight
years that the record industry has begun to
function on a parallel with other American
industries.

Prior to that, most people in or out of the
industry weren’t quite as concerned with
categories, so when one artist moved into a
different field, record executives and radio
programmers concentrated on that par-
ticular record, not the artists past works.

“American industry (in the late '50s and
early '60s) was sort of reaching the peak of
refinement of the marketing techniques
that had their beginning after World Warll,”
Reynolds says.

Industry Comes Of Age

But, he adds, “The record industry
became a real industry in the late ‘60s and
began to think of itseif as anindustry a great
deal. Companies started developing
marketing techniques they hadn't used
before and, quite frankly, they began
putting more faith in their marketing in
some areas than they did in their music. |
think marketing men seem to need a han-
dle or a category and radio, especially, dur-
ing that decade, transferred from the per-
sonality type jock to a format such that you
couldn’t tell one from the other regardless
of what city you were in.

“Radio is the big homogenizer,”
Reynolds says. “People in L.A. programm-
ing stations all across the country in their
chain; peoptle in Atlanta programming sta-
tions in the east; big discount houses han-
dling records. | think all of those things have
a ot to do with the growth of trying to lock
things into categories.”

Further, he said, once an artist gets
locked into a category it is very hard to
break out of the mold.

Effect On Traditional Country

One other aspect of homogenization
which concerns many, including those ar-
tists and producers who are doing it, is the
effect this is having on traditional country
music.

Are these artists helping country music

Vias has responsibility for acquisition of
outside labels, artists and masters for ex-
ploitation in Latin America, direction and
administration of licensees in Latin
America, promotion of Latin American
product in that region and initiation and
coordination of RCA artist tours throughout
Latin America.

‘The goals of this office are to achieve
the maximum penetration in all the markets
we cover,” Vias notes.

Vias adds that RCA is embarking on a
program of sending film clips to display
both the artist and the song.

“This is much needed,” he says. “Film
clips are used basically throughout the rest
of the world, but notin the U.S.In Europe as
well as South America, film clips are made
available to television stations for use
whenever there’s an opportunity and these
clips are used extensively.’

Also staffing the new office are Rick
Correoso, administration, and Mercy
Lopez, coordinator of promotion and

publicity. “As we expand, we'll add ad-
ditional personnel,” Vias says.

Australia

SYDNEY — David Bowie has run into two
problems on his Australian tour: noise
poliution and forged tickets. Thousands of
complaints were registered over the noise
of Bowie's Sydney Showground concerts,
which followed complaints the previous
week over Peter Frampton’s concert.

Sydney authorities drove around the sur-
rounding area during the two Bowie con-
certs armed with decibel meters. Although
the noise pollution act provides that any
amount of noise can be made before mid-
night, they were considering taking action
against Bowie and the promoters.

The other problem was that more than
10,000 fake tickets for the two concerts
were printed and many were sold for about
half the normal price. Concert promoter
Paul Dainty said police found six mistakes
on the forgeries and added that nobody
would see the concerts using the phony
tickets.

The Littie River Band has recorded
Spanish versions of its hit single “Reminisc-
ing.” The single will be available soon in
Spain, South America and the Philippines.

TORONTO — The Canadian Recording In-
dustry Association has endorsed a
proposal made by a federal member of
Parliament, which asks the federal govern-
ment to consider enacting a capital cost
allowance program for Canadian record
companies.

The program, first submitted to the
Minister of Finance two years ago, has been
largely ignored by the Liberal government.
But during a recent budget debate, conser-
vative party MP David MacDonald recom-
mended that a capital cost allowance
program be applied by sound recording
companies in this country against any ven-
tures with Canadian performers.

The recommendation is similar to one
suggested by the chairman and chief ex-
ecutive officer of CBS Records Canada
Ltd., Arnold Gosewich, in an interview in
last week's (Dec. 9) Cash Box.

Brian Robertson, president of the Cana-
dian Recording Industry Association
(CRIA) says MacDonald's recent remarks
in the federal House of Commons budget
debate are a “breath of fresh air in a stifled
Canadian environment.”

MacDonald also proposed a nationwide
scheme to rival the Ontario government'’s
planned “half-back” program, which will
allow |ottery ticket purchasers the oppor-
tunity to use old lottery tickets as 50-cent
vouchers towards the purchase of Cana-
dian albums.

The proposals made by the conservative
party come at a critical time in Canada's
history. Although MacDonald is not a mem-
ber of the party-in-power (and, as such, has
no opportunity to successfully initiate
legislation), a federal election is forthcom-
ing, likely by spring. Recent polls indicate a
growing dissatisfaction with the ruling
Liberal party. The Conservative party
stands an excellent chance of forming the
next government.

If the Conservatives are in power next
year, it is likely they'll be held to their word
on their plan to promote and heighten in-
vestment in the recording business.

Commenting on MacDonald’'s state-
ments in Parliament, Brian Robertson said,
“Virtually all the investment in Canadian
production currently emanates from within
the industry, and obviously any form of in-
centive to encourage venture capital will be
beneficial to the domestic industry.”

The “half-back” program (where one-
dollar tickets are used as 50-centvouchers)
is scheduled to begin in the spring of 1979.
Robertson said, “The recording industry is
anticipating a substantial increase in sales
of domestic recordings, and it is gratifying
to see the value of this innovative scheme

recognized on a federal level.”

Robertson says he plans to meet with
MacDonald shortly to help assist him in his
attempts to implement his proposals.
“(MacDonald's proposal) parallels a
recommendation we (CRIA) submitted to
the Minister of Finance (now Jean Chretien)
two years ago,” Robertson said.

CRIA may only have months to wait for
more decisive action.

Newton-John Wins
European Awards

LOS ANGELES — While on the third leg of
her world concert tour, Olivia Newton-John
has been honored as the top female
vocalist and actress of 1978 by the coun-
tries of Switzerland and Holland.

At a reception hosted by EMI, Olivia
received Switzerland’s Golden Hammer
Award, honoring her as the Best Actress of
1978. Also, that country's leading music
publication, Pop Magazine awarded Olivia
top honors as the Best Singer/Actress. of
1978.

At the Gala Awards Show after her con-
cert in Amsterdam, Olivia was awarded
Holland's top honors as Best Female
Vocalist/Film Star of 1978. The festivities
were televised for airing in Europe on Dec.
28.

Newton-John will be winding up her
world tour, which took her to Japan and
Australia as well as Sweden, Holland and
Germany. Her current album, “Totally Hot,”
has been released by MCA Records in con-
junction with the tour.

AFTRA, SAG Meet

But whether it is a jazz artist producing a
pop album or an R&B artist attempting to
make a crossover record, most artists and
producers agree that there are no hard and
fast rules about how to make a successful
pop record.

Recording Process

As Mangione puts it, “Since 1970, my
procedure has been to record the music
that | have written, that | believe in, that is
happening for me at that particular time.
One time it might be with the quartet;
another time it might be with a 70-piece
orchestra, like the album I'm working on
now.

“When I'm done | hand A&M Records the
tape and tell them, ‘Here’s my album.’
There’s no conscious attempt to make a
crossover record. | don't think anybody is
capable of sitting down and formulating
successful product.”

No Identity Loss

Many observers stressed that the iden-
tities of jazz and R&B are not being lost
despite the homogenization that is taking
place. There is and will continue to be
music that will not cross; music that will ap-
peal to particular segments of society.
However, the divisions between the musical
genres are narrowing and inspiration is
crossing once impassable boundaries.

expand its boundaries and audience, or are
they contributing to the demise of a truly
original American art form?

“Tradition will outlast everyting,” com-
ments Gary Klein. “But we live in the pre-
sent. If you want to live in tradition,
everybody’s got that choice. It's available to
anyone and everyone. You can always find
tradition. And thankfully it's there to refer to
and reflect on.

“Butin terms of change, if we didn’t have
change, where would we be? It's justvaria-
tions on a theme. The roots will always be
there,” Klein says.

Ernest Tubb Crossover?

Likewise, Tanya Tucker says, “l think
there will always be a difference between
country music and rock ‘n’ roll music. |
mean, Ernest Tubb is never going to
crossover. But who cares? He’s doing what
he likes to do. And if Stella Parton wants to
go rock ‘n’ roll tomorrow, I'd say more
power to her. If thats what makes you
happy, do it. Don't stay somewhere where
you're not happy.

“It used to be a sin for women to smoke,”
Tucker said, “or to wear dresses above
their ankles. You've got to grow with things.
But | don’tthink we’ll ever lose the tradition.
How can you lose a tradition like rock ‘n’roll
with Buddy Holly and Elvis Presley. You
can’t lose that tradition, it's history. And you
can’t lose a tradition of Minnie Pearl and
Hank Williams and Bob Wills.”

Steve Gibson, who co-produced Bobby
Bare's latest album, which mixes country
songs, such as his current Top 10 country
hit“Sleep Tight, Goodnight Man,” with rock
classics such as the Rolling Stones’ “The
Last Time,” says he is glad to see musical
boundaries breaking down.

Pop Proponent

“I'm a big proponent of the pop music
movement here in Nashville,” says Gibson,
who also plays guitar as a session musi-
cian. “l think there is a tremendous amount
of pop talent here. And I'm talking about
honest-to-God pop music, notjust country
crossover music. I'm happy that it's hap-
pening here, because there are a lot of
capable musicians and pop writers.”

Still, Gibson doesn’t want a pop explo-
sion at the expense of country music. “You
still see the Conway Twittys, the Charlie
Prides and Loretta Lynns and people like
that who have astrong country identity. And
that's very important for the town to have
that. It's sort of a heritage. But | also think
it's necessary to recognize that the town is
capable of expanding beyond that.”

Most agreed thatthechangesgoingonin
music are paralleled by new willingness by
most listeners to accept all types of music.

“The people | hang out with are very ver-
satile in their musical taste,” Tanya Tucker
says. “| don't know of anybody who likes
just one type of music.”

Young Like Old

“l went to see the Original Texas
Playboys the other night,” Tucker says,
“and | told my friend, ‘I don't know if we
should go. | don’t want to see them not do
well.’ | said, ‘There aren’t going to be any
young people there, they will be all older
people, and | don't think they are going to
have a good house'.”

“l went there and the place was jam-
med,” she says. “There were people my
age there to see the Original Texas
Playboys. It totally blew me away. And |
think the fact is, a lot of pop or rock-
oriented entertainers are playing some of
the older songs and bringing them back
and people are really getting into it. So
maybe it's up to us to keep that nostalgia
going.”

Allen Reynolds also agreed that perhaps
those doing the categorizing are selling
shortboth the artists and the audiences: the

artists, by limiting their potential accep-
tance and sales; and audiences by
presenting them with a limited choice.

Reynolds also.pointed out that it's not
just the artists who are shifting their sound
who are selling well to pop/rock audiences,
but also artists such as Waylon Jennings
and Willie Nelson, who still have a more
traditional country sound.

“I do think it is the radio and marketing
people who always seem to be asking the
question, ‘Is it pop, is it country, is it R&B?”
The successes of the artists once classified
as “pure country” he said, “should be a
lesson to us all, again, that the people out
there don’t draw lines like we do.”

recording country music, you sure can’tcall
them country.”

And once an artist has left the country
field, Lynn and Acuff agree, he or she might
find it difficult to return if their pop career is
short-lived.

“If a country artist wants to crossover,
then more power to them,” Lynn says, “butl
think it may be hard for them to come back
to country if they lose their audience in the
pop field.”

Orin Acuff's words, "*Some day they may
fine themselves waking up without either
field of music, with no home base.”

The evolvement of country music toward
a more contemporary sound actually
began long before the current crossover
phenomenon, Lynn says, with the addition
of drums and electric instruments, which at
one time were not permitted on the stage of
the Grand Ole Opry.

“Country music was getting a lot broader
before it started crossing over so much,”
Lynn says. “When | was a little girl listening
to the Grand Ole Opry on the radio, if they
had brought an electric guitar on the stage,
it would have been a sin. In fact, | was the
first one to ever take a full set of drums on
the Opry stage.”

No Crossover Plans

But although Lynn may have played a
part in introducing a new sound to the
Grand Ole Opry, she says she plansto keep
future experiments with traditional country
sounds to a minimum. She points to the in-
strumentation used on one of her recent
LPs as an example.

A lot of country records are cut with two
fiddles, while pop music uses a string sec-
tion,” she says. “l used a string section on ‘|
Remember Patsy.’ | can see doing a few
things for a little differentsound, but| don’t
believe in recording strictly for the pop
audience.”

Today, Acuff notes, electric instruments
are acceptable on the Opry stage “if they
aren’t played so loud that people are blown
out of the audience.”

And Acuff points to the Opry's audience
as proof that the traditional sound is alive
and well.

“There are still plenty of people who love
the real traditional country sound,” he says.
“| never see an empty seatin the Grand Ole
Opry and we seat 4,400, play three shows a
week and in the summer we play seven a
week. And a lot of those people in the
audience are young.

"“Country music is a part of American
life,” Acuff continues. “It was sung on the
Mayflower with songs like ‘She'll Be Comin’
‘Round The Mountain’ and ‘Glory’s Comin’,
It Won't Be Long,’ Country songs were the
first songs in this part of the world and |
think they will possibly by the last ones sung
on this earth.” —R.L,J.C.

THE ROXY, LOS ANGELES — The Rick
Danko-Gary Busey-Paul Butterfield five-
night stand at the Roxy was indeed a
special event. No new albums were being
showcased and no new artists were being
broken. It was just a band of top rock 'n’
rollers having a good time making good
music for enthusiastic, capacity audiences.

There were no breaks in the show. A total
of 10 musicians ran on and off stage like
football players shuffling in new plays from
the bench. But the good time feeling
remained constant throughout the show as
each of the three principals rotated and
shared center stage.

After a couple of opening numbers
featuring guitarist Keith Allison and bassist
Terry Danko, Paul Butterfield trotted out to
blow a pair of harp numbers. By the end of
his second tune, Gary Busey had danced
out on stage and the crowd was calling for
Buddy Holly.

Busey's remarkable portrayal of the late
rock 'n’ roll genius in “The Buddy Holly
Story” has established Busey as Holly in-
carnate to many fans and the A&M
recording artist didn't disappoint them dur-
ing the Roxy stand. He belted out such Holly
classics as “Rave on," “Not Fade Away,*
“Maybe Baby” and “Oh Boy” with joyous
abandon, jumping up on the piano and out
onto the table tops as the crowd screamed
its approval.

After Busey’s whirlwind Buddy Holly
show, Rick Danko made his first ap-
pearance, playing fiddle on a rollicking
“Stay All Night, Stay A Little Longer.” By

this time the stage was a little cluttered, so
Danko changed tempos and belted out
“Unfaithful Servant” with only piano and
Butterfield’s harp behind him.

The second half of the show belonged to
Danko, who displayed an endearing
everyman vocal style on a series of songs
from his days with The Band as well as
tunes from his recent solo LP. Highlights of
this segment included “What A Town,”
“Brainwashed” and “Stage Fright,” of
which none was apparent this night.

After 90 minutes and 22 songs,
everybody came back out for two encores,
closing with a fitting finale, “Rock 'n’ Roll
music.” Hopefully the Danko-Busey-
Butterfield gig will inspire other top players
to get out on stage and have some fun.

LONG BEACH ARENA — “This road leads
to Bangkok, to Zanadu and to outer space,”
said the well-placed sign outside the Long
Beach Arena. There were many travelers
on the road that night, all ready and eager
to make the voyage. The tour guides were
Alex Lifeson, guitar, Geddy Lee, bass, and
Neil Peart, drums, who together comprise
Rush. From the first haunting note heard
from Geddy Lee’s cartoon-like voice, the
evening's performance became an im-
aginary voyage bounded only by the limits
of the individual listener’s imagination.

The music used syncopation, echos,
synthesizers, chimes, fuzz and distortion
and always this voice of madness to create
bizarre and ethereal effects on such songs
as “The Road to Bangkok,” “Zanadu’ and
“The Trees.” The band did not do any Little
Richard covers.

The show was exceptionally well-
produced. The stage's gleaming chrome
reflecting flashing colored-lights, as well as
the film footage, nicely complemented the
musical patterns while avoiding the distrac-
tion of excessive gimickry.

Pat Travers’ band has swagger, the
relaxed pose of confidence combined with
the abilities that justify it. Asthe opening act
on the bill, they did just whatthe first band is
supposed to do — they got everyone all
warmed up.

The band’s two great guitarists, Pat
Travers and Pat Thrall, share lead guitar
duties while middle man bassist Mars
Cowling cues in with golden boy drummer
Tommy Aldridge. The sound is clean and
light with use of a lot of off-beats for in-
terest. The most notable songs were “Heat
in the Street” and “Hammerhead” from the
album “Heat in the Street” as well as
“Boom-Boom (Out Go the Lights)’ and

LONG BEACH ARENA, CA — The
Ramones’ show at the cavernous 15,000-
seat Long Beach Arena was a classic exam-
pleofhow punk/new wave bands are facing
difficulties in gaining acceptance by more
mainstream rock audiences. The Ramones
opened for the veteran heavy metal band,
Black Sabbath (reviewed here recently),
and upon its arrival on stage were methead
on by a teenage crowd who wanted little
part of the exuberant four-chord assault of
the Ramones.

Despite the unresponsive audience,
Joey, Dee Dee, Tommy and Marky Ramone
valiantly played an energetic, entertaining

set. Leading off with “Lobotomy,” the four-
some launched into a series of numbers
from its four Sire albums, often beginning a
song with the boisterous shout, “One-Two
Three-Foah!” Throughout the show,
Tommy and Dee Dee Ramone
enthusiastically leapt about the stage, with
lead singer Joey capably holding things
together in the middle.

Although the group has recently
developed a more moderate, melodic
musical stance to mix with its slam-bam
hard-rock delivery (as witnessed by the
acoustic guitar-based “Questioningly,”
“Don’'t Come Close” and “Needles And
Pins” from the album “Road To Ruin”), the
Ramones mostly stuck to its pounding
punk-rock execution. Standout numbers
included “I Wanna Be Sedated,” “Surfin’
Bird” and of course, “Sheena Is A Punk
Rocker.”

Near the end of the set, the quartet
brought out a large yellow sign which
depicted one of the group’s slogans,
“Gabba Gabba Hey.” Although the crowd in
general was not amused by the sign, the
Ramones undauntedly held the sign up
high and closed the concert with a fiery
guitar-rock outburst. dale kawashima

ave Edmunds

ROXY, L.A. — Dave Edmunds’ Rockpile,
Nick Lowe, tore through the Roxy at
a breakneck pace which left one feeling
he/she had just witnessed a rock 'n’ roll
relay race.

In what may have been the hottest rock
show on the Roxy stage since Bruce
Springsteen’s impromptu appearance last
summer, Edmunds and company kept the
energy level at a peak throughout the even-
ing by passing the lead back and forth like a
baton from song to song.

The one-hour-plus set got started with
“Down, Down, Down” from Edmunds’ 1971
“Rockpile” album. Most of the rest of his
songs, though, were drawn from last year's
superb “Get It” and the current “Tracks On
Wax — 4" LPs.

Edmunds turned the lead over a few
times to Lowe, who rendered a couple of his
bizarre pop-rock gems from his own album
released earlier this year. His antics on
stage reflected both the humor and satirein
his lyrics.

Edmunds, while not as overt as Lowe,
still managed to let go with a wry smile once
in a while that let everyone know he doesn't
take it all too seriously. He's just there to
play undiluted, unadulterated rock 'n’ roll,
not espouse messages.

The most remarkable thing about Ed-
munds is not just his keen understanding of
the essence of rock 'n’ roll, but that he has
the ability to translate that understanding
into music. His voice has that medium-high
pitch so perfect for rock 'n’ roll and he
delivers the songs with the kind of phrasing
which is so important to the genre. Not to
mention his guitar work.

He has virtually mastered the technique
of the electric guitar, although thatin itseif is
not too unusual these days. What is rare is
that he can combine instrumental
proficiency with a spirit and excitement few
others can match. The show, along with his
records, proved why Dave Edmunds is one
of the truly important figures in rock 'n' roll.

ay Charles
The Staples

CARNEGIE HALL, NEW YORK — Over a

half century of American black music was
distilled and polished to a high gloss for the
show that headlined Ray Charles and the
Staples. Charles characteristically lived up
to his “genius” tag as his singing and piano
playing, augmented by his 13-horn big
band, embodied “soul.” Charles’ set was a
mixture of old and new, as he performed
classics like “Georgia On My Mind,” (an all-
time great in any idiom) alongside new
tunes like “Signed, Sealed and Delivered.”
Charles’ set was enhanced by the use of his
five-woman backup vocal group, the
Raelets, who for their portion did their own
tunes, like the great “One Hurt Deserves
Another” aswell as backing up “the Ray” on
tunes like “I Can't Stop Loving You.” (To
Crossover/Atlantic Records: May we see
another Raelets solo album, please?)

Music of the Staples, who opened, en-
compass decades of tradition; whereas
Charles’ boundaries extend from gospel to
jazz. the staples’ range from gospel to
country blues. Led by the singing and guitar
playing of Roebuck “Pop” Staples, and the
sensuous harmonies of his daughters
Yvonne, Cleotha and Mavis, the group drew
upon their catalog hits, with old hits like
“Let’'s Do It Again” and “Respect Yourself,”
alongside newer numbers, like “Unlock
Your Mind,” the title tune from their new
Warner Brothers LP.

obby Bare

THE PALOMINO — Veteran country singer
Bobby Bare brought a mixed bag of tunes
to the Palomino proving he and his back-up
band Wichita have plenty of musical mus-
cle to flex in the pop and rock areas as well
as in the country category.

Although a number of songs spanning
Bare’'s 20-year career were sprinkled
throughout the show, his hour-plus set was
clearly designed to spotlight his new
material and the more full-bodied sound
featured on his most recent Columbia LP,
“Sleeper Wherever | Fall.” Like the music
on his new album, Bare's current stage
show largely eschews traditional country
arrangements by substituting string syn-
thesizer and rock guitar for pedal steel or
fiddle instrumentation.

Wichita, a cohesive four-piece band
comprised of musicians who have roots in
rock, proved more than capable of
providing plenty of power while playing with
enough restraint to avoid overpowering
Bare's vocals.

Bare started the evening off on arocking
note with an excellent rendition of “Last
Time,” a Rolling Stones’ classic which is in-
cluded on his new album. In all, Bare per-
formed seven songs from his new record,
including his current hit single “Sleep Tight,
Good Night Man,” “On A Real Good Night”
and “Healin',” which was done as the en-
core number and proved a real clap-along,
crowd pleaser.

A premier interpreter of the story-song,
Bare also included a few tunes written by
his long-time cohort Shel Silverstein, such
as “The Winner” and “Redneck Hippie
Romance.” His often sleepy, laid-back
delivery of Silverstein's carefully-crafted,
laugh-packed lyrics, provides as much
comic punch as the best executed dead-
pan.

If the favorable crowd reaction at the
Palomino, Los Angeles’ bastion of country
music is any indication of how Bare’s long-
time fans will take to his new sound, Bare
will surely maintain his old audience while
broadening his appeal outside the field of
country music. jeff crossan
