Since the first of the year, we have consistently
heard from the retail sector that record sales are off
because there were few superstar album releases.
Merchandisers contend that it takes albums like
“Saturday Night Fever” or “Rumours” to get people
into the stores to buy the other albums. But, this
argument is full of holes.

Why does a record retail outlet have to be self-
service? Has anyone ever asked you if they could be
of service while you were browsing in a record
store? Sales is not ringing up the cash register. It is

promoting your product to the consumer and “sell-
ing” him on purchasing it.

We believe that retailers should not rely on the
manufacturer's superstar releases or the local radio
station to break artists, but instead they should
become an aggressive selling force in their own
right.

$8.98 List On Hit LPs Hurts Catalog Sales;
Dealers Make Margins On Cheaper Iltems

NEW YORK — While the $8.98 list price has
not deterred the sale of hit product, it has
depressed catalog sales by cutting into the
amount of money that a consumer has to
spend on an extra album. As a result, the
nation’s retailers are taking a much harder
look at such low-cost, high-profit items as
cutouts, midlines. and 12-inch singles
(disco discs) to supplement sales of hit
product, a Cash Box survey has deter-
mined.

John Kaplan, executive vice president of
the Handleman Company, said that,
although “prices never seem to hinder
sales when you have a smash hit, one of the
consequences of the $8.98 list is that it has
prompted a decline in the area of multiple
unit sales.”

Many Big Acts Planning
Not To Tour This Summer

NEW YORK — Summer, 1979, is shaping
up as a busy touring season, in spite of the
fact that many of the music industry’'s most
popular acts will not be touring in June, July
or August.

Included among the superstar acts who
do not have plans to tour this summer are
the Eagles, Bob Seger, the Rolling Stones,
Billy Joel, Fleetwood Mac, Bruce Spring-
steen, Steve Miller, Bob Dylan, Foreigner,
Jefferson Starship and Led Zeppelin.

The lack of an album available for sum-
mer release has been the most common
reason cited for these groups’ planned in-
activity.

However. a good portion of the indus-
try’s established major artists will be tour-
ing during the summer. The Bee Gees, for
example, plan a 58-day tour beginning
June 28 in Fort Worth, Texas and ending
October 6 in Miami, Florida. The only con-
firmed venue thus far is a Dodger Stadium
performance set for July 7.

Other established, top-drawing acts on
tour will be Peter Frampton, Kiss, Aero-
smith, Ted Nugent, Yes, the Allman
Brothers, James Taylor, Bad Company, the
Moody Blues. Earth, Wind and Fire, the
Atlanta Rhythm Section, Kansas, Super-
tramp. and Boston. Most of these groups
have included several outdoor stadium
dates on their tour, although the majority of
the dates will be in large-sized indoor
sports arenas.

Disco Groups To Tour

Two notable trends for the summer tour-
ing schedule include the emergence of full-
scale tours by disco groups and extensive

headlining tours planned by developing
acts who are on the verge of a break-
through to superstar status. For example,
the Cars. Cheap Trick, Graham Parker. Van
Halen. Patti Smith, and Blondie all plan ex-
tensive national tours with stops at venues
of varying size, ranging from ciubs to
stadiums.

in the disco tield, the Village People have
launched a massive tour which concludes
June 24 with a sold-out show at Madison
Square Garden. Chic plans to tour through-
out the summer in avariety of venues, rang-
ing from the 80,000-seat Superdome in
New Orleans to the lowa State Fair. Other
disco acts set to tour include Sister Sledge.
Cher. Peaches & Herb, Gloria Gaynor and
Linda Clifford.

Another important aspect of this sum-
mer's touring activity will be national tours
by several of the industry’s top black acts,
including the Jacksons, Parliament, Teddy
Pendergrass, and Ashford and Simpson.
Venues for these acts will range from
supper clubs to mid-sized indoor halls.

In addition. a number of other popular
rock and pop acts will be on the road, in-
cluding Poco, the Kinks. Average White
Band.

plained Ed Chittim, sales manager for
Lieberman Enterprises, “but you have to
realize that the cost of the album is going to
seriously affect the possibility of a second
sale.”

Catalog sales for Lieberman have been
down since last fall, Chittim said. He
reasoned that the influx of $8.98 list product
late last year might have contributed to this
situation.

“An alert retailer and wholesaler has
seen that since last Christmas, the shopper
has totally ignored the catalog.” said Don
Simpson. director of purchasing for
Fathers and Sons, the Indianapolis
wholesaler and parent company of the
Karma Records chain. “Consumers are still
buying hit product. but we've stopped see-
ing the companion catalog sale. People
who come into our stores with $10 to buy
hit product don't have enough money left to
make that catalog purchase.”

Unable to move catalog as quickly as
they used to, many retailers are finding that
itis unprofitable to devote much floor space
to these goods. “You tie up your inventory
when you can't move these items,” said
Tony Caggino, store manager for one of
King Karol's midtown-Manhattan locations.
“It becomes the difference between
whether you make a profit or take a loss.
Even among full-line storesit's gotten to the
point where they are returning catalog
goods that aren’t selling.”

Joe Abady, presidentof New York’s Tape
King. also noted the deemphasis on catalog
goods. "We used to stock box lots on
catalog product,” he said. “Now three, five
or 10 pieces will suffice. You'd rather take
your dollar and turn it over faster on hit
product.”

When the $8.98 hit album becomes a
catalog item, it moves even slower than
other catalog product. “Streisand’s latest
album was great at Christmas,” said Al
Levinson, president of the Turtle Records
Chain. “but now it's just another album
that's one dollar higher on the racks than
any of her other albums. Maybe people are
going to think twice about spending $6.99
when they could purchase one of her other
albums for $5.99. or even buy a couple of
cutouts for the same price. When the $8.98
is over, it's over.”

Higher- Profit Items

In order to compensate for the dip in
catalog sales, retailers are looking in-
creasingly towards midline product,
overruns, disco discs, and cutouts to sup-

plement their volume. Levinson said,
“You've got to get your saleable product
from wherever you can get it, and right now
some of it is in catalog and some of itis in
cutouts.”

One of the commodities that retailers are
quick to endorse is the midline record. In
addition to classical midlines on such
labels as DG, Philips and London, Colum-
bia, Capitol and MCA have hundreds of
midline titles in the pop, country, MOR and
jazz fields. Chittim of Lieberman said,
‘Midlines are doing very well for us,
because the customer can get two LPs for
the price of one full-line LP.” Caggino noted
that “classical midlines offer perhaps the
best dollar value in the business.”

Midiines are also doing quite well for the
Rose Records and Sounds Good stores in
Chicago. according to Jim Rose. general
manager of the chain. “The record com-
panies seem to be making areal efforttoin-
corporate new titles in their series. The
markup on cutouts may be greater, but
there are some things out on midlines that
we would never see as cutouts.”

Martin Spector, president of Spec’s
music, said, “Midlines are doing well.
They're consistent sellers at a reasonable
price. Anytime a customer can buy arecord
in this economy for $3.50, it's a bargain.”

Big Margins

Retailers are even more enthusiastic
about disco discs, particularly in urban
areas and about cutouts. Whereas most
retailers estimate the profit margins affor-
ded by mid-line and full-line albums at from
15 to 30%. the profit in selling disco discs
and cutouts can run from 40 to 60% while
requiring an investment that is usually half
that of a full-line record.

According to Levinson. “midlines can't
hold a torch to cutouts and overruns.
Where among midlines are you going to
find a record comparable to “The Best of
the Spinners?” Some of these titles may be
cutouts, while some may be overruns;
either way, the manufacturers drill them
and don't want them back.”

Abady noted, “cutouts are definitely a
bigger slice of the pietoday. | would say that
in the past year or so, cutouts have jumped
from ten up to 25% of our business.” And
Roy Imber. president of the Long Island-
based Record World and Times Square
Stores said, “In some cases, ! believe that
cutouts are being boughtin place of afront-
line record. Right now there aren't that
many great full-line titles around, and there

Beatles, Apple
Sue Capitol-EMI
Over Royalties

LOS ANGELES — The four former Beatlies
and their label, Apple Records, have filed a
$16 million lawsuit against Capitol Records
and its British-based parent firm, EMI,
alleging breach of contract regarding
royaities.

In the suit, the former Beatles — George
Harrison, John Lennon, Paul McCartney
and Ringo Starr — claim that Capitol failed
to pay full royalties on records and tapes for
the period between 1962-1976.

Capitol has indicated that it will deny that
it owes the Beatles and Apple the money.

“We will ultimately deny that we owe
them what they're asking for,” said Robert
Carp. Capitol legal head.

The period of time in question, 1962-
1976, covers practically the entire career of
the Beatles as world-wide stars, plus nearly
six years after they had split up.

Among the artists who are scheduled to
perform are Rod Stewart, Joni Mitchell,
Bob Seger. the Village People, Daryl Hall
and John Oates. the Beach Boys, Cheap
Trick. REO Speedwagon and Foghat.

The festival organizers include Jeff
Franklin, president of American Talent In-
ternational, and attorney Leon Greenberg.
Also involved in the festival are CBS
Records, which will release a recording of
the event domestically; Polygram Corp.,
which will release the album internationally.
and Casablanca FilmWorks, which will
produce a feature film of the festival. Dave
Furano and Concerts West will promote the
concerts.

The festival site, which has been leased
with an option to purchase by the
organizers, is a 240-acre parcel of land
situated in the townships of Thompson and
Fallsburg, New York. A natural
amphitheater is the key feature of the site.
which also includes artesian wells and is
served by municipal water pipes. Six roads
provide access to the area, which is ap-
proximately 90 miles from New York City.

The permanent entertainment center will
be home to all types of musical and non-
musical productions. according to the
organizers. who are modeling it after the
Tanglewood, Saratoga Springs and Wolf
Trap facilities.

The festival and the proposed center

Sklar Predicts Radio’s Future

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The sounds will be
different. but the future formats for radio
stations can’t get much more diverse and
stilt be economically viable. That’s the
assessment of Rick Sklar, vice president
for programming of ABC Radio, who ven-
tured several predictions on the future of
radio programming last week.

Speaking to the Advertising Club of
Metropolitan Washington, Sklar said both
the technical quality and the content of
programming are ever-changing and will
be influenced by regulatory as well as in-
dustry decisions.

As far as new technology, several in-
novations will enhance the quality of radio.
he predicted. AM stereo will bring radio to
places beyond line-of-sight (a problem for
FM in reaching remote locales); reception
will improve for automobile radios; digital
recording will be bettered: FM quad should
garner more support the next time around
and sideband uses — like physicians’ for-
mats currently on the air in 24 markets —
will spread.

Sklar admitted the near-impossibility of
predicting future trends for radio, but took
a stab at a forecast for the next 10 years.
Among his crystatball observations:

Adult contemporary audiences are ex-
panding, while contemporary (under 30)
AOR formats have carved out another
generation of rock listeners. Disco, he said,
will continue to splinter both these groups.

Disco in New York has caught on “in a
unique way ... a rapidly growing mix of

racial and cultural demographics.” The

Foxy is a difficult band to musically
cateqorize, as elements of rock, funk, salsa
and disco can be found inthegroup's lushly
produced sound. The diverse influences
are probably the reason why the band has
such mass appeal. Foxy's hit, “Hot Num-
ber” is currently #3 on the Cash Box Black
Contemporary Singles chart and the LP,
entitled “Hot Number,” is bulleting up the
Black Contemporary Album chart at #14.

Foxy's sound has its roots in Miami, a
long time sociological and musical melting
pot. Four of the band’s five members sailed
to Florida with many Cuban immigrants in
1959. As the boys were being influenced by
the music of Elvis Presley, the Beatles, and
the Rolling Stones, their parents filled the
housholds with the sounds of Tito Puente,
Benny More and other Latin stars. Amidst
the flourishing Cuban community in Miami,
the future members of Foxy taught them-
selves to speak English and play music.

As they moved into high school and
college, the lads ptayed in dozens of show
groups and Latin bands in the Miami area.
Disco music was lurking on the un-
derground scene at the time.

As the disco sound broke, Foxy was
more than ready to ride the new musical
wave. The band had its first success in 1976
with the instrumental “Get Off Your Aahh
And Dance.” However it wasn't until the
gold selling single and album, both titled
“Get Oft,” in 1978 that the band achieved
national acclaim. Foxy's new album
features the slick, professional vocals, per-
colating rhythms and unique flute and
conga breaks that made “Get Off’ so ap-
pealing.

The band is composed of Ish Ledesma,
guitar and lead vocals; Richie (Tito’s son)
Puente, percussion and clavinet; Joe
Galdo, drums; Arnold Paseiro, bass and
Charlie Murciano on keyboards, wood-
winds, and vibes and background vocals.

——NEW FACES TO WATCH

Joe Jackson

Joe Jackson's A&M album, ‘“Look
Sharp” has been one of the most suc-
cessful debut Britishrecords to break in the
U.S. since Dire Straits self-titled album.
“Look Sharp” is already firmly lodged in the
Top 100, and Jackson's critical notices
would be the envy of many an established
act.

The 24-year-old artist grew up in
Portmouth, England. When he was ten
years old, he liked to listen to the Beatles,
the Kinks and the Stones, but then he star-
ted playing the piano and got into classical
music. As a result, he says, “l was an old
teenager, really. | wasn't into things other
teenagers were into.” Indeed, it's doubtful
that many other teenagers in Portsmouth
listed Ludwig Von Beethoven as their
favorite musician.

After finishing school in Portsmouth,
Jackson attended the Royal Academy of
Music in London. Once in London,
however. Jackson became interested in
popular music again and got involved in
club bands where he played jazz standards
as a piano player.

One of the bands that Jackson became
involved with at school was Edward Bear,
which later became Arms and Legs.

After two years, Jackson left the band. “I
was fed up with never having enough
money.” Jackson says, “and | felt the band
wasn’'t going anywhere.” Then came an of-
fer from the Portsmouth Playboy Club to
work as the club’s musical director. and
Jackson accepted. He stayed on for a
period of nine months, as the pianist for the
house cocktail jazz trio.

After leaving the Playboy Club. Jackson
went on the road with a cabaret act called
Coffee 'n' Creme, where he again served as
the piano man and musical director.

“This was about the same time the new
wave was happening,” Jackson recalls.
“and when | wasn't doing cabaret | went off
to London every chance | could to check
out these new bands like the Clash, who
had a tremendous effect on me. | was also
able to get my writing and my own style
together, because | had money and could
afford to do demo recordings and really
work on it.”

In fact. Jackson decided to record his
own album. “l didn't want to start from
square one again,” Jackson explained. “I
thought if | had a master of a whole album |
could take it around, and if no one wanted
to do anything with it, | could get it pressed
up and put it out myself.”

Jackson recorded the album in a small
Portsmouth studio with two local musi-
cians. Granny Maby on bass. Gary Stanford
onguitar and Dave Houghton on drums. He
didn’t. however, have it put it out himself.
While taking the tape around London. he
met John Tolfer at Albion Music, a
publishing house. The two men hit it off,
and besides signing Jackson to Albion for
publishing, Telfer agreed to become
Jackson's manager. and took the tape
around the city himself.

After Dave Kershenbaum. an A&M
Records producer, heard the demos. itwas
only a short time before Jackson had
signed with A&M and was in the studio.
“Look Sharp,” his debut album. was recor-
ded in only a week and a half “pretty much
live in the studio.” according to Jackson.

Gino Soccio
With one of the hottest disco releases on
the market today, singer/songwriter Gino
Soccio has come a long way from his days
as a virtually penniless jazz-rock musician
pounding the streets of his native Montreal.
Recalling his first feelings about

“Outline,” the album featuring the songs
“Dancer” and “Dance To Dance” (destined
to spend five weeks at the top of the Cash
Box Disco charts), he says that “| expected
the record to get some kind of reaction, but
I didn’t think it would be like this."”

Not that Soccio had never known
success before — his work with
Kebekelektrik and a single, “The Visitor,”
generated some action both in Canada and
the U.S. — butwho can't help but to be sur-
prised by their first No. 1 record?

But more than that, Soccio is a musician
committed to quality first and sales second.
“With ‘Dancer.’ | was trying to stay away
from formula music and make it more of a
personal cut,” he adds.

And today, Soccio is committed more fir-
mly than ever to the disco world. “As an ar-
tistand a writer, | feel that disco music gives
me more freedom than any other kind of
music because it's not exploited.

“It's not like rock. for instance, that's
been through everything from Jimi Hendrix
to the Beatles to Led Zeppelin. Disco’'s new
and fresh, and it's got a long way to go.’

Comparing disco music to rock, Soccio
sees a future as bright and challenging as
that which confronted the early rockers of
the Fifties. “Disco is new ground.” he
says. “l can see clear ahead. There's no
standards set, no limits.”

This feeling of breaking new ground is
also evident in Soccio’s attitudes towards
live performances. To date, he has notper-
formed any concerts or other appearances
around “Dancer.” but there is a very good
reason.

Explaining that he is currently in the
process of putting together a stage show.
Soccio adds that “I don't want to do a con-
cert that is not up to the level of the record.
A disco performance is special because 1t
relies so much on audience participation.
When | perform live, I'd like to make it
worthwhile seeing, and at the same time,
get the audience participation.”

Born in Montreal, Soccio’'s musical ex-
perience began with piano lessons as a
youngster. This early training in classical
music gave way in high school to rock ‘n’
roll, where he formed a band to play parties
and dances.

Further musical training followed at the
Vincent D'Indy Conservatory in Montreal,
which he followed with a stint as a studio
musician. spending most of his time with
commercial jingles and aspiring musicians’
demos.

After making the music company rounds
("1 was turned down by just about every
record company on earth”), he finally tur-
ned to disco.

"I didn’t really believe that disco music
was legitimate,” herecalls of that time, “un-
till started doing it myself. | quickly realized
that it takes a lot more than it seems to put
together a disco record.”

The result was “The Visitor," and the rest
is history.

Currently at work on a new album, Soc-
cio expects it to be on the market in the lat-
ter part of the vear.

lan Hunter Gets Fresh Start
With New LP, Label & Mgmt

LOS ANGELES — Aithough lan Hunter has
never been a familiar name to Top 40 radio
listeners, this veteran artist has over the
years established a reputation within the
rock community as being one of the most
prolific, essential rock ‘n’ roll figures of the
'70s. First as the leader of the British rock
quintet Mott The Hoople and now as a solo
act, Hunter has continually drawn critical
raves and attracted a devoted following via
such songs as “All The Way To Memphis”
and “All The Young Dudes,” plus albums
like “Mott.” “Brain Capers” and “lan Hun-
ter.”

After recording 10 albums with Mott The
Hoople and three LPs as a soloist (two that
were released in the U.S.), it would be hard
to imagine Hunter still desiring to create a
rock album that recaptured the pent-up
energy and audacious exuberance of his
early-and mid-'70 period. But with his
debut Chrysalis album, “You're Never
Alone With A Schizophrenic,” he has done
exactly that. His new LP includes such
raucous, exhilarating rockers as
“Cleveland Rocks"” and “Life After Death,”
as well as featuring a number of swinging
medium-tempo cuts and a couple of
passionate, introspective ballads.

In a recent Cash Box interview, Hunter
spoke frankly about both the highs and
lows of his solo career. vividly recalling the
pop success he has intermittently enjoyed
as well the legal hassles and problems in
career direction he has experienced since
jeaving Mott in late 1974.

lan Hunter
In 1875, Hunter got off on the right artistic
and commercial footing with his debut solo

album, “lan Hunter,” which received un-
animous critical praise and reached the
Top 50 on the pop album chart. But with his
second LP, “All-American Alien Boy,” Hun-
ter departed radically from his rollicking
hard-rock stance and recorded an inac-
cessible. experimental work that focused
on extremely personal ballads and abstract
medium-tempo cuts. The LP featured such
diverse musical elements as Dixieland
horns, black female harmonies and bass
guitar solos. plus lyrics about American In-
dians, rape, guns, Mary Tyler Moore and
God.

Hunter himself was pleased with the
album, but “All-American Alien Boy” sold
poorly and lost all of the momentum he had
established with his first solo album.

“Nobody else liked it, but | thought it was

THEATRE ROYAL DRURY LANE, LONDON
— The opening night of Dusty Springfield’s
set of three London concerts proved con-
clusively that a dedicated cult following can
remain utterly faithful to an artist for many
years.

The blonde London bombshell from the
heyday of the swinging '60s, reappeared af-
ter an absence of six years, with all the
dynamism and verve which had elevated
her to stardom a decade earlier. It was as if
time had stood still for this lady as she took
to the stage with impeccable ease and im-
mediately created an atmosphere which
was not about nostalgia, but a fresh con-
tinuation of dazzling talent.

True, nostalgia did play a part during the
evening, in the form of past hits from the
sixties which included “You Don’t Have To
Say You Love Me,” "l Just Don’t Know What
To Do With Myseilf” and “Goin’ Back.” Dusty
showed that she is very capable of deliver-
ing a diverse performance with a talent and
a broad repertoire that are not dictated by
past chart hits.

She was greeted with a standing ovation
which continued sporadically throughout
the audience during the entire length of her
set. With a ten-piece backing band and
three seasoned backing vocalists, Simon
Bell, Doreen Chanter, and Barry St. John,
Dusty mixed her material and sang num-
bers such as“Sandra,” and “Save Me, Save
Me,” from her last two Phonogram LPs.
More cleverly rendered mixing came with a
disco medley which included snatches
from Elton John's “The Bitch Is Back” and

Dusty's own perfected version of Chaka
Khan's recent hit, “I'm Every Woman.”

Solitary roses were thrown on stage dur-
ing highlights of her set which included,
“Quiet Please There's a Lady On Stage,”
her latest single, “I'm Coming Home Again”
and a passionate rendering of “Be
Somebody,” the Melissa Manchester song.
After all these years, the strength of Dusty’s
vocal techniques are as powerful as ever,
especially proven with the difficult Kate
Bush song, “The Man With The Child In His
Eyes,” which she sang beautifully.

Dusty Springfield’s London come-back
was an absolute triumph; both as an endor-
sement of her obvious life-long talent and
the un-dying faith and love from her consis-
tent following of fans.

THE ROXY, L.A. — After years of person-
nel changes and excellent, if unappre-
ciated, albums, Poco has finally broken
through to the big-time. The group has a hit
album. a hit single (with another on the way)
and a new record company (MCA) working
to keep them on top.

So it should come as no surprise that
Poco's recent sold-out three-night stand at
the Roxy was a big success. The five-man
group plays mainstream rock ‘n’ roll
featuring lovely harmonies and the pedal
steel guitar of Rusty Young, the last original
member of Poco. The music is easy-listen-
ing, but atthe same time inciuding enough
sharp edges and fiery instrumental breaks
to keep the pace from lagging.

On the fast night of their Roxy stay, Poco
came out cookin’ on an oldie, “Keep A Right
Along.,” but soon were into most of the
material off “Legend.” the veteran band's
only gold album. In mid-set they turned to
“Crazy Love,” their recent Top 20 hit, and
“Heart Of The Night,” their new single which
may well match or surpass “Crazy Love.”
Both are polished love songs that were per-
fect counterpoints to the rest of the rollick-
ing set.

While Young and guitarist Paul Cotton
have been together for eight years and play
stirring quitar duels, it was Young's inter-
play with keyboardist Kim Bullard, a new-
comer to Poco along with Steve Chapman
on drums and Charlie Harrison on bass.
that was at the heart of the group’s best
numbers. And their best material is among
the best of today’s pop/rock offerings.

By this time, at
Robinson’'s behest, the audience was on
their feet and clustered around the lip of the
stage. Robinson was as visibly grateful for
the enthusiastic reception as the audience
was for the fine evening of unabashed
good-timey rock ‘n’ roll that TRB seems to
have a literal monopoly on.

ROYCE HALL, U.C.L.A. — Haltway through
“Power In The Darkness,” a scathing bit of
commentary on Britain's intolerant political
climate, Tom Robinson walked off stage
only to return momentarily wearing a mask
which was a stereotypical depiction of the
stuffy, retired British military man. Robin-
son then launched into a blustery,
humorous tirade about rock ‘n’ roll spurned
social vice.

This turned out to be the sole extent of
Robinson’s notorious penchant for political
commentary. The message was clear
enough: Tom Robinson does not see the
stage as a soap box, but rather (as the
evening proved) the place where his
dynamic brand of rock and roll music is
played for the simple enjoyment of
audiences who theoretically should be

ROYCE HALL, U.C.L.A. — A cool, pre-
spring nighton avenerable college campus
in Southern California is where three lads
from London were booked to present a
show that left the skeptical convinced and
rabid fans sated.

The key element that impresses one
most about a Jam concert is their
adherence to the classic rock ‘n’ roll show-
biz concept of no-nonsense performing.
Stage entrances are made with urgent
enthusiasm, conveying dashes rather than
your typical cigarette-dangling-from-the-
lip saunter and a how's-everybody-feelin’-
tonight intro. The Jam simply plugs in,
soars and delivers the quickest hour-plus
set in pop-music.

As a musical unit the Jam have few
equals. Group king-pin Paul Weller spits
alot; be it in his terse vocal delivery or by
literally soiling the stage. As a guitarist he
heaps the most glorious abuse on a Ricken-
backer imaginable. In the hands of Paul
Weller. the instrument becomes a lethal
weapon capable of killing small animals at
ten paces rather than the stereotypical rock
riffing Tom Petty. Bruce Foxton plays the
part of bass anchorman flawlessly. A visual
focal point of the band due to his freedom of
movement, Foxton could be seen careen-
ing off of monitors and indulging in gravity-
defying leaps whenever the music moved
him.

Bass amp trouble kept roadies hopping
and things apparently didn't seem to
correct themselves until Foxton gave the
speaker cabinet a good swift boot. Rick
Buckler, a drummer par excellance, plays
with a stoicism that's coupled with dynamic
precision. Were it not for Buckler, the entire
proceedings would probalby veer off
course and crash like an early V-2 rocket
experiment.

The Jam’s choice of songs provedtobea
veritable import 45 bin greatest hits
package with their latest single “Butterfly
Collector” being a standout. Sadly missed
was their initial break-through effort“In The
City” but, regardless, enough electrical ex-
citement was generated to keep the entire
venue on its feei throughout the evening
with the odd seat cushion making its way
onto the stage for added effect.

So it ended: a British b-movie com-
mando raid on U.C.L.A., rock and roll style.
If this type of pop musicis indeed indicative
of the modern world then maybe teen
audiences won't want to die before they
grow old anymore. harald taubenreuther

LAINIE'S ROOM, PLAYBOY CLUB, LA, —
Since O.C. Smith first achieved national
exposure at least ten years ago with the hit
single, “Little Green Apples,” little has been
heard of from this talented gospel-influ-
enced R&B singer. Judging from the lively.
smooth opening night set of his engage-
ment at the posh Lainie’s Room in the Cen-
tury City Playboy Club, he has been away
much too long. Opening with a spirited
rendition of his new 12" single on Shady-
brook Records, “Everything’s Changed,”
Smith proved that the passing years have
neither diminished his energy nor his ability
to keep up with contemporary tastes in
music.

Smith has updated his music by supply-
ing synthesizer embellishments on several
of his songs. with Roland Haynes ably han-
dling the instrument. However, Smith’s
greatest talent lies in working the crowd
and involving many of the people sitting
stageside in his numbers

The backing band appeared to be fine
and well-practiced, if not terribly outstand-
ing. Kirk Lightsey on piano was the most
impressive of the four-member combo,
pounding out some inspired jazz inter-
ludes to the obvious delight of the crowd.
Valda Hammick played a solid, steady
bass., working perfectly with Rod Roz-
zelle's equally steady drumming. Each
player had a chance to step out in a solo
spot.

Smith came back for one encore and re-
ceived a standing ovation. which is some-
what rare for a small supper room, and
launched into an extended blues song that
had the crowd clapping right along.

THE STARWOOD, L.A. — Wireless is
Phonogram/Mercury’s latest rock acquisi-
tion from Canada, following Rush to the
States, butthe group’s Starwood showcase
underscored their penchant for unador-
ned, straight-ahead rock, minus the flashy
props of their label mates. Although the
band was relatively unknown to the
Starwood patrons (mostly teenagers), they
quickly made their presence felt with some
original variations on standard rock chord
constructions.

The group was hardly prone to jumping
about, preferring instead to let the music
speak for itself, as Allan Marshall played
the reserved front man/lead vocalist on
most songs, belting out numbers in deep,
smooth voice while anchoring the rhythm
section with some distinctive bass licks.

Throwing in a change of pace with
‘Seasons” early on in the set, proved that
Wireless is adept at some of the easier
material, while not straying totaily from a
rock base. Early English rock influences
were evident throughout a good portion of
the songs, but not overwhelming obvious.

With the right exposure, Wireless could
capture the fancy of many rock ‘n’ rollers,
and the Starwood set indicated that they
have the chops to make a go of it.

20th-Fox Posts
Record 1st Qtr.
Totals; Music Dips

LOS ANGELES — Records and music
publishing was the only non-profitable
operation for Twentieth Century-Fox Film
Corp. as the company reported record first
quarter earnings and revenues.

While the company as awhole posted net
earnings for the period ended March 31,
1979 of $19.090,000, compared with $17,
486,000 for the first quarter of 1978, 20th
Century-Fox Records’ losses increased to
$189,000 from $58,000 during the similar
period a year ago.

Similarly, first quarter revenues for the
records division dipped to $2,900,000 from
$5,130,000 in 1978, while the company as a
whole showed an increase to $159,546,000
from $158,933,000.

Twentieth Century-Fox Film Corp.’s ear-
nings per share also increased to $2.33
from $2.21 during the first three months of
1978.

Dennis C. Stanfill, chairman and chief
executive officer, said the company ex-
pects to have agood year in 1979, but poin-
ted out that Fox probably will not achieve
the record results of 1978.

Tubb’s Mgmt. Questions Cal. Tax Law

LOS ANGELES — Some confusion
resulted here recently when Ernest Tubb
and the Texas Troubadours played at the
Palomino Club and were assessed a 5%
California State Withholding Tax on the
income he received for his engagement
from the Palomino.

According to Dick Shuey, president of
Atlas Artist Bureau in Goodlettsville, Tenn.
and manager for Tubbs, J.A. Coffin, of the
State of California Franchise Tax Board,
contacted Tubbs and the Palomino to no-
tify them that the 5% tax charge would be
included on the contract and deducted
from Tubb’s earnings.

“Ernest Rubb has played many, many
dates in the state of California before but
never was charged with such a tax,” said
Shuey. “Nobody that | know in Nashville
had ever heard of the tax and | do consider
itgrossly unfair to be hit with something like
this.”

Shuey also noted that Coffin told him that
he could have charged Tubb up to 11%
under California Tax Law. Shuey was con-
tacted shortly afterwards by Jerry Zeillbert
of the Los Angeles chapter of the Ameri-
can Federation of Musicians, who, Shuey
indicated. said that he was unaware of such
a tax.

Shuey then sent a letter out to all Nash-
ville talent agencies to notify them of what

Fantasy Closes Stax
Office In Memphis

NEW YORK — Fantasy Records, which
purchased distribution and reissue rights
to the Stax Records name in 1977. has
closed that company's Memphis office. The
move affects five Stax employees, in-
cluding David Porter, vice president of
Stax, Lester Snell (Porter’s assistant). two
regional promotion men, and a secretary.

A Fantasy spokesman indicated that the
company would continue to release reissue
packages of vintage Stax material, as well
as produce and release new producet on
the Stax label out of Fantasy's Berkeley,
Calif. headquarters. He said that the com-
pany plans to open aregional promotion of-
fice in Atlanta to replace the Memphis
operation.

Fantasy recently shipped six Stax LPs
under the “Chronicle” heading. They in-
cluded albums by the Staple Singers. Soul
Children, the Emotions, Eddie Floyd, Albert
King/Little Milton. and Rufus
Thomas/Carla Thomas.

Schieno
describes Ferrell as “an MOR, adult con-
temporary” artist with a country influence.

and others.

Also included on the roster is Jubilant
Sykes, a pop and R&B artist; Mike Eachus.

King of the B's. That's B's not as in Killer, but B's as in second feature, grade B. And
that's exactly what “Rock ‘N’ Roll High School” is — a grade B second feature that is
gloriously. unapologetically stupid and sometimes very funny. The movie has strains of
“Animal House,” but it doesn’'t match that film's consistently sharp wit. Rather it is a
direct descendant of the beach blanket movies. The only difference, besides the time
period is the fact that “Rock ‘N’ Roli High School” takes itself much less seriously. The
characters, aside from the Ramones, who play themselves, are all high school
stereotypes, and the movie provides some wicked satire along with plenty of meander-
ing. boring dialog.

Missouri is a hard rocking midwest fivesome that has a knack
for catchy hooks and straight ahead 4/4 rock ‘n’ roll. Chuck
Leavell of Seawind adds his keyboard expertise on several of
the tracks on the LP. and helps the band become an even more
perfect vehicle for the gruff lead vocals of Ron West. Thisis per-
fect top down, summer’s day. cruisin’ music. FM programmers
should check out Missouri.

LOOK OUT — Bad News Travels Fast — Casablanca NBLP
7138 — Producer: Alec R. Costandinos — List: 7.98

For those who can get past the illegible album graphics. this
album holds a lot of surprises. Some of the richest three-part
vocal arrangements heard in sometime can be found on this
debut LP along with some fine percolating rhythms and the ex-
traordinarily good production by Messr. Costandinos.
Madeleine Bell adds her velveteen harmonies to the engaging
vocals of Bernie Arcadio. Arthur Simms and Sher Komisar.

AFM, Public TV

NEW YORK — The American Federation of
Musicians has won seven percent across-
the-board wage increase for thefirstyear of
their new two-year contract with National
Public Television.

The agreement, which covers the ser-
vices of instrumental musicians performing
on public television, is retroactive to March
1. 1979, and includes another seven per-
cent increase for the second vyear of the
contract.

Pension contributions have been in-
creased from eight to nine percent under
the new contract, and health and welfare
contributions have been raised from $2.50
to $2.75 per day. with a maximum contribu-
tion of $13.75 per week.

Payment for radio simulcasts have been
increased from $20 to $27. and theme
music rates have been increased from
$125.65 to $135 for a three-hour session.

Also under the terms of the new agree-
ment. members of symphony, opera and
ballet service orchestras will receive an ad-
ditional payment of five percent of the
musician’s base rate when they perform a
broadcast as an extra service. And. if the
musicians are required to remain after a
concert for any purpose, they will receive a
premium payment of the base rate. Mem-
bers of a symphony orchestra will also be
paid an additional fee equivalert to a one-
hour rehearsal rate when technical crews
are setting up during rehearsals.

Music-BM1) (E. Money, D. Alexander, C. Solberg)
A pounding rock intro, with hard riffing fuzz
guitar and bright drumming, brings out the best in
Money's gritty vocals. Money shines on rock
tracks such as this one. and handclaps augment
the party feel of this affair. Buzzing electric guitar
fade adds to the energized sound. AOR stations
are jumping on this one and Top 40 is not too far
behind.

POCO (MCA MCA-41023)
Heart Of The Night (4:49) (Tarantula Music-
ASCAP) (P. Cotton)

Poco finally gained Top 40 acceptance and a
gold record with “Crazy Love.” This, the second
single from the “Legend” LP, has the same easy,
country-pop feeling, with Rusty Young's masterful
pedal steel guitar work and Paul Cotton’s lightly
twanging vocals adding the distinctive Poco
character to the song.

ANNE MURRAY (Capito! P-4716)

Shadows In The Moonlight (3:25) (Chappell &
Co./Tri-Chappell Music, Inc.-ASCAP/SESAC) (R.
Bourke, C. Black)

Anne Murray's last single, “I Just Fall In Love
Again.” has been on the pop singles chart for 17
weeks and this new track, from the “New Kind Of
Feeling” LP, should insure an even longer stay for
the singer. Murray's warm vocals are buoyed by a
rolling combo of drums, guitar, piano and bass.

NEIL DIAMOND (Columbia 3-10945)
Say Maybe (3:55) (Stonebridge Music-ASCAP) N.
Diamond)

This self-penned cut. from the “You Don't Bring
Me Flowers” LP, opens with a soothing acoustic
guitar figure. melding with light bass, choir-like
backup vocals and strings. Diamond’s entrancing
vocal is strong but not mixed too far above the in-
strument track. There is a slight C&W strain to the
song. making it perfectly acceptable to country
lists as well as pop.

BOBBY CALDWELL (Clouds CL-15)
Can’t Say Goodbye (3:40) (Perry Sherlyn Pub.
Co./Lindseyanne Music-BMI)

More rooted in pop than R&B, unlike Caldwell's
last hit single, “What You Won't Do For Love,” this
track takes aim at the Top 40 and should hit it.
Caldwell is a skillful vocalist, adept with a number
of different styles, as he proves here. Electric
piano. echo kick drum and bass drive this mid-

paced cut.

JOE JACKSON (A&M 2132)
Is She Really Going Out With Him? (Albion Music) (J.
Jackson)

AOR stations have been hot on Jackson's “Look
Sharp” album since it was released here and radio
seems to have picked this cutto break him. The track has
a pop-reggae beat, accentuated by the steady bass line,
bursting into a catchy pop chorus. Like the Police,
Jackson uses a minimum of instrumentation, including a
piano, drum and guitar opening that manages to convey
a very full sound. This one could be a Top 40 sleeper.
DIONNE WARWICK (Arista AS 0419)

I'll Never Love This Way Again (Irving Music-BMI) (R.
Kerr. W. Jennings)

Procducer Barry Manilow tosses in his trademark
piano-string arrangements with dramatic. romantic
drum crescendos, complimenting Warwick’s soaring
vocals. Warwick has always been a premiere female
singer-stylist, and she is now reaching for a more con-
temporary sound, which Manilow provides. This cut will
make a splash on A/C formats, but Top 40 will be in-
terested as well.

GLEN CAMPBELL (Capitol P-4715)
California (3:31) (Windstar Music-ASCAP) (M. Smother-
man)

This cut, from the “Basic” LP, has a somewhat decep-
tive opening, shifting from driving high hat synthesizer
and piano to a snappy banjo solo mid-way through the
song. A nice, distinctive blend of country and pop. which
has always been Campbell’s forte, mixing his expressive,
self-assured vocals. A sure C&W bet, with strong pop
possibilities.

CON FUNK SHUN (Mercury 74059)
Chase Me (3:38) (Val-le-Joe Music-BMI) (M. Cooper, F.
Pilate)}

A rousing funk track, sparkled by hand-claps, jumpy
bass line, synthesizer and syndrum shadings. Various
percussion effects and bursts of brass drive home the
vocal hook. A flute solo three-quarters of the way through
the song adds a littie bit of color to the affair and Con
Funk Snun's singing is aggressive and out front.

ROSEBUD (Warner Bros. WBS 8807)
Have A Cigar (3:03) (Pink Floyd Music Publ., LTD-PRS)
(R. Waters)

A pumping disco re-working of the Pink Floyd song of
the same name, with aggressive female vocals and
muscular bass line. This cut received strong play several
months ago at disco clubs around the country. A tight
edit of the original track by the same group, it's a little
short but infectious just the same. Rosebud concentrates
on the vocal hook, with cowbell and synthesizer em-
bellishments in the background. Could break out of
disco and go pop.

TEENA MARIE (Gordy G 7169F)
I'm A Sucker For Your Love (3:11) (Jobete Music Co.-
ASCAP) (R. James)

Rick James maintains a high profile on Marie’s cut,
writing. producing and singing on what is more or fess a
duet between Marie and James. A dense, invigorating
funk song that is receiving good response on B/C sta-
tions. a swirling mixture of brass, rhythm section and
electronic treatments mesmerizes the listener, leading to
the vocal trade-offs between Marie and James. The
strength of this song on Black stations may bring this
across to pop.

THE MARC TANNER BAND (Elektra/Asylum E46043)
She’s So High (3:50) (Otherwise Pub./Likewise Music-
ASCAP) (M. Tanner, N. Jeffrey)

Spare touches of flute, guitar and electric piano, with
slowly building strings in the background, provide Tan-
ner's resonant vocals with unadorned but full-textured
accompaniment. This easy rock/MOR cut, with a sharp,
nicely placed guitar solo, makes for a solid followup to
Tanner's first single, “Elena,” and an accessible tune for
both A/C and Top 40.

SUN (Capitol P-4713)
Radiation Level (3:53) (Glenwood Music/Detente Music-
ASCAP) (B. Byrd)

Siren-like synthesizer leads off this sharp funk/dance
track, with heavy bottom and building horn blasts
punctuating the vocal crescendos and fades. Tight high-
end production and melodic back-up singing add depth.

EVELYN “CHAMPAGNE” KING (RCA JH-11586)
Music Box (3:20) (Mills and Mills Music/Six Conti-
nents Music-BMI) (T. Life, S. Peake, J.H. Fitch)

Pounding horn opening, with a veritable on-
slaught of handclaps, tambourine and drums,
matches the fire of King's distinctive vocal
swoops. The “Music Box" is, of course, the radio,
and several different formats could pick up on this
one. Naturally, disco and B/C will be interested.
a short period of time as well.

DIXON HOUSE BAND (Infinity INF-50,014)
Runnin’ Scared (3:06) (House It Sound Music-ASCAP) E.
Dixon House)

Dixon House strikes a pleasing note with the band'’s
debut single for Infinity, offering a well-rounded mix of
pop and rock styles. The female vocals sound somewhat
similar to Fleetwood Mac's, but the male lead is both
strong and original. Mike Flicker's production highlights
the drum and electric guitar work. This track can go both
AOR and Top 40.

TERI De SARIO (Casablanca NB 980)

The Stuff Dreams Are Made Of (3:17) (Blackwood Music
inc.-BMI, Sterling Music-ASCAP) (J. Carbone, L. Lam-
bert)

Congas. cowbell blends in with bass, brass and str-
ings. accentuating this pretty disco cut and De Sario’s
high. well-controlled vocals. Sprightly production bring
the singing up front where it belongs and background
vocals are perfectly placed, making this cut as at home
on pop lists as itwill be on disco formats. A pleasant addi-
tion to Top 40.

SQUEEZE (A&M 2146)
Cool For Cats (3:39) (Almo Music Corp./Deptford
Songs-ASCAP) (C. Difford, G. Tilbrook)

The title track from Squeeze’ LP captured the #1 spot
on the pop charts in England but the distinctly English ac-
cent on lead vocals may stymie this song's progress
here. A light, bouncy number that almost borders on a
disco beat combines with amusing tongue-in-cheek
lyrics and cute female backup vocals. A truly fun musical
romp. AOR will surely take note.

TONIO K. (Full Moon/Epic 8-50681)
Better Late Than Never (3:30) (Intersong U.S.A. In-
c./Worthless Music-ASCAP) (Tonio K.)

Haunting accordion opening meets Tonio K.'s forceful
vocals head-on, resulting in a Springsteen-esque rave-
up, with slashing guitars and thumping drum beats.
Tonio K. is alyrical heavyweight and his words are as har-
dedged as the instrumentation. AOR programmers will
most likely pick up on this one but the pop potential is
most definitely there. A neat little rocker.

CHRYSALIS PUSHING JAZZ — Chrysalis Records, the independent label whose pop
roster includes such acts as Jethro Tull, Blondie, The Babys and Nick Gilder. is beginning
to expand its musical repertoire to include jazz. As part of the program, Chrysalis has
prepared a sampler EP to showcase selected cuts from the latest LPs by Auracle, Michel
Colombier and John Serry. The sampler, which features two cuts from each album, will be
serviced to jazz, R&B, AOR and college stations as well as some 1.200 retail accounts. In
addition to the record for in-store play, the accounts also will receive LP jackets for display
along with other merchandising items such as a banner with the slogan “"Chrysalis has your
kind of music.” According to Brendan Bourke, Chrysalis’ national sales and merchandis-
ing coordinator, the program is designed to "let everybody know we are behind our jazz ar-
tists.” Adds Scott Kranzberg, national promotion director: “The Chrysalis philosophy has
always been to think interms of long-range signings, because it takes time to build careers.
So. in building our jazz roster, we will be signing acts selectively and deliberately; and once
the act is signed, there will be full company involvement and support.” Although Chrysalis
is arelative newcomer to the jazz field, two key company execs — senior vice president Sal
Licata and promotion and creative services vice president Billy Bass — are well versed in
the ins and outs of jazz marketing and merchandising as a result of their previous tenure at
United Artists, which handled the Blue Note catalog.
AACM FESTIVAL — The Museum of Contemporary Art, in conjunction with the Jazz In-
stitute of Chicago, will present a series of concerts by members of the Association for the
Advancement of Creative Musicians (AACM) from May 14-19. The AACM was formed in
1365 by a group of Chicago players schooled in the jazz tradition but who were looking to
expand the state of the art by building on the avante-garde explorations of such giants as
John Coltrane and Ornette Coleman. Among the group’s leading exponents are the Art
Ensemble of Chicago, Anthony Braxton, Muhal Richard Abrams, Leroy Jenkins and

The result is some of the tastiest straight ahead blues flavored
jazz and boogie woogie to be heard in some time. The band
really swings on several classics here, especially on “Dickie's
Dream.” “Jumpin’ The Blues” and “I'd Rather Drink Muddy
Water.”

ALWAYS KNOW — Thelonious Monk — Columbia 35720 —
List: 8.98

'60s Monk in solo, trio, quartet and orchestral settings. most
of itnew to LP. The retirement of Monk, who has played rarely in
recent years, makes the release of this material all the more im-
portant. The pianist is always full of surprises. “Bye-Ya" and

stated Bell. “Our audience didn’t even want to hear the disco music of Rod Stewart.”
KGB CHICKEN PLUCKED — The KGB/San Diego Chicken, one of the mostacclaimed
radio station mascots in the country, has been temporarily suspended from duty over a
disagreement about outside appearances. KGB maintains that the concept and
costume of the chicken are to be used primarily for the entertainment and enjoyment of
all San Diegans. Until the dispute is resolved, Ted Giannoulas, the man behind the
feathers, has been replaced by a substitute chicken who will make local appearances.
NEW NETWORK — RKO recently created the RKO Radio Network. According to com-
pany vice president Harvey Mednick, the network will go on the air in 1980 with acom-
bination land and satellite distribution program to 150 subscribers, and will feature uni-
que concepts in radio news along with special programming for music-oriented radio.

Sony Fights Back
With 472-Hour Format
On Betamax Machine

NEW YORK — The Sony Corp. lastweek in-
troduced its new Betamax SL 5400 at a
meeting of the company's dealers and dis-
tributors in Hots Springs, Va. The machine,
which will debut June 3-6 at the CES con-
vention in Chicago raises the Beta format’s
three-hour tape recording time to four-
and-a-half hours and can be used to play
the Betamax tapes that are currently
available. The new unit's features also in-
clude fast forward and reverse scanning,
remote control, still display, electronic tun-
ing. and automatic programming. A
suggested list price has yet to be deter-
mined for the machine, which will be
marketed this summer.

Simpson of Fathers and Sons said that
attitude extends to older customers as well.
“We're finding cutouts are doing well
among the 22 to 35 age group. While the
kids still tend to be hit-oriented the older
group may have grown up with the records
that are now showing up as cutouts. They
probably also grew up with the $2.99 price
as well.”

Another recorded commodity that has
caused retailers to reevaluate their
priorities is the disco disc. “Thank god for
disco discs.” exclaimed Abady. “Disco
discs have probably saved everybody's
business this year. In the past year disco
discs have gone from zero to fifty per cent
of my sales.”

Another dealer confirmed the profit
value of the disco disc. “A disco disc can
get you a 50% profit margin from its cost at
$2.00 to its sale at $2.98. You're making the
same dollar that you would on a full-line
album. and you're faying out only half the
money."”

Simpson added. "We can make a sale on
disco disc to a customer who doesn’t want
to gamble on a one-shot. A good example
would be the heavy sales we picked up on
disco discs of Rod Stewart's ‘Da Ya Think
I'm Sexy' to black customers.”

He concluded. “We grew up as retailers
on the basic premise that the stronger your
catalog was, the better your image was as a
store. But the trend towards hits and away
from catalog has been one that we're all
finally becoming aware of. even though we
didn't want to for a long time.”

Iglesias, whose records on the Alhambra
label have sold into the millions, will em-
bark on a tour of the United States starting
June 1. The tour has been set up by Ralph
Mercado and Ray Aviles of Ralph Mercado
Management. Dates include the Music Hall
in Boston, June 1; the Auditorium Theater
in Chicago, June 2; the Masonic Temple in
San Francisco, June 8; Shrine Auditorium
in Los Angeles, June 9 and 10; and Ken-
nedy Center in Washington, D.C., June 15.
The tour will culminate with an appearance
at Madison Square Garden in New York on
June 16.

Coco has a weekly payroll of $2,250 and
in his affidavit Averne contends that
through reduced over-head and improved
quality product, he will be able to file a plan
that will realize more for his unsecured
creditors. than if he shut down

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Gortikov Address Kicks Off
Canada Industry Symposium

TORONTO — Although the current record
industry boom has been accompanied by
such growing pains as increased piracy
and counterfeiting, fewer mdependent
labels and higher list prices, records still
represent the best entertainment value for
the dollar.

That's the gist of the May 2 keynote ad-
dress by the president of the RIAA. Stan
Gortikov, at the five-day Symposium '79,
the first-ever collectively organized music
industry gathering in Canada for this
country’s music business.

Gortikov, who is a director of the inter-
national antipiracy body, (IFPI), warned of
the “poison to us all” — counterfeiting — as
the “bane” to the music industry interna-
tionally. “We must rid ourselves of thatkind
of scum.” he told the conference. in refer-
ence to conventional retailers who dis-
guise counterfeit product as the genuine
article.

“The fox is already in the hen house."” he
said of the massive piracy situation world-
wide. “More clocks must start ticking,” he
says of attempts to curtail piracy. But as
long as the IFPI is undersupported by
music industries internationally. “efforts
will continue to be inadequate,” according
to Gortikov.

Gortikov spoke aggressively on the
problems of the music business. He cited
increasing returns, skyrocketing promo-
tion costs. counterfeiting, artist royalties,
erratic release patterns, inflation and un-
employment. as bi-products of the ever-ex-
panding music business. While noting that

shrinking distribution alternatives are be-
ginning to plague the business, he pre-
dicted that “The industry will go through a
painful era of sifting and culling, and out of
it all will emerge a tighter more efficient
industry.”

He also addressed the issue of exports of
master recordings by Canadians under-
cutting the American market.

Of Canadians who attempted to sell
masters at the recent NARM convention,
Gortikov said, "I believe there was a likeli-
hood of copyright infringement. If | was a
U.S. manufacturer and my Canadian
licensee attempted to sell masters on my
territory | wouldn't want you.” But Gortikov
added it was up to the copyright owner to
prosecute. That, he says, is unlikely.

He also condemned what he called
“political acquiescence” by the American
government in a new performing rights bill
in the U.S. “In fifty-five other countries,
such bills exist. Only my country and yours
are left,” he said.

Gortikov told the opening-day audience
for the five-day conference that record
companies should avoid “shielding senior-
ity” at their businesses. “Maybe your real

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New Game Concept, Service Policy Top
Agenda At Gremlin-Sega Distributor Meet

SAN DIEGO — The introduction of a new
“Multiphase” game concept, warranty
policy and sales incentive program
highlighted the first Gremlin-Sega dis-
tributor meeting and open house April 20-
23 here.

More than 30 Gremlin-Sega distributors
from across the country attended the
meeting, which featured presentations by
Gremlin president Frank Fogleman and
marketing chief Jack Gordon. It was the
first such gathering since Gremlin merged
with Sega Enterprises six months ago.

“Head On,” a computerized video road
game, is the first model to utilize the fac-
tory's exclusive multiphase play sequence.
Initially, the player tries to clear point
markers in 20 lanes while avoiding a colli-
sion with an on-coming car hurtling in the
opposite direction. Should the player com-
plete the first challenge, the Multiphase unit
sequences to the next level of difficulty and
the player has to contend with two oppos-
ing cars. Then three cars.

Novel Vs. Short Story

Gremlin president Fogleman used the
analogy of a short story and a novel in com-
paring Multiphase and traditional video
games. “In the past, we have seen video
games that were excellent tools for the
business, but they have been basically one
game . .. or a short story. And when you
finish a short story, all you can do is read it
again. Multiphase. on the other hand. pre-
sents several chapters of a novel.

“Head On has seven game sequences.
So now if the player completes the first
chapter of the game, he moves on to the
next phase. which is more complex. Then
the player proceeds through additional
phases so that the game is challenging for
all levels of skill.”

Referring to the company's new ser-
vice/warranty policy, Fogleman added that
“it would not be advisable to introduce a
new series of Multiphase games without ty-
ing into a support program that could do it
justice.”

GREMLIN HEADQUARTERS — The Gremlin-Sega factory in San Diego was the site of the
video game manutacturer’s first distributor meeting, held April 20-23. Distributor
representatives from around the country gathered to hear presentations by Gremlin presi-
dent Frank Fogleman and marketing head Jack Gordon on the company’s new Multiphase

game concept and warranty policy.

Under the revised service policy,
Gremlin-Sega is offering to its distributors
two introductory parts programs with sub-
stancial discounts to get them to stock
spare parts in quantity. According to
Fogelman. the parts package, which is be-
ing offered at a 36% discount over the nor-
mal price, provides the items needed to
handle 85% of all repairs.

"We feel our new hardware has distinct
advantages because of its simplicity,”
Fogleman said. “and we're trying to make
stocking of replacement parts more attrac-
tive to distributors so that operators will
have a minimum amount of down time.”

Incentive Program

Gremlin-Sega also is offering an incen-
tive program on top of its continuing 90-day
warranty and advance replacement policy.
With the purchase of their first five video
games, distributors will be supplied with
one basic CVC-CPU board at no charge.
Thereafter, an additional CPU board will be

Undersea Action Is Play Theme Of
Midway’s New ‘Blue Shark’ Video

CHICAGO — “Ready for something a little
bit different; a video game that's a change
of pace?" queried Stan Jarocki, director of
marketing at Midway Mfg. Co. “Then load
your spear gun and go on an aquatic ad-
venture with Midway’s single player ‘Blue
Shark’.” The video gun game is currently
available through the factory's distributor
network.

The play theme involves an undersea
hunt with various creatures of various point
values serving as prey and the player, ar-
med with an electronic harpoon gun., stalks
them. Hitting a swordfish awards 200
points; a shark at close range, 300; a ran-
domly appearing octopus, 400 and the
dreaded blue shark, 500.

Free Game Feature

As the player’s skill and accuracy im-
prove the targets move faster with a main

objective being to accumulate points and
possibly win a free game, or even surpass
the previous high score displayed on the
screen.

A challenging obstacle throughout play
isthe appearance of a skin diver, swimming
the waters. If the player accidentally strikes
him, 500 points are deducted from the
score.

The machine’s cabinetry and design,
complete with 3-dimensional color under-
seascape, marine blue cabinet and menac-
ing shark illustrations, dramatically reflect
the play theme.

‘Blue Shark’

supplied free of charge with each shipment
of 25 games.

According to Fogleman, “If the operator
or distributor has an unusual number of
breakdowns before accumulating several
CPU boards, our normal advance replace-
ment program is in effect.

great.” exclaimed Hunter. “The thing was,
I'd started to build up my solo career with
my first LP, attracting a good-size
audience, butthen l totally blew it with ‘Alien
Boy." Both musically and lyrically. the
album was a bit too far out for the tastes of
most radio programmers. As a result. I'd
lost all of the radio support | had gained
from my success with Mott and the accep-
tance of my first solo album.

“Inretrospect, I'd probably do things a lot
differently if | had the chance,” continued
Hunter. "I probably should have developed
into my ‘Alien Boy’ stage a little bit at a time,
instead of jumping into this musical style
almost out of nowhere.

“I quickly realized that to maintain strong
commercial viability as an artist, you have
to try to develop slowly and gradually, so all
of your fans can keep up with you. But
sometimes, you just get the urge to do
something radically different. So knowing
full well that it might be commercial suicide
to record ‘Alien Boy," | went ahead and did
it

‘Overnight Angels’ Failure

Following “All-American Alien Boy,"”
Hunter returned to a more mainstream
guitar-rock format in 1977 with his third
album. “Overnight Angels.” But despite
such isolated highlights as the frenzied
rocker “Wild ‘N’ Free" and the sentimental
ballad. “Broadway.” the LP is probably
Hunter's least successful work to date.
"Overnight Angels™ was hastily conceived
amidst a number of legal entanglements
between Hunter, his ex-manager and his
former label, and these lengthy contractual
disputes prevented the singer/composer
from fully devoting his efforts to recording
the LP.

“Looking back, | was so caught up with
these legal hassles that | wasn’t in the right
frame of mind to be recording an album,”
explained Hunter. “| think ‘Angels’ is a dis-
honest. superficial album, and | had never
in my life been involved with a dishonest
album.

" ‘Angels’ scared me, because it was the
first LP | did that didn't mean anything, that
didn’t have some kind of lastingimpacton a
rock audience,” added Hunter. “In Mott, we
were always very honest in the way we ap-
proached our music, and i think that's what
gave us longevity; that's what made us
stand out a bit as opposed to being just
another disposable rock band.”

Back On The Track

It has taken him two years to do so, but
Hunter has finally severed his ties with his
old management and label, clearing the
way for Hunter to enlist Steve Popovich's
Cleveland Entertainment Co. as his new
management and Chrysalis Records as his

label. Artistically, Hunter is also back on the
right track. having reunited on his new
album with producer/guitarist Mick Ron-
son, who made such a key contribution to
Hunter's successful debut solo album four
years ago.

In addition, Hunter has recruited the ser-
vices of pianist Roy Bittan, bassist Gary
Tallent and drummer Max Weinberg of
Bruce Springsteen’s E Street Band, and the
result is a highly professional, dynamic
rock workout which combines the best ele-
ments of both British and American rock 'n’
roll.

"Working with Mick {Ronson) and the E
Streeters turned out to be great.” said Hun-
ter. “The actual sound quality of the album
is five times better than anything I've ever
done. The LP was a challenge to make.
because the basic tracks we cut were so
strong that instead of merely placing layers
of differentinstruments on top of the tracks,
we experimented a great deal, deciding
what blended well with the basic tracks and
what didn't.

Long-Awaited Tour

Now with the release of “Schizophrenic,”
Hunter is looking forward to touring the
U.S. for the first time in four years. Beginn-
ingin June, Hunter will undertake an exten-
sive tour accompanied by Mick Ronson
(but without the E Streeters), performing as
a headliner in mostly medium size halls.

“I can’t wait to hit the road and support
the album,” asserted Hunter. “A few
months ago, | played agig in Cleveland with
Meat Loaf, Mick Ronson and the Boyzz, and
I realized then how much | missed perform-
ing live. The kids at that show were amaz-
ing. On my tour I'll play anywhere, just so |
can catch the buzz of being arock ‘n’ roller
onstage again.”
