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EDITORIAL Home Taping Blues 
At the recent NAB radio programming con- 

ference in St. Louis, Bob Sherwood,' president of 
Phonogram, Inc./Mercury Records, addressed the 
serious problem which off -air taping poses to both 
the radio and record industries. While radio cries for 
new artists to play, Sherwood warned programmers 
that they often cut their own throats by playing 
album sides in their entirety, thereby encouraging 
home taping. This, he noted, steals the much - 
needed venture money from the record labels 
necessary to find those new acts. 

Earlier this year, California State Senator Alan 
Sieroty introduced legislation imposing a 5% tax on 
the sales of blank audio tape, similar to a presently - 

existing tax in West Germany. Sieroty said of the 
plan, "We all owe something to these artists who 
create and perform the music that gives us joy and 
enriches our lives. This program represents a 

means of channeling back to the music makers 
some of the royalties lost because of free taping." 
The bill is still pending. 

We at Cash Box applaud the efforts of Sherwood, 
Sieroty and others who are seeking an equitable 
answer to the problem of home taping, be it off -the - 
air or otherwise. Taping, as Sieroty notes, not only 
hurts the record companies, but the artists whose 
livelihood is derived from the royalties which are lost 
due to taping.

NEW YORK -A Cash Box survey of radio 
stations that adopted a disco format sub- 
sequent to WKTU's upset victory in the New 
York ratings three quarters ago, has shown 
a definite trend away from pure disco 
programming.

Lieberman Set 
To Hold Annual 
Meet This Week 
NEW YORK - Lieberman Enterprises, one 
of the nation's largest rack jobbers, is 

holding its annual convention at the 
Playboy Resort in Lake Geneva, Wisconsin, 
Sept. 24-28. 

Expected to participate in the convention 
are 300 Lieberman employees, as well as 
representatives of Lieberman's suppliers. 
Several record companies will give presen- 
tations, including CBS, WEA, RCA, and 
Capitol. 

Among the artists scheduled to perform 
at the convention are Dave and Sugar 
(RCA), George Thorogood (Rounder), 
Firefall (Atlantic), Molly Hatchet (CBS), Bar- 
bara Mandrell and Point Blank (MCA) and 
Steve Dahl (Ovation). 

In an exclusive pre -convention interview, 
Lieberman President Harold Okinow told 
Cash Box that the meeting will focus on 
training sessions to help the rack jobbers 
learn how to improve service to their 
customers. "They're really traveling 
department managers," noted Okinow. 
"They're performing a merchandising and 
inventory control function for their ac- 
counts. So we want to give them more tools 
to do a better job." 

The major objective of the Lieberman 
staffers, said Okinow, is to provide their ac- 
counts with a maximum number of inven- 
tory turns per year. In order to do this in a 

time of recession, he said, "you have to put 
out fewer titles, put out the best-selling 
product." 

Okinow was also concerned about 
proper ordering to avoid returns later on. 
To prevent either overloading or poor fill, 
he said, a rack jobber has to be "looking at 
the items that are moving in that particular 
territory. What happens sometimes is you 
have a wave effect where product will sell 
well in one part of the country and doesn't 
sell in another. So we have to stay on our 
toes. We can't have too much product too 
soon, or we could get stuck with it." 

NEW YORK - Last December, following 
the seizure by more than 300 FBI agents of 
$100 million worth of sound recording 
equipment and finished goods in a series of 
raids covering 23 sites in five states, law en- 
forcement officials estimated that illicit 
recordings cost the legitimate industry 
$350 million a year. More recently, 
however, Federal investigators told Cash 
Box that the annual street value is closer to 
$600 million. 

Despite the fact that the raids reportedly 
wiped out one-third of the illicit recording 
industry in the U.S., peppered, or mixed 
shipments of legal and illegal goods are 
currently flooding American retail stores at 
a rate that Federal investigators say is 
greater than ever before. 

"Our findings show that quite a number 
of major name retailers stock counterfeit 
product mixed in with legitimate goods," 
said Jules Yarnell, special anti -piracy coun- 
sel for the RIAA. "However, the range bet- 
ween my belief that they knowingly carry 
the goods and our ability to prove it is very 
great." 

He emphasized that, while top manage- 
ment officials might not be aware that cer- 
tain records they were carrying were illegal, 
buyers for the stores are almost certain to 
be aware of it, since they pay less than the 
market prices for the product. 

Joe Cohen, executive vice president of 
NARM, told Cash Box that when Stanley 
Gortikov, president of the RIAA, met with 
the association's board of directors several 

Copyright Office Outlines 
Mechanical Royalty Formula

WASHINGTON, D.C. - To prepare for its 
announced meeting on Oct. 19, the 
Copyright Office released a background 
paper last week explaining the changes in 
its thinking concerning royalties under 
compulsory licenses or mechanicals. In 
light of a hearing held almost a year ago, the 
office has reversed itself on an important 
point, the tracking requirement, and es- 
tablished a formula for the payment of 
royalties. 

Specifically, the Copyright Office con- 
cludes that "a requirement for actually 
tracking particular phonorecord shipments 
and determining whether records are 
destroyed or reshipped is impractical." In- 
stead of tracking, the compulsory licensee 
should be required to reduce record 
reserves in accordance with an accounting

convention and "of the two accounting con- 
ventions that might be applied, we con- 
clude that FOFI (first -out -first -in) is 
preferable to LOFI (last -out -first -in)," the 
office stated. 

The reason for adopting the FOFI 
method is that it more accurately reflects 
actual sales and lessens the chance of 
overpayment of royalties, the report added. 
The RIAA had opposed use of LOFI under 
the GAAP (generally accepted accounting 
principles), arguing that it would cause 
overpayment by record companies. 

Royalty Formula 
The Copyright Office proposes a four - 

step formula to be used in computing 
monthly royalty payments by record com- 
panies to songwriters of record 
copyrighted songs. The formula is as 
follows: 

1) Compute total gross number of 
records shipped in a given month (gross 
number sent for purposes other than sale 
and gross number sent for sale.). Reserves 
can be set up only with respect to those 
shipped for sale. 

2) Subtract the number reserved 
("reserve level" is a percentage 
representing an estimate of returns, which 
may fluctuate month to month. It is to be 
made in accordance with GAAP.). 

3) Add the amount of lapsed reserves 
(i.e. the number shipped for sale that have 
been reserved in the 12th previously month

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Several Albums By Pope To 
Be Issued During U.S. Visit

NEW YORK - Pope John Paul II will be 
featured on several record albums that 
should be available in retail outlets across 
the country when the Pope begins his two- 
week visit to the United States on October 
2. 

One of the albums, "Pope John Paul II 

Sings At The Festival of Sacrosong," will be 
manufactured and marketed by Infinity 
Records in the United States and Canada 
under an agreement with Petri Pax 
Records, Inc., the company that owns the 
North American rights to the product. 

According to Gary Mankoff, vice presi- 
dent of marketing and finance for Infinity, 
the MCA -owned label is currently striving to 
have the album, which will be sold for the 
list price of $9.98, in record stores by Oc- 
tober 1. The album has been available as an 
import, through JEM Records, for two 
weeks. 

Marketing Campaign 
Mankoff also said that Infinity plans to 

launch a "thorough and complete 
marketing campaign that touches all 
bases." Mankoff termed the campaign 
"unique and prestigious," and said it would 
"treat the album with the utmost taste and 
respect." 

Opry Convention 
Plans Finalized

NASHVILLE-Approximately 3,000 people 
who make at least half of their income from 
country music are expected to attend the 
Grand Ole Opry Birthday Celebration in 
Nashville Oct. 8-13. This year will mark the 
54th anniversary of the Opry and the 27th 
anniversary of the Birthday Celebration, 
which began in 1952 as a disc jockey con- 
vention. 

The Opry celebration is sponsored by 
radio station WSM in conjunction with 
Country Music Association. The major 
record labels in Nashville also participate 
by hosting parties, showcases and by using 
this time to hold meetings of their field and 
home staffs. 

The week will begin monday, Oct. 8 with 
the telecast of the CMA Awards Show live 
on CBS from the Opry House. On the 
following morning a radio seminar entitled 
"Put the Personality Back Into Country 
Radio" will be sponsored by FICAP (Fed 
eration Of International Country Air Per- 
sonalities). There has been criticism recen- 
tly that the convention attracts fewer disc 
jockeys and those attending have 
questioned the justification of spending so

The album was recorded during the 
Pope's pilgrimage to his native Poland in 

June, and features John Paul II's voice on 
six songs, including his own composition, 
"The Moment of the Entire Life." Sacrosong 
is an annual festival/competition of 
religious music in Poland that was in- 
augurated by the Pope 12 years ago when 
he was Archbishop of Krakow. 

According to Infinity, "a major portion" of 
the proceeds from the sale of the album will 
go the Pontifical Mission Society. Ron Alex- 
enburg, president of Infinity, stated, "We at 
Infinity are especially proud to be able to 
play a part in the recorded preservation of 
an event that has had and will continue to 
have a major emotional and cultural impact 
on the lives of so many millions of people." 

However, the album will not be available 
in Boston, the first city the Pope will visit, 
until mid -October, in accordance with an 
agreement with that city's Pontifical Mis- 
sion Society. The Society, under the 
arrangement, will sell the album by mail or- 
der. 

And there is also a possibility, according 
to an Infinity spokesperson, that the album 
will not be available in the other cities the 
Pope plans to visit until after the Roman 
Catholic spiritual leader has left. Those 
cities include New York, Philadelphia, 
Washington D.C., Chicago, and Des 
Moines, Iowa. 

Celebrating Mass 
The other albums featuring Pope John 

Paul II will be marketed by Bryn Mawr 
Productions, Ltd., a newly -formed com- 
pany specializing in marketing religious 
records, headed by music business 
veteran Seymour Greenspan. 

According to Greenspan, four albums 
will be available to the public by October 1. 

They include three single albums of the 
Pope celebrating Mass in English, Polish 
and Spanish, respectively, and one double 
set of the Pope celberating Christmas mid- 
night Mass at the Vatican. The single album 
lists for $9.95, and the double album for 
$14.95.

NEW YORK - Modern Records, the new 
label formed by Paul Fishkin and Danny 
Goldberg, will be marketed and distributed 
by Atco Records (a division of the Atlantic 
Recording Corp.). 

The first artist signed to Modern Records 
is Stevie Nicks, vocalist -songwriter with 
Fleetwood Mac. Nicks remains a member 
of Fleetwood Mac and will be featured on 
the group's upcoming new album, "Tusk," 
and their world tour. She will be recording 

ASCAP Totals For 
This Year Running 
Ahead Of 1978 
LOS ANGELES - ASCAP domestic 
receipts for the first eight months of 1979 
were $70,893,000, up $1.7 million from last 
year's pace. For the first two-thirds of 1978, 
ASCAP reported $69,153,000. 

Domestic receipts were derived as 
follows: licensees including symphonic and 
concert, $68,295,000; interest on invest- 
ment, $2,272,000, and membership dues 
$326,000. 

For the same period in 1979, monies 
received from foreign societies totalled $8,- 
927,000, compared to $6,860,000 in 1978. 

After deducting salary and office ex- 
penses of $14,998,000, $55,895,000 was 
available for distribution to membership, 
compared to $55,665,000 distributed in the 
first eight months of last year. In the first 
quarter of the year, ASCAP distributed 
$14,695,000 and $16,646,000 in the second 
quarter. 

Not included in receipts and in the 
balance available for distribution is a total 
of $3,417,000, which represents 20% of 
ASCAP receipts from certain local TV sta- 
tions that have been placed in escrow in 

connection with the Buffalo Broadcasting- 
ASCAP action. The sum in escrow for the 
eight month period is $3,343,000 in fees 
and $74,000 in interest. 

On July 31, $9,716,000 was distributed to 
members from the following countries: 
Sweden, $529,000; England, $4,176,000; 
Germany, $2,355,000; France, $2,472,000, 
and South Africa, $184,000. All were 1977 
payments, except South Africa which 
covered part of 1976 and 1977. 

Foreign Distribution 
A December foreign distribution of $10.8 

million will include the following countries: 
Argentina, Austria, Belgium, 
Czechoslovakia, Denmark, East Germany, 
Finland, Holland, Hungary, Italy, 
Yugoslavia, Mexico, Norway, Poland, 
Russia, Spain, Switzerland and Venezuela. 
Other countries and periods covered are 
Australia, July 1977 -June 1978; Canada, 
1978; Chile, July 1977 -June 1978; Israel, 
October 1976 -September 1977; Japan, 
April 1977 -March 1978, and Portugal, 
1975.

solo albums for Modern, including the 
soundtrack to a film called "Rhiannon" 
(based on the Fleetwood Mac song of the 
same name) Fishkin and Goldberg are ex- 
ecutive producers of the film, now being 
developed by United Artists. Rob Cohen is 
the producer. 

The first release on Modern Records will 
be in early 1980, by an artist to be announ- 
ced. The label expects to introduce at least 
three artists in its first year of operation. In 
addition, Modern will be involved in various 
film and television projects. 

Paul Fishkin was most recently president 
and part-owner of Bearsville Records with 
Albert Grossman. He joined the label in 

September 1971 and left in January, 1979. 
While with the label he was instrumental in 
the success of such artists as Todd 
Rundgren and Foghat. In the late 1960's, 
Fishkin managed a number of 
Philadelphia -area artists, including Todd 
Rundgren. He was also one of the first 
"progressive" disc jockeys in that city on 
WDAS-FM. 

Danny Goldberg began his record in- 
dustry career as a journalist, working for 
Billboard and Record World, and later for 
Rolling Stone, the Village Voice and Circus. 
He was vice president of Swan Song 
Records in the U.S. for its first 21/2 years, 
working with such artists as Led Zeppelin 
and Bad Company. In mid -1976, he left 
Swan Song and formed Danny Goldberg

Nickolas Ashford and Valerie Simpson 
are one of the classiest musical duos in 

contemporary music. The two have been a 

prolific writing team since the mid '60s, and 
have also earned a reputation as arrangers, 
producers and performers. 

The Warner Bros. duo's latest LP, "Stay 
Free," is currently riding at the #16 position 
on the Cash Box Top 200 LP chart and #2 
bullet spot on the Black Contemporary 
album chart. In addition, their latest single, 
"Found A Cure," rose to #2 on the B/C 
singles chart, and is currently at #2 on the 
Cash Box disco chart and #42 bullet on the 
Top 100 Singles chart. 

The two began writing together in Harlem 
in the early '60s and sold their first batch of 
songs for $75. Their hobby turned into a 

business when they scored their first hit, 
"Let's Go Get Stoned," for Ray Charles. 
When Motown executives heard the hus- 
band and wife team's work, they im- 
mediately signed the pair. 

In the mid sixties Ashford and Simpson 
were writing, arranging and producing hit 
records such as "Ain't No Mountain High 
Enough" for Marvin Gaye and Tammi 
Terrell and "Reach Out And Touch" for 
Diana Ross. 

While Valerie recorded two albums in 
the late '60s, it wasn't until 1973 that the two 
recorded their first album together, 
"Gimme Something Real." They followed 
with "I Wanna Be Selfish" in 1974, "Come 
As You Are" in 1976 and "So, So Satisfied" 
in 1977. 

The duo received their first gold LP for 
the "Send It" album, which was released in 

September 1977. The second gold album 
came with 1978's "Is It Still Good To Ya." 

The two, who have produced most of 
their own albums, also wrote, arranged and 
produced long time friend Diana Ross' 
"The Boss" LP earlier this year, and it is 

another addition to this classy, soulful duo's 
long list of credits. The success of "Stay 
Free" and its hit single is an almost certain 
guarantee of another gold album for the 
dynamic husband and wife team.

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NEW FACES TO WATCH 

The Yachts 
The Yachts are the latest in a line of new 

British bands determined to make a com- 
mercial impact in the American teen-age 
market. Their self -titled debut LP on 
Polydor/Radar Records leavens a conven- 
tional rock sound with some unusual in- 
strumentation, and the songs are dis- 
patched with energetic enthusiasm. 
Another reason for the album's success is 

that the songs of keyboardist Henry 
Priestman are written with a cleverness and 
hard -rocking fervor that results in an ap- 
pealing blend of 1960's pop -rock and 70's 
progressive rock. 

The group was formed in June of 1977 
from the remnants of a Liverpool band 
called Albert Dock, an octet which achieved 
its modest renown chiefly on the strength of 
its comedy routines. "None of us seemed to 
know how to play our instruments," 
recalled Priestman. "It's not likely that 
Albert Dock will be remembered in British 
musical folk lore." 

In any event, the band - guitarist Martin 
Watson, drummer Bob Rellis, bassist Mar- 
tin Dempsey, and Priestman - first 
emerged as the opening act for Elvis 
Costello and the Attractions at a Liverpool 
pub. They received such a warm reception 
that a single was arranged for release on 
Costello's label at the time, Stiff Records. 
People seemed to think we were the At- 

tractions," says Bellis, "and we got our- 
selves a standing ovation." The single, en- 
titled "Suffice to Say," and contained on the 
LP. features the line, "Suffice to say you 
love me/Suffice to say I don't blame you 

"Just call me a pop songwriter," 
Priestman says. "As for the Yachts, we're 
definitely a pop music band. I'm comfor- 
table with that label because that's the kind 
of music I grew up listening to. And I'm not 
ashamed of it, either. I really want to play 
'Top of the Pops' and 'Midnight Special.' " 

Likening the signing of the group to the 
"stuff fairytales are made of," Priestman ex- 
plained that, although the members of the 
group come from Liverpool, "most of our 
early gigs were in the London area. That's 
the catch to the British music scene - if 

people are going to take national notice of 
your group, you have to make it in London 
first." Following the release of "Suffice to 
Say" and a later single, "Look Back in Love" 
(originally recorded by Teddy and the 
Panda Bears in 1967), demo tapes were 
sent to producer Richard Gottebrer, noted 
for his work with Blondie, Dr. Feelgood, and 
Robert Gordon. The group then flew to New 
York's Plaza Sound, where the album was 
recorded in the space of nine days. "I never 
enjoyed myself so much in my life," 
Priestman said of New York. "Best city in 

the world." 
Looking ahead to the recording of a 

second LP and the start of a U.S. tour in r c- 
tober, Priestman noted that "we've grown 
as musicians in the past two years, so 
naturally we're composing better songs. 
We listen to just about everything going, 
from late '50s rock to experimental music, 
which is a little too weird for my tastes. It 

seems that people are trying too hard to be 

different, knocking pieces of wood together 
and calling it music, and that's sort of 
depressing, because '60s pop and soul is 

where it's at. That's why I like scouring 
record bins for those really obscure 
American albums. For the most part, 
they're rubbish. But there's always a gem. 

Gamma 
To students of the Greek language, 

Gamma is known as the third letter of the 
alphabet; but students of high-energy rock 
'n' roll are rapidly incorporating 
Elektra/Asylum group Gamma into their 
own vocabulary as well. Like volatile gam- 
ma rays, the Ronnie Montrose -led band 
plays a piercing, penetrating brand of 
vocal -oriented guitar rock, peppered with a 

healthy dose of electronic effects. The 
group's debut album, "1," is proving to be 
highly radioactive as well, bulleting up the 
Cash Box Top 200 Albums chart at #129. 

Bay area -based Montrose, who first 
came to prominence with the original Edgar 
Winter Group and moved off in 1973 to form 
his own successful self -named rock unit, 
decided to form Gamma after his last solo 
LP. "Open Fire." The band opened up 
another outlet for his vast songwriting skills 
and array of guitar styles. 

"The reason for Gamma is that I don't 
have to compromise my love for high- 
energy rock 'n' roll within the context of this 
group," stated Montrose. "However, I also 
like to record a slightly more esoteric type 
of album too, which will be a Ronnie Mon- 
trose LP. That way, it'll be less confusing to 
people who buy my records." 

The band began with synthesizer player 
Jim Alcivar, who has been with the guitarist 
since Montrose was formed. Another Mon- 
trose alumnus bassist, Alan Fitzgerald, quit 
playing keyboards for Sammy Hagar (lead 
vocalist with the first Montrose grouping) to 
join up. Drummer Skip Gillette was recom- 
mended to Montrose by Chuck Ruff of The 
Edgar Winter Group. Gamma finally came 
together, though, with the addition of 
vocalist Davey Pattison, who came to Mon- 
trose's attention through Jimmy Dewar of 
Robin Trower's band. 

"Davey comes from that Glasgow 
(Scotland) school of blues vocalists who 
just can't sing a song wrong," said Mon- 
trose. "It's that tough style of blues, which I 

really like." 
Montrose also pointed out that he's been 

able to expand his songwriting by 
collaborating with several of the Gamma 
members and hopes to continue the prac- 
tice on future albums. 

"Writing different things with different 
members of the band keeps me fresh," he 
said. "There's one song ('No Tears') on the 
album which Davey wrote years ago and 
The Hollies' song, 'I'm Alive,' came to us 
when Skip Gillette was humming it one 
day." 

Perhaps the highlight of recording "1" for 
Montrose was getting the opportunity to 
work with producer Ken Scott, whose work 
behind the boards, with The Beatles, Bowie 
and Supertramp has given him a solid 
reputation within the industry. 

"Working with Ken was such a joy 
because it was like a seminar for me," 
noted Montrose. "We'll definitely be getting 
together on future projects." 

Montrose added that although he still 
likes to keep a finger in the studio, most 
recently working with Ted Templeman and 
playing on the Nicolette Larson LP, Gamma 
makes for the ideal touring band. 

"People still want to go to a show and a 

good show is always around," said Mon- 
trose. "We've been playing for a couple of 
weeks now and every concert has been 
a killer. Jim and I have built two vocoders 
just for the show. We try to reproduce the 
LP live ... and a little more." 

PRODUCER PROFILE 

Producer Chambers Looks 
For Artist/Viewer Intimacy

LOS ANGELES - One of the most difficult 
transitions that a recording star can make is 

from the concert stage to the TV screen via 
the musical variety television special. The 
event can either be devastating to a musical 
personality's career or it can catapult the 
artist to superstardom. A successful 
producer of these video events is Ernest 
Chambers, who has produced specials for 
such artists as Barry Manilow, The Captain 
And Tennille and Susan Anton. 

Chambers, who is currently preparing 
Donna Summer's first TV special for ABC, 
"The 4th Barry Manilow Special" and a pilot 
for a television series based on "Beatle - 
mania," says that it is hard for music 
business people to understand the dif- 
ference between the two mediums. 

"There is a certain ambiance in a concert 
situation in that an artist has that fan adula- 
tion going for him. However, television is a 

closeup medium. It is a unique viewing ex- 
perience with a few people sitting in a living 
room, and you have to do a show that is 
tailored to that situation. There have been 
so many artists who have brought their act 
to television and been flops because their 
show was presented like a taped concert. 

Television Deals With Vast Numbers 
Chambers also points out that when you 

bring an artist to television you are dealing 
with vast numbers of people (the biggest 
recording sells 15 million albums and the 
biggest television show gets 60 million 
viewers). He stresses that the TV audience, 
for the most part, doesn't buy records, go to 
concerts or stay aware of new musical ar- 
tists. "The people are watching in their liv- 
ing rooms and can turn you off instantly 
from remote control," states Chambers. 
"They did not pay $17.50 a ticket and they 
are not sitting there in awe, so you have to 
give them more than just an hour of music." 

Producers Oblivious To TV Audience 
Chambers feels the main reason that TV 

music specials fail is the people who make 
the show are oblivious to the television 
audience, and are only concerned with the 
record buying audience. He avoids the 
problem of putting on an hour of music by 
tuning in to the artist and letting the show 
grow organically from their personality. 

"I spend a lot of time with an artist while 
preparing tor a special," comments Cham- 
bers. "Two things have to happen for me to 
do a successful show - I have to get to 
know the tastes of the artist's audience and 
that person has to learn to trust me because 
I am an alien from an alien world (televi- 
sion)." 

"A Barry Manilow show is much different 
from a Captain Ana Tennille because I

LOS ANGELES - While the typical career 
progression in the record industry is from 
successful artist to producer, there is a 
handful of established producers who have 
recently gone into the studio and cut their 
first album as an artist: 

Giorgio Moroder, Donna Summer's 
long-time producer and composer of the 
Oscar -winning score for Midnight Express, 
recently released his "E= MC2" on 
Casablanca. 

Probably best known for producing 
several Engelbert Humperdinck hits, Joel 
Diamond is out with his "Experience" LP, 
also on Casablanca. 

Barry Manilow's co -producer and 
producer of Broadway's Tony -winning 
musical, Ain't Misbehavin', Ron Dante has 
released an appropriately titled "Dante's 
Inferno" LP for Infinity. 

"It's My Turn Now" is another ap- 
propriate album title, describing as it does 
country & western producer Jerry Fuller's 
crossover at MCA. 

Producing Stability 
The fickleness of fans and the resulting 

fluctuations in an artist's popularity propel 
many performers into the more stable and 
longer -lasting area of producing. But what 
moves an entrenched producer in the op- 
posite direction, to the perilous climb up 
the trade charts? 

To a man, the four producers -turned - 
artists interviewed all expressed an early 
and secret desire, sometimes dating back 
to childhood, to be performers.

CPI Income Drops 
For the three months ended June 30, 

1979, the record and music division repor- 
ted an operating income loss of $2,638,000, 
compared to a profit of $407,000 in the 
prior -year quarter. Its fourth-quarter sales 
declined to $14,976,000 from $17,310,000 
during the last three months of the previous 
fiscal year. 

The revenues of the records and music 
division of Columbia Pictures Industries, 
Inc., most of which is comprised of Arista 
Records, increased to $76,734,000 for the 
fiscal year ended June 30, 1979 from $73,- 
490,000 for the previous fiscal year. 
However, its operating income plunged to 
$385,000 from $3,646,000 in the prior year, 
substantially contributing to the 43% earn- 
ing loss sustained by its parent corporation 
during the recent fiscal year. 

Overall, Columbia Pictures' net income 
dropped to $38,988,000 for the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 1979 from $68,824,000 for 
the previous fiscal year. CPI's total yearly 
revenues, on the other hand, rose to $613,- 
296.000 from $574,639,000 the previous 
year. Net income in the fourth quarter 
declined to $9,080,000 from $15,977,000 
and revenues slumped to $147,613,000 
from $164,278,000 in the prior -year period. 

Commenting on the results, Francis T. 

Vincent, Jr., president and chief executive 
office of Columbia Pictures and Industries, 
Inc.. said. "Operating earnings were adver-

Power Blackout, Scheduling 
Snarl Monterey Jazz Festival 

by Mike Terry 
MONTEREY, CA. - Generally regarded as 
the granddaddy of all jazz festivals, the 
Monterey Jazz Festival has been a com- 
mercial as well as an artistic success almost 
from its inception 22 years ago. But unless 
the festival organizers can overcome the 
difficulties that plagued this year's event - including a talent lineup that leans 
almost exclusively toward mainstream 
sounds, haphazard scheduling and 
sluggish pacing - they will be hard 
pressed to maintain the prestige and in- 
tense loyalty that Monterey has enjoyed 
over the years. 

On the surface, the weekend of Sept. 14- 
16 was another link in the chain of Monterey 
successes: three evenings and two after- 
noons of music, 7,000 -seat sellouts for all 
but two of the five concerts and a dazzling 
array of food and crafts booths that lined 
the Monterey Fairgrounds. And, at first 
glance, Monterey seemed to have its usual 
powerhouse lineup, including players like 
Dizzy Gillespie, Buddy Rich, Clarke Terry, 
John Lewis, Woody Shaw, Joe Williams, 
Sonny Stitt and Stan Getz. 

But something was missing. This was 
perhaps the most blase, and sometimes 
just plain dull, Monterey Festival in recent 
memory. There were no sparks, no great 
bursts of energy. Instead there were only 
fleeting moments of true imagination and 
creativity. And if you missed those mo- 
ments, it made the other three hours you 
sat through that much more painful. 

Blackout 
Not that everything could be blamed on 

festival founder and general manager 
Jimmy Lyons and crew. For instance, the

Providence, R.I.; Largo, Md.; Pittsburgh; 
Ann Arbor, Mich.; Champaign, III.; Cedar 
Falls, Iowa; Los Angeles and San Diego, 
before winding up in San Francisco on Dec. 
16. 

The tour will be the group's first major 
tour since the 1977 "Rumours" LP tour that 
hit 10 countries. 

opening evening concert, billed as "Inter- 
national Night," with performances by noted 
European, Asian and Latin players, was 
marred by an unforseen power failure, 
caused by a burned out PG&E transformer, 
that forced the show to drag past the point 
of interest. The power failure happened 
during the middle of the show and virtually 
wiped out what good feelings the music of 
Bosko Petrovic's B.P. Convention Quartet, 
the Moe Koffman Quintet, Tete Montoliu, 
and an especially spry horn duet by Terry 
and Gillespie, had provided. 

Slipshod Preparation 
Lyons and staff, however, could not be 

forgiven for the rather slipshod preparation 
and general lack of cohesion that per- 
meated much of the rest of the festival. And 
one of the most embarrassing moments 
came during the "Saturday Night Jive With 
Dizzy and Friends - Part II" concert. In- 
stead of an orderly procession of perfor- 
mances with a definite schedule of 
material, most of the participants were sim- 
ply slung out on stage and told to wing it. 

And a couple, like highly touted altoist 
Richie Cole, never got a chance to play at 
all. In fact, Cole got so fed up with the whole 
proceeding that he packed up his gear and 
walked off the stage after sitting more than 
three hours, during which he was apparen- 
tly given no hint as to what was going on. 

Saturday afternoon's concert, though, 
was even less inspiring. It was supposed to 
display the sounds of New Orleans, but out- 
side of Dr. John and the Wild 
Tchoupitoulas, a group of singers and dan- 
cers who dress in colorful Indian garb and 
usually perform on special occasions such 
as Mardi Gras, the other acts like the Neville 
Brothers Band and the New Orleans All - 
Stars were content to sleepwalk through 
their segments, often presenting songs 
straight off the Top 40 list. That belongs at 
the Kool Jazz Festival, not the Monterey 
Jazz Festival.

THE ULTIMATE ROCK 'N' ROLL MOVIE - The power and longevity of rock is due to 
its rhythmic force coupled with its rebellious nature. By tapping this emotional core of 
rock music, The Who has created perhaps the first true rock 'n' roll movie. 
"Quadrophenia" is set in England in the early '60s, the story of a young Mod growing up 
and dealing with sexual and sociological frustrations - i.e. the classic rock themes. The 
protagonist is an ardent Who fan, and the group's music is prominent throughout the 
film. "Love Reign O'er Me" is the perfect musical bed for the stirring climax and what 
else but "My Generation" is slipped on at a party, inspiring the Mods to wreck the place. 
But "Quadrophenia" is far from a collection of scenes strung together to fit the music. It 
is a starkly realistic tale of a working class youth doing battle with "rockers," parents, 
employers and the fury of his own demons. Violence, sex, booze and drugs are all used 
to escape, but these temporary solutions are just that. In the end, we are left with a 

superb portrait of a Mod, one of a series of post-war British youth cults such as today's 
punks, and a fascinating overview of the period when groups like the Who emerged as 
a voice of alienated youth. Producers Roy Baird and Bill Curbishley, director Franc 
Roddam, and of course The Who (credited as executive producers) are to be con- 
gratulated on creating both a cinematic vision of the importance of rock music in con- 
temporary society, and a great movie. "Quadrophenia" is scheduled to premiere in the 
U.S. on Nov. 2, and it should not be missed. 
MUSIC INVADES TELEVISION - Two new television properties prominently featur- 
ing music have been announced. "Top Ten," conceived by NBC topper Fred Silver- 
man, produced by Chris Bearde with Jim Aubrey as executive producer, will preview 
on the NBC network the last week in October. "Top Ten" will present the top ten of 
everything, from pop singles to weird athletic feats.

COMEDY IS NOT PRETTY - Steve Martin - HS 3392 -

The crown prince of "Off The Wall" humor has returned with 
another zany collection of straight-faced hilarity. While most of 
the material has been used on TV appearances over the past 
few years, this live recording catches the banjo -playing, 
balloon -wearing mirthmaker in full flight.

Jones' powerful vocals are nicely suited to this 
dancin' collection. The pulsating "Dark Storm" and the throbb- 
ing "Flashback" are the best cuts on the LP. Suited to Disco and'

APOCALYPSE NOW - Elektra DP -90001 - Producer: David

This two -record soundtrack LP is a must for anybody who 
las seen this overpowering new film by Francis Ford Coppola.

This nine piece configuration from Cleveland plays an 
irresistible brand of upbeat R&B/Funk.

LOS ANGELES - Although a floundering 
Dodgers baseball team was partially 
responsible for KABC/Los Angeles' slide 
from an 8.9 to an 8.0, the talk radio station 
still maintained its lead over AOR KMET 
and Beautiful Music formatted KBIG in the 
L.A. market, according to the July/August 
Arbitron metro book. In the New York 
market, black oriented ("disco and more") 
WBLS jumped ahead of disco bastion 
WKTU-FM, as the dancin' station slipped 
once again in the ratings. 

While KABC lost ground in the latest L.A. 
book, KMET, via its inventive news and in- 
formation and its consistent progressive 
rock format, climbed from a 5.8 in the 
April/May Arbitron to a 6.4 in the 
July/August edition. KBIG fell slightly from 
a 5.5 to a 5.0. Beautiful Music continues to 
thrive in L.A. as KJOI/Los Angeles jumped 
to a 4.9 from a 4.0 last time. Rounding off 
the top five in Los Angeles was all -news 
KFWB, which rose from a 3.7 to a 4.1. 

Disco seems to be a winning format for 
KIIS-FM/Los Angeles as the station moved 
from an April/May rating of 2.2 to a 2.8 in 
the late summer book. However, the 
Crocker station in L.A., KUTE, slipped its 
disco and sank from a 3.1 to a 2.4. 

Top 40 KFI-AM, which has the morning 
duo of Lohman and Barkley, shot to a 2.9 
from a 2.1. KRTH-FM/Los Angeles, the 
pop/adult, automated wonder, has been on 
a consistent rise of late, moving from a 3.3 
to a 3.8. Erstwhile Top 40 powerhouse KHJ 
continued to drop as it fell from a 2.1 to a 1.8 
this time around. 

No one in the AOR grouping seems 
capable of keeping up with Sam Bellamy's 
KM ET, as KLOS held steady with a 2.6 and 
KWST slipped from a 1.3 to a 1.0. Soft 
rocker KNX-FM nose dived from a 4.2 to a 
2.8. Another softrocker, KZLA, dipped to a 

1.4 from its previous 1.6.

In the Big Apple, more dramatic changes 
occured Arbitron-wise, as WBLS/New York 
rocketed from a 6.4 in the midsummer 
book to an 8.7 in the present ratings.

TV Producer Chambers Looks 
For Artist/Viewer Intimacy 
'continued from page 10) 

Guillaume (TV's Benson) and Donna's 
daughter, Mimi, will make guest ap- 
pearances on the show. Neil Bogart is ex- 
ecutive producer, Don Mischer will direct 
and Tom O'Horgan, who created "Hair," 
"Lenny" and "Jesus Christ Superstar" on 
Broadway, will be the creative consultant 
on the project. 

"Donna has an image that she deliberately 
created on-stage and on her albums, but 
because television is so intimate and per- 
sonal, the audience will get to know the real 
Donna through the show," offers Cham- 
bers. 

Chambers, who received four Grammy 
nominations for "The Second Barry 
Manilow Special" and co -wrote the 
Manilow specials with Barry, will begin 
production on "The Fourth Barry Manilow 
Special" in December. 

"The last 'Barry Special' got the biggest 
rating of any of his shows so far, because it 
featured another recording giant, John 
Denver," says Chambers. "The second 
show dwelled on his personality, and really 
captured the television public. We're 
currently talking about two different ideas 
for the upcoming special -(1) a book show 
in which he plays a character in a story: (2) a 

focus on Barry as a person and his talents 
as a composer, performer and actor." 

Another current project of Chambers, is 
the preparation of a pilot for the 1980-81 
television season based on "Beatlemania." 
The half-hour musical/variety series will 
feature six different "Beatlemania" com- 
panies - focusing in on a different mop - 
haired foursome each week. The groups 
will perform Beatle songs as well as other 
songs of the '60s. Dialogue and comedy 
sketches oriented toward the style and feel 
of the era will also be employed. 

Chambers Beginnings 
Originally a songwriter, Chambers 

switched careers and became a successful 
comedy writer as he sold sketches to 
several New York reviews. After the initial 
triumph of selling sketches to Carol Chann- 
ing, the native New Yorker found himself in 
California as one of the head staff -writers 
for the Danny Kaye Show. Chambers' first 
producing role came as co -producer of the 
landmark "Smothers Brothers Comedy 
Hour" television series. 

Over the years, Chambers has produced 
or co -produced (usually with former 
partner Saul Ilson) musical variety specials 
and TV series for such artists as Frank 
Sinatra, Doris Day, Tony Orlando and 
Dawn, Carol Channing and Leslie Uggams. 

One of his most recent triumphs came as 
producer of the pilot of the successful disco 
dance series, "Disco Fever." Developed by 
Chambers for 20th Century Fox, the show 
has been renewed for its second season 
and is currently airing in 70 markets. 

According to Chambers, disco has failed 
on TV because it has never been translated 
into television entertainment. "You can't 
just put people out there on the dance floor 
and keep cameras on them," says Cham- 
bers. "After three minutes that gets awful 
boring. So, we put the show in dance con- 
test form and personalized the dancers - 
Harry is a bartender from Fresno who likes 
motorcycle racing and disco. We try to get 
the viewer interested in the people on the 
dance floor." 

While Chambers has been producing 
and co -producing musical/variety specials 
since the early '60s, he feels that there are 
major differences in the way shows are 
produced today. 

New Stars 
"The new stars in variety are people like 

Barry Manilow, Olivia Newton -John and 
Donna Summer, and today's shows are 
tailored more toward the character of the 
star," mentions Chambers. "Another major 
difference is that we try to stay away from 
those forced comedy sketches that used to 
be shoved into everybody's show. If we do 
comedy, we try to make it organic and part 
of the artist's personality. We'll even go out 
into the audience with the hand-held 
camera to avoid those tired sketches." 

Although a show's success is based 
primarily on the charisma of the artist and 
the production talents of a producer like 
Chambers, the producer feels he isjustOne 
of the cogs in the musical/variety special 
wheel. 

"A television show has 150 people work- 
ing on it - writers, art directors, costume 
designers, etc. - I'm basically just the 
foreman." 

Amex To -Buy Half

pany and Warner Communications Inc. 
(WCI) last week announced that they had 
reached an agreement in principle to 
engage jointly in the cable television 
business. American Express will acquire 
50% of WCI's cable television subsidiary

The jointly -owned company, which will 
be named Warner Amex Cable Com- 
munications Inc., plans to establish a $250 
million line of credit for further expansion of 
its cable television operations. The transac- 
tion is expected to be consummated later 
this year, subject to any necessary 
regulatory approval and completion of a 
definitive written agreement. 

Warner Amex Cable Communications 
will operate a business that now includes 
140 systems with approximately 650,000 
subscribers in 29 states.

the record after the side is completed. Distribution of these discs will be handled by local 

The rock album will feature Carolyne Mas, Larry 
Raspberry and the Hlghsteppers, Scorpions, Southside Johnny and the Asbury Jukes, 
while the soul LP will include tracks by Con Funk Shun, Kool and the Gang, David Oliver 
and Heaven & Earth.

This approach will alsc carry over into 
the merchandising aids prepared for 
retailers.

Revenues for the 
nine -month period amounted to $5,794,- 
538 compared to $6,247,278 for the same 
period in 1978. 

The loss for the nine month period was 
attributable mainly to losses sustained by 
ABKO's wholesale independent record and 
tape distribution operation. These losses 
were caused by declining volume, heavy 
returns and declining margins.

Tosh 45 Banned 
In South Africa 
LOS ANGELES Coinciding with Rolling 
Stones recording artist Peter Tosh's 
testimony before the United Nations Com- 
mittee on Apartheid, the Republic of South 
Africa has apparently decided to retaliate 
by banning one of the singer's songs. 

Specifically, "Fight On," from Tosh's 
latest LP, "Mystic Man," was banned 
because of the lyrics in general, but par- 
ticularly the line "Africa must be free by 
1983." The South African government 
claims that such lyrics would probably 
aggravate racial tensions. 

Tosh has refused to remove the song 
from the "Mystic Man" LP, and is 
suggesting that the cut be released as a 
single. 

"This single," said Tosh, "should be 
issued all over the world, but especially in 
South Africa." 

The singer indicated that issuing the cut 
as a single would make it more affordable 
for poor blacks in South Africa. 

Stein, Cohen Predict 
Grammies, NARM 
Will Come To NYC 
NEW YORK - New York may play host to 
the 1981 Grammy Awards Show and to the 
1980 NARM Convention, said Andrew Stein 
and Joe Cohen, respectively, at a panel dis- 
cussion of the Performing Arts Lodge of the 
B'Nai B'rith entitled "The Music Scene In 
New York." 

The panel featured Michael Zager, 
producer, writer, artist; Alfred Vanderbilt, 
chief music engineer of Premier Sound 
Studios and president of the New York 
Chapter of NARAS; Andrew Stein, presi- 
dent of the borough of Manhattan; Alan 
Steckler, a member of the board of gover- 
nors of NARAS and of the borough presi- 
dent's music task force; Stan Hoffman, co- 
owner of Prelude Records; and Joe Cohen, 
executive vice president of NARM. 

According to Stein, "The city govern- 
ment wants to do anything we can to make 
the local atmosphere a productive one for 
the music business. We are also conferring 
with NARAS and we have a good chance of 
bringing the Grammies to Radio City Music 
Hall by 1980 or 1981 at the latest." 

Cohen roted that NARM was seriously 
considering opening a satellite office in 
New York and that he would urge mem- 
bership to consider having this year's 
NARM convention in New York. 

Steckler noted that the task force's Music 
Week, scheduled for the week of Sept. 24, 
would include 53 free concerts in 
the metropolitan area, and that Music Week 
would become an annual affair. 

In the panel's one note of dissension 
Hoffman chastises Steckler for the exclu- 
sion of disco clubs and artists from Music 
Week, contending that "more people go to 
discos in New York in one night than Lin- 
coln Center in a month of Sundays."

to everyone's expectations. The afternoon 
program featured high school musicians 
from all over the state of California and as 
far away as Sydney, Australia. And it was 
evident from the first few notes that none of 
these youngsters were kidding about their 
music. Most played their instruments with 
surprising authority and the charts they 
were given to play would challenge many of 
the professional players on hand to watch. 
When the last band was through, the crowd, 
which had been sitting on its hands 
throughout most of the festival, rose to give 
the youngsters several rousing ovations. 

That seemed to cue the players for Sun- 
day night, and they responded with the 
festival's hottest show. Woody Shaw, in the 
unenviable position of having to open, non- 
etheless belted out some of the finest trum- 
pet work that's been heard in sometime. 

Hot on his heels was the spunky Helen 
Humes, who alternately charmed and bom- 
barded the audience with semi -gritty blues 
and delightful calypso ditties, not to mention 
several cool, calm, you're -breaking -my - 

heart -but -I've been -there -before jazz stan- 
dards. Next, Joe Williams spun out with the 
Prez Conference, a group of horn players 
who, ala Supersax, perform the charts and 
solos of tenor great Lester Young. Williams' 
strong vocals and snappy patter, along with 
some fine scatting, may have even sur- 
passed his outstanding performance 
earlier this year at the Playboy Festival. 

And leave it to Buddy Rich to wrap things 
up with his muscular drumming and his 
driving big band, which has more energy 
than the nation at this time. 

Still, Monterey is in dire need of a facelift. 
No longer can the festival just put itself on, 
featuring many of the same people year af- 
ter year, with the exception of Gillespie, 
whose music is never out of style. It's going 
to have to get the Weather Reports, the Earl 
Klughs, the Toshiko Akioshis and the Pat 
Methenys, as well as woo back the Carmen 
McCraes, the Count Basies and the Oscar 
Petersons who also don't seem to make it 

up there anymore, if it wants to remain a top 
attraction.

DISCO BREAKS 
SUPER TRAIN, SUPER PLANE - Fabrice Emauer, owner of Paris' Le Palace, will charter 
a 747 to fly guests from Paris to L.A. for the November opening of Hollywood's entertain- 
ment complex, The Palace. Emauer, in town recently to hold a press conference with 
Dennis Lidtke, president of the L.A. Palace, pulled a similar coup when he rented a lavishly 
appointed set of train cars which carried guests to the opening of Le Palace in Cabourg, 
France ... At the same press conference, Lidtke and Emauer announced plans to launch a 

Palace record label. At this early state, the new label does not have a distributor. 
WATCH THIS DJ - The Mudd Club in Manhattan, one of four rock -discos in NYC, opened 
in October of 1978, and 20 -year -old David Azarch has been spinning there since the 
beginning. The Kentucky -born and NYC -bred DJ previously worked in record retailing. His 

ultimate careergoal is to be a radio announcer, but in the meantime 
he spins at the club where he says, "The people jump around a lot 
more because rock has a more erratic beat, and it's faster." The 
500 -capacity club is frequently visited by label reps, David says, 
who drop off rock records. Lene Lovich's "Lucky Number" and 
"Pop Muzik" by M, David's top picks this week, are indicative of the 
pop -rock -disco fusion phenomenon, according to the young DJ. 
NEW AND RE -HEWED - Studio 54 reopens after a week's closing 
during which time more than $2.5 million was spent on remodelling 

. NYC's Flamingo reopened Sept. 20 with Phil Alexion, Howard 
DJ David Azarch Merritt and Richie Rivera alternating spinning duties. Rivera is also 

remixing the new Double Exposure 12", "Ice Cold Love," which should be released in mid - 
October ... A new, but as yet unnamed rock discotheque will be opened by Xenon -owner 
Howard Stein in mid -October. This will bring the number of rock -oriented discos to four in 
NYC ... Ice Palace -owner Jim Murray plans to bow with a roller rink disco in the same 
city ... Look for an October opening of DeMIlle's in Phoenix. KXPC radio PD Rick Nuhn will 
be the club's PD as well. 
READY OR NOT, LOVE AWAITS - Before moving back to her hometown of Philadelphia, 
Ariola artist Deborah Washington dropped by Cash Box's L.A. office to discuss her new 
"Love Awaits" LP. Pretty 24 -year -old Deborah and her manager -composer Gary 
Goetzman describe the new album as "R&B that's been disco'd up." The single breakway 
will be "Rock lt," the latest entry in the rock -disco -rock fusion sweepstakes. Deborah's per- 
sonal favorite off the album is "Lovin' You," which she describes as a good radio record, 
even though Ariola does not plan to release the cut as a 45. The singer who scored big with 
"Ready or Not" a while back, plans to go on a disco promo tour in the near future. "I love to 
perform in discos. I like to draw excitement from the crowd, even though I sometimes feel 
like I'm intruding on their dancing," she says. Like so many R&B-based performers, 
Deborah grew up singing in her church choir. However, she has no plans to cut a gospel 
record. Rather, "I prefer to try for a meaningful sound that inspires people," the artist says. 
DISH - Probe's original DJ, Larry Rossiello, who a while back moved to NYC where he 
disked at The Ring on Sunday nights, has returned to L.A. Larry is presently taking time to 
consider some of the jobs offers he has received from discotheques and labels ... Rusty 
Garner of MK Dance and Jack Witherby of Ariola will judge the DJ spinoff finals at the Star 
System disco in Tempe, Ariz.

dance floor to the facility ... Salsoul is shipping new promotional BHY albums, specially 
remixed by Bobby "DJ" Guttadero and featuring more bass and 
better tone quality. Says Salsoul promotion head, Billy Smith, 
"This should motivate disco DJs to really play Salsoul product in 
he clubs." ...

"Tonight Show." ... According to a recent press release. Michael Caine was spotted 
purchasing the new GQ album in L.A 's Century City.

THIRD WORLD - Talk To Me - Warner/Island ISD8846 - 12" - Promo 
Very brief intro followed by raw -voiced male lead singer who sounds a lot like former VP 

Victor Willis. Drums and cowbells dominate long break. Some synthesizer, but basically an 
R&B tune. Medium paced for an early evening spin. Time: 8:20. 
GIORGIO MORODER - E=MC2 - Casablanca NBLP 7169 - LP 

Donna Summer's famous producer crosses over into the artist ranks with this totally 
Synthesized" debut LP. Like Bonnie Pointers' "Heaven Must Have Sent You" and a 

handful of others, "E=MC2" was recorded live -to-digital, which for the lay DJ means the 
sound is a lot clearer and almost distortion free. "Baby Blue" and "What A Night" getting a 
lot of back-to-back disco play, perhaps because the two are "pre -mixed." Strong debut 
this week at #30 on Cash Box's disco chart. 
ANITA WARD - Don't Drop My Love .- T.K. Disco TKD-420 - 12" - Promo 

A fuller arrangement and more sophisticated lyrics indicate that this new release will be 
an even bigger hit than "Ring My Bell." Anita's eerie, smoky voice hits a lot of high notes as 
she plays off a basso chorus. Surpising but pleasing use of electric guitar. Intro and break 
both feature Ward's signature instrument - the cowbell. Time: 6:25 
BILLY MORE - Go Dance - Emergency EMDS -6503 - 12" - Promo 

Heavy, fast beat effectively contrasts with More's wispy falsetto on this R&B-eurodisco 
fused cut. Spin this multi-BPM number at the height of the evening and the dance floor will 
be packed. 
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BLACK CONTEMPORARY 
THE RHYTHM SECTION 

AFTERNOON DELIGHT - Adding a touch of spice to the afternoon drive at KJLH/Los 
Angeles, DJ Ted Terry has introduced his "Music Menu" - live interviews with prominent 
artists broadcabt three times a week from 6-6:30 p.m. Produced by Terry's own TMT 
Productions, in conjunction with the station, the "Music Menu" has already spotlighted 
David Ruffin, Donald Byrd, Willie Bobo, Nancy Wilson and Melissa Manchester, and this 
week will feature Dionne Warwick. 

PROGRAMMERS PROFILE - JoeTamburro, PD and mid -day an- 
nouncer for WDAS-FM in Philadelphia, is a 17 -year veteran of the 
radio business with an unusual distinction - his entire career has 
been spent at one station! A fan of WDAS since the days when he 
would attend record hops thrown by Hy -Lit, a DJ at the station, 
"Butterball," as he is known in the industry, was soon in the 
business himself. Spinning occasionally for Hy -Lit, "Butterball" 
soon moved to a sales position at the station. However, spurred by 
an itch to get on the air, "Butterball" began talking to Jimmie 
Bishop, who was PD at the time. "I learned a lot about broadcasting 

"Butterball" from Jimmie, almost everything I know," "Butterball" explained. 
"Jimmie gave me a 30 -minute show that was actually for public service programs and 
allowed me to play music. The show was after Georgie Woods, who was the highest -rated 
in the city at that time, so I initially got a lot of listeners. I only played old records, which had 
never been done before, so the show really started to become popular. Eventually the 
program was expanded to two hours, then after a while, I was given a four-hour program." 
Transferred to the afternoon drive, "Butterball" remained in that slot for over nine years, 
becoming the PD for WDAS-AM in the process. He assumed the PD position for both the 
AM and FM operations when Bishop resigned from the station four years ago, then even- 
tually moved to his present posts. "The thing I like most about the business," "Butterball" 
concluded, "is being on the air. I could never imagine myself off the air. I would probably go 
nuts." 
LOOKING TOWARDS THE '80S - Perspectives on the coming decade will be offered at 

the National Association of Black Journalists' annual Newsmakers Conference, Sept. 23- 
26 at the Mayflower Hotel in Washington, D.C. Among the heavyweights scheduled to 
speak are Benjamin Hooks (NAACP), Joseph Lowery (SCLC), State Senator Julian Bond, 
Senator Charles Percy, Congressman Augustus Hawkins, and mayors Richard Hatcher 
(Gary), Ernest Mortal (New Orleans) and Maynard Jackson (Atlanta). Two especially 
significant workshops relating to the industry will be "The Job Market: A Decade Of High 
Media Unemployment?" and "Minority Access In The Coming Decade," to be chaired by 
FCC commissioner Tyrone Brown. Senator Edward Kennedy will attend the awards ban- 
quet on Sept. 25. 
RADIO ACTIVITY - Biggest story of the week was the NAB Radio Programming Con- 
ference, held Sept. 9-12 at St. Louis' Stouffer's Riverfront Towers. Over 1,200 PDs, opera- 
tions managers, program syndicators and general managers attended, among them, 
Willie Davis, owner of KACE/Los Angeles. "The conference had a lot of plusses," Davis 
recalled. "It provided a forum where we could discuss many of the topics of concern today. 
It was an important opportunity to exchange ideas with people in all facets of the industry." 
Serving as the moderator for the "dirty lyrics" panel and as a member of the disco panel, 
Davis came away with some interesting conclusions. On the "dirty lyrics" panel, Davis felt 
that the issue was that fine line between censorship and the broadcaster's responsibility to 
protect his listenership. While some cases are pretty clear cut, Davis felt that "In the un- 
defined, subtle areas, local standards must be taken into account. You can't have standar- 
dized regulations because regional tastes are so different. You must tailor your programm- 
ing to your community, not vice versa," On the future of disco radio, Davis found that there 
was "unquestionably an uneasiness with the all disco format." Citing listener fatigue with 
the continuous beat, Davis said that the feeling was that the all disco format would even- 
tually give way to "a fuller sound," with disco being "a part rather than the only." Davis ad- 
ded that disco will eventually be considered just another type of music, programmed on all 
stations rather than facing the prospect of disco radio play or no play at all. "The con- 
ference was a valuable chance to talk about the dos and don'ts," Davis summarized, 
"where management, public affairs and programming were all brought together. The broad 
base of opinion and the thorough depth of the information provided new ideas for all of us" 
... Station manager Frank Edwards announced that WIGO/Atlanta has joined Mayor 
Maynard Jackson's anti -crime campaign. WIGO's four -fold effort includes broadcasting 
short anti -crime spots during the day, Sunday public affairs programs, anti -crime 
editorials and an effort to involve the city's ministers in spreading the anti -crime message. 
"Over the years," Edwards said, "WIGO has demonstrated its concern for the metro 
Atlanta communities. Our commitment to serve our audience will continue to be a major 
reason for our existence." (continued on page 38)

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Despite Success, Ax Thinks 
He Has A Lot To Learn At 30 

by Ken Terry 
NEW YORK - Emanuel Ax, who turned 30 
in June, is one of the most promising of the 
new crop of pianists. Although Ax has made 
several critically -acclaimed recordings for 
RCA and is in demand as a concert soloist, 
however, he feels that he has only begun to 
develop his mature style. "For a musician, 
30 is really still on the young side," he com- 
ments. "I have a lot to learn, and 30 doesn't 
seem that old." 

Ax, who was born in Poland and moved 
to Canada with his parents when he was a 

child, studied at Julliard with Miezyslaw 
Munz. A former concert pianist himself, 
Munz guided the young artist through his 
formative years, until he broke into the in- 
ternational limelight several years ago by 
winning the Artur Rubinstein Piano Com- 
petition in Israel. 

Ax recalls that Munz made him aware of 
the great pianists of the early 20th century, 
including artists like lgnaz Friedman. Josef 
Lhevinne, and Alfred Cortot. And it was in 

the early 20th century, when these pianists 
flourished, that today's greatest keyboard 
artists - Horowitz, Rubinstein, Serkin and 
Arrau - all got their start, notes Ax. 

"All of them came from the same 
background," he says. "And I think that 
period will continue to be a kind of breeding 
ground, because we get it from our 
teachers; and I guess if we teach, the stu- 
dents will get it from us. I don't think that 
piano -playing has changed that much." 

Ax agrees that there was a period. 10 or 
15 years ago, when pianists tried to avoid 
what they regarded as the sentimental ex- 
cesses of the older generation. "But now, 
the generation that I'm in is - well, we're 
sort of coming full circle. For example, with 
all the scholarship that's being done on 
Mozart, we now know that Mozart played 
with Fabato. So did Chopin. There's 
nothing mutually exclusive about being 
true to the score and using your imagina- 
tion." 

Role Of Personality 
How important is the pianist's personality 

in the way his performance comes out? "In 
a conscious sense," Ax replies, "I don't

think it's important in the least. In an un- 
conscious sense, though, it's everything. 
There's no way that you can play without 
your personality being involved. I don't con- 
sciously inject what I think my personality is 
into anything, but I'm sure it comes 
through, anyway. So I think it's just a natural 
function of the human being." 

Like many other musicians, Ax rarely 
listens to his own recordings. "Once it's 
done, the only thing you could possibly do 
is be dissatisfied with it. So what's the 
point?" Ax adds that he'll eventually re- 
record most of what he's already commit- 
ted to vinyl. 

So far, Ax's recordings have concen- 
trated on the music of Chopin. However, he 
plans to record some Schumann, perhaps 
the "Fantasiestucke" and the "Humores- 
que," within the next year and a half. 

"Schumann is sometimes my favorite 
composer," Ax remarks. But Schumann is 
really in many ways the most difficult com- 
poser. There are many examples in his 
work where there's a beautiful tune and 
suddenly in the accompaniment you'll see a 
huge aforzando that he put in. So very often 
with Schumann, the music is never what it 
seems. I think, emotionally, he's getting at 
something that's really very personal to 
him, and not too many other people ever 
entered that world. It's difficult to play that 
well." 

At the moment, Ax is concentrating on 
learning more concertos. "This year, I have 
to learn three new concertos for the follow -

While audiophiles who pay $15 and up for more expensive 
digital recordings may not consider it any big deal, the superb 
sound quality of this record gives the "Emperor" concerto the 
kind of breathing space that it normally has only in concert. The 
grand orchestral climaxes have a visceral punch, and Lupu's 
virile, powerful pianism is as sharply etched as any I have heard 
on record. In addition, Mehta, who really seems to be coming 
into his own lately, provides the kinds of tempos that best suit 
both the soloist and the music. 
JOSEPH HAYDN: Horn Concertos Nos. 1 & 2; MICHAEL 
HAYDN: Concertino In D. Barry Tuckwell, horn; English 
Chamber Orechestra; John Constable, harpsichord continue.

While there are no melodies here to rank with those that run 
through Joseph Haydn's Eb Trumpet Concerto, the two D major 
horn concertos offer some delightful virtuoso passages, as well 
as a very stately and beautiful Adagio in the first concerto. 
Michael Haydn's "Concertino," thought to be part of a lost diver- 
timento, is also charming. And, as one would expect, Tuckwell's 
playing is nothing short of his own high standards. 
SCHOENBEIRG: Verklarte Nacht; BERG: Three Movements 
From The "Lyric Suite." New York Philharmonic, Pierre 
Boulez, conductor. Columbia M 35166. List: $8.98. 

These compositions can be considered either late romantic 
or proto -serial (Berg's piece even uses some 12 -tone rows). But 
either way, they are among the most accessible of these com- 
posers' works. Although some listeners may prefer the original 
chamber music versions, Boulez, a specialist in 20th Century 
music, invests the orchestral arrangements with all of the finely 
tuned anguish and delicate sensibility that are present in the 
originals.

shop recorded conversations and 
videotaped people involved in the sale of il- 
licit records. Conversations with more than 
50 individuals disclosed the existence of 
many large-scale counterfeit and pirate 
operations up and down the East Coast. 

At the store, according to an agent in- 
volved in the case, one -stop companies 
repeatedly delivered peppered shipments 
to the location. "Once the illicit product was 
manufactured," said the agent, "it was sold 
directly to the one -stop or to an inter- 
mediary who in turn sold to the one -stop, 
and in some cases, directly to some major 
department stores in the New York City 
area. These intermediaries could be direc- 
tly traced to organized crime." 

He said that the bureau's findings in- 
dicated that the involvement of organized 
crime began at the distribution level 
"because the real money comes from the 
sale of the goods. Manufacturing the 
product is too much of a risk. First of all, you 
have to take into confidence the people that 
supply you the raw materials, and then you 
have to employ a certain number of people 
to package the goods for you. As soon as 
the business becomes less of a high risk 
venture, that's when organized crime steps 
in." 

Remote Areas 
A spokesman for the FBI's white collar 

crime section in Washington said that in the 
last 18 months, as the trend in the illicit 
recording industry has moved from pirating 
8 -tracks to counterfeiting cassettes and 
LPs, manufacturers have moved into areas 
of the country where their operations are 
least likely to be detected. For example, he 
noted that operations in North Carolina and 
South Carolina could supply product 
through the south, southeast, and as far 
north as Washignton, D.C. He added that, 
while entire "factory operations have been 
known to exist, "the pattern today is to keep 
it small and mobile. You can have enough 
equipment in just one room to produce 
several thousand tapes in a single week. 

"To our understanding of the situation," 
he continued, "a pirate can set up his own 
operation for as little as $2,000-$4.000 and 
produce tapes for as little as 65-75 cents 
with a resale value ranging from $2-$10." 
This type of product - distinct from coun- 
terfeit goods in that they bear the pirate's 
own label and package - is generally sold 
to the smaller retailer. A considerably 
greater capital investment is required to 
purchase equipment sophisticated enough 
to counterfeit LPs. 

'Quasi -Legal' Distributors 
FBI agents determined from their 

Modular Sound contacts that "quasi - 
legitimate" distributors purchased the il- 
legal product and mixed their shipments 
with goods sold to them by legitimate 
record companies. In this way, Federal 
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agents said, companies that were subject 
to investigation by the IRS could produce 
legitimate invoices that would prrtect their 
operations. 

Commenting on the possible involve- 
ment of certain industry people in the illicit 
industry, a strike force official said that "it's 
safe to say the record industry could use a 

great deal of internal policing." Citing the 
appearance of large quantities of counter- 
feit "Barry Manilow Live" tapes the day after 
the LP's release several years ago, the 
agent remarked that "there's no way in 

God's creation that counterfeiters could 
have reproduced the product utilizing the 
blue dye that distinguished it without some 
input of an executive at the company or the 
pressing site." He indicated that test press- 
ings of LPs by hit artists, as well as informa- 
tion concerning specific packaging charac- 
teristic are commonly leaked to illicit 
manufacturers. "It is inconsistent to think 
that these irregularities can exist without 
collusion at some level on the part of the 
legitimate recording industry." 

Recently, a Brooklyn grand jury has been 
hearing evidence against those who were 
targets of the Modular Sounds investiga- 
tion. Thus far, two persons have been con- 
victed on a count of fraud by wire and 
copyright infringement, while another 
defendant last week offered a guilty plea to 
each of the aforementioned charges. 

One FBI agent indicated that this is only 
one of several grand juries in the Eastern 
District of New York currently hearing 
evidence against suspected pirates and 
counterfeiters. He said that it will be "very 
evident," should any of these cases come to 
trial, that illicit goods regularly find their 
way into retail chain stores on a national 
level. 

NARM Initiative 
In its bid to encourage retailers to report 

illegally manufactured records and tapes, 
NARM has mounted a new effort to rekindle 
the spirit of its "Shopping Report" cam- 
paign. The reports, which ask retailers to 
outline the observance or receipt of coun- 
terfeit or pirated merchandise, steadily 
declined in recent years. But the reports are 
being circulated at the currently convening 
NARM regionals, and Joe Cohen indicated 
that receipt of the reports has picked up of 
late. 

Among the steps the association plans to 
take in the coming months is the establish- 
ment of a toll -free number for record 
merchants to call so that "problem areas" 
can be attended to with greater immediacy. 
In addition, Cohen said NARM will soon 
make a "substantial" contribution to the 
RIAA's anti -piracy fund. He added that 
there are a number of internal control steps 
that NARM will make available to its mem- 
bers in the near future so that member 
companies can better isolate the problems 
that exist within their organizations.

Arnold Rich, attorney for Polygram, Inc., 
Phonogram's parent company, said that 
Mercury's legal strategy "was still under 
consideration." 

Normand Kurtz, attorney for Westbound 
Records, said that if Westbound can prove 
Mercury is guilty of contractual inter- 
ference, the company would seek damages 
from the total profits of Mercury Records 
and Chappell Music Publishing. "There is a 

potential recovery," Kurtz said, "of many 
millions of dollars." 

Mort Drosnes, administrative vice presi- 
dent for Arista Records, commented: 
"We're confident that when we signed the 
Ohio Players they were free to do so. 
Nothing has changed that." 

Meanwhile, as a result of the Appellate 
Court decision, the litigation between the 
Ohio Players and Phonogram/Mercury in 
Illinois has been adjourned until January 
1980. and the Arista -Mercury suit in New 
York has been stayed until the Illinois legal 
action is resolved.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - I 

there was ever any doubt that rock is stil 
king, it was dispelled last Friday night at the 
Garden, as an SRO crowd roared its ap- 
proval of a non-stop two-hour set by The 
Who. 

The British rockers paced their show 
well, interspersing their many classic tunes 
with more recent material. Although such 
songs as "Sister Disco" and "Music Must 
Change" from their latest album of new 
material weren't as invigorating as either 
the older cuts or the LP's title cut "Who Are 
You?" the overall impression created by 
the set was that The Who still have a few 
good jolts of lightning left in them. 

The show opened with "Substitute" from 
"Live At Leeds." Somehow, due to the 
song's allusive lyrics, it has weathered the 
70s better than chestnuts like "My Genera- 
tion" and "Young Man Blues," both of which 
were performed at the concert. Looking 
around at the young faces that 
predominated in the audience, one didn't 
feel that the Who were theirgeneration; and 
Roger Daltrey certainly has more than his 
jeans to sing about by now. 

The highpoint of the show was a medley 
of "Pinball Wizard" and "See Me, Feel Me" 
from the Who's rock opera, "Tommy." John 
Entwhistle's booming bass chords in this 
number and his taut collaboration with 
guitarist Peter Townshend recalled the best 
of the Who's music, strumming with an- 
ticipation of Big Things To Come. And 
Daltry's vocals pierced right through the 
layers of nostalgia to provide an uplifting 
experience that hasn't changed at all over 
the years. 

The Who also performed several num- 
bers from another theatrical album, 
"Quadrophenia," including "5:15," "I've 
Had Enough," and "Doctor Jimmy." Judg- 
ing by the positivie reaction to these num- 
bers, the soundtrack album to the new Who 
movie, "Quadrophenia." should have a 
broad appeal. 

Other familiar tunes in the set included 
"Baba O'Riley," "Behind Blue Eyes," "Won't 
Be Fooled Again," "I Can't Explain," and 
"Magic Bus," where drummer Kenny Jones 
got a chance to strut his stuff. While he may 
not have the maniacal intensity of a Keith 
Moon, he showed himself to be no mean 
drummer. ken terry 

Bette Midler 
GREEK THEATRE, L.A. - She struts 
onstage, wearing a parrot beak hat, pink 
lame dress and bushy, multi -colored tail. 

"Polly want a Cracker?" she chirps, then 
adds, basso profundo, "Yeah, six -foot -two, 
blonde and male." 

Clearly this is not going to be an evening 
with Debby Boone at Knott's. 

Bette Midler opens the show with the first 
cut off her new "Thighs and Whispers" LP, 
"Big Noise From Winetka." Promoting this 
release is the motivation for a grueling, no 
opening act set lasting three hours plus. 

As soon as the five -foot -zero songstress 
finishes that big band era -flavored number, 
the comedienne launches into topical sub- 
jects, embroidered with the usual dishy 
commentary. 

Her brassiness abruptly transforms itself 
into a more tender mettle when she sings 
"Me And My Machine," James Taylor's 

soulful, Marxist ballad about management 
vs. labor. The solo piano backup proves 
that the star is indeed the Divine Ms. M - 
not fancy orchestration or stage 
pyrotechnics. 

Just as the audience is almost lulled into 
expecting an evening of MOR, the diva of 
dish slides into "In The Mood," the Andrews 
Sisters hit from the '40s. The backup 
Harlettes, outfitted in non -matching demi- 
monde drag, provide a hilarious send-up 
of the Andrews' vaunted wholesomeness. 

Midler disciples will be pleased to know 
that a good deal of the Midler canon has 
been retained - with a twist. Many of the 
Sophie Tucker jokes are there. "Vickie D." 
also stages a comeback, reincarnated this 
time as "Delores DeLago, the Toast of 
Chicago." 

The funniest moment of the evening has 
to be Bette's entrance in a palm tree and 
phallic coconut decorated wheelchair 
bearing the decrepit DeLago in a mermaid 
outfit. 

In the most original spoof of Dietrich 
since Madeline Kahn's in Blazing Saddles, 
Midler impersonates a down and out 
cabaret chanteuse complete with Dietrich's 
speech impediment. 

As a rag lady wielding a stylized um- 
brella, the performer mimed Emmet Kelly's 
wordless routines. Mime gave way to poig- 
nant vocals as, swigging from a bottle of 
Jack Daniels, Midler delivered an un- 
restrained, bluesy "C'mon Down, Lightn- 
ing." 

A fairly comatose first -night audience 
was finally raised to its feet when Midler 
sang a Joplin -like medley from her upcom- 
ing film, "The Rose." Although Midler does 
not display the distinctive raw -voiced 
elegance of Pearl, the energy emitted as 
she writhed on the floor stradling a mike 
stand evidenced a dedication similar to 
Joplin's. 

Her gospel -like cover of "You Can't 
Always Get What You Want" accomplished 
the impossible, topping a Stones classic in 
style, phrasing and vocal virtuosity. 

Bette Midler has not had a hit since her 
debut LP in '72, and yet her rare concert ap- 
pearances continue to play to full houses. 
This paradox is an obvious testament to her 
performing panache. frank sanello 

he Cars 
UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE - In just a 
ittle more than a year, The Cars have gun- 
ned to the top of the pop charts on the tails 
of two polished and streamlined studio LPs, 
last years' self -titled debut and this year's 
model, "Candy -O." Aided by Roy Thomas 
Baker's precise production, the freshness 
and originality of the LPs have taken The 
Cars to massive radio and retail accep- 
tance. -- 

However, if the opening night perfor- 
mance here was any indication, the group's 
stage show may be in need of a quick tune- 
up. All too often, their sound was disap- 
pointingly one-dimensional and flat, show- 
ing off little of the dynamic breaks they are 
best known for. 

Only during "Moving In Stereo," 
highlighting bassist Ben Orr's playfully 
haunting vocals, and their encores, did The 
Cars come across as a spirited unit capable 
of onstage excitement. The staging, or lack 
of it, and stark lighting did little to offset the 
sound problems which plagued the band. 

In all fairness, most of the teenage 
audience in attendance did not appear to 
be terribly distraught over the sound dif- 
ficulties. Ardent Cars fans responded with 
vigorous hooting and applause recognition 

to the opening bars of "Let's Go," "Just 
What I Needed," "Good Times Roll," and 
"Candy -O." 

In contrast, the crowd showed little ap- 
preciation for the opening act, Suicide, a 
two -member art/punk outfit from New York 
City, whose disdain and antagonism for 
The Cars' audience manifested itself in a 

continuous shower of spittle and a few 
choice expletives. Needless to say, the un- 
signed band wasn't out to make any friends 
and if their goal was to alienate. they cer- 
tainly succeeded. michael glynn

CONCERTS BY THE SEA, REDONDO 
BEACH - Words don't come easy in 
describing Donald Byrd's latest venture. 

Well -remembered for his trumpet work, 
Byrd kept his own blowing to a minimum 
during the set. On the other hand, his name 
drew a capacity audience to hear exciting 
newcomers William Norris Duchett on 
guitar and Ronnie Garrett on bass, plus 
local pros Clare Fischer (keyboards), 
Roger Cordell (horns) and Butch Azevedo 
(drums). 

This makeshift combo could really wail 
when they all played together, but the show 
shifted a little too often into Duchett-Garrett 
and Fischer -Cordell duets. Sometimes it 
seemed as though Byrd could have exer- 
cised a little more leadership. 

However, at other times, when the band 
struck a groove, it was exciting. With Byrd 
leading the way, Duchett and Garrett 
proved themselves to be exciting new 
talents waiting in the wings. Fischer, Cor- 
dell and Azevedo demonstrated their 
knowledge of the word "professional." 

Playing in a club with probably the most 
distinguished jazz tradition in the L.A. area, 
Byrd presented the audience with a taste of 
his own abilities, plus a larger dose of some 
talented newcomers. It was unexpected,

THE ROXY. L.A. - Knowing that her perfor- 
mance here was being taped for an upcom- 
ing live LP spurred Millie Jackson on to 
more than live up to her reputation of hav- 
ing one of the most earthy shows anywhere. 
Jackson received instant audience par- 
ticipation from the crowd the moment she 
stepped on stage as she generated un- 
adulterated, pure energy. 

Her performance was laced with bumps 
and grinds, and a "telling -it -like -it -really -is" 
attitude that would be hard to duplicate. 
Her raunchy performing manner is the 
main reason she must be seen to be 
believed. The combination of the 
patented 'Jackson Rap' intertwined with 
her strong, sensuous vocals, made her per- 
formance a one -of -a -kind experience. 

The highlight of the evening occurred 
when Jackson related that although her 
fans buy her records, they tend to hide them, 
while flaunting their purchases of LPs with 
material from composers like Beethoven and 
Bach. See then said, "For all of you who did 
not know that I can also be symphonic, I 

would like to dedicate a song especially to 
you." Jackson then proceeded to direct her 
band in a symphonic rendition off - - k you. 
Sounding very much like a X-rated Mormon 
Tabernacle Choir, Jackson and her back- 
up singers sang a humorous arrangement 

of those words for at least five minutes, in 
such a manner that no one in the audience 
was offended and in fact applauded her un-

TimCurry 

THE ROXY, L.A. - Few people in rock 'n' 
roll have as much charisma as Tim Curry 
Although he is most noted for his Dr. Frank 
'n' Furter role in "The Rocky Horror Picture 
Show," his recent performance at L.A.'s 
Roxy showed the actor/singer to be in 
possession of more rock 'n' bump swagger 
than any performer this side of David 
Bowie. 

Opening with the frantic "Charge It," 
Curry and his band, led by guitarist Bob 
Kulick and keyboard player Bette 
Sussman, tore through a set that left the 
mostly female crowd aghast. 

While Curry's low, booming voice is best 
suited to such sizzling rockers as "Birds Of 
A Feather" and "I Do The Rock, the most af- 
fecting moments of the performance came 
during the ballads. "Alan," the poignant tale 
of a failed writer, and "S.O.S.," a song about 
a jilted lover drowning in his own sorrow, let 
Curry give the audience a sample of his 
superb dramatic abilities. 

Although most of the show was 
dedicated to his two somewhat erratic A&M 
albums, "Read My Lips" and "Fearless," 
the English thespian/crooner did some in- 
teresting covers of songs by Bob Dylan and 
Joni Mitchell. His powerful version of "Sim- 
ple Twist of Fate" had many of the adoring 
crowd on its feet before the last chords died 
away. 

Curry loses much of his edge on vinyl as 
his dramatic vocal appeal is supressed 
somewhat. However, on stage, whether in a 
play or in concert, he is an entrancing and 
powerful performer moving in perfect har- 
mony with his audience, and should remain 
in the spotlight for a long time to come.

FAT TUESDAY'S, NYC - Fat Tuesday's 
the newly -opened, intimate jazz club on 
Manhattan's East Side, conveyed a casual 
atmosphere during Stan Getz's perfor 
mance.

At Tuesday's, this 52 -year -old tenor vir- 
tuoso proved it again by performing "Lester 
Left Town," which is a tribute by Wayne 
Shorter to the late saxophone giant. 

Andy Laverne, keyboards, and Chuck 
Loeb, guitar, also contributed their com- 
positions; Laverne's "Chappaqua," a 

beautiful tune with an impressionistic 
theme, was a highlight of the show. 

Each musician was well -versed in Getz's 
idiom, and the ensemble was well - 
produced and persuasive, except for the 
over -amplification of the keyboards.

Another important phase of the dis- 
tributors meeting dealt with the state of the 
world economoy and the effects in- 
flationary pressures have had, and will con- 
tinue to have, on the future growth of the 
coin -operated phonograph business. 
Chapin pointed out that in 1940 all 
phonographs were on "nickel play." But 
since 1940, inflation has reduced the value 
of the U.S. dollar to its current purchasing 
power of "only 18 cents. The new Phoenix 
160 selection phonograph is equipped to 
accept the Susan B. Anthony dollar coin 
and with the Dollar Bill Validator the "dollar 
bill." 

Likewise, the true purchasing power of 
the quarter is only 41/2 cents compared to 
1940. he stressed. "In view of the actual

value of the dollar and the quarter," Chapin 
asked, "how many plays should a 

phonograph offer for an 18 cent dollar? 
How many plays for a 4'/2 cent quarter? The 
economic health of the coin phonograph in- 
dustry depends on our full recognition of in- 
flation as a regular business expense. The 
entire industry depends on realistic pricing 
of tunes at the location level. In 1940 no one 
would dream of putting a phonograph on 
location at 11/2 cents or 2 cents or 21/2 cents 
per tune. Why do the equivalent today?" 
Chapin asked. 

Promoting Susie B. 
As part of its 1979-80 marketing 

program, Seeburg intends to supply all the 
facts about the current actual value of the 
U.S. dollar to the distributors and operators 
so they can make up their own minds about 
the correct pricing of tunes at the location 
level, according to Chapin. He also pointed 
out that by 1982 the dollar will be worth only 
15 cents and by 1984 it will be worth only 12 

cents. Over the next few years he expects 
more Dollar Bill Validators to be in use in 
phonographs and as the dollar bill is even- 
tually phased out by the U.S. Treasury 
Department the Dollar Bill Validators will be 
converted to Two Dollar Validators. At the 
meeting Seeburg showed a Two Dollar Bill 
Validator and a kit for converting a Dollar 
Validator to a Two Dollar Validator. 

"After all," Chapin concluded, "a two 
dollar bill is currently worth only 36 cents 
and by 1985 it will be worth only 24 cents in 
terms of 1940 purchasing power. How 
many tunes should a top quality high fidelity 
phonograph play for 36 cents? For 24 
cents?"

lead on the Life Savers, Pan Am, American 
Airlines and Coke commercials. A similar, 
pre -producer success was briefly enjoyed 
by Italian -born Giorgio Moroder who had a 
#1 hit in Europe about seven years ago. 
Despite that encouraging sign, Moroder 
neglected his singing career after that, only 
recently deciding to resume it. 

Currently recording a new group called 
Spark, the 39 -year -old producer of disco 
diva Donna Summer says of his return to 
the artists' ranks: "Disco is well known as a 
producer's medium, so I thought I might as 
well combine the two roles." 

Far from disco in the heartland of country 
music, Texan Jerry Fuller believes that the 
key to his success as a producer is his 
"ability to show the artist how to sing the 
song, simply by singing it for him. I show the 
artist how to phrase and stylize through 
personal demonstration," the producer of 
Johnny Mathis, Andy Williams (two gold 
records), Mac Davis and Al Wilson says. 

It was a logical step from demonstrating 
for others to recording himself. "Besides, 
every time I was producing somebody, I 

was always wishing I were the one singing 
those good songs," Fuller admits. 

Amateur Night 
As for Joel Diamond, the Manhattan - 

based producer got hooked on performing 
during childhood when he sang at local 
amateur night shows. As an adult and full- 
time insurance real estate agent, the silver - 
haired 36 -year -old played at night for 
wedding receptions and bar mitzvahs. 

The former president of 
April/Blackwood who took over from Tony 
Orlando, Diamond eventually left 
publishing to form his own label, Silverblue, 
which is distributed by TK. 

The obvious question is why Casablanca 
rather than his own label released the "Ex- 
perience" album. 

"I didn't feel TK was quite set up to 
release a disco record, well, at least my 
kind of disco record," Diamond says of his 
album, which could be best described as 
"MOR disco." 

Of his crossover into recording, Dia -

mond comments, "It was a natural transi- 
tion for me. I've always viewed myself in the 
spotlight, even when I wasn't. 

"The producer is always in the 
background. You go to the Oscars or the 
Grammies, and all the attention centers 
around the performers and the actors." 

Divided Attitude 
While all four men express a long-time 

desire to sing in the studio, these new ar- 
tists are divided in their attitude toward per- 
forming what they have recorded. 

It is no surprise that Diamond, who 
seems to be the extrovert of the group, is 
already planning a disco promotional tour. 
Since he only sings on one track of the 
album, it seems difficult to envisage such a 

tour. 
"No problem," he says. "They're going to 

choreograph an act around me. Neil Bogart 
is behind it all the way. Casablanca has 
really plugged into the album." 

More cautiously, Giorgio Moroder says 
he has no plans to hit the discos for a 
promotional tour - unless his album takes 
off. Moroder may end up making that tour 
after all, since "E=MC2' debuts this week at 

#30 on the Cash Box disco chart. 
More Stretching 

Upcoming projects which they are in- 
volved in include a diverse number of en- 
deavors, indicative of people who all say 
they crossed over from producing to 
recording because they wanted to stretch. 

In addition to his all -black Scrooge 
musical, Dante will soon be realizing his 
career dream of producing a feature film. 
Young Man With Unlimited Capital will 
chronicle in semi -documentary style the 
story of the under -30 impresarios who put 
together Woodstock. "It's a story straight 
out of Animal House," Dante says. 

Remaining in the recording field for the 
time being, Diamond will keep busy 
producing such disparate artists as Helen 
Reddy, Telly Savalas, Shirley Bassey and 
Britt Ekland. 

Similarly, Moroder, who recently 
finished co -producing the much publicized 
Donna Summer -Barbra Streisand duet, 
plans to experiment with rock, producing 
Donna's drummer, Keith Forsey. 

Meanwhile, Jerry Fuller has to have the 
most unusual plans for the future. "I want to 
be an inventor. I'm a freak for inventing 
things. It's sort of an escape. 

"My biggest hero is Mr. Botts, the inven- 
tor of Botts' dots. He gets a royalty for 
everyone 'of those little hemispheres you 
see stuck in the highway separating traffic 
lanes."

independent or branch distribution, but in- 
stead will ship the albums directly to "selec- 
ted record and department stores, ethnic 
outlets and religious stores." The albums 
will be shipped, he said, from Columbia 
Records' manufacturing plants in Terre 
Haute, Indiana, Pitman, New Jersey, and 
Santa Maria, California. 

The records will also be marketed by 
mail order, Greenspan added. Bryn Mawr, 
he said, holds the exclusive license in North 
America for Vatican recordings of Pope 
John Paul II through a sub -licensing agree- 
ment with AB Records of France, which has 
world-wide rights to the product. 

A massive media campaign by Bryn 
Mawr to promote the albums is planned to 
coincide with the Pope's visit. The ads 
Greenspan said, will be "low keyed and 
dignified, in keeping with the nature of the 
product." The ads, he said, were approved 
by the Vatican. 

In addition, Greenspan stated that 
"substantial royalties" would be paid by 
Bryn Mawr to the Vatican.

sely affected by the results of Arista 
Records for the fourth quarter and for the 
year.

"While we believe in the long-term future 
of the record busines and in addition see 
some signs that industry conditions may be 
improving, we still believe our decision to 
sell Arista to the Bertelsmann group is in 
the best interests of both Columbia and the 
purchaser." 

Columbia Pictures is engaged in 
negotiations to sell Arista to The Ariola- 
Eurodisc division of the Bertelsmann 
group. A label spokesman indicated that 
the deal will probably be finalized within the 
next month or two.

and haven't been offset under FOFI by ac- 
tual returns.). 

4) Multiply by the statutory royalty rate of 
23/4 cent or 1/2 cents per minute or frac- 
tion of playing time, whichever is larger. 
This yields the monthly royalty payment. 

Typical Case 
In its background paper, the Copyright 

Office gives a "typical case" to illustrate 
how the formula would work. The sample 
case involves high initial shipments under 
FOFI and follows the four -step formula 
through 26 months. The cumulative totals 
reflect a total of 105,000 records shipped 
(100,000 for sale), of which 25,000 were 
returned (25% of those shipped for sale and 
roughly 24% of the total). The result, in this 
example, is 80,000 records that should be 
regarded as voluntarily distributed. So the 
example's 40% estimate of reserves under 
GAAP overstated the number of returns. 
The formula's "lapsed reserves" 
mechanism then comes into play; thus a 
total of $2,200 in royalties was paid for 80,- 
000 records. 

Through several other examples the 
comparison of LOFI to FOFI demonstrates 
that LOFI results in overpayments of 
royalties - as RIAA had argued. According 
to RIAA executive director Henry Brief, "We 
wanted to avoid any overpayments and for 
the most part we were successful in 
minimizing them." 

Disco, Rock Expand 
at Columbia Records 
LOS ANGELES - Vince Pelligrino, for- 
merly director of disco marketing at Colum- 
bia, has had his title changed to director of 
dance music marketing. 

Columbia will also commence a new dis- 
tribution policy for the disco record pools. 

"Each pool director will be put on an in- 
dividual mailing list to receive all product: 
rock, jazz, R&B, etc. To qualify for the ser- 
vice, the pool director is asked to have each 
piece of product reviewed and to give feed- 
back as to potential dance -oriented songs 
with club possibilities," Pelligrino says. 

"This is to enhance the development of 
dance -oriented music and not limit it to 
what we think is disco. We hope to open it 
up and they can get back to us as to what 
cuts have potential for clubs." 

Pools will receive an initial allotment in 
order to test the releases' potential. If the 
feedback is positive, Pelligrino says, 
Columbia will make a second allotment, in- 
cluding the bulk of promotional records. 

Pools previously serviced will continue to 
be serviced, but fewer records will be sent 
for the initial allotment. 

Pelligrino's title change, similar to Ray 
Caviano's at RFC, reflects the growing pop- 
ularity of rock discos. 

Conti, Peppard File 
Suit Against ITC, AFD 
For Theme Music Use 
LOS ANGELES - Composer Bill Conti and 
actor/director George Peppard jointly filed 
suit in U.S. District Court Sept. 11 against 
Independent Television Corporation and 
Associated Film Distribution, charging that 
ITC and AFD pre-recorded an original 
Conti composition and used the music 
commercially on radio and TV advertise- 
ments and promotions for the film 
"Firepower" this year. 

The music in question was Conti's score 
for the film "Five Days From Home," which 
was produced in 1977 by Peppard through 
his own Powderhorn Productions. Both 
Peppard and Conti are asking for $2 million 
from each defendant for punitive damages 
in addition to "just and proper action 
damages." The soundtrack for "Five Days 
From Home" was distributed by MCA 
Records. 

KENNY ROGERS DAY IN L A. - It was Kenny Rogers Day in Los 
Angeles recently, as the United Artists recording star received his 
own star on the Walk of Fame on Hollywood Blvd. Later that even- 
ing, Rogers kicked off the first of three sold -out shows at the Un- 
iversal Amphitheatre and EMI-America/United Artists threw a 

post -concert party for Rogers, presenting him with a special award 
recognizing sales of $100,000,000 worth of his records over the 
past three years. Rogers' latest LP, "Kenny," went platinum the 
same day, after one week of release. Rogers' producer, Larry 
Butler, and manager, Ken Kragen, were also honored by the label 
with their respective awards for Producer of the Year and Manager 
of the Year.

showed that the market here for disco has 
burned out, and that the popularity of ar- 
tists like the Bee Gees and Donna Summer 
is declining. In fact, we've just overhauled 
our oldines list and have removed songs 
like 'Heaven Knows' from it. 

"There's a big anti -disco movement in 
Florida," added Walker. "We don't use the 
word on the air. As far as records go, the kind 
that are crossing over from disco, like 
Patrick Hernandez' "Born to Be Alive," do 
not even have a disco identification. 
Listeners call in and ask, "can you play that 
rock record.'" 

WFDR in Manchester, Georgia, a black - 
oriented station, adopted a 50% disco for- 
mat several months ago, but does not now 
use the word "disco" on the air. 

More Ballads 
Frank Barrow, music director of WFDR, 

said the station had changed its format in 
June. He attributed the modified switch to 
the actions of record manufacturers as well 
as to the public's changing tastes. "Since 
June, companies have put out more 
ballads. They've slowed the beat down, and 
in general, have gotten back to basic 
music," he said, adding that "not everybody 
who listens to the radio wants to dance the 
way they do in clubs. And finally, you had 
certain record companies where 
everything they put out sounded the same. 
A lot of companies are still putting it out, 
and I say, 'Keep your product'." 

Barrow admits that a lot of black stations 
went way out in left field with disco. "They 
played everything uptempo. Now it's 
starting to go back to the way it used to be." 

A more balanced attitude is taken by 

those who have enjoyed a measure of 
success with the disco format. Most of 
these stations have developed a sound that 
is measurably different from that of the KTU 
imitations that predominated earlier in the 
year. 

John Moen, program director of the 
Washington, D.C.-based WOOK, noted that 
the station has moved from a disco -based 
format to a more general format that in- 
cludes rock. "While we're sensitive to disco, 
we have a more overall kind of programm- 
ing. About eight months ago when KTU 
peaked a lot of stations hurt themselves by 
going disco. Everyone said, 'let's go disco, 
and increase our ratings.' What they failed 
to realize were the specifics of the New York 
market, which had a large black base that 
was being ignored, because WBLS had 
diluted its format and lost its black 
listenership. But then they (BLS) came 
back, they tracked the hell out of KTU. 
Similarly, other stations that may have done 
well because of the initial newness have bit 
the dust two books later." 

Except in New York," concluded Moth, "a 
disco format can only make it in a market 
where there is no substantial black com- 
petition." 

Broadening Appeal 
Nevertheless, WXKS-FM in Boston has 

achieved some success with disco, by ap- 
pealing to a primarily white audience. Ac- 
cording to Music Director Sonny Jo White, 
"the latest A&R has shown that we're up. 
Because we don't have a black base, we've 
been able to extend our format to include 
rock -oriented records like 'Pop Muzik' by 
M, and Ian Dury's 'Reasons to Be Cheerful.' 
Although we call ourselves 'New England's 

Disco Station,' we don't announce it after 
every break, the way that KTU might, and 
we're going to pull back even further. We've 
known, not as a matter of fear but of prac- 
ticality, that we'd have to broaden our ap- 
peal. We have news, weather, sports, per- 
sonalities, and are trying to cultivate an im- 
age of ourselves as a 'good time station.' " 

WDRQ-FM in Detroit has also sustained 
success by maintaing a substantially disco - 
oriented format, but, according to Music 
Director Mark Driscoll, the station had tried 
to broaden its appeal, referring to itself as 
either "the best of Detroit" or "the Motown 
Sound." "Like other markets where disco 
was initially successful, the disco market in 
Detroit hadn't been explored, commented 
Driscol. Today, to continue being a trend- 
setter, we've added rock -oriented dance 
songs like those by the Cars and the Knack, 
we're playing shorter songs, and in heavier 
rotation, much the same way top 40 radio 
operates. We have in a sense 'gone through 
the washing machine,' and it's been reflec- 
ted in our success. It seems that more and 
more people are moving away from the 
limitations of disco." 

Publishing Companies 
Formed For Sequel 
LOS ANGELES - Herb Eiseman, 20th - 
Century Fox Music Publishing president, 
has signed an agreement with Charles 
Weber, president of Lucasfilm. The pact 
will create two publishing companies: 
Bantha Music (BMI) and Tusken Music 
(ASCAP). The companies' first concerns 
will be John Williams' score for the Star 
Wars sequel.

Japan Record, Tape 
Sales Drop In July '79 
TOKYO - Sales of records and tapes dur- 
ing July dropped nearly 20% from the 
previous month's totals, reported Saburo 
Watanabe, president of the Japan 
Phonographic Record Assn. (JPRA). 

With a total volume of 13,072,000 units 
during July, record sales dropped 17% 
from June totals. Revenues of 11 billion yen 
($56 million) also represented a 20% drop 
from June figures. 

A total tape volume of 4,222,000 units 
was down 19% from June, with revenues of 
6.1 billion yen ($30.5 million) resulting in a 

drop of 22%. 

However, in comparison to July, 1978 
figures, record sales were up 2%, while 
revenues were down 4%. On the other 
hand, tape sales were up 15% and 
revenues up 6% over July. 1978 figures.

dance music has always been around and 
will continue, but that packaging it as 
"disco" gave it saleability in white markets. 
Taylor said advertisers avoid R&B radio 
formats as "ethnic" but buy on disco for- 
mats as "general audience" demographics - what he termed "a racist move." Gamble 
said disco's lifespan was about 24 months 
and while there has always been black 
rhythmic music, "the industry titles it to its 
own advantage." 

Black music represents about $600 
million to $1 billion of the total $4 billion 
record industry, Taylor noted. And he said 
the reason many superstars didn't deliver 
LPs in 1978: "We made them fat." Taylor 
explained that the industry was "taken 
over" by lawyers and agents who 
negotiated deals at "impossible" figures. A 
major returns problem coupled with a lack 
of product in the last quarter gave the in- 
dustry a severe setback. "Layoffs occurred; 
we are now recovering," Taylor continued. 
"In any purge you hurt some good people, 
but we trimmed a lot of fat." 

NABOB president and keynote speaker 
Ragan A. Henry also made a reference to 
the disco dilemma. "Nontraditional music 
formats have tremendously eroded black 
audience," he said (and confirmed later 
that the demon was disco). 

Willie Davis, owner of KACE-FM in Los 
Angeles, who attended the conference, 
noted that the "fatigue factor" of disco's 120 
beats per minute has caused some stations 
to cut back on the all disco formula. Percy 
Sutton of ratings kingpin WBLS in New 
York, acting as moderator, asked what 
directions black artists will take in the 
1980s. Kenny Gamble answered that 
black awareness is climbing to a new level 
and that more songwriters will turn out 
thoughtful, meaningful lyrics with an inter- 
national frame of reference. 

Other Issues 
In an earlier session, NABOB dealt with 

ratings services and how they can be more 
responsive to minority broadcasters' 
needs. Questioning a panel of represen- 
tatives from Arbitron, Burke Broadcasting 
Research, Media Statistics and Bernard 
Howard Inc., the NABOB gathering urged 
"follow-up mechanisms" to support 
telephone and diary audience samples. 
Telephone retrieval tends to "understate" 
black audience levels, the group was told. 

Ratings are extra important for black sta- 
tion owners since "our ratings determine 
whether we'll be in business from one 
month to the next," said one member. The 
ratings organizations were asked to ex- 

plore the reported drop-off in black 
response rates and to standardize their 
research techniques. 

Other NABOB seminars centered on 
government efforts to increase minority 
ownership, with FCC Commissioners 
Joseph Fogarty and Tyrone Brown as pan- 
elists; national advertisers and their neglect 
of minority broadcast owners; and broad- 
cast issues as seen by black communica- 
tions lawyers. 

The need for more black lawyers to han- 
dle the changing regulatory/legal scheme 
in broadcast areas was stressed. Among 
the significant proceedings that affect 
blacks, the group was told, are radio 
deregulation, multiple ownership, and the 
FCC distress sale policy. According to one 
communications attorney, Clarence 
McKee of a Washington, D.C. firm, the dis- 
tress sale policy is "excellent but full of land 
mines." For instance, he said, someday the 
FCC will challenge a sale price as being 
"fixed" and not quite at "distress" levels. 
Also, McKee said, the policy should apply 
after a license renewal hearing is lost, not 
only beforehand. 

Fourth Annual Award 
The NABOB fourth annual award for out- 

standing service of the community at large 
and the black community in particular was 
presented to father and son team Percy 
and Pierre Sutton of WBLS in New York. 
Accepting the award, Percy Sutton ex- 
pressed his thanks and reiterated what 
other NABOB members had noted earler: 
that "when we start getting into the game, 
the rules change." Sutton said the group 
must continue to challenge that situation. 

In closing remarks, Dwight Ellis, director 
of NAB's department of minority and 
special services, applauded what he sees 
as a "new breed" of black broadcasters. 
"The black broadcaster of 1979 is more ex- 
perienced, more sophisticated, more 
political and less inclined to toe the line 
drawn by those of this industry who would 
thwart the inevitable progress of minorities 
in this business," Ellis said. 

Hubbard LP Out 
LOS ANGELES - Diana Hubbard recently 
released her debut LP, "LifeTimes," on 
Waterhouse Records. The "cross -over 
classical" recording by the com- 
poser/pianist consists entirely of original 
compositions written by Hubbard. The 
album shipped Sept. 10. Jazzists Chick 
Corea, Stanley Clarke and Patrick Moraz 
will guest on the album, which has been 
produced by David Campbell.

ing season. So I guess for this year it's going 
to be concertos. And I suppose I'll learn 
some new recital pieces along the way. But 
I've got to get the Beethoven Third and the 
Brahms B flat concertos down. After that I 

can do whatever I want. But every pianist 
pretty much has to play those pieces." 

Busy Schedule 
Ax, who makes his home in New York, 

recently wound up a U.S. tour that included 
concerts at the Hollywood Bowl, Chicago's 
Ravinia Festival, Detroit's Meadowbrook 
Festival, and New York's own Mostly 
Mozart Festival. In November, he will tour 
England for six weeks, and he'll appear in 
Holland and Germany in March. In addition, 

he is scheduled to perform in a number of 
New York concerts this season. 

Considering what the competition is like 
these days, Ax's busy schedule would be 
the envy of any aspiring young pianist. But 
while Ax admits that he has been lucky so 
far in his career, he also points out that win- 
ning the Rubinstein competition was only 
the first step toward success. 

Competition 
"I don't think competitions help now as 

much as they used to, because there are a 

lot of them, and people are a little more dis- 
trustful of them than they used to be. As far 
as getting a chance to play, certainly that 
competition was very instrumental. As far 
as coming back to play, that's pretty much 
your own doing."
