Inter-Industry Cooperation Will Be
Emphasized At 1980 Summer CES

MCA, CBS Hike
Wholesale Prices

For LP Product

LOS ANGELES — MCA and CBS have an-

nounced wholesale price hikes of 3.5% and

three percent, respectively, on both $7.98

and $8.98 list items. The MCA action was
effective Friday, June 13, while the CBS
price hike is scheduled to become effective

June 30.

In line with MCA's seven-tiered price

structure, $7.98 list product will wholesale

for as low as $4.24 for pure sub-
distributors, rack jobbers and one-stops up
to a high of $4.53for normal retail accounts.

Prices for $8.98 product will range from a

low of $4.77 to a high of $5.10.

Intermediate categories in MCA’s pricing

structure, listed from lowest to highest, in-

clude predominantly subdistributors with

some retail accounts; multiple-store chains

with a central warehouse; multiple-store

chains without a central warehouse, but

with central billing and ordering; and small

retail chains.

CBS' wholesale increase, according to

retail sources, will price $7.98 items as low

as $4.23 up to a high of $4.51. Wholesale
prices for $8.98 list product will range from

$4.75 up to $5.09. CBS’ nine-tiered

wholesale pricing system charges rack ac-

AFM Meet Will

Focus On Fiscal

Uncertainties

PORTLAND, Maine — The American
Federation of Musicians’ (AFM) 83rd an-

nual convention, which began here June
16, is focusing on in-house issues with a

particular emphasis on diminishing the

organization’sfinancial deficit and securing

additional revenues from local branch in-

come to abate future deficits.

The convention, which is being held at

the Civic Center here, will also encompass
deliberation on about 92 other resolutions

entered by delegates, locals and the Inter-

national Executive board of the federation.

Nominations for four international of-

ficers and five executive committee posts

are also scheduled business for Tuesday,

with secret ballot elections to follow on
Wednesday.

But according to Victor W. Fuentealba,

AFM president since 1978, who delivered

the keynote address Monday, the issue of

prime concern will be the federation’s $2
million expenditures over income during

the last four years.

“We must find a solution to our fiscal

problems,” Fuentealba told Cash Box.

During the 1979 convention, the federa-

tion attempted to increase revenues to the

diminished coffers when delegates voted to

up the per capita dues from $10 annually to

$12. The delegates also voted to begin

holding conventions biennially, which the

organization reported would save $450,000

each year it is not held.

One measure that is expected to spark

ardent debate is a two-part resolution en-

tered by the International Executive Board,

which, one, calls for a mandatory two per-

cent work-dues levy. Currently the federa-

tion has no such mandate, which in effect,

allows each local to apply its own work-
dues up to a maximum of four percent. The
proposal would require all locals to have
work dues of at least two percent and also

require that one percent be forwarded to

the federation. The remainder would be

CHICAGO — The spotlight will be on inter-

industry cooperation and cross-
merchandising as the Summer Consumer
Electronics Show (CES) opens its four-day

run here June 15 at the McCormick Place

where a record 60,000 electronics and
record industry representatives are expec-

ted to be on hand.

Underscoring the growing interaction

between these two industries, both with a

major stake in the home entertainment

market, is the fact that the RIAA will for the

first time officially participate in the annual

CES audio/video cross-merchandising
display of hardware and software, jointly

sponsored by the Consumer Electronics

NEW YORK — As most labels respond to

recessionary pressures by cutting back

their signings of new artists and streamlin-

ing their in-house production staffs, in-

dependent production companies are

assuming increasingly important roles in

developing artists and delivering productto

the record companies. Although the trend

toward reliance upon independent
producers has been emerging for several

years, it is now apparent that they have
evolved into vital extensions of the labels’

artist & repertoire functions.

“We look at ourselves as an A&R depart-

ment,” said Martin Bandier, a co-owner
with Charles Koppleman of The Entertain-

ment Company which moved from
publishing into record production over four

years ago. Bandier said that his company
originally decided to enter production in or-

der to provide its writers and writer-artists

with a direct outlet for recording. Presently,

new artists account for approximately 20%
of the firm’s productions, Bandier said. “In

some instances we pay for finished

recordings ourselves and in other cases we
make a deal prior to production. We do all

of the functions that an A&R department
does, with a staff of four producers and tons

of writers at our disposal.”

Recently, The Entertainment Company
produced an album by an unknown group
called Heat, spending $75,000 in the

process, according to Bandier. “MCA
never even saw them or heard them until we
delivered the completed album,” Bandier

said, adding that the label had entered into

a “handshake” commitment with the

production company on the strength of its

established track record. Thelabel'sfaith in

Group/Electronics Industry Assn.
(CEG/EIA) and the National Assn, of

Recording Merchandisers (NARM).
Now in its fourth year, the cross-

merchandising display represents “the

continued commitment on behalf of our

allied industries to alert retailers to the

various possible techniques and oppor-
tunities for cross-merchandising records
and tapes with consumer electronics
products,” according to Joe Cohen, ex-
ecutive vice president of NARM.

Singles, Cassettes
Up; LPs, 8-Tracks
Down During ’79

LOS ANGELES — Manufacturers' ship-

ment of singles and pre-recorded cassettes

were up, while albums and pre-recorded

eight-tracks dropped during 1979, ac-

cording to figures- released by the
Recording Industry Assn, of America
(RIAA). Overall, total record shipments
(singles and albums) dropped 5.4% from

1978, and total tape shipments also

decreased 7.4%.

Total record shipments of 502.2 million

units in 1979 represented a dollar valuation

(based on list price) of $2.4 billiop, down
11.8% from the $2.7 billion generated in

1978 by the shipment of 531.1 million units.

Shipment of singles, including disco 12"

product, reached 212 million units for the

year, up 11.6% from 1978. As a result,

singles revenues for the year jurhped

35.8% to $353.6 million. The significant in-

crease in singles revenue was largely due
to the higher list price of the 12" product.

On the other hand, shipment of albums
during the year dropped 15% to 290.2

million units, down from 341.3 million units

in 1978. Likewise, album revenuesdropped
16.8% for the year, from $2.5 billion in 1978

to $2.1 biliion last year.

Total tape shipments for the year
reached 180.8 million units, down 7.4%
from the 194.9 million units shipped during

1978. Total tape revenues of $1.2 billion

represented a 9.6% drop from the $1.4

billion generated during 1978.

Shipment of cassettes for the year rose

28.9%, from 61.3 million urkts in 1978 to

78.5 million units last year. Total revenues

A&R Function Of Independent Producers Is

Growing Among Major Record Manufacturers

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Blank Tapes Lead Growing Sales Of
Accessories For Record Retailers

LOS ANGELES — Blank audio and video

tape, record care products, needles, car-

tridges, sheet music, songbooks and other

general accessory items have become in-

creasingly important to the record retailer’s

profit picture. From 10-15% of most
retailers’ sales revenue is now derived from

blank tape and other accessories, ac-

cording to a Cash Box survey, and the

markup on such items can range from 30-

100% or more.

The survey also indicated that blank

audio tape makes up 50% or more of all

retail accessory sales, where retailers

classified blank tape as an accessory item.

Many retailers also noted that although

sales of blank video tape is still spotty and

sluggish in particular regions of the U.S.,

they remain optimistic that as VCR popula-

tion grows, so will the video tape market.

Retailers also noted that the high profit

Important Merchandise

“Accessories are our bread and butter,”

said Ann Lieff, vice president of the 13-

store Spec's Music chain in Miami.
“Especially so in these times when labels

are raising their prices and cutting fewer

and fewer deals.”

Larry Coulter, accessories buyer for

Father’s And Sun’s of Indianapolis, record

wholesaler and owner of the eight-store

Karma Records retail chain, stated, “We try

to convince retailers that you keep yourself

alive on records and make your money off

the accessories, if you want to run a

profitable store. A lot of retailers overlook

the profitability of accessories, which ac-

tually take up little floor space.”

Coulter added that Father’s and Sun’s

has as much as $55,000 invested in ac-

cessories “on an ongoing month-by-month

basis," while a large chain, such as the 59-

store National Record Mart chain of

Pittsburgh, (owners of the Oasis chain as

well) has upwards of $1 million invested in

accessory stock, according to Jim Grimes,

vice president of merchandising.

Better Shelf Life

“Accessories present no inventory

problems and have a better shelf life than

NMPA Submits
Mechanical Royalty
Fee Proposal

By Earl B. Abrams
WASHINGTON — The National Music

Publishers Assn. (NMPA) submitted

proposed regulations to the Copyright

Royalty Tribunal (CRT) last week that

would, if adopted, change the mechanical

royalty fee from the present 2.75 cents per

song to six percent of the suggested retail

price of a record, album or tape.

The proposed regulations, the first time

such a proposal has been submitted in a

specific form, came as the NMPA con-

cluded its direct testimony in the CRT hear-

ings which have been in progress for more
than 90 days.

Some notable points concerning the

proposed regulations are the adjustment of

royalties, requirements of filing notice of in-

tention to obtain a compulsory license and
notices of changes in suggested retail list

price.

The royalty adjustment calls for each
work on a phono record to receive a portion

of the six percent of the suggested list price

based on units per work, which are deter-

mined by the length of the work, divided by

the total number of units on the phono
record.

The required notice of intention to obtain

compulsory license under the proposal

must include a statement setting forth the

suggested retail list price of the phono
record, the titles, copyright owners, and
playing times of each work on the record,

the share of the phono record attributed to

villians throughout the plot, the movie’s
music is as important as any character in

the film. The score was adapted by Ralph

Burns and coordinated by Becky Shargo
who have taken the score-oriented film to

new heights with Urban Cowboy.
“We wanted to create a much more con-

temporary mood than might be expected in

a movie heavily involved in country music,"

noted Shargo.
And while songs by country music great

Mickey Gilley are included on the record,

the soundtrack is devoted to songs by pop
/country acts Kenny Rogers and Anne
Murray, country rock artists Charlie Daniels

and Jimmy Buffett, and no holds barred

rock ’n' rollers Bob Seger and Joe Walsh.

With other artists such as Boz Scaggs,
Bonnie Raitt, Johnny Lee, Dan Fogelberg
and John David Souther & Linda Ronstadt
on the LP, the record should not only stay

high on the charts for weeks to come, but

should prove a sign post to the fact that

country and pop have more in common to-

day than they ever have before.

records,” said Grimes. “It's not like a ‘Sgt.

Pepper’s,’ where you’ll end up returning

90% of a given item.”

On the other hand, Tower Records presi-

dent Russ Solomon noted that although ac-

cessories have “high profit margins,” there

is "very little volume” dealt in such items.

“Each of our store managers make deci-

sions on what to buy in accessories for the

stores,” said Solomon. “In comparison to

records, though, it’s not a large part of our

business.”

Many of the retailers noted that because
few accessory manufacturers supply coop
advertising money for ad or promotional

campaigns, with the exception of tape
manufacturers, most displays or advertis-

ing comes from in-house ad units or from

small allocations collected over a period of

time.

“We'll use what small coop money we ac-

crue and use that to mention our ac-

cessories in print ads, as well as tagging on
radio spots in conjunction with the records

we’re selling," said Curly Van Derven, ac-

cessory buyer for the 6-store 181 2 Overture

Records chain of Milwaukee. “Basically,

we'll concentrate on print and point-of-

purchase displays for our accessories."

Norton Young, accessory buyer for the

20-store Music Plus chain of Los Angeles,

added, “It’s possible to build up small ad

budgets of three-to-five percent for ac-

cessories that can be placed towards
teaser or multi-product print ads but you

can’t mount a major campaign on the

budgets you’d get from accessory
manufacturers.”

In-Store Displays

In the absence of heavy advertising,

retailers look towards inventive in-house

displays as a way of promoting and drawing
attention to accessories. “Eye-catching dis-

plays or counter signs and placards are

used here to draw attention to logos,”

Young added.

George Paoletti, vice president of

merchandising for Nehi Records, owners of

the 39-store Peaches Records chain, said.

“All of our accessory promotions are inter-

nally generated and we try to run as many
as possible. But it’s up to the manufacturer

to support them.”

In certain cases, retailers will try to in-

crease accessory sales by offering
salesmen incentive plans.

“We have a spiff program where we'll

give our salespeople a percentage of what
they sell on needles and record care
products,” noted National Record Mart's

Grimes. “There is no question that such an
incentive helps sales. It may not mean that

much to every salesman, but some of the

more aggressive people can make pretty

good money."
Some accessories which sold well in the

past, such as sheet music, have now been

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NEW FACES TO VMTCH

Bernadette Peters
Many recording artists labor a lifetime in

the studio striving to achieve a perfect

balance of elements between production,

arrangements, musicians and material. For

Bernadette Peters, a show business

veteran with over 20 years of experience on

stage, screen and TV, that elusive

chemistry was present on her very first solo

recording experience and the result is an

appetizing assortment of musical styles,

from MOR to R&B to rock and a Top 40

single, “Gee Whiz.”

The resulting success of Peters’ self-

titled MCA album and single, then, was no

mere fluke, according to the effervescent

comedienne cum singer. Carefully planned,

but not calculated, the project had been in

the back of Peters’ mind for several years,

but it wasn’t until she met producer Brooks

Arthur that she finally decided the timing

was right.

“I’ve always had an interest in doing my
own album, but the right elements never

quite jelled together,” said Peters. “Then,

my agent contacted Brooks Arthur, and af-

ter talking for some time, we knew that we
wanted to work together."

Arthur brought his considerable produc-

tion experience, which included work with

Janis Ian, Bette Midler and a Grammy
Award winning LP by comedian Robin
Williams, to the sessions and with three

original cast recordings for Broadway
musicals under her own belt, Peters was no

stranger to the studio. But Peters pointed

out that the selection of material for the

album had to be perfectly suited to her in-

dividual vocal style and musical orientation

for the performances to be truly convincing.

"We wanted to keep our integrity and
honesty, above all, on this album,” stressed

Peters. “I didn’t want to sing like I came
from a place, musically, that I didn’t. I grew
up on rock ‘n’ roll and I loved The Crystals

and ‘He’s A Rebel’ by the Shangri Las, but

it’s just one side of my life. Whatever I sing

has to be me.”

As an actress who has starred in such
musical stage productions as Gypsy,
George M (for which she won a Theatre

Award citation), Dames At Sea, La Strada,

On The Town and Mack And Mabel (the lat-

ter two of which garnered her Tony nomina-
tions), Peters is well known for her

theatrical flair. Not surprisingly, she em-
ployed her role-playing talents and techni-

ques in the making of the LP.

“Most of the songs were recorded live in

the studio, and I wjauld come in a different

costume for each particular song we recor-

ded," noted Peters gleefully. “That really

helped me capture the exact mood of the

song, but it was fun, too."

A teenage love for the music of Tin Pan
Alley prompted Peters to turn to the songs
of Barry Mann & Cynthia Weill, Neil Sedaka,
and Jerry Lieber & MikeStollerfor material,

but, ironically, Carla Thomas’ “Gee Whiz”
was an eleventh hour addition to the

project.

"It was my favorite song when it came out

in junior high school, but I nearly didn’t

mention it to Brooks when we began
recording the album,” said a now-bashful

Peters. “But he loved the idea of doing it,

and I guess it worked.”

Robbie Dupree
Add the name of Robbie Dupree to the

list of “overnight sensations" who have

been, in fact, honing their craft for many
years. Born Robbie Dupuis (of French ex-

traction) in Brooklyn, New York, the young
teenager spent much of his spare time in

the ’50s hanging around street corners with

friends emulating the popular a capella

doo-wop groups of the day.

“The first music I was exposed to was
through people like Vito and the Saluta-

tions and Dion and the Belmonts," the 33
year old Elektra recording artist recalls. Of

his Brooklyn heritage he proudly states,

“It's a very neighborhood-oriented place,

which breeds a very special closeness

among all types of people.”

At the age of 17, Dupree enlisted in the

Navy, and while stationed at a land base in

Chicago, spent his weekends listening to

blues greats like Muddy Waters and James
Cotton which inspired him to take up the

blues harmonica. Upon his discharge two

years later (1966), Dupree pleasantly dis-

covered that blues was a very prevailing

musical genre. “Blues had become like pop
music,” he explains. “All the musicians I

used to go see atthe Fillmore East, like Paul

Butterfield, Taj Mahal, Cream and B.B.

King were all considered pop stars."

It was at this time that Dupree formed a

blues based aggregation with guitarist Nile

Rodgers, now of the popular group Chic.

Playing in bars and strip joints all over New
York, they even did a tour of prisons which

took them from Attica to Sing Sing.

After leaving the blues band, Dupree
spent the next three years kicking around
New York, before settling in Woodstock in

1971.

Being there afforded Dupree the oppor-

tunity of being exposed to people likeTodd

Rundgren and The Band who were different

from the type of musicians he had
previously come across. "It was great for a

rookie like me to rub shoulders with people
like that and gather a reputation for

myself.”

After playing for the next five years with

bands and going nowhere, in 1978, at the

age of 31 ,
Dupree actively sought out a solo

career for himself with the aid of producers

Rick Chudacoff and Peter Bunetta, two

pals from his Woodstock days. “For two

years we worked on this demo tape which

we borrowed money to make, and the

musicians and the studios all did it for

nothing, just on speculation. Then some 20

odd record companies passed on it which

was really agonizing for me, so I thought

that maybe it just wasn't right, and I quit the

business for awhile.”

While working as a carpet layer in

Queens early this year, Dupree’s musical

fortunes changed. "I got a phone call late

one night from Al Bunneta (his manager)
who told me that Elektra/Asylum had flip-

ped over the tape and wanted to record

me.”

From this tape, the self-penned “Steal

Away" became a national top ten hit. “I

always felt that ‘Steal Away' was the song
which would open the door if any one
would,” he enthuses.

“After that,” he adds hopefully, “it’s just

up to me to keep the fans happy by continu-

ing to make records that they will like."

Record Outlets Will Play Major Role
In Growth Of Home Video, Says Leslie
LOS ANGELES — Although initial distribu- reading of my NARM address and thecom-

tion patterns for video-cassettes and

videodiscs continue to focus on electronics

hardware outlets, record retailers will figure

prominently in the growth of home video.

ON JAZZ
MINGUS DYNASTY ON THE MOVE — The lovely Sue Graham Mingus, wife of the late

bassist/composer Charles Mingus, continues to keep the musical legacy of this great

jazzman alive in the form of the Mingus Dynasty Band. She dropped by the Cash Box office

recently and we talked of current plans for the Mingus Dynasty Band with an occasional

pause for fond recollections of the bassist. "Charles left behind so much material; he was
very prolific. He wrote over 300 tunes, and when he died we all felt that the body of his music
was too important to just let it fade into history. People like Dannie Richmond (drummer)
and Jimmy Knepper (trombonist) spent so many years playing Mingus' music it was just

natural to keep the spirit going. Up to now we’ve primarily used alumni, but it's not

necessarily going to be like that in the future. The personnel is free floating depending on
who has what commitments, but right now
the band consists of Hugh Lawson (piano),

Jimmy Knepper, Joe Farrel (tenor sax-

ophone), Randy Brecker (trumpet) and
Mike Richmond (bass) . . . and, of course,

Dannie. I decided we should be placing

more emphasis on the bass section, so in

addition to Mike Richmond, who's a won-
derful player, we're going to be adding
Alladar Penge for our next recording at the

Montreux Jazz Festival on July 16. Penge is

from Budapest and he's an incredible vir-

tuoso; he's one of the few bassists I've

heard who can play with the kind of inten-

sity and drive that Charles had. Sy Johnson
and Jimmy Knepper will be doing the

arrangements for the next album, and the

band will undertake a coast to coast tour to

support it when it's released in the fall." And
what does Sue Graham Mingus think of the

interpretations of Mingus’ music by Joni Mitchell and by the musicians on the final Mingus
albums? “In the case of Joni, it was her idiom and her interpretation of Charles' music, and I

think she did a very good job. I like the later Atlantic albums, too. Charles was upset with

them because he didn’t like the editing. He told them ‘I don't like it but you can put it out

anyway.' But he was always striving for something better, he was never satisfied. If you’ve

heard what he said to llhau Mimaroglu about the musicians on those sessions . .
." So the

Mingus Dynasty Band continues to meet the bassist's stringent standards. With one ex-

cellent album on Elektra (“Chair In The Sky") and more Elektra releases on the way,

Charles Mingus' music should bear new fruit for years to come.
ODDS AND ENDS — Electric bassist Jaco Pastorius. architect of the current Weather
Report sound (along with Joe Zawinul and Wayne Shorter) has just signed as a solo artist

with Warner Bros. His initial outing for Epic was most impressive, and we look forward to

his further explorations of composition and electric bass tonality . . . Warners decided to

pass on signing James “Blood" Ulmer, the innovative electric guitarist and composer, but

Atlantic is reportedly considering him. His new album will be released shortly on the British

Rough Trade label (available as an import), and it should set the pace for the creative syn-

thesis of big beat funk and free jazz extrapolations . . . The most startling affiliation I can

conceive of is trombonist Joseph Bowie's Defunkt and Manfred Eicher's ECM label, but

reportedly they were close to some sort of deal recently. No confirmation at press time as to

whether it'll actually come off, but boy, there’s an inspired culture clash — street meets sky

. . . Biggest news in jazz (well, sorta jazz, er, black contemporary, uh, progressive— it gets

so confusing sometimes) for the summer season is the Quincy Jones/George Benson
collaboration on Warners and the new Crusaders on MCA both due out within the next few

weeks . . . Rumor has it that MCA is about ready to release a Classic Jazz Series culled

The changing face of r&b is brilliantly depicted in this, the

Building their arrange-
ments around the diaphonous vocals of Sheila, this album em-
ploys a greater variety of rhythmic and textural devices than

Edwards and Rodgers have yet revealed with Chic. It is both

looser and more rocking, allowing Rodgers to stretch out and
improvise in a Hendrixian manner, yet never losing sight of the

groove.

Through the title tracks’ contemporary energy to the swing-

Judge To Ponder
Goody Arguments,

\

Sets Trial Date
by Richard Gold

NEW YORK — Federal District Court Judge

Thomas C. Platt heard pre-trial arguments

last week on the applicability of four felony

counts in the government’s case against

Sam Goody Inc. and two of its executives

for allegedly dealing in counterfeit tapes.

The judge granted both sides until June 26

to present additional papers in support of

their arguments, and set September 2 as

the tentative trial date.

The government has been pressing to

prosecute Sam Goody Inc., George Levy,

its president, and Samuel Stolon, its vice

president, on one count of violating the

Racketeer Influenced And Corrupt
Organizations Act (RICO) and three counts

of violating the Interstate Transportation of

Stolen Property statute (ITSP). The defense

is contending that the alleged offenses are

copyright infringement misdemeanors
(Cash Box, May 10).

In another set of motions, the defense re-

quested Judge Platt to order the prosecu-

tion to supply it with material pertaining to

the Organized Crime Strike Force's use of

one Murray Kaplan to record allegedly in-

criminating conversations with Stolon. The
defense is contending that the prosecution

must make public a “communication”
which requested wiretapping authority

from the Justice Department. The prosecu-

tion has already given the defense the

“cover sheet" of the wiretapping authoriza-

tion request, but it is withholding the con-

tested communication. Judge Platt said

that he would examine the document in

question before rendering a decision.

The defense is also seeking to dismiss

the indictments on the grounds of "prose-

cutorial misconduct,” charging that

the FBI. Strike Force attorneys, and the

RIAA have developed an improper working

relationship. The defense argued that the

RIAA, in its role as a “trade organization,”

has been "pushing" the government to

elevate the seriousness of the alleged of-

fenses.

Judge Platt expressed skepticism about
the defense argument, saying that, “a lot of

people would like to see more victims push
hard” for redress in criminal cases. "The
Kaplan-Stolon conversation might merit in-

vestigation," he added, but he emphasized
that “nothing has been shown to convince
me” that there is an improper relationship

between the FBI and the RIAA in the case.

Judge Platt said that he "hoped" to have
an opinion on all of the arguments (in-

cluding a grand jury matter which has not

been made public and was the subject of

closed hearings June 6 in 30 days.

ODE TO THE LIZARD KING — Although the writing style shifts from a simple prose to a

mocking rock journalistic approach to that of a defensive friend, Jerry Hopkins' and
Daniel Sugerman's No One Gets Out Alive, an exhaustive biography of rock ‘n’ roll

shaman Jim Morrison, makes for a rewarding reading experience. The large print, 374-

page paperback covers every aspect of the doomed recording artist's life and then

some. Parts of the book are of such exacting detail that it at times reads like a day-to-

day diary of events in Morrison's life. The authors have also avoided the National

Enquirer syndrome that many books of this nature fall prey to, and the utmost attention

is paid to relating Morrison’s dreams, artistic yearnings and feelings. Accompanied by

a late night score of “The End” or "The Music's Over,” the book takes on a Gothic horror

type presence. Hopkins and Sugerman also drive home the key points of the unpredic-

table code that the Florida-born rock star seemed to live by — one of which is best ex-

pressed in a college acquaintance's quote early in the book that captures many peo-

ple's impressions when they were around Morrison. “There was a constant feeling of

apprehension, a feeling that things were on the brink of lost control.” It is that "lost con-

trol” that the latter part of the book explores as though the writers were his best friends

watching the hallucinogenic pop poet burn out. A great deal of attention in the book is

paid to Morrison's artistic loves — the works of Rimbaud, Nietzsche, Celine, Blake,

Huxley, foreign films and his own poetry and film creations. Morrison was so greatly in-

fluenced by the tormented greats of literature that he ended up naming L.A.’s most revered

rock band after a Nietzsche quote — “There’s the known and the unknown,” says

Morrison to a friend who asked him what the band was going to be called, “and

what separates the two is the door. Ah wanna be th’ dooor.” The inner tensions that sur-

rounded the band's career from its rise to local fame as the house band at The Whisky
Au Go Go in 1966 to the quartet’s final day in New Orleans where Morrison ended up

sitting mute and motionless on stage are

also revealed. The mystery surrounding

the haunted poet’s death is another aspect

of the book that rock 'n' roil aficionados will

read with passion, as all stories about that

fateful night in Paris in 1975 are related

and analyzed. All in all, No One Gets Out
Alive proves to be great summer
reading for the mildly interested and a

font of information and history for the

Lizard King's many fans.

the head Coral Reefer himself performed two solo sets accompanied by his acoustic

guitar.

Utopia

GREEK THEATRE, L.A. — While it’s easy to

laud Todd Rundgren and his three member
band, collectively known as Utopia, for at-

tempting such an ambitious task as their re-

cent elaborate video concert, technical

overkill took its toll on the band's stop here.

The longish show's repertoire offered a

jumbled mix of Rundgren solo standards

and Utopian sci-fi excess, with the accent

on excess. Digging out unwieldy dinosaurs

such as “The Singring And The Glass

Guitar” and the title track from “Ra,”

Rundgren and co. preferred to bludgeon

the crowd with these metallic monsters of

pretentious lyrical mush, while the Runt's

lilting, unselfconscious pop hits were
relegated to an absurd Vegas-like medley.

If the quick brush-off wasn't bad enough,

Rundgren dropped his cordless mike in the

middle, ruining all continuity. That’s life, as

they say, in Utopia.

A healthy dose of material from the

band's latest effort, "Adventures In Utopia,”

didn’t help matters much either, since the

videos were only partially effective. All too

often, they bordered perilously close to be-

ing amateurish, deflating any significant

message in such tunes as "Bag Lady.” For

the most part, they were a gaudy melange
of special effects which got tiresome after

awhile.

Each member got a crack at “in-

teracting” with a video and pre-recorded

soundtrack, such as keyboardist Roger
Powell’s "Sands Of Arrakis” from his solo

LP “Air Pocket.” But even that was hin-

dered by the group’s dressing in futuristic

white uniforms which made them look od-

dly similar to Devo. “Soldiers of the mind"

indeed!

But drummer John “Willie” Wilcox'

ridiculous synthesized drum kit,

customized to resemble a large motorcy-

cle, really took the cake of the evening.

Luckily, the saving grace of the show was
Utopia's usually strong ending with the en-

core “Just One Victory." If this was a victory,

though, it was a Pyrrhic one.

THE BOTTOM LINE, N.Y.C. — It would
seem that the term commercial is in need of

some re-assessment. When violinist L.

Shankar and guitarist John McLaughlin led

the jazz-raga fusion band Shakti, there was
always an air of pressure around the

guitarist to move on to the electric music
that had been so successful during the days
of the Mahavishnu Orchestra. Why?
Because Shakti’s acoustic sound was not

commercial.
Since Shankar and McLaughlin have

returned to the acoustic sounds that they

love so deeply their music has taken a turn

for the better and audience reaction has
been enthustiastic. Nearly all of their recent

American tourwassold out, and the Bottom
Line was no exception. The level of music
they improvised was as powerful and
joyous as anything I've ever heard.

Shankar is possibly the world’s finest

violinist, and this New York date re-united

him with his long-time drummer, tabla

master Zakir Hussain, who is every inch

Shankar's equal. They played a program of

Indian classical music with its intricate

rhythmic cycles, vocal inflections and im-

provisatory one-upmanship. Hussain plays

more melody with his left hand than most
funk bass players, and Shankar's level of

virtuosity and mirth helped the music
achieve the level of pure unconscious inter-

play that is the mark of true artistry.

John McLaughlin, accompanied only by

acoustic guitarist Chris Escoude. seemed
happier and more animated than in his

previous electric incarnations. His legen-

dary chops are more imposing than ever,

but in addition there is a new sense of

melodic development and harmonic
breadth that made this one of his great per-

formances. It was in every way a return to

his jazz roots, and throughout the evening

there were suggestions of Django
Reinhardt, Tal Farlow, and flamenco and
Brazilian music in his songs and im-
provisations. When he broke into a new
arrangement of “Meeting Of The Spirits,"

with its 7/4 rhythm and urgent melody,
there was a happy burst of recognition

among the crowd, and his blistering per-

cussive solo more than satisfied.

Even better was an onstage re-union bet-

ween Shankar, Hussain and McLaughlin,

which proved that all the kinetic energy of

Shakti was still in place. They plan to do a

tour of India in the not to distant future. Why
not America? Because It’s not comm . . .

The earnest brew of rock and R&B which
they create, including several nods of the hat

to such influences as Solomon Burke,
Wilson Pickett and Sam Cooke, literally

begs you to get up and dance — which is

exactly what the crowd did for a large por-

tion of the show. Opening with “I'm So
Anxious,” it was evident that the exuberant
Southside had great difficulty containing

himself, even on the spacious Greek stage.

By the second number "Talk To Me,” he rip-

ped off his well-worn dark leather jacket

and omnipresent shades, flinging both to

the rear of the stage, and tossed aside his

mike stand. It was easy to see by that time

that he and the band weren't just here to

play — they meant business.

Lyon and the Jukes maintained a

smoothly flowing pace throughout, effec-

tively balancing the harder rock numbers
such as “Trapped Again" with songs such
as Burke’s bluesey “Got To Get You Off Of

My Mind,” then moving to thesmokey blues

growl of “Why Is Love Such A Sacrifice," as
Lyon was backed by the wailing trio.

Totally unfettered by stage props, Lyon
would bound to the elevated drum plat-

form, or be joined himself down front by the

animated antics of trombone player Richie

(“La Bamba") Roxsenberg. Lead guitarist

and songwriter Billy Rush, clad in a red

one-piece jumpsuit, made a nice visual

contrast to Southside’s schoolyard attire,

but his searing fretwork fit right in, pumping
the performance up with each deft solo to

new peaks.

After ending with a believable cover of

"Only 16” and the raucous, rambunctious
“Havin’ A Party," the band stepped back on

stage for a smoldering version of “The
Fever." The audience couldn't get enough,

and as everyone danced in unison, the

Jukes mellowed out and into “Heart Of

Stone” and finally, "This Time It’s For

Real,” Southside's signature piece. All in

all, itwasaconsummate performance form

a consummate performer.

PARISIAN ROOM, L.A. — Distinction is a

two-fold description when referring to the

jazz stylings of Blue Note artist Horace
Silver, as his music is difficult to mistake
and because he often stands head and
shoulders above most in his use of musical

elements.

It is such a melodic, rhythmic and har-

monic brew that Silver and his four able

sidemen brought with them to the Parisian

Room recently that delighted a diverse

audience attending. The intimate at-

mosphere infinitely enhanced the
warmness of his music and the personal

humor intrinsic in his delivery.

Recently returning from an extensive

overseas tour. Silver offered selections

from his latest Blue Note LP, "Silver 'n' Str-

ings Play the Music of the Spheres," a dou-
ble album set done in three parts.

Songs like "The Search For Direction," a

piano prelude that highlighted Silver's sen-

sitive balance between composition and
improvisation, and “Direction Discovered."

a multi-tempo piece laden with funky coun-

terpoints that best heralded the pianist

funky-jazz attack.

The often sprawling solos by trumpeter

Barry Ries did harken to the same Silver

sound of days yore, as did the smooth,
always engaging solo work of tenorist Ron
Bridgewater.

But it was the tightly knit rhythm section

of bassist Todd Collman and drummer
Harold White, that served as the cor-

nerstone for Silver’s music of constantly

shifting textures, sparse chording and fre-

quent. articulate piano soloing.

While the music created an atmosphere
best suited for the progressive jazz

enthusiast, no one with an ear for creation

in progress could say no to Silver's infec-

tious music.

McCABES GUITAR SHOP — Next to being

an air traffic controller at Chicago's O'Hare
Airport or the publicist for the Ayatollah

Khomeini, being a comedian is probably

the world's most difficult occupation. And
having to make people laugh via voice and
a lone acoustic guitar makes the profession

doubly hard. However, Loudon Wainwright
III has an incredible knack for doing just

that.

Wainwright brings a human warmth to

songs about babies, drinking and
male/female relationships (fulfilling and
waning) that make them instantly relatable

and unforgettable. For instance, songs like

"Rufus Is A Tit Man,” an account of baby's

fixation with his mother's breasts, and

“Bee-Side,” a musical diary of the life of a

bumble bee, are original and wonderfully

zany sentiments.

Free champagne (distributed in honor of

Wainwright's new Rounder LP “A Live

One”) had been passed out to the crowd of

150 before the show and by the time the

bard from Westchester County jumped
onstage, the venerable West L.A. folk club

had taken on the atmosphere of a living

room full of friends.

Wainwright immediately launched into

his G chord-oriented set with “You Can't

Say No . . . To That Woman" and
proceeded to send the enthusiastic crowd
into uproar with rib ticklers like "Drinks

Before Dinner," “Whatever Happened To
Us" and "Mr. Guilty” and his slapstick stage

presence.

While many have dismissed
Wainwright's material as lightweight, his

penetrating observations of modern man,
such as “The Man Who Couldn't Cry,” rank

with some of the best folk material of the

past 20 years.

It was also to the veteran performer's
credit as an artist that he chose to neglect

material from his latest album and concen-
trate on old classics like "Saturday Morn-
ing” and “Be Careful There's A Baby In The
House.” and brand new material like

"Dilated To Meet You" and "The Acid
Song."

While Wainwright's eccentric stage man-
ner and heartwarming yet satirical songs
will never be too much of a commercial
threat he remains one of America's most
refreshing and amusing folk talents.

BASF Plans Int’l

Expansion Of Tape,
Disc Production
NEW YORK — BASF, the German
manufacturer of audio tapes and cassettes,

has announced plans to expand its

magnetic media production facilities

around the world. However, the company
said that plans for BASF’s Longitudinal

Video Recording System (LVR), which was
to be marketed by the end of the year,

“have been reviewed due to the shift in

currency parities incurred since production

in the U.S. began to be projected.”

The expansion projects are set for Ger-
many. the U.S., France, Brazil and In-

donesia. The company said it would invest

$108 million in the German projects alone,

which will include added video tape and
disc pack production capacities, a

technology applications lab, and produc-
tion line efficiencies at its Willstaett works.
BASF also plans expansion of magnetic
pigment production and development work
at its Ludwigshafen complex. Accerding to

the company, the projects will be com-
pleted within three years and will create ap-
proximately 250 new jobs in Germany and
about 600 new jobs in other countries.

In explaining its decision not to go ahead
with U.S. -based mass production of the

LVR system, BASF said that because of a

1.2% rise in the value of the dollar in the

past 15 months, compared with a 21.2%
decline by the Japanese yen in the same
period, “the competitive basis for produc-
tion in the U.S. had deteriorated significan-

tly.”

BASF said that it will work on developing

a miniaturized LVR camera recorder and a

Longitudinal Digital Recorder (LDR) data

system.

"One For The Road,” the video will be
released in conjunction with the LP of the

same name (Cash Box, June 14). Ac-
cording to Jon Peisinger, Time-Life Video

vice president and directer ef retail

marketing, four-coler inserts have been
placed in Arista LPs as part of the pre-sell

campaign and an extensive merchandising
campaign has been set to tie-in the video

with the two-album set. Banners,
streamers, consumer print advertising, and
national radio promotions in 20 key FM
markets for premiere showings of the video

will be part of the campaign. A distribution

network for the video will be announced at

CES.
MCA Videocassettes is announcing its

first “made-for-cassette” music-oriented

videocassette, a Loretta Lynn concert
special. Entitled “Loretta,'' the video
cassette will be released in conjunction with

the video cassette of the Coal Miner’s
Daughter feature film and the two will be
sold together in a unipackage. Other new
releases to be featured by MCA at CES in-

clude Alfred Hitchcock's The Birds and
Frenzy, in addition to The Marx Brothers’

Duck Soup. Large scale merchandising,
marketing and advertising campaigns, on
the trade and consumer levels, will accom-
pany the product releases.

Bullitt. Going In Style, Monty Python's Life

Of Brian and Dog Day Afternoon. In con-
junction with the release, WEA Corp. WCI
Home Video's distributor, is offering a 3%
discount program on every $1,500
minimum order, which includes a minimum
of three units of each title. According to

Russ Bach, WEA vice president of

sales/marketing development, dealers

catalog at a 3% discount, with no minimum
restrictions.

bypassed by many chains in favor of newer,

more unique items. Both 1812 Overture

and National Record Mart reported dropp-

ing music folios, but Nehi (Peaches) repor-

ted adding Famous Amos Chocolate Chip

cookies this year to their list of accessory

items, indicative of the retailers' constant

search for new and profitable products.

"We’re always investigating new ac-

cessories, whether it’s lighters or Famous
Amos cookies,” said Nehi's Paoletti. “We
wouldn’t carry any perishables, like milk,

but cookies are a high impulse item, and
we’ve been very successful with Famous
Amos so far.”

Nearly every retailer surveyed expressed
the feeling that as the consumer is becom-
ing more quality-conscious in regards to

pre-recorded music, the record buyer is

also becoming more aware of record and
tape care techniques and products, which
has contributed to a rapid growth in sales of

these accessories.

"There is no question that our customers
are now more sophisticated and
demanding when it comes to sound
quality,” said Spec’s Lieff. “The record

buyer wants record care products to take

care of his or her investment. We’ve been
selling more protective inner sleeves, outer

covers, tape cleaners, demagnetizers,
zerostats and other related items than ever

before.”

Blank tape, however, is still the top-

selling non-music item sold through record
retailers. According to a Pickwick Inter-

national blank tape survey presented by
executive vice president Scott Young at the

NARM convention in Las Vegas (Cash Box.

April 5), 22% of all unit purchases in 1979
were for blank audio tape, as compared to

23% for pre-recorded tapes and 17% for

singles and 38% for LPs.

“Tape is the biggest dollar accessory
item there is and very much on the incline,”

said Fathers and Suns’ Coulter.

Tape sales are so high that in many
cases, some retailers now classify it as a

separate item and not an accessory. Ex-

plained Music Plus’ Young, "When you talk

about accessories, that’s one thing, but

blank tape is totally separate and that is

how we treat it.”

Optimistic about the burgeoning video
industry, several of the retailers surveyed
have expanded their tape lines to include

blank, as well as pre-recorded,
videocassettes. Spec’s Lieff noted that pre-

recorded feature films were “profitable” for

Slow On Video

Added 1812 Overture’s Van Derven,
“We’ve been carrying videocassettes for

two years, but the market in Milwaukee has
been very slow to respond. We have
customers who’ll come in regularly for tape
but the market hasn’t built considerably.”

He stated that the chain will remain commit-
ted to video “as we believe many more peo-
ple will be staying at home in the next five

years and beyond.”

While almost every retailer surveyed was
unreservedly enthusiastic about the
current condition and future prospects for

the accessory market. Dr. Bruce Maier,

president of Discwasher Inc., a major
manufacturer of record care products,
provided a more cautionary note.

"Whilewe, asacompany, have experien-

ced a very steady, predictable growth pat-

tern, the overall size of the accessory
business. I’m afraid, is not what people
believe it to be. It certainly isn’t an unlimited

promised land of profits for the record

retailer and the record business will have to

be careful not to oversaturate the market
and burn it out."

Maier pointed out that for the accessory
business to be healthy, the recorded music
industry would have to be healthy as well.

ITA Plans To Track
Sale of Blank Tapes
NEW YORK — The International Tape
Assn. Inc. (ITA) has initiated a statistical

program to monitor blank audio tape sales.

According to Henry Brief, executive direc-

tor of ITA, this is a follow-up to the

audio/video trade association's previously

announced program of collecting data on
pre-recorded video cassettes. Brief said

that, in time. ITA hopes to supplement
these two programs with data on U.S. sales

of blank video cassettes and statistics on all

other products in the A/V industry for which

no reliable statistics currently exist.

When the data collection service in the

U.S. is in full operation, Brief said, plans will

be made to inaugurate similar efforts by ITA

member companies in other areas of the

world.

WGH’s Canada StressesGood
Mix Of Music, Talk And News

LOS ANGELES — Providing a diversified

radio fare with a good balance between
music, news and features, WGH/Norfolk,
Va. serves its community with one of the

most unique formats in the nation. Ranging
from features like its recent on-board inter-

views conducted on the U.S. Navy aircraft

carrier Nimitz upon its return from the In-

dian Ocean to unusual and personal talk

programs to daily updated playlists, WGH
has found a balance unique to radio —
combining the best of Top 40, talk and news
magazine formats.

"We offer something for everybody at

WGH,” says program manager Bob
Canada. "When I first came here in 1976,

the station was committed to ‘more music'

and promotions; but the Tidewater com-
munities offer a very diverse and atypical

audience.

“In the first place, you have the world’s

largest naval installation here, and because
of that, thousands of Navy wives. You have

a large college community, and you also

have the Virginia Beach set, along with

many other businesses."

WGH's acknowledgement of the naval

community was most apparent with its

coverage on board the Nimitz, returning to

Norfolk after an eight-month stint in the In-

dian Ocean during much of the recent crisis

following the aborted attempt to rescue the

American hostages in Iran. The strikeforce

reportedly took off from the Nimitz.

The return of the Nimitz with Battle Group
Six was a major event in theTidewater area,

with over 30,000 people waiting to welcome
the men home. Canada and his engineer

were flown 60 miles out into the Atlantic to

meettheship, and, with a 100 watt transmit-

ter, WGH was the only station in the nation

to broadcast live interiews and reports with

the sailors and others on board. The only

others allowed to greet the Nimitz at sea
were President Carter and his entourage.

“We had promoted the return of the

Nimitz for a month, and we also promoted
the fact that we would be there on board
broadcasting from the ship as we neared

port," Canada explained. “Wives of some of

the men sent me letters and asked me to

please deliver them to their husbands."
Among the letters and messages

Canada carried on board were approx-

imately a dozen notifications of new sons
and daughters for the sailors.

"Any program director needs to be
creative," Canada said. “The problem that

PDs suffer from today is that too many sta-

tions' management does not give them a

free hand. When that happens, people

become discouraged and withdraw into

themselves. (continued on page 42)

FCC Petitions Supreme Court To
Reverse Appelate Intervention Ruling

LOS ANGELES — The Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC) has
petitioned the Supreme Court to overturn

an appellate court decision that would force

the Commission to involve itself in radio

program format changes.
Actions supporting the FCC stance were

taken last week (June 9) by the National

Association of Broadcasters (NAB); the

ABC, CBS and NBC networks; Metromedia
and the National Radio Broadcasters Assn.

(NRBA), who also filed briefs with the

Supreme Court

.

The FCC has maintained thatthe market-

place forces and broadcaster discretion

should determine format changes. Other
groups have argued that when the preser-

vation of a “unique format" is threatened,

then the FCC should intercede and
preserve the format.

The current case marked FCC and the

United States vs. WNCN Listeners Guild

does not involve one station or one format.

The principle question is whether or not it is

the FCC’s responsibility to intervene and
preserve a format if it is considered to be
“unique" in that market.

Unique Format’

"If a so-called ‘unique format' is at stake,

the decision to change or preserve that for-

mat should still be left to the licensee,"

stated Dave Saylor, Deputy of General

Council of the Broadcast Bureau. Saylor

added that the Communications Act does
not require regulation of entertainment for-

mats by the FCC and that First Amendment
considerations militates against the regula-

tion of formats.

The contention of the NAB, NRBA,
Metromedia and the networks is that the

courts are ignoring “important statutory

and constitutional restraints on govern-
ment intrusion into broadcast programm-
ing.”

The WNCN Listeners Guild (which is not

affiliated with WNCN/New York) was for-

med in 1974 by angry listeners who op-

posed Starr Broadcasting's change of

WNCN’s classical format to progressive

rock. According to WNCN program direc-

tor Matt Biberfeld. thousands of letters

were sent to the FCC demanding that the

agency move in and reinstate the classical

format as it was ‘unique' in that market.

There was and still is more than one
classical station in New York and the FCC
maintained that it was still up to the market-

place forces to govern format changes.
In June, 1976, Starr Broadcasting sold

WNCN to GAF Corp. which reverted back to

the station's classical format without FCC
intervention. Biberfeld added that 1 979 was
the first year that the station has shown a

profit.

Saylor said that the Supreme Court isn't

likely to review the case until the late fall. A
final decision may not be forthcoming until

1981.

Solid state components for

Seeburg jukeboxes will be provided by

Stern's suburban based subsidiary, Un-
iversal Research Laboratories, Inc. of Elk

Grove Village, which recently relocated into

a new 42,000 square foot manufacturing

and assembly plant (Cash Box. June 7).

The new facility has the capability of being

expanded an additional 50,000 square feet,

according to Stern.

URL, Inc. also provides solid state com-
ponents for all Stern pinball games and
O.E.M. solid state products to outside com-
panies.

Broaden Market
Stern said the Seeburg acquisition will

broaden Stern's marketing capability and
contribute to overall company sales. "We
have committed some $5 million to the for-

mation of a new jukebox division and an-

ticipate great success for the Seeburg
business," he said.

“Because we also manufacture pinball

games, the Seeburg jukebox will not have

to stand on its own. Wewill be in theflexible

position of responding and adjusting to

changing market demands in the coin-

operated entertainment industry." Earlier

this month, Stern confirmed its intention to

begin the manufacture of video games in

the summer.
Creation of a new jukebox division will

result in the formation of a new Stern

jukebox engineering department.

pleased with the attendance, as the com-
pany sent out 60 invitations ten days prior to

the event, and more than 75% of the

manufacturer’s distributors were represen-

ted at the Las Vegas showing. “We didn't

want to hold the showing on such short

notice,” said Anderson, “but we felt it was
mandatory. With the flipper market bad the

way it is, the first thing people think when
you slow down on pins is that you are going

out of business. We're a publicly owned
company, so we certainly have the
resources, but we also like this business

and plan to stay.”

Game Plan's latest entry into the pinball

market is “Lizard,” which is currently being

sample shipped to distributors throughout
the country. The game features an in-

novative sound theme that includes a drum
beat and simulations of a breathing lizard,

rocks falling into water and pterodactyl

screams. The game, which features the

backglass motif of a gigantic lizard attack-

ing a voluptuous cave woman, is also

heightened by an action-packed playfield

that consists of a spinner target, a kick out

hole on top, a 50,000 point bonus target on
the left hand side, four drop targets halfway

up the game, and three drop targets on top.

"We've also put extra power into the sling

shot and flippers on ‘Lizard,’ ” explained

Anderson, “and the sound system and well-

laid-out playfield make it high scoring and
exciting.”

Game Plan also bowed its new “Tora
Tora” video at the event. The black and
white color overiayed game has an air-sea

battle theme.
In “Tora Tora,” the player must fire the

guns from his fleet of ships at' the

squadrons of airplanes that are descending
and dropping bombs. The squadrons come
down in series of two, three and four air-

planes at a time. Once a squadron has been
shot down, a new squadron assembles.
There are four different sequences featur-

He also ex-

plained that the game is in black & white

with color overlays, and that although it

wasn't ready for the Vegas showing, it

would eventually be put out in color.

Anderson also mentioned the
enthusiastic turn out for the showing
proved the young manufacturer is

respected by its distributors, and that they

had a lot of confidence in the new product.

“When you get this many distributors in one
place with ten days notice, you can't help

but be encouraged," Anderson added.

tists,” observed Zager, "because it has
become extremely difficult for an artist to

go cold to any major sized record company
without the support of a producer or a

heavy manager.”
Assume Additional Functions

In some cases, independent producers
are assuming managerial-type career
guidance responsibilities for their artists.

Richard Gottehrer, the president of the Ins-

tant Records production firm, started his

company in 1976 operating with the
philosophy that there should be no outside

interference with his new artists’ careers.

"The idea was to produce masters without

anybody else's financial support so that

nobody could get in the way — and that’s

still the process,” Gottehrer said.

Although Gottehrer’s initial success in

producing artists such as Robert Gordon
and Blondie resulted in production assign-

ments from major labels (he recently

produced Joan Armatrading’s "Me Myself

I” for A&M) he is still deeply involved in the

development of unsigned, unrecorded
talent. For an unsigned band like

Neighbors and Allies (whom Gotthrer’s

assistant, Ron Ross found on the New York
club circuit) Gottehrer will “supply
whatever general services are needed,” in-

cluding a living/rehearsal space and equip-

Polygram Pubbery
Holds First Int’l

Meeting In Florida
NEW YORK — The Polygram Publishing,

Division recently held its first worldwide

conference in Key Biscayne, Fla. The one-

week gathering was attended by members
of divisional management and over 40
managing directors and financial ex-

ecutives from Chappell and Intersong com-
panies around the world. Discussions

among the conferees concentrated on in-

formation systems, corporate strategies

and long-term planning.

Among the highlights of the convention

was a three-day executive educational

seminar headed by Richard Meyer,
professor of business administration at the

Harvard Business School. There was also a

special executive educational session at

IBM headquarters in Boca Raton.

Other activities included special presen-

tations made by Tom Smits, executive vice

president of intersong-international and
Ben Hagels, from Polygram’s European
headquarters corporate planning and
organization department on strategic plan-

ning. Nicholas Firth, executive vice presi-

dent of Chappell International, and David

Hockman, assistant general manager of

Chappell International, both spoke on ac-

quisitions. Special group discussions were
also held.

ment. “My feeling about handling a new act

is that I’m better equipped to decide what's

gooa or not than anybody at any record

company,” Gottehrer said. “I bring my new
groups along myself, and when I decide

that they’re ready I’ll bring them to a label

that will want to be involved with them."

Carl Davis, president of his self-named

production company and Chi-Sound
Records, said that he often will "act as sur-

rogate father and manager” for his new acts

during the initial stages of their develop-

ment. “I’m taking away and solving the

problems that the A&R departments at the

major labels go through in dealing with new
artists," Davis said. Because he has his own
label (Chi-Sound is distributed through
20th Century-Fox, Davis has a certain

degree of latitude in making artist place-

ment decisions. For a new act like Merge
(for whom Davis has paid all rehearsal,

equipment, recording and showcasing
costs) Davis will make a deal “with the com-
pany best suited for that kind of product."

Established artists like Gene Chandler, the

Impressions and the Chi-Lites are more
likely to be placed on Davis’ Chi-Sound
label.

A number of other successful indepen-

dent producers, like Davis, have graduated

to heading-up their own custom labels.

Jimmy lenner, the president of Millenium

Records (which is distributed by RCA)
made the transition motivated by a "desire

to have the responsibility from beginning to

end, to be involved in all facets of the

business on a daily basis.” lenner said that,

in his view, record companies have been
using independent producers to provide a

risk-absorbing "insurance policy” for more
than a decade. “I think that some major

record companies are losing confidence

in the inherent A&R department,” lenner

said, “and the production companies
provide them with a screening process.”

John Luongo, the president of Pavillion

Records (which is distributed by CBS) es-

tablished a reputation for strong produc-

tion values before he was given the label 1

1

months ago (Luongo re-mixed The
Jacksons' "Shake Your Body Down To The
Ground"). In Luongo’s view, independent
producers provide the majors with "a test

market" for untried artists while con-
tributing a vital “street awareness" that

many A&R departments lack. “Hit records

were never made sitting behind a desk," he
said.

On the other hand, Luongo cautioned
against producers becoming absorbed by

a "star system." In the future, Luongo said,

independent producers will have to involve

themselves more directly in the post-

production “retail, touring and radio
levels,” that have traditionally been the

labels’ domain. “Certain producers will

have it for a little while but then they’ll blow it

because they're not making themselves

aware of what’s happening outside the

studio,” he said.

Diminishing In-house Production

The consensus opinion of the industry

observers interviewed by Cash Box was
that the importance of independent
producers to the majors' A&R departments
has been enhanced by a diminishing num-
ber of in-house producers available to work
with artist rosters, lenner observed that "in

the force-feeding of our industry what you

have is a situation where you are forced to

grow bigger, you are demanded to grow
bigger, and as you get bigger the attention

that you can give to individual acts

becomes less available. Using independent
producers to give those acts attention has

worked in some cases and has failed in

others.”

In Bandier's view, “the independent
producers serve the purpose of focusing on

three or four projects, while a major record

company can have hundreds of projects

going at once. A new artist can’t possibly

get the type of attention he deserves
because of the fact that there are so many
other problems that are out there at the ma-
jor record companies."

In contrast, label representatives tend to

minimize the importance of independent

producers in the A&R process. Mickey
Eichner, vice president of east coast A&R
for Columbia Records was emphatic in

stating that, “as far as the signing and ac-

quisition of talent goes, it all comes about

through the A&R department’s talent

scouting people and senior management.
That has always been the case and will con-

tinue to be in the future."

Nevertheless, Eichner acknowledged
the fact that independent producers can
make valuable contributions to the A&R
process. One case in point is the Manhat-
tans’ current chart-climbing album, "After

Midnight.” According to Eichner, Columbia
used “two or three producers including a

staff producer for the LP. After the whole LP
was completed, I wanted a killer hit to top it

off, and I thought of Leo Graham in

Chicago. I flew in with the group to review

some material, we picked ‘Shining Star’

and it became the smash we were looking

for."

Mike Leon, vice president of east coast

operations for A&M Records, said that

“we're not looking to independent
producers to be talent scouts for our com-
pany." Leon acknowledged, however, that

"the role of the producer has increased in

the past few years. We don’t have a stable of

staff producers, so we constantly look for

outside producer talent to add the right

spark of creativity to our projects.”

The independent producers themselves
are divided on the extent to which they

should supplement the record companies'
responsibilities.

Gottehrer believes that the labels should

devote most of their attention to the "com-
plicated" matters of marketing and promo-
tion. “I think labels would rather pay a little

more in percentage, and not have the

overhead of having a staff of people making
records for them. They can't find that many
good, experienced producers to work on

staff,” he said.

Bandier, on the other hand, agrees with

Luongo’s view that production companies
must involve themselves with post-
production marketing. His own firm, Ban-
dier said, is "unique" among independent
production companies in having a

marketing "strike force" which can monitor

the distribution of its productions.

“We try to make a record company focus

on the fact that a record is their product. We
can pinpoint certain problem areas, but, of

course, we can't go it alone without the

labels.”

retained by the local. Locals would not be
required to change their work-dues levy if it

meets the two percent levy minimum under
the proposal.

The second part of the proposal would
remove per capita dues paid to the federa-

tion and the parent AFL-CIO body on mem-
bers who are inactive for six months or

more during a given year, whether the

member continues to hold a union card or

not. One federation spokesman likened the

proposal to similar provisions in other trade

unions, such as the construction industry,

whose members may obtain a withdrawal

card during inactive periods, which voids

dues requirements during such period.

“It's an inequitable situation when you
have one musician who may make $10,000
in a year and pays the same thing (dues) as

a casual musician working only once or

twice a month,” Fuentealba commented.
Many in the federation believe that

reducing the per capita annual dues on in-

active members will save the nation-wide

body dollars normally paid the AFL-CIO
whether a member is working or not.

Fuentealba said that he expected a

healthy debate on the dues item, but that

resolutions brought by the locals would
also receive consideration.

Each local receives a bloc of votes based
on membership, with 10 votes being the

maximum for each local. On demand of 30

delegates or 15 locals, a roll call may be or-

dered on all resolutions aimed at changing

AFM laws.

About 1,000 elected delegates
representing 604 locals are expected to at-

tend the convention, along with more than

250,000 members of the group. Members
from as far away as Puerto Rico, the Virgin

Islands and Guam are expected to attend

the convention, which is scheduled to close

on Thursday, June 19.
