Inside Progressive Radio  
by George Meier, Editor of "Walrus" 

Second Generation Progressive Radio Already 

(10/1/76) 

Progressive radio is now nine years old. In radio life that is at least two gener-
ations. If one is to attempt an understanding of the beast as it exists today that 

fact is important. 

Though there is some bleeding back and forth, there are still only two spheres 

in progressive radio, the old and the new. They are not better or worse. They 
are simply different approaches to the same mass of music. 

Tom Donahue's first attempt at developing a full time format was launched in 
April 1967 at KMPX. Those times were volatile and the people who staffed the 
station and the ones to follow were dropping out of the system which existed - 
namely Top 40 - or starting careers fresh out of school. These people believed 

deeply in alternatives, not only in radio, but in lifestyles of all sorts. 

By now most of them have either fallen by the wayside or made some adjustments 
in their original thinking. Few remain essentially unchanged. 

Replacing the legions who did not stick has come a combination of the corporations 

and a new breed of young radio person. Like other people coming from school in 
the last several years the attitude is much more one of finding a place to fit 

in rather than finding a new way of fitting the pieces together. 

The corporations and their new corporals have evolved the second generation of 
progressive radio. It's safer, defined more in pop terms and, therefore, broader 

in appeal. 

What exists today is an ever growing second phase and an ever shrinking first 

phase.

"Porgy & Bess"- Ray Charles & Cleo Laine ( RCA) Producer Norman Granz, who put together the Ella 

Fitzgerald/Louis Armstrong recording of this same Gershwin opera back in the 50's, has brought 
the recording techniques of the 70's, Ray Charles and Cleo Laine to this classic composition. 

Ray Charles is spectacular in possibly his best recording since "Modern Sounds in Country 
Western Music". Cleo Laine puts her jazz/blues style to good use. SUMMERTIME/I GOT PLENTY OF 
NOTHING/BESS YOU IS MY WOMAN/IT AIN'T NECESSARILY SO, and OH LORD, I'M ON MY WAY are particular-
ly well done ( in individual and collective performances.) What may have been an after thought 
was the inclusion of Ray Charles instrumental interpretations on most of the tunes, thus 
doubling the listening pleasure. 

"The Painter"- Paul Anka ( United Artists) This lavish Anka performance will surely produce lots 
of A-C airplay. "The Painter" is loaded with ballads and arranged in perfect hue by Michel 

Colombier. Anka's ability as a top notch writer shines through again on cuts like I'LL HELP 
YOU and THE PAINTER. The strongest songs on the album, HAPPIER and NEVER GONNA FALL IN LOVE 
AGAIN, are the only ones with bright, toe tapping beats, but Anka strikes a pleasing balarce 
between ballads and bounce none the less.

Notes: It is most significant that a new band, 
barely a month on the radio, would find the 
number one emphasis airplay position. And they 
are doing it by edging out such venerable artists 
as Linda Ronstadt & Jefferson Starship. Above 
the line artists bunch together in strength. 
Regionally, Gino Vannelli tops the Southern list, 
while he has much less impact elsewhere. Also, 
Rod Stewart, who would be next on this list, 
shows best in the West. 

Notes: The double line indicates a tremendous 
drop in radio response after Al Stewart. 
However, the records which follow are still 
getting significant play. Nothing much shows 
up in a regional way except that Ry Cooder 
is doing much better in the N.E. & South than 
he is elsewhere. 

Ringo, ZZ Top and Gordon Lightfoot lead the singles of progressive interest. While 
recent import leaders Brand X and the Wailers have both been released domestically. 
In the Wailers case, it will be very interesting to see how they do in the face 
of their heavy presales. Other imports of note are Kevin Ayers and Soft Machine. 

New retail sales are developing strongly along regional lines. Bromberg in the 
N.E., Bryan Ferry, and The Funky Kings, who aren't funky at all, in the South. 
Ozark Mountain Daredevils in the Midwest and Al Stewart spurts in the West. All 
are showing up nationally but their core strength develops from the areas 
mentioned.

Inside Progressive Radio  

by George Meier, Editor of "Walrus" 

The Alternative News Philosophy 

Just as the well programmed pop station evolves a news and public affairs style 
in sync with its music policy, so does the well programmed progressive station. 
In the case of this kind of radio the news and public affairs often has a definite 
political cast to it. Remembering that the music policy of these stations 

developed out of the ' 60's search for alternatives, it should not be surprising 
that the news policy should be dedicated to finding alternatives too. 

In discussing the progressive radio style of news broadcasting we must, unfor-
tunately, talk about the ideal rather than the average. Most stations avoid 

spending money in this 5 or 6 percent of its programming. 

The ideal approach decries a rip-and-read system, of course. Instead it depends 
on a real sense of broadcast journalism, even if the news department is compact 
personnelwise. The cornerstone of the progressive philosophy of news is the 

notion that standard sources are not necessarily credible, that official spokesmen 
are always suspect. There is also the suspicion that mass media's attempt at 
fairness is really a centerist philosophy and, therefore, a political point of 
view as surely as the right and left are specific points of view. 

Flowing from this philosophical underpinning comes a working press which sounds 

like nothing else in broadcast news. In progressive radio the news and public 
affairs stance does as much to define the format as the music does. 

In our next essay we'll discuss alternative news at a more nuts and bolts level.

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Summary of Indianapolis Meeting  
Fifty radio people, from seven central states, met for two days last weekend at the Indianapolis 

Hilton. Much of the discussion in the three sessions centered around the general area of 
interdepartmental communication within a radio station and now to improve it. In the area 

of news, Fred Heckman (WIBC) pointed out that only 4% of the country's newsmen earn over 
$15J a week. Too often a news staff is recruited from among jocks who are "over the hill" 
and lacking in education or training as broadcast journalists. It was emphasized that the 
quality of a station's news has much to do with the station's image in the community. 

In the field of broadcast engineering, Jim Loupas, an audio consultant, called attention 

to the great progess being made at that level, with the listening public becoming more than 
ever aware of such factors as loudness, compression, distortion, equalization, etc. The 
discussion in this area stressed the need for better understanding between engineering and the 
other radio departments. Loupas noted the frequent difficulties encountered by laymen in 
putting into meaningful words their criticisms of the station sound. Dick Smart, chief 

engineer for the Fairbanks group, thought that engineers themselves had created some of their 

own problems just by isolating themselves and their work from other station operations. ThE 
point was also made that the station's sound could never be better than the weakest link 
in the audio chain. Someone observed that FM listening was becoming a status thing, with some 

listeners boasting of their "FM stereo", even though it may be only a smal] monaural receiver. 
Discussion of FM radio continued in the afternoon session. Wayne Miller, of WIRL-Peoria, 

commented that AM radio shouldn't try to compete with FM just by increasing album plays. 
Personality, it was said, is a major AM advantage, and even many tight format top 40's now 
recognize and encourage personality radio, particularly during morning drive. 

When the talk turned to commercial spot loads and the sales function generally, Jim Smith, 
manager of WSAI-Cincinnati sparked a lively discussion that sharply underlined the importance 

of mutual understanding between the sales and programming staffs. It was suggested that 
salesmen should thank the jock - or production man - who has done an especially effective job 
for one of his ( the salesman's) clients. E. Alvin Davis, PD of WSAI-Cincinnati, expressed 
his opposition to rigid formats and said he favored emphasizing human values, with an awareness 
of listener attitudes and needs. We heard composite tapes from WROK-Rockford, WCOL-Columbus, 

WMOH-Hamilton and WIRE-Indianapolis. The WROK tape received enthusiastic applause from our 
group. This station boasts super audience shares even though being well within the primary 

coverage of the big Chicago stations. 
Our Sunday talks started out by exploring the various facets of audience research. Attention was 

called to the RAB task force, which is being chaired by Plough's Harold Krebstein. The entire 
RAB Board will meet in Palm Springs on October 26 to receive a report from the Canadian grip-1p 
who operate the government's Board of Broadcast Measurement (BBM). The RAB seeks to improve 

the level of audience measurement accuracy in the U.S. 
Regarding promotions and contests, John Randolph, PD of WAKY-Louisville felt that call- in 
promos can be overemphasized. The right combination of music, air staff and community image 
are the main elements in a station's success. Also included for discussion were station 
jingles, oldies, burnouts, power rotation, creativity and radio's ultimate responsibility to 
the public. 

Moderators for the three sessions were Don Nelson, Bryan McIntyre and John Randolph. Jim 
Hilliard, exec. of Fairbanks Broadcasting, opened the first session with a friendly welcome to 
Indianapolis. We're especially indebted to WIRE and its engineering crew for providing and 
operating the sound equipment for the playing of the various tapes. Thanks also to Pat Martin, 

of WSPT-Stevens Point, for providing the notes on which this summary is based. 
This was probably the most comprehensive regional Radio Meeting that we have held, in its wide 

range of topics of vital concern to radio broadcasters. We're looking forward now to Spokane 
(Oct. 30 & 31) and to Cocoa Beach (Nov. 13-14). Registrations for these meetings will be 

accepted right up to meeting times. Same rules apply: no speakers, no panels, no agenda. 
Sessions are for radio people only. Record friends are invited for cocktails at 6PM Saturday. 

There are to be no record hospitality suites. 

Please note: All persons planning to attend either our Spokane or Cocoa Beach meetings should 
let us know in advance. This applies to record people coming in for cocktails as well as to 
the radio registrations. Even though there's no registration fee required for record people, 
we need to know how many, in order to provide ample food and beverage.

Inside Progressive Radio  
(by George Meier, Editor of "Walrus") 

Alternative News - Nuts & Bolts  

Flowing from a philosophy of news which evolved out of the ' 60's tumult, progressive 

radio news and public affairs has a unique character. 

Peopled, at its ideal, by real broadcast journalists, the orientation is toward local 

investigative reporting and away from standard news sources. UPI, the big-time press, 
and official spokespeople are viewed with emotions ranging from skepticism to down-

right distrust. This point of view sends these reporters to England's Reuters 
News Service, which may be establishmentarian in England, but its view of the USA 

and its relations in the rest of the world tends to tpe rather objective. For other 
national news, small independent newspapers and magazines often supplement Reuters, 

in addition to which a few hip, alternative news services have developed, mainly 
Earth News, Zodiac News, Rolling Stone's audio service and Newspace, which begins 

on 9 stations this week. 

The best progressive stations, however, place emphasis on locally developed stories. 
In Boston they have been watching the busing story with an eye toward the politics 
of seething attitudes. In Cleveland they have been examining the untold story of 

the Kent State trials for years. And in San F ancisco most of the pattern for 
alternative news was set years ago by a man named Scoop Nisker who added to his 

journalistic sense humor, wit, music and production skill. His irreverent satire, 

created on a daily basis, is legendary. 

On the public affairs side, a batch of women's programs, gay programs and consumer 

programs have developed. 

The whole character of progressive radio's news contributes mightily to the impact 
of the format, unifying its image. We wish we could say that our description 

generalizes throughout progressive radio. It doesn't. But, in some places they 

have put it all together as described. The others should.
