"All This and World War II"-Various Artists (20th) A curious album, the Lou Reizner production 
attempts to synthesize Lennon & McCartney music, as performed by some of today's top artists, 
with a documentary film on World War II. Although there are some real mismatches, like 
HEY JUDE by the Brothers Johnson and Keith Moon's WHEN I'M SIXTY-FOUR, the performances of 

Leo Sayer on LONG & WINDING ROAD and LET IT BE, Jeff Lynne's WITH A LITTLE HELP FROM MY 
FRIENDS, and Helen Reddy's FOOL ON THE HILL do justice to the originals. Wil Malone's 
arranging and conducting of the London Symphony and Royal Philharmonic Orchestras are 
extraordinary in that working with such diverse talents as Rod Stewart, Frankie Laine, Tina 
Turner and Helen Reddy on one single project must have aged Malone considerably. 

I'll be most curious to see how Tina Turner's COME TOGETHER is matched to film footage cf 
World War II and probably more important - how film of the 40's, music of the 60's and 

performances of the 70's come together.

The Return of Block Programming 

One of the ironic characteristics of any progressive movement, whether it's 
the movement by blacks for equality or the progressive music movement, is 
that is always does some searching of its roots. Alex Haley's book Roots and 
the black studies courses in most colleges are a manifestation of that wrinkle 
in human affairs. In progressive radio it is a return to limited use block 
Programming which exemplifies the simultaneous forward and backward thrust 

of any progressive movement. 

Block programming, long since dispensed with in radio, has returned but, with 
a modern twist. It is a twist worth noting. 

In the old days everything was blocked just as T.V. is today. The blocks 
were interrelated only in subtle ways. A night on CBS might stack several 
situation comedies or back-to-back adventure programs. However, today's 
progressive radio blocks are integral parts of the station's image and sound. 

That is a significant advance. 

While the format remains essentially a music format drawing on a disc jockey and 

records, it has grown to include such things as live radio concerts, 
telephone talk shows, prime-time news and public affairs programs and even 
old time radio serial type programs. The hook is that all of this activity 
is closely tied to the tastes of that segment of the potential audience 
which actually listens to progressive radio. It is all hip material. 

Where block programming used to be merely interrelated, today it is 
completely integrated into a total radio sound.

uniformity of the country music field is one of the things 
that disturbs me about it. There seems to be one over-
riding theme and that is the man leaving the woman or the 

woman leaving the man and they can't seem to remove them-
selves from that feeling. Whereas, I try to write about 
other things. My record of Edmund Fitzgerald is a result 
of attempting to write a topical song." 

Bob makes this additional comment: 
"Gordon's statement contained much truth, it is also 
true that most country songs with lyrics about the male/ 
female encounter are hit songs. The subject matter deals 

with a reality that other music formats choose not to deal 
with very often. This head-on expose' of life makes country 

music relatable and increasingly popular." 
Most controversial record in country music currently is C.B. SAVAGE by Rod Hart ( Plantation 

label). Stations playing it report almost instant number one phone action, with heavy 

customer calls reported from record retailers. Stations not playing it have stated 

variously that they believe it would be offensive to some of their listeners. Two 
PD's told us that they didn't want to risk having some member of the gay community 

filing against their license.

Inside Progressive Radio  
by George Meier, Editor of "Walrus" 

Block Programming - Radio Concerts  

At many of the major progressive radio stations, radio concerts have become 

an integral part of the programming. Some are done live, some live-on- tape. 

Some are done weekly, some on a more irregular basis. But, however they are 

done, they harken back to the days when every station had a studio band. 

They are quaint. 

There are two ways of affecting these concerts, and both seem to be equally 
successful. Sometimes a station will arrange with a local club owner, a 
record company and the phone company to air an artist's set from the stage 

of the club. That provides the spontaneity and liveness of a club situation 
(even if it's taped) which a record by the artist rarely captures. 

An alternative which brings more quality controlled sound into the event, but 
which tends to lose some spontaneity, is to do the live performance from a 

local recording studio. If the place is big enough, as is often true of the 
older studios, an audience of 20-50 people can help replace the club 
atmosphere. Still, it's a trade off - sound quality for spontaneity - because 

the studio situation is always a bit stiffer. 

Once the phone lines are in place the radio concert is a relatively easy 

kind of special event. They have become so popular that record companies 

have, at times, offered tapes of live concerts done at one station to others. 
Further, a few companies have put together spontaneous networks of stations 

to broadcast an appearance of their artists. The Allman Brothers on New 
Year's Eve and, more recently, American ex-patriot Jesse Winchester, from 

Montreal are examples. 

Indeed, some of the biggest name artists have done radio concerts. It is a 
winning concept all around. It is a great event for a station as well as a 

great promotion for a label.
