Still More About The Process
We have written about our wholistic view of the process by which an artist reaches the
public in the past. Here we plan to do it again. This time we'll advance a more
specific theory.

The wholistic view becomes necessary, we believe, because in a world of album artists
and album formats the impact of radio is reduced, 1In the case of singles and short
playlists repetition increases the radio medium's persuasive powers. Whereas the
tightest LP format will rotate possibly 50 to 60 current tracks in the context of
hundreds of classics.

All of this means that in the case of albums the process which lets the audience discover
an artist is markedly different from the process as stimulated by singles. With
albums and album buyers many more factors come into play beyond radio.

There is very little science in this area, but that doesn't frighten us away from
postulating a few of our own notions.

As regards album artists reaching a public a general rule is that the percentage of
influence will flow in the following guesstimated pattern.

Commercial Album Radio............ 50%
Concert ApPEaranCesS........oeoeo.. 20%
(including the College Circuit)
Point of Sale ImpulBeS............ 10%
(position & in-store play & price)
Word of Mouth.....covvevvennenns.. 15%
(a function of all other influences)
All Press & All College Radio..... 5%

Obviously, when and if an ‘artist gets a hit single, the impact on the process is
potentially enormous. Also some artists get very little airplay relative to their sales.
A group like Kiss sells mostly because of concert appearances. They, and others like
them, throw the chart out of whack.

This approximate pattern is important to keep in mind, as a generalization, when
considering album tracks for airplay.

Gavin's Gab

Radiothon at WIP-Philadelphia last weekend raised over $67,000 in pledges. Among the participating
music stars were Helen Reddy, Mike Douglas, Stephen Bishop, Parker McGee, Chad Everett and Tony
Orlando. Tony, currently playing the Valley Forge Music Fair, took collections from his show
audiences and brought over to the radiothon a sackful of money - $3,200. Later he sent over an
additional $3 600 and made a substantial personal contribution.

Tom and Loretta Stevens (he's Tom Steele, music director at WRKT-Cocoa Beach) welcomed new daughter
Andrea Marie, born at five minutes past noon March 2nd, weight 5 1lbs., 5 oz.

Wedding bells Feb. 21st for Eric Chase, PD of K100-Los Angeles, and Karen Nelson, who not too long
ago was music director of KFRC-San Francisco.

Steve Goddard promoted to music director at KMJIC (formerly KDEO)-San Diego. He can take record
calls Monday thru Friday between 10AM and noon. In-person calls by appointment.

Mike Lucas is pleased at the way his KRZI button promo has caught on in Waco. 25,000 buttons were
out in thirty locations when the promo started last Friday (25th) and on Wednesday (2nd) Mike
had to order 10,000 more. They're pin-on type buttons, reading "$1,000 KRZI Button". Each day
a button spotter gives away cash - or movie tickets - or lunch - or dinner - to lucky button
wearers. Some of the give aways are recorded and edited into new promo spots. Hook is that each
distributing point is a shop that, in order to qualify and receive the buttons, contracts for a
spot schedule on KRZI. The bigger the shop the heavier the schedule. The promo has already paid
for itself many times over, says Mike. (34,000 buttons in a city of only 100,000 shows KRZI with
a very large cume, I'd say.)

WACI-Freeport has a request line - also a sales line, used for record promo calls. So when Jim
Douglas gets record requests on the sales line he's pretty sure it's a record man calling and
not a listener. Caller says, "please play the record - I just bought it at the store." "What
store?” "Well, I don't remember." Checking all the stores in town revealed zero copies sold.

Jim reports that the record being hyped is RIGHT FROM WRONG-Matt Pimperel - on the Grand Trine
label out of Chicago.

Lloyd Williams, PD of KOOS-Coos Bay, writes that they were down to the very last of the water in
their reservoir when winter finally brought the rains. (Now if they'd only come to this Bay
Areal!) Lloyd says he enjoyed reading about Marvin Rhodes and his record collection. Turns out
that it was Lloyd who sent Marvin those mint condition copies of the original Capt. & Tennille
recording on the Joyce label. (And it was also a "Personal Pick' of our Gary Taylor - and
hardly anybody else.) When Lloyd visited his old station, KNND in Cottage Grove, he found that
months ago Larry Hamby and Windsong Records had sent him a gold record for AFTERNOON DELIGHT.
First he knew of it and that's why he hadn't said thanks 'til now.

Inside Progressive Radio
(by George Meier, Editor of Walrus)

The Esoteric Music Flame Burns On

Through the blurring effect created by progressive radio's emergence as a mass media
contender, the original audience has been lost. The mistaken impression is that it doesn't
exist any longer. The early days of the format were sustained by a ragged cliche of
esoterics who were emotionally and culturally tied to an alternative. The music was not
symptomatic of or contributing to this cultural unity; it was an integral part of it.

The players were living the same kind of lives as those played to. In every age, even in
popular music's mini-ages, there are the esoterics, those people whose cultural radar is
so acute that they act as an early warning system on ideas and trends to come. These
people exist today. They can be found buying imported European records in those special
record stores peopled by counterjockeys of a like persuasion.

The avid import buyer of today has the same personality profile as the progressive radio
fan of the late '60's. They are the same sort of people - the kind who were making import
history last year through their massive purchases of the Wailers' LP and they are the
same folks supporting Brian Eno's 801 album currently.

Finally, the ultimate esoteric of today is consumed by the music coming out of Germany.
English music is so much interfaced with American pusic that for the true esoteric,
British stuff is mundane. For them, the electronic space rock of Tangerine Dream and

the serious electronic music of Clause Schulz are the new bearers of the eternal flame of

musical esoterica.

Regional Meetings

Our meeting last weekend in Jackson, Miss., more than lived up to the standards set by our 1976
series. Radio people came in from Louisiana, Tennessee, Alabama and, it seemed, from all
four corners of Mississippi. We heard stimulating and informative discussions of a programmer's
relationships with other radio divisions - management, engineering, sales and news.

To sum up much of the discussion, the dedicated PD is totally involved with what he hears on his
station - music quality, Jock personality, production crispness, smooth stop sets. He's es-
pecially proud of the jJocks who have developed skills under his instruction. Finding talented
airmen is often a matter of a latent potential in an inexperienced but ambitious young person.

We have seldom received so many enthusiastic comments from the people who have attended our
regional meetings as have been coming in from our Jackson contingent. Sorry it was too long
a drive for our correspondents in Southwestern Louisiana. Some of them have already invited
us down to "Cajun Country" for next year, and it sounds like a great idea.

We're indebted to Marshall McGee, manager of WJDX, who welcomed the group to Jackson, and to our
moderators, John Long, Bob Burton, and Larry Stevens. We were especially fortunate to have
Bill Tanner with us from Y100 in Miami. He contributed many useful ideas, and his enthusiasm
for radio was contagiaus.

After the meeting, Don Tiegiser guided me to Prospect Hill, an old plantation home near Natchez,
at one time a 5,000 acre spread, but now the old house is sagging with age. Next day I visited
several of the beautiful Natchez mansions.that are so internationally famous for their design
and furnishings.
