Program Notes

I've been impressed lately by the large and growing number of progrsmmers who are doing call out
research. Only a couple of yeers ago, hardly anyone had ever heard of it. Now it seems to be
the accepted way of supplementing retail sales and phone request data. The system has grown
so fast that there is still apparently no standard methodology. There are, however, a few
practices that programmers in general do apply. Such as:

"We don't identify the call as coming from a redio station".

"We 1limit our calls to five minutes each. After that time the listener's attention span
declines."

"We put about 20 seconds of each record on the cassette that we play for the people we call.
We always try to select the part of the record with the strongest hook".

"Most people express negative reaction to unfamiliar material".

"It's much easier to get the co-operation of people under 35; in the older demographics
there's much more resistance".

"We use many college students who volunteer to help us on the phones."

"We follow up our call outs by mailing out printed record lists, which are rated and
returned to us. It gives a special phone number that they can call to hear the records if
they don't recognize the titles."

"Music tastes shown by the passive audience we call are generally slower than those of the
active listeners who phone us their requests.”

"Call outs are indispensible in re-evaluating the old hits".

And so it goes. Looking at those quotes again, I reslize that some of them probably don't
reflect general practices but represent Just one programmer. But no matter.

There's some criticism of the validity of call out research. TIt's pointed out that listening
to music on the phone is not a normal listening environment. True enough. But the programmer
is not trying to audition a record - he is playing a small part of it only as a reminder, so
that the listener can recall how he reacted when he vas in a normal environment.

Like all forms of research in which a selected sample is used to projeet the total picture,
discrepancies are bound to occur. The important thing is that radio is taking the initiative
in finding a replacement for the disappearing retail sales data as a music programming guide.
By itself call out research may be inadequate in some markets, but as a supplement to other
information sources it can prove extremely valuable. In the years to come some of today's
research methods may seem primitive, but for radio today they provide the many experiments and
tests that are necessary for future refinements.

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Albums of the Week

"I'm In You"-Peter Frampton (A&M) When your fifth album becomes the biggest selling and one of
the most played "live" albums in record history and you still have the prime of your life
ahead of you, the anticipation and creative pressure surrounding your sixth album could
scramble your brain. Frampton seems to overcome these obstacles with very sophisticated and
self assured performances. A "Motown" set of I'M A ROADRUNNER and SIGNED SEALED AND DELIVERED
along with the hit single I'M IN YOU and ST. THOMAS make for a very good "studio" effort by
Peter Frampton.

"David Dundas"-David Dundas (Chrysalis) Dundas started as a jingle singer for an advertising
agency in England, his most famous being a little ditty for Brutus Jeans called JEANS ON.
Using the studio to produce a "commercial” album, he's pitching a set of pleasant and
programmable cuts. NEW YORK DOLL, ANOTHER FUNNY HONEYMOON, HOLD ON and DAISY STAR are a
little less "novelty" in nature than JEANS ON and wear well through repeated listenings.

"Clover"-Clover (Mercury) These guys have been plugging along in various dives and other small
clubs around here for a number of years now, but it wasn't until they went to Monmouth, Wales,
that they found the pot at the end of the rainbow. Their strength is in their vocals, as is
apparent on cuts like: LOVE LOVE, STREETS OF LONDON, I LIE AWAKE and THE STORM. Well done.

"Blowin' Away'-Joan Baez (Portrait) If Laugh-In were still awarding its Fickle Fingers Of Fate, the
picture of Joan on the cover would be a prime candidate. She's much too attractive these days
to be costumed so nonsensically. But since we shouldn't judge a book or singer by the cover,
lets move on to the music. The inclusion of SAILING, the Rod Stewart classic written by Gavin
Sutherland and MANY A MILE TO FREEDOM, from the Traffic catalogue are two of the strongest
cuts. Joan's own A HEART FELT LINE OR TWO and the resurrection of CRY ME A RIVER add to the
album's goodness. ]

Inside Progressive Radio
(by George Meier, Editor of Walrus)

The Musical Horizon
One hundred plus new albums, all relating in some way to progressive music, clutter the scene.
Of course, in that number you would expect to find a share of really significant LP's.
Some are especially noticeable because of who's involved. Both Heart and Steve Miller
come off of potent albums. Heart has released a more finished recording, but one which
may not have the magical tunes found on their first effort. Steve Miller, on the other
hand, generates an organically whole statement. It's musical and moves so easily.

The contrast between the feel of the Alice Cooper and the Bob Marley & The Wailers albums could
not be more opposite. Where Alice seems encased in a musical context, Marley seems liberated.
Cooper has started a new life in his last few albums, trying to make it more on music than
pizzazz. On this LP a new pizzazz starts to clutter the music and push it out. Whereas
the Wailers seem to have settled down, forgetting the politics and the run for the roses, to
make music.

And then there were the assorted live albums. If you'll remember last year, you'll note that
live albums now count. Both Bette Midler and Barry Manilow document their rising demographics.
For Bette, success is vexing; for Barry, it is seventh heaven, cloud nine, the real McCoy
and all the rest.

Yet another contrast exists between a casual, even wasted, Bee Gees live set and a Moody Blues
album of some importance. First, The Moodies are still a very powerful group among the
progressive legends while others fade; and second, there are five new tunes on the album.
Look for big things.

Finally, the just plain basic rock and roll purity of the Rubinoos' album is enough to make
you smile. If it feels good, it is good.

"OSN"-Crosby, Stills & Nash (Atlantic) It really is zood to have these guys back in the configura-
tion that brought them their early commercial success. The 12 cuts with nearly 4l minutes of
music capture the essence of what was, and is now again, a supergroup. SHADOW CAPTAIN, SEE THE
CHANGES, FAIR GAME, JUST A SONG BEFORE I GO, CATHEDRAL and the brilliant DARK STAR give a full
sail/three sheets to the wind performance.

"JT"-James Taylor (Columbia) Good to have '"Sweet Baby James" back. HANDY MAN was just a teaser but
its big jumps in airplay the past couple of weeks foretell the sure success of the whole album.
Side two might well be his best single side of vinyl yet. Taylor is one of the few acoustic
balladeers who can captivate even progressive radia programmers without overwhelming productions
or prcvocative lyrics.

"One Of The Boys"-Roger Daltrey (MCA) In the rock opera "Tommy", Roger usually played the title
role. At one point, Tommy, a schizophrenic teenager, looks in the mirror, smashes it and
immediately becomes a "sensation'. 1In real life Dsltrey has gone to the mirror on this, his
3rd solo album, and goes thru the same shattering exercise. Andy Pratt's AVENGING ANNIE and
Steve Gibbons' ONE OF THE BOYS are gritty, while LEON, THE PRISONER, and PARADE soften the over-
all album just enough.

"Making A Good Thing Better"-Olivia Newton-John (MCA} A nicely balanced album with its share of
romance and rejection, sung in her exquisite vocal style. Her current single, MAKING A GOOD
THING BETTER and another cut, SAD SONGS, contain just enough thrust to meet the demands of pop
programmers. The countrified I THINK I'LL SAY GOORBYE and whisperous SLOW DANCING and SO EASY
TO gEGIN make this good thing better.

Gavin's Gab

Recent staff changes at WCOL-Columbus point up a powerful new trend in radio programming. Bryan
McIntyre, formerly operations director of both the AM & FM stations, has been named vice
president in charge of music research. He has three full time assistants and a budget. His
new department will explore the various research techniques being employed in other cities and
will develop its own methodology to fit the needs of the community.

When the top 4O format smashed into the broadcast spectrum twenty-five years ago, radio embraced
its first form of "research". Call the stores - find out what's selling - list the forty best
sellers - ear-pick a bunch of new releases - build super audience shares - raise the rate card -
make lots of profits. Today, dwindling singles sales compound programmers' difficulties in
sampling public tastes. More and more broadcasters are seeking solutions in a variety of new,
and more sophisticated, forms of audience research. WCOL's assignment of a four person
department to work exclusively in the area of finding out what music the people like - and
don't like - indicates the seriousness with which management regards the need.

Even though the ugly practice of payola has practically disappeared from top 40 radio, apparently
it is not quite dead. I had a report recently of money that was offered - and refused - to
play a certain record. Another report discloses a new kind of graft. The promoter tells the
music director to hold out some gipym from the next few contests offering LP's as prizes, then
turn 'em over to him (promoter) to sell, with cash proceeds coming back to the music director.

Are there other similar situations? 1I'd like to find out. Correspondents are invited to let me
know of other instances of unethical promotional conduct that have come to their attention.
These are pimples on the face of our business that should be - and can be - eradicated. Working
together, perhaps we can shine the light into some dark corners and frighten away the rats.

It has been my observation that the record business generally is conducted by people who are
honest and straightforward. The few sordid exceptions tend to discredit all. You might have
the nicest suit in town, but a small gravy stain on the lapel makes the whole suit seem
unwearable.
