"Weak At  The Knees"-Mylon Le Fevre ( Warner Bros.) He's not exactly a household name but liner 
note freaks will note his presence on albums by Ierayrd Skynyrd and The Who as a singer and on 
albums by Elvis and Merle Haggard as a writer. He also had four of his own albums back in the 
first half of the decade, but they've all since disappeared even from the $1.98 bins. Dipping 
into the Dave Loggins songbook for GOODBYE MISS SADNESS and SECOND HAND LADY borrowing Allen 
Toussaint's BASIC LADY and Dylan's GIRL FROM THE NORTH COUNTRY were smart moves, providing some 
hot tracks for this album. Further enjoyment comes from LET'S GET TOGETHER and ALL MY LOVE. 
We won't be asking "Who is Mylon Le Fevre?" much longer. 

"B.J. Thomas"-B.J. Thomas ( MCA) His career seemed to peak in 1970 with the multimillion seller, 
RAINDROPS KEEP FALLING ON MY HEAD and then came the endless one night stands and he began to 
stall artistically. Now, with the "burnout factor" behind him, he seems to have his act 
together again. He sings with newfound confidence and clarity. His current single DON'T WORRY 
BABY, plus PLAY ME A LITTLE TRAVELING MUSIC, WE HAD IT ALL, IT'S SAD TO BELONG and STILL THE 
LOVIN' IS FUN will herald the successful return of B.J. Thomas to America's airwaves.

Inside Progressive Radio

A few notable LP's are always around even in summer times like these when a general LP slowdown 

sets in. Of the 65 LP's we sifted through, a couple of live LP's from tangential musics cause 
the most interest. Captured in a live setting Lonnie Liston Smith tends to concentrate on his 

strongest material and to turn on to the situation. Similarly the Clifton Chenier LP captures 
this cajun bar band in its element. However, its flaw may be the amount of music in the two 
record set. The important lesson is that double LP's often yield a lower common denominator 
of quality than a hypothetical single record which uses only the better material. The single 
LP focuses better and leaves the audience wanting more. 

A new Carole King and a new Yes LP represent the big name artists. Carole's LP offers no 
surprises in the context of a very satisfying batch of songs which are presented nicely. Yes, 
on the other hand, could have been a better LP had it been mixed differently. Rick Wakeman 

returns to the band and fills in every space possible while the great voice of Jon Anderson 

gets buried in the middle of the blurr. 

War is one of the more musical bands and their new/old double LP proves that. Half seems to be 
newly released while half is reissued. 

A few more odds and ends bear mentioning; the opening track on the Credibility  Gap comedy album. 

It is a truly inspired reformulation of Abbott & Costello's classic "Who's On First" routine. 

Finally, an imported LP by The Vibrators contains one of the best new wave songs yet, called 
"Baby Baby." Just to prove that there is both bad and good in everything, it should be 

listened to.

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I Remember Elvis  

The closest I ever came to him in person was the audience for his first Las Vegas appearance at 
the International Hotel. And yet his career as a singer roughly paralleled mine as a programmer. 

During the early 50's, when Elvis was recording for Sam Phillips, I was programming a 30 minute 
record show five nights a week on KNBC ( now KNBR). In 1955, when I joined McCann-Erickson to 
program their "Lucky Lager Dance Time", Elvis signed his contract with RCA and started recording 
under the A&R direction of a man who later became one of our dearest friends, Steve Sholes. 

In that same year, I had managed to swallow my first aversion to rock and roll and to program 

Bill Haley's "Rock Around the Clock". But when I heard Elvis singing "Heartbreak Hotel", I said, 
"No way!" I'd been programming records by Perry Como, Bing Crosby, Doris Day and such, and my 
ear wasn't yet tuned to Elvis. Eugene Selvage, the president of Lucky Lager, asked me about 

this new singing sensation, "Elvin" Presley ( Mr. Selvage always called him Elvin.) I said we 
weren't playing his record because it didn't suit our image. He said, "Well, the people seem 
to like it - better play it." 

From then on, of course, Elvis was the number one star on our program for many years, as he was 
for millions of fans almost everywhere. His dynamic impact on popular music tastes opened 

wide doors for the parade of other rock and roll performers. It might have happened without 

Elvis, but he was the catalyst - the spark that kindled a musical revolution. Red Robinson, 
of CKWX-Vancouver, recalls that when he MC'd the first Beatles concert up there John Lennon told 
him, "If it. hadn't been for Elvis Presley, we wouldn't be here tonight". That same thing could 
truly be said about many of us today! 

And now he is gone. The widespread expressions of grief and a deep sense of loss demonstrate the 
affection in which he was held by so many people. Already there have been an incredible number 
of radio specials in his memory, and there will surely be many more. For he was bigger than 
rock and roll. His songs were very much a part of all our lives. They still are - and will be 
for many years to come.

He states on the inner sleeve that the Rhinestone 
Cowboy is dead and he does seem to sing with some of the "rowdy" edge cut away, making his 
music more accessible. CANTEEN OF WATER (with a synthesizer yet), FACE TO FACE, MARIA IS A 
MYSTERY and the new single JUST TO PROVE MY LOVE FOR YOU are a good start for the new David 
Allan Coe. Too bad, though, there are no credits for his backup musicians. 

"Boats Against the Current"-Eric Carmen ( Arista) Hundreds of thousands of dollars were spent 
trying to get the right sound for this ex-Raspberries' second solo album. Nothing less than 
an excellent album could hope to reverse the cash flow and "Boats Against the Current" should 
return a handsome profit. BOATS AGAINST THE CURRENT, MARATHON MAN, NOWHERE TO HIDE and his 

current single SHE DID IT should make this a "supertanker" in the sea of vinyl.

This summer is providing a welcome retreat from the overgrown releasing schedule of recent 

months. Of the less than fifty LP's we auditioned, some notable musical moments surface. 

Those of us who had to endure the pre-release hype attached to the new Grateful Dead LP were 

relieved to be able to enjoy it. The second side's symphonette has to be considered among 

the best music they ever recorded. Especially with a group known for substandard recording 

relative to their stature, this album is appealing. The first track on the LP is a fine 
song in its own right also. 

Speaking of first tracks, Robert Gordon, a man of strange origins, opens his first record 

with the absolutely archetypical ' 50's rock song. The hook says it all: "My Gal is Red Hot, 

Your Gal Ain't Doodlily Squat." 

On the Live LP side, yet another worthwhile, live rocker is available. Bill Nelson's group 

Be Bop Deluxe scores well in all areas. Nelson is a gifted writer, vocalist and guitarist 

and, as a result, his band gets to you more than most others. Sonically, their album 

ranks well too. 

Several other 1P's bear a mention for one reason or another. The Rumour is the band which 

plays behind Graham Parker. Their own LP is solid on all levels, yet one cannot help but 

miss Parker's dynamism. Likewise, dynamism is a problem in Andy Pratt's album. He has 

enormous talent and many people pulling for him. However, his recordings don't feel at 

home. Instead they are tense, worked struggles - like the outfielder who makes the catch, 

but makes it look hard. 

Firefall delivers that hit sound which centers around acoustic guitars and four part 

harmonies. Echoes of C.S. & N. and Eagles are subdued by uneven sonFwriting. On the other 

hand, the super sonrwriting of Harry Nilsson is subdued by a veritable easy listening 

production. We have already heard Nilsson Schmilsson. MOR stations will eat UD the 

sweetness while us rockers will have our insulin attacks.

"It Was Almost Like A Song"-Ronnie Milsap ( RCA) A beautiful album. All the components put 

together in one ten-cut set. Someone said recently that those stations who considered the 

current single IT WAS ALMOST LIKE A SONG "too country" probably had never heard it. For those 
who have yet to hear it, it's the fourth cut on side one. The other cuts, while more "country" 

are some of the best to come out of Nashville in quite a while. Choosing between WHAT A 

DIFFERENCE YOU'VE MADE IN MY LIFE, NO ONE WILL EVER KNOW, SELFISH, LONG DISTANCE MEMORY and 
THE FUTURE IS NOT WHAT IT USED TO BE should be a tough but pleasant task. 

"Cate Brothers Band"-Cate Brothers Band ( Asylum) On their last album they were close; but no 
cigar. The guys come out smokin' here though, with some solid blue-eyed soul. Ernie Cate's 
beefy vocals and brother Earl's crafty guitar work merit serious attention from programmers. 
Prime cuts include: I'M NO PRETENDER, RENDEZVOUS, WOMAN I'M TRYIN', LET IT SLIDE and YIELD 
NOT TO TEMPTATION. 

"Oops! Wrong Planet"-Utopia ( Bearsville) Although apparently not intended for earthlings, the 
Utopia soundship has produced an Elysian earful. Todd and his space cadets, always dancing 
to the beat of a different drummer, leave behind some mini-classics like THE MARTYR, LOVE IN 
ACTION, WINDOWS, TRAPPED and the lovely GANGRENE. 

"Slick"-Eddie Kendricks ( Tamia) One of the problems with media stereotypes is that under the 
broad banner of "black" music are clustered such diametrically opposed acts as The Sylvers 
and Eddie Kendricks. Kendricks has teamed with producer/arranger Leonard Caston, yielding a 
thoroughly satisfying and sophisticated album, and one which should go beyond the usual 

"black" music boundaries. SOMETHING SHADY, BABY, INTIMATE FRIENDS and THEN CAME YOU certainly 
live up to the album's title.

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In Memoriam 

Janet Breed Gavin died in her sleep during the early morning hours of August 23. She 
had been recovering from a stroke which occurred July 3, but failed to survive this 
second one. 

She was born June 1, 1913 in Rock Elm, Wisconsin, the eldest daughter of Dr. A. L. 
Breed and his wife Bess. She was valedictorian of her graduating class at Elmwood 
High School. Then came two years at Milwaukee Downer College, followed by two 
more years at the University of Wisconsin, where she graduated in 1934 summa 
cum laude. 

After a year of teaching at West Bend High School, Janet came to San Francisco, 
where we were married at Glide Memorial Church on August 17, 1935. The follow-
ing year we moved to Seattle, where our daughters Sally and Ann were born. We re-
turned to San Francisco in 1942 and moved to Mill Valley in 1946, where we wel-
comed another daughter, Janie, and a son, Greg. In 1954 Janet took her master's 
degree at San Francisco State College. 

Janet took an active part in the American Association of University Women and was 
chosen as the charter president of the Mill Valley branch of AAUW. She was also 
chairman of the AAUW radio-television committee and a member of the organizing 
committee of the Bay Area Educational Television Association, which culminated 
in the licensing of KQED, Channel 9, in San Francisco. 

Janet was a partner in The Gavin Report from the very beginning, starting out by keep-
ing the subscription accounts at home. In 1960 she started working full time in our 
San Francisco office, where for several years she typed the stencils, stamped the 
mailings, folded the Reports and stuffed and sealed the envelopes. When we intro-
duced our Country Music Section she soon took it over as editor, where her natural 
fondness for that kind of music was reinforced by a wide acquaintance with the 
people who make country music and the people who play it on the radio. She was 
a member of the C.M.A. Board of Director since 1968, and until her recent illness 
had missed only one quarterly meeting in all that time. 

Country music brought Janet an exciting new career at a time of life when many other 
women take up bridge or crocheting. It also brought her a new world of friends, to 
whom she gave unstinting love and devotion. In return, she gained the affection 
and respect of all who knew her — not only in country music, but also in broadcast-
ing and in other music forms. She was a constant champion of country music and 

sincerely proud of its growth and public acceptance. 

It isn't possible for a husband to write of the sadness and emptiness that a wife's pass-
ing has brought. Janet was very special. The love and affection for her that she 
aroused in so many hearts are a lasting and fitting tribute to her memory. She was 
a loyal wife, a devoted mother and — as many have said — a great lady.
