Long after the computerized call-out
guys told us that personality radio was
. over and long beFORE Rick Dees
decided they were wrong, this guy was
insulting listeners from New York to
| San Diego to Detroit and all points
between and it was ... sorry about this
.. FUNNY!
I He ripped up memos from PD’s in
| San Francisco and entertained
audiences from Oceanside to Oakland,
- all the while being warned to skip the
wit and play the hits. Finally
‘ discouraged from any creativity, he
became a house painter and joined
THE BIG GUY IN THE SKY when he
racked up his car in Michigan
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somewhere a few years ago. His radio
was probably on at the time and our
theory is that he was distracted and

disgusted and forgot to watch the road.

MITCHELL REED:

Many of you recall his days as
‘progressive’ or ‘underground’ jock at
KMET and elsewhere, but WE
remember him as The Man on The
Couch playing jazz at WINS in
Baltimore and WOR in NYC ... and as
TOP 40 motormouth at KFWB in LA
and WMCA in Gotham.

It didn’t matter WHAT the format was
... Mitch was a communicator with an
intimate relationship with his audience.
He never heard of day-parts, he never
SAW a computer and he flew in the
face of the establishment for 30 years
in radio. He, like Ted Turner, did it his
way, and it worked! Any hint there?
ABE GLASER:

The crotchety iconoclast of record
promotion has been gone for a few

years now ... and WE don't see his
replacement. |

His heyday came between the 50's
payola scandals and the resurfaced
similarities of today. He never heard of
a paper add and he bridged the gap
between song-pluggers of the forties
and promo-men of the seventies. He
was both, and he did his number via a
combination of knowledge of his
product and formats and old-fashioned
salesmanship and charm. When he
visited secondaries around LA, they
knew he would not be arriving with
printouts and figures. He showed up
with a line of gab, a hell of an ear and
his records. Never paid a station; Never
had to.

BILL GAVIN:

Eric Norberg's coments about Bill a
few weeks ago appeared some time
after Bill's passing. We think it's
because Eric needed some time to
assemble his thoughts and ruminate on
the loss so many of us suffered. Well
said, Eric. Now it's my turn:

Although no-one pretends that pop-
music radio is up there with cancer
research, it WAS the field that Bill
entered ... and fairly late in life. He
decided that using all influence
available to keep the field classy was a
good idea. His every act, within the
business, was designed to infuse our
world with dignity and purge it of
hypocrisy.

He told me over and over again that |
could survive in this business while
remaining true to myself, and the
wisdom of his conversations and letters
remains and will always remain.

His major inspiration was his proving
that success CAN be had while ideals
are adhered to. HE did it and he's one
of the people | miss these days.

In fact, he’s the one | miss the most.
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THE GAVIN INTERVIEW:
RICK SPRINGFIELD

For someone who has successfully
dabbled in so many forms of media
(Radio, Television, Film, Video), Rick
Springfield, a keen listener, isn’t the
interviewing type. Anyone who has
closely examined and listened to his
new LP, Tao, shouldn’t be too
surprised to find Springfield
contemplative, modest, a little insecure
and uncomfortable with fame.
However, | was. His new album,
assembled with co-producer Bill
Drescher, synthesist Mitchell Froom,
and sidekick/ guitarist Tim Pierce,
ranks as his finest, most thought out
work. Springdfield openly credits Eddie
DedJoy for resurrecting his now
booming career on RCA. Neither does
he disavow his brief tenure in the
medical/soap opera field on General
Hospital. The fact that Springfield still
drives his 1972 Ford Fiesta
(unrecognized?) around town shows
that he still remembers his roots, his
salad days. That alone made him an
interesting psychological study and an
enjoyable, but challenging interview.

KZ: Do you do many interviews?

RS: No, this is the first interview I've done
for the album.

KZ: | was listening to your new album. |
was impressed. It was different than
anything you've done.

RS: | had a long time to work on it, think
about it and get the sounds right. 'm
really happy with it.

KZ: It sounds like the kind of album that
needs some explaining.

RS: | reel when people say, “It's a lot
different for you,” because it's a natural
progression. It doesn’t seem dramatically
different to me. But | guess | understand.
The other day on the radio (here in LA),

TALKS TO A STRANGER

they played a music set of four of my
songs. It sounded like such old stuff ...
“Jessie’s Girl,” “I've Done Everything For
You,” “Don't Talk To Strangers.” If you A
and B the new album with the old stuff, |
see what you mean. I've been living with
them (the new songs) for so long. | wrote
probably 60% of them before my tour last
year and lived with them on the road,
which I've never had the opportunity to do
before. I've always had to grind (an album)
out. That soundtrack album (Hard To
Hold) gave me some extra time to live
with the new songs for awhile. Then |
came back and tweaked it to the way |
wanted it. I'm real happy with the way it
turned out sonically—the general sounds
my co-producer Bill Drescher and | were
able to get.

KZ: That's the exact word | was thinking,

that word “sonic.”

RS: it's the only way to explain it. I'm not
a great technician when it comes to
studios. But | know what | want in my
head and | hear it. To be able to get it on

tape is an entirely different thing. Drescher
and | have worked together since the first
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album. The communiation has gotten
better and better.

KZ: This song, “State Of The Heart” is a
great song.

RS: | don't take all the credit for it. A
group called Mondo Rock from Australia
with a guy called Eric McCusker, had one
record out in America on Capitol and this
song, “State Of The Heart” was on it.
Except it was uptempo with a different
meaning to it. The general thrust was
there, but, lyrically, | changed it somewhat
and slowed it down to make it into the
groove that felt right. This is one of the all-
time big songs in Australia—the way Eric
originally did it.

KZ: What were you touching at with the
opening track, “Dancing This World
Away’'?

RS: Both “Walking On The Edge” and
“Dance This World Away” are both about,
really, that we are all sitting here pissing
our lives away when there’s a real dark
side that we all better focus on. You sit
and you get wrapped up with this music,
just having fun and carrying on. It's just
trying to add a little bit of seriousness.
Sometimes | think I'm one of the most
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unhappy people in the world just in
looking at the world.

KZ: What happened?

RS: It's what | hope all of us are feeling.
There had better be a hell of a lot of
consciousness about what's going on. |
don't want to make it a political statement.
It's just a statement about life. | want my
kids to be able to grow up and not worry
about the threat of blowing people up.
Love songs ... boy meets girl and girl
fucks with boy's head and then moves on.
There's a place for that (in my albums)
and it's alright, but it's not everything |
want to say.

KZ: That's why | like this record so much
though.

RS: 1t is different in that sense. I've gotten
more courageous. I've sort of written
myself out of relationships. In fact there
was a Billy Idol interview (chuckle) that
said “All Rick Springfield ever writes is
love songs.” | thought, “Well you know,
he’s actually right.” (laughs) A lot of the
stuff | wrote was about relationships | was
in, or going through, or coming out of, or
trying to get into. That's an international
chord that rings with everybody. Last year,
I got real panicked about a lot of stuff that
people, who have a lot more control than
you and | have, were doing. | just sat
down and thought about it and put it
down in words.

KZ: Have you been listening to any other
kinds of music?

RS: There's a great new album by this
band called Go West. Great album. The
best album I've heard in six months is the
new Graham Parker album. | spent some
time with Graham Parker two years ago
and he had just gotten a deal on Elektra.
He's able to write songs in about twenty
minutes, he said. He’s a real quick writer.
KZ: Are you a quick writer?

RS: No. It's somewhat of an agonizing
process for me. It is the most fun but I'm
totally locked up away from everybody
and there's no pressure. | have a great
music room where | can hack this stuff
out and go through it. It's not easy writing,
for me anyway.

KZ: What's the significance of TAO?

RS: My theory behind it was that maybe
somebody would pick up Webster's
dictionary and read it. If | could get one
person to do that then it was worth it. It
was not to get too cerebral or pretentious.
To me, it means simplicity and basics,
teachings without words. My other title for
the album, that RCA hated, was Why Am |
Here And How Long Have | Got? (laughs)
They hated it. Hence TAO came along.
KZ: In that song, “Walk Like A Man,”
there's so much frantic energy to it. Is that
you, a hyper kind of person?

RS: That song epitomizes my life. I'm real
frantic. | seem to always be disappointed. |
set my goals so high. I'm never really able
to achieve them—which | guess is good

because then you try it again. | wonder if
anybody ever does anything and says,
“That's the best I'll ever do.” (laughs) |
really wanted to convey it in that song. It's
about confusion, time ticking away.
People say you're supposed to be like a
man, walk like a man. I'm still thinking,
“Holy smokes, I'm a kid.”

KZ: The album has meditative,
transcendental thoughts. But musically, it
wasn't cliched. You set a goal for yourself,
instrumentally, and you reached it

RS: | appreciate that. | know the songs
and lyrics were up to what | wanted. But
there’s a far cry between doing what you
can do at home and taking it in hand
doing it on 48 tracks. We also had time to
record this album. | never had time before.
I've never been able to spend lots of time
in a studio. Nobody pressured me and
said, “You gotta hurry and get this thing
done.”

KZ: When did things get real hectic in
your career?

“People like to label you.
| think what surprises
people about this album
is that it hopefully takes
them astray from the
label they have for me.”

RS: Oh, boy. Back when that General
Hospital craziness was going on. There
was a time during the second album that |
was doing General Hospital Monday
through Thursday. We'd take off and do
shows Friday, Saturday, and Sunday.
Then come back and during the day do
General Hospital and at night record the
second album, Success Hasn't Spoiled
Me Yet | came close to dying ... it was
close to a nervous breakdown. | could
never do that again. | don't even know
how | did it at the time. Except that you're
hungry and you want it all to happen.

KZ: Is that why you said enough of this
TV stuff?

RS: You gotta understand. | had had a
number of less than successful albums.
1981 rolled around and RCA was willing
to put out Working Class Dog. | fought
with them not to put my picture on the
cover. | thought a lot of the radio people
would remember me from the teen idol
days. | ended up taking the (General
Hospital) job because it paid me $650 a
day, three days a week. | thought, “| have
a car payment and a house payment. This
is the way to make both if the album
doesn't happen.” They (General Hospital)
had me in a contract for two years and as
soon as that contract was up, | was out of
there. | think it was good for me. In
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retrospect, who can deny that it was not
good for the album? | wouldn't have
changed a thing.

People like to label you. Robert Hilburn
of the LA Times, fairly regularly, when he
can, takes a potshot. You don't hold it
against him. He has a label for me. | don't
think he's listened to my records. I'm sure
he's never been to a concert. But he
knows what he wants to think | am. We all
do it. People like to label you. | think what
surprises people about this album is that it
hopefully takes them astray from the label
they have for me.

KZ: I noticed some of the trades reviewed
this album. We wrote something a little
different. Some said, “If you want women
listeners, play this.” | don't think they
listened to the record.
RS: They look at it as: Wham! and Rick
Springfield deliver female listeners. Then it
becomes marketing. We're not talking
about the quality of the album. In Esquire,
they ran this piece. Some guy wrote this
piece, and his send-off was, “Well, what
does Rick Springfield care about music
anyway, because it's his face on the
covers that sells the albums.” Either he
really hates my music or he hasn't
listened to it.
KZ: You used one of my favorite bass
players, Pino Palladino.
RS: He's great. We flew him over from
England. His stuff on Paul Young's album
was exceptional.
KZ: Is “My Father's Chair” the most
personal thing you have ever written?
RS: Absolutely. It's a song | did on tour
last year. My dad died and | wrote a song
called “April 24, 1981.” it was just a short
five line thought. | always wanted to write
more ... and couldn’t. | couldn’t deal with
it. | was able to deal with it this time. | tried
to keep it real simple. It was like a load off
my shoulders. | just felt like | was carrying
it around.
KZ: You felt better.
RS: Yes. | really did. “Walk Like A Man,”
“Walkin’ On The Edge,” “Dance This
World Away,” and “My Father's Chair” are
really personal to me. We have to keep in
rhind here, it's not a cure for cancer, it's a
piece of black vinyl with a hole in it. But
for me personally, it was a chance to say,
“Whew! Got that out of the way."”
KZ: Is “Stranger In The House” based on
a true story?
RS: It really happened. | write pretty much
from my own experiences. “Stranger In
The House,” to me, is the closest thing to
my old stuff.
KZ: What are your thoughts on the single
“Celebrate Youth”?
RS: As | get older and my friends get
older, we're all so clinging to youth. It's so
important to us. It's amazing how all of us
pretend that it doesn’t matter. But it really
does. | meant it as a tribute to youth. You
can be 95 and still be youthful. My father
was an incredibly youthful guy who

The shake-up finally occurs after last week's
freeze of the top four records. THE BLASTERS
and GRAHAM PARKER are POWER TRIO newcomers,
with the latter ready to make a run for the top.
The rest of the Top Ten sees little action except
for new entree ALISON MOYET who is simultaneously
breaking on Top 40 (see the chart on page 2). For
MOYET a long delayed but well deserved
accomplishment.

Most of the significant movement on the chart
rests on the middle and lower segments. Our
CERTIFIED, THE MEAT PUPPETS, is following the
footsteps of label-mate HUSKER DU. It's exploding
out of non-commercial radio, but needs better
response from commerical programmers.

Honorable mention goes to FISHBONE and
GAME THEORY, who were CERTIFIED runners up.
Both albums are drawing tremendous airplay from
college stations but also could use higher commerical
exposure.

After being edged out of debuting the past few
weeks, the LIME SPIDERS and NOVEMBER GROUP
make the chart. The EURYTHMICS 12" also appears
with almost all its airplay coming from commercial
radio. It should kick in when the LP arrives.

Our MOST ADDED, THE BOOMTOWN RATS,
easily beat out runner-up PRINCE. THE RATS
should debut comfortably on the chart once their
adds are converted into rotations in the coming

weeks. Peter

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THE GREAT
MYTH ABOUT
SPORTS ON THE
RADIO

...And that great myth is that
carrying a popular sports franchise on
your station will somehow attract new
listeners to your station who will stay
there. | spent several years working for
a broadcast organization for whom that
myth is clearer than reality itself and is
not to be questioned seriously. Yet
while working there, | had the
opportunity to do much research on the
matter and found the exact opposite. In
fact, people listen to sports on the radio
as they watch programs on TV, they go
where the program is, and don’t care at
all where it is. Does liking the Bill
Cosby Show on TV mean that you will
choose NBC-TV'’s news over the CBS
news you used to watch? The ratings
still say no. There is no relationship
between Cosby and NBC news. There
is no loyalty to the TV station that
carries one, that transfers to the other.

Ah, you may rejoin, but radio is
different. People do feel loyal to their
station! ... And indeed, that is true.
EXCEPT when sports is involved.
People who like other stations will tune
in to yours to get the sports event—and
then will zoom back to where they
came from without a second thought.
(Your own listeners will gradually seep
back when the event is over, because
even though the sports event is not
what they expected to hear when they
tuned in, they are loyal, and they do
come back. Some even loyally listen to
the sports event because it's on their
station—but this does not help your
ratings; it just keeps from hurting them
as much as it might)

Despite all this (which is fairly
obvious if you think about it and watch
what people really do when they listen
to sports play-by-play on the radio), |
have seen once great stations make the
remarkable mistake of positioning
themselves as “the station with the
(name franchise).” What they ac-
complish is simply identifying
themselves in the listener's mind only
as the station they should find that

sports event on, while other stations are
the ones for “the music,” “the news,”
“the weather,” “the traffic reports,” etc.
The listeners who wanted the sports
broadcast would have found it anyway
without any “positioning” at all! And
then ratings are good for the game . ..
and keep slipping in other time periods!

Then, when some station commits
the same hara-kiri by bidding foolish
sums to get it away from them, they fall
to the ground—identified with “nothing”
now, while the other station begins the
fatal process of creating that same sort
of close identification with the team.

So what should a station pick up a
sports event for? To make money.
Occasionally, it can be good PR in the
community to do it, but that too will
convert into new money. Some stations
have bid so high to get a "big” sports
event that they cannot possibly get the
money back; that's dumb. In many
cases the team itself packages and
sells the games, leaving the key station
with just a few spots to sell. That, too, is
dumb. If a station cannot expect to
make money carrying the play-by-play
of a sports franchise, then it should not

carry it. There: seven years of research,
yours free in the Gavin Report!
