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Bryan Ferry is the originator of elegance
and styie in rock ‘n’ roll. Roxy Music,
under its various incarnations, was the
cream of intelligentsia. Roxy Music was
formed in 1969 as an offshoot of Ferry’s
interest as an artist and painter.
Eventually the concept of the group
became more of an “idea and a name”
under which various musicians worked
together. The band also launched its
share of innovators inciuding conceptual
artist Brian Eno (“we’re sort of friends
now”’), reedman Andy McKay, and
guitarist Phil Manzanera. After Avalon, the
final Roxy LP, it fell on Ferry’s shoulders
to follow up and retain the sound that has
been largely attributed to his unique flair
for arrangement, instrument placement,
and vocal style. While the Roxy legacy
continues to generate new fans
worldwide, it is Bryan Ferry’s new LP,
Boys And Girls, which seems to be
currently reaping the fruits of Roxy’s
undying momentum. Like his music, we
caught Ferry in a reflective and thoughtful
mood. After each idea, his voice at times
would trail off and dissipate. At the time
of our conversation, Ferry had been
several weeks on the road promoting
Boys And Girls all across Europe, and
finally New York. We were treated to his
pleasant and modest side as we
assessed his place on the airwaves
today.

KZ: You were once a teacher.

BF: Well, | was a part time art teacher. |
used to teach art three days a week. After
| left university, | studied painting for four
years. That was ‘64 until ‘68. Like | said, |
taught for about a year. While | was doing
that, | was putting a group together that
became the first Roxy Music.

KZ: What kind of music did Roxy start out
playing?

BF: Just the music that was on the first
album. Typicai self composed songs that |
had envisioned years before, though 1 had
been interested in other music. If that's of
interest to you, at the age of 11 onwards |
was a keen music fan. | was into some
jazz and blues things.

KZ: Any artist in particular?

BF: Oh, | was a very big Charlie Parker
fan. That was my first love, | think. After
him and through him | went into (John)
Coltrane and Ornette Coleman, people
like that. Billie Holiday, favorite singer.
Then different peopie, Otis Redding,
obviously.

KZ: Your vocal style is so distinct. Do you
remember any early influences when you
first started singing?

BF: Yes. Charlie Parker (laughs).

KZ: You grew up in Newcastle. Is that the
industrial part of England?

BF: Very much so. It's a big mining
region, really. There's still heavy industry
as well.

KZ: What would be the equivalent city
here in the United States?

BF: | suppose Detroit.

KZ: Your album took quite a while to
complete. Was it a difficult project for
you?

BF: Yes it was. Sometimes albums take
longer than others, especially if it's a time
for experiment and change, working with
a lot of new people, although there was
also a lot of continuity from the last
couple of albums | did with Roxy Music.
Half of the people are friends 've played
with, some of them I've known for six
years, Neil Hubbard, being one of the
guitarists—one of many. Andy Newmark
on drums, I've played with him for a
coupie of albums now.

KZ: Anybody that you played with for the
very first time?

BF: Oh yes. Nile Rodgers and Marcus
Miller.

KZ: Marcus Miller is a great bass player.
BF: He's fantastic, yes. Also David
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Sanborn, the sax player, David Gilmour,
Mark Knopfler, those are all new people
for me.

KZ: Roxy Music used American
musicians. Why was that?

BF: That was only the final three albums,
yes. Well, the last solo album | did was
done with some American musicians. |
don't know, it's just something about the
sense of space. Ummm. | found it very
good to sing to, you know? Some of the
earlier records didn't really have that
They're much more fast and furious and

frantic, which is generally the English way.

As you become more experienced, you
look for other people who have these
amazing skills. | just found out that there's
so many skilled players who don't have to
think about what they're playing. They just
have this amazing technical facility and
also a great feel. So ... obviously this
graduates the trend. Play with better and
better people all the time. Just a lot of
them seem to live in America (laughs).

KZ: You recorded Boys and Girls in seven

different studios.

BF: Oh yeah. Most of it was done in our
own sort of little demo studio in London
called the White House. That's just a little
kind of private studio that we used. In fact,
all the tracks are started at home, in my
house for the first couple of months on
eight track. In the end, it was all 48 track,

This album, |
tried to make it a little more aggressive,
rhythmically. | guess | spend a lot of time
trying to get the feel of each track right.
And it's quite complex, rhythmically.
Instead of one rhythm guitar, we have
three bouncing off each other. | like the
interplay of people. Different styles of
playing mold it all together, somehow. It
takes a long time.

KZ: I'm especially curious about the title
track, Boys and Girls and its lyric content.
As the title of the album, you interpret it
one way with the cover photo. Yet when
you read the words, it's kind of sad. What
were you thinking when you wrote that
song?

BF: Well, it's a bit about my father who
died while | was making this album. | think
there's also lines that went into all the
other songs which happened after the
event. It hit me very badly.

We were pretty close in a strange way. It
(Boys and Girls) was the central track of
the album for me and not likely to be a
single. | wouldn't want the record to be a
single, so | thought | would call the album
that by title. Just adds a bit of spotlight to
the core of the record, if you see what |
mean.

KZ: It doesn’t surprise me to hear you say
that. Your father was a miner?

BF: Well he was sort of a farmer who, in
the depression, had to go and work the
mines, looking after the horses under the
mine, the ponies. That was his job. He
was doing a country job below the
ground. He was very close to animals and
nature. He lived with me the last eight
years in the countryside. So, he did go
back to the country, eventually.

KZ: Your becoming tremendously famous
in England, did that change his life, too?
BF: Not really. He was a very singular
type of person, totally oblivious to what
went on in the world around him. He
never used the telephone or drove a car
or any of those things. He was a very
simple man, but very strong and a strong
influence on me—a very good person in
that old-fashioned sense. He never really
asked me about music.

KZ: Really?

BF: No, no. It wasn't really a part of him.
He was more interested in bird song.

KZ: A lot of people associate you and
your music with fashion. Yet | tend to
think since 1978, that has less and less to
do with your music.

BF: | was thinking more and becoming
more interested in the pure music side of
things, | suppose. It gets to the point
where you feel you aren't setting the latest
haircut anymore. So, you just become a
little more serious about your work. |
guess, of course, having gotten married
has had a little bit to do with that. Now I'm
a father. It makes you a little bit more
serious minded about the work that you
do.

KZ: In your early days, you did make a
strong fashion statement. What do you
think about bands like Duran and
Spandau Ballet? | see these bands as a
vaguely pale imitation. You've usually been
nice about it, but don’t you wonder
sometimes, hearing David Syivian sing?
BF: Well, | don't really listen very much to
what other people do. That's the secret. |
think I'm aware that there are people and
there always will be people who will
follow others. Especially if you're older
and so on. Generally, they're just sort of
superficial similarities, | think. So, good
luck to them. | think there’s room for a lot
of different people.

KZ: When you reformed Roxy in 1978,
how was it different?

BF: When we reformed it at the start of
the second phase, if you like? | suppose it
was even less like a group than it was
before. It only really felt like a group for
the first year or something, you know,
which was in 1972 or 1973. After that, it
just became more and more like an idea
for a group or just a name that we worked
under. We didn't see each other outside
of work or anything. When the group
reformed, | felt it was just a bigger group
of players than ever before. There are a
lot of people I've worked with in solo
projects that are still involved in the
context of Roxy, there was always kind of
new blood coming in. With every record,
there's always new blood coming in. With
every record, there's always some kind of
new stimulus, a new person, changes
here and there in the line-up. That kept it
exciting for me.

KZ: Sometimes it's necessary to detach
yourself from music and radio just to stay
sane.

BF: It gets to where you hear so much

music in your work and there's so much
music running through your head that you
have to just ... | find it's better for me to
cut myself off when [I've finished work. Not
out of arrogance, but to keep your own
space, keep your head clear,

KZ: After the second Roxy album, what
resulted in the departure of Brian Eno?
BF: Well, | just felt it was one of those
things where the chemistry seems to stop.
It was kind of personality thing, really.
Also, it was after that second album that |
did my first solo album and | met Eddie
Jobson, who then took Eno’s place in the
band. | just felt we could go further,
especially on stage because Brian didn't
really play on stage much. Jobson could
play keyboards fluently with violin and
everything. | don't know, it was just one of
those things. It was good for Brian in the
same way that it's good for the rest of
Roxy now. They're doing their own thing. |
think things got frustrating in '73 and

certainly Phil (Manzanera) and Andy
(McKay) were getting very frustrated
working with me all the time. Brian did
lots of good things with other people.
We're sort of friends now. Phil and Andy,
they've got a group called the Explorers.
KZ: So what's England like these days,
the political climate, things in general.

BF: You tell me. | haven't seen much of it
recently (laughs). It's a bit mixed up at the
moment. It's been like that for quite a
while now ... trying to come to terms with
not being rich and famous anymore.
Industry is declining. It's a very peculiar
place.

KZ: Lots of folks have asked me to ask
you about whether you'll tour.

BF: The only plans | have for going on
stage at the moment is the Band-Aid
concert in London.

KZ: What about musicians?

BF: Well, Marcus (Miller) is coming over
and Andy Newmark and David Gilmour.
We'll have about ten in the band. We'll try
to make something of it.

KZ: Well, come here and play a nice
outdoor venue.

“People Are People” popped out of
nowhere onto the chant, we figured a little
background on the band was due.
Frustrated over labels of being a dance
band, Fletcher was anxious to clear the
record. Depeche Mode released the first
of their five LPs in 1981 and consists of
founding members Fletcher and Martin
Gore along with David Gahan and Alan
Wilder.

KZ: You're recording a brand new single.
AF: Martin (Gore) has written the song.
We've been recording it for the last week
and a half. It's due for September release.
KZ: That would be worldwide this time.
AF: Hopefully. In America, it's always a bit
funny. They always seem to release the
records a bit later. They might have
released something else by then.

KZ: Your latest LP, People Are People, is
a greatest hits package. It can be a
resting stop so America can catch up.
AF: It's really a compilation of the two
previous albums and a few “B” sides. We
put on a few of the more recent hits. It's
not actually a greatest hits album. We're
saving that for Europe.

KZ: Have you ever had to compromise
your sound to gain acceptance?

AF: We've been asked to compromise our
sound, especially in the States. But we
never have. For instance, a few years ago
when we were making quite slower
records, the Americans were saying,
“We've got to have dance records.” That's
all they seem to want is dance. That's why
“People Are People” is just a fluke, really.
We just happened to make that sort of
record that they immediately seized upon.
We were very surprised it did so well (in
America).

KZ: Does this new single have a name
yet?

AF: We've just had a single released in
Britain that hasn't been released ir the
States called “Shake The Disease”. The
track we're recording now is probably
going to be called “It's Called A Heart".
We're sort of three or four singles ahead

(of America). A single is in the charts
much longer (in America). In England, it's
over and out in about five or six weeks.
KZ: That's because British charts are
geared towards sales.

AF: There's really only one radio station—
Radio One. Ninety five percent of the
people listen to Radio One.

KZ: Which of your records should |
purchase on Compact Disc?

AF: | would suggest Some Great Reward
or Construction Time Again. A lot of
people say our music is CD music. It's
totally geared for it. True in a way, it's very
much Hi-Fi music. It's not like dirty rock
n’ roll.

KZ: Do you record a lot of your records in
the control room?

AF: Oh yeah. In the studios we use, we
have to have a big control room. There's
not many of them around. We set up quite
a lot of keyboards and things. There's us
four in the band, Daniel Miller (our
producer), and an engineer. We're in (the
control room) all the time. We don't use
the other bit, only for vocals. In all the
seventies style studios, the control rooms

are very small.

KZ: We get a lot of broadcasters asking
us: What is the correct pronunciation of
“Depeche Mode"?

AF: When we first started about five years
ago, we called ourselves DEH-PESH-
SHAY MODE. Gradually, we've become
DEH-PESH MODE—which is the correct
French pronunciation. That's what we say
these days, DEH-PESH:

KZ: What did it take to get Depeche Mode
off the ground as a synthesizer band?

AF: Our main quality is good songs, good
pop songs. That's what kept us going.
When we first started, we thought we
would be slighted by the press for being a
synthesizer group. But we've always been
a good live band as well. That's gotten us
out of the normal synthesizer band
syndrome. Most syrithesizer bands are
thought of as generally robots producing
computerized soulless music. We've
always gotten around that

KZ: The computerized scene with The
Human League and such have come and
gone.

AF: We missed the boat with that, you
see. It's quite funny because when all that
was happening, especially in the States,
we totally lost out. Now we're coming
strong now on the second wave.

KZ: | read that Depeche Mode didn't
initially get major record company
response and went with a small label,
Mute Records.

AF: We did the usual, made a demo tape
and took it around to all the record
companies. They just weren'’t interested.
We didn't have any background. There
was no noise going on about us. Then we
started doing quite a lot of gigs and we
got a very big following together. All

of a sudden lots of labels were after us
including (Daniel Miller's) Mute Records.
We found that we could trust him. So we
went with him.

KZ: Why did you stay with him?

AF: We stayed because we were
successful and didn't see any need to
change. We're quite a unique band. We
don’t have a manager. We manage
ourselves. When we had our first hit
single, we were only eighteen or nineteen.
To get as far as we've got without a
manager is quite good—being on a small
label as well.

KZ: You just have a solicitor (lawyer) and
that'’s it.

AF: We don't have a solicitor. We're in a

27
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very weird position because we actually
don'’t have a record contract as well. We
haven't any contract with Mute Records.
It's on trust It's a good arrangement. If we
felt we couldn't get on with each other
anymore, Daniel wouldn't want us on the
label. We'd just move. As simple as that.
We are lucky in Britain. It might be quite
hard for that sort of thing to happen in
America for a young band starting out
KZ: What kind of record distribution do
you use in Britain?

AF: We use independent distribution
systems.

KZ: Is Warner/Sire (in the U.S,) the only
major record company you use?

AF: No. We have a different company in
every country. In Europe, we tend to go
for the smaller companies. | suppose
Warner/Sire is our biggest company.

KZ: | read that Depeche Mode sold fifteen
million units worldwide.

AF: Probably.

KZ: Where are your stronger areas of
impact?

AF: We sell all over Europe. We're very
popular in Germany, France, Scandinavia,
and Britain. It's only been in the last two
or three years that we've actually broken
into other countries. Now it starts
happening in America. it's a good
progression.

KZ: Sometimes it's easier to happen
naturally than to get the push.

AF: | think Warners were totally surprised
because this album (People Are People) is
doing really well. They didn't push at all. It
was up to 150,000 units without doing
anything. What really turned it was when
we came over for the tour and it was
hugely successful. We enjoyed ourselves.
KZ: What is the breakdown of what each
bandmember does onstage?

AF: We all play keyboards and sing
vocals, basically. That's what it boils down
to. We use backing tapes live. We've
never hid that. We play as much as what
can be played. We put the rest (like drum
parts) on tape and we sing all the vocals.
We don't use Fairlights and Synclaviers
onstage. We use Emulators. They're much
more road-worthy.

KZ: How does Depeche Mode manage to
keep up with all this technology?

AF: We're not that technically minded.
Daniel is very technically minded and he
helps us: It's his hobby, really. Synths and
things aren't really our hobby. It's more
our work. Daniel would read a synth
manual in his spare time. We would read
a novel.

KZ: But how many keyboards does
Depeche Mode have onstage?

AF: We have about two or three each. We
have a good front man. Dave (Gahan)
takes the whole attention off us. When we
recruited him, that's what we wanted. We
have a very good light show. We do
different versions (of the songs} live like
twelve inch sort of mixes. We're a very
powerful band live. It's a whole different
sound. We play very loud. Originally we
always used to think our records sounded
a bit wimpy. It's taken us four albums to
get a sound we liked.

KZ: My favorite song is “Everything
Counts in Large Amounts” (off
Construction Time Again).

AF: | think that's my favorite. It was a
turning point for the band. We were going
through a low period and that put us back
on the map. That was recorded in July
1983. That Spring, we went on a world
tour. We went to the States for a short
tour, then over to Japan, then we went to
Thailand to do some concerts. In Thailand
we saw a lot of things we've never seen
before. Like the real bad poverty. It really
hit us. In the Summer when we recorded
the album, we were influenced by the
contrast of going to the States, a rich
country, and then going to a poor country.
It brought home a few truths.

KZ: Another one of my favorites is “Leave
In Silence” (off A Broken Frame).

AF: | think “Leave In Silence” is one of
our most underrated tracks. It's grown into
a lot of people's favorites. Actually, when it
was released, Radio One thought it was a
bit doomy and gloomy. All they want is
real bubblegum type music. Because it
wasn't “up”, they didn't catch on to it it
stands up to all the stuff we do at the
moment.

KZ: Martin Gore is your main songwriter.
AF: He comes up with ninety percent of
the material.

KZ: Do you do any writing at all?

AF: I've dabbled. It's quite hard when
you've got strict competition. | find it
difficult writing lyrics. | can write music.
Martin is very critical of lyrics. It's very
hard to get up to it and | think Alan
(Wilder) finds that a problem as well.

KZ: What are your arguments for not
using real drummers and bass players?
AF: We try and create a different
atmosphere for each song we perform.
We're interested in sound. Using a guitar,
a bass or ordinary drums is a bit of a
cop-out for us. It seems to us the easy
option. We're not against guitar music or
anything. Our favorite groups are The
Smiths and Jonathan Richman & The
Modern Lovers. A lot of guitarists and
drummers think we're out for their jobs.
It's not like that.

KZ: What was your musical background?
Are you an accomplished pianist?

AF: Not really. Martin and | played guitar
mainly. Alan is a classical pianist He's a
drummer as well. He's always been in
bands. It was more of a hobby for Martin
and me. We floated into it.

KZ: What were you doing before music?
AF: | was commuting up to London every
day on the train. We left school and
formed the band, rehearsing a few times a
week then doing gigs on the weekend. |
was an insurance clerk. Quite boring, eh?
Martin worked in a bank. Dave had about
forty or fifty jobs. He worked everywhere.
KZ: What's the future like for Depeche
Mode?

AF: It's very confusing because
Americans try to put us in this dance
category. We've always tried to get away
from that. Some Great Reward had only
three or four dance tracks on it. We never
consider ourselves a dance group. Over
here in Britain, we're considered
mainstream pop. The same in Europe.
We'd never be considered a dance group
in Britian. We never consider oufselves a
rock band. We think we're good intelligent

SO TAKE A VACATION!!

re | am, dispensing advice like that, and
| guess I've taken fewer than half the
vacations I've been entitled to in my
career, myself. Nowadays, older and
wiser, | take them every year.

Admittedly, it's easier to skip them, unless

family pressures force a trip out of town,
because the work does accumulate. You
can prepare and you can delegate, and

you are still going to return to a huge heap

of work on your desk, and you'll work like

a dog to catch up. No fun.

But vacations are really necessary. You
need a change of scene. A change of
perspective. The refreshment of not
thinking constantly about the concerns of
the station (although as an executive,
periodic calls in from the road are
permissible, if you must). You'll be more
productive when you get back. And you'll
be finding out something important: How
well the place can run without you.

That's important. Some insecure types
among us don't /ike the thought of the
station carrying on regardless, but this is
the true test of an executive that is
effective: How well have you trained? How
well have you anticipated? How well have
youdelegated? You're just as essential as
the motivating force behind this activity, as
you would be if you had to do it all yourself.
And no station can survive indefinitely

dependent upon one person without
developing major problems eventually.

Encourage your staff to take their
vacations as well--and not just a day here
andthere, though that is easier to manage
in the schedule, and many people seem
to preferto take them that way. They, too,
need a change of scene and
perspective--a chance to get away and
refreshthemselves. For that, several days
in a row work best.

While we're on the subject, what sort of
hours do you keep? Earlier this year, we
had reader input on a question |
posed--whether you can be an effective
PD and air personality too. The consensus
seemed to be that you could, but time
management becomes more critical. If
your duties tend to accumulate towards the
end of the day, do you stop at afixed time
whether you're through or not--or do you
put aside “quitting time” and get the job
done? This has to do with your own
personal psychological makeup; some
people need a finish line to cross to end
their day, and rapidly- lose their efficiency
if they have to continue pastit; others get
really tense trying to shoot for a stopping
time that seems impractical. Find your own
comfort level, and then stick to it. Avoid
tensions, but leave yourself some time to
yourself and your family after work. Again,
if you are the Indispensible Person at your
