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THE SALES
INTERFACE

Steve “Dallas” Lovig of WAHR-FM in
Huntsville, Alabama, wrote me an
interesting and provocative letter on the
subject of the relationship between
programming and sales. I'd like to share it
with you .- .

“As my first fulltime job in radio, | was
hired as Production Director and
Copywriter and midday air personality at a
station in the Miami, Florida, area. My
desk was in the sales office (a large room
with seven desks and a phone for each
account executive), and | was required to
attend each morning’s sales meeting. This
kept me in touch with what each
salesperson was working on, plus it gave
me an opportunity to put in my two cents
worth on sales promotions. Being visible
to each account exec every morning
made my job as copywriter run much
more smoothly—while being on the air
allowed me to see the air personalities’
point of view. If a salesperson wanted to
live-tag a spot, | could suggest an easiér
way; or | could help fine-tune an on-air
sales promotion.

"But the biggest benefit to the station was
my being a buffer. | saw both sides from
the inside. | calmed down many a jock
that had a beef related to sales, and many
a salesperson moaning about a
personality doing a spot this way or that

"l continue to feel very strongly that sales
and programming need to be together.
The copywriter should explain to the
account éxec.why wording needs to be
changed—instead of just changing it. Air
personalities should go along on
important sales calls. People from both
programming and sales should sit down

together to talk over proposals. Many
times the person on the air has a great
idea—while a salesperson has a client
who needs a good promotion. Get them
together!! We cannot continue to operate
as two separate entitites. We require each
other for our livelihoods!”

| agree. And let me add just one more
thought. A radio station without
commercials lacks an element of
excitemeént. This goes so against the grain
of many programming types that they may
reject the thought out of hand, but it is
true. Ask anyone who has been overseas
listening to Armed Forces Radio or the
domestic radio: You really miss the spots.
That's partly because they provide an
extra human element to relate to, and
partly because they add to the socio-
cultural role of a station in mirroring
society for the listener. {'ve often
commented how dumb | think it is for a
station to tell its listeners that commercials
are undesirable—through such devices as
“commercial free hours” or “plays less
commercials” slogans—since conveying
this information makes the listener a lot
less receptive to the advertiser-s message
when it is presented, reducing ad
response, and also makes it seem that the
station (which bragged about not having
commercials) has “sold out,” by finally
carrying some.

Now I've just given you ancther reason!
When spot quantity, clustering, repetition
and quality does not cross the listener’s
irritation point, they can actually be a
programming plus. (Except for those
listeners who have been “educated” by
shortsighted stations into considering
them objectionabie.) m

On September 24, 1981, K92 in Destin was
born. After only nine months, K92 was the
number two station out of twelve that were
covering the market at that time. There are
now fourteeen stations in the market. Skip
Davis, Music Director tells us why he thinks
K92 has held down the #1 position in both
Birch and Arbitron: for three consecutive
years.

Our success is not only attributed to our
music policy, but also the fact that we are
extremely active in the community, from Girl
Scout functions to hurricanes. We like to call
our unique music style AOC (album oriented
country). As many as 150 albums are an
integral part of our format. As many as

fifteen records can be played within the
hour, never less than ten. Talk by the
announcers is kept to a minimum.

We believe if what they have to say is not more
important than the music, then don'’t say it atall.
Gabby Bruce, our program director, is the man
who formulated our format We tend to lean
more to the contemporary side of country. The
way the format was put together, we’re able to
incorporate Alabama, Sylvia and Gary Morris
and blend them with John Anderson, George
Strait and George Jones. We find the
contemporary artists compliment the
traditional, and vice-versa. Even some of the
album cuts we play are very contemporary, but
they're blended in such a way that in the past
four years we’ve not had one complaint.

The rating books show our numbers have
increased every year, give or take five to ten
percent. In fact, many businesses pipe us in
through their offices and listen to us
consistently. We also have an Air Force
base here which is the largest militai y
installation in the nation. I'd venture to say

that we have 85 to 90% of the squadrons
listening to K92. When we go out on the
streets, people are constantly coming up
and telling us they love what we’re doing
and that they listen all the time.

We are one of only three major country
stations that comes into this market. There’s
one in Miltor, Florida and one in Pensacola.
They had strong numbers in this market
before we went on the air, but they dropped
drastically scon after we hit the air-waves.
Basically, Top 40 is our main competitor. In
fact, when this last book came out we
thought we might slip because the other
stations caught on to the fact that everytime
something is going on in the area, K92 is
there. Whether an organization listens to us
or not, we show up. We'll do a break or two
on the air to inform our listeners as to what's
happening and invite them to come on
down and check it out. Even if the
organization doesn't listen to the station
they'll always remember you. The rock and
roll stations know we've been kicking their
butts for years, so they have started to get
more involved with the community and that's
why we thought we might start to slip a little.
But this last Arbitron and Birch is probably
the best we've ever had.

Skip explains his responsibilities as music
director and some of his inner feelings.

I've been given a free hand with everything
and anything that has to do with music.

There are many stations that restrict the
duties of the music director because the
program director is iooming over them.
Gabby Bruce gives me full freedom to put
whatever | feel is right for our sound on the
air. | listen to everything that comes in the
door. Major artists and labels, smalil
independent labels and artists I've never
heard of. If it sounds good for our format, it
goes on the air. Right now, | have about 150
album cuts along with the current singles,
and only two oldies an hour are on a
regular rotation. | use the Gavin Report more
than any other trade for information to help
me put new product on the air as quickly as
possible.

There are some who will wait to see how a
record does on the national charts. | have a
responsibility to our listeners to be on top of
things. There are stations with a 20 to 30
record play list and it's hard to crack those
lists even if you're a major artist. | have
about 70 records in rotation, all new singles,
fifty of which are numbered. | keep a large
list like that because country listeners like
variety. | don't go any higher than that
because it wouldn’'t be doing the artist or
our listeners justice. A lot of programmers
shy away from independent labels and new
artists, | don't know why, because without
the independents where would the major
labels be? Maybe they've listened to a
couple of bad records by unknown artists
and/or labels and stopped listening to
anything not on a national chart or a major
label. A music director should listen to
everything and be honest with the record
reps. | don't hesitate to tell record reps that
I'm sorry, | just don't think the record will
make it. Either the production stinks or the
lyrics are poor or the artist needs work. We
could encourage them to put out better
records if more radio people were more
honest. Instead of telling them they'll try to
get it on next week—tell them why they can't
play the record and I'm sure the
independents would put more of an effort
into getting a better product out. We'd have
more music to choose from and | also think
by being honest some of the major artists
who haven't been putting out great product
lately are going to try harder to put out some
dynamite material to keep on top.
Consequently, country music would have a
much better image. It's not hogs, dogs and
tractors anymore. The sooner country radio
educates the public to this, the broader and
better the audience they're going to have all
across the country.

| believe the music director is an essential
part of the radio station. | check record
stores around town to see what's doing well.
| rely on the record stores in town, two

major chains and one independent. |
