his brain in 1974, doctors sawed open 
his skull, inserted high -tech hardware 
and saved his life - only to operate two 
months later on another aneurysm. 
Quincy says it changed his life - that 
he is not the same man - that he 
decided then to squeeze more juice 
out of life. The rest is history! He will 
be honored this month at the 
T.J.Martell Foundation dinner in New 
York City April 19th. We spoke to 

Quincy a few weeks before this tribute 
to him. 

QUINCY JONES: 
A MAN OF 
MANY COLORS

Gavin: Quincy, I understand you grew up quite 
poor and that your mama sent you out to find 
food in the early days. 
Quincy: That was my grandmother in St. Louis., 
She used to send my brother and me down 
there to the river to get the rats that were still 
moving. Then she'd oil 'em up and fry them! 
G: Any special tricks you can share with our 
readers? 
QJ: You got those little croaker sacks and if you 

saw one with its tail moving, you'd just get in 

underneath and yank it out like a fish. They 
were usually in the water, but if their tails 
weren't moving, forget it. 

G: Who says you can't learn something reading 
a Gavin interview? 
QJ: How to survive, right? 
G: You moved to Seattle in your teens and 
that's apparently where your music career really 
began. 
QJ: It was Bremmerton, first, then Seattle. 
Bremmerton is right across from Seattle. 
G: When did you hook up with Ray Charles? 
QJ: That must have been about '46. I was about 
14 years old. 
G: You went to the same high school that Jimi 
Hendrix went to. 
QJ: That's right - Bruce Lee, too. But both of 

them were much younger than me. 
G: What was your first musical instrument? 
QJ: All the percussion, bass drum, to snare, to 
all the other percussion instruments. Then I 

went on to tuba, sousaphone, B -flat baritone 
horn, E -flat alto -tech horn, trombone - so we 
could get up front and play. The trombone 

players got up front near the cheerleaders, 
because they had the long slides. So I had to 
try the trombone out for a while. I really was in 

love with the trumpet and piano, though, so I 

ended up a trumpet player. 
G: What kind of music were you doing with Ray 
Charles? It wasn't just jazz? 
QJ: It was everything! From seven to ten we 
used to play all the white dances like "Room 
Full Of Roses" and "To Each His Own ". Then at 

about 10 or 10:30 we'd go to the Rockin' Chair 
and the Black and Tan Club and play rhythm 
and blues, like Louie Jordan stuff and Eddie 
"Cleanhead" Vinson, and T -Bone Walker. 
Then at one or two in the morning we'd go to 
the Elks Club where we didn't get paid, and 
everybody would meet down there, including 
Ray. We'd play for nothing. We played Be -Bop 
down there. 
G: You left Seattle and went from one musical 
extreme to another and ended up at the 
Berklee School of Music. 
QJ: Right. I went to Seattle U. on a scholarship 
first and then from there to Berklee, on a 

scholarship too. 
G: I understand you were taking a number of 
courses simultaneously. 
QJ: Ten classes at one time and when you're 
on a scholarship, you have to do some kind of 

duty to earn your scholarship. So I used to copy 
arrangements for Dick Bobbitt, who still teaches 
there. He used to do a radio show and I used to 

copy his arrangements for him. 
G: Soon after you started going to Berklee, you 
hooked up with Lionel Hampton. Weren't you 
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still pretty young to be playing with his band? 
QJ: Yes, I was supposed to go on the road with 
him when I was fifteen, in Seattle, but his wife 
threw me off the bus because she wanted me 
to go back to school - which was good. She 
was smarter than I. So I finished high school. 
Then I went to Boston and was working in strip 
joints while I was studying. I got another call 
from Lionel when I was 18 or 19 and went, and I 

was really happy. 
G: Playing trumpet or trombone? 
QJ: Playing trumpet and piano and arranging. 
That was a great "school" and everybody had 
been through that one, Charlie Mingus and 
Dexter Gardner - all the musicians had been 
through Hamp's band. It was a tradition that was 
really appreciated because a big band carries 
so much tradition with it. On the road, I'd hang 
out with a lot of old dudes like Bobby Plater, the 
guy who wrote "The Jersey Bounce ". I used to 
watch him and a guitar player named Willie 
Mayko and they had it down. They knew where 
you could get the best food for $1.50, and in 
their alto sax case they used to have these 
wash and wear shirts. They'd take their pants 
and put them under the mattress at night. 
They'd take their coat and put it in the shower 
room and let the steam hit it, and they'd wash 
their handkerchief and put it on the mirror, and 
let it stick to the mirror. Then the next day 
they'd pull their pants out and they were 
pressed, their coat was cool, and they'd pull 
their handkerchief off the mirror and it's 
pressed., They had every trick in the book, you 
know? 
G: Quincy, we've learned more from this 
interview already than any other one we've 
done. We learned how to catch rats and how to 
press our clothes! You're conducting class 
here! 
QJ: Everything you can really use, right? 
G: Right - two practical tips. At some point in 
the fifties, you moved to Paris. What prompted 
the move and what did you do there? 
QJ: I went to Europe in 1953 with Lionel 
Hampton's band and I it really changed my life. 
It was a great band - Clifford Brown and Jimmy 
Cleveland and everybody was in that band. We 
got a chance to go all the way from Oslo, 
Norway to France, to North Africa and it really 
turned our heads around. When I was invited to 
accept this musical director job at, Barclay 
Disques, I took the job because I wanted to 
study with Nadia Boulanger. 
G: In the early sixties you came back to the 
States. 
QJ: Flat broke! 
G: Worse than flat broke, I understand. You 
had started a bossa nova band and you were 
$100,000 in the hole. 
QJ: About $150,000 - really in the hole! 
G: You came back but all of a sudden you're 
the Vice- President of a white record company - 

Mercury Records. 
QJ: I was in A &R first, and Irving Green saved 
my life. He took a chance and made me one of 
the A &R directors then Vice -President a few 
years later. He really taught me the whole 
record business. He was like a father to me. At 
that time, Mercury had just merged with Phillips 
Records in America. It was Phillips of Holland 
and we put out all those records like Swingle 
Singers and the Singing Nun. 
G: Swingle Singers were great - they had a 

string of about ten wonderful albums and they 
were one of Bill Gavin's favorite singing groups. 
QJ: I started that group. I first started The 
Double Sixes group and that's where they 
came from. They were a rehearsal group that 
we used to record with and they used to sing 
the Basie charts. 
G: You were famous or "infamous" for 
producing Leslie Gore's big records, but what 
other stuff were you working on at that time? 
QJ: French Horns For My Lady - remember that 
biggie? We were doing lots of jazz, some of 
Sarah Vaughn. But Leslie was really my first 
shot at the pop charts. 
G: You eventually became like a poor man's 
Henry Mancini, getting involved with some film 
soundtracks, like Sidney Lumet's films. 
QJ: That's right. The first movie was "The Pawn 
Broker ". 
G: Then you did "In The Heat Of The Night ", 
and worked with Ray Charles again. That won 
an Academy Award, right? 
QJ: The picture won an Academy Award, and 
the same year we did "In Cold Blood ". That was 
a great year. 
G: As you got more and more involved in films, 
was it something that was competing with your 
Vice- Presidency at Mercury Records, or was it 
something that you were able to do 
simultaneously? 
QJ: No, "The Pawn Broker" was something I 

was able to do because of Irving Green and the 
kindness of his heart. He knew I was getting 
frustrated with the desk, so he let me out to do 
it and he also let me out to conduct and do 
some arranging on albums with Frank Sinatra 
and Basie. 
G: I'll never forget "Sinatra At The Sands" - what 
a great album. 
QJ: It was a great time. 
G: He was debuting "Fly Me To The Moon" and 
some of the great stuff. And the repartee 
between Basie and Sinatra, and all those 
monolugues like "Monday we pick out the 
furniture..." 
QJ: That's when he used to pat me on the 
buns! 
G: Who? Sinatra? 
QJ: Yes, on "I Got A Crush On You ", he'd say 
"we'll go pick out the furniture ". He'd come by 
while I was conducting and pat me on the buns. 
I remember too, when he called me back in '69, 
when the first astronauts hit the moon. The first 
thing they played was "Fly Me To The Moon", 
his record. He was really excited about that - 

everybody was! 

G: Your career was going pretty strong with TV 

themes like "Ironsides ", "Sanford & Son ", and 
"The Bill Cosby Variety Show ". Then you had 
some serious health problems in'74? 
QJ: It was a congenital weakness in the main 
artery to the brain, and I'd never heard about it 

before. In fact, a friend of mine told me once 
you get past 40 you start to get stuff you can't 
even pronounce. And this was one. They told 
me I had an aneurysm - and I didn't know that 
they were talking about. It just popped,. But it 
didn't flood the brain or I wouldn't be speaking 
to you today. I was just blessed, I guess. The 
main artery to the brain baloons out and pops. 
It's like having 16 strokes When they were 
operating on the first one, they saw the 
possibility of another one on the other side, so 
they opened me up again a month later. 

G: How long were you out? 
QJ: The first one happened in August of '74 
and I went back in October, and then in March 
of '75 I did a tour to Japan. My doctor said, "If 

you baby yourself, you'll be a weakling all your 
life, so get out there and fight it and struggle to 
get your strength back." We toured the United 
States and Japan, and I sat on a stool every 
night. I couldn't stand up too much. But the 
energy came back and thank God everything 
feels real good. 
G: How did "The Wiz" project come about? 
QJ: I was the musical director, supervisor. I 

didn't really want to do the movie, but it was 
impossible to refuse Sidney Lumet. I had done 
six films with him and he started me in the 
business. He said "You've got to do it ", and I'm 
glad I did, because I worked with great people. 
And, if I hadn't, I wouldn't have worked with 
Michael Jackson. 

"We did it in such a 
hurry. In three months 
we did both the 'KT. 
Storybook' and 'Thriller,' 
and didn't have time to 
think . .. or get involved 
in 'paralysis from 
analysis!' 

G: Was your first professional encounter with 
Michael Jackson during "The Wz" project? 
QJ: Absolutely! I had met him when he was 12 
years old, just casually. I watched him during 
the picture and he asked me about finding him 
a producer, very quietly, like he does. Then I 

started to see how professional he was, and 
how he was always so prepared. He learned 
everything quickly and I saw a side of him I 

wasn't aware was there. When we were winding 
down at the end of the picture, I said, "I'll do 
your album.No problem. You got a producer." 
G: He was looking for a producer for what 
turned out to be "Off The Wall "? 
QJ: Yes. 
G: What were the differences between "Off 
The Wall" and 'Thriller" for you and Michael, in 
terms of growth and getting to where you 
wanted to be? 
QJ: There were a lot of things that Michael was 
doing for the first time as a solo artist on the first 
one, and he was also on the road with his 
brothers. So we communicated on the phone. 
He used to call every night. He is very 
professional and I've never seen so much 
devotion. I love that part about him. The 
second time around, I could see that he was 
getting ready to reach another plateau, but to 
tell you the truth, on the second one, we didn't 
have time to think about it or get involved in 
"paralysis from analysis ". We were doing 
another assignment from Steven Spielberg, 
the storybook for "E.T. ". Michael had to narrate 
it and we had to reconstruct the whole picture, 
and so we were concerned with getting both 
those albums finished. In three months we did 
both the "E.T." Storybook" and "Thriller ". 
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G: Tell us about "Roots ". 
QJ: I just did the first episode of "Roots ". Alex 
Haley told me about this project when he first 
started on it, 14 years before. Columbia 
Pictures had also mentioned it, but it was very 
difficult at that time for anybody to predict what 
Alex had on his mind, because he had 
perseverance and imagination beyond anyone 
else. He says "I'm gonna find my roots ", and 
you say "sure" and 14 years later he's traced it 

all the way back. 
G: R sounds like you've got something just as 
adventurous in the back of your mind, 
something called "The History Of Black Music ". 
QJ: That's what was nice about it. It's 
something like a counterpart of what I was 
working on. It was great that we were able to 
share that first episode together. He's an 
incredible man. 
G¡our other film venture, "The Color Purple ", 
was much more involved. You were actually a 
co- producer of the entire film. What were your 
roles in "Color Purple" beyond the music? 
QJ: This has been a dream for a long time. I've 
been doing scores for films for about 24 years 
and I always wanted to be involved in the 
trenches, to be involved in the film's beginning 
when they're filling in all the cracks. Peter 
Guber called me one day and said "I want to talk 
to you about being involved in something more 
than just music ". When he mentioned the 
name of the film, I almost fell on the floor. It was 
the book that I had just taken on vacation with 
me and fell in love with, "The Color Purple ". He 
asked if I'd like to be maybe the executive 
producer, and I said, "Let me have the whole 
project and run with it in the trenches and see 
what I can come up with. And if I blow it, you 
know you can pull me back and straighten me 
out." I wanted to emphasize that it was very 
important for me not to be just a spectator, but 
be right in the trenches because, at this stage 
in my life, I wanted to get in and see how a film 
was made from the very beginning to the end. I 

had been very much in love with Steven 
Spielberg as a director because we kind of 
turned to each other when we met three or four 
years earlier. He was doing "E.T" and we were 
doing "Thriller ", and he'd come by the 
recording studio, check things out and invite 
me to his studio to see the kind of shots he was 
making. In turning to each other, we'd feel each 
other's disciplines out and in this way we could 
feel that this record had a full -blown range 
dramatically. Because of this, I ran straight to 
Steven and everybody laughed and said, 
"Sure, for your first movie, you're gonna get 
Steven Spielberg!" But he did it because he 
was interested, too. 
G: Did having such a rich musical background 
as you have enable you to do things visually 
with the movie or to work things around to 
enhance the music? Or was music the 
subordinate thing in the movie? 
QJ: No, Steven and Menno Meyjes, who wrote 
the script, worked on that screenplay together 
and there were many times when they opened 
up and talked about a situation and found out 
how much a part music played. In the book, 
music played a very important role and Steven 
opened it up even further. Every time there 
was a chance to have an additional musical 
scene we discussed it, and when you do it in 
the original planning stages it's beautiful 
because that's when you can really paint a really 

beautiful canvas. And it was one of the most 
thrilling things I've ever experienced in my life! 
Working with Steven is UN- BE- LIEVABLE!!! 
He's like Coltrane; he's something! 
G: There's a certain dynamic with him that you 
don't find in film makers. 
QJ: That's right - and I was there every second! 
Every day, every shot, every script meeting, 
everything! And it was unbelievable - I could 
say I went to U.S.S. - University Of Steven 
Spielberg! 
G: How long did all this take? 
QJ: All of it went so fast - it was probably one of 
the fastest pictures ever shot out. We started 
June 5th and finished November 22nd, and so 
it's all like a blur. 
G: Did you come in under budget? 
QJ: Yes. What would you guess the film cost? 
G: Maybe $20 mil. 
QJ: Fifteen! 
G: Then you did a good job. If the movie looks 
like it cost more than it did, then you're 
successful. 
QJ: That's right. 
G: And you're already at about 80 million and 
counting? 
QJ: Yes, about 75, I guess. 
G: But by the time this interview is in print, it 
WILL be at 80 million! 
QJ: Right! 
G: What's next for Quincy Jones? 
QJ: Michael Jackson right now. I'm gonna d, 

just what we did before - whoever it is that tell, 
us what to do - we'll listen to the same person 
and go with our instincts. I think that the worst 
thing that you can do is think about what 
"Thriller" has done. I think it's 
suicide to think about that. You can't equate 
that with a new project. 
G: As we speak today, which is March 20th, at 
what stage is Michael's next album? 
QJ: We were in the studio last night. We're 
doing it just like we always do it - just feel the 
material out, go through a lot of songs. 
G: How much ended up on the cutting room 
floor from "Thriller"? Are there some great 
tracks that didn't make the cut? 
QJ: Oh, sure. There were some great songs 
that were replaced in the last stage. Michael 
can write 'em though, and they come out fast. 
When he and Lionel wrote "We Are The 
World ", that came out fast! 
G: What are your feelings about "We Are The 
World" now a year later? W.here do we go now? 
QJ: The great thing about it was the original 
inception with Geldof. It unified artists like never 
before. 
G: We've all heard of the sign that said "Check 
your egos at the door ". Did you have any 
problems with egos? 
QJ: No, there were no problems with the egos 
of the ones that were there. That sign was just 
a thing that we were kidding about. It was really 
not necessary. The nature of the project 
brought everybody in the room with their heads 
in the right place. 
G: Were there any problems with those who 
were not invited? R must have been a tough 
decision? 
QJ: I didn't want the responsibility of calling the 
artists. That was very tough. We could have 
had 400 there very easily. Ken Kragen was 
mainly in charge of that. He didn't know who 
was going to volunteer and a lot of people that 
came from his stable. Then it started to 

snowball - after a few more people came on 
everybody wanted to do it. Then it got crazy - 

we were just trying to get the record done. 
G: What time did you finally break up that 
morning? 
QJ: About 9:30 or 10:00 - we were in there 10 
hours. 
G: Was the video a live take? 
QJ: They just let the cameras roll because we 
couldn't let that get in the way of that very 
valuable time. Singers, unlike horn players, 
could run out of steam and we could never see 
these people again, and that was the scariest 
part about it. 

G: Getting back to your "History Of Black Music" 
project, when are we likely to see the fruits of 
your dreams? 

"My wife tells me that I 
stay up 15 hours in the 
studio - it's not a cure for 
cancer, ifs only a record. 
But these dudes down 
there are serious. They're 
talking about saving 
lires ... " 

QJ: It's one that I'm trying to keep a deadline off 
of because with almost every project I've been 
involved with, like "Roots" and "The Color 
Purple ", I've tried to apply a feeling and spirit of 
evolution. Everything seems to be constantly 
building towards that. This is the first time that I 

have taken two years non -stop where I've been 
completely away from pop music and I'm just 
coming back. "The Color Purple" was like 
jumping back to 1909 and 1943 and staying 
there for two years, totally out of the pop music 
scene. It's been a very interesting experience. 
G: Well, come on back! Radio's waiting for you! 
QJ: Both of them were great experiences and 
it's nice to be back. 
G: The T.J. Martell Foundation "Humanitarian 
Award Dinner" in honor of Quincy Jones is 
coming up soon. How did that come about? 
QJ: Clarence Avant has been a friend of mine 
for 30 -some years. He owns Tabu Records at 
CBS and knows everybody in the record 
business. He's like the guru of the business 
and he said to me, "You're gonna do the T.J. 
Martell dinner ". And I said, "But Clarence, I'm 
doing this picture ", and he said, "I don't care." 
He wouldn't take "no" for an answer. I had 
heard about it, repected all the people that 
were on it, but I didn't really understand what it 

was all about. So Clarence came to New York 
and took me out with Tony Martell to meet Dr. 
Holland and Dr. Norton down at Mt. Sinai. Man - 

did I get a lesson in life down there! My wife, 
Peggy, is always telling me, "You stay up 15 
hours in the studio - it's not a cure for cancer, 
it's only a record." But these dudes down there 
are serious. They're talking about saving lives 
and they're cramped in this little space and 
working their hearts out, dedicated to keeping 
us from this killer. It has invaded our lives 
personally - my family is involved and there are 
some very serious relationships with that. If 

there's anything that feels good about making 
it, it has to be the ability to help something like 
what they're doing - because then it has some 
meaning to it.

FIND AN 
EXCUSE 
TO THROW 
A PARTY 

An excuse to throw a party? I don't need an 
excuse!" But you do, if you want to use parties as 
a good management practice. In my last column, I 

discussed the importance of catching people 
doing something right, and then rewarding them. 
Now I'm going to take that principle a step further 
and suggest that the effective manager is one 
who understands that parties and hoopla and 
celebrations --what I call Purposeful Parties -- are 
great means of rewarding good performance. 
Purposeful Parties are also good ways to boost 
morale, since they make the office a less grim and 
more fun of a place. Finally, Purposeful Parties 
get people together so they can work better as a 
team. Let's look at each one of these in turn. 
Purposeful Parties can improve performance and 
efficiency. Here the trick is to make sure that 
people know that the hooplah event is one that 
celebrates a success. For example, one small 
company I described in my last column took 
everyone from senior manager to janitor 
(including spouses /friends) to Hawaii for a week 
to celebrate an increase in market share and 
profits. Other companies have taken their star 
performers, or everyone in the company, to 
exotic beach resorts like Acapulco or Bermuda, or 
white -water rafting, or skiing, or they've thrown 
big parties with well -known rock groups playing. 
But what's critical is that each event celebrates a 
specific success: an increase in market share, a 
super month for sales, a cut in customer 
complaints, a new client. And the parties come 
fast and frequently. One manager spontaneously 
brings food and drink into the office to celebrate 
whenever the firm lands a new account. Another 
manager climbed on a desk in the middle of the 
office, announced that an accountant had just 
saved the company over $50,000 and 
announced that beer and wine were on their way. 
In another company, the employee of the month 
is honored with cash and prizes at the monthly 
office party. Another very successful manager 
points out that the best thing he does is roam the 
halls looking for a reason to throw a party (shades 
of catching people doing something right!). He 
says that he's not doing his job if he doesn't find 
at least one thing a day (!) to celebrate with coffee 
and donuts. How's that for purposeful 
party- throwing? Purposeful parties help develop 
teams. One very successful company insists that 
all hands in each division get together for some 
sort of party -type event at least once every 
couple weeks. That's thousands of people 
partying every two weeks. However, this 
company has found amid all the beer -swizzling 
and food -swallowing comes a lot of networking 
and problem solving, as people talk to each other 
about problems and make appointments to solve 
them, or solve them right on the spot. Other 
companies have found the same thing: Get 
people together in a regular party type atmosphere 

right in the office, and pockets and groups of 
them start clustering together to talk about issues 
and projects and ideas. Work occurs. Creativity 
occurs. People get to know people they ordinarily 
wouldn't (which creates good networks for 
getting future projects accomplished). 
Purposeful partying makes the office a fun place 
to be. The effective companies we have studied 
do not accept the premise that the work 
environment needs to be a grim place. 
Hardworking, yes, but also fun. One successful 
company had its senior executive team go around 
all the offices singing Christmas carols. Another 
company encouraged its 800 employees to dress 
up wildly for Halloween; even the senior 
executives got dressed up, and business (very 
"serious" insurance and financial services) went 
on as usual, but in outrageous hysterical outfits. 
This same company also sponsored a day where 
the central area was cordoned off so that 
employees who did any arts or crafts as hobbies 
could show off and (if they could find a customer) 
sell their products. A fair took place all day in the 
middle of "serious" work. (And I can tell you some 
of the stuff was good. I wound up buying a $300 
oil painting from a computer programmer!). A very 
successful nationwide pizza company has regular 
nationwide "Olympics" (with medals and music) 
for dough -rolling, tray -cleaning, tray- stacking, 
and truck- driving for all its employees. Fun, fun, 
fun. Make the office a fun, exciting, zesty place to 
boost morale and make people glad to come to 
work and stay working for you. 
So we've got three reasons for parties: Parties for 
rewarding success and super -performance, 
parties for getting people together to "network ", 
and parties to boost up morale and spirit. Are you 
skeptical of this? Some managers are. They think 
that "work is work; fun comes afterward ". To that I 

say "why ?" Who says work has to be grim? That's 
old -time sweatshop mentality. One executive 
who has built up a 2 billion dollar privately held firm 
says that one of his main tenents, which he lets 
each of his employees know, is that "work should 
be fun ". Also, remember that I've not talked 
about just random partying. I've talked about 
purposeful partying. Effective management 
means doing anything and everything to boost 
motivation, innovation, and performance, and that 
translates into good old fashioned revenues and 
market share. If purposeful partying will help do 
that, then it's a good investment. And I can't 
convince you logically that it's a good investment. 
The accounts will simply show you the cost 
figures, which may scare you off. But I can tell you 
this: companies like Hewlett- Packard, the Limited 
stores, People Express, IBM, and many others do 
it, and attribute some of their success to it. If they 
can do it, why not you? Besides, when was the 
last time you read advice on management 
which told you to go out and have a party?

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"URBANIZING" 

by Jerrry Boulding 

W ith ratings becoming more and more 
important because of the big bucks that often 
come with them, many stations are being 
forced out of the "game" because they think 
they just can't AFFORD to "stand and deliver". 
Many would rather "switch than fight ". Then, 
after they switch, they wished they had stayed 
and fought. Radio in 1986 is much more 
fragmented. 

Top 40 FM'ers are back, some for the first time. 
And many of them are winning. Some are 
winning at the expense of sharp urban FM'ers 
who are just not programming defensively. Top 
40's actually scrape the very best from almost 
every other musical format by playing the 
absolute hottest rock, new wave, urban and 
country songs, thereby acquiring much of the 
formerly fragmented audiences of these 
stations. One of the things that they use to 
carry off the huge victories they have scored in 

some markets involves PROMOTIONS. 

MONEY FOR NOTHING 

There is no question that factors such as 
contests, promotions, and campaigns and 
research are key elements in winning rating 
wars. And once your research shows that 
money and cars are what most people would 
like to win from their radio stations, the problem 
starts. How are you going to get the station to 
come up with a "killer car ", or a huge cash 
jackpot to compete? Let's face it. With some 

"TIE -INS AND TRADE -OUTS" 
high power Top 40 stations playing up to 70% 
of our music, the difference might be tolerated 
by a huge chunk of our audience if (in addition 
to the music, fewer psychographically negative 
commercials and a cleaner, brighter signal), 
they're also giving away a car coated with cash! 
And all you have to do to win is to remember 
the title of one tune? And with the price of 
cellular ear -phones dropping, can mobile 
money winners be far behind? 

With the important ARBitron Spring ratings 
sweeps underway, many programmers are 
gearing up for major promotions and are 
spending huge amounts on outside 
advertising. Not only are they giving away 
devastating prizes, but many are advertising 
this fact on television and billboards at key 
locations when traffic flows and slows. So 
they're going to be sure you know what they're 
giving away. One station is offering to send its 
big winner to Las Vegas with $10,000 worth of 
gambling cash. Money for nothing and your 
CHIPS for free? 

HOW TO GET A $100,000 PRIZE PACKAGE 

The truth of the matter is that in many cases, 
much of what is being given away has been 
traded out. How can you trade out cash, you 
say? Well, by inviting sponsors to participate in 

a well -planned promotion. Here's how it works: 

The sales department finds a sponsor who 
wants to do something... give away a car or a 

trip or a REFRIGERATOR, (although if you're 
from New England, you may want to pass on 
that). Then you put together a clever 
promotion, one that will gather and maintain 
interest from the listeners and the sponsors, 
even the G.M. 

Some programmers automatically reject the 
idea because they feel sales- oriented 
promotions are bad. What they don't realize is 

that while the station can get the glory, the 
sponsor gets a little traffic and there's little or no 
cost! In the long run, the listener remembers 
the prize and where they won it. You've got 
almost all of your major automobile dealers 
fiercely competing against each other. You've 
got tie -ins with current campaigns for 
McDonalds, Burger King and Kentucky Fried 
Chicken...all very anxious to tie in with a 

campaign they may already be running to 
create some additional store traffic. Shopping 
malls are always looking for seasonal 

promotions and with the kind of publicity that a 

well -planed radio campaign could give them, 
the possibilities are endless. You've even got a 

store that will go in with you to give away a 
stereo television and a VCR. Tie that in with an 
artist's concert, add a flourish or two like a 

limousine and back -stage passes and you've 
got a strong promotion. Listeners cherish 
things like "purple umbrellas" and artist tour 
jackets. I once worked a promotion out with a 
sponsor tie -in where we gave away a Coca Cola 
machine and product to go with it for a year. On 
another occasion we also did some research to 
find out what kind of car most of our audience 
preferred and we broke it down into age and 
gender. We took this information to a BMW 
Dealer and not only got the promotion, but 
picked up a classy new sponsor as well. 

EVERYBODY WINS 

From month -to -month you will find you can cut 
way down your cash budget simply by planning 
and using your head. Sponsors like it because 
when a station starts doing all that promotion, 
even when they don't mention the sponsor or 
product by name, just the mere fact that they're 
referring to it means something. 

Also, when a station starts a major promotion, 
the sponsor is often generating new trade, new 
excitement for the business, costing them far 
less than if they went out on their own and tried 
to create the same thing. 

Knowledge of your market is essential here. 
You wouldn't want to approach a sponsor 
who'd just done a similar promotion for another 
station. Work with your promoton director or 
sales department on these tie -ins. And don't 
be discouraged if they don't buy your first idea. 
Ask them what they would like to tie in with and 
go back to the drawing board and come up with 
something they can use. You may have a very 
good idea of what they want, but it wouldn't 
hurt to use some of the intense awareness you 
used when you first arrived in the market. 
Remember going to the local hangouts, or just 
driving around town to get the feel of exactly 
what you were up against? Repeating this 
process periodically is not only worth the extra 
time, but it could make a big difference in your 
paycheck down the road. Now, if we could just 
work a trade with U -Haul or Ryder for when it's 

time to "keep on truckin -. Perhaps we could 
even get Eddie Kendricks to do some 
voice -overs?

PROVING RADIO WORKS...SORT OF 

Broadcasters in Cleveland not long ago created 
as series of outrageous ads for a vertically -built 
underground mall, which, when run, got 
enough talk around town to prove their point - 

people notice and remember what they hear on 
the radio. I gather the idea was intended to par I 

the long running NAB campaigns about 
imatination being the picturetube of radio. 

A broadcasters group in Portland, Oregon, in 

January attempted to do their own version of 

this concept --but missed the point while 
proving radio's credibility instead, somewhat to 

their own dismay. Listeners, rather than being 
entertained, were fooled, and the State 
Attorney General looked into the campaign for 
possible fraud -- although the matter seems to 
have been settled with the stations agreeing to 
broadcast an apology. 

The Senior Editor of the Salem (Oregon) 
Statesman -Journal ran an editorial on the 
matter that I thought was surprisingly fair under 
the circumstances, and I've obtained his 
permission to quote from it for your thought 
and consideration. Van Eisenhut wrote: 

"A recent advertising campaign by several 
Portland -area radio stations certainly didn't help 
their credibility among listeners. 

"The stations broadcast dozens of commercials 
describing a new vehicle, the Stardrive 2000, 
as the car of the future. It needed no gasoline, 
and required servicing only once every 
200,000 miles. It accelerated from zero to 50 
mph in 5.2 seconds. 

"Who would possibily believe such extravagant 
claims? Many listeners apparently. After a flood 
of inquiries from the public, the press, and the 
State Attorney General's office, the Portland 
Area Radio Council admitted that the 
commercials were a hoax. No such car exists. 
The commercials were an experiment designed 
to show the effectiveness of radio advertising. 

"The ill- advised experiment reminds me of the 
proverb, 'fool me once, shame on you; fool me 
twice, shame on me'. Jan Margosian, 
consumer information coordinator of the State 
Attorney General's financial fraud division, 
said...not one person contacted by the AG's 
office believed the commercials were a hoax. 
That would seem to indicate that the 
believability of radio commercials was relatively 
high, at least before the experiment. What 
would the believeability be now, however? 

"I find it incredible that anyone could take such 

a commercial seriously , especially the 
no- gasoline claim. The gullibility of some 
members of the public can't be underestimated 
however. 

"I don't question the honesty of the Portland 
Area Radio Council and I don't think the people 
who put the campaign together really meant to 
deceive or defraud. Obviously, however, they 
didn't give as much thought as they should 
have to all the ramifications of the fake 
commercials. The incident should remind all 
media, both print and electronic, of our 
tremendous responsibility to our audience. We 
should never forget that. 

"I don't mean to disparage advertising in 

general. Without it, the cost of newspapers, 
magazines, radio and television would be 
prohibitive to most of us. Furthermore, 
advertising makes possible the mass sale of 
goods and consequently reduces the price for 
all of us. 

"All media, however, could do a better job of 
monitoring some of the more far -out ads and 
commercials they print and broadcast. That 
would give a considerable boost to the 
credibility of both the print and electronic 
media." 

I find it hard to disagree with any of the 
sentiments expressed by Mr. Eisenhut. 
However, I might add these thoughts; 

1) If you playfully hoax your listeners, you 
better be certain they are in on the joke. Your 
station's credibility is precious, and is what 
makes your ads work; and there are the legal 
ramifications too. More than one station has 
lost its license for what was intended to be a 

hoax to promote itself (the "missing DJ ", etc.). 

2) If you give other media a chance to criticize 
you for your broadcast practices, they probably 
will, and you stand to lose more than you gain . 

3 ) If your promotion is designed to prove radio 
can spread the work all by itself, better make 
sure other media don't publicise it!!, 

4) Broadcasters getting together to do 
ANYTHING together had better be certain they 
are clear of antitrust laws. (Not a problem in this 
instance, because of how the broadcasters' 
organization was incorporated , but well worth 
underlining for those thinking of working with 
other stations on any project.) 103 stations 
on any project.)
