1986 IN REVIEW 
1986 lacked major trends-or at least any 

evident to us right now. But there were some 
interesting developments bearing on our 
industry: 

If there were a major trend, it would be that the 
CD (digital "compact disc") ceased being a 
novelty and now seems on a track towards 
replacing LP's and perhaps tapes for commercial 
music releases. With their digital technology, CD's 
eliminate clicks, pops, hiss, pressing distortion 
and compressed dynamic range. They are also 
very difficult to make and virtually impossible to 
counterfeit --so far. Their enormous dynamic 
range (the ratio of their softest sound to their 
loudest) does allow music to sound much more 
"live," but it poses two problems for radio. First is 
that it elevates listener expectations of audio 
quality to well beyond anything modern 
broadcasting, AM or FM, can deliver. (Fortunately, 
the majority of the population doesn't seem able 
yet to really tell the difference.) Second is that 
CD's, when they exemplify this dynamic range 
capability on the air, tend to sound worse than 
regular records, since no station's compression/ 
limiting equipment was designed to crunch such 
a wide dynamic range. The result is erratic 
modulation levels, obvious "pumping," distorted 
peaks and, for a station with multiband 
compression, erratic frequency response as well. 

It may prove necessary for each station using 
CD's regularly to install an Aphex "Compeller" in 
the line between each CD player and the board to 
pre-process the levels, since that is the only 
level -controlling device that currently able to 
handle this sort of dynamic range with minimal 
side effects. (Perhaps just one in the line prior to 
the regular transmitter audio processing will 
suffice.) 

Certainly one significant minor trend has been 
the increasing use of CD's at stations of all formats 
during the past year. But this will almost certainly 
continue to be only a minor trend unless record 
companies become as willing to provide CD 
service as they are standard record service to 
stations. This is unlikely until pressing capability 
catches up to consumer demand, which probably 
won't take place before the end of 1987. 

Although the LP seems to have started down 
the long road to oblivion, it must have a good 
decade of life left. And, while sales of 45 rpm 
singles have fallen considerably in the last couple 
of years, they, too, are likely to remain with us, at 
least at the radio level. The reason is that the 
single -song record is such a useful device for 
record companies to promote an album, and 
production and distribution of the single is by far 
the cheapest way of getting music to radio. But 
for PD's who tablulate singles sales (still a 
significant way to gauge public taste in at least 
three formats), the decline of the single at the 
retail level is cause for concern, and an indicator 
of the increasing need to increase other forms of 
record research. 

No big, trendy, splashy format swept the 
country this year, although the "format of the 

year," based on continuing quiet gains, was 
probably Urban Contemporary. 1986 was the year 
that "all -weather -forecast radio" (Minneapolis) and 
"intentionally boring news" (San Francisco) 
demonstrated their lack of viability. But James 
Gabbert's KOFY-San Mateo, CA, helped to 
remind us that music, properly programmed in an 
enjoyable environment, can still succeed on AM 
radio. KOFY, a 1 kw daytimer which had been 
all -Spanish for decades until last spring, beat 
many of the San Francisco Bay Area's biggies in 

its first two books with an infectious "oldies" 
approach. As I've told you before, Gabbert was 
the single most important figure in turning FM into 
a successful band. I here publicly congratulate 
him for helping to demonstrate that AM is far from 
dead as a music medium when the programming 
is constructed well. Gabbert can be counted on to 
do the surprising-and to be a big success as he 
does. So keep your eye on KOFY as he prepares 
to increase the power to 50 kw and go fulltime! 

For daytime AM's, 1986 was the year that all the 
promised pre/post- broadcasting was finally 
allowed --with many stations disappointed by the 
results. Many benefited nicely, though, and a 
considerable number were allowed to continue all 
night with low -power levels, even without the 
necessity of applying for permission. Increasing 
interference on the AM band resulted as Class 
IV's concluded their decades -long campaign to 
increase nighttime power by being allowed 1 kw 
fulltime, and the clear channels continued to gain 
new stations in many parts of the country. 

The NAB made a significant effort on behalf of 
AM by settling on a standard broadcast emphasis 
curve. This allowed stations to boost the highs to 
benefit listeners with inferior radios, and 
manufacturers to design AM receivers with a 
calculated, standard high -frequency rolloff to 
replace the total lack of highs that has been the 
rule due to narrow bandwidth. The manufacturers 
agreed in principle to adopt this standard for 
receiver design, but seem to be hesitating to see 
if (1) AM stations do generally adopt the 
standardized pre -emphasis curve, and (2) if more 
stations adopt AM stereo broadcasting, so that 
the newer high-fidelity receivers can be designed 
for stereo as well. As noted here recently, the 
Motorola C-Quam system has become the 
"marketplace standard," but less than ten percent 
of the nation's AM stations have gone to stereo, 
even though some four million C-Quam receivers 
are in the hands of the public --mostly in cars- and 
virtually all are unable to decode the only other 
remaining AM stereo system, the Kahn -Hazeltine. 

The NAB is uncertain whether AM stations will 
generally adopt the new equalization standard, 
which is essentially the same as the FM 
pre -emphasis curve except that it rolls off above 
10 kHz to avoid excessive "splatter" interference 
to stations nearby on the dial from high energy 
between 10,000 and 15,000 Hz. The FCC may 
be called upon to adopt this transmitting standard 
into the rules, but it is an open question as to 
whether they would agree. Although over the

years I have argued against AM pre -emphasis and 
reducing AM audio frequency response from the 
currently allowed 15 kHz, I am a pragmatist. Since 
it seems the only way we will ever see high-fidelity 
AM receivers become generally accepted by the 
public, I support adopting the standard and hope 
the AM broadcasters of the country will do so as 
well. The necessary equalization devices will 
soon become available from broadcast 
equipment companies. 

1986 also saw the start of a major effort by AM 
broadcasters to transmit higher fidelity audio by 
broadbanding their old "High -Q" antenna 
systems. Some consulting engineers have had 
great difficulty delivering promised bandwidth 
improvements; I have heard some costly horror 
stories. I can recommend my old friend George 
Frese of Wenatchee, WA, as at least one 
consulting engineer with the knowledge and 
ability to achieve better fidelity results through 
broadbanding. 

And in 1986, a major effort was mounted by 
CBS Labs and the NAB to improve the noise 
figure and coverage of FM stereo broadcasts 
through the FMX process. Since I wrote about 
FMX in my September 5th column, 
developmental progress has been slowed by 
conflicting reports on degrading effects on 
standard FM receivers of the FMX FM signal. 
Some stations involving in the testing say these 
effects occur only in severe multipath conditions, 
where the signal is badly degraded anyway. 
Others say it occurs under less extreme 
conditions under some circumstances. Until the 
matter is resolved and all problems refined out of 
the system, the FMX process is unlikely to 
become a standard.

The sudden collapse of the 
RCA -Westinghouse plans to pool their 
radio assets leaves NBC Radio and its O&Os 
very much "in play," as they say on Wall Street. 
"I have no idea why the deal didn't go through," 
says an NBC executive. "All I know is that Group 
W's decision to pull out surprised their 
negotiators as well. It obviously came from the 

very top." 

RCA still has more than 70 other buyout 
offers from groups and individuals. One serious 
tender is from Westwood One's Norm 
Pattiz, currently sitting on a $100 million 
acquisition fund raised through a bond issue. 
(Westwood says the reported $20 million used 
to buy "Radio & Records" two weeks ago 
did not come from that fund.) NBC Radio and 
The Source are current money -losers, but 
much of that overhead is due to longstanding 
union contracts. Westwood's Mutual 
Broadcasting division, significantly, is 

headquartered in Virginia, a right-to-work state. 

Meanwhile, both nets are going ahead with 
plans for next year. NBC is moving its monthly 
"Legends of Rock" program to a 

once -a -week schedule. Mutual, meanwhile, 
has announced plans to set up a second 
network, called "Mutual P.M.," based at 
Westwood studios in California, featuring news, 
sports and longform talk by Larry King and 
Toni Grant. "This has been in the works ever 
since Westwood One took over," says Mutual 
news chief Ron Nessen. "I'm excited --I don't 
think any other radio network is originating 
newscasts from the West Coast." Finally, this 
net note: CBS Radio, old gray CBS, has 
launched a new COMEDY show. "Funny 
Stuff' will debut Jan. 7, 1987, with 
two -to -60 -second cuts "ranging from classic 
routines to the contemporary humor of Bill 
Cosby and Billy Crystal." It's sorta like 
seeing comic strips in the New York Times! 

Speaking of classics, WNEW/AM-New York 
confirms that it's been talking to Steve Allen 
about filling the late William B. Williams' 
airshift. The station says a decision should be 
made in a couple of weeks. 

If Steverino doesn't get the gig, he could 
head for Indianapolis, where WFBQ is looking 
for a newsperson to blend in with Bob & 

Tom's morning madness. PD Marty Bender 
says he's decided the show needs local items 
to supplement net newscasts from The 
Source. "We'd actually prefer a female because 
we have no women voices on the air now," says 
Bender. "We want someone who won't be 

funnier than Bob & Tom, and who might want to 

also do an air shift." The number to call is (317) 
257-7565...Taft sister station 
WLVQ-Columbus, OH, is looking for a morning 
team, following the departure of PD Pat Still 
and cohort Mike "Daddy Wags" Wagner to 

WRIF-Detroit. Lee Randall is handling the 
programming duties. Still says his decision to 
leave was a hard one, but, "They offered me a 

stretch limo and I couldn't refuse." 

As widely rumored (including here), Dave 
Logan has returned to program KFOG-San 
Francisco, although he will stay on the 
Burkhart/Abrams payroll until the Superstars 
convention in mid -January. "It was a wonderful 
two years," says Logan of his consultancy 
career, "and now I'm hoping to apply what I've 
learned to making KFOG Number One!" 
Logan's reappearance shifts PD John Rivers 
into the News Director's chair, filling in while 
Scoop "If You Don't Like the News, Go Out 
and Make Some of Your Own" Nisker is on 
sabbatical. 

'Tis the Season for the annual return of 
Perry Como to the tube. (For those of you 
who don't know, Perry was the Teddy 
Ruxpin of the Fifties.) Ever wonder who 
watches all those Christmas Specials? Check in 

with the Couch Potatoes, a group of 8,000

Skylarking-XTC (Geffen) 
XTC reached their mark with 1981's English 
Settlement package. Ever since then, it's 
been a steady scratchin' and crawlin' back to 
that plateau. Skylarking very nearly lifts XTC 
back to that zenith with the colliding ideologies 
of producer Todd Rundgren and Andy 
Partridge. "Earn Enough For Us" is the 
obvious radio pick, although some are quite 
fond of the opening track, "Summer Cauldron," 
the first song I remember about somebody 
being boiled in the stew and actually enjoying 
it. The lion's share of the material is written by 
Partridge, although the deep, vibrant 
Beatlesque basslines of Colin Moulding 
distinguishes XTC as well . A true British 
achievement, Skylarking is a throwback to the 
Dukes Of Stratosphear project XTC 
attempted two years ago. There's seven on a 
side, so rabid fans should find nothing less 
than a banquet to tide them over until next 
time. XTC always has a wide open shot at 
topping our Gavin Alternative charts even 
amidst such heavy January competition as the 
Stranglers and the Furs. The quality and 
high standard of Skylarking reflects the band's 
eccentric power over an army of 
progressive -minded listeners. XTC will be 
prominent inside the Gavin pages for months. 

"Subterranean Homesick

Tesla's Mechanical 
Resonance rides the mainstream wave of 
metal to the right of Scorpions, to the left of 
Black N Blue and twelve o'clock high over 
Bon Jovi. Tesla sounds like a happy marriage 
between young technically minded rock 
players and an ambitious production team. 
Though fast guitar players and metal crooners 
are becoming a dime a trillion, Tesla spice up 
their stew by utilizing occasional acoustic 
instruments and interesting guitar tone 
variations, offering evidence that keen 
proficiency and dexterity is of priority 
importance.

Biggest mover in the 
top twenty is CAMEO's "Candy" - not surprising 
but getting a #14 already is a quickie since "Word 
Up" hasn't been gone that long. As you'll notice on 

this year-end "Top 100's" on page 53, that tune by 
CAMEO was the Number One Song Of The Year 
1986 - which is no surprise to me. What was rather a 

surprise was that the PATTI 
LABELLE/MICHAEL MCDONALD was big 
enough to come in at number two - ballads were in 
abundance during 1986, but that one took away 
many awards as the ballad of the year, coming in 
behind the up -tempo dance -floor -packer "Word 
Up." Both "Certified" titles come from last week's 
"Chartbound" and the other debut on the charted 
40 is the new single by FREDDIE JACKSON 
"Have You Ever Loved Somebody." What's 
remarkable about this one debuting in the chart this 
week is that it just debuted in "Up & Coming" last 
week, the first week it was released to the stations. 
Looking good for January, too, are the two 
Chartbound entries this week: ROSE ROYCE 
and J.BLACKFOOT. They both logged in with 
over 40 reports this week. SHIRLEY MURDOCK 

had a resurge in reports and takes good jumps on 
many charts, as well as ours. Requests are reported 
by Philip David March, WJYL-Louisville, who is 
getting them from teens and adults, and by LICIA 
TORRES, KJLH-Los Angeles, who reports "heavy 
requests from 12+, everyone calls for it," and from 
Donnie Deane, WKIE-Richmond, "heavy calls 
from the adults, especially the women," and finally 
from Don "Early" Allen, WOWI-Norfolk, who 
reports calls from both men and women.

ESCAPE -- 
THE NEW MESSAGE 
IN OUR MUSIC 

Whether or not "Love Will Conquer All" or "It's 
Hip To Be Square," the sentiments sound 
believeable enough when sung by superstars 
like Lionel Richie and Huey Lewis. But what those 
songs do offer without question is a kind of 
"lover's escape" --a chance to fantasize before we 
return to reality-and for a lot of us that has pretty 
much been the story. While today's hit -oriented 
mass -appeal, high-energy, personality -oriented 
radio is obviously a marvelous escape, the 
question becomes "Is that enough?" Should 
radio and its music be used like motion pictures, 
television, videos... simply to get away? Well, the 
views and opinions on that one are probably as 
varied as the people who have them. 

For example, let's say you live and work in a 
neighborhood where they keep the radio going 
all day and far into the night. When father goes off 
to work and the kids go off to school, mother 
keeps the radio on while she's watching 
television soaps. When the weekend comes, the 
son and daughter keep two radios on constantly, 
listening for their favorite songs and the witty 
deejay who keeps them laughing between 12 

songs -in -a -row. 
ENDLESS LOVE 

By using the radio, you can listen endlessly to 
almost any kind of music, from classical to the 
latest hip hits. There really need be no 
conversation or exchange of thought, for the 
radio does almost everything for you. Some 
psychologists say radio helps students while 
studying, helps some factory workers feel better 
about doing some rather boring tasks, helps 
shoppers feel better. Some studies show that a 
contented shopper may be inclined to spend 
more and feel better about their purchases. 
Some grocery chains have even opted to carry 
favorite radio stations on their PA systems. 

The odd part about all this is that radio seems to 
alter so little the course of life. It may make some 
things a little more convenient. We have all felt 
that we have helped make life go a little better. 
We may have global news more quickly and hear 
crime described more vividly, but information is 

not going to make us intelligent. It's only a thin 
layer of information about the horrors of the 
hostages, the ongoing problems with taxes. For 
many of us, even all -news stations offer a form of 
escape. And at music stations, it's all the more 
obvious. 

What's wrong with escape, you say? Well, 
nothing perhaps, except that dependence on 
beauty and avoidance of the ugly is an escape 
which becomes torture when that escape is cut 
off. When beauty becomes necessary to our 
well-being, "experiencing" ceases and sensation 
begins. The music, the river, the painting, the 
party, the thoughts of love become only a means 

to further sensation. Sensation becomes 
all -dominant. The longing to repeat an 
experience is the demand for sensation, and 
while sensations can be repeated, experiencing 
cannot. 

Dependence on outward line only indicates an 
emptiness of our own being, which we fill with 
music, art or deliberate silence. It is because this 
emptiness is filled or covered over with 
sensations that there is the everlasting fear of 
what is, of what we are and what we may become. 
Sensations become all -dominant. The longing to 
repeat an experience is the demand for 
sensation. 
HOLIDAY ESCAPE 

Escape can, and often does, have seasonal 
brush strokes. For many in the black -urban 
audience, the upcoming holiday season can be 
very important. There have been many theories 
on how to best handle holiday music and 
escapes, ranging from "keep the hits coming" to 
"let's play as many holiday hits as we can." Our 
research and studies show the black -urban 
audience is very much into holidays, especially 
Christmas. A radio station that caters to their total 
needs cannot ignore the black -urban Christmas 
classics, and there are many. Most well -run urban 
outlets prefer to place the special holiday songs 
in the place of a classic or golden during the 
holiday season. Some have even set aside a few 
hours on Christmas day when they schedule 
nothing but Christmas songs. How much or how 
little should be played is an individual decision 
based on several factors. First, naturally, is the 
number of playable Christmas songs available. 
Then there is the question of "Should I go 
outside the format to fill a Christmas void?" The 
answer, of course, depends on your format and 
your feelings, coupled with whatever research 
information you can gather regarding what the 
market prefers and would accept. It could be 
dangerous to leave the format just to play some 
Christmas music and perhaps have someone 
tune past your station at that time believing they 
have found another station. On the other hand, 
there are some songs that would work and that 
have been established Christmas favorites, 
causing little risk. 

So, even Christmas and Christmas music is a 
form of escape...one that can make a difference 
in the listener's perception of your radio station. 
One thing that always helps is keeping your 
sense of humor during the busy holiday season. 
After all, Christmas is when you pay twenty-five or 
thirty dollars for a tree and find you've been 
trimmed more than the tree! The battle of 
Christmas shopping is a time when the casualty 
list grows in the War on Poverty.
