While the rest of America is waiting for Ed
McMahon to give them their ten million clams,
many of you are facing radio’s seasonal
sweepstakes-—-the Arbitrons. Early returns
from both coasts include lots of good news for
Emmis Broadcasting's Urban outlets:
POWER106 edged out KIIS-FM to become
number one in Los Angeles after just three
books, and newly-acquired HOT103 debuted
strongly with a 3.1 in New York (all figures are
12+, Mon.-Fri.). "We're just real excited,” says
Emmis president Jeff Smulyan. “| think the
key is having the right people in both places
who have a good sense of their audience and
are able to tailor their stations to their markets.”
POWER106 PD Jeff Wyatt agrees that the
vital component is "a constant focus on the
audience-- giving them a sense that we're in it
for them.” The station was also able to broaden
its previously heavily teen-skewed
demographics, coming in number one among
18-34s with a 9.2, while KIiS dropped from a
9.8 to an 8.7. Wyatt's observation: "Bon Jovi
sounds pretty irritating the first time you hear it
at six in the morning, but after six months, it's
like James Taylor. | think our perception has
softened among older listeners.”

*

Under new PD Steve Rivers, KIIS has

already adjusted its mix to appeal to
POWER106 listeners, leaving a format hole
for a straight-ahead Top 40. All this comes ata
time of renewed speculation over the future of
Z-100's Scott Shannon, who has been
rumored headed west to take KZLA Top 40
ever since Malrite acquired the property over
a year ago. "That would really put KIIS between
arock and a hard place,” notes Wyatt.

Shannon, however, is currently the king of New
York, as Z-100 maintained its domination of
rival WPLJ and all other comers. The Fall book
showed Z100 in first place for the fourth time in
a row, with a 5.8, compared to a 5.1 for rival
WPLJ, putting Larry Berger & Co.ina
second-place tie with Urban WRKS. Other Big
Apple winners include Viacom's WLTW,
which rebounded to a 4.2 while its A/C rivals
dropped. WXRK held steady ata 4.1, although
morning madman Howard Stern dropped
from first to fourth in his time period. Shannon,
whose Morning Zoo was in second place
behind all-news WINS, says he was very
impressed by Emmls's showing with

HOT103. "Our research shows them making
good progress--this won't be the end of it,
either.” Of his own plans, Scott says, "I'm in
contract negotiations now, so there are bound
to be rumors. But | like the people I'm working
with.” He says he expects to announce within a
week or so who will replace afternoon driver
Shadow Stevens, now programming
B97-New Orleans. Rumored front-runner is
Steve Kingston from B104-Baltimore.

In Los Angeles, the big movement was in
album radio, where dinosaur rock KLSX
(former KHTZ/KBZT) jumped 1.5-3.1, while
KLOS dropped 3.7-2.3 and KMET also
slipped into the upper ones. Newly-named
KLSX PD Tom Yates says he's well aware of
the burnout factor that has seen other classic
rock stations zoom up and then down. "We are
not a museum,” he insists. "I came in knowing
the potential for dropoff. We have a long-term
evolutionary game plan. Like the trilobites, we
could evolve several different ways.” Despite
the difference in formats, Yates says his station
has one thing in common with POWER106:
"You wouldn't believe how we listen to our
audience.” King of the Album hill is KROQ,
where PD Rick Carroll says his secret is
simple: consistency. “I've been here for eight
years, and some of my air staff have been here
almost as long. KLOS and KMET have had so
many on-air changes that you don't know who
you're going to hear from one week to the
next.” Other changes may be in the offing, with
KLOS rumored for Top 40 and KMET to a more
contemporary sound. With Infinity's bucks now
behind him, Carroll now says his future looks so
bright he's wearing Vuarnets.

Mike Schaefer, former PD at KIIS, is now a
bystander in the ratings war, but in the thick of
the action as West Coast Promotion Manager
for Virgin Records. "It was really a sense of
deja vu," he told Chinwag. "Walking in here, |
sensed the same excitement | felt when | first
walked into KIIS. This is a new company that's
already a big deal.” A flurry of Virgin press
releases summarizes these recent enlistees in
the British Invasion: Mark Williams, director of
artist development, Iris Diilon, director of
national alternative promotion, Jonathan
Lieberman, artist development/East Coast,
Nancy Jeffries, VP/A&R and Michael

Plen, VP/Field Promotion.

Lee Michaels, new program director at
KMEL-San Francisco, says his jump from
Urban to Top 40 is not such a huge leap,
particularly in an ethnically diverse market like
the Bay Area. "San Francisco is a melting pot,”
says the former WGCI-Chicago PD, "You have
to be sensitive to blacks, whites, Hispanics and
Asians. I've worked in Los Angeles, Houston
and New York— and this is my third trip to San
Francisco, so it was a natural.” Lee says he'l
really miss Chicago--"1 like to ski*--but couldn't
pass up a chance to work at KMEL. "It's opened
up a lot of opportunities for me,” he says.

AF: We signed with Capitol Records in Canada. Now we
had to make an album. We had never made an album. They
felt that we were going to need some help. They felt we
had good songs, but they weren't great songs--yet. We
needed a touch of class and expertise in arranging these
songs and getting them ready for vinyl. They
recommended Jim Vallance. They felt he was excellent.
Capitol Records sent him a tape and asked, "What do you
think of these guys? Do you like them? Would you like to
write a couple of songs with them, maybe, and help them
arrange their album?" Not only did Vallance like the tape,
he loved it enough to, in turn, ask to produce the album. |
know it sounds corny, but it was a match made in heaven.
KZ: You weren't initially big Bryan Adams fans?

AF: Bryan was never ever involved. Bryan Adams didn't
come on the scene until one day Jim Vallance gave him a
tape. Bryan heard it. We had been in Vancouver a long
time, and someone told him things were beginning to drag
on. So he phoned me and said, "Cheer up mate, I've been
listening to your album and it's great. You guys are going to
do real well " | said, "Thanks a lot, I've heard so much about
you." He said he was coming into Toronto and suggested
we get together and get to know each other, maybe sing
some songs. | said sure. | didn't think much more about it
until Vallance came to me and told me, "Alan, Bryan is
deadly serious. He'd like to do this.” So, it was a social
event. He came into Toronto. We spent an hour actually
singing together. We went out and had a few drinks after.
We got to know each other, but he had no other
involvement other than that.

KZ: You once mentioned that after working with

Jim Vallance on your album, you could clearly

hear his contributions to the Bryan Adams

sound. How did those contributions affect Glass
Tiger's sound?

AF: That's a good question. Jim Vallance has a very
controlled sense about him. Some people might accuse
him of of having an assembly-line formula. He does have a
formula. It's a formula for success and he doesn't like to
deviate. But they don't really know the man. We were his
deviation. We could write songs like “Don't Forget Me
When I'm Gone," but Jim was so excited by "Thin Red
Line" and "Vanishing Tribe.” He felt he couldn't write
songs like that if his life depended upon it. So itwas a
give-and-take thing. As a matter of fact, he said “The Thin
Red Line" has helped Bryan and him approach their new
album slightly differently. So when | listen to Bryan Adams,
| can literally hear which songs Vallance probably wrote. |
know how he writes his lyrics. | know his formula for his
choruses and especially his rhythm section. | can tell a
song that Jim Vallance wrote the drums for.

KZ: Did you anticipate your first album sounding

like it did?

AF: It was a dream. This is a product of a record company
finally realizing, "We have to go all out with this. These
guys are talented enough that we can’'t go at it half-assed.
If it takes half a million dollars to make an album and get it
out there, let's do it." Any other way wouldn't have worked.
I'm just thrilled. It's a class album.

KZ: When some people hear "Thin Red Line,"”

they bring up Big Country.

AF: To me that's tunnel vision. |f somebody hears a snare
and immediately goes, "Ah! That sounds like the Police,”
to me that's just tunnel vision. | go a bit deeper than that.
Music is a wonderful cycling and recycling of ideas. "Thin
Red Line" was written four years ago. People hear a military
snare and a guitar that sounds like a bagpipe and they go,
"It sounds like Big Country.” Well, if that's what they
profess, it's up to them. | like to go a bit deeper than that.
Yes, it does have traditional overtones, but why? The lead
singer is Scottish. He wrote a story about a Scottish
regiment. The guitar player is a huge fan of (U-2's) The
Edge. | had somebody tell me that "Someday" sounds like
McCartney. Maybe I'm influenced by Paul McCartney, |
don't know.

KZ: Do Canadians generally cook up a strategy

for conquering the States? Does Glass Tiger

have such a strategy?

AF: I'm sitting here right now in America. I'm talking to an
American reporter and I'm been doing this now for three
months. But | can't tell you enough how much America was
a dream for us. Every kid that's ever picked up a guitar in
his life wants to come to America. | was just in London. |
don't particularly like their music scene and | know how
they feel about themselves as musicians, but even THEY
want to come to America. It's the magnet. And we were no
different. To get the chance on our first album the way it's
been now, we are absolutely thrilled.

KZ: How is the album selling in the States?

AF: It's only now beginning. We were told we wouldn't see
significant sales until the second single started to click, and
that's only happening now. It's sitting at around 400,000
units right now. We reckon that "Someday" can maybe
take it to gold.

KZ: So how did a Scotsman end up in a

Canadian band?

AF: My dad was getting ready for an early retirement and
decided he wanted to move to Canada to be with more of
his family who had emigrated. So we all just moved as a
family.

KZ: You've been in Canada all your professional

life?

AF: Absolutely.

KZ: Was recording The Thin Red Line a timely
process?

AF: It took longer than normal because Jim Vallance and
Capitol Records set up a little thing between themselves.
Capitol knew we were willing to spend a lot of money, but
they knew Jim Vallance was untested as a producer. So
they wanted it done in two halves: "We'll do six songs from
the beds to the end. Then we'll all sit down and evaluate
and if we think it's working, we'll do the other six.” When we
had the bed tracks for the first six, we knew it was
happening. So the whole thing took approximately six
months, maybe just a bit more.

KZ: Was there a lot of live recording or were

things pieced together bit by bit?

AF: There was a pre-production period where we sat down
with solid game plans, arrangements and formats. But
once we got into the studio, Jim being a musician, we
became open for instantaneous change. | work like that as
a singer. | may go in thinking ['ll sing something one way,
then Il catch something and ask, “Jim, can | try this?" It's
just a matter of rolling the tapes, so he says yes. We left
spaces for spontaneous creativity.

KZ: Did Glass Tiger have any say in single

selection?

AF: Yes. | don't know what would have happened if we
disagreed, but fortunately for everybody, when we all sat
down and talked about the songs that should go on the
album and potential singles, everybody tended to
agree--record company, management, band, producer.
We all felt that “Don't Forget Me When I'm Gone" was the
perfect introductory song.

KZ: How is life on the road as a support band in
America?

AF: That's where we can talk about the Journey
organization. When you work with people like that, that's
another piece of the Tiger jigsaw puzzle. We've never
before been given the chance to work with some of the
most organized professionals that we could ask for. We're
not getting spat on every night. So you're asking a guy
who is having a good time. Had we been opening up for ZZ
Top, which was a possibility at one time, life may have been
different. Now we go from this to Tina Turner. | don't think
we can complain about that either. Journey has treated us
first class. They think we're a legitimate band and that we
add to their whole package. | think we're going to have
some fun together New Year's Eve in California. Then we'll
do some Canadian college dates to brush up for the Tina
Turner tour.

KZ: This album sounds great.
AF: It's not going to change the face of music in
terms of production, but Jim Vallance has captured
a little magic there, a little bit of honesty. I'd like him
to do it again.

KZ: Is there a danger of stifling any future
serious ambitions by trying to appeal to a
sizable audience?

AF: 1 don't think so. That's why we called ourselves
Glass Tiger. There are distinct sides to the band.
The band has a legitimate soft side to it that gives
you pop songs. We enjoy doing it. We're not
copping out. But | love the Simple Minds and the
U2s--artistic creativity, doing a song just for
yourself. We have a jumbled effect. | don't see that
changing. On the next album you'll see more of
the same. We'll probably give you a song that's a
little more self-indulgent. We're artists and it's
important for us to touch people. If there's a little
kid that just likes to put on "Don't Forget Me When
I'm Gone" and sit in the front row so he can see the
drummer's eyes, that's fine by me. It's an
entertainment package. There's nothing wrong
with writing hit songs as long as you're doing what
you believe in.

KZ: Any particular influences when you

were young?

KZ: Who's the technician of the band?

AF: | can't even plug a microphone in. | haven'ta
clue what's going on. When | was out kicking a ball
and chasing girls, (keyboardist) Sam Reid was one
of those kids who was studying music, music,
music and technology. He's classically trained. He
can lift the top off of an SSL board and fix it, | swear
to you. He's a sponge. He learns. When I'm
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his life wants to come to America.”

KZ: Tell our readers about the other guys

in the band.

AF: We have Wayne Parker on bass. Wayne and |
go back a long way--close buddies.

| believe that all the great frontmen can be traced
back to the schoolyard. When | was in the
schoolyard, | used to do the talking and my pals
used to do the listening. | used to entertain. That's
got a lot to do with all this.

KZ: What's the most common mistake
Canadian bands make in trying to break

the States?

AF: One can be in securing management that
doesn't prepare the band for infiltrating the
American market. It's like night and day. If you don't
have management that can conduct themselves in
the way that the American system works, you'll get
lost in the system, swallowed. That's why Derek
Sutton was so important to us. | love our Canadian
managers. They did the street hustling. But | don't
think we could have done it with just them. We
needed the international clout. The other mistake
lies in the record companies themselves. When
you're an American company and you have an
American catalogue, ultimately American bands
get top priority. It just stands to reason. We could
have signed with EMI, but Manhattan Records
needed this band as much as we needed them.
Record executives here have openly said that
Glass Tiger has helped make this label legitimate
on the rock end of things. We have a hungry
record company.

KZ: Any thoughts about Top Forty radio?

AF: It's difficult for me to answer because I'm always
moving on. | get saddened by the horror stories. If
you write a hit song and you know it's a hit song, it
doesn't necessarily mean it's going to be a hit
because of the shuffle that goes on. That saddens
me. But you can't beat it. You cannot beat the
system. You have to adjustto it. @

NEW YEAR'S BUGABOOS

If you're like many of us, you at least
thought about putting together a New
Year's resolution. And if you're like
many of us, that resolution will probably
take you through January--maybe even
February--before being lost forever in
the shuffle of your busy life.

Why do people so often fail to follow
through on resolutions, New Year's or
otherwise? | think part of the problem
has to do with poor goal-setting. Many
people do not have a good grasp on
how to set goals, and thus they fail to
accomplish the things they want to
accomplish and even worse--they often
fail to achieve their dreams and hopes.

In my office, | keep two old cartoon
strips which | think are relevant to this
discussion. One is a "Cathy" strip, the
other is "Broom Hilda."

In the first strip, Cathy is walking with
her friend and saying, "On January 1, my
goal was to fose 15 pounds and get
every aspect of my life organized to
perfection. On January 7, my goal was to
have a a semblance of order and
periodic self-discipline. Today, 16 days
into into the new year, I'm clinging to the
shreds of 23 self-improvement projects
and my only goal is to wake up without a
headache,” Cathy's friend comments
with a frown, "You're amazing, Cathy."
Cathy replies smugly, "I know. This is the
best I've ever done.”

The "Broom Hilda" strip is right to the
point: Irwin wakes up, stretches and
says, "Ah! | think I'll do something stupid
today!" In the the next panel, Irwin looks
at us and says, equally smugly, "I like to
make plans | can stick to!"

Both strips illustrate important lessons
for us. Cathy's wish to get every aspect
of her life "organized to perfection” was
not a goal, but a desire. Goals are
specific and concrete. Desires are hazy
and general. They are end-states we
wish for. Examples are "improving
efficiency in the office,” "improving
morale and teamwork,"” "being a more

profitable organization," "being a better
manager,” "learning how to use a
computer" or "losing weight."” Each of
these desires, however commendable,
is too general to qualify as a "goal.”
Goals are specific, observable
standards with definite time frames that
help us achieve our desires. If our desire
is to improve efficiency in the office, we
should generate several goals to help
us get there. For example, we might
have a goal of "reducing the number of
memos and in-house correspondence
by half by March 31st." In the next
column, Il discuss more examples of
goals and how they relate to desires. For
now, all I'd like you to accept is that
desires are necessary, because from
them emerge our goals, but desires and
goals are not the same.

In addition, Cathy's desire to get
everything "perfect” was so unrealistic
as to be de-motivating. Whenever we set
desires--or even goals--that are overly
challenging, we start believing that we
can't achieve them. Goals should
motivate and inspire us, not make us
anxious. Unrealistic goals can become
S0 oppressive that we don't take action.

Unlike Cathy, Irwin certainly set an
achievable goal. Butitwasn't a
challenging one. If we set goals that
aren't challenging, we can attain them,
but we don't improve. Neither do we
achieve our potential. One of the best
reasons for having goals is to improve
our skills, abilities, performance,
ourselves. Hence we need to have
goals that are both achievable and
challenging. So, if reducing in-house
memos and letters by half by March 31st
is tudicrously difficult, try making the
goal more attainable by cutting them by
25 percent by March 31st, or by 50
percent by June 1st. On the other hand,
if reducing the letters and memos by
March 1st is fairly easy, then make the
goal tougher and more challenging: Cut
the paperwork by more than half, or

move up the deadline to February 1st.
Next time, we'll continue our
discussion about goals. Meanwhile, to
avoid the New Year's Resolution
Bugaboo, why not do this: Check to
make sure your resolutions are goals
rather than desires. If they are desires,
try to make them goals. If they're goals,
make sure they're simultaneously
achievable and challenging. @

We are pleased to announce that the moderator of the Country session
at this year's Gavin Seminar For Media Professionals (February
20-21) will be Bob Guerra. Bob is currently the Operations/Program
Manager for both KLAC/AM and KZLA/FM in Los Angeles. He went
to L.A. in January of 1986 after having spent 10 successful years at
KNEW/AM in San Francisco /Oakland, first as a disc jockey, and
eventually as the station's Program Director. Bob has spent 13 of his 16
years in radio in Country music. His knowledge of Country music is well
documented, particularly in the San Francisco Bay Area, where from
1977 to 1980 his "Anthology"” radio show won very positive press
reviews and fan approval for its diversity and enlightenment of the
Country music scene.
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Alot more Gavin Report readers have
worthwhile thoughts to offer than ever send
them in to me. Their market size or length of
time in the profession may not seem to them
adequate to be a contributor, butin my
experience, that is irrelevant to the quality of
their contribution. | continue to encourage all of
you to consider writing in when something
spurs you to! Here's a letter from Ken Conlin,
PD at Country-formatted KRED- Eureka, CA:

"Stations, particularly in large-market AM
Country situations, often have an FM A/C or
soft contemporary sister FM station...But now |
have noticed, in markets like Sacramento and
Portland, OR, a trend towards making both
stations Country. We ourselves are an example
of this trend and its causes..

"KRED/AM has been the dominant Country
outlet in our market since 1976. In 1978, we
acquired an FM property, KPDJ. The station
signed on as A/C, and both stations did rather
well for a number of years. But as the market
expanded from eight stations to ten,
outstripping the local economy, competition for
the same revenue base increased. For the
long-term success of our stations, the FM call
letters were changed and a contemporary
Country format was adopted. The stations are
now sold successfully in combination, forcing
major advertising buys on both stations while
giving advertisers double Country audiences.
The rates for purchasing advertising on just
one of the stations are proportionately higher.
We found clients have to be ‘taught’ that a
Country combination works the same as an
A/C, Top 40 or soft contemporary combination;
there was some hesitation initially among
clients who regularly purchased advertising on
a local Top 40 combination, until they
discovered the Country audience can be
reached the same way-—that it's an adult
audience, and even a potentially more effective
advertising decision.” Ken feels the Country
“combination® approach makes good business
sense, works well, and he expects to see more
of it.

Ken continues, "“Some other observations
about Country: The balance of a mainstream
Country format in the '80s consists of a carefully
selected balance of currents, recurrents and
oldies. Depending on how a programmer wants
to emphasize the focus of his station and its
image, he can flavor the Country format with a
blend of oldies that must be very carefully
chosen. If the station is AM, it seems a

oldies must be carefully selected! The
preferable traditional Country selections are
those which are BIG national and local hits

“If the station is FM, a successful method of
producing a loyal audience is to swing the
flavoring to contemporary Country, or even
Country rock. As with all formats on radio today,
itis more difficult to lure listeners to the AM
band, so many Country AM stations opt for the
full-service treatment, while many Country FMs
are music-oriented.

"Perhaps the most difficult problem in
gaining both clients and listeners is overcoming
the old stereotype that all Country music is
blue-collar, and all listeners are ‘yahoos' or
waitresses or beer-swilling truckers, all with low
intelligence. Today's Country is a blend of
cultural American instrumentation and vocal
interpretation, and it ranges from
‘contemporary’ to a sound distinctively its own.
Today's Country programmers, in my opinion,
must do their part to promote the format as they
promote their stations! Country is a unique
format and a very communicative one. ltis, |
think, far easier to be a Top 40 announcer than
itis top be a Country announcer. It is often
extremely difficult to retrain a Top 40
announcer to do Country. | have done that trick
several times...It is much more difficult to
communicate than just to announce, as some
formats require.

“Some final comments: The artists of Country
music are probably the most consistent
hitmakers. Very seldom will a Country artist
make it truly big, only to disappear into oblivion.
Conway Twitty may be ridiculed by your
teenage daughter, but has Motley Cue had
fifty-two number-one records ?"

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It is no real secret that ours is an industry of
change. Radio stations change owners, formats
and people quicker than James Brown can sing
"Gravity." Talented folks hit the ground just as
fast, often with no parachute to soften the fall.
And to judge by the recent black/urban format
casualty list, it's apparent the toll keeps mounting
on both sides of the fence--look at the number of
key record executives who have moved in the last
few months. So as we approach the start of 1987,
we'd thought we'd take a quick look in the
"answer book" and see if we could come up with a
few thoughts on how to land on your feet--or at
least have a little cushion before the big fall. And
let's face it, there is going to be a fall. But if you're
prepared, it need not be fatal.

OUNCE OF PREVENTION

The first thing we suggest is that you try to get
a contract or letter of agreement going in. While it
won't keep you in place, it may give you some
time when a decision to change 1s made, and
you're involved. It's a good idea to have a lawyer
check out your contract or letter of agreement so
you understand just what your rights are and just
how much protection you really have.

Even if you have something on paper, you're
still not safe. You still must do the job you're being
paid to do. And in order to do the job, you first
must know what it is. Now, before you say, "Well,
that's obvious,” let's be sure. You may have one
idea about your job responsibilities while your
employer has another, or may feel you're doing
only part of your job. This can be the case with air
talent, program and music directors, even
account executives. When things are going well,
you won't hear from the boss regarding your
performance, but just as soon as the ARBitron
numbers slip or pressure starts coming from the
sales department, that whole picture can change.
So perhaps one of your New Year's resolutions
for 1987 should be not only to improve your
performance, but to be absolutely certain you
fully understand what's expected of you.

HONESTY IS STILL THE BEST POLICY

Despite what you may have heard or
personally feel about what others are getting
away with, you will find that you will be perceived
in a better light if you are honest. Two basic
varieties of dishonesty occur in radio stations:
conscious theft (blatantly stealing a few albums or
t-shirts from the prize room) and unconscious
(fudging a little on your music sheet, supposedly
for "balance," or are less than honest about your
show prep).

For example, let's say you are a strong air
talent with great ARBitrons for the past year, but
you want a bit more freedom than your current
format permits...so you cheat a little on your
music. You write down that you played a song,
but you really didn't. After all, nobody knows more
about your show and your audience than you,
right? Wrong, and eventually this can catch up
with you and make your report card totai less than

it would be if you were honest.

Although it can be embarrassing and
nerve-racking for executives to confront
employees (or colleagues) with a problem of
dishonesty, it is not some thing that can be
ignored. Unless it's dealt with, the problem will
compound rather than correct itself. We once had
a receptionist who returned a half hour late from
lunch and ten minutes late from coffee breaks
each day. | made the mistake of not saying
anything at first. Later, when she started to run
personal errands during business hours, there
was no choice. Eventually she had to be
replaced. So it's all theft, premeditated stealing
with the full knowledge that action being
performed is illegal, unethical and certainly
damaging to the operation.

Sometimes, especially in our industries,
where talent is so rare, employers will tolerate a
dishonest individual because of his or her skills.
Other times a manager may feel that to take any
action against a dishonest employee may be
insulting and considered petty. In truth, such
action can boost morale among all employees:
Not only does it improve their safety and
protection, but they also no longer have to
wrestle mentally over whether or not to report a
fellow worker who may have been stealing. At
some point, the manager, whether it's a program
director or G.M., has no choice but to take some
action, and if the man in the middle is trying to
protect someone, even a super talent, he is
called on the carpet. So one thing that can make
for a softer landing, whether you stay where you
are or move, is an honest approach to your job.

CONTROL

The title of one of the hottest crossover songs
of 1986 by Janet Jackson is a key word in
maintaining your current status and improving
your overall performance. A lot of stations, a lot of
shows, a lot of formats are out of control.

What does this mean to you? Let's say you're:
an on-the-air program manager. Your shift is
middays, and you feel that, when you're on the
air, everything is under control. After all, you have
to set the example...right? But what about the
rest of the time? When you do your overall station
critique, do you hear the same songs in the same
hour every day? Do your announcers tend to
overplay their personal favorites and even skip
tunes they don't know or don‘tlike? Is there poor
program flow when things get busy? Are your
week-ends strong? What about your contests?
Are the same active listeners winning over and
over again, no matter what prizes you're giving
out? Do you still find commercials that have not
been recorded or have been recorded poorly and
then not timed, so that when they are first played
on the air, you and your account executives are
often embarrassed? All these are signs that,
despite your numbers, your station is not in
order...your station is out of control. And a station
that's out of control often crash lands. Problems

may be mounting without your even knowing how
serious they really are. And when the day comes
that whoever's in charge says, “That's enough!"
you may be the next "victim” on black/urban
radio's ever-growing casualty list. But that, too,
may be prevented.

VISION AND PLAN

If the disease is a lack of understanding, the
medicine is a well-constructed, goal-oriented,
information-driven plan. Such a plan must have
certain key ingredients and requires a vision of
the organization as its leaders would like and
prefer it to be. This vision then must be shared
with those in a position to help or hinder its
realization. The plan should have realistic goals,
strategies and timetables. It must have
contingencies should unexpected events or
circumstances take place. And there should be
an ongoing commitment to achieving the plan.
Nothing is less likely to be attained than a vision
pursued without planning or commitment. But a
faulty plan is sometimes worse than no plan at all.
It can give a false sense of secunty to those
operating within its parameters and those directly
affected by it, and reflects on the immediate
supervisor and the entire management team.

Softer landings can be a way to make an old
mistake in a new way, and, while unused
experience is a dead loss, true experience is a
great teacher. It's the one thing you can't get on
the easy payment plan, but it can tell you if that
light you see ahead in the tunnel of life is daylight
or a train coming in the other direction, hopefully
in time for you to get out of the way. Have a safe,
happy and prosperous 1987. @

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I]ere itis a New Year, and most of you should
be looking at a clean slate. The old successes
and broken records of 1986 are ancient history.
Likewise, now may be your chance to prove to
management that the last 90 days of '86 were a
fluke. It's time to think about yourself.

HAVE GOALS:

As of today, you should be working with
goals that are definable, measurable and
attainable. If management hasn't given you your
sales budgets for the year or, at very least, the
quarter, make up your own and submit them
immediately.

BE ENTREPRENEURIAL:

Treat your opportunity in radio sales in 1987
as if someone had just given you the only
McDonalds franchise in town, free and clear--as
long as you can operate at a profit. Meet every
obstacle as an opportunity to save the franchise!
Take things personally, but don't overdo it.

DEVELOP A PACKAGE OF "ME":

Catalogue your skills and talents. Whenever
something works well or really feels good, make
note of it and try to do it again...only better.
Someday, you may be in a position to upgrade
your career with a job opportunity. Will you be
able to relate clearly what it is that makes you
successful? Can you actually bring something
unique to the bargaining table? Only if you've
built your “package” will you even be able to
distinguish yourself from the pack. Better learn
what makes the pack good, too, eh?

CONSTRUCT YOUR RADIO FAMILY
TREE:

For many of us, a single-station career was a
fantasy we heard about in broadcasting school.
Start the year off with a fun exercise and write
down the entire list of general managers, sales
managers, program managers, music directors,
production managers, on-air talent, and, not
least of all, fellow sales people you've worked
alongside all the years. Start with 1986 and work
back as far as you can.

For you grizzled veterans, this fun
experience will get difficult after, say, five
stations--but the effort itself should be a lesson.
For those of you just starting out, you'll refer to
your tree someday in the future when you hear
the name of a new staff member you think might
have been working at the same station as you
five years ago, etc. What you'll find most useful
about your "Radio Family Tree" is how it jogs
your memory about specific feelings and
incidents "back in the good old days.” It also
reminds you how far you've come, how much
you've developed and matured over the years.

Years from now, you'll pull out the radio tree
and find the name of a person sitting in front of
you, interviewing to get a job working for you,

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who won't remember your name or face, much
less what life was really like back then. The
sense of pride and confidence you'll feel then
will tell you that you know where you came from
and where you're going. Hopefully, you'll teach
others the same way

NETWORK

Without jeopardizing your job, strike up a
friendly and informative relationship with several
competitors. "Strength in numbers” is an
understatement in radio sales. You may be able
to manage your business properly, have more
than 30 accounts on the air, make five to eight
face-to-face calls daily and otherwise be very
successful, but still have no contact with 95
percent of the active accounts in town. Your
network will keep you competitively informed,
and one day, the investment of a few minutes a
week with several people in the same boat will
pay off royally

Can you ever imagine a sales manager rolling
a major account over to you if you have
absolutely no knowledge of the account?
Wouldn't it be nice to mention in passing to the
GSM that you heard the XYZ company was
negotiating a major TV buy? That the newspaper
had lost the K-Mart insert? Or perhaps that Pepsi
has just bought the 92Z0OO0 Video Van
promotion? One of my former sales managers
required a report just like that from each of us
weekly. It really helped the team grow together
as people--and financially, as well.

BECOME PERSONAL COMPUTER
SELF-RELIANT

It is a costly investment you can't afford to
avoid: Buy a personal computer that handles
basic database and spreadsheet functions, and
get an integrated softv:are package like SMART.
Call PC's Limited at 1-800-426-5150. They've
removed the catalogue mail-order stigma with 50
percent savings up front and a product
replacement guarantee. The up-front savings far
outweigh any fears a local merchant can throw at
you about repairs. HALF PRICE! They even
have fancy laptop models that cost less than a
VCR system. In fact, hock your VCR if it will
permit you to make this purchase

Why do this? To SURVIVE! Look
around--you are completely surrounded by
computers. Businesses use them to evoke
higher-speed responses from human beings. A
professional radio salesperson without a
personal computer to build written
presentations, keep track of billing and manage
mail lists is like those "good ol' boys™ back in the
late 60s and early 70s. Remember them? They
had the two-hour lunches, wore fancy jewelry,
slapped you on the back and went to lodge
meetings. They were very successful, even
though they refused to carry a pocket calculator
or learn reach and frequency. But where are
they now? @

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Mean to YOU

M ore radio stations are changing
hands now than at any other time in our
industry's history. Owners are trading
properties for financial advantages, to
streamline their operations, or because
the FCC has required them to sell. In
any case, people and corporations are
paying incredible sums--sometimes ten
times cash flow--to get into radio. And
these ownership changes are
rearranging upper management into a
brand new order. The good news is that
players who got into ownership as a
function of greed are dropping out fast.
The bad news is that this new order can
cause problems for the employees.
However, do not take ownership
change as inherently negative.

How does ownership change affect
you and your career, and the people
you've hired and moved? Have you
been through it yet? in talking with
hundreds of programmers and
managers, those questions kept
coming up with increasing urgency. i
hope this column will help you answer
them, because | have been through it.

First, don't panic!

Your first reaction is probably,
"They're selling to strangers. I'm history
for sure.” If that's what you believe, you
probably will be history, eventually. As
in any situation, your best option is to sit
down and list your options.

What is your radio station's position
in the market? Are you delivering a
profit? If you are winning, the new
owner--assuming he has any
smarts--will leave you alone to let you
lead the market, deliver the profit, and
maybe fatten your paycheck as well. If
you're mired in the middle of the pack
with high overhead and no significant
ratings to contribute to profit, then
maybe you are in for changes at some
level. The new owner did not buy the
station to take on the same problems
with fewer results. And if your station is
dying, count on changes.

Normally, new owners like to have
their own managers heading a profit

center, with little change below them.
However, some managers carry a
reputation for success so that the new
owners make no changes at all. The
bottom line is that if you are performing
at whatever level to deliver what an
owner or corporate office wants, refax. If
they want to change, they will. After all,
they own the place.

Second, don't panic!

If you want to look at other options,
consider the marketplace. Your work in
the market is well known. Check your
contract to determine what clauses are
affected by ownership change. Most do
not deal with this issue. The radius
clause may no longer be in effect. Does
your contract continue "as is" with the
new owner? Your agent or legal
counsel would be the best source for
the answers to these gquestions.

This "crisis" may also be the stimulus
for you to consider a career change. Do
you want to play Genesis records every
90 minutes for the rest of your life? Are
you tired of worrying whether that
weekender will show up?

The point is to consider your options
realistically. Ownership change can
mean change to you and your family.
Radio procgrammers and personalities
tend to sit tight until something makes
them change, or are judged to have
failed. Wrong time to change. Think
ahead--try to make a two-year or even
a five-year plan. Your new owner has
such a plan for himself (and the
banks!), and he owns the place.

Finally, don't panic!

Sometimes, when a deal is
announced, strange things happen in a
very short time. Craziness spreads like
the plague. Do your job the best you
can. Remember your plan and stick to
it, whatever your private conclusions.

| also want to point out that most
owners will support you in this
transition. They understand the psyche
of the situation and want to stabilize it
as quickly as possible. The bad
operators are being driven out; the

This is important: Ownership change
can be GOOD. The new owner comes
in with winning situations from other
markets. He brings new ideas and
creative pecple with real spark. You
can pick up new styles, approaches,
concepts, and become a better
performer, manager or programmer.

Just how would you like to
have been at WVNJ in northern New
Jersey when it went through its
ownership change? Do you remember
WVNJ?
