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Boston's re-entry into the rock n roll
stratosphere has been one of the
major musical events of the Eightles.
Legal hassles among former band
members and record labels helped to
delay the release of Third Stage for six
years. They've also made Boston's
Tom Scholz reluctant to talk to
interviewers. Three months after our
first request, Boston manager Jeff
Dornfeld and MCA Records’ Steve
Meyer arranged the interview, on the
condition that we confine our
questions to the musical and creative
aspects of Third Stage. Once we talked
to him, Scholz was courteous and
obliging, patiently detailing his
laborious recording techniques and
explaining the different strategy he
used for recording Third Stage.

it’s difficult to differentiate where Tom
Scholz the musiclan ends and Tom
Scholz the engineer/inventor begins.
In 1981, he formed SR&D (Scholz
Research & Development) and
invented and marketed the Rockman, a
guitar amp "the size of a peanut butter
sandwich.” What started as a novelty
evolved Into a staple piece of
equipment for many of the world’s top
guitarists. Its application in the rock
world has gone from practicing and
composing to actual inboard studio
use. More recently, SR&D successfully
marketed the Rockman Modular
Amplifier, which Scholz describes as a
“high-tech version of a guitar amp”
capable of onstage stereo effects and
32 selectable sounds. The future of
Boston as a performing/touring entity
was our first question.

Outside of that, |
didn't listen, for various reasons. | didn't want to be influenced in any way by
what anyone else was doing. | was certainly well into the middle of this thing by
1981. | liked the way | was going and | didn't want to have anything else enter
into it at all. If everyone said, "What you're doing--nobody's bought that for
years,” | really don't think | would have cared. It wouldn't have stopped me from
finishing it. People do change their tastes, but the changes are not that
dramatic after a certain age. | was happy to see Third Stage well accepted by
teenagers because | wasn't sure what kind of acceptance we were going to get
from them. Somebody who is sixteen this year was eight when the last atbum
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| TALK WITH BOSTON'S TOM SCHOLZ

came out (laughs). Boston was literally starting from scratch with a large
segment of the audience.

KZ: Did you ever experience writer's block during the six years

making Third Stage?

TS: | have writer's block every day of my life (laughs). | don't know how you guys
do it on a schedule and survive. I'd starve if | had to do an every-week thing. I'm
always amazed by writers with publications who manage to meet deadlines and
get it done on time. |'ve never been much at creating on schedule.

KZ: You have a reputation for being such a technically-minded

person, yet you shy away from a lot of the Midi-computer-

synthesizer aspects of music.

TS: Itis ironic. I've often thought how ironic it is that if | hadn'tinvented a
Rockman, I'd probably be the last musician on earth to try one (laughs). I think
that comes from being in engineering for a while. I'm very skeptical about
anything that has the tag of innovative or new. | think there's good justification
for that. Many, many companies have roomfuls of engineers that just keep
pumping out stuff that you really wouldn't want to have in your home or office
because it's not well thought out. | do think that if | heard a Rockman at this
point, that | would own one (laughs).

KZ: Could you explain some of your electronic innovations, like

the Rockman?

TS: The things that would interest your readers the most would be the
music-related stuff. | did have a patent-applied-for on a portable house motor
once, but you probably don't want to hear about that (laughs). Most of these
musical instrument devices are outgrowths of things I've learned over the years
about the art of getting a sound out of an instrument. They tend to be centered
around guitar equipment because that's my primary interest. The Rockman is a
culmination of things |'ve learned over a twelve- or fifteen-year period, packed
into a little box with most of the adjustable controls removed so that when you
pick it up, you get a basic good guitar sound on the average guitar. It's
intentionally non-adjustable so that the price would be low. Also, if you knew
exactly what was inside of it in terms of the number of filters and compression
stages, you'd be lost. | would be lost. It took a long time before | even got the
ballpark ideas of how to tune things in. When | was happy with the overall sound
of the Rockman X100 portable, | went on to what | needed--a more adjustable
form of the same thing. There are adjustments that should be made available so
that it works with everybody’s guitar and you can make changes to taste. We call
them Rockman Modules. They're rack-mountable little boxes, and
foot-switchable for onstage. | used them for most of the album and was real
happy with it. | don't even want to think about how long it would have taken for
me to do that record if | hadn't had them.

KZ: What other new devices are you working on? Can you give

us a preview of what's on the drawing board?

TS: | can't with a lot of them. The Japanese competition is so fierce, we were
hounded when we came out with the Rockman. Instantly, six copies--all from
overseas-—appeared on the market within months. They're very, very fast. In
anything we do now, we have to be careful not to talk about it too much. When
we go to one of those equipment conventions, we don't send anything until
we are ready to go into production. They show up with their cameras, get the
brochures, and the next thing you know, they're making it before you.
Overseas competition is frightening when they adapt American ideas to their
manufacturing concepts.

KZ: So you're not at liberty to discuss any other new products?

TS: We built something I've called an Octopus, which lets you switch a whole
bunch of devices with just one foot so that you can change sounds drastically
for your keyboard or guitar with punching pedals on fourteen different floor
effects. That was a necessary item in order to do Third Stage because there
were some extreme changes on the guitar sounds during the course of a song.
Doing that onstage would require doing lots of changes all of a sudden. This
device allows you to push one button and change a whole bunch of settings
on different equipment at one time. You preset ahead of time how you want
everything to change when you hit a button. Years ago, | had a very crude
rendition of it that | made from parts out of the junk barrel at Polaroid that | used
in clubs. Somehow | found myself touring the world using the same device built
from thrown-away parts. One of the big things in designing the Octopus was to
make it ultra-reliable. | knew | was possibly going to use this device in front of a
hundred thousand people, day after day. Believe me, I've had enough of those
things lose their data and die, and just start blinking their lights. Can you
imagine that happening on stage in front of a lot of people? The trick was to
design it with no microprocessor. In fact, there’s not a lot of electronics in it. It's
mostly a mechanical system. Believe it or not, it's like the theory of designing
airplanes. Things will work even when most of the electrons stop going.

KZ: What do you think is the reason you're so active in inventing

and marketing these products? Is it entrepreneurial or what?

TS: | don't really know. | liked engineering long before | went to school and
became an engineer. ['ve always built things. | like having an idea about how to
do something that hasn't been done before, and making it work. Incidentally, |
have lots of ideas that don't work (laughs). I'm not in it to make money for
myself. That would be obvious if you saw my car. That's as much fun to me as
playing or recording music.

KZ:Is it a break away from recording?

TS: It very definitely is. Just before Boston broke | was working at Polaroid.
When | left, | kept working on ideas on the road and on planes. It's been an
ongoing thing. | started Scholz Research & Development in 1981 so that |
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would have a job to go to when | wasn't working in the studio. | started SR&D
specifically to give me a place to go in the moming. | could do some
engineering work and then | could leave early and nobody would yell at me.
When | went to the studio to work on music it wasn't like | was going there to do
my job. | was going there to play music. It was very crucial to have Third Stage
done for the music and artistic endeavor. The other thing that helped was
basketball! (laughs) | didn't want to think of music as work. | did that on the
second album. That was exclusively what | did and | approached it like a job. |
don't know. Maybe if | had time to finish that album the way that |'d fiked, | would
have been happy with it. As it came out, | was happy with the first side, not with
the second side.

KZ: You feel the second Boston album was an unfinished album?

TS: That's exactly what it was. it was literally pulled out of my hands before | was
done with it.

KZ: Brad was telling me about the precise way he would have to

do vocal tracks. He would redo his parts almost exactly and just

change one note.

TS: That's right. Brad worked on the vocal tracks very much the way | work on
the other instruments. We don't know exactly how the song goes when he
comes down to do it. When | pick up a guitar, | don't know how the part goes. I'm
sitting there, and the tape deck is the rest of the band. | push the play button
and they start. It's the same situation with vocals. | will have lyrics laid out with a
melody line and/or a few different ideas, then we'll start in. Sometimes what we
do right off the bat sounds great, and the very first time we get a line when the
feel is right, that line is never changed or erased. That exact performance is the
one that goes on the master. We work on a copy. When a track is done, say, on
a verse that has the magic that we're looking for, that's dubbed back onto the
master. It's not a matter of figuring out what the melody is going to be or what
the harmony parts are going to be and then studying it and performing it. All
those intermediate steps are removed. The parts were very studied. They were
extemporaneous in the sense that we thought of them once. But when we had
them, we'd practice them, perform them and lay them down on a master. It's
ironic. When people talk about Third Stage, | say, "l don’t know how | played
that lead. | did it one day in the basement and went on to something else.” The
performances on Third Stage are, by and large, first-time. The exceptions were
drum tracks, which were what you needed to start with to put all the other parts
on.

KZ: And Brad works with you the same way?

TS: Brad would come in and sing a line. I'd say, "That line sounds great except
the tag is all wrong at the end.” Then we'd go back and he would sing exactly
the same line and put a different tag on the end. We'd do it ten different ways.
The phenomenal thing about Brad is that the musical grasp he has is
instantaneous. | could croak out a melody line an octave or two below in a barely
discernable pitch--I'm not a great singer--and he could repeat exactly over and

over again. He would double up parts to go into the real dramatic stereo
harmony things. He would sing four different harmony parts in a section of a
song and then we would move on to another verse. Then we would go back
and decide to change one of the harmony parts somewhere in the middle. He
wouldn‘t even have to listen to it. | would just say, "It's the second one above
the fundamental,” and he would sing it as if he was doing it every day of his life!
An amazing grasp of music! He's there to try all different things and he has real
good ideas of his own. That's why his name shows up as co-author all over the
place.

KZ: A bit of the Boston myth is debunked here. Some of us had

this image of you doing the parts on Third Stage over and over

again.

TS: It still is a matter of doing it over and over. But the difference on the first
album is that there was this kind of drudgery of trying to reproduce a part that
you did once before on a so-called master. A lot of imes you lost what made it
feel so good in the first place in that transition. There was probably more playing
done on each part on Third Stage than on either of the first two records. This
time | allowed myself carte blanche at experimenting. If | had an idea, | was
determined to carry it through and see what it sounded like. | did many, many
things where I'd play a whole lead section and change chords underneath it,
actually restructure the song. Then ['d throw the whole thing away and start on
another one. There was an enormous time spent just trying out musical ideas.
You think you have an idea how the song goes. Then you try some lead parts
and a little singing and you realize the chorus is in the wrong place and the lead
into the solo doesn't do anything for the song. After all these problems, you
literally have to rearrange the song. There was an enormous amount of effort
that just went into the wastebasket. | think the reason it took six years, outside
of the uncontrollable events, was the fact that there were so many things tried.
Entire songs that took months were thrown away. One person primarily had to
do it, and you can only do one thing at a time, with the exception of the vocals.
But the vocals can't be worked on while something else is being worked on,
because | had to be there for the production and engineering par of the
vocals. Having one guy involved at every step, in every single thing really slows
it down. On the other hand, | can't imagine any other way to do it. I'm glad | can't
sing. It would have taken longer (laughs).

KZ: Today we have Tears For Fears and Wang Chung--two .
players in a studio who call themselves a band. Was Boston way

ahead of that concept?

TS: It was never what | had started out to do. My object was just to be a guitar
player in a band and hopefully do well enough at that so | could do it for a living
instead of working nine to five. It never worked out that way. In order to make it
happen, | had to do more and more things. The songs weren't available

anyplace else. | had to write them. It was one thing after another until it ended

up being this way, Brad on vocals and me handling the rest. | have a hunch that
there's a lot of bands that fall into that same category and we don'‘t know that

much about them. You mentioned John Fogerty (with Creedence Clearwater).
That was obviously the same type of a situation. In those circumstances, where
you're looking for creativity, it's almost hard for me to imagine how it could come
from a committee of people. | think more often than not, it might come from a

core within a group. In any case, there was no doubt this one did not start as a
band but as a studio effort. From day one, it was Jim Masdea laying down the

drum tracks. Back in those days, he did help me some with the arrangements. It
was he and | alone laying down a drum track and then me working for days or
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weeks laying down various instrument tracks until | was happy with the sound of
the arrangement, then Brad coming down to do the vocals. Even back then, for
instance on the six tapes that eventually landed the Boston deal, Brad never
knew who played on the tapes he was singing. | never discussed it with him. He
didn’t know that | had played every part, but there was no need to ask. Jim had
no idea really what the song was going to sound like when he played the drums
to it until he heard it months and months later. That's the way it always was. We
stuck to that pretty much, but didn't make a big public deal about it on the first
and second records. | thought it was a liability, to tell you the truth. Back in
those days, | thought people would not understand the concept of individuals
making music outside the context of a band. | thought the public would not
understand. Now | don't think that's true. Now there's less magic associated
with how music gets onto a disc. (Editor’s note: A few days after the interview,
Scholz called back to credit former band member Barry Goudreau with some
lead guitar arrangements on the early Boston tracks "Long Time," "Used To
Bad News" and "Let Me Take You Home Tonight.”)

KZ: What do you think of the fact that Third Stage has sold

extremely well on Compact Disc?

TS: | definitely take that as a compliment. People who buy CDs are usually
buying something for very high performance systems. There's not too many
other reasons to pay the money. I'm sure having something that won't scratch is
nice, but | think they buy it for frequency response and a few other things.
That's a big compliment.

KZ: Each of the three albums have a cornerstone song that

touches you emotionally. Don't Look Back was an inspirational

song to me if | ever felt down or overworked. Is that your formula,
getting that basic emotional response?

TS: If itwas a formula, I'd put it into a computer and get the songs spit out a lot
faster! it's very deliberate, but it doesn't come easy. | absolutely refuse to put
something on a record that's anything other than an attempt to be inspirational.
I'm certainly not going to claim that | succeed at that all the time, butit's very
much what | want to do. | keep trying and every now and then | come up with
something that works. During the course of the last six years,when | wasn'tin
the frame of mind to be optimistic or inspirational, | would do more mechanical
things like mixing or working on a sound. | had to specifically cut myself away
from working on anything that was intrinsic to the music or the feeling of it. I'm
glad you felt that way about some of those songs. @

VOCALIST BRAD DELP TALKS ABOUT THE SIX
YEARS OF MAKING “THE THIRD STAGE"

KZ: A lot of musicians worry about being out of the public eye.

Has it worried you?

BD: In all this time, quite honestly, it never occurred to me. It certainly wasn't a
worry. | didn't think in terms of having to have a product out or having
somebody remember this. Creating the music for all three of the albums was
more of a personal experience. It was more important for us to have things be
completed the way we wanted than to have it out on any given schedule. We
were certainly conscious that people were waiting for it.

KZ: Were you scared when Third Stage came out after a six-year

gap?

BD: I don't think | was ever scared about it. A bootleg of "Amanda” got released
two or three years before the record came out. At first we thought that was
going to be disastrous, but in a backhanded way, it turned out to have a
somewhat positive effect. We found that, on every station that had managed to
get a hold of it, it was the top requested song. It was the last thing we would
have planned to do, and | don't know how it ever got out to people. MCA
certainly made sure it didn't stay out long. If we had any fears about being
accepted, | think that sort of relieved them.

KZ: Do you know where it was played?

BD: | know it was played in Tucson, Florida and in South Carolina. | heard it
myself in Boston on the radio. Someone told me it was out here in Los Angeles
as well. We had completed "Amanda,” but it wasn't the finished mix. It was
pretty close to the finished mix.

KZ: Do you remember the early stages of "Amanda"?

BD: My recollection is that we had about two or three versions of that song. |
remember writing one at my house. Tom had given me the same changes that

are in the existing song. | wrote a whole different set of lyrics and brought that
in. Atthat time, he was working on another set himself. We sifted through those
and decided which things fit the best.

KZ: What kind of reaction did you get from people on the street

during that six-year period of no Boston record?

BD: Most people didn't know. | live fairly quietly up in New Hampshire. Kids
around know, | guess. | pretty much go where | want anonymously. Most
people that do know are pretty supportive about it. When | first moved up to
New Hampshire after getting off the road on the last tour, a lot of people would
come up and say, "When's the record coming out?" | had a checking account at
a local bank up there and I'd say, "Well, gee. It should be out next year.” Then
time would go by and they would kind of look at me. It got to where I'd get a little
inhibited about going to the bank because | knew what they were going to ask. |
would go to the drive-up and shield my face with a hat or something.

KZ: What happened when you finally brought in the finished

product to MCA?

BD: We hand-delivered it. We came out to L.A. specifically for that because we
thought that they were particularly good about the whole thing. We've been
signed to them for two years now. They were very patient. They said, "When it's
finished, bring it in." There was never any pressure. We actually didn't tell them
when it was completed. We flew out to Los Angeles unannounced.

KZ: Who did you hand it to?

BD: Mr. Azoff. We had set up a fictitious meeting for him with one of his staff so
that we knew that he would be there. Then we just came in and he had no idea
we were coming. He was a pretty happy guy at the time. @

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I the 1ast two columns I've talked
about goals--why they're so important
and how they differ from "desires." Now
we're going to consider the really tough
part: getting those goals accomplished.
There's no magic technique, I'm afraid.
Often what separates those who achieve
goals from those who fail is simply brute
persistence. However, | can share with
you a few tips that may make the
difference as to whether or not you are
one of the achievers.

1. As I discussed at length in my last
column, make sure your goals are
specific, verifiable, time-phased and
challenging but realistic. The reason is
to provide you with a clear, concrete
standard, a benchmark of achievement,
rather than a vague wish or desire.
Hence, the desire to "get in better
shape” can be translated into the goal of
"taking part in some form of physical
exercise for a half-hour every day.”

2. I am convinced the secret of
success in goal attainment is
"chunking”--breaking down the goal into
little steps that can be accomplished
every day. The important thing is to do
something, however small, that gets you
closer to your goal. Suppose your goal
is "to increase market share 12 percent
within six months.” The next thing to do
is determine which particular little
actions you need to take every day to
get closer to that goal. | emphasize the
words "little" and "small." if you always
swing for the fences, you're bound to get
a lot of strike-outs. Instead of home runs,
try for bunts and singles, with an
occasional double. Therefore, to get that
12 percent increase, plan to do
something every day--meet with sales
reps, write to a supplier, conduct a focus
group with customers, hold a conference
with fellow managers--which
concentrates on that goal. Nothing is too
small--make a phone call, read a
magazine article, talk up the goal with
subordinates over lunch or send a short
thank-you note to a staff member who
comes up with a good idea. The trick is
to do something consistently. Now
imagine what happens when you're
chunking, and everyone else in your
department is chunking, and all those

little action steps are focused on that 12
percent increase in market share. Your
department is more likely to attain your
goal than a department that delegates
the goal to a committee which meets
periodically and ultimately generates a
big report that few people will read
anyway.

3. Anticipate future obstacles or
“blocks" to your goal. The obstacle may
be yourself, other people or practices
within your organization. For example,
have you developed any personal
habits that might make it difficuit for you
to exercise a half-hour every day? Are
there certain outdated policies in your
organization that would make it difficult
for you to court customers aggressively
in order to achieve that 12 percent
market share increase? The point is not
to give up on your goal, but to be aware
of the forces around (and within) you,
and then work to ensure that those
forces don't sabotage your goal. In the
examples above, you may need to
change certain habits or policies before
you can seriously expect to achieve your
goals.

4. As long as you're going to be
aware of the forces around you, don't
ignore the positive forces. We often fail
to notice potential sources of help all
around us. Colleagues, employees,
friends, acquaintances and family may
all provide us with information,
experience, advice, time, effort, material,
money or just plain emotional support.
Whether the goal is losing weight or
increasing market share, we are more
likely to achieve it if we plan for potential
sources of help, and if we're constantly
alert to noticing possible sources of
help. it may very well be that the security
guard in your building succeeded in
losing 40 pounds last year, or has a
brother whose company increased its
market share by 20 percent--but you'll
miss out on that valuable information if
you're not looking for it.

These four tips won't guarantee that
you'll achieve your goals, but they'll
increase the probability of success. So
start specifying, start chunking. and start
anticipating. That and a bit of brute
persistence is all you'll need. Good luck!®

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Last September, | did a column on classic call
letters, and invited comments. | got one
immediately from Robb Westaby, program director
at WMBD-Peoria, IL--and have been waiting for
more ever since! Now that | have concluded that
there are to be no more with which to make a
second column, | do want to at least print Robb's
letter, and again invite more. Call letters are the
brand names of the product we create--and there's
a lot of history there. So | renew my invitation to
contribute to another future column on the
subject.

Robb wrote: “| have two stories. First, for
whatever reason, Theodore Roosevelt was touring
central Winois, which features some pretty bluffs
overlooking the flinois River. He was being driven
along a road named Grand View Drive--featuring
the ritziest real estate in the area, for reasons best
described by the name of the street--when he is
said to have proclaimed that what he was seeing
was ‘The World's Most Beautiful Drive.' All this,
remember, when radio was still just figuring out
what the international standard distress code
should be! But someone remembered the phrase
when Peoria’s first radio station was due on the air
in 1927, and the rest of the story you will find on
the letterhead of my radio station."

Teddy Roosevelt was eminently quotable
because of his expansive habit of enthusiastically
overstating his emotions. Many people know he
was drinking a custom blend of coffee at the
Maxwell House restaurant when he proclaimed it
"good to the last drop." The restaurant was able to
capitalize rather enduringly on that
pronouncement, too!

Robb’s second story: "I used to work at
WOWO-Ft. Wayne, Indiana. That city's residents
believe that the call letters mean "Wayne Offers
Wonderful Opportunities.” But the truth is that
they mean nothing--they just sounded good to the
founding father back in the twenties. It was some
time in the forties when the station ran a contest to
find the best phrase using the call letters. That was
the winning phrase, so the contest created the
tradition. And we all know that perceptions last a
long, tong time!

"And then there was WIND-Chicago, which so
many believe stood for Windy City, but which
actually stood for INDiana, since the original city of
license--and still the transmitter site--is Gary,
Indiana.”

Thanks to Robb Westaby of WMBD, and | hope
he jogs others to bring us tidbits of call-letter
history.

As language evolves, words change their
meaning, and it would be interesting to know if any
other station has found itself in the same fix as a
station in Salem, Oregon. It was the first Country
music station in the state, and still the longest in

the format. When it started out, it wanted a word
meaning "cheerful, happy, carefree," so KGAY
seemed a good choice. By 1986, the station was
grimly sticking to the call letters simply because
they were familiar in the marketplace. But the
station finally bit the bullet and changed its name.
It's KYKN now.

As an interesting sidelight, Salem may have
had two unique radio distinctions. As far as | can
tell, this market of 250,000 may be the largest in
the country with only one FM channel assigned to
it by the FCC, and it may have also been the largest
distinct market with no directional AM station. Until
KYKN installed two more towers last year and went
fulltime with a directional nighttime signal, none of
Salem's six AM stations—four of them already
fulltime--was directional. One was started in the late
thirties, nondirectional fulltime from the start; one
was Class IV; one was granted fulltime in the
breakdown of the clear channels several years ago
and was able to operate fulltime at night; and one
got fullime last year by being on a Canadian clear
channel, being granted a bit over 100 watts for
nighttime operation. And there were two
nondirectional daytimers. Now there's one of
those.

Speaking of daytimers, the FCC in December
announced a freeze on new applications for
daytime AM stations, apparently with an eye to
eliminating the category eventually. This raises
interesting questions about what the FCC may
contemplate as a solution for the remaining
daytime stations. Some have been granted at least
nominal fulltime status on Canadian clear channels
with low power; others have added odd power
levels for fulltime, installed directional antenna
systems and changed to a usable fulltime
frequency. But a lot of daytimers still have no
prospect of fulltime broadcasting, and, as long as
the FCC was authorizing new ones, there seemed
no commitment to eliminating the old ones. The
cutoff suggests that such a commitment may be in
the offing.

After 1990, a new section of the AM band will
open up: 1610 to 1700kHz. There has been
considerable discussion about daytimers getting
the preference for those new frequencies, with
daytime power up to 10 kw. But nighttime power
will have to be restricted if even a substantial
percentage of the daytimers are to be
accommodated on the ten new channels--and, of
course, other Western Hemisphere nations have
an interest in making use of those channels, too.
So far, neither the FCC nor Congress has
mandated that receiver manufacturers incorporate
the new frequencies--and no manufacturer has
made a point of doing so voluntarily. That means
there will be a period of time when the potential
audience for those stations will be limited. So there

is a strong possibility that daytimers moving to the
new frequencies will be alfowed to remain--daytime
only--on their former frequencies for an extended
period of time, while simulcasting on the new
band. (This will not be cheap, since it will require
two transmitters and either a second transmission
system or a diplex network to allow both
transmitters to use the same tower.)

One daytimer has filed a petition with the FCC
requesting that a few megacycles just above
television channel 13 be reailocated for a second
FM band, on which daytimers would be allowed to
operate fulltime with lower power than the regular
FM band permits. Coverage would be limited
further by the propagation characteristics of the
higher frequencies, so the petition requests
simultaneous daytime AM/fulltime FM operation for
an extended period of time--after which each
station would have to sign off the daytime AM
frequency permanently. Apparently the FM band
in question is virtually unused in the United States,
and the petitioner suggests that this would be a
means of disposing of the daytime station category
and improving the remaining AM fulltime service by
reducing interference on the AM band. An
interesting, if ambitious, idea. @

THE NIGHT SHIFT

A few months back, we dedicated this space to
the moming players—or teams—in black radio. This
time, we thought we'd take a look at the
unheralded hitmakers who work at night. Whether
the shift extends from six to ten or seven to
midnight, the feeling following drivetime is
different. But the need for a combination of fun
and funk is still there.

Someone once linked these zany performers
to legendary circus acts. They both embody
qualities that are prized for generations. Even at
small-market stations, they can turn into global
center-ring attractions. And, like their counterparts
under the big top, balance is the key to success.

FUNK FORMULA

Not so long ago, in a galaxy nearer than you
might think, there was a radio station with the
programming philosophy of "Belt 'em with the best
boogie in town." And they won--big! Yes, it was an
up-tempo show with few, if any, ballads before ten
o'clock. Just as key as the sizzling songs was the
pumping patter of the DJ, who just kept rockin' and
talkin'. Then there was Melvin Lindsey and WHUR
and the griginal "Quiet Storm." There are some
who feel that a more laid-back approach is the way
to win those high cumes. Actually, either approach
can work, depending on the timing and the market.

What really happens to the night-shift jocks
that's different from the daytimers? For one thing,
in many markets the shifts following afternoon
drive have to compete directly with television and a
host of other distractions. So the successful
station has to have someone cookin' in the hit
"kitchen™ after sundown.

Top night personalities have not been available
in abundance for the same reasons that morning,
midday and PM drivers have been in short supply.
They just have not been allowed or encouraged to
develop. During the past few years of
over-researched, abbreviated talk-sets, DJs"
individual contributions were trimmed back. They
played ten, twelve, up to sixteen songs in a row as
more and more stations went to the liner-card, less
talk/more music philosophy. Anyone who had a
heart or voice wound up very frustrated, resulting,
naturally, in a rather severe shortage of jocks who
were hip, funny and clever, and could be trained to
say relevant, topical things on the radio. Those
more experienced jocks who were daring enough
to work in their humor even with a more-music
format rose to the top or got out.

HOW MUCH PERSONALITY?

That question probably has as many answers as
Whitney Houston's "How Will | Know?" While there
is a strong need for more personality, even on
music stations, it is not the old-style personality of

the 60s and 70s. Aimless talk, just because the
mike is open, will not get it. Today's winning
personality has to relate—and the music still has to
be right. A strong personality playing weak songs
or trying to break too many new records will not get
it either! The way to go is usually well-anchored
image liners coupled with some topical show prep
and a sprinkle of humor --if you have the talent
who can habitually pull it off day after day.

Your overall music format, especially after
sundown, should win you about 70 to 80 percent
of your numbers. But the other 20-30 percent
depends on your air talent's execution, and how
much freedom they are given. If listeners just
wanted the time, call letters and song intros,
automation would be the ticket. The most effective
jocks, according to our studies, clearly understand
how to execute the basics for continuity purposes,
and how you want the station promoted. With
proper guidelines, you could probably leave the
execution and phrasing to the talent, and let their
individual personalities take over the show. But
therein lies the problem. You must be clear as to
just what is expected. The format must be
explained, and the air talent must be sold on it.
Then they can be part of it and sell it on the air.

With very few exceptions, DJs on today's urban
contemporary music stations are adjuncts to the
music and other involvement elements. Many have
been trained to lower their personality profile as
part of a "laid-back” image.

While we're not saying that those who work the
night shifts should sound like a part of the morning
team, they can add to the station's overall strength
when they do talk--provided they have something
to say. There's still nothing better than someone
who so compliments the format that you're waiting
for a somewhat controversial song like Shirley
Murdock's "As We Lay" to hear the jock say
something hip and funny that everyone can relate
to. In this case, he or she performs a vital
entertainment service for a music station, rather
than just trying to be a star.

The best way to develop such personalities is
to hold talent development sessions with them.
(We used to call them critiques.) The whole idea is
to make the air talent more effective, to save time
and money--and rating points. In many cases,
program directors or operations managers spend
very little time on upgrading. Sometimes, that's
because they are on the air themselves and in
ego-competition. Many PDs are so busy that they
aren't able to attend to the day-to-day problems of
talent motivation and development. The jocks are
left to their own devices with little or no input from
the person in charge.

Local, daily countdowns are often the key to
the night shifts. They force the air talent into direct
contact with the audience, and a sharp jock can fit
some humor into the show with a bit or interplay

with a listener.

Many listeners still tune out, if only mentally,
when they hear something other than music on
the radio. if they're in a car, it's just a one-button
motion to move to your competition. So give them
another reason to listen besides the music. That
way you minimize tune-out and maximize
tune-in--and both can cause your cumes to rise.
And climbing cumes will not only lead you to higher
ground, but to the next rung on the career ladder.
The night shift is important...it can be enlarged like
a snapshot, but, fike a snapshot, if it's out of focus,
everything becomes a blur. @
