THE $10,000 
TELEPHONE CALL 

Have you ever considered the cost of 
a dissatisfied customer -the actual hard - 
nosed dollars -and -cents loss? Since our 
cost -accounting techniques cant give us 
a precise answer, we often assume it's not 
a significant factor. But it is a significant 
factor, and it can be estimated. And an 
increasing number of effective managers 
are doing just that. 

Take, for example, Linda Merritt, a 
middle manager at AT &T. Now that 
AT &T has some competition in the 
long -distance market, she was concerned 
about customers switching brand loyalty 
to outfits such as MCI and Sprint. She 
took it upon herself to talk about the 
"worth" of customer dissatisfaction with 
the account representatives -the 
employees who respond when customers 
call with questions about their bills. She 
presented the hypothetical case of the 
customer who protests a $5.18 charge for 
a collect call erroneously accepted by her 
nine -year -old son. 

Merritt calculated that if the account 
rep quickly accepts the customer's argu- 
ment and credits her bill, the cost to 
AT &T is roughly $10.18 -the credit plus 
$5.00 worth of the account rep's time 
(assuming a five -minute conversation at 
a cost of a dollar a minute). 

Suppose, however, the account rep 
does not accept the customer's argument. 
Two scenarios can unfold. In one, the 
customer ultimately wins, but only after a 
10- minute argument with the account 
representative (that's $10 right there), 
plus the time involved with account 
representative's supervisor (an added 
$20). In this case, AT &T loses $35.18. 

In scenario two, AT &T "wins " -i.e. 
refuses to credit the customer's account. 
In this case, the company still winds up 
losing $24.82, because, although it retains 
the $5.18, it has to spend $30 in company 
time to do it. Note that, regardless of the 
outcome, the immediate cost to AT &T is 
two to three times greater than what it 
would be if the account representative 
had simply credited the customer's 
account. 

Merritt took it a step further. She noted 
that if the account rep had argued with 
the customer -in effect questioning her 
integrity-odds are the woman would 

become a dissatisfied customer, regard- 
less of the outcome. Merritt then noted 
the marketing research indicating that 
more than 80 percent of dissatisfied 
customers don't come back. Assuming 
that the customer uses a long-distance 
carrier for 20 years and makes an average 
of $175 worth of calls a year, the loss of 
that customer to MCI or Sprint works out 
to an additional $3,500. 

But why stop there? Merritt was also 
aware of marketing studies that show 
each dissatisfied customer is likely to tell 
up to 14 other people, and that people ar 
more influenced by a "bad news" story 
than by a "good news" story. Even 
assuming that only two friends of the 
dissatisfied customer were influenced by 
her story and thus signed up with MCI, 
AT &T's loss is multiplied to a grand total 
of $10,530 -all for a gain of $5.18. 

If anything, the above numbers might 
be conservative. Research also indicates 
that for every customer who complains, 26 
don't-they just quietly take their 
business elsewhere. So imagine the 
potential impact of 20-odd quietly 
disgruntled customers with their own 
version of the $5.18 complaint. Also 
consider another startling fact: It costs 
five times as much to prospect for new 
customers as it does to keep the current 
ones. The numbers keep on adding up, 
don't they? 

The flip side, of course, is that satisfied 
customers also tell their colleagues and 
friends. So imagine this return on 
investment: A $5.18 problem handled 
quickly and courteously, albeit at a "loss" 
to the company, can return 20 years of a 
customer's business, totaling thousands 
of dollars. 

Obviously, Merritt believes there are 
times when the phone company should 
not credit the customer. The account reps 
need to be trained and coached on phone 
etiquette, and then be given authority to 
use their own common sense. But, as 
Merritt points out, a whole new perspec- 
tive on "costs" is needed. 

That brings us to my last article, in 
which I described how an airline 
managed to alienate three customers in 
only 10 minutes -one because the airline 
agent refused to answer a simple

question, one because he could not pay 
for his ticket with a check, though he'd 
been told he could on the phone, and the 
third because the loud, unpleasant 
argument between the second customer 
and the airline staff took up so much time 
she was in danger of missing her flight. 

Let's use AT &T's perspective here: 
Assume the average customer spends 
$1,000 a year with this particular airline. If 
those disgruntled passengers take their 
business elsewhere for five years-and 
influence a total of 20 others to do 
likewise-we're talking a potential loss to 
the airline of $115,000. 

I believe these calculations may even 
be underestimates, but of course, I can't 
prove it to your accountants. But I'll tell 
you this -a lot of successful managers are 
changing their orientation towards 
customers, and reaping the benefits of 
increased profits. 

Merritt put it well in a memo she wrote 
to her people:

LABELS TEST THEIR METAL 

POP MEETS Pt 
Though TV scheduling consider- 

ations delayed the centerpiece 
New Music Awards until next 
spring, 1987s CMJ Music 
Marathon attracted a slew of 
college radio programmers and 
record industry marketing and 
promo reps to New York City Oct. 
29 -31. 

Besides showcasing new artists, 
this year's convention provided a 
forum for discussion of issues 
ranging from the impact of heavy 
metal to the politics of art. 

Keynote speakers Abbie 
Hoffman and Billy Bragg both 
addressed the latter issue. 
Hoffman noted that pop culture 
cannot itself change society, but can 
bring together people who can 
bring about social change. Song- 
writer Bragg insisted, "Politics is 
far too important to be left to the 
politicians." Looking back a 
decade, he said, "The Clash said 
they were going to change the 
world -and I believed it. Instead, 
people bought the Sandinista 
album and thought they'd done 
their part." 

'Mie Politics of Dancing" panel 
featured a star -studded cast of 
activist artists, including Ruben 
Blades, Jackson Browne, Little 
Steven Van Zandt, Bruce Cock- 
burn, Holly Near, Nona Hendryx 
and gadfly journalist Dave Marsh. 
Little Steven emphasized the 
importance of concentrating on 
attainable goals, such as dis- 
couraging artists from playing 
South Africa's Sun City, or pro- 
moting letter- writing campaigns on 
behalf of political prisoners. 
Musicians have neither the time 
nor the expertise to create their 
own organizations, he said, which 
is why it is practical to "piggy- 
back" on such groups as Amnesty 
International or Greenpeace. 

Politics within the music 
industry was the focus of "The 
Heavy Metal Marathon," a con- 
vention- within -a- convention that 
dissected the genre through half a 
dozen panels. Bob Chiappardi of

SOMETHING ELSE 
TO WORRY ABOUT 

Broadcast organizations and the 
trade press have been strangely silent 
about something new that broadcasters 
must be alert for. You may be aware that 
the Environmental Protection Agency has 
been concerned about so-called PCBs for 
over a decade. This chemical was often 
used as part of the cooling oil in trans- 
formers such as those found at the top of 
utility poles. The stuff was believed to be 
poisonous, perhaps carcinogenic. Electric 
power companies have been involved 
with eliminating PCBs for years. 

Now the EPA has extended its investi- 
gation to include broadcast stations. If 
your station has an older transmitter, 
there is a very good chance that its power 
transformers and/or oil -filled capacitors 
contain PCBs. That means warning labels 
need to be placed on all equipment which 
may contain them -even on access doors 
to rooms and buildings which house such 
equipment. It also means any sign of 
leakage of components believed to 
contain PCBs must be dealt with 
thoroughly in accordance with the law. 

This is something to take quite seri- 
ously. Inspection of one major radio 
station turned up an engineer's routine 
log entry that an oil -filled capacitor 
"might" be developing a leak, and would 
have to be monitored. The EPA fined the 
station close to $30,000 for failing to take 
"appropriate measures" for resolving a 
"possible hazard." 

That fine is nearly triple the largest fine 
ever levied by the FCC for severe mis- 
conduct. If it strikes you as unbelievable, 
I agree -particularly in view of the fact 
that some scientists have recently con- 
cluded PCBs may not be that hazardous 
after all. But the laws are on the books, 
and nobody ever accused government 
agencies of not trying to justify their 
existence. 

Here's another one: A major -market 
station owned by a respected group 
owner was recently hit with a $5,000 fine 
after an EPA inspection of its transmitter 
site. The station's chief engineer believed 
all bases were covered -but the fine was 
levied for several very minor "violations," 
including (get this) having the wrong size 
EPA warning stickers! 

PCBs are also often found in the 
"ballasts" of older fluorescent light fix- 

tures, and these ballasts sometimes burn 
and leak when one tube of a pair goes 
bad. In speaking with staff members of a 
radio station where that recently hap- 
pened, I learned the local fire department 
was not nearly as concerned as it would 
have been about one from specialized 
industrial equipment such as power 
transformers. Apparently, the EPA rules 
are more lenient concerning spills from 
consumer equipment, although they arc 
more likely to result in exposing PCBs to 
the public than are transformers and 
capacitors. Nonetheless, the station has 
gone around posting warning stickers on 
all fluorescent light fixtures as soon as 
they show the first signs of flickering or 
turning black at the ends. 

Since broadcasters have not been 
getting warnings on the subject from the 
usual magazines and trade organizations, 
this column may be a timely warning for 
those stations that may inadvertently be 
in violation of the EPA rules on PCBs. Any 
such violations discovered by government 
inspectors may prove very expensive! For 
more information, contact your local fire 
department and /or the EPA. 

Here's another warning: Suppose you 
sell a piece of equipment, like an old 
transmitter, which has PCBs in it, and at 
some later date, it's involved in a leak or 
spill involving PCBs. The liability for that 
leak rebounds on the seller of the equip- 
ment (your station) and not on the buyer 
-no matter how careless the buyer may 
have been in handling the equipment. 

That means that before you sell any 
equipment which does or might contain 
PCBs, all the parts which might contain 
PCBs must be replaced with those that 
don't, and the old parts must be disposed 
of according to EPA rules, which means 
paying an authorized disposal company 
to burn the PCB-contaminated oil. For 
most stations, that means it is not eco- 
nomical to sell or even scrap such equip- 
ment. If you can't trade it in, you may just 
have to keep it permanently -properly 
labelled with warning stickers, of course! 

Next week: a reminder about a couple 
of FCC rules that many stations have 
actually forgotten about-and they, too, 
could prove costly.

KZ: The first thing I noticed about Cloud Nine was how crisp 
and clear the sound is, as opposed to, say, All Things Must Pass, 
which was roomy and foggy. 
GH: Well, that was a long time ago. All Things Must Pass was very 
much influenced by the fact that Phil Spector was producing. When I 
listen to that now, it just sounds so over the top with all the echo. It's 
swamped and swirling in echo. At the time it seemed very good, but in 
retrospect, it's just too washy. But this album is clean. I think the 
influence of Jeff Lynne is partly the reason for that. 
KZ: There's a beautiful ballad on the album, "Just For Today. 
GH: I originally wrote that one and "Breath Away From Heaven" for 
the "Shanghai Surprise" movie we did with Madonna. There was no 
soundtrack album because there didn't seem to be a point to it --the film 
was getting slated all over the place, even before it was finished. So I 
saved those tunes and recut them for this record because I thought the 
songs were good. That's why "Breath Away From Heaven" is slightly 
Chinese -sounding. And the other one was the love song between those 

two characters, played by Sean (Penn) and Madonna. 
KZ: "When We Was Fab" is a stylistic look back at the Beatles. 
Did you collaborate with Jeff Lynne on that one? 
GH: Yes. Jeff and I wrote "Fab" together, as well as "That's What It 
Takes." "Fab" was an idea I had --to try to write a song like that 
period. The cello contributed to the overall mood of that period. We did 
all the backing voices. Because it's nostalgic, there's a lot of little 
sounds subtly used, that remind you of that period. For example, on the 
backing vocals on the bridge, there's a little phasing and backwards 
stuff. Of course at the end, there's some sitar. 
KZ: Do you still play? 
GH: Yes, a little bit, just for my own amusement. It's a wonderful 
instrument- -very, very difficult to master. I mean, I haven't really 
gotten through the guitar properly after all these years. But I just love 
the sound of the sitar. Every so often I play, mainly exercises -- little 
scales and fills so I can continue to hear that sound. 
KZ: This record sounds like a guitar album to me --and I beg to 
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"I'm no relic," the ex- Beatle sings. 

logical first question to George Harrison would have been, "Where ye been the last 
five years ?" But, as he says, "What's five years these days when time flies by so 

quickly ?" Sometimes five years is not a long time to be away, especially when 

you've been busy. 

In person, George Harrison seems a lot different from the solemn portraits that have been 

showing up recently in publications like Rolling Stone. It makes it too easy to dismiss him as a 

serious, middle -aged ex- Beatle. He isn't. When we met in the Warner Brothers offices in 

Burbank, my immediate first impression was that of a first generation English rocker --hip

differ. I think you're a great guitar player. 
GH: Thanks. I've got my own method of playing, but there are so 
many amazing players, it does humble you. I suppose what makes me 
feel less like a player is having not done all the live work and touring 
on the road. You really need to play all the time to keep your chops 
together. So when the occasion arises, when I do play, I'm so rusty. I 
just pick up a guitar for a session, I play chords a lot. Sometimes I've 
gone into my studio at home just to make a twelve -bar backing track, 
so I can just play along with it, but it always ends up turning into a 
tune. I write words to it. You're right. This album does have a lot of 
guitar. That's another reason I thought Jeff Lynne was a good choice. 
Like me, he's a songwriter /singer who plays guitar and produces 
records. 
KZ: Aside from all the guest participants, it sounds like you 
and Jeff Lynne put together the lion's share of the album. 
GH: Yes. We did most of the stuff --all of the backing voices, all the 
guitars except for the solos and little bits that Eric ( Clapton) played. 
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Jeff and I did a lot of the keyboards. Gary Wright played piano on two 
tunes. Elton (John) plays on three tunes. Jim Horn did the horn parts. 
Apart from that and the drumming, the main bulk of the work was by 
Jeff and me. 
KZ: Isn't it amazing how much two people can do these days. 
GH: Or one person. I've made a lot of demos where it was mainly 
myself, maybe overdubbing the drummer -- getting rid of the drum box. 
It's much easier these days because of all the MIDTd stuff and all the 
drum boxes and computerization. But I didn't really want it to sound 
like that. I wanted my record to sound more like a band. We used the 
minimal amount of emulator. To my ears, like with Beatles records, 
you can still hear if it's an emulator, just like you could when it was a 
Mellotron back in 1966. 
KZ: Technology can tend to bookmark a record into a certain 
time frame. 
GH: Yes. Also it's like some of these rhythmic patterns. It's just 
too perfect. Continued on next page 
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KZ: Are you still into Eastern religion and meditation? 
GH: I must admit I've been real lazy with it recently. That's probably 
why Tye been so tired. I just got so into doing music in the studio that I 
let it slip from time to time. But my feelings about it are still the same. 
I've gotten a bit more quiet about it these days. 
KZ: Why's that? 
GH: Its like with anything. You change a little bit. You mature, 
I suppose. 
KZ: It interests me that such a Western person can adopt 
such a blatantly Eastern philosophy and adapt it readily to 
their lifestyle. 
GH: But it's not just Eastern. Its like the difference between the 
English language and Portugese or Chinese. The thing that they call 
"Eastern philosophy" in itself is like a conceptual block. All that yoga, 
all the stuff from the Buddha, all the great Indian masters, Christ 
included --it's a science. It's just like how you would fix your motor 
car engine. You follow all the rules. You know how to take it all apart 
and put it together. Its as exact as that --but it's a long process to do it. 
That's what all the yoga meditation is about. It's the science of God's 
realization and how to attain that in your lifetime--or many lifetimes. 
It isn't really alien. It's a natural thing. Even down to when I did that 
trancendental meditation with the Maharishi, he'd say that the soul's 
natural instinct is to go from one state to the greatest state of happiness. 
What we naturally want is deeper happiness. Like the bee drawn to the 
flower with the most honey, our souls and our minds and our 
consciousness are naturally drawn to something that's nicer. So when 
you get into that meditation, as long as you have a few guidelines on 
how to approach it, it's really a matter of undoing everything. It's not 
letting everything get inside. And when you can get to that, your 
consciousness will automatically go to the state that's peaceful and 
joyful. 
KZ: But aren't those rules stringent, for instance about 
lifestyle? 
GH: Well there's different things. Some of these organizations that do 
observe explicit day -to -day procedures are very difficult. People think, 
"In order to experience this peace, I have to become a renunciate or go 

live in a cave in the Himalayas." You don't really. Some people like 
you are writers. I'm a musician. We all have our own karma. For the 
sake of a better word, that's what it is. We all have to do what we have to 
do. It's all how to put that into your life. The Krishnas, they're very 
austere. No drink. No smoke. No sex. No chocolate. No anything like 
that. Not everybody can do that. If you had to it that way, it would be 
terrible because only a selected few would be able to get that experience. 
Fortunately for us, because we're all many different people living 
different attitudes, there are many different ways of approaching the 
same thing. I don't really like the idea of eating red meat. I ate it up 
until 1965 because I was given it as a child. Certain things fall away 
from your life. I don't think you have to give things up to meditate. It's 
more like you get to the point where you just don't want things like 
that. 
KZ: It seems ironic to me that in China, as they progress into 
the technological age, Confucianism is getting more popular. 
GH: Yes! It's great. All that has been there for thousands of years and 
always will be. It's just the interpretation that makes it seem difficult. 
So many people out there represent a way of thinking, saying that 
they're teachers. You have to have a bit of discretion. Somebody once 
said, "Be like the wise ant and crawl through the grains of sand and 
just pull out the grains of sugar." I think all the experiences you have 
in your life enable you to get enough information or knowledge to then 
be able to discriminate and find the right approach for yourself. 
KZ: How is it being in music, in your forties? I wonder all the 
time whether getting older changes one's outlook. I look 
toward people like yourself as an inspiration. 
GH: I think you do get more responsible. I mean, I've become more 
responsible. I still have that ability to be a bit silly. As I said, things 
fall away from your life that you needed when you were younger and 
all you wanted to do was go out and boogie. Also, I don't have as much 
energy as I used to have. I've never been a great one for jumping out of 
bed in the morning. I've always been in that nightclub kind of 
syndrome. I always work better later in the day. 
KZ: Where did you find the song 'I've Got My Mind 
Set On You'? 
GH: I've had the song for years. I bought the album the first trip I was 
in the States. It was a very old- fashioned recording. There's a guy who 
had a record that was really great called "If You're Gonna Make A 

Fool Of Somebody." It was popular about 1960 by a guy named James 
Ray. The original version wasn't a big hit, but the song was with us. 

We used to perform it a lot as the Beatles. Later, some other band from 
the North of England got a hit with it. "If You're Gonna Make A Fool 
Of Somebody" then became a bit more well known. It was written by 
someone called Rudy Clark. If he's reading this, I don't know 
anything about where he is. 
KZ: Hopefully, he held onto the song. Do you own all 
of your songs? 
GH: I have all of them from the Beatles' White Album. Everything 
I wrote before that, I don't. 
KZ: Michael Jackson owns them, doesn't he? 
GH: (nods) That's just one of those things when you're young and 
somebody says, "Well, you've got to have your songs published." 
Publishing to me was like legalizing it somehow. They'd say, "Sign 
this bit of paper." What they failed to say was, "After signing this 
paper, I'm going to steal the copyright of your songs," which is what 
happened. It was assigning the copyright. I mean, who would ever 
sign that? Years later I found out I didn't own those songs. Those 
songs that belonged to John and Paul got sold to various people, and 
now Michael Jackson. People who buy copyrights or catalogs, don't 
think about how songs got written. They're just buying it like you'd 
buy an antique table or a painting. 
KZ: Something doesn't seem right about that. 
GH: I know. Especially when Paul was trying to buy it himself. I 
would like to have seen him get it just so it (the songs) would be 
controlled by at least one of the people who had written those songs. 
KZ: How do you live with knowing those songs are owned by 
someone else? 
GH: Well, there's been so many things like that in Beatle history. In 
the end, you'd go crazy if you kept worrying about eve ev 

day. It's unfortunate. Everything I've written since the White 
Album - ='My Guitar Gently Weeps," "Piggies," "Sgt. Pepper "...no 
no, that was before, wasn't it? After that it was Let It Be, Abbey Road, 
then all my own albums... 
KZ: It's funny to hear George Harrison get the order of the 
Beatle albums wrong. Now that they've started coming out on 
compact disc, what do you think of them? 
GH: I like CDs generally. They're such nice, neat little things. As for 
the Beatles CDs, the first batch --the first records we made --were only 
in mono. George Martin kept trying to tell people they weren't stereo. 
You can't have them in stereo because we never made them in stereo! 
We used all this ancient equipment. But the Sgt. Pepper CD seemed 
like a different mix to me. It didn't seem as compact. I can hear too 
many isolated things that seem louder than I remember. I remember 
the sound as all together. So I don't know. I don't enjoy them as much 
as my memory of the final mix. I think the compact discs ought to get 
better as our records improved technically. By the time we made 
Abbey Road, I think we were on an eight -track machine, so the quality 
became better -- although eight tracks doesn't sound like much, does it? 
KZ: It doesn't sound like much now, but there seemed to 
be a lot of care taken when the Beatles originally recorded 
their music. 
GH: Then again, Sgt. Pepper was made on a four -track machine. So 
even if you re -mix it, there's not much you can do. There are just four 
faders. I do suppose you can still change the overall impression. 
KZ: Getting back to the new album, what about the song, 
"Devil's Radio"? 
GH: That was a song that came from two things. One was that I was 
parked at a traffic light by this little church in England. They had a 
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Who .rd on the side of this church which said, "Gossip- -the Devil's 
radio Don't be a broadcaster." I thought, "Well that's good. That 
sounc 3 like a song." That same week I went to see Eurythmics live at 
Wem ley. I enjoyed the show. I kept thinking, "God, I can do this 
kind rock n roll stuff." I suppose the two thoughts got welded together 
into that song. 
KZ: Do you listen to a lot of music at home? 
GH: Not in the sense of what's current and on the radio, what's Top 
Ten and things like that. I've got a juke box, for instance, which is full 
of very early Elvis, Buddy Holly. You know, the old songs- -Santo and 
Johnny (laughs). I still enjoy classical Indian music, and I still like 
the nal old rock and roll like Little Richard and Chuck Berry. I like 
to lisc:n to ethnic music --blues or Hawaiian, all that kind of music 
that's not really associated with the industry. I love old thirties music 
like ('ab Calloway's band. It just kills me! It's just so rocking! I've 
seen Id footage of Cab Calloway, and he was rocking more than 
Elvis Listening to some of his band's arrangements, I couldn't 
undo -stand why it took so long to get from the 19308 to the 1950s, unless 
it had something to do with the war or the depression and all that. 
Tracks on Cab Calloway's 1931 sessions are so much like Bill 
Haley-the first rock n roll kind of stuff. Why did it take twenty -odd 
years to pick up where he was already at then? Good stuff. 
KZ: Isn't it amazing how music has become such a major 
export for England? 
GH: is, isn't it? It's because of unemployment and because it's 
desir :ble to be in a rock and roll band as well. There's always good 
stuff that keeps coming. 
KZ: But you guys were responsible, almost singlehandedly, 
for Iuilding that industry. 

I wanted my record to sound more like a 

band. We used the minimal amount of 
emulator. To my ears, like with Beatles 

records, you can still hear if it's an 

emulator, just like you could when it was a 

Mellotron back in 1966. 

GH: Well, we helped it to break through and make it possible for other 
peopl.. to get noticed. But even within England, it was a terrible 
strug4le to get down there to London and make a record. In the early 
sixties, they didn't really want to know about anybody outside of 
Lond.:n. But once we made it, the A &R men from all these record 
compamies signed everybody and every band that had made a record. 
It wa , a matter of opening up America as well. That was the main 
thing. Until us, nobody had really made it out of England into 
Amer ca really big. There had been a couple of number one records 
like Acker Bilk or Lonnie Donegan's'Rock Island Line" that 
pene. rated the charts. It. was not really until the Beatles and even with 
us, we had a couple of years before 1964, which was our first hit, where 
we h.od three records in 1962 and 1963 on different labels. Once we 
made it, again, it became a bit easier for bands coming out of England 
to be noticed -- Rolling Stones and the like. But there's always been 
good musicians here. America has always been the place we looked up 
to th t always had the greatest rock n roll and the greatest players and 
singe ^s. England does have a lot of suprises that come out, like Dire 
Straus. Mark Knopfler came out in the middle of when the music was 
getti g a bit weird. Suddenly this nice band came out, playing straight 
rock. Great guitar player! There's always been stuff like that in 
Engl nd and I'm sure it will continue. 
KZ: Is having hit records still important to you? 
GH: It's not that important in that I've already had a certain amount of 
ego . atification during all that (Beatle) period. In fact, it got to the 
point with the Beatles that it was so much and there was so much 
tension about, quite honestly I wanted a bit of peace. But it is important 
with '.his record. We spent all this time making it, and I know it's a 
good record, it's disappointing if it doesn't get on the radio, if it just 

disappears like my last album (Gone Troppo). I don't think it even got 
any radio play. That's disappointing. Then you see all these other 
people are out there selling these millions of records. I might as well 
sell some as well. There's no reason why this stuff isn't just as valid. 
KZ: Are you going to continue making records regularly? 
GH: (pauses) Well...actually this is my last record on my present 
contract. I'm not sure what I'll do next. But I do enjoy writing and 
making records. I don't really enjoy the promotion side of it --all the 
things I'm obliged to do like TV programs and chat shows. There is a 
certain amount of industry stuff I think is necessary to make people 
like you, and the radio stations and the public aware that the record is 
interesting. But all the other promo stuff, I can do without that, really. 
I've enjoyed it in the past and I try to enjoy it now, but I don't really 
like talking about myself. I've OD'd on being a celebrity. 
KZ: What would you like to talk about? 
GH: I'd rather not talk. I'd rather write songs and make records. It 
would be good if you could just put them out and have people play them. 
As I was saying about Jeff Lynne, we ended up enjoying the 
experience. I'd like to do, with Jeff, something more in the sense of a 

group. Although it felt a bit like he and I were this group bouncing 
ideas back and forth, when it came down to it, it's my record. I have to 
sing and do all that. There's certain things I'd like to do in a group 
where one person can sing one bit and another person can sing 
another bit. I'd like to have different voice sounds. If we could make a 
record like that...well, I know we can and possibly will. It depends. 
KZ: My perception of you is similar to my perception of Eric 
Clapton. Making records is one thing, but I sense a reluctance 
towards being a bandleader. 
GH: I would never want to be a bandleader. This was a problem back 
when we all split up and made solo records, and even more so doing a 
concert. I never wanted to be the guy at the front with the suit on. It's 
much better when you can come in and do your bits or whatever. But 
with a band, you have to do it, like Eric. 
KZ: Is he like you -- "Just put the record out'? 
GH: He told me, "If you want to go on the road, rll be in your band any 
day." He still enjoys playing as a sideman for other people. He even 
goes on the road occasionally just as a guitarist in a band. 
KZ: You mention Big Bill Broonzy in 'The Wreck Of The 
Hesperus." 
GH: I'm not a relic. Big Bill Broonzy just came out. I used to listen to 
him when I was a teenager. My concept of Big Bill Broonzy is just like 
his name. This big guy who is just like a rock, doing his tunes as the 
rest of the world goes by. It just seemed funny. Sometimes the words 
just come out. I think, "Should I just say that? Oh, well. Why not ?" 

KZ: Are you ready for the success this record could bring 
into your life? 
GH: Well, I hope the record is successful, but I certainly don't think 
this record's success is going to make me want to tour the world for 
nine months every year. Now I have other things to take care of, but I 
wouldn't mind occasionally doing some shows. 
KZ: You now have a film company which is producing a 
lot of unique films. Will your emergence hack into music be 
pulling at you? 
GH: Music's my first interest. Films involve so many other people. 
Its a much more expensive and lengthy process. With music, you 
have more control. It's much quicker to hear and know what it is 
you've got. Then again, the films are interesting. It's taken nine 
years since our first film, and over that nine years it's taken all that 
time to get Handmade Films respect in the film industry. It's got a 
nice name for itself. People see it's a Handmade film and they'll go 
see it. You see, we're not a big company. We don't have the backing 
and the finances the big companies do. We have to get the finances for 
each picture ourselves. We have to manage it in such a way in that at 
the end of the day, we break even, at least. We're not big high rollers, 
even with a successful film like "Mona Lisa.' 
KZ: But that forces you to compete on the cutting edge. 
Personally, I don't want space movies. I want movies about 
people. Same thing with music. 
GH: Exactly. I agree. That's how I am, really. The film industry is a 
funny business. There's so much product out that we have to go to 
small theaters. If you try to come out with a big movie with big 
distribution and that film doesn't clean up on the first weekend, it's 
gone. A few years back, you could have word of mouth, letting the film 
build and build. It's like, if you don't sell half a million copies of your 
album in the first weekend of release, then it's taken out of the shops. 
Can you imagine if that was the case? Well, that's what it's like with 
the movies. Its a very risky business.

voice and sounds surprisingly youthful. While Two Hearts 
is an obvious ploy towards upper demographics, its 
modem instrumentation may tempt album rockers. 
Throughout the album, Mason attempts a comeback as a 

guitarist as well 'Something In The Heart,' with 
Winwood's distinctive synth/hom lines, is still Two Hearts' 

best shot. 

'LETHAL' - UTFO /ANTHRAX (Select) 
As outlaw music, rap and tough metal have a lot in 

common.

TIME PASSAGES 

In broadcasting, "time" has a rather 
illusory definition, at least in the minds of 
the listeners. How many times have you 
heard a 10- second tag that sounded like 
30 seconds? Or a 30- second promo that 
sounded like a lifetime? But, despite what 
many believe, the concept of brevity on 
the radio does not necessarily mean, 
"Limit your breaks to under ten seconds, 
and keep the sweeps going." 

Regardless of where they are-in the 
car, at the beach or at home -listeners do 
not conceive of time as a constant. Things 
either sound "too long" or "too short," 
depending on whether they dislike or like 
what they're hearing. 

In our effort to be brief and continue to 
build cumes, we must also consider the 
many aspects of "perception.' This is 
especially true of stations trying to sweep 
the first three quarter -hours. 

Transition from one element to another 
creates time consciousness. That's why 
two 30- second spots usually sound longer 
than one 60- second commercial. And 
that's why many listeners get irritated 
when stations piggyback as many as five 
or six commercials in a row in the fourth 
quarter -hour. "Well," you say, "I have to 
run them some time, and the fourth 
quarter -hour makes the best mathe- 
matical sense, so what's a mother to do ?" 

The first step is to understand that 
transition is the irritant, and irritation can 
sap your listeners' attention. That's why 
many programmers run station contest 
promos first instead of last. That's fine-as 
long as they're fresh and well -produced. 
But there are other transitions we need to 
be aware of. The transition from a crass 
song to a totally mellow one in a sweep 
can cause listeners to think they've been 
listening too long. This type of transition 
is often overlooked on computer - 
controlled playlists, but our studies, focus 
groups and auditorium testing have 
shown these little things can cause 
serious problems. They usually result in 
instant turn-off, and when extended, in a 
button being pushed to a new station. 

As we probe deeper into transition, we 
must take into consideration the move- 
ment from thought to thought within a 
set. One thought per set is ideal, but may 
not always be possible. What we are 

ultimately reaching for is dynamic flow. 
A long back -announce combined with 

a bit, a weather update and a long one - 
liner can result in clutter. And clutter can 
make a station sound tired. The way to 
deal with clutter on the radio is the same 
as with any other kind: get organized. If 
the "hook" is set up well on the left side of 
the stop -set, and the spots and promos 
run in the proper order, the set goes by 
quickly, the commercial messages "print" 
and it's back to boogie. 

When we remove all the clutter from 
the station, with commercial -free hours, 
or days or dayparts, we can increase our 
quarter -hours -often substantially. But 
that's not always possible. Let's look at 
some of the clutter we can do something 
about on an everyday basis: 

We may not have much say over the 
agency -generated commercials we air, 
but we do have some control over station 
promos. Many can be run as quick one - 
liners over intros -and should be. Others, 
like those for major contests, should be 
well thought out and well produced. 
Instead of being exactly 20 or 30 seconds 
long, they should be timed "by ear." You 
may find, for example, that you have 
produced a really strong promo that 
came out at only 22 seconds instead of 
the planned 30. That's okay -in fact, it may 
be ideal. When it comes to time limits, 
the sweep -second hand on the clock is no 
substitute for perception. Only your ear 
can provide that time limit, and tell you 
when to eliminate a promo that may 
exceed it. 

It's key to note the distinction between 
core audience and target audience. 
"Core" is a state of mind that transcends 
age and sex. For example, there's no such 
thing as a "male 18 -24 "-a 36- year -old 
woman who likes urban rap songs may fall 
within that category. It's also important to 
note the varying tolerance levels of 
different groups. Our studies have shown 
women have a higher tolerance for 
irritants than men. Maybe that's why its 
so difficult to corner those elusive 
18-24- year -old males, and get them to put 
our call letters in their diaries. It has 
always been my view that most normal, 
active males simply won't take time to fill 
out a diary-so Arbitron assumes they

don't listen. The reason that brevity 
seems to help more with males than 
females would make an interesting 
behavioral study. After all, it's been said 
that, to really know today's man, you must 
observe his behavior with a woman, a flat 
tire and a child.

BANANARAMA - I Can't Help It (London /PolyGram) In a year when 
female artists and band have really made an impact, this remarkable trio 
has released its best work yet. Turn it up and you just can't help but feel 
good. C'mon, can anyone have any doubts about this high -energy dance 
production jewel? 

MICHAEL JACKSON - The Way You Make Me Feel (Epic) By now all the 
"experts" have dissected, analyzed and inspected this album more 
carefully than my drill instructor looked over the troops at Fort Bragg. It's 
easy to pick favorites off "Bad," but the title track and this tune are the 
ones I gravitated to from the start. Quintessential Michael! 

GENE LOVES JEZEBEL - Motion Of Love (Geffen) Yes, this is the same 
band that Keith Zimmerman interviewed over a year ago. They're also top 
ten on this week's Alternative chart. A recent tour with New Order has 
given them an extra boost and it's now time for Top 40 to sit up and take 
notice. Hip, musically adventurous, besides being very commercial. Give it 
an extra listen. 

M/A/R/R/S - Pump Up The Volume (4th & Broadway /Island) Get 
ready..your're gonna be hearing a lot about this one over the next few 
weeks. The group's name comes from the initials of the members last names, 
who come from two other English bands, Colour Box and A.R. Kane. I don't 
think there's a better reaction record around right now. Guaranteed to get 
'em pumped up.

GEORGE HARRISON - Cloud Nine (Dark Horse /Warner Bros.) 
Cloud Nine is no cure for cancer. Rather, it is a fine guitar album capable of 
delivering the spirit of jaunty optimism in which it was apparently 
conceived. Sounding like a two -man collision of ideas between Harrison 
and co- producer Jeff "ELO" Lynne, '80s studio technology was obviously 
utilized but firmly kept in check. By overdubbing leads by Eric Clapton and 
Beatlesque drumming by Ringo Starr and Jim Keltner, Cloud Nine almost 
achieves Harrison's dream of sounding like a tight band. The subtleties 
injected into songs like DEVIL'S RADIO, THIS IS LOVE, and "FISH ON 
THE SAND give those accustomed to Top Forty pop fantasies a new nitty 
gritty reference point. WHEN WE WAS FAB is a light -hearted pastiche 
of Beatle sounds and moods. GOT MY MIND SET ON YOU is a personal 
chestnut from Harrison's own record collection. Cloud Nine is George 
Harrison's euphoric re -entry into the atmosphere of high tech radio, 
where the rules and stakes are much different from the days of "She Loves 
You" and "My Sweet Lord." And he does an admirable job of fitting back in. 

GEORGE MICHAEL - Faith (Columbia) After running into a puritanical 
buzz saw with I WANT YOUR SEX, George Michael flexes his Faith. So 
far, his solo material is far less produced than his previous material with 
Wham! Faith is more like music from George Michael's mind. It is a cool 
balance of vocal layers and sparse synthesized instrumentation that 
doesn't bludgeon or over -testify. Details as to who participates couldn't be 
more vague. I guess what you hear is what you get. The beat is 
dance -oriented while the bass is low and clean. George is maturing as a 
singer, choosing not to wield his voice like a weapon. Instead, like a snake 
in the grass, he teases the listener by staying firmly inside the groove.
