Tomorrow is almost here. I can't wait! I've just gotta make some predictions for the next ten years.

MUSIC
 A wave of nostalgia for the music of the late
sixties will come into vogue-no doubt in-
spired by the repopularization of Jim Morri-
son & the Doors via a film that at this moment
is in pre -production.
 Digital Audio Tape (DAT) will not make a
significant contribution to portable/personal
music.
 The laser video disc will be a major form of
music entertainment.
 A consumer device that will allow the user
to mix and balance popular tracks to personal
taste will come to market. A few courageous
musicians will make unmixed, multi -track
versions of their work for consumer mixing.
 The anti -personal portable stereo speaker
beatbox will die a glorious death.
 The current trend of reviving has-been
musical dinosaurs will end by 1991. Pop music
sales leaders will continue to be fresh, young,
innocent musicians not yet jaded by the busi-
ness of music.
 Rap music will find melody and die.
 The New Kids On The Block will have to
change their name, eliminating at least "New"
and "Kids."
 The New York Times' Arts & Leisure sec-
tion will begin to put Pop music features in
the front half of the section.
 Radio -only promo singles will disappear
for a brief period. Airplay chaos will eventu-
ally force a return to "tracks of emphasis."
 In the early '90s too many record companies
will result in lower profit margins for even the
strongest record companies. The mid -90s will
see a return of accountants as label heads and
merger mania will prevail to decade's end.
 Independent promotion will survive an-
other wave of paranoia resulting from a yet -
to -be -announced massive indictment of now -
ancient promotion practices and program-
mer greed. The past and current "bounty"
system will give way to stronger in-house
promotion and an alliance of ethical inde-
pendent promotion professionals.

RADIO
 Stations with nothing to lose will take all the
chances.
 Ratings services will market psychographic
data to great effect and the reliance on mere
demographic data will become meaningless.
 Stations relying too heavily on research of
any kind will attract too many passive listen-
ers and will thus make themselves less attrac-
tive to advertisers who figure out that passive
listeners aren't motivated by commercials.
 Stations with huge debt service obligations
will resemble the current state of America's
savings and loans. There will be no govern-
ment bailout.

Our world got a lot smaller in the '80s. And
in some ways we became closer as a result.
This past generation benefited most from the
quantum leap in communications technol-
ogy. Into our lives have come cable television,
the personal computer with modem, the
compact disc, cellular telephones and the FAX
machine. As we closed out the previous dec-
ade only the personal computer and cable
television had a toe -hold on the '80s. The
other conveniences had eithernot yet seen the
light of d ayor were costly, impertected beasts
beyond the reach of all but tov collector, on
the cutting edge.

As we approach the '90s what can we expect
as the next instruments of convenience and
pleasure? As far as creative extensions of
existing items, how about:
 Five inches of compact disc music (seventy-
five minutes) on a three-inch disc.
 Pocket-size cellular telephones with head-
sets.
 A wider audio dynamic range of telephone
transmission and reception.
 Low-cost televideo phones.
 Low-cost, faster, plain paper FAX machines.

I'll bet that by the end of the next decade
almost everyone will be cellular and that the
main purpose of telephone lines will be for
the reception of what we now rely on satellite
dishes and cable for: diversified television
programming. It's highly likely that the satel-
lite dish will have become obsolete by the turn
of the century, having been buried by the
revolution of fiber-optic technology.

In just the past decade, the telephone, the
computer, the FAX machine and CNN have
led to someone's wildest dream-The Global
Village. News, both bad and good, now trav-
els at the speed of light. The portability of
news gathering devices in radio and televi-
sion has accelerated our quest for the truth.

The workplace is about to be populated by
the first generation of kids who grew up with
digital watches, pocket calculators and PCs,
the way we grew up with slide rules and a
semester of typing in high school.

Some members of the '70s "Me Genera-
tion" made a few mistakes in allowing tech-
nology to babysit and train the next genera-
tion. As a result, some of tomorrow's work
force, though prepared to manipulate its
generation of devices, won't know what to do
with an unsharpened pencil, and won't be
able to hold a meaningful conversation in any
language other than English. That latter could
relegate us to hermit status in the Global
Village. Preoccupation with the Super Mario
Brothers and the Mutant Ninja Turtles re-
minds me of the brilliant scene in "Being
There," when Peter Sellers as Chauncey Gar-
dener attempts to ward off a threatening gang
on the streets of Washington, D.C. with the
flick of a television set's remote control.

I don't think we should rely solely on the
next generation to save the world. Saving our
planet requires the collective focus of all
generations on two extremely critical issues:
the environment (a physical condition) and a
moralist mindset (a social condition).

We need to pledge our human resources to
heightening awareness around the world to
our disintegrating environment, particularly
the rainforests and ozone layer. But even more
immediate should be our concern for the

orld's homeless and hungry. Think about it.
Thousands are dying EVERY DAY through
no fault of their own.

My prayer for the next ten years is that we
learn to care more for our fellow human being
and that we learn to live with our environ-
ment and make it better.

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Concluding our three week look back
at notable trends and events of the
1980s, as reflected in this column's

year-end summaries, the headline on the 1987
retrospective was "Dawn Of The New Age,"
continuing: "Almost every December, I'm able to
write about a 'format of the year,' and 1987 is no
exception. The hoopla surrounding the new New
Age music format still amazes me. Although I
don't for a minute think we are seeing the birth of
a 'one -in -every -market' format here, I do see a
significant potential audience, composed at least
partly of those who seek background music but are
too young for the all -orchestral approach.

"One major programming trend that hasn't
received much attention in recent years is the
waning of the traditional Beautiful Music station.
This is partly because their demos grew 'too old'
(these stations had become irrelevant to younger
listeners), and partly because there have been no
significant releases of lush instrumental covers of
recent hits for many years.

"The death of the background music LP market
was directly attributable to the success of the
background music station. Why should anyone
buy recordings by Mantovani, Percy Faith, etc.,
when FM radio provided them for free? By bring-
ing about the end of the production of the music
they were using, Easy Listening stations more or
less put themselves out of business. Today, they
have largely mutated into 'Lite A/C' stations, with
a mix of researched, mostly older, vocal A/C hits
designed not to intrude...New Age stations pro-
vide instrumental music for background use, and
a younger demo to boot. Such stations fill a hole in
the marketplace...There is also good reason to think
the New Age formats will draw 'disaffected radio
listeners' ...However, I cannot help but think that
some of the stations plunging into this format
without really understanding what they are doing
have unreasonable expectations, and will look for
another bandwagon in a year or two." We also
noted "New Age stations had better find a way to
announce titles and artists to assist in sales of the
records they are playing, or they too run the risk of
destroying the industry they are dependent on."
Most did increase the announcing of selec-
tions; but in fact some of these stations have
been changing format recently. Complicat-
ing matters has been a hybridization of jazz
and New Age which has had at best mixed
success in 1989.

During 1988 we had several spirited col-
umns containing reader mail on "speeding
up records," a practice which has become
harder to do, though not impossible, with the
growth of the CD as the source of broadcast
music. In September of 1988, "P.D. Note-
book" passed its tenth anniversary, and we
paused to remember again the late Bill Gavin,
who invited us to begin it as he converted the
Gavin Report from a mimeographed newslet-
ter to a magazine format.

The 1988 year-end column noted the con-
tinued growth of Urban Contemporary as a
challenge to Top 40 in some markets, and
continuing efforts to improve AM and FM

radio technically and through regulative
changes from the FCC.

And that brings us now to 1989-and the
end of the 1980s! This has been the decade of
FM dominance and AM retrenchment. We've
seen FM station valuations skyrocket, losing
all relevance to stations' billing levels-FM
stations are frequently traded like securities
these days, bought for insane prices simply in
the belief that a year or two later they can be
resold for even higher prices. This sort of
bubble eventually collapses when potential
buyers are forced to say "we agree it's worth
it, but we can't manage the price," and that
point hasn't been reached yet, due to the ex-
plosion of "leveraged buyouts" in which "junk
bonds" (high interest bonds with greater
investor risk) are issued to pay these inflated
prices. The junk bond market began to tremble
in September of this year, as some major
companies, struggling under massive debt,
faced default on their bonds. At some point
FM values will collapse as the market for
these unrealistically high prices dries up, and
many who paid such prices will find them-
selves unable to maintain their own debt serv-
ice and unable to find buyers who will pay
even as much as they did. This will probably
spark a string of prominent bankruptcies.
The bargains, today, are on the AM band,
where good facilities have been sold for very
little money this past year-or in a few cases
have simply been given away.

Interestingly, 1989 proved to be rather
unexpectedly the year in which "singles"
made a significant comeback. The RIAAbegan
the year by reducing the standard for a "gold
record" from 1,000,000 singles sold to only
500,000, and then saw 69 1989 singles certified
gold by mid -September! Only two singles
were certified in 1988-and three in 1987. The
lower sales standard was the primary cause
of this explosion of gold, but nine of those 69
singles sold over a million, and one over two
million, which returned the business to the
certification levels of 1985. The cassette single
was given considerable credit for this, but
even vinyl singles were selling better than in
the previous two years.

A&M Records began experimenting with
the "non -single single"-releasing songs
simply by marking them on album CDs sent
to radio stations. However, the lack of an
actual single release eliminated such songs
from consideration on many charts, which
stuck to a policy of not listing album cuts, so
the customs and criteria of the industry so far
have not proven accepting of such an efficient
technique. WRITING ON THE WALL by

One 2 Many was one hit that was victim to
these standards.

As so often has been noted in these year-
end columns over the past ten years, technical
developments in AM and FM were among
1989s highlights. AM radio received an FCC
mandate to conform to the new NRSC-2 10
kHz bandwidth limit by next summer, a re-
quirement which can be attained by adopting
the NRSC-1 pre -emphasis curve and filter.
The NAB built and began testing an "anti-
skywave antenna" which might allow higher
AM nighttime power without increasing inter-
ference, and testing a new above -ground radial
counterpoise system which could reduce the
cost of building future AM antenna systems
by as much as 80% with no loss of efficiency.
Harris joined Nautel in offering solid-state
transmitters all the way to 50 kw, and other
manufacturers prepared to introduce similar
models as well.

In programming, AM saw a growing diver-
sity of alternative formats, including "all
business news," which by the end of the year
had entered a great many major and medium
markets, but so far without the ratings to
show whether it would attain long-term suc-
cess.

In FM, 1989 saw much controversy erupt
after an attack on the merits of FMX stereo by
Dr. Bose of MIT . Class A FMs were granted
a blanket power increase-but with such
restrictions, designed to avoid an increase in
interference, that the majority of FMs in the
northeast, who had initiated the proposal,
would not be able to take advantage of it. The
FCC permitted upgrades of Class A stations
to low -power Class B and C facilities, in more
remote areas where no increase in interfer-
ence would result, and allowed directional
antennas to be used on FM to offer more
latitude in transmitter placement without
increasing interference to existing stations.
And years of controversy continued about
the technique of "composite clipping" to
generate the loudest possible sound, while
Modulation Sciences introduced a new "more
accurate" modulation monitor for FM which
would flash its light only when the sort of
overlevel spike the FCC considers "unaccept-
able overmodulation" occurs, which accord-
ing to the company would allow another
decibel or two of loudness without the need
for composite clipping, and the concomitant
loss of quality.

1990? It's bound to be an interesting year.
I end the 1989's as I began them-inviting
your letters and comments.

1. THE FABULOUS BAKER BOYS - Music By Dave Grusin (GRP)
Music from a great movie that, like all superb soundtracks, added a
stunning dimension to the film. There's something utterly believable
and lifelike about the main themes that kept us reaching for it time and
again.
2. TRIANGULAR - Ralph Peterson Trio (Blue Note)
V - Ralph Peterson Quintet (Blue Note)
Drummer/bandleader Peterson was so full of good ideas he filled up
two releases. Both sessions featured pianist Geri Allen, who's always
on top of her game when the tape rolls. Forceful, edge -of -your -seat
Bop that singes as well as burns.
3. ON FIRE - Michel Camilo (Epic)
One of the nice guys of Jazz made remarkable strides on his second
solo effort. One of the great piano showmen, Camilo creates excite-
ment and keeps things fun.
4. STORIES - Tom Harrell (Contemporary)
Easily one of this year's most thrilling talents when you consider this
man's amazing soloing, composing and arranging capabilities. Seeing
him live was an unforgettable experience. Hearing Stories for the first
time was one of the year's Jazz highlights.
5. THE TRUTH IS SPOKEN HERE - Marcus Roberts (Novus /RCA)
Listening to Marcus Roberts on his debut solo project was like getting
an intriguing Jazz history lesson, as well as an insight into a talented
player's soul. Roberts reinforced the importance of the Blues' place in
Jazz.
6. AMANDLA - Miles Davis (Warner Bros.)
Amandla showcases Miles' fascination with polyrhythms, panning
sounds across the musical canvas and fooling with the spaces between
notes. God bless Miles for the half dozen or so times he's changed
music for the better. He never looks back and that's good.
7. LOVE WARRIORS - Tuck & Patti (Windham Hill Jazz)
The future looks so bright for these two, they could start wearing
shades. Hard work, love and dedication emanate from their music.
8. WHEN HARRY MET SALLY... - Harry Connick, Tr. (Columbia)
to day listening. His vocals are outstanding and this set should help
him achieve breakthrough status-and Jazz programmers told the
world first!
9. FRIENDS TO LOVERS - Gary Herbig (Headfirst/ K-tel)
As far as exploring the idiom of slick, commercial, blue-eyed Southern
California Jazz, we thought this one came out on top of the heap.
10. ESTRANGEIRO - Caetano Veloso (Musician /Elektra)
Clearly our left field pick this year, Caetano Veloso made a brilliant,
original statement in the year of Brazil. Every single track smokes. Go
back and find your copy of this five-star gem.

Another amazing Celtic release. Enya and her thousand voices really
took all of radio by storm. It will probably be years before the follow-
up arrives.
5. DANCING WITH THE LION - Andreas Vollenweider (Columbia)
Uncompromising and unique. Andreas finally had the budget to do
something really adventurous. We still find it odd that this record
didn't garner a Top 40 hit. It would have been beneficial for all
concerned.
6. ACADIE - Daniel Lanois (Opal/Warner Bros.)
The Zimmermen's release of the year! It's no accident that great artists
like Robbie Robertson, U2, Bob Dylan and Peter Gabriel rely on his
supreme good sense in the studio. This record is strong in imagery,
roots and conceptual genius.
7. HOME AGAIN - Thom Rotella (DMP)
Even though this set was recorded with audiophile care, Home Again
didn't take itself too seriously. An enjoyably clear and concise state-
ment.
8. LIVING IN THE NORTHERN SUMMER - Tim Chappell (Music

Jim Chappell looked around and saw things getting so needlessly
intense and complicated that he composed this childlike, honest piece
of work.

Note: The following is either a dream or a
nightmare (or both) and should be
viewed purely as such.

0 ne of my closest friends strongly
believes that one art form can learn

from the mistakes and pitfalls of another. For
instance, we in radio and music need only look
at the plight of network television to see the
future of lowest common denominator pro-
gramming. Network television is a dying
brontosaurus living on the vegetation of dwin-
dling ideas as writers are shackled by the
moral clocks and codes of network etiquette,
severely handicapped by the fact that they
must compete with cable networks who
needn't censor or redub their movie presenta-
tions, or other representations of reality, for
entertainment's sake. Aside from the Sunday
Night Movie Of The Week or the Late Show,
premier television offers us Joan Collins and
Bert Convy while cable television more often
draws from the cream of the box office appeas-
ers. Hell, even Alan Alda and Ted Danson
have since jumped ship to movies.

But let us forget television for the
moment, because their situation lit-

erally offers no hope for the creatively broken-
hearted. Instead, let's try popular literature,
specifically Science Fiction, supposedly a high-
tech, innovative format of creativity. Check
what's happened in their camp and look at
some of the rebellious outgrowths that are
evolving in their space field. Perhaps radio
and rock n roll could learn a few lessons look-
ing at the situation occurring over yonder,
over there, out in the cosmos.

Every time a decade ends, we Amen
cans tend to think in futuristic terms.

What will the future look like? So-called "Sci-
Fi" writers made mad livings speculating on
the imagination and uncertainty of what was
to come, whether it be space travel, making
love, music or the simplest modes of local
transportation. Yet as the late eighties segue
into the (so far) not-so-nice-not-so-kinder-not-
so-gentlier nineties, the George Jettisoned view
of the fiberoptic future (which, by the way, has
arrived, hasn't it?) has given way to a more
way to a melting pot horror show thanks to the
Europeans, specifically the soon -to -be -organ-
ized European economic axis lead by the Brit-
ish is buying the USA lock, stock and barrel. So
now that the future has arrived, what hap-
pened to the concept of Science Fiction?

t stagnated. It became controlled by
an old school still ruling the roostfrom

the planet Xymox where princes and space

priestesses and wizards gyrate, where there's
a hammerlock on what gets published and ap-
preciated by the Sci-Fi consumer. Stars Wars
and Star Drek. Beam me up Scotty, for I have
seen the future and it's as bland as the Eisen-
hower era. Visionaries and futurists like Har-
lan Ellison (who you will be able to meet at the
upcoming Gavin Seminar) saw it coming and
jumped ship. Rather than write in a futuristic
stupor, writers like Ellison brandished their
socio/ political principles and became human-
ists writing about human beings rather than
machines, robots and hidden galaxies. Call
Harlan Ellison a Sci-Fi writer and you risk a fat
lip or a dead animal sent to your office fourth
class mail. In fact, Ellison has a rider in his
speaking contract prohibiting such a descrip-
tion. So much for the elite. Now what about
the young turks?

Enter the Cyberpunks.

Faced with a fascination for the fu-
ture (which, by the way, attracts a

sizable male book -buying demographic) but a
disdain for the thought of staying entrenched
in the future/past, a school of writers spun off
of the dismal Sci-Fi world controlled by the
classicists. Writers like William Gibson and
(fill in more names) led a crusade, creating a
nu view of the future partially rooted in the
present, pessimistically speculating the future.
These writers were then pegged (for want of a
marketing handle) Cyberpunks. Cities were-
n't magically spic and span clean like the com-
munities where George Jetson flew back and
forth to work. The environment is filthy. Citi-
zens wear filtration masks. Computer bandits
and cowboys roam the streets stealing data
banks and bytes of information, pirating tech-
nology, joining guerrilla looting teams spon-
sored by competing corporations who deal in
high stock information. In fact, space is only a
distant desert, hardly ever mentioned. We're
stuck here on earth, crowded, confused and
coughing.

Get the connection yet?

Ten years ago, rock n roll and radio
was experiencing the end of a back -

to -the -basics punk rebellion. To me, the Sex
Pistols will always be nearly as important as
the Beatles, if only because they helped strip
rock n roll of its excesses. Since, and quite
naturally, new excesses, like moss, have

formed with the influx of technology. Pro-
ducer Daniel Lanois, for instance, cites the
problem as being rhythmic, "too many knuck-
lehead rhythms" being programmed by those
whose only talent lies in their access to the
machinery. Having thus failed to capture the
imaginations of the educated rock afficianado
with canned rhythms and foggy reverberat-
ing mixes, we seem to have swung back to the
Classics in search of the elusive adult ear. So
sadly, the "me" decade ends after approxi-
mately three years of back pedaling. Not only
are we mired in the Classics, but here come the
reunion bands. Need I recap the list starting
with the Rolling Stones, and Paul McCartney
singing Beatles songs? I know what you mean.
It's downright painful. That's why I say,

Bring on the Cyberpunks.

Since we can't stop the tide of tech
nology (nor do we want to), we need

a radio format that will use technology as a
weapon rather than merely a marketing tool
or burnout detector. I mean, think about it, fer-
chrissakes. Album Radio doesn't even play al-
bums. They play CDs, and CD singles at that.
Consumers stuck in the vinyl age can't even
buy a vinyl version of Bob Dylan's new al-
bums, though they may still want to. To es-
cape the Classicists, we need to concede that a
new Rock audience will demand new parame-
ters defining what rock n roll is and what it can
do for the active, curious listener. Either that
or pray for such an emergence. Rock Top
Forty? In principle, maybe, since that "for-
mat" constitutes anything from Phil Collins to
Bon Jovi. But frankly, Rock Top Forty is a little
too square, maybe a little too juvenile. Don't
get me wrong, we need a cue from the youth-
ful listener. But we must first cultivate the lis-
tener's need, then his or her mind. There's a
modern world that needs to be emulated via
this new format in order to appeal to the
imaginations of the intelligentsia, after which,
if you have the hearts and minds of the intel-
ligentsia, the rest of the mainstream will fall in
line. Hey, that's how classic artists like Pink
Floyd were born. I advocate the rise of a bas-
tardized, crossbred style of a new rock n roll
radio. Look at the buying markets that have
risen during the eighties that were totally
unsanctioned by airplay. I'm talking about
metal, rap, skatepunk, punk-from rad music
of the streets to high tech feel -good adult
instrumental music. The spirit of these out-
side, outland music forms may give birth to a

new dimension of rock radio listener. Pro-
grammers will not be able to escape the reali-
ties of the computer world. Their audiences
will be working from their homes, telecom-
municatively linked to the mothership by a
modem. At these home/offices, the radio will
be on. Individuals will be pleased rather than
settling on group compromises. Matters such
as the ecology, the economy and the world in
general will be important and will need to be
occasionally touched on by the musicians
themselves. Information will be a necessity.
Such a new format could be a rock n roll
transmutation of what's happening with un-
familiar instrumental, high brow Jazz and
Adult Alternative radio. It will be a new for-
mat that will experience growing pains and
industry -wide skepticism. And it won't be
easy because there's bound to be a painful
period of risk and waiting that this new for-
mat of radio must weather in order to survive
THEN thrive. Broadcast groups with a large
leveraged corporate nut to crack each month
will not like this. It will be difficult to describe,
but immediately identifiable when heard.
Nothing will be "too anything"-too rocky,
too wimpy, too ditsy, too techno, too black,
too white, too Euro.

If it's right, it will just be. And the
new listener will be ready simply

because it's new, simply because it's "pirate,"
if you will.

Who cares if the nineties give us the
next musical technology, lest it be

visual, not in the sense of video, but in the
next artistic realm of holographic stim/ simu-
lation? So what if maybe DAT becomes the
cassette equivalent or high-tech counterpart
to CDs. Who cares when blank CDs able to be
recorded on finally arrive? Isn't that a revolu-
tion that's already just around the corner?
Isn't it already written? Holographic images?
Who cares? I'm curious about what's not yet
written, what's not yet laser -etched in stone.

The future belongs to those poised
to press forward. Consider the pres-

ent climate. Right now Album Radio is stuck
in a 60/40, 70 / 30 and 80/20 percent mix of
past and present, with the past still winning
hands down. But can it last? And when it falls,
you'll be hearing the yearn for a brand new
breed of radio punks, cowboys, outlaws, Blade
Runners and Manroids walking the streets of
Dodge City and Ratings Town. On their con-
cho belts will hang the shrunken heads of the
fearful, the past tensers. In one hand will be a
lap top, in the other either a guitar or a stack
of digital source material. There's no escap-
ing their emergence. The dust of their gallops
curl far away, just above the horizon. They are
the merchants of imagination. They are the
directors of the theater of the mind. And
when the public tires of having everything
spelled out in utter videotext detail, they will
be the new power brokers, the new commis-
sioners of speculation and interpretation-
what it might be, what it could be, rather than
precisely what it is. End of story.
Bring on the Cyberpunks.

SINGLES by Dave Sholin

ROXETTE - The Look (EMI)
Easily ranks as my favorite song of the year.

PAULA ABDUL - Straight Up (Virgin)
If there was one artist who dominated Top 40

all year long, it was this exciting singer/
dancer/choreographer.

TONE LOC - Wild Thing
(Delicious Vinyl/Island)
Proof that you don't need a big budget to score
a hit. Creative writing and the introduction of
Rap with a beat earns high marks for this
shining example of originality.

ENYA - Orinoco Flow
(Sail Away, Sail Away, Sail Away) (Geffen)
I picked it on November 18, 1988, but it didn't
chart on the Top 40 until February 24, 1989.
Like the song, the video is one classy work of
art.
LOVE AND ROCKETS - So Alive
(Beggars Banquet/RCA)
Kent Zimmerman turned me on to this track in
early April. I've loved it ever since.
RICHARD MARX - Right Here Waiting (EMI)
Since I favor uptempo material, ballads rarely

appear in this yearly list. But this beautiful
melody and sensitive lyric was impossible to
resist.

MADONNA - Like A Prayer
(Sire/Warner Bros.)
Aside from all the attention and controversy
the video generated when it was first released,
the lead single off Madonna's album deserved
