FAN FAIR PROMOTIONS

Last year, revenues from record businessin
the United States totaled about $6 billion.
Nashville generates about 8 to 10 per cent of
that, or $600 million, according to the CMA.
Many analysts link the success of both Coun-
try music and Nashville tothe slower ways of
middle-aged baby boomers. Savvy market-
ers have even begun to time promotions and
album releases to Nashville festivals like Fan
Fair, a week long series of concerts in June—
this year June 10-14—sponsored by WSM'’s
Grand Qle Opryand the CMA. Last year,one
new act, Canyon, released its album just be-
fore Fan Fair, to optimize sales. The record
sold out at the event, as a result of Canyon
working the crowd of 23,000 who each paid
$63 to attend the week-long event.

Many stations set up bus tours to Nashville
during Fan Fair, and they report immediate
sell-outs.

NO MORE PUTTIN’ OFF

When dealing with procrastinators, focus
on starting instead of finishing.

Display photographs
orillustrations of successful projects. Include
citations of merit and awards from profes-
sional associations. If your employees have
successfully completed a community rela-
tions program, showcase the results and the
gratitude of the community for the effort.

Use the walls to position your organization.
Example:If you want tobe known as a station
that specializes in‘community involvement,
fill your walls with successful problem solving
campaigns.

Probably because I judge a new song more
on melody than lyrics, I wasn’t too surprised
by the results of a just-released study on the
effects of lyrics on teens. Over the years, quite
a few programmers have told me that when-
ever they're presented with a new song and
told that “It's a great lyric record,” they begin
to get skeptical. One prevailing notion is that
women are more affected than men by what a
songissaying. But thereal question is whether
anyone would stick around to hear the mes-
sage if the music didn’t have strong appeal?
What the research, conducted by a team of
California psychologists, found was that most
of the teens surveyed didn’t know and didn’t
care about the ideas or emotions expressed in
well-known songs. They were handed print-
outs of the lyrics to popular songs they've
heard a hundred times on radio and were
then asked to interpret them. The answers in
this multiple choice quiz bore out the same
result virtually every time—few listen closely
to a song’s lyrics, even when the words are
distinct and explicit. Few remembered the
wordsand even fewerunderstood them. What
are the reasons why teenagers like a song?
Topping the list were reasons like, “it helps
me relax,” and the ever-familiar “it's good to

dance to.” “I want to listen to the words” was |

at the bottom of the list. Lyrics can take effect
at a certain stage in the life of a song, but that
point is generaily made many weeks after it's
established. [t's then that listeners make com-
ments like, “Gee, I never knew THAT’s what
they were singing about.” (Dave Sholin)

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heGavin Seminar for Media Profes-

sionals has truly become a three-

day event; it's no longer safe to
plan to arrive Friday, because you’'ll miss
quite a bit. This year, one of the Thursday
highlights was a presentation on radio
commercial production by Bobby Ocean,
voice talent and production man
extraordinaire, who makes his living doing
both of these in his own studio in San Rafael,
just north of San Francisco. (Even if you
never heard him on the air at such stations
as KCBQ-5an Diego and KFRC/AM-San
Francisco in the '70s and '80s, you’'ve prob-
ably heard his voice on tracks used by many
leading stations across the country.)

Bobby talked about the basics of produc-
tion and copyrighting, and then demon-
strated new techniques using digital
equipment. About production, he said,
“It’'s not reality, it's iyper-reality: in the world
you make, the number one ingredient is
‘attitude.” And hand-in-hand with that is
ingredient number two, and that’s the story
you'retelling—thescript. If youdon'tknow
how to write, look into it—it’s fun! There's
a beginning, a middle and an end.” The
beginning of a spot tells the listener what
it's about, and why it may be interesting to
them; the middle contains the expository
detail, and the end contains the “call to
action” without which the spot remains
simply abstract information. The end of a
spotactivatesthelistenersand advisesthem
how to convert the information they’ve re-
ceived into action. But Bobby advises you
“wallow” in production and writing—try
things out, don’t necessarily go by the
“rules”; if you sound interested, they will
be interested, and so forth. This is the
“transactional analysis principle”: You
control the listener’s reaction toward you
and what you're saying, even more on the
radiothan in person. (If you'reinterested in
pursuing this subject, there’s a bestseller on
the subject called "Born To Win,” available
at most bookstores.)

The third ingredient in production is the
voice: “That's the first human sound that
this idea gets, so this is really the first re-
latable thing.”

Use of music in spots: “The music track is
there to emotionally support your message.
It's there to add the feeling, and to sustain
the feeling.” Music can come from CDs,
records, tapes—or from yourself, because
as Bobby demonstrated, a MIDI keyboard
can be used even by someone who doesn’t
know the mechanics or notation of music,
or even how to play aninstrument. Suchan
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instrument is a little bit like desktop pub-
lishing on computer—it does the hard part
after you let it know what you want. For
thefirsttime, a production personcan create
the music he or she needs, or add “sweet-
ening” to prerecorded music tracks. (Bobby
usesan “Autotuner” to identify individual
notes.)

One of the arts of a production person is
putting a script against prerecorded music
and, through voice delivery techniques,
make the music sound as if it were scored
for the message! (If you can do a music
talk-up on the air and make it sound as if it
belongs over that intro, then you have the
necessary skills to create this impression
overamusic track in the production room.)
But with the MIDI keyboard, you can now
actuallyscorea voice track you'verecorded.

“"Why do you use sound effects,” Bobby
asked. “Well, to help you tell the tale.
There’s no reason for it otherwise. To
punctuate, if it helps to tell the story.
Sweeteners: That's the detail work. That's
where you cover your tracks. Having built
the bookcase, you sand it, or polish it or
paintit.” Bobby demonstrated theaddition
of musical stings or stabs to punctuate a
recorded -production spot...at the ends of
sentences or to highlight key words and
phrases. He uses the keyboard to create
these.

Ocean also pointed out the value of add-
ing equalization (EQ)and compressiontoa
voice track to bring the voice out of the
music; since prerecorded music tracks al-
most always have been compressed con-
siderably in the recording process, the
uncompressed voice can lose some syl-
lables under the average music level, mak-
ing it harder to understand—and music
occurring in the “midrange,” where the
voice tracks lie, can also obscure some of

the message. “Compression” is running a
voice through a fast level-control device;
equalization is tone-balance manipulation
that can pullout the midrange (2000 to 4000
Hz or so) where voice intelligibility is. (In
stations where there is no budget for the
fancy stuff, a $75 Radio Shack graphic
equalizer in the output circuit of a reel-to-
reel machine can give you the EQ you
need; and putting an old peak-limiter in the
circuit after the equalizer can add compres-
sion. If you introduce this equipment into
a tape recorder return line, though, be sure
youcanswitch them out of the circuit easily.)

Bobby set up in the room a selection of the
equipment he uses (see diagram): 8-track,
2-track, DAT (Digital Audio Tape), pro-
cessing equipment, MIDI keyboard, mixer,
turntable, sequencer and digital special
effects equipment. He demonstrated use of
a digital sound processor on voice—step-
ping the pitch downward, with voice
overlaps, foran aggressive, sneering sound
all too familiar from many station promos
in recent years, with the warning: “Now,
don’t be doing this too much—the Surgeon
General warns that using special effects on
the voice may be hazardous to your female
demographics. No woman wants to meet a
guy who talks like that! They don’t care
about it; they don’t like it at all. They
haven't liked it for years.”

As for the familiar digitally-sampled
"stuttering” effect, also often used in station
promos, asa "final warning” Bobby played
a perfectly-produced station promo that
said, "This, thisis the statio-, statio-, station
thatstutters, stutters, st-st-st-stutters its posi,
posi, p-p-p-p-positioning statements, while
the other guy, guy, g-g-guys are p-p-p-p-
probably-ably, p-p-p-p-pl-pl-playing, pl-pl-
pl-pl-playing muuusic.”

In demonstrating the keyboard, Ocean
showed how he creates custom music beds
and segments, using the technology to set
or change key, add or change instruments,
create harmonies and rhythms, all without
the need to know muchabout music. Bobby
has been creating the fanfares and stagers
for the annual Gavin Awards ceremonies
for years, using his “hunt-and-peck or-
chestra,” which today is quite affordable
for even smaller stations.

Hefinished by doing a piece of production
using music he created himself “from
scratch.” My descriptioninacolumn cannot
convey the imagination-stimulating quali-
ties of such a demonstration; you had to be
there. B
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n his brief appearance at this year’s Academy of Country Music awards, it was
obvious that Ronnie Milsap could hold his own among the current breed of
“hunkytonkers” not by wearing tight jeans and a low-slung guitar, but by just being
himself. After more than twenty years as an entertainer, Milsap is still making con-
temporary music, and has earned the respect and love of fans both within and outside
the industry.
ilsap started his career in rhythm and blues, making a name for himself in the rough
and tumble clubs of Atlanta, and through singles on Scepter Records. After record-
ing for a few labels, he signed on at RCA Nashville in 1973, and concentrated on
recording Country music, though as his star rose he was able to mix elements of
r&b and jazz into his music. Ronnie’s fans know that whatever style of music he's
playing, he attacks it with the enthusiasm of one who wholeheartedly loves what he’s
doing.
ilsap has racked up over 30 number one singles, seven gold albums, and one
double-platinum collection, his 1980 Greatest Hits |. The awards he’s got hanging
en his wall include five Grammys, three ACMs and eight CMA awards, including
the prestigious Entertainer Of The Year which he received in 1977. His current
album, Back To The Grindstone, has already yielded the hit “Are You Lovin’ Me
Like I'm Lovin® You.”
ot bad for a man born blind in poverty stricken Appalachia. Milsap’s recently released
autobiography, Almost Like A Song, details with brutal honesty the struggles he has
experienced. The book chronicles his abandonment by his mother when he was a
year old (A religious fundamentalist, she thought God was punishing her by giving her
a blind child). Milsap writes about the loneliness he felt at being sent 400 miles away
from home, to the Governor Morehead School For The Blind, at the age of six. He also
talks about the personal triumphs of his life, and credits many things on the quality
education he received at Morehead. Along with academics, Milsap was classically
trained on piano, strings and woodwinds. He was groomed for law school, and even
went through a pre-law program, but music kept pulling at him, and Milsap gave in. He
declined a full scholarship and started making his living at music. Needless to say, he’s
never regretted that decision.

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CH: Did you have a certain
sound in mind when you did this
album?

RM: I'm a Country-based artist
here in Nashville, and I’'m
comfortable with that, but I've
done all kinds of things. Fans of
mine know that | go out search-
ing and try other things, because
first you gotta have fun. Making
music is about finding songs that
you fall in love with. { cut 18
sides on this project because |
was kind of in a quandary about
what kind of album it was going
to be. It's very eclectic in that
there’s Country, there’s “Since |
Don’t Have You” which was
done with an orchestra, there's
the duet with Patti LaBelle, and
the Boys Choir of Harlem, and
Mark Knogpfler plays on a cut.
Some things are computerized,
and some have a live feel with
real musicians in the studio. And
1 think that says what my kind of
music’s all about more than
anything, because I'm not really
in any one place. That will keep
me from ever being considered a
stylist | guess, because I'm not on
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shelf number 54 in slot number
9.

CH: Have you felt any backlash
from Country programmers over
your non-Country stuff?

RM: You know | love radio so
much—I’'m aradio nut. Usually
on the bus |'ve got a radio in the
bunk and I'm spinning that dial
and listenin’. If I hadn’t been in
music as an entertainer making
my own records, my second
choice would have been to be in
radio, or to be close to this
business in some way. I'm a fan
of the whole broadcasting
industry. So | understand these
guys, | understand their markets
and what they’te up against. I've
got to say that the foiks in radio
have always been real fair, and
real straight with me. [ still call
radio stations and disc jockeys,
the same as 1 did fifteen years
ago. There have been times
when they couldn’t play
something and they’'ve explained
why they couldn’t and | under-
stood. The thing that is real neat
about Country radio is that folks
still like for you to call in, and
they like to talk to you, and most
likely they’ll put you on the air!
That doesn’t happen at the rock/
Top 40 level.

CH: Maybe that’s because pop
artists don’t call the stations.

RM: Is that what it is! That's
probably true. The few times in
my career when I've had
something happening in other
formats, | call those stations too!

They love that. | guess the artists
| in Top 40 just don’t want to fool
with it. But 1 do, and | don’t do it
just because someone says,

“Hey, if you call this station then
such and such might happen.”
Any excuse to call someone at a
radio station or go by a radio
station, I’ll take it! This business
is still radio-driven. it still knocks
me out when | hear my music
being played on some station.
CH: Did you fallin love with
radio as a kid?

RM: Yes. When | was growing
up, AM radio really was adven-
turous. You could listen to Dick
Biondi up at WLS in Chicago.
Top 40 radio was really cookin’
and included some pieces out of
Country—they’d play Brenda Lee
or Jim Reeves mixed in with all
the rockers. WKBW in Buffalo

was real popular. | remember
one night when | was a kid | was
up at three in the morning,
listening to KF!l in Los Angeles!
All the way from Raleigh, North
Carolina, 3,000 miles away!
CH: “Back To The Grindstone”
sounds autobiographical.

RM: Yeabh, it is. Some people
have asked, is it really a grind-
stone, is it really that much
drudgery? It's not. The song was
written from a writer’s point of
view. David Loggins, who wrote
the song, was talking about how
hard it is to write a seng that's a
masterpiece and then have to
turn around and do it all over
again. Fromva performer’s point
of view, it’s often the same
thing—if you're playing a string
of one-nighters, it doesn’t matter
to people if you got a standing
gvation in Minneapolis, you
have to start from scratch all over
again, and win over the next
crowd. It's not so much a
challenge as it is interesting to
see if you can do it again. The
electricity of the live perfor-
mance is still the best thing we
do. | was talking to Dave about
that. He wrote a few verses and
we turned the song around a
little bit and customized it to my
own life. When we do it live in
the show right now, it's great.
CH: How did the duet with Patti
LaBelle come about?

RM: That song, “Love Certified,”
was around town last year and
the guys that wrote it brought it
over to us. It wasn’t what folks
around Nashville might record. |
said I'd love to do it, but that it
sounded like something that
would work as a duet. Now | had
never met Patti, but had been a
fan of hers for a long time. |
called her and told her that when
I was in college in Georgia | used
to hang out at this place in
Atlanta called the Royal Pea-
cock. At that time Patti LaBelle
and The Bluebells had “Down
The Aisle” out. | saw her at the
Peacock and I’ve been a big fan
ever since. She said, “l wish you
wouldn’t be telling that, you're
going to give both our ages
away.” She was so sweet. It's
easy to see why so many people
love her, because she is truly one
of the most fun people I've ever

been around. We were in the
studio together, working and
feeling each other’s emotions
and that's what doing a live duet
is all about.

CH: Was the Skyliners song
“Since | Don’t Have You” a
favorite of yours?

RM: Oh yeah. It'd be real easy
for me to do a whole album of
those kind of songs. A@Aﬂsﬂn
The Fifties” came-eut, and
“Happy Happy Birthday, Baby,” |
had about 15 or 20 things like

_Ahat in the can, and they

probably won't ever go any-
where. Richard Landis really
wanted me to do “Since | Found
You” and he was responsible for
getting arranger Charlie Calello
who's worked on all kinds of
great records. It's a favorite of
mine—I'm so partial to that era. |
was in high school during the
late fifties-early sixties. Maybe
that's the magic of it—something
about the music when you were
in high school, it just kind of
comes back at you. And the kids
growing up today, they’re gonna
find something out of all this that
the rest of their lives is gonna
keep coming back at ‘em. That
tells me that music is one of the
most emotional things—it makes
people feel something.

CH: | read that you were
expelled from the music
department at Morehead for
playing rock and roll...

RM: | sure was. It was February
3, 1959, the day that the crash
happened that killed Richie
Valens, the Big Bopper and
Buddy Holly. My friend, another
piano player and myself were
kind of holding a wake in our
own way, because we were
young kids and those singers, to
us, represented our generation. |
remember playing some really
good rock and roll that afternoon
instead of practicing my Chopin
and Debussy. One of the
teachers walked in and said that
we were walking on thin ice, and
then she officially kicked us out
of the music department. We
didn’t get to enter any of the
competitions that spring or go to
any of the music festivals. But the
following year, when | was a
junior, | guess somebody felt
sorry for us because they allowed
us to form a band. | was playing

electric guitar and they let us
practice on campus; they
actually let us play some
fraternity parties! Here | was
sixteen years old, playing
fraternity parties. That's when |

_really gethooked on-musicand _

entertaining. | stood up there -
and sang, and when people
started carrying on, | knew what |
wanted to do!

CH: Do you remember what
song you were playing when the
teacher caught you?

RM: It seems like we were
playing “Great Balls Of Fire.”
Either that or “High School
Confidential.” We started off
with some Buddy Holly things
and worked our way to Jerry Lee.
I remember we were really

olor Me Badd Harmonizes Their Way To The Top

ou can color them bad—

and you can color them sin-

cere, persistent, and talented.

This foursome, Color Me

Badd, is creating quite a buzz

in the music biz. IFtheir debut

single, “I Wanna Sex You Up”

is any indication of their first album due this

summer, Giant Records has a hit on their
hands.

As the saying goes, if you can’t beat ‘em,
join ‘em. That's how it all started for the
newly formed group Color Me Badd. The
setting was Cklahoma City, six years ago.
Mark Calderon and Sum Watters were best
friends, and Kevin Thornton and Bryan
Abrams were best friends, but the dynamic
duos hailed from different grade schools on
opposite sides of town. They didn’t know
each other until they hooked up in the same
high school choir, where a little competition
broke out. Bryan and Mark wanted to sing
agoinst each other, but what they discov-
ered was a harmony that meshed, so the
four teamed up.

“The first thing we ever sang as a group,
believe it or not, was a Levi 501 Blues
commercial at our high school talent show.
It went over so well, we just continued
singing a cappella—what we like to call
hip-hop/doo-wop,” says bass singer Kevin
Thornton. “We took the old school vocals
and mixed them with the new.” It's cbvious
that Color Me Badd are students of both
schools. Sam agrees, “We're influenced
by so many people. If you listen to us now,

ou probogly couldn’t pinpointany of them
Eecouse it's so diverse. It goes back 1o the
Temptations, Sam Cooke and Marvin Gaye,
up to today’s artists such as our mentors,
Take Six, Michoel Bolton and BBD. We also
like Classical music. We just like good
music and what we try to make is good
music.”

A key element to that good music and to
Color Me Badd’s new found success, is their
persistence. “We're the type of group that
never really waited for things fo come fo us.
Anything we felt strongly about, we'd try to
make it happen,” says Kevin.

They did make it happen, but not the

an
ven-

tional
way,
Rather
than try-
ing to get
their foot in
the door,
Color Me
Badd led the
way with their
voices. When-
ever fouring artists
would come to
Oklahoma City to
perform, Color Me
Badd puttheir plan into
action.

Firstthey would find outwherethe artist(s) were
staying, and where and when they were play-
ing. They'd stake out the tour vehicles, wait for
the show to end, and when the artist(s) made
their way to the vehicles, “We'd follow them to
the hofe{" Kevin admits. “Eventually we got it
down to a science. Once we Foundy out which
hotel 'rhey were sfaying in, we were on a
mission.” Forget sending out demo tapes. This
ambitious outfit performed johnny-on-the-spot,
and managed to audition for such artists as
Sheila E., Kool & The Gang, Ronnie Milsap,
Huey Lewis and Jon Bon Jovi.

Their live performance obviously had an im-
poct, because Robert “Kool” Bell from Kool &
The Gang hooked them up with their current
managers, and Jon Bon Jovi let them perform a
song before his opening act, Skid Row.

Getting the Bon Jovi gig is a perfect example of
Color Me Badd's “never-give-up” credo. Kevin
still sounds amazed himself as Ee tells the tale.
“ used towork in a movie theater, and one night
when | was tearing tickets | saw this guy tEat
looked like Bon Jovi but | thought, ‘that's prob-
ably just another look-alike.” Then | turned

around and saw his bodyguard had

Bon Jovi on the back oF?\is jacket,
and | just freaked. | kept thinking,

how can | get home and get to my
group so we could sing for him2

So | played sick and convinced
my boss fo let me off. | rushed
home, got my group together,

and we were back at the
theater in about thirty min-
utes. Of course | was sup-
posed to be sick, so my
boss knew what was up.
Anyway, we had to sit
through two long
movies waiting for
Jon. Affer the last

movie, Bryan went

up to him and in-
troduced us. We
asked him if we could sing
for him for o few minutes. He was
understandably tired and he said, ‘well it's
my off day, just give me your tape.’ After going
back and forth he finally let us audition for him.
We sang ‘Daddy’s Home,” and he was really
impressed. Then he turned to us and said, ‘you
guys think you're bad? We'll see how bad you
arein front of fifteen thousand people. | want you
to sing this song at my concert with Skid Row.’
We performed Gospel a cappella ot a Rock
concert, and it went over. We thought they were
gonna start chantin’ or something, but it was
incredible. They liked us, they really did,” he
says enthusiastically.

And as they say in showbiz, the rest is history.
“I Wanna Sex You Up” off the “New Jack City”
Soundtrack is climbing the Top 40 and Urban
charts (where they’re number one for the second
week) and Color Me Badd have appeared on
“Soul Train” and “The Party Machine.” CMB's
talent is apparent, and their sincerity puts icing
on the cake. “We're about positive images.
Everything we do, we like to put a little bit of class
into it,” relates Bryan. Mark adds humbly, “Our
friendship is first, before anything, because that's
where it all started. We're about unity, we're
about love, we're about making good music,
we're about bringing the world together, and
just making peop?e happy.”

And that sums it up, so Color them Badd, and

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- conl. from page 17
rockin’—really playing and
singing loud! But at Morehead
they were very strict about you
adhering to the kind of music
you were taught in class. {
studied piano and string instru-
ments and woodwinds and sang
in the chorus. Even though !
never had any vocal training, |
always asked 1o sing, always
wanted to take voice lessons, but
they would say, “Don’t
worry about it, you sing
good enough, you don’t
need it.” So | just kind of
did my own thing, kind of
blubbered my way
through. Then rock n’ roll
came along and it was
very easy to make it my
kind of music.

CH: Do you still play
cello?

RM: I haven't played cello
in years. | used to love it.
I'd always get A’s in my
private lessons but at
orchestra rehearsals I'd get
C’'s or C minuses because !
was always picking it,
playing it like a guitar. I'd
play Johnny Cash songs on
it. It just drove the
orchestra director crazy. |
think maybe that’s why |
did it. I'd play "I Walk The
Line,” and the folks in the
orchestra would love it!
But the outcome of that
was that I'd get bad marks.
CH: Did you learn by ear,
or did you read braille
music?

RM: My cello teacher, who
was also my violin teacher,
was a wonderful violinist.
He'd take the sheet music
and work from it, first of all
from the piano, and then
he would play some things on
violin for me. $o | would take it
down an octave. We would start
working on the fingering and if
he saw a better fingering he
would tell me how it was done. |
never got a grip on braille music
for cello, but | used it for piano.
Sometimes |'d take the braille
music and study it at night—I'd
lie awake and check it out.

CH: Can you run your fingers
over brajlle music and hear what
the piece sounds like?

RM: Pretty much. It's got tempos,
the expression of whether it's

forte or pianissimo. For piano
I’'ve always had perfect pitch. |
can hear something and instantly
know exactly what notes are in
the chords because | spent so
much of my early life around a
piano.

CH: Did you have trouble

writing your book?

RM: | tell you Cyndi, it's much
easier to make records. Tom
Carter, who helped me with it,
was the one who talked me into
doing it. He's a friend of mine
from Tulsa and he had such a
passion for this project. He put
everything together and said, “All
you have to do is sit with me and
give me something to write
about.” It took about a year and
a half, off and on. He traveled
with me for practically the whole
year of '89. It’s real tough to talk
about yourself. | should be used
to that from doing interviews, but
when I'm not doing interviews

it's much more interesting to talk
about other people. But he was
so into it that | got into it. And
we got a chance to visit a lot of
people that | hadn’t seen in a
long time, some of these students
that | went to school with that
were like brothers and sisters to
me at Governor Morehead
School for the Blind. That part
was wonderful.

CH: Some of the memories must
have been painful.

RM: Yes. My life as a child was
pretty dark, pretty rough. A lot of
it | just hadn’t thought about. |
didn’t want to think about it
much less write about it. | was
abandoned by my mother when |
was a year old. She didn’t want a
blind child, and made no effort
to conceal that she believed that
| was responsible for my own
blindness. When | was six years
old | went away to this school, in
a dormitory situation, 400 miles
away from my grandparents who

Iy

were the only semblance of
family | had. | was an institution
kid. | was there for nine and a
half months out of every year,
and | went home to the Smokys
during the summertime. It was
just get tough or die. Most
people didn’t know about that.
CH: Is it available in
braille or tape versions?
RM: The National Library
service has talked to me
about printing it in braille.
| guess they will decide
on that sometime this
year. |'ve been asked to
read it on to tape, and |
ought to do that. It's
something | need to do,
and l've been trying to
allocate some time for it,
but time keeps slipping
away. Maybe | could
carry a DAT machine out
with me on the road, and
read a chapter a night.
CH: s the Ronnie Milsap
Foundation still active?
RM: Yes, it's handled out
of Detroit. We still have
the same goals that it had
in 1985 when it was
founded; scholarships tor
young people who do not
have the means to go on
and get further education.
We also give money for
eye research at Kresge
Eye Center in Detroit and
Duke Eye Center in
Durham, North Carolina.
And give monies to help
retrain the adult blind,
sixty-five percent of
whom are out of work. A
lot of them had learned to
do something and somehow the
job is taken away by automation,
so re-training a lot of them has
helped. A lot of them have gotten
into data entry. That's been the
hardest of the three areas, but
they have remained the same
three goais that we started with.
CH: Do you have any parting
thoughts?

RM: I've cut some songs that I've
just fallen in love with. I’'m real
excited and happy about my life
and what we're doing right now.
Being out on the radio again is
great! It hurts me so bad when
I'm off the radio as long as

As a guitarist and a com-
poser, Thompson doesn’t limit
himself. Rumor And Sigh is a
transcontinental ¢ornucopia as
Thompson arms his songs with
electric, acoustic, American and
Euro lineage—whatever it takes
to get the point across. Like the
lately elusive best of Ry Cooder,
Thompson draws on a well of
styles and a loving musical ex-
pertise. You’d have to go pretty
far back into the Thompson cata-
logue(Shoot Out The Lights with
former wife Linda?) tohearanRT
entry this strong. Save room on
your best-of-the-year list for this
one. Richard Thompson on a tear
is surely an audio wonder to be-
hold. Among the great ones:
“Read AboutLove,” “You Dream
Too Much,” “I Feel So Good,”
“Mother Knows Best,” the sad
“God Loves A Drunk” and an
ode to the ultimate Scottish band
leader, “Don’t Sit On My Jimmy
Shands” (as in don’t step on my

blue suede shoes).

BLOOD ON THE BRICKS
- ALDO NOVA
(JAMBCO/MERCURY)
A fruitful rock reentry from Aldo
Nova. Many remember Aldo from
his early-80s rocker, “Fantasy.”
In his case, instant airplay pen-
etration carried a price. After two
thick and heavy disappointing
follow-ups, Aldo, rather than
succumbing to the wolves, left
the business to regain his musical
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vision. Enter Jon Bon Jovi, whose
songwriting and production
pushed Aldoand hisband straight
into the rock nineties. Listen to
"Blood On The Tracks,” “Medi-
cine Man” and “Modern World"”
first, then into the concluding
“Touch Of Madness” and “Bright
Lights.” What you get is an or-
chestration of riffs.

“SMOKESTACK
LIGHTNING" -
LYNYRD SKYNYRD 1991
(ATLANTIC)

It's agamesometimes, you know?
Sometimes you lead the listener,
sometimes they lead you. Less
often, they demand as certain seg-
ments of our Great Society still
need Lynyrd Skynyrd. This year's
model backs things up on theroad
with a more than extensive tour.
