Gary Gersh on Reports of Capitol 
Roster Cuts: He'll Trim...and Add 

BY BEN FONG- TURRES 

Gary Gersh, new President 
and Chief Executive at 
Capitol Records, will neither 
confirm nor deny a pub- 
lished report that some 20 
acts have been given the 
heave -ho from the label's 
roster. 

According to the Los 
Angeles Times, the acts 
included the Smithereens, 
Billy Syuier. Television and 
Great White. If they were let 
go, they join 60 or more 

employees in AMR, market- 
ing and other departments 
who've reportedly been 
pink -slipped in the three 
months since the arrival of 
Charles Koppelman as chair- 
man and chief executive of 
Capitol's parent company, 
the EMI Records Group in 
North America. 

Gersh joined Capitol from 
Geffen Records. where he 
was senior vice president of 
AMR. on July 1. 

"My focus." he told GAVIN. 

"is on restructuring this com- 

pany. For the first time in 
many years, we are moving 
toward becoming a modern - 
day, forward- thinking, artist - 
driven company." 

While he would not com- 
ment on specific points 
made in the 'l'inics article, 
Gersh alluded to roster cuts 
when he suggested that we 
speak with Radiohead and 
Blind Melon. two new acts 
Capitol is aggressively pro- 
moting. "Ask their manage- 
ments what they think of 
our working two acts instead 

Evergreen, Naftaly and 
KMEL Get the Shakes 
Keith Naftaly, ucnrdc'rkrud 
programmer for KMEI, and 
its parent Evergreen Media 
Corporation, has removed 
one of his many hats -the 
PD position at KMEL -San 
Francisco -and handed it to 
Dave Shakes. 

Shakes joins KMEL from 
WBBM -FM (B96)- Chicago, 
where he was PD for more 
than three years, overseeing 
a station with a format simi- 
lar to KMEL's and winning 
GAVIN'S :ward for Top 40 
Major Market Program 
Director /Operations 
Manager the last three years. 

WBBM has named APD 
Todd Cava ilah to replace 
Shakes. 

Naftaly. who joined KMEL 
in 1984 as a music coordina- 
tor. was named program 
director in 1987, when he 
was 24. and helped estab- 
lished KMEL as San 
Francisco's top -rated 
Dance /Top 40 against all 
comers. He became 
Evergreen's VP of program- 
ming in April. with responsi- 
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hility for KKB'l' -Los Angeles 
as well as KMEL. 

In response to rumors 
about his future plans. 
Naftaly told GAVIN that after 
Shakes settles in. that he 
would relocate to Los 
Angeles, hopefully sometime

next month. KKB'l'. he said. 
will remain l'rh:tn. 

"With Keith's increased 
responsibilities." said KMEL 
vice president and general 
manager Dick Kelley. 'it's 
imperative that we have a 
pro with Dave's experience, 
knowledge, success and 
enthusiasm to work with me 
and Keith on a day -to -day 
basis and lead KMEL's pro- 
gramming department." 

"The entire KMEL staff is 
completely pumped," said 

Naftaly, "and looking for - 
ward to Dave carrying on 
the KMEL legacy." 

"I'm returning home to the 
Bay Area." said Shakes, who 
worked at various stations in 
Oregon and Nevada as well 
as in Ilartford. Conn., before 
going to Chicago, "and am 
thrilled to he joining the 
KMEI. family." Ile lavished 
praise on the CBS -owned 
B9('), which is replacing him 
with Cavanah. 

WBBM -FM general man- 
ager Toni Matheson, called 
Cavanah, a four -year veteran 
at 1396 who was named API) 
only two months ago, "well - 
prepared...During the past 
two years he has been 
involved in every major pro - 
graniniing and marketing 
decision we've made. He's 
going to take us to new 
heights." 

"This is something I've 
wanted to do and I'm 
ready," said Cavanah, who 
joined the station as music 
director and was a nl before 
becoming APD. 

of a dozen," said Gersh. 
Chris Jones, manager of 

Blind Melon, said the label's 
restructuring "means every- 
thing. When you talk about 
reality. if you cut the artists 
down to a number that's 
proper for the number 
of people working 
them, then you'll have 
more success. Now, 
when they say 'You're 
priority.' it's not with a 
bunch of other bands. 
And the personnel can 
handle it." 

"The prudent way to 
go about this." he said 
Gersh. who claimed not 
to know the size of his 
roster, "is to trini and 
add all the time. When 
you find great talent, 
you sign it. When artists 
are not performing or mak- 
ing progress, you let them 

In the long and often diffi- 
cult history of Capitol, roster 
cuts are nothing new, just as 
they are common at any 
major label going through 
an administrative change. In 
fact. Gersh's reported trims 
pale in comparison to other 
slashes at Capitol. 

Five years ago, when Joe 
Smith moved into the tower 
as vice -chairman and CEO of 
Capitol Industries -EMi. he 
oversaw the divorces of 
some 50 acts from the label. 

But Smith and his lieu- 
tenants still came nowhere 
near the record for roster - 
slashing set by Capitol in 
1971. That year, when 
Bhaskar Menon joined as 
president, his A&R chief, 
Artie Mogull. took only two 
weeks to chop 166 acts off a 
247 -artist roster. (To Mogull's 
credit, not one of the 166 
went on to success else- 
where, although one artist. 
Mike Appel, would become 

manager of Bruce 
Springsteen, and another, 
Terry Knight, continued on 
as manager of Grand Funk 
Railroad.) 

As for a report that Capitol 
deals with four urban acts 

were "on the 
block," Gersh 

chopping 
said that 

"Anyone who knows me 
knows I'ni a huge fan of 
black music. I expect us to 
be a major force in contem- 
porary black music. I haven't 
addressed the issue of who's 
doing a great job and who 
isn't with the people in the 
department, and we'll make 
joint decisions." 

Gersh also responded to a 

report that he had fired five 
A&R execs and replaced 
them with new people. "We 
had five or six in the depart- 
ment, we've let go of three, 
and well probably acid five 
or six." The newcomers will 
include "new people as well 
as people from my past." 

Capitol's market share 
dropped from 3.8 percent 
last year to 3.4 percent so far 
this year, hut, Gersh said. 
the changes made so far 
"show we're on the fast 
track to becoming the pre- 
mier record company studio 
operation on the west 
coast."

The CD's in the Mail 
A Flood of Radio Talk at 

Another Headache Upper Midwest Conclave 

for Record Stores

The increasingly popular 
mail -order business is 
poised to deliver another 
jab at record stores, which 
have been in a defensive 
mode recently, between 
reports of high CD prices 
and stories about the 
public's approval of 
lower -priced used CDs. 

(Media Madness, the 
newsletter from Wall 
Media, surveyed dozens 
of record buyers in San 
Diego and concluded 
that "most think new 
CDs are too expensive" 
and "most see nothing 
wrong with buying or 
selling used CDs. ") 

Time Warner and Sony, 
who joined forces late 
last year to create Sound 
Exchange for direct -order 
purchases of recordings, 
has a million consumers on 
its mailing list. MCA Music 
Group, among others, is 
planning to go mail -order 
later this year. 

The companies are gam- 
bling that consumers prefer 
the convenience of ordering 
by mail over venturing out 
to stores for product. Its 
not exactly long -shot bet- 
ting, since research by the 
RIAA indicates that music 

mail -order companies and 
record clubs are biting into 
record store business. 
According to RIAA, stores 
accounted for around 62% 
of 1992's total domestic 
market sales, down from 
just over 70" /o in 1988. With 

the strong possibility of 
home shopping channels 
crossing into the record 
business, record stores face 
stiff competition from alter- 
natives to traditional on 
sight record buying. "Every 
form of direct marketing 
competes, but as a whole 
we just expand the uni- 
verse," explains Lonnie 
Lemco, The Sound 
Exchange's vice president of 

marketing. 
"Basically, we target a 35- 

year -old and up audience," 
says Lemco. "45% of our 
catalogue is gift merchan- 
dise- electronic products, 
storage for audio products, 
posters or wall art and 

some t- shirts." 
The Time Warner Inc. 

and the Sony Corp. part- 
nership signals an end to 
their war with each 
other, the result of a 

legal battle in 1989 over 
Sony's hiring of contract- 
ed Time Warner employ- 
ees, the filmmakers Peter 
Guber and Jon Peters. 

Despite the con- 
tretemps, the two compa- 
nies found it sensible to 
work together. Late last 
year, when Time Warner 
decided to expand its 
mail -order business, it 
looked to Sony's impres- 

sive artist roster (which 
includes Michael Jackson, 
Mariah Carey and Barbra 
Streisand) to boost cata- 
logue sales. The pairing 
also makes sense in light of 
the relationship the two 
companies have as co-own - 
ers of the successful 
Columbia House record 
club, which Time Warner 
landed as part of the 1989 
lawsuit settlement. 

George Michael Wants to See 
Fellow Artists' Contracts 

One of music's biggest stars 
is playing his own version 
of "you show me yours and 
I'll show you mine." As part 
of the legal imbroglio 
between George Michael 
and Sony Music, a U.K. 
court ruling ordered Sony 
to provide Michael's attor- 
neys with the recording 
contracts of fellow stars 
Bruce Springsteen, Barbra 
Streisand and Michael 
Jackson. 

Michael claims that the 
terms of his Sony U.K. 
recording pact are unfair for 

an artist of his stature, and 
he's suing the label to dis- 
engage himself from the 
agreement. If other big 
name Sony contracts are 
released the documents 
could prove embarrassing 
for the artists and the label's 
top dogs. 

Speculation is that infor- 
mation disclosed will be 
insignificant, but controver- 
sy could come when 
recording artists compare 
and contrast perks they 
receive. Another angle that 
could ruffle feathers is the 

most -favored -artists clause, 
which guarantees artists 
uniform conditions on spe- 
cific items. 

The federal court hearing 
of Michael vs. Sony Music 
will take place in a couple 
of weeks, but details of the 
contracts probably won't be 
made public. Prince's attor- 
ney Gary Stiffleman said 
that if the terms are publi- 
cized, "artists all over town 
will be calling their lawyers 
demanding similar provi- 
sions be added to their con- 
tracts."

Despite the worries and 
concern about the flooding 
taking place south of 
Minnesota, some 850 broad- 
casters and music execu- 
tives converged on 
Minneapolis July 15 -18 for 
the Upper Midwest 
Communications Conclave. 
This year's theme was "The 
Challenge Of Change." 

One highlight was the 
keynote address by G. 
Gordon Liddy, notorious 
figure in the Watergate 
scandal who now hosts a 

syndicated talk show from 
WJFK/FM- Washington, D.C. 
The loquacious Liddy 
regaled the SRO crowd with 
anecdotes of prison life 
("The prisoners are in 
charge "), Watergate ( "What 
went wrong is that asshole 
John Dean "), Richard Nixon 
( "He'll be remembered in 
history for his foreign poli- 
cy"), and radio ("I like Rush 
Limbaugh "). 

"The Changing Face Of 
Radio And The Music 
Industry" session, presented 
in two parts, focused on the 
future of radio. Its first half 
featured radio entrepreneur 
Robert Sillerman, Saga 
Communications' Steve 
Goldstein and innovative 
researcher Richard Harker. 
Sillerman made a brash pre- 
diction for radio in the next 
five to ten years. "With 
video compression," he 
said, "there will be hun- 
dreds of advertising choices 
and the pro -television bias 
will erode. Video will gar- 
ner smaller audiences. As 
radio becomes more effi- 
cient, we will garner more 
of the advertising budget." 

GAVIN'S Top 40 editor, 
Dave Sholin, moderated the 
second half of the session, 
whose panelists included 
producers Jimmy Jam Hams 
and Terry Lewis, Island 
Records' general manager 
Andy Allen and Spin maga- 
zine's editor Bob Guccione, 
Jr. 

Lewis emphasized the 
need to get back to creativi- 
ty. "Music has become 
redundant in its ability to 
grow," he said. 

Traditional format ses- 

sions rounded out the 
Conclave, along with meet- 
ings with Arbitron and com- 
petitor AccuRatings. WNDU- 
South Bend, Ind. MD Buzz 
Elliot gave a bottom -line 
reason for liking the upstart: 
"AccuRatings' S7,000 cost is 

much more attractive than 
Arbitron's $50,000 price 
tag." 

As always, Conclave 
guests found plenty of 
entertainment, at showcases 
from Perspective /A &M's 
Lisa Keith, Chaos' Darden 
Smith, Atlantic's Marc Cohn, 
Columbia's Cry Of Love and 
Chrysalis /ERG's Proclaimers. 
And the Saturday night 
finale -a visit to the Mall Of 
America -was a case of 
sensory overload at its 
finest. 

Joe Simone 

Succumbs to 
Heart Attack 
Joe Simone, whose 25 years 
in the industry encom- 
passed record distribution, 
label management, artists 
management, and a wide 
range of musical interests, 
from pop and country to 
jazz and rap, died July 23 in 
Cleveland after suffering a 
stroke. He was 55. 

Simone was head of 
Avion Records, which last 
year acquired Palo Alto Jazz 
and TBA Records, whose 
catalog included Maynard 
Ferguson. Before Avion, 
Simone was SW and gener- 
al manager at Curb Records. 

Simone began his career 
in distribution in the early 
'70s and opened Progress 
Records, with 13 offices in 
the Midwest, where he 
worked for such labels as 
Motown, A &M, and London 
Records. In the late '70s, he 
managed the Dazz Band. 
He also served as president 
of NARM after several years 
on its board. 

Simone, who leaves a 

wife and three sons, was 
remembered at a wake 
attended by some 600 
friends and associates. 
Another 300 attended funer- 
al services.

'Thumbs Down' on WKBQ 
The National Association 

of Black Journalists 
bestowed a "Thumbs Down" 
award to WKBQ- FM -St. 
Louis last week for negative- 
ly portraying or discriminat- 
ing against blacks. 

The station was cited for 
racial slurs made by morning 
disc jockeys Steve Shannon 
and D.C. Chymes, who were 

fired in May after calling a 

woman a "nigger" on the air 
and wondering why Rev. 
Jesse Jackson had not bee 
assassinated instead of the 
Rev. Martin Luther King. 

After initially suspending 
the pair, WKBQ dismissed 
them. "We felt we did the 
right thing," said station 
manager Bill Stoeflhaas. 

'Wild 107's' Mancow Udders 
Insults, Draws Angry Calls 
Mancow, the DJ who got 
himself and his station, Wild 
107 (KSOL) -San Francisco, 
in trouble by tying up traffic 
on the Bay Bridge, has 
dipped his hooves into hot 
water again. 

This time, he enraged 
employees at Soulbeat, a 

cable TV music show, when 
he called the show's host 
Cindy Carter "fat" and 
unprofessional, gave out 
Soulbeat's phone number 
and asked listeners to call 

and insult her. Soulbeat, he 
added, had only about four 
viewers. 

Mancow ( real name Erich 
Muller) drew a flood of calls 
to KSOL and the TV show, 
denouncing him as insensi- 
tive. Chuck Johnson, owner 
of Soulbeat, called the DJ's 

remarks insulting, adding 
that Wild 107 and Soulbeat 
cater to fans of rap and 
Urban music. The cable 
show reaches some 70,000 
households in the East Bay.

The new, more corn- 

pact venue helped give the event a fresh feel and there were new faces sit- 

ting in on well- organized and for the most part, well- attended panels. 

For his part, NMS Executive Director Mark Josephson believes he has a 

success on his hands once more, telling GAVIN, "I feel we've achieved a 

180- degree turn from something that was declining to something that is on 

the ascent again." 

The one person at NMS with a broader grin than Josephson was his former 

Seminar partner Tom Silverman, who was able to brush aside the usual 

complaints and questions with, "Don't ask me, I'm just an attendee." 

Silverman's Tommy Boy Records had the smartest (and cheapest!) giveaway 

to promote De La Soul, who played The Palladium: A simple balloon with 

the message, "If you can't blow it up, don't drive." 

Joel Webber prize winner, eastwest America chairma Sylvia Rhone 

did not succeed in fighting back the tears as she accepted her award, while 

Boy George was uncharacteristically unemotional delivering his speech.

The 

audience read like a music business "Who's who," with Arista's Clive 
Davis, Roy Lott and Tom Enis, EMIRG's Daniel Glass and Fred Davis 

among the many notables in attendance. 

The place NOT to be on Friday night was the Danceteria, where Eric 
Tallman, singer of Exotic Erotic, was injured in an unprovoked shooting 

incident. Tallman is recovering and a suspect has been arrested.

THE FACES BEHIND THE NUMBERS 
Getting To Know Your Audience 

BY NATALIE DUITSMAN 

If you are a new program director at a 

new station in a new area, one of your 
biggest challenges is becoming familiar 

with the station's listeners. In order to program 
successfully, you must know your core 
audience and how to keep up with them. 
"You must know who is out there listening 
and how they live," says veteran programmer 
Chuck Reynolds. "This will help in hiring new 
talent, deciding to add specific records and 
assist you in determining the type of 
promotions that are right for your station." 

Reynolds, who has been in radio for 23 

years, has been 
involved in general 
management, 
programming, sale, 
and on -air work in 

such markets as 

Baltimore, Kansas 
City and Jackson 
City, Tenn. "Going 
into a new station 
as a program 
director means 
evaluating the 

market. The same programming, promotion 
and marketing strategy used at a previous 
station will not necessarily work at a new 
station," says Reynolds. 

He offers the following guidelines to help 
you identify and serve your core.

EVALUATING YOUR NEW SITUATION 
You need to ask yourself this question: Is 

this station in need of a turn- around, or do you 
just need to maintain a pre -established 
dominance? A meeting with the management 
team can help you figure out where the station 
is headed. Even if you know the answer, have 
the meeting anyway. Communication is 

important and you will benefit from any new 
perspective gained. Find out how other 
management members perceive the station and 
its position in the market. You want the 
station to be the place listeners turn, to learn 
what's happening in the community. 

DISCOVERING YOUR MARKET 
Once you've communicated with 

management, your first assignment should he 

personally discovering your market. Its a 

simple process of observation and conversation 
with natives and others who have been in the 
area longer than you. You should start with 
station employees, but don't overlook the 
community, who will have a totally different 
perspective. 

Talk to the employees at the grocery store, 
the gas station, the dry cleaners, the folks at 

church and your neighbors. Tell them you are 
new in town and ask basic questions alxout the 
community. Learn what teams are local 
favorites. Find out about the schools and local 

government. The Chamber of Commerce and 
local newspapers are excellent sources of 
information. Listen to find out what stations 

are playing in the stores, at the swimming 
pools and in area businesses. Have regular 
conversations with the news director to see 

how your station's news programs meet the 
community's needs. 'Palk with the sales 

manager regularly for information on the 
business community. 

Treat all the information you receive like 
research. It's not the definitive answer, just 

another tool to utilize when you put all the 
information together. Remember. when you 
finish the initial overview of the market. your 
job is just beginning. 

MAKING YOUR STATION A WINNER 
.\la rket i iii rmatilni %\ hen it comes 

to programming a radio 't.ition. Sharing this 
research with your programming staff triggers 
brainstorming ideas that will help you win 
with them as well as with the community. For 
instance, if you've established that fishing is 

popular in your community, then a fishing 
specialty show on your station might be 

justified -format permitting, of course. 
Once you're comfortable with the station's 

sound and feel it suits your core, increase the 
level of community involvement to make your 
audience the winners. Keep in mind that this is

a bonding process between your station and your listeners, and if this 

is a new approach for your station, it will take time to catch on. It's 

important that your staff, including top level management, have an 

understanding of the process and a commitment to stay with it. 

When the station is in the limelight, you must pay attention to 
details and remain consistent. it won't take long for word to circulate 
that your station gives away lots of valuable prizes, and management 
will he pleased as come and AQH builds. 

PROMOTING THE STATION 
Once you're familiar with the community, utilize that knowledge in 

planning promotions. Send your morning show to areas in the 
community that are popular. For example, if fishing is big in your area. 

send them to a popular fishing area and stage a promotion. Get the 
station name into the community by investing in shirts and jackets for 
the staff to wear at official functions. 

You want to appeal to human nature. Remember, people love to 
win and hear their name announced on the air. Be promotion 
minded; give away concert tickets, music at remotes, T- shirts, caps and 

bumper stickers with the station logo. On the air, make these give 
away items sound larger than life. 

If it's been a while since you've been out in your town, it's time to 
drag yourself away from those format clocks and music rotations and 
find out what your listeners are all about, and what they think of your 
station. You just might be surprised.

Outside of radio, among 
those involved in promot- 
ing and marketing records, 
the prevailing sentiment is 

that Top 40 is surviving 
( "It's only stunned," adds 
John Fagot, senior vice 
president of promotion at 
Capitol).

agree, is at a crossroads, as 

tion prices skyrocketing, owners 
focused on bottom lines and aim- 
ing, with blinders on, at the 25 -44 
demo. A/C, News/Talk, Album and 
Country, enjoying a resurgence by 
way of the hit movie, Urban 
Cowboy, gained. While punk, new 
wave, heavy metal, and the first rap 
artists drew substantial followings, 
Top 40 tightened its playlists, relied 
on consultants and computers, and, 
except for some outstanding mom - 
ing stars running "Zoos" in various 
markets, lost its personality. Many 
young people began turning to 
MTV as a national, video form of 
Top 40, and Top 40 radio stations 
increasingly deserted the main- 
stream. 

Now, radio formats are more 
fragmented than ever, and even 
Top 40 can be heard and pro- 
grammed from numerous angles:

A /C) after watching its ratings 
erode from its Number One posi- 
tion from 1983 into the late '80s, 
KSSZ's owner did market research 
on the 206th -ranked market and its 
150,000 population base. With sev- 
eral major universities in the area, 
KSSZ decided to go after 18 -34s 
with a mainstream Top 40 
approach. "People want to be 
plugged into today's music, no mat- 
ter what background the music 
comes from. That was the biggest 
thing we heard in our research. 
The only source people had was 
MTV. We're saying we're back. Top 
40 is back." Although Kiss FM 
launched itself with a month of 
commercial -free programming, 
Anderson says the sales staff is 
finding positive receptions at health 

clubs, fast -food restau- 

of musical styles. It is the 'what's 
happening' format." And, adds 
Mike Steele of KIXY -San Angelo, 
Tex., "Top 40 has always been 
based on new artists, not core 
artists." 

Fine. But, on the records side, is 
the format continuing its tradition 
of breaking and selling records? 
While Baumgartner believes it is 
(with substantial assistance from 
MTV), Buch and others aren't so 
sure. 

"The two ingredients that make a 
hit," Buch says, "are the magic of 
the 'hit song' (as opposed to a 
great radio record) and getting 
enough exposure to see if we have 
a hit." All formats that play cur- 
rents, he says, are important, along 
with video and marketing. 

Kenneth Lane v' 
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dent of promotion at ERG, is even 
less impressed with Top 40's rela- 
tive muscle in making hits. While 
saying that the form is surviving, 
and naming Top 40 as his 
own favorite format, he 
believes videos, in -store play, 
and marketing by print and 
TV have taken up the slack 
left by Top 40's lessened 
impact. 

Io Kevin Carroll, SVP/ 
promotion at eastwest 
america, THE BOX 
breaks street product; 
MTV breaks rock and 
alternative; Top 40 

breaks our hearts. Top 40 
consistently says they're not there 
for selling records, and it shows." 

Carroll may be right. In radio, 
there's no denying the thrill of dis- 
covering new music and watching 
it catch on. Who doesn't want a 
reputation for having good ears? 

But, according to the program- 
mers who responded to GAVIN'S 

questionnaire, the music is a means 
to various ends: "Excitement," 
"fun," creating a sense of the sta- 
tion's unpredictability; its hipness 
to new music; its openness to a 
variety of sounds. And to many, 
music is but part of a package, 
including personality, promotions 
and community involvement. 
"Music," Joe Dawson of KLYV in 
Dubuque, Iowa, says, "is not the 
only key. ..People who think that 
music freaks are listening to Top 40 
in the age of the CD are making a 
mistake. It's the whole package." 
Dawson said his station targets 
adults 12 -54. "Real Top 40," he 
insists, "must be the 7 -11 of enter- 
tainment, deriving cume from all 
demos." 

Although Top 40 has traditionally 
targeted the 12 -24 audience, it has 
for years been stretching the upper 
limits of that demo. Only a few of 
our more than 100 respondents 
mentioned 12 as part of its target, 
although one who did -Dana 
Lundon of WTIC -FM in Hartford, 
Conn. -felt strongly. "GMs and 
consultants," she said, "wake up. 
Top 40 is a 12 -24 dominant format. 
Don't A/C us to death!" 

"Today's success isn't necessarily 
measured by a big 12+ number," 
reminds Ken Benson of Z100- 
Portland, "but whether your station 
is making money -and how 
much." 

more specific. Their target is 25 -34, 
and they don't target youths. In 
fact, they assert that Top 40 is 
"dying, because it has changed to

"Unfortunately, with the fragmen- 
tation in this format, this would put 
you in direct competition with 
everyone and their brother for (18- 
345)," said Bruce St. James of KJYK 

in Tucson. "Being the realist that I 

am, I'd like to own 12 -24 and par- 
lay that into respectable older 
demos, and isn't that what Top 40 
is supposed to be ?" 

Ior all the interest in listeners 
aged 35, 44, 49, and 54, not 
one programmer felt that mov- 
ing beyond 12 -24 compro- 
mised the format's identity. 
However, cautionary words 

came from several, including 
Rooster Rhodes of KCAQ -Oxnard, 
Calif., whose target demo is 18-34 
and who said his station was hold- 
ing onto listeners "by NOT trying to 
make it a 25 -54 station. If you 
choose Top 40, remember it's a 
young format." 

While Scott Hardy at WQCY- 
Quincy, Illinois, would take adults 
18 -49 if he could own only one 
demo, he, too, is thinking both 
young and ahead. "The demo- 
graphics in GAVIN (issue 1962) 
show that in the next few years, a 
lot more listeners will be coming 
along that fit the Top 40 demo," he 
reminds. 

St. James at KJYK looks at the 
issue this way: "If we lose the 
youth of today as listeners, what 
makes you think they'll turn 25 and 
suddenly start listening to the 'mix' 
A/C station eight hours a day? 
We're off life support and breathing 
on our own again. The people who 
have written this format off are in 
for a rude awakening."

maintain listenership at a time 
when young people can 
spend hours with videos and 
TV, with games and comput- 
ers, at malls and movies and, 

on occasion, doing their home- 
work, answers ranged from 
"Prayer" (Barry Witherspoon of 
WSTO in Evansville, Indiana to a 
long list, a Top 40, easily, of tips. 
Three primary thoughts emerged. 
(1) Play the hits -especially the 
hits for a station's specific market. 
(2) Reflect its listenership. To do 
so, a station must stop relying on 
call -outs and hit the streets and get 
to know its audience. Those sta- 
tions will more likely play the 
music their listeners want to hear 
and can gear promotions -from 
events to specific contest prizes - 
they most want. 
(3) Personality is important. Just 
about any listener today can toss in 
several hours of CDs at a time. 
Beyond infor- 
mation, radio 
can offer 
entertainment; 
a sense of 
community 
and friendship. 
Personality 
was stifled 
over the last 
decade, and 
radio is paying 
the price, as

seem to be the only ones capable 
of moving far beyond liners and 
time -checks, and stations are buy- 
ing personality by satellite. Training 
begins at home, and, as B.J. Harris 
of WFLZ, the "Power Pig" in 
Tampa, puts it, "giving air personal- 
ities the chance to be themselves 
and entertain the audience." The 
words "entertainment package" 
came up more than once. That's 
what radio should be, if it's going 
to give people a reason to tune in. 

Capitol's John Fagot says that one 
of radio's challenges is to make the 
medium itself exciting again. Radio, 
he declares, "is no longer magic. 
The content must now compensate 
for an aging medium. Great new 

music, fun personalities with real 
wit -success." 

Kevin Carroll of eastwest america 
thinks Top 40 has gotten "too 
lazy...too much info in the fax and 
computer, not enough interest in 
the street." He'd like "less niche -ori- 
ented, more open- minded" radio." 
Top 40 should do "less positioning" 
and "more homework on the local 
fronts," he says, and play whatever 
the studies turn up. "There was a 
glimpse of brilliance in '92," says 
Carroll, "when Kris Kross and Billy 
Ray Cyrus could work in the same 
daypart. A hit is a hit is a hit...What 
happened ?" 

As ERG's Lane reminds, "Great 
music is always available. Don't be 
afraid to look for it." 

Some of the following tips from 
our survey respondents have been 
heard, over and over again, at too 
many seminars and conclaves, but 
just one good idea, freshly stated, 
can kickstart a programmer or an 
entire station. Here's some of what 
we heard: 

"More variety; less rigid for- 
mats."- Stewart Cohen, vice presi- 
dent, promotion, at Warner Bros. 
"Just play what the audience wants 
to hear. Just know that their tastes 
change and you must always 

adjust. " -Burt Baumgartner, 
Columbia Records. 

"Play the hits for your city 
and lead, follow or get out of 
the way!" -Tony Novia, Star 
94- Atlanta. 

"Don't broadcast it, narrow- 
cast it! Know your 
audience /target and busi- 
ness /clients. What works in 
major markets may not work 
in small markets. Watch out 
for owner -programmers, sales - 
programmers. Feel your tar- 

gets' wants /needs /musical tastes. 
One size don't fit all." -Larry 
Thomas, WIQQ- Greenville, Miss. 

"Remind them that we are the 
only station that (a) gives them the 
music they want and (b) right in 
their hometowns." Joe Limardi, 
WFHN, New Bedford, Mass. 

"Be true to your core audience 
and deliver what you say you are 
going to- without the needless 
hype. " -Dave Van Stone, KHMX- 
Houston. 

"Get out of the studio, press the 
flesh, be right in their face, kissing 
hands and shakin' babies. You 
have to campaign for every 
vote!" -Greg Adams, KDUK- 
Eugene, Oregon. 
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"Concert tickets, cassettes, CD 
giveways, making sure if they 
spend time with a station, it's 
ours." -Bruce Stevens, WBBQ- 
Augusta, Ga.

At the first Todd Storz DJ 

Convention in Kansas City, 
Mitch Miller, Columbia 
Records' head of A &R, an 

inventive but conservative 
producer, villifies rock and 

roll and castigates Top 40 

stations for surrending 
their air time to "bobby 
soxers and baby sitters." 
After the bearded Miller, 
who'd just issued his first 
sing -along albums, takes 
his seat, Chuck Blore, 

another pioneer of Top 40, 

rises to the defense of 
those in radio who choose 
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My career is deeply rooted in 
radio - specifically Top 40 radio - 
from my early formative years 
"DX " -ing WLS, KXOK, KAAY and 
even WABC, to the first time I 

heard KLIF in 1965, to eventually 
working with Top 40 programming 
legends Mike Joseph, Bill Drake, 
and Paul Drew, to name a few, 

with air personalities Robert W. 
Morgan, Dr. Don Rose, Eric Chase 
and then moving into TV with Bob 
Pittman at the birth of MTV in `81 

until '87. 
For me, the climb toward the 

Top 40 radio programming pinna- 
cle began in the late '60s at KELI 

in Tulsa, then at WZUU -FM in 
Milwaukee, KYNO in Fresno, K -100 
in Los Angeles, CKLW in Detroit, 
and WRKO in Boston. 

The very top of the mountain 
came at KFRC in San Francisco. 
Paul Drew had advised me not to 
accept the PD job there in March of 
1977 because KFRC was the 
Number One music station in the 
Bay Area, but the third overall 
behind KGO and KCBS. 

I felt 610 /KFRC's position could 
be improved. I had known Dave 
Sholin for five or six years but had 
yet to work with him. Dave and 
our team of talented "communica- 
tors" built on the foundation of 
Michael Spears (my programming 
predecessor) and, in the next 18 

months, we took KFRC to an 

Arbitron 8.2, establishing the station 
as the Number One -rated radio sta- 
tion in Northern California for the 
first time in its incredible history. 

It was a feat that had never been 
achieved and has never been dupli- 
cated. 

BRUCE MORROW 

WABC -New York, 1061-1914 

I hate to shop. Because of this I 
buy things in huge quantities...One 
afternoon I bought at least three 
dozen pairs of jockey briefs. The 
salesman had stuffed them into a 

large crinkly bag and I had headed 
to the studio. I walked in holding 
my bag of underwear during Dan 
(Ingram's) shift. He was doing the 
weather and he came to the line: 
"There will be brief showers 
tonight." 

I couldn't believe my good for- 
tune -brief showers! I tossed the 
bag up in the air with all my might. 
It hit the ceiling, split open, and 
showered Dan with briefs. His eyes 
opened wide and he paused. After 
no more than a heartbeat, he col- 
lapsed in laughter. Every time he 
tried to speak he cracked up. 

For 20 minutes the legendarily 
stoic Mr. Ingram could not get con- 
trol of himself. He'd cue the engi- 
neer to play a song, regain his 
composure, and when the song 
had finished, lean into the open 
mike, only to lose it all over again. 
The brief showers episode...ranks 
with the Beatles in Shea Stadium, 
the first time I broke into double - 
digit ratings, and the birth of my 
son as one of my proudest WABC 
memories. 

Radio freaks all over the country 
have told me they have copies of 
that tape. I don't need a tape to 
replay it. It's indelibly etched on 

to play what the people 
want to hear, no matter 
the "prophets of doom, 

bearded or otherwise." 

Novcrrmbcr 1959: 
Payola surfaces as a 

national concern, and 

Congress begins to nose 

around. Subsequent hear- 

ings by the Harris subcom- 

mittee on Legislative 
Oversight will chase 

numerous disc jockeys out 
of their markets, leave 

Dick Clark unblemished. as 

he would be for decades, 

and drive Alan Freed to an 

early death, at age 43, in 

1965. 

1965: Bill Drake, a DJ 

and program director at 

KYA -San Francisco who'd 

worked out a main- 

streamed, tighter version 
of the Top 40 format, is 
hired by KHJ -Los Angeles. 

When the station tops the 
market, Drake is put in 

charge of all RKO stations. 
More music, less DJ talk, 
tighter playlists, shorter 
jingles -all for the sake of 
"much more music! " -add 
up to the Drake sound, 
which becomes the sound 
of Top 40, carried out by 

such lieu- 

tenants as Paul Drew, Ron 

Jacobs, Tom Rounds and 
Les Tarpin. 

1967: At WOR -FM in 

New York and KMPX in 

San Francisco, free -form 
radio is born on the FM 

dial. 

Novombcr 1967: 
Top 40 crosses over onto 
FM, as the management of 
WOR -FM -New York tight- 
ens up its once -free -form 
format considerably by 

bringing in Bill Drake. By 

1970, Drake's consultancy 
company will have 40 

clients, most of them AM 

stations, but he plans to 
have 60 FMs on either of 
two formats, oldies or cur- 

rents. 

By 1968, free -form has 

spread to numerous large 
markets and, evolving into 
"progressive" and Album. 

begins to challenge Top 40 

for younger listeners. 
Meantime, a format origi- 
nally called "chicken 
rock," later to evolve into 
A /C, is extracting Top 40's 
older listeners. 

1970: Advertisers are 

falling in love with the 
baby- boomer generation, 
and 25-49 becomes the 
most sought -after demo. 

Through much of the '70s, 
Top 40 has to fight for its 
share of the advertising 
revenue pie. 

1979: Disco is the rage, 

and when some stations 
switch to dance music as a 

format, radio is further 
fragmented, as disco leads 
to a mix of Urban and Top 

40. 

1983: Top 40 comes 
back. Album falls for cor- 

porate rock; disco dies, 
and MTV has recharged 
pop music by showcasing 
whoever gives the channel 
videos; many are newer 
artists from overseas. 
Another factor: Mike 
Joseph's "Hot Hits" for- 
mat, a reworking of 
Drake's dictum of playing 
the hits, relying not on 

call -outs but retail sales 
and requests. 
Morning shows- especial- 
ly the "Zoos" pioneered at 
KKBQ- Houston and WRBQ- 

Tampa -lead the way, as 

Scott Shannon moves from 

Tampa to New York, and,

lop 40 Oil, Boston, late '50s: 

I gave myself the name "Jose." I 

had a theme song. I rang bells and 
banged on the telephone book. I 

talked back to the record: "Hello, 
Fats. Is that you ?" 

And he'd sing, "Yes, it's me and 
I'm in love again." 

I would get on the phone with 
Elvis Presley, Fats, every rock 'n' 
roll star, all live...I used to tape the 
night show in the morning from my 
mother's house, then go in and do 
the afternoon show, then do a 
record hop while the show I taped 
was airing at night. Kids hung out- 
side my parents' house because 
they knew I was in there taping. 

I remember getting a Chuck 
Berry acetate, "School Days," from 
Leonard and Phil Chess in Chicago. 
I played it 17 times in a row on a 
Friday, and on Saturday the distrib- 
utor called and told me he already 
had orders for 100,000 on "School 
Days." I went crazy over the record 
and I wanted to test my impact. We 
started the Joe Smith Record Club 
and gave out coupons so kids 
could buy records at a discount at 
any store in New England. It was a 
circus. 

I did record hops constantly, 
many of them in churches... 
Cardinal Cushing used to come on 
for ten minutes during my show 
and do a roasary from the 
chancery. He sounded like a 

dilliri 

Chicago hood. The ratings soared 
when he came on. There was a 
reception for him one time when 
he came back from the Vatican, 
and I was on the receiving line. 
He'd go, "Whattaya say, Smitty?" 

Cushing was so powerful. The 
church was so powerful. I always 
wanted them on my side...I needed 
the church because the police were 
always on my case. They claimed I 

caused trouble wherever I went. 
Kids couldn't get in, riots outside. 
Then the big headline: "Venereal 
Disease on Upswing. Police Chief 
Blames Elvis Presley and Rock 'n' 
Roll Disc Jockey Smith."

In Atlanta, I was a jock for Bill 

Drake at WAKE. Then I worked at 
WQXI for Kent Burkhart as a 
jock, MD and the last nine 
months as PD, leaving in 1967 to 
prove my programming theories 
at CKLW, pre- Drake. CKLW was 
50,000 watts, in Windsor, Ontario, 
Canada, across the Detroit River, 
16th in the ratings. Detroiters 
thought of CKLW as a lousy 
Canadian station. 

We couldn't say "Detroit" at the 
top of the hour. However, 
"Windsor" wasn't required. Cars 
were made in a suburb nearby, so 
the ID became: "CKLW, the Motor 
City." 

Bill Gavin and local promoters 
tipped us to two happening 
records, "I Think We're Alone 
Now" by Tommy James and 
Aretha's "I Never Loved a Man," 
which the Number One Top 40, 
WKNR, refused to play. CKLW 
played the hell out of both, and 
we went to Number One in 90 
days!

DAVE SHOLIN: It's been two and 
a half years. But you've made a lot 
of changes in the direction of 
WXKS /KISS 108, I would think. 

STEVE RIVERS: Yes, musically 
we're a lot more focused than KISS 
had been in the past. For the 
longest time KISS got away with 
being very eclectic because of the 
nature of the marketplace, but cer- 
tainly in the last several years, the 
Boston marketplace has become a 
lot more competitive, so it's been 
necessary for the station to really 
tighten down and concentrate on 
doing what it does best, which is 
playing the hits. 

D. Based on 12 -plus numbers, I 

don't think that there's anybody in 
a top 10 market that can claim 
dominance like you have in this 
format, is there? 

SR: Boston's always been a pretty 
healthy Top 40 market. Certainly 
the old days with 'RKO and then 
with KISS and even the 'ZOU /KISS 
battle when I first got into town, 
both stations were basically at a 
seven -share for most of the time, so 
there is about a 14 -share in the 
marketplace for Top 40 radio and I 

think that's really what has kept the 
station healthy. 

DS: But can't the argument be 
made that Top 40 had some of 
those big numbers in a lot of other 
places as well? 

SR: Right. The difference here is

Steve Rivers, Pyramid vice president, programming and WXKS /FM 

(KISS 108)- Boston PD, has won big in market after market. 
Just ask those he's battled and beaten in places such as Los 
Angeles, San Francisco and Tampa. 

One need only look at the just -released Spring ARB to see the dominant position 
KISS 108 finds itself: #1 12+ 7.8 to 8.3; #1 Teens 31.3 to 35.7; #1 18 -34 12.2 to 13.1 and #1 25- 
54 5.9 to 7.7. 

All that with a mainstream approach to Top 40? To those who say it can't be done any 
more in a Top 10 market, this year's "Gavin Major Market Top 40 Station" has proven to be 

the exception. I recently spoke with Steve Rivers, the man who guides what can arguably be 

tagged the most successful major market Top 40 station in America today. 

that this jock staff has been togeth- 
er for over 10 years, so they're able 
to talk about and relate to the mar- 
ket in ways that other jocks are not 
able to do. We've also got a strong 
morning show. Matt Siegel is one 
of the industry's unsung heroes - 
he consistently has great numbers 
and yet a lot of people in the 
industry don't know him because 
he doesn't really have a national 
profile as of yet. He's every bit as 
talented as morning guys you hear 
in the top three, top five markets. 
Then you add to that the high-pro- 
file marketing that the station does 
and what Cadillac and I have been 
able to do with the music, the 
result is a good radio station. Good 
radio is good radio and people 
always seem to cast their vote for 
stations that satisfy their needs. 

DS: That's true, but most people 
you talk to in the industry say 
niche programming is all that's 
going to work when you get into 
the major markets. You have re- 
focused, but you've also become 
much broader. 

SM Well, it was way broad before 
I got here! But we're very selective 
about how we play dance or alter- 
native music and where we play it. 

That just gets back to smart pro- 
gramming. It's nothing revolution- 
ary. We daypart extensively and we 
play to the available audience that's 
there at any particular time of the 
day and maybe this is just a part of 

programming that some of the 
younger PDs haven't learned yet or 
don't think is important. Believe 
me, it's important and it does work 
if you do it right. 

DS: Is there enough in common 
musically between these various 
demos now, especially 12 -34, that 
you can satisfy that audience? 
That's a wide group. 

SR: Without getting into specifics, 
we don't really program that broad- 
ly either. We don't make a con- 
scious effort to target teens -and 
it's not that we don't consider them 
important, but by playing the hits, 
we get a sizeable teen audience. 
Our primary concern is the young 
adult woman and that's who we 
program to and I think there's a 
consensus vote there that allows us 
to appeal to several different age 
groups. We do a lot of research to 
make sure we're on target with 
them, that's all. 

DS: Is it passible to truly say 
you're Top 40 without owning that 
12 -17 audience? Without really 
being the teen leader? 

SR: Right now, we own the teen 
audience. With what the competi- 
tion (WJMN) is doing, some of that 
may change, but the hits are the 
hits and I think that if you were to 
strictly program to teens today, uti- 
lizing Top 40 programming theories 
that go back 20 years, the way to 
win is to win the teens first, then 

you would end up playing a lot of 
rap records in all dayparts and the 
problem with that is that most of 
that stuff is very, very polarizing 
and you run the risk of running off 
the higher portion of your audience 
by doing that. So, what we try to 
do is be very smart about anything 
we play that we would consider a 
"fringe sound" for the radio station, 
whether that would be rap, rock, or 
anything that's ultra -A/C. We try to 
play those particular types of 
records at their peak, so that the 
record has become as broad as it 

probably is going to become and 
therefore you stand less chance of 
being polarizing with it. 

DS: Do you feel there's an over- 
reliance on research in a lot of situ - 
ations? 

SR: I think there are maybe a lot 
of people who don't understand it, 
may misread it and in that regard, 
too much research is not a good 
thing, but today more than ever 
you've got to have it. Gone are the 
days when Todd Wallace and John 
Sebastian could walk into a market 
and win it in 30 days because they 
had call -out research and you 
didn't. It's just that there are some 
of us who are better at utilizing the 
stuff than others. 

DS: This alternative thing is catch- 
ing fire and everybody's starting to 
add alternative tracks. 

SRI In '78 it was disco, then it 
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became Kenny Rogers and Air 
Supply, and now it doesn't surprise 
me that this is the next Band Aid. 
But isn't it funny that the hits 
always seem to surface to the top 
and if you play them, they sure as 
hell get you some ratings. 

DS: You mentioned personality 
with Matt, but beyond morning 
drive, how important do you con- 
sider it and secondarily, has the 
'more music' thing been overdone 
in the format? Specifically, stations 
that are doing one stopset an 
hour -the stopset from hell lasts 10 
minutes and then you get 50 min- 
utes of music. 

Sib Well, Clifton (Jerry) can get 
away with it because the music he 
plays on his radio stations is 
extremely niched and extremely 
focused and there are people that 
are willing to sit through that 
because they can't get that music 
anywhere else. We're a bit differ- 
ent, so that's not something that we 
would necessarily do, although we 
do play 12 -in -a -row and I think 
'more music' is always going to be 
an important thing. It always will 
be a matter of balancing personali- 
ty, music basics and science.

n the family van, rolling 
from home in Tacoma 
towards Seattle, the only 
sound louder than KUBE on 
the radio is being made 
by13 year -old Sarah Barger. 

"Turn it UP!" she shouts, 
and Pharcyde overwhelms the car 
and its passengers until Sarah's 
mother Mary turns the radio back 
down. 

"Turn it UP!" 
Now, it's Sarah's 10 year -old 

brother, Ben. Again, the volume 
increases -- "Slam! Jam! Da -Duh- 
Duh!" -- until their parents can't 
stand it, then returns to a tolerable 
level while the kids roll their eyes. 

"They always do that," Sarah 
says. 

At "Bite of Seattle," an annual 
food and live music event at Seattle 
Center, Sarah patiently sits through 
a few '60s songs by Rock Kandy on 
the KXRX stage. But she can't wait 
to move on to the KUBE area, 
where she signs up for free tickets 
to the Summer Jam and poses for 
some pictures in front of the KUBE 
tent. 

Not long ago, she and Ben lis- 
tened to rival Top 40 station KPLZ, 
but young ears are fickle ones. 

The Bargers, however, have spe- 
cific reasons for their choice. 
Talking to GAVIN about radio, Sarah 
comes across as more than a casual 
listener. 

Both KPLZ and KUBE, she says, 
"are geared towards teens. KPLZ is 

more Top 40 and kinda like pop - 
pish, and I don't like it as much 
because they don't play quite as 
new things, and they're not quite as 
community oriented as KUBE is. 

KUBE is more rap, more hard -core. 
It has Top 40, but then also a lot of 
stuff you wouldn't hear on PLZ for 
three months or something." 

Sarah mentioned KUBE's staging 
of a candlelight vigil on a recent 
Sunday night, the climax of a "No 
Violence Day" in the Seattle area, 
and the upcoming Summer Jam, in 
which more than two dozen rap

"I do have friends who are split 
between KPLZ and KUBE," says 
Sarah. "The difference is the music. 
PLZ's not as hard. It does play rap, 
but it's older, not as cutting- edge." 

(At KPLZ, program director Casey 
Keating responds: "That's not nec- 
essarily true, but that's not an 
uncommon perception of us. We're 
rhythmically -based but more main- 
stream. (KUBE) has done an excel- 

younger brother, but it's accurate 
for what she's hearing." 

As for community involvement, 
Keating says KPLZ is "very active, 
but in a different way." Although its 
target demo is 12 -24, with an 18-34 
secondary, PLZ not only stages 
events for high schoolers, some in 
conjunction with the Seattle 
Mariners, but is also the official sta- 
tion of such events as the Sea Fair, 
which annually draws some 
300,000 people to Lake 
Washington. 

At "Bite of Seattle," Sarah claps 
along with everyone else to the 
sounds of a zesty blues band on 
the KUBE stage. At home, she 

prefers far more contemporary 
sounds, and to hear the latest hits, 
she and Ben listen to "Hot 7 at 7." 
Sarah notices that the hits get 
played more often than newer 
songs. "I like that. If I'm in the car, 
I won't want to leave listening to a 
song I don't like. It's like, `Oh, 
come on, play a good song!' I have 
a pretty wide variety of what I like, 
so usually there's something." 

When school is in, Sarah wakes 
up to the Charlie and Ty show until 
she goes off to classes. When she 
gets home from school and swim 
team, KUBE is on while she does 
her homework. "Chet Buchanan 
(the evening DJ) is funny and 
spontaneous. It's not just `So here's 
the next song.' 

"Personality," says Sarah, "is real- 
ly important. That can make or 
break a radio station. I like funny 
personalities and stuff." 

And what about their parents - 
Steve, who's general manager of 
Northwest Cascade, an environ- 
mental services company, and 
Mary, an administrative aide at a 
local school? The pair are 40 -some- 
thing, and Steve is a sports nut and 
Mary listens to NPR and News -Talk 
while professing to enjoy rock and 
roll, whether on Top 40 or Album, 
on KMTT, an A5 station. 

Sarah herself considers the hard- 
est of hard -core rap, like "Cop 
Killer," "a bit much. My parents are 
pretty open, but it's good to be 
aware," she says. 

How open? "Some friends were 
over and we were watching MTV," 
says Sarah, "and Prince was on and 
it's suggestive, these girls were 
doing this dance, and my Mom 
walked in, and we thought, 
'Ohmigod, she's gonna freak.' But 
she started dancing!" Still, Sarah 
knows, "She wouldn't like the real 
vulgar stuff. If she heard a tape 
with swearing for no reason, she 
wouldn't like that."

Wayne Shockley -Wayne Shayne 

on the air-died in June still devot- 

ed to his greatest passion: radio. 

In a career that spanned 30 years, 

he worked with many of the greats 
in Top 40.

HOW TO STEAL 
ARBITRON ESTIMATES 

Ihe Spring radio survey results 
are landing on the desks of 
Arhitron subscribers. Radio sta- 

tions, advertisers and agencies 
are receiving the information 

they have been waiting for since the 
survey started in April. 

Sales manager are busy position- 
ing the results for advertisers and 
trying to do so at breakneck speed 
so as not to have another station or 
the agency media director put their 
"spin" on the numbers. 

The program director should be 

ARBI Ir?úiJ 
busy seeing if the results indicate 
any changes in listening behavior. 
Does the listening behavior reflect 
the programming goals? Dicl the 
share go up or down? Is the station 
focused on the target audience? 
How is the come tracking? How is 

the TSL compared to last book? Are 
there any new competitive threats 
that were not anticipated? 

There is a great urge to know 
what the ratings say. Ratings are 
like a report card to a student, a 

final score of a basketball game, or 
the photo finish of a horse race. 
The ratings are, quite often, inter- 
preted as a PD's performance 
appraisal. 

Arbitron releases the 12+ share to 
the newspapers. Over 500 newspa- 
pers regularly publish the radio 
results. At the rates that I'm pay- 
ing," complains a radio general 
manager, "why should Arbitron 
allow any number to be published ?" 

The story, as I heard it, was that 
having data about radio listening 
behavior available for local newspa- 
pers gives the radio medium much - 
needed publicity. The 12+ share 
was selected because it positions 
the station in the overall market, but 
nobody buys off the 12+ share. In 
essence, the 12+ share becomes the 
"bragging rights" for the station, but 
the figure is in itself relatively 
innocuous. Several times over the 
last 15 years, the Arhitron Radio 
Advisory Council discussed alterna- 
tives with Arbitron and each time 
they came hack yielding that the 
12+ share is the least objectionable 

estimate to release. 
Arhitron spends its sales life sign- 

ing up clients to become Arbitron 
subscribers. The use of the word 
"subscribers" is important, because 
the station does not buy or take 
possession of the data hase. Rather. 
the station licenses the use of the 
information. The subscriber makes 
a contractual agreement not to 
divulge (sell, give, lend or permit 
the report to he reproduced in any 
way) the contents of the report. 
Quotations by clients of the esti- 
mates are allowed by the license to 
use them in the normal course of 
business to try to sell time to adver- 
tisers, agencies or potential advertis- 
ers or their agencies. The sub- 
scribers may also use the estimates 
for promotion purposes if the 
source is clearly identified. 

Yeah, everylxody knows the 
Arbitron results. If the non -sub- 
scriber has the right contacts, they

can get the information at about the 
same time the subscriber does. 
How do they get it? They steal it. 
They become "pirates" of syndicat- 
ed data. "Piracy" is the polite 
legal tern applied to this form of 
stealing. 

Not that I have to tell you, but 
this is the way it's done: 

You have a buddy at another 
radio station who is a subscriber. 
He leaves a copy of the Arhitron in 
a plain envelope in a special place. 
You copy the report and return the 
original to the special place. Make 

sure no call letters have been 
stamped on the report or there will 
be evidence. 

You have a friend at an ad 

agency and you follow a similar 
procedure. 

You set up a bogus ad agency 

and get the Arbitron subscription at 
the agency rate -a pickily sum. 

Your company has a TV station 

that buys the Arhitron radio report 
in order to buy radio time to pro- 
mote its programming. The TV sta- 

tion manager invites the radio sta- 

tion manager into his office and lo 
and behold, there on the confer- 
ence table is a copy of the report. 

Okay, you knew this. Did you 
know that each of those instances 
constitutes piracy? Arhitron can go 
after its subscribers in court for 
unauthorized disclosure. The 
penalty can be a 550,000 judgment, 
or the requirement to purchase the 
Arbitron report for the company 
that you gave the report to, plus 
attorney's fees, or both penalty and 
purchase. I can't wait to see the 
look of surprise on the TV station 
manager's face when he finds out 
that radio ratings cost more than TV 
ratings! 

So, what's it worth to pirate rat- 
ings? If they are worth that much to 
steal them, a subscription may cost 
less in the long run. 

Arbitron proposed a deal to the 
Advisory Council on how to get 
increased target samples several 
years ago. For each new Arhitron 
subscriber over the current level or 
three subscribers, whichever was 
higher, Arhitron would contribute a 

percentage (at the time I believe it 
was 50%) of the new revenue 
toward increasing the sample size. 

Now, that's a real alternative to the 
18 -week proposal that's being float- 
ed. 

The reality is that many radio 
broadcasters have access to Arhitron 
ratings who do not pay for the 
right. However, so long as they 
don't use the data in the market- 
place or promote or sell the radio 
station, Arhitron has little opportuni- 
ty to gather evidence to prosecute 
for piracy. Of course, it's stealing, 
hut in America today, there are so 
many doing it, it must be legitimate 
to steal from the monopoly, he 
sayeth with tongue in cheek.

ere's another letter sparked by 
my May 14 column, "The 
Allure of A/C," in which a 

reader noted the paradox that 
although most A/C stations tar- 

get women, most A/C programmers 
are men. Recently I printed a cor- 
roborative and thoughtful response 
from a female programmer; this 
FAX came from a male A/C pro- 
grammer- Michael T. Shishido, 
program director of KSSK/FM in 

Honolulu: 
"Your letter writer made some 

very good points. Just a couple of 
comments from me. 

"First, I would agree that most 
A/C programmers are male. One 
could probably say that there are 
more male programmers in general. 
What /do as a regular practice is 

play songs for the females in our 
office. One in particular has a keen 
ear, and has reacted positively to 
many songs that have gone on to 
become major hits. I call it the 
Wendy test'... Granted, it's not a 

400- person auditorium test, but we 

males do need to recognize that 
females hear and react differently 
than we do. Running a song past a 

female in the office is at least a 

start. And you'd be surprised at the 
reactions to the music. 

"Second, your letter writer men- 
tioned that `P' word -priority. My 

reaction to that is: 'a record compa- 
ny priority is not necessarily a pri- 
ority of mine'. My priority is 

always the radio station and our 
audience. If adding a record is no 
good for either of those (and they 
really are one and the same), then 
we don't add the record. Simple. 
Record companies often challenge 
that with 'How do you know your 
audience won't like it if you don't 
play it ?' Program directors and 
music directors are paid to make 
those decisions. Our success is 

directly tied to those music deci- 
sions." 

Thanks, Michael. I find quite a 

few A/C stations today -and proba- 
bly stations in other formats too - 
are making (at least informally) the 

"Wendy test," and it is a start. If 
you find people whose tastes close- 
ly mirror those of the nonrespond- 
ing mass audience, you can get 
much useful information from their 
reactions. But as someone who 
makes at least part of his living by 
doing audience research on Adult 
Contemporary music, I can tell you 
abut a couple of pitfalls to avoid. 

First and foremost, make sure the 
people you use are not intellectual- 
izing an emotional response; the 
data will be skewed if they take too 
seriously the importance of their 
reactions, or if the test process itself 
forces them to "figure out" intellec- 
tually how they "must actually feel" 
about the music. And don't name 
the artist, either -that may preju- 
dice their responses, as it often 
does programmers'. 

Unfortunately, "hook -based test- 
ing," whether on the phone or in 
auditoriums, poses an artificial situ- 
ation that does not reflect how 
radio is used, made worse by play 
ing only fragments of song. 

Participants are first forced to 
reconstruct the song from the frag- 
ment, then to decide what their 
reaction "must be" to it when they 
hear it on the radio. The results 
may not be projectable to listener 
behavior. Also, new music cannot 
be tested this way, since the hook 
played can't be recognized. 

I've found new music can he test- 
ed as well as old, provided music is 

played from the beginning (as it's 
played on the radio), using pre - 
qualified people (they're estab- 
lished as typical in relation to the 
tastes of the audience of the station 
as a whole) who do not take too 
seriously the evaluative process, 
and in a setting as close to natural 
for radio listening as possible. 

Special note for A/C program- 
mers: When testing older music, 
be sure to test not only for familiar- 
ity and preference but for relevance 
as well, to avoid blurring your sta- 
tion's A/C image in a way that 
plays into the hands of the "oldies" 
stations in your market!

New Releases 
PAT METHENY GROUP 
The Road To You (Geffen) 
Pat Metheny turns hack the clock with 
this live -in- Europe package by his full 
hand. While Pat's solo opus, Secret 
Story, enjoyed success on the air and 
onstage, The Road To You was already 
banked for subsequent release. It's a 

refresher course and should hold us 

until Metheny's next move -rumored 
to be a live tour, starting sometime in 
October, with Joshua Redman and 
also featuring Brian Blades, the amaz- 
ing drummer some of you saw at 

Joshua's Gavin Seminar gig and with 
Daniel Lanois. The Road To You con- 
tains some stunning remakes of 
Metheny's best tracks. One of the 
highlights is Metheny's crack solo on 
"Beat 70." Metheny is an expert at bal- 

ancing synthesized effects with his 

guitar, and knowing when to move in 

and out of a pure guitar tone. 
Argentinean musician Pedro Aznar is 

his usual versatile self on voice and 
second guitar. While recent shows 
have suggested a more subdued Lyle 
Mays, by way of composing and fea- 

tured cameo bits, TRTY signals a styl- 
istic comeback for him. Check out his 

deceptively effortless acoustic piano 
fills on "Better Days Ahead" and on 
the confessional recital, "Letter From 
Home." Mays' keyboard work seems 

to have wormed its way back to the 
frontline of Metheny's sound. 
Meanwhile, Metheny continues his 

dominance of the Jazz/A' format. He's 
forced other musicians to burrow 
down and come up with composi- 
tions that are more heartfelt, as 

opposed to being vehicles for techni- 
cal ability, sappy ballads or hot-dog 
changes. 

RICHIE COLE 
Profile (Heads Up) 

It's been too long since we've heard a 

new Richie Cole studio album with 
the pizzazz of Prtfle. Our memories 
of Cole is as a musician who likes to 
have fun with audiences in between 
songs. There's also a mischievious 
side to his playing. Cole will often 
inject zany, one -line phrases from 
other tunes in between his own 
speedy solos. Although Cole has his 

own set of heavy jazz influences -Phil 
Woods, for starters- there's nothing 
leaden about his presentation. Like 
Woods, he's a reliable technician, and 
both share that same brassy intona- 
tion. Whether it's a flailing hop work- 
out like "One For Monterey" or some 
samba -charged tunes like "Festival De 
Samba" and "Paulo," Cole's saucy 

approach should enlighten jazz 

playlists nationwide. "Sarah" has that 

Hollywood noire vibrato down to a 

science. Special guest guitarist Henry 
Johnson locks on for the ride through 
the faster pieces and never lets up.

What A Wonderful World 

(Red Baron) 
The ever -swinging Clark Terry 
returns to the airwaves with a boun- 
cy, straight -ahead session for Bob 
Thiele's Red Baron label. Terry's 
inimitable melodic phrasing and 
sweet -toned hop lines are just as 
intoxicating today as they were 
when he played in front of an 
impressionable and yet undiscovered 
Miles Davis. With over 1,000 record- 
ings under his belt, Terry knows 
who he wants to play with, and on 
this session he brings in Ron Carter, 
Al Grey, and Lewis Nash, among 
others. As a tribute to Louis 
Armstrong and Duke Ellington, Terry 
takes a light- hearted, fun -loving 
approach to this collection of time - 
honored standards. Two standouts 
include a honey -sweet harmon- 
niuted version of the classic "Take 
the 'A' Train" and a playfully punchy 
"Duke's Place." sung by C.T. himself.

FAMBROUGH 
Blues At Bradley's (C11) 

For such a tiny after -hours joint like 
Bradley's in New York City, Charles 
Fambrough sure knows how to cor- 
ral a large ensemble and come up 
with a giant sound. Right from the 
start jazz radio took kindly to 
bassist /composer Fambrough. Both 
of his solo releases have shot to the 
top of the chart. On Blues At 
Bradley's , Fambrough bounces 
some rollicking blues jams off the 
nightspot's famous wooden walls. 
Bill O'Connell, CF's piano mainstay, 
is his usual lyrical self, also con- 
tributing some retro Rhodes -styled 
electric piano fills that throw "Duck 
Feathers" into a Miles Davis /Bitches 
Breu' mode. With high -energy play- 
ers like Steve Turre, Donald Harrison 
and Bobby Broom, this octet could 
have overwhelmed such a small 
venue. The coloration of trombone, 
alto sax and soprano sax, plus Steve 
Berrios New Orleans' shuffle drum- 
ming, is distinctive. Bassist/band- 
leader Fambrough can nurture with- 
out appearing overly dominant. We 
get big band layered horn parts on 
one track, and intimate sixteen bar 
trade -offs on the next. The biggest 
programming challenge is accommo- 
dating the 15 or 11 minute time 
chunks for burning tracks like "Duck 
I :Ithcr'. And Steve's Blues." 

TONY GABLE & 206 
(Heads Up) 

In spite of Jazz/A2's heavy, year - 
around release schedule, many pro- 
grammers were quick to catch on to 
Tony Gable's debut solo effort.

On The World's Getting Loud, Narell 
gives way to percussionist Luis Conte 
as rhythm kingpin for the sessions. 

To borrow a phrase from the politi- 
cally correct set, De Grassi's latest is a 

On the 
title track, wood blocks and the flex- 
ing, bending tones of a talking drum 
take the place of a standard bass and 
drum rhythm section.

Wheels Of The Sun (Kazu/Unity) 
when Kazu Matsui blows into the 
shakuhachi, a Japanese recorder, it's

Rayo X himself, David Lindley. This 
partnership makes for a lively updat- 
ed flow of East Meets West.

For instance, 
"Something In The Rain" is beauti- 
fully universal although she specif- 
ically addresses the Farmworkers 
union and the heroic Cesar 
Chavez, who was alive when this 
song was released. I probably 
could go on and on about the 
richness of Culture Swing, but Tish 
says it so much more effectively in 
her liner notes, "I embrace what 
has made me American or simply 
that which draws out humanity: 
the Oklahoma dust between the 
lines of a Haggard song, the 
Memphis soul in the swell of 
Booker T's B -3 or savoring the #9 
Seafood Plate with a Tsing -Tao 
beer at the Thai Kitchen in Austin, 
Texas. It's all ours to question, to 
celebrate and to pass on." Amen. 

KIM WILSON 
Tiger Man (Antone's) 
When the Fabulous Thunderbirds 
hit it big on Album Radio, some of 
the early looseness that was evi- 
dent every night on the handstand 
left their records. On his solo 
album, Kim Wilson retains that 
sparkle-or should I say dirt? -that 
put the T -Birds on the map in the 
first place. The opening title track 
says it all, with Wilson's harp 
never sounding richer and fatter. 
The argument still exists as to 
whether he's a better singer or 
harp player. As a harpist, you can 
feel the hum and wheeze of the 
Hohner and Fender tweed. As a 
singer, he's up there with some of 
the Texas blues swing masters.

Although he's recorded five solo 
albums in Hebrew, Broza's career 
and influences (Seeger, Guthrie & 

Dylan) began in America. You'll 
find Time Of Trains beautiful, 
peaceful and passionate. 

MARC JORDAN 
Reckless Valentine (Sin -Drome) 
Reckless Valentine is a moody and 
highly produced set of ten songs. 
It's not unusual for the clean key- 
boards to be reinforced with 
strings, accordions, Toots 
Thielemans or even a marching 
band. Mainly, though, Jordan is a 
songman who can veer from art 
songs ( "Back Street Boy ") to 
saloon singing ( "I Must Have Left 
My Heart"). Recorded in Toronto, 
Los Angeles and Brussels, Reckless 
Valentine is well -travelled, at 
times lush, at times succinct. A 

veteran writer and solo artist, 
Jordan and partner Steven 
MacKinnon produce music that 
eludes categorization. If it sounds 
familiar, "Rhythm Of My Heart" 
was a huge Celtic -flavored hit for 
Rod Stewart.

Consultants: "Some people have 
this image of satellite music -like, 
here are the songs you're going to 
play this week. A good consultant is 

there to give you advice, not to tell

Breaking new bands and 
research: "I'm not here to play my 
favorite music. I want to play what my 
audience wants to hear. It's nice to 
have the research to hack it up." To 
the last comment, Live 105's Steve 
Masters replied, "Don't you think rat- 

ings and research is taking over the 
guts just a little too much ?" 

In the Alternative Symposium on 
Saturday (which was so double - 
secret, most people spent Friday 
night trying to figure out exactly 
where this panel was going to 
take place!), the main topic of 
conversation was, of course, how 
to more accurately reflect station 
playlists in trades. And although 
there were no hard and fast solu- 
tions, it at least got some of us 

thinking. Listing bands by number 
of plays seems to he the solution 
of choice by most program and 
music directors in attendence.

While recovering from the stress of 
his 15 minutes -courtesy the 
Meices-Stahl has relinquished his 
co-vocalist duties on It's Food..., 
allowing bassist Tynan Northrop to 
step more fully into the spotlight. In 
addition to having more of a (Jenny 
Toomey -ish) vocal presence here 
than she's had on the band's two 
earlier efforts, Grain and Asthma, 
Northrop's bass also assumes a larg- 
er role. Where previously she pro- 
vided the simple backbone for Little 
My's drums /guitar interplay, on 
Food... Northrop's bass intertwines 
more intimately with Adam 
McCauley's complex and primal 
pounding, leaving Stahl free to noo- 
dle about, above and under the 
rhythm section.

Sometimes Sweet Susan are some- 
thing of an Alternative jukebox, a 

band so influenced by a select 
group of superstars that listening to 
their debut, fuse, is rather like wan- 
dering through the (certainly in the 
planning stages) Alternative Hall Of 
Fame. "Piss Take," fuse's opening 
track, sets the tone by copping 
Amherst, MA's fuzzy guitar thing, but 
"Piss" boasts more cymbal spray 
than that offered by Dinosaur and is 

less laconic than Buffalo Tom 
(although the Buff Tom comparison 
might be the most accurate, as SSS's

MONTE WARDEN 
(Watermelon, P.O. Box 402086, Austin, 

TX 78704) 

Lt's been a long time coming, so 

Texan Monte Warden approaches 
this record with abandon -unlike his 

earlier efforts with The Wagoneers, 
who released two albums on A&M in 

the 80's. The band were critical 
favorites but never quite lived up to 
their promise; because Warden, who 
was 20 at the time, was persuaded to 
pretty-up his music. When a major 
Nashville label started whispering 
sweet nothings in his ear, Warden 
realized he should stop listening to 
everyone else and just make the best 

record he could. Monte Warden was 
made for less than 10% of the cost of 
the Wagoneers' records, with 100% 

more heart. Monte's songwriting has 

improved immeasurably; he wrote all 
the songs here, with help from song- 
writer /drummer /producer Mas 

Palermo, Bruce Robison, Kostas, Bill 
Lloyd and Paul Kennedy. The songs 
seem more nil- especially "Feel 

Better," which Warden wrote about 
the depression he experienced after 
the Wagoneers' deal went sour, and 
his first son was born with Down's 
Syndrome. "I'm a little bit ashamed 

to admit it/but the life I chose is suf- 

focating me." It's not the sentiment 
you would expect from the smiling 
young man in the cover photo. You 
hear a lot about Monte's "Buddy 
Holly -esque" simplicity, and there's 

no doubt that he grew up worship- 
ping the rock and roll of Holly, Elvis, 

and the Bobby Fuller Four -you can 
hear that innocence most notably on 
"Don't Know A Thing" But his music 
is not retro in any way; instead, he 

captures the spirit and joy of early 
rock n' roll while creating music 
entirely his own. Check out "Give 
My Heart A Break," "Forever From 
Now On, " "'Til She Walked In," and 
the all -out rockabilly "Car Seat."

Formulations In Black 

(Leviathan) 
Creeping uut from the Cincinnati/ 
!Northern Kentucky area is Simple 
Aggression an energetic new hard 
rock/ metal hand that is sure to 
rock your world with their very 
impressive debut album, 
Formulations In Black. Simple 
Aggression certainly live up to 
their name by delivering a scorch- 
ing hard metallic sound that rock 
fans will find irresistible. 

Most new hard rock or metal 
hands tend to mold their style after 
classic bands like Black Sabbath, 
Iron Maiden, Motorhead and Led 
Zeppelin. This, however, is not the 
case with Simple Aggression. After 
listening to Formulations in Black 
several times you'll discover that 
they're influenced by current 
bands like Metallica, Pantera, 
Anthrax and Megadeth and maybe 
a little Red Hot Chili Peppers, 
which really isn't surprising consid- 
ering the band members range in 

age from 18 to 22. 
Sounding a hit like Megadeth's 

Dave Mustaine (only a few 
octaves lower) and an angry Phil 
from Pantera, Doug Carter rips out 
the lyrics with venom spitting 
strides elevating the songs to a 
higher degree of aggression. 
Guitarists James Carrand and 
Damn McKinney blaze away with 
razor -sharp metal hooks and riffs 
but can down -shift to a tender 
acoustic jam when the need aris- 
es. Bassist Dave Stewart and 
drummer Kenny Soward attack 
each song in earnest and which 
such precision that they keep the 
others from rockin' out of control. 
The cuts that should be on the 
hard crunching wild riff list should 
include "Quiddity," "Formulations 
In Black," "Psychoradius," "Sea Of 
Eternity," "Simple Aggression" 
(great song), "Frenzy," "Spiritual 
Voices" and "Share Your Pain." 

For alternative leaning tunes 
check out: "Mad," "Lost," and 
"Jedi Mind Trick." The latter incor- 
porates guitar oriented themes 
from the Star Wars trilogy very 
cool. "Of Winter" is a ballad that 
is drenched with hard -edged gui- 
tar chords, something that you 

wouldn't expect from a typical 
ballad from any other band. 
Simple Aggression is another tal- 
ented hard rock/metal band that 
represents the sound of '90s rock 
and should he added immediately.

This New Jersey based band 
was brought to Roadrunner's 
attention by a member of 
Biohazard. The six -song EP has a 
generous amount of thrash /hard- 
core rock that incorporates 
wicked metal riffs with a twisted 
hip -hop flavor. It sounds like the 
Beastie Boys doing Metallica cov- 
ers with the rough intensity of 
Jesus Lizard. 

The first cut, "It's Like That," 
sets the pace for the rest of the 
EP by offering heaps of heavy 
guitar grinds coupled with ham- 
mering drums that lay out the 
foundation for the yelling vocals 
of John Connor. Guitarists Dan 
Nastasi and Bassist Dave Neabore 
can also be heard straining their 
vocals along with John while gui- 
tarist Sean Kilkenny and drummer 
Dave Maltby concentrate on their 
specialties that help create this 
band's insane sound . "Dog Eat 
Dog," World Keeps Spinnin'.' 
"...In The Dog House" and 
"Psychodrama" all contain hard 
thrashin' guitars, speedy lyrics 
and crashing drums that'll have 
you moshing until you drop. "In 
The Dog House (Dog Pound 
Remix)" is a hip -hop beat tune
