On Country Music's Golden Opportunity 
Ken Levitan, President of Rising Tide 
Records, brings to his position a 
wealth of experience in dealing with 
artists. While attending Vanderbilt 
in Nashville, Levitan booked concerts 
at the university. After graduation, 
he joined Buddy Lee Attractions for 
summer work while attending law 
school. In 1983, he became an attor- 
ney in Nashville, with clients includ- 
ing Rosanne Cash, Rodney Crowell, 
Lyle Lovett, Foster and Lloyd, Nanci 
Griffith, and the Nitty Gritty Dirt 
Band. In 1985, he co-founded 
Vector Management In 1995, 
Levitan, 39, accepted an invitation 
from MCA chief Doug Morris to start 
a new country label. Rising Tide 
Records opened in mid -1996. 

At a time when the country 
music industry is perceived 
as going through a creative 

and financial slump, radio is often 
targeted by industry pundits as the 
scapegoat. 

Rather than just join the cast of 
doomsayers, I'd like to offer a more 
positive perspective, one that 
expresses faith in the industry. It's 
time to stop blaming radio for our 
woes and take a more proactive 
and creative approach to solving 
the problem. We are producing the 
music; radio simply plays the music 
we provide, and we in the industry 
have to take responsibility for the 
ups and downs of the business. 

Good music that appeals to a wide 
audience usually manages to find its 
way to the radio waves. But it is our 
job to discover and develop the 
artists who will provide that music. 
As a former manager, I've had the 
privilege of working with truly won -

derful artists, and one of the things I 

learned from them is that integrity, 
creativity, and commerciality do not 
have to be separate things. In fact, 
these elements are rarely separate, 
since much of the greatest music of 
all time was also the most popular in 
the marketplace. 

Historically, country music has 
always thrived on the tension 
between art and commerce. The ini- 
tial purpose of the Grand Ole Opry 
was not to bring a uniquely 
American musical form to the peo- 
ple, but to sell flour and insurance. 
When we complain that radio only 
plays what is "commercial," we 
need to remember that country has 
never been a static or elitist genre. 
It has always been by, of and for 
the people, and it has always 
changed to meet the demands of 
the marketplace. 

It is, however, time to get back to 
the basics. As a format, we cannot 
discard the roots of the music and 
expect to keep the loyalty of our 
audience. We have to respect the 
past and learn from it, but we also 

have to continue to grow. The roots 
of country music are the reference 
point, but it's not the end. The para- 
meters of country are very broad. 
Within the country music tradition, 
one can still create fresh sounds- 
fresh, but familiar, because it is 

rooted in the traditions of the genre. 
Fresh, but for the format, is how I 

like to describe it. Right now, we 
have a golden opportunity in coun- 
try music. History has taught us that 
a down time in the industry is 

exactly the kind of climate out of 
which new superstars arise. I look 
at this as a positive time in 
Nashville, a time when new artists 
are ready to explode. 

The responsibility is on the shoul- 
ders of the labels. We can't take sign- 
ings lightly. In management, I learned 
that you must give an artist time to 
develop. The superstars of today did 
not make it on their first albums. 

The Rising Tide roster is strong 
on writers with a point of view, 
master songwriters like Dolly 
Parton, Delbert McClinton and 
Matraca Berg, and fresh but tradi- 
tional newcomers like Jack Ingram 
and Kris Tyler. We are committed to 
new talent like J.C. Jones, the 
Buffalo Club, Keith Sewell and 
Tony Toliver-distinct artists with 
something to say. We want to create 
an atmosphere where we can marry 
their talents with the outstanding 
producers on our staff: Emory 
Gordy, Sr. VP of A&R, and Steve 
Fishell, Director of A&R, as well as 
with others. 

If we bring fresh, invigorating 
sounds into the marketplace that are 
rooted in tradition-and fully support 
that music-it will find its way. GAVIN

Are You Ready for ßlackwell Set for Seminar 
A Mancow Nation? 
Mancow Muller, host of 
WRCX/FM (Rock 103.5) - 
Chicago's Mancow's Morning 
Madhouse, is making moves 
towards syndication, but he's 
griping all the way. 

Muller, whose irreverant 

humor and knack for wild, 
publicity -generating stunts 
has made the Madhouse one 
of the city's top -rated morn- 
ing shows, has talked syndi- 
cation before. (GAVIN July 5, 
1996). 

Now, he told Illinois 
Entertainer, a local music 
magazine, "We just hired 
Rusty Humphries to work 
on syndication." 

Humphries, producer of 
the video, Radio in America: 
The Jockumentary, is the 
new Executive Director of 
Cow, Inc. (he maintains his 
position as Executive 
Director of the Comedy 
Network at Dallas -based TM 
Century) and has begun lin- 
ing up stations. An 
announcement of the first 
sign-ups is expected by the 
end of February. 

In expanding to syndica- 
tion, Muller would follow in 
the steps of Howard Stern, 
who has been unable to 
whip him in the Windy City. 
However, Muller has no cur- 
rent plans to follow Stern 
into television. 

He said he received an 

offer from a network last fall 
"for $900,000, $30,000 an 
episode with a guaranteed 
six episodes. The show 
would have been called 
Mancow...I would've been a 
guy who worked on a col- 

lege radio station, dating 
the dean's daughter, my 
father would have run 
this classical music sta- 
tion in town...They want- 
ed me to move to L.A., 

but I work on this show 
24 hours, seven days a 
week. There's no way 
you could do a sitcom 
and this show, too." 

Muller said he had no 
qualms about turning 
down the network-or 
the money. 

"I've never gotten into 
radio for the money," he 
said. "The minute you start 
thinking about money, giv- 
ing it precedence, it ruins 
everything...but I just have 
this love for radio. I believe 
in five years you'll see this 
radio program as the 
Number One show in 
America." 

Island Founder/Chairman 
Chris Blackwell will be the 
subject of the prestigious 
one-on-one interview at the 
1977 GAVIN Seminar. 
Blackwell will be in the 
chair previously occupied 
by Arista President Clive 
Davis and Atlantic Co - 
Chairman Ahmet Ertegun, 
with GAVIN'S Dave Sholin 
providing the questions. 

Blackwell started making 
(and personally selling) 
records in Jamaica, where he 
grew up, before moving to 
London to sell those records 
to stores out of the trunk of 
his car. Millie Small's "My 
Boy Lollipop" in 1964 was 
his first hit record on both 
sides of the Atlantic, and his 
subsequent successes have 
always been at the leading 
edge of pop and rock cul- 
ture, including artists such as 
the Spencer Davis Group, 
Traffic, Steve Winwood, 
Jethro Tull, Cat Stevens, 
Fairport Convention, Jimmy 
Cliff, Bob Marley, King 
Crimson, Free, Bad 
Company, Roxy Music, 
Emerson, Lake & Palmer, U2 
and Melissa Etheridge 

He fostered the creation of 
Chrysalis Records, allowing 

Chris Wright and Terry Ellis 
to release their first few 
records on Island until they 
found their feet. In 1989 he 
sold the company to 
PolyGram but has remained 
the ultimate guiding influ- 
ence over the label. 

Outside the music busi- 

ness he has considerable 
hotel and property interests 
including Golden Eye, the 
Jamaica home of James 
Bond author Ian Fleming, 
the Island Trading merchan- 
dise retailer, film -making, 
and an investment in The 
Box. 

Also confirmed for the 
Seminar, is KRS-One as Rap 
Keynote. The Jive artist and 
co-founder of Boogie Down 
Productions, who will do a 

KRS-One-on-One with 
GAVIN Rap Editor Thembisa 
S. Mshaka. (See her Inside 
Rap column for more 
details.) 

As previously announced, 
the GAVIN Seminar will fea- 
ture author Doug Rushkoff, 
author of Cyberia: Life in the 

Trenches of Hyperspace (See 
the College pages for more 
on Rushkoff), and the 
shades -of -Lenny Bruce 
comedian, Robert Schimmel 
(See Top 40 to learn how 
Schimmel has connected 
with radio). 

Also, attendees will get 
their first look and rundown 
on Arbitron's newest secret 
weapon for radio stations: 
The Maximizer's Program- 
mer's Package. 

KLOS Goes Back to Album Rock

KLOS/FM-Los Angeles has 
returned to its roots as a 
mainstream Album Rock sta- 
tion after two years playing 
what's called "active rock." 

Employing a playlist which is 

80 percent classic and 20 per- 
cent current titles, KLOS com- 
pleted its format alteration 
January 6, according to Pro- 
gram Director Carey Curelop. 

"We started morphing the 
station in July," Curelop told 
GAVIN, "because we felt 
there was a hole we could fill 
with our heritage as a main- 
stream AOR station from the 

early '70s to 1994. When we 
were active rock, we played 
50 percent currents, which 

were more alternative and 
harder -edged, and 50 percent 
library. We've dropped the 
hard edge of alternative rock 

because it's not as appealing 
to older cells. Our targeted 
audience is now 25-54 adults. 
Before, we had focused on 
18-44 year -olds." 

Curelop feels this shift to 
an older demo will help in 
the competitive ratings bat- 
tles. In the fall Arbitron book, 
KLOS was in 20th place in 
12+ with a 2.0, down from its 
previous 14th position with a 
2.5. In 1990, Curelop says, 
KLOS was Number One in 
18-34 and 25-54. 

The station's pulsating pas- 
tiche of evergreen acts dates 
back to the late `60s (Beatles, 
Stones, Yes, Doors, Neil 

Young, Led Zeppelin, Pink 
Floyd, Jimi Hendrix, David 
Bowie) and is melded with 
R.E.M., Rush, Stone Temple 
Pilots, U2, Silverchair, Better 
Than Ezra, and the Dave 
Matthews Band, for example. 

"This music has a broader 
appeal," says Curelop. "It has 
an emotional attachment to 
25-49 year -old listeners, some 
of whom went to KCBS/FM 
and KSCA/FM, which is 
becoming a Latin station." 

Curelop and Rita Wilde, 
KLOS' Music Director, select 
the records, averaging 13-14 
an hour. Currents turn over 
every six to eight hours.

Garcia's Ex Winsßarbìs Heads New A&M Group 

Her S 5 Million 
BY ROB BLEETSTEIN 

A Marin County, California, 
judge has ruled in favor of 
Jerry Garcia's second wife, 
Carolyn "Mountain 
Girl" Garcia, award- 
ing her the $5 million 
dollar settlement that 
she made with the 
late Grateful Dead 
guitarist in 1993. 

In a bizarre end- 
ing to Garcia's lega- 
cy, the 14 days of legal wran- 
gling pitted Carolyn Garcia, 
the former Merry Prankster 
whose ties to Garcia go back 
to the early '60s, against 
Garcia's widow, Deborah 
Koons Garcia, who had 
sought to prove that the 
divorce settlement between 
Jerry and Carolyn Garcia in 
May 1993 was invalid. 

The musician promised to 
pay $5 million over a 20 -year 
period in return for his wife 
dropping community prop- 
erty and spousal support 
claims. Carolyn is the mother 
of two of Garcia's daughters, 
Annabelle and Teresa. Garcia 
had already paid approxi- 
mately $460,000 to Mountain 

Girl under the agreement, 
and Koons -Garcia cut off 
payments when the guitarist 
died in August 1995. 

During the hearings, which 
took place over the 
holidays when the 
Grateful Dead used 
to hold their annual 
series of local 
shows, bassist Phil 
Lesh and crew 
member Steve 
Parrish were subpe- 

onaed by the estate and 
forced to testify. Portions of 
the trial were aired on Court 
TV. Both Lesh and Parrish 
demonstrated their resentment 
at being drawn into the case, 
but provided some of the 
trial's lighter moments. Lesh 
summed up the last 30 years 
as "One big, smoky haze," 
and Parrish, showing obvious 
disdain for estate attorney 
Paul Camera, described the 
Garcias' marriage as "anything 
but Ozzie and Harriet." 

In his ruling, Judge 
Michael Dufficy said the $5 
million settlement, when 
stretched over 20 years, is 
"within the parameters of a 
reasonable settlement." 

Virginia Slims' Record 
Label: Sss...MO-kin'! 

In the latest attempt to bol- 
ster its image, Virginia 
Slims cigarettes (and parent 
company Phillip Morris) 
has launched a record 
label, Woman Thing Music. 
The tobacco company is 

putting top dollar into the 
musical move, hir- 
ing highly -regard- 
ed producers like 
Nile Rodgers to 
work with its 
fledgling acts. 

The resulting 
CDs, however, will not be 
available at your local 
Tower, Blockbuster, or 
even Mom and Pop music 
stores. Instead, discs will 
be packaged with promo- 
tionally priced packs of 
Virginia Slims cigarettes 
and available at general 

retailers across the country. 
Though anti -smoking 

activists are already saying 
the Woman Thing label is 
another attempt to encour- 
age underage kids to start 
smoking, Phillip Morris 
spokeswoman Tara Carraro 

denies the charge, 
countering that the 
company is taking 
steps to keep its 
products (both 
music and cigar- 
ettes) in the hands 

of adults. To this end, the 
label will hold open audi- 
tions to find opening acts 
for its first artist tour (of 
soap star Martha Byrne), 
but only performers 21 

years or older will be 
allowed to try out.

Dogg Walks; Assault 

Case is Dismissed 
Snoop Doggy Dogg is out of at least one doghouse. A Los 
Angeles Superior Court judge has dismissed an assault and 
battery civil lawsuit against Dogg, Dr. Dre, and others. 

Judge John Shook took the action after the plaintiffs 
attorney admitted that he couldn't find his client, David 
Ruffin. 

Ruffin filed suit in 1994, claiming that Dogg (Calvin 
Broadus), Dre (Andre Young), and several of their 
entourage beat him during the shooting of a music video 
and attacked him again several days later. 

When Ruffin missed a settlement meeting and several 
depositions late last year, the rappers' attorneys asked for 
"terminating sanctions" against Ruffin, saying he had aban- 
doned the case.

Elton? Whitney? 
Elvis? I Think Not. 
ALL THIS TIME, I thought that when the industry was talk- 
ing about piracy and bootlegging, it was referring to the ille- 
gal copying and selling of recorded music. 

Little did I know that there's a whole other kind of pirate 
operating. These thieves don't even give customers the artists 
they advertise on their CD jackets. 

When GAVIN'S Annette M. Lai went to Hong Kong over the 
holidays, I asked her to play Lai Spy and pick up a few boot- 
leg CDs. She went to Stanley Market and forked over $12 
total for three: The Bodyguard, The Best of Elton John, and 
The Memory Golden Hits of Elvis Presley. 

They looked like the bootleggy kind of stuff we've heard 
about from organizations like the RIAA and IFPI, who've 
been trying to crack down on music piracy, much of it com- 
ing out of Asia. 

But when I played the discs, it was obvious that these 
weren't copies of legit recordings; these were recordings of 
singers copying the stars. 

The Bodyguard is not the 
soundtrack of the movie. Of 
14 tracks, only two are from 
the Whitney Houston film, 
and they sound more like 
Tina Turner than Houston. 
The rest of the disc has 
singers who don't sound like 
Boy George, Queen, 
Madonna, and, as the label 
puts it, "AC & DC." 

Elton is not only not Elton, but the disc offers a bonus of 
a woman who's not Kiki Dee. Depending on the song, the 
Elton clone ranges from passable to pathetic. 

And Elvis is an Elvis impersonator who's got the range, 
power, and vibrato, but overdoes the Presley touches at 
every turn. 

Ah, well. At $4 apiece, it's a good laugh, no? Those folks 
at Stamice (the label for all three discs) simply found a way 
to avoid charges of illegal copying, no? No. It's still piracy - 
appropriating names, images, and approximate sounds of 
musicians without proper payment -but it goes beyond that. 
Buyers are defrauded, and many are misled. They begin 
thinking of Houston as that woman with that husky voice, 
and when they hear the real Whitney, they may think she's 
the impostor. 

Doesn't that poor woman have enough problems? Stop 
those pirates! 

SPEAKING OF ELVIS, we note the passing of his fabled 
manager, mentor, and deal -maker, Col. Tom Parker, January 
21 in Las Vegas. He was 87, meaning he outlived his own 
client, who died at 42, by 207 percent.

"As these companies 
aggressively snap up smaller competitors, they are trim- 
ming costs, improving operating efficiencies, and devel- 
oping more clout with advertisers," the Journal report 
noted. 

Those companies include Evergreen Media Corp., Jacor 
Communications Inc., SFX Broadcasting Inc. and 
American Radio Systems Corp. 

Meantime, amid speculation that Westinghouse Electric 
Corp. is interested in buying a majority share in it, 
Westwood One Inc. shares have risen more than 12 per- 
cent to a record high of $19.75 last week.

Painting Outside the

Among the thou- 
sands of people in 
Grand Rapids who 
won't forget last 
weekend is Allan 
Fee, a one-time 
Top 40 programmer 
now enjoying great 
success at Alter- 

native outlet WGRD. Not long 
ago, in the midst of cleaning up 
his office one Saturday, he popped 
in a CD of comedian Robert 
Schimmel. He started laughing- 
"harder than I have in a long time, 
and I couldn't stop" he recalls. I left 
a copy for our morning show with 
a note that they should check it out 
because this guy is very, very funny. 
Next thing I know, I'm driving to 
work on Monday and every 15 

minutes Rick, Darla, and Scott are 
airing another bit from the album." 
Fee says that while he is a fan of 
live comedy and enjoys seeing 
comics on TV, he isn't into comedy 
CDs. "But this is one of those 
exceptions." 

Evaluating entertainment for its 
informational value or non -music 
elements is something radio pro- 
grammers have to do on a daily 
basis. However, there is no rule 
book for knowing what qualifies, 
or when it's time to move outside 
the box. Audience response in 
Grand Rapids leaves no doubt that 
Fee made the right call when it 
came to Robert Schimmel. And the 
story gets even better. 

Schimmel turned up in town for a 
four -night run last week. The club 
where he was appearing had to 
turn away crowds of people every 
night. Retail outlets ran out of stock 
of his Warner Bros. debut, Robert 
Schimmel Comes Clean. Robert says 
he owes it all to radio and especial- 
ly WGRD. Crosstown WKLQ is also 
now airing his material. As a thank 
you, he was up early to do the 

morning show; then showed up 
unannounced in the afternoon to 
go on the air with Fee, who kept 
him on for an hour. The next day, 
Schimmel spent the afternoon at a 

charity bowling event for 'GRD, 
and when the raffle ticket he 
bought won him a boom box, he 
donated it back to the charity so it 

could be auctioned off. According 
to Fee, "My listeners have been 
going crazy for Robert. If you want 
to know what was Number One on 
the phones last weekend, it wasn't 
music-it was Robert Schimmel. 
There is no question he is going to 
be a big star, and WGRD will feel a 

part of his success." 
Comedy cuts across formatic 

boundaries, and Top 40 has an 
opportunity to seize the moment 
and score big points with listeners 
in the same way as WGRD. When 
was the last time you remember a 

GM telling an artist that they can 
go on the air any time they're in 
town or be given the hot line num- 
ber to call the morning show 
whenever they feel like it and go 
on the air? 

Schimmel is far from an over- 
night success, having gone from 
installing audio systems for celebs, 
including Steve Martin, to writing 
for Jimmy Walker and In Living 
Color, and working the club cir- 
cuit. And while his act is explicit, 
he knows exactly what the bound- 
aries are when it comes to radio, a 

medium he loves. He says he's 
heard about bands who "bitch 
about getting up early to go on a 
morning show. Here's an opportu- 
nity for a few hundred thousand 
people to hear you. Why would 
you pass that up? I loved going on 
with Rick, Darla, Scott, and Allan." 
Robert also has the ability to make 
it sound like he's getting away 
with something in terms of topics 
and does not like to do material

(The Enclave) 
Drain S.T.H. hails from Stockholm, 
Sweden, and delivers a bristling 
barrage of crunchy rhythms and 
spiked melodies. Drain S.T.H. is pure 
aggressive rock. Hard rock/metal 
radio should embrace this like free 
beer. Horror Wrestling, the band's 
debut effort offers 12 tracks armed 
with giant hooks and haunting low - 
end vocals. You should have already 
received a three -song sampler (going 
for adds Jan. 27/28), that contains "I 

Don't Mind," "Serve the Shame," and 
"Stench." All songs are off the full- 
length and give an excellent taste of 
what Horror Wrestling has to offer, 
especially "Stench." The band's 
brooding style of play and dark lyrical 
content reflects the living conditions 
they endure in a place that's cold, 
dark, and depressing during the win- 
ter. Throw on "Crucified" or "Klotera," 
and the first thing to come to mind is 
Alice in Chains. Drain S.T.H. captures 
the same dark imagery and despon- 
dent aggression as AIC, but their 
Arctic signature is quite clear. Drain 
S.T.H. will impress listeners who 
appreciate intelligent songwriting and 
enjoy no-nonsense hard rock. 

MY DYING BRIDE 
Like Gods of the Sun 
(Mayhem/Fierce) 
My Dying Bride continues to expand 
the definition of Doom Metal with its 
fourth full-length, Like Gods of the 
Sun. The England -based band deliv- 
ers 10 new tracks that will keep 
doomsday listeners on your side of 
the dial. The opening title track offers 
the first glimpse of My Dying Bride's 
multi -dimensional sound. From rum- 
bling guitar grinds to sordid bass 
thumps to accusing vocals to majestic 
violin chords, My Dying Bride boldly 
explores uncharted avenues of metal. 
Like Gods of the Sun's finely honed 
sound will undoubtedly attract a 
wider fan -base, since it will be diffi- 
cult for metal radio to resist the band's 

seductive metallic prowess. "It Will 

Come," "The Dark Caress," and "For 
My Fallen Angel" are just a few tracks 
that could be used as Holocaust 
theme music. My Dying Bride delivers 
a professional, uncompromising CD 
that epitomizes doom metal's unshak- 
able foundation. 
GLENN TIPTON 
Baptizm of Fire (Atlantic) 
After 20 years of recording and blow- 
ing away arena -size audiences with 
his intense guitar blasts, Judas Priest 
guitarist Glenn Tipton pops his solo 
cherry with Baptizm of Fire. Mixing 
searing Priest riffs with contemporary 
metallic grinds, Tipton will impress 
Priest listeners as well as current hard 
rock enthusiasts. Baptizm of Fire took 
more than two years to complete and 
boasts an -all star cast of players 
including Who bassist John Entwistle, 
former Suicidal Tendencies/Infectious 
Grooves, and now Ozzy Osbourne's 
bassist Robert Trujillo, former ELP, 

Black Sabbath, and Ozzy drummer 
Cozy Powell, Mr. Big bassist Billy 
Sheehan, Ugly Kid Joe's drummer 
Shannon Larkin, and vocalist Whit- 
field Crane. "Hard Core," appropriate- 
ly titled and possibly a metaphor for 
the record, blasts off the CD with a 
heavy dose of grizzly licks and formi- 
dable rhythmic mayhem. Next is an 
enticing cover of "Paint It Black;" no 
matter how many times this song has 
been covered, it's a tune that every- 
body lip-synchs. The title track along

(Cleopatra) 
If radio added records based on cool 
sounding names, then the Electric 
Hellfire Club would receive more 
adds than you could count. The 
Kenosha, Wisconsin -based band, 
however, offers more than just a cool 
name. They deliver a synth -infected 
brand of aggressive rock that incor- 
porates psychedelic and neo -industri- 
al elements. Stations who support 
bands like Type O Negative, P`st On, 
or any other group that incorporates 
gothic industrial will readily supply 
the Electric Hellfire Club with plenty 
of spins. The band creates generous 
portions of bouncy electric rhythms 
that weave in and out of odd sam- 
pling bits and coarse vocals. Even 
though all the tracks retain a current - 
sounding slant, several of the songs 
flirt with vintage '80s new wave elec- 
tronic wizardry. "Prince of Darkness," 
"Servants of Evol Ultraviolence," 
"Circuit Breaker," and "7th Angel" 
are a little more aggressive and merit 
some extra attention.

On the Streets: 
Forget Arbitron! Finding out what 
station is Number One in New 
Yofk City is simple: ride in cabs. 
Last summer every taxi, not to 
mention every coffee shop and 
boutique, had on the dance sounds 
of WKTU. Their ratings had a 
meteoric rise, similar to when the 
original Disco 92 hit the air in the 
late 70's. Back then the battle for 
Number One was between WBLS 
and WKTU. Times have changed, 
and the battle for the Urban listen- 
er is now clearly between WQHT 
(HOT 97) and WKTU. 

Last week in New York, as I 

went from one meeting to another, 
Howard Stern dominated the air- 
waves-even in the offices of some 
VPs of Urban music. "He's enter- 
taining," was the common explana- 
tion for choosing Stem in the 
morning. The two AC Urban out- 
lets, WRKS (MSS -FM) and WBLS 

(Power 107) have celebrity disk 
jockeys on in morning drive. Isaac 
Hayes is on KISS -FM, while and 
motivational guru Les Brown 
broadcasts his spiritual messages 
every morning on WBLS. KISS -FM 
wins the battle here, but HOT -97 
wins the war with the comedy 
team of Dr. Dre and Ed Lover. Last 
Friday morning, Snoop Doggy Dog 
co -hosted the entire show. He was 
in town for an appearance on 
Saturday Night Live. 

In the Media: 
The New York Times ran a story 
last Saturday about the bitter rival- 
ry between KISS -FM and WBLS 
over the black baby boomer radio 
audience. The Emmis Corporation 
bought MSS -FM in December 1994 
and changed the format from a 
mainstream Urban to a mixture of 
classic soul and smooth R&B. This 
new format was aimed at black lis- 
teners who were turned off by 
rap. The new formula, along with 
a $1.5 million marketing campaign, 
transformed MSS -FM into the city's 
leading station. 

WBLS fought back with a series 
of changes, most importantly 
copying the "classic" format. They 
brought back Frankie Crocker, the 
disc jockey most associated with 
WBLS's heyday of the late '70s and 
early '80s. After a year as Program 
Director and afternoon drive DJ, 
Crocker was dismissed. MSS -FM 

fell from the top when the new 
WKTU recaptured the Number 
One spot, but still has a very com- 
fortable lead over WBLS. 

What New York City needs now 
is a mainstream Urban station that 
will play new music. MSS -FM and 
WBLS have worn out the retro 
groove, and listeners have no 
place to go for a steady diet of 
newer artists. When "dance" and 
"classics" were the obvious holes 
in the market, somebody came 
along and successfully filled them 
in. It won't be long before the 
mainstream gap is closed.

Street News: Tupac 
Lives: 
Since his murder last September, 
there have been numerous Tupac 
Shakar sightings across the coun- 
try, and especially in New York 
City. While I was visiting the Big 
Apple, I decided to do a little 
checking around. First, I can- 
vassed the parts of town where 
the sighting occurred. Then it 
occurred to me if he were alive 
and hiding, he wouldn't be hang- 
ing out in his old haunts. He 
would be set up in very different 
territory. That's how I found him. 
He was sitting alone at the 
Temple Bar, in lower Manhattan. 
The Temple Bar is a dark, atmos- 
pheric saloon, frequented by cool 
artist types. It's also the best place 
in the city for a martini. Definitely 
a place for the hip, but not neces- 
sarily the hop. After I promised 
that I wouldn't tell anyone until I 

returned home to the Bay Area, 
he agreed to talk. 

TS: How did you know where 
to find me? 

Q: I just went to out-of-the-way 
cool places around the City. I've 

been to the Algonquin, Royalton, 
and Parker Meridian hotels. Clubs 
like Au- Bar and this place, which 
happens to be my favorite bar. 

I tried Au Bar but you'd be sur- 
prised at how many of the rich 
Euro trash crowd is into hip -hop. I 

thought I'd be left alone there, 
because I know how self-absorbed 
those beautiful people are. But 
some of them were getting a little 
too curious. 

Do all these sightings annoy 
you? 

Yeah, well, it's my fault. I made 
a lot of mistakes right after my 

death. Frankly, I 

didn't think any- 
body would be 
checking for me. 
A couple of 
times-once in 
Miami and in 
Syracuse-I literal- 
ly had to run like 
Michael Johnson 
to get away. 

I've noticed 
how you've 
changed your 
appearance; 
you've thinned 

your eyebrows, cut your eyelash- 
es, grown a light beard and 
short afro. You've gained some 
weight, too, but it's that trade- 
mark smile of yours that still 
gives you away. 

Yeah, laughing and smiling in 
public are out! I'm also developing 
this raspy voice, like Don 
Corlene, to help my cover. It's a 
lot of work being dead when 
you're still alive. 

What about money and places 
to live? 

Money is no problem. In my 
previous life I had to use many 
different aliases in order for me to 
get away from the press, police, 
and assassins. Now, I have a 
whole new identity, with several 
different places to call home. 

There's been a lot of press and 
media attention surrounding your 
death. What's your take on all 
this? 

It's all very reminiscent of the 
type of things that I've read and 
heard before. The favorable things 
came from the people who under- 
stand the stress that young black 
males in the culture are going 

through and had a little more 
insight as to what I was portray- 
ing. The mainstream media shout- 
ed loudly that the "gangsta rapper" 
got what he deserved. 

What did you want your death 
to accomplish? 

Peace. The story of Tupac 
Shakar is a tragic story of a young 
black man who was blessed with 
enormous talent, who hated the 
system that kept his community 
and people stressed out with 
drugs and violence. Unfortunately, 
much of my success was achieved 
by glorifying those same evils in 
my art. I had all that came with 
fame and fortune, except the gen- 
uine love and respect that can 
only be found with family and 
friends. I proved that a life of vio- 
lence leads to the short cycle of 
prison and death and plays direct- 
ly into the hands of those running 
the system. I believe that my death 
has saved the lives of a lot of 
young black men, and added a lot 
of peace to the streets. 

I didn't know It until you were 
killed that we are members of 
the same church, The House of 
the Lord, in Brooklyn. Reverend 
Daughtry sent me a copy of a ser- 
mon he wrote about you, called, 
"Who Will Weep for Tupac." Have 
you heard it? 

There were some quotes from it 

in some of the New York papers. 
Rev. Daughtry saved my life once 
when I was shot. He prayed me 
back to life. I miss him very much. 

Let me read you a quote from 
the sermon. "You think I'm crazy 
here today. How dare I speak the 
n ame of Tupac in the same 
breath as Malcolm and Martin. 
B ut in our quiet thoughts, 
removed from the influence of 
friends and foes, surely we will 
remember that rebellion takes 
many forms. Some constructive, 
some destructive. Surely we will 
remember that sometimes sui- 
cide is rebellion." 

All I can say is that he knew me 
better than I knew myself.

So, if we haven't spoken lately, feel 
(ree to give me a buzz, and let's 
open the communication lines in a 
way that will ignite conversations 
and open a dialogue to enhance 
both our format and the ways in 
which we do business. 
WHAT I THINK

I'm Tim, and 
work for a 

record company 
in Nashville, 
Rising Tide to 
be specific. 
We are a new 
label, part of the 
Universal Music 

I roup (One of those big, world- 
wide, gigantic corporations.) I like 
ny job. Of course, if I believed 
werything I read in the papers, I 

would be scared to death. It seems 
he sky is falling, and most of it is 
ping to land on Music Row. 

I started in radio in 1975, and 
ten years later I accidentally got 
a job at a Country music station. 
That's how it started for me-as 
an afternoon guy playing music I 
didn't know very well, and wasn't 
sure I liked. After a while, I found 
myself listening to Country more 
and more, even when I wasn't 
working. Soon, I was the Program 
Director, and I seem to remember 
the sky falling back then, too. 

I remember a line from "Adven- 
tures in the Screen Trade" by 
writer William Goldman, "Nobody 
knows anything!" He was referring 
to how, no matter how well peo- 
ple plan, big successes are happy 

accidents, and hot new stars only 
get a chance after all the big stars 
turn down a part. He was talking 
about Hollywood, but it applies to 
Nashville too. 

These days everybody is guess- 
ing, and nobody really knows what 
they want. (You can't know what 
you want before you have it). In 
1985, nobody wanted Garth Brooks 
Man Jackson, or Brooks & Dunn. 
Now, programmers are clamoring 
for hits from these superstars, and 
I'm sure that is a good idea. On 
the other hand, LeAnn Rimes and 
Deana Carter were the biggest 
successes of 1996, and nobody 
wanted them a year ago. 

We have been lucky at Rising 
Tide. We appear to have a hit with 
Buffalo Club (Shameless plug #1). 
We're excited about that, and grate 
ful. The one remark we keep hear- 
ing is "this is a sound that is really 
missing from the radio." I take that 
as a good thing, and I'm happy 
about the positive reception. 

Did I know it would take off like 
this? Just between you and me, no. 
We thought it was great, we liked 
it, we thought other people would 
like it too, but we didn't know it 

would chart in its debut add week. 
(Please don't repeat that.) 

I like my job, but I feel the same 
way about music now as I did when 
I was programming KMPS. There 
are only two kinds of music: 1) 
Good Music, and 2) Music I don't 
like. I'm guessing you will like ours. 

I'm guessing that we have some 
other very exciting music coming 
from Rising Tide this year, includ- 
ing our next project Jack Ingram, 
and projects from newcomer Kris 
Tyler, hit songwriter Matraca Berg 
(she has three songs on the chart 
right now), Delbert McClinton, 
Dolly Parton, and Tony Toliver.

Family, Eaglesmith's brand of 
north -of -the -border -roadhouse 
Americana is starkly original, com- 
plex, and moving. 

Eaglesmith recently swung 
through Northern California for a 
string of appearances, and after 
catching two of his gigs, I could 
sense his restless energy mixed 
with a fierce determination to get 
the music across-in his own 
way. Influenced by the country 
sounds of the likes of Hank 
Snow on the AM radio while 
growing up, as well as by 
Mickey Newbury and Lucinda 
Williams more recently, 
Eaglesmith transforms his early 
desire to get off the farm and on 
the road into his show, and pro- 
ceeds to take his audience along 
for the ride. 

After knocking out a few 
albums dealing with the agricul- 
tural life and its lack of glamour, 
Eaglesmith released the self -pro- 
duced Drive In Movie last year to 
critical acclaim. 

Eaglesmith travels in a 1958 

Wayne bus with his bandmates 
Ralph Schipper and Willie P. 
Bennett, and made it a point to 
drop into Americana stations dur- 
ing his travels last year. "We love 
to play," Eaglesmith says, "just the 
three of us, live on the air, in front 
of one mic." It's with that kind of 

stripped -down simplic- 
ity that enables 
Eaglesmith's songs to 
take you in and cap- 
ture you-whether it 
be your heart on a 
bone -chilling song 
about his neighbors, 
or your soul on the 
incredible "Alcohol 
and Pills," a true-to-

THE OLD JOE CLARKS 
Town 31 Ten (Hopewell) 

Haunting, lone - 
Home, and bone - 
chilling. This 
independent 
release from San 
Francisco's Old 
Joe Clarks has me 

wondering: how can music this 
authentically hillbilly be right here in 
my own back yard? Well, knowing 
that lead singer and songwriter Mike 
Coykendall is from Kansas, puts this 
gentle -sounding -yet -soul -impacting 
disc in perspective. 

From the opening strains of 
"Breaking Ground," Coykenclall's voice 
has you paying immediate attention. 
You don't hear this sort of nasal twinge 
too often, and it brings an unbridled 
passion to his songs. "All My Life" is 

accentuated with an eerie -echoed steel, 
courtesy of Kurt Stevenson. The bare 
bones production reminds me of the 
equally haunting works of Gillian 
Welch and Parlor James. 'Weekender," 
a tale that we've all been through, has 
a crisp beat to it that should groove 
well on the air, as does "Too Late." 

The title track is one of the most 
beautiful songs I've heard all year, 
and I realize that's not much of a 
limb to go out on, with the year only 

a few weeks old, but I feel confident 
this track will hold up through time. 
All fans of Mazzy Star and other sorts 
of sonic melancholy should tune into 
this track. The music of the Old Joe 
Clarks strikes a chord deep in the 
realism of Americana. Do yourself a 
favor and get into this disc. 

THE BURNS SISTERS 
In This World (Philo) 
This new release from Ithaca, New 
York's Bums Sisters has a special 
resonance here at GAVIN because it 
was at the Boulder Summit in 1995 
where producer Garry Tallent first 
heard the sisters sing in the Rounder 
suite, leading to their collaboration 
on this project. 

"Dance Upon This Earth" kicks 
things off with a declaration of the 
sisters' inner spirit at work ("I'm 
gonna dance upon this earth/I'm 
gonna find joy in all this madness"). 
"I Won't Turn My Back" finds the 
sisters taking on a rockin'-pop feel 
to good results-and no wonder, 
seeing how it was co -written by 
Annie Bums with Bill Lloyd. Their 
cover of Hazel Dickens' "Working 
Girl Blues" is pulled off with perfec- 
tion. The sisters' harmonies glide 
over Robbie Turner's steel riffs and 
Pat Buchanan's lead guitar runs. 

The trip to Tallent's Moondog stu- 
dio has enhanced the Burns Sisters 
sound and has focused their talents 
in both writing and singing.

In a market overcrowded with main- 
stream country stations, WMLB/AM in 
the Northern outskirts of the Atlanta 
market made a name for itself in the 
past year due largely to the efforts of 
Program Director Chris Marino. 

A New York native and a music 
man to the core, Marino entered the 
radio business at WMLB in 1993 

when it was a small country and 
gospel station. 

"At that point in time," Marino 
says, "the station couldn't compete 
with the 'new country' stations that 
had a stronghold on the market, and 
it also had no identity." 

After a management upheaval, 
Marino took control of programming 
and decided to start playing some 
classic artists and non -mainstream 
country and bluegrass acts. "We start- 
ed infusing energy into the format 
with artists like Shaver, Merle 
Haggard, and core outlaw artists," he 
recalled. "That was the feel we were 
going for, and response was immedi- 
ate to the alternative country mix. 
Word of mouth helped get the word 
around, but we scraped for every- 
thing we had, material wise, before 
we began reporting. 

"1996 was a huge year for WMLB. 

We feel we've helped add some great 
potential to the format with what 
we've accomplished in the last year. 
We had a banner [sales] year for the 
first time in a long time, and that's 
what I'm there for. The bottom line is 

that I work for the station."

ers, community, and businesses. 
The media has also picked up on 

WMLB's potential. Marino has estab- 
lished relationships with Atlanta clubs 
like the Star Bar and Variety 
Playhouse, and he's worked the 
press angle quite well, getting fea- 
tures in the Atlanta Journal 
Constitution and the weekly Creatvie 
Loafing. "The media has been a great 
help, and you can't put a value on 
the exposure," says Marino, "but 
don't think it comes easy. You've got 
to work for it, and we've worked 
hard for it. You've got to go to the 
gigs to meet people and make con- 
tacts. If you just play music, who's 
really going to know about you? 

Sure, word of mouth works great, 
but if you've got a great product to 
sell, what better way than to have

KFAL's history dates back to 1950, 
and country roots artist John Hartford 
is one of the station's more famous 
DJ alumni. At the behest of former 
PD Mike Mason, Americana music 
worked its way into KFAL's rotation 
in 1995, augmenting its mix of classic 
country and bluegrass. Air personali- 
ties like the "Tennessee Hound Dog" 
came on board at that time, joining 
the likes of local legend Ron Lutz, a 
KFAL mainstay for 38 years. PD 
Robert Wooldridge joined the staff in 
the summer of '95 when Lutz retired. 

Wooldridge began his radio career 
at listener -supported KOPN in neigh- 
boring Columbia, then worked in the 
'hot country' format at KCLR. He says 
he jumped at the opportunity to 
work at KFAL. "I see very little of 
today's 'hot country' of any interest, 
let alone country," he says. 
"Americana provides our station with 
an exciting alternative, offering expo- 
sure to newer artists like Dale 
Watson, Iris DeMent, and Robbie 
Fulks, as well as providing a sensible 
forum for the legends like Willie, 
Waylon, Johnny Cash, and Merle 
Haggard, who've shown over the 
past year that they've lost none of 
their magic."

Since coming on the air a little more 
than two years ago, KHYI has been 
looking to break away from its satel- 
lite broadcasting and into the top 20 

in the Dallas/Fort Worth market. 
Coincidentally, during the past year, 
former KFAN Music Director and 
major Americana enthusiast Bruce 
Kidder had relocated to the Dallas 
area and was looking for a quality 

radio gig that could meld with his 
passion for music. 

While ratings numbers of the coun- 
try giants in the market fell signifi- 

cantly towards end of '96, Kidder 
made a presentation to KHYI on the 
advantages and opportunities that the 
growing Americana format could 
offer the station in achieving their 
goal of competing in the market- 
place. 

"The owners were looking to keep 
a country angle," said Kidder, "and 
our smaller signal meant no chance 
of competing with the big main- 
stream country guys, so we needed 
to find a niche not being served. 

"Since going live, about 90 percent 
of our prior listenership has stayed 
with us and think it's the best thing 
to happen. They listened for the old 
favorites (Haggard, Jones, Nelson, 
etc.) and have adapted well to an 
enhanced presence of the Lyle 

Lovetts and Robert Earl Keens. The 
phone response has been incredible. 
I anticipated our changeover would 
be a painful one for a few weeks, 
but I've been amazed at how easy 
it's been. We're live right now from 5 

a.m. to 7 p.m., and are working on 
putting a great staff together and get- 
ting it going full time by March."

THE WBGO/KLON PUBLIC 
RADIO CHALLENGE 
Clear the main street and keep the 
women and children indoors, 
because starting January 29 and 
ending February 14, there's a big 
iazz radio face-off between the 

East Coast powerhouse, WBGO- 
Newark, and KLON -Long Beach, 
Los Angeles' jazz beacon. 

The challenge concerns who can 
be the first to raise $500,000. The 
first station to hit the magic num- 
ber will proclaim themselves "The 
Country's Number One Jazz 
Station" for one year. 

Move over, Evander Holyfield 
and Mike Tyson. 

These stations preside over the 
two largest metros in the country, 
and according to KLON General 
Manager Judy Jankowski, both sta- 
tions are very close in their 
Arbitron ratings statistics. 

In the two years -plus that 
Jankowski has been GM (having 
come from WDUQ/FM- 
Pittsburgh), she's listened to 
WBGO GM Cephas Bowles 
declare his station the premier 
full-time jazz station in the coun- 
try. In the playful spirit of trying 
to raise awareness about jazz pub- 
lic radio, the two decided to solid- 
ify the ultimate challenge. 

After two face-to-face meetings 
with both stations' GMs, PDs, and 
membership coordinators, rules 
were set up so each side could 

standardize their money sources 
and divulge challenge grant 
opportunities beforehand. Both 
stations then conducted pre -mailer 
campaigns to invite listeners to 
participate early. 

"We're not going to count 
foundation money unless it 

comes in as a [listener] challenge 
grant," says Jankowski. "For 
instance, if a business wants to 
give $2000 if one of our stations 
raises $4000 in a half hour seg- 
ment, that would be a challenge 
specific to the fundraising. If 
WBGO gets more foundation 
challenge money than us, then 
shame on us. 

"We're going to work on com- 
panies that are based in New 
York and Los Angeles, and see if, 

for instance, a New York branch 
of a large company wants to 
compete against their Los 
Angeles division. Then we can 
enlist their employees to volun- 
teer to come in and help answer 
the phones during the challenge 
time period." 

The stations even designed T- 
shirts and stationary using the 
two stations' logos (which both 
feature, ironically, a little fellow 
playing a saxophone). Could it 

be Art Pepper versus Sonny 
Rollins? 

"There's so much trailblazing 
we need to do in jazz radio," saye 
Jankowski. "Ultimately, what's 
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Carl Griffin, producer, Slim Man Secret Rendezvous 

"In today's world of new technologies, where machines so often replace the human element, it is refreshing to hear a project that 
uniquely combines the best of both worlds. In fact, the blend of real instruments with a touch of modem technology has enhanced 
the quality of this production.

WBGO boasts a large NYC/New 
Jersey cume, but KLON went global 
last September when Armed Forces 
Radio picked up the station on the 
big bird. 

Jankowski talks a little trash to 
`BGO. 

"Cephas," Jankowski says, "I 

don't think you're the Number One 
station. You might carry more num- 
bers in New York than I do in L.A., 

but I have a lot of satellite distribu- 
tion and now we're global. I think 
we're very evenly matched. Neither 
of us knows which station is going 
to win." 

`BGO GM Bowles retorts. 
"Charlie Parker and John Coltrane 

are turning over in their graves at 
the thought that the California jazz 
scene-in any way, shape, or 
form-is the jazz capital of the 
world. The music was created and 
nurtured on the East Coast, and it 
will remain the jazz capital." 

The stations are even looking to 
connect live on the air during the 
pledge drive. 

"Our engineers are working on a 
hook-up between WBGO and 
KLON," says Jankowski. "We'll go 
on live with each other once every 
shift. We'll be talking coast -to -coast 
about each other's progress and 
pledge numbers. That will also give 
the announcers a chance to tell 
their audiences the great things we 
do for our [respective] communi- 
ties, education, and the develop- 
ment of jazz."

average more than one dollar per 
listener. Jankowsky thinks it's a real- 
istic mark to strive for, even though 
"it's pushing it a little bit." They're 
banking on using the challenge pro- 
motion to motivate some of their 
dormant listeners. 

"If traditional jazz radio is going 
to continue to exist as traditional 
funding sources from the CPB and 
the NEA decline," says Bowles, "it 
will be because listeners and our 
corporate friends value the role that 
we play. We're drawing attention to 
that point, plus adding a little brag- 
ging rights, too." 

To add to the competition, both 
KLON and WBGO are nominated for 
GAVIN Awards for Jazz Station of the 
Year, and KLON's Scott Willis vies 
with WBGO's Gary Walker for Jazz 
Radio Person of the Year. On 
Saturday, February 15, we'll know 
who won the big pledge drive 
shoot-out, as well as the GAVIN 

Awards. Stay tuned.

milestone for independent 
jazz label Concord Jazz. 
Concord has inked a deal 
with Chick Corea and his cus- 
tom label, Stretch Records, 
and their first release is a 
monster jazz project by Corea 
and the hottest band of con- 
temporary talent you could 
ever map out on paper. 
Joining Corea on 
Remembering Bud Powell are 
Roy Haynes, Kenny Garrett, 
Christian McBride, Joshua 
Redman, and Wallace Roney. 
Chick took this strong lineup 
on a European tour, then 
went straight into the studio 
in Los Angeles to cut this disc. 
When it comes to improvisa- 
tion and pure technique, Bud 
Powell could be considered 
the James Joyce of jazz. The 
central character of the movie 
Round Midnight, played by 
Dexter Gordon, was based on 
Powell's later years as a resi- 
dent of Paris. Capturing the 
complexity of his music with- 
in a swinging sextet configu- 
ration was no easy task. 
Consider this one of the 
essential releases of the year.
