While flying back from the Austin 

Record Convention this past Sunday night, 
I reflected on how much fun it is to attend 
a record show. Over the years I have been 
blessed with attending many shows across 
the country, usually hitting four or five a 
year. My current role as editor makes it a 
lot harder to attend shows. Even the spring 
Austin show had its pressures: In addition 
to the long days in airports, I had to get up 
bright and early (OK, 1 slept in an extra 1/2 
hour) Monday morning to put this issue 
together.

Cameo-Parkway catalog: Will it be reissued? 

With the exception of an oldies 45 release 
in 1973 and a small number of album reis¬ 
sues, the Cameo-Parkway catalog controlled 
by Allen Klein has never been reissued. 1 was 
a regional distributor for Abkco from 1973 
until the absorbing of the Abkco (and the 
Rolling Stones’ London product) catalog tn 
the late 1980s. Abkco has never made any 
attempt to reissue this product whatsoever. 
There are no reasons given by the company. I 
had requested in 1980 for Abkco to do a mid¬ 
line album release of specific artists, such as 
The Dovells, Dee Dee Sharp, Bobby Rydell, 
and others, but I was ignored. Not only is 
this frustrating for music fans, the clock is 
ticking on the financial/profitability position 
with these releases. As the music stated is in 
a 10-year period of 1957 to 1967, the buying 
public who actually remembers this music 
firsthand, and is the primary audience for 
this music, is getting older and more disen¬ 
franchised in buying CDs. No one at Abkco 
seems to care to comment — it is very sad. 

Regarding your article on Bufly Sainte-
Marie: Vanguard Records will be reissuing 
the Fire & Fleet & Candlelight album (VSD 
79250) — originally released in 1967 — on 
March 23 of this year. Thank you.

Upcoming reissues: Motown has just 
released first-ever collections by The Velve-
lettes and The Contours as part of their 
Very Best Of series... From Columbia 
Legacy/550 Music comes a slew of Duke 
Ellington reissues, due out April 27. Meets 
Count Basie, Anatomy Of A Murder, Such 
Sweet Thunder, Black Brown Biege and 
Complete At Newport (two CDs) will also be 
joined later in the early summer by Erroll 
Garner’s Concert By The Sea and Benny 
Goodman’s Live At Carnegie Hall (two 
CDs)... Rykodisc continues to crank out 
Meat Puppets’ SST catalog with the April 6 
release of Out My Way and Huevos. On the 
same day the label is also reissuing My Life 
With The Thrill Kill Kults Sexplosion, 
Above The Night and Hit & Run Holiday... 
Vanguard has just released reissues of 
Vanguard Sessions; Jerry Jeff Walker, Best Of 
The Vanguard Years, which features the orig¬ 
inal recording of “Mr. Bojangles,’’ and Buffy 
Sainte-Marie’s Fire & Fleet & Candlelight... 
Five more classic Kinks albums represent¬ 
ing their output from 1979 to 1984 are 
being reissued by Velvet on April 27: Low 
Budget, One For The Road, Give The People 
What They Want, State Of Confusion and 
Word Of Mouth... BMG’s new catalog label, 
Buddha Records, will be kicking off its 
Original Masters series on May 18 with the 
release of Graham Parker’s The Mona Lisa’s 
Sister and Daryl Hall’s first solo album, 
Sacred Song. Buddha is also releasing a 
three-CD series of dance compilations 
featuring 12” remixes of chart-topping hits 
from the ’70s through the ’90s. Each disc is 
sold separately with its own album title: In 
addition to the title cut, Groovin’ You, 

I features “Automatic” by The Pointer 
Sisters; I’m So Excited features the title cut 
and songs such as “Rock The Boat” by The 
Hues Corporation and Hall & Oates' “Say 
It Isn’t So”; More, More, More features the 
title cut by Andrea True Connection and 
“Love Is Always On My Mind” by Gladys 
Knight & The Pips... Columbia Legacy is 
reissuing The Dave Brubeck Collection on 
October 20. Brubeck, interviewed for this 
issue's Jazz Sides (page 22), personally 
chose the albums’ unreleased tracks and 
archival photos for the five discs and also is 
overseeing the digital remastering and 

I remixing of the works, which celebrate his 

50th year as a recording artist. The five long 
-out of print Columbia LPs include Brubek 
Time (his quartet’s first studio recording), 
Brubeck Plays Brubeck (his first solo piano 
outing), Brubeck And Rushing (with blues 
shouter Jimmy Rushing), Brandenberg Gate: 
Revisited, and Bravo! Brubeck! (performed 
live in Mexico with local musicians), in 
October the label is also releasing a sixth 
CD, Buried Treasures, a slew of unreleased 
Columbia cuts from 1967 that are the last-
known unreleased Brubeck recordings... 
Dionne Warwick: The Definitive Collection 
has an April 27 release date. The 20-song 
collection from Arista gathers hits from the 
’60s (her hits penned by Burt Bacharach 
and Hal David) to the ’80s (her Arista 
output) and features “That’s What Friends 
Are For" (with Elton John, Stevie Wonder, 
and Gladys Knight)... Blue Plate Music is 
releasing Bill Monroe Live From The Moun¬ 
tain Stage on May 11. The 13-song live set 
from the Father of Bluegrass Music is the 
20th release in its Live From The Mountain 
Stage (a weekly radio program) series. 

Last bow for Ozzies.^ The fourth - and 
final? - Ozzfest, Ozzfest ’99, starts May 27 
in West Palm Beach, Fla., and includes 
Black Sabbath headlining the top-grossing 
show of the past two years along with Rob 
Zombie. Primus, Godsmack, System Of A 
Down, Judas Priest, Pushmonkey, Nash¬ 
ville Pussy, and others too numerous to 
mention. 

Tributes: Searching For Jimi Hendrix, an 
11-song tribute CD and also an hour-long 
video documenting the recording of the 
CD, is due out April 20. A two-year effort, 
the CD features a wide variety of contempo¬ 
rary musicians paying tribute to the late 
great guitarist, the album was compiled by 
renowned Hendrix producer Alan Douglas 
and includes cuts by Los Lobos, Charlie 
Musselwhite, Rosanne Cash, Chuck D., 
Cassandra Wilson, The Blind Boys Of 
Alabama.

sions, was also honored by an inspiring 
performance of The Impressions’ “I’ve Been 
Trying” by Eric Clapton and R&B singer 
D’Angelo. 

Springsteen took the stage backed by The 
E Street Band for a stiff but spirited four-song 
set. 

For the last song, Wilson Pickett joined 
the band. “A long time ago, I wanted to kick 
you in the ass,” Pickett said with characteris¬ 
tic bravado. “But you’re The Boss, so we’ll 
keep it light.” 

And with that, they launched into “In The 
Midnight Hour,” in which Pickett stalked the 
stage, shouting the words as if not a day had 
gone by since the song was a hit in 1965. 

When the song ended, Springsteen, a man 
with few peers when it comes to live perfor¬ 
mance, stepped to microphone and said, 
“Well, the man did what he said he was going 
to do.” 

With Paul Shaffer and his band from The 
Late Show with David Letterman providing the 
core backup, Raitt opened the jam with her 
1977 version of Del Shannons “Runaway” 
which segued into a more reverent version 
sung by Joel. 

McCartney led a version of Carl Perkins’ 
“Blue Suede Shoes,” with Clapton and former 
Band guitarist Robbie Robertson trading lead 
guitar fills throughout. 

Clapton sang Junior Wells’ “Early In The 
Morning” as a tribute to the blues singer who 
died of lymphatic cancer in January 1998 at 
age 63. 

Joel then led a version of Charles’ “What’d 
1 Say,” with McCartney and Dion and Robert¬ 
son on lead guitar. 

Most performers joined for Mayfield’s 
“People Get Ready,” in which Bono, Pickett, 
Mavis Staples, Joel, Dion, and Springsteen 
traded lead vocals. 

The finale was “Let It Be,” sung by Joel 
and McCartney, with nearly all presenters 
and inductees joining on the chorus. 

Not one song from McCartney’s solo cata¬ 
log was performed. 

In the studio: Pearl Jam is heading back 
to the studio with drummer Matt Cameron 
(Soundgarden) who was formerly only with 
Pearl Jam on tours. The band plans a Euro¬ 
pean and possibly a South American tour 
this summer... Widespread Panic is record¬ 
ing a yet-untitled album due for release July 
27. 

Upcoming new releases: Charlie 
Musselwhite’s new Continental Drifter 
album (Pointblack/Virgin) is due for an 
April 20 release. The high-energy blues 
harmonica legend is also guesting on Tom 
Waits’ new album, Mule Variations, due out 
April 27 on Epitaph... Also due out on April 
27 from Chesky Records is jazz fluegelhorn-
ist Chuck Mangione’s The Feeling’s Back... 
Critically acclaimed Portland roots band 44 
Long is releasing their sophomore album, 
Inside The Horse’s Head, on Burnside 
Records... Sponge’s third album, New Pop 
Sunday, is due out April 13 on Beyond... 
The Gufs newest, Holiday From You 
(Lava/Atlantic), is due for release on April 
20... Dead Reckoning’s Tammy Rogers is 
releasing her third album, The Speed Of 
Love, on April 6... Austin’s Antone’s Records 
is releasing Lowdown And Up by blues 
goddess Toni Price. Guests on the album 
include Dr. John, Ian McGlagan (Small 
Faces), The Leroi Brothers, Texas Playboys 
fiddler Johnny Gimble, and the late Jimmy 
Day, the steel guitarist who recorded with 
Willie Nelson, Elvis Presley, Ray Price, 
and Patsy Cline. 

The mood was bittersweet at the 14th 
annual Rock And Roll Hall of Fame Induc¬ 
tion Ceremony in New York on March 15. 

Dusty Springfield had died less than two 
weeks before her induction. Charles Brown 
had died less than two months before his 
induction as an early influence. Paul McCart¬ 
ney, inducted as a solo artist, was grieving for 
his wife Linda, who had died of breast cancer 
at age 56 last April Del Shannon, who had 
committed suicide nine years ago, was repre¬ 
sented by his three children. Curtis Mayfield, 
who had been paralyzed in 1990, lost a leg to 
diabetes six months ago and sent his accep¬ 
tance via videotape, and Pops Staples of The 
Staple Singers was slowed by a palsy attack 
that occurred a year ago. 

But their lives and music were celebrated 
with a five-hour fete that also inducted Bruce 
Springsteen, who made his first public 
appearance with The E Street Band in more 
than a decade; Billy Joel; George Martin as a 
non-performer; and Bob Wills & The Texas 
Playboys as an early influence. 

The night’s chutzpah award went to Stella 
McCartney, Paul’s 27-year-old daughter, who 
joined her grieving dad on stage wearing a 
tank top that said, “About Fucking Time.” 
The shirt was an apparent reference to what 
McCartney perceived as a snub, when John 
Lennon had been inducted as a solo artist 
four years before. Both were inducted as 
members of The Beatles in 1988. 
The evening opened with Elton John 

paying tribute to Springfield, who died of 
breast cancer at age 59. “She left us a legacy 
of fabulous recordings,” he said. “She was 
enough to turn a gay boy straight — but not 
quite enough." 

One of the evening’s themes was the debt 
that many inductees owed to black R&B 
singers. “At the time we moved (to Levit¬ 
town, N.Y.), they wouldn’t sell homes to Afri¬ 
can-Americans," Joel recalled. “Where were 
we going to find the soul of America in Levit¬ 
town? We got it from... Ray Charles (who 
inducted Joel), Little Richard, Chuck Berry, 
Fats Domino, Wilson Pickett and James 
Brown.” 

In her speech inducting pioneering blues 
pianist Charles Brown, who died of heart fail¬ 
ure in January at age 76, Bonnie Raitt 
exhorted, "Let's honey him with our commit¬ 
ment to getting payback for the artists that 
put us in this room tonight, while they’re still 
alive to enjoy it.” 

Following his speech, Springsteen invited 
the E Street Band on stage to accept the 
induction with him. “1 wouldn’t be standing 
here tonight without you, and I cant stand 
here tonight without you,” he said to his 
bandmates. 

In one of the evening’s more memorable 
moments, inductees The Staple Singers, led 
by 84-year-old Pops Staples, played passion¬ 
ate renditions of “Respect Yourself’ and “111 
Take You There.” 

Mayfield, who had been inducted in 1991 
as a member of the R&B group The Impres-

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Rock ’N’ Roll Graffiti bringing ’50s/’60s back to life 

“...tears were running down my cheeks.” 

I received a call from Goldmine editor Greg Loescher asking me if 
wanted to cover a taping in Nashville of some old rock 'n roll stars. 
1 assumed, for some reason, that it was going to be a few old musi¬ 
cians taping an hour-long infomercial to sell some oldies compila¬ 
tion for K-Tel or Time-Life that would air repeatedly between 2 and 
6 a m — the type of thing you sec when you’re on an insomniac jag 
and flipping through the channels with the remote trying to bore 
yourself to sleep. 

I didn’t want to go, but my wife talked me into it. So on the 
morning of Feb. 1, I woke up at 5 a.m. so I could leave by 6 a.m. to 
drive the three and a half hours to Nashville and make the 10 a.m. 
start of taping. I was cursing under my breath the whole way. 

Within a half an hour of the taping's start I realized I d have been 
making a serious mistake by missing it. I’ve always been a fan of 
rock ’n’ roll from the 50s and early ’60s when it was raw, undiluted 
and fresh. In fact, 1 grew up on it. My father was a huge music fan, 
and I grew up with the sounds of The Coasters, The Drifters, Bobby 
Darin, and Jimmie Rodgers’ “Kisses Sweeter Than Wine” playing on 
my parents’ stereo from as long ago as I can remember. I remember 
my parents shagging and doing the twist. By the time I was in 
kindergarten, I was saving up my allowance to buy 45s and staying 
up late at night to listen rock ’n’ roll, country, and R&B on faraway 
radio stations on a little transistor radio. 

And right there in the studio was Carl Gardner of The Coasters, 
Dave Summerville of The Diamonds, Joe Terry of Danny and The 
Juniors, Maurice Williams, and Rodgers. There were legends tn the 
house. Sun Records Rockabilly Dickey Lee was there. Norman 
Petty’s studio in Clovis, N.M., was well represented by former 
Crickets Jerry Naylor and Buzz Cason; Jimmy Gilmer of The Fire¬ 
balls. Mary Wilson of The Suprêmes, Dee Dee Sharp and Bucky-
Wilkins of Ronnie And The Daytonas were all there. Bucky gave me 
a new disc called G.T.O.: The Best Of The Mala Recordings. It’s a 
snapshot of a time when The Beach Boys were riding high and were 

a major influence on American music— and when Ronnie And The 
Daytonas showed Nashville they could make that same sound, it 
was just as valid as the sounds coming out of southern California. 
To hear all of these legends, the progenitors of rock n roll, at one 
time and in one place stunned me. 

Rodgers performed a song he wrote a few years ago called “Blue 
Light.” As 1 was sitting in the green room watching it on a closed-
circuit monitor, I realized tears were running down my cheeks. He’s 
never recorded it and has only performed it once before in public. I 
know seeing and hearing that song is something I’ll remember until 
my dying day. I’ve got a lol of gréai musical memories, but that is 
up at the very top. 
When I was in the Navy, “Sea Cruise” was something of an 

anthem for us. Jerry Jeff Walker covered the song on his live album, 
A Man Must Carry On. “I’d like to dedicate this song to Mr. Frankie 
Ford!,” were the words he used to announce the song. Every Navy 
bar I ever went into had “Sea Cruise” on the jukebox. Whenever 
someone put their quarter in and turned and shouted, “I’d like to 
dedicate this song to Mr. Frankie Ford!” you knew what was 
coming. I had a chance to tell that story to Frankie one night back 
at the hotel bar at the end of the day. Those were a rare, special, 
magical two days. No one wanted it to end. Each night everyone 
met up at The Regal Maxwell House hotel bar. We stayed up and 
talked late — even the people who lived in Nashville came. 

“I’ve never been to anything like that.” Williams said. T don't 
think anyone has. There have never been that many of us together 
at one place at one time before and had a chance to talk about the 
old days. 1 think it’s one of the greatest things to ever happen to 
rock and roll."

Frankie “Sea Cruise” Ford 

“What you were looking at in that room 
today was America,” said former Supreme 
Mary Wilson. “We represented America.” 

It was Feb. 1, 1999, the end of the first 
day of taping of Rock ’N’ Roll Graffiti, a 
project that gathered 38 early rock ’n' roll 
stars to reminisce about the early days of 
rock and sing the songs they made famous. 
The musicians present ran the gamut from 
Otis Williams of The Charms, a black artist 
who had the first crossover hit from the 
R&B charts to the pop charts with “Hearts 
Of Stone” in 1953, to Dickey Lee, who 
began his career as a Sun Records Rocka¬ 
billy and had his first big hit with “Patches.” 
Also present were: Denny Laine of The 
Moody Blues, Jimmie Rodgers (not the Blue 
Yodeler, but the “Honeycomb” and “Kisses 
Sweeter Than Wine” Jimmie Rodgers), Joe 
Terry of Danny And The Juniors, Jewel 
Akens, Dee Dee Sharp (“Mashed Potato 
Time"), Carl Gardner of The Coasters, Fran¬ 
kie Ford (“Sea Cruise”), Joanie Sommers 
(“Johnny Get Angry”), Billy Joe Royal, 
Maurice Williams of The Zodiacs as well as 
The Browns (Jim Ed, Bonnie and Maxine). 

Former DJ Larry Black’s Gabriel Produc¬ 
tions produced the project for home video 
sales. However, before it’s available to the 
public, Black hopes to get five one-hour 
episodes aired on VH-1, TNN, A&E or some 
other cable network. 

Black used a light touch as producer and 
that paid off. The film was unscripted. He 
set a few ground rules but didn’t let anyone 
know exactly what they were. The set was 
decorated like a 1950s diner à la Happy 
Days. Microphones were set within arm’s 
reach of each participant. All were encour¬ 
aged to grab a mike and speak up whenever

the feeling grabbed them and sing along if 
they were so moved. His methods resulted in 
a spontaneous and uninhibited one-of-a kind 
production that would be impossible to 
reproduce. 

Most of the musicians weren’t exactly sure 
what the whole thing was going to be. But 
the word mosi of them used to describe what 
was happening there was “magic.” Otis 
Williams said, “Everyone here knows the 
words to everyone else’s songs. We may not 

have all known each other before, but we 
sure knew each other’s music.” 

Black admonished everyone before the 
show began thaï this was not a show about 
their greatest hits that they should save that 
for their greatest hits CDs and boxed sets. 
When Wilson introduced herself she 
announced, “I'm here to perform a medley of 
my greatest hits,” Frankie Ford, sitting next 
to her, said, “I’m here to perform a medley of 
my hit.” That exchange broke the tension 
and set the easygoing tone of the rest of the 
taping. The show opened, appropriately, with 
Terry singing “Rock And Roll Is Here To 
Stay.” Akens jumped up and started twisting. 

During the breaks the musicians were 
running around getting autographs from one 
another. 

“We paid everyone lhe same thing,” Black 
said “No one was paid more than anyone 
else. There were no stars here. Everyone 
checked their egos. T hey were all just fans of 
each other’s music. They might not have 
known each other personally, but they knew 
the music.” 

Williams said some of his highlights were 
playing keyboards behind Dave Summerville 
of The Diamonds, who had a hit with 
Williams’ song "Little Darling”; meeting The 
Browns and Dee Dee Sharp; and renewing his 
acquaintance with Wilson after an absence of 
more than 30 years. 

The project had the feel of a family reun¬ 
ion. Len Barry (“1-2-3”), a member of The 
Dovells said, “I was born an orphan, but I’m 
not an orphan anymore. Yesterday I looked 
around the room and 1 realized 1 had a family. 
These people are my family.” 

Steve Jarrell and The Sons Of The Beach 
was a tight, professional backup band. They 
played with ease behind everyone, ranging 
from R&B to straight-on rock ’n’ roll and 
country-inflected songs such as “Patches.” 
They did it with no charts — only tapes and 
a week’s worth of rehearsals. 

“They’re one of lhe best rock bands in the 
country that nobody knows about,” said 
Williams.

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Talk Talk 
JULIAN LENNON — DETERMINED TO 

BUILD HIS OWN LEGACY

cc T ennon... and proud of it." Those 
■ were the words emblazoned on I vi T-shirt Julian Lennon wore 

recently during a performance on The David 
Letterman Show. Though some might wonder 
at his motivation for stating the obvious — 
after all, what’s not to be proud of? — that 
succinct declaration of identity is laden with 
irony. Unlike, say, Jakob Dylan, Adam Cohen, 
or his half-brother Sean, Lennon spent years 
struggling to forge an viable self-image while 
others insisted on measuring his artistry 
against the monumental achievements of his 
father. After several frustrated attempts to 
establish himself in his own right, Lennon 
retreated into silence, at least as far as record¬ 
ing was concerned. 

The reasons for Lennons semi-retirement 
were complicated and varied. In the after¬ 
math of the instant success of his 1984 debut 
album, Valotte, and the hit single, “Too Late 
For Goodbyes,” Lennon’s career spiraled 
swiftly downward. Each successive album — 
The Secret Value Of Daydreaming (1986), Mr. 
Jordan (1989) and Help Yourself (1991) — 
sold less than its predecessor. Lennon fell 
prey to would-be advisers who, in retrospect, 
didn't have the singer’s best interests at heart. 
Further compounding Lennon’s difficulties 
was a propensity for heavy partying that, by 
the early ’90s, had begun to take a toll. As the 
decade wore on, Lennon, understandably, 
decided to opt out of the entertainment 
world altogether. He occupied himself with 
unrelated projects such as opening a chain of 
charity-based theme restaurants and champi¬ 
oning environmental causes. 

Today, however, Lennon is back in enter¬ 
tainment. His latest album, Photograph Smile, 
has all the markings of someone older and 
wiser, and, most importantly, beholden to no 
one but himself. Issued by the singer’s own 
start-up record company. Music From 
Another Room, the album is filled with 
lushly melodic, lightly orchestrated melodies 
that hark back to Lennon's early love of clas¬ 
sical music. To help capture the right ambi¬ 
ence, Lennon recruited noted producer Bob 
Rose, whose resume includes work with 
legendary artists such as Roy Orbison, The 
Beach Boys, and Queen. With considerable 
musical help from longtime friend Justin 
Clayton, Rose and Lennon managed to fash¬ 
ion a song cycle that not only showcases 
Lennon's skills as a composer, but also 
reflects an aural unity and sophistication 
missing from his previous work. 

Goldmine: It’s been seven years since you 
released an album. Why was there such a long 
delay? 

Julian Lennon: Well, 1 had spent more 
than 10 years on the treadmill, with little or 
no control over |my career], really. And 1 had 
been frustrated by lots of broken promises 
and a lack of support, not only from manage¬ 
ment, but from record companies, too. I just 
felt things should have been, or could have 
been, much better. And so 1 decided to get 
out and re-evaluate. 

It took me five years, approximately, to 
get released from my contracts. During that 
time, 1 thought, “Well, 1 can’t write anything, 
because 1 don’t want to give these people any 
more. They’ve already taken enough.” So, for 
five or six years, I just decided to enjoy life 
outside the industry. And it was a wonderful 
experience — not having any deadlines and 
not having to be here or there or to be at this 
photo shoot or that. It was a time of reflec¬ 
tion and a time where 1 felt there needed to 
be some resolve — not just on a professional 
level, but on a personal level, too. 1 wanted 
to acquire some semblance of peace and 
balance and contentment in life. 

And finally, another reason was the desire 
to get back into writing for the sake of writ¬ 
ing — not for an album and not for anybody 
else but more as a challenge to myself and to 
prove to myself my worth as a writer. 1 
consider myself first and foremost a song¬ 
smith — more than a player, more than a 
singer, more than anything. 1 feel the song¬ 
writing process is very much an art form and 
a craft, and so it was a matter of slowly 
getting back into writing for the reasons 1 got 
into it in the first place. 

Did you have any reservations at all about 
returning to the business? 

Well, it was really refreshing to not think 
of music at all or about the industry. And it 
was difficult deciding to get back into the 
business. One of the main reasons 1 did was 
because I felt the last four albums were not 
the kind of musical legacy 1 wanted to leave 
behind. More than anything, 1 felt that if I do 
say good-bye — and I’m not saying that’s 
going to happen — but if I do, then at least 
let me do something that I have control of 
and that I’m 100 percent happy with. 

Was the desire to take hold of your career the 
primary motivation to start your own record 
label? 

Absolutely. 1 looked at every option, and 
there were some deals on the table, but I just 
didn’t want to sell my soul for another five to 
seven years or for however long the contract 
might be. I felt the writing and the recording, 
before, was done under very pressured 

circumstances. There was always someone 
saying, “That’s not up-tempo enough,” or 
“That’s not commercial enough,” or “We 
don’t like those lyrics.” And 1 was fed up with 
that. There were a lot of people in the busi¬ 
ness — and 1 don't mean the producers 1 
worked with, who in fact have become great 
friends — who had their own ideas about 
how the music should sound. I didn’t want to 
work that way any more. 

How did vou end up working with Bob Rose? 

1 had bumped into him from time to time 
over the years, but we had never really talked 
about working together. But then about three 
years ago we sat down and talked about 
what was important to us. It turned out we 
had the same feelings about music and about 
sounds. And 1 was sort of drifting. 1 had 
started writing, but there was no time slot for 
an album, and 1 wasn't sure I wanted to do 
one again. So I played Bob some stuff on 
acoustic guitar, and he said, “Well, let’s just 
try some things in the studio for a couple of 
days. We’ll put a band together, go in with no 
pressure, and just have some fun.” As it 
turned out, we ended up staying in the 
studio for a week, and during that time we 

got 11 tracks down. I thought, “This actually 
feels great.” That was the first time 1 had ever 
had that feeling. We ended up recording, off 
and on, for a year, and in the end we had 
over two album’s worth of material. 

Was there a deliberate decision at some point 
to stay away from rock-oriented songs and stick 
to a lush sound? 

Well, obviously, 1 find that the older 1 get, 
the truer to myself 1 become. And I’m sure 
that on future albums there will be (even] 
more classically oriented, ballad-type stuff. 
When I first started teaching myself how to 
play piano — God knows how many years 
ago — 1 found that 1 loved the expression of 
the instrument, because it got me into an 
emotional groove. Long before I began writ¬ 
ing actual songs, 1 was writing improvisa¬ 
tional, 20- or 30-minute classically oriented 
pieces. My main influences were — and still 
are — people like Keith Jarrett. A bit later, 
though, 1 started thinking, “Well, if anyone’s 
going to listen to (me], then 1 had better try 
to create a song.” It was a matter of teaching 
myself to knock a 30-minute music piece 
into something with lyrics and hooks and so 
forth. So this album is really the first chance 
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I’ve had to show the other side of these 
things I ve always loved. This kind of mate¬ 
rial touches me more deeply than up-tempo 
pop stuff, and I find it more challenging as 
well. 

Does ¡hat mean that “I Don’t Wanna Know,” 
which has obvious Beatle-esque qualities, was a 
hind of concession? Were you thinking, "Well, 
I'll give the Beatles fans something"? 

Oh, very much so. It was actually a last-
minute decision to put that song on the 
album. After 1 felt I had proved my worth as 
a writer — and felt comfortable and happy 
about what I was doing — 1 thought, “You 
know, after all these years of critics saying, 
“He sounds just like The Beatles,” or “He 
sounds just like his dad," and my shying 
away from that, I mean, it was an impossible 
situation. People were comparing one album 
of mine to The Beatles’ entire catalog. So I 
just decided, okay, I’ll sit down and write a 
mid-60s Beatle-esque song and sing it as 
close to Dad’s nasal, throaty style as possible. 
And part of it, too, was that this time around, 
when people say, “You know, you sound just 
like The Beatles,” or “You sound just like 
your dad,” I wanted to be able to say, “Well, 
yes 1 do. Now that we both recognize that, 
can we move on?” 1 mean, the comparison 
bit has been done for over 10 years now. The 
similarity is obviously there, and I’ve come to 

a case of childhood friends who just decided to 
start playing music together? 

Yes, very much so. We met when we were 
in school, when we were 11 or 12. He was 
the first person in my school to start taking 
guitar lessons. We had a physical education 
teacher who was a real rock ’n’ roller, and 
every time there was a break in class, he 
would teach the kids rock ’ri roll songs, and 1 
thought, “Well, that’s fun.” That’s literally 
how I got involved with music, to begin with 
— by hanging out with Justin and learning 
old rock ’n’ roll classics. Eventually, we put a 
small band together and played on stage at 
school, for one of those end-of-term parents’ 
open house events. That was my first experi¬ 
ence with performing. I was a nervous wreck, 
but after singing for about five minutes, 1 
discovered there was no other buzz like it. I 
thought, “This is what I want to do.” So yes, 
Justin and I have remained the closest of 
friends. He lives in the states now, and he’s 
venturing off into his own solo career, which 
I’m very happy about. 

I’d like to ask you a couple of Beatles-related 
questions, if that’s okay. You can take the fifth, if 
you like. 

(laughs) Go ahead and try me. I’ll know if 
it’s okay after you ask the question. 

been comments and inclinations leaning 
toward Dad. But from my point of view, if 
there’s any such comparison to be made, I 
feel it’s far closer to Paul, purely because of 
that melodic sense 

Do you have a good relationship with Sean? 

It’s pretty good, yeah. Obviously, we don’t 
get to see that much of one another. I saw 
him a couple of times last year because he 
was out on the promotional circuit, as I was. 
I bumped into him in London and in Japan, 
and in a couple of other places. We’ve always 
maintained a very strong and open relation¬ 
ship. 

Did you like his album, Into The Sun? 

1 liked it, but 1 was a bit surprised. 1 felt it 
was maybe not as strong as it could’ve been, 
particularly if he wants to stay in the busi¬ 
ness and make it his career. But I’d have to 
say that his trying to blend the highly 
melodic side of what he does with the more 
grunge-oriented stuff was really interesting. 
Whether or not he’s worked out that balance 
yet, 1 don’t know. 

Do you have plans to tour the states? 

Yes. We’re talking about starting a tour in 
June or July. I don’t know in which country

terms with my influences. So the song was 
done specifically for that purpose, and it was 
fun to do, really. 

If you were releasing your first solo album 
today, do you think things would be substan¬ 
tially different, given that so many children of 
famous songwriters are in the music business 
now? 

Hell, yes. (laughs) There was a review 
somewhere — 1 don’t remember where — 
that maintained I was a pioneer for the next 
generation. I never thought of it that way, but 
to a degree it’s true, I suppose. There weren’t 
too many kids in my position who were 
trying to do what I was trying to do. 1 think 
it would definitely be different these days. 
But that’s okay. The first 10 years were like 
going to school, for me — the school of life 
and of the music industry. There were good 
times and there were bad times, but it was all 
a learning process. And I think it all brought 
me to this point, which is a very different 
place — and a lot happier place [than 
before I. I’m more contented, more at peace, 
and more balanced. So 1 have no complaints, 
in that respect. 

Tell me about Justin Clayton, who’s been a 
musical partner of yours for many years. Is that 

Do you recall when you began to understand 
that “Hey Jude" was written for you? 

Well, yes, in a way. I mean, it’s more senti¬ 
mental for me these days, without a doubt. 
Obviously, it reflected how someone else felt 
about a situation with me at that point in 
time, which was so many years ago. You 
know, to have a song written about you is 
pretty phenomenal anyway, but especially 
such a public song... it’s just a wonderful 
thing. I understood it in the past, but then 
again 1 didn’t understand it. These days, the 
lyrics are much more important to me, not 
just as a songwriter, but as an adult. It affects 
me a great deal more now than it used to. 
The appreciation I have for that song is very 
clear, and Paul iMcCartney] knows that. 

If John hadn't been your father, whose writing 
do you think you would have preferred, his or 
Paul’s? 

Hmmm... that’s a tough call. I’d have to 
say I think they’re equally good. For me, Paul 
was very much the more gentle and melodic 
writer, whereas Dad was more aggressive and 
raw. And 1 think the blend of the two is 
sometimes perfect, and sometimes separately 
they’re great in their own right. In some of 
the reviews of ¡Photograph Smile], there have 

yet, but it’s definitely going to happen. It’s 
going to be a different kind of tour, in that in 
every location we play, one of the shows will 
be a donation/charity gig. What we plan to 
do is find the biggest problem in each loca¬ 
tion — whether it’s children with AIDS, or 
children who are abused, or who are home¬ 
less — and ask people to bring blankets, or 
clothes, or cuddly toys, or whatever amount 
of money their conscience tells them to give.

(laughs) I’ll tell you what. The thing that’s 
most important to me is the writing and 
recording process and then going out and 
playing once in a while. And the [main] 
thing that takes me away from that — and it’s 
a necessary evil, to a certain degree — is

With the offspring of '60s icons popu¬ 
lating the music landscape like manic 
fruit flies, it’s easy to forget that Julian 
Lennon was, in a sense, a pioneer. Unlike, 
say, Jakob Dylan, Adam Cohen, and 
younger brother Sean — who are pretty 
much allowed to go about their business 
unencumbered by comparisons to their 
famous fathers — Lennon's early career 
was punctuated by criticisms that had 
little to do with his music and everything 
to do with his lineage. Though Lennon 
was as entitled as anyone (more so, one 
could argue) to lay claim to a Fab Four-
ish musical sensibility, a majority of folks 
didn’t see it that way. It was as if, by 
virtue of his rich genetic inheritance, 
Lennon had an unfair advantage that he 
shouldn’t draw upon. 

Photograph Smile finds Lennon saying 
to hell with such considerations and 
letting the chips fall where they may. The 
result is his most fully realized, mature, 
and un-self-conscious work to date. Kick¬ 
ing off with the gently melodic “Day After 
D' the album veers gracefully between 
lusnly orchestrated pop (“I Should Have 
Known,” “Believe”), mid-tempo soft rock 
(“How Many Times,” “Kiss Beyond The 
Catcher") and elegant piano balladry 
(“Walls," “Faithful”). As if to throw a pie 
in the faces of naysayers, Lennon even 
includes one blissfully Fab pop confec¬ 
tion (“1 Don't Wanna Know") that could 
sit handsomely alongside anything on the 
Beatles For Sale album. 

In a savvy move, Lennon recruited 
orchestral conductor Bob Rose to help 
produce Photograph Smile, and the result 
is one of those rare pop albums to utilize 
strings in a way that doesn’t intrude. Still, 
though Rose’s embellishments are indis¬ 
pensable, the heart of Photograph Smile 
resides in Lennon’s composing skills, 
which evidence a growing sophistication 
that belies a seven-year absence from the 
recording world. Now 36, Lennon 
appears to have found his own voice as a 
songwriter. Perhaps it’s time, at last, to 
stop thinking of him primarily as his 
father’s son.

T
heir influences are as diverse as 
their sound. “Uncle” Charlie 
Lowe, the vaudeville coach. Coun¬ 

try singer Dianne Davidson. Teen idol Fran¬ 
kie Lymon. Northwestern bandleader Herb 
Benthien Jazz legends Jon Hendricks and 
Eddie Jefferson. Dizzy Gillespie and Cole¬ 
man Hawkins. The 4 Seasons and The Hi-
Lo’s. 

From those synchronous influences came 
The Manhattan Transfer, arguably the most 
respected and honored vocal quartet today. 
Their most recent album, Swing, debuted at 
#1 on the Billboard jazz charts. Another 
album, Voculesr, nabbed an amazing 12 
Grammy nominations. They brought Brazil¬ 
ian music to American radio stations, 
brought Bob Marley And The Wailers to 
American television audiences and broad¬ 

ened the horizons of music lovers every¬ 
where. 

The story of The Manhattan Transfer is 
more than just Tim Hauser, Janis Siegel, Alan 
Paul and Cheryl Bentyne — it also includes 
former members Laurel Massé and Gene 
Pistilli. It includes collaborators Jon 
Hendricks and Djavan. It includes Tubby the 
Tuba and Doughie Duck. It includes Trude 
Heller’s, Kenny’s Castaways, The Cafe 
Carlyle at 9 and 11 p.m. weeknights, 10, 
midnight and 2 on weekends. 

And it all began with a cab ride. 
Hauser loves music. All kinds, all styles, 

all genres. He once told a reporter for the 
New York Sunday News that in college, 
“Music meant so much to me that I even 
gave up chicks.” 

He started singing professionally at age 

15, formed his own doo-wop group called 
The Criterions and recorded “I Remain Truly 
Yours” and “Don’t Say Goodbye” for Cecilia 
Records. 

“1 remember the first time, as a kid, when 
1 recorded with a group called The Criteri¬ 
ons, and 1 remember the first night Alan 
Freed played our record on WABC. Oh my 
God, 1 was in the kitchen of our house. I had 
just finished doing my homework, and I 
thought, ‘What a thrill.’” 

Two years later, he would produce 
“Harlem Nocturne” for The Viscounts, 
which later became a Top 10 hit. He spent 
his college years at Villanova University and 
worked at their radio station, WWW. While 
enrolled at Villanova, Hauser and fellow 
Criterion Tommy W'est joined the Villanova 
Singers, which included classmate Jim 

Croce. By 1963, Hauser, West and another 
former Criterion, Jim Ruf, recorded as The 
Troubadours Three and performed on a 
hootenanny multi-act tour 

After some stints in the Air Force, the 
New Jersey Air National Guard and the 
advertising department of Nabisco, Hauser 
still had a strong desire to perform and sing. 
He left Nabisco, recruited some musicians 
and named his group The Manhattan Trans¬ 
fer, taking the name from the title of a John 
Dos Passos novel. 

After a couple of singles, The Manhattan 
Transfer — which included Hauser, Marty 
Nelson, Erin Dickins, Pat Rosalia and Gene 
Pistilli (who cowrote “Sunday Momin’” and 
“Sunday Will Never Be The Same” for 
Spanky And Our Gang), recorded their first 
album, Jukin’ for Capitol. The album was a 
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dichotomy of styles — Hauser preferred 
more R&B and harmony tracks, while Pistilli 
(who received “featuring” credit on the 
album) preferred country/western and “jug 
band” songs. The album sold poorly, and the 
group broke up in 1971. 

Siegel was no stranger to the music 
industry. She was still in eighth grade when 
she and her friends Rona Rothenberg and 
Dori Miles formed their own vocal trio. “The 
very first name we had for our group was the 
Marshmallows. Then we were the Young 
Generation.” 

The Young Generation hired a manager, 
Richard Perry, and released one single on 
Red Bird Records, “The Hideaway "/“Hymn 
of Love.” By high school, the group became 
The Loved Ones and recorded a record on 
Kapp, “It’s Not Going To Take Too 
Long "/‘‘Diggin’ You.” By the late 1960s, 
Rothenberg left The Loved Ones and was 
replaced by Anita Ball. Changing their name 
to a lyric in a Joni Mitchell song, The Loved 
Ones became Laurel Canyon, and Siegel 
switched from playing a six-string guitar to a 
12-string model. 

“It was the era of singer/songwriters, 
James Taylor, Laura Nyro. Joni Mitchell was 
a big idol for us. We were very influenced by 
the songwriting of Laura Nyro and Joni 
Mitchell in the sense that they went out of 
the traditional forms of folk music, open 
voicings and interesting chords.” 

By 1971, Siegel split her time between 
Laurel Canyon and singing backup for coun¬ 
try artist Dianne Davidson. 

“We were coming up when it was sort of 
the end of the coffeehouse era and hoote¬ 
nanny nights in The Village. We would play 
every hoot night we could, just because it 
was a great opportunity to play in front of an 
audience. We’d play The Gaslight a lot, we 
played Cafe Wha, we played Kenny’s Casta¬ 
ways. It was a very musical scene in The 
Village. People were always helping each 
other out. Then we hooked up with Dianne 
Davidson in Nashville. She brought us down 
to Nashville, and we played the Exit Inn 
down there, and we met a lot of songwriters. 
We were writing a lot ourselves as well.” 

Besides singing and writing for Laurel 
Canyon, Siegel did the vocal arrangements 
for the group. “We didn’t do vocal charts — 
we did head arrangements. We never wrote a 
thing down — ever. We just remembered it. 
We just rehearsed. And we made an arrange¬ 
ment from that rehearsal, and then we 
remembered it.” 

Singing ran in Paul’s family — his grand¬ 
father was a cantor; his parents had plenty of 
music in the house and played it often. 
Before long, 7-year-old Alan could sing all 
the words to standards such as “Rock-A-Bye 
Your Baby With A Dixie Melody," and soon 
garnered appreciative fans in his hometown 
of Newark, N.J. — the candy store owner 
would ask Paul to sing some show tunes to 
draw a candy-hungry crowd; the local barber 
exchanged a performance of “Rock-A-Bye 
Your Baby” for a free haircut. 

Paul later joined the Newark Boys’ Club 
and won a talent contest in Atlantic City by 
singing a show-stopping medley of “A Song 
And A Dance Man”/“A Quarter To Nine.” He 
soon joined an acting school in New York 
City with vaudevillian Charlie Lowe. 

‘Uncle Charlie,” Paul remembered fondly, 

“had a studio at 1650 Broadway, down in the 
basement. At the time — this was in the 
1950s — he was really, I think, the most 
successful coach for kids in New York. The 
thing I got out of him, more than anything 
else, was the rudiments of performance. He 
was an old vaudevillian. When I was study¬ 
ing with him, he was about 75 already, and 
his wife was in the original silent movie 
version of The Ten Commandments. But they 
really had the foundation of vaudeville 
performance. It was the beginning of my 
journey into American popular music, in a 
sense. Because all the material we sang in 
was vaudeville music. So it was Al Jolson, 
Eddie Cantor, Eva Tanquay, Russ Colombo. 
It was all of these songs that came from that 
era. He put a troupe together that I was part 
of, 14 of us kids, and called us the Charlie 
Lowe Revue. And we would go up to the 
Catskills in the summertime, performing in 
different hotels. Elliott Gould, who also 
studied with him, used to refer to him as 
Fagin. Working with Charlie Lowe was a 
great way to start.” 

By age 12, Paul was already a veteran of 
the Broadway stage, appearing in the musi¬ 
cals Oliver! and The King and I. Even while 
an undergraduate at Newark State Teachers 
College (today known as Kean University), 
Paul still acted and sang — and filled in one 
night as a replacement member of The

Lettermen. 
“Whenever they would have concerts at 

the theater, 1 was responsible for setup. The 
college had hired The Lettermen to come 
and perform, so 1 was backstage setting up 
the microphones and everything else. They 
were on the stage, and they were having an 
argument — it was between Tony Butala and 
the younger brother of one of the original 
Lettermen, who was brought in as a replace¬ 
ment. So Tony came up to me and he says, 
Hey kid, how would you like to be a Letter-
man for the night?’ 1 knew their songs, so I 
performed with them that night.” 

Bentyne’s singing debut impressed two of 
the most important people of her life — her 
parents. Her father, Herb Benthien, was a 
famous swing and Dixieland bandleader in 
Washington State, often referred to as the 
“Benny Goodman of the Northwest.” 

“That’s how 1 learned to enjoy swing 
music,” Bentyne said. “I was very young. My 
father would have jam sessions at the house, 
and 1 just walked around absorbing all the 
music. It just sunk into my pores. I could 
remember when 1 was really young, my 
mother would go out and play the piano. She 
had this one big stride tune she would play. 
So 1 took piano lessons, too.” 

In 1968, Bentyne performed in a revue at 
her high school in Mt. Vernon, Wash. Her 

mother, who up until that time didn't know 
her daughter could sing, was in the audi¬ 
ence. 

“We did this revue when I was a fresh¬ 
man, and I did Tm The Greatest Star’ and all 
this stuff — a cappella! I didn’t have charts 
or anything. I just came out and sang. 1 did 
the whole Tm The Greatest Star’ from begin¬ 
ning to end, hearing the orchestra in my 
head — and not realizing nobody heard a 
thing except my voice. And she came to that 
revue and said to me later, My God! You can 
sing! Why don’t you go sing with your dad?’ 
So 1 later sang with him and his hand on the 
weekends.” 

After high school, Bentyne moved to 
Seattle and joined The New Deal Rhythm 
Band, mixing comedy with music, blending 
Isham Jones with Spike Jones. “I saw the 
band one night and said to myself, 'They’re 
insane. 1 would love to do this? So I audi¬ 
tioned and sang ‘Big Spender’ and some 
other schticky stuff. The guy who was front¬ 
ing the band was like Groucho Marx and 
Cab Calloway put together. The rest of the 
band was a seven-piece zoot suit outfit. I 
worked with them for four vears. We played 
the whole West Coast, all the way down to 
San Francisco." 

After the Jukin' album flopped on the 
charts, Hauser sustained his musical dream 

— and made ends meet — by driving a New 
York City cab for about four months. In 
February 1972 during a nasty blizzard, he 
was driving up First Avenue, looking for 
fares. 

“1 had just come over the 59th Street 
Bridge,” recalled Hauser, “and I took the 
First Avenue exit uptown. And this woman 
hailed me on the corner, in this blizzard, 
wearing a miniskirt yet. When I was driving 
her in the cab, she said to me, ‘You look like 
a musician? I said, ‘I am. but why?’ You just 
look like one. What did you do?’ T had a 
group called Manhattan Transfer? And she 
slapped her leg in the back of the cab, and 
she said, ‘You’re one of my favorite groups!’” 

After the cab ride, both driver and 
passenger stopped at a coffee shop near the 
Daily News building and started talking. Her 
name was Laurel Massé. She had done some 
recording and session work around New 
York and would be willing to record some 
demos with Hauser in the future. 

Meanwhile, Siegel’s group, Laurel 
Canyon, was performing at Kenny’s Casta¬ 
ways, a Manhattan nightclub. “We were stay¬ 
ing at the Wellington Hotel,” said Siegel. 
“Even though we lived in New York, we 
wanted to stay at the hotels, too. After the 
show, we all went back to the hotel for our 
usual party. Phillip, our conga player, had to 
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take his own cab — he had all his drums 
with him. So he hailed a cab, put all the 
drums in the back and sat in the front with 
the cabbie who happened to be Tim.” 

“So we got to the hotel,” said Hauser, 
“and as I’m unloading the drums, he said 
Listen, we’re going to have a little band 
party. Would you like to come out and meet 
the band?’ So I parked the cab, we brought 
his drums upstairs, and we had a little band 
party. And that’s how I met Janis. She was in 
a trio called Laurel Canyon. So we started 
talking, and this was the same thing that 
happened with Laurel — Janis at this party 
said to me, ‘Are you in a group?’ I said, ‘I was 
in The Manhattan Transfer.’ ‘Oh, you sang 
‘Java Jive’ with the Edwin Hawkins Singers 
on this TV show called Scene 70.' ‘Yes, that’s 
right.’ She said, ‘1 was in the audience.’” 

Siegel later invited Hauser to hear Laurel 
Canyon perform at The Gaslight Cafe the 
following weekend. 

“Tim later said he was doing a recording 
session,” said Siegel, “and he needed singers 
to sing on spec and would we be interested. 
So my partner Dori and 1 signed up. I 
showed up at his session, where 1 met Laurel 
Massé.” 

Now they were a trio. 
Meanwhile, Paul had landed a part in a 

new Broadway play called Grease, alternating 
between the roles of bandleader Johnny 
Casino and the “Teen Angel.” 

“Laurel Masse’s boyfriend was a pit drum¬ 
mer in Grease," said Hauser. “He told Laurel 
that there was a guy in the show that was 
thinking of leaving because he wanted to do 
something kind of like what we’re doing. 
And he came down and he met with us and 
heard us sing. He said, ‘You guys are doing 
exactly what 1 want to do.’” 

Now they were a quartet. 
Every day, for the next six months, 

Hauser, Siegel, Massé, and Paul would prac¬ 
tice and rehearse an act featuring classic 
swing and Big Band songs from the 1930s 
and 1940s, including some songs, such as 
“Java Jive,” from the original Manhattan 
Transfer lineup. They based their sound on 
the sax section of The Count Basie Orchestra 
on the suggestion of Bob Bianco, a music 
teacher who worked with Hauser and Siegel 
and who taught the Schillinger System of 
Musical Composition. 

In June 1973, when they felt they were 
ready, The Manhattan Transfer re-premiered 
at Doc Generosity’s, a bar in New York’s 
Lower East Side. 

“We went in there with the five songs we 
learned,” said Hauser, “and we sang them. 
The place went wild. So we came back two 
weeks later. We had learned one more song. 
So we sang the same five plus one more, and 
there were twice as many people there that 
came to see us. The response was fantastic. 
So we looked at each other and said, ‘You 
know... maybe we’ve got something here.’” 

Before long, The Manhattan Transfer had 
built their own loyal following, as fans 
flocked to their shows at Kenny’s Castaways, 
Max’s Kansas City, Trude Heller’s on 6th 
Avenue, all the bars and clubs in Greenwich 
Village. Their performing style at the time — 
Hauser and Paul in monochromatic tuxedos 
and spats, Siegel and Massé in Jazz-Age 
evening gowns, their voices in tight block 
harmony, their lyrics accented with sharp 

vocal gymnastics — endeared them to the 
New York crowds. The Manhattan Transfer 
would do two shows a night and three shows 
on the weekends, sometimes on their own, 
sometimes as the opening act for Charlie 
Mingus at Max’s Kansas City. 

By September 1974, The Manhattan 
Transfer accepted an invitation to perform at 
Reno Sweeney’s, which at (hat time was the 
largest venue in Manhattan for live entertain¬ 
ment Before long, they were alternating 
between Reno Sweeney’s and the Cafe 
Carlyle. Rock stars such as Mick Jagger and 
David Bowie were waiting in line to see The 
Manhattan Transfer perform. 

“People started lining up the street every 
night to see us,” said Hauser, “and there was 
always some famous movie star in the audi¬ 
ence every night. We made a demo tape and 
we started playing it around.” 

One of those demo tapes found its way to 
the desk of Ahmét Ertegun, the owner of 
Atlantic Records. He wanted to sign them 
sight unseen, but the Transfer’s manager, 
Aaron Russo, told Ahmet not to sign the 
band until he saw them perform (Russo also 
managed Bette Midler, another Atlantic 
artist) 

So Russo drove Ertegun to Reno Swee¬ 
ney’s, where The Manhattan Transfer were 
performing that night. 

“We did the show,” said Hauser, “and 
Ahmet came upstairs afterwards to the dress¬ 
ing room, and he said, ‘I’m not supposed to 
talk to a group in front of their manager. It’s 
not good protocol in business. But 1 can’t 
help myself — it makes me very vulnerable, 
but I’ll say it right in front of your manager, 1 
want you on the label, and 1 want to record 
you.’” 

Hauser, Siegel, Massé and Paul were 
elated All the practice and hard work and 
dedication finally had paid off. The band’s 
eponymous LP (Atlantic SD-18133) 
contained most of the set list from their 
concert performances — songs that showed 

off their killer harmonies and their love of 
2Cth century music. 

A dance single, “Clap Your Hands,” was 
released first, but it was the second single, a 
remake of The Friendly Brothers gospel clas¬ 
sic “Operator,” that gave the Transfer their 
first national hit. “Operator” (Atlantic 3292) 
took radio stations by storm — from the 
opening four-part a cappella intro to Siegel’s 
emotional lead vocal on the lyrics. 

“I remember the first time 1 heard ‘Opera¬ 
tor’ on the radio." said Hauser. “I was at a 
party and had left with a friend — she was 
driving the car in front of me, and we had 
gone a block from the party, drove up a little 
hill, and at the bottom of the hill there was a 
stop street. She was in front of me, she stops 
the car at the stop street, puts the brake on 
and comes running out of the car towards 
my car — 1 wonder what’s wrong? And she 
says, ‘Turn on the radio, turn on the radio!’ 

“And 1 turned the radio on to the station 
she was listening to, and they were playing 
‘Operator.’ That was the first time I heard it 
on the radio, and I thought ‘Yes!’ It was a 
thrill just to hear it on the radio, it really 
was.” 

“Operator” eventually peaked at #22 on 
the pop charts, and another single, “Tuxedo 
Junction,” reached #24 on the British charts. 
The band toured Europe and performed to 
enthusiastic standing-room-only crowds. 
During a concert in West Germany, they 
received a “Best New Group” award from the 
West German music industry. 

But because of Manhattan Transfer’s 
across-the-board music selection and their 
retronuevo costumes, music critics tried to 
pigeon-hole the band’s sound into any estab¬ 
lished musical genre available. Sure they 
played old jazz standards, but they were 
having hits on the pop charts, and their first 
hit single was a gospel song. So the critics 
manufactured a genre for them. “Cabaret 
Rock,” some critics wrote. “Art Deco Sha Na 
Na.” scoffed others. 

Yet as “Operator” rose up the charts, 
Hollywood took notice. The Manhattan 
Transfer made guest appearances on various 
variety shows and television specials. One 
such television appearance was a Mary Tyler 
Moore variety special for CBS, called Mary’s 
Incredible Dream. The concept, a one-hour 
history of the world as performed in song 
and dance, allowed Moore to interact with 
special guests Ben Vereen, Arthur Fiedler, 
fiddle player Doug Kershaw — and The 
Manhattan Transfer, as 1920s art-deco celes¬ 
tial sycophants. They were able to wedge a 
performance of “Java Jive” into the special 
(complete with Hauser mimicking Louis 
Armstrong’s scat on one lyric), and Paul 
performed a solo version of The Rolling 
Stones’ “Symphony For The Devil.” 

“After it was all said and done,” said Paul, 
“It was a million dollars over budget and 
CBS hated it. They said, ‘What is this? It 
doesn’t make any sense.’” 

Meanwhile, Monty Kaye, the producer of 
Flip Wilson’s television show, suggested that 
The Manhattan Transfer’s singing and 
performing might work as a variety series. 
CBS executives took in two Manhattan 
Transfer concerts — one in Los Angeles at 
the Roxy Theatre and another at New York’s 
Bottom Line — and were suitably impressed. 
Within weeks, contracts were drafted and 
signed. 

The Manhattan Transfer premiered on 
Aug. 10, 1975, as a 60-minute comedy¬ 
variety summer replacement series. 

“We had two writing teams for that 
show,” said Siegel. “Ours — and theirs. It 
was like Amtrak and Penn Central. Our writ¬ 
ers were Joel Silver. Tim’s sister, and Bruce 
Vallance. That was Amtrak. And their writers 
kepi going to this variety formula — the 
show needed comedy and sketch bits in it, 
and that included Doughie Duck.” 

“Doughie Duck,” a character created by 
Archie Hahn, was added to the series by the 
“Penn Central” writers to appeal to young-
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sters who normally watched The Wonderful 
World Of Disney at that hour. Unfortunately, 
Doughte Duck was funny only to the writers 
who created him, and his catchphrase, "Hey 
Tim!” still makes Hauser cringe. 

“You can clearly see the delineation,” said 
Hauser. “You can see what sections came 
from which writers.” 

“And then we had to deal with the 
censors,” added Siegel, “because we were on 
at 7:30 on a Sunday night. We wanted to do 
some double-entendre material, and they 
wouldn't let us. We couldn’t do some of the 
songs in our catalog, like ‘Well Well Well, 
My Cat Fell In The Well,’ and ‘Lederhosen,’ 
in Jack and Jill drag.” 

“The ratings for our show were very high 
on the Coasts, and very low in Middle Amer¬ 
ica,” replied Hauser. “The Trent Lott 
community did not get it.” 

“However, in spite of everything, we did 
do some wonderful things,” said Siegel. “We 
had Bob Marley And The Wailers on in their 
first United States television appearance. We 
had some very good comedians on, Robert 
Klein and Steve Landesberg. And we had 
some good music.” 

Because of the lack of rehearsal time to 
learn new material, The Manhattan Transfer 
mined their catalog for more than 30 differ¬ 
ent songs during the show’s four-week run. 
They went through all their recorded mate¬ 
rial and the stuff that hadn’t been recorded 
yet — enough music to record a new studio 
album every Sunday night. 

“We didn’t want to get picked up for 
another season,” said Hauser, “because we 
knew that we couldn’t do another season. 
These shows are put together in a week, and 
this is why television is what it is. You 
cannot do quality work in that short a period 
of time.” 

They didn’t have to worry. During the 
1970s, it seemed almost any singing group 
with a couple of hits got their own television 
show, and many of them — The Starland 
Vocal Band Show, The Marilyn McCoo and 
Billy Davis Jr Show, The Captain and Tennille 
Hour — lasted only a few weeks. The 
Manhattan Transfer lasted four episodes and 
was not renewed for the 1975-76 television 
season, much to the delight — and relief — 
of the group. 

The Manhattan Transfer returned to the 
recording studio, and in 1976 released the 
Coming Out album (Atlantic SD-18183). 
Produced by Richard Perry (who previously 
managed and produced Siegel's former 
group, The Young Generation), Coming Out 
mixed more contemporary songs with the 
classic material that had been the Transfer’s 
bread and butter, ranging from Todd Rund¬ 
gren's pen (“It Wouldn’t Have Made Any 
Difference”) to Ringo Starr’s drums and Dr. 
John’s piano (“Zindy Lou”). 

Coming Out sold millions of copies in 
Europe, where a single from the album, 
“Chanson D’Amour,” hit #1 in France and in 
England, a chart-topper on both sides of the 
English Channel. On the strength of “Chan¬ 
son D’Amour,” The Manhattan Transfer 
toured Europe again, including a show at the 
M1DEM music business convention in 
Cannes. In a 1977 interview, Paul remem¬ 
bered how that song was chosen and 
recorded. 

“The song was written in 1957. We’d 

been recording all day and we hadn’t gotten 
that far. Just as we were about to leave, 
Laurel shouted, ‘Hey wait a minute, I’ve got 
an idea.’ She used an Edith Piaf sound in her 
voice, and we recorded it in one take. She 
wanted to get a romantic French feel behind 
it.” 

The next album, Pastiche (Atlantic 
19163), lived up to its name — a mixture of 
various musical styles and genres. By this 
time, The Manhattan Transfer were experi¬ 
menting with more open voicings and less 
block harmony, adding new depth to their 
vocal precision. Between Pastiche's list of 
Cole Porter and Duke Ellington songs, The 
Manhattan Transfer collaborated for the first 
time with Hendricks, the vocal jazz legend 
and one-third of the Lambert, Hendricks and 
Ross vocal jazz group. The collaboration, 
“Four Brothers,” was originally written by 
Jimmy Giuffre for Woody Herman’s Second 
Herd. For this song, The Manhattan Transfer 
replicated — using only their voices and 
Hendricks’ lyrics — the melodies of Zoot 
Sims, Stan Getz, Herbie Steward, and Serge 
Chaloff — Herman’s sax section. 

Pastiche sold well in Europe but could 
climb no higher than #66 on the American 
album charts. The group toured Europe, 
playing concerts in support of Pastiche and 
listening to different music in anticipation of 
using some ideas for a new album. 

“We had just come hack from Europe,” 
said Paul. “We were in Europe for a couple 
of months touring, and we were scheduled 
to open in the Roxy Theater in Los Angeles. 
We had all these new ideas and things that 
we wanted to present to the public.” 

“We were in a very high stressful period 
in the sense that we were rehearsing a new 
show intensely,” added Siegel. “We were 
working with Toni Basil on choreography, 
and it was a lot of new stuff. And we were 
going so fast, it was literally hitting a brick 
wall. There were a lot of intense rehearsals. 
Laurel, I think, fell asleep at the wheel in her 
car one night — and had a bad car accident.” 

Masse’s car hit a pole. Besides a broken 

leg and a broken arm, the accident shattered 
her jaw, and it was wited shut for about three 
months. 

“When she finally came around and she 
started getting back out into life again, she 
said she wanted to try a solo career,” said 
Hauser. 

Masse’s solo career included three solo 
albums and successful performances at vari¬ 
ous jazz festivals. 

“Laurel's still very much active,” said 
Siegel. “She's doing a lot of a cappella work, 
storytelling, that kind of stuff. 1 spoke with 
her a few days ago. During the time of re-
evaluation, Laurel decided she didn’t want to 
be in the group any more. It was a very brave 
decision, and we had to decide whether we 
wanted to quit ourselves or go on. And we 
decided to go on.” 

They knew nobody could replace Massé, 
but rather than post full-page cattle-call ads 
in Variety looking for a new soprano, they 
put out feelers to friends of theirs, looking 
for somebody who had the voice, the sass, 
the total showmanship and dedicated work 
ethic necessary to be a Manhattan Transfer 
member 

“I remember when 1 was told about the 
auditions,” said Bentyne. “We were at The 
Baked Potato (a club in Los Angeles) one 
night, and as we were leaving my manager 
looked at her boyfriend and said, ‘Should 1 
tell her?’ He goes, ‘Yeah, tell her.’ I’m asking, 
‘What, tell me what?’ She said, ‘Would you 
like to audition for The Manhattan Transfer?’ 
1 stood there and screamed with joy — right 
in front of The Baked Potato!” 

“We had auditioned eight or nine other 
people before Cheryl,” said Paul, “and they 
were all good. But it was the package — it’s 
very demanding to be in a group. Not only 
do you need to be a good soloist, but 
harmonically speaking, in terms of blend, it’s 
just something that you can’t even teach 
anybody It’s something that you have to 
hear.” 

The tryouts were held at Siegel’s house. 
For the audition, Bentyne rehearsed two 

Manhattan Transfer hits, “Candy” and “You 
Can Depend On Me.” In case she needed a 
deal-clincher, she also learned “Four Broth¬ 
ers.” 

“We spent a whole day at Janis’ house,” 
said Hauser. "We had listened to two other 
people before that. And Cheryl came in — 
she had driven by Janis’ house about an hour 
before she came in, she was so nervous. She 
had been a big fan.” 

Siegel offered Bentyne a cup of herbal tea 
to soothe her nerves, while Hauser and Paul 
chatted with the new recruit. During the 
audition, she performed both “Candy” and 
“You Can Depend On Me” flawlessly, and 
even sight-read “Snootie Little Cutie” with¬ 
out a hitch. 

"Just as soon as we started singing. I saw 
Alan’s eyeball kinda move over to my right, 
and 1 looked at Alan, and Alan and 1 — the 
eyes were communicating, because we were 
singing,” recalled Hauser. “But as we’re sing¬ 
ing. he’s looking at me, I’m looking at her — 
‘This is it, this is it.’ We looked over at Janis, 
and Janis was nodding this was it, and we sat 
down afterwards and spent about two hours 
just talking with her. And afterward, Cheryl 
said to us, ‘I wondered, after we were done 
singing, why you guys just wanted to keep 
me around?’ It was because we all knew, 
without even looking at each other, that we 
had decided to add her to the group.” 

Immediately the Transfer began work on 
their next studio album. Jay Graydon, a 
session guitarist who played on Pastiche, was 
recommended as a producer by the Transfer’s 
sax player Don Roberts. Although the group 
still had success in Europe, they hadn’t had 
an American radio hit since “Operator” five 
years earlier. It was time to let people know 
The Manhattan Transfer were no longer 
deserving of the “cabaret art deco” descrip¬ 
tion that critics fostered upon them. 

“For us, Extensions was a very radical 
move,” said Paul. “It was a new group, with 
Cheryl in. And we had decided, for that 
album, we really wanted to try and break 
America. We had a lot of success in Europe 
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©Glenn A Baker Archiva — the Coming Out album was very success¬ 
ful. But we were frustrated because we ■ 
weren’t really getting the notoriety, the . 
success that we felt that we wanted in the 
homeland.” ! 

The hard work paid off, as Extensions 
(Atlantic SD-19258) became an across-the- : 
board hit album. A mélange of styles and Î 
musical genres, the album’s tracks deftly 
bounced between jazz, pop, dance, vocalese 
and a cappella, showing fans the dexterity of 
a group unfairly labeled as cabaret pop. 
Extensions also became a hit on college radio 
stations, whose programmers thought The 
Manhattan Transfer were a new wave band, 
based on their futuristic wardrobe from the 
album cover. Even music teachers appre¬ 
ciated Extensions — many of them used that 
album in conjunction with Coleman 
Hawkins and Charlie Parker albums in 
music appreciation and jazz history classes. 

One track on Extensions, “Body And 
Soul,” was a tribute to the great vocalese 
singer Eddie Jefferson. Jefferson had 
performed a version of the Hawkins classic, 
replacing Hawkins’ saxophone with 
specially-crafted lyrics, emulating what the 
saxophone could say if it spoke English. 

“1 wanted to do ‘Body And Soul,”’ said 
Hauser, “because I thought, ‘Boy if we could 
whack through Coleman Hawkins, we 
would be saying something.’ Eddie was the 
one that did the original vocalese, and he 
said, ‘You guys can’t do that. I always wanted 
a group to do that song, but it can’t be done.’ 
1 said, ‘It can be done, man.’ He said, ‘You 
can’t do it.’ [We said,[‘We’re going to show 
you.’” 

Unfortunately, Jefferson never got to hear 
The Manhattan Transfer’s tribute to both him 
and Hawkins — a few days after he spoke 
with Hauser about the project, Jefferson was 
murdered. When the Extensions album was 
released, it was dedicated to his memory. 
The Transfer sang Hawkins’ sax part with 
Eddie’s lyrics — then they and Richie Cole 
wrote new lyrics at the end, paying tribute to 
the grandfather of vocalese. 

Four singles were released from Exten¬ 
sions — a remake of the Videos' hit “Trickle 
Trickle,” a vocalese interpretation of Weather 
Report’s “Birdland,” an original composition, 
“Nothin’ You Can Do About It” — and a 
dance track cowritten by Paul, “Twilight 
Zone’’/“Twilight Tone.” “Twilight Zone was a 
big disco hit,” said Bentyne. “We would go 
into these discos in Europe, and they’d be 
playing our song, and the staff would 
surround us and give us the VIP tables.” 

“We could have had a Top 3 record with 
‘Twilight Zone,”’ said Hauser, “because it had 
hit #1 in New York and #2 in L.A. But what 
happened was there was a disco rebellion — 
KC of the Sunshine Band talks about that in 
his VH-1 special, to the death of disco, the 
Disco Demolition Night in Comiskey Park. 
‘Twilight Zone’ got banned from the radio in 
the Midwest because of its disco beat. In 
Chicago, they wouldn’t play it at all. When 
you take that zero, and add it to the #1 and 
#2 on the coasts, you’ve got a #30 national 
charting. But if we had gotten the same play 
as we had gotten on the coast...” 

Nonetheless, The Manhattan Transfer 
reappeared on television, this time as guest

She was the first singer Tim Hauser recruited when his 
previous Manhattan Transfer incarnation fell apart. She 
performed with the quartel during their formative years at 

Reno Sweeney’s and Trude Hellers and all the clubs in New Tork 
City. She sang on The Manhattan Transfer’s first three albums and 
performed on their television show. 

But after surviving a car accident in 1978, Laurel Massé left The 
Manhattan Transfer for a solo career. In this exclusive interview 
with Goldmine magazine. Massé talked about her time with the 
harmony quartet, her subsequent solo recordings and her future 
plans. 

Both Massés grandfather and uncle were members of Fred 
Waring's Pennsylvanians — her grandfather, Leonard Kranendonk, 
was Waring’s lead baritone for more than 40 years. “My parents 
were always the best voices in the local church choirs,” said Massé. 
“My mom sang opera as a hobby, and music was always in the air." 

Massés first exposure to The Manhattan Transfer came when 
she went to the Fillmore East for a Poco/Linda Ronstadt concert, 
and the opening act caught her attention. 

“It was The Manhattan Transfer with Gene Pistilli. Never heard 
any more about them until I got into that cab. The driver was 
wearing a cap festooned with 1939 World’s Fair buttons, and we 
started chatting. The subject of music came up; 1 said 1 liked to 
sing, and he said he’d had a group. When I found out which group, 
1 probably let out a whoop. Then he turned off the meter and we 
stopped to have coffee and more talk.” 

The new Manhattan Transfer lineup — with Hauser. Massé, 
Janis Siegel and Alan Paul — paid their dues in the small Green¬ 
wich Village clubs, eventually working their way to a record deal, a 
television series, and worldwide concert tours. She also had a hand 
in The Manhattan Transfer's European hit, “Chanson D’Amonr 
“Tim unearthed the song. 1 helped Janis with the pronunciation [1 
had lived in Paris as a teenager), and somehow in the studio she 
came up with the idea of shaking her hand against her throat to 
achieve something like [Edith[Piaf's trademark vibrato I do 
remember that we laughed a lot. Bnt that’s Jams on lead vocal. My 
French contribution is 'Je Voulais te Dire que Je T’attends' on 
Pastiche.” 

After the car accident, Massé withdrew from the band — and 
her friends and coworkers — and began a solo career. Setting out 
on het own was more difficult than she could have imagined at 
first. “To begin with, 1 had to heal iront my car wreck, and that 

i took the better part of a year. Then, when 1 resurfaced, I moved 
back to New York, and it was very hard to get work. It was very 
strange, as if nothing I had done so far mattered at all. 1 started to 

perform regularly only after 1 moved to Chicago, where the musical 
community, for some reason, was much more welcoming.” 

In Chicago, Massé recorded two LPs or. the Pausa label (and a 
third CD in 1990 Again, on the Disques Beaupre imprint). “The 
musicians were part of the rich talent resource of the Chicago 
music scene. Both projects were produced by Dean Rolando, who 
was my accompanist and musical director in those years.” 

She still corresponds with Siegel and Bentyne and has net lost 
touch with her former singing partners. “In June 1997, 1 sang with 
the group at the Saratoga Performing Arts Center (we did “Blue 
Champagne,” “Java Jive" and “Operator”). It was the first ume we’d 
sung together in 17 years, and we sounded exactly the same 1 even 
remembered the choreography.” 

Today, Massé is still part of the music community, performing 
concerts and Leading workshops. She's even working on a new 
album, bringing diverging musical styles under a common banner 

“1 love the intimate conversation with others about important 
things — what Joseph Campbell called "big stuff’ — that music 
makes possible Communication beyond words. As a matter of fact, 
I'm in the process of editing and mastering a new recording right 
now, called “Feather and Bone.” It’s an exploration of vocal possi¬ 
bilities. Most of the pieces are without accompaniment, but there 
are a few wonderful guests — Jay Ungar ("Ashokan Farewell ’) 
plays fiddle on one song, Layne Redmond and Tommy Brunjes play 
Moroccan frame drums on a piece, and Ysaye Barnwell of Sweet 
Honey In The Rock sings with me on another. 1 am singing Bach 
cello suites and ancient Greek hymns and Scottish laments... This is 
music 1 have always loved, music that doesn’t fit inside a simple 
category.” 

And for Manhattan Transfer fans who still remember her sensi¬ 
tive voice on tracks such as “Four Brothers, "Java Jive and le 
Voulais te Dire que Je T’attends,” Massé wants them to know she 
hasn’t faded completely away. 

“First of all — thank you! Second, I am in the process of setting 
up a web site — perhaps it will be up and running by the time this 
article is printed — and information on hew to order my CDs will 
be there for you, along with my calendar and other tidbits. 

“Singing feels good. I used to sing because I liked to, and 
because it made people like me; now I sing because I have been 
given the care of a gift, because 1 can’t not sing, because I am called 
to sing... and because it feels good. I am happier working on my 
own, freer to follow my own spiralling path. Democracy's very 
hard. Autocracy’s hard, too, but it suits me.”

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Jazz Sides 
orchestra, and if something 
goes wrong, you can correct it 
in the studio. When you 
perform live with a big work, 
you’re stuck with what you 
just did. There’s no way of 
going back and fixing it. 

One of the jazz critics’favor¬ 
ite complaints about you has 
always been that your music 
isn’t really jazz. Would you call 
your compositions, especially 
from your Columbia years, jazz 
compositions or would you say 
they’re unclassifiable? 

I’m going through my 
archives now, and the top crit¬ 
ics in this country thought I 
was the new thing. After all, 1 
won the first jazz critics poll 
in Downbeat (in 1953). John 
Hammond, who was one of 
the top guys (at Columbia) 
was saying, ‘Listen to this guy 
from San Francisco. He’s 
really doing everything that a 
jazz musician should. He has 
respect for the tradition and 
he’s stretching it in a new 
direction.’... 1 don’t know the 
guys who would say that 1 
wasn’t playing jazz. 1 know 

One of the biggest names in the 
history of jazz, pianist Dave 
Brubek has been one of the most 

loved, and at times one of the most misun¬ 
derstood, innovators of the art form. 

Before his music became ubiquitous with 
jazz itself, it was derided by some as not 
being jazz due to its classical influences, lack 
of swing feeling and odd time signatures. 

But while he had his critics, Brubek also 
had his fans, enough so that in 1954, at the 
age of 33, he made the cover of Time maga¬ 
zine. It wasn’t until six years later that he 
would see his greatest success with the smash 
single “Take Five,” from the album Time Out. 
Written by Paul Desmond, the saxophonist 
in Brubek’s quartet, it is still more recogniza¬ 
ble than nearly any song in jazz history. By 
the time of its release, his detractors had 
been largely quieted. 

Brubek himself is a prolific composer in 
both the classical and jazz idioms. He has 
had his originals covered by a host of musi¬ 
cians, ranging from Bette Midler to Miles 
Davis, and his classical pieces have also been 
widely performed. 

In 1966 Brubek disbanded his legendary 
jazz quartet but continued recording with 
musicians including Gerry Mulligan and 
also, occasionally, with Brubek’s very musical 
sons. 

Today, Brubek remains active touring and 
recording with Telare records, showing little 
sign of slowing down at the age of 79. He is

currently on a European tour. 
Columbia recently reissued some of the 

classic 1954-67 recordings by the Dave 
Brubek Quartet, including a previously unre¬ 
leased live recording, Buried Treasures. These 
albums are the best examples of the creativity 
and musicianship that allowed Brubek to 
reach stardom on his own terms. 

Goldmine: I have a quote here about how 
you would prefer to play live based on your 
mood at the moment and not based on what the 
audience wants to hear. Ironically, you said this 
in 1957, before Time Out. How do you feel now 
about audience expectations in your perfor¬ 
mances? 

Somewhat the same way. But Time Out was 
a special studio performance that 1 had really 
prepared for. There wasn’t any just throwing 
the tunes in front of the guys. It was an 
experimental album. There is a certain place 
for everything, you know? There are certain 
times that I wish 1 were in a studio. One is 
when I’m doing a thing with chorus and 

Duke Ellington said to my drummer: “What 
you guys are doing is what jazz is all about.” 

1 know what Charlie 
Parker said, and 1 know 
what Miles Davis thought. 

Miles Davis once said 
that you don’t know how to 
swing, but h-e covered a 
couple of your songs. 

He also retracted that, 
but that’s what you guys don’t know. That’s 
what is so bad about the printed word. 
People like to pick out something like that. 
One night, after the job, Ella Fitzgerald came 
in. Miles and 1 had been working at The 
Blackhawk. Ella asked me to play something 
she felt like singing. Miles was sitting at the 
bar and when I finished he said: “You swing, 
man. It’s your band that don’t swing.” There 
was a jazz historian sitting on the other side 
of Miles who heard that, so 1 know that the 
story is still alive. Miles didn’t like Paul 
(Desmond)’s tone, can you imagine that? 

That doesn’t seem right. 

So that doesn’t make Miles always right, 
does it? One of the greatest saxophone 
sounds that will ever be was Paul’s. 

Jazz used to be a bigger part of the general 
American culture than it is now. Why do you 
think it has faded a bit? 

In reality, it’s still the basis for Broadway 

shows, movie scores, classical composers, 
and even country western adapted a lot of 
jazz. 1 grew up on a cattle ranch, never saw 
guys playing the guitar with the drum set 
sitting next to them. You follow that?... What 
I’m trying to say is that jazz is the basis of 
what is usually going on in music in the 
United States. It is what expresses the United 
States. The kids that are coming up — 10, 
11, 12-year-old kids — will scare you to 
death they can play so well. They’re like 
adults, and the country is full of these kids, 
and it’s got to set the stage for what is going 
to happen later on. The universities are full 
of great kids. 

Right now we’re celebrating the 100th anni¬ 
versary of Duke Ellington’s birth. 1 was wonder¬ 
ing if you could share your thoughts on him 
both musically and personally. 

Well, he was my most important influence, 
as far as a composer or arranger. Art Tatum 
would have been (my most important influ¬ 
ence) on piano. He was great, he always... he 
heard me in San Francisco in 1946 and he 
immediately tried to get me a job at the Hick¬ 
ory House in New York. When we talked, 
when finally I had nerve enough to talk to 
him, I learned a lot about music and philoso¬ 
phy of music. And also how truly a great 
friend he was to my wife and I. Before he 
died, he asked (Johnny) Mercer to have Louis 
Bellson and myself be put on as Ellington 
Fellows at Yale. He was in the hospital right 
at the end of his life and he said ‘I want Dave 
and Louis to be Yale Ellington Fellows.’ So

Re-releasing its classic albums in 
refined, expanded digital format isn’t the 
only way Blue Note is celebrating its 60th 
anniversary this year. 

The prestigious New York label also is 
developing a new version of its jazz 
stable: Hot new artists on the “New 
Directions” tour updating the bop vernac¬ 
ular with their own vocabulary. Imaging 
also is key to the effort, which features 
low ticket prices, “alternative” venues 
and tie-ins to brands reputedly asso¬ 
ciated, like some jazz, with virility and 
cool. 

The tour features saxophonists Greg 
Osby and Mark Shim; vibraphonist Stefon 
Harris, pianist Jason Moran, bassist 
Taurus Mateen, and drummer Nasheet 
Waits. The last is the son of Freddie 
Waits, a drummer who has worked with 
everyone from Motown to “outside” saxo¬ 
phonist Bill Dixon. Pedigree and power 
are not in question. 

What is are cosponsors Esquire maga¬ 
zine and Camel cigarettes. Smokers who 
bring a pack of Camels to the gigs get a 
50 percent discount on the already cheap 
$10 tickets and seating in a “special 
section.” Esquire has had trouble posi¬ 
tioning itself as an exciting men’s maga¬ 
zine when Maxim and Details are 
targeting an ever younger market. Cigar¬ 
ettes are a bad habit, long associated with 
jazz. They, like hip-hop and gangsta rap, 
always seem marketed to blacks first. 

Meanwhile, the tour is a rare opportu¬ 
nity for musicians and audience alike. 

“I'm trying to spread the gospel,” Osby 
said. “The gospel is that young, creative 
musicians are alive and well, and it’s 
important that they’re acknowledged and 
encouraged. 

“I suggested more artists on the label 
collaborate with each other instead of 
being interested solely in their own iden¬ 
tity and accounts,” Osby said. 

Each player performs original material 
along with updates of some classic Blue 
Note tunes. Osby, an intellectually rigor-

! ous composer whose saxophone cuts like 
a scalpel, last fall released Banned In New 
York (see review in this section), a mock¬ 
bootleg live album that was one of the 
best of 1998. Recorded at New York club 
Sweet Basil on a small minidisk machine, 

I the sparsely annotated disk was made for 
$7, according to The New York Times. It 
sounds raw, and above all it spotlights the 
club atmosphere, presenting a simula¬ 
crum of one long, organic set (it actually 
was recorded over several nights). 

The idea of Banned, like that of the 
New Directions tour, is to deliver the 
immediacy of live jazz without sacrificing 
its directness and bluntness to studio 
sophistication. 

“My main concern was the music," he 
said. “No creative strides have been 
made, no revolutions, no ‘Eureka! I’ve 
found it.’ Everybody has been content 
with carrying the torch, so to speak, 
instead of lighting new bonfires. 1 don’t 
want to be a flag waver for history’s sake. 
1 want to make a valid contribution.”

EDDIE HARRIS 
Greater Than The Sum Of His Parts 
32 Jazz (32067) 

Bubble gum? If you want to call it that, 
fine. Populist? Definitely. Eddie Harris’ mind 
was as agile as his saxophone work, but what 
stands out most more 25 years after the 
release of the four albums compiled in 
Greater Than The Sunt Of His Parts is the 
warmth that shone through his playing. 
Harris didn’t play above the head of the audi¬ 
ence, he communicated with them, more 
often than not to leave a basic positive feeling 
found less and less in modern music. 

This four-album-on-two-CD set, while 
disjointed, shows Harris’ progression from 

the acoustic small group setting into the elec¬ 
trified sound of the ’70s. Three of the albums 
feature the talented players Harris used on 
some of his best work: Cedar Walton on 
piano, Ron Carter on bass, Billy Higgins on 
drums, and Ray Codrington on trumpet. The 
highlight of the collection, The In Sound, 
features Harris’ gorgeous take on “Love 
Theme From The Sandpiper (The Shadow Of 
Your Smile)” and "Freedom Jazz Dance,” an 
original composition later popularized by 
Miles Davis. Mean Greens shows Harris play¬ 
ing in a similar mode and trying his hand on 
the electric piano The Tender Storm features 
Harris’ swinging version of “When A Man 
Loves A Woman” and introduces use of the 
electric saxophone, while Silver Cycles is a 
full-fledged ’70s production. Here Joe Zawi¬ 
nul appears on piano, Valerie Simpson and 
Melba Moore on backing vocals, along with a 
slew of other musicians who create sounds 

that at times would make Sweet Sweetback 
blush, but that are still, at the very least, 
intriguing. 

Harris released more material in the late¬ 
óos and early-70s than what appears here, 
some of which is equally deserving of reissue. 
But at a suggested retail price of $26.99, 
Greater Than The Sunt Of His Parts is a worth¬ 
while primer to a very underrated and 
immensely likable talent.

GREG OSBY 
Banned In New York 
Blue Note (7243 4 96860 2 1) 

A long-form, determinedly low-fi foray, 
Osby’s seventh Blue Note record documents 
an acoustic session by Osby and his quartet 
at an undisclosed New York location. Paced 
by the accelerating, exciting original, “13th 

Floor,” Osby, pianist Jason Moran, bassist 
Atsushi Osada and drummer Rodney Green 
offer the kind of thorough, exploiatory set a 
listener would be gratified, even honored, to 
stumble upon. Recorded live on a minidisk 
recorder in front of the bandstand, Osby 
(heavily in the forefront) and his band elec¬ 
trify Charlie Parker’s “Big Foot,” Sonny 
Rollins’ charging “Pent-Up House,” Duke 
Ellington and Monk in a set that never loses 
its drive. A master of the long line, Osby is a 
man whose lung power is more than equal to 
his narrative, limber conceptions. The black 
and white cover art, sparsity of information 
on the insert and the sensational, paradoxi¬ 
cally anonymous title emphasize the focus of 
this discount-priced album: The continuing 
relevance of modern jazz. Audiophiles may 
balk at the sonic sprawl, but jazz lovers will 
understand and groove.

popular music, but jazz musicians have also borrowed from the 
popular music. Are you hearing anything on the radio right now 
that might affect developments in jazz? 

I don’t have time to listen to the radio. 

How would you describe your music for someone who hasn’t 
heard you before? 

It’s hard to describe because even someone like yourself 
won’t know more than just my jazz music. I’ve written 10 
oratorios, and they’re recorded. 

I should say, how would you describe your jazz music? 

Do you know who Willie “The Lion” Smith was? Read his 
Downbeat blindfold test, and see where he rated me. The old 
ttme guys that could really play always liked me, and so do 
the young kids. How a rock musician would rate me is prob¬ 
ably... 1 know that when my sons’ rock bands would crash at 
my house and stay for a couple days we would jam. We made 
a recording on Atlantic Records (Two Generations Of Brubek, 
1973). It’s full of rock musicians. I might be one of the first 
people to use a rock kind of thing in classical music, in a 
piece called “The Gates Of Justice.” 1 also used something in 
a piece called “Truth Is Fallen” that’s like rap, only it’s in 7/4 
time. So, there’s nothing that’s going to scare me too much, 
except when 1 think of Frank Zappa, I think of somebody 
that was beyond... he was more rock related than some jazz, 
but it is the greatness of his music. 1 hate to think, where did 

he come from? Was it rock? Was it jazz? It doesn’t make any 
difference. If you can produce things like he did, who cares 
where it came from? My son (cellist Matthew Brubek) is play¬ 
ing with Sheryl Crow. A couple of years ago he toured with 
the all-girls tour, where they took over for the summer (The 
Lilith Fair), and he was with the girl from Alaska, Jewel. You 
ought to hear his rock/jazz group. And then he plays with the 
Berkeley Symphony. So 1 get to hear a lot of wonderful things 
through my children. And meet wonderful people. 

Did Jewel know who you are? 

I think so. Sheryl Crow knows who I am. Her parents 
know who I am (laughing).

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Cosimo Matassa — 
New Orleans R&B Recording Guru 

Just about every famous 
R&B star stopped 
through Matassa's 
recording studio in the 
'50s and '60s including 
Fats Domino, Lloyd 
Price, and Little Richard.

O
n a rainy day the neighborhood 
around Matassa’s Grocery looks 
like a fluid watercolor, with all 

the spring-colored buildings flowing into 
each other, veiled by a dreamy mist. It’s a 
quiet street, with no hint of the exuberant, 
rambunctious spirit of America’s most musi¬ 
cal city. 

The corner grocery sits at the intersec¬ 
tion of Dauphine and Philip Streets in the 
historic French Quarter of New Orleans. It’s 
been in the Matassa family for three genera¬ 
tions. While eyeing the purple, gold and 
green Mardi Gras colored pastries, this 
writer was greeted by a jolly man with a 
Marine haircut, whose eyes crinkle in a 
smile. Cosimo (the second syllable is not 
pronounced) Matassa, a New Orleans legend 
who engineered and recorded nearly every¬ 
thing of note during the golden decades of 
rhythm ’n’ blues — the ’50s and ’60s. 
Matassa made some of the greatest R&B 
records for locals such as Roy Brown, Fats 
Domino, and Lloyd Price and out-of-town¬ 
ers such as Sam Cooke, Jerry Lewis, and Ray 
Charles in a primitive recording studio. His 
studios garnered 21 gold records from 1950-
60. 

Becoming the recording scion of New 
Orleans was not a dream Matassa grew up 
with, but it became the activity that formed 
his life. He grew up in the French Quarter, 
which has a split personality — its vibrant 
cafe and club life and motley street musi¬ 
cians and dancers contrasting with the shut¬ 
tered windows, hidden gardens, wisteria 
covered walls, dusty shops and artists’ ateli¬ 
ers. New Orleans is a complex, terribly crea¬ 
tive city that’s never been entirely sure it 
belongs in the United States. 

So it’s not surprising that R&B developed 
a little differently there than elsewhere. Its 
rich musical traditions derive principally 
from African and West Indian traditions. 

The African-American and mixed race 
(Creole) musicians were also influenced by 
the city’s European musical traditions, the 
French military band music and the Euro¬ 
pean stringed instruments — banjos and 
violins. An overlapping tradition of blacks 
appropriating Native American tribal tradi¬ 
tions, dress and hand-held percussive 
devices also developed and left its influence. 

Two streams that emerged were the 
Uptown (above Canal Street) working class 
street music and the Downtown opera house 
and society ball music. 

By the 1890s Buddy Bolden and his band 
played the Globe Ballroom, incorporating 
the brass band beat. Some date the beginning 
of jazz to 1902 when Bolden played his 
cornet in Lincoln Park. 

In New Orleans rhythm ’n’ blues devel¬ 
oped from the second and third generations 
after the first wave of jazz musicians. 

Back in the early ’50s white trumpeter 
Louis Prima and his wife, singer Keely Smith 
were favorites with the tourists at the Sho-
Bar off Bourbon Street. The Quarter was 
closed to black patrons, and for them the 
real action was at the black clubs such as 
The Dew Drop, The Tiajuana and The Caldo-
nia Inn outside the Quarter. Local black 
band leaders such as Paul Gayten and Dave 
Bartholomew formed their own small R&B 
combos, which employed the cream of the 
crop of the city’s jazz musicians. 

It is safe to say that without Matassa we 
might never have heard them. We might 
never have heard Lloyd Price’s “Lawdy Miss 
Clawdy,” Shirley & Lee’s “Let The Good 
Times Roll” and Antoine “Fats” Domino’s 
“Whole Lotta Loving” and “Walking To New 
Orleans.” 

The New Orleans sound that Matassa 
faithfully recorded featured resounding 
brass, barrelhouse piano, and syncopated 
funk underpinned by the second-line parade 
beat. The big jazz bands shrunk in size and 
provided the background, but not the voices, 
for the great solo artists — Domino, Little 
Richard(a.k.a. Richard Pennimen), and 
Annie Laurie. 

From 1950-70, more than 250 New 
Orleans singles made the national charts, 
and virtually all were recorded at the Matassa 
studios. Matassa was the indispensable cata¬ 
lyst who transformed his family’s juke box 
business into the recording headquarters for 
the Delta. 

The first Matassa studio was located in 
the rear of the J&M Appliance and Record 
Shop at the corner of North Rampart and 
Dumaine, opened in 1945. The 18-year-old 
Matassa bought a Duo Presto disc cutter and 
had a walk-in trade, mainly high school kids 
wanting to hear the sound of their own 
voice. Soon local and visiting artists such as 
Domino, Little Richard, and Professor Long¬ 
hair (a.k.a. Roy Byrd) would wander past the 
jukeboxes, pinball machines, toasters and 
refrigerators to where Matassa would record 
their classics on 16-inch discs released as 78 
rpm records that went on quickly to become 
hits. 

Each session lasted only a quarter hour. 
The recordings were direct to disc with no 
overdubbing. As a result the artists cut 
records that sounded like their live club 
performances. As chief engineer, Matassa 
believed in minimalism. He would simply 
position the microphones, set the recording

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levels and let the band play. His genius lay in 
knowing when he had the right sound, 
whether cut by Kansas City blues artist Joe 
Turner or local favorite Domino. 

What Matassa called “the only game in 
town” became the daytime counterpart to 
The Dew Drop as the jamming spot for the 
local musicians. Everyone who was anyone 
in the New Orleans music world hung 
around Matassa’s. The talent was dense; 
many of the session musicians would later 
have hits of their own. 

Matassa’s first major clients were the 
Braun Brothers — David and Julius, owners 
of Deluxe Records — who came to New 
Orleans on a scouting trip in 1947. The 
Braun Brothers recorded another popular 
local band, which was led by the pianist Paul 
Gayten and graced by Matassa’s favorite 
female vocalist, Laurie. Her version of “Since 
1 Fell For You,” was recorded at J&M and 
released on Deluxe in 1947. 

A seminal recording to emerge from J&M 
was Brown’s 1947 recording for Deluxe, 
“Good Rockin’ Tonight,” which was backed 
by the Bob Ogden band. It was later covered 
by Wynonie Harris and Elvis Presley. 
Matassa considers Brown’s version to be the 
first true rhythm ’n’ blues song. 

Dave Bartholomew, a local band leader, 
trumpet player and arranger, followed 
Gayten as the top local record producer. He 
scored hits as producer for Texan Lew 
Chudd’s Imperial Records working with 
Smiley Lewis. In Jeff Hannusch’s 1 Hear You 
Knockin’, legendary pianist Tuts Washington 
recalls an old German upright piano at J&M 
that he played behind Smiley Lewis’ record¬ 
ing “Turn On Your Volume” that was 
recorded in 1948 for Deluxe Records. Wash¬ 
ington also wrote a number of songs for 
Smiley, including “Tee-Nah-Nah.” Bartholo¬ 
mew produced Lewis’ “I Hear You Knockin,’" 
which was later covered by Gale Storm. 

Other memorable Lewis numbers were 
“Shame, Shame, Shame” and “Real Gone 
Lover,” the latter song currently popular 
with Southern shag dancers. Lewis’ naughty 
“One Night Of Sin” was wondrously reen¬ 
acted by Elvis on his The Complete Burhank 
Sessions. Vol. 1 (Audifon 1968). 

Bartholomew had a golden collaboration 
with powerhouse Domino at J&M recording 
studios. Their string of gold hits, including a 
reputed 22 million singles sold, has never 
been equaled in New Orleans music, begin¬ 
ning with the 1948 “Fat Man” released on 
Imperial. Domino’s seven #1 R&B hits 
included “Ain’t It A Shame,” “Blueberry 
Hill,” “Blue Monday” and “I’m Walkin’." 
Domino (whom some consider heir to jazz 
pianist Fats Waller) became the master of 
the 6/8 time single. His dance R&B hits 
featured his tenor, rollicking with his boogie-
woogie style piano, which was played with 
chords on both hands. Another Domino 
trademark was a saxophone solo 2/3 through 
the record, usually played by Lee Allen or 
Herb Hardesty. 

Domino’s popularity attracted top talent 
to the recording studio, Matassa said. 
Session musicians included Allen and Alvin 
“Red” Tyler on tenor sax, Earl Palmer on 
drums, Frank Fields on string bass, and 
Salvador Doucett and young Allen Toussaint 

on piano. 
Bartholomew wrote and composed more 

than 4,000 songs, including Chuck Berry’s 
“My Ding A Ling,” a 1972 hit. Bartholomew 
also produced the teen duo Shirley & Lee 
and backed them with his best session musi¬ 
cians for their 1952 debut hit “I’m Gone.” 
Recorded when Shirley Goodman was 14 
and Leonard Lee 15, this remake of the $2 
demo they made at Matassa’s studio reached 
#2 on the R&B charts. They followed up 
with an even bigger hit in 1956 — “Let The 
Good Times Roll." 

Gospel frenzy collided with the rolling 
Mississippi in the case of another Matassa 
studio artist, Little Richard. Matassa smiled 
when he recalls “A Wop Bop Aloo Bop A 
Wop Bam Boom” coming out of the voice of 
the visiting Georgian, who recorded “Tutti 
Frutti” with J&M’s house band, albeit with 
completely different results from that of 
Domino. Little Richard screams, shouts and 
wails in gospel revival style, adding a rocket-
paced rock to the ebullient roll of the piano¬ 
saxophone of New Orleans tradition. Little 
Richard’s transmutation of the more easy 
New Orleans style resulted in what many 
call the first true rock ’n’ roll song. His other 
New Orleans recordings included: “Long Tall 
Sally,” “Slippin’ And Slidin’," “Lucille” and 
“Good Golly Miss Molly.” 

Allen, whose tenor sax performance on 
“Tutti Frutti” has been likened to a runaway 
train, was typical of the high caliber of the 
studio musicians at J&M. Influenced by 
Louis Jordan, Gene Ammons, and Coleman 
Hawkins, Allen debuted as a sideman with 
Gayten and Laurie, working at J&M for $35 
a session. 

Another stellar performance on “Tutti 
Frutti” was the staccato piano Huey “Piano” 
Smith, who usually played with a more roll¬ 
ing style on numbers such as “I Hear You 
Knockin’.” Smith was discovered by Ace 
Record producer Johnny Vincent at a local 
voodoo shop. His biggest solo hit was 
“Rockin’ Pneumonia And The Boogie 
Woogie Flu.” He also played, wrote and 
arranged Frankie Ford’s “Sea Cruise.” Ford’s 
cover of Smith’s song, which was produced 
by Vincent for Ace, rode the Billboard pop 
charts to #14 in 1959. The lines “1 got the 
boogie woogie like a knife in the back," from 
“Sea Cruise" are a continuation of the lines 
from “Rockin’ Pneumonia.” 

Professor Longhair was an innovator in 
New Orleans R&B who is believed to have 
bridged that gap between postwar blues and 
jazz and race recordings or early R&B. Long¬ 
hair’s piano style influenced many New 
Orleans musicians, including Toussaint, 
Domino, Smith, Clarence “Frogman” Henry 
and Dr. John (a.k.a. Mac Rebennack). In 
1950 Jerry Wexler and Armet Ertegen 
recorded Professor Longhair “Mardi Gras In 
New Orleans,” “Walk Your Blues Away,” 
“Professor Longhair Blues,” "Willie Mae” 
and “Hey Little Girl” at J&M. In 1953, 
backed by the J&M studio musicians Tyler, 
Palmer, and Fields, Longhair cut “Tipitina.” 
He performed in the 1971 Jazz Festival. In 
1977 local music fans opened a club called 
Tipitina’s to give Longhair a venue to play in. 
He died in 1980 with a second line at his 
funeral in 1980 more than 10 blocks long. 

Matassa also recorded Big Joe Turner’s 
“Honey Hush,” “Shake Rattle And Roll,” 

“Flip, Flop And Fly.” “Corrina Corrina” and 
“Morning, Noon And Night” for Atlantic; 
The Spiders’ “1 Didn’t Want To Do It” for 
Imperial: and Guitar Slim’s “The Things That 
I Used To Do” for Specialty. 

By 1955 Matassa had moved the record¬ 
ing studio to 523 Governor Nicholls Street, a 
site that had been a cold storage warehouse 
for tropical drinks neai the French Market. 
He subsequently built another studio next 
door at 525 Governor Nicholls. 

Matassa was a fan of Johnny Adams, who 
is considered a singer’s singer. Adams’ New 
Orleans-produced songs, including “1 Won’t 
Cry” (1959) and “Losing Battle” (1969), 
were both produced on the Ric label by Mac 
Rebennack and garnered many soul music 
fans. 

Matassa helped discover white teen idol 
and Baton Rouge native Jimmy Clanton, who 
wrote and recorded “Just A Dream” in 
Matassa’s studio. It was released on Vincent’s 
Ace Records. Featuring Toussaint on piano 
and Rebennack on guitar, the record reached 
the #4 in 1958. 

Joe Banashak was a transplanted Baltimo¬ 
rean who got his start selling records out of 
his car in rural Louisiana and went on to 
found Mtnit Records with local DJ Larry 
McKinley. Minit was named after a local 
hamburger chain called Minit Burgers. Much 
of Banashak’s success at Minit was ascribed 
to pianist/composer/producer Toussaint, 
who came into his own at Minit. Toussaint 
was to copy the success of Bartholomew, 
albeit with more soulful, commercial and 
novelty sounds. 

Toussaint produced and wrote for much 
of the local talent, including Jesse Hill, Skip 
Easterling, Aaron Neville, Irma Thomas, and 
Chris Kenner In 1964 he produced the last 
#1 hit out of New Orleans — “Mother In 
Law” for Ernie K-Doe 

Thomas first recorded at Matassa’s J&M 
studio in 1955, when she sung her class song 
with Henry Carbo (brother of the Spiders’ 
Chuck Carbo). Her first professional record¬ 
ing at Matassa’s was “Don’t Mess With My 
Man,” written by Creole songstress Dorothy 
LaBostrie. The catchy lyrics — “you can 
have my husband, but please don’t mess with 
my man” — propelled the 1960 Ron Records 
release to #22 on the R&B charts. Thomas, 
who honed her style on the “chitlin”’ circuit, 
was signed by Larry McKinley and Banashak 
for Minit records in 1961. The 24-year-old 
ladv singer flowered under Toussaint’s 
mentorship. 

There were few vocal doo-wop type 
groups in New Orleans. But in 1961 The 
Showmen, a vocal group from Norfolk, Va., 
produced two memorable songs under the 

direction of Toussaint for their debut Minit 
recordings, “It Will Stand" and “39-21-46.” 

Barbara George’s “1 Know” with Melvin 
Lastie on trumpet and Marcel Richardson on 
piano was a #3 R&B hit in 1961 for AFO. In 
1972 Banashak recorded Easterling’s version 
of Willie Mabon’s “1 Don’t Know.” 

Lee Dorsey started recording at Matassa’s 
Governor Nicholls studio in 1957 when he 
cut “Rock Pretty Baby” and “Lonely 
Evening.” They appeared on Matassa’s Rex 
label and were distributed by Ace. Dorsey 
began a partnership with producer Toussaint 
on his next release, “Lottie-Mo." 

Local artist Earl King wrote “Teasin’ You,” 
which became a 1965 hit for Willie Tee. 
“Teasin’ You” was recorded in Matassa’s 
studio on the Nola label and was leased to 
Atlantic. “Thank You John” and “Walkin’ Up 
A One Way Street” were Tee records also 
released on Nola. They were not national 
hits; however both were lapped up eagerly 
by the Carolina beach music/shag dancers, 
who have always had their own idiosyncratic 
rules as to what constitutes a top record. 
“Thank You John” is listed as one of the top 
10 Carolina beach music record hits of all 
time. 

Malassa reportedly had New Orleans girl 
group, The Dixie Cups, sing the first line of 
“Chapel Of Love” a cappella for more than 
30 takes. Then he accidentally threw the 
tape of that first line in the laundry basket. It 
was retrieved and went to become a #1 pop 
hit on the Red Bird label in 1964. 

By 1963 many independent labels that 
had recorded in New Orleans had gone out 
of business or left the city. The British inva¬ 
sion stopped the reign of New Orleans music 
in the charts. Matassa moved his studio to a 
400-square foot studio at 748 Camp Street 
that was named “Jazz City.” The hits slowed 
down to a trickle — Robert Parker’s 1966 hit 
“Barefootin,’” Tee’s “Teasin’ You,” and Curley 
Moore's “Soul Train.” By the time Neville 
recorded “Tell It Like It Is,” however, 
Matassa had overextended himself finacially, 
and his record company, Dover, went bank¬ 
rupt. “Tve been rich and I’ve been poor. Rich 
is better,” Matassa quipped. 

After Toussaint left Banashak, he formed 
a partnership with Marshall Sehorn, which 
saw success in a string of hits for Dorsey. 
Toussaint and Sehorn founded Sea Saint 
Recording Studios, and Matassa helped engi¬ 
neer their early sessions. 

Toussaint described Matassa as a “genius 
with worlds of information. We all came 
through Cosimo. If Cosimo’s studio hadn’t 
closed, we (Marshall and 1) wouldn’t have

built one. All the magic and good stuff 
happened at Cosimo’s. You don’t fix what 
ain't broke.” 

Today Matassa can be found right where 
he began his life — at Matassa's grocery store 
at the corner of St. Philip and Dauphine. In 
recent years Matassa has served on the Music 
and Entertainment Commission of New 
Orleans and has dreams to start up a local 
CD manufacturing plant 

Goldmine: You made virtually all the 
records that came out of New Orleans for two 
decades. Which was the most important? 

Cosimo Matassa: We had a discussion 
among ourselves, and we decided that the 
first rhythm ’n’ blues record, as opposed to 
blues, of any consequence was “Good 
Rockin’ Tonight” by Roy Brown. And that 
genre was Big Band, shouting blues — 
gospel tinged, but rocking. We produced 
"Good Rockin' Tonight” 1948. 

What was it like growing up in the French 
Quarter? 

The French Quarter in those years was 
probably half Italian. I went to public school. 
This neighborhood was a mixed neighbor¬ 
hood. We didn’t know we were mixed. It was 
before everybody had brought this to every¬ 
one's consciousness. So it wasn't unusual 
that a white family would be living next to a 
black family and would be very good friends. 
You know, swap foods through the window 
kinda thing. It was a stable neighborhood. 
There weren’t much transients. People lived 
in the same house for 20 years. 

Were you second-generation grocery? 

Well yes, except that although 1 grew up 
in a grocery, I went off into the music busi¬ 
ness and my two sons took over the grocery 
from my father. 

Was there a hint in your childhood of your 
later career in recording engineering? 

1 was precocious. I liked technical things. 
I built my own crystal radio — I remember 
listening to the Max Schmeling-Joe Louis 
prize fight on the radio 1 built out of an 
oatmeal box. 

We lived here over the grocery store and 
my mother would bring me downstairs and 
teach me in the grocery before I went to 
school. When 1 got to kindergarten at four 1 
could spell, 1 could write my name, I knew 
my phone number, 1 knew the alphabet 
backwards and forwards. So in three weeks 1 
was disrupting kindergarten because 1 didn’t 
fit in with the other kids who were still 
finger painting. So they put me in first grade. 
1 got out of grammar school at seven, got out 
of high school at 15. Then I had a couple 
years at Tulane. 

What did you study in college? 

1 was going to be a chemist until I found 
out what a chemist was. It was dry, and at 
the level at which 1 was operating, it was 
highly routine. Once you got past general 

chemistry your first year, everything you did 
were highly controlled tests, where you did 
the same thing five times with slight 
changes. 

How old were you when you got into the 
business? 

1 would have been 18 in the April that 1 
had just completed two and a half years at 
Tulane. 1 convinced my father, who was a 
very straight-laced Italian, that it would be 
OK for me to drop out of school and just 
hang loose because 1 was probably gonna get 
drafted. Well, as it turned out, the war in 
Korea ended, and I didn’t get drafted. So he 
told me like the good old-fashioned Italian 
he was, “You have two choices — back to 
school or back to work.” At that point I was 
disenchanted with being a chemist — didn’t 
know where, what. My father owned half 
interest in a little jukebox business called 
J&M Amusement Service (TheJ&M was my 
father John Matassa and his partner Joe 
Mancusa. Both their initials were J&M). 

We had a little place next to the corner of 
Rampart and Dumaine where the studio 
eventually was to be built. We were selling 
the phonographic records, and we put a 
place in back to make phonographic records. 
It just grew. I wound up doing nothing but 
by early ’50s. 

What studios? 

Originally J&M when I was on Rampart 
and Dominion. It’s right on the edge of the 
French Quarter. When 1 left that studio and 
went over to Governor Nicholls I started 
calling the studio Cosmo’s, cause that’s what 
everybody called it anyhow. And that’s my 
first name. It’s really C-O-S-I-M-O, Cosimo 
in Italian, but nobody pronounces it like 
that, including me anymore, so Cosmo, by 
default. 

In that little place we sold, first off, we 
started selling the used records we took off 
the machines. Remember these were 78 rpm 
records which wore — especially during 
wartime the quality was even worse than 
normal — so they wore out real fast. With a 
hit record, you put a new one on every week. 

Shellac was the main binder, the resin 
that bound the carbon black and other 
things, the waxes, and it was in short supply 
— 1 think it came from Australia — so 
records were terrible quality. In fact if you 
ever were a record collector and bought any 
old 78s for a while, Columbia had figured 
out a way to make a sandwich of pasteboard 
in the middle and a thin layer of plastic on 
either side and they were pressing records 
out of that. They were horrible. 

The point was we had these used records 
and we had the office with the girl answering 
the phone with service calls and like that. So 
she would sell used records, and the people 
that bought used records started asking for 
new records and it sort of grew like topsy 
(turvy). And when the war was over, we 
bought the place on the corner, which had 
been a little corner grocery store, an A&P, 
but in those days A&Ps were small like 
everybody else, and converted it to the store. 
You go there now and its a laundromat and 
combination coffee house — sorta a little 
strange. 

The little studio was in the back, and it 
fell on me to run that. When I first started 
recording, all 1 had was a disc recorder, so 1 
was recording direct to disc, which meant 
there was no editing. There was no stopping 
in the middle. You had to do it from begin¬ 
ning to end, and I think in a way that helped 
shape my attitude toward recording. Because 
1 still have this thing that what recording is, 
is preserving a performance in time, and the 
idea is to get a great performance and not 
mess with it. 

My way of doing balance was to go out 
into the studio and listen and go back into 
the control room and try to repeat what 1 
heard out there. But you have to remember 
things were different then. Nobody was 
working direct plugged in. Those first years 
were live performances done beginning to 
end — in the '40s and ’50s. 

Somewhere in there I finally got a 
monaural Ampex tape recorder Model 300, 
and suddenly the feasibility of editing was 
upon us — and it sure simplified things. The 
idea that you could take the intro from one 
tape and the second chorus from another 
tape and the ending from another tape and 
intersplice, even move choruses around — 
the possibilities were fabulous. 

You could do a lot of tracking. You could 
let people stop and start all over again, 
whereas with the disc recorder everybody 
had to stop while you reloaded discs. It 
interfered with the process. The cost of the 
medium dropped. If you had a tight budget, 
if they didn’t like the tape, you could start all 
over and reuse the tape. 

What was your operating style? 

Mine was to stay out of the way. 
Commandment #1 was to stay out of the 
way. It was to get the performance and the 
performer on the tape with the least interfer¬ 
ence and the least resistance. 

We tried to be transparent to the 
performer, to try to get the performance 
down and just be an engineer and not a 
producer. 

What was the studio like? 

The small room was highly damped. It 
had a lot of reflective things. It had highly 
absorbent walls, floating floor, angled 
control room wall, angled vestibule in the 
back. It was pretty angled to the extent you 
could get a residential apartment to be a 
studio. 

What was unusual about the studio? 

The air conditioning — there wasn’t any. 
Instead we built a wood-framed container, 
plastic-lined like a kid’s swimming pool. And 
we’d get a couple tons of crushed ice deliv¬ 
ered and blow over it with fans. 

Were you among the first to record in 
stereo? 

I was probably the last. 

Were there any other recording studios in 
New Orleans? 

For a long time 1 was the only show in 
town. There weren’t any record companies 
here. Ace out of Jackson, Miss., and Minit 
and Instant here were the few exceptions 

Did you work for one main client? 

We were not a captive studio. I was doing 
work for maybe a dozen labels at any one 
time. They were doing strictly union dates in 
those years. Sessions were strictly three 
hours each. 

What musicians worked in your studios? 

The first guys we used were predomi¬ 
nately Paul Gayten’s musicians in the very 
early days. And after that Dave Bartholo¬ 
mew’s musicians and after that Allen Tous¬ 
saint’s. 

How did you start working with Paul 
Gay ten ? 

The way we got together, he was playing 
at a club here, and the people who owned 
Deluxe Records, a couple brothers — came 
from New Jersev — came down here and 
they went around to the clubs. Paul was 
playing piano on Canal Street at The Brass 
Rail. He was knowledgeable musically, 
erudite, took care of business, you know, a 
proper individual, and some of the other 
guys were a little rough around the edges. 
And he was true A&R man for them. He 
pointed out people to record and did the 
arrangements in the recordings, although he 
also had a couple of guys, a guitar player. 
Jack Scott, who did some of the things. 

And a couple other people hopped on the 
scene, and then the Fats Domino era started 
which was a whole series of hit records, one 
after another. 

Did you know you were on to something 
early on with Fats Domino?

Well we knew he was good, but 1 had no 
global understanding of what was happening 
in records. 1 was down here recording for 
$15 an hour, the studio and me both, and 1 
get letters from Lew Chudd, who owned 
Imperial Records, complaining about the 
bill. (Laughs.) But that was Lew Chudd’s 
way — he was tough. And I didn’t know any 
better. It was OJT (on the job training) for 
me. 

You worked with Bartholomew and Tous¬ 
saint. How would your compare the two as 
producers? 

The most dominate producer... was Dave 
Bartholomew. Dave by far was a strict task¬ 
master, and that was partly due to his back¬ 
ground. He came up playing in the Big 
Bands, dance bands — which meant all 
those good things: You showed up on time, 
you had the right uniform on, you had the 
right attitude, and during the break you 
didn’t go eat the host’s food and drink. It was 
a business-like kind of approach and he was 
a business-like kind of person, so he was in 
control. 

In factj’d have to say, looking back on it, 
if it hadn’t been for Dave Bartholomew, we 
would never know Fats Domino the way he’s 
now, because it was Dave who kept him 
focused and working. Fats liked to dawdle 
and that kind of thing and noodle at the end. 
In fact that was pretty much his style. He’d 
get a tune and he’d deal with it a while, and 
there’d be a place all of a sudden where 
you’d hear it’s now Fats Domino’s tune. He’d 
have his stamp on it the way he’d play. In 
fact even to today, if the guy just plays a 
chord, you can tell its Fats Domino. There’s 
something highly unique about him and 
always was. In fact, that’s really what makes 
the stars different from everybody else is that 
you not only know they’re playing “Goin’ 
Home Tomorrow" you know its them playing 
“Goin’ Home Tomorrow.” 

How would you compare Toussaint’s style of 
producing to Bartholomew’s? 

Toussaint was much less organized, more 
introverted, more into the end result, yet not 
as driving, though I’ve seen him really get on 
people. He knew where they were going, and 
he was far more willing to work with people 
and bend with people. Dave set the style and 
literally drove the sessions. 

But Allen was more than master of the 
material. Generally Allen already came in 
knowing what the finished thing should 
sound like. He was already hearing it in his 
mind. He would change things along the 
way, if the performers, the musicians or sing¬ 
ers, didn’t quite come off with what he was 
looking for. He could make changes and fix 
it as he was recording. He changed things 
right on the spot. He had this marvelous 
capacity to know what it should sound like. 
1 always thought he knew what the finished 
goods were going to sound like when he 
walked in the door. 

Was there a house band? 

For Toussaint’s sessions, he’d pick his 
own guys. A lot of the other sessions, inde¬ 
pendent record companies coming to New 
Orleans would call in advance saying, “We 
want to record.” Whenever that happened 
there was a small group of guys that 1 picked 
from: Edward Frank, piano; Frank Fields, 
bass; Lee Allen and Red Tyler on sax; and 
one of about four different drummers. 

Those guys were picked because (a) they 
could play well and (b) they contributed. 
They understood what a set was about. A lot 
of musicians around here could have played, 
but New Orleans musicians are highly 
unschooled, either in music or in business. 
It’s very tough to make them understand you 
have to be there on time, you have to play 
what the producer wants, not what you 
want, although you can suggest things and 
contribute. There’s a budget involved. 

Who were the biggest influences in your 
recording career? 

1 have some recording engineer heroes of 
my own. You gotta remember 1 was highly 
isolated down here. 1 joined the Audio Engi¬ 
neering Society early on, and I would go to 
the conventions, mostly in New York and 
Hollywood. It was always an opportunity to 
find out how everybody else was doing 
things. I never had state-of-the-art studios. I 
was always behind the times in the equip¬ 
ment facility, but 1 knew early on that it was 
people that made records and not machines. 

Bunny Robyn was a mastering engineer 
on the West Coast who did most of the 
transfers of the things I did for Imperial and 
Specialty. He was one of the preeminent 
mastering engineers. Brief conversations 
with him from time to time about tapes and 
things helped me along in the very early 
stages. There were other guys that 1 particu¬ 
larly admired their work. 

I bought a book called Motion Pictures 
Sound Engineering. It turned out that most of 
the real advances in sound recording were 
done in the motion picture industry years 
ago, when they discovered sound the second 
time. In those days there was a combine that 
controlled electrical and electronic devices 
— Western Electric, ERP1 (Electrical 
Research Products, Inc.), Westinghouse, 
AT&T, RCA and GE. Those companies 
controlled all of the patents that meant 
everything. They pooled all of their patents, 
and if you bought a device that used any one 
of their patents, you paid 5 cents. It was a 
monopoly, and the government finally broke 
it up. But all the early designs were theirs, 
and they did beautiful, marvelous things 
because they had unlimited budgets. Today 
there are equalizers that engineers still go 
back and use whose circuits were originally 
invented in the ’30s, ’40s and early ’50s by 
this same group of scientists, in that second 
birth of sound. 

What do you think defines the New Orleans 
sound? 

It’s a party sound. Not party as they mean 
today. It wasn’t frivolous — it was part of 
people’s lives as opposed to being a fringe 
thing where they kind of blew off steam. The 
way you’d think of party today is somebody 
who works in the office 9 to 5 and Friday he 

goes away and becomes a totally different 
person. It’s not that at all. Far more 
controlled, living, good-time thing, without 
being stupid. 

The fact that there was such a mixed 
ethnic group here — the original core people 
who came to New Orleans in large quantities 
were French, Spanish and then somewhere 
along the way the Scot-lrish-English landed 
gentry types, and the traders came in. And 
then came the floods of poor immigrants, 
Germans, Italians, Irish, blacks. Now it’s 
Vietnamese and Indonesians. This gorgeous 
mix of people. How could New Orleans be 
too straight-laced? 

The Europeans gave the African rhythmic 
based people instruments of expression that 
they didn’t have before, brass instruments, 
violin. There was fair component of what is a 
euphemism: “Free men of color” (Creole), 
some of whom were very well off, sent their 
kids to Europe to school. Centered around 
the Seventh Ward were mixed-race people. 
In large numbers those people were usually 
trades people — plasterers, brick masons, 
painters, carpenters, iron workers, sculptors. 
They gave a flavor to New Orleans that other 
cities didn’t have. 

New Orleans was a partying town 
because it wasn’t a very wealthy town. The 
ethnic makeup of New Orleans was such 
that music was a part of everybody’s lives. In 
my own family, every event — birthdays 
weddings — was associated with music. 1 
came up hearing schadishes and mazurka 
and military waltzes and marches and Dixie¬ 
land music. Dixieland is the same as march¬ 
ing music; it’s two-beat and it just swings. 

Music was endemic. There would be 
parties to raise rent money, get somebody 
out of jail and parties to celebrate. There 
were lots of musicians. People entertained 
themselves, and we danced a lot. That helps 
explain the great rhythm players that came 
out of this town. 

Name one. 

Earl Palmer. Absolutely fab. He started 
out as a kid dancing in the streets for money. 
Most fantastic drummer imaginable. If you 
listen to the records that he’s on, he takes on 
the big artist and the song, and he becomes 
part of it and he’s lyrical. For instance, if you 
hear a simple little “rock” in the R&B things 
we did, if there was a vocal coming up, you 
can hear Earl introducing the vocalist, like a 
bunch of the Fats Domino things in the 
Bartholomew period. You can hear little 
accents and things — that percussion that 
was part of the melodic lines almost. He 
wasn’t just playing the rhythm. And the 

other thing is that he drove things without 
speeding them up. Gorgeous difference 
between the two. A lot of drummers can pick 
up the tempo. A few drummers can drive 
them at even a dead, flat, slow pace. There’s 
a way of attacking where things happen that 
makes them sound like they’re forcing the 
issue. Maybe it can’t be explained, but you 
feel it and its obvious, and it’s in all of his 
work 

The other thing is, he had an enormously 
accurate sense of time. One of the things that 
was happening was that a big part of the 
market in those days was juke operators who 
bought records to play on juke boxes. And 
what they wanted was short records — two 
minutes. We’d do a thing for a big producer 
in town, and it comes out 2:28, and he’d say, 
“Can you make it 2:20?” And Earl would 
reach down and wind his foot, like it had a 
clock mechanism, and he would give you 
2:20. He could take the tempo down or up 
that little bit to make it come out the way 
you wanted it. He was staggering good at it. 

When he went to the West Coast, when 
he left New Orleans, he was immediately 
embraced by the film people, and he’d also 
do a lot of record sessions. He got to where 
he was in such demand that he had a second 
set of drums and a guy with a pickup truck. 
And let’s say he’d have a call at 9 a.m. in 
Capitol studios and he had another call at 1 
p.m. at Decca. Well the guy with the pickup 
track would take a second set of drums and 
go set up his kit for the second set. All Earl 
would do at the end of the first session was 
pick up his snare drum and his cymbals and 
his brush and his sticks, go to the other 
place, sit down and start playing that 
session, and the guy would go pick up the 
drums from the first set and go bring them 
to the third set. If you were going to run 
overtime, you’d have to book him in 
advance. They loved him out there because 
he was just so good. 

What effect did the British Invasion have on 
the local recording industry? 

When the British invasion came along, 
R&B, which was mainly what 1 was doing, 
took a back seat in volume business Record 
people weren’t coming down and spending 
money like they had. 

Did you think that music was inferior? 

What I didn’t think but what I knew it 
was at first is that they were playing the 
same blues as we were. What you have to

remember is we did “Tutti Frutti” by Little 
Richard, but the big paying record was by 
Pat Boone because a lot of radio stations 
wouldn’t play a black artist. No, God forbid. 
White artists copied what we did, and they 
would sell the bulk of the records because 
the black artist didn’t get the airplay. It was 
just the way things were. They got that 
exposure that the original guys never got. 
The Real McCoy go the short shift. 

When I first started, black music was 
called race records. Before 1 was making 
records, they started getting cute with them 
— sepia, names like that. The blues became 
a category in Billhoard and Cashbox and 
some. Rhythm ’n’ blues was a softening of 
the category, and then people changed it to 
rock 'n' roll. I never did understand how it 
got to be rock ’n' roll, because there was 
more to it than what rock ’n’ roll says. Now 
rock. That too covers a lot of territory — 
rock is an inefficient descriptor. 

We were doing a lots of R&B when 
Motown became a huge thing. You don’t 
hear much about it, but they actually came 
down here, recruited musicians, brought 
them up there and had them work for weeks. 
They were literally picking people’s brains 
for style and licks. 

How would you compare, say, Toussaint’s 
work with Motown? 

Motown had a lot of cookie-cutter kind 
of things. You could have put another five 
singers into the spaces, and it would have 
been the same. Now that didn’t mean that 
they didn’t have a couple groups that were 
busters. But a lot of their stuff had a recipe 
about it, and they’d repeat that recipe over 
and over and over again 

Toussaint was the opposite. He was 
constantly wanting to do things differently 
and did things differently. And the other 
thing was he had this enormous ability to 
take an ordinary singer or player and write a 
song for them that showed them off to the 
best you could possibly do. 

Such as? 

Lee Dorsey. Lee Dorsey couldn’t sing, 
literally. What Allen would do is let him talk 
and wrapped this arrangement around him 
that gave a great final result and made Lee’s 
performance good by seasoning it and 
supporting it with what it needed. But you 
listen to some of his stuff, and he’s literally 
talking through it. It’s great though. It’s fabu¬ 
lous. I’ve said that Allen could take a wish¬ 
bone and a feather and make a chicken out 
of it. And he did it over and over again. He 
went out of his way to find people that were 
just ordinary but had something different 
about them and then produced them. 

Did he do that with Irma Thomas? 

No, Irma’s a natural, just great enter¬ 
tainer. She’d walk out on the stage and face 
the audience, and they were already having a 
great time. How do you explain that? I don’t 
know, but she’s got it. She’s an entertainer, as 
opposed to just a good vocalist. People love 
her. There’s a real good vibration going on, 

and it goes on when she walks 
out on the stage even before 
she opens her mouth. 

Was there a man inspiring 
her delivery of “Ruler Of My 
Heart"? 

It’s a great set of lyrics — 
Toussaint’s. Irma’s private life 
was with different guys in 
different periods, and she 
always had a problem, until 
recently. These people inter¬ 
jected themselves into her 
performances. For me there 
was a parallel: Different guys, 
different times, and they 
almost always were a bad 
influence on her. Either they 
ruined her career, or they lead 
her astray when she ought to 
been working and taking care 
of business. She’s a strong-
minded woman, and she came 
from a tough childhood and 
she overcame all that. But 

Allen Toussaint when she got to this last guy, 
everything settled down and she’s 
taking care of business. Now she 
owns her own club, and she’s got money. 

Your favorite female vocalist? 

Well Irma. Before her, the first one that 
knocked me out in that sense was Annie 
Laurie, back when Gayten was doing things 
She did two or three songs that are the defin¬ 
itive versions. 

Male vocalist? 

1 guess Aaron Neville probably sticks out 
the most because of his highly unique and 
intense delivery. The guy is only now getting 
the national and international recognition he 
deserved 20 years ago. 

Who are your favorite lyricists? 

Ella Fitzgerald, Frank Sinatra. 

Locally? 

Johnny Adams. He’s great with lyrics, 
absolutely marvelous with lyrics and can do 
any style. 1 mean, he can do great country 
tunes, he does great jazz and he can do 
funky bluesy things. He’s eclipsed only by 
Aaron. The two of them are probably the 
best male vocalists that came out of New 
Orleans. 

Ernie K-Doe? 

Even the most downtrodden sets of lyrics 
Ernie K-Doe did sounded somewhat happy. 
“Mother-In-Law” — at the same time it’s a 
serious family problem, its a big joke. 

What did you think of The Showmen? 

That group was better than anything that 
came out of Motown. It was combination of 
a tremendous, powerful lead and a great 
harmonizing group. 

Willie Tee is very popular in the Carolinas. 
They love the horns on the New Orleans 
records. What was his gift? 

Jazz. If you listen to him, he’s got that 
kind of rhythm, that kind of sound. I think 
of him as a jazz musician. Even when he’s 
doing funky things, he’s doing them like a 
jazz musician would. The freedom with the 
timing, the soloing is always very loose. 
Usually in the studio he and the band were 
never the same way twice. There’s a “story 
behind a story” kind of feel about the thing. 

What has Willie Tee done since his early 
hits? 

He’s been doing some advertising produc¬ 
tion and jingles. I think he’s had some 
success with that. He had a studio in 1 Canal 
Place, but it didn’t pan out. Studios are very 
capital-intensive these days. 

Louis Primo recorded “Just A Gigolo” with 
Keely Smith after he left New Orleans. Did he 
record with you? 

No, but Louis Prime represents some¬ 
thing that’s been totally unnoticed about 
New Orleans. It is that we produce a whole 
bunch of great white musicians that tend to 
be overlooked. One side he was a great jazz 
musician, he played with some of the best. 
He wrote “Robin Hood.” That’s one of the 
things, if a jazz musician wants to show off, 
that’s one of the tunes he’ll play But he made 
his living clowning. He also did a lot of 
beautiful things with Keely. Louis was Italian 
— that’s black turned outside in. Most Ital¬ 
ians down here are Sicilians, and they tend 
to be light-hearted. 

Another great lady singer from New 
Orleans you recorded was Barbara George. Tell 
me about her. 

Barbara George was great, but personal 

problems messed her up. She belongs to that 
group that you think of singing in front of a 
band as opposed to singing alone. 

Joe Banashak, the owner of Minit Records 
— what was he like? 

There were two Banashaks. The first 
Banashak gambled, chased women, drank 
like hell, and then he became a born-again 
Christian. You know the old thing that 
nobody sings louder than the whore in 
church, and he was a whole second person, 
not better or worse but different. 

Was the music he produced better before ar 
after this conversion? 

The music was better before because he 
was suddenly terribly restricted. 1 was doing 
a recording of a guy who was auditioning for 
him, and Joe hitched the button and said, 
‘That was OK. What was the second song?” 
And the guy said, “‘Dance With The Devil,”’ 
and Joe turned to me and said, “Erase the 
first song. Just erase it.” And he was adamant 
about it. And he goes out and told the guy 
he was sorry, we just couldn’t use him. The 
same thing’s happened to Toussaint 

What is your favorite music memory? 

1 went to Chicago on my honeymoon. 
Duke Ellington and Ella Fitzgerald were 
playing on a double bill at the Chicago Thea¬ 
ter and it was the first time I’d heard Elling¬ 
ton live. The experience 1 remember to this 
day. Sitting in the audience, the curtain 
rising, the band's all set there. He takes about 
four steps from center stage, taking a step at 
each time, turned to face the audience and 
did this (gestures), and this huge band just 
took off and the hair stood on the back of 
my head and I was in heaven for three hours 
And Ella Fitzgerald on the vocals. 1 won’t say 
that was the highlight of my honeymoon, 
but it was damn close.

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Lords of the New Church’s Stiv Bators and his gravity-defying lyrical presentation. 

The concept of the supergroup took 
something of a back seat toward 
the end of the 1970s. True, the 

hard rock community contrived to spawn 
such conceits as Asia, Foreigner, and KGB, 
but they, despite generally enjoying such 
mega success, were never more than minor¬ 
league concerns wherein the sum was defi¬ 
nitely, infinitely, greater than the parts. 
Elsewhere, Time U.K. combined erstwhile 
kingpins of Britains New Wave hierarchy in 
a venture where the total opposite appeared 
to be true: The sum never held a candle to 
the parts — The Tom Robinson Band, The 
Jam. and Sham 69. 

But lest the world should have ever 
despaired that the days of Cream, Blind 
Faith, and The Rockestra Orchestra were 
gone and forgotten, lhe aforementioned 
Sham can also be thanked for contributing 
another such aggregation — and one whose 
name remains alive to anybody schooled in 
the early 1980s dass of punk rock and hard 
knocks — Lords Of The New Church. 

Formed when four like-minded elements 
of Sham, The Damned, The Dead Boys, and 
The Raincoats came together in late 1981, 
they blazed brightly across two spellbinding 
albums (and a third not-so-great one), then 
collapsed in disarray as the decade itself fell 
apart. The Lords not only paved the way for 
a whole slew of degenerate rockers to emerge 
triumphant in the late 1980s, they also 
ensured the longevity for all those who had 
gone before them, for what vocalist Stiv 
Bators once called “the lifestyle and attitude 
of rock ’n’ roll. 

“We have all the qualities of the New 
York Dolls, Alice Cooper, and The Stooges, 
and we have an ovei-the-top kind of camp-
ness,” Bators said. As for those comparisons 
with Cream and Blind Faith... “Right back 
when we started, we knew journalists would 
either say we were a punk supergroup or a 
bunch of has-beens, and that’s exactly what 
they did say,” he said. 

Bators and guitarist Brian James first met 
when the latter’s punk band, The Damned, 

traveled to New York to make their debut at 
CBGBs. James, still kicking it out today with 
his new band, the Dripping Lips, and an 
album, Ready To Crack (Bomp), recalled, 
“The Dead Boys were going to be supporting 
us, and we’d heard all these stories before we 
came over, ‘The Dead Boys are waiting for 
you guys. They’re gonna whip your asses and 
show you what real punks are.’ all that. So 
we thought, “Okay, we ll fucking show ’em,’ 
and we got there expecting anything. We’d 
only ever seen New York in the movies and 
on Kojak and that sort of stuff, and it was 
just like we expected it to be. 

“But we ended up down at CBs to do 
some kind of soundcheck, and The Dead 
Boys were down there, and they were great. 
They were just like us. So we did those 
couple of dates, and then The Damned had a 
tour of England to promote Music For Pleas¬ 
ure (the band’s ill-fatedly psychedelic second 
album], and when they asked us who we 
wanted to support us, we said, ‘Get The 
Dead Boys over,’ because we’d talked about 

that with them, told them they’d got to get 
over to England, and that’s what happened. 

“They came over and toured England 
with us, and Stiv and 1 just hit it off We’d 
find we’d just be sitting talking after gigs and 
stuff, about our upbringings and our love of 
music. Because even though we came from 
different sides of the ocean, we were basi¬ 
cally the same: Same kind of influences, the 
general thing was like — I dunno, blood 
brothers.” 

Both The Damned and The Dead Boys 
broke up with the end of the decade. James 
launched into a series of solo projects, front¬ 
ing such bands as Tanz Der Youth, the 
Hellions, and Brian James’ Brains; he also 
toured America with Iggy Pop. Bators, on the 
other hand, plunged into recording a solo 
album, the pop classic Disconnected. 

James continued, “He was doing some 
gigs around the East Coast promoting it, and 
he rung me up out of the blue and said, ‘Do

you fancy coming over and doing a few 
gigs?’ So 1 did a few with him and his band, 
and that was good, so then we said. We gotta 
get a band together. That was the next 
stage.” 

James immediately approached his 
manager, Police svengali Miles Copeland, 
about bringing Bators to England. 

“We were talking about forming a band 
around me, rather than trying to do a solo 
thing, and I'd been telling Miles about Stiv, 
and he — sometimes, Miles looks like he’s 
listening to what you’re saying, but he’s not 
really, he’s just watching your mouth move. 
So nothing ever came of it. 

“But then he put on the Uurgh festival in 
L.A., and Stiv played with one of his solo 
bands, and it so happened that Miles saw the 
show, and he came back from the States and 
said, I’ve seen a singer I think’ll be great for 
you, Brian’, I go, 'Who is it?’; he goes, ‘This 
guy Stiv Bators. Have you heard of Stiv 
Bators?’ ‘Miles! This is the guy I’ve been on 
at you for ages about!’” 

Before Copeland could move, however, 
Bators had teamed up with the recently shat¬ 
tered remnants of Sham 69, in a new band 
called The Wanderers. 

“Their manager arranged for Stiv to come 
over and work with the Sham guys, without 
Jimmy, which was. . me and Stiv were talking 
all the time, and he was saying, 'Well this is 
happening. It looks like a great way to get 
me over to London, and we can take it from 
there.’ So he came over and started rehears¬ 
ing and doing stuff with The Wanderers, and 
I’d go down and jam and hang out with 
them a lot.’’ 

The pair started writing together immedi¬ 
ately. James explained, “Lyrically, most of the 
songs were Stiv’s. Maybe I’d come up with a 
title, then he’d go into his whole scenario, 

come up with a whole load of lyrics, then 
we’d go over it and try to make it Lordsy, as 
opposed to one singer’s vision. Basically,’Stiv 
used to like to be different characters with 
his lyrics and do them in different ways. 
Even on things where you think they’re not 
so serious or poetic, it’s just another side of 
Stiv coming through.” 

The duo’s earliest rehearsals featured 
Generation X bassist Tony James and former 
Clash drummer Terry Chimes, with James 
(no relation to Brian, incidentally) leaving 
two great songs behind when he moved on a 
few weeks later, “Russian Roulette” and 
“Black Girl/White Girl.” Both Tony James 
and Chimes, unfortunately, had too many 
other commitments to throw themselves 
unreservedly into this new Bators/James 
outfit, and by the summer of 1981, Wander¬ 
ers bassist Dave Treganna and former Rain-
coats/Barracudas drummer Nicky Turner 
were in place. “We were looking for a solid 
Jerry Nolanish drummer, and Turner fit the 
bill,” Bators explained. 

Just weeks before they made their live 
debut, in Paris in late spring 1982, the band 
was named Lords Of The New Church, a 
somewhat unwieldy title that, Bators 
explained, was inspired by Copeland. 

“It’s a sort of swipe at Born Again Chris¬ 
tians. Miles wanted to call us the Lords Of 
Discipline, but... I liked the Lords bit, it put 
me tn mind of a New York street gang. Then 
one day we were talking about religion and 
how rock ’n’ roll has come to replace it in 
many ways, how it’s like a new Church, and 
I just thought — the Lords Of The New 
Church.” 

The names and ideas behind it were soon 
attracting their fair share of attention, mostly 
via the letters page in Melody Maker, follow¬ 
ing the band’s press debut. Criticizing the 
seemingly blasphemous connotations in the 
group’s creed, readers were only further 
incensed by the band’s debut single, “New 
Church.” 

The idea of the Lords as societal outcasts, 
a lone voice of reason speaking amidst a web 
of religious, political and social conspiracy, 
intrigued Bators from the start, even as he 
struggled with his own personal belief 
system. 

Brian James said, “Stiv came from a very 
strong Catholic background, and he was 
constantly at odds with himself in the sense 
that he wanted to be open-minded and free 
about things. But at the same time, he had a 
real Catholic upbringing, and once you’re 
brainwashed to that extent,-it’s very Jekyll 
and Hyde. So Stiv had one side of himself 
saying. 'Ah, everybody thinks for themselves. 
Do your own thing,’ and the other side’s like 
this devil pulling him into the unquestioning 
religion side of things, because he’d been so 
conditioned as a kid.” 

It was that conflict that fired the band’s 
finest performances. 

“New Church” and its follow-up, “Open 
Your Eyes,” were both trailers for the band's 
eponymous debut album, a devastating state¬ 
ment that attacked everything from orga¬ 
nized religion in general to Pope John Paul 
Il’s forthcoming world tour in particular. 
With Baiors’ imagination fueled by a pre¬ 
Internet network of conspiracy theorists, 
songs such as “Apocalypso,” “Open Your 
Eyes,” “Living On Living” (about the faking 
of Jim Morrison’s death) and the Francis 
Ford Coppola tribute “Russian Roulette” 
found a ready audience among the disen¬ 
franchised post-punks of Margaret Thatcher’s 
Britain. By summer, the Lords were playing 
sellout concerts across the country. 

Blessed with one of rock’s most hypnotic 
and compulsive frontmen, armed with one 
of the finest guitarists of the entire punk/new 
wave movement and anchored by a truly 
spectacular rhythm section, Lords Of The 
New Church were, both on vinyl and in 
concert, one of the most exciting spectacles 
on display through the first years of the 
1980s. 

Their earliest shows, during the summer 
of 1982, were especially magical. Distin¬ 
guished not only by the songs, dripping as 
they were with freshness and historical reso¬ 
nance (the Roman invasion depicted in 
“Holy War” was still to take place at that 
time, of course), but also alive with possibil¬ 
ity and experimentation. 

One night at the London Marquee, the 
band turned up with a horn section — “Just 
to see how it worked,” James explained the 
next day. “It didn’t, so we won’t be using one 
again.” Another time, they introduced 
keyboards into the mix, and that was effec¬ 
tive, producing a swelling fanfare to the 
group’s appearance on stage and the ideal 
intro into the curtain-raising “New Church.” 
By the time the Lords hit the U.S. that fall, 
they had grown more in six months than 
many bands do in six times as long a period. 

Early in 1983, the Lords headed up to 
Woodstock to record with Todd Rundgren. 
An intriguing union, it produced just one 
cut, a truly majestic cover of the oldies radio 
favorite “Live For Today,” a trailer for what 
would emerge that fall as the band’s sopho¬ 
more album, Is Nothing Sacred? 

“We were really lucky with that album,” 
James reflected. “There were songs still 
about from the early days, and we were able 
to write on the road, Stiv and I, which was 
very good.” 

No less stunning than its predecessor, 
then (even if one or two tracks did seem to 
merely retread territory and tunes that had 
already been broached first time around), Is 
Nothing Sacred was highlighted by the choral 
percussives of “World Without End,” truly 
one of their most powerful performances. 
But it was dominated by what remains the 
Lords' best-known number, the infectious 
“Dance With Me.” 

The closest the band ever came to a hit 
single, the closest, too, they came to an MTV 
smash, “Live With Me” was ultimately scup¬ 
pered by — inevitably — the PC right. 
According to Bators, the Derek Jarman video 
that accompanied the song was roundly, if 
inaccurately, accused of promoting child 
pornography. It slipped off the television 
schedules within days of the first complaints 
arriving, but according to Bators, the video 
wasn’t really the target. 

“People in America finally figured out 
what the Lords were about," he alleged. 
“They wanted to shut us up. That was just 
the easiest way of starting." 

The band responded by pinpointing one 
of America’s own favorite icons and lambast¬ 
ing her — Madonna, after all, never seemed 
to have her videos banned, not even when, 
as Bators once accused, ‘She does everything 
short of screwing the camera lens.” What 
better way of testing America’s double stan¬ 
dards, then, than for the Lords to cover a 
Madonna song? 

They chose “Like A Virgin,” and of 
course, as tests (or virgins) go, it was an 
utterly inappropriate exercise. Hysterically 
funny, utterly enjoyable, it is still one of the 
best covers Madonna has ever endured. But 
it was only released in Britain (more than a 
year later, in early 1985). On the subject of 
covers, the glimpse of Bators’ testicles, 
emerging from beneath his rumpled wedding

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dress, was scarcely the stuff from which 
window displays are made. “Like A Virgin” 
received a modicum of airplay, a lot of 
applause, and then it was back to the serious 
stuff. 

The Lords toured solidly through late 
1983-early 1984, then went straight back 
into the studio — a record company demand 
that James still looks back on with regret. 

“The third album! By that time it had 
become really silly. A lot of problems had set 
in within the band, and though we were 
making as much fun out of it as possible, it 
was a bit (like) flogging a dead horse. That 
was the time we should have said, 'OK guys, 
let's call it quits for a year and take time out, 
then come back and have some great songs 
written.' Because we didn’t have anything.” 

Given even more time in which to 
develop, there is no saying how Method To 
Our Madness might have turned out. Instead, 
as James mused sadly, “It's the usual 'thing. 
It’s always the same. You’d have an album 
out, you’re touring it, you get back after 
touring the world, and they want another 
album. 

“We produced the first two albums, and 
when it came to the third, the record 
company was saying, 'We need a hit. We 
need a big producer in here,’ and someone 
came up with Chris Tsangarides, this heavy 
metal guy who’d done the Thin Lizzy live 
album or something. 

“So we said all right, but it just didn’t 
work out that way. The songs weren’t up to 
scratch. We were hurried, we were pushed, 
and he was very slow, the producer. We put 
most of the tracks down at the Chateau 
D’Heuroville in the south of France. We had 
a great time, but it just took forever. Three 
days later and we still hadn't got a snare 
sound, you know? So everyone got a bit silly, 
and Stiv wasn’t writing the lyrics... usually 
he'd have a few good ideas, and when we got 
into the studio he’s consolidate them and 
work them up. But he was pretty stuck for 
ideas, and his love life was going through 
another turmoil, and the album just didn’t 
hack it.” 

Despite what transpired to be all four 
band members' reservations, Method To Our 
Madness was released in the fall of 1984, and 
was greeted by Melody Maker, at least, with 
an enthusiastic thumbs up: “The 10 songs 
herein are the customary sordid little tales of 
darkness, disgrace and civilization down the 
pan; some things never change. And if [the 
Lords) haven't quite conquered, they haven’t 
collapsed either. This is album number 
three. It could be their best yet.” 

Neither was the acclaim reserved for the 
vinyl alone. Months later, the same paper 
singled out the new album’s “Murder Style,” 
“The Seducer” and title track as the high¬ 
lights of the band’s latest live set. 

And yet Method To Our Madness was to be 
the group’s last album. The “Like A Virgin” 
single followed in early 1985, and a new 
single was mooted later in the year, coupling 
newly recorded versions of TV Smith’s “The 
Lord’s Prayer” with John Fogerty’s “Hey 
Tonight.” Despite it being a solidly excellent 
release, however, the Miami Steve Van Zandt 
production was ultimately to remain in the

Melody Maker ad on it, flashing it to everybody. 
Then he walked up to me and he goes, ‘Sacked ya,’ up to

can until the release of the Killer Lords 
compilation almost a year later... by which 
time the Lords themselves were already dead 
on their feet. 

“We went through different changes,” 
James reflected. Dave Treganna quit to join 
up with ex-Hanoi Rocks star Andy McCoy in 
his new band, The Cherry Bombz; he was 
replaced on bass by Grant Flemyng — Sham 
69’s old road manager. 

Around the same time, a second guitarist 
was recruited. Alistair Ward was a long lime 
friend of James; more than a decade before, 
they’d worked together in a band called 
Bastard; more recently. Ward had played 
with the Dirty Strangers, a blistering London 
R&B band whose pub gigs were played at 
deafening volume and whose album featured 
contributions from sundry Rolling Stones — 
Keith and Ronnie loved them! 

Musically, then, the Lords could still cut 
it. Behind the scenes, however, things were 
difficult, as James recalled. “In theory, we 
were still with Miles Copeland and 1RS, but 
things were getting worse and worse and 
worse. If he’d just been our manager, it 
would have been great, but tied down with 

the record company and publishing and 
everything else, to try and pin him down, to 
have meetings when he’s not going to be 
picking up the phone every two seconds, 
was a near impossibility. It didn’t work out 
that way.” 

Turner was the next to quit, at the end of 
a 1987 American tour. "He’d met the girl of 
his dreams,” James said, smiling, “so they 
stayed in the Stales, and the band just kinda 
fell apart. But about a year later or six 
months, Stiv came round and said, ‘Ah, Dave 
[Treganna]’s been playing with this guy 
Danny, and Danny’s a big fan of the Lords 
and plays a bit like Nicky. He sounds pretty 
good. Do you want to come down to rehear¬ 
sal and see what it sounds like? So I went 
down and it was really good... ’Hey let’s do a 
Lords gig.’ 

“It was kinda half-hearted; it seemed a bit 
lame to be doing more shows. At that point 
really, we should have hung on and said, We 
will be working together, but let’s give it 
another six months or another year and get 
some stuff out of our systems.’ But we didn't. 
So we fluffed around a bit, and then we 
stopped again, and that really was iL Or so 

we thought ” 
The Lords were dead, but they wouldn’t 

die... only it wasn’t their record company or 
misplaced enthusiasm that was on at them 
now. It was the taxman. “We had a huge tax 
bill come in,” said James, “and it had to be 
paid. So we booked a Spanish tour, 10 days 
or something, and then a full European tour. 

“Everyone was ragged and feeling shitty, 
but we said. ‘OK, let's do the Spanish dates 
and really pace it, come back, and we do this 
European tour, and that’ll at least pay off the 
tax bill.’ Sc we went to Spain, and it was 
terrible. Stiv didn’t bring Caroline, his girl¬ 
friend, and he got really crazy without her. 
Stiv wasn’t a drinker, but he’d be downing 
tequila like there was no tomorrow. I’m 
coming off the drink, and I’m saying, No, no 
man, this is Sensible Brian here, remember?’ 
But it didn’t do any good. 

“So then it was, ‘Come on, we’ve got this 
European tour to do. We’ve got to do this 
tour. We’ve got to pay this bill,’ and he didn’t 
care. He half-killed himself, then we got

S
ince the advent of rock ’n’ roll, the 
U.S. has dominated popular music; 
only Britain has come close to 

having an equally lasting impact on the 
world’s airwaves. Other countries can, with 
luck, boast of only an artist or two of inter¬ 
national standing. Thus it says much for the 
small island of Jamaica that it has created a 
style that’s literally rocked the world. 

production and uplifting lyrics deliven 
with passion and fire. 

4. Dave and Ansell Collins — “Doub 
Barrel.” “Work it one time, work it tv 
time,” and Dave and Ansell Collins procei 
to work themselves virtually to deat 
“Double Barrel” is a tangy cocktail of style 
contained by a strong beat and sublime ba; 
Vocalist (Dave) Barker does an impressi 

Jamaica has produced scores of excep¬ 
tional artists and hundreds of memorable

songs. Winnowing the entries down to a 
mere 25 best was an excruciating task. Bob 
Marley And The Waiters deserve a list of 
their own; add Prince Buster and Desmond 
Dekker, and you could fill a Top 40. But 
you’ve got to draw a line somewhere, even if 
it means knocking out personal favorites. 

Chronologically this list stretches from 
the early ’60s through the early '80s; the two 
decades of ska, rocksteady, and reggae’s 
greatest impact. However, with many apolo¬ 
gies to the late, great King Tubby, 1 deliber¬ 
ately omitted dub, as the subgenre is 
producer, not artist, based. I also chose to 
forego elitism for mass appeal; every song 
listed is currently available on CD. In the 
end, of course, a “best of” list comes down to 
personal choice — I’d have preferred to 
include 50. 

1. Althia & Donna — “Uptown Top 
Ranking.” “No pop, no style, 1 strictly 
roots." Well screw that. School girls Althia & 
Donna’s rejection of their elders’ dress sense 
made them the saviors of every hip teen. A 
contradiction in musical terms, “Ranking” is 
a rootsy classic, which producer Joe Gibbs 
intended as a mere fashion statement. In 
fact, it became the first stirring of Jamaican 
feminism... in the U.K. at least. Jamaican 
mothers’ screams and dads’ shouts of “you 
gimme ’eart attack,” now fell on the deaf ears 
of their English-bred daughters. 

2. Big Youth — “Screaming Target.” Big 
Youth’s sensuous, mumbled toasting made 
him the top draw of Lord Tippertone’s sound 
system, and the young DJ quickly moved up 
to cutting records for top stars and produc¬ 
ers. This early single transformed the now 
long-forgotten K.C. White single, “No No 
No” into a darkly hypnotic classic. Musically, 
“Target”’s melancholy melody was counter¬ 
pointed by White’s plaintive refrain, creating 
a masterpiece in a minor key. But it was the 
haunting rap that ensured Youth’s stardom. 

3. Black Uhuru — “Guess Who’s 
Coming To Dinner?” In which Black Uhuru 
ask the musical question, “Who’s that sitting 
in my chair?” The answer is, of course, Natty 
Dreadlock, and being the perfect guest, he’s 
brought some sinsemilla (but that’s another 
song entirely). A fiery hybrid of Jamaican 
and U.S. vocal talent, the Black Uhuru trio, 
joined by riddim kings Sly Dunsbar and 
Robbie Shakespeare, was one of the most 
impressive bands to ever grace a studio or 
stage. “Dinner” is arguably their best song: 
Heavy, heavy beats, exceptional dub-flavored 

Hammond organ melt with cheesiness. 
Partially name checking big flicks and hit 
songs further adds to the song’s appeal. Rasta 
goes soul doesn't quite describe this song, 
but that’s as close as you’ll get. 

5. Culture — “Two Sevens Clash.” In 
’76, politics were overwhelming Jamaica, 
leaving no one unaffected. Culture vocalist 
Joseph Hill, with all the fervor of the truly 
committed, exhorted his listeners to beware 
the coming apocalypse. In his personal 
prophetic vision, the apocalypse was 
destined to arrive in 1977, the year the two 
sevens clash. 

With lyrics taken directly from Marcus 
Garvey quotes, Hill then brilliantly asso¬ 
ciates them with modern Jamaica. Musically 
eschewing doom for hope, the song carries 
an exquisite melody and a chorus that’s 
unforgettable. Brilliant! 

6. Desmond Dekker — “(007) Shanty 
Town.” Although not the first of the rude 
boy anthems by a long shot, it was by, none¬ 
theless, one of the best. Today gangstas and 
their antisocial kin sound like the bad boys 
they are, but back in the ’60s, those on the 
wrong side of the law could still sing like 
angels. Dekker may have aspired to a place 
in the heavenly choir, but even James Bond 
couldn’t save this rude boy. If you loot and 
you shoot, you’re gonna have to pay the 
price. But who wouldn’t sell their soul (or 
freedom) to make a single this great? 

7. Alton Ellis — “Rocksteady.” Was it 
really the summer heatwave of ’66 that 
caused the demise of ska? As temperatures 
soared, few found the energy to skank to the 
fast beat in that heat. That’s one theory. 
Others blame the rude boys, who were too 
cool to break a sweat even in more comforta¬ 
ble climes. In any case, rocksteady heralded 
a new flowering of stars, studios and produc¬ 
ers. Ellis already had a string of ska hits 
behind him. His first foray into the new style 
was so spectacular, it named the genre. 
“Rocksteady” was perfect, combining a 
pretty melody, a slow, steady beat, a charm¬ 
ing horn solo, and Ellis’ sweet, soulful 
vocals. 

8. Justin Hines & The Dominoes — 
“Carry Go Bring Come.” This band’s 1964 
hit was the perfect marriage between the 
upbeat edgier ska groups and the more 
mainstream vocal trios so popular on the 
island. Crafted around a memorable melody, 
strong harmonies, exceptional bass and horn 
parts and a brisk tempo, there was no doubt 

that Hines & Co. were hitsville bound. No 
surprise then that Two Toners were quick to 
cover it, with The Selector giving the song 
even more pop bounce. 

9. Gregory Isaacs — “Night Nurse.” One 
listen to those vocals — sweet as honey, 
smooth as syrup — is enough to explain 
Isaacs’ continuing popularity over the years. 

The singer excelled at songs for lovers — 
no “Big” promises here, no sexual abuse of 
nursery rhyme characters. Isaacs had more 
respect for women than that. His thirst for 
his night nurse throbs — courtesy of Sly and 
Robby — with desire but wouldn’t embarrass 
Miss Manners. A Jamaican Barry White, 
without the flab. 

10. Madness — “One Step Beyond.” 
That “heavy, heavy, monster sound” was 
lifted straight off of Dave & Ansell Collins’ 
“Monkey Spanner” (just as The Specials 
grabbed the squealing tires of “Gangsters” 
from Prince Buster’s “Al Capone”). Having 
already established their trad credentials 
with “The Prince,” an epistle to the royal 
Buster, Madness was now ready to play ska 
for the ’70s. “Beyond” was their trademark 
early sound, a riotous mix of blaring horns, a 
tempo only the fittest could survive, and a 
funfair’s worth of instruments. A roller 
coaster ride through ska’s past, pulling 
sounds from the bygone into the beyond, 
this was a monster of a song. 

11. Bob Marley And The Wailers — 
“Exodus.” Across nearly two decades, Bob 
Marley And The Wailers helped mold first 
Jamaica’s, and then the world’s, music. Even 
among Jamaica’s phenomenal pool of talent, 
the group still outshone the rest Producing 
classic after classic, their changing sound 
moving across the shifting musical landscape 
often anticipated future trends. “Exodus’”s 
subtle mix of rhythms and styles, excellent 
musicianship and potent lyrics throb with 
life, hope, and a fervent religious belief. A 
potent masterpiece by the masters of the 
genre. 

12. Honey Boy Martin — “Dreader Than 
Dread.” Long before the advent of Court TV, 
Jamaica listened enthralled to court radio, as 
Judge Dread (a.k.a. Prince Buster) handed 
down 1,000-year sentences to the hapless 
rude boys unfortunate enough to appear 
before him. The island was in an uproar: 
Fitting punishment or draconian overkill? It 
was inevitable that the rude boys would 
appeal, and Martin strode up to the stand to 
declare himself, “tougher than tough, 

dreader than Dread ” He wasn’t afraid of the 
law, nor a judge with a grudge, as his studied 
nonchalance to a rocksteady beat proved. 
And so the saga continued, as other singing 
judges and defiant defendants took to the 
airwaves, but Martin made the most 
convincing case. 

13. Junior Murvin — “Police And 
Thieves.” Never has a crime wave sounded 
so good. Murvin’s exquisite falsetto vocals 
could soften the hardest heart, melting guns 
and ammunition into molten lead. This 
should’ve been a love song, with its rock¬ 
steady rhythms and sweet, sweet melody. 
Instead it’s a sad tale of the violence rocking 
the island in... the late ’60s? Not quite. The 
year was 1976, and this retro classic swept 
Jamaica like wildfire. With its pulsing bass 
line and Lee “Scratch” Perry’s proto-dub 
production, it was a true time warp. 

But Murvin’s vocals are so convincing and 
the production so trad perfect, that the song 
won through regardless, aided by lyrics as 
spot on for ’76 as ’66. The Clash tried hard 
but couldn’t better the original. 

14. The Pioneers — “Long Shot Kickee 
Bucket.” At first listen, one wonders why the 
Specials even remembered this song, never 
mind covered it. And once having heard 
their kickass version only begs questions on 
its inclusion here. But listen to that throb¬ 
bing bass and spot on drumming, and you’ll 
discover a superb song to die for. Married to 
The Pioneers' simple, yet effective, vocal 
harmonies, this single was truly ground¬ 
breaking. The Specials transformed it into a 
punk/ska anthem, but the original had a 
dignity and grace that easily explains its 
long-term popularity. Not bad for a song 
about a race horse. 

15. Prince Buster — “Al Capone.” By 
leagues the most covered ska artist of all 
time, Prince Buster hugely influenced 
Jamaica’s music scene, as well as being a 
prime force behind Two Tone’s sound and 
today’s Third Wave. From the English Beat 
(“Rough Rider”), Madness (uh... 
“Madness”), The Toasters (“Hard Man Fe 
Dead” ) and Bim Skala Bim (“Take It Easy”), 
the Prince’s song? live on and on. However, 
they oftentimes improved in other hands, 
with the Two Toners in particular adding 
vitality seriously lacking in the originals. 

“Al Capone,” though, continues to hold 
up. Even The Specials (under the title 

(Please see Ska page 51) 
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“Gangsters”) could only speed up the tempo, 
the original was so full of spit and vinegar. 

16. Max Romeo — “War Ina Babylon.” 
Although 1999 seems a more appropriate 
year for apocalyptic visions, for Jamaica in 
1976 the worlds end really did seem nigh. Il 
was election time, and political rivalry was 
rife; in its wake, violence and mayhem swept 
the island. “War Ina Babylon"’s lyric captures 
the emotions of the time, as political warfare 
spilled onto the streets. Producer Lee 
“Scratch” Perry provides the dynamic 
tension and a roiling keyboard that simmers 
in echo of the havoc wreaked across the 
land. 

17. Scotty — “Draw Your Brakes.” 
Arabesque surf guitar sinuously slinks across 
this toaster gem. The original, under the title 
“Stop This Train,” was a hit for the Spanish-
tonians. Nevertheless, Scotty gave inspired 
life and greater depth to this gospelesque 
song. Under the direction of producer 
Derrick Harriott (a vocalist with a string of 
hits behind him and more to come), Scotty 
toasts his heart out. 

Previously, DJs merely rapped simple 
rhymes over hits, but the more creative 
began composing their own lyrics and 
rhythms. Thus the birth of toasting, and 
Scotty was one of the best. 

18. The Skatalites — “Guns Of Nava-
rone.” Members of The Skatalites had been 
kicking around the Jamaican scene for years 
in a variety of big bands and orchestras. All 
extremely talented musicians, they joined 

forces for 18 months as The Skatalites and 
released a string of hits, many — such as this 
one — drawn from the theme songs of popu¬ 
lar movies and TV shows of the day. 
Although ska-based, this instrumental show¬ 
cased the band's flair for jazz-fused music. 
But The Skatalites didn’t stop there, adding a 
distinctive “chigga-chigga” (revived by all 
the Two Tone bands), and a touch of 
spaghetti (coconut?) western. The Specials 
alone dared cover this song, but its influence 
continues to be heard in a myriad of Third 
Wave bands. 

19. The Specials — “Ghost Town.” Few 
songs so perfectly capture the mood of the 
time as The Specials’ “Ghost Town.” If 1976 
was a defining moment in Jamaica’s history, 
the summer of 81 was equally definitive in 
Britain. With amazing prescience, the band 
evoked the melancholy mood that swept the 
nation, harking back to the days before 
massive unemployment destroyed all hope 
and tribal youth violence shut down clubs. 
Dark, depressing, and filled with frustration, 
the song was released just two weeks before 
the country finally exploded, blasting out of 
sound systems that whole summer, an aural 
backdrop to the riots erupting across 
England. 

20. Symarip — “Skinhead Moonstomp.” 
Powered by a pulsing bass, a persistent riff, 
and a bright and sarky lead guitar, “Skinhead 
Moonstomp” was a born crowd-pleaser. 
From its fashion checklist intro to its shout-
along "yeah, yeah, yeah” refrain, Symrarip 
created a song to slay. The Specials later 
revived it live with an even more devastating 
effect, but long before the Moonwalk rocked 

the dance floor, the Moonstomp was putting 
the boot in. 

21. Toots And The Maytals — “Pressure 
Drop.” Singers supreme, this song was the 
perfect vehicle for Toots And The Maytals’ 
phenomenal vocal talents. Taking a simple, 
straightforward melody, the group wrapped 
it with intricate, constantly shifting harmo¬ 
nies. Avoiding the more typical soft pop 
sounds of their contemporaries, The Maytals 
deliver a heartfelt performance worthy of a 
gospel choir. Presented with a song perfect 
in execution. The Clash would later strip it 
down, emphasizing the beat and the lyrical 
tension of the song, but it failed to top the 
original. 

22. Peter Tosh — “Steppin’ Razor.” One 
of the original Wailers, Peter Tosh stepped 
into the international spotlight when he was 
joined on a single with Mick Jagger. He’d 
come a long way from the days when he 
chided rude boys to simmer down. Now he 
was dangerous. As roots, rock and reggae 
coalesced into a seething musical hybrid, the 
resultant brew frothed up a host of hits, but 
few equaled “Steppin’ Razor.” Powered by 
Sly and Robbie and featuring some of the 
greatest, yet subtlest, guitar work in reggae’s 
history, this track was Tosh at his best and 
most dangerous. 

23. U-Rov — “Babylon’s Burning.” U-
Roy began his career as a toaster for King 
Tubby, rapping over the producer’s dub plat¬ 
ters, chalking up three #ls in 1970 alone. 
His career was still going strong at the end of 
the decade, as "Babylon’s Burning” amply 
proves. As flames burst around the biblical 
city, U-Roy, alongside all righteous rastas, 

celebrates its destruction. Short, sharp, and 
brashly upbeat, this song captures the joy 
inherent in the apocalypse, and U-Roy’s 
gaiety is so infectious that you can’t help but 
join in. The perfect song to dance to at 
world's end. 

24. The Waiters — “Simmer Down.” A 
musical warning to rambunctious rude boys 
everywhere, “Simmer Down” merely 
prompted them to party harder. That was no 
surprise, for who could heed a chastisement 
when it paraded as the perfect pop song? 
With a beat that won’t quit, a melody worth 
killing for, superb harmonies and a fabulous 
horn section, well, threats will get you 
nowhere. Leave if you want and take my 
supper with you, just turn up the record 
player on your way out; the party starts here, 
all rudies welcome. 

25. Tappa Zukie — “MPLA.” For the 
politically naive, the MPLA are the leftist 
freedom fighters who eventually won control 
of Angola. But for toaster Tappa Zukie, the 
acronym took on a different meaning: 
Members of the People’s Liberation Army. 
And like his imagined revolutionaries, 
Zukie’s personal movement would triumph 
as well. 

As a teenager, the young rude boy was 
wanted by the Jamaican police and was 
forced to flee to Britain. “MPLA” was a musi¬ 
cal note to friends not to worry — he’d be 
fine. Most listeners, however, found reso¬ 
nance in the lyrics and gave it a political 
context it didn’t quite deserve. But perhaps 
that’s what great toasting is all about; allow¬ 
ing one’s personal experiences to take on 
much greater meanings.

back to London, and he said, ‘I’m not doing 
the lour.’ And me and Dave were like, ‘What 
are we going to do now?”’ 

Bators had moved to Paris the year 
before, and that was where he returned to 
now, refusing to return phone calls, refusing 
to answer any entreaties from his bandmales. 
There was, so far as his abandoned comrades 
were concerned, just one option. They'd 
have to carry on without him — and the 
upshot of that was to create one of the most 
lingering legends in the entire history of the 
group: The day they sacked Stiv Bators. 

James and Treganna’s first choice, Jim 
Jones of Thee Hypnotics, turned them down. 
According to James, “He didn't think it was 
the kind of thing he could step into, so we 
said, ‘Okay, what well do, just out of curios¬ 
ity, let’s stick an ad in the paper and see what 
the response is.’” 

An ad duly went into the Melody Maker 
classifieds, a day was booked at Hammer¬ 
smith Studios in west London... “and a 
bunch of total idiots turned up, and that was 
it, that was the end of it.” The European tour 
was canceled, Bators was told he was off the 
hook, and the last rites, all agreed, would be 
given at one final Lords Of The New Church 
show in London, in early 1989. 

“So Stiv came back, and although nothing 
was said, there was this very weird atmos¬ 
phere. We were in Hammersmith Studios 
again, rehearsing for a day before the gig and 
it was like, ‘Okay, who's gonna say it first?’ 

Because we knew Stiv knew about the advert 
and the auditions — of course he knew. The 
whole of London knew. But there’s always 
been an element of games. Stiv was a great 
joker, so everybody knew the score, but Stiv 
wanted to savor it. He wanted to pull the last 
stroke. 

“We did the gig, and it went well. Then 
we came back out for the encore, and Stiv 
walked out wearing this T-shirt with the 
Melody Maker ad on it, flashing it to every¬ 
body. Then he walked up to me and he goes, 
‘Sacked ya,’ up to Dave, ‘ You’re sacked,’ up 
to the drummer, ‘You’re sacked,’ and that was 
it. Then he walked off his side of the stage, 
we walked off our side, and unfortunately 
we never really had the chance to sit down 
and kiss each other and say, ‘Fuck it, that 
was a good story in the press.’” Little more 
than a year after that final show, on June 4, 
1990, Bators was killed in a traffic accident 
in Paris. 

“For anybody else, just being knocked 
down like that probably wouldn’t have had 
the same effect,” James mourned. “Stiv was 
just hollowed out from the amount of speed 
and shit he’d done throughout his life, and 
his body couldn’t take it. At the same time, 
though, it wasn’t like an out-and-out This is 
an OD.’ It wasn’t the way people expected 
Stiv to go, so that was nice. Because it means 
Stiv is still saying, ‘Fucked ya, fucked ya, 
fucked ya.’” Protracted, messy and demean¬ 
ing though it was, the end of the Lords never 
meant an end to the spirit and values they 
espoused. Still the most devastating live 
show on eight (or occasionally 10) legs, still 

blasting through a set crammed with classic 
punk that was as likely to veer into a crowd¬ 
teasing snatch of “Sonic Reducer” or "New 
Rose” as it was to explode into a lengthy rant 
as Bators vented his latest observations and 
theories, the Lords retained until their final 
show the same principles and visions that 
inspired them to play their first. 

“The whole point of the Lords was not to 
preach but to offer options and alternatives, 

to make people think for themselves, Don’t 
believe what you read. Don't believe what 
you're told,'” James reflected. “You’d look at 
things with an open mind, and say, That's 
possible. Anything's possible,’ and you’d run 
with it.” And the Lords, fired by Bators’ 
vision and James’ musicianship, ran a lot 
further than most.

SUNRISE FROM THE USA, AS WELL AS THE BOLD 
AND BORING FROM THE REST OF THE WORLD 
. by Eddie Hammer . 

What a great month for us “Elvis people"! RCA 
released Sunrise, a fantastic two-CD set with my 
all-time favorite Elvis music — the early years, 

pre-RCA — and a cover graced by a young, handsome “Mr. 
Rhythm.” If you don’t like this album, forget it, you’re no fan. 
This album contains the core, the holy grail, the best and most 
exciting music from our man. It put him on the map forever. 
This Sun Records collection has it all — from 209 to 223, with 
alternate takes, different-tempo versions and an informal insight 
as to what was to be the start of the career of the most famous 
singer and entertainer of all time. This is music history 101. As 
an added bonus, the inclusion of the two pre-Sun demos 
depicted his raw talent unpolished, but his possibilities were 
great. Sam saw it. Sunrise captures it all, from the unreleased “It 
Wouldn’t Be The Same Without You” (which I loved) to those 
early concert performances on the hayride. Disc two is 
outstanding, and I listened to it four times, assuring myself that 
these were my favorites: “I’m Left, You’re Right, She’s Gone,” 
“Blue Moon" and “Blue Moon Of Kentucky." 1 must have more 
than 20 different hayride shows, but this one was the best. 
Don’t even think — just buy it. It’s like potato chips — you 
can’t stop with just one 
listen. Best album of the year 
for me1

Now, I’d like to tell you 
about two new European 
box sets — Celluloid Rock, 
Volumes I and II. These sets 
are absolutely gorgeous, with 
super-glossy boxes contain¬ 
ing multiple discs, numbered j 
inlay cards and elaborate | 
booklets depicting scenes 
from the movies and record- I 
ing information of those I 
songs contained in the 
soundtracks. The discs j 
themselves resemble movie ’ 
reels and have a sound qual¬ 
ity that lacks nothing. What 
we have here is a very 
professional and highly desirable product with only one prob¬ 
lem — its availability! It was put out by the “Cool Romeo” boys 
in Luxembourg who ran into some trouble with the authorities. 
So if you do happen to see them for sale, count yourself lucky. 
Due to the low number of sets that got out, they are highly 
collectible and sought after by every collector, which only 
means one thing — high costs (A few years back, we had simi¬ 
lar trouble with another foreign release, There’s A Whole Lotta 
Shakin' Coin’ On. Remember that one?) There are seven discs in 
these two movie sets, and the titles involved are: Girls, Girls, 
Girls; Frankie And Johnny; Flaming Star; Spinout; Double Trouble; 
Speedway; Easy Come, Easy Go; Live A Little, Love A Little; and 
Girl Happy. There are so many multiple tracks and outtakes of 
soundtrack songs that it would take a mini-book for me to 
report on each one. So, I will just give you a taste of their 
content, as it took me seven hours to listen to the sets! Girls, 
Girls, Girls had 30 cuts with gems such as “Thanks To The Roll¬ 
ing Sea,” “Earth Boy” and “A Girl Like You, A Boy Like Me." 
Frankie And Johnny clocked in at 29 cuts, with two winners, 
“Please Don’t Stop Loving Me” and “Everybody Come Aboard.” 

“Puppet On A String” was one of the bonus songs from Girl 
Happy. 
While we have no Grammy Award-winning songs here, 

listening to the multiple takes on some titles proved interesting, 
even if many of these tunes were already explored on previous 
albums. Volume II was the best of the pair, even though the 
cover used that common pic of Elvis in the blue and white 
racing jacket. This set had more film songs and an extra CD in 
its package. Flaming Star had seven cuts of that European hit, 
“Summer Wishes, Winter Dreams,” plus a few on “Britches." 
The hits (?) from Spinout were comprised of “Smorgasbord,” 
“Am I Ready” and “Adam And Evil.” It was tough listening to 
these three, having a combined number of 32 takes! Double 
Trouble highlighted “Could 1 Fall In Love" and “City By Night” 
but “Old MacDonald”?! Hey fellas, give me a break. “Suppose” 
and “Your Time Hasn’t Come Yet” were included from Speedway, 
but we would have faired better hearing from sexy Nancy Sina¬ 
tra than hearing “He’s Your Uncle, Not Your Dad.” 

The title track from Easy Come, Easy Go and “Love Machine” 
from the same flic were bearable, as compared to the clunker 
“Yogi Is As Yogi Does,” on which I felt embarrassed for Elvis. 

This set’s bonus tunes were actually good: “U.S. Male” and “Too 
Much Monkey Business." The last film on this set, Live A Little, 
Love A Little had some decent songs when compared to some of 
the other film soundtracks, including “Wonderful World,” 
“Almost In Love" and “Edge Of Reality.” This reviewer needed a 
rest after this long session and didn’t even turn on the radio for 
two days! All in all, the Celluloid Rock sessions are quite 
commendable for their undertaking of so many film songs and 
the true beauty of their packages and novel contents. I’m glad 
to have them and hope you can get your hands on these sets. 1 
was recently informed that they were producing them again 
with higher limited-edition numbers, so don’t miss them this 
time around. It’s amazing that these guys would take another 
chance in such a dangerous venture, but we all know their 
overpowering motive — money. 

Now, I’ll get to other worldwide releases this month. France 
continued with their La Legende series and some boring CD 
covers, although the bonus magazines were noteworthy and 
interesting due to the vintage Elvis pictures and rare foreign 
vinyl pic covers. The latest volumes were Country 1962-69, with 

Long Black Limousine and I’m Movin’ On (catch a pic of Elvis 
riding Flaming Star) and 1957 Films with the entire Jailhouse 
Rock soundtrack, film stills and rare lobby cards shown in the 
accompanying mag. The movie paper of this flic is the rarest of 
all of his 30-plus motion pictures. As you already know I’m 
also a collector of Elvis movie sheets of various sizes and types. 
When I purchased this film’s paper a few years back, prices 
were much more agreeable as compared to the numbers they 
command now. Did you know that the “Treat Me Nice” record 
prop cover with the fictional Laurel Records and Vince Everett 
goes for five big ones? 1 have yet to even see one but do know 
that a few exist. A few years ago, I picked up some nice 
“discovered” prop covers that used the famous jailhouse dance 
photos — inexpensive items that were novelty only, pieces for 
which I am an easy touch. 

Also in France, there were three box sets available with 
common albums in each, but collectible for me due to tthe fact 
that they are released with different covers each year BMG 
knows my weakness! Poland had two new CDs that were simi¬ 
lar — 27 Love Songs and Best Of Best, which also had 27 love 
songs — a little lack of coordination? 

Rocka Giganty and Rocka Ballads were also some new Polish 
products devoted to our king, but they both contained greatest 
hit packages. And last, but not least, that native Selles Company 
released a two-CD set, Stars Of Las Vegas, which would be 
incomplete without you-know-who doin’ “Viva” and three other 
concert tunes. By the way, Frank Sinatra, Engelbert Humper¬ 
dinck, and Dino were also included in this very nice set that 
includes a bonus booklet. 

The Live Concert Series, produced in Germany, added three 
new concerts to its redundant and boring series. Elvis 
performed these mid-70s concerts in Tampa, Fla., Monroe, La., 
and Lake Charles, La., with the best one being the most worthy 
and subtitled, Turn Around, Look At Me. I know some of you out 
there collect all of these concert CDs and actually enjoy them, 
which is beyond me completely. Someday, pile a bunch of these 
CDs together — I bet you could never tell me the place and 
year of any randomly selected album, as they are all basically 
the same! 

Our adventurous mates from the U.K. have a new title, Cut 
Me And I Bleed (the “Other Side Of Elvis’’), on the Double G label 
This is one of those X-rated compilations of Elvis using profan¬ 

ity on some alternate and humorous takes in the 
studio, at home and during live shows 1 have 
heard these already but now have all of these 
risqué remarks on one album. It has an unusual 
cover pic of an unshaven Elvis with an 
unknown female. Buy it if you haven’t heard his 
raunchy versions of “Hurt,” “U.S. Male” and 
“Ode To A Robin.” Pieces Of My Life, another 
British product, contained that same Lisa duet, 
“Girl Of My Best Friend" (nice), “Kiss Me Quick” 
and an alternate of the title track, which made 
this piece desirable and collectible. But 1 think 
your money would be better spent on the new 
Spanish rock album and the corresponding 
single promo of “Jailhouse Rock.” 

Black Diamond, another foreign company, has 
Generations on the market, a two-CD set that 
contains Elvis' last Vegas concert (Dec. 12, 
1976). This CD has bonus tracks of those in our 
U.S. Time-Life E.P. collection, which should 

make the Time-Life folks very happy when they discover this bit 
of “borrowing.” Some other titles available in Europe are Rebel 
Talk (an all-talk album containing interviews and radio broad¬ 
casts with an interesting early pic cover), Changing Pants — New 
Years Eve 1975 (all collectors will recognize this old vinyl LP) 
and Hot On The Highway (a various artist CD with Elvis and Sun 
209, along with hits by Jerry Lee Lewis, Chuck Berry, and 
Vanilla Fudge!) 

Enough for you this month? Any extra money you might 
have in your wallet’s “secret compartment” should go to buying 
Joe’s new book Aloha Via Satellite, which comes with a bonus 
CD — a very nice package. If there are any complainers out 
there stating a lack of Elvis products, they should see my Elvis 
CD room! Wait until we talk next month, as I already have five 
new goodies for you.

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Footnote Archives 
EVERYBODY WAS KUNG FU FIGHTING!

W hen the greatest disco records of all time are 
finally tabulated, Carl Douglas’ “Kung Fu 
Fighting” is a dead cert for inclusion — even 

though it wasn’t really a disco record. 
When the greatest reggae records of all time are listed, 

’’Kung Fu Fighting” is a shoo-in there as well, for though it 
was scarcely a reggae record itself, Douglas was born in King¬ 
ston, Jamaica. 

And when Robyn Hitchcock’s ultimate “best of” collec¬ 
tion is issued... you guessed it, “Kung Fu Fighting” will be 
included there as well, for even he has not been immune to 
its charms... its infectiousness... its almost irresistible majesty. 

None of which is at all bad for a record that was spawned 
by a passing Western fancy for all things martial arty, at that 
odd point in the 1970s when we hadn’t had a new dance 
craze in years. Not, mind you, that kung fu was a particularly 
good theme for a dance craze — with all those flying feet and 
waving hands and a volley of vocal sounds that could drown 
out all but the most stubborn DJ, the only bystanders who 
got anything at all out of the kung fu dance craze were the 
EMTs who encircled the disco, waiting 
for the casualties to start pouring out. 
“Dance The Kung Fu?” Not with two 
broken legs and a concussion, you 
won’t. 

Actor Bruce Lee started it on the 
cinema screen; David Carradine contin¬ 
ued it for network television. But if any 
name today remains irrevocably tied to 
the kung fu craze, it is indeed Carl 
Douglas, who was a portly, balding, 32-year-old who slammed 
into pop cultural consciousness in the summer of 1974 with 
three minutes of “Kung Fu Fighting.” He followed it up with 
three more of “Dance The Kung Fu,” and then, to all intents 
and purposes, vanished from sight until last year brought a 
rap revival of his greatest hit, performed by Bus Stop and 
featuring Carl Douglas. 

Born in Kingston and raised in California, Douglas arrived 
in London in his mid-teens in the 1950s to pursue a bache¬ 
lor’s degree in mechanical engineering. Singing, however, was 
a hobby that became more and more important to him as he 
grew older, and by the early 1960s, he was fronting The 
Charmers, a semi-professional R&B band whose specialties 
included just about anything the audience wanted to hear. 

Graduating to the same inner sanctum of London clubs as 
had already produced stars of the calibre of Cliff Richard and 
Adam Faith — most notably, the legendary 2 l’s coffee house 
in Old Compton Street — The Charmers were playing a typi¬ 
cally tumultuous lunchtime set when booking agent John 
Gunnell, and his songwriter brother Richard, happened to 
drop by. 

Instantly impressed by Douglas, if not the rest of his band, 
The Gunnells offered to take him under their entrepreneurial 
wing, waiting while Douglas formed a new band, The Big 
Stampede, and then launching him into the pulsing heart of 
swinging London. Nightly, The Marquee, The Flamingo, The 
Cromwellian, The Bag O’ Nails, the crème de la crème of 
metropolitan clubbery, would get down and sweaty to Doug¬ 
las’ dynamic show. Every night a host of local and visiting 
musicians would drop by to jam with them. Ben E. King 
played a memorable set with The Big Stampede, Georgie 
Fame, Zoot Money, and when Chas Chandler first brought a 
young American guitarist named Jimi Hendrix to London, 
one of his first stops was wherever The Big Stampede were 
playing, to allow Hendrix to sample some authentic British 
soul. 

By 1966, too, producer Mickie Most was watching The Big 
Stampede’s development, although when the band did sign a 
deal, it was with Go, a newly launched subsidiary of CBS. 

“Crazy Feeling” (backed by “Keep It To Myself,” by the Peter 
Perry Soul Band) appeared late in the year and was voted a 
resounding smash on British television’s much-missed pop 
pundit program, Juke Box Jury; in the event, it didn’t chart, 
but Go still demanded a second single from the band, “Let 
The Birds Sing”/“Something For Nothing.” It, too, failed, and 
when Go Records went under, The Big Stampede followed 
suit. 

Douglas went solo for a short time, cutting a brace of 45s 
for United Artists — “Nobody Cries”/“Serving A Sentence Of 
Life” and “Sell My Soul To The Devil”/“Good Hard Worker.” 
However, an appearance at the Cannes Film Festival in 1967 
saw the singer introduced to Johnny Halliday’s backing band, 
a unit that he promptly hijacked for his own. Combining 
them with another top-rated continental group, a Spanish 
combo called The Lynx, Douglas renamed them The Explo¬ 
sion. Over the next couple of years, he toured Europe almost 
exclusively, building up a massive following and apparently 
scoring a hit single in Spain with a cover of a (now forgotten) 
Johnny Taylor song. 

By 1970, however, Douglas was hankering again for 
success in his adopted homeland, returning to London to join 
The Gas — a good rocking soul/funk band whose vocalist, 
Bobby Tench, had just quit to join the Jeff Beck Group. 
Renaming themselves Gonzales, the band would become one 
of the hot hopes of the new decade, all the more so since 
Douglas also kept his solo career alive, doubling the band’s 
exposure with near-hits such as “Do You Need My Love” 
(CBS, 1971), “Somebody Stop This Madness” (Blue Moun¬ 
tain, 1971) and “Marble And Iron” (U.S. Buddah, 1971). He 
also recorded a near-definitive version of Bill Withers’ “Lean 
On Me,” and by the time Gonzales signed with EMI in 1973, 
Douglas was widely regarded among the best soul singers 
working on either side of the Atlantic. 

Indian producer Biddu Appian was impressed enough to 
recruit Douglas to sing the main theme to the 1972 Chuck 
Connors movie Embassy (which Appian was producing); 
while the renowned cabaret act, the Dave Davani Sextet, regu¬ 
larly invited him to guest with them at the Mayfair Pent¬ 
house. Actual chart success, however, continued to keep him 
at arm’s length, a frustration that Douglas and Gonzales 
bassist Phil Chen began taking out through a course in 
aikido, held at a hall in Hammersmith, west London. A fasci¬ 
nation with other martial arts duly followed, and early in 
1974, Douglas wrote a song to celebrate his hobby, a frivolous 
little ditty called “Kung Fu Fighting.” His bandmates hated it. 

The inspiration for the song, Douglas later revealed, was 
witnessing a fight in a London amusement arcade. Kung Fu 
was the in-thing, and any young man with even a modicum of 
physical coordination suddenly seemed to fancy himself as a 
black belt in one Oriental discipline or another. Of course a 
crowd had gathered to watch as the protagonists hurled 
themselves at one another, clucking and “eeeeee-iiiiiiiii”-ing 
with gay, grasshopper-esque abandon, and in the midst of the 
melee, Douglas overheard someone marvel, “Everybody is 
kung fu fighting.” And fast as lightning.... 

Douglas filed the song away for future reference and got 
on with his life as a hard-working soul man. One night at the 
Mayfair Penthouse, Douglas spotted a woman in the audience 

who seemed the perfect target for a rude joke he wanted to 
tell. She was duly shocked; her boyfriend was duly impressed, 
and backstage, he introduced himself to Douglas as visiting 
American singer Curtis Mayfield and offered Gonzales the 
support slot on his upcoming British tour. 

Nightly, Mayfield would watch Gonzales’ set, and nightly, 
his own conviction grew. Douglas was wasted in a band. 
Finally, one night at the London Speakeasy, where Douglas 
alone was jamming with Average White Band, Mayfield 
offered up his considered advice. Go solo. Douglas didn’t 
need telling twice — he quit, shortly before Gonzales began 
work on their debut album, 1974’s Gonzales. 

Heading into Nova Studios with Appian, Douglas decided 
to launch his latest career twist with “1 Want To Give You My 
Everything," written by Larry (“Rhinestone Cowboy”) Weiss. 
It was a fair enough song, appealing in the same way that a 

lot of soft soul ballads were at that time. But a 
passing Pye Records scout, Robyn Blanch¬ 
flower, was less impressed. He thought the 
proposed B-side, “Kung Fu Fighting” was the 
stronger song — despite producer Appian 
being so underwhelmed that he’d given Doug¬ 
las just 15 minutes to record it. Blanchflower’s 
colleagues at Pye, however, agreed with their 
talent scout, and in August, 1974, “King Fu 
Fighting” was unleashed upon an unsuspect¬ 

ing world. 
A month later, it was topping charts all over the world, 

Britain and America included. Sales climbed above 10 
million, and earned Douglas a Grammy for the year’s best 
selling record; an immediate follow-up, “Dance The Kung 
Fu,” won another month on the British chart; an album, Kung 
Fu Fighter, was ready to stuff stockings all over Europe that 
Christmas. 

Unfortunately, the problem with scoring such an instantly 
recognizable, and — in all fairness — gimmick-laden hit, is 
that nobody expects anything better from the artist — or his 
friends. Even Gonzales, tarred with the brush of their former 
relationship with Douglas, were prompted to name their 
sophomore album Music Is Our Only Weapon, as though to 
distance themselves from their old singer’s fists of fury. 

Douglas himself, however, was heading up a cul-de-sac 
from which there could be no redemption. Kung Fu Fighter 
was an excellent album, again, in a very mid-70s soft soul 
kind of way; Appian’s string arrangements, simultaneously 
lush and explosive, were magnificent, and Douglas’ treatment 
of the (largely self-composed) material drew upon all the 
experience that his decade in clubs and bars had granted him. 

But the record did nothing. Even with a jacket photo 
depicting the singer in full martial drag, Kung Fu Fighter was 
doomed for the remainder bins from the moment it hit the 
streets, and successive singles “Blue Eyed Soul,” “I Want To 
Give You My Everything,” “Love Peace And Happiness” and 
“Shanghai’d” were passed over with equal passion. So was a 
second Douglas album, 1975’s Love Peace And Happiness; so 
was a third, 1977’s Keep Pleasing Me. 

But Douglas did scrape another hit single, when December 
1977’s “Run Back” made #25 in Britain, and though it would 
be almost exactly 20 years before he again sniffed chan glory 
— with the aforementioned Bus Stop revival of his greatest 
hit — the sheer cultural intensity of “Kung Fu Fighting” 
ensures that Douglas will never be forgotten. Overlooked, 
yes. Underrated, for sure. But forgotten? Who could forget 
that awful, awful, record?

UNDER THE COVER RECORDS: IMITATION IS THE 

SINCEREST FORM OF FLATTERY 
.-.by Chuck Miller . 

There it was, staring at me from the cassette single 
racks of my local music chain store, a copy of “1 
Don’t Want To Miss A Thing.” 1 remembered seeing 

Aerosmith perform that song at the Grammys, and finally 
somebody had the brains to put the song out as a commer¬ 
cially available single. Right down the aisle was another big 
hit — “One Week.” Great, I’ve been trying to memorize those 
Barenaked Ladies lyrics and they’ve been tough. And “Fly” — 
I love that song by Sugar Ray. 

So 1 picked the cassettes off the racks and was about to 
head to the cashier when 1 noticed something odd. “1 Don’t 
Want To Miss A Thing” wasn’t by Aerosmith, but by Angels 
In Action. “Fly,” was by Sweet Rain, not Sugar Ray. And 
Barstool Lovers, not Barenaked Ladies, were listed as the 
performers of “One Week.” By the way, I may have noticed 
the name change, but neither the cashier nor the two other 
Gen X slackers who bagged my purchases noticed or cared — 
even when I brought it to their attention. (One of the clerks 
made up a story on the spot about “European dance version, 
it’s the same group recording under another name, blah blah 
blah,” before returning my charge card to me.) 

What 1 actually bought were three releases by Under The 
Cover Records, a New Jersey-based label that has made a nice 
profit by re-recording today’s top hits and releasing them as 
cassette singles and two-track CDs. 

“Under The Cover Records has been around since 1997,” 
said Burt Goldstein, president of Big Daddy Music Distribu¬ 
tion Company, the parent organization of Under The Cover. 
“The majority equity partner of Under The Cover is a fellow 
named Jerry Salerno, the head of Metropolitan Records. Free¬ 
style dance music had a downturn in the 1990s, and Jerry 
came up with an idea — what if we put out singles of big 
records that are getting massive airplay, 10,000 spins a week 
nationally, but are not available as a single? Record companies 
have to give away singles to the chain stores, if they make 
them at all. So we ll give them some added value by making 
six or seven CD mixes, including an exacto’ version and vari¬ 
ous dance versions.” 

What Under The Cover does is take a series of session 
musicians, under the tutelage of singer/producer Adam 
Marano, and do note-by-note covers of the biggest pop/rock 
songs on the radio. Then they sell the tape or CD, using a 
group name similar to the original artist’s name. In many 
cases, when the record company or artist doesn’t release a 
commercially available single (Smash Mouth’s “Walking On 
The Sun,” covered by Smack) or does release one but prints 
only enough discs to earn a Billboard chart listing and deletes 
the title a few days later (Chumbawamba’s “Tubthumping,” 
covered by Chucklebutt), Under The Cover will print enough 
copies to fill the gap. 

The tactics seem to work. UTC’s version of Bob Carlisle’s 
“Butterfly Kisses” (by The Carousels) sold about 20,000 
copies. The Waterfalls’ — not The Wallflowers’ — version of 
“One Headlight” sold almost 4,000 tapes and CDs. 

“The biggest we’ve done is 'Tubthumping,’ by Chuckle¬ 
butt. In order to market these singles, we’d like to put it in 
the section that’s the letter equivalent of what the original 
artist was, not necessarily to fool anybody. At the end of the 
day, 1 don’t think it matters what the artist was — we had fun 
with names for a while, the first thing we ever did was ‘Love 
Fool’ by The Casual Sweaters. My daughter suggested the 
next single we should do was ‘One Headlight’ — and we did, 
by The Waterfalls. That didn’t sell so well — 1 finally 
convinced her to buy The Wallflowers album.” 

Some of the artists, however, see Under The Cover as 
infringing on their record sales. Upon hearing Smack’s 
version of “Walking On The Sun,” Smash Mouth singer Steve 
Harwell told MTV, “I’ve got a serious problem with this 

blatant rip-off. Now, for those untalented people that have to 
rip off somebody else’s music and release it, just to make a 
quick buck, 1 think you should go back to your day job at 
McDonald’s.” 

Even Chumbawamba, who once suggested their fans fight 
high CD prices by stealing the discs from record stores, have 
had harsh words for Under The Cover. 

“When this started, we got a lot of publicity on it,” said 
Goldstein. “None that we chased, mind you. 1 remember 
Chumbawamba saying, ‘These guys should go back to their 
day jobs.’ My position on it is we’re simply supplying 
demand. We got a guy named Vinnie Bribiglia, he’s a buyer 
for Trans World Music. He told me, ‘I’m going to NARM 
(National Association of Record Manufacturers) and I’m 
going to tell the labels that if they don’t change their policies 
— not releasing singles on their biggest artists to force fans to 
buy the CDs, deleting singles two weeks after they’ve been 
released — then Under The Cover will keep on making these 
tracks.” 

Soundalike records are nothing new; they’ve been around 
for years. The Diamonds made a career out of “covering” 
R&B hits with note-for-note precision. Pat Boone, Georgia 
Gibbs, and The Crew-Cuts all created soundalike records. 
Even Bill Haley and The Comets covered tracks like “Rocket 
88” and “Shake, Rattle and Roll” without hesitation. Labels 
like Prom and Bell advertised four to eight songs on a single 
45 — by using their own musicians to replicate the original 
phrasing and inflections of the hit versions. Cricket Records 
even built a reputation by covering Walt Disney’s musical

library, and Hit Records could sell two soundalike hits for 39 
cents, making enough profit to last for two decades. 

By the 1970s, labels like K-Tel, Ronco, and Adam VIII 
released albums using soundalike bands with names like 
Dynamic Sound and Disco Crew. At one time, when K-Tel 
advertised an album with tracks by “the original artistsjvl 
thought that was the name of another band. Even today. 
Under The Cover has competition from other sound-alike 
labels — Drew’s Party Music and K-Tel, to name a couple. 

“The newest competitor is K-Tel. They have two records 
on the dance chart this week. But we also distribute another 
label, Groove, which released Barbie Girl’ by Velva Blu. 
When we started this thing, I bought a disc called Ultimate 
Dance Mix 97 — three CDs, 36 songs, the retail was $14.99. 
All the tracks were performed by The Countdown Dance 
Masters — and they weren’t that good, if you ask me.” 

Under The Cover’s dance mixes, however, rise up the 
charts, often outpacing the original artist’s album cut. “From 
the calls we got,” said Goldstein,” a big portion of the market 
were interested in dance versions. In the 1970s, when 12-
inch vinyl was big, every record was covered in a dance 
version. We put the dance version and the exact version on 
the same tape. There’s at least four titles from Under The 
Cover on the Billboard dance charts every week. Our 
number’s on every cassette and CD, so we get lots of calls on 
these songs. I’ve gotten positive mail, and I’ve gotten negative 
mail.” 

And despite artists gnashing their teeth and flinging invec¬ 
tives at Under The Cover, what they’re doing is entirely legal. 
They paid for a mechanical license, and the writers of each 
covered song are paid full royalties. If somebody wanted to

cover “1999” by -F and call themselves & or @ or whatever 
doodle they feel like, as long as they get a license and pay the 
royalty, they’re within their own legal right. 

“If we had to list that our song wasn’t the ‘original 
version,’ we would — but we would do it in such small point 
(size). We get returns on everything, and there have stores 
that have actually written that on the cassette boxes — and 
added their own editorials.” 

Within that framework, however, comes every cover 
label’s dream — to have its cover version actually outsell a 
major artist. 

“It would be hilarious,” remarked Goldstein, “but it prob¬ 
ably won’t happen. When we sold 70,000 copies on ‘Barbie 
Girl,’ Aqua sold three million albums. The managers for 
Aqua threatened to sue us, but nothing ever came of it. All 
the royalties are getting paid, so the artists can either take 
offense or say that imitation is the sincerest form of flattery.”

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Jon Hendricks: An interview with the teacher 

Tim Hauser’s cab not only picked up future Manhattan 
Transfer members Laurel Massé and Janis Siegel, but it 
also became the meeting point between Hauser and the 

man who became a lifelong teacher and friend to The Manhattan 
Transfer, Jon Hendricks. 

Hendricks, born in Toledo, Ohio, in 1921, began singing jazz 
almost out of the cradle. He began his musical career singing on 
local radio stations around Toledo, later becoming a drummer and 
songwriter (including “I Want You To Be My Baby,” later recorded 
by Louis Jordan). By 1957, Hendricks recorded “Four Brothers” 
and “Cloudburst” with accompaniment by the Dave Lambert Sing¬ 
ers. Hendricks and Lambert later teamed up and began recording 
vocalese versions of Count Basie’s greatest hits. Annie Ross later 
joined the duo. With their three voices (and plenty of overdub¬ 
bing), Lambert, Hendricks and Ross created the classic album Sing 
A Song Of Basie (which was admitted into the NARAS 1 lall of Fame 
in 1998). 

From 1957 to 1962, Lambert, Hendricks and Ross were the 
hottest jazz vocal trio around. In 1962, Yolande Bavan replaced 
Ross, who left the music industry for a few years because of poor 
health. The newly renamed Lambert, Hendricks and Bavan 
performed for two more years before the group broke up in 1964. 

In the early 1970s, Hendricks was performing in the Village 
Vanguard. “I was living uptown, and 1 came out with my brother 
Jim, who was our road manager. 1 slopped a cab. And we got in, 
and the driver turned around and said, “1 know who you are, you’re 
Jon Hendricks.’ ‘Well... Thank you very much.’ He said, ‘Oh no 
man, my name’s Tim Hauser, and I live in Brooklyn, and my friends 
and I are starting a Lambert, Hendricks and Ross group.’ 

“I said, ‘What?’ Because nobody ever said that! That’s the first 
time anybody ever said that to me. ‘Well,’ 1 thought, this guy’s seri¬ 
ous.’ So 1 gave him my card, and said If you need anything, or if I 
can help you with anything, just let me know.’ 

“Then 1 went on and forgot it. And about six months later, I got 
a phone call — we were in Los Angeles, and he had read in the 
paper that we were there, and he said. We’re here to record. We’d 
like to have a meeting with you and get together and go over some 
tunes we’d like to do on our second album.’ And that’s how the 
relationship started.” 

From that day forward, Hendricks composed lyrics for some of 
the most vocally complicated Manhattan Transfer songs ever 
recorded — songs like “Birdland,” “Four Brothers,” “Blee Blop 
Blues,” and “Sing Joy Spring.” “Strangely enough, the laws of writ¬ 
ing lyrics for vocalese are the same as the laws of writing a libretto 
to an opera or a score to a Broadway show or a novel. Because you 
have to use all the literary tricks and all the literary strategies. You 
start from the title — you’re stuck with the title of the song. How 
can you change the title to Jumping At The Woodside’? So you 
have to say ‘Jumping at the woodside... woodside... what’s wood¬ 
side?’ So you ask one of the cats. They say, ‘Oh yeah man, that’s a 
hotel uptown where the Basie band and Andy Kirk and all those 
cats used to stay. They stayed there because you could jam all day 
and all night.’ So once you have some information like that, you 
can construct a story about this hotel. In rhyme. And each of the 
solos becomes a commenter, like in the play Our Town. And you 
use that trick. And then you have to get a beginning, a middle and 
an end — like any story. And there it is. It's very literary.” 

In 1985, Hendricks put aside his performing duties for one year 
to help The Manhattan Transfer record their career-defining Voca-
lese album. “I went to see them at a concert and we were backstage, 
and we went out to eat. And they all said, ‘Ever)' time we’re on tour, 
we have as much fun as we can — but the best fun we have is when 
we sing Lambert, Hendricks and Ross material. And the stuff you 
wrote for us, we had the most fun singing that. So we want to do 
our next album strictly that.’ “1 said, That’s a very ambitious 
project.’ So we made the deal, and 1 started writing lyrics for it. 1 

was sending them lyrics to the songs, Tim Hauser got all the 
records together.” 

Vocalese received 12 Grammy nominations and won three 
awards, including Hendricks’ first Grammy award since 1961. “Tim 
told me this later, after the album came out, that the people at 
Atlantic didn’t really want them to do this album. What the record 
company did was they flew them to New York, and Atlantic said to 
them, ‘We’ll increase your advance to a quarter of a million dollars 
if you abandon this Jon Hendricks project.' That’s the way they put 
it. 

“And they said, all to a man. No. We’ve done 10 albums for 
you. This 11th album is going to be what we want to do.’ And they 
stuck to their guns. And it was the biggest seller of all their albums! 
I was astounded that Atlantic, with such a long jazz history, would 
not want them to do a jazz album at this point in their careers.” 

Today, Hendricks still performs and sings around the country, 
reunited on stage with his old partner, Ross. He is also the head of 
Hendricks Music, Inc., and is currently promoting a new five-song 
demo CD by his daughter Aria, an up-and-coming singer with a 
compelling and sultry voice. 

“I’ve always had a very high opinion of The Manhattan Transfer, 
even before 1 heard of them, because of their desire to start a 
Lambert, Hendricks and Ross type group. This is about the hardest 
thing you could ever want to try to do, is to sing vocalese. To do it 
is really daunting. There’s a lot in there. Every word has to relate to 
whatever’s going on on top of it — if a guy’s playing a trumpet solo 
and there’s a reed background, every sound of the reed background 
must directly impinge upon and have something to do with what 
the trumpet player’s saying. And that’s very difficult.”

performers. In March 1980, they showed up 
on American Bandstand, blasting through 
“Twilight Zone" for an appreciative Dick 
Clark. They performed "Trickle Trickle” on 
Solid Gold, one of the few times when the 
artists stole the cameras' attention from the 
scantily-clad Solid Gold Dancers. 

That year, The Manhattan Transfer picked 
up their first two Grammy Awards, as a track 
from Extensions, ‘'Birdland,” won both for 
Best Jazz Fusion Performance, and for Best 
Arrangement for Voices (awarded to Siegel). 
"Birdland'’ was written by Josef Zawinul for 
his band Weather Report and was updated 
with lyrics by Hendricks. Earlier that year, 
Atlantic wanted to release “Birdland” as a 
single in the U.K., but they needed it edited 
down for single release — and needed it 
immediately. Rather than let some union¬ 
scale tone-deaf engineer mis-edit the song. 
Hauser took a cassette copy of “Birdland’’ 
and created a single edit using the pause 
button on his double-deck tape machine. “1 
took it back home,” said Hauser, “and 1 
patch-keyed around with it for about an 
hour, and came up with that edit. And that 
was the one that won the Grammy, was the 
45 rpm version. 45 rpm — remember that? 
Vinyl! Big hole in the middle! That was it.” 

If Extensions was their breakthrough 
album, their next LP gave The Manhattan 
Transfer their next big push. The title, Mecca 
Fot Moderns (Atlantic SD-16036), came from 
a 1952 Duke Ellington live album describing 
New York City’s Blue Note club as “a haven 
for the smart set — a mecca for moderns.” 
Not only did the album go platinum and top 
the charts worldwide, Mecca For Moderns 
became the first album to win Grammy 
awards simultaneously in both the jazz and 
pop categories. Their remake of the Count 
Basie Band's “Until 1 Met You (Corner 
Pocket)’’ won for Best Jazz Fusion Perfor¬ 
mance, their second consecutive Grammy in 
that category. Gene Puerling, who arranged 
The Manhattan Transfer’s a cappella perfor¬ 
mance of “A Nightingale Sang In Berkeley 
Square," received a Grammy for Best Vocal 
Arrangement. And their remake of the Ad 
Libs' 1965 classic “Boy From New York City” 
(Atlantic 3816) won for Best Pop Perfor¬ 
mance by a Duo or Group. 

"1 loved that song, “Boy From New York 
City,’” said Siegel. “1 always loved that song, 
and it seemed like a no-brainer to include it 
on one of our albums. 1 remember Alan was 
also very adamant about doing that song. 
And Alan wrote the vocal arrangement — we 
didn't want to change it too much, because 
you want to keep what makes the record 
great. But our producer. Jay Graydon, 
changed it enough to make it our record.” 

The song became The Manhattan Trans¬ 
fer’s first Top 10 pop record, eventually 
hitting #7 in the autumn of 1981. 

“One morning,” said Hauser, “I had to go 
somewhere really early from my apartment, 
and 1 was not in a very good mood. I was in 
my car, I had gone about a mile from my 
apartment, I was at a traffic light, and this 
old guy pulls up next to me. He's got his 
windows down, he hadn’t shaved, and he 
looked really funky — and his car was funky 
— and he was sitting staring straight ahead. 

like he probably didn’t have his first cup of 
coffee either. The radio was cranked up in 
his car, and all of a sudden Boy From New 
York City’ comes on — in his car, and he had 
it on so loud I could hear it — and the guy 
didn't move. He didn't blink an eye, he was 
sitting there like a statue. And I’m looking at 
him, and he’s just stoically staring straight 
ahead, with all his beard stubble, and I’m 
hearing this record, and 1 started laughing. I 
cracked up. I just started laughing hysteri¬ 

cally. Made my day. When I think of “Boy 
From New York City’ and hearing your 
record on the radio, 1 always think of that 
incident." 

While Atlantic kept The Manhattan 
Transfer’s name in the public eye by releasing 
a greatest hits LP (which eventually became 
their first gold LP), Bentyne, Siegel, Paul, 
and Hauser began work on a new album, 
Bodies And Souls. Atlantic wanted another 
hit, something that would capture radio 

stations the way “Boy From New York City” 
did. So the Manhattan Transfer placed all the 
infectious pop-hits-to-be on the “Bodies” 
side of the LP, and reserved the “Souls" side 
for the jazz and vocalese productions. Their 
first single released from Bodies And Souls, 
"Spice Of Life” (Atlantic 7-89786) was 
cowritten by Rod Temperton, whose previ-

ous credits included ‘Boogie Nights” for 
Heatwave and “PY.T.” for Michael Jackson. 
Stevie Wonder even added a harmonica solo 
to the bridge of “Spice Of Life.” Atlantic 
promoted the record heavily, sending promo 
copies of “Spice Of Life” to stations almost 
every week. 

The song hit the Top 40, peaked at #40 
— and then fell off the charts. 

Two more singles were released from 
Bodies And Souls, but neither “American 
Pop” (Atlantic 7-89720), with special guest 
vocalist Frankie Valli, nor “Mystery” (Atlan¬ 
tic 7-89695), with Siegel’s emotion-dripping 
vocals, made any chart impact. And although 
the foursome worked their magic with 
Hendricks on the Benny Goodman hit 
“Down South Camp Meetin',” earned 
another Grammy with the track “Why Not! 
(Manhattan Carnival)” and paid tribute to 
Theolonius Monk in “The Night That Monk 
Returned To Heaven,” Bodies And Souls did 
not sell as well as Mecca For Moderns or 
Extensions. “I think we all felt that as a pop 
record, we had a very good shot,” Hauser 
said But the record jua didn’t do diddley-
squat in America at all. And yet, out of it, 
‘Mystery’ was the biggest turntable hit we 
ever had. That record got so much airplay 
and didn’t sell diddley-squat. But in Japan — 
we had done a television commercial for 
Suntory Brandy. And the album was made 
part of that w'hole promotion. So the album 
sold incredibly well in Japan, thanks to the 

exposure from the commercial.” 
The next album was a mixture of live and 

studio recordings called Bop Doo-Wopp. The 
record started off with The Manhattan Trans¬ 
fer’s Grammy-winning rendition of “Route 
66” from the motion picture Sharkey’s 
Machine and continued through rare doo¬ 
wop songs that were originally recorded by 
The Capris, The Avalons, The Four Vaga¬ 
bonds, and The Harptones. They even took 
the original 1976 rhythm track of “My Cat 
Fell In The Well (Well! Well! Well!),” and 
added a new vocal track. But Bop Doo-Wopp 
barely dented the album charts, and none of 
the singles reached the Top 40. 

“It was the lack of success of Bodies And 
Souls and the frustrating sales of Bop Doo-
Wopp,” recalled Hauser. “1 don’t want to put 
the record company down, but you’re 
encouraged to do something very commer¬ 
cial — to do a pop record, and we did it and 
we certainly tried our best. And it cost a lot 
of money, and it was very unsuccessful, and 
it was very frustrating for us. So the attitude 
at the time was — why don’t we do what we 
do best?” 

Ever since the Pastiche album, The 
Manhattan Transfer have collaborated with 
Hendricks. Hendricks crafted skillful lyrics 
to instrumental songs such as “Four Broth¬ 
ers” and ‘Birdland,” and along with Jeffer¬ 
son, is one of the most widely admired and 
respected experts in the field of vocalese. 

“We were talking about doing different 
kinds of music for years,” said Hauser. “This 
Lambert, Hendricks and Ross tradition of 
vocalese was what we did best, and we were 
certainly the best at it out there at the time.” 

“We had talked to Jon Hendricks about 
this project,” said Paul. “Actually, Jon had 
spoken to us for a long time, for about three 
years about the possibility of doing a project 
together. After Bodies And Souls, we put out 
Bop Doo-Wopp, and we were trying to figure 
out what to do. It was amazing how the 
process happened, too. I remember we met 
at Janis’ apartment in New York, and we 
spoke to Jon, and we all had lists of songs. It 
happened. When we usually work on an 
album, it takes a long time to pick the mate¬ 
rial. We had all the songs selected for the 
album in an hour.” 

Hendricks believed so much in The 
Manhattan Transfers project that he took a 
year-long sabbatical from his own perfor¬ 
mance schedule to help out with the record. 
In 1985, the Hendricks-Manhattan Transfer 
collaboration produced the album Vocalese 
(Atlantic 81266), an entire tribute to that 
style of recorded music. “Jon Hendricks is 
incredible," said Paul. “We learned so much 
from him. Especially when we dove into the 
Vocalese album. He would say things to us, 
from his perspective as a singer and as a 
writer, about how to approach vocalese. 
‘When you’re approaching doing a solo,’ he 
said, the most important thing is to go back 
to the source. Go back to the beginning, 
listen to the instrumentalist, listen to the 
essence of what that player was trying to 
express with his music and that’s what you 
need to express in your voice.’” 

“And as a lyricist,” added Bentyne, “he 
would say the lyrics are the last things to 
worry about. Don’t worry about them — 
they will come. Because some of his lyrics to 

this day — there’s twists and turns that he 
even admits he can’t sing. They just fit, it 
works. I don’t know how he gets the ideas. 
They come from another place. He said, ‘Get 
the instrument, and the lyrics will follow.’” 

The tracks selected were not easy ones to 
record for any group, but The Manhattan 
Transfer rose to the occasion. Not only did 
iheir melodies have to match the original 
jazz solos, but even the inflections had to be 
matched — each lyrical twist as distinctive 
as the fingering on a sax. The group that 
once took their harmonies from the sax 
section of The Count Basie Orchestra now 
sang with that same orchestra on Basie’s

“Blee Blop Blues.” Just as the Count Basie 
and Duke Ellington bands once combined 
their talents on the track “To You,” The 
Manhattan Transfer joined their voices with 
another jazz harmony group. The Four 
Freshmen. 

Vocalese was a jazz lover’s delight — 
Richie Cole and James Moody, Dizzy Gilles¬ 
pie (on “Sing Joy Spring”) and an all-star 
spin on the Gillespie classic "Another Night 
In Tunisia,” featuring The Manhattan Trans¬ 
fer, Hendricks, and Bobby McFerren. Paul 
replicated Butter Jacksons trombone solo in 
“To You”; Siegel blended Clifford Brown's 
trumpet solo with Hauser’s Harold Land 
tenor sax in “Sing Joy Spring;” Bentyne 
added her voice to Benny Bailey’s hard bop 
trumpet in "Meet Benny Bailey.” 

Vocalese was also their first album with 
an accompanying video package. For an 
extra few dollars, fans of The Manhattan 
Transfer could purchase a VHS or Beta tape 
containing five music videos from Vocalese 
(including one video clip, “Blee Blop Blues,” 
in which the Transfer paid tribute to the 1 
Love Lucy show, starring Alan and Cheryl 
Ricardo and their neighbors, Tim and Janis 
Mertz). 

When the 28th Annual Grammy nomina¬ 
tions were announced, The Manhattan 
Transfer were pleasantly surprised — Voca¬ 
lese nailed 12 nominations, at that time the 
second-most honored album in pop music 
history (surpassed only by Michael Jackson’s 
Thriller). And when the awards ceremony 
took place, Vocalese brought its creators 
three Grammys — The Manhattan Transfer 
won one Grammy for Best Jazz Vocal Perfor¬ 
mance, Duo or Group. The track “Another 
Night In Tunisia” earned two other Gram¬ 
mys — one for Hendricks and McFerren for 
Best Male Jazz Performance, and one for 
Bentyne and McFerren for Best Vocal 
Arrangements for Voices. 

The Manhattan Transfer’s follow-up, the 
1987 album Brasil, allowed the band to 
explore new horizons, bringing the pop 
music of São Paulo and Rio de Janiero to 
America. Top Brazilian songwriters such as 
Milton Nascimento, Ivan Lins, Gilberto Gil 
and Djavan all contributed songs of life and * 
love along the Amazon to the album. Brazil¬ 
ian musicians such as Djalma Correa and the 
group Uakti also appeared on the tracks. The 
next time the Grammy awards were handed 
out, Brasil won a Grammy for Best Pop Vocal 
Performance, Duo or Group — the first time 
a Manhattan Transfer album, not just a 
single track, won a pop Grammy. 

One of the tracks on Brasil, "Soul Food 
To Go,” a duet between Hauser and Brazilian 
songwriter Djavan, received major airplay on 
adult contemporary stations. The English 
lyrics for “Soul Food To Go” were written by, 
of all people, former Knack frontman Doug 
Fieger. 

“Doug Fieger had been over to my house 
visiting,” said Hauser. “He was trying to be 
friendly, and 1 said, ‘We got a couple of songs 
here, and we’ve got to get writers to do 
them.’ We just came back from Brazil, and 
we've been talking to Djavan over dinner, 
and Djavan said, The way you want to write 
my material, my suggestion is when you

listen to my tunes, when you hear an English 
word that sounds like a Portuguese word 
that I’m singing, write that English word 
down and then just keep listening until you 
hear another English-sounding word. Then 
connect the words by a stream of conscious¬ 
ness. Try to find the relationships through 
abstract thinking.’ 

“And both Doug and I found that very 
interesting. And he said, ‘Can 1 take a crack 
at that?' In my mind, I’m thinking, ‘Come 
on. Doug... ’ But I said, ‘Sure, why don’t you 
take a crack at it?’ never really believing 
anything was going to come of it. So he calls 
me up about five days later, and he says, ‘1 
got it!’ 1 said, ‘You got it? You did it?’ He 
said, ‘I got it! Its called “Soul Food To Go!”’ 
I said, ‘Wow! What a cool title!' And he 
brought it over, and I was absolutely floored 
when I heard it. I said, ‘This is great! And 
you did it in five days?’ He said, ‘Yeah1 Give 
me another one!’ So we gave him another 
one, and he wrote ‘Zoo Blues.”’ 

The Manhattan Transfer continued 
recording and performing as the 1980s drew 
to a close. They appeared at the Newport and 
Playboy Jazz Festivals and won “Best Jazz 
Vocal Group” in the Downbeat and Playboy 
polls every year iront 1980 to 1990. 

In 1989, The Manhattan Transfer was 

part of an all-star release called Rock, Rhythm 
And Blues, a Perry-produced album featuring 
contemporary artists taking a spin on hits of 
the 1950s. Included among the remakes by 
Rick James, Christine McVie, Michael McDo¬ 
nald, and Elton John was the Manhattan 
Transfer’s “1 Wanna Be Your Girl,” a remake 
of the old Frankie Lymon And The Teenagers 
hit, T Want You To Be My Girl.” 

Hauser saw Lymon And The Teenagers in 
1956 in Asbury Park, N.J., when he went 
with some friends on a triple date. 

"It was an extraordinary experience. 
There were three couples. We were going to 
the show in Asbury Park. I was so excited. In 
the paper they were coming — they were my 
favorite band. And we went to the show, and 
we were dancing, and a fight broke out in 
the middle of the floor.” 

Suddenly Hauser heard bottles breaking 
— he knew that meant glass bottles were 
becoming shards for a rumble between two 
rival gangs. 

“I got pushed up against the stage by the 
crowd. So I climbed up the stage, to avoid 
getting hurt. And a stagehand grabbed me 
and pushed me through the curtain to 
protect me. I go through the curtain, and I’m 
there by myself — 1 knew the building, it 
wasn’t a strange place. 1 knew the inns and 

outs of the dressing rooms of the Convention 
Center from Boy Scout Jamborees and 
things.” 

So Hauser went toward the dressing 
rooms. “A little guy comes over to me. He’s 
got makeup cradled in his hands, and he 
says to me, ‘Do you know where the dressing 
rooms are?' It was Frankie Lymon! I said to 
Frankie, ‘Yes 1 do! Let me show you!’ So 1 
showed him the dressing rooms, and he said, 
'Thanks. I’m Frankie. You want to meet the 

guys?’” 
Within minutes, Hauser was in the dress¬ 

ing room with his favorite band, Frankie 
Lymon And The Teenagers. 

“The two guys I ended up talking to the 
most were the two surviving members of the 
band, Herman Santiago and Jimmy-
Merchant. We were talking about racial shit 
and stuff like that, and music of course. 
Then they all came in — there was the five 
of them and me, and nobody asked me to 
leave! 

“Afterward, some guy knocks on the door 
and says, It’s time!’ So they put on the white 
sweaters with the red T and thev stood up — 
in this little room and sang. T Promise To

Remember.’ And I went, ‘O my God....’ 
You’re not hearing it on a record or in the 
audience — it was as pure as if I was one of 
The Teenagers. I felt this music the way it 
really was — and it was a powerful experi¬ 
ence. It was like God said to me, 'There’s 
your gig, pal.’’’ 

“Years later,” asked Paul, “when you met 
them, when you mentioned that story, did 
they remember it?” 

“Jimmy says he remembered it,” Hauser 
replied, “because there was a fight in the 
crowd, and it was something you remember 
because the show was stopped for an hour 
because of the fight. That night, after the 
show, 1 told my friends, and they didn’t even 
believe me!” 

In 1991, The Manhattan Transfer moved 
from Atlantic Records to Columbia for two 
albums. The first, The Offbeat Of Avenues, 
offered fans something new. For years, fans 
had enjoyed their vocal efforts; now Paul, 
Bentyne, Hauser, and Siegel offered their 
fans a taste of their songwriting abilities. 
“Sassy,” a track from the album with lyrics 
by Bentyne and Siegel, earned a Grammy for 
Best Contemporary Jazz Performance. But 
despite the addition of “Blues For Paolo,” a 
Hendricks-ized version of the old Miles 
Davis recording. The Offbeat Of Avenues did 
not have the staying power of either Vocalese 
or Brasil, and did not sell as well as 
expected. 

By this time, the individual members of 
Manhattan Transfer were testing the waters 
with their own solo projects. Siegel had 
already released two solo LPs, Experiment In 
White (1983) and At Home (1987), and 
collaborated with Fred Hersch on two 
others, Short Stories (1989) and Slow Hot 
Wind (1995). Bentyne’s solo project, a collab¬ 
oration with composer/trumpeter Mark 
Isham called Something Cool, was released in 
1992. The group collaborated on swing hits 
such as “Choo Choo Ch-Boogie” for the film 
A League Of Their Own (in the movie, you 
can hear them singing as Geena Davis and 
Lori Petty are running for the train). All four 
members worked on other soundtracks 
including Swing Kids (Siegel on “Bei Mir Bist 
Du Schon”), Dick Tracy (Siegel and Bentyne 
on “Back In Business”), Mortal Thoughts 
(Bentyne, on the title track), and The Marry¬ 
ing Man (Paul singing “You're Driving Me 
Crazy |What Did I Do?]’’ and duelling with 
Hauser on “Mama Look A Boo Boo”). 

“As a soloist, you gel to develop your 
own personal world view, in the musical 
sense,” said Siegel. “You get to work with 
other people, you gel to explore different 
ways of working and you get to really 
develop your own persona. 1 think you bring 
this energy into the group with you, and 
then you can suggest different ways of work¬ 
ing within the group. Sometimes you get 
locked in, especially with four people.” 

One year later, The Manhattan Transfer 
released their first Christmas album. 
Produced by Hauser and Johnny Mandel, 
The Christmas Album featured holiday songs 
old and new, from the classic “Silent Night" 
to the Lennon/McCartney number “Good¬ 
night.” They even brought in Tony Bennett 
to join them on “The Christmas Song.”

Included in the concert tours and promo¬ 
tional appearances in support of The Christ¬ 
mas Album was a guest-slarnng role on the 
television series Home Improvement. On the 
show, The Manhattan Transfer appear on the 
fictional series Tool Time and are introduced 
by host Tim “The Tool Man” Taylor and his 
long-suffering assistant, Al Borland 

Tim Taylor: “1 always wanted to know. 
Who is Manhattan and who is Transfer?” 
(audience laughter) 

Hauser: “Yeah right, right. Now that’s the 
name of the group, Tim. Come on We have 
our own names.” 

Taylor: “Oh yeah, just like the rest of us 
would have." (audience laughter) 

Siegel: “I’m Janis.” 
Bentyne: “I’m Cheryl.” 
Hauser: “I’m Tim.” 
Paul: “I'm Alan. But you know people 

sometimes call me Al.” 
Taylor: [To Alan] “Tim and Al. Do you 

assist Tim?” 
Paul: “I don’t think so, Tim.” (huge audi¬ 

ence laughter) 
During the show, The Manhattan Transfer 

sang an a cappella version of “Santa Claus Is 
Coming To Town,” much to the delight of 
the Tool Time audience. It wasn’t Neil Simon, 
but it was a long way from Doughie Duck. 

Their contract with Columbia ended in 
1993, and before they re-signed with Atlan¬ 
tic, The Manhattan Transfer dove into a new 
recording project — a children’s record. 

The Manhattan Transfer Meets Tubby The 
Tuba (Summit DCD-152) retold the 1945 
George Kleinsinger/Paul Tripp stories of 
Tubby, an insecure tuba looking for his own 
melody. With orchestral support from the 
Naples (Fla.) Symphony, Bentyne, Siegel, 
Hauser, and Paul were the narrators and 
even voiced many of the characters of the 
Tubby stories. 

“We were between contracts,” remem¬ 
bered Hauser, “And we got contacted by this 

small label down in Florida that wanted to 
do Tubby The Tuba. I loved Tubby The Tuba 
as a kid. Paul Tripp and George Kleinsinger 
put ii out as a 78 album for kids. Bui because 
the technology in those days, there wasn’t 
enough space on a record to accommodate 
the whole thing. So ours was really the first 
time all the stories in their entirety were ever 
presented. With the CD, you can put that 
much stuff on. They did the music down in 
Florida with the Naples Symphony, and they 
brought it up to New York. We cut it at 
Motown Studios in Hollywood. We practiced 
with our characters and our script, and we 
went in. Janis was eight months pregnant at 
the time, so she had to lie on the floor a lot 
to rest. So in between takes, she had pillows 
and was lying down. We had a little booth 
set up because we had to be able to see each 
other as we read the script. So Janis was over 
to my left a little bit, and she was lying on 
the floor. But we had a lot of fun doing that. 
We never performed it live — this arts group 
up in Ashland, Ore., were thinking about 
having us come up and do it. We still have 
the script and all.” 

By 1995, The Manhattan Transfer had 
returned to Atlantic and were working hard 
on a new album, Tonin’. Each track on Tonin’ 
was a classic pop song, and each track had 
The Manhattan Transfer performing with a 
guest vocalist. James Taylor joined the band 
on “Dream Lover,” Chaka Khan guested on 
“Hot Fun In The Summertime,” and Frankie 
Valli (who sang with The Manhattan Trans¬ 
fer on “American Pop” from the Bodies and 
Souls album) aided his new “Four Seasons” 
in a rendition of “Let’s Hang On.” For a 
cappella fans, The Manhattan Transfer even 
tossed in a sweet version of The Beach Boys’ 
“God Only Knows.” 

In an interview with Lizzy Evans, 
Bentyne remembered working with Laura 
Nyro on one track, The Delfonics’ hit “La La 
Means 1 Love You.” 

“1 remember hearing Laura Nyro, thanks 
to my cousin Annie, years ago and she 
amazed me — so haunting, so emotional and 
so out of context with the rest of pop music. 
I decided that if 1 could have my dream 
come true it would be to sing with her, 
although 1 thought it might be too crazy of 
an idea. Then she played a rare concert in 
L.A. Janis and I went backstage nervously to 
meet her, and she was as sweet as could be. 
During the show, she was noodling on the 
piano and did a liny bit of 'La La Means I 
Love You.’ Somehow it stuck in my mind. 
We had all tried to find the right Philly-style 
song for this album, so when I thought of 
finally approaching Laura, this Delfonics 
song seemed to be perfect. In the studio in 
New York she just sat at the piano and 
brought in her own style of tempo and 
harmonics. It was just what we wanted.” 

The year 1997 saw the release of Swing, a 
pure tribute to the music of the 1930s and 
1940s. Each track on the album, from 
“Stomp Of King Porter” and “Sing Moten’s 
Swing," to performances wilh the country 
band Asleep At The Wheel, show The 
Manhattan Transfer’s love of music — and 
the hard work it lakes to convey that sense 
of admiration on every track 

Even before the first album was ever 
released, The Manhattan Transfer have 
sought true vocal perfection. Even if it 
means practicing songs for weeks, every note 
has to be right; every inflection and timbre 
and vibrato have to match perfectly. 

“Sometimes if we work on a song and 
perform it live, we can perform it as we’re 
learning it. That can be like a week or two 
weeks. But in recording, it depends on the 
difficulty of the piece. Il depends on the 
nature of the harmony. Something like 'Sing 
Moten’s Swing,’ this is our bread and butter.

Summer Teeth 
Reprise 2-47282-ABY 

Laid out on paper, Wilco’s evolution seems 
to proceed from strength to strength, from 
acclaim to improved sales to yet more 
acclaim, and so on. 

First, Jeff Tweedy and his fellow Uncle 
Tupelo splinter factions (others went to Jay 
Farrar’s Son Volt) revisited former glories on 
AM. Then came Being There, a double-CD 
with single-CD length experiment beyond 
the vague boundaries of alternative country. 
Last year’s collaboration with Billy Bragg on 
Mermaid Avenue revealed them as cover 
artists of the first order, wrapping strong 
music around pages of Woody Guthrie lyrics. 
Now, on Summer Teeth, Wilco surpass all 

overdubs. The loose interplay that might as 
well be Wilco’s signature is still present. 
Nonetheless, Tweedy and friends have 
learned a great deal inside recording studios. 
Thanks to that knowledge, there is a cornu¬ 
copia of magnanimous little touches: the 
New Wave synth oscillating throughout “I’m 
Always In Love,” the brass and harmonica in 
the loping coda of “Pieholden Suite,” the 
echo-chamber banjo and feedback whisper 
floating across “Via Chicago.” 

For all these glimmering filigrees, Summer 
Teeth as a whole is an album of very reticent 
splendor. Some tracks flesh out Wilco’s pop 
ambition — The Beach Boys harmonies and 
lushness of “Pieholden Suite” and “Candy¬ 
floss,” for example — but a consistent, stark 
foreboding is a reminder that Tweedy’s back¬ 
ground is at least partially country music,

with its themes of guilt and solitude. “I 
dreamed about killing you again last 
night/And it felt all right to me,” Tweedy 
plaintively confesses at the beginning of “Via 
Chicago." In “She’s A Jar,” he ends up 
mumbling, “You know, she begs me... not to 
hit her,” before the song disappears. 

Cold dreams and conscious thoughts of 
death and violence crop up often enough to 
be a subtext. They don’t create a theme, 
though, because Wilco face the outside world 
and its potential for brightness just often 
enough to shake off the shadow of doom. 

could have dissipated 
the band members’ ability even to sit in a 
studio. The recording period of a year and a 
half, apparently in whatever studio was in the 
vicinity, could have disintegrated the unity of 
the material. Luckily, Wilco have survived 
their transitional periods, and Summer Teeth 
plays like a consolidation of everything that 
makes them interesting and artful. There will 
be no other pop album this year that sounds 
so uncontrived.

STRAY CATS 
Live — Struttin’ 
Big Ear Music (EAZ 4005) 

Having picked the bones of Gene Vincent 
and Eddie Cochran clean during his MTV-
approved early 1980s stint as leader of the 
cartoonish Stray Cats, Brian Setzer has since 
turned his sights to gnawing on the swing-
spiced meat of Louis Primas milieu, display¬ 
ing precisely the same alarming lack of 
musical depth. 
Somewhere in between (perhaps during 

the early-90s), the Cats cut these live tracks 
somewhere (possibly New York, maybe 
England). Big Ear isn’t too accomodating 
with details, nor are they accurate in what 
little info they share. Vincent’s “Double 
Talkin’ Baby” is here twice, first mistitled 
“Make Up Your Mind” and encoring as 
“Please Make Up Your Mind.” The Johnny 
Burnette Trio’s “Your Baby Blue Eyes” turns 
up mistakenly as “Tonight’s The Night.” And 
it’s very unlikely Dave Edmunds rounded out 
the trio (he’s listed with drummer Slim Jim 
Phantom as being on the gig; bass slapper 
Lee Rocker is a more logical candidate). 

It’s always been the sizzle and not the steak 
with Setzer. 

Then as now, his entire approach seems 
parodistic; the Stray Cats’ gaudy tattoos and 
greased-back hair were a savvy commercial 
concept, not an idiomatic commitment. 
Setzer did manage to cannily assimilate some lsLPbantom At one point, Hendrix jokes that the band 

album has since been released on CD, Live At 
The Fillmore East offers a broader look at the 
performances, drawing on shows from both 
days (the original Band Of Gypsys album 
only features songs from the Jan. 1 shows) 
with very little crossover; of the 16 songs, 
only three have been previously released. 

At this point in his career, Hendrix had 
disbanded the Experience and was search¬ 
ing for a new musical direction. He and

most of the material was new. Even 
older numbers such as “Stone Free,” 
the flip side of Hendrix’s first single, 
“Hey Joe,” are turned into lengthy 
jams. Anyone who delights in 
Hendrix’s ability to transform a guitar 
into a seemingly living, breathing 
entity, will thrill to the expansive¬ 
ness of Live At The Fillmore East. 
Most of the numbers run more than 
five minutes, as Cox and Miles lock 
into a steady, funky groove that 
allows Hendrix to soar above their

JIMI HENDRIX 
Live At The Fillmore East 
Experience Hendrix/MCA (MCAD2-11931) 

The minute 1970 started, Jimi Hendrix 
was in the one place where he probably felt 
the most comfortable — on stage, perform¬ 
ing. On Dec. 31, 1969, and Jan. 1, 1970, 
Hendrix, leading the short-lived trio he 
called Band Of Gypsys, played two shows a 
day at the Fillmore East in New York City. 
The plan was to cull a live album from the 
shows in order to settle a contract dispute 
with New York-based PPX Industries. 
Hendrix had signed a three-year contract 
with PPX back in 1965 when he’d done some 
session work for Curtis Knight. When 
Hendrix’s career took off in 1967, PPX came 
calling, and it was ultimately decided that 
Hendrix could settle the matter by providing 
Capitol Records with an album of new mate¬ 
rial. 

only knows “six songs... seven, nine!” In fact, 
Live At The Fillmore East presents a more 
than adequate roster of 15 songs (there are 
two versions of “Machine Gun”), including 
the only known live performances of “Burn¬ 
ing Desire” and “Earth Blues,” while “Step¬ 
ping Stone,” “Izabella,” “Power of Soul” and 
“Who Knows” were songs rarely performed 
live. Even previously released numbers such 
as “We Gotta Live Together” (featuring 
Buddy Miles on lead vocals) have been 
expanded; in this instance, a fuller version of 
the song running nearly 10 minutes is used. 

With nearly two hours of material spread 
over two CDs, Live At The Fillmore East is the 
definitive document of Hendrix’s legendary 
stint at the Fillmore.

ELVIS PRESLEY 
Sunrise 
RCA (07863 67675-2) 

In just over a two-year period, from the 
summer of 1953 to November 1955, Elvis 
Presley recorded 26 songs at the legendary 
Sun Studios in Memphis, Tenn. In the 
decades since, these songs have trickled out 
on a variety of releases, the most important 
arguably being the five singles Presley 
released on Sun. As Presley biographer Peter 
Guralnick told Goldmine (Jan. 15, 1999 

The best of the remaining 
Sun tracks were released on Presley’s initial 
albums for RCA, and the occasional unre¬ 
leased track has popped up on one of the 
many Presley albums released since his 
death. Then came The Sun Sessions LP in 
1976, followed by the double-album set, The 
Complete Sun Sessions, released in 1987. The 
Sun Sessions CD was also released in 1987, 
with six tracks from The Complete Sun 
Sessions in order to keep The Sun Sessions CD 
a single-CD release. Now comes yet another 
CD release, the double-CD set Sunrise. And 
so the obvious question for collectors is. is it 
worth buying Sunrise if you have any of the 
previous Sun sessions releases? 

If you’re a serious collector, the answer is 
yes, largely because of the track “It Wouldn’t 
Be The Same Without You." Presley’s first two 
sessions at Sun took place in the summer of 
1953 and January 1954, when Presley 
recorded four songs for his own use. “My 
Happiness,” “That’s When Your Heartaches 
Begin” and “I’ll Never Stand In Your Way” 
have all been released before, with “It 
Wouldn’t Be The Same...” the sole unreleased 
track from these sessions. This song adds the 
final piece to the puzzle of Presley’s work as 
an amateur; from January 1954 onwards, he 
only entered the studio as a professional. 
Presley is still in ballad mode on “It Wouldn’t 
Be The Same...,” in stark contrast to vibrant 

tracks, 
but they were primarily alternate 
versions of two songs: “I Love You Because” 
(five takes), and “I’m Left, You’re Right, She’s 
Gone" (seven takes). Sunrise cuts down on 
that repetition, with only one alternate 
version of each song — both previously 
released. Sunrise also features another previ¬ 
ously unreleased Sun track; an alternate take 
of "Blue Moon.“ 

Sunrise’s final six tracks are previously 
unreleased as well. All are live performances, 
taken from well-worn acetates. But even 
given the poor quality, they still convey the 
excitement of Presley’s live shows. Of partic¬ 
ular interest are Presley’s versions of two 
songs that were apparently only recorded in 
concert: “Tweedie Dee” and “Hearts Of 
Stone.” 

So completists will want to pick up Sunrise 
while hanging onto their copy of The 
Complete Sun Sessions. For those who have 
few Sun tracks in their collection, Sunrise is 
the stronger set, its m:x of studio and live 
tracks giving a good well-rounded look at 
Presley’s work before he signed to RCA.

In Person! Tony Bennett With Count Basie

Accordingly, the six-song Band Of Gypsys 
was released in April 1970. Though neither 
Capitol nor Hendrix was especially happy 
with the album (technical problems had 
marred the recordings), it still reached #5 in 
the Billboard charts.

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What Are Unit Space Ads? 
Unit space ads are an affordable option for the small dealer or for the private collector who has a few items to sell. They are based on 8-1/2 x 11 sheets 
that you create. They are "camera ready," in ether words, the ad will look in print exactly how it looks when you send it in, only smaller. We will reduce 
the sheets to tit the ad space. Optionally, at no extra charge we can create a heading for your ad. We will typeset your name, business name (if any), 
address and phone/fax numbers on your ad if you so request. 
The two types of ads are: 
1. Set Sale - Items are sold at the price listed. 
2. Auction - Items aie sold tc the highest bidder. 

For A Better Unit Space Ad . . . 
1. Use white paper, 
2. Have a new ribbon on your typewriter or printer; avoid low 

toner on a laser printer. 
3. Make sure the paper is vertically oriented. We cannot publish a horizontal unit space ad 

unless you want the reader to turn the magazine sideways to look at it. Most readers won't 
bother to do that. 

4. Mail it to us; don't fex it. Faxes can leave unwanted markings that make your ad hard 
to read. 

5. Clearly identify whether your ad is a set sale or auction. 
Avoid mixing the two in the same ad; if you must, have separate sections for set-sale and 
auction items. 

6. Include your name, address, and telephone/fax number (and when you will be available to 
take calls on the ad) and all ordering information, including postage and shipping fees. 

7. Put your listings in a logical order. If you have several formats in the same ad (LP, CD, 
45, etc.), group your items bv format. You also may wish to group items by type of music. 
As for the listings themselves, alphabetically by artist usually works best. 

8. If you have any questions on how to set up your ad, contact anyone from the Goldmine 
advertising staff. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to a set sale and not an auction. If an ad mentions 

minimum bids and deadlines, it's not a set sale. 
2. Follow the advertiser's directions on how to reply. If the ad says to write first to reserve an 

item, do it. If the ad says that money orders only ere accepted, don't write a personal check. 
And never send cash through the mail! 

3. If you write or call tc reserve an item and the advertiser still has it in stock, send your 
payment for the item promptly. 

4. Set sale ads are "first-come, first-served," so the sooner you reply, the more likely you are to 
receive what you order. 

5. If you receive the item and it is not as advertised, don't hesitate to complain. Reputable 
advertisers take complaints seriously and try to do right by the customer. But don't take 
advantage of this, either; complain only when you have a legitimate reason for doing so. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Only advertise items you have. Because of ad deadlines, some dealers will assume they will 

have new material based on ’elease dates given by record companies. In the long run, it's 
better to wait until you actually have an item to put it in your ad. 

2. State all your policies in the cd. Examples include method of payment, whether (and at 
what times) you will accept telephone calls, and whether to reserve items or send money 
immediately. 

3. Send the items promptly after they've been paid for. Federal Trade Commission regulations 
state that you must ship your items within 30 days. 

4. Charge only wnat you pay to send the package. Or charge everyone the same amount, 
knowing you will lose money on large packages, but will make up for it on smaller ones. If 
your stated postage rales are unusually high, state why! (Insurance, special handling or 
packaging, etc.) 

5. Take complaints seriously. An unresolved problem is usually a lost customer. 

Auction Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to an auction and not a set sale. 
2. Note the minimum bid, and don't bid less than that. Also, don't say "I will top all bids" 

unless the auction allows it and, of course, you really mean it. 
3. Mail in all bids unless the ad says phone-in bids are acceptable. 
4. Remember the deadline. If none is stated, then the auction closes one month from the date 

on the cover. For example, if the auction is in the Goldmine dated October 15, the sale closes 
November 15. 

5. If mailing bids, cllow 1 -2 weeks for your bids to arrive. And otter an auction ends, allow 
1-2 weeks for notification. If you haven't heard 14 days after the end of an auction, assume 
you won nothing unless the ad says that all bidders, win or lose, would be notified. 

6. Honor all winning bids! If you are notified that your bid has won the item, send the money 
for your items within a week. Bidders reneging on their winning bids is the No. 1 complcint 
from those who run auction ads. If you can't honor your bid, at least have the courtesy to 
notify the advertiser. 

7. Allow 2-4 weeks ’or your winnings to arrive. 

Auction Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Set minimum bids on any item you won't sell for less. You also can set an auction-wide 

minimum; different minimums on different parts of the auction; or no minimums at all. 
Avoid "Ridiculous bids will be rejected" or similar phrases; you can't assume that everyone 
knows what a “ridiculous bid" is. Instead, take the time to set minimums. 

2. Run an honest auction. Don't advertise items you don't have; don't artificially force bidders 
to bid more by claiming there's a counterbidder when there isn't one; don't overgrade your 
items; and sell all items that meet your published minimum and are the high bid, even it the 
bid is far below ‘book" value. 

3. Notify winners within the first week after your deadline passes. 
4. Send the winners their items promptly upon payment. (It's OK to wait for checks from 

unfamiliar customers to clear, which takes no more than a week. If it takes longer, get a 
new bank.) Federal Trade Commission regulations state that you must ship your items 
within 30 days. 

5. Don't use your auction as a way to compile a mailing list unless you state that in your ad. 
6. In sum: Treat your customers as you would want to be treated if you were the one bidding.

comes from a 70s soul platform for much of 
this set, fronting a funky groove on a throb¬ 
bing “Tired Of The Ghetto Bringing Me 
Down" that could fit snugly into any blax-
ploitation flick from that turbulent era. His 
warm R&B-rooted vocals deliver the goods 
on “Just Between Me And My Woman” and 
“Are You In The Mood?” (both co-written by 
producer Mitchell). Shannon proves a sting¬ 
ing guitarist on the minor-key blues “Jail Of 
Love.” though he sometimes reverts to a 
rocked-out overdriven sound that clashes 
with his crisp fretwork elsewhere. 

Except for an unnecessary stab at trans¬ 
forming Prince’s “Purple Rain” into a soul¬ 
blues theme (a bad idea even if the Beale 
Street habitues flip for it), Shannon’s third 
album hits the Bullseye. (One Camp St.,

ONDAR 
Back Tuva Future: The Adventure Contin¬ 
ues 
Warner Bros. (9 47131-2) 

Kongar-ol Ondar comes from Tannu Tuva, 
a remote republic in Russia between Siberia 
to the north and Mongolia to the south. He is 
a “throat singer,” a chordal vocalist. He sings 
in three modes — hoomei, sygyt and kargy-
raa — on this bizarre album, a fascinating 
attempt to Westernize him by laying his 
voice over and/or alongside music by Willie 
Nelson, a Flecktone, Randy Scruggs, and 
producer David Hoffner. The language is 
exotic, to put it mildly, and Ondar’s vocals are 
unearthly: simultaneously soaring and guttu¬ 

ral, they rock out of some timeless core, 
giving this album profound mystery. It’s not 
the novelty it strikes you as at first. Dedi¬ 
cated to Nobel Prize-winning physicist Rich¬ 
ard Feynman (whose deep sense of play is 
documented by Hoffner in a long, enthralling 
hidden track), Back Tuva Future is a 
profoundly strange, oddly powerful gas. Call 
it Speaking In Tongues for the millennium.

DAN SWANO 
Moontower 
Black Mark (BMCD 129) 

Great heavy metal has always been about 
strong chops, engaging concepts, and ener¬ 
getic performances. Many bands have made 
their mark with the right combination of 
those three elements, but rarely has one 
musician been able to pull it off. On Moon¬ 
tower, auteur/producer/multi-instrumentalist 
Dan Swano pulls off that rare Triple Crown of 
musicians by writing, playing, and recording 
the album all by himself. No joke. And these 
aren’t three-minute, three-chord, three 
chorus songs we’re dealing with here. 

Working from a sonic template akin to 
Iron Maiden-meets-Marillion with black 
metal vocals, Swano has crafted a heavy yet 
catchy album that takes both the majestic 
and gothic elements of classic British metal 
and marries them with a progressive song¬ 
writing approach. While there is an inherent 
complexity and skillfulness to the perfor¬ 
mances, many of the riffs and melodies are 
straightforward enough to keep things rock¬ 
ing along. By also keeping the keyboards up 
front rather than treating them as a simple 
accompaniment instrument, Swano provides 
another musical layer as well as a very 

specific texture to the songs. 
Balancing simple riffs against more 

complex melodies (and vice versa), this one-
man band knows how to play the different 
instruments off of each other while offering a 
unified whole, such as the way the guitar 
chords and keyboards hover above the danc¬ 
ing tom-toms of “Uncreation.” Then on the 
instrumental “Encounterparts,” Swano finds 
a way to link churning riffs and keyboard 
lines of a goth-metal nature with energetic 
acoustic guitar strumming à la Pete Town¬ 
send. 

He also understands the need for contrast 
in terms of dynamics, tempo changes, and 
the transitions between the different parts of 
each song. Amidst the thick power chords 
and luscious keyboards of “In Empty 
Phrases,” Swano offers a fairly understated 
guitar solo that is crystal clear, no thick of 
wall of distortion as one would expect. And 
on “Add Reality,” we get to hear his real 
voice, which sounds good, proving that he 
does not use the vocal effects as mere 
gimmickry. His deep growls should not seem 
too out-of-place, though, especially as they 
retain surprising clarity in the mix. And if 
you can’t get every word, lyrics are included. 

Which leads to the song topics themselves. 
Swano has crafted some thoughtful words 
about intriguing topics: the impossible desire 
to make dreams reality (“Patchworks”); the 
sinister use of future technology to “correct” 
human imperfections (“Creating Illusions”); 
and the conflict between not wanting to die 
but not wanting to live forever (“The Big 
Sleep”). While many of these meaty topics 
seem ripe for pretentiousness, they come 
across simply as expressing very human feel¬ 
ings and concerns. 

Indeed there is an all-encompassing sense 

of isolation that Swano expresses through his 
lyrics that ties the songs and their themes 
together. “In Empty Phrases” describes how 
the author feels that he is hiding behind the 
lyrical ruminations of others rather than 
original thoughts of his own, which is ironic 
because his combination of influences has 
created something new and exciting. The 
sadness which pervades these eight tunes 
works well even with the vampire saga “Sun 
Of The Night,” that takes the standard 
scenario of a ghoul seeking refuge from the 
sun lest he lose his life. But Swano brings 
renewed drama to an old subject, and that 
strengthens his credibility. 

Moontower is a beguiling album that is 
unlikely anything the metal world has heard 
in awhile. Swano’s proficiency as a musician, 
lyricist, and studio technician brings these 
eight tracks vividly to life. The songs could 
also be quite compelling live given the right 
mix of elements. Perhaps all Swano needs to 
do is clone himself so he go on the road.

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tension within the band and concerns of a 
possible breakup often surface. This is all 
usually uneducated hype. Often, and less 
glamorously, a solo record is an avenue for 
an artist to indulge in something different. 
It’s no surprise that solo offerings by two 
members of the progressive-pop outfit The 
Sea And Cake are varying departures from 
what would be expected of the band. 

Frontman/keyboardist Sam Prekop’s self¬ 
titled solo debut has a sound that is as much 
in debt to jazz as it is to indie rock (the type 
of adventurous rock ’n’ roll that can only 
result from the open-mindedness of inde¬ 
pendent record labels). “Showrooms” opens 
the album with low-key jazz picking by Sea 
And Cake guitarist Archer Prewitt that 
swings along with the Chicago Undergroud 
Duo’s Chad Taylor’s soft, random drum 
strokes. When the beat finds a rhumba-like 
groove, Prekop’s multitracked voice fills out 
the open space with its delicate breathy 
harmonies. Gastr Del Sol’s Jim O’Rourke 
adds a layer of whistling organ melodies, 
which is built upon with viola and violin 
tracks by Julie Pomerleau. It’s a lush song 
full of melody and harmony created on 
organic instruments, rather than driven by 
the layers of synthesizers that characterize 
the music of The Sea And Cake. 
However, lovers of The Sea And Cake 

should not be disappointed as the soft, 
melodic quality of their music is all over this 
disc. In fact, the melody of “Practice Twice” 
sounds like the bass line from "Bring My Car 
I Feel To Smash It,” off The Sea And Cake’s 
self-titled 1993 debut. The prevalence of 
natural instruments such as trumpets, violins 
and pianos is the real departure here, though 
ambient drones haven’t completely been 
omitted. 

The subtle and gorgeous “A Cloud To The 
Back” is driven by the dual piano interaction 
of Prekop and Prewitt (one takes a simple 
droning melody, the other weaves about it 
affectionately) and complementary harmo¬ 
nies provided by Town & Country’s Josh 
Abrams on upright bass and O’Rourke on 
guitar. Yet, the soft instrumental features a 
discreet yet essential shimmering ambient 
noise in the background — typical Sea And 
Cake. 

Drummer/keyboardist John McEntire’s solo 
offering is the big departure here. Don’t 
expect poppy Sea And Cake tunes or the 
intricate instrumental pieces of McEntire’s 
other project, Tortoise. On the soundtrack to 
Reach The Rock, a film by John “Some Kind 
of Wonderful” Hughes, McEntire contributes 
seven solo pieces that are ambient and mini¬ 
mal. “Stolen Car,” with its slurred, humming 
synthesizer drones riding on a pulsing slow, 
electronic beat, even sounds like something 
off Brain Eno’s Music For Films. Tortoise fans 
shouldn’t expect any crazy, “post-rock” freak-
outs. 

Only one McEntire track lasts over three 
minutes, but most barely last two minutes, 
usually building on one theme and then 
quietly fading out. Of course, this is no 
surprise, as this is supposed to be music to a 
soundtrack. 
What is surprising is that you would 

expect more from contributors such as The 
Sea And Cake, and Tortoise. The single 
Tortoise offering, “In A Thimble” recalls the 
current, uneventful, if not banal, new age 
work by former Police guitarist Andy 
Summers. The Sea And Cake’s “Window 
Lights,” though shimmering with the beauti¬ 
ful Sea And Cake aesthetic, doesn’t explore 

much of a dynamic, falling flat by its finale. 
The highlight on this soundtrack, for captive 
listening, at least, has to be “Dreams Of Being 
King” by Dianogah. 

It sounds more like Tortoise than the 
Tortoise track. The driving bass line, with its 
delightfully harmonic quality, almost sounds 
like Tortoise bassist Doug McCombs. 

Though McEntire’s solo work features fine 
examples of ambient music, Prekop will 
receive most of the attention here. It’s nice to 
see McEntire finally do a soundtrack, as most 
of his instrumental music with other projects 
has alluded to a cinematic style, but its inher¬ 
ent low-key characteristic will be outshined 
by Prekops flair. And, for any of you wonder¬ 
ing, according to their record companv, The 
Sea And Cake should be back in the studio in 
the summer or fall, after Prekop returns from 
a solo tour and McEntire finishes recording 
on the upcoming Stereolab album. Their fifth 
album should be out by early 2000. (Thrill 
Jockey, P.O Box 476794, Chicago, IL 60647;

CLARENCE “GATEMOUTH” BROWN 
Blackjack 
Sugar Hill (SH-3891) 

As the new millennium nears, it remains 
an uncommon feat for an artist to success¬ 
fully combine genuine blues and country 
music on the same album In 1977, it was 
utterly unheard of. 

That didn’t stop Texas master musician 
Clarence “Gatemouth” Brown from doing 
precisely that and emerging victorious 
During the late-40s and early-50s, Brown’s 
blazing blues guitar work was highly influen¬ 
tial in the Lone Star state (where he recorded 
prolifically for Don Robey's Houston-based 
Peacock logo). In the midst of a comeback 
campaign in ’77, after a long bout of domes¬ 
tic studio inactivity, Brown was at last ready 
to unveil all the idiomatic styles he so 
excelled at — come hell or high water. 

Alternating chiefly between phase-shifted 
electric guitar and violin (with a brief 
harmonica detour for one song). Brown cut 

Blackjack for the obscure Music Is Medicine 
label; the set debuts digitally here, its 
running order altered but its impact 
unchanged. Gate luxuriates in a bluesy “Here 
Am 1,” leads the sprightly fiddle hoedowns 
“Up Jumped The Devil” and "When My Blue 
Moon Turns To Gold Again,” gets funky on 
“Chickenshift,” and soars to the stratosphere 
on the torrid jazz instrumentals “Honey Boy” 
and “Pressure Cooker.” Clearly, Brown’s band 
required extreme versatility; for the most part 
they were up to the task. 
Gate has made more consistent albums 

since this one, but it sufficed nicely back 
then as a eye-opening réintroduction to one 
of America’s true musical treasures. It still 
succeeds today. (PO Box 55300, Durham, NC

THE SONS OF CHAMPLIN 
Live 
Grateful Dead (GDCD 4059) 

It’s been a long time cornin’ but the Sons 
are back with a vengeance. An integral part 
of the San Francisco music scene in the late-
60s, this was a group greatly admired by their 
peers. Phil Lesh says, “No one can sing like 
(Bill) Champlin and no one can play like Hag 
(Terry’ Hagerty),” while Mickey Hart told the 
San Francisco Chronicle: “They were a dance 
your brains out all night band... They were 
the most talented band ” No hyperbole here, 
but the Sons failed to find the success they so 
richly deserved. Still, 20 years after breaking 
up, they decided to give it another go. After 
some richly satisfying rehearsals and a hand-
iul of even more rewarding gigs, the Sons 
knew that they had rediscovered something 
very important. 

This CD documents a gig at the Luther 
Burbank Center in their beloved Northern 
California and finds the band breathing fire, 
playing as if their very lives depended on 
these proceedings. The lineup features one of 
the finest blue-eyed soul/R&B singers on the 
planet, Champlin, also performing on 
Hammond B-3 and second lead guitar, 
Haggerty, a unique stylist and utterly aston¬ 
ishing technician, on lead guitar multi¬ 

instrumentalist Geoffrey Palmer on 
keyboards and also contributing some 
wonderfully tasty vibraphone work, along 
with drummer Jim Preston, bassist David 
Shallock, and newcomers Tom Saviano, an 
L.A. studio musician on saxophones and 
keyboards, and Mic Gilette of Tower of 
Power fame on trumpet and trombone. 

The concert begins with “Fat City,” the 
group’s first single and a long-lost nugget. It 
has an up-tempo funky R&B groove that 
proves to be a great opener. It segues directly 
to “1982-A,” the track that opened up the 
Sons’ classic first album, Loosen Up Naturally 
and includes a terrific vibe solo by Palmer. 
Of course, Champlin’s magnificent singing 
reigns supreme. His smokey voice may not 
reach up into the stratosphere as it once did, 
but it’s earthy honesty and integrity give the 
music its meaning. 

The remainder of the CD favors tracks 
from Loosen Up Naturally (seven in all) and 
Welcome To The Dance. Highlights include a 
medley of “Black And Blue Rainbow,” 
“Things Are Getting Better” and “Get High” 
(yeah, they were an archetypal San Francisco 
band in more ways than one) with its 
memorable and truly marvelous vibes solo. 
The one cover tune is a smoldering version 
of “Tobacco Road” that is as good or better 
than any you have ever heard. 
The knock-out punch, however, is the 

Sons’ magnum opus, “Freedom.” This 15 
minute extravaganza is no mere noodling 
jam. It is a blockbuster with sophisticated 
song structure, brilliant arranging, monster 
solos and the quintessence of musicality. It 
has the sophistication of prog rock, but its 
funk, R&B, blues, and jazz elements make it 
something else. The crowning moment is 
Haggerty’s blistering solo. While the term 
"mind-blowiri” is dated, however appropri¬ 
ately used here, that’s just what Hag’s solo is. 
Sons fans will find this a must-have, and with 
any luck at all, it will be a long overdue 
introduction to the band’s music for a host of 
others.

LIDA HUSIK 
Faith In Space 
Alias A132 

Trip-hop may already be dead. The possi¬ 
bilities inherent in the combination with 
conflict of a chanteuse and trance-like 
computerized music have been exhausted by 
a wave of self-absorbed pixies, mistresses of 
gloom, and caterwauling harridans. Lida 
Husik and Faith In Space may be a kind of 
answer, or at least a last gasp: a substantial, 
almost profound voice floating in the techno¬ 
logical ether. 

Husik is not exclusively devoted to electro¬ 
nica; she’s more a pop musician seeking the 
forms that best suit her. Her vocals would 
rest comfortably in the seat of any style; airy 
but earthy, grounded but hallucinogenic, 
Husik has presence. Long ago (a few years 
ago, anyway), Beaumont Hannant, one of the 
most prominent electronic mavens in the 
U.K., spotted this rare gift and asked to work 
with her. The initial results, encapsulated 
first on Sculptured and Evening At The Grange 
(both 1994) and best on Green Blue Fire 
(1996) under the moniker of Husikesque, 
did indeed burn several degrees above 
techno’s usual temperature. 

Although Hannant and Husik have ditched 
the “esque” for Faith In Space, they again 
summon something elemental in the first 
track, “Build A Fire.” Here as throughout the

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album, it’s clear the two intend not to send 
dance floors into a tizzy, but rather to 
construct distinct moods from beats and frag¬ 
ments. The attitudes tend to darkness, self-
aware contemplation and wry observation — 
qualities enhanced by Husik’s thoughtful 
lyrics and sometimes breezy, sometimes 
melancholy phrasing. There are hints of 
ambient, but Husik and Hannant’s move¬ 
ments are less laid-back, more nervy. 
They don’t actively avoid fun, which 

flounces in on the disco auras of “Angels On 
The Floor” and “The New Miss NYC.” 
Nevertheless, perspective tinges these giddy 
tracks with knowing. A few planned remixes 
will no doubt subvert the intelligence, but 
here the intelligence does all the subverting. 

Faith In Space is ultimately a curious 
album, a collaborative effort at odds with the 
mindless fun of the rave crowd. By the stan¬ 
dards Husik and Hannant refuse — beats per 
minute, shout-outs, and so on — they fail. 
On any other level, though, and by any other 
musical standards, they’ve crafted an entic¬ 
ing, hypnotic, meditative journey through 
the flashing lights and bottled-water sweat of 
dance music.

ARCHERS OF LOAF 
White Trash Heros 
Alias (A 128) 

Some music leaps the chasms separating 
the multifarious categories of rock ’n’ roll, 
particularly the widest gap between the clev¬ 
erest, noisiest indie rock and the basest clas¬ 

sic rock. Call it odd-rock and acknowledge 
Archers Of Loaf as its exceptional purveyors. 
White Trash Heros [sicl is their fourth full 
album, possibly their best, definitely their 
least deliberately twisted. 

The Archers have stepped toward accessi¬ 
bility. The main force behind this is Eric 
Bachmann, the band’s lead singer. Ever since 
Icky Mettle, their 1993 debut, Bachmann 
rummaged for beauty with the verbalized 
pains of a man trying to submerge his 
sorrows with Drano and non-filtered Pall 
Malls. On White Trash Heros, Bachmann 
huddles over that voice a number of times, 
but he also “sings,” albeit in strained over¬ 
tones reminiscent of a steadier Neil Young. 
Necessary preservation of vocal cords or a 
desire to speak with more diversity may have 
motivated Bachmann; either way, he revels in 
the change. 

Never a band to do the totally predictable, 
Archers of Loaf revel with him. They veer 
into territory ordinarily reserved for art-rock¬ 
ers or fusioneers, but without losing their 
dirty-ass rock ’n’ roll basis and raison d' être. 
Keyboards and other potential distractions 
join the mix, but as coloration rather than an 
excuse to give in to the trendy or hackneyed. 
Soft synthesizers hum beneath “Dead Red 
Eyes,” setting up the kick-down entrance of 
Matt Gentling and Mark Price's metronomic 
bass and drums. Louder keys accent the sten¬ 
torian pomp of “One Slight Wrong Move” 
and philosophically stretch the time of the 
title track. 

Granting themselves a broader palette, the 
Archers flesh out their vision of rock, which 
is at once comprehensively complex and 
confusingly simple. Not one time signature 
misses its point, be it the rolling, off-kilter 

stomp of “Fashion Bleeds” or the near-city 
blues of “Slick Tricks And Bright Lights.” 
Bachmann and Eric Johnson’s guitars pick 
out melodies or thrash away on fascinating 
progressions as each song rightly demands, 
and the lyrics delineate anticipation, indeci¬ 
sion, and the desperate finality of fate. 

The songs propel themselves toward the 
listener, and when they hit, they usually 
seem somehow right. Even the working-class 
chorus that carries Bachmann on its shoul¬ 
ders during the coda of “After The Last” — a 
touch uncomfortably close to Pink Floyd — 
is perfectly sensible and perfectly trashy. For 
at core, Archers Of Loaf are four intellects 
grinding out Cinemascope trash for happily 
bent outcasts. Little Richard wouldn’t like 
them, but he would deeply empathize.

PLATYPUS 
When Pus Comes To Shove 
Velvel (VLV 79769) 

First released last year in Europe and now 
available domestically, Platypus is the latest 
in the “musicians from different bands get 
together and see what happens” sweepstakes, 
and quite possibly the best. With Ty Tabor of 
King’s X on guitar and vocals. Dream Thea¬ 
ter’s Derek Sherinian on keyboards and John 
Myung on bass, and Dixie Dregs drummer 
Rod Morgenstein in the lineup, you know 
you’re in for some music with chops galore. 

The album’s 10 tracks are pretty much 
divided between melodic hard rock with 
Beatle-esque vocals and progressive 
rock/fusion-styled instrumentals. Things get 
off to a rip-roaring start with “Standing In 
Line.” Imagine Badfinger’s vocals backed by 

Montrose or Rainbow and you’ll get the 
picture. “’’Nothing To Say" is a psychedelic-
tinged Beatlesque ballad with a short-but-
sweet soaring guitar solo. At 7:41 in length, 
“Rock Balls/Destination Unknown" is a 
complex instrumental with overtones of 
Return To Forever, and ends up with a savage 
guitar solo from Tabor over a long fade-out. 

There really aren’t any bad tracks, but best 
among the remaining selections are the 
incredible “Platt Opus” (possibly the album’s 
standout track) with its complex Kansas-like 
instrumental sections and the beautifully 
melodic (and very Dregs-ish) “Chimes.” 

Platypus is that rare breed of animal that 
successfully blends pop vocals and complex 
fusion/progressive/hard rock instrumentals 
Easily one of the best albums of this (and 
last) year.

It doesn’t take long. Something that has more open voicings, 
where everything has to be really exact in tune and blended 
and everyone’s maybe in a different part of their voice.” 

“For ‘The Stomp of King Porter,’” added Hauser, “we 
woodshedded it at Cheryl’s, so I remember how we were 
going. We got through the whole chart in a week.” 

“Before that,” said Siegel, “it took me five to six hours to 
write the vocal chart.” 

“We worked four or five hours a day on that song — and 
we broke it up with a couple of other tunes,” replied 
Bentyne. 

“So we spent about five hours to write it. It took about 10 
hours to learn it — and probably another four hours to go 
over and polish it after we learned it. It’s like muscle memory 
in sports. The more you keep doing it, the more it just 
becomes part of you. As you get more into the tune, you lose 
the thinking aspect of it. As you’re doing it, you’re kind of 
watching yourself doing it, that way you can polish it. In 
those 10 hours, we could sit there and go from Bar 1 to Bar 
60, and get through the tune. Then there’s going over it and 
going over it. When we cut to the track, you do it three or 
four times rehearsing it with the band at soundchecks, and 
then you try it the first time live — and by the fourth or fifth 
time you do it live, it locks in and then you’re home. It’s 
quite a process.” 

“The thing about writing a chart like that,” said Siegel, 
“for me, a lot of my time was not spent with pencil to paper. 
It was spent thinking about how it was going to work, about 
how I was going to adapt the Benny Goodman Orchestra to 
voices. And who was going to play different parts.” 

Swing also allowed The Manhattan Transfer to explore 
and reinterpret songs from their own performing career — 
including “Java Jive,” “Down South Camp Meeting” and 
“Choo Choo Ch-Boogie.” The band’s hard work and dedica¬ 
tion paid off, as Swing debuted at #1 on Billboard's jazz 
album chart and sold enough CDs, tapes and albums (yes, 
Swing was also released on vinyl) to stay in the Top 20 of the 
jazz chart for an entire year. But while the pop charts and 
radio stations embraced the new retro swing music from The 
Brian Setzer Orchestra, the Royal Crown Revue, and Cherry 
Poppin’ Daddies, The Manhattan Transfer’s dose of pure 
swing music seemed lost in the shuffle. Atlantic barely 
promoted the album, and many adult contemporary stations 
were still playing “Choo Choo Ch-Boogie” from the A League 
Of Their Own soundtrack, rather than the new version from 
Swing. Despite the record’s yearlong run atop the jazz charts, 
Swing only sold 200,000 copies. 

As the band reaches their 30th anniversary in the record¬ 
ing industry, The Manhattan Transfer have been honored by 
the peers in their fields — not just with Grammys, but also 
with acknowledgment of their contribution to music. In 
September 1998, they performed at the opening of the 
Kansas City Jazz Museum, a concert that included Ray 
Charles, George Benson, Patti Austin, and George Duke. 

“We had all these giants of jazz on one stage,” said Kansas 
City major Emanuel Cleaver to reporter Drew Wheeler. “I 
don’t think there’s ever been anything like that since the 
1930s.” 

One month later, Hauser was on hand to accept The 
Manhattan Transfer’s induction into The Vocal Group Hall Of 
Fame last October in Sharon, Penn. 

“It’s nice to feel that you’ve made that kind of contribu¬ 
tion,” Hauser said to reporters at the time. “It’s a great feel¬ 
ing. My children can walk through (the museum and Hall Of 
Fame) and get off the way I got off listening to all this stuff 
for all these years. 1 started listening to vocal groups since 
1954, started collecting in 1955. 1 think I’ve heard them all. 
In the first (Vocal Group Hall Of Fame) induction class, it’s a 
great feeling.” 

They’ve also found time to pay tribute to those who 
helped them through the years. In 1988, they performed 
“Birdland” as part of an all-star concert celebrating Atlantic 
Records’ 40th anniversary. During that same show, Paul and 
Hauser performed “Mack The Knife,” a tribute to another 

Atlantic artist and one of Paul’s inspirations — Bobby Darin. 
In 1996, they sang for Hendricks’ 75th birthday at Lincoln 
Center, performing “Four Brothers” and “Ray’s Rockhouse.” 
And in 1997, they performed with Tony Bennett, Clark Terry, 
Milt Jackson, Roy Hargrove, and Shirley Horn at a tribute to 
jazz guitarist Oscar Peterson. 

“When people ask me, ‘What’s your greatest influence,’ 
who knows?” replied Hauser. “There are moments that can 
affect you. There are things that affect you that sometimes 
you don’t even know — when you prepare some music, 
when you get an idea, you lay out an arrangement, when 1 
sing on stage, certain notes, certain ways — Igor Stravinsky 
said, ‘Amateurs imitate, professionals steal.’ There are people 
that get their stuff from us. We get our stuff from other 
people. It’s just the way it is. It’s wonderful music.” 

Later this summer, The Manhattan Transfer will return to 
the recording studio and begin work on a new album, their 
final one under their Atlantic contract. 

“We had originally planned on doing a jump blues 
album,” said Hauser. “It would have been an adult-contem¬ 
porary focused record, because the Swing album was a pure 
approach to swing, and it wasn’t a dance record. There was 
no money spent on promotion — the record just went out 
there. The jump blues album would have been an extension 
of the Swing album, with more postwar songs and R&B 
orientation — but it came to our attention that we were 
facing the same support problem. Acts like ours really no 
longer garner any interest with large record companies. Let’s 
face it — we’re out there, we sell out buildings everywhere 
we go, but we’re over 40, over 50, and as far as record 
companies are concerned, we are not worth that promotional 
investment. 

“So we said screw it. We’re going to go into the studio and 
do Vocalese II. And we ll take care of ourselves spiritually in 
making the record, and we’re not going to concern ourselves 
about whether it’s promoted or not. The record will come out 
and stand on its own. We always do good work, because we 
try to do our best. And that’s our last Atlantic album. As far 
as dealing with the big major corporations, I don’t know if 
we’re going to do that any more. It really only works for the 
big corporation, and for folks like us — we’re just going to 
do it a different way.” 

Through three decades, The Manhattan Transfer have 
remained business partners and good friends. When times 
were tough, they could always count on each other. 

“You don’t push the buttons,” said Hauser. “Every one of 
us knows that there’s no such thing anymore as an accidental 
button push. You don’t push the buttons — because you 
know what the response is going to be. This is a very good 
lesson for people in relationships. When you’ve been 
together a long time — everybody’s got something that’s 
going to piss them off if you say it. And you know it. Because 
it’s human. If you want to keep the peace, you accept the 
vulnerability and don’t push the button. And then you stay 
together.” 

“Our relationship, because it’s artistic, is so multi¬ 
layered,” said Bentyne. “We’re friends. A lot of different 
dynamics will come out at different points in our relation¬ 
ship. This is the longest relationship I’ve had with anyone in 
my life, other than my parents. For all of us, we’ve been 
together longer than we’ve been married — longer than 
we’ve been single.” 

“We’ve been together so long,” said Siegel. “We’re so 
sensitive to each other, if anybody’s having a rough time, 
we’re all affected. It can be so subtle, but we all catch it. If 
someone doesn’t feel good or someone has a bad day or 
someone misses their family, we’re all immediately affected. 
We can’t go through one song without asking the affected 
person, ‘Is everything okay?”’ 

“We’re kind of like a microcosm of life,” added Paul. 
“We’d make good ambassadors. Ambassadors of harmony.”

1958 when Tony Bennett stepped to the 
microphone and recorded this “live” album. 
Released by Columbia in 1959, In Person! 
Combines Bennetts sweet tenor with the full 
complement of the Count Basie Orchestra, 
playing popular Broadway tunes and motion 
picture songs to an appreciative audience. 

According to the liner notes, this Basie-
Bennett collaboration originally occurred at 
the Latin Casino in Philadelphia (which 
explains the reference in Bennetts patter to 
“gambling songs — some winners and some 
losers”). 
Unfortunately, there was a technical 

malfunction in the recording process, making 
the tapes virtually unusable. But rather than 
scrap the album completely, Columbia 
producer Mitch Miller brought Tony Bennett, 
along with Count Basie’s orchestra, into the 
30th Street CBS studios to “re-create” the live 
concert — including the patter, the inflec¬ 
tions, the improvisations — under controlled 
conditions. 

The two days of studio recordings were 
later “sweetened” with audience applause 
after each track, to give the illusion of a live 
recording. Even though the “live” perfor¬ 
mance was obviously created in a studio, 
Mobile Fidelity's "Ultradisc” and “Gain 11” 
enhancement processes successfully capture 
every vibrato and timbre in Tony Bennett’s 
voice, even on tracks such as “Without A 
Song,” as he reaches notes that would strain 
the voices of most amateur shower singers. 
And Count Basie’s horns come through on 
every track, almost as if Bennett was singing 
inbetween the sax section. And thanks to 
Mobile Fidelity, you can hear every note on 
Candido Cameros bongo solo on “Old Man 
River,” even when Camera’s lightly tapping 
the bongo skins. 

The disc also shows some of the limita¬ 
tions of “re-creating” a live album in the 
studio. On tracks such as “Lullaby Of Broad¬ 
way,” you can hear the trumpets in one 
speaker and the saxophones in the other, 
with no “bleed-through” such as would exist 
on a true live recording. And the audience is 
obviously controlled by a studio engineer 
with his hand on the volume control — the 
“crowd” cheers at the end of every song, but 
their cheers fade out rather than end cold; 
you can hear the audience still whistling and 
cheering as the crowd noise fades off the 
tape. Although this was a carefully-crafted 
illusion in 1959, Mobile Fidelity’s restorative 
processes show all of Mitch Miller’s short¬ 
cuts, making In Person! a great studio album 
— with audience enhancements. 

Now if Mobile Fidelity could get their 
hands on the original Latin Casino tapes, I’m 
sure they could restore them into the defini¬ 
tive Tony Bennett/Count Basie live album.

WILLIE NELSON 
Nashville Was The Roughest... 
Bear Family Records (BCD 15831HK) (8-
CD box set) 

This eight-CD compilation comprises 
Willie Nelson’s 1964 Monument Records 
session, as well as all of his RCA recordings 
dating from 1964 to 1972, a period that 
Nelson would just as soon forget. Though 
Nelson was known even then as one of Nash¬ 
ville’s top songwriters — Patsy Cline 
(“Crazy”), Billy Walker (“Funny How Time 
Slips Away”) and Faron Young (“Hello 
Walls”) all scored hits with his material — 
his own recording career was more proble-

made. Nelson’s producers, Chet Atkins and 
Felton Jarvis, seesawed between dressing 
Nelson’s songs up in pop-oriented style (in 
an attempt to sell him to a wider audience) 
or keeping things simple and intimate with 
just two guitars and a bass. Neither approach 
garnered him any real or lasting commercial 
success. 

Only in Texas did Nelson enjoy any 
sustained degree of popularity. His lack of 
commercial success left Nelson feeling frus¬ 
trated, a frustration that in the words of Rich 
Kienzle in the illustrated book that accompa¬ 
nies this set, "would ferment and expand, 
drilling into his mind the idea that he could 
produce better records on himself than 
anyone in Nashville could.” Nelson of course 
eventually took that step, to great success. 

But even the often formulaic treatment his 
songs received at the hands of his producers 
couldn't entirely obscure Nelson’s singular 
talents — his distinctive vocal delivery and 
the honest, up-front nature of his lyrics are a 
constant here. 

Nelson hardly sounds at home with the 
1964 Fred Foster productions that open this 
record. These Monument recordings, with 
their obtrusive horns and female backing 
vocals, which include the maudlin “King Of 
A Lonely Castle” and the pop-country 
“(There’ll Be) Someone Waiting For You,” are 
clearly the producer's vision, not his. The 
more lush approach Chet Atkins brought to 
Nelson’s “Pretty Paper” and the Harlan 
Howard/Hank Cochran number “What A 
Merry Christmas This Could Be” works fine 
on the holiday fare. Its superfluous anywhere 
else i.e., the straight-forward sentiments 
Nelson expresses on ’64’s ’’Talk To Me,” with 
its plea for some honest communication, 
deserve to be wed to a simple, no-nonsense 
arrangement — but no such luck. 

Disc one oifers an eclectic array of songs 
including the folkish German-language 
number "Whiskey Walzer” and the spare 
bluesy ’65 version of “Night Life” with 
Nelson’s detached, almost tired delivery. A 
Chet Atkins-produced session dating from 
April ’65 yields a great run of tunes set to 
simple guitar accompaniment and Pete 
Drake’s ghostly steel guitar touches. The 
latter lends a haunted quality to "Funny How 
Time Slips Away,” that bitter commentary on 
an ex-lover’s fickle heart and the stark 
despair of “Darkness On The Face Of The 
Earth,” which conveys the devastation of 
romantic loss (“The stars fell out of heaven, 
the moon could not be found, the sun was in 
a million pieces scattered all around”). 

Most of the songs on disc two (dating 
from the mid-60s) are ballads characterized 
by their mostly low-key arrangements. 
Nelson’s laconic delivery, placed out front 
and center, conveys an up-close sense of inti¬ 
macy, whether it’s the flat delivery he brings 
to the chilling ”1 Just Can’t Let You Say 
Goodbye” (“The flesh around your throat is 
pale, indented by my fingernails/Please don’t 
scream, please don’t cry, I just can’t let you 
say goodbye”) or the blissed-out sentiments 
of "I Love You Because." 

Several songs are presented here in multi¬ 
ple versions, one invariably stripped-down, 
the other with a more crowded arrangement. 
Without exception the unadorned version 
wins out hands down. A case in point: a fine 
Atkins-produced traditional country version 
of “San Antonio Rose” (1966) vs. an over¬ 
wrought Jarvis version jazzed up with tacky 
horns and all. The best of the lot? The 
sardonic “One In A Row” (“If you can truth¬ 
fully say that you’ve been true just one day, 
well that makes one in a row”), which was 
one of Nelson's rare hits during that period. 

peaking at number 18 on the charts. 
Disc three finds Nelson unreeling one 

genuine heartbreaker after another, plumbing 
the depths of despair in true country fashion. 
On the Floyd Tillman weeper “You Made Me 
Live, Love And Die” Nelson gives voice to a 
broken soul who grimly announces his inten¬ 
tion to commit suicide in the wake of a failed 
relationship, and on the Frankie Brown 
number “Born To Lose” he aptly conveys the 
depths of a weary, crushing loneliness. The 
only mystery is why this material, with its 
authentic sound and emotional directness, 
didn’t connect with the public. 

CD four contains more gems than dross: 
the emotional devastation of ’68’s “Sweet 
Memories” (“My days are just an endless 
stream of emptiness to be filled only by the 
fleeting moments of her memory”), the brisk 
clip of the rootsy “The Local Memory" and 
the finger-snapping ’’Bring Me Sunshine,” 
which offers an uncharacteristically giddy 
change of pace that became Nelson’s biggest 
RCA hit, peaking at number 13. The bad 
stuff includes a truly tacky soul-style 
arrangement of Merle Travis’ ’’That’s All.” 

Disc five contains a number of covers, 
among them Joni Mitchell’s "Both Sides 
Now,” sung with a meditative been-there 
weariness, and a truly awful version of the 
Johnny Cash hit ’’Sunday Morning Cornin’ 
Down” marred by overblown orchestration. 
What was Jarvis thinking? 

Disc six is notable for its big hits and 
misses. The former includes the rousing 
gospel number "Kneel At The Feet Of Jesus” 
and the masterful heartbreaker "Wonderful 
Future.” The most glaring miss? A tacky 
version of Merle Haggard’s ’’Today 1 Started 
Loving You Again,” so overblown Nelson has 
to sing loudly to be heard above it all. Also of 
interest is the sprightly original version of the 
Wayion Jennings/Nelson number ’’Good 
Hearted Woman” which, were it not for the 
cheesy female backup vocals, would have 
sounded just fine. The real oddity of the 
bunch: the bright harpsichord/steel guitar 
juxtaposition on “Home Is Where You’re 
Happy.” 

Disc seven is filled with rootsy homages 
to the Lone Star state (“Dallas,” “Texas In My 
Soul,” “Beautiful Texas” to name but a few) 
and some fine spiritual meditations (“In 
God’s Eyes,” “Family Bible,” “It’s Not For Me 
To Understand ”). By 1972, Nelson was 
recording without a producer. His final 
sessions for RCA — for a proposed concept 
record. Phases, Stages, Circles, Cycles And 
Scene — contained five bare-bones songs that 
are presented complete here for the first time. 

The set winds up on disc eight with 
Nelson playing to a live, appreciative audi¬ 
ence in Texas. All told, Nelson managed to 
create his share of first-rate material even 
when his producers’ limited vision often 
worked against him. A testament, perhaps, to 
a genuine writing talent that in the end 
would not be denied.

handful of compositions (“C.T.A.,” “Ginger¬ 
bread Boy” and “Gemini”) that have become 
jazz standards. Unfortunately, his introverted 
emphasis on writing has resulted in too little 
emphasis on his abilities as a soprano, alto 
and tenor saxophonist. 

In the company of Stanley Cowell, Pat 
Martino, Billy Higgins, Mtume (Heath’s son) 
and others, we’re given a reissue of cuts 
Heath recorded for the Landmark label 
between 1974 and 1987. His mature post¬ 
bop style is class stuff all the way, free of any 
overt flashiness, but sometimes it’s frustrat¬ 
ingly even-keel. The out of place but 
wonderfully nasty guitar of Tony Purrone on 
“Forever Sonny” leaves the listener wonder¬ 
ing what Heath would sound like if a 
producer slipped a funk organ and gritty 
bassist on either side of him. Still, this is a 
fine introduction to a name player many jazz 
fans have heard of but have not heard.

CHARLIE PARKER 

The Complete Live Performances On Savoy 
Savoy Jazz (17021-24) 

There was a time when, for either 75 or 90 
cents (depending on whether or not the 
patron wanted a table), jazz fans could see 
Charlie Parker at The Royal Roost at Broad¬ 
way and 47th Street in Manhattan. Or, if you 
were at home, you could hear the amazing 
prestidigitation of this altoist supreme, 
played live on the radio for free. What Savoy 
gives us in this four-CD package is a glimpse 
at bebop’s hardcore years when the music 
was between industry restrictions, after the 
union’s recording ban and prior to the 
current pay-per-view mentality. 

No doubt the fiber of Parker’s music was, 
to those spinning the radio dial in search of a 
soundtrack for their reading and sewing, as 
abrasive as the static hissing between 
stations. Parker’s intense reading of pop 
songs such as “Slow Boat To China” and 
“How High The Moon” must have left 
confused fans of Kay Kyser’s and Benny 
Goodman’s versions asking, what is this 
auctioneer-paced ranting? On the other 
hand, sophisticated compositions such as 
“Koko” and “Ornithology” no doubt intimi¬ 
dated novice jazzsters into memorizing the 
songs’ twisted melodies, becoming nonverbal 
passwords serving as tickets into the pre¬ 
beatnik era of hipsters. 

Loads of Parker anthologies have appeared 
prior to now, but what this set offers is a feel 
for the era that’s missing in the studio 
outings. The noise of an unattentive crowd 
and Symphony Sid’s obtrusive and sloppy 
song introductions ground the music in a 
time when such post-midnight Parker sets 
were not considered highlights in jazz 
history. 

Parker is offered up in varied groupings 
that include Miles Davis, Tadd Dameron, 
John Lewis, Max Roach, Kenny Dorham and 
Dizzy Gillespie. Fifty of the 61 cuts were 
recorded at The Royal Roost, six in what 
sounds like a larger venue in Chicago, and 
the remaining five at Carnegie Hall as part of 
Dizzy Gillespie’s big band. The recording 
quality of the latter configuration is far 
superior to the others and presents the two 
bebop giants in a setting where the sizeable 
audience is audibly appreciative of their 
reputations, as evidenced by their applause 
during solos. In fact, the move from The 
Royal Roost’s barroom noise to the dignified 
praise offered at America’s most prestigious 

auditorium showcases an accurate overview 
of Parker’s ever-increasing status as jazzman 
supreme. 
Both hardcore Parkerites and recent 

converts will find this outing an intriguing 
series of nonverbal conversations involving 
Parker, bandmembers and audiences express¬ 
ing various levels of interest; the triage 
making it one one of the most significant 
Parker compilations ever.

THE LONG RYDERS 
The Long Ryders Anthology 
PolyGram Chronicles (314 558 280-2) 

Like many a band before them, The Long 
Ryders were done in by that demon alcohol. 
Not in the sense that any of its bandmembers 
succumbed to overindulgence, but in the 
sense that a TV commercial the group did for 
Miller Beer in the mid-80s effectively torpe¬ 
doed their perceived credibility in the shal¬ 
low, callous eyes of the image-conscious 
indie rock scene. The group never made it 
big and eventually broke up. 

Okay, it probably wasn’t really as simple as 
that. But, whatever the reason, it’s a shame 
that The Long Ryders never achieved their 
due because this band shoulda been huge. 
Formed by a pair of refugees from L.A. retro-
60s punks The Unclaimed, The Long Ryders 
were perhaps the first post-punk rock ’n’ roll 
band to establish an overt link with tradi¬ 
tional country roots, channeled partially (not 
totally) through Gram Parsons' work with 
1 he Byrds in the ’60s. The Long Ryders were, 
furthermore, an incredible band, always will¬ 
ing to acknowledge their roots but never 
content to limit themselves to the rcle of 
mere revivalists. 

This two-disc set performs the public 
service of returning The Long Ryders to 
domestic retail shelves, anthologizing the 
group’s short career for the benefit of all 
Americans (and others, too). The set begins 
with all five tracks from the group’s 1983 
debut EP, 10-5-60, commencing with the 
savage spunk of its tille tune. From there, the 
wyld ryde is on, running through selections 
from throughout the group’s recorded legacy, 
bolstered by scattered demo versions, previ-
ously-unreleased covers of Bob Dylan 
(“Masters Of War”) and the Flamin’ Groovies 

(“I Can’t Hide”), a tune from a Christmas 
flexi-disc, non-LP B-sides and a live version 
of Neil Young’s “Prisoners Of Rock ’n’ Roll” 
that provides the set with an appropriate 
coda. 

Along the way, we’re treated to a crash 
course in what should have been standard 
radio fare in the ’80s. The Long Ryders’ 
recordings project an image of a cantanker¬ 
ous, rebellious band with a good nature and a 
good heart. Tracks such as “10-5-60,” “Join 
My Gang,” “Run Dusty Run,” Mel Tillis’ (via 
The Flying Burrito Brothers) “(Sweet) Mental 
Revenge” and “1 Had A Dream” are rock¬ 
solid exercises, while “I’ll Get Out Somehow” 
is straight-forward, traditional country. Selec¬ 
tions from the group’s 1985 near-break-
through album State Of Our Union — 
particularly “Lights Of Downtown,” “Captur¬ 
ing The Flag" and “Looking For Lewis And 
Clark” (heard here in a longer version than 
the original LP) — demonstrate how richly 
deserving of success this group was by the 
time of that damned beer commercial. 

Tracks from the group’s final album, 
1987’s Two Fisted Tales, are supplemented by 
a slew of unreleased demos from the same 
era. Of the demo songs, only the invigorating 
“Harriet Tubman’s Gonna Carry Me Home” 
was completed and used on Two Fisted Tales, 
which means we’ve got a treasure trove of six 
“new” Long Ryders tunes for true believers. 
A lovely essay from David Fricke completes 
this very nice package. And here’s to some 
enterprising label undertaking a comprehen¬ 
sive Long Ryders reissue program, returning 
each of the original albums to stores. Who’s 
with us?

VARIOUS ARTISTS 
32 Gems From 32 Jazz 
32 Jazz (32102) 

Producer Joel Dorn’s 32 Jazz label’s reissues 
of the Muse catalog place it directly alongside 
Blue Note’s current marketing of its own 
archives. Muse was defined by a mood as 
dark and intelligent as what Blue Note 
turned out but settled in with a heavier 
emphasis on an R&B feel and a degree of 
soul/funk jazz often far grittier than Blue 
Note’s genre-defining Horace Silver and 
Herbie Hancock recordings. 

Most of this sampler offers reissues of what 
Muse gave us between 1965 and 1995, with 
the representative cuts from the 32 Jazz cata¬ 
log presenting such a strong personality that 
no doubt loads of listeners will be seduced 
into purchasing future releases on basis of 
the label’s logo as much as by artist. 

There’s some classic stuff here, including 
cuts that will be remembered by jazzers now 
growing gray: Grant Green plays with Big 
John Patton on “Iron City,” David "Fathead” 
Newman and Hank Crawford battle on 
“Shana,” Willis Jackson and Charles Earland 
dig into deep funk territory on "Bar Wars,” 
Houston Person duets with Ron Carter on 
Sonny Rollins’ “Blue Seven,” while Pat 
Martino’s 10:26 take of "Sunny” still stands 
as one of the guitarist’s monster cuts. Not 
everything here is greasy chitlin’ circuit stuff, 
but the non-funk material is certainly solid 
and has been recorded by the likes of 
Rahsaan Roland Kirk, Woody Shaw, Mose 
Allison, Kenny Barron, Al Cohn, and Zoot 
Sims. 

If Muse is an unfamiliar name to any 
reader who laps up the gritty organ 
trio/honkin’ sax stuff sampled by the acid 
jazz crowd, you’ve got a find in this three-
disc intro to one of the best jazz labels ever.

The New York area housed some interest¬ 
ing — and reasonably successful — late-50s 
rock ’n’ roll outfits whose music is at last 
receiving comprehensive digital treatment. 

The Bell Notes were a self-contained quin¬ 
tet from Long Island who scored a major pop 
hit in early 1959, “I’ve Had It,” for Bob Shad's 
fledgling Time label. They made a few follow¬ 
ups (including a couple that scraped the low 
end of the hit parade) and faded from 
national view entirely by the close of 1960 — 
another casualty of early rock’s eminent 
disposability. 

Collectables’ 18-track overview of The Bell 
Notes’ Time output contains a handful of 
blazing rockers. “I’ve Had It” has a definite 
loopy charm, sporting a twangy dual gu: ar 
intro, a pounding beat punctuated by marav 
cas and a cowbell, and a pseudo-Everly 
Brothers duet vocal filled with teenage angst. 
Like several of its follow-ups, it appears here 
in pristine stereo. 

The group did have its inherent weak¬ 
nesses — bassist Lenny Giamblavo is laugha¬ 
bly incompetent on “Dream Street.” Odds are 
Shad augmented the quintet’s later Time 
sessions with New York session aces; the 
stunning guitar breaks on three of the hottest 
rockers — “No Dice,” “You’re A Big Girl 
Now,” and “Buckskin Sneakers” — sound 
suspiciously like the work of the great 
Mickey Baker. “Betty Dear” is an instrumen¬ 
tal that cries out for vocals and may well 
have had some on the original 45; three other 
songs appear both with and without vocals 
(the backing tracks aren’t overly fascinating 
and could safely have been jettisoned). 

The New Jersey-based Viscounts let their 
instruments do the talking. The quintet's 
music was apparently a little more enduring; 
their moody treatment of “Harlem Nocturne” 
actually charted twice (in 1959 and again in

’65). Vulture’s 30-track Harlem Nocturne 
exhaustively surveys The Viscounts' output 
for Madison, Mr. Peek, and Amy, even 
unearthing a few “acetate demos” that 
include a rare vocal by the group, “Oo-Oo-
Wee” (in fact, just about everything on the 
disc sounds dubbed from vinyl). 

Harry Haller’s raspy tenor sax was the 
band’s primary means of attack on the tough 
“Night Train,” “So Slow," “Wabash Blues” 
and “Dig,” though guitarist Bobby Spievak 
more than held his own when called upon to 
take over. The group had a penchant for 
reviving pop standards in an instrumental 
rock ’n' roll foimat — they rip through 
“September Song,” “Sophisticated Lady,” 
“Sweet Georgia Brown," “I Cover The Water-
front" and absolutely torch a most unlikely 
piece of material: “When Johnny Comes 
Marching Home” (Haller’s hair-raising solo is 
worthy of the great honkers from a decade 
before). (Collectables: Box 35, Narberth, PA 
19072)

VARIOUS ARTISTS SOUNDTRACK 
Little Voice 
Capitol (CDP 7243 4 98071) 

At least the soundtrack to Little Voice — 
the Jane Horrocks vehicle that features its 
waifish star going through her catalog of 
uncanny musical impersonations — doesn’t 
rely too heavily upon Little Voice herself to 
tell its story. Horrocks gets only two of the 11 
songs here (paying tribute to Marilyn 
Monroe and, more successfully, Judy 

Garland); the rest of this enjcyable, but 
flimsy, film sampler is filled by Horrock’s 
music idols camping it up to the extreme. 

Garland herself gets the most time, three 
songs of undeniable charm and (intentional 
in its context) cheeky kitsch: “Come Rain Or 
Come Shine,” “The Man That Got Away” and 
“That’s Entertainment!” But the highlights 
here, working, of course, within Little Voice’s 
setting, are two songs from Shirley Bassey 
(the sizz’ingly sexy “Big Spender" and “Gold¬ 
finger”) and Tom Jones’ swingin’ “It’s Not 
Unusual.” 

Songs by Billie Holiday, Monroe, and 
Ethel Merman (capping things with the 
ironic twists of “There’s No Business Like 
Show Business") round out Little Voice. The 
movie’s Golden Globe-winning Michael 
Caine sneaks in at the very end with an 
overly melodramatic karaoke reading of Roy 
Orbison’s “It’s Over” that’s so over the top 
and off-key that the high camp value of the 
package is reinforced with clarity.

THE DICTATORS 
The Dictators Live: New York New York 
ROIR (RUSCD8247) 

Bloodbrothers 
Dictators Multi/Media (DFFD-001) 

The Dictators never quite fit into the New 
York scene they came out of in the mid-70s. 
They didn’t have the art smarts (like Talking 
Heads and Television) to totally appeal to the 
CBGB crowd, and they weren’t nearly as 
witty (or as seeped in pop/junk culture) as 
The Ramones. Generally, they were too hard, 
almost near metal in an era that was slinking 

toward the sound (taking a cue from overseas 
bands), for the NY punks to handle. 

They also could be occasionally sloppy, 
juvenile and seemingly devoid of any talent. 
But when they were on — as reissues of 
Bloodbrothers and The Dictators Live: New 
York New York clearly show — they were a 
powerhouse of sonic blasts and bombast, a 
hard-rock punk band that was (mis)educated 
in the school of Stooges (they even cover 
“Search And Destroy” on the live disc), 
labels, tags and genre-fitting be damned. 

Originally released in 1981 on cassette as 
Fuck ’Em If They Can’t Take A Joke, New York 
adds three bonus tracks to the February 11, 
1981 hometown club gig (the new tunes 
come from an early-80s concert at the Ritz; 
only “Faster and Louder” adds anything to 
the package). And it was. on stage that The 
D;ctators were at their most gritty. On record, 
the amateur antics of “Handsome Dick” 
Manitoba and gang often came off shaky and 
callow — a three-chord garage band still 
looking for the right chords. On this reunion 
concert (the band broke up at the end of the 
’70s but sporadically got back together for 
shows here and there) The Dictators sound 
like they finally put it all together. “Next Big 
Thing,” the surprisingly poppy “Loyola” and 
a cover of Lou Reed’s “What Goes On” 
stretch the boundaries of what The Dictators 
meant to their environment, and in turn 
solidify their legacy and standing within it. 

On the other hand, Bloodbrothers, their 
third album (from 1978), is the band 
squarely fastened in that environment. By the 
time of this recording, The Dictators had 
graduated from the occasional faster-louder 
punks of their youth to a pretty tight combo 
with some pretty decent chops (similar to the 

ones being laid down by pals Blue Oyster 
Cult around the same time). It’s quite possi¬ 
bly their finest moment. 

The fist-raising “Faster And Louder" obvi¬ 
ously serves as the band’s anthem, and it is 
indeed Bloodbrothers most potent track 
(listen closely for a Bruce Springsteen 
cameo). But tucked away in the middle of the 
album are more subtle nuggets (“The Minne¬ 
sota Strip,” “Stay With Me”) that reveal a 
candy-coated heart beneath all the bluster. 
This is a straight reissue — no frills or bonus 
tracks here — but after years of MIA, it’s like 
discovering an unwrapped piece of bubble 
gum on the abrasive mean streets you’ve 
been down hundreds of times before: 
scummy, yes, but oh so tasty.

But because the first set of New Orleans Party Classics, 
released in 1992, covered many of the music’s hometown 
classics and faves, the songs included on this follow-up don’t 
have quite the cultural wallop or relevance as their predeces¬ 
sors. Still, it’s hard to argue with the big hits: Huey “Piano” 
Smith & The Clown’s “Rocking Pneumonia And The Boogie 
Woogie Flu,” Robert Parker’s “Barefootin’,” Jessie Hill’s “Ooh 
Poo Pah Doo — Part 11,” Lee Dorsey’s “Ride Your Pony” and 
Clarence “Frogman” Henry’s “But I Do” work as hearty slabs 
of R&B, regardless of territorial origin. 

The post-Meters songs (that’s circa '75 and beyond) on 
“More,” and thankfully there are only a couple of them, are 
the only gaseous tones bloating the festivities. The flavorless 
offerings by Wild Magnolias and Bo Dillis come off as local 
bar bands re-creating the style and sound of New Orleans 
party classics without replicating the magic. The mechanics 
of the music are there, but the soul of it — present on almost 
every other cut — is MIA. But don’t let that bring you down. 
The very best songs on this simmering sequel — Dorsey and 
Smith’s tunes, as well as The Meters’ “Cabbage Alley” and 
Fats Domino’s near-definitive reading of “When The Saints 
Go Marching In” — match part one pound for spicy pound. 
Scrumptious stuff.

Magician Among The Spirits... Plus Some 
Thirsty Ear (thi 57060.2) 

This reworked version of The Church's 1997 Magician 
Among The Spirits subtracts one track (a cover of Cockney 
Rebel’s “Ritz”) and adds four songs from an import CD-
single. The original (their tenth studio effort) was the first in 
years to be available only on import so many fans will be 
hearing it now for the first time. 

The original album was a fairly weak affair with the band 
combining hooky commercial fare (“Comedown”) with 
lengthy instrumentals that seemingly went nowhere fast. It 
found the Australian group reuniting with lead guitarist Peter 
Koppes. Any diehard fan probably enjoyed it as the band is 
tight and the arrangements are lush and exquisitely recorded 
as usual. But the overall feel was overindulgent, as the band 
seemed to say to hell with trying for a commercial success 
(their only hit in the U.S. was 1988’s “Under The Milky 
Way”). 

The addition of the four vocal tracks does indeed help 
matters slightly. Two of these (especially “Man“ and “Why 
Don’t You Love Me") are in fact better than much of the origi¬ 
nal release. 

Sometimes it’s amusing. The opening track, “Comedown," 
the single mentioned above, is little more than lead singer 
Kilbey rattling off names of people (both dead, alive and 
fictional) he finds amusing (Joan Crawford, Brian Wilson, 
original Church drummer Nick Ward, and Snow White) 
behind a musical backdrop with “you’re welcome here ... 
you’re like a star to me, astronomy” as a hook. And it works 
after a few listenings. But, overloaded with instrumentals 
breaking up the “songs,” much of this album sounds too

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often like a movie soundtrack. Not quite 
what one expected of The Church. But then 
that’s probably the point. 

The band did stage quite a comeback on 
last year’s Hologram Of Baal (on the same 
label), which is among their best work in 
years.

FRANK SINATRA 
Lucky Numbers 
Reprise (9 46853-2) 

FRANK SINATRA, DEAN MARTIN, 
SAMMY DAVIS, JR. 
The Summit — In Concert 
Artanis Entertainment Group (ARZ-102-2) 

In the year following Frank Sinatra’s 
death, the trend that was apparent during the 
last year before his death continues to hold 
sway. As part of the fashion for lounge music, 
the Las Vegas/Rat Pack/Ring-A-Ding-Ding 
aspect of the Sinatra persona gained greater 
currency, encouraged by such tomes as Bill 
Zehme’s The Way You Wear Your Hat: Frank 
Sinatra And The Lost Art Of Livin’ and a slew 
of television biographies and docudramas. 
The immediate posthumous CD reissues 
reflect and extend this emphasis. 

Lucky Numbers actually appeared on a 
limited basis prior to his death, having been 
distributed to guests of the Las Vegas hotel 
casino New York New York starting in March 
1998, then released to retail in December. As 
such a genesis suggests, it is essentially a 
promotional item, a 10-track disc with a 
running time of less than 33 minutes, culled 
from the 1960s and 1970s Reprise catalogue, 
most of its selections concerning or interpret¬ 
able as relating to gambling, at least within 
this context. Hence, the lead-off track, 
“Theme From New York, New York” can be 
taken to refer to the casino, while “That's 
Life,” with its sense of the ups and downs of 
existence, might suggest the inevitable gains 
and losses of the betting world. Then, of 
course, there are more specific references, 
such as “Luck Be A Lady” and "Here’s To The 
Losers.” If the concept is thin, it’s no sillier 
than filling an album with travel songs, as 
Sinatra once did when he was alive, and 
daughter Tina Sinatra’s involvement in 
promotional activities for the release suggests 
an official sanction. Nevertheless, Lucky 
Numbers is hardly an essential purchase. 

Tina turns up as the producer of The 
Summit — In Concert, a DCC Compact Clas¬ 
sics gold CD released through Tina’s Artanis 
(read it backward) Entertainment Group. 
This is an album drawn from the notorious 
November 1962 Sinatra/Dean Martin/Sammy 
Davis Jr. stand at the Villa Venice nightclub 
near Chicago, which reportedly occurred at 
the behest of mob boss Sam Giancana. The 
78+ minute show features individual mini¬ 
sets by the principals, Martin followed by 
Sinatra, then Davis, with Martin and Sinatra 
joining Davis after two songs for about 45 
minutes of horseplay. 

Sinatra and Davis take their sets more or 
less seriously, with Sinatra even turning in a 
smoldering performance of the torch ballad 
“When Your Lover Has Gone” and Davis 
giving his usual high gloss to “What Kind Of 
Fool Am 1” (a Top 40 hit that was still in the 
charts for him as he sang). But Martin’s solo 
spot is a send-up from the word go, and his 
performance betrays the scripting that is 
apparent throughout this supposedly sponta¬ 
neous, freewheeling act. 

He leads off with versions of “When 
You’re Smiling” and “The Lady Is A Tramp” 
that have been transformed into “When 
You’re Drinking” and “The Gentleman Is A 
Tramp,” the latter filled with clever lines 
referring to the dubious nature of the gig. It’s 
hard not to see the hand of a special material 
writer, probably Sammy Cahn, who was 
famous for his parody lyrics, in these songs. 

The interplay among the trio, with its 
combination of insults, celebrity impressions 
and bits of songs, bears great similarity to the 
excerpts of Rat Pack shows from Las Vegas 
that have appeared on video now and then, 
and especially to the Dismas House benefit 
show of June 20, 1965, that was done for 
closed-circuit TV and broadcast last year on 
the TVLand cable network. And the encore, 
in which Sinatra and Davis duet on “Me And 
My Shadow” and Martin and Davis do “Sam’s 
Song,” is easy to peg: These exact combina¬ 
tions had recorded these songs in this way 
for Reprise Records only a month earlier. 

Of course, the camaraderie among the 
performers is no less real for being somewhat 
rehearsed. Still, despite the current Rat Pack 
vogue, this isn’t a disc to play more than once 
or twice. If these guys weren’t so famously 
cool, you’d have to say their behavior was 
boorish. In truth, there’s a degree of mockery 
in the current celebration of their more 
Neanderthal tendencies that really seeks to 
diminish them, and in that sense it’s too bad 
Sinatra’s own family is abetting it with this 
release. Sinatra is too important a figure to be 
hobbled by such trivialization, and the guar¬ 
dians of his legacy should be careful not to 
encourage the creation of the kind of joke 
icon Elvis Presley has become, just in the 
name of making money off him. As to Sina¬ 
tra, Martin, and Davis at the Villa Venice, it’s 
not hard to forgive them as long as the band 
is playing, but as comedians go, they make 
great singers.

VARIOUS ARTISTS 
Eastern PA ’60s Soul 
Arf! Arf! (AA-073) 

The Pennsylvania towns of Reading, Potts¬ 
ville, and Orwigsburg will never challenge 
Memphis, Detroit, or Chicago for mid-1960s 
R&B supremacy. Yet the region did boast 
something of a self-contained soul scene — a 
decidedly blue-eyed one, judging from the 29 
1966-68 performances comprising this 
anthology. 

Producer/engineer Clay Barclay invited 
several area soul-slanted aggregations into his 
studio. His recording efforts emerged on such 
obscure local imprints as Disco, Pagoda, Up-
Tight, and Bar Clay (The Furys’ catchy, 
tightly harmonized “You’re My Little Baby” 
was picked up by the nationally distributed 
Diamond logo in ’68). The Traditions rated as 
one of Barclay’s best finds; lead singer Gregg 
Stankunas’ distinctive vocals lift “Girls,” “Oh 
My Life” and “My Life With You” to a higher 
plane. 
Bobby Penn & The Penpals (“1 Don’t 

Care”), The Intentions (“I’m Losin’ Your 
Love”), and Vic & The Catalinas (“Summers 
Groove”) dish up churning, brassy grooves 
reminiscent of James Brown — each group 
fronted by a genuinely soulful lead singer. 
(Brown, The Hardest Working Man In Show 
Biz receives a personalized tribute from 
James & The Incredible Showmen on their 
instrumental “James Brown Boo-Ga-Loo”). 
The last 10 tracks by The Motiques, a seven¬ 
piece Reading group too young to play in 
bars at the time, are unissued and largely 
uninspired covers of Motown and Stax hits. 

At last Eastern Pennsylvania gets its props 
for a soul scene no one outside its immediate 
environs even noticed until now. (PO Box 
465 Middleborough MA 02346)

DEEP PURPLE 
Shades 1968-1998 
Rhino (R2 75566) 

Talking to Goldmine six months ago (Oct. 
9, 1998 issue), Deep Purple bassist Roger 
Glover was bemoaning the absence of a band 
box set. Led Zeppelin had one, Uriah Heep 
had one, Uncle Tom Cobbley et al had one. 
But beyond a three-disc live set from 1972, 
and a few import compilations that simply 
culled random tracks from each of the band’s 
albums, Purple were still awaiting the defini¬ 
tive, authoritative treatment. 

They wait no longer. Although there are 
certainly enough holes in Shades to drive 
several London buses through, and although 
Glover himself expresses amazement at how 
some of the selections made the final cut (“A 
Castle Full Of Rascals” is not epochal Mark 
VII Purple by any means) in a world that was 
once Purple boxless. In a world that also has 
watched with mounting envy while the U.K. 
has been bombarded with gloriously remas¬ 
tered versions of all the classic Purple 
albums, Shades is quite possibly the most 
important boxed set of the past five years. 
And here’s why. 

Between 1969, when vocalist Ian Gillan 
and Glover joined an oddly over-ambitious 
post-psych rock ’n’ bombast band, and 1976, 
when the band finally called it quits (the first 
time). Purple really were one of the lew 
heavy metal bands that mattered, primarily 
because they refused to be “just” heavy 
metal 

Sure they were masters of the crushing riff 
and the ear-piercing shriek, but what went on 
in the minds of music critics and headbang¬ 
ers seduced by the riff-roaring purity of 
“Smoke On The Water,” had nothing to do 
with everything else that they were doing. 
Jon Lord’s neoclassicisms, Ritchie Black¬ 
more's atomic minstrelsy, Glover’s flawless 
grasp of pure pop production techniques — 

when one or another member took preci 
dence on a song, mavbe Purple would plc 
into a pigeonhole. But when everyone g< 
cracking and a song really worked, eve 
David Coverdale. Gillan’s somewhi 
conceived replacement, could not make 
less than magical. 

“Child In Time,” “Black Night,” “Fir 
ball,” “Strange Kind Of Woman,” “Highwi 
Star,” “Space Truckin’” and “Woman Fro 
Tokyo” — a cat with no ears could tell yc 
that Deep Purples legacy was too good 
leave just lying about 

But, said Glover, “Warner Brothers real 
weren’t interested in the catalog.” The lab 
was offered each of the 25th anniversai 
remasters, the bonus-track-packed marve 
that have restored In Rock, Fireball, Machii 
Head, Made In Japan and (coming soon) Wl 
Do We Think Wie Are to greater heights ths 
ever, and they turned each one down fla 
Turned Glover down, too, when 1 
approached them asking if he could ti 
improving upon the aural disasters that we 
the first CD transfers of Purple’s Americs 
catalog. It stands to reason, then, that tl 
band wasn’t involved in Shades, either. 

But their absence doesn’t show. Fot 
discs, 62 tracks, re-create all eight incarn 
tions of Purple, drawing upon rare singf 
where necessary, odd B-sides where appropt 
ate, and sharp outtakes where available. “I 
not standard stuff,” Glover mused. The 
Rock-era “Jam Stew,” a German TV perfo 
manee of “No No No” and 1991’s “Slo 
Down Sister” 45 all provoke comment, ar 
he acknowledged, “They’re really throwir 
some rarities in there.” 

There are, however, no unreleased trad 
on the box, primarily because most hat 
already been unearthed for either the ann 
versary issues or any one of the billic 
Purple compilations out there. “There’s pro 
ably stuff from the reunions,” Glover admi 
ted. “Typically when making Perfect Strange 
or House Of Blue Light, we’d have got 
through 20 or 30 multitrack tapes. But a 1 
of it is trainspotter stuff, rather than ente 
taining stuff. I was really happy to find tl 
lost song (“Slow Train” — included here) c 
Fireball, but I don’t really expect to fir 
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much else.” 
So the Mark 1 lineup is represented by 

nine tracks, opening with the pop hit 
“Hush,” and winding up with “The Bird Has 
Flown”; Mark 11 sprawls through to halfway 
across disc three (Marks 111 and IV, with one 
album apiece, round out the remainder); and 
disc four summarizes the various post-1984 
reunion lineups. And though there’s too 
many omissions to call this the definitive Best 
Of (no “Mistreated,” no “You Keep On 
Moving”), it is a definitive history, not only 
of the band’s sparkling highs, but also some 
startling lows, personal if not musical. 

“Painted Horse,” a Who Do We Think We 
Are outtake, for example, reminds Glover of 
one of Gillan and Blackmore’s famous studio 
rows. “Ritchie didn’t like the tune Ian was 
singing, Ian wanted it in a major key, Ritchie 
wanted it in a minor key, and Ian wouldn’t 
change. So in the end Ritchie said, “Fuck it, 
it’s not on the album then.” 

Another song, the Fireball outtake “Free¬ 
dom,” reveals a rare failure in Purple’s song¬ 
writing prowess. “We’d been doing ‘Lucille’ 
as an encore, and we decided ‘Why are we 
doing someone else’s song, why don’t we 
write our own “Lucille?” So ‘Freedom’ was an 
attempt to write a good-time rock ’n’ roll 
song, and it didn’t work at all. It was far too 
complicated a riff. “Lucille” is just so simple, 
and that’s the key. When you try and write 
something that sounds like something else, 
but you want to make it your own, you bend 
it and shape it, and it all gets a bit... fussy. ” 

Another track, possibly the band’s most 
famous song of all, almost never made it onto 
record in the first place. “When Machine 
Head came out, the song we thought was 

going to be big was ‘Never Before.’ We put a 
lot of work into that, a nice middle eight, 
polished performances, properly mixed.” But 
that was before the world heard what the 
band still called “Title #1.” 

“It was a riff Ritchie had. The studio we 
were using had burned down, so we recorded 
it in a house we were renting — it was the 
only thing we did record before the police 
came and shut us down. The roadies were 
holding the doors shut while we recording it 
— one can almost hear the banging as the 
song fades out. And about a week or so later, 
after we’d moved onto another studio, we 
still had this odd riff of Ritchie’s hanging 
about, ‘Title #1.’ And we really didn’t think 
much of it, it was, ‘Oh, what are we going to 
write over this?’ So I said Well, remember 
that title I came up with about the fire? 
‘Smoke On The Water’?” 

And the rest, as they say, is history. 
There’s one thing about that song which 

still haunts Glover, though. “It’s odd, but 
there’s not one piece of video tape showing 
us, in the ’70s, playing ‘Smoke On The 
Water.’ If anyone ever needs a clip, they show 
[the post Gillan/Glover eral California Jam. 
There’s nothing of the Machine Head lineup. 
Our biggest song, and... 1 know there’s got to 
be some footage out there somewhere. But I 
can’t find it.” 

Six months ago, he said much the same 
thing about a Deep Purple boxed set. Now, lo 
and behold, we have Shades. So maybe some 
day, somehow, another wish will come true. 
And then someone can get to work on the 
definitive video anthology as well.
