[Thomas, we posed the question about Charly 

to Bill Dahl, one of our writers who is well-versed 
in this area, and this is his reply: “Charly never 
had a Five Du-Tones CD out. The only one I’ve 
seen is a bootleg of their One-Derful! stuff that’s 
available on the East Coast. Charly did have 

three anthologies of material from the One-

Derful! vaults out — one covering One-Derful!, 

another its sister M-Pac! label and the third one 

highlighting its Mar-V-Lus subsidiary. They were 

compiled by thè one and only Robert Pruter, 

Goldmine^ RGB editor, and were almost impos¬ 
sible to find stateside even when Charly was in 
business, so it’ll be even tougher now. Another 
British firm, Goldmine Records (nice name! (But 
no relation. — Ed. I), has also assembled a single 
disc of One-DerfuH/M-Pad/Mar-V-Lus tracks 

that may suffice for your reader. It might be 
marginally easier to find, anyway”! 

“Heavy Metal Thunder” struck him 
Just to let you know, I enjoyed Sean Egan’s 

“Heavy Metal Thunder” article in Goldmine 
#544 (June 1, 2001). Heavy metal was my 
favorite music as a teenager in the U.K. in the 
pre-punk 1970s. While the U.K. version of 
heavy metal essentially grew out of amped-up 
versions of Chicago blues, I’d like to show 
that the equally valid U.S. version had 
stronger roots in rock ’n’ roll. Even in the late 
1950s and early 1960s, records such as Link 
Wray’s “Rumble” or The Frantics’ “Werewolf’ 
created the atmosphere of dark menace that 
is metal in spirit. In the early 1960s, the U.K. 
also had Screaming Lord Sutch and The 
Savages, with their “Screamin’” Jay 
Hawkins/horror movie-derived stage act. 1 
once saw some old B&W television footage 
of these guys doing “Jack The Ripper” — it 
was great stuff (and quite disturbing!). While 
The Kinks had a couple of pre-metal singles 
in the U.K. charts in 1964, The Sonics were 
arguably the first metal band in the U.S. Sure, 
they played rock ’n’ roll, but Jerry Roslie was 
the missing link between Little Richard, 
Motorhead’s Lemmy, and AC/DC’s Bon Scott. 
Their version of “Louie, Louie” is proto¬ 
metal riffing, while “Cinderella,” "He’s 
Waitin’” and “The Witch” can still blow away 
anyone hearing them for the first time with 
the volume turned up. 

In 1968, Blue Cheer’s “Summertime 
Blues” was way more metal than rock ’n’ roll, 
while the original single version of MC5’s 
“Lookin’ At You” from January 1968 still 
stands (to my ears) as the finest slab of 
mayhem ever recorded. This goes way 
beyond riffs and screeching vocals — it’s 
aural destruction. Nothing this wild ever 
came out of the U.K. The Misunderstood’s 
1966 feedback-drenched single “Children Of 
The Sun” was just about the hottest thing 
from the U.K. in 1966 (sounding like an

All hail Marley 
I have to admit that there isn’t a whole lot 

of reggae in my collection (a lot more than rap 
and polka, but it’s dwarfed by the size of my 
blues, rock, jazz and even Celtic sections). 
Despite that, one of the most unique records 
in my the collection is a reggae record. Reggae 
Christmas features traditional Christmas songs 
done reggae style. 1 played it for my folks one 
Christmas. My dad loved it. My mom had no 
comment, which meant she didn’t like it. The 
album cover is a picture of a marijuana plant 
with colored Christmas lights on it. 1 kick 
myself now for not picking up more copies, as 
there was a stack of them for $1 back in the 
mid-80s at the Radio Doctors record shop in 
downtown Milwaukee, Wis. The album is 
immortalized in color in the Goldmine Christ¬ 
mas Record Price Guide by Tim Neely. 

Reggae’s impact on modem music cannot 
be ignored, and Bob Marley certainly is the 
spearhead of the genre. Many music fans 
probably didn’t realize back in 1974 that Eric 
Clapton’s “I Shot The Sheriff" was really a 
reggae song or even knew what the genre was. 
Many bought it 1) because it was by Clapton, 
or 2) because it was by Clapton. Johnny 
Nash’s smash hit “I Can See Clearly” was 

probably not perceived by the buying public 
as reggae either — it’s just a wonderful song. 

Other non-reggae artists besides Clapton have 
gotten in on the reggae action as well, including 
Steely Dan (“Haitian Divorce”), The Police 
(“Roxanne") and Stevie Wonder (“Master 
Blaster"), just to name a few. Dread Zeppelin took 
the genre to extremes when the band welded 
reggae with Led Zeppelin songs and Elvis Presley 
sound-a-like vocals, including their own take on 
Marley’s “Stir It Up” (and it all works surprisingly 
well!). Jazz guitarist Lee Ritenour just released A 
Twist Of Marley on GRR his interpretations of an 
artist he first appreciated as a teenager. 

Is Marley collectible? You bet. Several of 
Marley’s 45s are worth more than $100, and his 
rare records and memorabilia are a major part 
of the new The World Of Reggae exhibit in 
Long Beach, Calif., near the Queen Mary. 

Marley would be amazed to see the 
traces of reggae’s and his own influence in 
popular music 20 years after his death. The 
Master Blaster still rules.

My favorite heavy metal records now are 
reissues of long forgotten, 30-year-old, rare 
U.S. LPs; Boulder Damn’s Mourning, Randy 
Holden’s Population II, Josefus’ Dead Man, 
Mariani’s Perpetuum Mobile, plus slightly later 
bands such as Orange Wedge, Poobah, and 
Seompi, who 1 never heard at the time. To me, 
as a Brit, the best metal music was usually 
American, hard to find (rather than Top 40), 
and the people making the music grew up 
listening to blues, soul and rock ’n’ roll, which 
shows in their records. Certainly, the later the 
record, the less memorable it will probably 
become, even if the riff is 10 times faster!

Researcher looking for music books info 
In my continuing effort to waste time on 

the Internet, I thought it would be interesting 
to find out which music books were still in 
print. I found quite a few, first at Amazon, 
then at other places. At some point my obses¬ 
sive nature (something I guess most collec¬ 
tors know about...) kicked in and it occurred 
to me that the Web would be a perfect place 
to assemble an ongoing bibliography of rock 
and related stuff. So I did! 

The results, which can now be seen at 
www.bompbooks.com, are organized the way 
I’d want to see it if I were looking for a music 
book: by category, with a search engine for 
cross-searches. There are other sites that list a 
lot of rock books, but I’ve taken the effort to 
organize topics such as surf music, garage 
bands and rockabilly, as well as some rather 
unlikely ones that turn out to be fairly well-

populated, such as music travel books, and 
music-related fiction. There are also large 
sections on rock criticism and books for 
collectors. When possible I have written my 
own reviews, otherwise I post what info I can 
find online. There are currently some 5,000 
books indexed, with more (especially out-of-
print ones) being added all the time. 

Yeah, this is a plug, but mainly I’m here to 
ask Goldmine readers for help locating info 
on privately published books, which as we all 
know are often the best sources of real infor¬ 
mation. By listing as many of these as 1 can 
find, with links to ordering them, I hope the 
authors of these works will get more of the 
attention they deserve.

Cheap Trick, Blondie honor Joey 
Ramone at “Birthday Bash” 

NEW YORK — Joey Ramone’s Birthday 
BashXvas a fitting tribute to the man who put 
the gabba in gabba gabba hey, a man who 
most certainly would have attended had he 
not died of lymphoma seven weeks shy of his 
50th birthday. 

Did I say “tribute?” I meant celebration. 
“This is not a memorial, and it's not a trib¬ 

ute,” Mickey Leigh, Joey’s brother, told 
reporters emphatically before the show. “It’s a 
party. That’s what he would have wanted.” 

The bash may well have been a reflection 
of the Ramones themselves — lots of spirited 
three-chord punk, with just the right amount 
of respect for the pop sounds of several 
generations before, a little monotony and a 
whole lot of heart. 

Master of ceremonies Little Steven Van 
Zandt, now better known as Silvio Dante in 
the HBO series The Sopranos than as Bruce 
Springsteen’s guitarist, praised Joey’s courage, 
“because it takes courage to make the kind of 
music he made in an industry that only 
respects what’s already popular.” 

The first half of the proceedings were 
perhaps the most inspiring, featuring The inde¬ 
pendents, a Lower East Side band championed 
by Joey. Leigh followed with a short set by his 
band Stop. The first half was closed by Bellvue, 
the new band led by former D Generation 
frontman Jesse Malin, who was also an owner 
of the now-defunct club Coney Island High, 
which was one of Joey’s hangouts. 

The secret weapon of the evening was an 
excellent compilation of video footage assem¬ 
bled by the Ramones’ video director George 
Seminara, featuring Joey and his partners in 
crime, including a priceless interview by 
Geraldo Rivera. The compilation also 
included videotaped tributes from a number 
of figures such as Green Day, Paul Westerberg 
of The Replacements, and Metallica (who 
were roundly booed by the crowd for their 
high-profile opposition to Napster). 

The second half of the show felt more like 
the memorial service that Leigh was striving to 
avoid, interspersed melodramatic speeches 
and eulogies from partners in crime such as 
Tommy Erdelyi (a.k.a. Tommy Ramone), the 
only Ramones alumnus to participate, their 
one-time manager Danny Fields, and a self¬ 
promoting obnoxious presentation by rock 
critics and impresarios Legs McNeil and John 
Holmstrom. 

Leigh led a pickup band through a series 
of Ramones covers such as “I Want You 
Around” and “I Remember You.” 

Blondie galvanized the crowd with a set 
that included “Dreaming," “Hanging On The 
Telephone,” “Rip Her To Shreds” and “One 
Way Or Another.” They ended their set with 
a cover of “I Wanna Be Your Boyfriend.” 

Cheap Trick followed with a set of songs 
“that Joey always liked to hear us play,” said 
guitarist Rick Nielsen. The set included 
“Hello There,” “ELO Kiddies” and “Surren¬ 
der,” which Joey often sang with the band 
when they toured together on the Lolla¬ 
palooza 1996 tour. 

The Damned, one of the earliest purvey¬ 
ors of U.K. punk that the Ramones inspired, 
closed the show. “They were the punk Beat¬ 
les,” Damned guitarist Captain Sensible said 
of the Ramones before the show started. 

The party ended with Van Zandt reading a 
proclamation from U.S. Rep. Gary Ackerman, 
who credited Ramone with creating “a musi¬ 
cal and cultural revolution by rebelling 
against mainstream music and pioneering 
punk rock.” 

Then the show’s organizers passed out 
Yankee Doodles and Ring Dings cakes to the 
crowd of 3,000, many of whom proceeded to 
throw the cakes at one another, which was 
perhaps the most fitting end to the bash to 
honor the pioneer of punk.

Former Zombies Rod Argent and Colin 
Blunstone are back with new album 

I first became aware of 
The Zombies at age 13, 
when 1 heard “She’s Not 
There” on a British rock 
compilation LP 1 had 
purchased from the RCA 
Record Club. That was 1975. 
To my ears that song 
sounded years ahead of its 
time in comparison to other 
hit-makers on the charts. 
Mesmerized, I began to then 
search out and collect their 
entire catalog, slowly, bit by 
bit — as Zombies recordings 
were difficult to obtain in 
the late '70s and early ’80s. 
What I found was music 
more precious than gold. In 
my opinion, songs such as 
“Smokey Day," “I Remember 
When I Loved Her,” Imagine 
The Swan” and “Leave Me 
Be” are without equal in pop 
music. That’s on top of The 
Zombies’ well-known hits — 

including Argent founder 
member Jim Rodford on 
bass. 

Much has happened in 

recent years with the reis-

suence of both The Zombies’ 

and the Argent catalogs to 

compile your works. Did 

that assist your decision to 

work with Colin again in 

any way? 

Not directly. We came 
back together again as a 
result of a charity show 
that I performed. 1 played a 
solo piano classical set, a 
jazz trio set, and finished 
with a set by Argent — re¬ 
formed for the concert 
with all the original 
members. During that part 
of the show 1 invited Colin, 
whom 1 knew was in the 
audience, to come up and 
sing “She’s Not There” and 

“She’s Not There,” “Tell Her No” or “Time Of 
The Season" and the stunning album Odessey 
And Oracle (sic) as a whole. Only the best 
works from rock’s elite royalty — (The Beat¬ 
les, The Rolling Stones, and The Who) 
compare. 

All of these brilliant songs were written 
by Zombie leader Rod Argent, who later 
headed a second ground-breaking group, the 
prog-rock ensemble Argent, as well as carry¬ 
ing on with a distinguished and varied solo 
career in the years to follow. The release of 
the much-heralded Out Of The Shadows 
album in early May reunites Argent with 
fellow Zombie lead vocalist Colin Blunstone 
with their first comprehensive collaborative 
effort since 1968. On assignment from Gold¬ 
mine, 1 recently caught up with Argent 

Goldmine: Putting on this brilliant new 
CD, the listener is at once engaged with a feel¬ 
ing of a fresh beginning for you and Colin Blun¬ 

stone. Like Paul McCartney, do you feel pres¬ 

sure in terms of competing with your past? 

Rod Argent: I’m glad you like the CD! 
We’re really happy with the way that it has 
turned out: It feels fresh and honest to us, 
and I really think that it represents the best 
we can do at a particular moment in time. 1 
don’t personally feel any pressure to compete 
with our past — for two reasons. One is that 
I only know one way to record: take a piece 
of material and try to make the most of it — 
without any thought of conceding to current 
fashion or “commerciality.” That’s the way we 
always approached making music in The 
Zombies and Argent, and it still feels right. 
Second, 1 can honestly say that renewing the 
working relationship with Colin felt so easy 
and natural that it might have been a couple 
of weeks ago that we cut our last Zombies 
track — “Time Of The Season.” This also 
holds true for the live stuff and is helped by 
the fact that we’ve assembled a great band, 

Obituaries 

Bryan Gregory, Cramps guitarist 
Bryan Gregory, a founding member and 

guitarist for the pioneering psycho-billy 
band The Cramps, died of pneumonia Jan. 
10, 2001, in Anaheim, Calif. Gregory had 
previously suffered a heart attack and had 
been ill for several weeks. He was 46. 

A native of Detroit, Gregory cofounded 
The Cramps in 1975 along with singer Lux 
Interior (Erick Purkhiser), guitarist Poison 
Ivy Rorschach (Kirsty Wallace), and 
Gregory’s sister, Pam Gregory, on drums. 
After honing their skills at the legendary 
New York punk venue CBGB’s, the band 
released two albums — 1979’s Gravest Hits 
and 1980’s Songs The Lord Taught Us — that 
were produced by former Box Tops and Big 
Star frontman Alex Chilton. On stage, 
Gregory was a riveting figure who sported a 
trademark look characterized by a bleached 
lock of hair covering one eye. 

In 1980 Gregory left The Cramps, who 
subsequently went on to achieve cult star¬ 
dom in the '80s and ’90s. In the years 
hence, the guitarist had played in a number 
of lesser-known bands, including Beast and 
The Dials. He is survived by a daughter, 
Tracy Ellis; his sister, Pam; and his former 
wife, Robyn Hunt.

Every day I hear new groups who have been 

influenced by vour work.What current artists 

do you enjoy listening to? 

1 really don’t listen to a lot of current 
stuff, so I’m not a good person to comment 
on the current scene. The last rock album I 
bought was Santana, the last album of any 
sort a Keith Jarret CD, Tribute. I’m always 
amazed when currently successful artists 
quote us as being influential — Richard 
Ashcroft from Verve not long ago named 
Argent as a major influence, and Badly 
Drawn Boy, only a few weeks past chose The 
Zombies in the NME poll of the world’s most 
influential bands. 

You’ve always created pop/rock music with a 
conscience. Are you familiar with the new and fast-

growing contemporary Christian music scene? 

It’s not deliberately music with a 
conscience — but lyrics are very important 
to me and usually express something which 
is an amalgamation of many personal reso¬ 
nances. I’m afraid I’m not really familiar with 
what is going on in the contemporary Christ¬ 
ian music scene. 

Do you still sing in the choir at St. Alban’s 
Church? 

The last time I sang in the Abbey choir 
was 1962! At the time I was already involved 
with The Zombies and was involved in some 
mad dashes from Sunday evensong to rock ’n’ 
roll gigs.

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Bob Marley 
& The Wallers 
Reggae’s crown prince and his “rude boys' 

ignited a musical revolution in the '60s and '70s 
by Dave Thompson

It seems incredible, but it is now 20 years since Bob Marley died — two decades during which the first unassailable superstar of 
Jamaican music has been transformed into its first irrefutable icon. 

No discussion of the music can pass without reference to his influ¬ 
ence, no examination of its popularity could be considered without his 
mention and no visit to the local record store would be complete with¬ 
out a quick glance up the reggae aisle to see how many more dubious 
compilations of oft-recycled oldies have hit the streets since last time. 
During his lifetime, Marley released just f f “new” albums, plus one dub 
set and two live collections. Since his passing, there must be 1,200 
more, and that, too, testifies to his importance and impact. The market 
for his magic is, literally, bottomless. 

Of these manifold reissues and recyclings, few have the vision and 
capacity to amaze as the series currently being launched by Universal, 
the wholesale re-release of what can be considered his core catalog — 
the eight albums released by the Island label between 1973 and 1980. 

Catch A Fire (1973) opens the series with a deluxe edition featur¬ 
ing not only the familiar album (and its original Zippo® lighter 
artwork), but also a second disc featuring The Wailers’ original mix 
for the record. In keeping with the accepted practice of the time, 
Island remixed and overdubbed the band’s own tapes, better to 
present the band to an Anglo-American audience. 

The remastered Burning (1973) adds fellow band members Bunny 
Wailer’s previously unreleased “Reincarnated Soul” (originally scheduled 
as the tide track), Peter Tosh’s “No Sympathy” and “The Oppressed Song”; 
Natty Dread (1975), Live! (1975) and Rastaman Vibration (1976) follow, 
with another Deluxe Edition arriving in the form of Exodus, Marley’s 1977 
statement of intent and, arguably, his greatest single work. Kaya (1978), 
the live Babylon By Bus (1978), Survival (1979) and Uprising (1980) 
complete the sequence, while posthumous collections Confrontation, 
Legend and Talking Blues are also set for reissue. It’s going to be a hectic 
time for anybody wanting to upgrade their Wailers collection, but if Catch 
A Fire is anything to go by, it will be an incredibly rewarding one. 

Marley was bom to a Jamaican mother and English father in 1945 but 
was raised by his mother alone, first in the rural village of Nine Miles, St. 
Anns, and then in the capital city of Kingston. There, he and another boy 
from Nine Miles, Neville “Bunny” Livingston, first began singing 
together while Marley, encouraged by another friend, the young 
Desmond Dekker, began appearing at area talent contests. 

In February 1962, Marley auditioned for Dekker’s own record 
producer, Leslie Kong, with a clutch of his most recent compositions. 
He was just halfway through the first song, “Judge Not,” when Kong 
told him to stop, led him into the studio and recorded the songs on the 
spot. “Judge Not” was released under the pseudonym Bobby Martell 
just days later, with “One Cup Of Coffee” following later in the year. 

By late 1962, Marley and Livingston were regular students at the 
informal singing lessons held by vocalist Joe Higgs in one of the tene¬ 
ment yards on Third Street. It was there that they met Peter “Tosh” McIn¬ 
tosh and Junior Braithwaite, two more would-be singers, and two 
backing vocalists, Cherry Green and Beverley Kelso. 

The sextet originally called themselves The Teenagers; over time, 
they changed to The Wailing Wailers, occasionally expanding to The 
Wailing Rudeboys or The Wailing Rude Boy Waders but eventually 
curtailing to simply The Waders. They played the Kingston circuit of 
talent shows and dances, while another of the group’s friends, Rastafar-



ian drummer Alvin Patterson, arranged for them to audition 
for producer Coxsone Dodd. 

The audition took place in early December 1963 and 
resulted just days later in Dodd cutting the band’s first single, 
Livingston’s “Simmer Down.” It was an immediate hit — 
“Simmer Down” topped the Jamaican chart for two months, 
selling 70,000 copies in the process. Indeed, its success was 
such that Dodd not only demanded an immediate follow-up, 
he also became the band's manager, offering them an exclu¬ 
sive contract and a weekly salary of L3 a week. Though such 
an arrangement was almost unheard of in Jamaica at that 
time, where most bands preferred to freelance around the 
different producers, The Wailers accepted. 

The Wailers’ next single was Braithwaite’s "It Hurts To Be 
Alone’ — although Marley later claimed that the younger 
member’s high vocals made the group sound like The Jack-
son Five, Dodd thought Braithwaite’s voice was the best in 
the band. It was followed by Marley/Livingston’s “Lonesome 
Feeling” and, over the next year, The Wailers were seldom 
out of the Jamaican chart, both with their own material and 
with a string of adroitly chosen, if occasionally bizarre, 
covers. Among The Wailers’ releases from this period are 
versions of “On Broadway,” “Teenager In Love” and The 
Beatles’ “And I Love Her”; the spirituals “Swing Low Sweet 
Chariot,” “Down By The Riverside” and “Nobody Knows 
The Trouble I’ve Seen”; and show tunes such as “What’s New 
Pussycat?” and “White Christmas.” 

The group also became musical spokesmen for the rude 
boys — the street-hardened ghetto fighters whose (admit¬ 
tedly romanticized) lifestyle was one of the key features of 
the Jamaican music scene of the mid-1960s. Following the 
rudies into the new preserve of rocksteady, a dance that was 
fast superceding ska on the Kingston club scene, “Hooligan,” 
“Jailhouse” and “Rude Boy” were all aimed at this audience, 
and even when the song’s tone was admonitory rather than 
encouraging, the rude boys responded gratefully, keeping 
The Wailers in the Jamaican charts. 

In all, The Wailers recorded more than 100 songs with 
Dodd, overcoming the departures of Braithwaite, Green, and 
Kelso with barely a hiccup. The latter pair’s contributions to 
The Wailers’ sound were, in any case, simply replaced with 
The Soulettes, an all-female singing trio featuring Rita 
Anderson, her cousin Constantine “Dream” Walker, and 
Marlene Gifford. 

Beginning with The Soulettes’ debut single “I Love You 
Baby” and The Wailers’ “One Love” (a song Marley would 
return to a decade later), the two groups regularly provided 
backing vocals for one another’s releases. Marley also became 
The Soulettes’ arranger, a role that brought him ever closer to 
Anderson. The pair married Feb. 10, 1966. 

Marley, however, was growing increasingly restless. 
Although Dodd increased the band’s salary on several occa¬ 
sions, his earnings from their efforts remained many times the 
band’s, a situation that was causing considerable friction. 

Equally disruptive were the letters Marley was receiving 
from his mother, who had moved to Delaware in late 1964 and 
remarried. She wanted her son to join her in the U.S., tempt¬ 
ing him with details of the kind of work and — more impor¬ 
tant — paychecks he would find if he did. Finally, the day after 
his marriage, Marley left Jamaica for the U.S., vowing to return 
the moment he had saved enough money to launch his own 
record label. Rita remained in Kingston. 

Marley’s American sojourn was not a success. He first 
found work as a laboratory assistant at the DuPont Chemical 
Company, before joining the assembly line at the Chrysler car 
plant in Wilmington, Del. — soul-destroying menial work that 
left him too much time for homesickness. Relations with his 
mother, meanwhile, soured when she learned that he had 
abandoned the family’s Anglican beliefs for the Rastafarian 
faith of the ghettoes and tenements. The promised land of the 
U.S. itself lost its allure when Marley applied for Social Secu¬ 
rity and was instead contacted by the draft board. 

Back in Kingston, Marley’s first move was to sever The 
Wailers’ association with Dodd. Then, using Marley’s Ameri¬ 
can savings, the group established their own record store 
Soul Shack, and label, Wail’N Soul’M, inaugurating it with 
the singles “Bend Down Low” (featuring Marley’s newly 
purchased electric guitar) and “Freedom Time.” 
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Bob Marley &r The Wailers, 1973 in London. 

Initially, the band’s success seemed set to continue. With the 
young Clancy Eccles installed as producer, The Wailers scored 
major dance hall hits with “Nice Time” and “Stir It Up.” But it 
was a false dawn. For the first time, The Wailers saw the one 
thing Dodd had brought to their relationship that couldn’t be 
measured in terms of either cash or workload — the necessary 
industry contacts that ensure a record that left the pressing 
plant on Monday could be blasting out of the radio on Tuesday. 
Slowly, sales and success declined. 

Worse was to follow. In quick succession all three members 
of the band were arrested — Tosh for taking part in an illegal 
demonstration in Kingston against Rhodesian apartheid; 
Marley and Livingston on mere serious charges involving mari¬ 
juana. Marley, whose crime was no more serious than sharing a 
car with a friend who was carrying the herb, received a month’s 
imprisonment. Livingston, however, was caught with several 
pounds on his person and was jailed for 14 months. 

With Rita moving into the band front tine, the makeshift 
Wailers organized a string of sessions during the spring and 
summer of 1968, either self-producing or working in tandem 
with Mortimer Planno, the Rastafarian elder of western 
Kingston. But it was a chance encounter with American singer 
Johnny Nash that promised the greatest dividends. With his 
business partner Danny Sims, Nash was currently living and 
recording in Kingston; The Wailers signed with Nash and Sims' 
Cayman Music production company and, having imported a 
studio full of top American sessionmen, the pair set about 
recording the music that would, they believed, introduce the 
group to the American R&B market. 

The tapes were then taken to New Yotk to be overdubbed 
with all the strings, horns and accoutrements that the U.S. soul 
market then demanded, before an international record deal was 
sought out — which, unfortunately, is where the scheme went 
awry. Just one single was released from the sessions, a re¬ 
recording of “Bend Down Low” (b/w "Mellow Mood”); other 
recordings, including remakes of Dodd-era classics such as 
“How Many Times,” “There She Goes” and “Put It On,” 
remained unreleased for several years as Nash’s JAD label began 
to scale back its operations. The group remained signed to the 
Cayman Music company, but they were given permission to 
record with whomever they wished. 

Not that it helped. A November 1969 session with Dutch-
born producer Ted Prouder went nowhere; neither did a date 
with Errol Thompson. Attempts to be their own producers, 
too, were largely unproductive. A brief liaison with Bunny 
Lee enabled a remake of the Studio One-era “Mr. Talkative,” 
retitled “Mr. Chatterbox”; another Lee production, “Hold 
Onto This Feeling,” debuted a new Wailers label, Tuff Gong,, 
during the summer of 1970. 

The group’s next sessions paired them with Kong to cut a 
dozen songs, including another unlikely cover, The Archies’ 
“Sugar, Sugar”; Tosh’s “Stop The Train” and “Soon Come”; the 
gospel number “Go Tell It On The Mountain”; and “Soul 

Shakedown.” From those sessions, The Wailers moved on to 
team up with Lee “Scratch” Perry, launching what became 
their most sustained and certainly their most successful, rela¬ 
tionship since the halcyon days at Studio One. 

Shortly after wrapping up the Kong sessions, The Wailers 
linked with Perry’s studio band, The Upsetters, to record 
“Black Progress,” a heavily stylized version of James Brown’s 
“(Say It Loud) I’m Black And I’m Proud.” Marley produced 
it, and the single also marked the first time the “classic” 
1970s incarnation of The Wailers recorded together, as Tosh, 
Livingston, and Marley were joined by The Upsetters’ rhythm 
section of Aston and Carlton Barrett. 

The single was a success, and in August 1970 The Wailers 
approached Perry about renewing a relationship that had 
first sparked half a decade earlier, when Perry had been an 
engineer at Studio One. Since that time, his career had 
moved ahead by leaps and bounds, most recently peaking 
with a U.K. hit single, “The Return Of Django.” The Wailers 
were now relying on Perry to shaie some of the magic — and 
he wasn’t about to let them down. 

Their first single together, “My Cup,” was an enormous local 
hit, to be succeeded by an even bigger one, “Duppy Conqueror.” 
“Mr. Brown” followed, and then came “Kaya” — a song that 
Marley himself later re-recorded as the title track of his 1978 hit 
album. Initial releases were split between Perry’s Upsetter label 
and Tuff Gong — again, however, the political quagmire of the 
Kingston music industry served to stifle the nascent enterprise 
and, by the time The Wailers and Perry turned their attention to 
recording the group’s first album together, 1970’s Soul Rebel, the 
Upsetter label alone was pumping out the band’s singles, at the 
rate of one every couple of months. 

Into 1971, the Wailer/Perry machine was responsible for a 
string of stupendous 45s, together with a second album, Soul 
Revolution. (It was accompanied upon release by the limited 
edition Volume Two dub collection.) 

Meanwhile, Kong was planning to release a Wailers album 
of his own. drawn from the sessions the previous summer. Ten 
songs were selected for inclusion on a set that he intended 
calling The Best Of The Wailers. The Wailers were horrified, 
with Livingston pointedly warning Kong that in no way did 
the album represent the best work that The Wailers would 
ever do. However, Livingston said, if Kong believed that the 
band were sending him their best, that meant he didn’t have 
long left to live. Kong laughed, shrugged the admonishment 
off and titled the album as he saw fit. Just one week after its 
release, on Aug. 9, 1971, he suffered a fatal heart attack. Few 
people ignored Livingston’s warnings again. 

It was at this point that Nash came back into The Waiters’ 
lives. He and Sims had liquidated their JAD operation, but their 
faith in Marley remained unbroken. When Nash was invited to 
Sweden to score the movie Love Is Not A Came, he immediately 
offered Marley a piece of the action and, that summer, Marley 
scooped up his family and prepared to relocate.

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Their first stop was 
Delaware, where Marley’s 
mother was to house her 
daughter-in-law and three chil¬ 
dren — Rita found work as a 
nurse in a local hospital. Marley 
then traveled on to Europe to 
join Nash for a Swedish tour 
through the summer of 1971. 
Then, with CBS interested in The 
Wailers, Tosh, Livingston, and the 
Barrett brothers were flown to 
London (where they had continued 
working with Perry, among others) 
and booked into the CBS Studios. 
There they cut backing tracks for 
Nash’s next album, laying down a few 
songs of their own in between times, 
before returning to Kingston. 

A new series of sessions effort¬ 
lessly picked up where the Perry 
adventure had ended. The band 
lineup had shifted once more to the 
now-settled core of Marley, Tosh, and 
Livingston, augmented by the Barrett 
brothers, harmonica player Lee Jaffe 
and organist Tyrone Downie, coaxed away from The Youth 
Professionals (one of the bands with whom Tosh and 
Livingston moonlighted while Marley was in Europe) 

With Perry engineering, the band tore through a succession 
of bold new songs, “Lively Up Yourself,” “Craven Choke 
Puppy,” “Screw Face,” “Lick Samba" and “Trench Town Rock.” 
The last song was a massive hit that topped the Jamaican chart 
for the next five months, catapulting The Wailers to a level of 
stardom they had never dreamed possible. 

That same year, Marley was introduced to Michael Manley, 
leader of the populist People’s National Party and a candidate for 
Prime Minister in the forthcoming Jamaican elections. When 
the Party organized a musical bandwagon to blast live music 
from the back of a flatbed truck as it drove through Jamaican 
neighborhoods, Bob and Rita Marley were both aboard. 

Marley and The Wailers returned to London just as Nash’s I 
Can See Clearly Now album was released. Four Marley songs 
were included on the set — “Comma Comma,” “Guava Jelly,” 
“You Poured Sugar On Me” (cowritten with Nash) and “Stir It 
Up,” the latter losing no time in tearing up the U.K. charts. The 
album’s title track, too, was a major success, #5 in Britain and 
#1 in the U.S., establishing The Wailers as the first Jamaican 
band ever to top the American chart (regardless of whether any 
of the record’s purchasers were even aware of the fact). 

Even that was not enough to prompt CBS to pick up their 
own option on the group, however. The label released just one 
Wailers single, the Nash-produced “Reggae On Broadway,” 
then lost interest. When Nash and manager Sims split for the 
U.S. to promote the album there, The Wailers were left 
stranded in London, without even the airfare to return home. 

Neither were they able to earn it — questions had arisen 
concerning their work permits (or lack thereof), meaning even 
occasional pub gigs were out of the question. Finally, shortly 
before Christmas 1971, Marley decided to pay Island Records 
chief Chris Blackwell a visit. The label’s musical focus had long 
since shifted away from the imported ska and rocksteady that 
once dominated its catalog, but Blackwell still commanded a 
great deal of respect in Jamaica. He was also the only person 
The Wailers knew, even by reputation, who might be able to 
help them out, and he immediately repaid their confidence. 
Within days of meeting Marley, Blackwell had agreed not only 
to finance the band’s return to Jamaica, he also advanced them 
£8,000 to record an album. 

The group arrived home to find Kingston in turmoil. The 
general election was drawing closer, and Manley’s PNP 
seemed certain to win — so much so that incumbent Prime 
Minister Hugh Shearer had instructed both the island’s radio 
stations, JBC and RJR, to ban any record expressing even 
mild political sentiments, knowing full well that the music 
industry was solidly behind Manley and was not shy of 
broadcasting that fact. 

The group responded by all but shutting down Tuff Gong. 

There was not a single record released on the label all year. 
Instead, The Wailers poured all their energies into their album 
and emerged with a disc of devastating power. Eleven songs were 
recorded for the set; nine were then sent to London for remixing 
and overdubbing by a group of English musicians captained by 
Rabbit Bundrick (from Nash’s band). 

Island’s initial intention was to release The Wailers’ album 
on the Blue Mountain subsidiary, which had been maintain¬ 
ing a steady stream of reggae releases for the last two years. 
In any event, just one 45, “Baby We’ve Got A Date (Rock It 
Baby),” appeared on that label in early 1973. The main 
attraction. Catch A Fire, was switched to the parent label for 
release in the U.K. in December 1972 (its U.S. counterpart 
followed, through Capitol, in the new year). 

From the moment of its release. Catch A Fire was heralded 
as the first genuine reggae album in history — a claim that 
The Wailers were happy to allow to pass unchallenged. 
Besides, in many ways, it was true. 

Tours of the U.K. and U.S. were arranged, with the former 
kicking off in early spring; meanwhile, Island was calling, for 
a second album to be launched upon the world that fall. 
They had barely completed- Catch A Fire, then, that the band 
was back in the studio working on the follow-up. 

There was no shortage of material. All three founding Wail¬ 
ers were prolific writers, while the band also had a decade-
long back catalog that was all but unknown outside of their 
homeland. Reincarnated Souk, as the group intended titling 
this latest album, included revisions of “Put It On,” “Duppy 
Conqueror” and “Small Axe” — reincarnations indeed. 

The glue that held the album together, however, were those 
songs that, today, read like snapshots of Trench Town circa 
1973 — “Get Up Stand Up,” cowritten by Marley and Tosh; 
“Burnin’ And Lootin’,” from which the finished album took its 
eventual title of Buntin’; and “I Shot The Sheriff,” the song that 
hastened Marley’s superstard tm without him having to lift 
another finger. Recorded with new keyboard player Earl 
“Wire' Lindo, Burnin’ was completed less than a month before 
the band was scheduled to return to Britain for a 90-day tour. 
It would prove the end of the “classic” Wailers lineup. 

For a decade, The Wailers had been a three-way split 
between the founding members. Each had his strengths, each 
had his weaknesses, but when they stood together, they were 
one. Now, however, that unity was shattering as The Wailers, 
who had already given so much to the rock marketplace, were 
now expected to make one more concession to their new audi¬ 
ence and provide it with a single, clear-cut frontman, a “band 
leader.” The audience had clearly decided who that was to be.. 

Already, if Island Records wanted a decision made by the 
band, it was Marley to whom they turned. Journalists, too, 
invariably sought him out as the focal and vocal point of the 
band. No longer The Wailers, suddenly they were Bob 
Marley And The Wailers. 

Attempting to stem the tide, with which Marley himself felt 

as uncomfortable as his band¬ 
mates, the group insisted that the 
full band’s portraits should appear 
on the jacket of their next album. 
Island conceded, but the victory 
was fleeting. No sooner had The 
Wailers returned to Kingston than 
Livingston quit the band. 

Joe Higgs, the tenement vocal 
coach who had been so instrumental 
in The Wailers’ very formation, was 
recruited to replace Livingston for the 
American tour, a mixed affair that alter¬ 
nated nightly between audiences who 
knew exactly what they were in store for 
and those who simply wanted a night 
out and didn’t have a clue what was 
happening. But Boston loved the band 
and so did New York, where The Wailers 
opened for local hero Bruce Springsteen at 
Max’s Kansas City and managed to tame 
even his fiercely partisan audience. 

Their own club dates completed, The 
Wailers were booked next to open a 17-date 
tour with Sly & The Family Stone. Four days 

into the outing, in Las Vegas, they were sacked. Making their 
own way to San Francisco, The Wailers played the first of two 
final scheduled engagements, a KSAN radio broadcast that high¬ 
lighted material from both Catch A Fire and the forthcoming 
Bumin’, then looked forward to songs earmarked for the future. 

Higgs, horrified by the apparent disorganization of the 
outing, headed home immediately afterward, leaving the 
remaining Wailers to fly 1,000 miles in the opposite direction 
to appear at an Ethiopian Famine Relief Fund benefit in 
Edmonton, Canada. Then they, too, returned home, before 
departing again for the U.K. in mid-November. Even before 
the outing was over, Tosh had also quit, walking out on the 
band in Northampton on Nov. 30. The rest of the tour was 
canceled, and The Wailers returned to Jamaica in shreds. 
(The original trio would reunite twice over the next year for 
charity shows in Kingston.) 

With Marley now fronting the band alone, “Rebel Music 
(3 O’clock Roadblock)” was the first test of the new-look 
Wailers. Marley had long since resolved to retain the band 
name, but this time, there was no question as to whose Wail¬ 
ers they were “Roadblock” was recorded with the Barrett 
brothers and 16-year-old organist Bernard Harvey and was 
released by Tuff Gong in late May. It lopped the chart for 
much of the summer. 

The bulk of the new Wailers album was recorded in 
Jamaica. It was completed, however, in London, with Ameri¬ 
can funk-rock guitarist Al Anderson completing the band 
lineup. The albums release was delayed as Marley and Island 
negotiated a new contract, but if there were any concerns 
that a year out of the spotlight had diminished Marley’s star, 
the success during summer 1974 of Eric Clapton’s cover of “I 
Shot The Sheriff’ swiftly dispelled them. The song climbed 
to #9 in Britain and, like “I Can See Clearly Now” before it, 
hit #1 in America. But whereas Marley's involvement in 
Nash’s hit had passed by unnoticed, this time his authorship 
created almost as many headlines as Clapton’s performance 
itself. By the time a firm, early 1975 release date was set for 
Natty Dread, the anticipation was almost palpable. 

The Waiters latest U.S. tour commenced in June 1975. 
The band had been invited to open the West Coast leg of The 
Rolling Stones’ latest lour but turned the opportunity down, 
convinced it was better to tour the clubs as headliners than 
to play arenas at the foot of the bill. The Stones respected the 
decision, too; when The Wailers played Los Angeles’ Roxy, 
the group was there to see them. 

From California, The Wailers flew to England, where Natty 
Dread had reached #43 on the chart. There, the second of their 
two London Lyceum shows was recorded for the Live album 
and released just weeks later. It reached #38, while spinning 
off the epic “No Woman, No Cry” single, a performance made 
all the more anthemic by the mass and totally impromptu 
audience sing-along that accompanied the band. 

“No Woman, No Cry” reached #22 in September 1975; in 
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Bob Marley at the Roskilde Festival, Denmark. 1978. 

Jamaica, it was joined on the chart by “Jah 
Live.' a heartfelt lament for the recently (Aug. 
27. 1975) deceased Haile Selassie. Released by 
Tuff Gong and credited to the mysterious Hugh 
Peart, there was no question that it was actually 
Marley and The Waiters. 

Work on the next Wailers album continued 
across fall 1975 and into the new year. Again, 
both the lineup and the sound were changing — 
Al Anderson had quit to join Tosh’s band: he was 
replaced by rhythm guitarist Earl "Chinna " Smith 
of Kingston session veterans The Soul Syndicate 
and. in an hitherto unprecedented concession to 
the sonic requirements of a “rock" audience, 
American-born lead guitarist Don Kinsey, a 
member of Island labelmates White Lightning. 

Kinsey joined the band in March 1976, meeting 
them m Miami where they were mixing the new 
album. Kinsey added his searing rock leads to 
almost every track on the album, an unsettling 
intrusion for Marleys (and reggae’s) hard-core fans 
but the universal panacea that his backers required. 
Released in May, Rastaman Vibration peaked at #15 
in the U.K. and #8 in America, where the single 
“Roots Rock Reggae’’ also climbed to #51. 

Mammoth, massively over-subscribed tours 
of the U.S. and Europe followed, further 
confirming The Wailers’ status as the new 
heroes of the suddenly enlarged world of rock ’n’ roll. But 
when The Wailers returned to Kingston in September, it was 
to plunge back into precisely the same seething cauldrcn 
they’d left behind six months earlier, except now there was 
another general election just around the corner. 

Throughout the city, there were few doubts as to where 
Marley’s political sympathies lay. He had, after all, ranked 
among the PNP’s most visible supporters in 1972, and news 
that The Wailers intended staging a massive free concert in 
Kingston’s National Heroes Park on Dec. 5 made it apparent 
that his opinions had not changed since that time. Days after 
Marley’s announcement, Prime Minister Manley confirmed 
that the election itself would take place on Dec. 20, thus 
inexorably twinning the two events in the public mind. 

In fact, Marley had no intention whatsoever of endorsing 
either candidate. Like the rest of Jamaica’s Rastafarian 
community, he felt betrayed by Manley’s failure to legalize 
marijuana, while he was also incensed by the continued 
censorship that dictated the nature of Jamaican radio — 
three of The Waiters’ own recent singles had received radio 
bans, "War,” "Rat Race” and "Who The Cap Fits.” If the 
concert — dubbed Smile Jamaica and celebrated by a new 
Wailers single of the same name — had any political 
purpose, it was to unify the warring parties on the streets. 
The question was, did the parties want to be unified? 

On Dec. 3, two days before the concert, two cars burst onto 
the grounds of The Wallers’ Hope Road headquarters. One 
blocked the main gate, the other pulled up in front of the house, 
while six armed men piled out. Two stood guard in front of the 
house, and their companions began shooting wildly into it. 

Trying to escape with the children through a side door, a 
bullet grazed Rita in the head. Inside, manager Don Taylor was 
hit five times in the side and leg; Marley was hit once by a 
bullet that grazed his sternum. 

For two days, the fate of the concert hung in the balance. As 
the day itself dawned, nobody knew whether it would take 
place. The Wailers themselves were still in hiding, scattered 
across Kingston. Marley was deeply shaken; his wife lay in a 
hospital with a bullet fragment lodged between her scalp and 
skull; his manager was airlifted to Miami and lay in intensive 
care with a bullet lodged in his spinal cord. The crowds that 
converged on the venue that day did so more out of a sense of 
solidarity than any real hopes of seeing a show: 

Tosh, Bunny Wailer (as Bunny Livingston now called 
himself), and Burning Spear all withdrew from the bill; Third 
World alone played, relaying reports on the crowd and their 
reception back to the still-sequestered Marley. When he 
heard that the show had gone off without a hitch, he made 
his decision — the concert was on. 

Still heavily bandaged and with Rita still clad in her night¬ 

gown and hospital robe, Marley took the stage and announced 
they would play just one song, “War." In fact they played five, 
following through with “Trench Town Rock,” “Rastaman 
Vibration,” “Want More” and “So Jah Seh.” The following 
morning, Marley left Jamaica for Chris Blackwell’s home in 
Nassau, in the Bahamas. His family joined him the following 
day, his band the following week. They did not return to 
Jamaica for more than a year. His assailants, on the other hand, 
were never caught or even identified. 

The Wailers remained in Nassau for the next month, 
moving onto London in January 1977 to begin work on theit 
next album — the first time they had recorded outside of 
Jamaica since the Nash sessions six years earlier. 

Kinsey had quit the band, returning to the U.S. in the 
aftermath of the shootings; he was replaced by Jamaican bom 
and London-raised guitarist Junior Marvin, leader of the 
blues-rock band Hanson but whose credits also included 
stints alongside Stevie Wonder, Billy Preston, and T-Bone 
Walker. Like his predecessors in The Wailers, he came 
recommended by Blackwell. Unlike them, he played with a 
tight, economic style that lent itself perfectly to the new 
music fermenting in Marley’s mind. 

Exodus the album, but more crucially the song, grew 
directly out of The Wailers’ recent experiences, both the 
personal nightmare of the shooting and the cultural horror of 
the homeland they had left behind. Throughout the album’s 
gestation, the band listened closely to the music that contin¬ 
ued to document Jamaica’s suffering. 

More than 20 new songs were recorded for the new album 
— 10 would, indeed, appear on Exodus; 10 more were held 
back for The Wailers’ next album, Kaya. Others still were 
salted away as B-sides (the spellbinding “Roots” and “Punky 
Reggae party,” recorded in London with Perry and Aswad) or 
stockpiled for Jamaica-only 45s ("Rastaman Live Up,” 
“Blackman Redemption” and Rita’s solo "A Jah Jah”). 

Tours of Europe and the U.S. naturally followed the album’s 
release, but early into the former, during an impromptu soccer 
match between The Wallers' crew and a team of French journal¬ 
ists, a rough tackle damaged a toe Marley had already injured 
once before, under similar circumstances in Trench Town. A 
French doctor examined the wound and recommended Marley 
stay off his feet for a few weeks, but of course that was not possi¬ 
ble. The tour continued and so did the soccer games, and the 
wound simply refused to heal. Some nights, Marley took his 
right boot off to find his sock soaked through with blood and the 
toe livid with infection. Finally, with the pain so acute that he 
could barely walk, he visited a foot specialist. 

The diagnosis was appalling. Melanoma cancer cells were 
detected in the wound, and the only even halfway sure cure was 
amputation of the toe and part of the foot. An alternative course 

of action involved removing part of the toe and some adjacent 
flesh, and hoping that the disease had and would not spread 
further. Either option necessitated canceling the American tour. 

Seeking a second opinion in the U.S., Marley then opted for 
the second course of treatment; the operation was carried out at 
Miami’s Cedars Of Lebanon hospital — the same hospital that 
saved Don Taylor’s life following the shooting — and within 
two months, he had apparently made a full recovery. Two 
months after that, he was out playing soccer again. 

Heavily remixed from the original London tapes, Kaya was 
released in March 1978, toward the end of Marley’s convales¬ 
cence. He had finally returned to Jamaica that same month, 
immediately throwing himself into preparations for a concert 
intended both to compensate for the lost opportunity of Smile 
Jamaica and to prove his still-passionate belief that the island 
could find peace. 

Indeed, the Peace Concert, as it became known, was even 
more important now than Smile Jamaica could ever have been 
— a last chance to try and reconcile the warring political tribes 
that had rendered Kingston a virtual war zone. Officially billed 
as a commemoration of the 12th anniversary of Selassie’s state 
visit to Jamaica in 1966, the concert took place April 22, 1978. 
The itinerary featured virtually every key act of the time: 
Althea & Donna, Dennis Brown, Culture, Dillinger, Bongo 
Herman, The Meditations, The Mighty Diamonds, LeRoy 
Smart, Trinity, Junior Tucker, Beresford Hammond, Inner 
Circle, Ras Michael & The Sons Of Negus, and Tosh. 

It was a triumph from the outset, but the finale exceeded 
anybody’s expectations. Drawing their set largely from Exodus 
but climaxing with an impassioned “War,” Marley then launched 
into “One Love” and the invitation for Manley and his opposite 
number, Edward Seaga, to join him on stage. 

Seaga appeared first — Manley, whose distrust of his 
opponents extended so far as to consider the Peace Move¬ 
ment itself a cynical trick, moved more slowly. But finally he, 
too, appeared on the stage and, before the gaze not only of 
the enraptured audience, but TV and film cameras from 
around the world, Marley grabbed both mens’ hands and 
held them above his head. Later, he is said to have told a 
friend that he should then have killed them both. 

Despite its lukewarm critical welcome, Kaya never looked 
like anything less than a major hit — it reached #4 in Britain in 
March 1978 and topped the charts across Europe. The single 
"Is This Love,” too, was enormous, its British #9 placing equal¬ 
ing 1977’s “Jamming’”s career-best peak; later in the summer, 
“Satisfy My Soul” climbed to #21 and, again, the accompanying 
tour sold out everywhere. 

American record sales were less encouraging — the album 
stalled at #50 — but again, ticket sales were impressive, climax¬ 
ing with a sell-out show at Madison Square Garden. It was the

Of the myriad ways in which the 20th anniver¬ 
sary of Bob Marley’s death could be 

commemorated, the wholesale reissue of The Wailers’ 
Island Records catalog is perhaps the biggest no-
brainer of the year. The chain of albums that stretched 
from Catch A Fire (1972) to Survival (1979), then 
continued on through the outtakes set Confrontation 
and the compilation Legend isn’t simply the most 
essential in reggae history, it is one of the most criti¬ 
cally lauded in all of modem music. The CD versions 
that have been on the shelves since the 1980s have 
long been crying out for revitalization. 

They’ve got it... almost. Of the 11 albums under 
the microscope, two — the “deluxe edition” of 
Catch A Fire and the forthcoming Exodus — have 

both been both remastered and expanded to two-CD sets with the addition of further material 
from the same sessions. (Single disc editions are also available.) The other nine, meanwhile, 
have been remastered and granted a bonus track or three: Of the albums in the first batch of 
reissues. Burning is bolstered by the B-side "Reincarnated Soul,” plus two unreleased cuts, 
Peter Tosh's “No Sympathy" and Bunny Livingston’s “The Oppressed Song.” Natty Dread gains 
the funk)' “Am A Do,” Live captures the U.K. B-side “Kinky Reggae,” and Rastaman Vibration 
gets a boost with “Jah Lives.” Little we’ve not heard before, then, but, if the choices are going 
to leave a few collectors mumbling darkly, the sound quality is so far beyond anything Wailers’ 

fans have heard before that all other complaints 
seem petty by comparison. 

You need ears, not words, to appreciate the 
improvements. But Rastaman Vibration, hitherto 
the sonic runt of the studio litter, bristles with 
new electricity, while Live finally sheds the 
slightly muffled feel that has bedevilled every 
release since the original vinyl, and it also strikes 
an ambient balance between the band’s perfor¬ 
mance and the audience’s enthusiasm. A few 
imperfections do still come through — some 
distortion around Marley’s vocals is the most 
pronounced — but otherwise, at last, an album 
that has long been ranked among the greatest live 
records ever released finally sounds as great as it 
was meant to. 

The first five albums are with us now; the rest will follow in the fall, but for those who 
cannot wait, there’s a taste of it all to be had. One Love: The Very Best Of Bob Marley & The 
Wailers is a 20-track compilation drawn from the entire remastered collection, with a couple 
of bonuses on board to tempt the collector — a band version of "Redemption Song" and. for 
the first time in anything more than medium fidelity, thé 1977 Lee Perry production “I 
Know A Place.” That alone is worth the price of admission.

same story across Europe, where shows in 
London, Paris, Copenhagen and Amsterdam 
were recorded for a new live album, Babylon 
By Bus. Sessions with Perry at Black Ark 
during a break in the touring itinerary, 
however, would not see the light of day for 
another two decades — “Who Colt The 
Game” and “I Know A Place” finally appeared 
on the 1998 Perry compilation Lost Treasures 
Of The Ark. 

Following the tour, Marley visited 
Ethiopia. He had been trying to obtain a visa 
since 1976, only to be stymied by Ethopia’s 
ongoing war with Somalia. The difficulties 
were finally smoothed out by an old friend 
from Kingston, Alan Cole, now coach of the 
Ethiopian Olympic soccer team. 

The visit was intended as both a religious 
and a cultural pilgrimage, but inevitably it 
became a political one as well, as Marley 
finally came face to face with the continental 
African homeland he had long dreamed of, 
as it continued to try and shake away the last 
remaining shreds of its colonial past. 

“Zimbabwe,” a song from Marleys next 
album, the provisionally titled Black 
Survival, was written during this trip after 
Marley attended a massive rally in the 
Ethiopian capital Addis Ababa, in support of 
the liberation movement in a land that the 
minority white government still called 
Rhodesia. The song was swiftly adopted as 
an anthem by both the ZANLA and Z1PRA 
freedom fighters and provoked cover 
versions from musicians across west Africa. 

The Wailers’ own first Jamaican single of 
1979, “Ambush,” meanwhile, described lands 
where that liberation had already taken place, 
only for rival black parties to renew the fighting 
among themselves. A third song, “Africa Unite,” 
called for those conflicts, to be resolved. 

In July 1979 The Wailers appeared at both 
Reggae Sunsplash and the Festival Of Unity at 
Harvard University, a benefit for various 
African liberation forces. In October, with the 
ferociously militant Survival album finally on 
the streets (it made #20 in the U.K., #70 in 
America), the band launched their latest U.S. 
tour at The Apollo in Harlem, playing 47 
shows in 49 days. Marley spent much of the 
tour in a state of near-total exhaustion, 
however, often canceling interviews because 

he simply didn’t have the energy. By the time 
the tour reached San Francisco in late 
November, he was openly admitting that 
something was seriously wrong. 

His workload did not lighten. 1980 was 
set to bring another general election to 
Jamaica, and Marley intended to absent 
himself from the country for as much of the 
year as possible. He had already begun writ¬ 
ing a new album, Uprising, which he 
intended recording in London; he now 
demanded a world tour that would truly 
cover the globe — Europe, Asia, North and 
South America, before closing in Africa. 

In fact, the year opened on that continent 
too, as The Waiters flew to Gabon to perform 
for President Omar Bongo’s birthday party, 
while the Uprising sessions, once they got 
underway, seemed intent on retaining the 
spirit of Africa. It was, perhaps, inevitable 
that when Rhodesia/Zimbabwe proclaimed its 
independence on April 17, The Wailers were 
invited to perform at the official ceremony. 

Uprising was released in May 1980; the 
following month the ambitiously scheduled 
and grandiosely titled Tuff Gong Uprising 
tour got underway in Zurich. By the time the 
European leg was complete, just six weeks 
later, The Wailers had performed before one 
million people in 12 different countries. 

That outing complete, Marley then flew 
to Miami to await the launch of the Ameri¬ 
can dates. The remainder of the band 
returned to Jamaica for a time. But when 
Marley suggested he join them there, he was 
swiftly dissuaded. Danny Sims had learned, 
apparently from sources within the American 
CIA, that forces within conservative 
Jamaican politics remained extremely hostile 
toward Marley — even the suggestion that 
the singer favored the PNP in the upcoming 
election would have dire consequences. 
Marley never saw Jamaica again. 

The Wailers rejoined Marley in Miami in 
August to begin rehearsals for the American 
tour. They found him in high spirits — 
Stevie Wonder’s latest single, “Master 
Blaster,” was a blatant tribute to Marley, 
performed to a fiery reggae beat. But when 
the Master Blaster himself sat down to play 
one day, his breath rattled and he coughed 
continually. He admitted to a constant 

headache and pain in his throat, but he also 
claimed he’d just had a complete physical 
check-up and come through with flying 
colors. The tour got underway as scheduled. 
Less than a week later on Sept. 20, while 
jogging through New York’s Central Park, 
Marley suffered a seizure and collapsed. 

The following day, while the band flew on 
to the next show in Pittsburgh, Marley 
visited a New York neurologist. The diagno¬ 
sis came back almost immediately. His 
collapse had been caused by a stroke; X-rays 
and a brain scan revealed an enormous brain 
tumor. Marley’s response was to take the 
next flight out to Pittsburgh, to play the final 
show of his life — in fact, he wanted the 
tour to continue until the bitter end, but Rita 
finally put her foot down. Two days after the 
Pittsburgh show, on Sept. 23, the tour was 
officially canceled. Marley, it was said, was 
suffering from exhaustion. 

The last months of Marley’s life were spent 
in treatment. Undergoing further tests in 
Miami, he discovered he was also suffering 
from lung cancer. Later, stomach cancer was 
added to his burden. Chemotherapy stripped 
him of flesh and his hair; the brain tumor left 
him paralyzed from the waist down. 

Against so many odds, Marley rallied. On 
Nov. 9, he was admitted into the renowned 
Isseis Clinic in the Bavarian Alps, certain to 
die within days. Instead, he fought back. 
THX, a drug prohibited in the U.S. but 
proven effective elsewhere around the world, 
helped him regain his strength. Spending 
hours on the telephone, he threw himself 
back into the Tuff Gong operation and, on 
Feb. 2, celebrated his 36th birthday, 
surrounded by family, friends and band¬ 
mates. When, in early May, Dr. Issei confided 
to Marley’s mother that her son had no more 
than two weeks to live, Marley himself 
shrugged the news away and called the 
doctor a madman. 

Nevertheless, he did not protest when he 
was flown back to Miami on May 9, nor did 
he complain over the next two days, before 
he slipped into unconsciousness for the last 
time. He died at 11:45 a.m. on May 11, 1981. 

With the government pledging a state 
funeral, Marley’s body returned to Jamaica 
on May 19, two days beforehand. His body 

lay at the National Arena, and the first 
funeral observances were the following 
morning at the Ethiopian Orthodox Church 
(he had been baptized into the denomination 
the previous Nov. 4.) on Maxfield Avenue. 
From there a massive motorcade returned 
the coffin to the National Arena. 

A live presentation by The Wailers 
included performances by Marley's mother 
and half-sister Pearl Livingston and the 1-
Threes, before the funeral service itself 
began. The body was then driven the 55 
miles to its final resting place at Nine Miles 
and a white mausoleum built alongside the 
house where Marley grew up. An estimated 
12,000 people packed the Arena many thou¬ 
sands more lined the route to St. Ann. 

Tributes to Marley piled up around the 
world. In Jamaica itself, Sunsplash was dedi¬ 
cated to his memory — 16 years later, the 
festival would itself end its days in SL Ann’s 
during Bob Marley Week, a festival estab¬ 
lished to observe what would have been the 
singer’s birthday. That event was first cele¬ 
brated in 1982, with a concert again featur¬ 
ing The Wailers, The I-Threes, and Marley’s 
mother Cedella, plus Ziggy Marley And The 
Melody Makers. 

Tuff Gong sprang back into operation, not 
only overseeing Rita and The Melody Makers’ 
careers, but also organizing the first in a 
steady stream of authorized Bob Marley 
compilations; unauthorized ones, drawing in 
the main from the Kong/Perry sessions, 
began appearing within weeks of his death. 
Of the Tuff Gong issues, the Legend hits 
collection is fat and away the highest-selling 
album ever by a Jamaican artist. (The album 
has sold more than 12 million copies and has 

spent more than 620 weeks on Billboards Top 
Pop™ Catalog Album Chart, at #4 as of the 
June 16, 2001, issue. — Ed./ 

The Wailers have also continued. With a 
core of The Barretts and Wire Lindo, they 
toured in support of Legend and have 
remained a going concern, even surviving 
the death of Carlton Barrett (murdered by 
his wife and her lover, April 17, 1987). Coin¬ 
ciding with the 20th anniversary of Marley’s 
death, their U.S. tour in early spring 2001 
was as popular as any thev have played.

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Collectormania! 
COMPILING DISCOGRAPHIES: HARDER THAN YOU THINK!

I’ve composed some discographies for my Coldmine arti¬ cles over the years and have discovered that it’s is not as 
easy as one would think. At least with baseball cards, the 

companies actually print checklists as part of the run of cards 
(usually those and the managers’ cards go right from the packs 
to the bicycle spokes). But when it comes to record collecting, 
discographies are an essential component to your collection. 
They function as a checklist, a historical tabulation and a guide 
to an artist’s career. 

A few years ago, for my cover story on the band Boston, I 
started work on a discography with the premise that the 
group’s entire output consisted of four studio albums and a 
handful of singles. When 1 was done, the discography filled 
three single-spaced small-font pieces of paper, covering every¬ 
thing from different variations of the debut album (whether 
or not Jim Masdea is credited with drums on “Rock And Roll 
Band”), to different recording platforms (eight-tracks, picture 
discs, Sony MiniDiscs, King Biscuit Flower Hour radio-only 
promo albums, reel-to-reels), to various solo recordings 
(including three separate projects by guitarist Barry 
Goudreau — his solo album and the groups RTZ and Orion 
The Hunter). 

For this issue’s column, in an effort to find out more about 
discographies and how to create them, I contacted Coldmine 
book editor and master discographer Tim Neely. We spoke 
about how collectors and music fans can create their own 
discographies — what to put in them, what to leave out, how 
to arrange the information and how to avoid common disco-
graphical mistakes. 

According to Neely, a discography is extremely important to 
a record collector, both in terms of an artist's available music 
product — and of an artist's chronological recording career. 
Within those definitions, discographies must contain more 
than just titles of songs. “At the very least, to me, it should 
include singles and albums — and not just albums, because 
there are untold numbers of non-LP B-sides and some non-LP 
A-sides that would be essential to a collector of a particular 
artist. It should include labels and catalog numbers. To me a 
discography is also a historical artifact, so it should include 
items that are no longer in print — maybe never available on 
CD, whatever it might be. Your goal in putting a discography 
together is to do as complete an overview of artist as humanly 
possible. You should also list the year a record is released. To 
me, (hose are the things that a discography should have, and if 
it doesn’t have at least those things, it is not a very good discog¬ 
raphy.” 

If you are thinking of building a discography, make sure 
you pet limits on what you will and won’t include on the list. If 
your favorite group is Fleetwood Mac, for example, you might, 
in addition to their group efforts, consider listing the solo 
works of Stevie Nicks, Lindsey Buckingham, Christine McVie, 
Mick Fleetwood’s Zoo, Peter Green, Bob Welch, etc. You may 
also want to include backup vocals or session work the group 
members may have done for other artists — Nicks performing 
on albums by John Stewart, Kenny Loggins, Walter Egan, and 
Destiny’s Child. Some discographers even consider adding 
motion picture soundtracks or compilation albums — Buck¬ 
ingham’s “Holiday Road” from the soundtrack to National 
Lampoon’s Vacation or McVie’s version of “Roll With Me Henry” 
from the Roch, Rhythm And Blues charity album. 

“To some people,” said Neely, “this information adds to 
the legacy. You cáp really get into it, and if you know some¬ 
one who has played with a lot of different people, it can get to 
be extremely long and extremely detailed. For example, even 
ignoring The Beatles part of his discography, Ringo Starr has 
sat in on drums with so many different people.” 

Additional factors to consider when creating a discogra¬ 
phy are bootlegs and unauthorized recordings. This is 
certainly a gray area among discographers — many of these 
recordings have never been heard before and can be 
extremely informative from a music scholar’s point of view. 
For example, many of The Beatles’ bootleg albums contain 
takes of songs that show how the group’s classic hits evolved 
to the versions we know and love (a process only touched 
upon in their Anthology series). “In fact, what many discogra¬ 
phers of particular artists do is create a separate section in the 
discography that is apart from the legitimate stuff, with that 
section containing nothing but bootlegs or unauthorized 
recordings,” Neely said. 

One of the more confusing aspects in creating a discogra¬ 
phy is whether a previously unknown recording is a bootleg, 
a poorly distributed early release by an artist or a legitimate 
compilation album pressed on a tiny label. “You have to 
know where a person recorded, when putting together a 
discography. In the 1980s, there were tiny labels such as 
Accord, Backtrack and Compleat — a whole bunch of labels 
where they did legitimate reissues — not necessarily widely 
distributed. A lot of them may have been done more for 
budget labels that were selling albums for $4.99, but they 
were done nonetheless. Yet those are legitimate. They may be 
unauthorized — they were done without the artists’ consent 
and often without their knowledge. But they are legitimate in 
that [the reissuersl legally licensed the material from the label 
that owns the rights to them. 

“Of course, then you get the bootleg stuff, labels like Yellow 
Dog — and some of the legendary ones from the 1970s like 
TAKRL, Wizzardo — and they were bootleg labels. Not every¬ 
body’s going to know that, so you have to do some research to 
see where they fit in. If it’s a label that’s obviously odd 
compared to the rest of the stuff in the same time period, you 
raise a red flag. You don’t discount it out of hand until you’ve 
done further research on it, but nonetheless, if something does¬ 
n’t fit, then odds are it doesn’t belong in your discography.” 

Don’t assume that because the record company’s catalog 
numbering system may appear in sequential order that 
records with lower catalog numbers were released before 
records with higher numbers. For some labels — Motown, 
Dolton, A&M — this is indeed true. But for some companies, 
such as Columbia, RCA, Capitol and Warner Bros., the 
numbering system is more complex than calculating Winston 
Cup standings points. 

“The most obvious case is if you’re tracking 45s from any of 
the Warner Bros, family of labels, in 1982 they go in backwards 
order. At that point, Warner Bros, started with 29999. The next 
one would be 29998, then 29997. What has happened other 
times is the numbers of singles have been assigned before the 
singles are released, in other words, there are a couple of Pearl 
Jam singles from the Vitalogy album where they had three 
consecutive numbers that were reserved for their singles. They 
were not released one after the other, as it would be implied by 
having three numbers next to each other. They were released 
over a period of several months. And of course, other songs on 
Epic were released with higher numbers but were released 
before the second of those three Pearl Jam singles. Even in the 
older days, numbers would be assigned, and sometimes a song 
would not come out immediately — The Beach Boys’ ‘Good 
Vibrations’ has a number that is lower than ‘Wouldn’t It Be 
Nice’/God Only Knows,’ which came out before ‘Good Vibra¬ 
tions.’ The plan was to release ‘Good Vibrations’ earlier, but of 
course it wasn’t ready yet. 

“One of the goofiest label numbering systems of all was 
Capitol,” Neely pointed out. “They started with 101 in the 

days of 78s, and they went up to 5999, and the next one after 
5999 was 2000. That was on 45s. On albums, they started 
with 1, then went to 2999, then the next one was 101. Why 
they did this, we don’t really know. And what started happen¬ 
ing was — particularly on the album side — they ran into 
albums with lower numbers from the 1950s that were still in 
print, so they had to be careful. What they did was they 
skipped those numbers in the new series. But it’s very confus¬ 
ing for a discographer, because your natural tendency is to 
think that the higher the number, the later it came. But with 
Capitol, and especially with someone who recorded a long 
time for the label, like Tennessee Ernie Ford, he could have an 
album in the 600s, but you don’t know whether it came out in 
1956 or in 1971. Unless you know what the label looks like 
and are familiar enough with his history, it’s very confusing.” 

For many discographers, the Internet has been a godsend 
in terms of helping complete a discography or a work in 
progress. Organizations such as the Association Of Recorded 
Sound Collections have offered assistance to their members 
in completing discographies on everything from recorded 
cylinders to Eddie Cantor albums. Some artists will meticu¬ 
lously list on their Web page every time their voice ever 
appeared on an album or single. 

If you do plan to use Internet information from sources 
such as CDNow and Allmusic.com to create a discography, be 
aware that the information may not be accurate. “For the 
most part, those sites include only albums. Someone like 
Bruce Springsteen has so many non-album B-sides, many of 
which are quite good — at some times better than the ones 
he put on the albums — that you are missing much of his 
legitimately released legacy by forgetting his singles,” said 
Neely. “Another mistake is that although you have a nice 
overview of what’s currently available, you don’t have an indi¬ 
cator of how and when this stuff was originally released. 
CDNow, for example, also doesn’t have catalog numbers on 
its Web site. CDUniverse.com includes catalog numbers, and 
so does the Tower Records site. If you’re looking for even the 
most basic information for discographies, those are better 
sites to do your research than CDNow." 

Among fan-based and band-created discographies that 
Neely has used for his own research purposes, there are some 
sites that are extremely impressive — and others that could 
use a smidge more work. “Some fan clubs or appreciation 
societies have very detailed discographies on their Web sites 
for the artists you might not expect that such items exist. On 
the Web, there is a Perry Como discography that puts every 
other discography on the Web to shame 
[http://home.istar.ca/~townsend/index_discography.html — it 
lists the songs, the matrix numbers, when they were 
recorded, what albums they originally appeared on, the origi¬ 
nal single release, imports, what songs are on CD and which 
ones aren’t. On the other hand, on The Beastie Boys’ own 
Web site |www.beastieboys.coml, the biggest errors they have 
are mostly relating to where things were released. They have 
British catalog numbers attached to what are supposed to be 
American releases. In one case, they have an American cata¬ 
log number attached to a supposedly Japanese release. They 
don’t have all the issues of a particular album or single. There 
are holes in that discography.” 

For more information on discographies and record lists, 
consider ordering one of Neely’s many books that he has writ¬ 
ten for Krause Publications, Goldmine's parent company. For 
general information, a good source is the Standard Catalog Of 
American Records 1950-1975 (a version focusing on 1975-
2000 recordings will be released later this year). Neely has 
also worked on specialized discographies/price guides cover¬ 
ing the British Invasion, alternative rock and his personal 
favorite genre, Christmas recordings. All these books are 
available through the Krause book order Web site, at 
www.krausebooks.com.

before 1 forget, Peace In The Valley is now out there on vinyl, 
and this box set includes a 10-inch bonus holiday album. E.P 
’55 is also on vinyl, which really gives us a reason to appreciate 
those Hayride appearances, even though we already have every¬ 
thing included. Buy this one, even if you have the CD already, 
and you’ll see what I mean. Simply Vinyl, the best producer of 
Elvis’ early Golden Records volumes, never disappoints me 
with1 its products — top-shelf all the way. 

Now here’s a real winner — Devil In Disguise, produced in 
Germany and the second in the series of Best Of Elvis on a 
gold disc. Do you collect Japanese CDs? If yes, check out your 
copy of Mega Elvis, which uses the same art on the cover (a 
’50s shot with Elvis wearing a Western-type checkered shirt 
and a scarf) as this German CD. All the included songs are 
digitally remastered, 30 in all, from live versions of “You Gave 
Me A Mountain” and "Wonder Of You” to that one-minute 
version of “Don’t Forbid Me.” There are some songs chosen 
that I rarely hear but love: “I Was The One,” “My Wish Came 
True,” “Lover Doll” (great) and “Fame And Fortune." Why 
they include “Do Not Disturb” is beyond me. The only draw¬ 
back on this issue is the booklet, relating interesting (proba¬ 
bly) background facts of each song but in German, which 1 do 
not read or speak. Buy this one in a heartbeat — guaranteed 
you’ll enjoy it, as 1 did, especially with a 24-karat gold CD. 

Poland’s new various artists album that includes “Lonesome” 
has a “cutsie” cover of a Volkswagen and balloons, (which 
means absolutely nothing). It contains songs by Ricky Nelson, 
Jerry Lee l ewis, and The Platters, but who is Helen Shapiro? 

For those of you who are collecting those combo features 
from Russia, add Kissin’ Cousins/Clambake/Stay Away Joe and 
Flaming Star/Follow That Dream/Wild In The Country. They 
have black discs and covers exactly like the originals. This 
month, those wild and crazy guys produced the expanded 
edition of Pot Luck on Stress Records, another limited-edition 
digitally remastered release, and it has those black-and-white 
insert photos. 

We seldom hear from folks in Israel, but there is a new 
tribute-type album from there of 10 Elvis hits, titled Hot Hits 
Of 60’s, complete with writing in Arabic. It does contain five 
other songs that are not important, and the cover has a ’50s 
Elvis posing among Buddy Holly and Marilyn Monroe. 

The bad boys couldn’t stay dormant this month. Elvis Pres¬ 
ley on Hins Records has my all-time favorite photo of Elvis 
from Jailhouse Rock, wearing that thick turtleneck and experi¬ 
encing perfect hair as usual. Visualize my favorite scene in the 
movie — him singing “Baby I Don’t Care.” Very hard to top 
that, discounting the dancing scene that takes place in the 
jailhouse, choreographed by our man. Why various artists or 
hits packages hardly ever include this song is a mystery and a 
killer for me, since it’s in my Top 10. Hins does only a hits 
summary again but has the nerve not to contain “Square”! It 
must have been compiled by a novice Elvis fan. 

Norway has an excellent Elvis fan club, Flaming Star, that 
puts out a very attractive newsletter for its members, à la the 
U.K. club. Word For Word Vol. I, a club promo CD, was sent to 
me a few weeks ago and ranks with the club’s usually classy 
products. This one has a glossy gatefold cover that shows a 
photo of Elvis receiving badges from some Norwegian police. 
I’m sure you know that Elvis collected police badges from all 
over the U.S. and internationally. The CD cover has a pic I had 
never seen, with our guy young and wearing sunglasses. The 
contents are interviews from his Louisiana Hayride and Sun 
days and even includes a bonus ’74 Vegas chat in his suite. 

Now, as to stamps for my overloaded book, new ones come 
from Tadjikistan, Angola, Afghanistan, Chad and Somalia. 
The stamp subjects were the millennium and icons of the 
20th century, using those Alfred Wertheimer pics, groups of 
noteworthy people — Bruce Lee, Bill Clinton, the Pope and 
Elvis (how’s that for a novelty!). Used are that ugly high 
school pic, along with army and movie ones. Even the 65th 
anniversary of our guy’s birth is a stamp subject. Check out 
your old vinyl boot LP, To Know Him Is To Love Him, because 
the cover art is also on one issue —- a very strange choice 
(which means I loved it). 

Caution! Do not be swayed into buying that country collec¬ 
tion of one disc with “Special Edition” on the cover. It’s actually 
only the Time-Life country CD but it’s cut in half. I fell for this 
one. It’s a good thing I bought it reasonably priced, as I heard 
one vendor was getting $100 plus ($80 was the profit). 

For those collecting the Spanish El Rey Del Rock series, 
there are 13 more issues — CDs and booklets. As I have 
discussed before, the CDs are exactly like the U.S. issues, with 
a few exceptions. Some are the expanded versions of a few 
years ago, but the latest issues have only the original tracks. 
The oddest issue so far is Elvis (a.k.a. Fool album) because of 
the addition of the word “The,” which is not correct. “Fool” 
and “The Fool” are two different songs, with the former being 
the song on the album. “The Fool” (made famous in 1956 by 
Sanford Clark and a group version sung by The Galahads, 
whose version of that “Gather ’Round Me Fellows” tune was 
also excellent) is not the same song Elvis sings on this album, 
yet he did record it, and it can easily be found on many boots. 

Actually, the Spanish booklets are most interesting, due to 
the pictures not being even remotely related to each CD. Why 
picture that famous Nixon meeting with How Great Thou Art? 
However, the majority of all the photos are flattering and depict 
our boy looking like an idol — imagine seeing that face in your 
morning mirror! It’s about time someone did not exploit Elvis’ 
later sick days. 

The French publication Jukebox is a marvelous mag for 
those who collect “French Elvis,” which I do. Jukebox sent me 
four issues that had pics of early singles and extended plays 
that make the cover art on the U.S. releases look pale. Try to 
pick up a copy (every fan will enjoy the photos). 

A very interesting TV interview and newspaper article 
related that Mary Tyler Moore was told by Elvis that he slept 
with every female costar throughout his film career. She said 
she kicks herself in the ass for breaking his “lucky” streak. As 
we all know, she was Elvis’ costar in his last film, (excluding 
the document series) Change Of Habit. The only part of that 
film that was noteworthy? How great our model looked. What 
was that movie plot again? 

Back in ’97, our friends produced a fantastic two-CD set, 
Complete Spinout Session packaged with a 10-inch glossy cover 
and insert shot — this one can’t be beat, it’s a collector’s dream. 
The new boot of this can’t compare with the famous Grove set. 

Another new oldies collection, from the Netherlands, is 
divided by years, which allows the listeners to pick a year and 
hear what the folks listened to and enjoyed. On The gems I 

have, “The Wonder Of You” (1970), “Are You Lonesome 
Tonight” (1961) and “Teddy Bear” (1958) are the man's 
choices for those years. Other notable singers run the gamut 
from Dino Martin, Perry Como, and Doris Day to Neil 
Sedaka, Paul Anka, and Fats Domino, The Fat Man from New 
Orleans, featured in the previous issue of Goldmine. 

For all DVD collectors, Double Trouble (India), Kissin’ 
Cousins (Malaysia — great cover) and Elvis TV Show Live 
Collection (Japan) are now available. The latter deals with 
Elvis’ appearances on the Dorseys’, Milton Berle’s, Steve 
Allen’s, and Ed Sullivan’s shows in the ’50s. Some day 1 am 
going to buy a DVD player so 1 can watch all of these. I'm a 
little bit slow when it comes to change and do not even own a 
computer — how bad is that! 

Now on to the various-artists albums I recently received. 
Japan’s Greatest Hits includes “Do The Clam” (are they seri¬ 
ous?). Malaysia has four: Yesterday (for computers only, Essen¬ 
tial Collection songs), Best 2000 Dance Album (radio mix “1 
Luv E.P”) Best Of Original Oldies Vol. 3 (“L.M.T.” with “Tom 
Dooley,” “Qué Será Será” and “Red River Valley”) and Oldies 
Love Song (“No More” and “Summer Kisses, Winter Tears” — 
all of the world loved that song, and it was on many other 
countries’ Top 10s. Why not ours?) 

Japan released another 10 titles in its paper sleeve Elvis 
collection, which actually is a limited edition — all U.S. covers of 
basic LP titles such as Loving You, King Creole, A Date, Gold 3+4, 
etc., complete with mini-gate covers that replicate the originals. 

The “fellas” sent me Thou Art Great, but it’s only a combo 
of shows from Ottawa, Canada, and Vegas ’75, which we 
really don’t need. 

If you agree with me on the best Elvis sound-alike singer ever, 
buy Rai Donner’s You Don't Know What You’ve Got, especially if 
you do not have the old vinyl rare singles on the Tau, Scottie, 
Gone, and Red Bird labels. You should see the numbers some of 
these bring in at auctions. France has a special edition of a past 
tribute to the King — Les Francis Chantent Elvis. Sorry, but Lucky 
Blondo and Dick Rivers are not in the same boat as our idol. /Are 
they even in the same ocean, Eddie? — Ed.I 

Poland’s Hop Music Company’s new issue Byto Crane 
1955-59, with a sexy, leather-clad female on the cover, 
contains three Elvis hits, along with Anka, The Everly Broth¬ 
ers, and Johnny Rain (sic). Australia’s recent E.P A Portrait 
uses the famous Jailhouse Rock profile shot (check your one-
sheet art — it’s a very expensive piece now) on its cover and a 
’50s black-and-white picture disc that 1 have never seen 
before. Its strange contents are early live recordings of tunes 
from the Hay ride era, three TV Guide interviews (1956) inter¬ 
spaced with John Davis (?) doing guitar instrumentals of 
other hits that charted. Odd. 

A huge personal surprise arrived last week from the 
“guys” especially for me only — Eddie’s Special Sampler, a 
sampler from Germany by “BMG” with “Only For Eddie” on 
the cover! Even the yellow disc has my name. You know that 1 
was overjoyed to get this one, and while it had only “L.M.T.” 1 
couldn’t care less. How they did this “one only” BMG special 
product is beyond me, and I do not intend to ask them. 
Thanks guys, I loved it. /Create your own limited editions now, 
with one computer, one scanner and a CD-R! Welcome to the 21st 
century. — Ed./ 

Peter & Ted Singen Elvis, hot off the presses from Germany, 
has nice packaging, but again, everyone wants to sound like 
Elvis. These guys are far off the mark vocally and appearance¬ 
wise. Don’t waste your money on this as I did. 1 recommend 
very, very few of these tributes, and this isn’t one of them. 

Since I collect U.S. and foreign sheet music (of which I need 
many overseas sheets), someone in Argentina sent me a real odd 
one — “Be-Bop-A-Lula” with a picture cover à la “Kentucky 
Rain,” and stating “available on RCA #4456!” The bottom states 
that it was also recorded by Gene Vincent and Sheriff Tey Davis. 
Now I love the song and anything that Gene did in the ’50s, but 
giving credit to Elvis for Vincent’s #1 chart-breaker and signa¬ 
ture song is incorrect. I don’t even remember hearing him doing 
it on a boot. Did you know that Gladys heard it on the radio and 
thought it was her son? I can believe that story and would have 
loved to hear him doing it, wouldn’t you? 

So, 1 must bid you Elvis people goodbye for a month. The 
new Elvis material out there would take up another five pages in 
Goldmine. I’m agreeable to that, but 1 know my editor would not 
give me the OK. Don’t fret at all, though. You know this crazy 
Elvis guy will eventually keep you up to date in the Elvis world.

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Jazz Sides 
Only a handful of guitarists can 

play jazz without accompani¬ 
ment. Of the few — Joe Pass, 

Tuck Andress, Charlie Byrd — Ralph Towner 
may be the player to bring the most non-jazz 
elements into his solo playing. Towner, who 
plays a nylon-string classical guitar, studied 
classical music in Vienna before launching 
his 30-year association with ECM Records, a 
label known for eschewing the swing element 
of jazz in favor of a strong European influ¬ 
ence. While prolific in recording under his 
own name, Towner is best-known as a co¬ 
founder of the group Oregon, whose pastoral 
mood perfectly balances jazz with both folk 
and classical elements. The recently released 
Anthem is his fourth solo guitar album, with 
Towner again conjuring up a regal offering of 
compositions and improvisations. 

Goldmine: Listening to your new album, it’s 
once again obvious how comfortable you are 

with using silence — something most guitarists 

cannot implement. Did that comfort come from 

learning piano first — piano music being more 

at home with space? 

Ralph Towner: 1 don’t agree that the piano 
is more at home with space than any other 
instrument. My first instrument was the trum¬ 
pet, which probably started me out with an 
awareness of the necessity for breath in music. 

But the use of silence in music isn’t limited by 
the instrument a person is playing. It seems 
that the music of the 20th century has adapted 
more multicultural influences, including 
different approaches to the use of silence. 

On a related note, you chose to drop the 

piano for the guitar, a much more limited 

instrument in terms of harmony and composi¬ 

tion. Why was that? 

The classical guitar has many of the quali¬ 
ties I love about the piano, plus a greater vari¬ 
ety of attacks and tone colors. 1 don’t feel 
having fewer strings is a great liability in regard 
to harmony, since harmony isn’t a matter of the 
number of simultaneous notes one plays, but 
rather more a matter of the various relation¬ 
ships between the notes you choose to play. 
You can imply multiple tonalities with fewer 
notes quite successfully on the guitar. 

You’ve said that you split your approach to 

music between composition and improvisation. 

How do you decide when you’re creating a piece 

whether it’s going to end up as a completely 

written work or a vehicle for improvisation? 

1 start with an idea, and as it grows it becomes 
clearer whether or not it will be an improvising 
vehicle or a fixed piece without an improvisa¬ 
tional section. Some pieces say what they have to 
say without calling for improvisation. 

What do you find present in your playing 

when improvising at peak level? Is there a sense of 

ultimate control, lack of self or something else? 

The ultimate place to be while improvis¬ 
ing is to feel you’re part of the audience to 
whom you’re playing. Self-consciousness is 
suspended. If, while I’m playing well, 1 
happen to form a thought such as “That was 
a nice line,” I suddenly find myself outside of 
the speed of the musical language and 1 
inevitably make a mistake. There’s a sort of 
instant justice for allowing extra-musical 
thought to interfere with the musical process. 
The big hand of the muse gives you a good 
swat upside the head, so to speak. 

You’ve been with ECM for 30 years. You 

must have a particularly good working rela¬ 

tionship with Manfred Eicher and a sharing of 

similar values for you to have stayed with the 

label for your entire recording career. Could you 

say something about that? 

It’s a blessing to be able to have such a long 
career and documentation on a single record¬ 
ing label and to have all my CDs still available. 
Manfred and I have a great working relation¬ 
ship, and we share similar values. We were 
introduced to each other by Dave Holland in 
1970, by which time ECM had released only 
two or three records. Making a recording was 
an exciting and sacred thing then and remains 

so for me today. 

The pastoral feel of 

Oregon is so unique an 
approach to jazz that it 

would have merited a 

distinct categorization, 

like fusion or hard bop 

has, had other jazz 
ensembles built on your 

approach. Did that feel 

come from specific classical influences? Folk 

influences? 

We (Oregon] had met in New York City 
where we all lived and came to work for Paul 
Winter Consort for about a year. Bassist Glen 
Moore and I had developed as jazz players 
dedicated to the Bill Evans/Scott LaFaro 
school, playing together in the ’60s and even¬ 
tually moving to New York City in ’68. I was 
playing mostly piano in clubs to make a 
living, alongside several Brazilians, including 
Airto Moreira [and] Flora Purim. Glen then 
introduced me to Collin Walcott, who had 
extensive training as a classical percussionist 
and conductor while also the road manager 
and a student pf Ravi Shankar and Alla 
Rakha. The three of us joined Paul Winter 
and met Paul McCandless, a classically 
trained oboist who could improvise. Paul 
Winter had a 12-string guitar he convinced 
me to play, which further diversified my play¬ 
ing. Eventually, we all left the consort and 
formed Oregon. When you have such a 
diverse bunch of influences and skills, you 
have to find a music that everyone is 
comfortable with and shows them to their 
best advantage. So the sum total became 
something identifiable as “Oregon music.” 

You acknowledge an appreciation of pianist 
Bill Evans and how he’s influenced you. Are you

particularly taken by the elements of impres¬ 

sionism in his playing? 

I was floored by his trio concept — the 
freedom of the contrabass to alter the 
harmonies, the rhythmic interplay, the left¬ 
hand voicing and voice-leading and the soar¬ 
ing melodic lines. I set about cloning myself 
to play piano like Bill in order to experience 
what it felt like to be in that musical space. 
Later, I found my own voice and personality 
in this format, which should be the path for 
any musician who selects someone to model 
themselves after. 

Who do you hear on guitar these days who 

impresses you? 

Oddly enough, the main improvisors who 
impress me are all electric guitar players — a 
completely different instrument with a 
completely different technique from the clas¬ 
sical guitar. 1 like John Scofield, John Aber¬ 
crombie, John McLaughlin, Al Dimeola, Pat 
Metheny, Bill Frisell. Paco de Lucia is 
astounding, but flamenco is something I 
know absolutely nothing about. I’ve listened 
mostly to pianists, since their approach is a 
bit more like what I’m trying to do. 

Are you at home with being classified as a 

jazz musician?. 

Since I survived upon my arrival in New 
York City as a pianist, working with Freddie 
Hubbard, Stan Getz and many jazz guys, I 
qualify as a jazz musician. But I have devel¬ 
oped a music on the classical guitar that I feel 
is peculiar to, and comfortable on, that instru¬ 
ment, which tends to encompass various styles 
of music not always identifiable as jazz or 
swing music. 

What kinds of music do you listen to that 
you find inspirational? 

I’m excited about various kinds of music, 
from Sting to Vince Mendoza to classical 
music. I seem to be a magnet for people’s 
CDs when 1 travel. 1 generally listen to all of 
them when 1 get home, and each one reveals 
something about the state of music. 

Are you hopeful or concerned about the 

future of improvised music as far as it retaining 

an audience, supporting musicians through 

album sales, expanding into new areas, etc. ? 

I’m hopeful that the audience is not only 
retained but expanded. I don’t know of too 
many jazz musicians who have been 
supported by album sales alone. In general, I 
have to keep traveling and playing concerts 
to support myself, as is usually the case with 
the musicians I know. I have been playing, 
along with Oregon, more concerts with 
symphony orchestras, and this reaches quite 
a few people who haven’t heard us. or me. 
Recently 1 played a concert in Prague in their 
most elegant concert hall, with me playing 
solo guitar for the first half and the orchestra 
playing a large Prokofiev work for the second 

NEWS & NOTES 

I vaguely remember One Foot In The 
Gutter, The Dave Bailey Sextet’s album 
from 1960, from my earliest days in 
college, when I came under the spell of jazz 
courtesy of Danny Shapiro. 1 don’t know 
what Shapiro’s doing now; I dropped out of 
Brandeis in 1963, the year that, as I recall, 
he graduated. What 1 recall about him is 
his insatiable appetite for modern jazz, a 
genre that by then had blended bebop and 
swing into a full-bodied genre of its own. I 
also remember seeing Coleman Hawkins at 
Brandeis, toward the end of his career. It 
was a great show, in a fecund time. Just 
how fecund is evident on this album, one 
of two Bailey made for Epic that decade 
(the second, believe it or not, is called Two 
Feet In The Gutter). 

Recently reissued by Koch Jazz (KOC 
CD-8583), One Foot features what used to 
be known as a blowing session: three long 
tunes showcasing a very fine group. Driven 
by the understated, efficient rhythm section 
of Bailey and bassist Peck Morrison, this 
sextet has it down. Not only does Junior 
Cook blow dry, tart sax, Curtis Fuller (a 
favorite Bailey sidekick) plays velvety trom¬ 
bone, Horace Parian turns pianistic repeti¬ 
tion into high art, and Clark Terry plays 
beautiful, beautiful trumpet. 

Terry, in particular, makes this date 
memorable — as do the tunes. The first is 
Terry’s own, the title track. The second is 
Thelonious Monk’s memorably sly “Well 
You Needn’t,” followed by the most 
leisurely, and, perhaps, most incandescent 
tune: Clifford Brown's “Sandu.” The Terry 
opus is a walk — easygoing and unassum¬ 
ing. It evokes a time when jazz was 
communal rather than rarefied. 

The Monk is sharper, as Monk is wont to 
be; Monk, after all, is the wittiest jazz 
composer of all. Fond of eccentric 
harmony, an aficionado of the forked 
chord, Monk always told a story in his 
tunes. This one, as the title One Foot 
implies, is about deference. But the solos 
are anything but reserved, particularly 
Cook’s. On the Brown track, Fuller comes 
to the forefront, paving the way for a 
succession of solos that nod to each other 
while remaining singular and distinctive. 
The way the tune is arranged, the interplay 
between unison and solo lines is seamless, 
invigorating and nurturing. 

According to the liner notes by the fine 
Cleveland jazz DJ Dan Polletta (the evening 
guy on WCPN-FM, the city’s only outlet for 
non-wave jazz), a small audience of Bailey’s 
friends was invited to the studio, lending 
an intimate, “live” feel to the date. That 
feeling is enhanced by Bailey’s low-key 
comments. You get the feeling of immedi¬ 
acy from this album. Of freshness, too. It 
speaks to and of a time when jazz was not 
only dug, it was engaged in. These days, it's 
often background to a tony dinner, or an 
occasion to prove one’s hipness. In those 
days, it was about connection, about shar¬ 
ing a culture. How easy that sharing was 
comes clear on this reissue of an album 
that sounds as fresh as the day it was 
recorded — first takes only, thank you.

ED CHERRY 
The Spirits Speak 
Justin Time (155) 

Guitarist Ed Cherry played behind Dizzy 
Gillespie from 1978 to 1992, shortly before 
the trumpeters death. Apart from Cherry’s 
killer First Take album released in 1993, 
Cherry has been mostly absent from the 
recording scene His downtime has been our 
loss, given the classy, sparse chops he resur¬ 
faces here on this collection of fat-free, hard 
swinging supported by Lonnie Smith’s organ, 
Joe Ford's saxophone, and Nasheet Waits’ 
drums. Cherry’s penchant for understatement 
is reminiscent of Kennv Burrell, whose career 
success he might be capable of aping were 
Cherry to enter the studio considerably more 
often. Like Burrell’s work, on The Spirit 
Speaks, in spite of the organ’s presence, 
there’s more finesse than funk wafting from 

the speakers. “Woo!/Sharrock,” a piercing 
ode to the late, outside axe-whacker Sonny 
Sharrock, is an exception, though, suggesting 
that Cherry has other tricks up his sleeve to 
be further developed on future albums. Let’s 
hope it’s not another eight years until the 
next one.

MICHAEL BRECKER 
Nearness Of You: The Ballad Book 
Verve (314 549 705) 

To date, tenor saxophonist Michael 
Brecker’s natural tempo seems to have been 
more than a few miles over the speed limit. 
Coupled with a punchy delivery, his signa¬ 
ture sound has earned him both sideman 
credit on a zillion pop albums and a reputa¬ 
tion for an almost aggressive feel on his 
always solid jazz releases. Brecker tones it 
down considerably on Nearness Of You: The 
Ballad Book, an exceptional collaboration 
with Herbie Hancock, Pat Metheny (who also 
produced the album), Charlie Haden, and 
Jack De Johnette. Speaking of pop chops, 
James Taylor sings both the title cut and 
“Don’t Let Me Be Lonely Tonight,” which, if 
sung with the backing of Spyro Gyra or 
other, less jazz-grounded players, would have 
resulted in condo jazz. Here, though, Taylor’s 
inclusion does more than acknowledge his 
patriarchal status as owning a unique set of 
tonsils — it comfortably settles his top¬ 
drawer pop writing between Irving Berlin 
and Hoagy Carmichael. Metheny contributes 
two new cuts, as does Brecker, with the rest 
coming from sources as diverse as Kurt Weill 
and Joe Zawinul. As you would guess, it’s all 
played with the intense sophistication each 
group member has shown elsewhere for 

decades. Together, they’re a jazz team so 
frighteningly capable they could probably 
spin gold out of nursery rhymes.

FRANK VIGNOLA 
Blues For A Gypsy: Gypsy Jazz Guitar Solos 
Acoustic Disc (ACD-43) 

Guitarist Vignola and Acoustic Disc label 
head/mandolinist David Grisman are both 
Django Reinhardt junkies, making the latter’s 
recording of this disc a natural combination. 
It’s tough enough to play the supremely 
romantic, lightning-paced style of Reinhardt, 
tougher to make it not sound as dated as the 
guitar god’s ’30 style, toughest of all to 
convey Reinhardt’s ever-shifting rhythmic 
approach in a solo context. Vignola even 
juggles one more ball by Django-izing fare as 
unlikely as Charlie Parker’s “Donna Lee," a 
Bach violin piece and Les Paul’s “Crying.” 
While Vignola’s previous albums on the 
Concord label are either great or at the very 
least interesting, he seems more at home 
here, in the company of a musical peer and 
producer with a similar reverence for unadul¬ 
terated, hot acoustic picking.

GERMAN ’60s MUSIC SCENE: A BRITISH ECHO 
. b y Dave Thomps on. 

Imagine a world where all the best bands come from England. Imagine one where local talent is measured 
by the skill with which it can impersonate The Beatles’ 

latest single. Imagine one where the local music industry is so 
comfortable with that status quo that even the most elemen¬ 
tary attempts to break the deadlock are met with dislike, 
disdain and cruelly, even derision. Yes, America in the early to 
mid-1960s was in a dreadful state indeed. But things were 
even worse in West Germany. 

Though it had been over for close to two decades, World 
War II continued to ravage the country. Every remnant of 
Germany’s once-vibrant cultural heritage, it seemed, had been 
crushed by victorious allies who believed that the easiest way 
to expunge the past was by refusing to talk about it. 

Wolfgang Flur, a teenager growing up in early 1960s Düssel¬ 
dorf, explained, “Nobody in the U.S.A, can probably imagine 
what it means to be born in a totally destroyed home 
country. To have played in heaps of rubble as a child, 
for instance. After the Second World War, most of the 
things which was brought into our destroyed country 
¡were) American and Britain. Not only food, but also 
fashion, cars, fast food, films and of course — music. 
The whole culture so to speak.” 

Asked about the preponderance of American 
drive-ins and British picture palaces, roadhouse 
bars and neighborhood pubs with jukeboxes blar¬ 
ing the hit parade into the night, the occupying 
forces explained they were simply trying to provide 
all the comforts of home for their homesick armies. 
But, of course, it was more insidious than that. Rock ’n’ roll, 
celluloid rebellion, flashy clothes and unusual haircuts were 
not, after all. the province of young soldiers alone. Teenagers 
everywhere respond to such stimuli, and teenagers are the 
future. If Germany was to be rebuilt, the occupying forces 
believed, that future needed to be nurtured very carefully 
indeed. “They magnetized us in our youth," Flur said. “They 
filled us with positivity and with strength. We definitely had 
new heroes from the countries which our lathers had fought 
with the cheating Nazi regime.” 

Dusseldorf was very much on the iront line of this 
superbly orchestrated infiltration. The British Rhine Army 
was stationed there, and Flur recalled, “They had their areas 
in the northern parts. With their own cinema, The Globe, and 
warehouse. And a pretty youth club in the same area, the 
Nordpark, which only could be entered with the permission 
of the military officers ” Permission, however, was not hard to 
obtain — as Flur put it. “the Dusseldorf youth was especially 
welcome there, to meet with the youth of the British.” Meet, 
mingle and, possibly, ultimately, merge. 

“We had no existing pop culture in the '60s. So everyone 
in the pop music business tried to copy the styles of foreign 
bands, just to sound modern. In Germany we had Schlager, a 
sort of South-Western music, which had its origin in German 
folk music. Original material had its place in Schlager and in 
the German language. But there was nothing that our parents 
could have given us instead of pop music.” 

Through the spring of 1963, the hot sound at that youth 
club — and youth clubs across western Europe — was The 
Beatles, and again across the continent, impressionables heard 
that magical clarion call and resolved to do something similar. 
Flur was no different and, that summer, he gathered together 
three similarly inclined school friends and formed them into a 
band of their own, named — with admirable invention — The 
Beathovens. Rudiger Kornblum (rhythm guitar), Volker Lange-
feld (lead guitar), and Gerd Willms (bass) completed the 
lineup; Flur played drums. All four members sang. 

From the outset, the group’s repertoire was comprised of 
British Top 10 hits. “We learned the songs from listening to 

the records,” said Flur. Every Saturday afternoon at 4, the 
group met at Kornblum’s house to listen to the Radio Luxem¬ 
bourg Top 20 countdown. Then they would go to the record 
store owned by another friend’s father to pick up the songs 
that they wanted to add to their repertoire. “We then met in 
our tiny rehearsal room and practiced.” The Beathovens, after 
all, were not the only band on the local circuit — there were 
dozens more out there, The Candidates, The Rattles, The 
German Bonds, The Iciniy, The Harakiri Whoom. If The 
Beathovens wanted to get ahead, they had to stay ahead. 

“To be up to date with the newest pop songs was our 
honest need. We played the songs as exactly as we could. It 
was the demand of The Beathovens to sound like their idols. 
We were not interested in rearranging the songs and creating 
our own versions. And — what is more important — none of 
our audience would have wanted that either. They, too, 

wished to hear the original British hit parade.” 
Germany’s own music industry did not challenge that 

dictum. “Were there any original German bands at that time? 
Not that I can remember. Not of any importance. If there was 
something like rock, it would have been a caricature, like 
Peter Kraus for instance, or similar copying interpreters. But 
we hated this stupid theft. We preferred to play original 
foreign material, as accurately as possible. And believe me, it 
was our best education on our instruments and singing.” 

Surprisingly, the members’ nocturnal pop group activities 
also aided them in their schoolwork. “English has been a 
compulsory' subject in German schools since the ’50s,” said 
Flur. “A concession to the occupying forces, I believe — and 
not a bad decision. Us musicians became very good in 
English. We knew much more than our schoolmates, through 
listening and translating the lyrics of our heroes!" 

The Beathovens appeared regularly at venues across 
Düsseldorf — clubs, bars, school parties, private events, 
theaters, exhibitions, even on board ships. They had a Satur¬ 
day night residency at the same Rhine Army youth club 
where they first heard the music that was now their consum¬ 
ing passion. And every pfennig they earned was poured back 
into the band. Taking advantage of the generous credit plan 
offered by the local music store Jorgensons, “We bought 
instruments similar to The Beatles," Flur enthused. “Ricken¬ 
backer, Epiphone and Gibson guitars. We also had a little 
Telecaster, VOX AC 30 amplifiers. We had a Selmer vocal 
amplifier station with those elegant stand-up speaker cabi¬ 
nets, as well as a Selmer ‘Gigant’ bass station.” 

Flur played a Japanese Pearl drum kit, but he quickly 
obliterated the original manufacturer’s name and replaced it 
with a convincing “LUDWIG,” in homage to Ringo Starr. 
“Yes,” he confirmed, “we wanted to sound like The Beatles, 
and we wanted to look like them — namely in black suits 
and with ties and white shirts on.” 

Visually, The Beathovens had the Fab Four down pat. 
Sonically, they were in the same ballpark. Now they had to 
match the music as well. “Nearly half of our repertoire was 
their songs. We knew almost every Beatles song up to the 

Revolver album, except the sitar numbers, “Tomorrow Never 
Knows” and “Paperback Writer,” which technically were too 
complicated to be reproduced on stage at that time. 1 even 
had two songs to sing without drumming. Yesterday' and 
Here There And Everywhere' — the romantic ones. 1 really 
loved to sing in those days, as we all did.” 

Other regulars in the band's set included songs by The 
Kinks, The Small Faces, The Who, The Spencer Davis Group, 
and The Beach Boys, “but never The Rolling Stones. We never 
felt like rockers.” By 1967, a typical Beathovens set might 
include “Waterloo Sunset,” "Itchycoo Park,” “All Or Noth¬ 
ing,” “Doctor, Doctor,” “When I Come Home,” “Keep On 
Running,” “Do It Again,” “Barbara Ann,” “The Letter,” 
“Working In A Coalmine” and “Hold On, I’m Coming.” 

The Beathovens’ diligence paid off. Their nightly earnings 
soared as high as 800 Marks — around $250. They graduated 
to the Düsseldorf branch of the legendary Star Club in 
Hamburg and were a favorite attraction at The Liverpool 
Club, “a great place in Düsseldorf, near the main [train] 
station.” They constantly won local music competitions and 
were soon taking their first steps outside of the city. “We 
made our first tours in our old Volkswagen Bully bus to the 
Baltic Sea and to Southern Bavaria.” They even got to share a 
stage with one of their heroes when manager Hartwig Herbst 
arranged for them to open for The Who at Düsseldorfs 
Rheinhalle. “We bought orange corduroy jackets at the exclu¬ 
sive mens’ outfitters Seelbach especially for the occasion and 
appeared elegantly dressed in white shirts and black ties. And 
we smoked cigarettes like crazy straight before our appear¬ 
ance. You certainly can imagine how nervous we were then.” 

Even the enlightening discovery, immediately before the 
show, that the stacks of expensive-looking amplifiers that the 

headliners ritually pulverized every night were 
nothing more than empty boxes could not 
disappoint The Beathovens — rather, said Flur, 
it inspired him further. “The Who’s ultra-loud, 
anarchic performance gave me the courage to 
be angry. Every evening [they] were only 
destroying empty boxes and cheap instruments 
that they had quickly swapped at the end of 
their show, but even then 1 understood what 
they were destroying so brutally and symboli¬ 
cally. It was a clear signal for me to follow my 
own musical path.” 

An even clearer signal came in 1969, when 
the draft board contacted both Komblum and Willms. Willms 
joined the army; the newly married Kornblum fled with his 
bride to Toronto, Canada, and The Beathovens were no more. 
Flur and Langefeld promptly formed a new group. Fruit; later, 
Flur alone joined with guitarist Michael Rother in The Spirits 
Of Sound. Today, however, most people know his name from 
the years he spent as a member of Kraftwerk — one of that 
select handful of bands who not only overturned the sonic 
hegemony of the Anglo-American pop jukebox, but also 
ushered in an era when German musicians could once again 
make German music. Across seminal slabs of sound such as 
“Autobahn,” “Trans-Europe Express” and “The Model,” 
Kraftwerk opened doors out of rock 'n' roll that have, and will, 
never been closed. 

Flur left Kraftwerk in 1987, re-emergmg in 1996 with his 
own project, Yamo, and a stunning debut album. Time Pic. 
Four years later, he published his autobiography. I Was A 
Robot (Sanctuary Books, U.K.), a truly gripping recounting of 
some remarkable adventures and amazing music, but also an 
epic of astonishing dedication. In Flurs words, the devasta¬ 
tion and the physicality of war, first, and then the psychology 
of peace wrought upon Germany is described with vivid clar¬ 
ity — indeed, of all the words written about that bizarre 
musical phenomenon that we today know as "Kraut rock,” 1 
Was A Robot comes so close to explaining the pressures and 
peculiarities that bred it that you can almost reach out and 
touch them. It is, indeed, a remarkable book. 

But it is not the end of the story, either for Flur — who is 
currently completing both a new album, On The Beam, and a 
new book (fiction, this time) — or for The Beathovens. “1 
have to tell you a secret,” Flur said, laughing. “The 
Beathovens exist again. We all met up two years ago, when I 
called them together, asking for photos for my book. You 
can’t imagine how astonishing this meeting was. After nearly 
35 [ ! 1 years, we looked into each other’s eyes again. And this 
meeting developed into music-making again, except now we 
develop our own music. It will become an homage to the 
’60s, but it will also be something new. And this time we sing 
in English and in German.”

THE BEE GEES 
This Is Where I Came In 
Universal (314 549 626-2) 

Their 28th studio record, the self¬ 
produced This Is Where I Came In, finds The 
Bee Gees taking a stand against music’s 
prevailing synthetic sound and returning to a 
rootsy, guitar-based, live-in-the-studio 
approach, a move that admittedly made for a 
more enjoyable experience for the brothers 
Gibb, and, no doubt for fans of more authen¬ 
tic musical fare as well. 

The record also finds them ditching their 
trademark falsetto style for a lower-register 
delivery and trading lead vocals on verses 
(listen to the driving “She Keeps On 
Coming” — they sound like a different group 
altogether). 

Aside from the group's typical harmony¬ 
rich sound, they all get their solo turns: 
Barry, with his higher-register delivery on the 
soft ballad “Loose Talk Costs Lives,” provides 
in the process the very essence of The Bee 

Gees sound, Maurice takes the lead on the 
catchy modern rock track “Man In The 
Middle”; while Robin Gibb, possessor of The 
Bee Gees’ most striking voice with its 
haunted, pathos-filled quality, brings a 
heightened emotional intensity to the 
wrenching “Déjà Vu.” 

Though The Bee Gees’ lyrics, which deal 
primarily with trying to hang on to a sense of 
permanence within a relationship, lack diver¬ 
sity, the music fortunately does not. Aside 
from the obligatory smooth ballads — 
“Sacred Trust” and “The Extra Mile” being 
especially strong — there are some rather 
untypical offerings, one might say out-and-
out curiosities, added to the mix. These 
include “Technicolor Dreams” with its retro 
’30s feel and “Voice In The Wilderness,” 
which aims for an almost punk-ish (!) inten¬ 
sity. All told, with its notable absence of real 
duds, This Is Where I Came In is more 
stripped down, “authentic” approach suits 
The Bee Gees just fine.

LARRY CARLTON/STEVE LUKATHER 
No Substitutions 
Favored Nations (FN 2060-2) 

No Substitutions features two renowned 
guitarists recording for a guitarist’s label and 
opens with another guitarist’s song. How 
about that? This five-song live CD was 
recorded during a three-week club tour of 
Japan and was produced by Steve Vai with 
Steve Lukather. 

Kicking things off, “The Pump” (from Jeff 
Beck’s There And Back album) has Lukather 
in the right speaker rockin’ hard with his 
heavily sustained guitar sound and a flurry of 
notes. Then Larry Carlton kicks in on the left 
speaker and the two share the unison/ 
harmony melody together. On Carlton’s solo, 
a completely different approach is used as he 
plays with fusion riffs and bassy-sounding 
chords. This has some pumpin’ bass work

LINK WRAY 
Barbed Wire 
Ace (CDCHD 770) (British import) 

His 70th birthday passed him by a while 
back. Yet Link Wray remains an unregener¬ 
ate rocker clad in black leather, his hair still 
worn defiantly long and his sledgehammer 
guitar histrionics cutting just as deep of a 
hard-rock incision as back in 1958, when 
his stroll-accessible instrumental “Rumble" 
unleashed the concept of power chords on 
an unsuspecting nation. 

Now living in Denmark with his manager 
wife (though he tours our shores now and 
then), Wray's incendiary fretwork is as manic 
and crunchy as ever on Barbed Wire, a 
compendium of 1995 studio sides and a pair 
of '97 live efforts (a revival of his signature 
“Rumble” and a tough vocal treatment of 

Bruce Springsteen’s “Fire”). The distortion 
levels are as stratospheric as Wray’s fret speed 
on the scorching instrumentals “Julie Baby," 
Barbed Wire” and “Spider Man,” though a 

few surprising acoustic selections are inter¬ 
spersed — the introspective “Home Is Where 
The Heart Is,” a slyly titled “Hard Rock” 
that’s anything but, and a faithful reading of 
Elvis Presley’s tremulous ballad “Young And 
Beautiful" —- that stand in stark contrast to 
the heavily amplified pyrotechnics. 

Presley remains sky-high on Wray's 
pantheon of cover sources: He also tackles 
“Tiger Man” and the ever-popular “Jailhouse 
Rock” on this collection, unleashing a func¬ 
tional vocal attack that's remarkable for a guy 
with one lung (he lost the other to tuberculo¬ 
sis well before he went pro with his axe). If 
they're still picking at all, most of his contem¬ 
poraries have turned their volume knobs way 

down by now. Wray keeps blasting out hard 
rock riffs like a man possessed: His music is 
keeping him young. (42-50 Steele Road, 
London NW10 7AS, U.K.)

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from Chris Kent. Carlton uses fast picking 
and a rock ’n’ roll jazz tone (yes, there must 
be such a thing) on his original classic “Don’t 
Give It Up.” This has a smooth, rockin’ 
groove with a second harmony guitar line 
provided by Lukather. Rick Jackson provides 
a honky-tonk piano solo along with some 
powerhouse drum work by Gregg Bissonette. 

“(It Was) Only Yesterday” starts with that 
late ’70s keyboard patch and has that old-
school jazz guitar tone played so eloquently by 
Carlton. The Miles Davis composition, “All 
Blues,” features solos from everyone in this 
thrown-together band. Nice playing by all. 
Ending with the well-known “Room 335,” 
from Carlton’s first solo outing, has Lukather 
paying a compliment by playing Carlton’s orig¬ 
inal lead solo. Both players seem warmed up at 
this point, as they play dynamically and taste¬ 
fully by starting to use space as a musical tool. 

In the beginning, Carlton and Lukather 
are pushing a little hard and overplaying, 
probably because of the excitement provided 
by a live gig, but once they lock in as one, 
the magic comes alive. This is what true live 
playing is about. It has that human touch.

AN1 DiFRANCO 
Revelling/Reckoning 
Righteous Babe (PRO20241) 

Maturity for Ani DiFranco — any engaged 
listener knew it would be tough to achieve, 
what with her rising success, analytically 
impassioned fans and tendency to change 
hairstyles for every new photo shoot. Never¬ 
theless, Revelling/Reckoning, her new two-
disc release, emerges from all non-musical 
considerations as a forcefully strummed 
acoustic guitar cuts through the surface noise 
in a coffeehouse. 

With Revelling in particular, DiFranco 
finally says the dirtiest words she can imag¬ 
ine — “I love you/And you love me” — and 
puts them in a musical context featuring 
flute, horns and Maceo Parker’s funky 
(natch) backing vocals. Getting on the 
groove of “Ain’t That The Way” is nothing 
new for DiFranco; neither is pushing beyond 
the boundaries of the folk-punk she practi¬ 
cally copyrighted and then almost perfected 
in 1996 on Dilate. 

However, DiFranco finally makes good on 
the musical promises and largely jettisons the 
disappointments of Up Up Up Up Up Up and 
To The Teeth. After the tentative experiments 
of those 1999 albums — better the big, 
dopey ska of the title track to Little Plastic 
Castle than the hesitation of what followed 
— she comes back confident and mostly 
unmarred by her reflexive self-consciousness. 
Even Shane Endsley and Daren Hahn, the 
two-man horn section she enlisted to maul 
older material on her last full tour, come in

honking now that DiFranco knows how to fit 
them into her songwriting. 

Not that these discs lack their share of 
oddities and left turns: “Kazoointoit” leads 
from a voice-mail sample into a box of 
trance-like musing and meandering, while 
“So What” floats along Hans Teuber’s cool¬ 
jazz clarinet passages and soft refrains from 
the aforementioned horns. The actual songs 
come together, but it’s more than passing 
strange to hear such professional solemnity 
on a DiFranco album. 

Then again, Revelling/Reckoning finds her 
in a reflective mood — pausing for a look at 
the relationships that shape her life and the 
lives of others, pondering, as she puts it in 
one title, “Your Next Bold Move,” taking 
things personally — and she’s never better 
than when she takes things personally. Yet 
where her thoughts once frequently turned 
red or green, driving her voice into growls 
and hisses, here she drapes herself over the 
lessons and mistakes she uncovers. The 
lullaby movement of “Imagine That” and the 
torch-song phrasing of “Revelling” allow her 
to reveal some of her best singing, full of 
subtlety and nuance. 

Some of this suggests that DiFranco 
attains maturity through mellowness, like so 
many aging and aged musicians before her 
(although, entering her third decade, she’s 
hardly preparing for a midlife crisis). The 
difference lies in how she gathers certain 
trademarks — viciousness and occasional 
giddy humor — into powerful colors alter¬ 
nately blue, gray and whatever shade funky 
joy resembles. Showing a grin with Revelling 
and then an introspective face with 

Reckoning, and then back again, DiFranco 
takes the curse off the years and the knowl¬ 
edge they impart.

R.E.M. 
Reveal 
Warner Bothers (9 47946-2) 

From the first bubbling soda sounds to 
the final syrup-drenched string arrangement, 
R.E.M.’s Reveal is a competent, inoffensive 
soft rock ride — but little else. 

Aurally, the album is an interesting blend 
of past works Automatic For The People and 
Up. It is easily the band’s best offering since 
199 I s Out Of Time. 

Fans will still find singer Michael Stipe 
playing with sounds rather than using a 

meaningful writing style. However, on Reveal 
the signature guitar stylings of Peter Buck are 
buried beneath sugar-soaked orchestrations, 
heavy-handed drumbeats and honey-drip¬ 
ping synthesizers, and Mike Mills’ bass is all 
but invisible on the album. 

Guest musicians on Reveal include some¬ 
time Buck cohorts from The Minus 5 — 
Scott McCaughey better known for his work 
with the Seattle-based Young Fresh Fellows, 
and Ken Stringfellow, also known as half of 
the remaining Bellingham-bred Posies. 

The album has a smooth, slow, quiet flow 
where the songs blend together and lose their 
energy, making Reveal a dull listening experi¬ 
ence when taken all at once. In fact, the only 
track with any liveliness to it is the jangle-y 
“Imitation Of Life.” Other stand-out tracks 
on the album include the hopeful “All The 
Way To Reno (You’re Gonna Be A Star),’’ the 
yearning “She Just Wants To Be” and The 
Beach Boys-esque “Summer Turns To High.” 

In the end Reveal is a good pop record 
that will appeal to the group’s core cult 
following, but it won’t swell the ranks of the 
R.E.M. fan club with new members.

ANNE MARIE VON OTTER MEETS 
ELVIS COSTELLO 
For The Stars 
Deutsche Grammophon (469 530-2) 

This collaboration between the esteemed 
classical mezzo-soprano and the erstwhile 
king of new wave might easily have been 
stilted. Anne Marie von Otter’s remarkably 
expressive voice — enhanced, on some 
tunes, by Elvis Costello — is a perfect vehicle 
for Costello’s Catholic literary sensibility. 

Recorded in the Stockholm studio where 
ABBA laid down their paradigmatic pop, on 
For The Stars von Otter and Costello make 
beautiful music. Not only are Costello's orig¬ 
inals as graceful as ever (the new “No 
Wonder” and title track coexist effortlessly 
with older Costello tunes such as “Baby 
Plays Around” and “1 Want To Vanish”), the 
cover versions are inspired. Von Otter does 
Brian Wilson more than proud with two Pet 
Sounds selections, seamlessly joins Tom 
Waits’ “Broken Bicycles” and Paul McCart¬ 
ney’s “Junk” (a Costello suggestion) and 
revives Nina Simone’s coquette-noir 
“Shamed Into Love” with taste and tease. 

The album is low-key, insinuating. The 
Fleshquartet, classically trained Swedish 
string players, are wonderfully understated, 
particularly on the eerie, haunting "Rope” 
and a very modern update of The Beatles’ 
“For No One.” Von Otter even gives ABBA 
their due, recasting the 1981 “Like An Angel 
Passing Through My Room” as a Nordic art 
song. Also helping out are Longtime Attrac¬ 
tions pianist Steve Nieve and former Dave 
Edmunds/Rockpile guitarist Billy Bremner. 

Costello has bent genres for years; by the 
mid-90s, however, he’d run his rock course 
and detoured into classical and more high¬ 
falutin pop. His work with The Brodsky 
Quartet was more promise than delivery, his 
album with Burt Bacharach more cult than 
pop favorite. Costello’s restlessness seemed 
the best thing about him. 

This album, however, feels grounded and 
creative. A fan of von Otter’s since his wife, 
Cait, took him to hear her in concert in 1989 
in Berlioz’s Damnation Of Faust, Costello 
aesthetically courted von Otter into this 
collaboration. Last year, they sifted through 
some 30 songs, ultimately settling on the 18 
that make up this loosely thematic album. It’s 
unexpected — and so good, I hope the 
outtakes show up as a bootleg.

Auction Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Set minimum bids on any item you won't sell for less. You also can set an auction-wide 

minimum; different minimums on different parts of the auction; or no minimums at all. 
Avoid "Ridiculous bids will be rejected" or similar phrases; you can't assume that everyone 
knows what a "ridiculous bid" is. Instead, take the time to set minimums. 

2. Run on honest auction. Don't advertise items you don't have; don't artificially force bidders 
to bid more by claiming there's a counterbidder when there isn't one; don't overgrade your 
items; and sell all items that meet your published minimum and are the high bid, even if the 
bid is far below "book" value. 

3. Notify winners within the first week after your deadline passes. 
4. Send the winners their items promptly upon payment. (It's OK to wait for checks from 

unfamiliar customers to clear, which takes no more than a week. If it takes longer, get a 
new bank.) Federal Trade Commission regulations state that you must ship your items 
within 30 days. 

5. Don't use your auction as a way to compile a mailing list unless you state that in your ad. 
6. In sum: Treat your customers as you would want to be treated if you were the one bidding. 

Auction Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to an auction and not a set sale. 
2. Note the minimum bid, and don't bid less than that Also, don't say "I will top all bids" 

unless the auction allows it and, of course, you really mean it. 
3. Mail In all bids unless the ad says phone-in bids are acceptable. 
4. Remember the deadline. If none is stated, then the auction closes one month from the date 

on the cover. For example, if the auction is in the Goldmine dated October 15, the sale closes 
November 15. 

5. If mailing bids, allow 1 -2 weeks for your bids to arrive. And after an auction ends, allow 
1 -2 weeks for notification. If you haven't heard 14 days after the end of an auction, assume 
you won nothing unless the ad says that all bidders, win or lose, would be notified. 

6. Honor all winning bids! If you are notified that your bid has won the item, send the money 
for your items within a week. Bidders reneging on their winning bids is the No. 1 complaint 
from those who run auction ads. If you can't honor your bid, at least have the courtesy to 
notify the advertiser. 

7. Allow 2-4 weeks for your winnings to arrive. 

Unit space ads are an affordable option for the small dealer or for the private collector who has a few items to sell. They are based on 8-1/2 x 11 sheets 
that you create. They are "camera ready," in other words, the ad will look in print exactly how if looks when you send it in, only smaller. We will reduce 
the sheets to fit the ad space. Optionally, at no extra charge we can create a heading for your ad. We will typeset your name, business name (if any), 
address and phone/fax numbers on your ad if you so request. 
The two types of ads are: 
1. Sei Sale - Items are sold at the price listed. 
2. Auction - Items are sold to the highest bidder. 
For A Better Unit Space Ad .., 
1. Use white paper. 
2. Have a new ribbon on your typewnter or printer; avoid low 

toner on a laser printer. 
3. Make sure the paper is vertically oriented. We can. publish a horizontal unit space ad 

unless you want the reader to turn the magazine sideways to look at it. Most readers won't 
bother to do that. 

4. Mail it to us; don't fax it Faxes can leave unwanted markings that make your ad hard 
to read. 

5. Clearly identify whether your ad is a set sale or auction. 
Avoid mixing the two in the same ad; if you must, have separate sections for set-sale and 
auction items. 

6 Include your name, add'ess, and telephone/fax number (and when you will be available to 
take calls on the ad) and all ordering information, including postage and shipping fees. 

7. Put your listings in a logical order. If you have several formats in the same ad (LP, CD, 
45, etc.), group your items by format. You also may wish to group items by type of music. 
As for the listings themselves, alphabetically by artist usually works best. 

8. If you have any questions on how to set up your ad, contact anyone from the Goldmine 
advertising staff. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Buyers 
1. First, make sure you are replying to a set sale and not an auction. If an ad mentions 

minimum bids and deadlines, it's not a set sale. 
2. Follow the advertiser's directions on how to reply. If the ad says to write first to reserve an 

item, do it. If the ad says that money orders only are accepted, don't write a personal check. 
And never send cash through the mail! 

3. If you write or call ta reserve an item and the advertiser still has it in stock, send your 
payment for the item promptly. 

4. Set sale ads are "first-come, first-served,' so the sooner you reply, the more likely you are to 
receive what you order. 

5. If you receive the item and it is not as advertised, don't hesitate to complain. Reputable 
advertisers take complaints seriously and try to do right by the customer. But don't take 
advantage of this, either; complain only when you have a legitimate reason for doing so. 

Set Sale Guidelines For Sellers 
1. Only advertise items you have. Because of ad deadlines, some dealers will assume they will 

have new material based on release dates given by record companies. In the long run, it's 
better to wait until you actually have an item to put it in your ad. 

2. State all your policies in the ad. Examples include method of payme.it, whether (and at 
what times) you will accept telephone calls, and whether to reserve items or send money 
immediately. 

3. Send the items promptly öfter they've been paid for. Federal Trade Commission regulations 
state that you must ship your items within 30 days. 

4. Charge only what you pay to send the package. Or charge everyone the same amount, 
knowing you will lose money on large packages, but will make up for it on smaller ones. If 
your stated postage rates are unusually high, state why! (Insurance, special handling or 
packaging, etc.) 

5. Take complaints seriously. An unresolved problem is usually a lost customer.

Pete Townshend has always been a theatrical lad. All the way 
back to 1966s A Quick One, While He’s Away to 1967’s The Who 
Sell Out through, of course, Tommy, Townshend’s ambition 
greatly exceeded most of his peers’. He gave meaning to the 
rock opera and constructed visual pieces that didn’t necessarily 
require sight (perhaps inspiration for Tommy himself?). 

It’s little surprise then that the '70s — after the abandoned 
Lifehouse project, after Quadrophenia and after numerous 
incarnations of Tommy — welcomed three Who-related films 
into theaters, the soundtracks of which have been digitally 
remastered foi a set of new reissues. 

First was Ken Russell’s movie version of Tommy in 1975, a 
too-literal and almost sublimely ridiculous take on Town¬ 

shend’s tale of the deaf, dumb and blind kid. The soundtrack 
is a two-disc set that features — among rockers such Elton 
John, Eric Clapton, Tina Turner, and The Who — Ann-
Margret, Oliver Reed, and Jack Nicholson in singing roles. It’s 
a blustery, bombastic bomb, with the actors barely in tune 
and even the most potent of songs diluted among a wash of 
orchestra strings and brass. 

The Tommy soundtrack is a near-mockery of The Who 
album from 1969, a rock opera for the masses, with little of 
the original’s edge or imagination. 

Quadrophenia, a 1979 retelling of Townshend’s 1973 simi¬ 
larly titled record of disillusioned mods coasting through the 
’60s, fares better. Basically a revised and edited version of the 
earlier work, the film soundtrack contains remixed versions 
of 10 of the original album’s tracks (including a punched-up 
and riveting “5.15”), some Who rarities (including early 
songs recorded as The High Numbers) and R&B classics from 
the era (including songs by James Brown, Booker T And The 
MG’s, and The Chiffons). 

The story itself is lost in this setting, but there are some

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great songs here. Its not a substitute for the 
original Quadrophenia, but rather a supple¬ 
mental look at the peripherals of the age. It 
is, as is Tommy, an exploration of and memo¬ 
rial to ’60s idealism and the collapse of 
community. Appropriately, The Kids Are 
Alright, the 1979 Who rock-umentary, cele¬ 
brates the ’60s as well (most of Townshend’s 
songs here were written that decade). Unlike 
its predecessors, it’s an intriguing and watch¬ 
able film, and its soundtrack is the best of the 
bunch reviewed here. 

Essentially a Who live rarities set, Kids also 
works better than the other two as a stand¬ 
alone album. There are some great cuts here 
(TV appearances, Woodstock and Leeds 
concert performances, new versions of “Baba 
O’Riley,” "Won’t Get Fooled Again” and the 
self-congratulatory “Long Live Rock”); there’s 
also a sense of history, spanning the band’s 
career up to that time (drummer Keith Moon's 
death the year before the movie’s release ended 
that Who era ). Quadrophenia and Kids, both 
originally double albums, are reissued as 
single discs. All sound great. This is 
Quadrophenia's first proper CD release, and 
packages have been restored to include lyrics 
(on Tommy) and detailed liner notes (Kids). 

Despite the flaws, in a way, these are 
Townshend’s legacy. Not quite the sell-out or 
early demise he prophesized in the ’60s, but a 
realization of their narratives for an aging g-
g-generation.

MAGIC SLIM AND THE TEARDROPS 
Grand Slam 
Rooster Blues (2618) 

When Magic Slim recorded Grand Slam for 
Rooster Records in 1982, he was already 
quickly becoming a legend of the blues. His 
was a grand slam worthy of a Saturday after¬ 
noon watching the Chicago Cubs’ Sammy Sosa 
play ball at Wrigley Field. In 1983, Grand Slam 
won the W.C. Handy Award, elevating Magic 
Slim And The Teardrops to major-league status 
within the blues world. While various tracks 
from this landmark LP have been released over 
the years, this marks the first issue of the LP in 
its entirety on compact disc. 

Slim belts out the blues with all of the 
passion and emotion he can muster on Grand 
Slam, making this one of his most sought-
after recordings. From Slim’s own “Early 
Every Morning” to “Walking The Dog” and 
the timeless “Give Me Back My Wig,” Slim 
And The Teardrops knock home run after 
home run without once being struck out. 

If the blues were baseball, Magic Slim 
would be Sosa. The good thing about Slim is 
that he’s not resting in the dugout during the 
seventh-inning stretch. He’s in the on-deck 
circle, swinging the bat hard, getting ready 
for any unfortunates who feel the need to 
compete with an all-star. 

Rooster has done the blues world a real 
service in bringing this classic album off the 
bench and back into the game.

THE KINKS 
BBC Sessions 1964-1977 
Sanctuary Records (06076 84504-2) (Two CDs) 

Given a lack of contrary evidence, the live powers of The 
Kinks over their first decade or so tend to be discussed in 
terms of ragged ensemble work and a kind of music hall patois 
that was more functionary than inspiring. The pure and splen¬ 
did rush of Live At Kelvin Hall — what had been the one live 
album documenting The Kinks’ early and evolutionary sound 
— clocks in just slightly more than a half hour, with a mere 
nine songs and the standard Brit-wave screaming throng, 
hardly enough to reverse a reputation. But now we have a 
companion piece, a collection of The Kinks live at the BBC 
radio recording studios, as crisply recorded as Live At Kelvin 
Hall was not, and it’s something of a stunner. 

Spanning the years 1964-1977 and assembled by Kinks 
leader and songwriter Ray Davies, the double-disc set BBC 
Sessions feels like a rediscovery of not only the band’s early 
history and some of its lost classics, but also of guitarist Dave 
Davies, whose songs are granted far greater pride of place than 
on any other Kinks release, especially over the second half of 
the first disc. The highlights though, of course, are Ray Davies’ 
compositions. “Waterloo Sunset,” the most immaculately 
structured song in all of popular music, and “See My Friends,” 
with its open-tuned guitar riff and sinuous vocal, stand out 
particularly as sonic sketches of a world of council flats, timely 
sips of tea and village lanes. 

The version of “Victoria” is the other side of The Kinks’ 
sound, a manic rocker with full-on boozy vocals. “1 was 
born ... Lucky me,” Ray Davies drawls, and there is enough 
deprecating irony and fatalism in his voice to induce a heav¬ 
enward glance in search for one’s piece of the soon-to-be¬ 
falling sky. “Celluloid Heroes” receives perhaps its definitive 
treatment, an elegiac parade of Hollywood faces and fortunes, 
and “Days” very nearly shimmers. There’s little sense in 

having one version of the horrid “Money Talks,” let alone 
two, but with a general wistfulness seeming all inclusive on 
BBC Sessions, a moment or two of excess is lost within 
surmounting moments of grace — and appropriately so.

The Roots, the album that theoretically announced John 
Mayall’s tribute to the blues he broke in his prime, after a few 
years of somewhat less-satisfying meandering. Recorded in 
late 1970, the idea was originally to reunite Mayall with the 
best of his past Bluesbreakers lineups — in the event, as his 
own liner notes admit, “The immensity of this task over-

Nashville, Trooper doesn’t sound too far 
removed from the shore’s #1 son, Bruce 
Springsteen, as he adds smart pop and folk 
touches to a bombast-free rock base. 

Ably produced by multi-instrumentalist 
Phil Madeira, Straight Down Rain has less 
country and more woogie than Troopers previ¬ 
ous Popular Demons (Koch, 1998), produced 
by Buddy Miller, though Miller’s wife Julie 
gives wide-eyed harmony to Rain’s sole neo¬ 
billy track, love-happy “Real Like That.” 
“Doghouse” brings the time-honored errant-
husband theme of Hank Williams’ “Move It On 
Over” to slinky blues-funk. Here’s a disc that 
remains fresh after repeated listens.

ANDREW BIRD’S BOWL OF FIRE 
The Swimming Hour 
Ryko (10606) 

Andrew Bird’s Bowl Of Fire might once 
have been the equivalent of the European 
filmmakers who drew up Dogma 95: artists 
restricting their creativity with righteous 
disdain. Leader Andrew Bird even wrote liner 
notes for the 1999 Bowl Of Fire album. Oh! 
The Grandeur, that read like regulations for 
those who aspired to play outside absolutely 
current forms. Possibly ironic but the auxil¬ 
iary member of Squirrel Nut Zippers — a 
band capable of making hay with conven¬ 
tions — seemed to crack the wrong jokes, 
and Bowl Of Fire suffered under his heavy 
sense of fun. 

The Swimming Hour loosens Bird up — 
every song unfolds as lark and laugh, 
performed for fun because no other reason 
matters nearly as much. Revitalizing the 
possibilities of 20th-century genres that 
flourished before noise and production 
dominated, Andrew Bird’s Bowl Of Fire glee¬ 
fully offer a primer of vocal jazz, genteel 
country, and insistently sensual parlor music. 

The Swimming Hour takes little time to get 
going; after tentative guitar notes, drummer 
Kevin O’Donnell hits hard, Bird sweeps in 
with his violin and they’re into "Two Way 
Action,” the first of several manic rushes. 
Bird willingly turns classical study into pop 
expressiveness, sawing the fiddle with much 
sass, and his band moves around the rollick¬ 
ing pivot of his plucks and bows. 

As a singer. Bird glides rather than pushes, 
his touch so lightly insinuating that a reach 
for a falsetto on the vaporous strut of “Why?” 
or a spoken-word geography lesson in the 
doo-wop-influenced “Dear Old Greenland” 
— a place, he notes, “where souls go to dry 
out” — piques the ear as no shout could. The 
accompaniment of new vocalist Nora O’Con¬ 
nor adds something hot and sweet to the mix, 
her sauciness complementing and more often 
subverting Bird’s attempts to stay cool, espe¬ 

cially when they’re “goin’ down slow” to the 
rock ’n’ roll lilt of “How Indiscreet.” 

Latin tinges, stately progressions or 
processions and a feeling of license — rather 
than overt sloppiness — make The Swimming 
Hour easy listening that lingers like honey in 
tea. If previous work stated a desire to 
capture and renew the energies of pre-Elvis 
Presley genres, this album fulfills those 
desires with a Presley-like hip sway that’s 
anything but dogmatic.

Short Takes 

If The Pushstars are disappointed that 
their major-label connection ended 
almost as soon as it began, you wouldn’t 
know it from the ebullient melodies that 
grace the Boston band’s self-released third 
album, Opening Time. (Co-Op Pop 
Records/Wicked Disc). The lyrics are 
another story, however; they’re sliced 
with cynicism — songs such as “Million¬ 
aire,” “Who Are We,” “Waiting, Watch¬ 
ing, Wishing” and “Small Town Geek” 
betray the frustrations of failed dreams 
and unfulfilled ambitions. One can hardly 
blame the band for their bitterness, 
however. This outstanding effort — strik¬ 
ingly reminiscent of Smash Mouth in its 
irresistible hooks and quirky charms — 
could clearly be a hit if only for the back¬ 
ing of a big label (PushstartSaol.com)... 
While Cotton Mather’s latest offering, 
Baltimore Hotel (Rainbow Quartz 
RQTZ028), appears to be more of a stop¬ 
gap attempt (the quirky nature of these 
tunes indicates they’re all outtakes), all-
out rockers such as “Lost My Motto,” “El 
Matador” and "Missing The Boal” exude 
their typically brash Who-like exuber¬ 
ance. Other songs are somewhat diffuse, 
particularly the dreamy ballads “Baby 
Freeze Queen IF’ and (of course) “Dream 
Girl,” not to mention the strange ambient 
soundtrack collage, “John Wayne Jung.” 
Cotton converts would be well advised to 
check out their two previous — and peer¬ 
less — monuments to power pop perfec¬ 
tion, Kontiki and Cotton Is King. 
(www.rainbowquartz.com)... Record No. 
I, The Mary Janes' aptly titled debut disc, 
was a lovely, lilting collection of melan¬ 
choly melodies with seductive folk flair. 
The band’s new album, Flame (Flat Earth 
Records FLT 123 CD) lights a spark 
under this re-energized ensemble, inject¬ 
ing a punchier sound and enough pedal 
steel and fiddle to provide a rootsy flair. 
Singer Janas Hoyt has clearly become 
more of an assertive presence; here she 
sounds like a cross between Chrissie 
Hynde and Maria McKee, and that makes 
Flame both a solid and significant effort, 
(www.themaryjanes.com)... Why Men 
Fail (Parasol Records PAR-CD-063) is an 
oddly prophetic title, one that seem to 
sum up the moody, melancholy motifs 
that Neilson Hubbard expresses in this 
series of low-key laments. Actually, that’s 
an understatement; aside from a pair of 
robust rockers —“The Girl That Killed 
September” (doesn’t that sound cheery?) 
and “Surrounded” (ditto) — Hubbard 
focuses entirely on somber soliloquies. 
Still, the beauty of these ballads in unde¬ 
niable, as evidenced by the touchingly 
tender “Beautiful Yesterday,” a song that 
lingers in the consciousness long after the

through or implanted with percussion. But elsewhere, the 
biggest changes are cosmetic at worst, and you can always 
stop the CD before it gets to the end cuts. 

So, what does the jury think of Back To The Roots these 
days? Well, as the last of the younger Mayall’s true blues 
albums — the last, too, of his records to be made with as 
much an ear for enjoyment as an eye for his art — its histori¬ 
cal resonance so outweighs any critical observations that it 
really doesn’t matter what peoples opinions are. If you know 
Back To The Roots from old, it’s well worth getting reac-

whelmed putting it fully into effect.” But with Eric Clapton, 
Keef Hartley, Harvey Mandel, Mick Taylor, and Johnny 
Almond on board, still no one can deny there is a surviving 
sense of the initial supergroup installment plan, while the 
trans-Atlantic nature of the lineup as a whole also says a lot. 

Does it say good ot bad things though? At the time, there 
was some grumbling from informed corners about the under¬ 
use of certain legends, the overuse of lesser lights, crumby 
sound quality and too many songs — like so many double 
albums of the period, Back To The Roots would have been 
infinitely improved at half its length. Today, the legends and 
lessers exist on the more or less level playing fields of nostal¬ 
gia, the worst parts of the vinvl have been cleaned up in the 
remastering, and as for there being too many songs, when 
even an unknown band from the butt-end of nowhere can get 
away with cramming 75-plus minutes on their debut, who’s 
going to deny Mayall the right to do the same thing? Besides, 
with just one or two lightweight exceptions (the toe-curling 
‘Groupie Girl ” high on the list), they’re really all rather fun 

Eighteen tracks on the or.ginal album are supplemented 
here by eight bonus cuts — a set of Î988 efforts that took 
eight of the mixes that most annoyed Mayall and both 
remixed and re-recorded elements of each. Previously 
released on the Archives To Eighties collection that same year, 
the mood retains much of the spirit of the original sessions. 
Mayall’s redone vocals and keyboards simply offer a new view 
of the same vista, while the re-recorded drums don’t deviate 

too far either. 
Of course, purists will probably still prefer the original 

warts and all takes, ft is indeed true that a song such as 
“Accidental Suicide,” so firmly locked into time and place by

BOB DYLAN 
Don’t Look Back 
Docurama (NVG 9447) 

Reissued and repackaged to celebrate Bob Dylan's 60th 
birthday, one of rock’s most legendary — not to mention 
oft-imitated — documentaries resurfaces to remind us 
what all the fuss about Dylan was, back in 1965 when he 
was young, rock was pure and folkies simply didn’t carry 
electric guitars. The Pennebaker shot footage should, of 
course, be familiar to all. But bonus material includes five 
unheard live performances (audio only), an unseen 
“Subterranean Homesick Blues” video and some positively 
illuminating commentary from Pennebaker and road 
manager Bob Neuwirth.

The name of Dave Godin may not ring too many bells 
stateside, but over in England he is hailed as a tireless cham¬ 
pion of a strain of American R&B known as deep soul — 
indeed, he’s even credited with coining the term. Deep soul is 
an intense, gospel-soaked style of R&B often but not exclu¬ 
sively hailing from Southern climes and that was prevalent 
during the ’60s and ’70s (including many a hit from that 
period); spine-chilling, emotionally charged ballads were the 
bread and butter of deep soul as defined by the musicologists, 
though a strong beat can be employed as well. 

The third Godin-compiled installment in Kent’s deep-soul 
series is full of the same hair-raising testifying as its two 
solid-selling predecessors. Godin doesn’t discriminate against 
well-known performers; Etta James’ devotional “I’d Rather

Greg Lake’s musical career has been a study in contrasts, 
caught between the bombast of Keith Emerson (in Emerson, 
Lake And Palmer) or Robert Fripp (in King Crimson) and 
Lake’s own acoustic-tinged balladry. 

With the advent of his early ’80s solo career, Lake relieved 
himself of any obligation to continue exploring rock’s more 
progressive realms and moved into a more straight-up style, 
as is evident on these two solo albums, Greg Lake and 
Manoeuvres, originally released by Chrysalis Records in 1981 
and 1983, respectively. 

On his solo self-titled debut he is aided by guitarist Gary 
Moore (fresh out of his run in Thin Lizzy), Crimson drum¬ 
mer Michael Giles, E-Streeter Clarence Clemmons, most of 
Toto and a host of others. Lake (who leaves the bass chores to 
others, in favor of guitar), gives an ample demonstration of 
his underrated ability to hit hard with tunes such as “Nuclear 
Attack,” “Love You Too Much” (cowritten with Bob Dylan) 
and “The Lie.” While the lovely “It Hurts” reminds the 
listener that Lake was (and is) the king of the introspective 
acoustic love ballad, his emphasis on stronger, guitar-based 
material is refreshing and appealing. Moore’s guitar solos and 
fills are powerful — and satisfying — while Lake’s voice 
resonates with a joy that is hard to suppress. He’s having a 
good time belting out these tunes — and it shows! 

Go Blind” and James Brown’s heartbroken “Lost Someone” 
are justifiably renowned and commonly reissued, as are Syl 
Johnson’s racially charged “Is It Because I’m Black,” Bobby 
Bland’s “I’m Too Far Gone (To Turn Around)” and Betty 
Lavette’s “Let Me Down Easy.” 

The principal selling points are the many obscurities that 
Godin unearths: Dee Clark’s “In These Very Tender Moments,” 
cut for Columbia in ’67 (long past his hit-making prime); Ray 
Gant & The Arabian Knights’ “Dorit Leave Me Baby” for the 
Jay-Walking logo (a 1974 ballad arranged and coproduced by 
Jack Ashford, percussionist for Motown’s vaunted house band, 
The Funk Brothers); Carla Thomas’ crisp ’62 Atlantic outing “I 
Can’t Take It”; Barbara & The Browns’ classy “I Don’t Want To 
Have To Wait”; Eddie & Ernie’s “Thanks For Yesterday”; Robert 
Ramsey’s percolating “Like It Stands”; and Loretta Williams’ 
extremely rare ’65 outing “I’m Missing You" for Otis Redding’s 
Jotis logo (the late soul icon cowrote the song with her). 
However, “Ebony Eyes,” Rick James’ 1983 duet with Smokey 
Robinson, is much too slick and contemporary, lacking the 
wrenching emotional pull on full and glorious display every¬ 
where else. 

The Beat Goes On is a less-structured romp through the 
vaults of Atlantic Records with an emphasis on upbeat grooves 
(though not exclusively — The Coasters’ super-cool “Shoppin’ 
For Clothes” opens the disc). As the title implies, the anthol¬ 
ogy’s timespan is broad, ranging from The Clovers’ sly 1951 
waxing “One Mint Julep” and Ray Charles’ ’53 swinger “It 
Should’ve Been Me” all the way up to The Spinners’ slick 1975 
Philly soul production “Love Or Leave.” There is a preponder¬ 
ance of ’60s gems by the cream of the Atlantic/Atco roster — 
Sam & Dave (the unstoppable “You Don’t Know What It Means 
To Me”), Wilson Pickett (a frantic “I’m Gonna Cry,” with Robert 
Ward on careening guitar), Arthur Conley (his hand-clapping 
“Funky Street”) and Aretha Franklin’s joyous “(Sweet Sweet 
Baby) Since You’ve Been Gone.” 

A few of the disc’s highlights are considerably less familiar: 
Percy Sledge’s “You’ve Got That Something Wonderful” is 
untypically up-tempo and utterly irresistible, as are LaVern 
Baker’s Bert Berns-produced ’64 Stormer “You’d Better Find 

For a prolific artist such as Shabba Ranks, a true Best Of 
collection would require a box set or, at minimum, a double 
album. Anything less inevitably caters to the masses, leaving 
fans to mutter about how they could have done a much better 
job. The Best Of Shabba Ranks is drawn exclusively from his 
five Epic albums released between 1991-95, which inevitably 
weights this collection toward his American hits, but it would 
be querulous to take issue with that. 

Ranks refused to dilute his toasts for an international 
market, and, unusual for a major label, Epic respected his 
stance. The company also made the rare decision to allow the 
artist to continue recording in his native Jamaica, with some 
of the island’s best producers behind the desks, a notable 
exception to the “sign them, then try to change them” rule to 
which most labels unfortunately adhere. 

Having begun his career with producer King Jammy back 
in the mid-80s, Ranks hit the big leagues collaborating with 
Bobby Digital. But it was Gussie Clarke’s more melodic 
production approach that propelled the toaster into the inter¬ 
national spotlight. Inspired pairing with the likes of J.C. 
Lodge and Cocoa Tea & Home T and with legendary vocalists 
such as Maxi Priest and former Black Uhuru frontman Mykal 
Rose made for exciting and successful crossover singles. 

But still it all comes down to the rap, and for a time. 
Ranks’ slacker themes and raggamuffin ’tude looked to be his 
downfall. However, this proved to be just one facet of his

wordplay, and the toaster eventually proved to be just as 
verbally adept with cultural themes. 

Both sides of his artistry can be found within this collec¬ 
tion. Good examples include the wicked indeed “Wicked In 
Bed” exemplifying Ranks’ naughty side, the haunting “Rough 
Life” spotlighting his societal concerns, and “Roots And 
Culture,” which eloquently defends his body of work. Over 
the years, the rapper has shown his lighter side on hits such 
as the delightfully infectious “Trailer Load Of Girls" and is 
equally comfortable delivering up hard-core hip-hop, sultry 
R&B and rootsier numbers, as he did on “Pirate’s Anthem,” 
his glowing tribute to pirate radio stations. 

It’s this very versatility of styles and themes that has 
helped catapult Ranks not just among the top Jamaican 
artists, but amid a small group of international figures who 
leave geographical borders far behind.

His follow-up album. Manoeuvres, follows 
much the same formula, though not as 
successfully, l ake — at times — moves away 
from guitar-based rock to embrace keyboards 
and ballads. “You Gotta Believe" sounds like 
an inferior ELP Brain Salad Surgery-era out¬ 
take, while the overproduced “Famous Last 
Words" would fit comfortably on a Tears For 
Fears album. 

There are some good rockers here, 
however, as the title track and “Paralysed” 
will attest, and Lake is in good vocal form 
throughout. While ELP fans will want both 
of these releases anyway, they are also recom¬ 
mended for rock fans of all types who appre¬ 
ciate solid, straight-ahead music from one of 
rocks premier singer/ songwriters. We can 
hold out hope that Lake, who has returned 
to solo endeavors after a couple of mediocre 
ELP reunion albums in the ’90s, will let the 
power and enthusiasm generated by these 
two albums inspire him in his current and 
future solo outings. In any event, these 
albums have been out of print for way too 
long; thumbs up to Creative Musical Arts for 
updating and releasing them in CD format.

THE ROBERT CRAY BAND 
Who’s Been Talkin’ 
Mercury (314 546 700) 

Who's Been Talkin’, the debut album from 
The Robert Cray Band, is arguably the 
modern bluesman’s most faithful album. It’s 
six years older than his 1986 breakthrough 
Strong Persuader and echoes, sometimes a bit 
too uninspiringly, the founders and masters 
of Cray's smooth style (namely, Albert 
Collins, B.B. King, and O.V. Wright). Yet, for 
all its natural tendencies, Whos Been Talkin' 
comes off somewhat clinical at times. 

But Cray’s listeners know this anyway. 
Even his best work — Strong Persuader and 
its follow-up. Don’t Be Afraid Of The Dark — 
manages to eliminate most of the grit from 
the typically gritty genre. Cray’s a smooth 
operator, a modern soulman schooled in the 
blues and R&B. fie really hasn’t lived it the 
way his musical ancestors have, and it’s obvi¬ 
ous just a few songs into Who’s Been Talkin’ 
that Cray takes an almost literal approach to 
the music. 

Still, it’s not without benefits. Cray’s a 
super-clean guitar player, and his honeyed 
voice complements the style. This reissue 
(part of the Blues Classics Remastered And 
Revisited series) adds nothing new to the 
program except for polished sound. The 
songs include Wright, Willie Dixon, and 
Howlin' Wolf covers (Dixon’s “Too Many 
Cooks” is a highlight and perhaps Cray’s best 
straight-up blues interpretation), as well as 
Cray’s own “If You're Thinkin’ What I’m 
Thinkin’,” his lirst real achievement as a 
songwriter. Novices are still steered toward 
Persuader and Dark as ( ray starting points, 
but this is where it really all began for him 
— even if he's not quite himself.

JOHN PHILLIPS 
Pay Pack & Follow 
Eagle Records (WWK18475) 

Every serious music fan knows that rock 
’n’ roll is littered with so-called “lost classics” 

that have proven to be disappointing when 
they’ve finally seen the light of day. Fortu¬ 
nately, however, Pay Pack & Follow is that 
rare, longtime MIA that warrants the “lost 
classics” tag. 

Recorded by John Phillips back in 1977 
under the guidance of Mick Jagger and Keith 
Richards (along with a cast of other Rolling 
Stones cohorts), this lost-and-found collec¬ 
tion of Phillips originals bears little resem¬ 
blance to the sunshine-y folk-pop perfected 
by the late singer/songwriter with The 
Mamas And The Papas. Instead, the CD 
blends the country-rock-blues aesthetic of 
Beggars Banquet-era Stones with a roots-pop 
sensibility that could serve as a template for 
the current brigade of Americana bands. 

After kicking off with the rather pedestrian 
“Mr. Blue,” Pay Pack & Follow quickly moves 
into more adventurous terrain. Fueled by the 
Delta-flavored guitar work of Richards and 
fellow Stone Mick Taylor, and by Jagger’s 
bloozy backing vocals, songs such as “She’s Just 
14” and “Oh Virginia” pack a twangy wallop 
powered by the strength of Phillips’ songwrit¬ 
ing. Similarly, the boogie shuffle “Pussycat” 
aligns Phillips’ gift for melody with the scruffier 
inclinations of his famous backers. 

Elsewhere, Phillips leads his all-star band 
into more shimmery waters. “Wilderness Of 
Love,” for instance, is a pure pop delight, 

while the string-laden ballad “Very Dread” 
contains much of the same magic that had 
made the Stones’ "Angie” a smash hit a few 
years earlier. Perhaps the most surprising 
moment, however, is “Zulu Warrior,” a 
churning rocker that clearly anticipates the 
1989 Jagger-Richards hit, “Mixed Emotions.” 

Such reference points notwithstanding. 
Pay Pack & Follow sounds contemporary — 
a testament to the fact that as a songwriter 
Phillips was more a traditionalist than a 
follower of style. Moreover, its worth noting 
that previous Stones side projects (Jamming 
With Edward and Rock And Roll Circus, to 
name but two) had tended to be creative 
flops. Pay Pack & Follow is a grand excep¬ 
tion that, in the end, leaves one saddened 
that Phillips didn't leave behind a vast legacy 
of similar work.

JETHRO TULL 
The Very Best Of Jethro Tull 
Chrysalis/Capitol (72435-32614) 

Since there have been, like, a zillion 
Jethro Tull reissues the past decade, we’ll 
keep this review focused on the merits of The 
Very Best Of Jethro Tull, yet another dip into 
the Tull well, in and of itself. Basically: Is 
there reason or need for this 20-song collec¬ 

tion? And, ultimately, why? 
First, the lineup. There’s nothing new 

here, unless useless edits of “Too Old To 
Rock ’N’ Roll: Too Young To Die,” “Heavy 
Horses” and “Minstrel In The Gallery” count. 
Instead, Very Best Of keeps its contents famil¬ 
iar: “Living In The Past,” “Aqualung,” 
“Bungle In The Jungle,” “Locomotive Breath” 
and “Thick As A Brick” are all here. They 
have been digitally remastered but are not all 
that discernible from the job done two years 
ago on the double-disc The Best Of. 

Frontman Ian Anderson penned liner notes 
and oversaw the construction of the album, 
which means every one of the songs here is 
handpicked by the flute-playing troubadour for 
inclusion. Only three tracks (“The Witch’s 
Breath,” “Roots To Branches” and “Cheerio” — 
all forgettable) are not included on the more 
thorough Best Of set. Seeing that this is The 
Very Best Of (emphasis on very), we can only 
assume that Anderson had a change of heart 
over the past couple years of what exactly 
constitutes the absolute finest that Tull has to 
offer. For newbies testing Tull, this is, we 
suppose, an adequate collection. It all stinks of 
digital-age manipulation to us — another 
motive for fans to buy stuff they already own. 
Trust us — the sonic overhaul isn’t that special, 
even if it is the band’s “very best.”

Reggae Reissues 

SLY & ROBBIE 
Ultimate Collection: In Good Company 
Hip-O (314 520 839) 

According tô the sleeve notes, drummer 
Sly Dunbar reckons he and bassist Robbie 
Shakespeare have played on around a million 
records (including remixes, dubs and 
versions). Whittling the piles of platters down 
to 17 tracks must have been a nightmare. 

As musicians. Sly & Robbie have laid 
down some of the most definitive rhythms 
in the roots reggae compendium. As 
producers, the duo’s innovation and creativ¬ 
ity, especially regarding their use of elec¬ 
tronics, has been equally groundbreaking. 
Under the moniker Taxi Productions, the 
pair have worked with a dizzying array of 
artists from across the musical spectrum — 
Joe Cocker to Joan Armatrading, Grace 
Jones to Gregory Isaacs (all featured on this 
album) — while remaining at the forefront 
of Jamaica’s musical evolution from roots to 
modern dance hall. 

In Good Company is part of Hip-Os Ulti¬ 
mate Collection series, and this compilation 
lives up to the ultimate hype. The album 
showcases the duo’s diversity, pulling from 
Taxi tracks and their work for other produc¬ 
ers, and highlighting both their musical and 
studio genius. Amazingly, considering the 
material, the album holds together as a 
coherent whole, even while running riot 
across genres, from roots to disco, dance 
hall to dub. Brian Chin’s excellent sleeve 
notes do the same for the pair’s career, 
making this the ultimate collection indeed.

VARIOUS ARTISTS 
The Real Jamaica Ska 
Sony Legacy (EK 62098) 

What we have here is a puzzle, tied up 
with a very large question mark. The Real 
Jamaica Ska is a reissue of a long-deleted 
Epic 1964 compilation, with two bonus 
tracks. For once, the title is accurate: This is 
indeed real ska — no rocksteady, no reggae 
— performed by some of the greatest artists 

of the day. 
Lord Creator, Jimmy Cliff, Winston 

Samuel, and the vocal duo The Charmers 
are all represented. So are rocksteady 
legends The Techniques, a vocal group 
previously assumed to have formed in 1965. 

But these surprising inclusions pale next 
to finding Curtis Mayfield listed as co.-
producer. Yes, we are talking about that 
Curtis Mayfield. These previously unknown 
chapters of both Mayfield’s career and ska’s 
history arc ignored in the liner notes — 
which infuriates this reviewer. 

Few of these tracks arc now readily 
available; however, many of them were 
Jamaican hits of the day but for entirely 
different producers. For example Vincent 
“Randy” Chin produced Lord Creator's hit 
“Don’t Stay Out Late,” while Prince Buster 
is normally credited for The Charmers' 
chartbuster "Time After Time.” Quite what 
Mayfield’s role in bringing this all together 
remains a mystery. So, what are we to make 
of all this? Any readers who can shed any 
light are encouraged to write Goldmine. 

But beyond the questionable province of 
the material, this album is packed with classic 
ska, executed by the cream of Jamaica’s 
singers and musicians (the latter, as is typical 
of the genre, go uncredited). Oh yes, and to 
woo those less familiar with the style, two 
popular Wailers’ skankers, “Simmer Down” 
and “I Am Going Home,” are tacked onto the 
end — a completely unnecessary addition 
considering the talent already represented.

PETER TOSH 
Live & Dangerous: Boston 1976 
Columbia/Legacy (CK 85478) 

Peter Tosh played Cambridge’s Sanders 
Theater in 1976, and fortunately the show 
was recorded for posterity. Accompanying 
the former Wailer were The Riddim Twins, 
the fabulous Sly Dunbar, and Robbie Shake¬ 
speare who laid down the heavy beats, 
masterfully creating the deep roots rhythms 
and fat grooves that pulsed across the 
venue. The band featured three guitarists — 

Tosh himself, ex-NRBQ-er Al Anderson, and 
the bluesy Donald Kinsey — while on 
keyboards was the great Earl Lindo. All 
three guitarists were veterans of Waders’ 
tours and recordings. In these heady days, 
as roots reggae was evolving into a new 
rockers style, Tosh’s band was still an unex¬ 
pected blend of genres — a heady brew of 
Tosh’s reggae riffing, Kinsey’s R&B riffs and 
Anderson's punchy rock solos. 

The tour was in support of the Legalize It 
album, and virtually all of Tosh’s set was 
drawn from that record. Surely though, the 
group must have performed the title track, 
but shockingly, it's nowhere to be found on 
Live. However, listeners are treated to a roil¬ 
ing version of “Steppin' Razor,” one of the 
highlights from Tosh’s future album, Equal 
Rights, a six-minute monster, where a wah-
wah-ish guitar goes funk and R&B riffs sinu¬ 
ously twine round the arrangement. 

Most of the songs spin off into jams, 
where all genres bleed into one, and the 
rhythms throb in encouragement. Tosh's 
radical shift in styles is evident on the older 
song “Four Hundred Years,” which 
resonates with new power, while the newer 
offerings shimmer with passion and innova¬ 
tion. The crowd remains ecstatic through¬ 
out the night, and it's no wonder.

Although I’m not going to hazard a 
guess as to dollar value, it’s probably safe to 
say that these are the rarest items from 
Thompson’s solo years. Thanks again and 
keep up the good work!
