Four Freshmen deserve more appreciation

I have been an avid collector of vinyl and
now the newer formats of recorded music
(CDs, etc.) and have been a Goldmine reader
for many years. It has helped immeasurably
in getting the collectible things 1 search for. It
is my big hobby, and I am a subscriber.

1 recently came across a book, Now You
Know by Ross Barbour, one of the original
Four Freshmen. It gives a lot of insight into
how that group has been able to weather all of
the changes that have occurred in the music
world in the last 50 years. The Four Fresh-
men have continuously been performing at
concerts and clubs throughout the U.S. and
abroad during this period, and I see their CDs
on the music racks — many of them reissues
of older vinyl and some new releases as well.

1 know many of your recent editions have
carried feature articles on vocal groups (my
favorite musical form), but 1 have never seen
anything published in Goldmine about The Four
Freshmen. A recent Beach Boys feature article by
Ken Sharp, “Alan Jardine: A Beach Boy Still

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Ernst Jorgensen talks about Elvis:
That’s The Way It Is: Special Edition

When producer/historian Ernst Jorgensen
first saw the concert feature Elvis: Thats The
Way It Is on its initial release in his native
Denmark, he had no idea that 30 years later
he'd be involved with the film’s reissue.

“1 never thought I'd go back to Turner
Entertainment and say, ‘Let’s redo the movie,
because theres a lot of stuff in there that we
need to get out and replace with something
else,”™ he said recently.

But that’s exactly what happened. After
coproducing an expanded version of the
film's soundtrack, released last summer,
Jorgensen oversaw the production of the
Special Edition cut of That’s The Way It Is,
which will premiere Jan. 15, 2001, on the
Turner Classic Movies network, with video
and DVD releases to follow.

Originally released in November 1970,
That’s The Way It Is was the first theatrically
released Presley documentary, covering the
summer 1970 Elvis Summer Festival at the
Las Vegas International Hotel, intercut with
footage of fans, the hotel staff preparing for
the engagement, and opening night.

“At the time, [the film] was a major, major
revelation,” Jorgensen recalled. “It was a
document of something that to most people
living outside America was only a dream
world. I remember going to a midnight show-
ing in Copenhagen, and it blew me away. I'd
given up on Elvis a bit actually. until the '68
comeback. So when 1 saw this new movie |
was impressed — ‘T've liked that guy since 1
was 12 years old, and wow, he’s even better
than [ thought he was.™

Still, when Jorgensen got the opportunity to
rework the film as production consultant, he
felt there was definitely room for improvement.

“One, [footage of] Elvis’ fans and audiences
at the time will date very, very quickly, whereas
[footage of] Elvis the performer will not,” he
explained. “Second, they filmed so much more
than ever went into the movie. Those two
elements together made it obvious that now, 30
years later, we can go back and create a movie
which shows Elvis off better, which is more
consistent, more enjoyable, has a lot more
music and looks and sounds better.”

Indeed, there’s a lot more to the Special
Edition cut than simply a cleaner print and
remixed sound.

“We found an overwhelming amount of
previously unseen footage,” said Jorgensen.
“Although we were told in the beginning from
various people who'd worked on the projects
before, ‘There isn't any more, there was a lot!
But it was like that when I walked into RCA
10 years ago. They said, ‘No, we don't have
this, this, this, or this.’ But we did.”

The new cut has roughly 40 percent new
material, but Jorgensen added, “It’s a difficult
question. What is new? Is a camera angle

The Special Edition is actually shorter than
the original cut — one hour, 37 minutes,
versus one hour, 49 minutes — but because
most of the extraneous footage has been cut
out, there’s actually more of Presley. The
concert sequence that makes up most of the
film features 16 songs in the 1970 cut, 19 in
the 2001 cut (plus a live version of “Are You
Lonesome Tonight” during the closing cred-
its). While 11 songs from the set appear in
both films, they are not always the same
version of the song — meaning that collectors
will want to hold on to both cuts of the film.

Jorgensen also said he feels the new cut
gives “a very good sense of the work progress.
You as a spectator can actually see Elvis
develop the show from the very early part of
the film through to the performance.” This is
best illustrated by a sequence where Presley is
seen rehearsing “20 Days And 20 Nights” in a
Los Angeles studio, intercut with footage of his
backup singers rehearsing to a recording of the
song in Las Vegas. There’s also a nice moment
when Presley unexpectedly breaks into the
Eddie Arnold hit “Cattle Call” and then even
more unexpectedly breaks into a yodel — with
his backup singers gamely trying to follow.

The Special Edition’s producer is Rick
Schmidlin, who worked on reissues of the
films Greed and Touch Of Evil;, sound remix-
ing was handled by Bruce Botnick, who
worked on The Doors’ Complete Studio
Recordings box set, released last year; Mike
Salomon and Sean Weber-Small were the
film’s editors. The new release also includes
the film’s original trailer and an additional
documentary, Patch It Up: The Restoration Of
Elvis: Thats The Way It Is.

“| think it's a document of what Elvis was
like in 1970 without all the distractions of
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the original movie,” said Jorgensen. “I think
it shows him at the peak of his career. He'd
come back twice now, first after the Army,
and then after the NBC-TV special. 1 don’
think anybody questioned in 1970 whether
Elvis was in a class of his own or not. There
was Elvis, and there were all the others. It
must have felt like sitting on top of the
world. And as we know — which Elvis of
course didn't — it would be a troubled road
from there on.”

une 1993: Television viewers were bracing themselves

for the new fall season and the premieres of South Of

Sunset, Seaquest DSV and Saved By The Bell: The

College Years. On the pop charts, Janet Jackson’s “That’s

The Way Love Goes” was partway through its eight-week run

at #1. The Toronto Blue Jays and the Philadelphia Phillies
were heading toward their World Series matchup.

It was about this time, in issue #336 of Goldmine, that a
brand-new column debuted, the idea of then-publisher Greg
Loescher. Titled Collectormania!, the page devoted to collec-
tors and their collections was an immediate hit, receiving
dozens of letters, questions and responses every week.

The first Collectormania! columnist was journalist Lisa
Barker, and her topics covered the collectibility of certain items,
such as boxed sets, doo-wop records, sheet music and reel-to-
reel tapes. She also addressed some growing concerns for record
collectors, including the need to acquire damage insurance and
the death of Kurt Cobain and its impact upon music lovers
everywhere. Barker wrote Collectormania! until july 1994, when
she handed the column over to Stephen Thompson.

Under Thompson’s tutelage, Collectormania! addressed
concerns about cverything from the deterioration of improp-
erly pressed compact discs to the availability of John Parr’s
“Naughty Naughty” on CD. In between those topics, Thomp-
son also wrote about the metaphysics of collecting — why we
collect music, why we collect certain types of music, the
horror stories of buying and/or selling your collections, the
growing obsolescence of cassettes and CD longboxes, and
answered letiers — tons of letters — from collectors willing
to share their stories with each other.

And now... | have a special treat. From his current post as a
contributing writer to The Onion (www.theonion.com), former
Collectormania! columnist Stephen Thompson has returned with
his own observations of the Collectormania! column.

“Collectormania! taught me many lessons about advice
columns (long, explanatory letters from readers pad word
counts and are therefore good), record collecting (albums as a
general rule aren’t explosively valuable, so you might as well
collect them for the music rather than the investment) and
record collectors (who are every bit as panicky and obsessive
as advertised).

“In the time since 1 stopped writing the column, music

collecting has evolved more rapidly than I could have imag-
ined: Most of readers’ suspicions and fears surrounding the
life span of CDs have subsided, the cassette teeters on the
brink of obsolescence and many fans no longer need hard
copies or liner notes to collect music. That last one is a tough
pill to swallow for those of us whose basements will always
be packed, floor to ceiling, with recordings, but music has
never been more readily available to fans of all stripes —
young and old, urban and rural, passive and passionate.

“Record collecting remains a mania, and it’s hard to imag-
ine Collectormania! running out of material or passionate
readers. 1, for one, couldn’t be happier about its continued
success, not to mention the fact that the exceptionally knowl-
edgeable Chuck Miller is the one struggling to pad those
word counts every month.”

Thanks Steve. Let’s see, that's 526 words; only 1,000 to go
— oops, better edit that comment out before it hits the press.

The Thompson Collectormania! era ended in November
1997, at which point he handed the torch to me. In the past
three years, I've viewed Collectormania! as an opportunity to
bring to light new genres in record collecting and to share read-
ers’ collections that had previously been either ignored or forgot-
ten. Some of these columns focused on collecting Hip Pocket
Records, Highway Hi-Fi records for car stereos, Cook Binaural
Sounds of Our Times discs, soundalike versions of “not-available-
on-single” hit tracks and K-Tel albums.

All these records would just be black circles without a
turntable, and we've discussed the history of both Technics
and Dansette phonographs (along with a column on 45 rpm
adapters) in Collectormanial. We've also discussed new prod-
ucts to clean, store, archive and improve the worth of your
collection (Diamond Cut Millennium record-enhancing soft-
ware, Un-DU tape/sticker remover, modular wooden shelves
from Home Depot, etc.).

The column has also shared poignant stories about those
who have turned their collecting hobby into a project that has
benefitted future collectors. We've profiled James A. Mitchell,
who turned his love of classical music into a book on collect-
ing RCA Living Stereo 1950s and 1960s releases. Or Tom
Hutchison, a plastics worker who developed a lightweight
plastic 45 rpm adapter that can still be found in flea-market
and garage-sale 45s everywhere. We've profiled Michael Biel,

a member of the Association Of Recorded Sound Collectors
(ARSC) who enjoys searching for albums chronicling the
space program. And we've told the story of “Uncle Don™
Carney, the radio host who was falsely accused of an over-the-
air mistake, a mistake that was re-created — and credited to
him anyway — on a series of “blooper” albums.

One of the columns 1 will never forget involved my request
for a relatively unknown 45, Tony Carey’s “West Coast Summer
Nights” (I'm not a big Tony Carey/Planet P fan, but a good
friend worked at the record company that pressed that record,
and... the whole story’s in the Dec. 4, 1998, issue of Goldmine,
#479). My one copy of the 45 had been damaged in a house
moving, and I could not find another copy anywhere. Thank-
fully, many readers sent me their own spare copies of the 45;
one person even dubbed a copy of the “West Coast Summer
Nights” video (which featured my promotions friend in a
couple of beach volleyball scenes). That one column — and
the response from readers — shows that record collectors are
still a friendly, helpful and considerate group of people, willing
to help out or trade or point someone in the right direction to
find that special record, tape or CD. I thanked you all then, and
I still thank you today.

Of course, we can't have a serious column every week —
not when we can delve into the “AYK™ (Are You Kidding)
record grade (these are the ones with gouges, ripped labels,
whole chunks of groove missing, potato chip-shaped warps,
etc.). Or the Tiger Hitclips music platform (a tiny keychain
with a sound chip at the end — the chip plays one minute of
tinny, transistorized music for a measly $5). Or the story of
the “Drew’s Party Music” jukebox that I thought would jazz
up my office — until | found out the machine turns itself off
after five minutes of play, rendering it useless.

Seven years ago, when this column was first created, the
general public consensus was that new vinyl was nonexistent
(Barker's first column appeared with the headline, “Vinyl
Lives!™) and that CDs and cassettes were the predominant
music formats of choice. Today, the music collecting options
are staggering. Vinyl releases have made a comeback, the
cassette is slowly dying off, Internet auction houses are provid-
ing record collectors with instant access to the rarest record-
ings, and Napster exists for people who want to steal music.

Who knows what the future will hold seven years from now?

With luck, you and | will be there in 2008 to find out.

On behalf of Barker and Thompson, I hereby thank you for
making Collectormania! one of the most popular columns in
Goldmine today and hope that we can continue 10 share our
music collecting experiences in this column for years to come.

As an added treat, for those of you who have collected this
very column, you might be interested in this “Collectormania-
ography,” compiled by our associate editor Cathy Bernardy
(who has counted these columns more often than the Florida
Election Board and has certified that what you're reading is
column #100 and not #101 or #102 or #73 or whatnot).

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“Praise the bridge that carried you across”
An audience with blues royalty

oko Taylor, the undisputed “Queen Of The
KBlues,“ not unlike an active volcano, erupts from
within with all the forces of nature. Her gritty,
powerhouse blues style melds with her total dedication and
belief in her songs to embody the true definition of soul.

Born Cora Walton on Sept. 28, 1935, on a sharecropper’s
farm in Mempbhis, Tenn., she developed her love for music
from a mixture of songs she heard in church and on B.B.
King’s radio show.

Her family — Willie and Annie Mae Walton, three broth-
ers and two sisters (Koko is the youngest) — loved music.
Even though she was discouraged by her father from singing
anything other than gospel music, Taylor and her brothers
and sisters would sneak out back with their homemade
instruments and play the blues. It was there behind the
house that she began her career as a blueswoman.

Taylor’s mother died when she was only four, and her
father died by the time she turned 11. She left school in the
sixth grade, not to return until years later when she would
attend night school for a time in Chicago.

As a child, Taylor listened to as many blues artists as she
could. From Bessie Smith to Big Mama Thornton, Muddy
Waters, Howlin’ Wolf, and Sonny Boy Williamson, she
listened, playing their records over and over again.

At the age of 18, Koko and her soon-to-be husband, the
late Robert “Pops” Taylor, a cotton trucker 12 years her
senior whom she met in Memphis and married in Chicago
that same year, moved to Chicago to look for employment.
They moved into the city’s South Side, into the very heart of
the Chicago blues.

Taylor soon found work cleaning h use for a wealthy
couple in the upper class Chicago subur. > making $5 a day;
her husband, meanwhile, worked in a slaughterhouse. At
night and on weekends, Koko and Pops would visit the vari-
ous clubs, where they would hear singers such as Howlin’
Wolf, Magic Sam, Waters, and Buddy Guy. It wasn't long
before the couple was sitting in with the various bands on a
regular basis, Pops on guitar and Koko singing.

According to Koko, the first songs she ever sang on stage
were “I Idolize You,” an old Tina Turner song, and “Make Me
Feel Good, Kiddio,” by Brook Benton — the only two songs
she knew.

Taylor’s big break came in 1962, when Willie Dixon
approached her, saying, “I've never heard a woman sing the
blues like you. That’s what the world needs today, more
women to sing the blues. We've got plenty of men, but not
enough women.” Dixon got Taylor a recording contract with
Chess Records and produced several singles for her, includ-
ing the million-selling 1965 hit “Wang Dang Doodle.”

But Dixon did much more than engineer Taylor’s first big
break. He also urged her to write her own music. The first song
she wrote, “What Kind Of Man Is This?” — a tribute to Pops,
her husband, friend, promoter and producer for 35 years — was
written in 1964 while she was pregnant with their first child.

Taylor formed her own band, The Blues Machine, in
1972. In 1975, after Chess closed its doors, Taylor found a
home with the city’s newest blues label, Alligator Records.
She recorded I Got What It Takes (Alligator 4706), which




earned her a Grammy nomination. Seven
more albums would follow, with her latest
release being Royal Blue.

Criss Johnson, Taylor, and Alligator presi-
dent Bruce Iglauer produced Royal Blue.
Recorded in Chicago, the 12 songs (including
four Taylor originals) range from the rocking
blues advice of “Save Your Breath” to the
humorous warning in “Don't Let Me Catch
You (With Your Drawers Down)” 1o the final
bit of wisdom in “Keep Your Mouth Shut And
Your Eyes Wide Open.” In between, guest B.B.
King joins Taylor on “Blues Hotel,” guitarist
Kenny Wayne Shephercj helps her reinvent
Melissa Etheridge’s “Bring Me Some Water,”
pianist Johnnie Johnson adds his magic to Ray
Charles’ “But On The Other Hand,” and Keb’
Mo’ and Taylor stroll together through the
warm and tender “The Man Next Door.”

Over the course of her illustrious 39-year
career, Taylor has received just about every
award the blues world has to offer — and
then some. She has won 19 W.C. Handy
Awards (the Grammy of the blues commu-
nity), more than any other female blues
artist. She has received several Grammy
nominations and won a Grammy for Best
Blues Recording along with Stevie Ray
Vaughan in 1984 for “Blues Explosion.”

One of Taylor’s favorite honors came on
March 3. 1993. Chicago Mayor Richard M.
Daley honored Taylor with a “Legend Of The
Year” Award, and declared the day “Koko
Taylor Day” throughout Chicago. “This,”
according to Taylor, “was something else that
I was really honored to have happen to me.”

And the list of achicvements continues.
In 1998, Chicago Magazine named her
“Chicagoan Of The Year,” and in 1999,
Taylor was inducted inta the Blues Founda-
tion’s Blues Hall Of Fame. Rolling Stone
called her “the great female blues singer of
her generation.”

Not limiting hersclf to just the music,
Taylor made her silver screen debut as a
lounge singer in the David Lynch (Bluc velvet)
film, Wild At Heart. She performed at a Presi-
dential inaugural event that featured nearly
two dozen of the world’s most prominent
blues and R&B artists, and she made an
appearance in front of an audience of four
million people on The David Letterman Show.
She’s also been featured on CBS-TV's This
Morning and Nightwatch, National Public
Radios All Things Considered and Crossroads,
as well as on the Associated Press and United
Press International newswires and in People
Magazine and Entertainment Weckly. She also
made a TV appearance on the Fox-TV police
drama, New York Undercaver, playing herself,
and appeared in the movie Blues Brathers 2000.

Taylor continues to perform more than
100 concerts a year all over the world. In
1993, she toured the United States with King,
Guy, Lonnie Brooks, and Junior Wells. She
has shared the stage, not only with the greats
of blues, but also with rock stars such as Led
Zeppelin’s Robert Plant and Jimmy Page.

Taylor recently opened her own club in
Chicago (Koko Taylors Celebrity at 1233 S.
Wabash). has toured Europe countless times,
visited Portugal and England last year, and
headlined the Chicago Blues Festival 2000.

When the Chicago Tribune referred to her
as “the hardest-working lady in show business
today,” they had it right on the money. 1ts not
easy being a woman succeeding in the male-
dominated blues world, but Tavlor has done
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just that. She’s taken her music from the tiny
clubs on the South Side of Chicago to giant
festivals around the world. Through good
times and personal hardships, Taylor has
remained a steady force in the blues.

“Its a challenge,” she said. “It's tough being
out here doing what I'm doing in what they call
a man’s world. It's not every woman that can
hang in there and do what 1 am doing today.”
So true. Maybe thal’s why there is only one
“Queen Of The Blues.”

Goldmine: I understand that Koko is a nick-
name. How did you come to be called Koko?

Koko Taylor: My family called me Little
Koko because I was a chocolate lover. Choco-
late anything. And then when 1 moved to
Chicago, they dropped the “Little” and just
called me Koko. Then when I started record-
ing down at Chess Records, which is located
here in Chicago, Willie Dixon told them the
name to go on the record. He said, “Just put
Koko Taylor.” [laughs] And that’s how it just
stuck with me. Its a family pet name.

Where were you born and raised?

I was born in Mempbhis, Tenn., on what we
called a sharecropper’s cotton farm. My father,
my mother were people that lived in the
country on a cotton farm and this is what we
did as us kids grew up. We grew up workin’ in
the cotton field, pickin’ cotton, choppin’
cotton or gardening — hogs, cows, chickens
and all this kind of carryin’ on. But it was a
good life, growin’ up in the country. It was
one that I enjoyed, one that 1 always remem-
ber and refer to. In a lot of ways I miss that.
But we was a poor family. We was a family
that, you know, my father and mother, they
didn’t have nothin’, but they always said,
“Money is not everything. What's really's
important is il a family has love. Where there
is love, theres richness,” and 1 always felt very
rich because we had a family of love. But we
stayed in Memphis, me and my sisters and
brothers, until | was 18 vears old. I've been in
Chicago ever since.

Did you come from a musical family?

Yes. I did. But I'm the only one into the
blues. My daughter that lives here with me,
and my sister, they are both singing gospel
music in the church. My one brother played
guitar, and then one of my other brothers
played harmonica. 1 was the outcast that
sang blues. [laughs}|

I understand your father was opposed to
you singing blues, right?

We had this little three-room house —
they called it a shotgun house — out in the
country, and we all stayed there. We had to
go and pick cotton every day in the fields.
When we weren't picking cotton, we'd sneak
off behind the house — supposed to be play-
ing. [laughs] But we’d made us a band and
were having a good time. My brother made
him a guitar out of bailing wire. And my
youngest brother made him a harmonica out
of a corn cob. And me, I didn’t need no
microphone. If [ did, I'd have been in trouble
because we didn't have no electricity no way.

/

Well, you had your built-in volume anyway,
didn’t you?

[laughs] I had my built-in volume. And
we'd be behind that house just having a good
time. singing and playving the blues. Now, vy
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daddy said he didnt want us listening to no
hlues music, because it was the devil’s musie.
To me, it was just good music. Forget the
devil. [laughs]

You sang a lot in church too, right?
Yes. That's what our parents wanted us to
da, to grow up in church, singing gospel.

Do vou think those church experiences had
an impact on your future as a singer?

It had influence on me, because 1 did
gospel and I loved gospel But he just didn'
want us listening to no blues. We would also
sneak and listen to WDIA radio station in
Memphis with Rufus Thomas, and he played
a lot of blues. One day I heard a song on
there called “Me And My Chauffeur Blues”
and the flip side of the record was “Black Rat
Blues.” That was the first song that just stuck
1o my ribs when it comes to blues.

Other than the church, who were some of
your early musical influences?

Well, Magic Sam — like 1 said, Memphis
Minnie, Big Mama Thornton, Muddy Waters,
Howlin’ Wollf, all of those people. Bessie
Smith, | wouldn’ leave 'em out. They were
just great singers and great people. Some of
‘em | never got a chance to know personally,
but so far as their music, it was out of sight!

Tell us a little about your move to Chicago.
You moved there at 18?

I sure did. I came to Chicago supposedly
to get what we call “a good job,” and 1 found a
Eileandittivas good. 1 was making $5 a day,

and when 1 left Memphis, 1 wasn't getting
nothing. If I worked for somebedy else, I'd get
like a dollar and a half a day. So when they
paid me five in Chicago, that was a good job

And the best part of all was, | survived.

Definitely. Now, before your contract with
Chess Records, vou got to Chicago and began
sitting in with a lot of artists. Is that right?

Muddy, Wolf, Jimmie Reed. [laughs]
What happened was, in Chicago there was a
lot of clubs. And I don't mean no big fancy
clubs. These were just little neighborhood
tavern clubs where the black people went
and drank and had a good time. And they
would have their band up there playing, and
when I'd go in there, I'd just be going in
there to have a good time too. But they got ta
know me, and they started calling me Little
Koko on their own. “We go: Little Koko in
the house, and we're going ta get her up here
to do a few tunes.” And thats what 1 did.
Um-hm. I'd just go up there and sing
anything, just to be singing. Didn't get no
money |laughs] They weren't either, not
enough to talk about.

If you couldn’t sing, what would you do?

[laughs] I really don't know, because
singing is my life. 1 look forward to it. Its just
like I'm sitting here in my kitchen 1alking to
you, but my mind and my heart is on coming
where you are at one day, singing the blues. I'm
always geared up and looking forward to it.
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How did you come about getting your first
recording contract in 19627

Well, | met up with Willie Dixon by
sitting in with these guys. He heard me
singing, and when ! got down off the stage,
he told me, “I've never heard a woman sing
the blues like you. That's what the world
needs today, more women to sing the blues.
We've got plenty of men, but not enough
women.” From that conversation, he gath-
ered me up and took me down to Chess for
an audition, and Chess agreed, “Yeah, she’s
got the voice we've been looking for.” And
they said, “Do you have a contract?” And 1
didn't even know what a contract was. |
thought when they said a contract, they were
sending somebody out to kill you or some-
thing. [laughs] From that, Willie Dixon
arranged for me to do some songs, and thats
when he wrote “Wang Dang Doodle™ for me
and some other songs, “1 Got What It
Takes,” and so on and so forth. At that time,
they weren't making CDs or albums, they
were making the little-bitty records, you
know what I'm talking about...

45s?

Yeah! They were making them. I didn't
have to worry about no whole lot of songs. I'd
record four or five songs and | was through.

What was it like around Chess Records?

It was OK. They were the ones that did
my first recordings and accepted me and took
me in. Now that’s just like a homeless person.
You can be homeless and hungry and be
outdoors, and if you don't knock on some-
body’s door and ask for help, they might not
see you and invite you in. See, that is the
bridge that carries you across. And my daddy
always said, “Praise the bridge that carried
you across. Don't burn that bridge, because
you may want to come back across that
bridge again.” That’s the way it was with me.
I stayed with Chess until Chess went out of
business. | did several recordings with them,
but then the business folded. Then I wasn't
with a company until Alligator came along.
And Alligator did the same thing. They took
me in and started recording and this and that.
I've been with Alligator for 26 years now. 1
came in on the beginning of Alligator.

You hear people talk about all these differ-
ent types of blues. Here in South Carolina, we
have Piedmont blues, with legendary players
such as Pink Anderson and Rev. Gary Davis.
Then there’s Delta blues and Texas blues. What
makes Chicago blues different from the rest?

To me, Chicago blues just stands out over
any other music, so far as the blues is
concerned. That’s just like years ago. When |
was growing up down in Memphis it wasn't
like it is today. They called that Delia Blues,
Mempbhis Blues. They didn't have the horns,
they didn’t have all this fancy stuff. They
didn’t even have guitars, some of 'em didn'.
And if they had a guitar, it wasn't no electric
guitar what you need an amplifier like you
do today. They just be standin’ up there play-
ing on old acoustic guitars and somebody
blowin’ their ol' harmonica. Somebody
beatin’ on an ol' washtub — same one we
used to wash our clothes, ‘cause we didn't
know anything of no washing machine or
drver! That was what they called Delta blues.
But when we got up here to Chicago, they
was playing electric guitars. Now, see all of

that is something new. But the sound of the
music still brought out the Delta blues.
That’s what 1 call the difference. We still are
singin’ and playing Delta blues.

What is the blues, really? What does the
music mean to you?

In my career, my singin’, a lot of people
ask me, “What is the blues?” To me, my
music is like a therapy. My music is healin’,
you know? It’s healin’, it’s therapy, it's
encouragement. | try to sing the type of
songs that make people happy. I try to sing a
song that’s gonna touch somebody, to make
them look up, pep up, feel good about them-
selves, encourage them — have a lyric that
will encourage them in some way or another.

On your new album, Royal Blue, you have
some mighty fine musicians — none more pres-
tigious than Mr. B.B. King. What can you tell
us about King?

First of all, he’s a great person. A wonder-
ful man that you would really enjoy meeting
and sitting down and talking to0, you know. 1
met B.B. when | was growing up down in
Memphis. He would come to Beale Street
every Saturday and stand on the corner and
play his guitar 1o the people who would pass
on the street. B.B. was also a D over in West
Memphis, Ark. He was advertising “Pepti-
con! Sure is good! You can get i ARSI 7

your neighborhood!” [laughs]

What was Pepticon?

It was a tonic. Like a medicine. Uh huh. I
guess that was their sponsor, like they do
today. But that’s what 1 know about B.B., and
we became good friends. He'’s like my big
brother. When 1 did this CD, 1 saw him on
the road and he said, “What you been up to?”
and I said, “I'm just out here workin’ hard
and gettin’ old. But I'm working on a new
CD.” And he said, “I want to be on that CD
with you.” [laughs] Yeah. When | called him
up and told him 1 was ready for him now, he
said, “I don't have time to come to Chicago.
The closest I'm comin’ to you is 3,000 miles
away in Los Angeles.” 1 said, “Well I'm
coming to Los Angeles.” If the mountain
don't come* to you, you go to the mountain.
So that’s what I did. Me and Bruce, the presi-
dent of Alligator Records, got on a plane and
went. Thats where we recorded him on my
CD, lon the song] “Blues Hotel”!

What a great song. There seem to be a
whole lot more male blues singers than female.
Why do you think that is true?

The difference is, they is women! Women
can not jump up and pack a suitcase and say,
“I'm gone!” Why? Because they got a house
full of little kids to raise, to feed, to clean, to
wkercare of, you know what I'm sayin? Its

more housewives and more mothers. All that

keeps them from doing what they might want
to do. Now;, there’s plenty of women in their
kitchen cooking apple pies that can sing as
good as | can, sing good as Aretha Franklin
or Whitney Houston, but they can't get out
there and do what they do, and why?
Because, “I got a husband,” first of all. And
there ain’t too many men that are gonna want
their wife out there on the road. 1 traveled
and 1 had a husband, but my husband was
right there with me. That makes a difference.

We touched on it a little earlier, but how did
you first hook up with the folks at Alligator
Records?

Like I said before, I started with Chess
and I ended with Chess, and the reason I
ended with Chess is because Chess the
company went out of business. The presi-
dent of Chess, Leonard Chess, died with a
heart attack. Then his brother Phil just
couldn’t cope with running it anymore with-
out his brother, so they folded the company.
Then 1 wasn't with no company for about
five years. Then, they were having a big
outside festival in Ann Arbor, Mich. That
was in 1971, I believe. That's when Bruce
first heard me sing.

What was it like to appear in the David
Lynch movie Wild At Heart?

It was fantastic. Fantastic! I thought 1 was
in heaven when they called and said they
wanted me on the David Letterman show.
But when they cast me in Wild At Heart, it
was sure enough outta sight.

A lot of people don’t realize you also
appeared in a TV series, New York Under-
cover, playing yourself. How was that for you?

Oh, it was very nice. I've done quite a few
things like that.

Royal Blue is a great album. Would you share
your thoughts on the making of the album?

Well, first of all, when 1 go to make an
album, the first step is the selection of tunes.
And 1 was looking through, picking out songs
[ liked. 1 was going, “What should 1 do? What
can | do that would make my fans happy?”
Because that’s my first priority. You think
about the public. You think about your fans,
not yourself. 1 think about what people are
going to like or not like when the CD is
finished. So I'm going through, listening to all
these records, and I get to this record called
“Bring Me Some Water.” That was the only
one out of that collection that really caught my
attention. Wow! [ liked that song! Then |
presented that to Alligator, and they acted
surprised. They said, “You like that?” and 1
said, “1 sure do!™ They were real happy over it
because they loved it, but | had never heard it
before. Then 1 found out it had been recorded
before and the young lady that did it before
[Melissa Etheridge| had done a fine job. |
loved it. And thats the way it went on, so on
and so forth, picking tunes for the album,
except for the ones I wrote. 1 wrote four tunes
on the CD myself. When I'm writing songs,
I'm writing them for anyone who can fit in
that shoe. They are not to any particular
person. 1 try to write songs with a meaning,
Like 1 wrote that song, “Don't Let Me Catch

Bernard Allison

mard Allison was born the son

of a blues legend, the late Luther

Allison. With eight big brothers

and big sisters surrounding him, the young

\lison was weaned on everything from
rock "0’ roll to funk

Ihe 33-year-old guitar siinger spent

several yvears as band leader for blues diva

Koke Taylor, as well as a period as musical

director for his fathers band. In this exclusive

Goldmine interview, Allison speaks candidly

about his music, Taylor, his father, his special

memortes of Stevie Ray Vaughan and his

latest albuin.

Goldmine: Growing up the son of a
legeadary blues player, when did vou first
become interested in plaving guitar?

Bernard Allison: 1 started playing at age
10. 1 played for three years, just teaching
mysell by listening to records in my dad’s
collection, my famly’s collection as well,
combining blues, gospel, funk. rock. I'm the
baby of nine, so all of the older brothers and
sisters were into different styles of music
from The Isley Brothers to Parliament to
Mahaha Jackson. Basically, thats what | do
live and in recordings, | play what | grew up
with. Many people think 1ts strictly blues,
but that wasn the case i our houschold. 1
pretty much started listening to my fathers
early recordings and picking up the gutar
and figuring out the notes.

Besides your obvious influence from Luther,
who else influenced your music?

At the beginning it was like Muddy
Waters, Lightnin® Hopkins, T-Bone Walker,
all the Kings — Freddie, Albert, B.B. —
Magic Sam. A lot of West Side players and
some Texas players with T-Bone.

s it true you learned slide guitar from
Johimy Winter?

Yes, when | was with Koko. Actually, 1
met Johnny when 1 was a kid, and he was
good friends with my dad as well. Once 1 got
with Koko. Johnny was also on Alligator
Records at the time, and we would do pack-
age tours. We'd go out with Johnny, Lonnie
Mack, Lonnie Brooks. On the tour we got 1o
know each other really well, and Johnny was
just kind ¢nough to sit down with me and
teach me his style of plaving. Like, 1 was
trying to play slide in a regular wining, where
he basically plays open tuning. He taught me
how to tune, and [ took 1t from there

What kind of slide do you use, glass or meral?

| use 2 lap-steel slide

You became Keko Taviors bandleader in
1983. How long were you with her?

Ttie first time | stayed '‘83-'85. And ]
came back in ‘86 and playved about a vear
and a haif with her

Tell us about Taylor from your perspective
as an artist as well as a friend.

First of all, her and her husband at the
tune, Pops Taylor, [now deceased] who was
her driver and road manager, were my
guardians. At the time | joined Koko. 1 was
about three days out of high school. 1 had
just graduated. They were my legal
guardians m the clubs, because 1 was too
young to be m there. Her and my dad were
really close, like sisters and brothers. 1 did
some festivals when 1 wasnt in school,
around Springfield, with Koko. She always
told my father, *“When he graduates 1 want
him to come and play with me,” because
she understood that my father was really
into playing Furope at the time. so she just
kind of took me on. It was an honor for her
to call me. because there were just so many
other more qualified guitarists out there to
be in The Blues Machine. Her whole
approach, and my dad’s as well, was to
support the up-and-coming generation of
players anc to let them know what the real
deal was. The main thing I learned from
Koko was how to be a rhythm guitar player,
rather than the leader, Whereas if I'd done it
vice-versa and said [ want to start my own
band, that would have put me into the posi-
tion ot being a leader and not knowing how
10 play behind someone or how to orches-
trate a rhvthm section for example. But
Koko, she’s the sweetest person. 1 just
opened up lor her at the Fort Lauderdale
River Rock Festival, and it was just a treat
10 see her on the side of the siage like,
“Wow, hes come a long way and now he’s
doing his own thing.” and she’s really
supportive of it. I'm glad o see that things
are still going real well for her, because 1
know shet getting up there in age. Most of
our traditional players and creators of the
music are leaving us very fast, but she's
hanging in there. She’s the best.

How did you come to move to France in
19892

[ went over to record on my dad’s hive
album, L¢tX Try Again, in Berlin. Theres a
part one énd two. Part two is called More
From Berlin. After the recording, he asked
me 1o become his bandleader. So 1 Kind of
stayed there with him, and | received my

firse record contract while playing with him
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So | gradually branched off playing with his

musicians. When he was off the road. |
would take his musicians out. touring
under my own name That led o the next
record. But we stayed out on the roa¢ unnl
about 1992, Then in April of this vear |
moved back to the States

Is it a lot different tiving in France?

Totally different. A different culiure. A
lot of the children speak English, but a o
of the older people, 1 think they tan speak
English, but...{laughs!

But they don't want to.
[laughs| Right. You can't blame thesy .

Wauld you tell us u little about your special
relationship with the late Stevie Ray Vaughan?

Stevie knew me from the time | was a
kid. He and my dad were also {riends proba-
bly from the time Stevie was just beginning
and maybe wasn't even on the scene vei.
Same with Jimmie [Vaughan|. The first time
l ever met him, 1 vaguely remember, my
father had taken us : The New Orleans Jazz
and Heritage Festival. 1t must have been in
the '70s. [ remember Stevie from wearing, the
hat — he didn have the Stetson on, he was
wearing the beret. I 1983, | was living in
Peoria. and he was playing at Illinois State
University. | was supposed to he his opening
act with one of my first bands, Bernard Alli-
son And Backwlk, but something came up
where the college couldn't afford  pay ther
opener. My brother Luther Jr. was actually
on the board that tmought in the entertain-
ment for the college. and he got a chance 1o
sptak 1o Stevie. Once Stevie found our about
1, he was upsct. He said all they had 10 do
was el him and he would have gladly paid

the band himself. He said, “What T'm going

io dois, I'm playing Peoria tomorrow night.”
And ne called me and my mom and mvited
us down to the show. The techs were all
preparing the stage when we got there, and |
heard that guitar and 1 said, “*Wow, that’s
Stevie.” But it wasn't him. His tech sounded
just like lim, Then he and Chris came in
and walked right over and said, “Hey, it’s
heen a long tume, hule brother. I remember
you when you were in diapers, and now
you're playing a httle bit.” So from there, we
finished the show. and then we did some
shows with Stevie when | was with Koko.
From there on. we ran across them quite
olten, and like Johnny Winter, he'd bring me
on the bus and we'd talk about music and
him knowing my dad and everything, And
he'd show me e things on the guitar,
Atter T left Koko and had my own band,
Stevie would pop 1n periodically. On my
16th birthday, | was booked 1o open a new
club in Peoria called Duffy's Rooftop. Stevie
was playing at the civie center the same
night, and in fact, 1 didnt want to play the
show that mght because 1 wanted 1o go see
Stevie. And my moms like. “No, this is your
chance 10 show yoursell.” So we went 1o the
soundcheck and did all of that. During that
peried, Stevie contacted my mom and told
her not 10 tell me, but that he was gomg 10
come in to my show. He cut his show short
that night so he could come 10 the club
where 1 was playing. So we played a couple
of songs. and people are standing outside
just trying to get in.

detail. I have to omit many facts due to the limits of this page
Maybe 1 should start writing books? Then you could see what
these things look like and have expanded reviews beyond Elvis
News, which I still would write. OK, let’s get down to the action.

White Christmas, RCA's latest release, is a beauty and
pictures Elvis wearing that red zip-up jacket in front of the
snow-covered mansion. The album has 25 cuts and a throw-
back pic of Elvis and the Colonel wishing us Seasons Gree1-
ings. You like 1035? Who doesn’t? But even if you have all
those Christmas albums released over the years, you must buy
this one, especially after seeing the st.cker on the cover — “25
Christmas Classics From The King.” There is not one poor
song on this set, as this guy did holiday tracks the way they
should be heard — especially “Silver Bells” and “I'll Be Home
For Christmas.” A real winner and money-maker for RCA —
you gotta buy it!

Christmas In Heaven — Graceland 2000 has that cover pic ol
Elvis in front of a Christmas tree with that pompadour haircut that
looked very cool about 40 years ago. This
beauty is “dedicated to the Presley family” and
has a pic disc of Lisa and Elvis and says,
“Merry Christmas from us.” This ore is a
mus! for collectors.

Aldi, a chain of discount stores in south-
ern Germany, had an Elvis three-CD box set
for sale only in that part of the countrv. It'sa
set of 48 original hits, and its cover sports %
Elvis in (yet again) the red velour shirt. All
of the songs on this one are basic except for
the old Bing Crosby hit, “True Love,”
“Angel” and disc two's gospel. You're not
missing anything on this set if you pass.

Now, let’s talk about Russia, which is in
domestic financial ruins but has “discov-
ered” Elvis. People there are pressing many
new albums. 1 do not know how they sell to people wha have
to place food above the King. Exports only, maybe? The Golden
Collection Of E.P. from ’56 to *77 is a three—-CD-ROM set with
album covers that comprise the hits included — from 1254 to
Great Jukebox Hits, TV Special and Moody Blue. Very nice work,
fellas. Great choice of using Elvis looking young, slim and sexy.
Another three—CD-ROM set with the familiar “Don't” cover
actually indicates which albums are on each disc, such as
Golden Records, G 1. and Blue Hawaii. Next, the double-feature
CD, Kid Galahad and Girls, Girls, Girls, is limited to 500 copies.
It barrows our cover art but makes no mention of RCA/BMG,
and it lacks the booklet. Back in the old days of vinyl, this
would be called a pirate.

Anather offering from Russia’s Rock And Roll Planet
company deals with the Best Of Rock And Roll Vol. 2 and has
Jerry Seinfeld dressed as Elvis on its cover. “Hard Headed
Woman” is among the bunch, also with Larry Williams and
Dale Wright. (Remember them? 1 do.) I'm not done yet! Qur
Iron Curtain Elvis fans have four new samplers with our native
son: 1) Golden 50 (romantic) is not up to par because it has
Frankie Laine doing “16 Tons” and not our pea-picker
“Tennessee” Ernie Ford. It makes up for that error by includ-
ing “Are You Lonesome Tonight.” 2} Golden 60%s (romantic}
has “Tender” but Jimi Hendrix?! 3) Romantic Collection 2000
has “Tender” again, Mick Jagge1 & Co.s “Angie” and many 1
never heard of, but a scantily clad Amazon on its cover is defi-
nitely weird. 4) 100% Hits Rock And Roll 2000 has a caricature
of Elvis and a Caddy on the cover (not his year of car) and
includes his “Blue Suede Shoes™ and “Jailhouse Rock” along
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with Little Richards “Sally” and “Tutti Frutti” and Del Shan-
non’s “Runaway.” But wait, there’s more — Rock And Roll
Music. This bunch has 227 hits, and you'll need a magnifying
glass — at least 1 did — to read the tracks on the back cover.
The set includes 47 Elvis songs, Paul McCartney, Bill Haley,
and Fats Domino — but Omar And The Howlers?! Finally, my
last rubles were spent on Russia’s version of Something For
Everybody (expanded) with a gatefold insert and a fake RCA
disc. Again, “Limited Edition” is sprawled on the front cover,
and if the credits were not in Russian, it'd be a pretty nice
pirate.

While I'm writing this, that fiasco with “Who is the Presi-
dent” is still going on full steam. At this point | wish they
would dump both these guys and let the people choose by
write-in choice (a far-out idea), but, then again, we might end
up with a hip-hop star who does not speak English very well.

A bonus included in
the book is an old promo by Cream de Coca Does Anyone
Know Where Elvis Is. Its cover declares “Elvis For President.”
Remember the old vinyl boot The Pres Would Be The King?
Too bad it's not possible, because 1 know millions of fans
would definitely vote. Imagine that!

Remember the Cut 'Em Down To Size boot? It's now available
with a calendar. Because Of Love, that great Czech album, was
booted last week and now comes in a slip-in cover. Pass on
this, as quality is lacking. In a jovial mood, Phone Pranks is a
wierdo and contains wacky phone calls to this Richardson guy
(no, not The Big Bopper), with people trying to sell rarities, one
of which is an autographed Elvis guitar with an asking price of
12K. After some negotiation and authenticity unaccounted for,
the price asked is $200! Good for a laugh-type CD only.

1 got some new stamps from Niger celebrating the cinema
with Charlie Chaplin, Judy Garland, Clint Eastwood and our
boy in King Creole. A set of Kyrgyzstan's stamps feature pop
stars and have Elvis in a '60s pic, wearing a denim shirt. Legend
Of 56, a new V-CD from the Far East with that Elvis 56 cover
does not contain Hayride stuff, but rather all Elvis’ *50s hits,
except for his “American Trilogy.” But it only contains those
familiar Ed Sullivan and Dorsey tunes, as well as “Love Me
Tender,” 1254 and 1382 songs in “new” (?) versions. Forget it.

There’s a new reissue on the illegal Welcome To My World
album with Elvis looking his best. But it’s another show CD and
is totally worthless.

Elvis — Shot By Ed Bonja, a new book with a bonus CD for
the early buyers, is from one of his “buddies and member of his

crew.” He saw more than 100 Elvis concerts and took pictures
that comprise the pages, except the foreword, which states the
given of Elvis' extraordinary handsomeness. I'm really sick of
these photo books, due to the great quantity out there, and this
one, although it might contain different concepts, is horing,

‘That Czech club has three newies that again are all winners.
Girls X 3, the Paramount studio recordings, acetates and alter-
nates from these sessions (40!), is great — too bad the sound-
track songs are losers — “Thanks To The Rollin’ Sea,” “Song Of
The Shrimp,” “Walls Have Ears” — need | say more? Forget the
fact that these are not Grammy winners and enjoy a star doing
his best with poor tracks. 1 enjoy the different lyrics, a cappella
versions, masters, instrumentals and longer versions, including
studio talk and even a sneeze!

Echoes Of Love Sessions contains the Nashville (1963) record-
ings and is graced on the cover with a dreamy, half-closed eyes
photo (and disc), which 1 know you'll like. Besides the different
versions of the title track, we have the pleasure of being there
for those two days, experiencing all the odd, throwaway
versions and wondering, as 1 did, why they didn't use most of
these, especially “Please Don’t Drag That String Around,”
“Witchcraft” (I always loved his version) and “Ask Me.” I have
heard many of these versions — especially “Western Union” and
“Memphis Tennessee.” Even though nothing can help “Finders
Keepers,” it’s another great job.

The final one, Jailhouse Rock Session with the same art cover
of the '57 extended play, has the many takes and masters from
that EP. This one also has two takes of “Treat Me Nice,” the flip of
the title track single that, for one, was an A-side song and is often
forgotten due to the great success of “Jailhouse Rock.” There are
way too many albums already dealing with these same titles, but
this CD includes Elvis Sails as a bonus. Although the weakest of
the three, it’s still worth another purchase of perhaps his biggest
hit movie. Being an Elvis movie paper collector, this show’s one
sheets, lobby cards, etc. bring the highest prices, and you would
never guess how much I have been offered for these paper rari-
ties — well, maybe you would!

Breathing Out Fire is yet another concert in Dayton, Ohio
(1974), and he looks in much better shape than in the
later years. The booklet tells about the offer for our
man to star in the movie A Star Is Born, with Barbra
Striesand, which 1 believe would have been the start of
a real acting job and would have proven something to
himself and the critics, but it never came off. A pity. It
is a good show, as the man is sharp and even plays the
guitar after he tells the audience he can't play it. The
song? “That’s All Right Mama.” 1 agree with the liner
notes about the warmth displayed between Elvis and
his fans. This is one of the few concerts I enjoy, so
spend your funds.

I've Been Away For Awhile Now, by the great Ral
Donner — you know how much I admire his voice,
as it is so close to Elvis'. This album, on vinyl, was
released more than 20 years ago and sold very well, as
evidenced by three different releases of it that I have
in my tribute collection. This CD uses the cover art of the wax
ones but without the message from Donner. A notice indicates
that the speaking and singing is not Elvis, and an apology is
also offered, relating to the fact that the transfer from a near
mint vinyl album was used instead of the master tapes, which
are lost. This album tells the Elvis story (again) with Donner’s
narrative and singing, and is done in a classy manner. Donner
is the only guy I buy, besides Elvis of course, and is the best
sound-alike, including Orion and Terry Stafford. For those
vinyl devotees, like myself, the vinyl versions are the collectors’
edition on the Mid-Eagle label and has a gatefold cover; the
two-LP gatefold cover set on Picadilly; and the Session
Company’s single LP. | always liked the second release.

RATHER THAN BE PIGEONHOLED, THEY JUST
BROKE UP: SCOTT FINGH’S MANY BANDS

f all the hopes and dreams shattered on the jagged
Orocks of the late 1980s, that most poisoned of
portions of that most desperate of decades, few

were crushed so resoundingly as those belonging to Gypsy.

The band, after all, had everything you could hope for —
a whizz guitarist who'd already been around the block a
dozen times, a clutch of songs that effortlessly bridged the
gap between retro psychedelia and modern jam rock magnifi-
cence, and a healthy love of Jimi Hendrix several years before
such infatuations shifted back into hipness. Plus they came
out of Milwaukee, Wisc., which positioned them so close to
the absolute center of the universe that when the solos were
truly soaring, even gravity couldn't affect them.

Grunge, however, could, and when even the kindest
record label interest was buried beneath the unspoken insis-
tence that flannel shirts would be a definite improvement,
Gypsy took the only course that was left available. They
combusted on the spot.

Ah, but what goes around comes around, and close to a
decade after Gypsy parked their caravan for the final time,
the band have been remembered across a monstrously stuffed
compilation album, Haze Of Mother Nature (Horizons
Records). No matter that it’s an ltalian import, the
plain truth is, it’s sensational.

The soul of Gypsy was the aforementioned whizz
guitarist, Scott Finch, a veteran of bands dating back
to the days when even The Beatles still had their own
hair, yeah, yeah. One early group was called Bamboo-
zle; another was simply named Finch and, as the
beat-crazed days of the mid-1960s turned into the
stoned hazed days of 1967, Finch's reputation had
reached the ears of the industry big boys. High as
they were on the raga rock raging that was seeping
out of the American underground, the band was
offered the chance to cut an entire album of the stuff.

“But if we do that,” the band members reasoned,
with wisdom way beyond their youthful years, “that’s
all we'll ever be remembered for.” Their dreams and
ambitions saw the group spanning the genres. Reality
would nail them firmly into a fashionable pigeonhole
from which they might never escape, so they didn't
even try. The label interest was sent home empty-handed, and
Finch meandered into obscurity unrecorded.

A decade or so later, of course, Scott Finch wasn't quite so
idealistic. Alongside drummer Gregg Slavik, he was a member
of White Lie, a band that apparently spent its entire career
living up to its name with a vengeance. “Do you like the
music you play?” They'd say yes. If something was hot, they'd
jump into it, a relentless pursuit of major label approval that
may have finally met its own goals when they did indeed get
signed, but they soon met their maker as well. White Lie
recorded one album — today, Finch confesses he is physically
unable to listen to it, much less tell us anything about it. He
is not alone in that assessment, either. An Internet search for
the band turns up nothing; even the ever-reliable All Music
Guide can offer nothing more than a blank page with their
name at the top.

White Lie broke up, and Finch moved on to The Hot
Rods, gigging locally around Milwaukee until 1986 brought
White Lie drummer Slavik back into the frame. Renaming
themselves Gypsy, the band — Finch, Slavik, and bassist Joe
Steil — vowed never to chase anyone else’s dreams again.
From then on they were going to plow their own furrow, with
a vengeance that, as Finch has since reflected, was built
almost exclusively around his newfound love of Hendrix.

Of course he knew the guitarist's music already, but now,
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something magical clicked. “My mind got totally blown. 1
saw something in his music that was deep, that was interwo-
ven in the fabric of the earth itself, different from anything

* else | was hearing. 1 went on a mission to record something

that was 100:percent psychedelic music.”

Gypsy debyied, again on a wholly local level, with a self-
titled- casset1é' that whs recorded partially at Finch's own
Velvet Sky studios, partially in concert and wholly with one
aim in mind — to reveal the full power of Gypsy in all its
glory. There’s the mammoth “Scott’s Boogie,” a song he’d
played in every band he’d had since 1970 — and that was
dropped from the set almost the moment it was recorded;
there’s a pair of startling Hendrix covers, “Third Stone From
The Sun” and “Red House”; and there’s the utterly irresistable
“Turquoise,” a song that attempts to relate the colors of the
spectrum to sundry dosages of drugs. (These tracks are all
scheduled for reissue on a second Scott Finch CD compila-
tion, The Velvet Groove, early in the new year.)

1t was a fascinating set, but in many ways, a formative
one. The real meat, issued shortly after, was wrapped up in
Gypsy's sophomore set, The Goddess. That platter forms a

healthy chunk of Gypsy’s contributions to the Haze Of Mother
Nature compilation, and Finch still marvels, “That album was
100% no compromise. 1 wanted to knock people off balance.

“To me there’s two kinds of music: regular music that’s
interesting and you like it, ‘Those are good musicians, that
guy's got a nice voice.’ Then there’s music which just leaves
little cracks and crevices in your mind, which shoots itself
between the fibers of reality, visions beyond the plans for the
day. That’s the point. It takes you beyond just the here-and-
now listening experience and pulls you into another world.
You no longer have complete control.” That latter was Finch’s
goal, and the only caveat was, “I try to make it nice, not take
people to an ugly place.

“The early Gypsy was very angular with a hard edge. The
later recordings have more of a tribal sound, less psychedelic
blues. Influenced a little by the Grateful Dead but a little
more organic.”

Gigging tirelessly, recording ceaselessly, Gypsy uncaged a
third album, People From The Darkside, then stammed
together a self-compiled best-of for fans who'd missed out on
the rest of the experience. But the times they were a-chang-
ing. Gypsy had never made music for the masses, and they
reveled in their obstinancy. Through the late 1980s, however,
the masses remained just that, a vast gray herd that wandered
around looking for The Next Big Thing and, arguably,

anybody — even three unrepentant psychedelic warlords
from the Midwest — was within a shout of becoming it.
Then, the focus narrowed in on a few logging towns in the
top right-hand corner — the Seattle sound was coming, and
everyone else might as well have gone home.

Gypsy stuck it out for a while, but finally the redundancy
of bashing their heads against the walls of record company
indifference became too apparent to ignore. One of the last
things they ever did was drop by a state-of-the-art 32-track
studio to record one final salvo of songs. One of them, appro-
priately, was titled “Can’t Live Without 1t.”

Finch promptly formed a new band, lllegal Smile, with his
brother Tom and drummer Bo Conlin, one of several projects
that would see him simply “trying to record anything that 1
thought was cool.” None of them lasted for long, and in 1992,
Finch set to work on a solo album, Pipedreams. In just six days,
he completed 36 instrumentals, playing drums, bass, guitar and
keyboards himself. Sixteen of them
appeared on the finished (and again
sell-released) album. Satisfying though
the venture was, however, Finch would
not be working alone for long.

Reuniting with the ever faithful
Slavik, then recruiting bassist Mike
Kashou and vocalist Peter Alt, Finch
formed The Waltzing Tunas, a band
whose sonic recapitulation of all that
made Gypsy so special became an
open secret around the band’s home-
town — and an absolute shock for
anyone lured into earshot by the
combo’s name. You go and see
Howlin® Wolf, you expect him to
howl, right? So when you go see The
Walizing Tunas....

The Tunas became Bluehand
around the same tlime as bassist Mike
Haasch was reeled in; these two bands wrap up the Haze Of
Mother Nature collection, contributing two live tracks each to
a genuinely staggering Hendrix (surprise!) medley. “I Don't
Live Today,” “Love Or Confusion,” “If Six Was Nine” and the
ever-immortal “Little Wing” come out to play, and it really is
worth remembering that, in an age when Hendrix copyists are
more common than ever, it is truly refreshing to find some-
one who is a genuine Hendrix stylist. You know what the
difference is.

Released on viny! and CD, both in heavy-duty gatefold
sleeves, Haze Of Mother Nature ranks among the best archive
releases of the last year, which means its successor, The Velvet
Groove, is going to be there or thereabouts again this time
next year. In case you haven't guessed, there’s a moral to this
story that goes way beyond the standard “here’s a cool band
you've never heard of and how to make amends” approach
that normally fills this column.

The first pressing of Haze Of Mother Nature sold out befare
the first reviews of the album even hit the newsstands; a
second is pouring off the presses right now. A band who
spent their entire lifetime in the deepest, darkest obscurity
could well be poised to become ene of the biggest sellers in
their record label’s history Which means, if at first you don't
succeed... break up.

ave “Fathead” Newman is
chgendary for straddling jazz and
R&B. The Dallas native, who will
turn 68 on Feb. 23, has been recording since
the late '50s, after working in bands includ-
ing those of the legendary Red Connor,
guitarist T-Bone Walker, and Lowell Fulson.
He is best known for his work with Ray
Charles, for whom he recorded in the ’50s,
early '60s and in 1970 and '71. His sax twine
with Hank Crawford made tunes such as
“Lonely Avenue” and “Tell The Truth” soul
paradigms. Newman also worked for ycars
with flutist Herbie Mann, like Charles (and
Newman himself) an Atlantic artist. Newman
has lived with his wife, Karen, near Wood-
stock since 1993. Capiain Buckles, one of
many albums Newman recorded for Atlantic
in 1970. and his only ellort with the under
heard trumpeter Blue Mitchell, was recently
re-released on Label M, the label owned by
Joel Dorn, Newman's primary producer. This
interview was conducted late in the second
week of November 2000.

Goldmine: What are you doing these days?
\ny recording plans?

Dave Newman: | have a project in mind. |
also have a new release coming on the 21st of
January, on the High Note label, which I'm
recording for now. The current High Note
release is called Chillin’. The new one will be
called Keep The Spirits Singing. Personnel is
John Hicks, on piano;, Winard Harper, drums;
Steve Novosel, on bass; and myself, playing
tenor, alto and (lute. Also, 1 have a guest
artist, Steve Turre, on trombone.

14 Questions For...

Are you generating a lot of
interest?

My work has picked up,
like 2000 has been a really
good year. I've been very busy.
1999, also. I'm doing mostly
festivals and concerts, because
1 had surgery. | can’t be
around smoke. Actually, 1
play some [New York]| clubs. [
play The Village Vanguard
now, because they have a
nonsmoking policy. | play The
Jazz Standard, on 27th Street
between Park and Madison
\venues. | have a rider in my
contract where | absolutely
will not perform in a place
where they have smoking. 1t’s
getling so now there are more
clubs where they have
nonsmoking, in L.A. and
Frisco, too. That's made it
where [ can play more.

What was the surgery for?

They removed my epiglot-
tis. | was a very big smoker, and we canght
this very early. That's been 10 years ago. The
surgeons told me that as long as I stay away
from the alcohol and tobacco 1 wauld do just
fine, and I've done just that. When they did a
biopsy in early '92, I immediately went into
the hospital and did surgery, and it was in the
epiglottis, caught at a very early stage. I'm a
blessed man, to still be alive and healthy and
still be able to perlorm.

Are all the tunes originals?
Pretty much, all except for a couple of
standard tunes.

Why all this reissue activity?

There was this label called 32 Records —
they did quite a few reissues. First of all, there
was Rhino Records, which bought part of
Atlantic’s old catalog. Then this label, 32
Records, they bought the rights to the catalog
from Rhino and released some of the stulf.
The gentleman who was more or less running
the company there was Joel Dorn, who was a
producer for me on Atlantic Records during
my Atlantic days. He reissued a lot of things
that 1 did and other artists from Atlantic did
during that particular time. He's in the busi-
ness of reissuing... some of these recordings
were sort of like sleepers. They weren’t
promoted as much as they should have been.
So you get a complete new generation of
listeners that missed this material. That helps
the artist quite a lot in that respect, because
you get a rebirth.

Who are your greatest influences?

From the very beginning, my very first
influence was Buster Smith, an alto player
and composer and arranger from Dallas,
Texas, who had lived in Kansas City and had
a band that played with The Blue Devils and
Bennie Mopten, which was the band !Count]
Basie’s band came from. Charlie Parker was
influenced by the same gentleman. From that
point, 1 had many, many, many influences.
You name it; Charlie Parker, Ben Webster,
Stan Getz, Dexter Gordon, Sonny Stitt, just a
host of people that I admired.

Do you have a name for your style?

I really cant describe it. What it is is I've
come through so many different periods over
50 years. 1 started out... it was like the bebop
era when 1 got my first instrument. 1 got my
first instrument when 1 was about eight years
old. This was during the early '40s; of cousse,
that was the swing era, the era of the Big
Bands. There were Big Bands all over the
place. 1 listened to all of this music. and then

when | got my instrument it was the bebop
time and 1 was listening to Dizzy and Charlie
Parker. 1 started cut playing the bebop.
Bebop wasn't accepted so much in my area —
in Dallas. you couldn’t make a living |with
it]. There was blues all arcund there, like T-
Bone Walker in Dalias and Lowell Fulson in
Fort Worth. 1 didn’t have a problem with that
because that was part of my background also.
There was blues all around me, so it was easy
to adapt to playing tae blues, and | was glad |
had the experience of playing the bhlues. And
then when I joined The Ray Charles Band in
'54, that was another experience for me. Ray
Charles was an accomplished arranger and
composer. and the musicians in his band had
gone to eollege and had music degrees. |
went to college but not for music. It was
theology. 1 went almost three years, couldn’t
make it any farther. It was called Jarvis Chris-
tian College. | got a scholarship to go there.
It's in East Texas. This was before you could
get student loans. I stayed with Ray until '64,
then I went back again in 70 and °71.

What was that like?

A greal experience. A big lesson was
appreciation for music and the different
forms of music. We played jazz, because the
band was made up of really all jazz musi-
cians. We played R&B, a word that had
become popular. And we played straight
blues and even some forms of gospel, inte-
grated into the style of playing. 1 did many
recordings with Ray, and Ray introduced me
to the people at Atlantic Records. 1 did my
first recording as a leader, Ray Charles Intro-
duces Fathead, in '59. It's been released on a
release called Mr. Fathead.

Did you play with Ornette Coleman?

Yes. We were still in high school. He was
in high school in Fort Worth, and I was in
high school in Dallas. I was playing in a band
from Fort Worth — there was a gentleman

It is customary to write about jazz as a
musical phenomenon. it’s less common
to write about its social resonance. Both
figured recently, as music, words and
tears gathered for Neal Creque, a
wonderful Cleveland pianist who died of
cancer at age 60.

On Dec. 6, the late pianist's extended
family huddied against the cold in
Finney Chape! on the Oberlin College
campus some 40 minutes south of Cleve-
land to celebrate his passing. Dick
Colbert, who studied with Creque,
performed a passionate rubato “My Fool-
ish Heart,” Creque’s favorite tune; Ki
Allen, the area’s finest jazz singer, sang
“My Foolish Heart,” saxman Buddy Sulli-
van and guitarist Bobby Ferrazza velvety
and filigreed behind her.

Creque and Allen used 10 make beau-
tiful music together at a gay club in
Lakewood in the mid-90s, about the time
Creque contracted leukemia, a disease
that would come and go. Ultimately, it
came and never left: Farl Neal Creque, a
native of St. Thomas, Virgin Islands,
whose smile and music carried a
Caribbean lilt, died Dec. . The official
cause was kidney cancer.

Students from Oberlin and Cleveland
State University testified to Creque’s
warmth, concern and persistence. Not
only did he teach at both institutions, he
worked all kinds of northern Ohio
venues, from the Cleveland Jazz Orches-
tra to the Boarding House in Cleveland’s
University Circle to the Canton
Symphony to .the Cleveland Chamber
Symphony. He wrote more than 2,000
songs. He played with Mongo Santamaria,
Grant Green, Leon Thomas, Carmen
McRae, Quincy Jones, Sarah Vaughan,
Melba Moore, and Oliver Nelson. He
recorded for Muse and Atlantic.

Colbert recalled a recent performance
at Cleveland's annual Cuyahoga Commu-
nity College JazzFest featuring Creque
and three other pianists. “Only when he
played, did the piano smoke,” Colbert
said of Creque.

Stifl smoking, for the common good:
Jazz-rock guitarist Vernon Reid, who has
worked with everyone [rom Living Colour
to Bill Frisell. His latest project is more
than musical, though certainly rhythmic.
He heads the Healing Hand Percussion
Circle, a group of drummers, percussion-
ists and other musicians who stage bene-
fits for Sierra Leone amputees who are
victims of that couniry’s civil war.

Reid formed Healing Hand because of
a Human Rights Watch photo of a young
man staring at the camera, holding a
child in his arms. Both the man and the
child were amputees, according to a story
in the Dec. 20, 2000, New York Times. ~

“The drum is at the center of African
life,” Reid told the newspaper. “I just
reasoned in my mind, that in the taking
of the hands of an African, the drum was
literally being taken away.” Every $300
raised by Healing Hands goes to buy an
artificial limb for refugees. I never heard
of a better musical payoff.

But silence, seclusion and a genuine dislike of
the apparatus that surrounded him meant that
even in his hours of triumph (and there were
manv), he kept the proffered fame at repulsed
arms length. Then the other young bucks crept
out to steal his thunder and today the history
books barely remember him Dave Edmunds?
Oh yeah, he wrote “Girls Talk™ for Elvis Presley.

Hand Picked Musical Fantasies, Edmunds’
latest release and his first in six vears, is
unlikely to change that scenario. For starters, it
is available only through his Web site
(www.davecdmunds.com, of course). For
seconds, most of it is reprised from either his
own past (“Sabre Dance,” “Warmed Over
Kisses') or somebody else’s (“Classical Gas,”
Mozarts 40th). And for thirds, if youre gonna
buy a "“new” Edmunds album, how about
somicone remastering Flying Mallet and Stardust
or banging together a hox of nis productions?

Ah. but all that remains secondary 10 the
main attractions, which are: that guitar, that
production, that puritv. Both “Classical Gas™
and "Mozart 40" unfold with virtuosic intensity;
he whips the William Tell Overture with a rock
a-twang-a-billy passion, while standards “The
Sheatk Of Araby,” “Babyface Return To
Sender” might ofter hude in the way o surprises
but have an almost paicful honesty and sumpl ¢

and

1y o them. Simvlarly, Fdmunds adds nothing to

so-called Millenniwm Version of “Sabre
Dane nt t hrills as 11 flashes past at 200
n sccond. Play it lowd. On headphon
I dark. Even at a mere lour minutes (w

want +0), its absolutely breashtaking,

Edmunds’ liner notes point out that most
of the album was recorded lor fun, and it
should be bought and listened to in that
sarme spirit as well. That guitar, that produc-
tion, that purity — they're all present and
correct. But so is a sense of Edmunds doing
what he does for the simple love of it. Thats
just as important as anything clse.

MADONNA
Music
Maverick/Warner Bros. (9 47598-2)

If there’s one thing that can be said of
Madonna as a songwriter its that she has always
recognized the importance of melady, and no
dance beat has ever been big enough to over-
shadow it. On Music, her 14th record, beguiling
melodies abound in songs that veer from warm,
natural settings (with acoustic guitar as primary
instrument) to the latest state-of-the-art elec-

tronica. Madonna uses two principal collabora-
tors on Music — French producer/remixer
Mirwais Ahmadzai and her Ray Of Light
producer William Orbit, the former responsible
for the biggest sonic experiments found here.

The hyped-up electronica of “Impressive
Instant” makes references to “astral bodies,”
“cosmic systems” and shooting stars, entirely
appropriate as Madonna’s electronically altered
voice gives the tune an out-of-this-world
ambiance. Ditto “Nobodys Perfect,” Madonna’s
transmuted vecals melding into perfect oneness
with Ahmadzai’s moody, compelling soundscape.

All ol this is not 10 suggest that Ahmadzai is
solelv a master of special effects — hes behind
the boards for one ol the records strongest and
least-embellished unes, “1 Deserve It set to an
especially entrancing, soft acoustic guitar/synithe-
sizer hook in which Madonna professes a life of
no regrets (“All the pain was worth it”). Orbits
production work finds Madonna in more famil-
iar (though no less infectious) terrain, i.e., the
thumping dance number “Runaway Lover” and
the pure pop blast of “Amazing.” The latter finds
her captivated against her wishes by a man’s
dangerous magic (“You took a poison arrow and
you aimed it at my heart™).

All told, Music contains 10 tracks and
there’s not a mediocre one in the bunch,
which just about places Madonna in that rare
class of longtime recording artists whose
creative inspiration shows no sign of waning.

International Pop Overthrow, Volume 3
Not Lame Records (NL-058) (Two CDs)

The term “pop” is often an all-encompass-
ing one thai can reel in everyone from Brit
ney Spears o (God forbid) Eminem, with pit
stops at U2 and Metallica. For a not-so-small
coteric of music fans, however, the term
refers 1o artists that walk in the
shadow of greats such as The Byrds, The
Beatles, The Beach Boys, and Big Star without

You know the drill: lots of guntars (that
chime, depending on which cliche
one prelersd, vocal harmonies, three-minute

either ri

tunes that ingrain their way into your subcon-
scious after a listen or two, vadda, vadda, vadda.

Each year, Los Angeles hosts a two-week
music festival called International Pop Over-
throw that celebrates all things pop by allowing
artists from each corner of the globe to perform
for rabid audiences hungry for a melodic fix.
The festival recently completed its third time
around, and as a souvenir of the proceedings, a
two-disc st (featuring mostly artists who
played IPOY has been released.

Two discs with 44 tunes is quite a weighty
proposition to be sure, but the success rate here
is surprisingly high, especially considering the
lack of marquee names. (The two best-known
acts on the collection are former Atlantic
Records pop savants Fountains Of Wayne and
The Tories, another “used to be on a major label”
pop combo that has changed their name back
and forth from the rather yucky Headset.) Noth-
ing here is downright unlistenable (although
Dan Bryks wacky “Mark Turmell v2.0” pushes

the envelope). and there are quite a few tunes
that are glorious examples of the pop idiom.
Such as: The Andersons’ passion-filled ballad
“Falling Out™ (boy loses girl for the umpteenth
time). Shane Fauberts dark, moody “1 Can
Only..." (boy loses girl he apparently never
really had in the first place), Big Hellos Cheap
Trick-influenced ‘Boys Can Be Dumb” (boy
pisses girt ofD). [ts My Party’s girl-group pastiche
“L-O-V-E” (teen girl gets boy and loves it), and
Mark Johnson’s wonderful “Diamond Mine”
(boy really wants girl, but vou never know).

Other goodies 10 be uncarthed on Interna-
tional Pop Overthrow, Volume 3 include the
muscular, hooky “Serendipic Wheel™ by 1.A's
Cloud 11, the Far East bubblegummery of
Japan's fab The Oranges. a sweet, Everly
Brothers—{lavored tune from Illinois’ Nerk
Twins (featuring Jeff Murphy from pop
legends Shoes) and the classic power pop of
Los Angeles denizens Kickstand USA, whose
“Everykind” sounds like The L.oud Family’s
Scott Miller fronting The Plimsouls.

All in all, a large portion of the tunes
included on International Pop Overthrow
Volume 3 proves that good pop music — no,
not the Eminem variety, smarty — is still
alive and kicking.

WALTER TROUT
Live Trout
Ruf (Ruf 1051)

Raw vocal passion and impressive guitar
histrionics run rampant on this live two-disc
set from Walter Trout And The Free Radicals.
Recorded at the Tampa Bay Blues Festival on
March 26, 2000, the guitarist’s set is stuffed
with lengthy crowd-pleasing solos supported
with ease by his tight, versatile band.

On the straight blues side, Trout brings
heartfelt soul to gutbucket jams such as
"Walkin' In The Rain.” “The Reason I'm Gone,
and the BB King—styled “Finally Gotien Over
You. " Even a verston of Bob Dylans warhorse
Shall Be Released™ is rendered with gospel
poignancy and self-revelation

Phe slower-tempo numbers display the
star’s blistering, multi-note technique to big
effect. Teasing his audience with ebbs and
flows of guitar energy, Trout proves mastery
of his instrument with deft interpolations of
classical themes and bold rock pyrotechnics.

Indeed. one senses that at any given
moment, Trout could chuck the blues scene
and make his mark as a big beat, woll-pant-
ing rocker. Whether scorching those in atten-
dance with the rockin’ funk of “Say What
You Mean.” the Steppenwolf allusions of
“Come Home” or the hot Johnny
Winter-styled double entendre shuffle of
“Good Enough To Eat,” he blasts away with
infectious enthusiasm and grit.

Not all of Trout’s talents are on display,
however. Missing are the New Jersey native’s
reed-popping harmonica solos and the tender
uplift of some of his original spiritual-
informed songs. In their wake is the meat of

WHAT ARe UniT SPACE ADsS?

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Unit space ads are an afiordable option for the small dealer or for the private collector who has a few items to sell. They are based on 8-1/2 x 11 sheets
that you create. They are “camera ready,” in other words, the ad will look in print exactly how it looks when you send it in, only smaller. We will reduce
the sheets 1o fit the ad space. Optionally, at no exira charge we can create a heading for your ad. We will typeset your name, business nome (if any),

address and phone/tax numbers on your ad if you so request.
The two types of ads are:

1. Set Sale - items are sold at the price listed.
2. Auction - Items are sold to the highest bidder.

FOR A BEeTTER UNIT SPACE AD .

. Use white paper.

. Have a new ribbon on your typewriter or prinfer; avoid low
toner on a laser prinfer.

. Make sure the paper is vertically oriented. We cannot publish a horizontal unit space ad
unless you want the reader fo furn the magazine sideways to look at it. Most readers won’t
bother to do that.

. Mail it to us; don’t fax it. Faxes con leave unwanted markings that make your ad hard
fo read.

. Clearly identity whether your ad'ls a set sale or auction.

Avoid mixing the two in the same ad; if you must, have separate sections for set-sale and
auction itemns.

. Include yows name, address, and telephone/fax number (and when you will be available fo
take calls on the ad) and all ordering information, including postage and shipping fees.

. Put your lisiings in a logical order. If you have several formats in the same ad (LP, CD,

45, eic.), group your items by format. You aiso may wish to group items by type of music.
As for the listings themselves, alphabetically by artist usually works best.

. If you have any questions on how to set up your ad, confact anyone from the GoLomine

advertising staff,

SET SALE GUIDELINES FOR BUYERS

1. First, make sure you are replying to a set sale and not an auction. If an ad mentions
minimum bids and deadlines, it's not a set sale.
. Follow the advertiser’s directions on how teo reply. If the ad says to write first to reserve an

item, do it. If the ad says that money orders only are accepted, don't write a personal check.

And never send cash through the mail!

. I you write or call fo reserve an item and the advertiser still has it in stock, send your
payment for the item promptty.

. Set sale ads are "first-come, first-served,” so the sooner you reply, the more likely you are to
receive what you order.

. If you receive the item and it is not as advertised, don’t hesitate to complain. Reputable
advertisers fake complaints seriousty and fry to do right by the customer. But don’t take
advantage of this, either; complain only when you have a legitimate reason for doing so.

SET SALE GUIDELINES FOR SELLERS

1. Only advertise items you have. Because of ad deadlines, some dealers will assume they will
have new material based on release dafes given by record companies. In the long run, it's
better to wait until you actuatty have an item to put if in your ad.

. State all your policies in the ad. Examples include method of payment, whether (and at
what times) you will accept telephone calls, and whether to reserve items or send money
immediately.

. Send the items promptly afier they've been paid for. Federal Trade Commission regulations
state that you must ship your items within 30 days.

. Charge only what you pay fo send the package. Or charge everyone the same amount,
knowing you will lose money on large packages, but will make up for it on smaller ones. If
your stated postage rates are unusually high, state why! (Insurance, special handling or
packaging, etc.)

. Take compiaints seriously. An unresolved problem is usually a lost customer.

Auction Guidelines For Buyers

1. First, make sure you are replying to an auction and not a set sale.

2. Note the minimum bid, and don’t bid less than that. Also, don’t say "1 will top ali bids”
unless the auction allows it and, of course, you really mean it.

3. Mail in all bids unless the ad says phone-in bids are acceptabie.

4. Remember the deadline. If none is stated, then the auction closes one month from the date
on the cover. For example, if the auction is in the Gotomine dated October 15, the sale closes
November 15.

5. if mailing bids, allow 1-2 weeks for your bids to arrive. And after an auction ends, allow
1-2 weeks for nofification. If you haven't heard 14 days after the end of an auction, assume
you won nothing uriless the ad says that all bidders, win or lose, would be notified.

6. Honor all winning bids! If you are notified that your bid has won the item, send the money
for your items within a week. Bidders reneging on their winning bids is the No. 1 complaint
from those who run auction ads. If you can‘t honor your bid, at least have the courtesy to
notify the advertiser.

7. Allow 2-4 weeks for your winnings fo arrive.

AUCTION GUIDELINES FOR SELLERS

1. Set minimum bids on any item you won't sell for less. You also can sef an auction-wide
minimum; different minimums on different paris of the auction; or no minimums at all.
Avoid “Ridiculous bids will be rejected” or similar phrases; you can’t assume that everyone
knows what a “ridiculous bid” is. Instead, take the time to set minimums.

. Run an honest auction. Don't advertise items you don‘t have; don't arificially force bidders
to bid more by claiming there’s a counterbidder when there isn't one; don’t overgrade your
items; and sell all items that meet your published minimum and are the high bid, even if the
bid is far below “book” value.

. Notify winners within the first week after your deadline passes.

- Send the winners their items promptly upon payment. (lt's OK 1o wait for checks from
unfamiliar customers 1o clear, which takes no more than a week. If it takes longer, get a
new bank.) Federal Trade Commission regulations state that you must ship your items
within 30 days.

5. Don't use your auction as a way fo compile a mailing list unless you stafe that in your ad.

6. In sum: Treat your customers as you would want to be treated if you were the one bidding.
