Try 41 play
jumps after only a week. Would you believe 11
powers and 61 heavies? You want phones? We tally
up 13 top 5 mentions, including WKQQ, WRCN,
WWCT, WAOR, WBCN, WONE and KFMX. KQWB’s Ty
Banks isn’t alone when he comments, "l like it better
than anything on the last Foreigner album”... With
reaction like that, you’d best believe your listeners
are ready and willing for more, with the title track the
smart call. Find it in the dark.

Barbusters. "Light of Day”, Epic.

Be late on "Light” and you are. What could be easier
than Joan Jett covering Bruce from the upcoming
ilichael J. Fox film, especially in light of her recent
success with "Roadrunner”? As WEBN’s Curt Gary
puts it, "We're wearing Joan like a cheap suite, and
it's a perfect fit"... And considering how much action
the advance cassette picked up, this one really can’t
miss. It’s a formula Midas would envy.

Esquire, "Up Down Turnaround”, Geffen.
Could this be the start of a whole new format—-
"Music Of Your Wife”? The first 12” picks up a #99
debut behind 15 adds, but we suggest you turn your
attention to what we think is the album’s obvious
standout. We’ve heard comments on ”"Sunshine” and
the Greg Gillispie favorite "To The Rescue”, but why
not start with the one that most closely resembles
Yes’s catalogue classics? Give it the singalong test
and you’ll agree.

New Push tracks:

Paul Simon. "Boy In The Bubble”. WB. 25
current reports tells us most of you are basically
waiting for the green flag. That special promo CD
you’ll be receiving this week should serve the
purpose. ”"Graceland” is a musical and social
phenomenon of the first order, probably the adult
rock classic of the last six months--so act
accordingly.

Bob Geldof, Love Like a Rocket”, Atlantic.
You’ve got to hear it on the radio to appreciate those
chunky Clapton riffs and the overall listener appeal a
la KROQ’s heavy airplay | noticed in LA last week.
"The World” was fine holiday stuff, and especially
well timed in that regard, but in terms of killer air
sound, raw rock and roll attitude and Bob’s image
and profile, this one’s the real deal.

Big Dish, ”Slide”, WB. This smooth and languid
love song has a cool groove that should cross nicely
with serious rock/pop/new alternative action--and it
also has a one week head start as an import add at
WLUP. A ladykiller deluxe.

The Gregg Allman Band. "I'm No Angel”,
Epic. Here’s the double shot album pick after last
week’s "Angel” accolades, if only to re-emphasize
what a comeback coup this represents for Greg. As
noted by WIBA’s Jack Mitchell, "Gregg just blew me
away. ’Angel’ is easily the best record of the week”....
WEGR’s Kelly Cruise concurs, ’Angel’ is one hell of
a record”... And as fast as this one’s gonna fly, let’s
have a little depth action, adventurers! "Can’t Keep
Runnin’ is the best new original, with the blues seg
at the end of side 2 also pretty cool.

The Saints, ”"Just Like Fire Would”, TVT. It's
true. Somehow Steve Gottlieb of TV Tunes fame got
his mitts on what has to be a big big winner from
Down Under. This acclaimed cult band (well, that's
what the bio sez) has come up with one of those rare
radio songs that practically promotes itself. We love
the early Graham Parker vocal feel, and doesn’t it
sound like Brinsley backing ’em up? Hear it on the
new Hard Cassette Sampler, or the Network mailer.
Either way, it's a great song.

Robin Trower, "No Time”, Crescendo. 93
stations later it’s still building like the hammers ’o
hell. Call it impressive plus performance from a little
label that could. Robin’s up at 7 (WQFM, KBCO,
KLOS, KRQR, KSJO), heavy at 16, and top 5
requested at the likes of KOME, WCMF, WGTR, and
WHCN. The above translates to a 34-29 Hard
Hundred move and 35-30 Lp progress. With active
airplay and audience response matched only by major
acts and labels,”’No Time” has more than earned a
piece of your airtime. No Risk at this stage.

KZEW CHANGES

Eight-year KZEW/Dallas vet John Rody Is out.
Origlnally hired as a newsman and partnered with
John LaBella (no typo—-DeBella says ”I get his
mail, he gets mine”), Rody had been the morning host
at the Zoo since LaBella went to CHR WTIC/Hartford
last year.

Dallas radio fixture and honest-to-God attorney
Ken Rundle is filling in.

PD Dennis Anderson tells NOISE, "I've hired
him on as a ’staff announcer’. Now just what daypart
he winds up In, | don't know. But he’s such a great
utility player, he’s doing mornings.”

Anderson is looking for a morning show. "There
are six high profile morning shows Iin this market
and everything | read tells me that ’shock’ isn’t
cutting it. | want an adult approach to AOR. | want
someone who is in touch with the world, and can
keep it topical without the buttons, buzzers and
bells.”

Anderson notes that most of the syndicated
programming on the weekends has been yanked, but
Mike Harrison’s ”Rock Connection” has been
added. The difference between the station’s sound
now and a month ago? ”It's much more familiar.
Nowhere near as broad as it was.”

His tower was hit by a military jet ten days ago
(KZEW is at 60% power on AC KVIL's stick), and
Anderson hopes to be back at full power next week.

New owners Anchor are looking for new digs for
KZEW and AM KRQX. ”I'm sure it'll be palatial,”
cracks Dennis. "Like Surf City. Two girls for every
boy.”

DIGITALIS

According to Reuters, Japanese companies are
likely to ship digital audio tape (DAT) players, a rival
to CD technology, to the US market for sale in March
or April.

First DATSUN. And now, DAT without the SUN.

The record Industry is less than crazy about this.
Labels see a bootleg nightmare complete with a guy
in a hockey mask with a meat cleaver. No dead
teenagers in this movie--just lots of ’em knocking
out knock-offs.

"Here we go again,” says one label VP/Promotion,
alluding to past industry efforts to curb the transfer of
music without compensation. ”This new technology is
not going be a good thing for us.”

Cliff Schultz, Natl. Sales Dir. EMI adds, "They've
still got the record button on those machines, and
everyone’ll be able to record CD’s to DAT. The
problem is everybody’s living room is starting to look
like a stereo store. Or the Power Station.”

Labels fear consumers will use digital tapes and
players to pirate CD’s. The Industry has pushed hard
for the insertion of computer chips that would make
copying recordings difficult.

BUT WAIT! THERE’S MORE!

Manufacturers seem unlikely to comply with record
Industry wishes. The capabllity to record would be
one of the DAT’s blg selling points.

NOW HOW MUCH WOULD YOU PAY?!

CD makers are also worrled that digital cassettes
will cut into their sales just as they’re starting to
show a profit. Over 3 million CD players were sold In
the US since thelr introduction in 1983. And according
to industry estimates, compact discs bring In more
revenue than do album sales.

So what prompts these people to make these
machines? SATAN? No, church lady, that’s not it.

The need to introduce an attractive new consumer-
electronics product to boost a slumping market is

— — s

pushing the Japanese to go ahead with marketing
despite continued opposition.

"They’re being very careful about this, because the
feud with software makers is still very much in
existence,” said Darrel Whitten, a Bache Securities
analyst.

GENE LOVES JEZEBEL are in the studio in
England working on a new single, but they plan to
come to the U.S. and record a new album in May,
probably in Los Angeles.

THE SMITHS will soon have a sort of greatest hits
album out, called "The World Won't Listen”. The Lp
includes 16 tracks, including “Panic”, ”Ask”, and
"Bigmouth Strikes Again”. The album will also
include the previously unreleased track, "You Just
Haven’t Earned It Yet, Baby”, which was recorded last
fall.

Prices of music videos are continuing to fall to record
lows in England. Hour-long music videos are now
carrying a list price of $I5, with shorter clip
compilations and videos selling for less than $I0. In
addition, there are plans to begin releasing video
singles, with one or two cuts, for $7 or so, about the
price of a record album in the U.K. It's too early to
tell if similar price drops can be expected in the U.S.

STEWART COPELAND is working on an opera for
the San Francisco Opera Company.

Robin Millar, most notably Sade’s producer, is putting
together a new record label which should be in
business by the spring. Millar, who heads the Power
Plant Studios in Willesden, England, probably will call
the label Scarlett Records, "my daughter’s name and
also an oblique reference to my political leanings.”
He says he already has two acts "brought to me by
producers who felt they were far too good for record
companies,” but he declines to name them.

"Top Of The Pops” continues to wield a great deal of
influence on record sales in England, and recent
shows have had massive impact on the charts. Sales
of the Genesis single, "Land Of Confusion”, and the

album, ”Invisible Touch”, doubled after the band
appeared on the program. And the Pretenders saw
sales of their new album increase by I50 percent
because of the group’s TOTP appearance, bringing
the Lp from the 30s in the chart to the top 15. Robbie
Nevil, Iggy Pop and Paul Simon are other artists who
have benefited recently from the program’s Thursday
night airing.

A new album from PATTY SMYTH, called "Never
Enough”, is slated for release in late February.

BILLY JOEL has been honored by the
Congressional Arts Caucus for “his outstanding
contribution to our cultural legacy.” Joel received the
award at a luncheon in Washington. The caucus is
made up of almost 200 Congressional members who
support the arts. Congressman Thomas Downey of
New York called Joel ”a model and inspiration to
struggling young musicians.”

But, he’s
not as well known. That's because he’s director of
the 2nd Marine Division Band at Camp Lejeune, North
Carolina.

The British music industry trade, "Music Week”, in
their lead article this week sees the latest revolution
in digital technology as The Compact Disc Video. The
CDV will go on sale to the British public in the fall, in
order to fully capitalize on the Christmas market. The
manufacturing of it is a joint venture between Phillips
and Du Pont. “Music Week” project the CDV as
having an impact as great as the cassette tape;
combining digital sound with Laser-vision quality
pictures, which the top brass of the music biz were
able to view for themselves at a special private
reception in London this week. The two proposed
formats of CDV will be Lp and single. The single will
be a 5” disc, the same size as the current CD’s,
containing a video of six minutes and twenty minutes
of music. The Lp will be a 12” disc with an album’s
worth of music with coordinated pictures. Of great
significance, according to Maurice Oberstein, Chief
Executive of Polygram Leisure U.K,, is that the CDV
single will retail for less than $8, which he believes
will at last pull in the teen market so far unscathed by
the CD boom. But | wonder whether they, or the
yuppies who've just invested in standard CD
machines, will fork out the moula for new ones; the
price of the machines is the only detail significantly
missing from the analysis put forward so far.

No CDV’s for THE STYLE COUNCIL yet, but they
have nevertheless decided to release their latest
album in a rather curious format, here in the U.K.
Instead of the conventional Lp at 33, "The Cost Of
Loving” will be released on two 12” at 45! The group
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cite improving the quality of the music for this move.
"The Cost...” will contain eight tracks, including the
current single ”It Didn’'t Matter”.

Further details are coming in about International AIDS
Day on Ist April. It is now known that the following
have pledged their support: Peter Gabriel, Simple
Minds, U2, The Pet Shop Boys, Alison Moyet, The
Psychedelic Furs, The Communards, Holly Johnson,
Paul Weller, The Blow Monkeys, Aswad and Swing
Out Sister.

They have a new single out on
2nd February called ”Running In The Family” with an
Lp to follow in March to coincide with a British tour.

When | interviewed ANDY PARTRIDGE of XTC for
my CFNY Sunday show, he bluntly stated that he was
unhappy with producer Todd Rundgren’s editorial
decisions for their last Lp, "Skylarking”. Now the
band have basically crammed all the songs that Todd
didn't like onto the B-side of their latest 12", "The
Meeting Place”. The tracks all deal with violence:
"Terrorism”, "Let’s Make A Den”, "Find The Fox” and
”The Troubles”.

The Cult's BILLY DUFFY has apparently been
auditioning to play on Mick Jaggers next Lp. Billy
says, "Not everyone gets the chance to play five
songs with Mick Jagger and Jeff Beck.” To which,
this week’s "Melody Maker” quipped, "Frankly, not
everyone would want the chance to play five songs
with Mick Jagger and Jeff Beck!”

I asked JULIAN COPE this week whether he was
expecting “World Shut Your Mouth” to pick up as
much as it has in North America. "It has a certain
crassness which | realize that the Americans could
appreciate. My wife, being from New York, said,
"Yeah, that's got a kind of bullishness about it that
the Americans will like.

"Sounds”, "I's the story of this horrible town where
the townspeople are worse than the outlaws. It's full
of lynchings, gratuitous sadism, cannibalism,
perversion and all kinds of good stuff!”.... Meanwhile,
The Pogues are in the process of rehearsing new
material, without Cait, of course. Some tracks they've
already cut are wlith their senior lIrish idols, the
veteran traditional folk group, The Dubliners. The
cuts will appear on a forthcoming double Lp. But one
of the tracks, “The Irish Rover”, will be available as a
single in February.

Kirk Brandon has re-formed a new version of his old
group, THE SPEAR OF DESTINY. They're about
to release a single and album and will be touring the
U.K. In April. The single, with no release date yet, is
called “Stranger In Our Town”. The new line-up of
Spear Of Destiny is Kirk, the guitarist Stevie B., Steve
Barnacle on bass, Pete Barnacle on drums and Volker
Jansenn on keyboards. The Lp comes out in April.

The plans for WEA in 1987 were outlined at their
sales conference this week.

It will remind one a
little in style of Nick Heyward’s 1983 hit "WHISTLE
DOWN THE WIND”, but | think i's a lot more
polished and moving than that... The Smiths new
single "SHOPLIFTERS OF THE WORLD
UNITE” is now out. It's another slower and moodier
song made extra special by Johnny Marr's
extraordinary overlaid guitar work that genuinely adds
a new dimension to The Smiths’ sound. Unlike some
of the last Lp’s heavier cuts, it also contains a
memorable hook that sinks in after a few plays.
Unhesitatingly recommended for anyone who is
spinning The Smiths at present.

Granted, there is a considerable amount of
sincerity in all this——but be honest with yourself.
How much of it is pure hype just to get your name
and station’s call in print? Hell, 've been guilty of
this myself. But since I've taken over as program
director, the demands of the job have made it difficult
to listen to and express my thoughts about my first
love in radio--music. 1986 was a particularly
gratifying year musically for AOR. There was a great
reemergence of street-level All American rock and
roll in albums by ZZ Top, Jason And The
Scorchers, Georgia Satellites, The Bodeans,
and Smithereens, to name a few, as well as a
renewed spirituality expressed through albums by
Peter Gabriel, Steve Winwood, Simple Minds,
and The Call... The new album by Los Lobos,
"By The Light Of The Moon”, is a stunning
masterpiece which combines both the spirituality and
street-level rock that is so popular on AOR radio
today. The new album tugs at all the right emotions.
You’ll dance and sing, laugh and cry, and probably do
a lot of thinking, too. | know | did, and that’s what
prompted me to comment about this album. David
Hedalgo’s beautiful vocals, T Bone Burnette’s
clean production and the songwriting talents of
Hedalgo and Perez make "By The Light Of The
Moon” easily one of the best albums of 1987, even in
January. And like a fine wine this album should get
better with age, becoming a landmark effort for the
band and even American music in general. Since
music, like art, expresses personal opinions, all my
philosophizing here is really adding up to this: 1 love
this new album by Los Lobos and that ain’t no
hype.
