The Smithereens, "Green Thoughts®,
Enigma/Capitol.... | think we're all in agreement that
at this moment the Smithereens have a shot at major stardom-
-depending on the quality of the new album. They've certain-
ly done everything required for a step up to the next level. The
last record sold over 350,000 thanks to serious long term
double track depth at AOR; they've performed beautifully on
screen and stage and thanks to great personalities and skillful
press they’re current media darlings as well. Anyone familiar
with the band’s work--and that of producer Don Dixon--ex-
pected them to meet the challenge this opportunity presents,
no sweat. But | don’t think anyone was really expecting an
album with the goods to slipstream them into a whole new
league. One weekend with this album and you'll have to wel-
come the Reens to the heavy hitter division. Though they're
not quite to the Foreigner/Mellencamp/Whitesnake level (not
that they’d want to be), they've certainly proven they're
anybody’s equals in terms of great songs and overall quality
performance--while maintaining the unique voice and vision
that made the band so attractive the first time out. And that
was just one album ago, remember? Tracks: "House We Used
To Live In", "Drown In My Own Tears", "The World We Know"
and "Especially For You". And how about 147 single adds, 25
increases and a 37-22* move after just two weeks?....

Glass Tiger, "I’m Still Searching”,
EMI/Manhattan.... At the risk of too closely echoing
our sentiments re: Honeymoon Suite, ain't it great to see yet
another rock and roll relative from North of the Border come
blasting back with an advance that also rocks?!! With their
tremendous CHR track record and a strong 750K sales base
the last time out, they’re an act you know you should deal with-
-and the new single’s monster guitars and undeniable hook
makes beating your CHR competition to the punch one of the
easiest musical decisions you'll make this week. Surprisingly
strong album, too....

Prefab Sprout, "The Golden Calf", Epic....
Their 1985 debut has to qualify as one of that year’s major criti-
cal successes, with none otherthan Rolling Stone, Newsweek,
The Washington Post, The Los Angeles Times, the Village
Voice, TV Guide and the Farmer’s Almanac piling up year end
Top 10 Reader’s poll honors. And why shouldn’t the critics
love this distillation of The Jam, the Police, and the Style Coun-
cil, with hints of all the Rockpile boys thrown in hither and yon.
"The Golden Calf" is a study in the thoroughly modern English
mesh sustained vocals with flashy rhythmic guitar, and just
enough left hand turns to drive the press, radio, MTV and their
fans crazy....

Dancing Hoods, "Baby’s Got Rockets",
Relativity.... Sadof's right. Whoever is grooming the
new talent at Relativity is obviously doing a fine job. First the
Brandos, then Joe Satriani, and now--for something complete-
ly different, a band named after a defective auto body part. As
their name implies, there’s a basic dichotomy in the group--I
mean, when's the last time you saw Spiv doing a pirouette
down on the corner? There's a definite Northeastern/NYC
quality to this music, but those ringing up front acoustic guitar
textures enliven what might othewise be a little gritty for mid-
dle American tastes. Some of the best original sounding stuff
~we've heard since the Bodeans first. ...

Honeymoon Suite, "Love Changes
Everything", WB.... When H first hit the bricks with
"New Girl Now", the general perception was that of arock band
that knew how to lean just pop enough to cross over. The
second album pushed that image a little closer to the right--to
that of a pop outfit that’s still acceptable to the AOR audience.
As we all know the hipness factor is a key variable in the cross-
over currents--and we couldn’t be more pleased with the
band’s return to a much harder rocking, far more guitar based
approach this third time out. They make the kind of hooks
anyone wants to have on his airwaves, and this time the edge
makes it automatic--especially as cranked up on the killer rock
radio edit. WEZX’s Dave London’s "Bon Jovi meets Sammy
Hagar' comparison rings true on a record perfectly timed to
qualify as having the first truly monster hook of spring....

Robert Tepper, "The Unforgiven", Scotti
Bros.... Yep, our search for a hot shit pre-release rave led
us back to none other than t he Nasty one, who you might recall
served as head cheerleader for Robert’s debut release. The
follow up makes it clear that early belief was a lot more than
just the buddy system--and please count usin bigtime on"The
Unforgiven"too. Gary Myrick’s slashing guitar work is a giant
ear pleaser in its own right, and the "West Side Story" lyrical
overtones will definitely hit any even remotely urban listeners
where they live. Tepper's growly vocals are intense and com-
pelling and the "whea-ph" chorus is impossible not to sing
along with. This one’s a little out of left field, but for drama-
rock, you've got to admit, it's alot of fun....

Yn?wie Malmsteen, "Heaven Tonight",
Polydor.... Between Yngwie totaling the XJS and Joe
Lynn’s so-so solo outing, we're looking at a couple of very
talented guys who were basically due a high card somewhere
alongtheline. Yngwie needed a hat vocalist, Joe Lynn needed
a player--and they both needed a much better than average
song. Well, here it is. As Redbeard told us, "l was really
pleasantly surprised, and can't believe I'm actually picking a
Malmsteen tune. But he and Joe Lynn have a really good one.
I’'m quite surprised”.... From Jeff lvan, KFMX, "This is gonna
be the big crossover album. Lots of great songs and Joe
sounds very good with this band. This one is platinum
bound".... Guaranteed to be ¥ngwie's biggest radio track to
date--and it could well be a recent high water mark for Joe,
too....

Now it's time for the album’s best real ballad. Having seen
these guys a number of times, we'll go on record as saying
they're best in an almost folky acoustic setting--and "Pieces"
is perfect for upper demos and females in that regard.

This is the week that Henry Lee Summer hits the coveted
number 1 spot on both the Hard Hundred and the Winner's
Chart simultaneously. Power play at KATT, KISS, WZZO,
WPYX and the Loop among many others and a slew of phone
activity at KYYS, WFYV, WONE and KICT shows Henry to be
as perfectly tailored to the format as the brain trust at Epic first
thought. Having gone directly into hyperdrive and around the
likes of J. C. Mellencamp, Aerosmith and Robert Plant, Henry
Lee has shown the kind of debut blast off that spells platinum
in anybody’s book.

After a stutter step week last time out, the Alarm have found
that extra little oomph in their acceleration pack and have
managed a nifty 16-12* move up the Winner's Chart. Only one
station, KICT, added "Presence Of Love" this week so the story
revolves around a new flurry of rotational increases. Ups to
Power include WRXK and WAAF and ups to Heavy show KISS,
WFYV and WRKI putting the Alarm on their escalator to the
stars. The tour is bound to pick up where the last single leaves

off and the rumored involvement with Bob Dylan is guaranteed
to fire up renewed interest from the consumer media that will
see impact on the retail side. This story is far from over. Afive
place move for the Talking Heads this week has "(Nothing
But) Flowers" moving 18-13* with rotational advances on
WMMR, KATT, WBCN and KMOD telling the story. This calyp-
so cum armageddon trip back to nature, replete with percolat-
ing rhythm structures and some of the best band jamming
since their "Remain In Light" days, is a successful introduction
to an album that is way deep for the format.

No matter what you think of Michael J. Fox movies you have
to thank somebody on the production team for securing
Donald Fagen’s tune "Century’s End" for the project. Time
away from the public has done nothing to dull Donald’s musi-
cal and production sensitivity. This song moves along like a
night on silk sheets and the pay off is as smooth to the touch
as you could ever want. A full head of steam has "Century’s
End" climbing 26-16* on the Winner’s Chart helped along by
adds on WWDC, KEZO, KILO and KISS and increases to
Heavy on KBCO, KPO!, WRKI and CHEZ.

The two big movers from the middle of the chart are still doing
very well with the Smithereens "Only A Memory" lining up play
on KEZO, KGB, KPO! and KZAP. This lead track from an
album that is as deep and wide as anything to hit the format
this year has garnered a boatload of programmer raves and
with good reason. Jersey’s native sons move 28-18* this week
with a four place differential over its Hard Hundred ranking.
The other track that has gotten in high gear is Balaam And
The Angel’s "I Love The Things You Do", a slice of modern
rock that makes use of Mach 1 energy and a sense of song
structure that works on multiple levels with the audience. New
reporters include WWDC, KSHE and KEZE while those who
have increased their commitment on the rotation meter;
KBCO, KLAQ and KZAP, are reporting positive listener
response in direct proportion to their exposure of this platinum
grade rocker.

Lynyrd Skynyrd had a huge week with a flood of adds com-
ing in on CFOX, KFMX, KTYD and WIOT among others. The
request action has been quick to kick in at WKDF, WEGR,
WFYV and KMJX and the overall momentum has upped this
litte chunk of "Swamp Music" 34-26* on the Winner's Chart.
Another impressive gain this week shows INXS moving a heal-
thy 41-28* with "New Sensation". This programmer pick from
day one is perfectly timed to explode with the tour and put our
favorite Aussie funk-dog Pub band right on top all over again.
KZAP, WLVQ, KTYD and WKDF have switched over to this
track and continued support play on KEZO, KLBJ, WFYV and
WNEW points the way for anyone who has yet to find a place
for this track.

Our most impressive debut this week is the ethereal ballad "l
Don’t Want To Live" from Foreigner which is signs in at 31*.
This track has sufficiently slowed down the other entry from
Mick and the boys while a ton of stations begin their conver-
sion to what has to be considered a guaranteed female draw.
KEZO, KGON, KISS and KLBJ have added in directly into
Heavy and that's just the beginning folks. Nobody with a solid
shot at cross demographic appeal can possible leave this one
off their shopping list. Another new boy on the block is David
Lee Roth, whose full court press on the format has been a real
piece of work. This week he has amassed considerable new
play support from KYYS, KZAP, KSHE, KICT and KMJX with
Heavy airplay on WMMR, WNEW, WONE and WRXK position-
ing "Stand Up" at 41* on the Winner’s Chart. Look for more of
the same in the coming weeks. Our final debut this time out
is the highly stylistic "Dignity" from Deacon Blue. This melodic
tapestry has found a home on format leaders WKDF, WRXK,
WFYV and WLVQ with programmer’s declaring this former im-
port a breath of fresh air.

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THE BRYAN AND MARK SHOW
OR
HOW THEY WIN IN NORFOLK

It's always a delight to find some new talent in the format,
especially given the recent glut of grumping about AOR. Even
so, it is somewhat rare to find a programming tandem where
both sides of the team are as strong as Bryan Jeffries and
Mark Bradley at WNOR/Norfolk. These guys are the goods
and count on them to keep shaking the trees for years to come
with their tag team assault on the format. In our recent inter-
view | sensed that these guys were refreshingly free of any
sense of failure and their confidence in the station and staff
was contagious. Here are a pair of guys with the joy of our
business fully intact and a blueprint for success that will carry
them far.

WHERE IS THE DEMOGRAPHIC FUTURE OF THE FOR-
MAT HEADED?

Bryan....What we would like to hold onto is our 18-49 coalition
but, realistically, it looks like we will have to be satisfied with
the 25-39 core. There is so much
specialized programming going
on with various hybrids attacking
our audience that we will all have
to get by with less in that regard.

WHAT HAVE WE LEFT OUT OF
THE FORMAT THAT THE
AUDIENCE IS LOOKING FOR?

Bryan....What we have left out of
the approach is what WNOR is
giving them, in a word, per-
sonality. Our night gifl was just [ %
brought back because she was e /\\
so strong that the audience '
demanded her return. Entertain-
ment and good personality are
critical but we also have to be sure that we streamline our
promotions so that they work for the core. So many people
have an audience of 18-34 and skew their promotional push
to 35-49 year old secretaries. [t's important to make those
promotions work with the audience being targetted.

WHAT’'S THE BEST AOR STATION YOU’VE HEARD AND
WHAT WAS SO GOOD ABOUT IT.

Bryan....WFBQ in Indianapolis without a doubt. They have all
of the elements you could want on your station, passion for
the music, a friendly sense of insanity on the air, a truly
dynamic morning show and the right music and promotional
profile. Whatever is going on in that town, they own it. They
just sound like Indianapolis. Nothing happens in that town that
they don't cover. They aren’t always all that slick but they are
exciting. Even when things go wrong they convey a real sense
of excitement.

IF THIS WAS A STAFF MEETING HOW WOULD YOU
CHARACTERIZE WNOR AT THIS JUNCTURE AND WHAT
ARE YOUR IMMEDIATE PRIORITIES?

Bryan.... Right now we are walking into a non stop season of
fun and beach oriented activities and we have to reflect that

scene. It's time for us to get caught up in what's going on in
our town and make the most of it on the air. During the big
summer holidays the population triples and you would have
to be dead to not have a good time. We need to bring hat buzz
back and put it on the air.

IF YOU HAD A MAGIC WAND WHAT WOULD BE THE
FIRST THING YOU WOULD CHANGE ABOUT THE BIZ?

Bryan....Get everybody hungry for their jobs again. Their is
way too much complacency in the business. We used to be
the bad boys of rock and now we take it all for granted. The
more successful we become the sloppier we get. Here at
WNOR we have jocks who seek personal appearances every
week and I'm not talking about station events but things they
do on their own for the exposure it gives them. When your
people start griping about having to get out in the community
you've got a problem.

WHAT’S THE PERFECT
RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN
CONSULTANT AND PD?

Bryan....Someonewho givesthe
PD just enough rope to hang
himself. The PD should be al-
lowed to differ with the consult-
ant and, if proven right in his
approach, should be permitted
to continue on his own path. But
you had better be right because
if you're wrong you can forget
winning any other arguments

HOW DO YOU RESPOND TO THE CURRENT FLOOD OF
CRITICISM REGARDING THE FORMAT?

Bryan....The doomsayers of the format obviously haven't ex-
hausted all the ways to improve things. They are simply giving
uptoo easily. | mean, if all they can see is failure and flounder-
ing then they aren’t doing things right. With the right staff you
can drop into any market and accomplish almost anything.

The other part of the Norfolk tag-team is MD Mark Bradley who
has gotten a lot of notice in his tenure at the station. In talk-
ing with Mark it became obvious that here was an astute player
with something solid between those ears.

WHAT’S YOUR PHILOSOPHY REGARDING CURRENT TO
CORE RATIOS?

Mark.... Personally I'm into a 50/50 mix. | know some stations
that only play a 20/80 mix and still sound good , it's just a mat-
ter of what the market expects and how well you can present
it. The biggest consideration is dayparting. We have a high
profile morning show that plays very little music, as a result
that music must be the best of the best. When middays hit we
remain somewhat conservative and lean on our core but once
the older listeners have gone home to their cable we kick it into

20
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gear by experimenting with depth tracks and more new album
product. Positioning is essential so we take a "Currents of
Today/Classics of Tomorrow" approach while emphasizing
that "Variety is the spice of life." As for the current arguments
about the format playing new music, let’s face it, the record in-
dustry is never going to be satisfied with the number of cur-
rents we play until we play 100% currents.

HOW DO YOU RESPOND TO THE CRITICISM THAT THE
FORMAT IS EVOLVING INTO ROCK CHR?

Mark.... Some stations have unfortunately taken that ap-
proach. Asthe adults fade off in the late afternoon it is time to
get out those new albums and go deep. Play to the audience
that is there and when the potential audience is young and
eager to buy albums give them something to sink their teeth
into. We have to expand beyond
the limitations of the 12 incher.

WHAT ONE MESSAGE WOULD
YOU LIKE TO NAIL HOME WITH
THE RECORD INDUSTRY?

Mark.... Don’t be upset if we can’t
play a song of yours when there
is something better for our station
that gets released at the same
time. They have to trust that we
know what’s best for our station
and stop taking things so per-
sonally. They can't win every
week, nobody can. | will say this
though, the new music coming
out right now is some of the best
I've had the pleasure of dealing
with for some time. The heritage
bands that recycled such great al-
bums and these new bands in the
first quarter are very exciting to
work with.

WHAT IS THE SINGLE MOST
DAMAGING TREND IN THE
FORMAT RIGHT NOW?

Mark.... People who are reacting to CHR instead of leading
their own audience. They get nervous about what the CHR in
town is doing and, instead of staying true to their own sound,
start playing follow the leader. This effectively hands them
your momentum and once you are in the backseat you may
find it is tough to get out of that position. AOR should be the
market leader, the innovator, let everyone else follow our
moves. The problem is that there are too many AOR PD’s who
don't want to own their market but are content to go home with
just "their share".

Mark Bradiey... MD WNOR/Norfolk

DEFINE THE PERFECT WORKING RELATIONSHIP BE-
TWEEN PD AND MD.

Mark.... The PD manages everyone in Programming and the
MD is his right hand. When the PD has to be somewhere else
he can trust his MD to get things done and to serve as a link
with the airstaff. Time is essential to the relationship but the
key is to be a hard worker and to believe in the station. APD
needs to be a very good people person and as an MD you
have to give him every effort possible to make his plan win.
When it comes to music meetings, we both listen to the music
at the same time and then go over our decisions based upon
common consensus. It's important to get a couple points of
view on something as important as music so it that way it is
sometimes better if the PD and MD have differing perspectives.
That way you aren't as likely to miss something that might be
important for your station just because your tastes are so
similar.

NAME SOME NEW BANDS
THAT YOU THINK HAVE A
REAL PLACE [IN THE
FORMAT'S FUTURE?

Mark....There alot of roots rock
bands that are coming on and
some of the synth-pop groups
sound pretty good also. Little
America is a band that will go far
if given a clean shot by the for-
mat and their label. The
Brando's are like CCR with a
rocking 80's feel, they have
some great things in store for us.
| also like Treat Her Right, a
promising group for the future.
The audience wants good
music, period. They don't have
our limitations and biases and
it's important to remember that.

The fate of AOR is tied to guys
like Mark and Bryan and, given
the critical phase of develop-
mentthat we are going to hit in
the next few years, we need
more like them. The standard excuses for letting the format
drift; "The audience is shrinking", "There is too much competi-
tion" "The music isn’t there", "The sun was in my eyes, | got a
rock in my shoe", all melt away in the face of determination
and talent. The reach of the format is defined by the minds
and hearts executing it and for WNOR the future looks good.

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Morrissey "Viva Hate" (Reprise)
With the unbridled acceptance of "Suedehead" in the radio
community, Morrissey’s solo return has been praised even
more highly than when he fronted the all encompassing
English pop band, The Smiths. The differences in the new
album have only served to benefit his new image; the sleek,
subtle chord combinations supplied by Durutti Column’s
Vini Reilly and perfect production by Stephen Street. Al-
though The Smiths left four gold albums behind, it's mind-
boggling to realize how many people are still unfamiliar with
this pop music misfit turned pop star. "Viva Hate" reveals
more of Morrissey’s blue side and a slight musical depar-
ture from the high singles concentration of old, and em-
phasizing more of his minstrel quality in "Dial-a-Cliche",

course, there are a healthy share of singles like "Everyday
Is Like Sunday", "Alsatian Cousin" and "l Don’t Mind If You
Forget Me".

marning daylight, you'll definitely start the day off on a bright
note. Liverpool's Wild Swans have released an album to ab-
sorb if you have an ear for lush, dramatic string work and a
rhythmic hook. It doesn’t matter what qualities attract you first,
because on all counts they use the crisp dynamics of musical
imagery and take political stabs underneath that come at you
with full force. "Young Manhood" led the album off with a
catchy downbeat, but the rest of the album showcases their
true affinity for blending a steel guitar sound with the tender
touch of keyboards, and Paul Simpson’s vocal brilliance which
glows in "Whirlpool Heart", "Archangels", "Mythical Beast" and

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As England’s next "band to watch", The Woodentops have jolted and jumped
to the top of the pack as one of the best new pop bands in their homeland, now
turning to the United States with their second domestic album and a rolicking,
energetic stage show to back it up. Their music is an intelligent mix of intricate
rhythms, acoustic guitars, layered keyboards and diverse percussion, ranging
from high speed overdrive to softer danceable beats that treat listeners to a musi-
cal rollercoaster of sound. Rolo McGinty is the chief singer and lyricist, an art-
ist who brings his pure and inspired music to life with four talented players who
translate his thoughts to pure energy. During a brief two and a half week U.S.
tour this month, Rolo took time out to talk about the innerworkings of his latest
pop masterpiece, "Wooden Foot Cops On The Highway", and the brilliant musi-
cal quirks that have brought this band to the forefront of a new musical style that
is uniquely their own.

Dawn Hood: What was it like in the early days of the band, as you developed one of the most
brilliant musical themes now associated with the Woodentops?

Rolo McGinty: The early days were completely wild with no formula, and spontaneity was the
main key. All the madness was centered around dance beats and then as time went on we
started to evolve the idea of songwriting. We are just starting to get into our third or fourth
year and the feeling in the group now is more fresh and lert than it was in the first few months.
We've also fallen in love with touring and being in the group now is far more enjoyable.

Dawn: How did it evolve?

Rolo: We were into synched-up sequenced electronic music, primitive high energy, electro-
music that probably evolved from Kraftwerk and Suicide and stuff like that. But, we didn’t have
the money to buy all the equipment that you need to make that sort of music, so we did it all
with acoustic instruments, which means that you get more of a human, folky and melodic
sound. That's really the backbone of our sound now, and the songwriting has taken it to dif-
ferent places. It’s about using the acoustic guitar as a high hat and the drums being really
solid.

Dawn: Although you do create a mechanized sound, the
personality of the band is so friendly that the two seem to
counteract perfectly. e

Rolo: We feel that communlcation and the joy of perfor-
mance helps us to uplift people. We could be intensely
political and we all have our views, but | actually feel that
people already know what we're saying so that seems rather
pointless. This is the way we prefer to work, more on a body
beat, mental level which usually involves quite a bit of jump-
ing about and smiling - a very energetic live thing.

Dawn: For those who have never seen a Woodentops gig,
can you fill them in - maybe reveal some of the music you'll |
be performing on the short tour?

Rolo: We’'ll be performing a selection of our favorites before
the new album and almost all of the songs on "Wooden Foot
Cops". When we were in Europe and could afford to do it,
we had all kinds of film moving behind us and stuff that goes
with our music for instance, songs like "Wheels Turning"
which are quite long and like a movie in a sense. We can't
afford to take that all around the world unfortunately, and for
America it's too expensive. When we play here it's just us
and the stage which is nice, too. (Believe me, I'm not com-
plaining). There's just something about making a theatre
into your own playground and it's good when we can put
on more of a show.

Dawn: Going back to the "Giant" album, what are some of
the musical changes that have transpired since?

After the line up change, she
said she’d be interested in learning keyboards. | didn’t see her for about two months while
she learned, but she came back playing!

Dawn: How democratic is the songwriting process?

Rolo: It's not very democratic because I'm the sole songwriter. | think they’re all kind of glad
that when they do write, they can take their time because they’re not under any pressure,
which of course, | am. What is democratic is how some of the parts wind up and which songs
we're going to do. | love it all or hate it all, so | look to the musicians to tell me which ones
they want to play for the next year. Sometimes | wish | wasn’t the only writer, but sometimes
I'm just the quickest...

Dawn: How did you meet with producer, Scott Litt?

Rolo: | met him because we did a live album together, at the Palace in Los Angeles.

Dawn: What are some of the differences you have noticed in channeling your music to the
public in England vs. America?

Rolo: Most of the charts over there are controlled by business manipulation and hype so you
can't take them seriously. Like in America, we have 10 year old girls standing on stage wining,
and I’'m sure it must be dirty old men buying those records.

Fifth Angel, "Fifth Angel", Epic....

When a band moves 25-10* on the metal charts while nail-
ing #1 Most Added Metal for the third consecutive week,
Record Of The Week is pretty much a given.

This should
prove to be his most successful venture to date because he
has a natural ability to weave intricate melody lines with his
signature neo-classical guitar showcasing and also Turner’s
Rainbow-esque vocals now allow him access too a whole new
sound. "Heaven Tonight" is the first track off the aptly titled new
Lp "Odyssey". There is no mistaking the AOR accessibility of
this track and it's obvious "hit" quality. Whether or not the man
and his new attitude can rise above the "metal only" label that
one associates with the name Yngwie, is another matter all
together. Luckily metal seems to be having its day and its way
on the charts, and in our eyes Rising Force has got all greens
for the go-ahead and a succesful album. Z-Rock’s Mad Max
Hammer says, "The Yngwie Malmsteen and Joe Lynn Turner
combination will shoot Yngwie into the forefront of rock and
roll.

With their follow-up to "Nasty Nasty" the good time party boys
that are Black N’ Blue are back with a vengeance and their all
out rocker, "In Heat".

| Dirty Looks" He was right. This week they debuted at 25* on
Hard Hitters and landed the #4 Most Added Metal spot. It's no
surprise to us ‘cause we picked this one to happen a couple
of weeks ago. They combine that party rock style so popular
lately with some nitty gritty Bon Scott type vocals, and Max
Norman’s production skills once again have resulted in some
finely crafted tunes.

Good day fellow metalheads. This is Sal "Earl Of Earache"
Treppiedi coming to you from Metal Control Center deep
inthe heart of Queens with this week’s metal news. Today
we begin the first of our two part interview with Bruce
Hausfield and Dave Anderson of Passport recording ar-
tists Eric Steel. First, let’s get to the news.

Rough Cutt are preparing to go into the studio to begin pre-
production for their forthcoming release. This new album will
mark several firsts for the band. To begin with, it will mark the
debut of Perrimore "Perry" McCarty. Perry was originally with
Warrior. He recorded the "Fighting For The Earth" Lp on MCA
Records. He replaces Paul Shortino who has since joined
Quiet Riot. Second, the album will be the first release by At-
lantic Records.

If you have ever had the privilege of seeing Rough
Cutt live then you know what | mean. The Ear wishes Dave
'"The Blade", Amir, Matt and Perry lots of luck. This is going to
be the big one.

Ronnie James Dio just completed eight months of touring
the world. Strange as it may seem, he actually was out for that
long. Recall that he went over to Europe first before hitting the
States sometime in late November. Ronnie and band will now
relax for several months before beginning to write songs again
sometime around August. Word has it that Ronnie intends to
do some serious fishing.

Whiplash is already planning a new album. Their third Lp is
tentatively entitled "Rape Of The Mind". Some of the song tit-
les scheduled to appear on the record are "Hiroshima", "Pis-
tol-Whipped" and "Swimming In Blood". The band are
scheduled to go on a month long tour following their return
from Europe. While in Europe, the band will be doing several
co-headling dates with Sodom.

Okay, let's get to our feature interview. This week, the first of
our two part conversation with Bruce Hausfield and Dave
Anderson of Chicago based Eric Steel.

ERIC STEEL

The new album is called "Infectious" and it has been climbing
the Hard Report metal charts for several weeks. For those of
you who are familiar with the album, you should know that
there is actually no one in the band named Eric Steel. There-
fore, our first question:

HR: What made you name the band Eric Steel?

Bruce: At the time when we were trying to come with a name
for the band, and we're going back a few years, Boston had

just come out - along with a slew of other bands that were
naming themselves after cities. It was almost like a trend. We
wanted to come up with a name that would always arouse
questions. We were thinking of calling the band the name of
a person like Jethro Tull, for instance. There is no one in that
band by that name. Most people think it is lan Anderson. We
were kicking around some ideas one day while we were having
a few drinks and we came up with Eric Steel.

HR: Give us a little backround on the band.

Dave: They had the band going before | had even joined. |
heard a demo of the group and was knocked out by it. | was
between bands at the time. So, | got a hold of their demo and
brought it home and started working on some tunes. | had
them down cold. | tried calling the manager for a month
straight trying to get an audition and they weren'’t taking me
too seriously. Finally | got to go down to the rehearsal. | went
down, rehearsed with them and was in the band that night. |
recorded the first album with Megaforce Records. We kept the
same line-up for several years. The same thing happened with
Ronnie Stewart. We met Ronnie when he was here in town
right after the Joe Perry Project broke up. He was interested
inthe group. He had heard our first album and had spoken to
us and was kinda bugging us to come out and jam. Finally,
after he bothered us enough, we let him come down to re-
hearsal and the first ten seconds into the tune, we knew that
we had to kick our old drummer out because Ronnie was such
a big improvement. He joined the group and that was it.

Bruce: The band originally evolved from another group called
USA. That was around 1978-79. At the time, metal wasn'’t as
popular as it is right now. The only bands that had records out
that were heavy were Purple, Priest and some of the other stal-
warts. We decided to stop conforming to the time and come
up with a real heavy band but still retain that classic, melodic
sound. | started it with some of the old guys from USA. We
then picked up Mike and added Dave.

Next week, we'll talk more with Bruce and Dave about Eric
Steel. Until then, check out "Infectious". The Earl feels that
you will be quite impressed by it.

How many of you have ever associated Finland with metal?
The Earl has rarely ever heard of metal band’s coming out of
Finland. I've definitely heard of Finnish cheese. Well, it seems
that Mechanic Records will be bringing a taste of Finnish metal
to these shores. The band is called Stone. The members of
Stone are Roope and Jirl (guitar), Pekka on drums and Janne
- bassist and vocalist. The band range in age from 18 to 21.

Their new album will be released here shortly. It will feature a
cover of Europe’s "Final Countdown". Look for a summer tour
to follow. By the way, the album will distributed by MCA
Records.

Well, that is going todo it for this week. Once again, next week,
we will have part two of our conversation with Bruce Hausfield
and Dave Anderson of Eric Steel. Until then, this is Sal "Earl
Of Earache" Treppiedi with a thought. If Cheryl Valentine
wants to jump out of cakes, Mr. Death would be happy to have
her over any time she wants.

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From the New Jersey and tri-state club circuit arises yet another star on the hard rock horizon. Prophet is one of the new breed of
east coast bands that are breaking into air-time all across the nation and with good reason. Th‘!y have a knack of combining good
musical sensibility with hooky and memorable lyrics. They are a self-proclaimed "melodic hard rock band", but they have also managed
to crossover onto the metal side of life due mainly to the hard driving sound and feel of many of the tracks on their album "Cycle Of
The Moon". If one were to predict the future of this band, one would probably have to say that they are headed for a very successful

future. Ken Dubman, their guitarist helped us get to know more about "the new band in town"....

Chris: How about we start off by giving our readers some in-
formation on how the band Prophet got together and how long
you've been together.

Ken: The band got together, | guess it had to be around 1980.
Joe and Scott (bass and keyboards) had been playing
together a long time before that. | had an add in a local music
paper, they called and | eventually joined. From there we've
been through about five singers and five drummers through
the course of about eight years or so. Finally we settled on the
line-up that we had for this record.

Chris: You've been compared to "rock" bands like Foreigner
and Kansas. Is that what you’ve wanted to accomplish - to be
put into that category of music as opposed to "metal" where
you're also charting?

Ken: Yes, those were definitely our influences.... you know
Kansas, a little bit of Journey, a littie Deep Purple - those types.
The thing is, it bothers us that now we're being classified as a
metal band, which is the last thing we wanted. We're a hard,
melodic rock band, and have a lot of melody to offer and being
lumped into just heavy metal is somewhat of an injustice to us.
Because we're not heavy metal - we want people that are into
the Foreigner and Kansas type bands to pick up on our stuff.

Chris: Yes, that's what | understand from the label, but you are
hitting the metal charts as well. Doing pretty well actually.

Ken: Well yeah, | guess that is inevitable. Bands like Bon Jovi
we're lumped into the "metal" label too. | don’t feel we're a
metal band, but there is no doubt that we're heavy. So....
Whatever the case, we want to make it clear that we're a
melodic hard rock band. When you think of heavy metal band,
you for sure don’t think of Foreigner, ya know?

Chris: How do you handle the writing of your songs then? Do
you write specifically towards those AOR audiences or with a
common theme?

Ken: Well, it can happen just about anyway..». but basically
Scott (Metaxas - bass) and | do most of the writing. He does
most of the lyrics and | help him out with a line here and there,
although I'm starting to get a little better myself. Usually I'll
come up with an idea in some of the most mundane situations

- like driving somewhere. You know how when your dfiving .

your car your mind wanders and you get a lot of ideas, and in+
the shower or when I'm our riding my bike. As far as starting
with a theme, it really can just start with one line, one melody
or one riff - you know and it could be about anything. We take
it from there.

Chris: So really the other guys in the band don'’t have a lot of

imput as far as the songwriting or the development and style ‘. and it suffered accordingly. (Laughs)” ~<

of music?

Ken: They didn’t on this record, but | have a feeling that the
more we play together the more they will. But, you have to
keep in mind that this line-up is about as old as the record and
our drummer Michael joined about three weeks before we
went in to record. The more we play together the more we'll
eventually all write together.

Chris: You guys are a New Jersey band, which | of course think
is great bein’ a Joisey girl myself, but how do you feel about
the Jersey band scene? Do you think it's getting easier or har-
der for young, new bands to break into the bigtime?

Ken: It's good to see that a lot of east coast bands are really
starting to make it like White Lion, Burtnick and of course Bon
Jovi's phenomenal success, because L.A. bands like Ratt and
all those bands seemed to pretty much be dominating the
scene for quite a while. But | think maybe in a small respect
it's opened some doors for more east coast bands to break
out, because when you get more successful bands happen-
ingfromanareait’s easier for others to follow. But, | don’t know
if it's really all that much easier, you still just have to be a good
band to do well.

Chris: Have any of the other members of Prophet ever been
on another album or on tour before?

- Chris: Tell us'a little mgré' about the’” fatgd first album?. , -

Ken: Yeah actually Russell, our singer was in a band called
Surgeon on EM! a couple of years ago. But that was the only
instance of any members of Prophet having done that kind of
thing before.

Chris: S0 in essence you're a bar band, and developed the fol-
lowing through that.

Ken: Yes, we are definitely in that category. We've played a lot
of bars. Since 1980 through '85 we played everywhere. Some-
times five or six nights a week. It was fun though ‘cause back
then the drinking age was 19 and there were a million clubs
we could play, so every night was like a concert, or a great big
party. Now it's a whole new scene and the bands that are out
there now are playing for an entirely different audience, and
there are less clubs with smaller attendance because of the
age change.

Chris: Do you have any tour plans in the works?

Ken: Yeah we're probably going out with Leatherwolf. We're
gonna be out with them through April, and then after that we'll
try to get a stadium tour. Now that we're having some success
with this record we hope it'll happen.

Chris: Have you worked on any videos for this record?

Ken: As a matter of fact that video is sitting over at MTV right
now, for "Sound Of A Breaking Heart". We hope to do more.
It's done at the Capitol Theater (Passaic, N.J.) on a platform
built over the seats in the orchestra and it’s all performance.
It’s cool and it has a good feel about it. Video’s reach so many
people.

Chris: How was it working with Spencer Proffer and Randy
Bishop producing? How did you hook up with them?

Ken: It was great, | mean we had to iron out how we wanted
to go about doing things and stuff in the beginning but once
that was smoothed out, we got on with it and it was fun. With
our first aloum, our ill-fated first aloum, we were always scan-
ning the radio hoping hear our stuff,’and.we’d always hear &

Chris: Where did you get the name Prophet?

Ken: | wish | could give you some deep, insightful reason for
that, but actually it was taken off a book’s binding that Scott
saw some years ago and he thought it would be a cool name
for a band. We've gotta come up with a deep meaning though,
it's just too boring. Another thing we need to clear up by the
way is that we aren’t a religious band. People seem to equate
religion with the word "prophet". | mean people like Edgar
Casey and Nostradamus didn’t really have religious ties. So
let's clear that up.

Chris: Any last thoughts you want the people to know about
or any band philosophies that keep ya goin'?

Ken: Oh, it's too early in the day for deep thought, (laughs) but
yes | do have something I'd like to say and that's just to listen
to the record before you judge the band and I'm sure we’'ll see
ya when we're around.

You can hear Prophet’s latest release "Cycle Of The Moon", on
Megaforce/Atlantic Records, and on tour real soon. Thanks to
Phil Hardy for everything and special thanks to Kenny Dubman
for the great talk.

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A major anti-apartheid concert is scheduled for London’s
Wembley Arena on June 11th. Dire Straits, Whitney Houston
and Simple Minds have already agreed to perform, and other
acts are expected to follow. Jim Kerr and his band Simple
Minds are organizing the concert, which will benefit children
in South Africa. He says people should unite to secure the
release of African National Congress leader Nelson Mandela.
"It's not enough just to stand back anymore and go ‘tut, tut,
tut.’ He's been in jail for 25 years now. It's not only a campaign
that's in Britain, this has been a worldwide campaign," Kerr
says. "Public pressure always makes a difference. We have
absolutely nothing to lose." Kerr says Houston will interrupt a
tour to play the London date before going to Europe. It will be
the first appearance by Dire Straits in some time, Kerr says.
"Qurselves, we are in the middle of recording a new album,
and to be very honest, it's the very last thing we need. But I'm
also show that as the months and weeks approach, there will
be bigger names coming in." Kerr says recording of the new
Simple Minds has just begun, but he doesn’t know when it will
be released. "At this point, it sounds pretty highly charged to
me," Kerr says.

The Fine Young Cannibals will have an album out this sum-
mer, but the one-off single by Two Men, A Trumpet and a Beat-
box, "I'm Tired Of Getting Pushed Around," will be released in
the U.S. sometime in May.

IRS Records has signed the thrash/speed metal band Nuclear
Assault from New Jersey.

Timbuk 3is working on five videos for their album"Eden Alley,"
which will be released on April 18th. Excerpts of the videos and
a planned press kit may be put together for a home video. At
the Austin Music Awards, the two members of Timbuk 3
played with other musicians for the first time ever. They played
afew songs with local reggae band the Killer Bees and Aus-
tin accordionist Ponty Bone.

The Grateful Dead won five Bammie awards at the 11th Bay
Area Music Awards in San Francisco. The band won for best
album of the vyear, best guiarist, best bass player and best
drummer- percussionist. Jerry Garcia, as well as being named
best guitarist, was also named Bay Area Musician of the Year.
Neil Young was named best blues-ethnic artist, Starship won
for best song, and the Doobie Brothers were given a special
award for raising $1 million for charity during their reunion tour
last year.

The Doobie Brothers’ reunion album will be the first for
Capitol Records. "Initially, we were going to do the record at
Warners, butthere seemed to be a distinct lack of enthusiasm
from certain key people over there," says guitarist and vocalist
Tom Johnston. "After everything dragged on and on, we just
decided to go somewhere else."

Jerry Harrison says one of his favorite tracks on the new Talk-
ing Heads "Naked" album is "Ruby Dear," which he described
as a "Bo Diddley-type song" recorded with a percussionist
from West Africa. "When he arrived in the studio, | couldn’t
figure out where his instrument was. Then | realized he was
wearing it," Harrison says. "He had on these incredible leg-
gings made out of dried bean pods. So he’'d dance around
the studio and they’d sound like huge shakers."

Surf rockers Lawndale is breaking up, after the departure of
guitarist Jack Skelley.

Scottish band Heavy Pettin’ has broken up. Lead singer
Hamie says he'll be moving to Los Angeles. "I've got lots of
contacts there and I'll put a band together," he says.

The people at Wang Laboratories say they're not offended
that MTV is making fun of their television ad campaign ina new
promo being aired on the video channel. Wang's advertise-
ments feature executives telling colleagues, using highly tech-
nical language, how they won over a potential client. MTV’s
promo features an "executive" pacing back and forth in front
of a"boss," telling him how he won over a viewer who couldn’t
find anything to watch. "l said, 'Look, you've got UHF, you've
got VHF, you've got VHS. Spring for the CATV to put on MTV
and you canwatch U2, INXS and REM." The tag line to the 30-
second announcement says "The Best New Videos With Just
A Splash Of Idiotic Jargon." A spokesman for Wang says the
parody is "great."

Bob Dylan’s "Hearts On Fire" movie won’t make its debut in
your local theater. It now looks as if the film will go directly
into home video release.

ZZ Top is helping out efforts to raise $1 million for a Muddy
Waters memorial exhibit at the Delta Blues Museum in
Clarksdale, Mississippi. The band is lending its name to efforts
to honor what the band calls its "spiritual leader."

A group of composers and musicians has complained to
Britain’'s House of Commons that illegal private taping of
records is costing them $120 million a year in lost royalties.
They want the government to impose an 18-cent charge on
blank cassettes in the Copyright bill now pending in Parlia-
ment. The entertainers delivered a music video to Trade
Secretary Lord Young. Init, singer Miriam Stockley sings, "You
know we tape from the radio, but it's so wrong, that we can’t
pay the man who writes the song." Composer Roger
Greenaway charges the government is "tacitly approving the
theft of my intellectual property." It's estimated that in Britain,
for every record sold, more than two illegal copies are made.
It's estimated that 90 percent of blank cassettes sold in
England are used for copying. The composers fear that com-
pact discs will make the problem even worse. The $12 imillion
a year that the levy would raise would be distributed to
songwriters. The levy would legalize home taping while satis-
fying the composers, the musicians say.

Bruce Hornsby & The Range will have a new album out on
May 3rd, called"Scenes From The Southside." Bruce Hornsby
and his brother, John, wrote all of the original material for the
LP, which is said to deal with Bruce’s adolescence in Virginia.
Hornsby’s album from last year, "The Way It Is," sold over two
and a half million copies.

Westworld’s "Sonic Boom Boy," which was a top five in
England last year, is just being released in the U.S, accom-
panied by a video directed by Jeff Wanfer who has worked on
clips by the Tubes.

Almost two years after it was recorded, Ireland’s Self-Aid con-
certis being released inthe U.S. Called "Live For Ireland," the
album will be followed by an hour-long concert television spe-
cial, taken from the May 17, 1986 concert where thirty lrish
bands performed for 14 hours. Profits from the U.S. release of
the album will go to the Self-Aid Trust, which seeks to deal with
Ireland’s unemployment problem.

Metallica hasn’t decided on a title for the album they are cur-
rently recording in Los Angeles with producer Mike Clink, who
worked on Guns 'N Roses’ LP. The album should be out in
mid-June.

Dana Strum, drummer for Vinnie Vincent's Invasion, is
producing the debut album from Rated X, a Florida band.
Strum is also involved in E-Z-O’s next album.

Tom Werman is producing Poison’s next album.
John Brannen, who is currently on a club tour of the U.S.,

says his debut album, "Mystery Street," was influenced by his
years growing up in South Carolina. "My grandfather and |
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would sit on the porch at night and he would tell tales inspired
by the pirates and voodoo of our Iocal history. He would also
recite passages from Tennyson and Longfellow," Brannen
says. It was during those days that Brannen taught himself the
guitar. "l have a whole grab-bag of musical influences, Pres-
ley, spirituals, calypso...really everything from classical to
Muddy Waters." Brannen’s band includes Warner Hodges,
who had been with Jason & The Scorchers.

Bruce Cockburn will receive a citation from the dean of the
Berklee School of Music in Boston, in recognition of his con-
tribution to music as a former student. The presentation will
be made at the school’'s Performing Arts Center between two
Cockburn shows.

Iron Maiden’s Bruce Dickinson has written a novel, called
"Mistaken Identity.” "It was written on hotel notepaper," Dick-
inson says. "And | found the time to finish it when we were ion
our tour of Japan." He says a London publisher has taken an
option on the book.

Judas Priest has completed wcrk on their eleventh album,
"Ram It Down."

The Cult is now back to being a three-member group, follow-
ing the departure fo Haggis, who joined the band before their
last tour. He's now left the Cult and has formed a new band
called the Four Horsemen. "I'm tired of inflated egos and the

homo-mentality spreading through English bands," Haggis
says. "Now | have a band where the music comes first." lan
Astbury and Billy Duffy note, though, that Haggis was never a
permanent member of the Cult, and hadn’t appeared on any
of their records. Drummer Les Warner has left the group "due
to a number of differences, including the band'’s relocation to
Los Angeles." Jamie Stewart will be playing bass as the band
gets a new drummer before starting work on a new album in
May.
