Through his twenty years on the scene, the one thing we've
come to expect from this unique talent is almost constant
change. Whether it's the look, the recording technique, or
basic song structure, no one has demonstrated a more
chameleon-ike ability to roll the rock around with--and
ahead--of the times. When the Space Cowboy cooled out, he
came back as the Joker in '73, with a vocal approach most
akin to that of today’s rappers--one that turned the whole pop
world around in about a week. Then came 1976's "Fly Like An
Eagle", and '77’s "Book Of Dreams", where he shed his skin
once again with a synth approach that predated the synth/pop
explosion by at least five years, and sold over seven million
records to boot..... The innovation slowed in the early 80’s, but
hit singles like "Abracadabra” kept him in the public ear. And
while 86’s "l Want To Make The World Turn Around" did go to
#1 at album radio, top 40 wasn'’t quite ready for yet another
sweeping style change, this one foreshadowing the flowing,
melodic style so prevalent today. Now he’s at it again, with
what history will prove to be the classic coffee-table stance on
an old dance. Just think of it as Lee Dorsey on Windham Hill
and you'll be half way around the track, Jack.

gm‘ r And The Howlers, "Rattlesnake
hake”, Columbia.... Power and not finesse is what
makes this outfit shake, rattle and roll--and that means keeping
things fairly straight forward and targeted right on the old
moneymaker. We're talking a rough, gruff vocal approach that
almost defies contemporary comparison, and a hammer claw
guitar style that’s rough by Mike Tyson’s standards. | mean,
this guy bends notes by literally bending the neck f'crissakes.
Soifinthe first eight bars you hear snippets of ten of your Delta
detonated roundhouse rousers there's a reason. Omar Dykes
was born to raise hell, but thank God the blessed event
happened about twenty years behind schedule.

New to the Top Ten and looking every inch like the young
Turk they have positioned him to be, Tommy Conwell takes
his stripped down straight ahead style into a 14-8* week. This
guy is really straightening a few wigs with his debut song and
KATT, WKDF, WNEW, WIYY and WZZO are all getting the most
mileage possible out of this tailor made format zoot suit. Also
new to the penthouse club this week is Rhythm Corps with
KEZO, KGB, KMOD, KTXQ and KISS all finding room to bump
up their rotational commitment to this class act. That 10-9*
week is yet another testament to the format'’s ability to hear
and believe in new bands.

That almost astronomical 45-27* leap through time and space
sees "Don’'t Know What You.." get some plasma drive going
with the premium players out there. The Georgia Satellites
are slipstreaming with an impressive 47-29* run helped along
with new play on KATT, KLAQ, WGLF, WHJY and WONE while
that Heavy airplay on WRXK, WBCN, KISS and KGON is keep-
ing the game lively for those bar band fans. Critical success
is bound to be followed by commercial breakthrough this time
out for Frozen Ghost.

The man with a wardrobe all in primary colors, John
Kilzer, is back with a second track that is doing well on KTXQ,
WCMF, KLBJ, KGON and WFYV. "Green, Yellow and Red"
clocks in with a 43* this week that belies the momentum build-
ing for this artist.

Some other new faces this week include a bigger than big
showing for the Smithereens. In a huge vote of confidence
for "Drown In My Own Tears", format leaders have carved out
a 45*/76* differential from the rest of the format. That's a 31
place shift! Make no mistake, this song is a real tastemaker
and the rest of the format will soon be pulled along after the
format leaders on this one.

As Shamrock chieftain, Lee will
oversee programming at WDIZ/Orlando, WQFM/Milwaukee,
WEZX/Scranton, WGRX/Baltimore and KMYZ/Tulsa while
continuing to develop some of his newthink program concepts
forthe market at large. When we gotto Lee he was just arriving
in New York and jamming to another big meeting. “This is
gonna be unbelievable. If our Z-Rock doesn’t become the
MTV of radio, the first real radio superstation, then it's all my
fault. Allthe tools are here along with a solid commitment from
the corporation." When asked how this dovetailed with his
Radio Lisa plans, Lee told us, ‘The idea | had for Radio Lisa
came to me years ago and this is the perfect outlet for it. At
first was concerned about SMN's desire to really do what had
to be done to make it big. But not anymore, the company is
really supporting this plan in a very impressive way." How will
the music develop?

PD Keith Masters opines, "I'm thrilled to
be working with someone like Lee that “sees" radio in
technicolor like no other."

With all this "hands
on" work to do, you just know the guy is going to get down in
the trenches with dramatic effect. This is going to be fun to
watch. In any case, we'll be talking to Lee in depth about his
complete plans for the industry at large in future issues of the
Hard Report.

Red Lorrg Yellow Lorry "Nothing
Wrong" (Beggars Banquét/RCA) The
Lorries have been making their weighty presence known
among alternative circles since 1985 and continue to
churn out loud, crunching guitars restrained by rhythmic
tension. Thunderous bass lines and fuzzy distortion plows
through the airwaves and Chris Reed’'s booming voice
likens to no other, placing them high on the list of favorite
underground bands. The continuing assault of power
packed singles remain true to their sound trademark yet
twist off in new directions, and followers have come to
demand a consistently strong track record. The Lorries
may have been linked to the Sisters Of Mercy long ago,
but break out of the mold with their own interpretation and
unique approach. "Nothing Wrong" sports the song of the
same name which is the most recent import single, plus a
new version of "Only Dreaming". It also represents a more
melodic edge, and combined with the concise nature of
their songs, results in one of the group’s finest releases to
date. The slowed down, pendulum swing of "Hard Away"
could find a home at stations hesitant to blast off with Lorry
standards, but "Hands Off Me" blares the familiar
atmosphere their fans eat up every time. But this one is
filled to the top with more grit that you can emit in a year
with "She Said", "Do You Understand?", "Open Up" and
‘Time Is Tight".

B.A.D. is not just another hip hop, groovy, urban pop group. They’re an innovative band that represents all
of those styles plus an adventurous blend of reggae and dub sound effects. Formed by ex-Clashman Mick
Jones, the modern music outfit has been on top of a heap of new bands reaching into the nineties. One of the
first musical distractions is the thoughtful and quirky editing of ex-Clash video director Don Letts, a full time
band member along with Leo Williams, Greg Roberts and Dan Donovan. Big Audio Dynamite shows us a new
and different way to live in harmony. Their live shows are packed with an audiences that travel the whole
cultural spectrum. Their common bond is a lively and uplifting performance. "Tighten Up, Volume 88" is the
latest and greatest B.A.D. Don Letts comes out from behind the keyboards to set us straight...

Dawn Hood: Film sound effects in the music was one of the
first attractions to the B.A.D. sound. How did that concept
come to be included in your music?

Don Letts: |think it has a lot to do with the fact that when |
joined the group | couldn’t play any instruments. | was a film
producer first. My contribution was to write most of the lyrics
and produce so called "found sounds" which give a three
dimensional quality to the music, which | thought gave it a
magical touch. | put my film ideas into our songs.... It's not
something | like to make a big deal about because a lot of
people are doing things like that but I'd like to think that we're
doing it a bit more intelligently. Plus, when we write songs we
don’t structure them around effects; the effects are just the salt
and pepper. Infact, on this album thereis alot less of that and
more energy is placed on building songs with catchy melodies,
intelligent lyrics and a rhythm you can dance to.

Dawn: The lyrics in "Just Play Music" are so plainly stated,
making it stand out before you even hear it.

Don: | have to confess that while we were in the studio trying
to just play music, we realized that we have to really let people
know we’re out there. There's so much "stuff' out there these
days that we need to let as many people know about us as
possible while realizing tha first order of the day is to write great
songs. That's what we're saying. If you look good as well,
that’s also a bonus. If you make great videos, that’s a bonus.
But what comes over the airwaves is the most important thing.

Dawn: What's different about the current album?

Don: On this album we tried to make the message a lot more
simple and direct. On our earlier albums we were accused of
being alittle too clever. We wanted people to understand what
we’re saying and as far as a political statement we wanted to
take a look at ourselves before we pointed the finger at some-
one else.

Dawn: Who puts the film sequences together for the live
show?

Don: Again, that's my department and we think it's a back-
drop that adds another dimension to the live show as well. We
like to think of it like - when you have the TV on in your room
withthe volume down and the stereois onand youturn around
just as an odd image and the music synch up at that moment.

Dawn: Film didn’'t pack audiences in New York for nine nights
in a row, but a reputation for a making the audience have a
great time did. What’s the story?

Don: It's a pleasure to work with a group of guys who are such
a great live band, and one problem these days is that many
people won't notice you until you release a video. Some
people like music. We all love music and we're inspired by it.
We want to continue that inspiration and | don't know if you
can measure the inspiration watching two guys playing syn-
thesizer music - but it's not rock and roll. We like the excite-
ment, a little bit of danger and an element of the uncontrolled
that rock music is about.

Dawn: Looking back over the past couple of years, how did
B.A.D. evolve into the present?

Don: We're a new group, only three or four years old, and
we've been growing up in public and that includes making mis-
takes. But that's what you get with Big Audio Dynamite. You
won't get stuck into a formula, otherwise we would be trying
to write more "E-MC2" songs. So at this point we're basically
working it out as we go along, not sure exactly where it is we
are going. We just want to keep it fresh and unlimited - to take
a chance.... | must admit that the current album is the record
I'm most pleased with and speaking as a filmmaker - you don't
become a songwriter overnight. | still have stickers on my
keyboard, and there are three times more than | had during
the first record. Infact, my keyboard looks like a Puerto Rican
low rider.... I'm beginning to get the knack of it. On other
records you might need a dictionary to understand them but
this one is much more direct.

Dawn: Does that attitude help the band stay true to itself?

Don: It's a built in safety device. We're critical of ourselves and
in this business if you're not bullet proof you get shot, and
we're constantly analyzing what we do before we put it out in-
stead of worrying what is on other people’s minds. We’re con-
stantly trying to get it right and it’s still never enough because
we're never fully satisfied...

Dawn: Who did the cover art for "Tighten Up, Vol. 88"?

Don: A gentleman named Paul Simonon, a name you may
remember from The Clash. Paul’s out there trying get a group
together and I'm really glad about that. Joe Strummer in is
one called The Latino Rockabilly War.

Dawn: Now that Mick Jones is on the road to recovery, when
will you be touring?

Don: To say that he was under the weather is an under-
statement. The man had chicken pox which developed into
pneumonia and this meant that he was in intensive care for a
few weeks. It looks like another two months, sometime in Oc-
tober. Until then we're relying on music writers and radio to
keep the flag flying until we can come out and cut it live.

Danzig is perhaps best known for his stint with the Misfits, who
were/are relatively successful, if on an almost underground
basis. Just ask the dudes in Metallica. With his new band of
marauders Glenn has set out to establish Danzig as a certified
rock outfit worthy of more than just backstreet recognition, and
this may be just the ticket he needs. The lead track from their
debut album has an almost nostalgic feel about it, due in large
part to the Jim Morrison/John Kay type vocals and the heavy
guitar feel. Fortunately, Doors-ish organ/keyboard flourishes
are noticeably missing, making this track more natural and raw
sounding. Drummer Chuck Biscuits (formerly of Black Flag
and the Circle Jerks) is a well known basher and holds his end
down with energy and control as does bassist Eerie Von.
Laying down the steady and heavy guitar riffs is John Christ
who seems to have a real feel for solid chord progressions
without too much technical mess, while delivering rough but
effective solos.

Some people in Europe have said it is too much.

HR: Tell me about your lyrics. It seems that you are becom-
ing more socially and politically conscious. Is that so?

SCHMIER: I just try to write things that are interesting, things
that bug me, scare me or things that are just around me. | want
to give them a message and let them know what is going on.
llisten to other bands and they write about politics and stuff. |
think it is important that we know what musicians are thinking
about. It's to know what people are thinking about war, life and
other things. For me, it is important to write lyrics that make
sense.

INTERVIEW

What do you get when you take five cousins from San Francisco, put them behind some instruments and say,
"Go for it"? You could just get a lot more than you bargained for in the form of a band called Death Angel.
With ages ranging from 15 to 20, you might not expect the kind of quality thrash that these boys are incredibly
capable of turning out. On their latest release they tackle some pretty significant and mature topics showing
a musical progression unparalleled for a band this young in only a year’s time. I recently took a "Frolic

Through The Park" with lead vocalist Mark Osegueda. This is how it went.

Chris: Why don’'t we begin by finding out how five cousins
ended up forming a band like Death Angel?

Mark: Okay. Well actually we all did grow up together when
we were little except for Gus, because he was born outside of
the United States. We all listened to the same stuff. Like we
were always into Kiss, AC/DC and stuff like that and we would
all pretend we were them - playing air guitar you know, espe-
cially Kiss. Eventually they finally decided to form a real band.
It was Rob, Dennis, Gus and Andy. It was a four piece but they
didn’t have a bass player and Dennis sang then. But then even-
tually Dennis took up bass and it went that way for quite awhile.
They started in '82, the band itself playing songs and stuff.
Then in '84 | came in and from there we've just worked at it
slowly but surely.

Chris: Did you always : )

know from the beginning
what kind of music you
wanted to play? There
was no question about
playing music like Kiss
and those other early in-
fluences?

Mark: Well, by the time
wegot really good at play-
ingwe were nolonger into
Kiss. They were just the
band that got us inter-
ested in music.

Chris: Does your age cause you any problems with touring
or anything like that?

Mark: So far the only problem we’ve had would be with the
first album just cause Andy needed to go to school that one
year. He still has two more years left, but for now on we're
gonna go on the road every chance we can. In fact, we leave
September 7th on our U.S. tour. We start off in Phoenix,
Arizona on the ninth and then we work our way across the U.S.
and head east. | can’t wait. | love it. Oh, but anyway, Andy does
have two years left, but he did take his proficiency test so....

Chris: Well, how is songwriting divided up or does Rob still
do the majority of it?

Mark: Well the main songwriter still is Rob (Cavestany), but
everyone else has been kind of putting their musical ideas in
a lot more. Like Dennis is putting in some and Gus is putting
in a lot more. Lyrically, it's more or less me and Rob.

Chris: Well, you guys handle a lot of social and political issues
and are really mature writers for your age. Is that something
you aim to do all the time?

Mark: Yeah, it's kind of really weird. | guess, the music itself
along with the name is really controversial so | guess we just
like doing that, like with
the whole nuclear thing,
that was really more or
less just for the first
album. On this one we
don’t really deal with
nuclear stuff, but we are
tackling other issues
whether it would be
prejudices or sterotypes
or just like problems with
society like being bored
or confused and stuff like
that.

Chris: Well withan album
that deals with issues like
that, why did you call it
“Frolic Through The
Park"?

it's a freight elevator opening out to the park. Which ties into
another subject - the song "3rd Floor".

Wel-
come to the third floor, is like welcome to your life and you
know you can do what you want but once you get out, there’s
like no turning back, your locked out.

Chris: Where do you get ideas like this?

Mark: Well, wait here’s the even deeper concept onthe album
cover. There’s a tree in the backround with a bunch of kids
playing around it. The elevator is on the third floor and it's
opening to the third floor. The tree stands for childhood, and
the children are playing around it because they really don’t
have that many responsibilities yet. Okay, so now there’s a
businessman and he’s in mid-life and he’s holding a briefcase
which are his responsibilities and he’s letting go of a balloon -
which represents his childhood. Then we get to the old woman
sitting in a rocking chair holding her cain which just represents
thelater stages inlife. Old age. She’s just almost reverting back
to childhood in a way, and really doesn’t have that many
responsibilities either but it also is the last stage of life.

Slam dancing is blamed for the deaths of two people at
England’s Donington Park in the country's midlands last
weekend, where the British Monsters of Rock festival took
place. Two others were injured because of activities near the
stage that one eyewitness called a "nightmare.” It appears that
the two fans died when they slipped on the wet ground and
were trampled by the crowd when they couldn’t get back on
their feet. A half adozen fans collapsed and were rescued from
the crush. The deaths occurred while Guns N' Roses were
playing. Iron Maiden, Kiss, David Lee Roth, and Megadeth
were also on the bill.

Robert Calvert, singer and songwriter with Hawkwind during
the 1970s, has died at his home in Margate, in southern
England. He died from a heart attack.

The soundtrack to “Imagine: The Movie" is now scheduled
for release in October. The doubie album will include two un-
released songs: "Real Love," taken from a demo cassette, and
a new version of "Imagine," performed by Lennon on piano.
Capitol Records also plans to release a boxed set of 15 Beat-
les studio albums around the same time.

Elton John set a record for the Hollywood Bowl, selling out
two shows in 24 hours. John's concerts scheduled Septem-
ber 23rd and 24th sold out in one day, the fastest ticket sale
for a show at the arena. It'll be the first time John has played
the bowl since 1982.

The Rolling Stones may soon be back together, according
to Mick Jagger. The Stones have not worked together since
1982. They plan to record and tour sometime next year.

Mick Jones of Big Audio Dynamite is said to be recovering,
after spending a couple of weeks in intensive care in a London
hospital.

He's off the critical list and is expected to
leave the hospital in the next week or so.

Ozzy Osbourne is being sued for $75,000 for canceling a
show in Nottingham, England, recently.

Big Country plan a year-long world tour in conjunction with
their new album.

A compilation of Jimi Hendrix performances recorded for
British radio is being released (on Rykodisc) late next month.
The double-album features "all live studio recordings of total-
ly unreleased material,” including "Purple Haze," "Stone Free,"
and versions of "Daytripper’ and "Hound Dog." Hendrix’ "Isle
Of Wight" concert will be released on the same label early next
year.

Bryan Ferry and his band will tour Japan, Australia and New
Zealand after completing his U.S. dates. It's rumored that Ferry
may play at the close of Expo '88 in Brisbane.

The Bhundu Boys’ "True Jit" album has finally been released
in the U.S., having been out in England for about a year. The
album of Zimbabwean "jit" music was produced by Robin
Miller, who has worked with Sade.

Two men are dead and another critically injured after being
caught in a crush at The Castle Donnington - Monsters Of
Rock Festival, August 20th. Police are still trying to piece
together the events and the cause of the fatalities five days
later. A record number of people came out to the festival.
Organizers had been hoping for around 80,000 and even they
were astonished when 107,000 showed up, so partially to
blame could be the authorities simply letting too many people
in to see bands like Helloween, Guns N’ Roses, David Lee
Roth and Iron Maiden. Some eyewitnesses have blamed the
incident on slamdancing at the front of the crowd. Judy
Totton, the Festival spokeswoman issued a statement
Tuesday saying slamdancing could have been partially to
blame and that slamdancing has been unknown at
Donnington before and is not usually associated with heavy
metal. This form of very physical and fairly violent dancing is
in fact vaguely associated with speed-metal but is more
normally associated with various forms of hardcore punk. The
policeman in charge of safety says he was satisfied that every
reasonable safety measure had been taken, but other
eyewitnesses complained that the ground going towards the
stage sloped downwards and that a bunching up of people
was inevitable. Details will still be sketchy as it now becomes
a matter for the coroner to collate his evidence which will go
towards a full police inquest into the fatalities.

One of the two fans has not yet been identified and police
have issued a full description of the young man on radio and
television appealing to anyone who may know him. Alan Dick,
18 from Scotland could not be resuscitated by St. John's
Ambulance men. Both were crushed during a set by Guns N’
Roses. The band did not learn that anyone had died until later
in the day and were said to be "devastated”. David Chapple,
25 regained consciousness after 24 hours but Gary Dobson
19 of Nottingham in the north of England is said to be very ill.
Chapple’s mother told reporters that all her son remembers
was his glasses being knocked off, stooping down to pick
them up and being trampled on. An eyewitness told the "New
Musical Express": "l saw the bloke who died. He was on the
ground for ten minutes being trampled by everyone.” Another
major festival, Reading Rock was due to take place the
following weekend. There, organizers are quick to point out
that as a three day festival, it is a more relaxed and spread out
event, unlike the mass concentration that occurred at
Donnington.

Robert Calvert, the former songwriter and lyricist with
Hawkwind is dead aged 43 from a heart attack. Calvert was

inthe middle of recording with his new group The Starfighters,
playing pub concerts and preparing for the Hawkwind 20th
Anniversary tour next year. His wife, Jill,, said that she hoped
the album and a new book of poetry would still be issued. With
Hawkwind, Calvert wrote and performed some of their best
known material, like their British hit "Silver Machine”. Later, he
went on to form the short lived Hawklords before continuing
his solo efforts, which included the witty project, Captain
Lockheed and The Starfighters. He was also an author, his
best known work being the novel Hype, a satirical look at the
music industry. Had Calvert lived, he would have probably
rejoined Hawkwind permanently, according to close sources.

Mick Jones, leader of Big Audio Dynamite and former
member of The Clash, is continuing to recover from serious
illness. Jones contracted pneumonia after catching chicken
pox from his four year old daughter over a month ago. This
week he was moved out of intensive care and into a ward at
his London hospital. He is now being put through a series of
respiratory exercises and hopes to be at home before the end
of August. But he will spend a long time quietly resting and it
seems unlikely he will be doing any work for the rest of this
year. A spokeswoman said this week: "We can’t expect much
from B.A.D. in the next few months. The important thing is
that Mick gets well again.”

Billy Bragg is back with a new single "Waiting For The Great
Leap Forwards". Bragg has made the unusual guarantee that
the single WILL NOT be coming out in a twelve inch, picture
disc or CD Single - just a plain, old fashioned black seven inch
single! "Waiting..." is from the bard’s next album to be released
simultaneously on both sides of the pond in mid-September.
By that time Bragg will have already embarked on an extensive
tour of North America which begins in Canada on 6th
September and continues right through to the end of October.
