More On The Picks., 

The, knjjthereens, "A Girl Like You", 
Capitol/Enigma.... Is there a band alive that blends 
influences with originality any more effectively than The 
Smithereens? We can't think of one, especially after a couple of 
listens to the 'Reens latest. The band's first Capitol album moved 
the group more than a few rungs up that great rock and roll platter 
ladder in the sky, and KLOL's Patty Martin is convinced this new 
tune is another huge leg up: "They just keep putting out incredible 
rock radio records, and this is no exception. If the rest of the 
album is half this good, we're in for a lot more songs from the 
Smithereens".... Produced by Ed Stasium, who worked his magic 
on "Vivid" by Living Colour, "A Girl..." has a harder edge that is 
immediately apparent upon hearing the opening chords. John 
Lassman at KQRS predicts a quick radio response. "The new 
Smithereens has more bite than their previous projects, it's strong 
on hooks, and the great rhythm makes it an automatic." At the 
same time, none of the memorable pop touches that graced songs 
like "Strangers When We Met" and "House We Used To Live In" 
have been sacrificed. Pat DiNizio continues to develop as a 
songwriter and the entire band plays with a fire and focus that can 
only come from years on the road and in the studio. As good as 
their previous releases were, "A Girl Like You" is music from a 
band whose creative energies are in full bloom. Quite simply, The 
Smithereens have arrived! 

Animal Logki, "There's A Spy (In The House  
Of Love)",1It S.... The name of the band may not be 
familiar, but two of the group members are sure to attract 
attention, namely drummer Stewart Copeland and bassist Stanley 
Clarke. Their respective musical backgrounds could fill this page, 
but The Police and Return To Forever are obviously their best 
known involvements. However, don't make any assumptions 
regarding the music of Animal Logic based on those two groups, 
because it's Deborah Holland, the third member of the band, 
whose singing and song writing are really the heart of this material. 
"There's A Spy (In The House Of Love)" is a sophisticated pop 
song with intricate rhythms that support Deborah's strong, 
amazingly clear vocals. As Stewart Copeland explains, "Rather 
than going the usual route of strange musicians trying to be more 
mainstream, we found Deborah, who speaks honestly from a 
mainstream voice. We took her material, and applied our 
wierdetude to it." We're not sure whether "weirdetude" is a real 
word or not, but we do know that the musical end result sounds 
great and deserves serious consideration for major air time--if 
nooks of hooks factor big into your musical decisions. In case you 
need any more convincing, the guitar parts are supplied by Steve 
Howe, which is simply one more confirmation of Animal Logic's 
spotless pedigree, 

Fiona (w/Kip Winger), "Everything You Do (You're Sexing Me)", Atlantic.... Whoever had the idea of 
matching up Fiona and Kip Winger should get the musical matchmaker of the year award--unless, of course, this turns out to be a plot 
by Colgate or Clairol. Their duet on "Everything You Do (You're Sexing Me)" is already stirring up loads of interest and excitement 
from early believers like Devin Durrant at KBPI. "The thing that really knocked me out about this song is how really well they complement 
each other vocally. We've been playing it for a week now, and the phones have been good. It sounds fabulous on the air, and it's a record 
you can play around the clock." Beau Hill's production is as crisp and clean as ever and the sensual subject matter is sure to attract a 
veritable bone pile of listeners. This is the song that will boost Fiona's career over the top. Bryan Krysz at WFYV sees it as the perfect 
package. "This song has all the elements you want. It's got sex, it's got Winger, and it's got balls - everything you look for in a nighttime 
record." With the added impact of the video, this is one duo that's headed for the top of the chart. 

Jeff Beck, "Stand On It", Epic.... We suspect if you 
were to ask a label rep what's the toughest type of song to get on 
the rock radio, the answer would be rap, with instrumentals right 
behind. And in most cases that rule of thumb makes 
sense--except in the case of Jeff Beck's mighty fingers. When a 
musician of his magnitude decides to grace us with new material, 
we're talking a major event. And ever since Mr. Satriani opened 
this mass audience ears, we're talking serious programming 
material, too. At this point in his career, Beck lives and plays by 
his own rules, which means new material roughly once every three 
to five years. His latest offering, "Stand On It", is another 
confirmation of J.B.'s complete mastery of his instrument and an 
ability to create music that's way past categorization. Plus, in this 
case it's also an extremely solid song. As Rick West at VVXKE puts 
it, "This is such a cool tune. Every tine you play it you'll hear 
something new." Hear it once and you'll want more--and based 
on what our Ms. Black has been blasting through the penthouse 
floor, "Sling Shot" is where you'll want to start. It's obvious that 
Beck is once again in the groove, a fact that Dave Kane at WCMF 
confirms. "Beck's greatest success was with 'Blow By Blow' and 
'Guitar Shop' marks a triumphant return to that form with his 
latest power trio set-up." Your listeners will also get the chance 
to see him make a triumphant return to the stage when Beck goes 
on tour later this fall as the opening act for Stevie Ray Vaughan 
(a show that Dave Hamilton told us sold 2000 + tix on day one), 
so avoid the rush and give "Stand On It" the air time it deserves. 

Paul Carrack, "I Live By The Groove",  
Chrysalis—. It's time for the voice that has graced numerous 
million selling records to finally establish its own individual 
identity once and for all. From the days of Squeeze's "Tempted" 
to "The Living Years" by Mike And The Mechanics, Paul 
Carrack's smokey, soulful voice has adorned the airways with 
some of the best R&B flavored pop vocals to be heard. His new 
track, "I Live By The Groove", exhibits every bit of the required 
potential to push Paul's name up front for good. As the chorus 
says, "If I can't feel it, baby I can't move." And there's certainly no 
lack of feel and funk on this tune. Paul co-produced the song with 
Tom "T-Bone" Wolk, whose experience with Hall and Oates more 
than prepared him for Carrack's own form of blue-eyed soul. The 
recent platinum success of Mike And The Mechanics has your 
listeners accustomed to hearing Paul's vocals on the air, and you 
can expect all kind of curiosity if appropriately pre-sold. 

Marillion, "Hooks In You", Capitol.... Since their 
inception in 1979, Marillion has been dogged by an occasionally 
unflattering comparison to early Genesis. While that sentiment 
might generate an argument among fans of either band, there were 
more than just sonic similarities to buttress the contention. For 
example, Marillion has been a major worldwide act for years 
without really cracking the U.S market. And much like Peter 
Gabriel, former lead vocalist and human skyscraper Fish left the 
group at the height of their global popularity to persue a solo 
career. And much like You Know Who, these blokes sucked it up, 
took a look around, and have regrouped into what we think is a 
brilliant leap into the future. KLOL's Patty Martin agrees, "Their 
old sound was nice for living room listening, but not for the radio. 
'Hooks...' brings them to the forefront as a real radio band".... 
Thank new vocalist/songwriter Steve Hogarth for the style change, 
Loves, with what promises to be their biggest stateside hit since 
"Kayleigh" in 1985. The song is already getting import airplay at 
several stations and the response has been great. So says Dave 
Kane at WCMF. "We picked up on the import and we've been 
playing it for a couple of weeks and our phones have been very 
strong in support." The combination of a fairly well established 
name and a more accessible sound make this a perfect track for 
album radio to demonstrate its ability to push a band to the next 
level. 

Peter Himmelman, "245 Days", Island.... It 
takes a special artist to express his innermost thoughts and feelings 
without coming off as cloying or confessional. It also takes 
someone with a strong sense of self to withstand the inevitable 
comparisons to Bob Dylan that occur when you're a Jewish 
singer/songwriter from Minnesota. And if all that weren't enough, 
Peter is married to Dylan's daughter. While all of that can make 
for interesting conversation, it's Peter's personal philosophy and 
music that matters most here. He recently paid a visit to our 
humble abode and impressed everyone with his musical gifts, as 
well as his keen insights into human nature and the complexities 
of life. This is one artist who is as articulate when talking as when 
singing. His band demonstrates the intuitive feel that comes from 
nearly 15 years as a unit and the new song, "245 Days" captures the 
yearning and longing to be with the one you love in a flowing, 
slightly funky groove that promises to be Himmelman's most 
commercially successful song to date. Spend a little time with 
what's unquestionably the week's best new three listen song.. 
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synesthesia is a state of sensory reversal wherein one hears colors and sees sounds. 
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Various Artists, "Shocker Soundtrack", SBK.... Horror movies and heavy metal music are such natural partners, 
it's like a marriage made in Heaven. Or Hell, if you prefer. Regardless where the nuptials took place, the names Wes ("Nightmare On 
Elmstreet") Craven, Dangerous Toys, Iggy Pop, Alice Cooper, Paul Stanley, Saraya, and Megadeth are sure to attract loads of attention 
from movie and music fans alike. In fact, the lead track, Megadeth's version of the Alice Cooper classic "No More Mr. Nice Guy" is 
already a staple on MJI's Metal Shop and Z-Rock. It's also getting Top 20 phones at Pirate Radio and is in Power at KNAC. Don't let 
the band's name and/or previous releases scare you off before giving the song a listen. Sure it's heavy, but not to the point that it won't 
fit quite comfortably into your night time rotation. Produced by Desmond Child, the man with the golden touch has smoothed the rough 
edges just enough for that old mass appeal mambo. At this point the other tracks that are catching radio's ear are "Sword And Stone" 
by Bonfire and "Timeless Love" by Saraya, which has been unveiled at WSHE where David Grossman proclaims, "This is the finest first 
listen track I have heard in years. We heard it on the cassette and put it right in, if this isn't a Number One multi-format smash, they 
just don't exist. I haven't been this high on a record in a long time." The Trappster has also been hammering the Iggy Pop on the cabin 
Victrola and damn if that isn't a slice of titanium edged heaven as well. Whatever Mr. Child has been eating should be required diet 
for a host of producers without half his touch for the genre. Save us the aisle seat. 

XYZ, "Inside Out" Enigma.... Enigma's K & K Krew (better known as Sam Kaiser and Jon Kirksey) have taken a vow of 
"Airplay or Death" regarding the label's latest project, XYZ--but we have a feeling this track's killer hooks will get the job done long 
before this dynamic duo has to get violent. XYZ had its beginnings in Europe, where Terry Ilous (vocals) and Patt Fontane (bass) first 
hooked up. They eventually landed in Los Angeles, where they completed the band and paid four years of mandatory rock and roll 
dues before signing with Enigma. Their good fortune continued at that point when Don Dokken agreed to produce the band. According 
to Dokken, "I turned down a lot of really famous bands in order to produce XYZ. Great singer, great guitar player and great material: 
These guys are really going to be something." Needless to say with DD's huge house payments, he's not in this project for his health. 
And you only have to hear the tune once to recognize what a fine job done he's done of incorporated those wonderful register ringing 
qualities that characterized his former group's most successful songs. Bottom line--it rocks hard enough to get your attention, yet has 
enough melody to work on a number of formatic levels. For XYZ, America will once again prove that it's the land of opportunity and 
Enigma will maintain its reputation for finding and breaking new bands that matter. 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
Beat Farmers, "Socialite", Curb/MCA.... It's 
been a while since these San Siego roots rockers have blessed the 
AOR airwaves, but there's no way anyone has taken their place in 
the meantime. With the release of "Socialite", there's every 
indication that they will follow up the earlier successes of 
"Riverside" (Top 30) and "Dark Light" (Top 15). The lead vocals 
are once again handled by Jerry Rainy, whose unique delivery is 
the hallmark of their hits to date. The album has been receiving 
multi-cut play at Alternative Radio and "Socialite" is the most 
requested song from the LP. The song has a rollicking, roadhouse 
groove complete with the Farmers' trademark tongue-in-cheek 
lyrics. And correct us if you will, but haven't things gotten just a 
little bit too serious of late? Hey boys, here's the antidote to that! 
As the album title suggests, the BF's may be "Poor And Famous" 
at this point, but "Socialite" has the potential to remedy that 
problem and provide your listeners with some good ole raucus 
rollus at the same time. We're not sure what the current cash crop 
is in San Diego, but if you've got a hankerin' to get back to the 
land, the Beat Farmers sound like a great way to go. 

Steve Stevens, "Action", Warner Brothers.... 
"Atomic Playboys" more than maintained the guitar slinger 

credentials that Steve Stevens earned while serving as the musical 
force behind Billy Idol. He also showed a knack for discovering 
unknown artists, witness the addition of newcomer vocalist Perry 
McCarty, as well as attracting proven talent like producers Beau 
Hill and Ted Templeman. The results to date are a Top 50 
appearance on the Hard Hundred and album sales in excess of 
100K. Now Steve shows he can pick 'em as well as he plays 'em, 
with what we think is one of the smartest covers in a quite a while. 
The Sweet were never able to recreate their phenomenal 
European success here in the States, but they did leave a legacy 
of killer material. "Action" was one of their biggest hits, and 
Stevens and company deliver a searing version that showcases the 
song's pop sensibilities along with its potential as a guitar anthem. 
Currently on the road headlining a club tour that will run through 
the end of November, the band is burning up the stage while 
building an ever expanding base of fans and believers. With 
"Action", the Atomic Playboys are set to ascend to a new level of 
radio-activity. 

Michael Penn, "No Myth", RCA.... Unlike his 
brothers Sean and Christopher, Michael has chosen the musical 
arena to flex his creative muscles. Like a number of today's 
performers, Penn has been heavily influenced by the pop 
renaissance of the 60's, which of course means the Beatles. This 
can be the kiss of death for an artist lacking the talent to establish 
an individual identity, but Michael doesn't fall into that trap. 
Stephen Holden of The New York Times is a strong believer in 
the album. "The luscious textures, mystical atmosphere and 
cryptic lyrics of "March", the debut album by Michael Penn, recall 
the Beatles' psychedelic period as strongly as any pop music 
recorded in this decade. Even though Mr. Penn shows an uncanny 
vocal resemblences to John Lennon, the songs seem the work of 
a fresh talent who is not slavishly imitative." Now you hardened 
Tipsters might think that sort of verbiage and a quarter will park 
you out front for fifteen minutes--but the Times ain't one to toss 
talk like that out loosely. The lead track from the album is "No 
Myth" and it confirms all the praise that Penn's efforts have 
received. Lush and romantic, this mid-tempo ballad will generate 
a quick response from your female listeners and sweeten your mix. 

Molly Hatchet, "Hide Your Heart", Capitol.... 
With their first track "There Goes The Neighborhood" still 
comfortably nestled in the Top 30 of the Hard Hundred, you might 
wonder why Capitol is going after another cut from the Molly 
Hatchet album at this point in time. Simply stated, they're 
responding to early radio demand for "Hide Your Heart" with 
adds already reported by WTKX, WRUF, and WDIZ. The other 
factor that motivated this push was word on the grapevine that 
Kiss is also releasing a version of the song. It's been a while since 
we've had a good cover battle, so it ought to be fun to see which 
version wins out. We'll save our view on Kiss for the future, but 
based on what we've heard by Molly Hatchet, the competition is 
a lot hotter than you might think. "Hide Your Heart" finds these 
good ol' boys rockin' in a groove that's hard enough to satisfy their 
long time fans, but with a pop sensibility and effective use of 
harmonies that make this song appropriate for more than just 
nighttime play. Already moving comfortably down the comeback 
trail, this performance shows that Molly Hatchet is a cut above 
the rest. 

Dangerous Toys, "Scared", Columbia.... Close to 400,000 units and still counting certainly sounds like an act that's 
playing what the public wants to hear. "Teas'n Pleas'n", the first track from Dangerous Toys, drove the album into the Top 10 on our 
Hard Hitters chart and into the Top 60 on the Hard Hundred. What makes these figures even more impressive is that a lot of people 
felt there were stronger songs on the album, in particular "Scared", which is now the emphasis track. The video is already a top request 
item on Dial MTV and the metal stations have been blasting it from the beginning. We feel confident that the more mainstream stations 
that gave airtime to "Teas'n..." will be all over this one as well, and those of you who shied away initially will find "Scared" more to your 
liking. The song, which is all about growing up listening to Alice Cooper, is hitting at the perfect time to take advantage of all those 
Halloween tie-ins--not to mention a great seg out of Alice's "Poison". Consider the project's overall hang time and sales success to 
date--and you've got to have wood in your ears not to know they'll be sportin' platinum before February.

IMPACT TRACKS 
The Call, "You Run", MCA.... As we move into the Fall season, the momentum continues to build for this band with the 

second track from their self-produced album "Let The Day Begin". Some new folks on the track are KATT, 
KBAT, KBCO, KDKB, KFMG, ICFMX, KFOG, KISW, KKDJ, KKEG, KKTX, KOME, KSJO, KXFX, 
KZAP, KZOQ, WEGR, WHCN, WIMZ, WIXV, WLAV, WRDU, WSTZ, WTIOC, WWWV, WZBH, and 
WZEW. Add these to the already long list of early bird joggers, and their total now stands at 79, moving them 
up the Hard Hundred 47-38* and the album moves likewise 28-25*. "A driving melody with a strong set of 
lyrics and a message thats really hits home. I love it" So says a running out of breath Mark Davis out at KDJK. 
Mark isn't the only one with a strong opinion about this band. The rumble on the street says this is the album 
that will break The Call into the mainstream of rock and roll, so don't be left at the starting line with your 
shorts down around your ankles. Some of the other key runners include KQWB, KSQY, KTYD, and WKGR 
who stretch out their lead by moving "You Run" to the front of the rotation stack following the lead of those 
"Heavy" breathers at 91X, KFMH, KUPD, WHFS, WKQQ, WROV, and WVVV. 

Georgia Satellites, "Another Chance", Elektra.... With a clean accoustic sound and a somewhat radical departure 
from their previous style, the Georgia Satellites are back at it again, racking up a big first week with this debut 
track from the new album "In The Land Of Salvation And Sin". And from what we hear, "Another Chance" 
is getting a warm reception and some great comments from stations everywhere. Bill Williams up in Missoula 
at KZOQ is one of those early supporters, telling us "I think it's a great tune, a welcome change from the last 
record", and over in Columbus at VVLVQ, Jo Robinson echoed Bill's sentiments. "The Satellites are a big 
Midwestern favorite and I really like the new sound. I think it's going to be a change that the fans will really 
like." And they're not the only ones who think so. Standing up and talcin' a chance this week are stations like 
KBCO, KEYJ, ICFMG, KLAQ, KOME, KPEZ, KRXQ, KTYD, KZAP, WGLF, WIZN, WLLZ, WSTZ, 
WRIK, WROV, WRUF, WWTR, WWWV, WZEW, WWTR, WHFS and 23 others making a total of 44 adds, 
all of which helps the Satellites notch their debut on the Hard Hundred at 54* and rising. 

Billy Joel, "We Didn't Start The Fire", Columbia.... When this guy makes a comeback at rock radio, he certainly 
doesn't mess around. With some of the most poignant lyrics ever to spew forth from a set of stereo speakers, 
"We Didn't Start The Fire" skyrocketed past the competition this week. After the dust settled and the tallies 
were in, "Fire" posts a whopping 132 adds and easily outdistances all the competition. And the list of call 
letters coming to Billy's party looks like a who's who in radio. Just a few of the people that feel rock radio is 
ready for Billy to make his mark again include KFOG, KGB, KGON, KILO, KKDJ, ICLBJ, KLOL, KLOS, 
KOME, KSHE, KTXQ, KZAP, KZRR, WBCN, WDIZ, WIMZ, WMMR, WNEW, WHCN, KSJO, WNOR, 
WYNF, WSHE, and WZEW. Out in Little Rock, David Ross at KMJX was pretty clear as to what he thought. 
"I think it's incredible! He captures the twentith century in a nutshell!" And the reaction with the public out 
there in radio land is already smokin' too. The phones are ringing off the hook at ICLBJ, KRNA, KTYD, 
WDVE, WNEW, WPDH, WPLR, WTPA, and WXICE already, so don't be surprised if Billy dominates those 
request lists this week. With 132 reports and more on the way, Billy's debut at 18* will be just a short step in 
his climb to number 1. 

The del Fuegos, "Move With Me Sister", RCA.... If raunchy rock and roll is what you're after, then "Move With Me 
Sister" is definitely for you. It's got the guitars, vocals, and back beat that make for great party music, and you 
can bet those party dogs out there will crank it up loud when this one comes on the air. But don't take our 
word for it, check out what John Knapp at WWWV in had to say. "We like the different approach that they've 
taken with this record. It's one of the best R&B based albums I've heard in a long time. We moved it into 
Heavy to grab those young guns out there." "Great phones. A gritty rocker that can't be beat", says Phil Maicke 
at KFMH and "We're getting really good phones already", quips Bill Cannon at WZYC. "Good rootsy rock 
and roll! We like it", from Bob Ely at KILO out in Colorado. And down in West Palm Beach, Denny James 
at WKGR thinks, "It's a real tasty record." Steadily hiking up the chart with another 23 adds this week including 
KDICB, KGON, KLPX, WMAD, WRIK, WTKI, WIMZ, WPDH and 15 others. AOR has sent a signal that 
this is the sound that will "Move" those everlovin' del Fuegos far beyond that 56-43* performance on the Hard 
Hundred this week. 

David Bowie, "It's Hard To Be A Saint In The City", Ryko.... If you're a big David Bowie lover, and even if 
you're not, you've still got to get your hands on this combination music and video compilation from Rykodisc. 
Let's face it, how often do you hear one superstar covering yet another superstar's material, especially when 
it's Bowie covering Springsteen! This package is loaded with special tidbits and rare recordings that make it 
a must for any serious fan and a positive boon for programmers everywhere. This particular chunk of Bowie 
history was recorded in 1975 during the disco (thank God that's dead!) period when he was experimenting 
with the Philadelphia styled soul rock found on Young Americans, and at a time when he worked with another 
superstar, John Lennon, collaberating on "Fame". But by no means does this song sound dated because of 
the era from which it sprang. That classic Bowie style comes across with a freshness that simply can't be 
ignored. Stations like KBOY, KILO, KSJO, KTXQ, WDHA, WGIR, WINZ, WRIK, WRUF, WTPA, 
WZEW and 15 others are counting on those Bowie lovers out there to tune in for a bit o' history. This week 
marks a 71* debut on the Hard Hundred with plenty of fuel in the afterburners for this one.

Stevie Ray Vaughan, "Tightrope", Epic.... All hail one of rock and roll's premiere R&B guitar pickers, where do you 
want the temple built Stevie? With a list of AOR hits as long as your arm can there be any doubt that this man 
has the guitar pick of God in his right hand? The folks over at KQWB will testify to the impressive reaction 
that this track in particular will generate on your phones, call 'em if you can get through the busy signal. And 
with all the heavy airplay at stations like KAZY, KBCO, KLAQ, KLBJ, KUPD, KTXQ, KZRR, WINZ, 
WPYX, WRKU and a full 20 others, Stevie's going to be around for quite awhile on this run. That is especially 
true given the addition of 22 new players this week including KCAL, KG ON, KISW, KMBY, KSJO, KWHL, 
WDIZ, WDVE, WEGR, WFBQ, WMMR, WRDU, WTKX, WWWV, WXLP, WZBH, KPEZ, KQRS, 
WAPL, and WAVF, bringing Stevie Ray's total to 121. The Hard Hundred move is 28-24* and a climb up 
the album chart also hits hard at 17-15*. "We've had great luck with all of Stevie Ray's albums, and this one's 
no exception," praises Daniel Cook at KRZQ out in Reno. "People love the blues, and no one plays them 
better than Stevie Ray Vaughn." 

racy Chapman, "Crossroads", Electra.... With her debut album setting sales records all over the planet, (a combined 
total of 10.5 million units worldwide!), Tracy Chapman is back with more proof that she belongs in the front 
rank of those who claim the rare distinction; multi-national Superstar. And with this record you can do your 
part to help deliver on the continuing legend of this potent spirit. "Crossroads" is the title track to an album 
full of songs with some of the most incisive lyrics out there today. Let's face facts, Tracy has that unique ability 
to cast images of such clarity and precision that her songs become more like tone poems of the highest calibre, 
and in these days of "hair" bands and frivolous messages about nothing of importance, we should all take the 
advantage of playing an artist that really has something to say. Just some of the stations playing Tracy in Heavy 
already are KBCO, KBOY, KDKB, KFMU, KINK, KSQY, WHTZ, WLVQ, WROV, WWTR, and WZEW. 
And the list just keeps getting longer. This week another 26 stations step up to the "Crossroads" including 
KBAT, KFMF, KFMZ, KGB, KSHE, KWHL, KXRX, WLLZ, WLUP, WNEW, WTKI, WTUE, and WZXL 
bringing the total to 118 and pushing Tracy up the Hard Hundred 38-26*.

Even if you thought "Walkin' Shoes" was as smokin' as they came, this one will ignite your fusion reactor cores like a clutzy nuclear 
worker with his mind on that weekend in Tijuana. Anthony, for all his deceivingly demure Memphis charm knows how to mince up any 
arm-folded audience member. The club dates are finished up, now it's time to move onto a prominent opening slot (With L.A. Guns, 
that's who). As for sales, the abacus counts in the neighborhood of 250,000 units, and that's halfway to Gold for you and me, bucko. 
Ginger MacKenzie at KKEG teas us, "Tora Tora is a band you can't deny! `Guilty' is pulling top phones after just one week."... 77-67* 
on the Hard Hundred, just the early legs of a smash hit chart run, with adds this week from KFMH, KQWB, KRXQ, WGLF, WKGB, 
WRXK and WXLP. 

BoDeans? "Good Work", Reprise.... Nothing like a 
little form fitting harmony to perk those old speakers up, and these 
lads have that covered in some kind of wicked way. The second 
track from their most recent continues to be a player in Heavy at 
CHEZ, WAPL, KZOQ, WROV and WIBA, while new exposure 
on KBCO, KGON, KMOD, KSQY, WKRR and WGIR keeps the 
total list in the half-a-century zone without trouble. When Mark 
Bretsch at WWCT chimes in with, "This is a record that deserves 
some of your closest attention. As the saying goes, 'If it plays in 
Peoria s", we have to line up and say the obvious, "Yo Brother!" 
We must also bring your attention to the band's well justified live 
performances, one such believer is Doug Clifton at KBCO who 
was witness to yet another, "...excellent live show by this band at 
The Glen Miller Ballroom". Likewise Mike Jones at KISW who 
opines, "The BoDeans are awesome! Kurt and Sammy stopped 
by the Stratocaster Lounge and played a couple of songs live, then 
rocked the 99 Club, overcoming sound difficulties to pump out a 
great set". A hefty 63-50* move this week is also pumping with the 
steady support of stations like KBOY, KZAP, WDHA, KSJO, 

KPEZ, KEZO, KFOG, KJQN and WHCN, among many 
other quality sets of calls. Look for this one to kick into fourth 
with plenty of tach to go. 

Stage Dolls, "Still In Love", Chrysalis.... Big 
drums, big guitars, and a straight ahead approach to rock and roll. 
That hits the nail on the head when it comes to the latest release 
from the Stage Dolls. "Still In Love" is the second track from their 
debut album "and it should be an obvious addition to your playlist. 
With all the buzz going around on these guys, it's a safe bet they're 
going to be around for awhile. After all, as Mike Stewart at WIMZ 
put it, "The first track did so well for us, we just had to go to the 
next one!" Mike is certainly not alone in his feelings as the list of 
stations keeps growing. Adds this week include KRXQ, KPEZ, 
WHEB, WIMZ, WKGB, WKGR, WLAV, WPDH, WRIF, 
KFMX, KUPD and WFBQ with rotation increases already at 
KILO, WGIR, and WLZR. The folks at KZOQ are leading the 
way, pounding "Still In Love" in Heavy and helping give the Stage 
Dolls a huge jump on the chart 88-69*. 

Jack Bruce, "No Surrender" Epic.... No title on 
the Hundred could more accurately reflect the state of mind of 
the artist behind the ever whirring shift in shape and sound that is 
so much of this business. After years of seeing others get rich off 
his work, of watching a line of watered down imitators pick up his 
instrument of choice, of releases that just missed the mark when 
it came to American success... the man is back! Pardon us if we 
believe that Jack is still one of the 5 or 6 most distinctive and 
powerful rock voices on the planet today, and this song gives 
ample proof why. Mike Jones at KISW calls it, "A song that stands 
out among the current crop of retro-rockers", while Arvette called 
from WRXK to proclaim the Bruce to be, "A welcome addition to 
the mix and already a favorite among the staff'. New play this 
week on KFMF, KLBJ, KTYD, KUPD, KZAP, WLAV and 
WOUR juices the action to an 89* debut for the master of the 
fretless bass. KILO has already responded to listener interest by 
upping their rotation and early believers KBOY, KOZZ, WKGB 
and KEYJ are giving us healthy signs that this track is ready to 
bust wide open with those 25 + males. Any white flag will be shot 
down on sight. 

Mr. Big, "Wind Me Up", Atlantic.... We barely 
made it home from a PACKED Cat Club gig (advertised Standing 
Room Only -- no kidding!) and even after one song, they were well 
on their way to blowing the roof off the joint. Billy Sheehan, Pat 
Torpey, Paul Gilbert and Eric Martin know how to crank out a 
live set uncompromising in its ferocity. In exactly the sort of wild 
abandon that "Addicted To That Rush" was all about, this cut 
follows suit and avoids any of those cut and paste sound stickums. 
If you get a chance to see them with Enuff Z'Nuff, don't make any 
excuses, the only loser will be you, standing there by yourself, 
moping around and kicking the pathetic dust. Fresh off a "scratch 
and sniff' convention himself, Andy Dean at WDHA, "I love the 
Mr. Big follow-up, 'Wind Me Up' which keeps reminding me of 
Van Halen. I think this band will be around for a long time."... 
WDHA adds them this week as well as KSQY, WGIR, WHJY, 
WLAV and WLLZ, making for a healthy start on the Hard 
Hundred of 97-83*.

Joe Strummer "Earthquake Weather" 
(Epic) As the first solo record from this ex-Clash punk 
pioneer, "Earthquake Weather" effectively conjures images 
of the west coast experience and exposes Strummer's latino 
musical preference. He thrives on eclectic, modern themes 
and allows traditional spice to surface intermittently, creating 
a trash and twang flavor that he seems to have perfected 
through his motion picture soundtrack projects. He's writing 
with more sensitivity to visuals as a result, and follows through 
with six-string dedication to making his songs as sturdy as 
possible. "Earthquake Weather" reeks of attitude and high 
lyrical impact in "Leopardskin Limousines", for instance, 
where he slags the decadence: "People gonna wanna Xerox 
you baby, What's it gonna do to your mind? Hang gliding off 
the Grand Canyon, in a Coney Island for the blind...". The 
songs continually transform their character, from a reggae 
splash in "Ride Your Donkey", or a calypso sting in "Island 
Hopping" or "Sleepwalk". If these diverse selections don't 
wipe you out, then the more aggressive blow of 
"Gangsterville", "Shouting Street", "Passport To Detroit" or 
our favorite "Slant Six", should throw a big wrench into your 
bicycle spokes. The urgency of this album grows with each 
listen, and each repetition wipes the glitter off the top of a 
raw line up. It's obvious that Joe Strummer is a seasoned 
musician with the gifted talent to undermine any thoughts of 
pigeonholing him into one style or another, and he 
demonstrates the tendency to bend listeners around to his 
mode of thought. "Earthquake Weather" is a vibrant and 
colorful new project for Strummer, and if we were to pick one 
it would have to be flamingo pink.

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The Revis Frond "The Auntie Winnie Album" 
(Reckless) A psychedelic 
un-fest of dazed distortion and acid 
drenched guitars, Bevis counters the 
postmodern assault with enough 
underground squeal to tip your rock 
and roll meter back twenty years into 
the red. There's been a slight delay in 
reviewing "The Auntie Winnie 
Album" because quite simply, it was 
glued to the turntable and then 
practically shattered during an 
ni-house wrestling match to see who 
would walk away with its buzzing contents. It's like putting your 
head in a steel drum and firing up sounds of the 60's, a fiery blitz 
that goes right through the cranium. The songs range from 
flowery pop in "Will To Lose", or churn like white water in 
"Winter's Blues" (re: Johnny Winter) in the famed roadhouse 
tradition. Listening to Bevis seems to make your hair grow. And 
better yet, visions of beads, smoke and lava lamps materialize 
right before your eyes. But we wouldn't be telling you about The 
Bevis Frond if the music was nothing more than retro-rehash. In 
fact, most of the material was written in 1987 and 88, and even 
the Doors keyboard parts are hard to believe. Similar to the 
Ophelias, The Bevis Frond (just one guy) uses the 60's as a spring 
board for the resulting organic turbulence. He layers the 
instruments with regard to dense white noise effects that pull 
everything together into a jolly good concert. If you're looking 
for something to accompany a mood swing then here's the album 
to play! It's brutal enough to qualify for "Back To The Future II" 
status. Also try "Without Mind" and "Close" on side two.

Gang Green "Older..." (Emergo) Out of Boston 
comes a bombast of metal fortified 
riffs from the previously punked-out 
band that brought us "Voices Scary" (a 
hilarious rendition of the Til Tuesday 
hit) and tons of other songs, perfect 
for skidding into your buddy. Gang 
Green has also undergone a lot of 
personnel changes, and the band 
always seemed to come out of it 
without a scratch. Now they spew 
sonic nastiness on "Older...", with fast 
paced songs whose edge is so clean 

you can hardly believe it. For every slick lick there's a ball 
o'mischief backing the guitars with cynical-party crazed lyrics. 
We like "Church Of Fue "Just One Bullet", "Bedroom Of Doom" 
and "Tear Down The Walls". And in keeping with Gang Green 
tradition, there's a left hook in "Ballad", especially when the chain 
reaction pop of beer tabs causes near hysterical laughing.

Single File 
Kate Bush makes a long awaited return on Columbia Records, 

with her breathtaking new single "Love 
And Anger". Following similar rhythms 
of "The Big Sky", she constructs a pulsing 
new song with Gabriel-esque imagery, 
but there's no mistaking this one as 
anything other than a product of Kate's 
active imagination, beautiful voice and 
accomplished production talent. 
Guitars are handled by Dave Gilmour, 
and the sons captures a delicate, tribal 
essence within Kate's uniquely feminine 

writing scheme. "The Sensual World" is the title of her 
forthcoming LP, scheduled to arrive on October 15th. We can 
hardly wait.... "Radio Ass Kiss" is the first single from the Wonder 
Stuff's forthcoming album "Hup" on 
PolyGram, and it very succinctly 
expresses the inner feelings of many a 
band set on that familiar treadmill. It 
takes genuine chutzpah to put those on 
vinyl and that's these guys e over. It 
slops into a guitar brawl with a select few 
harmonies somewhere in the middle to 
deliver that line to you over and over. 
They're not preaching either. It's a 
good, fun poke, kind of like that really 
endearing tickle a sibling would encroach on you. Let your 
listeners have fun with it, and you know they will. (B.R.).... Nine 
Inch Nails' "Down On It" 12" (TVT Records) takes familiar 

industrial frequency and fine tunes it 
into a slightly diabolical curtain of pulse. 
The grinding wail has been replaced 
with a more lulling seductiveness. 
Credit this work to the combined efforts 
of performer, composer and 
co-producer Trent Reznor, studio 
dudes Jonathan Fryer and Flood, and 
remixers Adrian Sherwood and Keith 
LeBlanc. They focus not so much on 
whirling you out of control but on 

keeping you on one constant downwards spiral. The whole of 
their time and experience in the studio with other bands like 
Depeche Mode, Cocteau Twins and Tackhead would be enough 
to torment several thousand little black clad toddlers with 
white-out faces. Repetitive cries of the chorus and other solo 
urgency supplies the festive irksome mood. Fascinated? These 
stations are: KABL, KTCL, KTOW, WFNX, KSJS, WRVU, 
WUNH, WXCI, WTSR, VVLRA, WFIT and WKPX.

New Releases 
Giant Sand "Giant Sandwich" (Homestead) 
Get ready for more best of the west on this 
very special collection, made up of hard to 
find songs previously available on flexi's, 
compilations or never released. "Giant 
Sandwich" paints a vivid picture of the 
wondrous sound cultivated by Howe Gelb 
and his big, hollow band. In a nutshell, 
Giant Sand captures the essence of real 
rock from the heart and soul. It's a 
montage of guitar textures ranging from 
quiet breaks to a big blast that never quite bangs the ear, but 
rather casts a smooth light on the roue edge more likely to come 
from Green On Red or Naked Prey. The southwestern scene has 
raised up a close-knit family of musicians who translate those 
rocky surroundings into a subtle and powerful musical style. And 
listeners will finally have access to Blacky Ranchette tracks too, 
a more cowboyed-out version of Giant Sand that includes Van 
Christian of the Prey as a member. "Wishing Well" and "Code Of 
The Road" are the two exciting leftovers from that line-up, but 
"Heartland" is sure to move anyone with two working ears. Both 
versions of "Black Venetian Blind" are included for a definite 
purpose: The contrasting takes are spontaneous and refreshing. 
"What You Hate" is another gem from the newly opened time 
capsule, and "Badlands" creates a haunting picture of children 
lost to the desert. Currently the band members are Howe and 
John Convertino, and a new album is scheduled for November. 
As the public wakes up to one of America's most true to art 
bands, a retrospective song collection is a valuable asset to the 
growing awareness for Giant Sand. 

"Sound + Vision" (Ryko) The newly acquired Bowie 
catalog by Rykodisc is a real cause for celebration, and the label 
is doing anything but taking this first release lightly. Starting a 
series of releases to take place over the next two years, "Sound 

LGIANT 
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+ Vision" is a well-planned collection of 
rarities and special versions of Bowie 
songs that have had a major impact on rock 
history as we know it. With liner notes by 
Kurt Loder, impressive packaging and CD 
graphics for "Ashes To Ashes", you can 
imagine how vital this box set will be for any 
rock and roll aficionado, no matter what 
genre he or she favors. The eight-song 
sampler serviced with The Hard Report two 

weeks ago is a great start for radio play, with a killer version of 
"Rebel Rebel" to keep your audience grinding its teeth for days. 
"Suffragette City" track from "David- Live 1974" is also a big 
distraction for any alert programmer. It's unlike any other Bowie 
package released to date. You'll fmd over three hours of music 
to enjoy again and again, and with jingle bells right around the 
corner, Ryko is getting ready for a tidal wave of reaction. Music 
spanning 1969 to 1980 allows ample room for quality selection, 
like the unreleased demo of "Space Oddity" and "Round And 
Round", a Ziggv B-side. Another treasure uncovered is 
"1984/Dodo", recorded in 1973, and "After Today" is a Young 
Americans out take. "Saint In The City" is the first emphasis 
track, but it's going to be nearly impossible to keep progressive 
radio on just one. It's better to mffic this one for all its musical 
glory now, or else the public will be tugging your cord about this 
package in a big way. To the new music youth culture: The 
"Sound + Vision" is essential listening and don't let anyone tell 
you otherwise. Ryko, this time you really did it. Thanks. 

(te agy: A Collection Of New Folk Music" 
iLinam mil) The very title of this compilation steps it 

immediately into folk territory and that in 
itself can sometimes be unfair. For some 
purists it's better that its practitioners 
remain cloistered with their twelve strings. 
It's become more than a cliche to say that 
folk has "re-entered" the mainstream, 
rather it's the breadth of mainstream focus 
which has allowed for the 
re-acknowledging and re-evaluation of the 
music and the artists involved. This record 

is a microcosm of what's available to the intensive and 
experimenting connoisseur. The arrangements stretch from the 
basic to an ensemble with all related by the spine of allegiance to 

the human condition (as it were). These 15 separate artists are 
both established on the recording scene and unsigned alike. 
Whatever your fancy, even if it's far from the folk scene, you'll 
find yourself swept away by the daunting earnestness of all 
involved. Try "My Name Joe" from David Massengill, "My 
Father's Shoes" by Cliff Eberhardt, "When You Were Mine" by 
Blue Rubies and "Salvador" from Sara Hickman. Contact:

Indian Bingo " Scatological" (Independent 
Project) The debut album from this 
young band of southern Californians offers 
a humble yet ambitious sound shaded with 
darkness, while similar in tone to early Joy 
Division on a up note. Vocalist Mike 
Boul's melancholy tends to overshadow 
the lyrics, but the whole mix of echoing, 
gloomy guitars and minor key changes 
evokes ugly duckling imagery that blooms 
into some beautiful moments. Stretching 
comparisons a bit, the song "Separation Days" subconsciously 
lifts crisp sound patterns from New Year's Day" without the 
keyboards, and "The Ulcer Prophecy" uses tiny clashes of melody 
to appeal to the senses. Indian Bingo is unusual with a cool, 
almost rigid presentation that rings true with percussive force.

Depeche Mode seizes the 15* spot on the 
Airplay chart this week with "Personal Jesus", 
now available on maxi-single, to follow up the 
special acoustic version of this song released 
by Sire/Reprise Records early last month. 
"Personal Jesus" represents logical 
progression on the Depeche Mode front, as 
it veers away from the straight forward style 
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that dominated their hit crossover phase. Included is 
"Dangerous" (two versions) to satisfy Depeche fans with mix beat 
intensity. Adds at KTCL, KROQ ans WRVU combine with 
increased play at 91X, WBNY, WDRE and WOXY and a 29 
station reporting tally, moving them 27 places ahead of the crowd. 
A favorite add of the week for WRVU's Cinda Swanson, she says, 
"Yes, believe it or not, I'm saying this about Depeche Mode, not 
Marc." VVBRU's Karyn Bryant reports, "Depeche Mode is 
exploding here at 'BRU. People have really received this new 
song well, and we are anxiously awaiting more from them!" 
Speaking of more, the new album is not scheduled to hit the street 
until next year, so use this one wisely.... Fuzzbox kicks in 41-26* 
this week as the Geffen album "Big Bang!" 
settles in at Alternative Radio. So far, the 
"Self" single is raising the most steam with 
adds at IKSJS, KTOW and WLRA and 
increased airplay at KJQN, KROQ, KTCL, 
KUNV and WHTG this week. Top requests 
are the haps at KJQN, KUNV, WRAS and 
WXVX and as programmers discover depth 
tracks Like "Fast Forward Futurama" and the 
digital dance bits in "Versatile For Discos And Parties" there will 
be cause to back the single with the zip and bang of nouveau pop 
these ladies are sporting of late. For a hefty dose of Euro-disco 
and electrified hit potential, Fuzzbox is raring to go, and listening 
to "Big Bang!" feels like we're entering into a new music space 
odyssey or something like that.

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Seattle's Soundgarden has finally made the major label leap to 
A&M Records after winning over college radio with a series 
excellent releases on the Sub Pop label. They toured the U.S., 
showcasing a heavy-hitting, primal sound that ranged from 
dirge-metal to noise-punk and stirred up alternative press and 
radio in a big way. The new album is more focused than anything 
they've released so far, and the songs are bonded together by a 
continuous, hypnotic metal groove. Now they are experiencing 
strong reaction from both alternative and metal taste makers, but 
no matter how you listen, the music is good - and that's what 
matters. We spoke to guitarist Kim Thayil who gave us a little 
more insight to what Soundgarden is all about. See them on tour 
now. 

Dawn Hood: Let's talk about the underground scene in Seattle. 
There seems to be a pattern of new bands coming out who have 
updated a 70's sound into something entirely new, like Screaming 
Trees, Mother Love Bone and Slcmyard. Why is this trend so 
prevalent? 

Kim Thayil: I think it's just that since Seattle's a little bit more 
centralized than other cities, but smaller than New York, Chicago, 
L.A. or San Francisco. And yet it has the advantages of an Athens 
or Austin, where you have a band that 
starts up with a cool sound, like Green 
River or something, and then other bands 
would naturally be influenced by them. 
Everyone in knows everyone else in bands 
up here, pretty much. There are bands 
who play Beatles music (they're 
everywhere), but the original bands are 
more obscure metal and punk. The age of 
most of the people has a lot to do with a 
70's influence because that's when they 
grew up. 

Dawn: That decade is finally starting to 
gain a better identity, ten years after the 
fact. So many people say the 70's were a 
blur or they didn't get it... 

Kim: Yeah, and all they remember was 
that the Bee Gees were on top. But the 
80's is a pretty fucked up decade too. 
What did the 80's bring us, The Pet Shop 
Boys? 

Dawn: Do you guys consider yourselves to 
be geared more to the noise/underground 
community or more of a metal band? 

Km: I suppose at some point we might have considered ourselves 
semi-noise, but I think we're more of an art or punk rock band. 
We think of the noise element in more of an MC5 way with some 
droning sounds too. Yeah, we'd consider ourselves that before 
we would a metal band. The metal bands up here dye their hair 
and wear spandex and... they play roller slating rinks. 

Dawn: There are a lot of new bands being placed in a metal or 
alternative category only to make marketing them easier. And 
some are the closest thing to real rock than anything else, but too 
underground to be accepted by mainstream. 

Kim: The labels and radio are having a problem with that because 
everyone is so hung up on demographics and so forth, and the kids 
who listen to metal or punk rock are definitely a lot more 
discriminating. They'll listen to Metallica but not to Poison, 
where as a label executive will think those two are basically the 
same band. Or people who listen to Prong perhaps will not listen 
to Half Japanese... 

Dawn: I bet everyone has been bringing up Ax! Rose's quote in 
Rolling Stone about liking the band. What's your response? 

Kim: I think it's really flattering. If George Michael said the same 
thing I'd be flattered but slightly embarrassed. The idea that a 
person with a great degree of success who recognizes you and 
makes it known to his audience (with whom he has a great deal of 
influence) is really great. But I'm also flattered by the fact that 
the members of Live Skull like us. If you can appeal to people in 
different scenes it shows that you can have a potentially large 
audience. 

Down: "Louder Than Love" seems to flow along more of a 
continuous groove than "Ultramega OK". 

Kim: Chris came up with the segues on the album. After we 
recorded the songs, he spent a lot of time working on a dubbing 
deck trying to arrange sequences and he came up with a concept 
that worked really well. The band thought so too. 

Dawn: At some points, "Louder Than Love" strikes me as a hard 
rock and groove version of a rap album, slowed way down. 

Kim: Yeah, kind of. The title has the bold quality of a rap record 
too, a lot like our tee shirts, which come off as very bold and 
aggressive. It's also evident in other Sub Pop stuff, kind of a 
statement of the music coming from that label. It's kind of 
common out here to come up with big, minimal titles like the Tad 
album. It's called "God's Balls". 

Dawn: What are your most vivid memories of the 70's? 

Kim: Well there's a lot of disco shit that I'd like to forget and 
there's a lot of cool stuff too. I grew up in Chicago, and if you 
remember back in the 70's, Steve Dahl was a jock at the LOOP. 
During one baseball season the station ran this promotion that 
went something like this: Get in free or with a discount if you buy 

a disco record. During the middle of a 
double-header, Steve Dahl took all the 
disco records that were collected during 
admission, piled them up out in the field 
and blew 'ern all up. It made national 
news. It was hilarious. Maybe some 
people might have thought it reeked of 
censorship like burning books, but this 
was all in good fun.... Other memories are 
getting stoned with your friends and 
listening to Blue Oyster Cult or Black 
Sabbath, and I hated that. My friends 
loved that shit, but I was into MC5, Kiss 
and Aerosmith. That was metal to me, 
and that other stuff was weird. When I 
heard AC/DC "Back In Black" I thought 
whoa, it's like Kiss without being silly. 

Dawn: A lot of people are slow to 
acknowledge the other styles that 
Soundgarden specializes in, like thrash 
and the dubbed-out effects on the 
"Kingdom Of Come" 12", instead of that 
over-used Zeppelin angle. 

Kim: That's a good point. Critics usually head straight for the 
metal/Zeppelin thing and I don't think that's particularly what 
makes us unique. There are plenty of bands out there doing that. 

Dawn: What inspired that 12" single? 

Km: The idea of working with Steve Fisk. That guy is really 
intelligent and when we had the opportunity to work with him we 
pursued it. He had produced the Screaming Trees album, so we 
thought it would be an interesting idea. It was proposed by Bruce 
at Sub Pop and Steve really chopped up this funky song and gave 
it the Fiskian treatment. There's Elvis Presley in there, an original 
version of the Ohio Players song and he added a bunch of 
sampling.

Jeff Beck, "Slingshot", Epic.... The man behind the 

Strat is back... finally! 
There's no question about 
the range and extent of 
influence this man has had 
on guitarists of every caliber 
and style. Aside from his 
various projects with the 
Rod Stewarts of the world, 
it's been a while since we've 
gotten anything from him 

that's pure Beck... at least 'til now. It is his '75 album "Blow By 
Blow" that you will find listed in many, if not most, guitarists' lists 
of favorite records. That album was sheer intensity and not since 
have we heard such riveting solo work from the man. His work 
with artists like Tina Turner, Mick Jagger, Sting and Rod were 
just stops along the way. Not unimpressive by any stretch of the 
imagination, but it's when he heads into the studio on his own 
backed up by musicians of his choice, that his playing really shines. 
And the musicians he chose this time out (his 11th album for Epic) 
are nothing short of stellar themselves. On drums the amazing 
and precise Terry Bozzio and on keyboards the equally 
impressive, Tony Hymas. Their new Lp "Guitar Shop" is fully 
stocked with 9 instrumental treats, but first out of the chute for us 
metal types is this fast and furious rocker. From the opening bars 
the key adjective for this track is without a doubt, aggression. First 
note to last, Beck's fingers rip along the frets with dizzying 
accuracy and tone. All the while feeding the frenzy is Bozzio with 
his expert timing and Tony's vibrant synth work which almost 
doubles as a second guitar and at times almost impersonating 
horns. The song rips along, then rocks back as if on heels, builds 
momentum then screams off into another direction, highlighted 
by Jeff's crazed soloing. An auditory treat from a guitarist who 
definitely knows from whence he came and exactly where's he 
headed - to the top. 

XYZ, "Inside Out", Enigma.... The Enigma stable of 
crossover/hard rock bands is growing 
at an impressive rate with names like 
Stryper, Guardian, Barren Cross, 

Girlschool and Mass among those who 
have already managed to and/or are 
capable of making some headway on 
both sides of the metal/AOR fence. 
And next up is this half Parisian outfit

And with Don Dokken doing 
the duties as producer, it was almost assured that a delicate 
balance would easily be achieved so as not to cross to far over into 
either territory - metal or AOR. He has a knack for that you know. 
It's not surprising then that this song also boasts a sound similar 
to the Dokken of yesteryear. Terry's vocals, while much punchier 
and more powerful than Don's, ring with similarities - primarily 
in his phrasing and slight nasality. He has a great rock voice, and 
with this well tuned and competent group of musicians supporting 
him, has crafted in "Inside Out" a potential radio monster. Look 
for it to do well on both sides of the track. Already in our growing 
metal world XYZ's gracing the airwaves at KGB, KPGA, KRCK, 
WAJD, WHMH, WHVY, WTPA, WVBR and KNAC. Not a bad 
kickoff at all. 

Qyeryll, "Elimination" 12", Megaforcei  
Atlantic.... Here's a band 
that's always kind of stood 
outside the winner's circle 
looking in at a lot of their 
label-mates getting all the glory 
(although record sales in excess 
of 600,000 units worldwide are 
nothing to scoff at). The fight 
hasn't been made any easier by 
the fact that they don't play by the same rules either. They don't 
compromise - meaning they continue to deliver heavy, thrashy 
tunes brimming with anger and frustration. They haven't trimmed 
the ruthlessness off the sides to make their sound more 
"accessible" and it's slowed their climb to success considerably - 
but I say more power to them. That could all change anyway with 
their new Lp, "The Years Of Decay". It documents a new chapter 
in the annals of this band's history - a rather interesting one it's 
been too. From 1987's controversial and funny "F**k You" Ep that 
had retail people freakin' in the aisles, to last year's well received 
"Under The Influence", to this year's crushing new release, this 
band has done their best to shock, anger, amuse and entertain the 
metal masses like no other. The first offering from the new record 

is "Elimination" - I feel an anthem tag comin' on. No but really, 
while it may contain a twisted message for the 90's - "If I had just 
one more day, I'd say it to your face, I'd pull the plug on everyone, 
eliminate this race....", I'd call it more a full force example of 
youthful angst. And a well done one at that. Blitz's vocals are 
sounding stronger with good range while Bobby Gustafson's 
guitar work is rock steady; full of interesting time changes and 
textures. Backing them up are D.D. Verni (bass) and Sid Falck 
on drums. This promises to be one of Overkill's darkest and 
heaviest albums yet. Already "Elimination" is stormin' on KUNV, 
WBNY, WCDB, WGLS, WHVY, WKPX and WRTN. And hey, 
word is that the video is stunning, utilizing some features never 
before used... can't wait to catch it. 

V&And Order, "Guilty Of Innocence" Lp9. 
.... Okay, when the first single, 

"We Don't See God" hit the streets I 
ranted and I raved. That song rocked 
me in a big way, but like I said before, 
that was just the tip of the iceberg. 
Strap yourselves in folks, I'm on a roll 
here. The full album has been quietly 
and steadily landing on the desks and 
turntables of Radio America over the 
last week, and hopefully by next week 
you will all have it in your hands. Might 
I suggest something? Play it. This band has been working the New 
York scene for years, and because of it their music has a raw, street 
feel to it. It's not so rough though that it lacks depth or sincerity. 
This band has more dimension than that. For starters, their music 
is forceful, but not overpowering - monitored by Shane's 
melodious and high-pitched vocals. The harmonies on this 
record, while not polished and perfect, are great. Their songs are 
not merely thin layers of superficial meanings and emotions either. 
A few of them are pretty sobering and realistic ("Possession Of

INIu£4,ar Assault, "Handle With Care" Lp,  n-La 1 ect•••• Last week we were hit 
with "Critical Mass", the lead cut from 
the Nuke's latest opus. And wouldn't 
you know it, just as metal heads 
everywhere were scurrying to slot it 
into their cramped and overcrowded 
playlists, the label zooms in on us with 
the rest of the album. No problem at 
all. The 12" has already muscled its way 
onto the air at KPGA, KSVR, KTEC, 
KUNV, WBCN, WCDB, WCWP, 
WDWN, WEOS, WGLS, WHVY, WNHU, WRFL, WTSR, 
WWUH, WMRC and WVCR. Not bad for a week's haul. It was 
enough to land John Connelly and his bandits at #1 Most Added 
Metal this week. I think we can expect the number of calls to 
multiply in the coming weeks, 'cause the rest of the record is just 
as lethal and loaded with even more timely messages to bang your 
head by. "Inherited Hell', "F (Wake Up)" and "Mien Freedom Dies" 
continue the theme of a world in trouble, while others deal with 
the realities of just being human. For example, "Emergency" - is a 
look at drug abuse, "Torture Tactics" - is about guns and "Trail Of 
Tears" is a about the quest of coming to terms with who you are, 
where you're going and who you really want to be. Some heavy 
lyrical content to say the least, but then these guys are known and 
respected for it. Luckily, the mosh and metallic beds that are their 
vehicles, lift them up and keep them from becoming too dreary 
and depressing. This band is a veritable musical machine - each 
part working in unison, guitars and vocals pivoting in time with 
each other and creating a whirlwind of sound. Riding the intensity 
are Connelly's angry growls. He can really sing when he wants to,

but his snarls are a perfect match for the lyrical content. Looks 
like Nuclear Assault is in for another good run on the metal charts 
with "Handle With Care" - a prophetic statement for the world at 
large. Watch for "Critical Mass" on MTV's Headbanger's Ball - 
these guys are just as intense visually. 

Beau Nasty, "Shake It", WTG.... If you're looking for 
something extra crispy to spice up your 
playlist, allow me to introduce you to the 
powerful musical mixture that is Beau 
Nasty. This is the first cut out the gate 
from the forthcoming album "Dirty, But 
Well Dressed'. It's an attitudinal rocker 
in every sense of the word. Loaded with 
snappy and aggressive guitar raids, the 
song cruises along, driven by the 
schizophrenic vocals of Mark Anthony 
Fretz. He has a high-pitched wail that 
explodes in a deeper huskier form on the 
screamer of a chorus (in fact, the song 
reminds me in some parts of Tesla's 
"Too Late"). Actually, the chorus is 
absolutely the showcase on this nasty but nice teaser. Talk about 
your well placed power chords and harmonics, this is the perfect 
song for boulevard carousing - it's got bite. The muscle behind 
the music belongs to guitarists George Bernhardt and Brian 
Young, bassist Doug Baker and drummer Mike Terrana. All of 
these guys are fairly well-traveled and experienced, so it's no 
wonder their collective talents resulted in such a solid piece of 
work. Also important to note is the crisp and clean production 
work of Paul Winger (yes, he's a Kipster sibling) and executive 
producer Beau "Magic Touch" Hill. The sound is so good it's 
unreal. But the fun doesn't stop with this cut. Prepare yourself 
for even more snappy, riff-riddled power pumpers like "Love To 
The Bone", "Goodbye Rosie", "Dirty, But Well Dressed", "Piece Of 
The Action" and "Gimme Lovin". The ballad "Paradise In The 
Sand" shows the different voices Fretz can utilize - nice song. The 
album is due out October 17th but if you explore your CD single 
of "Shake It" a little further you may just get a surprise of album 
proportions.

See, on 
one hand I received this really cool 12" that features "Blooze" - a really great, bar-room brawler (or is it - 
under the bar) type, "Hallelujah, I Love Her So" - which was never released before and is a mid-tempo bluesy 
tune, and "Lee Sentence" - another rowdy rocker. On the other hand, I have this cassette with "Simple Man" I 
singled out. I happen to think this is one of the best songs on the Lp. It's another mid-tempo type, with 
some really nice slide guitar work and even some tasteful ivories tinklin' underneath. Nice song, :nice 
harmonies - it's got "crossover" branded all over it. Kinda Bob Segerish but with David Roach's distinctive 
vocals. After I played it, no less than four people in the office asked who it was. Considering our varied 
musical tastes around here that makes this a great song indeed. So, question is, what's up? Whatever the 
case, the point r think I'm trying to make here is that this record still has a lot of mileage left in its grooves.

Band members 
Steve Summers (vocals), Kristy Majors (guitar), Vinnie Chas (bass) and Kan i Kane (drums) deliver what the 
bio calls "Cock Rock Shock Pop" - yeah that about says it. Their sound harkens back to early Motley an awful 
lot, but with a less metallic edge to it then some of the Crue's classics (by the way, be sure to check out PBF's 
cover of the Cruc's "Toast of The Town" on this CD - sounds real close). These guys employ the element of 
pop a la early Poison to really make the song leap off the disc right into your face.

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Soundgarden, Get on the Snake... 

Somewhere deep in the psyche of "average American living", is a 
monster. A monster who thrives on the perverse, quirky and 
taboo side of things. To get to it, artists, muckrakers, politicians 
and the like have gone to great lengths in varying degrees and ap-
proach. Presidential hopeful Gary Hart, whether consciously or 
not, gambles high stakes by delving deep into the monster's ter-
ritories before being vanquished by the beast. This kind of work 
takes strength! The Reverend Al Sharpton inflames an entire 
population like a festering sore on a mule's rear, 'till it got so sore 
and painful, it bled itself to death. Nothing will get you further 
from the real beast than lies! 

The multi-millionaire boys club, Guns N' Roses, captured the 
male hyper-libido and titillated the monster in "It's So Easy", but 
they really caged the ogre in the redneck anthem, "One in a Mil-
lion:'.... 

Feed the beast and sales will follow. Or at least it appears that 
way. On Sound garden's major label debut, "Louder Than Love" 
(A&M Records, the beast is cornered and harnessed to do as 
they please. Perhaps signaling the advent of the greatest rock and 
roll band since the Stones, or that aforementioned latter day ver-
sion of them. Soundgarden delves deep into subjects most bands 
never think about, or express common truths boiled down to the 
universal lowest common denominator.

That's the "F' word thirty five times in one song. Not only does 
it make the corporate guys at A&M ranch in Hollywood, CA 
sweat a bit, it also made lead Gunner Axl Rose perspire. He was 
pissed that he didn't pen the song himself, so much so, that he 
telephoned the rest of his GNR militia to play the song over the 
line. He really likes this band. 

"That will always be the test," quips guitarist Kim Thayil. "How 
many times you can say r*k" on a record. The next major test is 
to see i f you can get away with criticizing Zionism on a record on a 
major label in the US," he adds a bit facetiously. It didn't work 
for Public Enemy, and they didn't even put it on wax. 

The track "Gun" is a violent song that talks of revolution in ways 
very different than Tracy Chapman. "Hands All Over" addresses 
the failure of mankind to just leave things alone and stop destroy-
ing the world around them.

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THE LITTLEST PRINCESS - JENI FOSTER 
OF PRINCIESS PANG 

INTERVIEW 

There are a lot of new bands bombarding the metal scene, all claiming to be the next "new" thing, all helping to keep the genre 
booming with a select few managing to rocket across format barriers with stunning consistency (Crue, Winger, White Lion, etc...). 
Some of the bands really are new (Faith No More, Red Hot Chili Peppers, Soundgarden etc...) to metal audiences, while others 
follow the beaten path - adding their own splashes of color along the way. And then there are the "special ones" who have around 
them an aura that virtually defies failure; a sound, that while maybe not a new one, works by virtue of the personalities that deliver 
it. Princess Pang is such an act. Comprised of five diverse and creative characters, their castle still looms off in the distance.... 
but not for long. They are driven, and the catalyst behind their blues-laden hard rock mix is Jeni Foster. A star in her own right, 
she effuses energy and determination like no other and she does so with class. I recently spent a lot of time on the phone with her 
and it went something like this.... 

Chris: Jeni, how did five people from so 
many different places (Sweden, Finland, 
Hawaii, New York) meet and discover they 
had such similar interests, and eventually 
evolve into Princess Pang? 

Jeni: I don't know (laughs). No really, ¡met 
Ronnie (Roze -bass)) and Brian (Keats 
-drums) at the Danceteria in New York and 
they were in another band at the time. We 
just sort of clicked right off. Danceteria was 
.kind of like a post-punk goth, sort of stand 
against a wall and be too cool to crack a 
smile scene, and here were these guys who 
were drunk and having fun and 
kind of stumbling around and 
not caring what people thought 
about them. And I thought, 
"Hey, I want to know those 
people!". We became instant 
friends and started jamming 
together. Well, Ronnie ran off 
back to Stockholm because of his 
Visa - he couldn't stay in 
America any longer. A few 
months later he called me and 
asked me to come there because 
we got on so well. So for about a 
year we stayed there and got Andy 
Tjemon (guitar) in the group and 
a guy named Steve Biershdadt 
and we practiced and worked real 
hard to bring it all back to New 
York and incorporate Brian in 
the band. We were using whoever 
for drummers, anyone who 
would help us out. We got back, 
got Brian and about six months 
later Steve couldn't really handle 
the toughness of Manhattan - we 
were all living in one apartment 
and we had no money. We were 
barely paying the rent and we had 
a lot of people comin' in and out 
the front door and hangin' out, so 
he finally ran off with his girlfriend. Actually, 
he recently resurfaced. He heard the band 
had a record out and so.... You know, it's 
funny how these people resurface after not 
wanting anything to do with you and thinking 
you'll never make it. What's really funny is 
we figure we have at least one good fan, 
'cause we offered him some money because 
there are a couple of songs on the album that 
he has a piece of but he was like "No, no I 
want my share", so it was like, "Oh, so now 
you believe in us huh?". (laughs) So 
anyway... we had a few weeks to go before a 
showcase we were doing for some labels and 
we called Jay (Lewis - guitar) who was in 
another band going nowhere fast and that 
was it. 

Were you in any previous bands or did you 
have a musical background of any sort? 

Well, I've wanted to sing all my life and I was 
born feet first kicking and screaming so I've 
always had a big throat on this little body 
(laughing). My brother and sister were so 
much older than nie that I kind of grew up 
with their kind of music, you know the 60's 
and early 70's stuff By the time I was 13 I 
was heavily into it, and it suddenly occurred 
to me that I could do it too. I used to come 

home from school, put records on and sing 
to them, drink hot lemonade and trickle 
honey down my throat and then go out and 
write and write. My whole life was focused 
and geared towards becoming a singer. 

It's really something for a 13 year old to be 
that focused and to already know exactly 
what you wanted. 

It's just that the music really touched me and 
the music did the talking. I used to make a 
fool of myself in some places. I also took 
ballet. I started when I was 15 and went on

until I was 18 and I became a total ballet 
freak I weighed about 90 pounds and didn't 
eat and just danced at like 14 classes and was 
tot.* into that. It's like everything I did then 
was very focused. The music just made my 
body move and it was almost uncontrollable. 
I loved it. Now I hate it (laughs). Now it's 
my job and I would much rather be a garbage 
collector (laughs). It's not what it used to be 
171 tell you that (giggles).— Ah, but anyway, 
when I was in school I had groups with other 
girls and we would do acoustic stuff. We 
would sit in the bathroom and people would 
come around and beg me, if I was in there 
sneaking a cigarette because I was so cool, to 
sing. So I would stand there and sing and 
everyone would clap, and you know (bashful 
tones here) it was cool. I used to sing in talent 
shows and stuff too. I guess people thought 
I was just your typical flower child weirdo. 
After I left Hawaii I'd do whatever I could to 
learn more. I joined a couple of bands and 
we'd play five 45 minute sets a night, and I 
couldn't do that now for my life (laughs). 

Tell me how you feel about the 
comparisons that get thrown around 
about you and Janis Joplin and singers 
like her. 

Well, I think that the actual similarity lies in 
the emotional content and the idea that when 
you're on stage and performing in any 
capacity, there's not one ounce of yourself 
that's left for you. You kind of give yourself 
over to the song and to the painting of what 
it is you're trying to accomplish. With Janis, 
people used to tell me that and this started 
about a year ago I guess, you know when I 
started to be more in the public eye. It kind 
of scared me in a way because she really gave 
herself completely in all aspects of her life 
and I think that she sort of gave into it. That's 

one of the differences between 
she and I. She was never really 
an influence of mine. I just 
never really listened to her and I 
think it's really interesting that 
people say that. 

It's the way that you belt those 
tunes out and I guess they see 
that and the huskiness and 
toughness of her voice and 
yours. 

Yeah, and I think that a lot of it 
is that we were both pretty pissed 
off (laughs) you know? And we 
tend to fight for whatever we 
want whether it's right or wrong. 

It's like you said about her 
giving too much of herself- not 
knowing where the music 
started and where she ended. 
You know the difference. 

Right. And it's like you said 
when we talked before (we spoke 
earlier in the day about touring), 
about going on the road - how it 
must be kind of frightening what 
people expect. It's funny 'cause 
I do feel that. I'm kinda scared. 

Four years ago I would've been real happy 
about going on the road, because I was still 
giggly and excited and starry-eyed about it, 
but now it's become a real life situation. It is 
=now. And it's strange when at first you're 
looking at it like something else - that rock 
starlet in yourself is like somebody else. And 
you're kind of looking at her sitting over there 
across the room and all of sudden the two 
personalities get closer and closer and then 
merge into you. It's almost like there are 
these weird personalities comin' outta me. 
One half's goin' "Yeah! I'm gonna be a rock 
star!" and the other half's saying "Hey, what 
are you kidding? You're never gonna make 
it". It's like these voices go off and I'm like 
"Aaagh!". It's really scary this game. 

There are so many bands out there that 
unfortunately all sound the same and it 
must be hard to really get out there and try 
and sound different. Do you feel like you 
had to consciously change your voice or 
style to counter all those comparisons? 

I don't feel like I have to change my voice, 
but it's true though, it's a conscious thing. It 
kind of relates to all the bands I told you 
about that I sang too. They were all different 
in range, feel and character. I wanted to have 
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something that was me. I was much to lazy 
to take a band and copy it, I want to be 
myself 

Do you feel any weird pressure about being 
the female "frontman"? 

When we first started off we didn't really 
realize that that was what it was. We weren't 
thinking of ourselves as a heavy metal band 
- we were a rock band and Tina Turner fronts 
a rock band, you know? There are a bunch 
of women that do that. But we definitely 
border metal because of the aggression and 
the clothing and the advent of a lot of 
explosive Los Angeles bands with this sound. 
As far as being a woman in that, it's weird 
kind of It's like we're a freak of nature or 
something. It's like we're put under a 
magnifying glass and either you're dressing 
too sexily, or too much another way and 
people think that you're this rock slut that's 
out there to get people to buy your records 
because you're selling sex. Q_Ryou look like 
a guy and you're too tough. It's really hard 
'cause there's this fine line you can walk as a 
singer in rock and roll. And I think people are 
neglecting the music. You can either listen to 
the record and like it or not, but I mean, I 
don't want to be ugly. I don't think anyone 
really wants to unless you're a skin head or 
something like that and rebelling against 
something... and I did that too (laughs). But 
there are some really good singers coming out 
now. Annie Wilson of Heart, well she's not 
new, but she's incredible! 

Unfortunately there are female type bands 
out there who are like corporate 
products... very image oriented, not much 
substance. You have to wonder how they 
cause people to see all female bands. 

Right, yeah. Well, see the thing is l don't see 
it as my mission to save all women from rock 
hell. And I don't think that they even really 
think about it. But it is a drag yeah, because 
there are a lot of people up there mining it for 
the others because they're such puppets of the 
corporate world. I mean we're all puppets in 
one way or another, whether it be to our 
spouses or whatever but there again it's like 
walking a fine line and keeping balance in 
your life. 

Let's talk a little about Pang coming up out 
of the New York scene- the struggling and 
how, though the New York scene is a good 
one, it can be hard on the soul too. 

Mnun. Yeah. But it's definitely true that the 
bands in New York are all very supportive of 
each other. We all have at one time or 
another stayed at each other's apartments 
and slept on each other's couches. Literally. 
I'm trying to think of one band that we aren't 
"related" too. I mean there's Law & Order, 
Raging Slab, The Cycle Sluts, Circus... 
There's like this community of rock 
musicians that have always been supportive 
of one another even though we're all different 
styles. It's not like "The New York Sound" - 
there isn't one. That's what's cool man. It's 
like the new thing-freedom. Oh god now I'm 
starting to sound like Janis (laugh). Umm, 
New York is like a non-stop inspiration 
vision. It's so condensed you don't realize 
what's here. You can take your hands and 
make that square, you know how camera 
people frame shots... you can do that and you 
can literally see a great photograph at every 
angle. You know, the buildings with their 
gargoyles, the textures, the trash, everywhere 
you go there's so much. It's like brain 
overload. 

It's weird though 'cause sometimes it's 
hard to separate the images from the 
emotions. Because you can look around 
and see so much pain but at the same time 
you see so much beauty and wealth. 

Yeah, it's incredible. But the pain of the pain, 
is that you become so hardened to it. I don't 
want to be hard, and it hurts me that l tend 
to get that way. It's like only the privileged few 
get to really give, the privileged that live up 
there on Central Park West or wherever... 
And that's a good feeling when you can give, 
but unfortunately when you're struggling 
yourself you don't get to feel that feeling. It's 
an interesting twist on life. And New York 
gives you a 7th sense that no other city can 
give you. I think God has headed me in this 
direction. Everything I've done has been a 
move towards my art. 

Tell me a little about the different 
personalities in the band. 

Sure, okay. Brian, our drummer, is very 
much a blues man. He's also very sarcastic - 
we call him Bugs Bunny. He's like the most 
sarcastic creature in the world. You never 
know when he's kidding or serious. Jay 
Lewis is a techno-head. He's got every 
modern appliance, video thing and tons of 
electronic gadgetry - we call him Inspector 
Gadget. Ronnie is the pout of the band. He's 
the guy though, that goes out and parties and 
has a million friends. It's funny 'cause I'll be 
talking to somebody in Kentucky and they'll 
go, "Oh yeah, I met your bass player at a bar 
one night". Everyone knows Ronnie. Andy, 
who was born on Jesus' birthday is very quiet 
and mild and calm. But, for such a quiet guy 
his guitar playing is very distorted and loud. 
And I'm the emotional disaster. The storm 
or hurricane. Weren't we kind of saying like 
we were five rivers that kind of merged into 
this ocean - 'cause we're from like all over? 
(laughs) 

Um, kind of. It's interesting how all the 
differences can culminate into such an 
American sounding record. How was it 
working with Ron St. Germain? 

Definitely. The reason we chose Ron was 
because he had such a diverse background 
and it was important to us to not get someone 
who was gonna pigeonhole our sound. 
When he walked into rehearsal he was real 
up and fun and had a real glow around him. 
And it was kind of refreshing to have him 
corne in without an attitude and say, "Okay, 
c'mon lets do a great record let's hit the 
studio, let's do it, and let's have fun!". That's 
the way it was throughout the three weeks that 
we recorded the album in. The album was 
basically recorded live so we just did the 
basics. I think there were one or two leads 
that we're done over just 'cause they wanted 
them different, but basically it was like 
wham, bam goodbye - see ya! 

It sounds great that way and there are a lot 
of different "feels" on the record? 

Well. I think that's the way to do it and I think 
we're gonna continue to follow that pattern 
of recording but next time we'll take more 
time.... hopefully we should have more 
money to do it. 

Do you anticipate the band exploring any 
different directions on the next one or in 
the future? 

I'm not really sure. I think it's gonna be 
something that'll surprise everybo. I think 
it is something that is going to be more 
coagulated - ooh what a word huh? between 
all of us because being on the road is gonna 
help us come together more creatively. 

You write most of the lyrics, any special 
processes you go through? Inspirations? 

One of the guitarists will come in with a riff 
or the basic structure of a song and I'll listen 
to and if I see a picture or feel something I'll 
take it home and work on it. Then maybe I'll 
corne with something and if I get stuck I'll ask 
one of the guys for their imput and then 
maybe I'll take it home and write a guitar part 

or even Brian (remember he's the drummer) 
will write a guitar part. The writing actually is 
pretty equal, though, I write the bulk of the 
lyrics. But that's mostly because I have to 
perform it. To sing it, I have to feel it. 

Are you one of those prolific writers with 
tons of songs/lyrics lying around waiting to 
see the light of day? 

No. Actually I'm a very pained writer. I keep 
tons of journals full of real emotional things. 
I feel like the music should do the talking 
before the lyrics are put down. I sing off the 
drums too. I get inspired by the beat - I'm a 
very rhythmic singer. 

Your mother made you take lessons right? 

Yes she did. (laughs) They lasted for about 
a week though. The woman was going "No, 
no, no... try and sound like me", and I did 
and she says, "You sound like Ethel 
Merman", while the whole time I've been 
thinking she sounded like ol' Ethel. Oh 
great! So I walked out. I'm not a trained 
singer, I'm more like a, umm, a.... (she starts 
singing) "a deliverer of evil". (We're both 
laughing now). I deliver pizza... song wise. 

You have a strong and controlled voice. 

Actually, I should probably have better 
control, but I'm not that good at practicing. 
I'm not into singing technically. I'm more 
worried about talking about what I want to 
talk about - the message or the feeling. I 
don't worry about if I'm gonna have a sore 
throat, you know? I'm always trying to make 
these noises... like I want to hear this noise 
when it leaves my body hits the tape or PA. 
and I want it to sound like "this", and l don't 
care how it gets there. This is how I want it 
to sound. Well, as far as going on the road I 
guess I do worry about my my voice... but I 
want to do it in small doses and I think six 
weeks is pretty long time (they are about to 
embark on a short tour with Mr. Big) and I'll 
do the best I can. 

The group is finally beginning to really 
generate awareness now, and people are 
beginning to recognize the name, do you 
feel that? 

Slowly but surely. It's like the turtle and the 
hare race. A lot of groups have come out 
quicker and sped by us and we're like 
(whistles a bit), here we go.... let's take the 
next step now.., da da da. 

You've only been together 3 years, right? 
That's not so bad. 

Yeah, that's true. I might not have pursued it 
a lot longer, but the determination was there. 
That's another thing that's great about this 
band - each of us have that thread of 
determination that just won't quit. We give it 
all. 

What more can we say? Anything for the 
people out there in radioland? 

Ah, yes radioland.... hmm. Just that we hope 
to inspire. Oh, and Dial MTV and write my 
mother a postcard and tell her not to worry. 
Thanks. 

She is a star and this band is destined not 
only to devastate the metal world but 
AOR's as well. Her name is Jeni Foster 
and the band is Princess Pang- get to know 
them both, you will never be sorry. They 
are talented, genuine and incredibly 
honest in everything they do and the record 
is a testament to that fact. Thanks to Jeni 
for the time, patience, the laughter and all 
the information. Thanks to everyone at 
Metal Blade for lining up the interview. It 
was great fun. Look for Princess Pang's 
self-titled debut on shelves everywhere and 
the vid for "Trouble in Paradise" - you know 
where.

South Carolina officials have rejected James Brown' offer to put 
on a concert to benefit residents of South Carolina affected by 
Hurricane Hugo. Brown had said he wanted "to help restore these 
people's lives, feed the hungry and house the homeless." He'd 
proposed to put on a show in November in Columbia, South 
Carolina, that would raise $500,000. 

INXS have received only the second star to be awarded by 
Sydney's Hard Rock Cafe. The president of the world Hard Rock 
Cafe chain, Peter Norton, flew from the U.S. to make the 
presentation. An earlier star had been given to John Farnham. 

Guitarist Dave Sharp says the Alarm's new album, "Change", is a 
return to rock & roll and "a straightforward approach with what 
you do, and expressing yourself in the simplest way possible." He 
says that since the band has been together for almost a decade, 
the group's members wanted "to make a really straight album. We 
really shared everything on this record, and collaborated in a way 
we had never done before. This led to a greater understanding 
and respect for each other as musicians, and I think it has also 
helped to get our ideas across much more succinctly." Sharp says 
the band ' recorded everything live in the studio" with producer 
Tony Visconti. "We wanted to get away from the trappings all the 
music of the '80s seems to have now." 

Has Holly Johnson gotten religious? His new British single is 
called "Heaven's Hem', and the b-side is "Hallelujah", with backing 
vocals recorded at Liverpool's Anglican and Roman Catholic 
cathedral. A copy has been sent to the Pope to be blessed. 

Kylie Minogue appears to have offended the richest man in the 
world. The Sultan of Brunei, estimated to be worth $32 billion, 
asked Minogue to sing "Happy Birthday" at his eight-year-old son's 
party in London. Minogue agreed, but asked for $400,000 and a 
first-class air ticket to Japan. Even the generous Sultan found that 
price a little steep. Instead, he booked singer Paul Young. 
Apparently, the Sultan took the most offense at Minog.ue's request 
for an airline ticket. He felt that instead, she should have asked 
for more cash. The party was apparently a great success, as the 
Sultan transformed the Grovesnor House hotel into a replica of 
Gotham City from the "Batman" movie. 

Madonna has surpassed the Beatles with the longest run of top 
five U.S. hits since Elvis Presley. Her new single, "Cherish", is her 
16th top five in a row. The Beatles only managed 15. Elvis Presley's 
has the record, with 24 consecutive top five singles in the U.S. 

Early albums from Leon Russell, Freddie King and the Dwight 
Twilley Band have been issued by DCC Compact Classics, as part 
of an agreement with Shelter Records. Russell's 1970 debut solo 
album, Twilley's "Sincerely" album from 1976, and the 1971 King 
album "Getting Ready..." are the first in a series of releases 
promised by the label. The CDs have been digitally remastered, 
and "Leon Russell and the Shelter People" and "Carney" will soon 
be released, as well. 

The U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development has 
rejected a request for $6.9 million to help the city of Cleveland 

pay for a planned Rock & Roll Hall of Fame. Organi7ers have to 
come up with $40 million in construction funds by mid-November 
to keep the right to build the Hall of Fame. The city of Cleveland 
has approved the sale of $18 million in construction bonds, while 
the state, county and private donors have chipped in for another 
$16.8 million. 

Boni Boyer, a former member of Prince's band who has also 
toured with Sheila E., has signed a solo record deal. Boyer, a 
keyboardist and singer, also had a minor part in the new Andrew 
Dice Clay movie being filmed in Hollywood. Boyer went to school 
with Sheila E., in the Oakland, California, area. She might 
collaborate with Prince on her album to be completed by 
December and released next March. 

Members of the group say the reincarnated Ten Years After is 
back together for the long run. "The goal is not so much to have a 
hit album as it is to create a situation where there's a way for Ten 
Years After to continue to exist, and a way for the band to explore 
new musical avenues," says bass player Leo Lyons. "We're just 
gonna forge ahead, and we'll stop and count the wounded later," 
Alvin Lee adds. "We all have similar roots, we're all from the same 
area in England, and we've got a lot of history to work from. We 
know each other so well that we almost don't have to talk to 
communicate." 

Producer Phil Spector is starting his own record label, Spector 
Records, which will be distributed internationally by EMI 
Records. Initial releases will be reissues of material digitally 
remastered under Spector's direction. A Phil Spector boxed set 
will come out next April. 

A tribute to Nelson Mandela has been topping the Irish charts in 
the past few weeks. Dolores Keane, formerly of De Danann, Van 
Morrison and the Chieftains, saw her first album go gold in 
Ireland. And she has a second album coming out in the next few 
weeks. But she says she's been told the Mandela single, "Lion In 
A Cage", is "too political" for British radio. 

Arista Records will celebrate its 15th anniversary next March at 
New York's Radio City Music Hall with a benefit concert to raise 
money for AIDS services and education. "A Celebration of 15 
Years of Joy to Help End These Years of Sorrow" will include 
performances by the Eurythmics, Whitney Houston and Barry 
Manilow. 

IRS Records is marking its 10th anniversary with a compilation 
album called "These People Are Nuts". Tracks included on the 
compilation are "NothingAchieving", the b-side to the Police's first 
single, "Fallout", as well as unreleased tracks and b-sides from the 
Go-Go's, Wayne County & the Electric Chairs, John Cale, the 
. Alarm, the Buzzcocics, the Cramps, the English Beat, Dingo 
Boingo, R.E.M., Dr. & The Medics, Lord Of The New Church, 
Timbuk 3, Concrete Blonde and the Fine Young Cannibals. 

If it hadn't been for Belinda Carlisle, the film "Sex, Lies & 
Videotape" might not have been made. Carlisle is the wife of 
producer Morgan Mason, the son of the late actor James Mason. 
"The acid test was whether my wife, who never reads scripts, would 
like it," Mason says. "So I asked her to read the first five pages to 
see if she got bored. After reading it she told me I had to get it 
made." 

Grace Jones went to Jamaica for a court appearance in 
connection with her arrest for cocaine possession only to have the 
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prosecutor not show up in court. It was the fifth time she'd gone 
to Kingston for a court appearance in connection with her arrest 
this summer, and she's complaining about how much it's costing 
her to go to Jamaica. She's now scheduled to appear for trial on 
October 26. 

Bruce Springsteen has given some unlikely performances 
recently. He jammed for an hour with a house band at Matt's 
Saloon, a country & western bar in Prescott, Arizona, after 
traveling from Los Angeles. Springsteen played "I'm On Fire" and 
covers of "Don't Be Cruel", "Sweet Sixteen" and "Route 66". The 
band asked him to play "Pink Cadillac", but Springsteen claimed 
he couldn't remember the words. After the impromptu 
performance, he got back on his motorcycle to head for the Grand 
Canyon, where he was spending some vacation time. He also 
celebrated his 40th birthday playing with the E Street Band at 
McLoone's Rum Runner in Sea Bright, New Jersey. His mother 
was there for that show, and Springsteen even danced with her for 
a little while. 

Sting stopped by a Washington, D.C.: club where Squeeze's Chris 
Difford & Glenn Tilbrook were playing a set, and joined the pair 
to sing "Tempted". He stopped by after his performance in the 
"Three Penny Opera", and some of the other cast members were 
there for the show, as well. 

Bob Weir joined about 150 students and environmental activists 
for a San Francisco rally to highlight the need to save the world's 
rain forests. "Of all the issues one can get involved in, I think the 
rain forest issue is the one that clearly spells doom -- I mean for 
the entire planet," Weir says. "If they go, we go." His appearance 
noted plans for a train that will carry about 600 people from 
around the world from San Francisco to Washington next April 
to highlight the environmental dangers of deforestation. 

A court-appointed trustee says Jerry Lee Lewis is delaying a 
resolution of his bankruptcy case in Memphis, Tennessee. George 
Emerson says he needs to inspect Lewis' home in the small town 
of Nesbit, Mississippi, south of Memphis, to see if Lewis has 
accurately represented the value of his possessions. Emerson says 
he thinks Lewis has understated the value of goods in his house. 
Lewis' attorney, Norman Hagemeyer, says the requests haven't 
been honored because Lewis "may not be able to control" himself. 
Lewis filed for bankruptcy last November, claiming $3 million in 
debts, and the bankruptcy judge is now ordering him to cooperate. 

Yoko Ono has announced plans for "The Greening Of The World" 
which will raise money to clean up the environment and provide 

scholarships through concerts, films, records, art works, and 
children's books. Ono says the project is "based on John's spirit". 
"I hope this program will help bring back much-needed mental 
and physicalhealth to our Earth and strengthen our unity as one 
world and one people," Ono said, in announcing the project in 
Tokyo. She says Michael Jackson, Billy Joel, David Bowie and 
Ringo Starr have pledged their support. A Lennon Scholarship 
will promote educational and cultural exchanges between the U.S. 
and the Soviet Union. Ono says she went to Japan to begin the 
campaign because of the country's strong economy. "It is most 
significant for me to come to my mother country to start this 
project," she said. "If Japan supports the birth of 'Greening Of The 
World' that will be very significant in terms of communicating the 
right message about what Japan is doing." 

The del Fuegos have a new line-up on their new album, "Smoking 
In The Fields". Adam Roth is the new guitarist for the band, and 
Joe Donnelly is the new drummer for the group. "Move With Me 
Sister" is the first single from the LP. 

Musician magazine has announced its third Best Unsigned Band

Lovett and Branford Marsalis acting as judges for the contest, 
which seeks unsigned artists performing original music.

UK MUSIC NEWS 
Kate Bush releases her sixth studio album this week, "The Sen-

sual World". It was produced by Bush and recorded at her own 
studio in Kent, southern England; Dublin and at EMI's Abbey 
Road Studio. Bush is joined by a variety of musicians, most notab-
ly Davey Spillane and brother Paddy Bush, adding a Celtic in-
fluence to the album; The Trio Bulgarka, the renowned female 
peasant choir from Bulgaria, who have enjoyed worldwide fame 
amongst world music fans; and Dave Gilmour cameoing on guitar. 
It was Gilmour who first discovered Kate Bush in 1977, when she 
was only sixteen and persuaded her to go into the studio to record 
the single "Wuthering Heights". It was an immediate number one 
in Britain. Two albums, "The Kick Inside" and "Lionheart" fol-
lowed in quick succession, both spawning top five singles. She 
also, for the first and only time, did a national tour, revealing an 
extraordinary stage show which involved breathtaking., classically 
trained dancing and stunning choreography. Bush has revealed 
since then though, that she was not entirely happy with the way 
she marketed as an impressionable teenager. 1980's "Never 
Forever" saw her taking more control over the production, and the 
emergence of an extremely mature, varied album. In 1982 she 
took over all aspects of production and pushed her work into a 
bold avant garde phase. Critics were bewildered by "The Dream-
ing"and it was also a commercial flop, although the title track was 
a minor hit. At this point, Bush became reclusive for three years. 
In a rare interview during this period, from her home, she told me 
that it had been five years of solid work at a time when she was 
very young. "I need time to sit in my garden and take stock of my 
life," she said. The resulting album "The Hounds of Love" was her 
most commercial to date, going straight to number one in the 
British charts, and for the first time, bringing her to the 
mainstream attention of the United States. Ever unpredictable, 
"Pie Sensual World" comes to us after another four-year break, 
punctuated only by one single release, "Experiment Four" in 1986 
and a Greatest Hits album, "The Whole Story", which again put her 
work in perspective for the American market. "The Sensual 
World" will take her into, yet again a completely different direc-
tion. The title track is based on Molly Bloom's monologue at the 
end of James Joyce's "Ulysses" (the publishers refused permission 
for her to actually base it on the book itself, or to quote directly 
from it). In an interview with "The New Musical Express", she 
claims that the new album contains "positive female energy...I 
think it's to do with me coming to terms with myself on different 
levels. In some ways, on 'The Hounds of Love', it was important 
for me to get across the sense of power in the songs that I'd as-
sociated with male energy and music. But I didn't feel that this 
time and I was very much wanting to express myself as a woman 
in my music rather that as a woman wanting to sound as powerful 
as a man." Celtic sounds have frequently nosed their way into 

Bush's music ("Army Dreamers", a British hit single from "Never 
Forever" and "The Night of the Swallow" from "The Dreaming" to 
name but two such tracks) but not as obviously, or in such a pure, 
unsynthesized way as can be found on the new album. The addi-
tion of The Trio Bulgarka makes an intriguing mix. Bush told the 
NME: "I wanted to work with the Irish guys again because it gets 
better every time. But I was never sure how it would come off with 
The Trio Bulgarka. Two separate entities put together but similar 
energies and sometimes you can hear little Irish riffs and flavours 
in the Bulgarian music and vice versa. For Bulgaria, the terrific 
amount of suffering they've gone through is so apparent in the 
music, so spiritually powerful and intense that if you let it, it would 
just rip you apart. Maybe it's the same with Ireland. Maybe these 
are two races who have turned to music in times of hardship. 
Broken hearts singing in terrible pain, getting help through the 
music. I'm curious and nervous to know how people will take it. 
They'll either really like it or hate it. Ethnic music for some people 
is just too far out. They can't relate to it unless there is a western 
influence. They can't understand." Carefully avoiding her privacy 
and staying out of the limelight, Bush has nevertheless said she is 
thinking of playing live again, for the first time in ten years. She 
feels particularly uncomfortable when people try to induce 
autobiographical references from her material. "Anything you 
write, people tend to think it's about you. Like Woody Allen, his 
films are obviously very personal, there's obviously an awful lot of 
him in his work, but you see him being interviewed and as soon as 
he's asked if it's personal, he gets really defensive. It's a very 
awkward area." Quotes from 7th October edition of "The New 
Musical Express" with Kate Bush on the cover. 

Several artists have donated tracks to an album, to raise money 
for the family of Brian Keenan, an Irish teacher, who has been 
held hostage in Beirut since 1986. The acts so far include Simple 
Minds, Mike Oldfield and The Moody Blues. Keenan was seized 
while teaching at an American college in Beirut and his family 
have been tirelessly campaigning for his release for four years. 
Several families of British and Irish hostages feel that Government 
officials are not doing enough to try and secure the safe release of 
those detained. Simple Minds met Keenan's family in Belfast, 
Northern Ireland last week while visiting the city as part of their 
national tour. The day they visited was Brian Keenan's 39th 
birthday and the band gave the family a special birthday cake at a 
private party. Jim Kerr has now started to dedicate "Belfast Child" 
to Keenan at the group's concerts. The album is being put 
together by the UK pressure group International Hostage 
Release. The Kinks release a new album and single this week. The 
album is called "UK Jive" and has been described as raw and hard, 
featuring just guitar, drums and bass. Kinks' main man, Ray 
Davies, describes it as a return to his roots. "I was already old 
when I was sixteen anyway," he says "I was a worrier then. I've al-
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ways written to rebel against the establishment." The single is 
caLed "Down All the Days (Till 1992)", a possible reference to 
when Europe supposedly drop all their trade barriers and work 
as a common union). Curiously, The Kinks have always been 
more popular in North America than in their native Britain, where 
their success peaked in the 60's. "Come Dancing", a smash hit in 
the States was their only lukewarm hit in Britain during the 1980's. 
No one is more astonished than Davies himself. "It was our big-
gest grossing hit in America. They seemed to understand what 
this guy singing about the closing down of the Guildford Palais 
meant-- somehow." Now owned by Castle Communications, The 
Kinks' back-catalogue is being used constantly for advertising 
jingles on television, about which there is nothing the group can 
do. "We tried to buy our catalogue three years ago and PRT 
wouldn't sell it. Now they have sold it for less than we offered. 
The business is increasingly being run by accountants. I feel a 
sense of abandonment as an artist, especially as bands like us and 
The Stones helped to write the rules of the music industry. We 
got 3 percent from our record deals." 

The Primitives this week are hotly denying reports that they are 
splitting up. Several sources have said they are aware of three 
tracks recorded solo, by lead singer Tracey Tracey, and others 
have said there are musical differences between her and songwrit-
iartner/guitarist Paul Court. But this week, the group were 
callingn  the reports "total rubbish". But then with a imam' new 
album, "Pure", to promote and tour, it would be unlikely to learn 
the truth until at least the New Year. Break-up rumors aside, their 
new single "Secrets" is rocketing up the British charts. Although 
sticking with their three minute, power-pop formula, "Secrets" is 
their most polished record to date. Not bad for a group who began 
on an indie label, Lazy Records. They first achieved chart success 
with "Crash", soon after signing to RCA in early 1988, followed by 
"Lovely", their debut album, a joyful mixture of frenetic, but very 
tuneful guitar pop. Further hits with "Out of Reach", "Way Behind 
Me", and "Sick of It" have confirmed The Primitives position as 
the leading guitar pop band, challenged only recently by The 
Wonder Stuff and several bands who sound suspiciously like the 
prints, like The Darling Buds. They are also one of the only com-
mercially successful bands offering a very different alternative to 
the usual UK Top Ten fodder like Sam Fox, Kylie Marillion and 
Madonna. "It's something of a crusade I suppose." Paul Court 
told "Record Mirror" "All kids know is really crappy pop music like 
Jason Donovan. They feel obliged to go out and buy his records 
just because he's on the radio and television and in magazines. 
We felt completely isolated when 'Crash' was in the charts, but 
now it's quite encouraging to see decent guitar bands being com-
mercially successful."

Blanco Y Negro Records, 9th October... Former Clash member 
Paul Simonson unveils his new group, live, this month, Havana 
3AM. After their own tour they will be supporting Big Audio 
Dynamite...
