Closing the deal.

The interview has gone very well and the signs are green all across your status panel. Now it’s time to get in there and seal the deal.
If you have taken us at our word you haven’t made the mistake of negotiating before the proper time. All your prospective employer
knows about you is that he wants you on his team. Now we begin that all important end game.

In business it’s generally a good idea to ncver trust anybody. Even your friends. And remember that your assumptions are just
poorly educated guesses, so never assume anything about the situation at hand or the guy across the table, especially his motivations

or integrity.

The services rendered are always greater before the services are rendered.

Never be flattered into a situation where key points of your deal
aren’t being addressed. Everything needs to be worked out
before hand because when you cut your deal and you are in
there, they’'ve got ya. Don’t be eager to enter any position
without at least a letter of agreement, because you will not get
"taken care of' down the line. Once a wage-slave, always a
wage-slave. If that’s how you go in, that’s how you'll leave.

Once you have established in their mind that you’re the person
for the job you can usually have three interchanges with them.
That’s three encounters before the deal should be set.
Businessmen are used to that much back and forth but any more
becomes tiresome to the process. You have to have a sixth
sense about this and learn how not to push their buttons once
too often, or too hard. You shouldn’t be perceived as pushing,
just remain enthusiastic and positive, but be reading them for
interactives all the time. Three times around the park is enough,
they expect it.

Never ask for a contract, the very word has been known to make
grown men whimper in the dark. Never even use that term in
fact, no matter how legally binding the deal is just, talk in terms
of a "compensation agreement." Any simple agreement on
station letterhead and signed by the GM is enforceable in a
court of law. Sometimes a verbal with witnesses will hold up as
well. But, hopefully, it will never get to that point.

A lot of companies hesitate to contract their PD, that’s ok, get
a letter of agreement anyway and be satisfied with that. It
should include:

Salary Base
Breakout Of Bonus Plan
Moving Expenses
Trade Agreements
Vacation

Health Plan

Don’t go in without a letter of agreement. A contract may be
tough but they will usually go as far as a job agreement, and they
will usually live up to them as well. First timers have to get
whatever they can get, period. Take what you can and hope for
the best. If you do get a contract out of the deal and have no
regular counsel, hiring a lawyer to go over a contract for $200
could be the best money you spend this year.

What makes for a good negotiator? The traits are the same as
for a great stud poker player, (no buys and no burns). Nerve is
the.single most important aspect of this whole process and that’s
what takes the greatest toll on talent when they try to work their
own deal. Remember, managers are masters at this and talent
rarely is. That is why so many contracted players make use of
paid professional agents and negotiators to make their deal
happen. A good pro can make at least a $5,000 difference just
about every time, but they don’t come cheap.

Some of the traits and skills that make for a good negotiator
include the ability to:
Negotiate Effectively
Plan And Probe
Tolerate Conflict And Ambiguity
Be Patient For Weeks Or Months If Need Be
Have The Courage To Commit To A Higher Target
Walk Away From The Deal

In fact, a good negotiator gives as much thought to not getting
the job as to actually securing the deal. They know your worth
and don’t mind losing an iffy prospect for a better one down the
road. Frequently the great dealmakers, like Stinky Trump for
instance, walk away from a deal far more times than they
actually sit down and sign. If you can get past your job search
anxicty and deal from a position of mental strength you gain an
edge in the negotiation process. Your ace is that they want you,
you know that now, and you can still say "no" if you want to. That
puts you in the driver seat for this inning and you should make
the most of it because now is definitely your time. Be willing to
gamble. You may lose but you’ll probably come back stronger
than ever for the experience.

Show the wisdom to be patient. That is the strongest virtue you
can have during this process, and remember that being smart
has nothing fo do with being a success in business. Show a
willingness to get involved with the person you’re dealing with.
Don’t be aloof. Make a commitment with this person to achieve
mutual satisfaction and integrity, don’t approach the deal as.a -
scam. Discuss things in'a win/win strategy and learn to see it as
a two way street so that they know your vision and commitment
extend beyond the immediate needs of your own ego and
bankbook.

Listen open mindedly to their counter-offers because how they
start may not be how they finish. That is a key reason to wait on
money until the last point of contact. Have self confidence
based on your knowledge, planning and organization. -It is still
tough to put a price tag on talent so use your force of personality -
and your thorough approach to the deal itself to help increase
your street value. Management may not understand talent but
they know how dependant they are on it. Without talent these
stations cannot win, they need you. Remember that. You’re the
one on top, not them.

Have the willingness fo use experts if you need them. Lawyers
and agents are good to have in your corner if you feel less than
completely competent about handling all this. And if you're
thinking of walking out on a current contract for a better deal,
you had better damn well get some professional support pronto
because you will be needing it.

Businessmen hate uncertainty and unnecessary risk. It makes
them fecl like a cat in a dryer. And remember that winning
usually revolves around perceptions. So be firm and com-
mitted, don’t vacillate and be strong in your communications,
not desperate, not weak willed. The people you deal with are
going to be good actors because their self interest is at stake,
you had better learn that and take a page from theirbook. After
all both sides have access to the same strategy. Managément
will dress up the company to entice you and you will do the same
about yourself for their benefit. 1’s not a lie, just good market-
ing. Understand that going in and be aware.

Never allow yourself to be abused. If you let them get away with
that it will plant the seeds of your own inevitable downfall every
time. If they don’t respect you they won’t treat you as an equal,
and without that you can pretty much kiss that job goodbye.
And never accept an abusive situation thinking it will get better,
because it doesn’t. That negative psychology is usually too
embedded to ever turn around. Unless you're talking steel
tipped, full metal jacket, armor piercing shells.
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Don’t answer questions that aren’t being asked. Remember
that information is your most precious commodity, don’t
volunteer more than they are looking for. Also, be very slow to
understand things. Go over the key areas of your deal many
times, especially the bonus plan. Just sit there and absorb
everything. Ask for the information in a written draft and then
go away and prepare your reaction to it.

Never try to beat them with logic. That is their special turf and
they know more about it than you’ll ever want to. You're talent,
so take advantage of your position and make use of illogic and
a controlled edge of irrationality. That is more likely to keep
them on the edge of their seat than anything else, guessing what

yow’ll do next. Be able to leave the table without pissing them
off but always have an excellent reason for your return as well.
Never close the door until you are absolutely convinced that this
is not the job for you, then bolt it shut and run like hell.

Always have a bottom line figure in your head, you don’t have
to say it out loud yet, but know what it is and play towards it with
each subsequent conversation. Be patient to a fault and don’t
let your nerves get the better of you. Many negotiations break
down in mid-stream or are prematurely resolved simply because
talent can’t take the pressure anymore. They just end up
agreeing to anything so they can get the situation over with.
Don’t make this mistake, and remember:

Planning always has the highest rate of return.

Stall for time when they start pressuring you for a decision just
so that you can fully understand the situation. Talk to your
family, agent, friend or mentor. What is on the paper is what
you will have to live with so make sure you like what you see.
And be somewhat self-centered in your approval of any such
deal, say to yourself, "What’s in it for me", and be happy about
the answer you get.

Do you understand the goals and pressures on the other side
of the table? Are you dealing with the GM or is the PD running
between the two of you? If so, make the PD part of your team.
Engender his sympathy and get him to pitch for you in
subsequent talks with the GM or corporate decision maker.
When it comes time to make concessions try not to give things
up until you have to. Don’t make it easy on them. And never
concede something without getting something in return. Try
to get the salary as high as you can and only then start looking
for the extras to wrap around that core deal. When they want
a concession get something in return, but if they give a
concession don’t offer anything extra yourself. 1t’s OK to show
a little passion during this encounter, you don’t have to be so
executive and cold, get enthusiastic, get a little mad, show them
a spark of your all important "personality", that is why they’re
interested in you in the first placc.

Job one is getting that salary base as high as it will go and until
you have that in hand don’t bother with the fringe elements of
your compensation package. For instance, the bonus plan can
be particularly confusing. A lot of managers are masters at
putting together great looking deals that can never be fully
realized, so go over this stuff until you know it and are

comfortable that it is rooted in reality. Don’t be duped. The
best bonus plans key on market ranking and target demo, not
12+ increases. Ad buys routinely come from the rankers so
you should be rewarded accordingly for placing your station or
daypart in the top three rankers within your target demo.
Don’tget sold on 12 + totals as a guidepost for your bonus plan.
And those glitzy plans with the free trips and trade bumps are
nice, but they don’t pay the reat. Key on how much cash you
can take home for winning in your target demos. And
remember, they sell with rankers so you should be rewarded
with same.

Never sign anything you don’t agree with, you are just asking
for trouble if you do. If they can’t get the fine points together,
or you have some doubt about their intentions, thenit is actually
better to just go with a verbal and a simple salary deal.
Anything, even lack of job protection, is better than signing a
bad deal. A contract can hold you back so think about how
long term you want to be with these guys. Are they the team
you want to work with for the next few years or are they just a
stepping stone to that team? Figure that out and act
accordingly.

If you can’t take the pressure get professional help. In that
regard agents, while expensive, can be a big assist in getting the
best deal possible. Expect to pay your agent approximately
10% of your annual salary, plus their expenses, and realize that
this whole process is somewhat of a gamble. Agents will
frequently recommend that you walk away from a deal that you
might otherwise sign so don’t get panicky if he "shops" you
longer than expected.

SUMMARY:

1) Draw a sharp line during your negotiations regarding
what you will and won’t do for this job.

2) Never trust anybody in business.
3) Assumptions are just poorly educated guesses.
4) Don’t take things at face value.

5) Timing is critical when it comes to asking questions
and steering the negotiations your way.

6) Deadlines make things happen, it creates a sense of need,
so feed on their desire to get the situation resolved.

7) Don’t be afraid to ask questions even if they seem dumb to
you.

8) Be specific, talk in terms of annual figures when discuss-
ing money.

9) Don’t use other jobs as leverage.

10) Do your homework and have plenty of reasons for your
key points to be approved.

11) Consider the boss, how far can he go in making a
decision?

12) Take your time, be patient, patient, patient.
13) Give small concessions but never rush to that decision.
14) Never give in too early and don’t say yes or no too soon.

15) Quick negotiations are usually bad for one party or the
other, probably you.

16) Have your performance goals on paper when considering
your bonus plan.

17) Always plan for a higher rate of return.

18) Use management speak, terms that the decision maker is
going to be comfortable with.

19) Be slow to understand and require detailed explanations
of key points.

20) Be slightly irrational. You are talent so take advantage of
your left brain positioning during the deal making process.

21) Take the time to check your decision with family and
friends.

22) Know when it’s time to stop.

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POLLACK CONVENTION HIGHLIGHTS

The most recent excuse to visit the left coast came on the heels of Jeff Pollack’s invitation to join his compan
and clients for some brain exchange on the state of the industry. The sessions were well attended and by all
accounts profitable for the attendees. And the nightlife was remarkable as well, with a series of celeb-a-thon
events that almost defined the word "action" West coast style. Among our recollections... The Pollack cocktail
party at Trumps with wall to wall industry attendance and enough rock stars to kee% heads turning at near
whiplash rates. Randy Newman provided the music, including a live rendition of "Oh Baltimore" that brought
the house down... The Charlie Chaplin soundstage on the A&M lot was awash in glitter and sound the following
night when ther label threw a party for the attendees that included the best food of the trip and an appearance
by both Bryan Adams and Giant. Bryan sounded like his recent studio work has been keeping him fit and the
new song from his September release album was astunner. As for Giant, they were ready to proclaim themselves
a band for the 90’s with a journeyman set that obviously shows their board smarts out on the road... The action
got a tad grittier when we shifted to the Whiskey for Beau Nasty and Cheap Trick on Saturday night. The
headliners had just returned from several sold out dates in South America and were sporting a rock solid touring
tan. The Whislj(y was the near perfect venue for these guys and you couldn’t want for a closer experience from
a legendary band that has long since graduated to arena status. It was a rare experience... And then there was
the Atlantic suite which, as usual, was the place to be after hours. Rumor had it that Brian Bosworth was going
to be the bouncer, he was in actually in the hotel but spent most of his time around the pool for that all important
upper torso effect. We ran into a host of friends both new and old and generated the same sort of mental fog
that is so typical of these events.

Of the sessions we found most interesting, the radio and record panel; "New Music and Upper Demos, What’s
Wrong with This Picture?” had to be the one to most stir the pot. The folks on the panel were jockeying for
their own point of view and we may be forgiven for thinking that very little new was said or resolved. However,
some interesting verbal forays were recorded and we present them here for your enjoyment and mental |
edification.

TALE OF THE TAPE:

"We used to have the luxury of no real competition but now we
have a Classic Rock station in the market that has torn the top part
of the demos off... and a CHR that used to have a 1.6 share and is
now getting a 6.5 share. I have to fight every week just to make
certain that people in the industry remember who was there five
years ago for them and who will be there for them five years from
now,

The dynamics of the market have forced the station to, unfor-
tunately, pick a format. And when you pick a format you do so
with the intention to make as much money as possible... Well,
when you want to make the most money you get older listencrs
and in getting older listeners there’s less new music you can play...

Tknow a lot of you have been to the radio station and seen the gold
and platinum records on the wall, and it stretches the whole
gamut. Let’s be honest there aren’t a lot of stations where you can
see a Bruce Springstcen platinum next to a platinum for Bootsie’s
Rubber Band, ok?..

I have no desire to work in this industry in any capacity where it’s
always viewed as us versus them...

Ican’t number the calls we get about promotions, showcases, trips,
spot buys all before the record was added and then the record was
added and you don’t hear a god damn thing after that. Two weeks
later it’s another record, and it’s another record, and it’s another
record...

I'll be the first to admit that I love to be proven wrong, I love to
have somebody come back and say hey it worked!..

If we like the song why shouldn’t we give the audience the benefit
of the doubt and let the song roll and give it enough time to see if
it works? That’s what we have to do and until we do everyone of
us in this room is screwed...

Any of the record people in this room ever been to Beltsville,
Maryland to see diary reviews? (A scattering of hands) C’mon
people. Your whole lives, our whole lives, are depending on
people filling out a diary with crayon and french fry grease on the
third week of the report...

Listen to your local promotion people. Quit beating them up.
Leave them alone. They know what they’re doing. They live in
my city, they go to shows, they know the clubs, they take me to
dinner alot. You wanna know how a record is working, ask your
local guy. He’s listening to our station and he’s listening to the

rest of the market too. There probably isn’t anyone in this room
who listens to as much radio as your local guy...

When talking about getting the word out on a new band, there are
many ways to get that done. Take a band like the Black Crowes
who are just about to bust wide open. If anyone in this room knows
Rick Rubin this man is the kind of guy yow’ll only see at four in the
morning. He doesn’t even get up until four in the afternoon
because he’s always in the studio recording. Well, we put him on
the road for three weeks, and this is a guy that doesn’t know
anything about radio, he just knows how to make great sounding
records. The point was to get Rick out there to talk to radio about
why he wanted to record this band and how important it was to
him that it get heard. That’s just one way to get the word out, and
obviously that was a successful strategy...

To me blues music is probably the easiest music for AOR to deal
with probably because CHR has the hardest time working it in.
This has to be one of the most obvious forms of AOR music
because you can have it to yourself long before everyone else
catches on...

I come from the school that says, you take one track and you run
it up the AOR charts and really get the kids out there believing
and hopefully get a base of 50-75,000. Then move over to a track
you can crossover A/C or CHR, wherever you want to go, and
drop in the video between the AOR release and the CHR
release...

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Wesley Hein has resigned as President of
Enigma Records to go work for Hollywood
Records. What impact will that have on
Enigma?

Kaiser: Well, I think that’s part of the
continuing evolution of the label. There’s
an old adage that I find more true the
longer I stay in the business: no person is
irreplaceable: no one person
makes an operation a true major
league operation. I'm sad because
Ireally have a great personal affec-
tion for Wesley and I also recog-
nize his talents. He’s one of the
main reasons I came to Enigma
Records - one of the primary
reasons in fact. I'd been familiar
with Wesley’s accomplishments
over the years. There’s a certain
thing about talent at an early stage
that Wesley brings to the table that
we’re definitely going to miss. But
[ think the personnel in-house can
certainly fill that gap.

Who selects the new president?

Kaiser: James Martone, who's
also a partner in the company with
the Hein brothers, has been ap-
pointed the President and he’s a
guy that I've worked very closely
with in the last six months, and
grown to like tremendously. 1
respect his ability a great deal. He
was holding the position of Execu-
tive Vice President and Chief
Financial Officer.

So there’s no power struggle?

Kaiser: Absolutely none at all.

Thisis a very small, tight knit organization,
which is another reason why we’re all at-
tracted to this operation -- there are no
corporate layers. There is a very friendly,
family oriented, casual atmosphere where
important decisions are made collectively;
everybody that works here, in some way,
shape or form -- be it an associate director
of promotion, or a director of marketing,
or a project director, and even up to the
executive suite, so to speak, is involved in
the decision making process. It’s a very
healthy atmosphere of growth and oppor-
tunity. It’s a great place to be.

Will your role remain the same, or will you
take on additional duties?

Kaiser: Well, my role at this point in time
is going to remain the same. There are a
lot of things that I would like to think that
I bring to Enigma Records that are not
necessarily reflected in the title, in terms
of my experience in the business.

But you’ll remain Senior Vice President of
Promotion?

Kaiser: My hands are in a lot of different
arcas here, through the desire of the com-
pany. Obviously for my own growth I
would like to branch out.

What's the most personally exciting part of
working for Enigma Records?

Kaiser: It’s a small group of highly dedi-
cated, highly motivated, professional
people who have built and maintained a
unique, independent attitude towards
music. I'm one of the few people in a

For Sam Kaiser, Senior Vice President of Promotion at Enigma Records, it all began in 1970 at a college radio
station KCFV/St Louis. He had a love for music that kept drawing him closer and closer to its source. That
fondness eventually led him from the airwaves to the heart of the music industry -- working for a record
company, and helping to keep the hits coming. He describes his nearly 20 years in the business world as a
"journey," and that trek has been very eventful. Kaiser has gone from local, small time radio stations in the
nation’s heartland to local promotion man for Atlantic Records, VP of Promotion at Atlantic, VP of Program-
ming at MTV, Sr VP/Promotion UNI/MCA Records, and finally to Culver City, California, and the executive
suite at Enigma Records. The journey has bounced him around the country -- from coast to coast and places
in between, but he has been a virtual sponge along the way -- learning all he could about the industry. Today,
though his education is far from complete, Sam Kaiser is applying his knowledge, and helping to upgrade one
of the "hottest and most respected of the independent labels" to a "major label operation.”

senior position who brings corporate ex-
perience to the company, and what’s
refreshing and rewarding to me is to see
the other side of the coin -- that renegade,
independent spirit, which is something I
very much want to be a part of.

Were you unhappy in more corporate set-
tings?

Kaiser: It’s not that I was ever un-
happy or upset with the corporate
side of the business, but the direct,
shooting-from-the-hip decision
making, and the aggressive at-
titudes make it easier to move the
Enigma machine than it is maybe
the Atlantic machine or the MCA
machine. It’s easier and more
rewarding to see your plans and
strategies take shape and bear
fruit. We’re also involved in
projects and approaches that are a
little unusual than maybe the
mechanics you would have to deal
with in a larger record company.
It’s a company where you walk
down the halls and everybody
knows each other’s name:
everybody knows each other’s
function. We rely on each other as
afamily. Again, there is this collec-
tive process that takes place that is
such a spark! When we have an
outstanding artist come through
the door, or an outstanding record
walk through the door, the place
ignites immediately.

So there are alot of benefits to work-
ing at a smaller company.

Kaiser: I think what’s more rewarding to
me is, there’s this philosophy that I wanted
to pursue in the music business, and it is
the lost art of artist development and long-
term commitment; this is not to say that all
companies lack them, but in larger situa-
tions where you have a high volume of
artist relations and a large artist roster,
you’re not always able to spend the time
and the attention to minute detail on a
project, whereas with a smaller company
and a smaller roster our commitments are
very long term and very well thought out.

Do you agree that the record industry is
busting at the seams, that the biz is just
about reaching saturation point?

Kaiser:ICs nuts out there right now. Frag-
mentation is a fact of life at the labels as
well as radio. But we aren’t going to be
looking at a Black Friday for the industry
down the road. What I think you’ll see in
about 12 to 18 months is a big shake out of
those labels that can’t keep up. There are
alot of people out there who are very well
funded and are giving it their best shot but
they can’t all succeed. The business can
only bear so much and I am starting to see
a little circuit overload already. When it
gets tough who is going to fall by the
wayside, well it’s not going to be Enigma.
We’ll be around for along time to come so
look out.

With an overseas and
underground press kit that has proclaimed them just short of
a cure for cancer, The House Of Love certainly had a lot to
live up to. Guy Chadwick’s face has been on more European
music papers than you can count, ever since "Christine" was
called the finest three minutes of pop since The Smiths’ "This
Charming Man"back in 1988. The good news is that they have
more than delivered with this their major label debut. Long
time fans will be thrilled to get the new remix of the bands first
ever single "Shine On". The original import fetches a pretty
penny on the collector circuit since there was only 3,000
pressed initially. "Shine" will likely be the track to follow "/
Don’t Know Why I Love You" as a consensus cut, and has been
issued as a U.K. single for quite a while. But as a whole album
you really could do no wrong no matter what you choose to
play. The ever-modest Mr. Chadwick proclaims that this is,
"The first great album of the 90°s!" He’s not kidding, and when
he continues that he expects it to, "Sell millions of copies," it
will only seem boastful if you haven’t heard the music. As a
point of reference let’s just say the entire disk would get a
perfect 10 out of 10. Start with the sinewy "Beatles and the
Stones" which could be one of the best aural examples of The
60’s meeting The 90’s head on. Also recommended are "32nd
Floor", "Shake And Crawl", "Never" and the deceptively sweet
"Someone’s Got To Love You". "The House Of Love" will be
best appreciated if listened to in its entirety, and once you do
all yow’ll be able to think of is repeating the process. (MM)

‘I, Braineater', "Madhouse", "It's Catching Up" and "Behind The
Smile". Acidic and splendid. Listen on Side Two for "Message
From Our Sponsor", also to be found with slightly different words
on the Ice T "Just Watch What You Say" album.

Be on the lookout
for a new Happy Mondays 12" for "Hallelujah" on Elektra
Records. The first mix is courtesy of
Steve Lillywhite (of U2 and XTC), who
even snags his wife Kirsty MacColl for
background vocals on aride that builds
into a cataclysmic swirl. On the B side
are a pair more of dissimilar re-mixes,
just up and to the more toned down
side of the scale.

R.E.M. have written and recorded demos for 12 songs for their
next album, according to guitarist Peter Buck. He says the group
will lay down another 20 songs before going into the studio in
August to record the LP, which should be out by Christmas. The
band does not plan to tour to support the next album. "We're a
record band", Buck says. "We're like the Archies. We’re just gonna
stay home and make records." However, there will also be a live
home video soon from R.E.M.

Students at an Arkansas high school have choscn a Skid Row song
for graduation ceremonies, but the Student Council’s president
objects to the use of "I Remember You". Jennifer Miller of
Harmony Grove High School in Haskell, Arkansas, says her
Baptist beliefs "don’t allow me to listen to that type of music". She
says the song is inappropriate, but school officials won’t intervene.
"If the song had contained any reference to drugs or anything that
could be considered immoral, we would have rejected it," says
School Superintendent Dan Henley.

The Stone Roses appear likely to be the first artists in Britain since
Madonna to have two songs in the top five at the same time. Two
of their long-deleted singles were recently re-released, and the
first, "Elephant Stone", has entered the top ten at number eight.
"Made Of Stone" looks set to follow when it is relcased in the U.K.
on March 6. The band’s success is an example of the case in which
independent bands can have chart hits in Britain. Sales of 7-inch
singles have declined, benefiting groups like the Cramps, House
Of Love and Birdland who have all had records make the top 40.

Oral Roberts has become involved in the rap scene. Roberts, who
a few years ago demanded $8 million to prevent God from taking
his life, is promoting Christian rap at his university. Groups under
his guidance include Preachers In Disguise and Soldiers For
Christ, while raps such as "Stomping Satan" and "Get You A Bible"
are attracting attention. Meanwhile, a Christian rap record label,
Yo 4 Front, has been launched, targeting white teenage record
buyers.

A massive Live Aid-style concert is being planned for Liverpool
in May as atribute to John Lennon. Lou Reed, Deacon Blue, Cyndi
Lauper and Joe Cocker have already been confirmed for the gig,
while appearances by Sting, Billy Joel and George Michael are
expected to be announced soon. All the acts are expected to
perform their own versions of Lennon songs. There’s already talk
of a satellite link-up with the United States to allow American acts
to appear on video screens. The concert’s bging staged to
celebrate the launch of the John Lennon Memorial Trust.

Jerry Dammers says he doesn’t plan to do an updated version of
Special AKA’s "Free Nelson Mandela". "1 don’t think Free Nelson
Mandela’ is out of date", Dammers says. "It still applies because
Nelson Mandela as a black man still does not yet have the right to
vote in his own country and therefore is not free yet, and will not
be free until South Africa is free.”

Houston City Councilwoman Christin Hartung has asked the
city’s legal department to research the possibility of an ordinance
that would require warnings on recordings of sexually explicit
music. The ordinance would apply to "lyrics describing or
advocating suicide, sodomy, incest, bestiality, sadomasochism,
adultery or any form of sexual content in a violent context or
advocating or encouraging murder, violent racism, religious
violence, morbid violence or the illegal use of drugs or alcohol".
Last year, Hartung was unsuccessful in an attempt to ban the sale
of recordings with explicit lyrics to people under age 18.

In a ruling that may have broad implications for the recent rash
proposals to "sticker" recordings because of their lyrical content,
a jury in Alabama has dismissed obsccnity charges against a
record store owner. The jury in the small town of Alexander City,
Alabama, took less than an hour to acquit Tommy Hammond,
who had been charged with violating obscenity laws for selling a
copy of "Move Somethin™ by the Miami rap group 2 Live Crew.
Jurors listened to lyrics from the million-selling "Move Somethin™
album. "What we’re talking about is a sick interest in sex, a sick

interest in nudity, a sick interest in human excretion," city
prosecutor Danny Brown had told the jury. Witnesses for the
defense argued that 2 Live Crew were among the best
representatives of Miami’s "bass music" sound. An English
teacher from Columbia University who carefully follows the
language of rap music testified that the band’s lyrics were not
intended to be taken lyrically. Defense attorney Bobby Segall
charged that police were singling Hammond out for punishment,
while other potentially obscene films and magazines were
available in the town. Attorneys for the American Civil Liberties
Union in Alabama were pleased with the verdict. "I think it will
help us a great deal,” says Elizabeth Johnson of the ACLU. "But
I don’t think music is out of danger." Hammond had originally
been convicted in municipal court of violating local obscenity laws
after a police detective bought the 2 Live Crew album at
Hammond’s record store. He was fined $500, but the municipal
judge urged him to file an appeal.

The House Of Love seem to want to make sure their current single
"Shine On" makes the British charts. They've re-recorded the
track and have released it about as-many different versions as is
possible. A second 12-inch single with additional tracks and a
second 4-track CD with other additional tracks have now been
released. Already, there had been 7-inch, 12-inch, CD- and
cassette-singles available for sale.

A U.S. District Court jury has rejected a claim by Lloyd Chiate
that he was the original author of Stevie Wonder’s "I Just Called
To Say I Love You". After four hours of deliberations, jurors
concluded that Wonder had no access to a tune Chiate wrote
called "Hello It’s Me" before he wrote the song that turned into a
hit single. "I knew the truth in my heart all along," Wonder
commented after the verdict was reached in Los Angeles. "I'm
very sorry a lot of people had to spend a lot of precious time in
this courtroom. But I do appreciate and respect justice." Chiate
had filed the lawsuit against Wonder in 1985, claiming copyright
infringement. His attorney says the jury deferred to Wonder
because he was a popular entertainer and didn’t give Chiate a fair
hearing.

Florida Governor Bob Martinez has called for an investigation
into whether distribution of an album by 2 Live Crew violates the
state’s obscenity and racketeering laws. Martinez has asked
prosccutor Peter Antonacci to investigate the album, "4s Nasty As
They Wanna Be", saying it violates "all conceivable standards of
decency". A judge in Lee County, in southwest Florida, recently
said there is probably cause to conclude the album is obscene, and
he’s ordered all copies of the LP to be removed from stores in the
county. "It’s appalling to think that recordings that a judge has
already determined may be obscene are readily available to
minors throughout Florida," Martinez says in his letter to the
prosecutor. "It’s bad enough to think that vulgar, disgusting lyrics
would be circulated among adults, but to make them available to
minors violates all conceivable standards of decency." Florida law
makes it a felony to distribute obscene recordings to minors, and
state racketeering laws mean that proceeds of sales could be
forfeited to to the state. "Since the sale of the recording apparently
has numbered in the tens of thousands, the pattern of racketeering
activity is arguably present," Martinez says. The governor has also
asked for an investigation into records by other groups. A
spokeswoman for 2 Live Crew’s record label calls the investigation
"a bunch of B.S. to get some publicity."

The Canadian record industry has decided to eliminate the 6-inch
by 12-inch "long box" or "blister pack" packaging of compact discs
effective April 1. The CDs will now be sold in their plastic jewel
boxes. "The plastic shell was both a challenge for the record buyer
to opcn and was an immediately disposable item that serves no
useful purpose,” says Brian Robertson, head of the Canadian
Recording Industry Association.

Teddy Riley has filed a $12 million lawsuit against Gene Griffin,
one of the members of his group, Guy. Filed in U.S. District Court
in New York, the lawsuit allcges that he’s only earned about
$400,000 from touring and recording with the group, when he
should have made over $2 million. The money has been denied
“through a pattern of fraud, as well as physical and economic
threats," the lawsuit says. Riley is seeking $2 million in

UK MUSIC NEWS

Sailing across the Irish Sea this week to look at the results of the Irish Record Music
Awards, following hot on the heels of the Brit Awards and the Grammys. Chris De Burgh
collected Best Irish Male Artist. The Christians presented Cry Before Dawn with the
award for Best Irish Group, while The Four Of Us were voted the Best Irish New Band.
Daniel O’Donnel took the Best Country and Western Award while Best Traditional Act
went to Clannad, presented to them by Maria McKee of Lone Justice. Paul McGuinness,
received a special award for U2’s services to the Irish Music Industry. Performing songs
at the ceremony were The Hothouse Flowers, The Four Of Us, Something Happens, No
Sweat and Sinead O’Connor. Before the event there was a dispute between the Irish
Record Industry and Ireland’s national broadcasting company RTE about who was going
to take the most credit for the show. Things were so acrimonious that both sides held
different after concert parties. Meanwhile there has been a mixed reaction to the 1990
Brits Awards (full report published in last week’s 'Hard Report’). Paul Russel, Chairman
of the awards committee states: "It was infinitely better than the *88 and 89 awards but
it was only about 70 percent of what we can do." The awards were savaged in the tabloid
press on the morning after the show’s recording. However, a phone-in poll on a radio
show the following day revealed that 92 percent of callers said that they enjoyed the show
and thought it was better than previous shows. Two minor criticisms were made by
‘Record Mirror’ writer James Hamilton who agreed with producers Stock Aitken And
Waterman who complained about lack of recognition--although hugely successful, they
are not actually part of the BPI, recording on their own independent label and they have
complained for years that they have been shut out of a private club. However, Hamilton
continues: "..I must take issue with comments about (their artist) Jason Donovan who
was nominated for Best British Male Artist...He was born and raised in Australia. He
has never lives in Britain and as far as I know has no intention of ever settling here. I can
only assume that the reason he took out a British Passport (as he’s entitled to do, because
his father was born here) was to work here as and when he pleases without the formality
of having to apply for a work permit. For him to be nominated as Best British Male Artist
is preposterous. So too is Annie Lennox’s award as Best British Female Artist. Annie is
a brilliant singer, but even if We Too Are One’ had been a magnificent album studded
with number one singles, she shouldn’t have been nominated. She is part of The
Eurythmics and as such qualifies with Dave Stewart for the Best British Group category.
She has never made a solo single and should not therefore be included in a category with
those who have. It’s not fair for singers in groups to get two bites at the cherry while
soloists only get one." The British Record Industry were pleased with the few successes
they achieved at the 32nd annual Grammy Awards. Peter Gabriel won in the New Age
category with his album ’Passion’ and Soul II Soul achieved the success they didn’t get in
the Brits (despite several nominations) with Best Rhythm and Blues Performance and
Best Rhythm and Blues Instrumental--for the song 'Keep On Movin”. The group’s
vocalist, Caron Wheeler also received an award for Best Rhythm and Blues Female
Vocalist. Paul McCartney received a Lifetime Achievement award.

A large-scale concert is set to take place
in Liverpool in tribute to the late John
Lennon. Lou Reed, Deacon Blue, Cyndi
Lauper and Joe Cocker have already
agreed to play and it’s rumored that David
Bowie, Elton John, Sting, Billy Joel,
George Michael, Mick Hucknall and
Kylie Minogue may also participate. The
acts are expected to do their own
interpretations of John Lennon songs and
they will be appearing at a waterfront site
in Liverpool, north-west England, with a
crowd capacity of 45,000. The stage will
be placed in front of Liverpool’s most
famous building, The Royal Liver
Building, where a giant screen will flash
images of Lennon and his native city.
There are not details yet of television
rights. The tickets are being sold for
around $40 each.

Nick Cave And The Bad Seeds are back
after a two year absence. A new single,
"The Ship Song’, will be released March
12th and an album, is out in April. The
album was recorded in Sao Paolo, and the
group is joined by numerous extra players.
Some British players are expected in June.

Manchester sensations The Stone Roses,
may soon have the bizarre experience of
having two singles in the British Top Ten
at the same time! The re-issue of their first
single for the Silvertone label, *Elephant
Stone’ shot straight into the charts this
week. Meanwhile, their scheduled new
single 'Made Of Stone’ is released this
week. To make matters even more
confusing, their very first single on their
previous label, FM-Revolver, ’Sally
Cinnamon’ is doing very well in the indie
charts--a point of acrimonious legal
battles between the band and their former
company. The only act in the 80’s to have
two singles simultaneously in the charts
was Madonna!

Japan have reformed and are back in the
studio again recording a new album, here
in London. David Sylvian, Richard
Barbieri, Mick Karn and Steve Jansen
have said they are "testing the waters
together". It’s not clear whether the group
will actually call themselves Japan.
Japan’s last studio album was ’Tin Drum’
in 1981. A year later they split up after
their live album ’0il In Canvas’.
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Wembley Stadium in London have
cleared Easter Monday for what has been
dubbed Mandela 2. The BBC in Britain
have also cleared their broadcasting
schedules. Nelson Mandela has agreed to
address the concert and dozens of artists
have agreed to appear at the event. But in
a confusing picture, no-one seems to have
actually stepped forward to organize the
concert, leaving artists saying they'd like
to do it, but admitting that nobody has
actually approached them, nor knowing
who to actually give their commitment to.
Among those said to want to do the
concert are Simple Minds, The
Eurythmics, Madonna, Prince, Tracy
Chapman, Bruce Springsteen and Peter
Gabriel. Asreported in last week’s "Hard
Report’, rumors of an open-air show have
been circulating here for two weeks. It
would naturally follow up the Nelson
Mandela 70th Birthday concert, held here
in London two years ago, with artist like
Simple Minds and The Eurythmics being
among the prime movers committed to the
anti-apartheid cause. Nelson Mandela
has said he will address the rally as long as
the political situation in South Africa does
not deteriorate. But the News Editor of
"The New Musical Express’, Stephen
Lamacq, told 'The Hard Report’
"Everyone’s agreed to do it, but I’ve been
trying to find out who the hell is organizing
it. No-one seems to know. After awhile I
just started wondering *what the f*** ig
going on?” No doubt the offer from the
man himself will hurry things along.
Watch this space.

Stories in the British tabloid press that The
Eurythmics have split up are apparently
false. The reports claimed that Candy
Dulfer, Dave Stewart’s Dutch saxophonist
partner on his new single ’Lily Was
Here’--and featured on the last
Eurythmics album, "We Too Are One’--has
become his new pop partner and implied
that Annie Lennox has left music to work
for the homeless charity Shelter. BMG
Records have angrily denied the stories
saying that both Annie and Dave are
taking a year off from The Eurythmics and
that Annie has not retired from music for
good. The partnership between Dulfer
and Stewart is apparently a one off,
although Stewart is working on a new solo
project called Dave Stewart and the
Spiritual Cowboys, expected to be
announced later this year.

The Stranglers, currently doing very well
with their new single, a cover of 96 Tears’
release their new album for Epic Records.
They’ve called it "The Tenth Studio Album’
and it also contains ten tracks!
Amazingly, it’s their first studio album
since "Dreamtime’ in 1986. The album is
produced by Roy Thomas Baker, famous
for his work with The Cars and Queen.
The Stranglers are currently on a sell-out
tour of the British Isles.
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The Christians are being sued by an Irish
record company who claim the group have
plagiarized one of their songs from a dead
Irish traditional musician. Gael Linn
Records claim that The Christians’
'Words’, from their Colours’ album,
breaches copyright of a song by Sean
O’Riada called Mna Na Eireann’ (gaelic
for ’Woman Of Ireland’). Legal
proceedings have been initiated against
each member of The Christians, Island
Records, Record Services, who distribute
the band in Ireland and The Christians’
management company. It is thought that
the band may not have realized that there
was a copyright on the music.

Sinead O’Connor’s success at the top of
the UK charts with *Nothing Compares 2
U’ is unlikely to lead to Sinead overkill
according to Chrysalis Records. She will
ignore trends towards remixes and a rush
to release single feltow-ups.- She is
currently auditioning -guitarists for her
April tour a5 well as jetting to other parts |
of Europe and North America on:
publicity toyrs. Her film, "Hush A Bye
Baby” has just opened in The Irish
Reépublic. Her album, ’I Do Not Want
What I Havent Got’ is released March
12th in the UK featuring ten tracks. Al
were penned by her, apart from fhé
aforementioned ’Nothing Compares’
whichwas written by Prinee.” As-with 'The
Lion And The Cabra” (which was curiously
just re-entered the British album chart)
she produced the new album herself.

One of London’s most beloved venues,
The Town And Country Club, is under
threat of closure. It’s one of London’s very
few medium sized venues, ideally located
in the city’s trendy Camden Town and The
Eurythmics, The Fine Young Cannibals,
The Mission, Big Audio Dynamite and
many more launched their careers there.
Redevelopment plans, submitted to
Camden council involve demolishing the
hall. Protests to save the venue have
already started. Protests like these are not
always unsuccessful. One of London’s
oldest movie theatres was recently saved
from plans to turn it into a bingo hall.

Iron Maiden have swiftly replaced
departed guitarist Adrian Smith, who left
the group two weeks ago. The new
guitarist is Janick Gers who has preciously
worked with Gillan and White Spirit and
who also helped with some of the
songwriting on Bruce Dickinson’s solo
album. Gers will be playing with Bruce
Dickonson’s band before making his live
debut with Maiden later this year.

The Siouxsie and The Banshees spin-off
band, The Creatures are doing better than
ever in their history. The new twelve inch
’Fury Eyes’is doing very well commercially
and in the dance clubs. Last Fall’s album
'Boomerang’ from which the remixed "Fury
Eyes’ has been lifted provides a very
interesting assortment of loose-limbed
percussive traditions and post-punk
rebellion. Some live dates this week at
London’s Town and Country Club, will be
the first Siouxsie/Budgie appearances in
two years and promise a sell-out response.

As David Bowie kicks off his Sound And Vision world tour in Montreal this week, he
releases his greatest hits package ‘Changes Bowie’ on March 12th in the UK. Meanwhile,
EMI have acquired the full rights to Bowie’s back catalogue from RCA and expect to
make all his albums available, including on CD for the first time, this year. Different deals
apply in the U.S. and Canada. Full tracklisting for 'Changes Bowie’ runs: ’Space Oddity’,
John I'm Only Dancing’, *Changes’, Ziggy Stardust’, ’Suffragette City’, "Jean Genie’,
‘Diamond Dogs’, 'Rebel Rebel’, 'Young Americans’, ’Fame 90 (Remix)’, ‘Golden Years’,
"Heroes’,'Ashes to Ashes’, 'Fashion’,’Let’s Dance’,’China Girl’,"Modem Love’, 'Blue Jean A
‘Starman’, "Life On Mars’ and *Sound And Vision’. Meanwhile, here in the UK. *The
New Musical Express’ and "Time Out’ magazines have both stepped up their campaign
to get readers to phone up the ’Dial-A-Dave-Fave’ hotline and vote for *The Laughing
Gnome’, the thin white one’s cringeworthy debut single in 1967 (which has already
resurfaced once before on re-release, becoming a top five hit in the mid-seventies). Bowie
has faithfully promised to play the songs which get the most votes. Will he keep his
promise?

It would appear that there is still ’Room At The Top’ for Adam Ant, who jumps to 13 in
this week’s singles chart. The Stone Roses’ *Elephant Stone’ is this week’s second highest
new entry, debuting at number eight. It only got to number 149 when it was originally
released in 1988. Britain’s latest charity hit *The Brits 1990’ smashes into the chart at
number 7 this week. It’s a medley of British dance hits, mixed especially for the Brit
Awards, with proceeds going to the Nordoff-Robbins Music Therapy. *Dub Be Good To
Me’ by Beats International is the UK’s new number one single. Masterminded by former
Housemartin Norman Cook it’s a moody, reggae remix of Just Be Good To Me’ by the
SOS Band. It’s a surprise number one and a big hit on the dance floors. It marks the first
reggae number one since UB40, and the music is not dissimilar. ’Dub’ knocks Sinead
O’Connor off the top spot after four weeks. But it remains the biggest selling single in
the past year in Britain, selling over 550,000 copies.
