Euzanne--Vigim Regardless of 
whether or not you thought Suzanne's intimate look at the 
ire-raising subject of child abuse, "Luka", was the greatest thing to 
happen since the invention of personal vibrators, there's no 
denying the impact she had on the format. And any programmer 
in the original long line of folks who thought A&M was crazy for 
trying to get that bit of folksy social commentary from this 
winsome little lady on the airwaves at mainstream radio who 
doesn't admit now they were wrong needs a good conscience 
cleaning. "Luka" was a major hit and proved to the radio world 
that it doesn't need to be a formula rocker from a classic rock artist 
to make the phones ignite. We mention the preceding reminder 
so that hopefully the A&M staff won't have to beat their collective 
noggins against the same doors they left cranial dents in the last 
time to get the programming populace to listen to the brand new 
release from the melancholy Ms. Vega. "Book Of Dreams" is 
more upbeat than "Luka" but still retains that odd lilting character 
that made the earlier hit so catchy. Some stations couldn't even 
wait for the CD pro, adding the track off the advance cassette. 
Jane Frederickson, KTCZ, was one, and she tells us, "Suzanne 
Vega is back with a highly melodic, upbeat new tune. 'Book Of 
Dreams' is an impressive step in the growth of this thoughtful, 
talented, multi-format artist." 

Heart. "Brigade". Capitol....  Here's a little programming tip for 
you. Save yourself the aggravation down the road of having to 
move things around on your playlist to make room for tracks off 
the new CD from the Wilson sisters. Just pick a spot in your heavy 
rotation and write in Heart. Doesn't matter whether you're using 
Musicscan, Selector, or a high school intern with a good memory, 
just go ahead and type in Heart somewhere in the daily scheme. 
That way you can just insert the individual tracks as they come 
along. Because face it, there's not going to be a week this year 
when you're not playing whatever the latest track off "Brigade" 
happens to be at the time. "All I Want To Do.." is already top five 
on the Hard Hundred, moving 10-4* this week, and number one 
on the Increase Index, with forty seven stations moving the cut 
upward. And as soon as "All I Want To Do.." has run it's course, 
Capitol will be coming at you with one of the three upbeat 
numbers on the Disc, "Wild Child". The other two, "Tall Dark 
Handsome Stranger" and "Call Of The Wild" are scheduled for 
further on down the road, to be alternated with ballads ("Call..." 
has already been getting airplay off an import only issue!). A US 
tour kicks off in Florida June 7, following a jaunt through 
Europe.Like we said, save yourself the trouble and make some 
playlist space now. 

Sleeze Beez. "Stranger Than Paradise". Atlantic..., Forget all the 
clever bee references. You'll find no "major buzz building" cheez 
wizdom, no "honey of a tune" crapola in this analysis. As Sergeant 
Joe Friday would say, "Just the facts, ma'am (or as Joan Rivers 
would say, "Can we talk here?"). First of all, they're a hard rocking 
band who doesn't try too hard to look the part. For the most part 
it's t-shirts and jeans. Hey listen, just the fact that they're not all 
wearing cowboy boots with their pants tucked in wins points with 
us (like how many rock musicians that you know have ever worked 
on a ranch or rode horses anyway?) Maybe they don't get MTV 
in Holland so they don't know what they're "supposed" to look like. 
Yeah, they've got leather jackets and tats, but we'll forgive them 
for that small example of Lemming-ness. Then there's the music, 
which after all is what will make you play a new record or not. 
"Stranger Than Paradise" turns so many musical corners that it's 
hard to pigeonhole (more points in their favor). Acoustic guitar 
mixes with screaming electric, Sweet "Fox On The Run-like vocal 
harmonies on the chorus, keyboards. WLRS's Brad Hardin puts 
it this way, "It's coming. The attack of the killer Beez!" Bee smart, 
don't get stung by the competition (oops, sorry) play "Stranger 
Than Paradise". 

Rave Ups. "Respectfully King Of Rain". Epic.... It's tough being 
a Music or Program Director, we know that. You've got so many 
responsibilities. Depending on which name plate is on your door 
and what the job description your particular parent company 
assigns to your position is (we can hear it now. "What's a job 
description?"), you've got to upkeep the music library, hire, fire 
and critique the jocks, make out the weekly schedule, watch the 
monthlies, keep track of expenses, plan and execute weekend 
special programming, make appearances at station events, and a 
hundred or so other details that we're sure you don't need us to 
remind you about. And in the middle of all that, you've got to find 
room, somehow, for listening to néw music. Sure, there are the 
"no thinkers". Like when Robert or Bruce come out with new 
records. Unless they've gone out into left field and recorded an 
album of Hindu Wedding Music, chances are you're going to add 
them out of the proverbial box. But what a small playlist that would 
be if all you played were the big boys and girls, the superstars. 
Enter The Rave Ups and "Respectfully King Of Rain". Rock and 
roll straight up, with a twist. A great band with a wonderful new 
song. Add the edited CD pro. Just trying to make your job a little 
easier. 

RECORD OF THE WEEK 

Fleetwood Mac. "Save Me". Warner.... Gee, what a surprise. The last thing anyone around here thought would happen when 
the new Fleetwood Mac hit the streets was a flood of adds. Sure we knew a couple of really adventurous stations would go 
out on a limb and give the new Christine voiced single "Save Me" a shot. But number one most added? A Hard Hundred 
debut at 7*? One hundred and sixty nine reporters in the first week, including major market powerhouses like CFOX, ICBCO, 
KDJK, ICFOG, KGGO, KGON, KTCZ, KTXQ, WDIZ, WDVE, WEGR, WICDF, WLLZ, WRXK, WNEW, WNOR, 
WWDC, and WZZO? Gee willikers! And fifty percent of those who added the track put it right into heavy or power rotation? 
Wow, maybe there's a story here. Alright, so by now you've detected that there's just a hint of facetiousness in our voice. 
After all, anything new from these format vets is bound to go straight from the mail pile to the control room and on the air.

More Hard Acts 
Shy England. "Give It All You Got". MÇA.... From the first 
crunching mega chords of the latest offering out of the hard 
rocking Shy England cupboard, the adjectives start rolling. 
Powerful, melodic, authoritative, playful, rollicking, raucous. 
This is pedal to the metal mettle. Formerly known as Shy, with a 
strong debut currently in record store files, "Once Bitten...Twice 
Shy", these four Brits return with an updated, harder edged sound, 
with all the playful grit of their debut platter still intact. "Give It 
All You Got", from the soon-to-be released (April 17) "Misspent 
Youth" compact discoid, rocks with a vengeance. Guitars blazing, 
sexual feet firmly planted in the lust zone, "Give It All You Got" 
is party-time rock and roll that will make you want to grow your 
hair just so you can shake it to the beat. A video has been done, 
shot in an uncompleted Manhattan skyscraper, and rumors persist 
of a tour pairing with Enuff Z' Nuff to start the end of April out 
on the left coast. So far KBER, KNAC and WLZR have already 
broken the seal on the single song CD, with sterling results. Don't 
try to slip by with a half-assed attempt at rock and roll, "Give It 
All You Got", then pass it along to your listeners. 

Lock Up. 'Something Bitchin' This Way Comes". Geffen.... 
Everybody gather 'round, hurry, hurry step right up. No shoving, 
there's something for everyone and plenty to go around. That 
might not be a bad subtitle for the latest rock outfit to come 
charging out of the Geffen gates, "something for everyone and 
plenty to go around". If it's absolute honesty you treasure, there's 
not really something for everyone. Polka fans probably won't dig 
"Something Bitchin' This Way Comes" (though it is awfully 
danceable), and we can't imagine Jimmy Swaggart grooving along 
(though the funkiness of it all might attract some fine females in 
skimpy attire, and that would certainly make the Swag-man smile). 
But if it's tasty metal with a decidedly urban edge, smooth rock 
and roll with a foot tapping swagger, or just something brand new 
and good for the soul, dive into the twelve tracks from these 
Cali-funksters. The lead track, "Nothing New" has already 
attracted a of couple dozen Hard stations and is currently sitting 
at 92* on our chart. "Can't Stop The Bleeding" "24 Hour Man" and 
"Maniac" smoke, while "Everywhere I Go It Looks Like Rain" is a 
Georgie Bush type song (kinder and gentler). Totally gnarly jamz, 
dude. 

The Four Of Us. "Drag My Bad Name Down". Columbia.... 
Whenever one sits down to start the thankless, grueling, brain 
straining procedure of pecking out some semblance of keyboard 
creativity (feel sorry for us yet?), the first task is usually to form 
some image. The 4 Of Us brings to mind Artie Johnson. Not 
because these songsters are small German fellows who hid behind 
plants on Laugh - In, but because one listen to their debut single 
and the accompanying bio and you're left thinking, "Verrrry 
in-terresting". For instance, the Irish foursome, three of them 
brothers, started out playing acoustic R&B on French street 
corners, the youngest brother only fifteen at the time. At the first 
meeting they had with Columbia's UK A&R head, Muff 
Winwood, they asked him to wait before signing them, an unusual 
request from four anxious young musicians, but commendable 
since it was because they honestly felt they weren't quite ready. 
Then you have their sound. A youthful mixture of American 
rhythm n' blues, Celtic soul and steady rollin' rock. Think 
Hothouse Flowers on a bright, sunny day. From the souna of 
"Drag My Bad Name Down", The 4 Of Us are more than ready 
now. On at KEYJ, KFMU, KTYD, and KZOQ. 

The Little Angels. "Kickin' Up Dust". Polydor.... "The Little 
Angels make me feel the way I did when I first saw and heard Bon 
Jovi. They're young, they're exciting and they rock!", Mary 
France, VVIYY. "These guys could be the next Def Leppard story 
in the making", Billy Cox, Polydor. We usually don't use quotes 
from the promo folks who's job it is to work a new band on their 
own label, but Billy seemed so genuinely enthused when we talked 
about his new project we felt it would be appropriate. Especially 
when we've been hearing similar praise from programmers like 
Mary. Much of the early excitement stems from an early March 
showcase at Woody's in the Village, where a group of generally 
jaded industry types got a first hand gander at the young English 
lads. That evening resulted in what is turning into no less than an 
East Coast rage, with stations like WZBH, WXTB and WIYY 
already sending up Dust clouds, and WNOR and WEZX 
promising to do so this coming week. There also seems to be a 
story building in the Midwest, with KEZO, KFMQ, KICT, and 
KZOQ leading the charge. A young bunch, eighteen to twenty 
one years old, The Little Angels are a band to watch in 1990, and 
"Kickin' Up Dust" is a great place to start. 

New Play Priorities 
Bad English. "Heaven Is A Four Letter Word". Epic.... By jove, I think they've got something! This mixture of former Journeymen and 
grown up Babys has certainly stumbled across a pot of gold this time around. Though the new grouping has a ways to go before they 
can claim the success story of Journey, and only time will tell if any song from Bad English's debut will last as long as The Babys' "Isn't 
It Time" has, they've certainly taken some steps in the right direction. The latest single from the Bad boys beats us to the punch this 
week, getting a fistful of add action before we could even get it on the cover, how rude! Debuting on the Hard Hundred at 62*, halos 
get handed out to thirty two angelic beings, including KEZE, KFMF, KILO, KJOT, KKTX, KRQR, KZOQ, WAPL, WCCC, WDHA, 
webn, wglf, WIOT, WLLZ, WNCD, WRFX, WRKI, WXLP, and WXTB. A mid tempo radio gem, somewhere between "Forget Me 
Not" and "The Price Of Love" in intensity, "Heaven" is showing every sign of playing follow the leader with the last four tracks. In the 
school of hard rocks, Bad English is not only being tolerated but encouraged, though when it comes to spelling, it looks to us like these 
guys are two letters short of an "A plus". 

Harlow. "Harlow". Reprise.... Last week we gave you our humble opinion on this new group of California rockers and their power packed 
debut single, "Chain Reaction". Meanwhile, in the Hard Rock/ Heavy Metal section of the sheet, our own Chrisby set her Discman on 
the all tracks mode and gave the harder rocking world a sampling of the full CD. Now it's your turn, dear mainstream readers, to peruse 
the rest of this ultra strong coming out party. "Chain Reaction" is still the emphasis track and the one we suggest you drop the laser light 
on first, but with stations like KEZO, KGON, KXBR, WCMF, WLRS, WRXK and WXTB way ahead of the game, there's plenty more 
to recommend. Teresa Straley's iron vocal chords wrap themselves as adeptly around a tender ballad ("Edge Of Love") as they do 
around a high octane workout ("Cry Murder"), while the rest of the band's prodigious talents shine throughout. "Silence" would win an 
in-house poll for the next AOR track, with "No Escape" hot on it's heels. Though it may seem premature to start talking about future 
tracks from a disc that's just starting to see the light of day, we think this one has enough steam to go the distance and we just want to 
give you a sneak peek. You're welcome. 

Thunder, "She's So Fine". Capitol.... The British are coming, the British are coming! It was a cry heard back in the 1700's, as well as 
the early sixties and 70's. If Thunder has anything to say about it, we'll be hearing it one more time in the 90's. Hoping to reclaim the 
hard rock throne vacated by bands like Led Zep and Deep Purple, these five soulful blues belters from the land of Big Ben and 
bass-ackward traffic patterns are making plans for an all out invasion of Uncle Sam's shores. The first shots have already been fired, in 
the form of this sexy and sweltering account of love at first sight. From a historical perspective, "Thunder" is no recent arrival. Vocalist 
Danny Bowes and lead string bender Luke Morley have been running buddies since grade school and shared the stage in, along with 

drummer Gary James, Terraplane, which released two albums in the early part of the last decade. With some extremely favorable press 
clippings on file, and former Duranie turned solo rocker Andy Taylor in the production chair, there's Thunder on the horizon for sure. 
KBER has the distinction of having heard the call first. For the rest of us, the British are here.

Bang Tango. "Love Injection". Mechanic/ MCA.... Wait a cotton pickin' minute you say? What are these cats doing writing up this old 
tune? A silver star and a rubber cigar for you if you correctly identified "Love Injection" as a previously released track. In fact, you have 
to go back two years to find the original version, the live recording off the similarly titled "Live Injection" EP. Next up, Mechanic's hope 
for future street rock kings of the world released their full disc early last year with the cut done in a studio form. But, though metal radio 
had a field day with just about everything on "Psycho Cafe", their less adventurous and more single oriented brethren in rock radio land 
were busy spinning the first three releases, "Attack Of Life", "Something Like You" and "Breaking Up A Heart Of Stone", with varying 
degrees of commitment. "Something Like You" did garner the boys a healthy mainstream following, accounting for much of the retail 
sales logged, but the follow up, "Breaking Up.." didn't hit the same nerve. So back to the drawing board and a solid new remix of "Love 
Injection". Funky and fun live, personable and pleasant face to face, Bang Tango is much too good to let get by. 

Impact Tracks 
Little Feat, "Texas Twister". Warner....  "Yeeeow! Crank up Little 
Feat's 'Texas Twister' and hang on for dear life. The groove is 
lethal, the guitars blindside you, it's amazing how much energy is 
packed in to four minutes and forty eight seconds. As if there's 
any doubt left after 'Let It Roll', Little Feat is back to stay!" That 
wonderful opening comes from the author of last week's anti-
stickering letter, John Amberg at VVKRR. No surprise to anyone 
on either end of the programming/ promotion tunnel, John's not 
the only guy in an airplay decision making chair who feels this 
strongly. The first track off the new "Representing The Mambo" 
disc blew into town at 15*, with one hundred and forty stations 
already along for the ride. "Texas Twister" also picks up gushing 
praise from Michael Young at WIOT who says it has,"All the 
power and pizazz that we've come to expect from this energetic 
outfit", while at the same time picking up an award for being this 
week's best, "Driving down the road with the windows open and 
singing along like a geek" song from VVHCN's Kim Alexander. 

Robert Plant. "Tie Dye On The Highway". EsParanza...‘ It may 
just be a rumor, but we hear Prez Bush may be declaring 1990 the 
Year Of The Plant. Not in honor of the horticulturally adept, but 
as a tribute to the latest sure to be platinum effort from the former 
Zepster gone solo. As if it wasn't enough to own the number one 
spot on both the Hard Hundred ("Hurting Kind") and Album 
Impact charts ("Manic Nirvana"), Bob thumbs his nose at the fair 
share rule by putting a second track into the top forty reaches of 
the Hard chart. "Tie Dye On The Highway" pulls in thirty five 
more adds this week, the number three most added radio rocket, 
and gets credit for the biggest upward move, 54-32* thanks in part 
to CFOX, KDJK, KFMG, KOME, KRXQ, WAPL, WAQX, 
WCCC, WDIZ, WONE and WYNF. We won't even mention the 
fact that the Plantman has three other tracks on the Hard hundred 
("Big Love", "I Cried" and "Nirvana") or that two other tracks made 
the top ten most added list this week ("Big Love" and "I Cried").

As the king of 
Trash continues his barnstorming tour around the country, 
release number three jumps within Homer Simpson's nosehair of 
the top thirty, with a ten point jump, 41-31* Twenty six more Hard 
Reporters called in this week to let us know they heard the sound 
of Alice's bloodpumper, making "Heart" number five in the most 
added pecking order. KBPI, KFMG, KLPX, KMJX, KRNA, 
KSHE, KTXQ, KTYD, KZAP, KZRR, WAVF, WEGR, WGLF, 
WIMZ, WIXV, WWWV and WZZQ were just a handful of the 
new call letter quadruplets that opened their ears, with lots of 
heavy and higher rotations, and plenty of skyward increases to 
prove its power. From the phone conversations we've engaged in, 
there are more than a few checks in the "we thought this was the 
best radio track all along" column, and no less than a mob scene 
when it comes to new believers. Malcolm Ryker at WXLP was the 
most vocal this issue, saying, "You have got to be playing 'Only My 
Heart Talking'. This is a great song with a razor sharp hook. 
Instant reaction on the phones, and with Steven Tyler's input 
you've got a rock radio Trash smash." 

Baton Rouge. 'Walks Like A Woman". Atlantic.... Laissez les bon 
temp rouler! If it's a good time you're looking for, you could 
slowly cruise the drag in Atlantic City waving a fifty dollar bill, wait 
for next year's Mardi Gras, or add this slice of hot rocking thunder 
from these transplanted Cajun cowboys. Twenty one stations 
opted for the latter this issue, including KEZE, KKTX, KRZQ, 
WBAB, WCIZ, WEGR, WGBF, WJXC, WKLT, WNCD, 
WPLR, WVRK, WVVDC, WWTR and WXLP. That was enough 
for a twelve point upward climb for "Walks Like A Woman", 
65-53*, and a 55-51* bump for the full CD. The party time groove 
of "Walks" is also making Sarah the operator a busy woman, with 
top five requests at stations like WDVE, and more than half of the 
stations with "Walks" on their playlists reporting medium or higher 
rotations. "Whitesnake meets Sammy Hagar" is how several folks 
'round these parts have described the track, and that's bound to 
be enough to make the rest of you casual observers raise an 
eyebrow. Plus, as our own Ellenski might say (if she had poor 
grammar), it ain't a ballad. 

Eric Johnson. "High Landrons". Capitol.... Let's take stock in our efforts, troops. We've featured this young Texan with the fleet fingers 
on the cover, expounding his virtues and squawking about the lead cut, "High Landrons". We've even given our readers a glimpse into 
the rest of "Ah Via Musicom". By now there can't be a Music Director in the free world who hasn't heard at least the single, though we 
can't understand why anyone who calls themselves a music fan wouldn't give a listen to the full CD. And, yeah, alot of our reporters 
have gotten hip to EJ and his unbelievably fluid electric style. This issue seventeen new stations reported they're now taking their lucky 
listeners on the trip to "High Landrons", moving the track skyward, 74-58* But we want more! Hey, if they won't listen to us, maybe 
they'll listen to some of their peers! Like VVIZN's Tom Van Zant who says, "Johnson plays with passion, intensity and great control. 
'High Landrons' sounds like a million bucks." Or Dan Thomas, KVVHL, "Eric Johnson slays me. The perfect combination of rock, blues 
and smoke." That oughta do it. 

Aerosmith, "Monkey On My Back", Geffen....  Brothers and sisters, welcome to the First Holy Church of the Rock and Roll 
Lifestyle. There's a hell out there far worse than being Al Bundy. Worse than being a pair of Underalls in Roseanne Barr's dresser 
drawer. Even worse than Kim Basinger's hairdo at the Grammies. The Toxic Twins have been there and back, and they're here to 
testify to you about it brothers and sisters. "Monkey On My Back" takes a long hard look at drug addiction in much the same way "Janie's 
Got A Gun" drew the curtain back on child abuse. That is, without being condescending, preachy or trite, and with a solid coat of primo 
grade Asmith rock and roll to nail the point home. With the last release from the mega monstrous "Pump" CD, "What It Takes", just 
now making a slow crawl toward the exit doors, thirteen more stations fill the gaping playlist hole with "Monkey" this week, including 
major leaguers KLOL, KMJX, KRXQ, WLLZ and WLZR. That and a 60-51* climb in it's second week out makes us want to stand up 
and say, "Hallelujah!" But we'll settle for a Howard Stern-like, "Cool".

Aside from the big win in Maryland last week, it seems that 
Tennessee has also slashed any hopes among the conservative 
locals that they might succeed in making album stickering a law in 
that state. When the prospective bill came before the House 
Judiciary Committee it failed to even receive a second and was 
stopped dead in its tracks as a result. While that makes two 
victories in the state by state battle to keep our music free of any 
government interference and control, it doesn't take away from 
the recent Florida action which saw a 19 year old clerk jailed for 
selling a 2 Live Crew album to an 11 year old girl. The band has 
responded with legal action of their own including a suit against 
the Sheriff involved in the arrest and a request for judgment from 
the federal court in Fort Lauderdale. Members of the band have 
cited racism and harassment as part of the strategy being waged 
by those responsible in Florida. In the meantime, the young clerk 
arrested and facing felony charges in this matter must now face 
life in the midst of an ACLU test case that could make him an 
unwilling celebrity in the First Amendment fight that has just 
begun.

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John Fagot: 

Striving To "Really Know" The Record Industry 
Introduction by Jesse Nash and George Flowers 

As Vice President of Promotion for Capitol Records, John Fagot knows how to spread the word about a great 
new act; as a manager of people, he has learned well the arts of training, guiding„ leading and motivating his 
staff, and as an ardent student of the music industry, he has also learned the importance of acquiring still 
more knowledge. 

The story of John Fagot is rather classic. He actually began his climb up the corporate ladder in the mail room 
(of CBS Records in Atlanta) in the mid 70's. The next rung was that of a local promotion manager for 
Columbia, working Atlanta, the Carolinas and Dallas. 

In 1984, he became the label's National Director of Singles Promotion, and two years later he was elevated to 
Vice President of Promotion. In 1987, Capitol wooed Fagot away from Columbia at the same level, VP of 
Promotion. 

Capitol_ presented Fagot with an "exciting challenge to make the label happen again," and with a chance to move 
to the West Coast, something he and his family had wanted to do. 

Fagot took time recently to promote his label and his philosophy in an interview with Jesse Nash. 

Describe your job as a promotion person. 

, Fagot: My job basically is to get the records played on the radio. I am a hands on sort of VP; I still call radio every week; I still lask 
people about my records; I'm into everything about a project; I call directors of artists development on toys, posters -- everything; I do 
the advertising and write copy; I'm involved with almost every promotion department. 

What are the qualities required to be a good promotion person? 

Fagot: You have to love music and you have to love the music that you're working. But the most important thing is the willingness to 
work. You have to be very dedicated and willing to put in a lot of time and effort, and you have to be very intense and very committed. 
You have to have a kick ass attitude. You have to be able to translate all that to your staff and have them be just as intense. And you 
have to be able to deal with a lot of different things -- sometimes at the same time -- without getting tangled. 

Would you say you have an open door policy? 

Fagot: Yes, my door is always open, and people feel free to walk in and talk to me; I'm very open with my staff and we work together. 
Sometimes I think it's good to take an hour out of the day, close your door, and not be disturbed. But, overall, my door is open and 
managers come in, product marketing people stick their heads in, and all of my staff, everybody, feels they can come on in, see if I'm 
busy, and get an answer to something. Often, answers are needed on an instantaneous basis, and to wait a day to be able to get an answer 
on something as vital as a radio station promotion, the pick of a single, a re-mix, whatever, can make a big difference because of the 
timing involved. 

What is it about Capitol Regords that makes you an effective promotion man? 

Fagot: Capitol has a great history and a great catalog of product. I think the people at Thorn/EMI, who own Capitol Records, are 
committed to turning Capitol Records around and making it one of the top three or four labels in the industry. I had the opportunity 
to come in and put together my own staff and work like hell and, if I'm lucky, see the label be successful, knowing that I was part of that 
success. And it was the history of the company, the Capitol tower, the chance to move to Los Angeles, and the money -- they all 
contributed to making me want to come here. What makes me stay at Capitol? I like Hale Milgram. 

Let's talk about your interactions witlt executives like Milgram (It'd Joe Smith. 

Fagot: I deal with Hale on a daily basis. Joe's on a higher level, but I deal with the President of the label daily. 

What do you talk about? 

Fagot: We talk about the records and personnel. We talk about budgets. 

Are you content with the budgets you're given? 

Fagot: When you ask a promotion man if he's content with the budget, you have to remember that overkill is the name of the game. 
Anything you can do to get the record out there is justified in the eyes of a promotion person. It's like asking a general if he's content 
with the number of troops that he's got to storm the hill; he'll say, "Am I cpntent?! Let's just remove the damn hill!" So, if you ask me 
if it's adequate to do the job -- definitely; but am I content? -- well, that's another story. 

Do you have any thoughts about the current weaknesses and strengths of radio, and do you have a message for radio programmers? I 

Fagot: If I had a message tb radib it would be the same message that I give my people: if you're a professional -- if you have dedicated 
your life to a profession, and amassed both knowledge and skill, you should be confident of your abilities to get the job done and tb make 
the right decisions. I thing there are too many radio programmers who are insecure, after all it's an insecure business. The general 
manager can walk in and tell you the station's been sold, or you get a down book and you can be fired. But if you're a true professional 
and you know how to do your job, and you're dedicated, then you should feel very secure. By that I mean there are too many programmers 
who need too much assurance that every record they play is a hit. Part of being a radio programmer is knowing the music, knowing what 
makes a hit record, getting that reaction from the audience and going ahead with it. I think too many people watch the national trades 
instead of worrying about their local market and what's happening there. They're insecure and scared to break a record. Ten years ego 
it was a badge of pride, and people were happy to say, "Hey, I'm the guy that broke such and such a record." Now there's just not enough 
people out there who are confident of their own abilities and willing to put that confidence and pride on the line.

1412at about the strengths of radio? 

Fagot: I think overall that the quality and the 
intelligence of the programmers who are now 
working in radio have increased tremendously. 
You go to a radio station now and you're more than 
likely going to talk to a programmer who's wearing 
a suit and tie. And I think radio is still the first 
medium to react to what's going on out in the 
streets. 

Before television? 

Fagot: Yes. Before television, and that's a 
strength they should capitalize on. I think the fact 
that radio can be topical on a local level is a big 
strength that they ought to take better advantage 
of. I'm worried about radio because my part of the 
industry is dependent to a great degree on radio 
air-play. If radio is healthy then, concurrently, my 
part of the industry is healthy and strong. If radio 
is not healthy, and if radio becomes less a part of 
the total entertainment package, then I'm going to 
have a harder time exposing my product, and my 
part of the industry suffers. So I really want radio 
to be very healthy. And I think they can be as long 
as they don't become reclusive. The more they rely 
on their individual skills and talents and ears as 
programmers, the better off they will be. 

What new artists should we be keeping an eye on? 

Fagot: We've got a lot of great artists. There's 
Hugh Harris, who has some of the qualities of 
James Brown, Bob Marley, and oddly enough, Van 
Morrison. He's a real deal. I think Tim Finn is 
going to be one of the premier singer/songwriters 
of the 1990's. He's a great looking guy and a great 
songwriter. He's really strong live. We've got a 
new rock 'n roll band called London Quireboys. I 
think they can happen very big. And we've got 
some more mainstream acts, like Great White. I 
think they're going to be around for a while and will 
continue to make real good rock 'n roll records. 
We've got a band from Europe in MSG -- the 
MacCauley-Shenker Group. Their progression 
from the first album to the second album is so 
strong that I have a feeling that these guys could 
be, like, the Journey of the 1990s; they're in that vein. Then there's MC Hammer. He's got a 25 person revue that's like nothing you've 
ever seen. Also the Smithereens just went past 100,000 album sales on their first single and "Blues Before and After" will definitely break 
this incredible rock 'n roll band. Finally, the 90's will see Johnny Clegg & Savuka become a household name. There are just too many 
great lyrics and too much wonderful music for them to miss. All I can say is look out world! 

How do you deal with the failure of a record? 

Fagot: I take it very personally when I see a record fail that I believed in, the company believed in, the staff believed in, and we went 
out and worked like crazy. A record becomes like one of your own children. You nurture it and work it, and when it doesn't happen, 
it's a very sad thing. What you do, though, is try to analyze it, and see whether or not it was timing, the conditions at the time, what you 
could have done better to get the record out there, what you could have done to promote the record more, all of that. Sometimes you 
just have to say, "Hey, we put the record out, promoted it correctly, got it on the air, and, at the time, the public just didn't get it." 

What is the one thing that you hope to accomplish above all else during your career that will give you a sense of personal satisfaction in your 
old age? 

Fagot: I would like to have the knowledge of how the entire record industry operates, from contracts to retail, from top to bottom, the 
works, so that people would tell newcomers to the business, "If you want to know about the record industry, John Fagot is one of the 
guys you have to talk to because he really knows the business." 
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PICKS 
Lloyd Cole "Lloyd Cole" (Capitol)  
Mistakes can sometimes be a beautiful thing, especially when they 

occur in the shipping department of a 
record company. That's right, carton 
confusion in the Tower's new release 
section resulted in most of us getting 
compact Cole last week, and digipak 
or not it turned out to be the entire 
new Lloyd longplayer. Now if that's 
not truly beautiful, what is? Even 
though import copies have been upon 
us for a while, the usual domestic 
release waiting time has been drasti-

cally reduced. And for those of us who have been praying to this 
gifted musician since "Rattlesnakes" charmed us back in '84, 
beautiful doesn't come close in "adjective-land"! We knew Lloyd 
Cole would eventually be recognized as one of the finest 
songwriters of our generation, but due to limited U.S. label inter-
est Lloyd's best work remained our little secret. This first release 
sans the Commotions will find us having to share him with many, 
but by that time we'll all be six tracks deep, right? You bet! Hands 
down this is the best thing Lloyd has done since the aforemen-
tioned debut. If you aren't familiar with that one, let's just say most 

artists would give their right arm to produce a record even half as 
good. "Lloyd Cole" is better, and that's no industry hype job. 
"Downtown" is the initial emphasis due to the Bad Influence flick, 
and "No Blue Skies" was the first single in the U.K., causing import 
play at a number of reporters. Not to mention being the only song 
in memory that uses the line, "Baby, you're too well read" to 
complain about a male/female relationship. But "What Do You 

Know About Love" is about as close to perfection as it gets. 
Producer and percussion man Fred Maher gives a clinic in build-
ing the perfect beat, and Matthew Sweet matches him stroke for 
stroke in his role as bass for hire. The legendary Robert Quine 

coaxes shivers out of his well traveled six string, with an approach 
that may surprise those who have seen him slash and burn for The 
Voidoids and Lou Reed. Those masters of craft, along with 
Commotion Hammond pumper Blair Cowen, combine to form a 
unit of musical support that seems to think and play as one. They 
can shift from the understated "Loveless" and mid-tempo "Ice 
Cream Girl", to the rough and ready "Sweetheart" almost effort-
lessly. There's a nod to Dylan with "Undressed" and "Waterline", 
and a catchy care free romp called "I Hate To See You Baby Doing 
That Stuff'. You can, and most likely will, slice and dice "Lloyd  
Cole" many ways, but even if you wrote every song title on a 
separate piece of paper, threw them up in the air and played the 
one that landed first, you wouldn't complain. For that matter, 
neither would we! (MM)

"Days Like These" EP or their 1988

speakers, I have not been able to stop talk-
ing about Jet Black Factory. This record is 
so damn great that I can only feel comfort-
able drooling over it in the first person. 

This album is the logical successor to The Chameleons' "Strange 
Times", and if you think "House Blessing" is another rare import 
due to the comparison, boy are you wrong! Even though JBF lean 
heavily on the density and drama of bands like The Chameleons 
and Sisters Of Mercy, they hang their hats in Nashville, Tenn. Yep 
bubba, who ever thought the South would do it again, or more 
precisely like this? Layers of guitar, deep tom tom accents and 
the sinister yet sweet vocals of Dave Willie combine for an effort 
that is sure to earn a place in my start of the decade top ten. Jet 
Black Factory have already been on MTV's 120 minutes, and their 
earlier work has broken frequencies at a number of stations. I 
almost feel like the last guy to arrive at the party, especially when 
stations like WBAU, WBER, WRFL and WRVU already have it 
Heavy. My first exposure came courtesy of alma mater WHTG, 
where "Vinegar Works" just cracked the Top 5 request pile. Give 
this a shot at your place and it's bound to do the same. Also try 
"Bastard Sometimes" and "Three Poisons". Hey, we all know we 
can't listen to everything that crosses our desk, but when an 
oversight like this occurs it's only right to fess up. Color me guilty, 
but don't try to wipe the grin off my face that "House Blessing" 
provided. (MM) 

Schnell-Fenster "Love-Hate Relationship" (Atlantic) 
This is not a law firm, junk bond broker, 
consultant or disco. Schnell-Fenster won't 
make your clothes brighter or your floor 
gleam. There's nobody here named Schnell 

or Fenster, nor for that matter Merril 
Lynch, Pierce, Fenner and Smith. That out 
of the way, you should be aware of Schnell-
Fenster, and not get them confused with the 
company that you call for collision claims. 
Phillip Judd, Nigel Griggs and Noel Crom-

bie were charter members of Split Enz, and we're talking pre-Neil 
Finn. Remember when Split Enz wore clown makeup and 
sounded like Sparks meet Sweet circa "Mental Floss"? No? Sue 

us! Anyway, down under these lads have already scored big with 
this album, and "Love-Hate" will force its funky way onto your list 
in the weeks ahead. With the same danceability as countrymen 
INXS, Schnell-Fenster should reap air reward rapidly. This is one 
of the three tracks on "The Sound Of Trees" co-produced by 
experts Clive Langer and Alan Winstanley, and if we have to run 
down that duo's credits you be one hurtin' pup! This new project 

finds the trio of long time collaborators adding newcomer Michael 
den Elzen, and all members share songwriting duties. For further 
proof, sample the Gang Of Four groove of the album's title track, 
for now explore "Love-Hate Relationship". (MM) 
The Sundays "Reading, Writing and Arithmetic" (DGC Records) 

In early '89 a single floated over from the 
U.K. called "Can't Be Sure", and before 
you could say "Rough Trade has done it 
again", a bidding war for The Sundays was 
underway. The Manchester band was 
seen as kind of The Smiths with female 
vocals, and from their EP sleeve to song 
structure it was easy to see why. They were 
the latest band to be discovered by the 
British music press, a fraternity that uses 
the subtlety of a .357 Magnum when 

heralding their choice for "next big thing". "Can't Be Sure" pulled 
off the impossible of living up to all the lavish press, and when the 
band finally shed their initial album a short time ago, it also rose 
above the advance hype. Now that The Sundays have delivered 
on the immense pressure of their homeland's "Enquirer" force 
inspection you'd figure the tough days were behind them, right? 
Wrong! Geffen scooped The Sundays up a long time ago, and 
have planed to make them a major part of their new label launch 
since day one. After many delays, "Reading, Writing and 
Arithmetic" has finally seen the light of day domestically. 
Thankfully our country's major hype machine focuses on movies 
and TV, with the music end reserved for the like of New Kids. So, 
The Sundays really don't have to live up to a host of pre-release 
preconceptions en masse. But tracks like "Here's Where The 
Story Ends", "You're Not The Only One I Know" and "I Kicked A 
Boy" prove they certainly can. This is an important album for all 
the right reasons, and it doesn't take a genius to predict a huge 
turnout of the box for "Reading, Writing and Arithmetic". (MM) 

Poi Dog Pondering "Thinking Like A Mountain, Wishing Like 
The Sea" (Columbia) 

Swarming around like some gentle mon-
soon, the Poi crew encircles you in a uplift-
ing jamboree of melody and quirkiness. 
This their first full LP is actually a com-
bination of their last two EP's, a juncture 
that demonstrates their unity of style --
they didn't streamline themselves for 
major label-hood. A big push last year 
brought a lot of attention to this originally 
Island rooted band, and folks will find an 

ample number of cuts to satisfy their chompers. But if you're 
about to write this off to just "luau" mood tunes, the clinging 
passion of their music comes not just from their use of the ukelele. 
"Praise The Lord" is not simply a blind homage, but feels doubt as 
well. With the essence of an ensemble, the instruments flow 
around you with all of their own personalities -- not the illusion of 
overdubs. They take their lyrical charms from the most basic of 
utensils and accessories under the roof -- "Spending The Day In 

The Shirt You Wore" and "Big Beautiful Spoon" being the most 
blatant and lovely examples. "Fruitless" stands out as the most

They cite a 
common spring for them and their peers inspiration, but rather 
than drinking from the identical source, they seem to form their 
own tributary, an expansive and primary blue colored piece of 
water.

The Trilobites "Savage Mood Swing" (rooArt/Mercury) 

Brandishing their tight grimness the way 
some ninjas carry their sword belts, the 
Trilobites curl around you with a record 
that's as sharply acerbic as it is deliciously 
vibrant. In some corners of the hemi-
sphere where love is nothing less than the 
focal point of the cosmos -- the 'Bites 
rever it like a part of a statue in the square, 
just as vunerable to defilement as any-
thing else. Observing this pigeon is a col-
lection of songs that range from morose 

to contemplative. "Fuck = Love", but for a single obscenity, is a 
cut that deserves the white hot gaze of radio -- a tale of lust here 
and gone that parallels pretty much everybody in the known 
universe. "I Feel Good" acts as the prologue to that same line of 
gland thought, but without the coming bitterness, only the realiza-
tion, "Anything this good must be dangerous". Accompanying all 
this sweet talk are the serrated chasms of guitars, gaunt like the 
barely warm spring breezes. Delirious chords open "One Step 
Ahead", and you're steeped in a charismatic story about the 
dysfunctioning of justice. Whether they're chomping on a lyrical 
bit or just strumming over the strings like some quasi-spaghetti 
run to the border, it's conducive to head shaking rock as anything 
in our own concrete and weed backyard. (BR) 
Suzanne Vega "Book Of Dreams" (A&M) 

Yeah, go ahead and snicker. That's right, 
make of fun of "Luka" all you want. But 
before you get too carried away with back-
lash bile, think! Go back to Suzanne's 
self-titled A&M debut, which for the most 
part was ignored. Remember her flawless 
contribution to The Smithereens "In A 
Lonely Place", and try and lie to us that 
you didn't melt when you first heard her 
"Left Of Center" collaboration with Joe 

Jackson. Better still, remember how we all screamed for "Luka" 
to get the attention it deserved way back when. Suzanne opened 
a lumberyard full of doors, and unlike the atmosphere when she 
first appeared, now there is a built-in audience waiting for one of 
the genre's instigators to re-enter the arena. "Book Of Dreams" 
is the initial taste of "Days With Open Hands", and for a switch in 
these digital daze it's only the vinyl version that contains the extra 
track of "Men In A War", recorded live in Germany. "Book" 
features Shawn Colvin returning the session favor and finds 
Suzanne poised to reclaim her spot at the apex of honest art. This 
ain't no disco, but it sure is lovey-dovey. (MM)

Mighty Lemon Drops. The '90 Wild Flowers have become a more 
aggressive outfit, with their former flights of float and flutter 
replaced by a stinging electric edge. The band has always looked 
upon American bands like The Doors and Television with wide 
eyed admiration, but until now have failed to turn the volume up. 
Those days are over, and 1990 finds them a whole lot closer to 
Hoodoo Guru energy than we would expect. Try "Shakedown" or 
"Green Hotel" if you're in doubt. For the atmosphere inspect 
"Love Like Fire", and if it's a reaction track you're looking for don't 
miss "Fever Tree". (MM)

If savage funk is up your alley, then the first album from Lock Up, 
"Something Bitchin' This Way Comes" on Geffen, would definitely 
grab your neck and whip it around to its liking. Start into their 
SoCal fury with the devastatingly focused "Nothing New" for the 
first taste of what 
kind of pressure P.S.I. they like to perform under. That single 
landed on your depleting stacks to the warm welcome of many 
y'all out there, and here's a full album to leap into. Now's the best 
opportunity to check out songs like "Punch Drunk","24 Hour Man" 
and "Where The Sky Meets The Street". With the studio help of 

Matt Wallace (Replacements and Faith No More), they immedi-
ately launch you into an orbit that Living Colour made so 
desirable to commercial airwaves. Don't let that chance of cross-
over turn you off to the grind of "Maniac" or "Can't Stop The 
Bleeding". Already jammin' at WMDK, KUSF, WBNY, WFIT, 
WWVU, KDGE and KUKQ. Don't be dissin' them.... Rough 
Trade's Galaxie 500 returns with a new 12" featuring a remixed

Grant say to you? "Electric Avenue" brought him into the States 
back in '83, and helped make the domestic reggae scene as 
lucrative as it is today for some famous sons nowadays. A few 
years of trying to follow that up with another similar chart missile 
proved not as fruitful, at least not on these shores.

Warrior Soul, "We Cry Out", DGC....mow me to 

step up onto my soapbox here.... OK, here 
goes.... Every now and then there comes a 
band whose music and message manages 
to flash right through layer after layer of 
mediocrity (though, I readily admit there 
are quite ,a few exceptional records 
currently around) and strikes a chord 
somewhere deep in your conscience, and 
hopefully your heart. Warrior Soul is one 
such band - held firmly in check by its 
guiding hand and visionary, Kory Clarke 

singer/songwriting/co-producer/poet). The anger and 
rebelliousness of a soul disenchanted with the strife and 
frustration of a society constantly at war with itself, rages out of 
each and every note on the forthcoming album, ("Last Decade 
Dead Century"). With that in mind, it's obvious why "We Cry Out" 
was chosen for the lead track. It is an anthemic rocker designed 
to counteract apathy and encouraging us, the people, to take a 
good sobering look around us and to rise to the occasion rather 
than sit idly by as the world gets blown away. Sounds real 
heavy-handed at first I know, but that's just what I got out of the 
song. As with everything of course, it is open to your own 
interpretation. Besides all that anyway, is a song that rocks, with 
edgy, biting guitar leads (by John Ricco) that filter in and out of 
swirling rhythmic patterns. Anchoring them is a powerful bottom 
section (Pete McClanahan -bass and now ex-Warrior Soul Paul 
Ferguson-drums). And wailing high atop it all, are the sometimes 
Perry Farrell-ish, (more so on some other tracks) and layered 
-vocals of Clarke. His voice is raw, unperfected and brimming with 
aggression and heartfelt sentiment. It complements the heavily 
"phased and processed" guitar sound quite well - creating the ideal 
power mesh. So, what you get when you listen to this first track 
and ultimately the album, is a multi-faceted group that delivers its 
songs straight from the gut, right to the masses. W. Soul, (new label 
DGC's first offering and Q-Prime managed) should definitely 
prove to be a significant force in the coming decade, with their 
energized, sometimes psychedelic, sometimes poetic, 
consciousness raising music. The track has already been added at 
KCMU, ICWUR, WWSP, Z-ROCK and ARN, but we expect 
many more to fall in line in the days to come. AND good people, 
the rest of the album is a precious and volatile package that will 
enlighten and move you WHILE it rocks you. Look for the videos 
(complete with unique ax-cam footage - you'll see) for this one 
and "The Losers", (a most magnificent song) sometime soon. 

The Almighty. "Blood. Fire And Love". Polydor....Here they come, 
the next big buzz band from over on the other side of the mighty 
Atlantic (Scotland to be more exact). It seems the European press 

latched onto this band in their very 
earliest stages and has since heaped 
reams of praise upon them. You've 
probably already seen their photo in 
Kerrang!, Metal Hammer, Raw and 
Metal Forces. Now finally, we here in the 
colonies get the chance to get to know this 
fiery, attitudinal bunch of rogues for 
ourselves. Their music is loaded with 
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attitude, thundering power chords, growls and driving rhythms. In 
fact, it looks to me (and sounds like it too), that this band has set 
out to destroy these shores with their full force, aggressive tunes. 
It's important to note from the start that there is nothing 
pretentious about this band, and they are NOT out to impress you 
with frilly, fluffy choruses or neato nifty six string extravaganzas 
either, (although there are some rather nice acoustic guitars and 
orchestral/piano flourishes here and there - the title track in 
particular). Rather, they employ a noticeable touch of the blues, 
plowed into a very rich mixture of grungy guitars (Ricky Warwick, 
TanTrum and Floyd London - bass), fierce drumming (Stump 
Munroe), and Warwick's nasty and mean vocals (which are often 
punctuated by a few or more choice profanities - so watch what 
ya play, but by all means do play). There's a ton of cool stuff here 
for you to peruse, from the full blown "Resurrection Mutha" & 
"Wild & Wondelfill", to the more atmospheric and emotional title 
track, to the street lethal cuts like "You've Gone Wild", "Lay Down 
The Law", "Full Force Lovin' Machine" to the wicked screaming of 
"Detroit". The Almighty have already overtaken the airwaves at 
WHVY, WWSP and WKDU. 

Sleeze Beez, "Screwed Blued 'N Tattooed"  
Atlantic....9The Atlantic hard rockin' roster continues to 
grow and grow, with the latest addition 
being this popular five piece from 
Holland (I don't know of anyone who 
was at the Foundations Forum who 
didn't come away from it with at least one 
Sleeze Beez t-shirt). The Sleeze Beez 
sound falls more into the melodic hard 
rock end of the spectrum than anywhere 
else, although there's enough guitar 
wielding going on to keep it edgy and not 
unlike the D.A.D.'s of the world. The 
Beez are even a touch reminiscent of their labelmates Skid Row 
in style - although they're a little more flashy and "commercial" 
sounding. The Skids are gritty all the way. Up front, is Andrew Elt 
(also gits and harmonica) with his very likeable and versatile voice. 
He should have all the little "bits".., um, girlz that is, (kind of an 
inside joke, sorry) swooning where they sit, within one video 
viewing. Accompanying Mr. Elt are the blues injected talents of 
Chris Van Jaarsveld (guitars/vocals), Don Van Spall 
(guitars/vocals), Ed Jongsma (bass/vocals), and Jan Koster 
(drums/vocals). With that much help with the singin' you can for 
sure bet your last buck that one of the most prominent features in 
any Sleezed tune are big, boomy choruses and chants up the... 
Well anyway, as for the album as a whole, you get a pretty healthy 
dose of accessible rockers (like the lead track, "Stranger Than 
Love" - which reminds me at times of an early Def Lep song and 
at others like the Stage Dolls), with punchy drumming and guitar 
solos flying throughout. They cover a few stock topics ("Heroes 
Die Young", "Rock In The Western World", "Wien The Brains Go 
To The Balls" - no comment, and "Girls, Girls, Nasty, Nasty" - a CD 
only bonus track. I wonder if they know Danger Danger....), but 
they do it with a flair. You might want to make it your Beez-ness 
(sorry) to get to know this Lp better. WBER and WHVY both 
added it this week but KGB's Bryan Shock has been poundin' it. 

Hurricane, "Slave To The Thrill", Enigma.... 
I promise not to mention that disgusting, degrading artwork, I 
promise not to.... I don't fall for those calculated, women tied 

naked to machine type attention grabbing non-important.. yadda 
yadda. O.K. now, on to the music. So, the 1990 version of this band 
(complete with new guitarist Doug Aldrich firmly installed), hit 
the scene with a bluesy little ditty called "Dance Little Sister", and 
in not much time at all, tapped danced its way right onto the metal 
chart (now at 35*) and the Hard Hundred. Now, with the full Lp 
hittin' the streets hot on its heels, we expect things to get pretty 
nuts pretty quick. And by the looks of it, things are heating up 
already, with new adds rollin' in for "Slave" on the metal side at 
KGB, KSLC, WGLS, WJUL, WKNC, WNYE, WPSU, WXPL 
and WZMB. For those among the metal masses who thought the 
first cut wasn't hard enough for 'em, rest assured there are some 
real scorchers here, ya just gotta dig a little deeper. This is a big 
sounding record with lots o' beefy guitars and thundering 
drums/bass and incredi-vocals. Track one, side one for example, 
"Reign Of Love" kicks the record right into gear in fine Hurricane 
fashion, highlighted by wailing guitars (Doug has a real crisp 
sound) and Kelly Hansen's growl/whine - what a strong voice. 
From there it's a mixed bag of goodies with some mainstream rock 
dreams like "Next To You" and the amazingly beautiful power 

ballad - "Don't Wanna Dream" (can you say "hit" or how about, 
"chorus to die for") and some more belters like "Young Man", 
"Lock Me Up", "Temptation" and the Whitesnakish "In The Fire" - 
jammin' tune. Funny, my disc-man says I'm on track 12, and the 
Lp says there's only 11 tunes... hmm. Also, be forewarned the cuts 
aren't necessarily in the order their printed on the cover (there's 
a little something extra between 7 and 8 that kinda throws things 
outta whack when you play the CD) so cue carefully. But, by all 
means go for it... 

QUICK PICKS 

Testament, "Greenhouse Effect/The Ballad" 
Live, Megaforce/Atlantic.... Just in time for 

Testament's tour with Savatage and 
Nuclear Assault comes.... yep, you 
guessed it, a new 12" featuring, yep... live 
tracks! First up is a hard hitting and 
explosive rendition of "Greenhouse Effect" 
recorded at the Ritz in NYC back in 
November (a show I was at I might add). 
When you listen to this you get the full 
scope of how strong these guys arc live. 
The music pounds along at a rabid pace 

with nary a flaw to be heard anywhere, and present and accounted 
for, as always are the intricate and captivating fret flights ala Alex 
Skolnick. As for Chuck, his voice sounds in great form on this 
complete with belches, and you get a good feel for the rapport that 
obviously exists between him and the gaggles of moshing, 
slamming mental heads up front as he prods them into a frenzy. 
If I recall correctly there was a huuuge pit up front. The 
production on this is amazing and crystal clear so enjoy. Also 
included on the CD pro is the previously unreleased video version 
of "The Ballad" - a somber and twisting tune that finds Chuck 
actually singing.... Lots of nice guitar stuff in this song too. So there 
you have, it - the band who is still hangin' in up there in the Top
