Woody: 7 years. |came straight out
of college radio at the University of Alabama,
and a week later got a job here as Promotion
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How were your numbers compared to what
they are now?

Dave: 12+ was good, the upper demos for male
numbers were good, but we didn't have very many
female numbers. The biggest difference now is that
we have more female numbers than we did at the
time, and our upper demos now are coming back.
We're pretty consistent with what we were doing at

And Steve Kosbau took over
after Jeff Kent left, didn’t
he?

Woody: Right, and Steve did
pretty well. Looking back on
it, | think we made a few mis-
takes in dealing with the Classic
Rock station that signed on.
They weren't Steve's mistakes,
but all of ours. If I had it to do
all over again, I would really
have protected the Classic Rock
side of it at the time, but we just
kind of let WYBB have it.

Dave: It was more after Kos
left. Steve was a very numbers
oriented programmer. He under-
stands ratings books, he under-
stands statistics, and he likes
that. He doesn't take a lot of
risks, and so, he basically made
the station a real safe station,
hit after hit after hit, as far as
library and new stuff were con-
cerned. We really didn't stick
our necks out for anything. Also,
at the time, all the hair bands
were doing well, and that was
a majority of our playlist. The
classic artists and a lot of the
Wingers and the Whitesnakes,
that was it. Kos was here for
about a year, and right when he
left to go to KAZY, that's when
‘YBB got Chrysler to consult.
Kos had caught wind of it and
had mentioned that they were
getting a decent consultant over
there. When he left is when they
really turned the heat up on us.

Given the hair/heritage mix
you described earller, you
guys were sitting ducks.

Woody: The problem for us
was that we used to play Nelson
and all that stuff. We were Back
Page AOR, and | personally
would rather hear a Classic Rock
station than that type of AOR.

Dave: You name it from CCR
to Led Zeppelin, if it was clas-
sic, we were playing it. It was
prelty much what everyone was
doing at the time, and what a
lot of people are still doing, just
mainstream Classic Rock.

What did ‘YBB do to turn
up the heat?

Woody: They just did what
they should do. While they were

playing the Stones and Zeppelin and Who hils, we
were playing hair bands. | think we played right
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You were consulted at the time,
weren’t you?

Dave: Alan Sneed. Looking back,
Alan actually gave us both good and
bad advice. His advice was, 'Hey,
screw it, you have a Classic Rock
competitor, play more new rock.’ But
the New Rock that he wanted us to
play was more Def Leppard. He was
more into that stuff. In a way, maybe
we should have been the defenders
of the Classic Rock thing. That cer-
tainly would have been the safer course.

Dave, what was your part in the
play?

Dave: | was the PD at the time, and
I'didn't have a great relationship with
Sneed. | had an okay relationship.
He would always look at Woody and
his Alternative music like, ‘The bas-
lard child, keep him away!

Consultants do love to rely on
their alliance with more con-
servative General Managers to
get their way with musically
active PDs.

Dave: When Kosbau left, you kind
of saw that Sneed'’s days were num-
bered. And it's not so much that there
wasn't that strong of a connection.
When Alan slarted here, he was on
the phone all the time, like a sales-
man, trying to maintenance the account.
He really put his heart and sou! into
itin the beginning.

I’m told Sneed and Schuster
aren’t shy about making their
feelings known.

Dave: Absolutely. |think that
Schuster is the most cynical. Larry
is cool and everything, but, yeah, he's
the man, as far as being opinionated
and being cynical.

I also get the feeling they like
to exercise a little more direct
playlist control than some con-
sultants.

Dave: | think that we had different
attitudes toward what our consultants
should be, and that was more of an
advisor rather than controlling. I think
that Sneed was more of ‘Hey, let me
handle this.’

Weody: Sneed was here when | got
here, because fresh out of college
radio, | was very headstrong and, of
course, knew all the answers and was
going to change the world tomorrow.
Their early involvement was good
because it gave me some time, but as
time wore on, it got old. We were here
every day and | was promoting shows
right and left and seeing what was
selling in clubs, what was putting
asses in the seats, and it was basi-
cally Alternative/New Rock stuff. They
had a hard time seeing it work here,
but that's what it came down to. He
didn't agree with the direction the sta-
tion was going. He actually left on
his own.

Dave: Ina strong statement on Alan’'s
behalf, in the end, he showed integri-
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and | had
decided in the
fall of 91, we were like,

‘Hey, Billy Squier and Def Leppard
are not going to win here." We got rid
of that stuff, and we put other library
stuffin. The Red Hot Chili Peppers
came out and we jumped on that, Pear!
Jam came out, we were playing that
since it came out, and we embraced
Soundgarden. Alan came in and was
going through the computer and he
Started seeing these things which we
hadn't told him about, which was our
fault. It was like when your parents
go away for a weekend and leave you
the car and tell you not to take the car
out for a ride, and then you wreck it
and put it back in the garage and wait
for them to find out about it. It's exact-
ly that. He flipped his lid, and it was
over the Chili Peppers. We told him
that we thought that the record was
going to be big and his response went
something like, ‘No, the Red Hot Chili
Peppers don't belong on rock radio.
They 1l never have a hit rock record.”
We said. ‘Look, Alan, we still want
you involved. We're going to do things
our way, but we still want to use you
as anadvisor.” He said, 'l don't agree
with the direction that you are going
in." Instead of sitting there and tak-
ing the money. he took the high road,
and that's where we parted company.

Dnce Alan was out of the pic-
ture and you guys had the keys
to the candy shop, did you lean
too far left initially?

Woody: We initially made the right
decisions with the change, but we
moved too fast and we paid for it.
We're still evolving today. We're not
where | want us to be, but | think we're
learning that we have to move slow
in our position. We're the heritage
guys, and unlike a second station
coming on as a New Rock or Triple A,
we just have to move slowly. We got
a little too fast and we played stuff
during the daytime hours, and it didn't
work. We thought it wouldn't be a
problem, that we could burn

Soundgarden and all this stuff dur-
ing the day, but it didn't work for us.
We paid for it and we got a 4.9 12+,
down from a 7 share

And how did you react?

Dave: We made the initial changes
in the late summer, and the Fall book
got stronger as it went on, and we
wound up witha 7.1. We have never,
in the history of the station, had an
up Winter book. The Winter book is
always off 1.4 shares from the Fall
book, so we knew a dip was on the
way. But then | think that we just alien-
ated some people. Because we rushed
things, some of the upper end freaked
out a little bit. We were thinking, ‘Okay,
they got it, they're catching on. Let's
go forward." When we got that dose
of reality back, we eased off a bit.
Spring of ‘92 we had a 7.1, Summer
wasa 4.9 and Falla 7.0. Winter of

93 was a 4.9 and by Spring
we were back up toa 6.8 Then
with a 7.2 this Summer and a
7.6 in the Fall, we feel we've
finally broken the cycle.

Woedy: We did some research and
locused in on 25-34 and they told us
they didn't give a crap about the Seattle
sound, and they didn't give a crap
about the harder edged stuff. It became
apparent that during the day we prob-
ably needed to be some kind of a
hybrid of a Triple A. At night they
told us that it was fine for us to rock
it out, so that is what we've done.

Dave: A great example of that is Pear!
Jam. We took great pride in break-
ing that band. and being the first to
add it when it came out back in August
of 1991. But at the time, we were play-
ing them during the day, and here it
is two-and-a-half years later. and 35+
people are finally telling us that now
they are comfortable with the band.
But iook at all the exposure that they
had in the meantime. That's a great
example of a band that we kind of
rushed into.

To get your Winter numbers up,
who did you add to the mix and
what bands did you lose?

Dave: We have a list of bands that
are extinct from the playlist and we
have a list of endangered species.
Foreigner is at the top of the ‘extinct’
list, along with Journey, Boston, Yes,
CCR, Beatles. Lynyrd Skynyrdis on
the ‘endangered, there are probably
two songs left. We also got rid of the
one-hit wonders — Red Rider, Donny
Iris. and stuff like the Blue Oyster Cult
because it's so prediclable. If we say,
‘Coming up. Blue Oyster Cult," it's
like, ‘Oh, it's going to be one of two
songs.’

Any more ‘endangered’ items
you could mention?

Woody: /'d say Van Halen

Come on, Rossi once called him-
self ‘Diamond Dave’!

Dave: The first band that | ever saw
was Van Halen, but we play absolute-
ly no Sammy Hagar Van Halen.

Woedy: Bill, that's a story in itself.
I've seen this guy transform.

Dave: Thank Bill Weston for that
because Bill was my PD at WIXV. He
said ‘Call yourself “Diamond Dave"’

And what have you replaced
those bands with?

Dave: You lake out ZZ Top and you
putin Elvis Costello or the Velvet
Underground. We putin more album
cuts from U2.

Are you dealing with the new ZZ
Top record?

Dave: Yes, we are. We're dealing
with ‘Pincushion’ right now, and we're
spiking three songs more songs.

Woody: We'll continue to address
some of the new stuff, and some we
won't. There's no way on the Motley

21

Crue, but, in terms of a band like ZZ,
we lry to go for the guitar based sound.
And | still think that they happen to
be the greatest three piece ever, next
to the Meat Puppets.

The Meat Puppets record that
is coming up is unbelievably
strong.

Woedy: That thing is smokin’.

Dave: That shot of Woody on
the cover is him playing guitar
on stage with the Meat Puppets
at Free Fall Jam this year. We
had the Meat Puppets, Jeffrey
Gaines, Drivin' N' Cryin’ and
Cracker.

That’s your main event
for the year, right?

Dave: Yeah, and I think
that's also a giant contrib-
utor to our great Fall books.

Woody: | want to start to
try to do something like
that every quarter. It total-
ly makes sense for us. |
really believe that if you're
playing a bunch of new
music, if you can get the
people to see the stuff live,
then you're going to real-
ly hook them. We have
35.000 people at that
event and now the peo-
ple here in Charleston,
they think those bands
that Dave mentioned are
Zeppelin and Van Halen.

Dave: The songs are
requested and people buy
the product. Big Head
Todd is a great example.
People here think that they
are gigantic nationally
because they are so big
here. We were the first to
play Big Head Todd last
January, and, hopefully,
Giant is going to release
It's Alright’ as a single. We
jumped on that in March of
last year because we did
‘Broken Hearted Savior'in
January, and that was one
of our Top 5 of the year. It
has already been a gigantic
smash here.

Naturally, label people
love your pro-music
stance, but some do com-
plain that you’re close to
unpromotable. How do you
plead?

Dave: | think that the biggest prob-
lem with them is that it comes down

to customer focus, and that's our
attitude here. We are customer
focused, and a lot of record compa-
nies aren't. | don't think they look at
us as being customers. | can only
look at record companies as being
salesmen for their product. They need
to find our needs. They need to spend
more time here. They need to come
for more than two hours to get an
assessment of the station. One of the
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people that | think has a great handle
on us is Jay Lewis at AGM. His last
time through he said, ‘I'm finally get-
ting it,’and he's here 6 times a year.
Jay and Jan Hendry from Reprise are
here the most.

Woody: What do you mean ‘unpro-
motable’?

That record company prior-
ities and expectations have
negligible effect on when
you add songs. As one
rep said, ‘The best way

to get Woody and Dave

to add a record now

is to tell them we’re

releasing it as a sin-
gle in three
months.’

Woody: That doesn't
mean a damn thing to
me. They have their
agenda, and | have
mine. We've built this
expeclation to our lis-
teners that we are
going to break this
stuff and they are
going to hear it here
tirst, and | can’t wait
around for these guys.

Dave: | take it per-

sonally when someone

beats us on a record. The

Smashing Pumpkins is a

great example. Virgin

wouldn't send it to us. We

wound up getting an import,

but we knew what was going

to happen with that. We knew

what was going to happen with

Pearl Jam. We knew what was going

to happen with Soundgarden. We're

{apped in and we know these things.

It's not just Woody and it's not just

me, it's the entire staff. We have a

great staff of people. What did we just

get today that Woody has been wail-

ing for? Here it is — Jawbox, from

Atlantic. We think it's an insult when
people beat us on big things.

Woody: | don't understand the whole
CO single thing, | don't understand
the chart game. | understand that they
have to play it, but  don’t understand
why they expect us to play it too.

It’s also been duly noted that
you don’t add records In
exchange for toasters and
microwaves.

Woody: But ! do expect them to sup-
port us when we are playing some-
thing.

Do you sell to the Iabels your-
self?

Woody: Not really.
How about you, Dave?

Dave: | call up, and if there is money
available for something, I'll tell them
to send some of it our way, whether
it's a time buy, or something involv-
ing promotion of the record. We don't
add records based on ‘Can we get
something?’ I'm not comfortable with
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that. It
feels dirty
— kinda like
payola. | am
comfortable saying, ‘We've

been playing Smashing Pumpkins
now for 6 weeks. Do you guys have
anything promotionally available?' If
they have time buys, | would expect
one. What | mean by customer ser-
vice is, | think for the reps, we should
be on the top of the list. That should
say, ‘Here's a station that has been
playing the record and was a believ-
er in the record before anyone else,
and they deserve a time buy.’ We
deserve that support more than a
Classic Rock station in market 32 who
might play the record once a night.

Woody: !f we worry about the record
company agenda then we have total-
ly lost focus of our customer, the lis-
tener.

Dave: We have good relations with
everybody, and | can understand where
the frustrations come in, but there are
a lot of people in the business mak-
ing decisions who aren’t music peo-
ple, and don’t know the music. We
are the music people. You can't slide
anything by us, you can't hype us on
anything. If you hype us on some-
thing, we automatically rear back.
Motley Crue’s a great example. We
get told, ‘Wait il you hear this Motley
Crue!” But we think it sounds like
Motley Crue, and that they should
stick to being the hair band that they
are. This is not grunge, as we were
told to expect. It's the Crue with a
screaming vocalist. | think the record'’s
going to request well, but six months
from now, | don't think AOR will be
playing the single. Other songs, but
not the single.

Woody: There are tons of stations
that definitely need to be playing that
Motley Crue record, and that will kick
ass with it. It just doesn’t work here,
and most of the guys who know us
understand that.

Dave: They've spent time with us,
and don't waste their time working us
on certain things. Rose McGathy is
a great example. She and Bill know
the station and have been friends for
five or six years now. I'll falk to Rose
about things, and she knows what’s
right for us, even though she has a
list of records, but she doesn't try to
force us on a record that's not right
for us. There are some big records
out there that we did not get. We didn't
get Tool and we still don't get Tool.
We don't really get Dig, even though
we played it on Woody's cutting edge
show. We didn't really get Meat Loaf.
There are some records we definite-
ly don't get.

And what did you get when no
one else did?

Dave: 0Oh, the biggest one is Pear!
Jam. We led the country on that one,
as well as Soundgarden. Big Head
Todd is another one. We were the first
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station in America to add that
last January. Cracker is one
that AOR hasn't addressed, yet.
Counting Crows is another one,
we've been playing that since
October, but Triple A, and Alternative
beat us on that, you know? We've also
been a leader on Smashing Pumpkins.

What current left tielders are
you guys most optimistic about?

Dave: One that’s being missed is
Morphine. We played that for 12 weeks
and it was huge for us, and the stores
couldn’t keep it on the shelves. No
one knows about it, outside of Triple
A and Alternative.

Woody: That Triple A stuff, to me,
is the total winning format. During
the day that’s pretty much what we
are.

You take a real hard look at the
Triple A stuff that’s moving?

Woody: Absolutely, that's probably
the only chart | really look at anymore.
I'm impressed by the 25-54 potential
of the format. I've had conversations
with the SBR guys. Who knows, one
day we might work with them.

What could they give you that
you don’t ailready have?

Woody: Protection.

Dave: They could also help us lake
it to the next level. We've accom-
plished a lot here, but it's sort of like
we're in a room with the lights off and
we're trying to find the light switch.
We have been lucky in finding the
light switch, and we're not doing a
bad job on our own, but it would be
nice to have more help.

Woody: Yeah, there are just so many
people that we respect out there that
I would be interested to have them
come in and tell us what they think.

What do you like about the SBR
folks’ mindset?

Woody: | like their approach to radio.
I'll throw Greg Mull and Tom Barnes’
name out, too, because we've lalked
to them in the past. | know Greg and
Tom and SBR are completely differ-
ent, but they have similarities in their
approach. It's not the same old cook-
ie cutter deal.

Speaking of Greg, what would
you do If a serlous low end sta-
tion came to town?

Woody: | don't think it would work
here. If somebody tried, we would
protect the upper end every day. I'm
on the street selling the station, and
in this town, | don't think you could
make it with low end radio.

Dave: We had an opportunity a few
years ago, playing the Wingers, and
the Warrants. | think AOR chased a
lot of people away to country with that
stuff. Besides, if we had seen results
with that approach, we'd still be doing

it.

So what’s Holly Anderson’s place
in the mix?

Dave: She’s also another musical
mind we can ask, ‘Hey, Holly, what
about this band?" She’s also really
good with biographical stuff.

Woody: Holly's hip. She’s very, very
plugged into the local scene and local
bands, and it's very important for those
people to like us and understand what
we are doing. And Holly is our link
to that whole scene.

Woody: | just want to try to surround
this station with people that are real-
ly plugged in, and Holly definitely is.

Woody, you’re in charge of con-
vincing Charleston advertisers
that their customers are your
listeners. Were they very skep-
tical at first?

Woody: Perhaps a little. But you
have to remember that to the people
in Charleston, we're not perceived as
an Alternative station — although we
might be to you, or record guys, or
even in our own minds. We've just
sold it as straight ahead rock n' roll.
On the street, they don't know the dif-
ference. They don't know that Morphine
is supposed to be some weird band.

For a brief period in the ‘70s,
the southeast was considered
one of the most musically active
regions. Now, of course, it tends
to be one of the slower regions
of the country.

Dave: Yes, except for a few stations
like 99X in Atlanta and ‘XTB in Tampa.

I have heard that 99X is far less
adventurous now than they were
right after the switch.

Woody: | like them better because
now they sound like they're more gui-
lar oriented. Before, they sounded
like they were doing guitar and dance
Stuff, which | don’t believe you

can mix.

So, you don’t both-
er with anything
even remotely
dancey, at
al?

Dave: No,
but  our
biggest
question
right now is
what to do
with  the
Beck record.

I think it's a
smash, | think
we should play
it

That’s a great
record, Isn’t It?

Dave: Woody's concern is,
what about the more conservative lis-
teners who might perceive it as rap.
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You’d better make up your mind
in the next week or two because
you know ‘Loser’s’ shelf life can
practically be measured in days.

Dave: That's another record that
Alternative has already had great suc-
cess with. Rock radio today doesn't
break bands anymore. They real-
ly don't. Rock radio can pat itself
on the back now about the
Counting Crows, but that
record's already happened at
Triple A and Alternative, back
in September. We got on it
on late, too, last October.
| remember getting it in the
summer, and it was just
ina white caraboard hold-
er with clear cellophane,
and itwasn'tevenina
CD case. It was very low
key.

Geffen and the band
obviously realized
they could rely on
musically adven-
turous stations like
you to break the
record.

Dave: Thisis proba-

bly the most fruitful time

for music ever. You

can't tell me that these

people that grew up in

the '60s and ‘70s, and

were into Jimi Hendrix,

are stagnant now. If you

want to challenge them

musically, get a Meat

Puppets record, the new

one is great. There are so

many new bands out there

that are just waiting to be

exposed. Too many AOR sta-

tions are just Classic Rock

stations now. But those same

stations will let a Counting

Crows slip by because it sounds
like Van Morrison. Go figure.

Maybe there’s some unique
aspect of the Charleston mar-
ket that allows the Wave to be
able to get away with a much
more liberal music policy.

Dave: It is a young market. The medi-
an age is 29, and there are a lot of col-
lege kids here. | can use great exam-
ples of bands we've supported a lot,
like the Jayhawks. We played four
tracks in heavy rotation, finally got
them to come in and do a show and
it sold out. 1,000 people couldn't get
aticket for it. We're on a great run of
sellouts of shows that you wouldn't
think would sell out. Cracker sold out
in two hours with 1,000 seats, but
when they played Charlotte 100 peo-
ple showed up. The Jayhawks did a
thousand people here, but when they
played Augusta, | heard maybe 200
came to a free show. The difference
is that we played these bands early.
You can't see the results immediate-
ly. You see it, literally, years later.
You build up the audience’'s trust.
They hear it, they request it, they buy
it. and when the band comes to town,
it sells out.
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I know the
main club in
town, The Music Farm,

is run by the WAVF’s former pro-
motion director. That must be

cozy.

Woody: The Music Farm's now got
a new competitor that holds about
3,000, and just booked the Blind Melon,
Meat Puppets show. Both of the own-
ers are smart because they see what
we're doing, and they just basically
ride on our backs. They decided, ‘We're
Just going to book whatever is on their
playlist,"and it's going to work.

Dave: Yeah and hopefully now we
can fill in some blanks. Paul
Westerberg didn't play here, but we
played 2 or 3 songs in heavy. If he
had played here, I'm sure it would have
been a sellout. Pearl Jam never played
here during that whole first tour, even
though we were first to play them.
Soul Asylum didn't play here on the
last tour, either. But now that we've
gol this venue that holds 3,000 peo-
ple that should change.

Do you promote shows yourself?

Woody: That's how it started for me
when I got here seven years ago. This
was a dead town. Coming straight out
of college radio, | said, ‘Man this is
killing me, not being able to see live
music.' So ! started promoting shows
left and right, with a company called
Woodman Productions. | brought in
Lemonheads, when they were on Taang
Records. 1did Buffalo Tom, and Juliana
Hatfield when she was with the Blake
Babies.

Was it a cash positive thing for
you Woody, when you did it?

Woody: No. | booked the Lemonheads
five years ago knowing that 20 peo-
ple were going to be at the show, and
knowing that | was going to lose a few
hundred bucks. But Iwould just say,
‘Fuck it. AtleastI'll get to see a good
show.’ | lost money back then, but |
got what | wanted out of it. 1also got
to hang out with the guys, which is
something else I love to do, too.

Do you still bring bands to town?

Woody: | do occasionally. | did the
Jayhawks show not too long ago, but
I'm kind of obsolele in that area because
these clubs finally have gotten the pic-
ture. |used to just say, ‘Let me have
your room for a night,’ and they didn't
want to mess with these bands because
they thought the bands were too weird.
And if was going to promote it, they
were happy to make the bar that night.
But now they do it themselves, and
it's great because now the station can
get credit for running spots for the
shows.

Dave: Yeah, we make money now.

But you obviously promote

your Freefall Jam event

yourselves. What are the
numbers like there?

Woody: We did 35000 this year.
You can look at the talent in previous
years and see how dramatically things
have changed. The first year we did
it, the feature band was Atlanta Rhythm
Section, attendance was about 3,000.

Featuring Paul Goddard, the
world’s ugliest bass player.

Woody: He's now known as Tad Doyle.
(major gutfaws at Paul and Tad's
expense).

Woody: The second year was Eddie
Money, attendance was about 8,000.

Dave: This is a funny story, this is
where we were at the crossroads of
the musical direction for the station.

Woody: At one point, we had Cracker
and Screaming Trees on the bill. This
is when | was Operations Manager,
and it came down to who would be
third on the bill. My partner, who was
GM at the time, was really uptight
about us becoming this new music
station. He kept hammering me say-
ing we had to get a Classic Rock artist
on the bill to even it out. | argued that
there was no Classic Rock artist we
could afford, that they're either Neil
Young or they're has-beens. We
scoured the earth and came down to
a choice between Matthew Sweet and
Wet Willie, and he wanted to book Wet
Willie.

Dave: We were silting in this very
office, and Laurie (the GM before
Woody) was emphatic about it, and it
was very uncomfortable. We didn't
want to compromise because we knew
the show was going to be a homerun.
As it turned out, we got Matthew Sweet,
and it was a grand slam for us. There
were probably 12-13,000 people there.
And this year, we probably handed
out easily over 100,000 tickets.

Dave: This year, Woody wanted the
Meat Puppets on the bill so badly that
he flew them in from Arizona.

Woody: Yeah, | would suggest any
station do this promotion. Listeners
love it because they get in free, and
sponsors get an intense amount of
traffic. They buy big schedules and
they also purchase remotes. It's a free
show, but to get in you got to have a
ticket. And you have to go to one of
these participating client sponsors to
get the tickets. It's a big win for us
because then these clients are besieged
by 96 Wave fans — and | mean
besieged. We've actually had calls
from sponsors asking us to back peo-
ple off

Dave: We had one really small bar
that had just opened, and within an
hour and a half they've gone through
almost 2,000 tickets.

Wow. And a lot of Bud Lights in
the process I’ll venture.
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Woody: It's a perfect way to demon-
strate the effectiveness of the station.
| have yet o find a way that we have
had a loss on it. The people are see-
ing the new music we play on the radio
live. And for the most part, these new
artists are so excited to be playing in
front of 35,000 people.

How does the fact that you're
not a Soundscan or BDS market
affect your record company
regard?

Dave: A lot of people realize what
were doing down here, but a lot of
record companies say, ‘But you're not
a Soundscan markel." But that's not
our fault. We think Soundscan screwed
up because they use television AD/
rankings. Or labels will say we're not
in the Top 50 markets, but we say
look at the track record of what's
broken out of here, and you
look at what's going on
here. If we were doing
this in a Top 10 market
or Top 20 market,
record companies
would be kissing our
butts. We'd be their
heros. They would
be carrying us
around on their
shoulders, like
we are the great-
est thing in the
history of the
world. There's
a new genera-
tion of people
coming up with
this dream of
radio. | grew
up listening to
Kid Leo and
WMMS and
WDVE. | lived
equal distance
between the two
stations and
could listen to
them both. They
truly were great
slations, especial-
ly Kid Leo who had
this god-like image,
and still does in my
eyes. There was that
passion, commitment,
and integrity, and I'm
proud to say we have it here.

Woody: 7o sum up the pro-
gramming philosophy of WAVF, I'd
say that what we're basically doing is
programming a station that our friends
will like. By the way, did we mention
the Meat Puppets yet?

“Blood Song”. “Hollowman" (naturally), “Full Of Hell” and “Out Of
Hand" (which is a bonus track), are all standouts, but we're sure you ll
want to spin the whole shebang.

@ It's been over four years since last we heard

from John Sykes' Blue Murder. Having cut
his teeth in the likes of Tygers Of Pan Tang, Thin Lizzy
and of course, Whiltesnake, Sykes is, as one would
expect, well versed in the nature of musical progression
and attitude. Not surprisingly then, when Blue Murder
first appeared on the scene — like some monolithic
super band shrouded in anticipatory buzz and big time
production, it seemed fair to assume that Sykes was well
on the road to staking h/s claim to the hard rock throne. And the reality was a debut record
that fared beautifully with MTV as well as AOR radio, through a string of singles, the high
point being the rollicking biues stomp of “Jelly Roll” (which is a b-side on the new single). In
the four years since it's release, Sykes was kept busy building a home studio and honing his
production skills — which shine immensely on the first single, “We All Fall Down”. A refer-
ence to the entangling and dangerous pitfalls of drug abuse — the song wraps a serious
issue in an aggressive yet melodic package. The “big” rock feel that epitomized Blue Murder's
sound remains, while Sykes continues to prove a confident and capable singer on top of his
six string finesse. So once again, the somewhat revamped Blue Murder (Nik Green remains
on keys, with Marco Mendoza and Tommy 0°Steen newly ensconced on bass and drums,
respectively), seem poised and ready for “Nothin' But Trouble". Until then “We All Fall Down”

should rock your worlds quite sufficiently.
G First came the awesome “Facelift” album, then
the mesmerizing "SAP" EP, the ground-breaking
intensity of "Dirt", and now the undeniable beauly and
ambience of the “Jar Of Flies” EP. Alice In Chains
remain the karma chameleons of the early Sealtle sweep.
Never content to live within one formulaic grunge coated
dreamworld, the band constantly push their efforts for-
ward and outward, testing waters that in any other time
might get them branded as rebels or “uncool” by core
followers. Yet through their attention to some of music's
iner” elements, they have instead established themselves as one of rock’s most diverse and
challenging bands. They swoon the commercial masses with their more gentle colors and
textures, while still amazing the melallic swarms with heavy vocals and dark lyrical musings.
“Jar Of Flies” picks up where the incredible “SAP" EP left off, veering down even more melo-
dious avenues, sounding at times almost spacy and dreamiike, and naturally moody and con-
templative. Of course many stations (AOR, COR, melal, alternative) are already playing the
atmospheric rocker, ‘No Excuses”, so there’s no need to twist arms here, we realize. Many of
our metal reporters (KWUR, WAPI, WSOU, WVFS and WWVU) were adding the special viny!
(featuring both EPS) this week, but we're sure everyone will be adding the full CD by the time
you read this.
g wasn't very long ago, that this band's self-titled
debut album hit the scene with it's intricate pat-
terns and melodic edge. Therefore, the name should still
be quite fresh in your minds and it shouldn't be too big a
stretch to expect metal radio to pick up on the band's new
four song EP. The four songs included are pretly diverse,
but be aware that the metal emphasis culs are the hard
chomping, “Cat Food" and the band's anguilar cover of
the Ten Years After classic, 'I'd Love To Change The
World". "Silence" is an obvious COR-tune with it's mel-
low overtones and searing leads, which build in inlensily across the surface of the song.
We'll keep an eye glued to that section of the radio world for further developments on
‘Silence”. Melal radio should certainly feel more in-tune with the likes of “Cat Food" or "I
Will" — both of which aptly show of the meticulous and slylish technical abilities of quilarist
Chris Poland, bassist Dave Randi, vocalisl/rhyihm guitarist Dave Clemmons and drum-
mer Mark Poland. Cat Food” definitely captures the band's harder more explosive and atti-
tudinal nature of Damn The Machine, which of course, makes it especially apres pos for the
more heavily inclined among you. The band's progressive tendencies also lend an especially
modern edge to "I'd Love To Change The World" — it's kind of an interesting new world view

Blues Oh s0 smooth West Coast pianist, songwriter

and vocalist Charles Brown is back with a silky set

of standards all wrapped in strings and horns which

It's late night blues for dancing in satin nightgowns
and velvet smoking coats. And it's Charles Brown in all his
glory, recapturing that sophisticated sound that set the West
Coast sound on jts ear in the late ‘40s and early 50s. Though
this disc will be a smash in the jazz format, it has plenty for blues
fans. There are fantastic remakes of Brown's classics “Black
Night” and “Driftin’ Blues,” two tunes that define the alienation
country blacks felt once they left home for the bright lights of the
big cities and better paying jobs in sunny but un-cultured
California of 50 years ago.

eDell Davis, Fecl Like Doin® Something Wrong, Fat

Possum  You want grit, you got it on this set by gui-

tarist CeDell Davis, a Delta original of today.

Because he had polio, Davis had to learn to play the

guitar a little differently, resulting in a sound as
chronically evil as Robert Johnson's and as raw as just-gutted
hogs. Most of the material here, which was produced by music
writer Robert Palmer, is CeDell solo on guitar and Howlin’ Wolf-
like vocals, sometimes creating lyrics right on the spot out of his
vast storage of experiences in a life filled with the blues. But
three live cuts were recorded with a band of New York players,
including the great blues guitarist Louis X. Erlinger of Mink
DeVille fame. in Tramps. The group gives a languid “Falling
Rain Blues,” a slow rockin’ "Murder My Baby" and an outside
"Green Onions.” The whole set is wild, sort of like Elmore
James playing underwater after taking too much acid

ohnny Gale, Gale Force, Guitar Recordings Heavy and

hard rockin’ guitarist Johnny Gale mixes in blues clas-

sics and originals by his band mates on this 10-tune

set. First off he pays tribute to the King of Boogie,

John Lee Hooker, with a version of "Boom Boom.”
Here Gale is accompanied by ex-Electric Fiag bassist Harvey
Brooks while Tommy Farese takes the vocals on this and most of
the other cuts. There’s also the rockabilly of "Cruel and Unusual
Love, " the ‘40s swing of "Confused” and a biker blues number,
“‘Custom Made.” The guitarist playing throughout is on the level
of a gale force, rockin' everything in sight and leveling at least
one tune, Sonny Thompson's “I'm Tore Down.”

From there on, everything across the board
has been first-rate.” King's X recorded the new album in Atlanta after recording its
previous LPs in its hometown of Houston. King's X will be opening for the
Scorpions this spring.

Crosby Stills & Nash and Bonnie Raitt played an acoustic concert in
Washington, D.C., to mark the 21st anniversary of the U.S. Supreme Court deci-
sion that legalized abortion.

A lederal court judge in Nashville has ruled that an Akron, Ohio, group formerly
known as 1964 As The Beatles can no longer use the Bealles' name or likeness-
es. The ruling came in a lawsuit filed by the Beatles’ company, Apple Corps, after
the group performed in Kingsport, Tennesseg, in 1991. The company contended
that group members called each other John, Paul, George and Ringo on stage. U.S.
District Judge Robert Echols ruled that the four could perform in Bealles outfils,
play Beatles songs and speak with British accents. But they cannot use props or
backdrops that use the likenesses of the four Beatles.

Bryan Adams had (o salisfy the Vietnamese government before he could play his
concert on January 16 in Saigon. “Before we came into Vietnam, our songs had to
be screened by the government, my album had to be screened by the government,

the lyrics had to be screened by the government and the videos had to be screened
by the government.” Adams says his videos helped convince the government offi-

cials. “They saw the videos and said, ‘Oh yeah, we'd love to have him come!"

Bruce Springsteen has donaled $45,000 to the South Philadelphia playground
featured in the video for "Streets Of Philadelphia.”

India’s film censor board, which oversees
Bombay's massive movie industry, has suggested that the word “sexy” be replaced
with “fancy” to tone down the eroticism of the song. The dispute follows the lifting
of a ban on the Hindi film song "What Is Behind Your Blouse?" Judges were salis-
fied that the answer to the question was the heart.

Barry Melton, 1 Fish of Country Joe & The Fish, has been hired as a public
defender in Mendocino County, California. Melton was an unsuccessful candidate
for a judgeship in San Francisco in 1992. He's been a lawyer since 1962.

Australian arlist Peter Blakeley releases a new album in the U.S. in mid-
February called “The Pale Horse." The new LP is the follow-up to "Harry s Cafe
de Wheels.

German dance band Culture Beat plans o continue despile the death late last
year of DJ Torsten Fenslau, the brainchild behind the band. Fenslau died in a
car crash, and the rest of the band says he'll never be replaced. "It's been a major
blow but we've decided to carry on, and he would want us to make another album
and continue success in the name of Culture Beal, " says vocalist Tania Evans.
“It's brought us close together, because we spent so much time, so we had to cope
with it together.”

Green Apple Quick Step will be opening lor Fishboene in February and March.
Houston band Atemic Opera releases its debut aibum in late March.

Robin Guthrie of the Cocteau Twins has remixed Medicine s "Time Baby 3"
for an upcoming CD-5 called “The Sounds Of Medicine.” The song originally
appeared as a British b-side on the “5ive” EP in Britain in 1992. The new CD-5 will
also include a remix of "Miss Drugstore" from the band's debut album, "Shot Forth
Self Living," as well as two new tracks. The band's just beginning a six-week tour
with Swervedriver.

Plans for a mountain-music center on the Blue Ridge Parkway in North Carolina
have been delayed because the U.S. Congress hasn't appropriated any funds for
the project. It's estimated that the Blue Ridge Music Center will cost about $11
million to build over two years. The center is intended to perpetuate the mountain
music of the southern Appalachians. The city of Galax, North Carolina, has
donated about half of the land needed for the cenler and the National Park Service
purchased the rest.

Estefan is to become president of
Sony/Crescent Moon artist development and will get a percentage of album sales
under the agreement.

A Superior Court Referee in Los Angeles has agreed to let Rick James spend time
in a drug rehabilitation cenler instead of going to prison. James could be released as
soon as September under the plea arrangement. The district attorney’s office is
reportedly investigating whether a prosecutor’s investigator provided heroin to an
important witness in James' trial. James could have been sentenced to 14 years in
prison for his drug-related assaults on two women. James' girlfriend, Tanya Hijazi,
will be resentenced next month. A Superior Court judge set aside her four-year prison
term, saying she should not serve time in jail if James was not going to do so.

A woman is suing Marky Mark claiming she was trampled when he invited fans to
rush the stage during a concert at the Portiand, Maine, Expo last year. Sandra
Gessner of Lewiston, Maine. says she was pushed over a friend’s wheelchair and
knocked to the floor when Mark slarted dancing in his underwear. Gessner's attorney
says she can no longer care for herself because of the injuries. Her lawsuit seeks
unspecified damages from Mark, the concert promoters and the city of Portland.

Whitney Houston is (o receive the Sammy Davis Jr. Enlertainer of the Year
award at the Soul Train Music Awards to be given out in Los Angeles in mid-March.

Four people were arrested in Washinglon, D.C., in a protest of violent and sexist
rap music. Activist Dick Gregory and C. DeLores Tucker, head of the National
Political Congress of Black Women, were among those charged with blocking
access to a record store. The protest was the second in a campaign against music
they say is "nothing more than pornographic smut.” Five people were arresled at a

similar protest in December.

Best of luck to all our friends on the west coast
dealing with the aftermath of the earthquake!
With the cold and the quake everyone in the
country seems to be wound up tight. Let's all
lake a few deeps breaths and chill. That's bet-
ter! Let’s talk tunes; Fish! Who is he? Is he
still around? Who cares? Fish is the former
leader of the Prog-Rockers Marillion. He left
the band a few years back and put out three
solo albums, once of which External Exile was
released in the US (the track “Credo” did mod-
erately well). He's had a share of troubles with
record companies and getting his material
released in the US, but he continues to write,
perform and record mostly at his studio in
Scotland - The Funny Farm. Independent US
label Griffin has been releasing official bootlegs
sanctioned by Fish, and now they are releasing
a compilation of songs recorded by different
bands at Fish's studio called Outpatients. The
CD features 3 new tracks by Fish which are
worth seeking out if you are interested in quali-
ty music with some depth and texture. 2 songs
are cover tunes; “The Seeker” (The Who) and
“Time And A Word" (Yes). Steve Howe pro-
vides lead guitar on the Yes tune, an interesting
twist as he was not yet in Yes when they
recorded the song originally. The third song
we've added in Medium this week, a nice
acoustic based understated original called “Out
Of My Life". The tune is a great all daypart
song which will al first draw the usual compar-
isons to Peter Gabriel and Phil Collins, which
have dogged Fish's heels for years. Upon clos-
er listen though, Fish's Scottish brogue lilts
through here and there enough to distance him-
self from those two and establish his own
unique vocal identity. If you want to check out
Fish, I'd suggest contacting Gina Warren at
Griffin (Gopaco); 708-833-6191. She's been
very helpful getting us Fish's material. We ve
always had great luck playing Fish in this mar-
ket, even in Burlington where you have to be
sure to spell out which Fish or Phish you
mean! We care, in answer to the last question
posed above. Hope you do to. enough to have
followed me this far and maybe enough so that
you'll give this guy the shot he deserves.
