Eit Yousj & CRAZY HORSE, "ChANqE YOUR MiNd," Ripaisi Amazingly enough, this year marks the 25th Anniversary of Neil Young and 
Crazy Horse's first collaboration. It's only appropriate then, to receive a track such as this to launch the forthcoming Sleeps With Angels album (his 

first studio project since the exceptional, Harvest Moon). Happily. "Change Your Mind" bellows with the heavy distorted guitar tones we've come to 
expect from Neil and the gang over the years. And while the buzzing guitars reverberate throughout, the lyrics rock gently along the top of a sweeter 
melody than one might expect (especially given Neil's recent forays into the world of so-called grunge via bouts with Pearl Jam and the like) — vocally it 
showcases a much more soothing and on key Nell Young. He is one of the few artists who have genuinely bucked the odds and anticipations of a loyal 
fan base, by reaching out and experimenting beyond the scope of commercial rock. In doing this, he has not only endeared himself (and inspired) a 
whole bevy of fellow musicians, but also helped maintain his longevity in the rock realms and tapped into the younger audiences. ABy all indications 
Neil and Crazy Horses' latest LP, encompasses a wide variety of styles as well, but within a trademark sound that only comes from their collaborations. 
The kind that makes you feel warm and fuzzy all over. while tossing you back into hard rocking reverb drenched reverie. Expect film footage from the 
recording sessions to surface at some point. and a national tour as well. As the man once said, "Keep on rockin..". 

IAN MOORE, "SATiSfiEd," 

CApRiCORN With 'How Does It Feel" 
Ian Moore began a quest to help re-
introduce the AOR realms (along with 
bands like the Arc Angels, the Fab T-
Birds and of course, the late great, Stevie 
Ray), to the soulful roots of blues rock, 
and with radiant charm and undeniable 
chops, has certainly notched his place in 
the radio world. Stunning audiences 
with his soul drenched guitar licks and 
vocals, and simple but emotive song-
writing style, beer elevated his stand-
ing in the rock world (with sales of the 
album exceeding 150,000 units so far). 
Single two, "Harlem" exposed his social 
conscience and left important impres-
sions with its Ice Cube directed video, 
but it could be this song (one that folks 
have been singling out as a hit since that 
album landed), that further establishes 
Ian and the band as the stars they've 
long been lauded as.

VicToRy/PLG Perhaps no other 
band has come to epitomize experimen-
tal and progressive music the way Yes 
has. Always exploring, stretching and 
creating complicated but still melodic 
songs, Yes remes one of the truest 
innovative forces in rock today. Talk is 
their first new album since 1991s' 
Union, and it seems the kind of record 
capable of satisfying long time art-rock 
loyalists, as well as the more commer-
cial oriented hordes that were drawn in 
by the sonic vision of  90125. It repre-
sents new breakthroughs for the band as 
well. Master producer/guitarisU key-
boardist/songwriter (geez). Trevor Rabin 
has once again launched Yes into the 
future. This time headfirst into the com-
puter age, utilizing a Macintosh system 
— Digital Performer (MOTU), which 
enabled him to piece together the band's 
best efforts, resulting in a sparkling, 
near flawless sound without sacrificing 
a live ambience. The record also hails 
the first time vocalist Jon Anderson and 
Rabin collaborated directly with each 
other on the songwriting (Tony Kaye, 
Chris Squire and Alan White continue in 
their respective roles).

Amazing as that is, Testa still 
retains an almost cultish status among rockers 
everywhere. They are well known. but not 
overblown, never having over-saturated the airwaves 
to the point of burn-out (though their incredible 
cover of "Signs" dominated radio for quite some 
time). Testa, have consistently ripped back onto the 
scene with their brash brand of au natural. guitar 
driven rock and roll — taking millions of loyal lis-
teners along for the ride. Now with a few more years 
under the proverbial bridge. the band return with the 
much anticipated Bust A Nut album (the title alone 
is indication of what awaits your tender ears). Can 
they make it five platinum platters? You bet your 
bottom dollar. 'cause "Mama's Fool" kickstarts the 
whole affair with a crunch and burn, twist and turn 
blow to your solar plexus. Of course, Teslas wise 
enough to construct brazen rockers like this one, 
around solid and hooky. bump and grind choruses. 
It may start out with twangy, acoustics and slidin' 
blues (a staple element of any Testa album), but 
within moments the afterburners kick in and 
"Mama's Fool" comes thundering in on a twin guitar 
riptide and Jeff Keith's instantly identifiable raspy 
yawl.

last year. A tragedy made all the more distressful by 
the fact that Savatage had finally just experienced 
their first major success at an AOR level, with Edge 
Of Thorns. The band was certainly on the verge of 
greater moments when the accident brought their 
growing momentum to a crashing halt. The remain-
ing members, (Johnny Lee Middleton, Steve 
Wacholz and Zachary Stevens), pulled themselves 
together earlier this year however, recruiting long 
time friend, and ex-Testament guitarist extraordi-
naire, Alex Skolnick, to fill out the line-up. While 
this is undeniably a very different band from the one 
that first ravaged the metal realms with epics like, 
Hall Of The Mountain King and Gutter Ballet the 
essence of Savatage remains alive and well, within 
the ominous and powerful songwriting of founding 
member Jon Oliva and the unwavering production 
of Paul O'Neill and Oliva. This is completely evi-
dent in track one from the forthcoming, Handful Of 
Rain album — the moody and thunderous, "Hand 
Full Of Rain". Somber and emotive, the opening 
refrains show off Stevens' rich, deep vocals, which 
excel and explode above a barrage of heavy riffs — 
and Skolnick's well tempered leads. Powerful, emo-
tional and riveting, "Hand Full Of Rain" provides all 
the ingredients necessary to carry Savatage over the 
top of the COR charts and beyond. They certainly 
are more than deserving.

His latest return engagement has opened up whole 
new avenues with its conceptual nature and compan-
ion cartoon series (three books on Marvel as rendered 
by the Sandman). Not unlike Neil Young, Alice also 
continues to take advantage of his cultlike status 
among fellow rockers, with appearances from the likes 
of Soundgarden frontman Chris Cornell on two songs. 
Those two singles have already scaled the chart, prim-
ing the nation for the more ballad-like "It's Me", which 
is currently being released simultaneously to AOR and 
CHR. Co-written with Tommy Shaw and Jack Blades 
(Damn Yankees), the song is a study in mellifluous 
guitar structures, equating a light poppy feel and big 
build chorus with a monster sing-a-long type hit.

The resultant sound is one that's sure to send some seismic readings throughout 
the ranks of his millions of fans, but one can only offer praise to a musician who continues to explore his roots and abilities. Harry's got quite a 
track record already, with five gold and three platinum albums, three Grammys and many forays onto the big screen (as an actor and scorer) to 
his credit. "She", the single (not to be confused with the KISS classic recently remade by Anthrax) is an odd tempoed little ditty that romps 
around hefty keyboards, Harry's unmistakable vocal prowess and a very poppy topspin.

Dave: I started as 

a club DJ and 
worked in college radio 

for a few years. Then I 

went to work at Island Records 
doing National Club Promotion, and 

after that. !joined Pellegrino Promotions 
where I did Alternative radio, marketing 

and clubs for about three months. I also 

ran a record pool in New Jersey. 

Was it profitable? 

Dave: No. Actually, when I had the 

record pool. I was DJ-ing and working in 

a gym in order to make money. The 
record pool was done more as a way to 

gain entry into the business. I was just 
out of college, so I guess I was 22 or 23 
when I started. 

Where you able to break any 

records from the street up while 

you were doing the club deal? 

Dave: We dealt with about 15 clubs, 
and the DJs in my pool were Alternative 

leaning and would try to play as many 
Alternative records as they could. Some 
of the clubs at the time in Jersey — like 

Aldo 's and the Loop Lounge — were, 

and still are. doing very well. We were 
definitely breaking records. without a 

doubt. 

How much dance stuff did you 
deal with? 

Dave: We were getting serviced by just 

about every label. so I had guys playing 
Debbie Gibson records when they had to. 
Most of my jocks were working at clubs 
where they were playing the basic 12" at 
the time — Sisters of Mercy. The Cure, 
Depeche Mode, Love And Rockets, that 
kind of thing. 

Do you still go to clubs and say 
'This DJ sucks. I could do a lot 
better.' 

Dave: I sometimes still do that, but 

there are so many DJs doing so many 
different things, and there aren't a lot of 
clubs like the Loop Lounge where I 

used to work in Jersey. It was just a 

great mix of music. Al a lot of the 
clubs, the DJs, technically, are really 
good, but I don't hear the variety of 
music that I heard at the Loop. There, 
you really got into the DJ's personality, 
more than just his technical skills. 

We'd go from Alternative, to maybe a 
couple of rap songs to some reggae or 
old funk and then into some straight 

out rock. 

What was your motivation to run 
the pool? 

Dave: I had planned that that would be 
my entry into the music business. I 
realized it was a great way to be in con-
tact with all these people at the record 
companies, and I knew there were three 
companies that I'd one day want to 

work for. They were Island Records, 
Vince Pellegrino Promotions and 

Warner Brothers. They're the three 
companies that I have worked for, and 

I've never once sent any of them a 

resume or made an inquiry to call them 
about a job. It just worked out that way. 

So, what was going on with 
Island at the time? 

Dave: They were really happening. 
When I got there, the Joshua Tree was 

still out, and then Rattle & Hum came 
out shortly thereafter. So there was a 
lot of excitement there. We had Noel on 
the club side, Marrs with Pump Up The 
Volume. Bomb The Bass, and Eric B. 
and Rakeem. We were doing really well 

with a lot of the dance product that 
came through Island, especially at 4th 
and Broadway. We were selling a lot of 
records, and it was a pretty happening 

time.

That 4th and Broadway location 

is a very cool scene, with the 
store below and all those 
offices upstairs. 

Dave That location in the village was 
one of the greatest places you could 

imagine. So many restaurants, record 
stores and clubs. On the business 
side, we were selling tons of 12" 

product. And Cathy Jacobson was 
just unbelievable at moving it through 
her independent network. What we 

sold on 12" would astound people. 
All the Noel 12" singles were over 

300,000 units, Pump UP The Volume 
was over a million units. 

How'd you get the inside track 
for the WB job? 

Dave I had known people at WB 
when I had my record pool. I used to 
deal with Craig Kostich and the dance 

guy Dennis Wheeler at the time, and 
they were great. I would go to Dennis' 
office every two weeks or so because 
Warner Bros. had all the Alternative 

bands that my DJs wanted to play in 
the clubs. Dennis would let me come 
in and take 15 54-40 or BoDeans" 
albums and pro singles, which were 
on 12" vinyl at the time. My DJs 
would just love that stuff because 
those were the records that they pre-
ferred to play. I was up there a lot, 
and I would see Craig there when he 
was visiting the New York office. 

And little did you know that 

you'd be leaving the hood to 
work down the hall from Craig 
in L.A. 

Dave I had been working for Vince 

Pellegrino for about a month when I 

heard that the job was open and Craig 

was going to talk to me about it. I was 
extremely interested, but I was also 

very concerned because I had never 
been to Los Angeles and had no 

desire to move to there. I had gotten 

the word out that I was hoping this job 
would be New York based, but when I 

finally talked to Craig about the job, 

the first thing he said to me was, 'I 
just want to make it clear that this job 
is based in Los Angeles.' 

As I recall, Warners Alternative 
was really rolling when you 
arrived in '89. 

Dave: When I first started, it was 
right before they split Warner Bros. 
and Reprise, so there was so much 
stuff — Depeche Mode, the B-52 s, 
Jane's Addiction, New Order, Violent 
Femmes, The Replacements, Elvis 

Costello — the list goes on. 

How did the AOR department 
manage to kidnap you? 

Dave. I used lo talk to Kenny a lot, 
and I think that Warner Bros. was 
looking for somebody who really had 
a feel for Alternative music, someone 

who kind of grew up with that music. 

They wanted that element in the AOR 

department because we needed to take 

our great Alternative bands further 
into the mainstream. As easy it would 

be for Kenny to pick up Led Zeppelin 
and say, 'Man, this is my music,' I can 

pick up a Clash album and say, 'This 
is  music.' I think that it was just a 
difference of timing. 

How does your new National 

Promotion Director title change 
your job description? 

Dave To our field staff and to the 
industry as a whole, the new title more 
clearly states that there's someone 
here to focus more on the newer 
bands. By that I mean not only our 
Alternative crossovers, but bands like 
Gods Child. 

I know Capitol came after you 
earlier this year. Now WB has 

responded with a nice promo-
tion. In the tradition of Puvogel 
and Dannheisser, should we 
consider you a lifer from this 
point on? 

Dave I would like to think that 
would be the case. As everybody 
knows, there are changes going on all 
around the Warner family, including at 
Atlantic, Elektra, all the labels. There 
is no way of knowing now how any of 
these changes are going to shake 
down and change the nature of the 
record company and the family vibe 

that has been in existence practically 
since the company began. Warner is 

a relatively young company, but at the 

Christmas party when they give out 

the twenty year awards, there are usu-
ally more than just a couple of people 

getting them. That just blows me 
away. I don't think that many people 

work anywhere in any industry for 

twenty years with the same company, 

and I think it's really great. I hope that 
things will continue that way — not 

that everybody who works here now 

should be here in twenty years, but 

just the idea that it is that kind of 

place to work and the company wants 
the people to stay and the people want 

to stay and they continue to work 
together well. 

Certainly there has been specu-
lation that Doug Morris ascen-
sion to the WEA COO position 

could ultimately affect you on a 

day to day basis. Do you think 

that's a real concern? 

Dave That might be eventually, but 
as for now we are business as usual. 

We've discussed the situation but 

haven't drawn any conclusions other 

than we need to continue doing our 

jobs as well as possible. Doug has 
gone in at a very high level, and 

deservedly so, especially with what he 
has done at Atlantic Records. It's 

amazing how in the last 3-4 years, 
that label turned around. 

There has been a lot of conjec-

ture about marketing basically 

supplanting promotion. In the 
halls of Warner, is the relative 
effectiveness of promotion an 

issue? 

Dave: It we could find a way to mar-

ket every record that we have out to its 
maximum potential in terms of sales 
and exposure without radio promo-
tion, then I'd be the first on line to say 
we should do it. At this point, there is 

no way that we can entirely maximize 
our marketing efforts without radio 
promotion 

How would you rate your year to 
date? 

Dave I would say a B to a B+, espe-
cially when you consider Candlebox. 
We've had a couple of projects that we 
haven't done as well as we would have 
hoped. We haven't had a lot of music 
but I think we've made progress with 
Joan Jett and the Pretenders, as far as 
re-establishing them at rock radio. 
We did really well with our first Primal 
Scream track, too. 
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I might say that the market-

place has seemingly been pret-
ty tough on you guys lately. For 

instance, Elvis Costello and 

David Byrne both had critically 
acclaimed releases that radio 

really made you work hard for. 

Dave I Iota//y agree. It's seems 
the last time that Elvis and 

David Byrne had rock records like 

this, that their radio audience has 
scattered. At the very least, we fig-
ured that we had mainstream or her-
itage AOR records on our hands, but 

even that was tough going, especially 
in the case of Elvis. That album has 

everything that people used to love 
about the early Elvis Costello records 

— sardonic wit, some really dry 

observations, and even similar sonics 
to those earlier records since it was 

recorded at the same studio. It just 

blows me away that we didn't do bet-
ter at radio. Everyone talks about the 
fragmentation, but it's records like this 
that make you realize how far it's 

come. I was surprised that neither one 
of those artists was overwhelmingly 

accepted by Alternative either 

What was their objection? Old 

school? 

Dave. Yeah. I guess there was a 
Lbitstion of relevancy, and if the audi-

ence listening to Alternative radio 
now, who's hearing a lot of really 
hard American rock, is going to iden-
tify with Elvis Costello or David Byrne. 

Maybe the Alternative listeners of 
today aren't that familiar with who 

Talking Heads were to the point that 
they want to hear what the lead singer 

is doing now. 

What kind of vibe did you 

expect to find with Cheap Trick 
when you went out? 

Dave We came with an uncompro-
mising first cut, and our concern was 

to show that the band was rocking 
again. We thought that 'Woke Up 
With A Monster' showed that, and it 
worked well at a lot of radio stations. 

You had no choice but to rock 
out of the box... 

Dave: We did, because our concern 
was to re-establish this band at rock 

radio, very similar to what we did with 
Joan Jett. I think that it might have 

worked a little better with Joan. I 
wanted to get 'Go Home' as the first 

track because I thought it was lyrically 

one of the most personally passionate 
songs she's ever written. One of the 
problems we had was that most peo-
ple heard a 2:45 real hard rock song 
by Joan Jett, and I don't think that a 

lot of them realized what was really 

behind the song. 

More video exposure would 

have helped. 

Dave: MTV didn't treat us too well 
with the video, thought we did OK at 

the local video level, and it's a shame 

because the video was everything that 

I hoped it would be. It dealt with a 
woman being followed and assaulted 

on a train and fighting back and 
escaping. Joan and Kenny Laguna 

incorporated prescribed self defense 
moves in the video. They did it in a 

way that didn't come across as 
preachy or sexist, and if MTV had 

supported the video it could have 
connected with a lot more people. 

How is Kenny Laguna to work 
with on a day to day basis? 

Dave. Kenny is great because he has 
dealt a lot with radio, and he's got an 

artist who has worked very hard with 
touring and interviews and is very vis-

ible when she is on the road. He's a 

guy who knows the history of the 

artist with radio, and since we've just 
gotten involved with her. that has 

helped us immensely. 

What is your game plan for 'Eye 
To Eye'? 

Dave. Hopefully, to connect on a 
wider level than we were able to with 
'Go Home.' We are hoping that this 
track may even cross over to CHR. 

What is the department's feel-

ing about the value of the more 

classic oriented radio stations? 
Have you skewed your attention 

and your support more to the 
active guys, or do you still give 
the more heritage oriented sta-

tions equal time? 

Dave My attention is 99% toward 
Inc more active guys. As a depart-
ment we are not dealing too much 
with the classic stations, but we are 
involved with the heritage and other 
stations that do lean a bit classic. 

Obviously. the COR type stations 

stand to sell a lot more product, 
a la Reprise's success with 
Green Day. 

Dave I think so. That has a lot to do 
with my promotion, to focus on that 
type of station. We realize that for the 
first time in a long time, you can hit a 

core of 30 stations and sell lots of 
product. Those stations hit such an 

active part of the population, and that 
can translate into sales and MTV 

action. Once MTV is on it, you've got 
the record doing well with these active 

stations, then everybody else starts 

paying attention. That was the key to 

breaking Candlebox. 

How does the single selection 

process work there? Are you 
and Kenny actively involved in 

that, is it more Stu Cohen's 

call? 

Dave It depends on the artist. We 

nave a lot of artists signed overseas. 
so often they dictate track choices. In 

the case of Primal Scream, England 

had the videos made for 'Rocks and 

Jailbird and chose to go for 'Rocks' 
first. Our first choice would have 

been 'Jailbird.' 

don't know that all the BTU 

comparisons helped 'Rocks' too 

much. 

Dave I think that there was a lot of 
everything — I heard Sly and The 

Family Stone. you know, 'Dance To 
The Music', BTO. and even a little bit 

of T REX. but I thought that it was fun. 

I didn't think the song should have 
been taken so seriously, or should 

have been analyzed so heavily. 

Did the 'Rocks Off' lyric cause 

you problems in some quarters? 

Dave It did in some places. That 

really surprised me because lyrically 
it's not any kind of a sexual statement 
Some people said that they had trou-

ble with that and they wouldn't play 
the song for that reason. 

Men or women? 

Dave Believe it or not. men. The 
couple of instances involved male 
programmers, and not in the most 

conservative places that you might 
think. 

Other than MTV. what other ele-
ments were key to the success 

with Candlebox? 

Dave: There were a few key compo-
nents that really came into play. Right 

from the start. we were all very much 
in love with this project. We loved the 
record and we found a lot of folks at 
rock radio loved it too. We had a 
bunch of stations that were huge and 
instrumental in breaking the record: 
KISW, WIYY KIOZ, WAAF, WXTB, 

KRXD, KRRK. KUFO, WRZX, KAZY 
and KILO and WAX0 played the hell 
out of it. MTV helped a lot by the time 
we got to 'Youl and now with 'Far 
Behindl it's exploding at Alternative 
and CHR. Rock radio definitely 

deserves the credit for breaking the 

band, though. Plus, the band has 

been on the road for over a year. play-
ing and meeting people and working 

their asses off They're such fantastic 
guys everyone always comes away 

with a great feeling about them. 

Why has the Maverick product 

flow been relatively slow? 

Dave Because they're doing it the 
light way. They are not signing bands 

for the sake of signing bands. 

Have you ever dealt with 

Madonna personally? 

Dave No, only when I play her 

records. 

If you were her manager, what 

would you advise for her next 

career move? 

Dave I think she should develop 

and open a theme park. Her imagina-
tion could really run wild. Besides. I 

guess that "Madonna — The Ride-, 
could potentially draw millions. 

Do you think that Michael 

Jackson is really married to 
Lisa Marie Presley? 

Dave I certainly hope so because I 
think that he needs to get some level 
of decency back into his life. 

How do you pronounce Prince's 
name? 

Dave: Skeezix. Seriously, who 
knows? 

Have you taken the OJ house 

tour? 

Dave. No, I even tune it out on TV 

now. 

What labels do you admire the 

most? 

Dave I think that Epic is doing a 
great job. Hike the records they have 
and the way they're getting them 

played. DGC and Geffen are always 

strong. and A&M kind of reminds me 
a little bit of Island back when I was 
there because they have some real 
interesting artists and they are trying 
different ways to promote and market 

them. They have some really great 
personalities working at that company. 

What's the most worthwhile 
convention that you have ever 
been to? 
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liard interview 

Dave.. The Upper Midwest Conclave. 

Would you go to Woodstock? 

Dave I don't know, only if it was 
really, really easy to go. The hype is 

getting so great that the reality can't 
possibly deliver. Besides, hundreds 

of thousands of people were miser-

able at the original Woodstock and 

that only cost about twenty bucks for a 
three day pass 

What artist are you personally 
the closest with? 

Dave Candlebox and the Goo Goo 

Dolls 

Do you find the amount of time 
that you have to spend in meet-

ings makes it difficult to get 

out there and get records 

played? 

Dave It can be, but it hasn't been 
that bad. It seems to come in waves. 

Sometimes it gets to be a little much. 
The good thing is that we have such 

an active and large field staff that is 

really on the ball, and more often then 
not. I feel like I am backing them up. 

Sometimes it gets to be a little tough. 

There are other things that/do here 
that cut into my phone time, and that 

gets a little more frustrating. There 
are marketing meetings and meetings 

with managers, but the only regularly 

scheduled 'meeting' is the conference 
call. 

How does your week shake out? 

Dave. [lie main activity lot Montl,4 

is calling radio and making sure that 

were getting what we thought we were 

going to get. Tuesday is finding out 

why we didn't get what we thought we 

were going lo get. (laughs) 
Wednesday is the conference call, 
advertising, and slotting the priorities. 
Thursday is radio and priorities with 
the local staff, and Friday is almost 
entirely radio. 

Warner Bros.. it seems, does 

less wheeling and dealing for 
airplay than a lot of companies? 
True or false? 

Dave I think that's false. We are 
willing to do what we need to do if it 

makes sense. We try to be smart 
about it and use some discretion and 
we try to do things that are going to 
benefit the artist through more than 
just airplay. We try to make it make 
sense, but were amenable to doing a 
lot of different stuff 

What's your impression of the 
new L.A. Triple A? 

Dave: I've been listening to it, and 

my immediate response is what 

everybody is saying. 'It's great to hear 

stuff that I haven't heard on the radio 

before in L.A.' I've heard The Pogues. 

Grant Lee Buffalo, and a few of other 

things I haven't been hearing at com-
mercial radio. Then again, I've even 

heard some AC stuff I'm not a big fan 

of a lot of the singer/songwriter mate-
rial that is being played, but overall I 

can't imagine them not doing well 

once they get themselves focused. 

Warner Bros. was a little slow 
getting their Triple A act 

together. How's the label's 
faith in the format now, what 

with Nancy Stein in place? 

Dave Our faith is growing, and with 

good reason. Warner Bros.. more than 
any other major label in the business, 

has artists that are perfect for Triple A 

because of their artistic quirkiness. 
Whether it's David Byrne or Laurie 

Anderson or Julie Cruise Los Lobos 
or even the Elvis Costello or The 

Pretenders, we have so many relevant 
artists. Now, there's a place where 

they fit perfectly. The format is great 

for them, and these artists are the for-

mat's anchors. In terms of our timing, 
it was more a case of us really looking 

at the developing scene and analyzing 
the situation before we got fully 

involved in it. We wanted to make 
sure that when we did do it, we could 

do it correctly and have more than just 
a designated promotion person. We 
wanted to make sure sales, marketing 

and promotion were all in sync in 
order to maximize Triple A airplay. 

What would you consider your 

most effective promotional 

vehicle? Road trips? Heavy 
phone pressure? What? 

Dave I really like visiting people and 

getting relationships to the point where 
if I need a record, and it's within the 
realm of possibility for a given station. 
that I will get the benefit of the doubt 
when I need it. I try not to damage that 

relationship by trying to force records 
that are inappropriate. I try to be very 
understanding, hopefully, not to a fault, 

but I try to be very fair about what a 
radio station says that they can play or 
cannot play. If it's something that I can 
fight them on, then it's my job to get 
the information together to prove them 
wrong. If it's an inappropriate record 
for a certain station, it doesn't do any 
good to fight them on it because I'm 
going to have other records that lam 
definitely going to need that station's 

focus on, and it's no good damaging 
those opportunities for something 
that's not going to react with the audi-
ence. Accomplishing that goal has 
definitely been made easier since mov-
ing to the plays per week mentality. 

You really feel a difference. eh? 

Dave: Yeah, its so much more tan-

gible. I remember a couple of years 
ago how much uncertainty there was 

about how it would change promotion. 
I'm happy dealing with tangible fig-

ures for the first time. Now. I can 

look at a 8DS printout and know 

exactly what that means. Now I can 

see the number of plays at which a 
record will start selling at a given sta-

tion, or how certain records — no 
matter how many plays they're getting 

per week — are not going to sell. It 

makes it so much clearer to commu-
nicate and airplay picture to our sales 
staff too. The numbers are specific. 
even if they're fudged at times, and it's 

made radio play and even promotion 

more relevant to people outside this 

area.  the sales staff has been 
dealing with numbers forever. 

What upcoming stuff does WB 
have that you're excited about? 

Dave. R.E.M.. Wolfgang Press, and I 

hear the new Goo Goo Dolls is the 
hest thinn they've done. 

What's in your car right now? 

Dave.- I make tapes every month and 

have been making them since 1986. 
It's mostly Alternative music. though 

there might be a little rap or reggae 
there. and there's lots of obscure COR 

type stuff I try to go by the current 
emphasis cuts, so I'm up on what's at 
radio. Also, if I pull out the tape from 

July 1990. I can not only hear a tape 
of great music, but it's also a slice of 
what was happening at that time.

time? 

Dave The Clash

Dave.. Catherine Wheel, James,

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Carrie: We grew up in Kenya. 

What was it that brought your family to 
Kenya? 

Carrie: My dad worked for a mining company a 
magnesium and iron ore company, and he moved us 
over there when we were little kids. We moved back 
during the middle of high school, so they were the 
formative years. It was pretty intense. 

I'm sure that growing up in Africa and being 
exposed to several other cultures influ-
enced you with some of your song themes, 
yet your sound is very much contemporary 
American. How does it all tie in? 

Carrie: I don't think my background tied into my 
music very much. When we lived over in Africa, my 
moms' friends would send her albums from the 
states, all the latest stuff. She would get Bonnie 
Haitt records and Elton John — whatever 
singer/songwriter was current. Thats' what Libby 
and I listened to. I think that the traveling influ-
enced us personality-wise, though. It helped us to 
be more flexible. Our parents used to travel a lot 
and they would just put us on a plane and let us 
travel alone back to the states. We had to grow up a 
little fast and be on our own because it wasn't feasi-
ble to always travel together Thats' one of the rea-
sons Libby and I are so close, spending lots and lots 
of time together 

That's great that you two are so close. I'm 
sure a lot of people wish they were closer 
to their families who just don't get the 
opportunity, or regret it when it's too late. 

Carrie: A lot of people say that. One of my best 
friends, she and her sister fight like cats and dogs. 
They are older now but they still fight -- they're in 
their late 20s' and its' sad. 

While living in Africa, did you travel a lot to 
other countries, as well? 

Libby: Yes, very often. The biggest traveling we 
did was when we moved over to Africa, but the thing 
is that Nairobi is kind of a cross over a stop-off 
point. It was originally an English colony so there 
are a lot of English people there, and there is a big 
Indian community there 
also, and they ran 
all the 

bazaars in town. So, I was always really attracted to 
that, and would spend a lot of time walking around 
down there. 

Where do you think you have applied your 
different cultural influences in terms of 
your music — in the lyrics, or the melodies? 

Libby: I think it goes into both. Because of the fact 
that we did listen to a lot of singer/songwriter stuff 
growing up, I tend to write stories in my lyrics. I 
write a lot from personal experience too, but some-
times I sort of cloak my own personal experience in 
a story about someone else. I like to draw analo-
gies. Most of the stories have something to do with 
us, even though the songs might seem to be out-
wardly about other people. 

What is your favorite song off the album? 

Libby.. You know it fluctuates for me. 'Time Stands 
Still was a little bit of a sentimental song for me 
because it means something personal to me. I also 
like 'King For The Day' which is my current favorite. 
Its'  also really fun to play live. 

Recently, you have been playing a lot in the 
New York club scene. What are some of the 
clubs you like to play in? 

Libby: I love Sine because its'  really intimate and 
people really listen, and its'  gol a great neighbor-
hood vibe. I also love the East Village. 

So, you like the closeness of a crowd? 

Libby: Yes, I do. I also love CBGBs' — the regular 
CBGBs', not the Gallery In my opinion, CBGBs' is 
the ultimate club. I don't think that I could ever get 
tired of it. 

During your stage shows, do you have a full 
band playing with you or is it just the two of 
you up there? 

Libby: Since we've been on the road, I've been 
playing bass and keyboards, and we have a drum-
mer with us. So right now on this tour we are a 
three-piece. But, in September we are picking up 
another player We're picking up another bass/guitar 
player so we are going to do a little switching off 
and on. 

How long have you been playing the piano? 

Libby: Oh God, forever! Although. I was never very 
good at studying it formally To this day I pretty 
much play by ear 

Was Carrie interested in playing the piano 
also, or she just didn't pursue it? 

Libby: She was always into the guitar 
She never got into piano, but at 
one point, she did say she was 
interested in taking 
lessons. We were 
never good stu-
dents. We 
have 

always done everything by ear I used to take piano 
lessons and would memorize stuff in my head, and 
pretend like I was reading the music. I learned how 
to play it that way 

Do you like playing live versus in a record-
ing studio? 

Libby: I love playing live. There is nothing like 
playing live. Playing live, and playing in a studio 
are both so different. The thing that is really cool 
about playing live is that you are right in the 
moment, and if you didn't like your performance, 
you dont have to live with it for the rest of your life, 
you can go and do another gig. But in the studio. 
you have to live with what you do for the rest of your 
life. Playing in the studio makes it less sponta-
neous. I really like the spontaneity of playing live. 

And how did you get your name, 22 Brides? 

Carrie: Well, we had a landlord in Africa named 
Jarnel Bensing, and he used to come over all the 
time. Usually landlords collect your rent once a 
month, but it seemed he was there once a week. My 
dad was like, 'Oh, God. Mr Bensing is here again!' 
but he was a great person. He wore this huge jew-
eled turban, he was very flamboyant. He told us this 
story about a harem of women, and the 22nd bride 
joined the harem. There was a mean sheik, an old 
man, and the 22nd bride was not attracted to him. 
This handsome young prince comes along, and she 
falls in love with him and persuades all the other 22 
brides to go off with her and live happily ever after 
with the handsome, young prince. 

Did Daniel Wise produce your first release 
Selling Fruit In Cairo? 

Libby: Yes. Actually he produced this one too, 
with the exception of three of the songs — we pro-
duced one of the cuts. and Godfrey Diamond pro-
duced two others. But Daniel Wise produced most 
of the album. 

How did you hook up with him as a produc-
er? 

Libby: We did all our demos with him. and we had 
been working with him for a long time before we 
decided to go in and do our own record. He has a 
studio in New York called Network. He really good, 
very talented. Hes' kind of an up and coming guy 

Was the song 'What's So Wrong' the only 
song you and Carrie produced on your latest 
album? 

Libby. Yes. and we were actually going to do 
another song, but at the last minute we changed our 
minds and did that one. By that time, everything 
else was done, and we just decided, 'Hey lets' give 
this one a try 'so we produced it ourselves. 

Do you have plans to co-produce more of 
your own songs in the future? 

Libby: Yes, we intend to co-produce our next 
record. 

What are your goals for 5 years from now? 
Do you see yourself on a major label, or Zero 
Hour? 

Libby: I don't know I'd like to continue on with our 
recording career and tour In five years, I suspect 
that we will still be recording albums together and I 
think that both of us look forward to branching out in 
some other areas. I've always been interested in 
working with other bands, maybe producing. Carrie 
is interested in maybe doing some films, so we are 
looking forward to just branching out in all different 

areas. But I think that we both really feel 
that we want to keep on writing great 
songs. I love songwriting. I don't think 
that I will ever stop doing it.

Bassist/vocalist Lee Rocker claims that, "Blues was really my first love," 
as he fronted several semi-pro blues groups during his school years. 

He continues, "Blues is what sing best and feel most comfortable playing." 
Without knowing this, I'd still have been bowled over by Lee Rocker's Big 
Mae, from the folks at Black Top. I was anxious to spin this new CD based 
on Rocker's Stray Cat's credentials alone, but forget the footnotes and ref-
erences to that endeavor — this release stands up quite well on its own. As 
producer, Rocker gels my award for a great concoction of guitarist Mike 
Eldred and drummer Retiree DeBaun, who make up "Big Blue,"anda 
fine guest mix of talent from the likes of Scotty Moore (Elvis' original gui-
tarist) and the Memphis Horns I was pleased to find nary a "dog in the 
bunch," when it came to my initial audio scrutiny of this release. There's a 
nice mix of strong selections, leading off with "Ain't No Way," interspersed 
with a couple of wonderfully-mellow blues originals named "Till It Hurts" 
and "Big Blue Train." For a nice, but restrained Stray Cats feel, may I sug-
gest the band's rendition of Jimmy Reed's "Shame, Shame, Shame," or 
another original, "Darlin' Darlene." Certainly less restrained is Rocker's "let 
loose" patented stand-up bass sound on the band's cover of "The 
Hucklebuck." Lee Rocker may be a "Stray Cal." but Lee Rocker's Big Blue is 
a prize-winning feline in my book.

death, it seemed unlikely at the time that we would 
be seeing any new material from this relentless 
band. We stand corrected. When Savatage first 
appeared on the scene in the early '80s with their 
metal classic Sirens, few could anticipate that they 
would still be so viable ten years later The back-
bone of the band vins  duo of Jon and Criss Oliva 

— and through the ups and downs of their career - from 
the breakthrough success of Hall of the Mountain King  to the conceptual Streets. A Rock Opera 
- they were always able to rock hard enough to please the heaviest of fans without losing any 
accessibility. «The latest release, Edge of Thorns, marked the departure of Jon Oliva in the 
vocal slot, but his songwriting and stylistic presence was clearly felt in the music. This release 
was also their biggest commercial success to date with the title track all over mainstream radio 
and MTV Unfortunately, Criss Oliva was notable to enjoy that success very long because 
of the car accident that took his life. Even with both Oliva brothers no longer members of 
the band, their influence is clearly felt. Once again Jon was involved in the writing and pro-
duction on "Handful of Rain" and injected the classic Savatape sound to the current line-up 
consisting of Zachary Stevens on vocals, original mend Johnny Lee Middleton on 
bass Jeff Plate •armally from Stevens' old band Wicked Witch) on drums, and Alex Skolnick. 
the ek 'iitci member who has also toured with bassist extraordinaire Stu Hamm. on lead 
guitar. This marks a new chapter for Savatage, and this majestic and aggressive song will 
not disappoint any long time fan. After a soft intro, Stevens smooth voice accentuates the 
steadfast beat and the chunky chords to create an impact that is equally haunting and potent. 
The current blend of talent succeeds in bringing their qualities to the band without losing any 
of the original flavor. Chances are high that we will soon be seeing the video, hopefully a 
tour is in the works, and mainstream radio will be on board too, but metal radio is where Savatage 
are most loved and appreciated. A look to the future, and a nod to the past - it may be an 
unusual recipe, but you end up with a "Handful of Rain".

rhythm of "Exorcism", or the mesmerizing, insidious melody of "Communion". In ear-

ly fall the trio plans to hit the states for a tour, or what could be better described as a 
musical carnival show, that promises to be an unforgettable experience. For a blast into 
the chaos of the future, take this sneak peek at Pandemonium with Killing Joke. 

Kerbdog, "End of Green" (Mercury) 

Cormac Battle, the singer from Ireland's latest musical 

export, described their touristy, quaint hometown of Kilkenny 
as having a hardcore music scene. While it may not rival 
New Yorks' hardcore heaven, it did develop Kerbdog, the newest 

addition to the melodious punk school of thought. Having 
grown up on Husker Du, Fugazi, and Ministry, the trio - fea-

turing vocalist Battle, Data Butler on drums; Billy Dalton on guitar; and Colin Fern:oily 
on bass - injected a razor rough edge to their memorable but mealy songs. 'End of Green", 

the first sample from the upcoming self-titled release, shines with its raucous guitar rhythm 

pulsing throughout the song. Six stations - WAIF, WDHA, WEDS, KEYJ, FOUR, and 
KIBZ - couldn't hang on for another week and hopped into the luck of Irish a week ear-

ly, hoping for a jackpot, but they will have to settle for some pleased listeners instead. 
With Jack Endino (Soundgarden, Nirvana) at the production helm, this raw spark of "End 

of Green" shines through. After winning over press and fans alike on the other side of 

the pond, Kerbdog is heading toward the audience of America, and this 'dog has some 

bite! 

Machine Head, Burn My &es (Roadrunner) 
This Oakland band (Robb Flynn - vocals/guitar; Logan 
Mader - guitar, Adam Duce - bass; Chris Kontos - drums) 
specialize in taking the dark, hard aspects of their lives and 
transferring them into a fiercely heavy turbine that churns 
out grooves with an intensity that could make Pantera 

shiver. Looking fora good song to play? Just put the new 
release, Burn My Eyes in the CD player and hit random play you'll hit bludgeoning drums 
driving the songs forward like a stampeding herd. The powerful rhythms created by the 
hearty riffs are extreme in their brute force, and their emotionally charged sound 

accentuates the dark experiences described in the lyrics. Well known at home for their 
intense live shows, and we hope to see them hit the road soon, the potency of the con-
cert performance is captured on Burn My Eyes Roadrunner has a track record for find-
ing great bands that impact the future - just look at Biohazard or Sepultura - and Machine 
Head is showing the potential on this release to be a major contender in the metal are-
na for years to come.

Rile, Suckpump (Energy) 
What may sound like a nuclear holocaust is actually the latest 

nihilistic release from Bile. This New York City band - or maybe 

that would be more like a small army since the group is com-
prised of ten members - have been known on the NYC indus-

trial scene as "industrial terrorists", and after one listen it feels 
like a bomb exploded in your brain. Their music made such an impression, that hav-

ing only released self-produced demos, they were invited to work with the likes of KMFDM. 

Pigface and Die Warzau. If you are strong enough to join the forces, then terrorize your 
listeners with tracks like "Head", "Burnt" or the radio edit of "Get Out". Their sound 

combines the relentless assault and distorted vocals of the heaviest industrial, but a 

swirling mass of guitars and drum beats create a relentless hyper-speed rhythm and 
grind found only in the realm of death and thrash metal. Rile have begun their steam-

roller campaign to take control of the world just as it begins to crumble, and one of their 
first stops will be Foundations Forum this year. This is the kind of release that makes 
the weak at heart run for cover, which is exactly what metal radio should be looking for!

Madball, Set It Off (Roadrunner) 

Tins band evolved nurn the 'Luse parts of Agnostic Front, con-

sisting of three former members of the band, and Freddy 

Cricien, the brother of Agnostic Front's leader Roger Miret For 
many of you this may be a new band, but they have been on the 

hardcore scene for years, having released the "Bali of Destruction" 
7" in 1989, and the "Droppin' Many Suckers" Tin 1992. Similar to the Brooklyn hard-

core band that is currently topping the metal chart - Biohazard - this band speaks of 
the harsh realities of the streets, and they speak from experience. The title track starts 
off the CD with a strong message about the city. and it doesn't slop from there. 

"Lockdown" is another choice, and sets a inexhaustible pace that never slows down, 
or maybe try out the injection of punk fury on "Never Had It". The thick groove and bat-
tering drums of "Down By Law" should ignite a pit, as would the choppy riffs of "The 
World Is Mine".

The world of BUZZ0v-en belies the green mountains of North 
Carolina, where these boys originate.

—  „*.,11,— performance, and these road warriors have spent the past few 

' le  years playing over 200 shows a year and living out of their tour-
ing van. Not exactly lifestyles of the rich and famous, but their hard work has paid 
off with a legion of devoted followers.

 ack in 1980 a band 
called Killing Joke sur-
faced on the scene and 
blew the doors off what 

conventional rock music was. While 
doing so they sparked the formation 
of industrial music and inspired a 
new generation of musicians includ-
ing Nirvana. Metallica. Nine Inch 
Nails. Ministry. Soundgarden. Prong. 
and the Sugarcubes. For the first 
time in twelve years the original line-
up of Jaz Coleman. Geordie. and 
Youth have reunited to create the 
current release. Pandemonium. 
With the first single, "Millennium", 
collecting believers at both metal 
and alternative, the futuristic sounds 
of the new release are ready to 
explode onto the airwaves. Youth. 
the bass player for Killing Joke 
and a well respected producer as 
well, took the time to speak with us 
about the new album and the ideals 
of Killing Joke. 

Where have you guys been hiding for 
the past 12 years? 

Youth Well, the band have made about 
9 albums. Heft the band in 1981 and Jaz 
and Geordie went to Iceland, then they con-
tinued through the last 12 years 

So they've been releasing albums, 
it's just been 12 years since the orig-
inal line-up. 

Youth That's right. 

Have these albums been released 
in the U.S. or have they been 
European only? 

Youth: I think so, but I don't think we've 
ever had decent distribution, they always 
had a lot of problems, but they are still pret-
ty well received as far as I could tell. The 
band has never been commercially suc-
cessful in that way, so it been underground 

What ignited the reunion of the 
original members? 

Youth I bumped into Jaz, I haven I spo-
Aen lo him for eight years, we had fallen 
out of touch pretty much big time. And saw 
the band do a gig which I've never seen them 
do before, and I realized there was quite a 
lot of potential left for live input, and still 
a lot of potential in the band to really 
kick. I just thought... that was about four 
years ago, actually it took a couple of 
years to get it together, but, that was the 
main bit of interest really 

You have this Exorcism EP that was 
available as an import before the 
release of Pandemonium. Did that 
get the buzz going for some major 
U.S. labels to start looking again? 

Youth I don't know. I did it for myself, 
do it for anyone else. I think we 

already sort of worked out our deal before 
that, or before we released that. I don't know 
why we didn't release it in the States. We 
were quite uncompromising on how we 
wanted to format it and that was important 
to us that we do limited edition with it as 
our first initial statement. I didn't want to 
get into this 'Oh we could have a hit' and 
go through the whole marketing process 
with that as a first release. I didnt want it 
compromised in that way. I wanted to just 
make a statement with it as it was, and get 
a really nice package together for some-
thing we consider very special. and that's 
what it's turned out to be and I feel good 
about that. It is unfortunate it's not avail-
able for people now, we may make it 
available in a different format later, but I 
think it definitely gave us confidence when 
we put it out. when we got such a great 
response from it and from people who 
appreciate Killing Joke. I felt it was a 
good way of reintroducing ourselves to the 
consciousness of the music industry. 

As apposed to hitting us over the 
head with a hammer. 

Youth. There is quite a lot of marketing 
with bands these days, and a very hard sale 
and very up front, and personally I prefer 
the '70s way you can discover things. 
things would develop a little more with you 
rather than at you. So I try and reflect that 
in my music as well and I run some record 
companies for those reasons, so that 1 can 
have the control and can put out the work 
I'm producing as well as the writer. 1 can 
do it and not do it the way Ido like, and 
yeah it's important for me to be working 
with my music the way I want to do it 
rather than just making music for a record 
company. 

Do you think that the way the artist 
development has deteriorated over 
the years has hurt the music indus-
try? 

Youth I don't think it has helped, but I 
think the industry itself could certainly 
make it a lot easier for artists to come 
through and develop themselves because 
ultimately that's what they do anyway. 
That's how I approach it as giving people 
the space to do that, sort of taking the pres-
sure off of it. But the industry does reflect 
the society and the culture of the day 
because it represents the popular culture 
of the day. Ido see it as that is the way it's 
supposed to be as well, because that's the 
way it is. But I'm not so into pointing fin-
gers at majors and saying 'Oh, they are 
doing an awful job." I've met the individuals 
there and those people are as committed 
as anybody on any independent. Not all 
of them, but there are individuals in there 
that are and each can bring it down to a per-
sonal level, you know, people that are 
trying their best. 1 concern myself for 
what/do myself, and how I run my label 
and howl develop our artists and how we 

promote and market them and those poli-
cies are involved in that. We do do it very 
differently from a lot of other labels in 
that respect. 

Are you still busy with your pro-
duction work? 

Youth I've done a lot of production, 
and Ido a lot of mixing as well. I'm doing 
mixes and re-mixes for 
people. I've been 
doing it for a 
few years 
now, and it 
seems to 
be getting 
mo re 
pop- , 

ular 
every  day, 
which is great. 
It's a great medium, 
and I like working 
with that, but really I 
am focusing on the 
Killing Joke pro-
ject, lam not tak-
ing on any album 
projects at the 
moment, I'm just 
doing singles. I'm 
getting prepared 
to go on tour and 
make that my main concern, 
and that's what I want to prior-
itize over the next couple of 
years. 

Are you going to be touring 
in the U.S.? 

Youth. Yes. in September, 
October. First, we are going to 
do some dates in Europe in the 
next few weeks — we're doing 
a lot of festivals and stuff like that 
In September we are going to be 
in the U.S. doing about hall a 
dozen showcases, like we do 
in England. It's very different 
from the normal band set up 
where you have just the sup-
port band and the main band. 
We're doe events where we go 
from 7 in the evening till 4 in the 
morning and we have all sorts of 
different things going on through 
the night, it's very much like a festival 
actually. Different rooms with different 
things going on, which are all part of 
what we like to see and we generally do it 
for ourselves. Create the environment 
that will give us as much of a good time 
as possible, and share it with everyone else. 

Is that open to the public? 

Youth: Oh sure, that's how we do our gigs. 
Were going to be doing that in America in 
September or October, it someone offers 
us a great tour. We may go and tour with 
another band or, I don't know, I'm not 
personally into doing a lot of touring at the 
moment, Id rather do special es and stuff 
like that. 

And reach maybe fewer people at a 
time. but you will reach them at a 
better quality and make more of an 
impact. 

Youth. Sure, I don't want to deny people 
the opportune of seeing the band, because 
I think it's a great experience, but I dont 
see myself as a performing seal or some-
thing like that. I try to express myself, and 
I cant express myself just being a performer 
and going on tour and doing the whole rock 
n' roll thing, there has to be something 

- , else, there has 

to be 
more than 

that. That's 
why Hike get-
ting into pro-
duction so much. 

I wouldn't rule that 
out [touring] either, 
I'm a very contra-
dictory charac-
ter actually, I 
change my 
mind a lot. 

Well  at 
least you 
are  not 
stubborn. 
you can say. 
'Hey, I want 
to do this 
now.' 

Youth That's true, 
1 can be quite flexi-
ble. I must admit, 
when I left Killing Joke 
the first time I was pretty 
sick of touring then. It's a 
Catch-22, you want to 
do new stuff, but you 
disappoint people for 
not doing old stuff. 
We have some good 
ideas over the next 
four years of what we 
want to do, and we 
just want to rip peo-
ple's heads off, and 
make them really 
go home thinking, 
'What was that?' 

e and question every 
- aspect of their life 

afterwards. That's 
.1 sort of an event 
that we want to be 
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involved in, we've got some great ideas for 
that in the future. We see this as our first 
album really and we're just going to re-estab-
lish ourselves as being around and get-
ting to the next stage so we can use some 
of these hinder ideas 

With this release, do you feel that 
you have to compete not only with 
other bands that are out there, but 
as well as the legendary status 
that you have around you? 

Youth .(77 not really a competitive 
itind of guy, I don't feel like/am com-
peting with anybody or anything, and the 
least of all. myself We have to worry 
about other things. I find the work chal-
lenging enough in itself without having to 
look at it as if it wore a game. 

How do you see the current market, 
as compared to the era of the '70s. 

Youth Alas in New York a few weeks ago 
and our /0/lowing has a big, black vacu-
um in America. a massive vacuum, and its' 
just waiting to be filled. I just want to go 
over and fill that hole. and I feel that peo-
ple are just wailing for something to come 
and knock them over. From the response 
that we have had from the audiences, and 
the soil of general vibe of how the gigs have 
gone down in England, I think that's going 
to go down even better in America, and it 
will be just what everybody is waiting for. 

With a lot of those original '70s 
bands coming out again and even 
with newer bands like Green Day. 
Nirvana and Ministry, the atmosphere 
seems good for you now. 

Youth: I think that we have d blUdd 
appeal, we've been very influential on the 
rock side, we've been very influential on 
the dance music scene as well. With the 
work from The Orb orall those bands, which 
are very much part of the Killing Joke 
"tnythos" anyway, many of the als. and 
Moby, even though Killing Joke is their 
favorite band and they have been pretty vocal 
about that, I think those artists appreciate 
Killing Joke as well. It goes from there to, 
as you say, the Nirvana's, the Ministry's. 
even further to the sort of generic rock 
groups like Metallica, Soundgarden are also 
very vocal about how big a pad Killing Joke 
has played in their music. This gives me 
great satisfaction, and I think, 'Yeah, the 
times, that's great, we can appeal to such 
a diverse market', if you want lo call that 
a market, an audience, I feel quite vindi-
cated now, because we were never com-
mercially successful before. To be artis-
tically successful in this way is always more 
satisfying anyway, and to feel that your music 
has touched so many, so deeply to effect 
their own music, is quite a moving thing 
for me, and I very much look forward to be 
able to turn a few more heads onto that trip 

Tell me about how the recording of 
Pandemonium went. 

Youth: It was very traumatic. The music 
just reflects our lives really, and our per-
sonalities, they are very individual. We are 
completely different types of people and 
are very determined and confident about 
remaining ourselves. In that respect we are 
very uncompromising about how we 
approach our work, because that's our 
lile. When this happened, I did find that 
we were a lot more aligned than on previous 
THE HARD REPORT 

albums, probably due to the experience that 
we have had in-between. There was still 
an emotional turbulence there that just... 
we couldn't ignore it, and it takes over your 
life, and there is an energy around Killing 
Joke that once you gel going, !our life just 
starts going crazy and everything you 
start, values that you held dearly become 
,luestioned and then you real-

Youth And London is a very cos-
mopolitan city for music and geographi-
cally it has always had a great fusion of gen-

Youth haven't read that one myself 
think that we do confront issues. a lot of 
artists in society in general does not. We 
address things that society and people in 
general genuinely feel bad about. We 
address them in a way that we feel good 
about it. we want to feel good about them, 
and ffs' alright to feel good about them. We 
just want to... I think that we are con-
frontational on that level. To me it is 
confronting your perceptions and it 
becomes a level of awareness of how 
conscience you are going to be of what is 
going on. How much you want to confront 
that in yourself how much responsibili-
ty you're going to take and what you're going 
to do about it as well Thats' pad of the rea-
son why the band is special for us because 
it is us, and it's the way feel and think, and 
it is a philosophy as a way of life. It is the 
part of us that involves challenging, con-
fronting, addressing and perceiving our-
selves and being aware and everything else 
to a very intensified degree. We find that 
enables us to transcend the limitations those 
situations have imposed upon us. 

What are the different musical 
influences that all the different 
members of the band have? 

Youth ,Vate very different characters. Jaz 
listen to pop music or con-

temporary music. he just listens to clas-
sical music, and he does a lot of composing 
of classical and symphonic music. Geordie 
lives in Detroit and he is much more in tune 
with the industrial and techno scene over 
there and keeps me fairly posted with 
that. A lot of it is geographical of course. 
flive in London and in India half the time 
and most of my influences are of the 
Eastern origin. In addition Jaz has stud-
ied Eastern music in Cairo for eight years. 
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much 
into the 

Jamaican 
reggae thing that 
is going on in 

Álei  London and the 
AST  ambience scene and 

the techno and the pop 
scene. I love it all myself I 

grew up on pop music and rock 
music and black music, so those three stars 
are pretty much everything really. I also 
listen to a lot of classical music as well. I 
really just love music and Iffy to get as much' 
of if as I can. it feeds my soul basically 

Easily that is the most diverse group 
of influences that I've ever heard, 
and you can hear it in the music just 
because it seems like you come 
into it with more of an open view and 
you don't close your mind to anything. 

Youth. Cali Tlidt IS part of the approach 
all, we are coming from all direc-

tions and we're not... when you meet our 
audience they are coming in from all 
directions. People quite often associate 
us with a punk thing, but actually we find 
there is a lot of doctors and philosophers 
and fly fishermen and you know. the audi-
ence is completely coming from all direc-
tions. We don't deny anybody access to 
it. that's the thing. we're not felling anybody 
what to do. we are just doing what we want 
to do and expressing ourselves as we 
see it. I think people find that they appre-
ciate it. I mean, we give them a lot of 
respect in that. we're not telling them 
what to do or projecting some kind of 
lifestyle that they'll never be able to achieve 
or doesn't exist. We're telling them how 
it is and that's how we feel. A lot of peo-
ple seem to be able to relate to that on an 
esoteric level as well as just a sound 
thing, because the music is coming from 
so many different sources and thats' the way 
the world is today. I don't know a single 
person who just listens to one kind of music 
or just has one opinion. Its'  really universal 
and part of what we try, a part of what our 
goal is to break down the barriers between 
people and stars and musicians and reveal 
the universality of the correspondences of 
it all. To get a more global perspective rather 
than a national perspective which I think 
is very important at this time - we are 
living in 1994. approaching the millennia. 
and the shit that is going on in the world. 
I mean it is very important people realize 
that. I say it because music is very pow-

erful in that respect and for us our music 
is very political and we live in an age 
today where I believe everything is polit-
ical now except for politics, politics is 
just . 

Song and dance. 

Youth Drama on TV and nothing to do 
with the people that are involved in living 
through this time, it doesn't reflect them 
at all. 

They are just planning for the 
next election. 

Youth Yeah, so/find individuals 
are now becoming more political on 

an individual level, they are taking more 
responsibility because everything is polit-
ical in that respect. How you talk to some-
one or how you dispose of your waste is 
very political now because of the situation 
and the circumstance, and our music is our 
weapon in that respect. We want to chal-
lenge ourselves and our culture into 
addressing these things, and for us it's very 
clear and very apparent, and we're just try-
ing to reflect that through the music. It's 
not really for me to say that that's effective 
or not, but I get a lot of feedback from the 
audience and the people who listen to it. 
I know for me and the rest of the band we 
get a lot out of it and yeah, it's great to have 
that. 

What do you think your music is 
for people, do you think it is more 
of a form of awareness or do you 
think it could be more a form of 
escape? 

Youth  don't see it as an escape in 
our music and that's part of our philoso-
phy. We let nothing be fancy and that it's 
very important for us to realize our dreams 
— Killing Joke is very much an experi-
ment in dream manifestation, we're living 
examples of how effective that can be. 
It's all about drawing your dreams down 
from heaven and making them a tee hav-
ing the power to dream and get out of your 
projected stereotype or pigeonholing of what 
other people expect you to be and start shin-
ing as who you are and realizing who 
you are and what your vision is. You 
could call that escaping from reality, but 
I think that's basically called changing 
reality and perceiving what reality really is, 
and understanding and knowing that you 
are in control of your reality and take full 
advantage of that. For us that's basical-
ly the message. 

What do you expect from the next 
few months and from the release of 
Pandemonium? I guess a combi-
nation of expectations and goals. 

Youth.- What I hope to achieve is that we 
can communicate pad of what we've expe-
rienced to that medium, that commercial 
medium of music and that people get 
some - people who emphasize, people who 
can appreciate that - get some strength out 
of it. I hope that helps them get on their 
path and give them encouragement and sup-
port in their own vision. If we can do that 
then... if we can do that with a hundred peo-
ple great, then it's worth it, even two peo-
ple is worth it, but I hope it's going to touch 
a few more people than that.

Steve Marriott's widow has been given a five-year 
prison term in England after she pleaded guilty to 
killing a 21-year-old woman in a drunk-driving traffic 
accident. As part of her sentence, Toni Marriott also 
will not be able to drive for the next ten years. Judge 
Andrew Brooks called Marriott a "menace and danger 
to the public" after the accident last October in which 
she had a blood-alcohol level that was two and a half 
times the legal limit. "There are in my view far too many 
people in this country who blatantly ignore the law by 
driving with excess alcohol in their blood," Brooks said. 
"This total disregard for the law often results in the cur-
tailment of innocent persons' fives." Marriott was 
speeding during a rainstorm after a day-long drinking 
binge. The resulting head-on collision claimed the life 
of Penny Jessup. The accident occurred in the same 
place where Toni Marriott's sister died in a similar acci-
dent over a decade ago. Steve Marriott, formerly of 
Humble Pie and the Small Faces died in a fire at the 
couple's home three years ago. 

Paul McCartney :;as returned his razor and shaving 
cream lo the Gillette Company in Boston, in protest of 
the company's use of animals for laboratory testing. In 
a letter to the company's chief executive, Alfred Zion, 
McCartney says he his wile, Linda, "heave cleaned our 
cupboards of anything and everything" produced by the 
firm. "Enclosed please find my Gillette razor, shaving 
cream, Papermate pens and Liquid Paper." the letter 
says. "When Gillette modernizes its testing practices 
and abolishes animal testing, as have countless other 
companies, I'll happily buy your products again. Until 
that time, we will boycott Gillette and speak out for the 
animals at every opportunity. Shame on you!" 
McCartney's letter asks for a refund of his purchases, 
which he would donate to People for the Ethical 
Treatment of Animals.
