Alan: Whenwas a PD, the rap on me was that | was info
street promotion, lots of marketing, doing the local
music albums, playing a lot of music, pressing the flesh,
and getting out to shows. That's correct to a cerfain extent.
1 was much more seat-of-the-pants oriented and passionate
about the music. But that was twelve to fifteen years ago.
Now, | tend to be pigeon-holed as a research guy — some-
one who's tight-listed, who guns Selector and manipu-
lates the inventory with the software. Some combination
of those two perceptions is the real Alan. I'm into a bal-
ance of science and emotion. 'm still into Stregt promotion
and pressing the flesh and getting into the face of the lis-
teners, but at the same time, competition from other
media dictates that you be a lot more strategic these days.
People move on very quickly. You can't educate listen-
ers anymore. You violate their expectations, they are out-
lathere. What used to be mainstream AOR has splintered
into at least five different formats.

Could you rank those formats’ viability?

Alan: | see COR and Triple A being the least viable of
the splinter formats, especially in contrast to Classic
Rock and Modern Rock. Some people would say, ‘Where
does Rock A/C fit in?' | don't see that as a format, | see
itas a piece of two formats. It's pretty special-interest.
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Having been involved with rock radio for near-
Iy two decades, how concrete do you believe these
delineations to be?

Alan: Atthis point in time, in the markets where we have
resources and perceptual reports, we have to target these
stations for what listeners want in 1995. We can't look
ata3or 5year plan. We just don't know what's around
the corner, and that makes your question pretty tough to
answer. Classic rock is going to be around. It's oldies
for the 25-40 year olds now and Modern Rock is here to
Stay.

A lot of programmers tell me they believe that
format is on its last legs. Wishful thinking?

Alan: [f's a niche format that takes the big morning show
to drive it. Ifyou're just doing a music machine classic
rock, it's tough to make it happen. We found that out first
hand when we tried to resurrect WCXR. The station
was down to a 2 share, and there were signal problems.
Three weeks after we got in there, an Arrow came into the
market. Even if that hadn't happened, | wonder if we could
have taken it to the next level, to becoming a P1 radio sta-
tion for sufficient listeners, without the big morning
show. You've got your classic rock fans, but one of the
research guys a couple of years ago said, ‘Every classic
rock station in America will eventually have a 3.5." If you
look at classic rock stations without Stern, or a viable local
morning show, it's a tough order. Infinity is very smart.
They've got Stern and now theyre building for the future
with the sports franchises. They are trying to build great
adult stations that just happen to operate within the clas-
sic rock music environment. The classic stations that will
survive are going to be the ones that are good adult radio
stations operating in the present, but also operating in the
environment created by that music. The classic rock sta-
tions that don't sound good are ones where every jock is
a musicologist and every break is about some band
whose bass player died 20 years ago.

Are there many stations like that around?

Alan: | hear them occasionally. They're not very good.
The oldies stations that are doing well are exciting. They
are on the street. They have good promotions. You've
got your 50s based thing, and you've got what | call the
E. Alvin Davis oldies format, which is the real oldies for-
mat. That's early to mid '60s. Then you've got the rock
and roll oldies thing, the Arrow deal, where the target is
early Beatles to early ‘80s. That's a whole different thing
from the Supremes, Four Tops, early Beatles focus that
you get with a specifically-targeted oldies station.
Sometimes these Arrow stations sound a little strange
because they are so broad. These oldies stations are search-
ing for some identity, too.

And your thoughts on the hits of the 70°s?

| believe it will be short-lived. | don't see milking one decade
of music, when a lot of that music was very disposable.
Formatically, Arrow is classic rock with a Pop edge. It's
abouta 15-17 year era spread. Clearly it's '70s-based,
but you've got an opportunity with the Arrow approach to
move the station subtly. You're '70s based, but not
relying totally on one decade’s worth of music. If you've
gotten years worth of music, and you use the fop 100 from
every year to build your database, you've only got a
universe of 1,000 records. By the time you test the
music and get rid of the stuff that is only good for spice
or features, how long can you play that list?

motions. You've got to adequately represent your radio
Station every quarter hour. Peaple are in and out constantly.
When you get into modern rock — younger formats, musi-
cally active people who are 12-34 — it's a different
ballgame.

With all the press on Alternative music and the
interest in the artists and videos not getting any
smaller, could we be in the midst of a societal
change so expansive that many of the existing
notions might no lenger apply?

With most of the consultants, and Pollack in par-
ticular, aggressively courting Alternative stations,
do you feel the urge to cash in on all the excite-
ment?

Alan: f! have the opportunity to work with a New Rock
radio station, I would seize it 1see it as a viable alter-
native for a second FM in a duopoly or LMA situation, with
aclassic rock station. The match is really terrific. You
do the mid teens to late 20s on the modern rock station
then a 30-44 thing on the classic station where the cur-
rents are Tom Petty and Mellencamp

Maybe forever if you have a good morn-
ing show and a good environment for the
Station. It could work. But ! see the all
70s as pretly special interest. | see it work-
ing with a strong morning show in a big
market with a zillion stations where the sta-
tion can target a small portion of the
audience which actually translates into a
fot of bodies.

Would you say station owners are
as bullish about Alternative as,
say, the trade and consumer press?

Alan: A lot of people are buying into it,
including the media. People want 25-54s
— where the buys are. National buys,
regional buys, whatever. If there are
Six stations in a market attacking 25-54,
and you can come in and be the 18-34,
and be competitive with one or two sta-
tions, it makes a whole lot of sense. A lot of people see
that. 1look at stations in some of the major markets —
I worked with Summit and KISS in New York for a num-
ber of years — 18-34 was the priority. That's shifted now
with Emmis and the duopoly, because they are attacking
the lower end with Hot.

And hope your guys on the street are taking care
of business.

Alan: Inthe smaller markets, people want to be competitive
25-54. I've had situations where stations are dominant
18-34and doing well, and the management and owner-
shipare dissatisfied. You've got to make a commitment
in the direction ownership and management want. It's very
tough to be an 18-44 radio station. Thal's a father and
a son. |see the mid teens to late 20s, the X-er, is one
thing, and the 30-44 is another thing. You've got to pick
your shot. It's hard to be the Live/Foreigner station.
Werre all a little more active musically. | don't need to hear
Layla'ever again. But the bottom line is, this stuff is still
viable, people love it, and radio people have to remind
themselves how people use the radio. It's an appliance.
It's a toaster for most people when they hit 30+. When
someone listens to your radio station, you've got to give
them those great 2-3 songs, great mechanics, great pro-
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and Clapton and Pink Floyd — that's a
nice match. I'm hoping to have that
opportunity, to put what I've learned
doing Urban for the last eight and a half
years into play system-wise for a New
Rock station.

Liberty has a nice thang going on
in Hartford, matching Modern with
now Triple A leaning heritage
WHCN. You like that pairing?

Alan: | think that's a pretty smatt
approach. One of the things about Triple
A I think is interesting is that in the
words of Jeff Pollack, if these stations arent
viable in terms of performance in 25-54

Alan: | don' see the people who are 30-35 years old chang-
ing their musical preferences that they forged when they
were in their lale teens and early 20s. You're always going
to have some people who are more aware, who want to
be exposed to more things. We're talking about anoth-
er generation’s music. Modern rock is a real format. It's
here to stay. The stations that do it well are fun and inter-
esting.

What do you think of 99X?

Alan: | think they're good. like their morning show; it's
come a long way. | would prefer that they played fewer
oldies, stuff from the early to mid '80s. Occasionally, |
even hear a record from 78, ‘79 that | don't think is
viable in the format. Correctly done, | seg that format as
current, recurrent, very little Gold, very much like Urban.
| prefer that approach for Modern Rock. | don't want to
hear the Plimsouls, ‘A Million Miles Away,’ or ‘Allison’
0n 99X Idontgetthal They do get into some fairly broad
stuffthat is out of the Alernative area. | can tolerate that
more than | can 12-15 year old songs.

men, are they viable at all? | know
some of them are interesting to listen to.
A lot of the Triple A programmers
embrace new music that 35+ listeners
don't seem to have much inferest in, at least based on my
observations in various markets. Triple A is supposed-
ly an adult format. That's what the name says. But
there’s clearly a performance deterioration across cells here.
Alternative music is huge 18-24. It still does well 25-34.
But after you get into 35-44, there’s a big drop-off in audi-
ence acceptability, and Triple A programmers continue
to embrace this music. The Pop Alternative stuff is the
most aangerous, at least with regard to the preferences
of mainstream rock cumers. When you look at a Gin
Blossoms, Toad, or Counting Crows, those are the least
compatible with mainstream rock. Maybe they are more
compatible texturally with the Triple A approach. These
bands are very strong among women, especially 18-84.
Some Triple A stations play soft ‘70s, classic rock occa-
sionally, and then they'll mix it in with hipper A/C-type
artists.  These tend to be Bonnie Raitt-type stations.
And then you get the Crash Test Dummies at the other end,
I wonder what the logic is sometimes when | hear
Michelle Shocked into a soft classic rock cut into the Freddy
Jones Band into ‘Hey Jealousy.

Are you surprised that the Gin Blossoms and Toad
don’t meet listeners’ expectations at the AOR lev-
el better?
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Alan: |t does surprise me. That stuff is hooky and tex-
turally appropriate. At the same time, the stuff with an edge,
the grunge stuff, tends to have more in common with the
tastes of the mainstream rockers. It makes sense. You've
got Pear! Jam, STP, Alice in Chains. If you think about
it, Alice in Chains opened up for Van Halen a couple of
years ago. | looked at the crowd at the Pearl Jam con-
cert, and the crowd at the Van Halen concert — you know
the Van Halen audience is a little broader, a little older,
but those two audiences had a lot in common.

Do you have any personal interest in Triple A?

Alan: | don't have any interest in the format, personal-
ly. Modern rock and mainstream classic rock-based radio
with a few select currents are both much more viable than
Triple A. Pure classic rock with a big morning show or
the Infinity approach with some sports is much more viable.
The 18-24 based COR stuff and Triple A are the least viable
of the five. | think COR is the least viable, period. With
Triple A you can at least come through with some viable
sales efforts. You can say, Hey, we may not have the biggest
audience, but look at our qualitative, very much like a jazz
station, an NAC station. Some of these stations have had
incredible success, like KBCO. Of course they are being
eaten alive at this point by the Peak.

In all of twenty-five to fifty-fourdom, the num-
ber that is the most mind-blowing to me is the
fact that Feinstein and KKFS are #2 25-54 in San
Francisco. Talk about qualitative and quanti-
tative.

Alan: They have done an incredible job. What Viacom's
done in Washington, with the old CXR with JZW., is incred-
ible. JZW had a little signal deficiency, it was in a bat-
tle with the Arrow and DC101. But there was a hole for
jazz because Jazzy had become Big Oldies. If you do a
good job with jazz, NAC, or Triple A in a big market, you
can do well. KKSF and WJZW both have numbers, but
even without big numbers, they are selling educated, afflu-
ent listeners.

What would you consider the best unconsulted
station in the country?

Alan: Probably WOVE, although Gene obviously serves
as an in-house consultant. "DVE is one of those stafions
that really is the community. It goes beyond being just
involved in the community. ‘DVE is the best example of
agreat rock radio station that is out there. All that goes
way beyond their music. It's tough to categorize them.

1 hear they’re getting their own zip code. You've

had a long run with WONE. What is the key to your
relationship with them, ratings success?
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Alan: Fatings suc-
cess and our method-
ical approach to things.
That's something I've
been proud of. In 88,
‘MMS was the num-
ber 1 station in Akron
with over a 10 share.
Now they are not a
player. They usually get
alorad. I'monmy
third owner and fourih
PD at WONE.  Even
though that's been the
case, there's been a
ton of continuity.
Everybody has kept
their eyes on the ball.
They understand that
the mission is fo be a
great mainstream rock radio station for that market.
You've got NCX covering the market with Stern. You've
got MMS, the End — not a great signal, but still covering
the market — and ‘RQK, in Canton. You've got a pret-
ty compelitive rock thing going on there for 'ONE to
dominate as well as they do. In the trend that came out
yesterday, they were number 1 with a 9.125-54.

How much of a change in the station do you dis-
cem since John Gorman returned to the Buzard?

Alan: Gigantic changes. They are playing tons of cur-
rents. | think they play too many currents, personally. Their
listis too long. They have our former morning show on
there. | have to tip my hat to John for getting those guys.
Brian and Joe were first a team at ‘ONE and then they went
to Denver and then Dayton. Now they're at MMS.

What’s your overview on the Charleston market?
How much of a difference do you hear at WAVF
since Gene Romano started consulting? And what
is the key to such an eclectic station becoming
such a ratings leader in the market?

Alan: | hadn't heard them for a while. Gene started work-
ing with them around fast fall. | didn't get back involved
in that market until November.

Do you feel you've made any inroads at WYBB thus
far?

Alan: We've made inroads as far as focusing the station
and getting some systems in place there and atfacking the
Situation with more of a strategic plan. T.K 0Grady, who
is programming there, has been around the block. He
worked at Fire in Chicago, at the old WAXY in Miami. He
did a great job in CHR in Springfield, Missouri. He
went back and did AOR at KXUS for about three years. There
is a guy who has been in the majors and some smaller

markets. He's going to do a great job there. It's going
{o take some time with 'YBB. The station's had about six
PDs and as many consultants in as many years.

You’d agree that WAVF is a unique situation?

Alan: | worked with them for four and a half years. We
had a great run there as a mainstream station, with Jeff
Kent and then Steve Kosbau as PD. They did a great job.
Woody and Dave have elected to take the station in an alter-
native-oriented Triple A direction. If you say, Where'is
there a really successful Triple A station?’ | would have
to point at AVF, rather than some of the others people talk
about. You can hear ‘Sunset Grill’ by Don Henley into Liz
Phair Supernova' at that station. One morning | heard
Lyle Lovett into the Hothouse Flowers into Pete Townsend.
It's pretty eclectic.

Given your relationship with WRCN, you’ve obvi-
ously heard what Russ Mottla has done with WDRE.

Alan: | have, and | think it sounds like college radio. 7100
is really the hit alternative radio station in that marketplace.
"DRE is interesting. But they are more adventurous and
take more of an approach that you would hear at a non-
commercial radio station. | think that's what Russ is try-
ing to get to.

Do you think Russ made the move to differentiate

himself from Z?

Alan: FPossibly so. In the past, the station unde’
Calderone tended to be pretty Gold-based. Now jt%
very cutting edge, in terms of approach and attitude
The jocks have an edgy attitude. But I'm still going to Jis'
ten to 2100 especially at night with Pearl Jam and STE
and the Gin Blossoms. Jt sounds great. ‘DRE's got a pret
ty good Nassau signal. They cover a lot of people
They've beenin the 1.5to 2.5 range. They're trying to s
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MORTIS” 1979 (REMEMBER DONKEY BAS-

KETBALL FOR CHARITIES?).

what they can do. They have a terrific popuilation base under
their signal, being in Nassau County. It should be inter-
esting to see what kind of effect they have. Z100 is in their
ballgame, as far as I'm concerned, and so is Q104. They
play a lot of the harder new rock.

The perception is that you moved WRCN a little
more to the middle once Q104 cranked up. But
was WRCN really rocking that hard previously?

Alan: We were clearly much more up-tempo and aggres-
sive with our sound than BAB. Had we gotten the simul-
cast signal without Q104 in the picture, it would have been
much easier. With Q104, the polarizing approach in today's
sociely is the easiest one for people to grab onto. 'This
guy Is the hardest. We get that.” The battle now is to try
and differentiate the station from ‘NEW and ‘BAB, the oth-
er mainstream stations in the mix, without getting into Q104's
ballpark. They are going to be the hardest, most current,
period. Once you get out into Suffolk County, Q104 is not
afactor, due to signal problems. We cover from eastern
Nassau to the Hamptons. Once you get out of Q104's cov-
erage area, we are the most up-tempo, aggressive-
sounding station. We've only had the adequate simul-
cast signal for a couple of quarters and that's a major market,
BAB is a well-imaged station that has done well for an
incredible amount of time. They're big on Long Island.
It's going to be an interesting battle. ‘NEW is still in the
mix. You've got Q104, 7100, 'DRE and K-Rock. You've
got seven stations in the 18-44 rock cume battle.
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Ted’s intent at ‘NEW was to maximize the
potential for a ‘mainstream station.’ He did-
n’t want to lean Triple A, he didn’t want to
lean more classic. They seem to have
done a pretty good job of adding Live and
Foreigner.

Alan: Yes, ‘NEW is in the classic mainstream
thing. They're not pulverized with tons of compe-
tition. They're walking the line, much like a medi-
um market mainstream rock would be. One of the
things that | see is that if NEW were more focused
and played better currents and looked at strategic
focusing of the music, they could do even better. K-
Rock is weak musically. Music is not the big part
of their energy. There's a long way from Q104 and
2100 to K-Rock. 'NEW has a lot of room to move
there. They are trying to cover a lot of that territo-
1y instead of doing some strategic positioning and
maximizing a core of the core.

With Ron Valeri coming into Q104, and
that station under-performing to date, that
whole market complexion is going to change.

Alan: People get Q104, though, ! can tell you. People

sometimes just look at 12+, but Q104 does a good

Jjob as far as people understanding what they are. With
Q104 you see a late teens, early 20's format, and some
mid to late 20's, but it is what it is.

Don’t you think that with the correct adjustment,
104.3 could move to a late teens-late 20s radio
station?

Alan: Absolutely. In the late '70s and early '80s, was-
n'tthe rock demo supposedly 16-28?

classics and everything else. I'm into a purification of prod-
uct thing. When I'm working with an Urban station, | encour-
age the people not to play anything but Urban product
If you're working for a classic rock-based station, be very
careful about playing stuff that is clearly teens and ear-
ly 20s. When | look at Q104, | wonder what Burning For
You'has to do with that format. | understand when you
start slicing that pie into clusters, cluster analysis can be
very useful. I'ma big fan of it. You can also paint your-
self into a corner if you decide you're going to take one
piece of the pie and superserve it at the exclusion of the
rest of the pie. The station has more potential than what
we've seen. “‘NEW does, too.

If you accept the fact that a certain amount of
the low-end listener choice is fashion driven, could
enough of those Q104 listeners be seduced by
the Alternative buzz that the viability of metal-
based product could fade?

Alan: That's absolutely true. Urban tends to be very cur-
rent-based. There used to be a lot more of a one-hit won-
der thing going on there. You See a lot of artists who can't
follow up, and teen acts. The same is true at Alternative.
The Spin Doctors are done and some people think Soul
Asylum may be done, too.

Why would you say that?

Alan: There just doesn’t seem to be much of a buzz on
them. Programmers | speak with who played the sound-
track cut didn't get much on that. | wouldn't put them in
the same category as the Spin Doctors. They came up with
a weak follow-up. The reason | bring up the Spin Doctors
is to illustrate my point that listeners move on. I'm
wondering about the next Melallica record. That band sold

breathing down my neck
for a solid 18-49.

Alan: The core of the core,
everybody is slashing it
down to a 10-12 year age
group.

What do you see happening with this Megadeth
record?

Alan: Not much. When you've got an active music for-
mal, geared towards currents, the audience is constant-
Iy moving on. Look what happened with this ‘hair band'
stuff. ltwas driving a whole format, but the radio station
that represented that approach was the Blaze, which no
longer exists.

At what point did you work with the Blaze?

Alan: | worked at the Blaze when it was Fire, when it was
A/C. Itwas Fire, then it became the Blaze.

When you think about it, the fact that John
Edwards could get in there, power up his currents,
bag big numbers, sell to Evergreen for big bucks
and get the hell out of town isn’t such a bad plan,
eh?

Alan: Yeah, they rode ittoo long. If the Blaze had evolved
once grunge started happening, it could have survived.
They held on to the Warrants and Wingers and Cinderellas
and Poisons way past the point of usefulness. | had a frank
conversation with Alan Oreman about Tesla a couple of
weeks ago. These bands are done. That's not me say-
ing it. Listeners are saying ft, and these bands are not sell-
ing. In fact, many are no more than club acts now. The
young, active rock audience has moved on. When that
happens, you've got to accept it. You've got to accept it
in Alternative, if the Spin Doctors are no longer viable. You've
got to accept it in Urban. You've just got to move on.

Stations are so incen-
tive-oriented, that if
the companies are
there with the right
stuft, it’s not hard to
create the percep-
tion that a record is
happening. 1see itin
my stats every weeks.

Alan: |'ve got to give
the record peaple a lot of
credit. They keep con-
vincing people to give
these bands another shot.
They say, 'Hey, these
guys are different. Play
this one, it's going to
happen.” At some point
you've got to say, ‘Hey,
this is done.” Wee to that
point. I'd much prefer
one of my stations to
embrace a harder record. like Bush.

How long do you think the Led Zep tribute is going
to be around?

Alan: Some of those performances are terrific. But 30-
35 year old Led Zeppelin fans don't appreciate a cover by
4 Non Blondes. |have urged our stations to handle that
project gingerly, to play a taste of the viable bands like
Hootie and STP. If's going to be out there, people are going
to hear it, and it's going to be out of here.

How important is it to be first on a record that
becomes a hit, like Bush?

Alan: If you're lalking about an active, current-riven radio
Slation, it's very important. If you're talking about a sta-
tion trying to atlack 25-44 with a core of 30-40, playing
the hits is much more important than making the hits. At
the same time, 1 tell our stations to play songs enough to
get the job done. If you play a record 40-50 times and
don't get anything on it, you can look the record guy in
the eye and say, 'We played this record 30, 40, 50 times
and it is supposed to be an active record. We never got
anything on it.” It's hard to argue with that. If you throw
a record in with 2 plays a week and fudge the report up
to 5, what do you expect?

You did indie promotion at one point.

Alan: Yes, for a little over a year. | had been a PD for
almost a decade. That year away from radio improved my
perspective on the radio side. This is not something the
record people would like to hear, but we're not the same
industry. We're related industries. We have some con-
cerns that overlap, but a lot of the concerns of the record
community are in contrast to the concerns of radio. The
record people want you to play their priorities. They want
to get the exposure. They want you to play lots of cur-
rent music, but that's not always in the best interest of the
radio station, with regard to their strategic objectives. The
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other side of that coin is that we all owe each other
common business courtesy. | encourage people at radio
slations to set a time when the record people have a win-
dow of opportunilty to contact them, work them, and do
their job. At the same time, record companies have to respect
what the radio stations are trying to accomplish and
respect their rules and call when they have times set up.
Radio and records need to understand that they are not
in the same business.

One of your most commendable qualities is that
you have managed to cultivate and maintain loy-
alty at the station level. What’s the key there?

Alan: | appreciale that. | never thought I'd be a consultant.
| became one because | wanted to stay in Atlanta, where
my sonwas living. |slarted promoling records and sequed
into the consultant thing. When | started this, | made a
commitment to myself that | would be more of a pro-
grammer's consullant. | vowed to stay out of politics, not
power play people — some of the things that happened
to me when | was a PD at the hands of consultants.
Anything | would say to an owner or GM about a PD, | would
say to the PD. Itry to be on the table, up front with peo-
ple. |tell peaple, ' was a PD for almost a decade. | did
alot of things right, and | did a lot of things wrong. | can
tell you what | did wrong, and you don't have to make those
mistakes, because | made them, and | can tell you what
not to do.’

Can | assume that the number 1 cardinal crime
is to rat the PD out to the GM?

Alan: | like to work with the PDs and say, ‘Hey, we need
to focus the radio station and we need to do this and that
1 like to work with the PD to augment the PD's efforts. That'’s
what my mission is. | don't spend a lot of time PR-ing
GMs. That's a bit of a problem for me at times. Sometimes
I'm not as political as | should be, but at the same time,
I don't have any trouble sleeping at night.

Here, Eaglin once again hops easily from blues to gospel to R&B
to funk. Opening with the Fats Domino hit, “Josephine," Eaglin gives the tune a heavy second line
treatment that was only suggested by the original. Check out the degp groove laid down by drum-
mer Herman V. Earnest lll and Meters' bassist George Porter, Jr. who also wrole or co-wrote
several tunes on the album. Porter and Eaglin co-wrole the very pretly instrumental "Answer Now,”
which slips back and forth from a bluesy ballad to a mid-tempo funk with a natural ease. Some sur-
prises on the disk are "Ling Ting Tong" about an inscrutable Chinatown restauranteur, a tune thal'
was covered by Bill Haley and the Comets in the fifties, and Haley's own classic, “Skinnie Minnie.”
"I Went To The Mardi Gras" has the classic New Orleans party feel that could move even me to dance.
The disc closes with the gospel, “God Will Take Care Of You," which stylistically rounds out the pro-
gram. Besides, after all that fun, you probably should spend some time at church.

This San Francisco based
band possess a sound that is opulent and uplifting, and on
the single ‘Butterfly”, which has been on the desks of COR
programmers for a few weeks now, has a vast feel of thick
grinding guitars with the smooth vocals of Matt Hilzendrager
flowing over the top. From the response of many pro-
grammers, New Idol Son seems to be testing well, and Steve Funk of KZAK added
them this week and relayed that he is, “Enamored with the song. Reach is a cool lit-
tle record and all of our testing has been positive, so with the band playing a show
soon, we really want to get our audience familiar with them.” There has been some
additional scaitered airplay across the country, but apparently many stations need some-
one screaming at them to take a record seriously, so here we go: “LISTEN TO THIS
NOW OR WE'LL COME QUT THERE AND...” (fill in appropriate punishment here)! Now
that the yelling is out of the way, take the time to check out this magical piece of music
from New Idol Son.

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A S many of you a/ready know we have been deve/op/ng anew chart over the

past few months called the Impact Chart, and now it is ready to go. We felt

that there was a need for this type of chart that was 1) based on spins and 2)!
took into consideration the vast differences between the radio shows that report to us.
With this chart the accuracy and credibility of compiling real spins is in place, but with
a large number of reporters who have 2 hour shows at major stations, we felf that their
one spin of each artist a week had more of an effect on their market than how it would
effect the chart. The challenge of creating a chart that truly shows the records that arel
impacting aggressive, hard edged shows, while combining information from stations|
with hours ranging from 1 to 100 per week was our catalyst to put this together.

Every station that reports to the Hard Hitters section has an impact number, and when
they report their spins the computer multiplies their spins by the impact number, with
all of the impact spins added up to compile the chart. This impact number is based
on the number of hours of each show, the watlage of the station, and the market thal
they broadcast in. It is not a designation of "more important” stations, and any sta+
tion that meets the minimum wattage standard to report (250 watts FM) will at least
have an impact number of 1 (which puts their real spins in the chart). The numbet
is a combination of values assigned based on the exact hours and wattage, and is then
adjusted depending on the market. For example:

STATION A: 2 hours; 100,000 watts in major market.

A value of 3 from the hours plus a value of 2 for the waltage = base value of 5. Because
they are in a major market a factor of +1 is added to the base value.

Impact number = 6 (this is the highest value).

STATION B: 2 hours; 5,000 watts in large market.

A value of 3 from the hours plus a value of 1 for the waltage = base value of 4. A larg-
er market (but not major) has an added factor of +.5 to base value.

Impact number = 4.5.

STATION C: 8 hours; 270 watts in major market.

A value of 2 from the hours plus 0 for waltage = base value of 2. Major market adds
on+1.

Impact number = 3.

STATION D: 20 hours; 1000 watts in smaller market.

A value of 0 from the hours plus 1 for the waltage = base value of 1. Smaller market
will not add any value for population.

Impact number = 1 (real spins go into chart).

STATION E: 100+ hours, 3,000 watts; major market.
A value of 0 from hours plus 1 for wattage = base value of 1. Major market adds pn
+1.

Impact number = 2.

STATION F: 6 hours; 3,000 watts; rural area.

A value of 2 from hours plus 1 for the waltage = base value of 3. Rural market vﬁi//
subtract 1.

Impact number = 2.

Ifyou have any further questions about how the Impact number is derived, please call
us. A lot of work has gone into researching each station and the market that they broad-
castin. If you are a radio station and there are any changes in your wattage or hours
contact us immediately! In addition, any stations that simulcast in more than one mar-
ket should let us know. We think that this chart will provide the most accurate
analysis of what is getting influential airplay across the country and hopefully will trans-|

late into sales. Eventually the Impact chart will be the only chart printed, with a col-

The five who make up Soilent Green (Ben Falgous - vocals;

> il lection of very poltent songs - so potent in fact, that upon your
first listen you'll be pummeled and pounded with such intensity
you'd think you had just been hit by a Mack truck. The formi-
d dable sounds of Soilent Green are a mixture of sludgy guitars,
hammer-like percussion and off-color lyrics, all molded togeth-
er and ready to erupt as a mass of clamor and confusion.
Beware of the expletives found in many of the songs (a trip to the production studio might be
necessary) but with such undiscernible, snarling vocals you'd be hard pressed to be able to pin-
point the four letter words. 23 Hard Reporters have already discovered the cacophony of the
Soilent Green sound, with the likes of KWUR, WBAU, WBGU, WCDB, WDBM, WKLL,
WNHU, WRFL, WSMU, WVFS, and WXPL all giving the record some rpm’s.

If you're
gonna die, that's the place. | felt the whole thing was, for me, a very euphoric experi-
ence. One of the things | learned there was different kinds of images of time, how things
could be incredibly compressed or stretched out. So, I came back into the studio and
did this record and it wasn't until | was finished that | went, ‘This is Tibet! All the songs
here — it's all about that, being saved, hearing voices.”

Two James Brown concerts that had been scheduled for early April were canceled
by the Vietnamese government because they would have conflicted with official cel-
ebrations. Even though Vietnam's ministries of culture and foreign affairs had
approved Brown'’s shows, officials in Saigon told the U.S. promoter that the concerts
would “collide with the main cultural activities of the city in late April.” Brown last vis-
ited Vietnam in 1968 when he entertained American troops.

A New Orleans jury has found Damion Neville, son of Charmaine Neville, innocent
of the murder of his girlfriend last September. Neville had been charged with stabbing
and strangling Michelle Tyler, but his attorneys argued that the 22-year-old was killed
by drug dealers.

Alan Barton, lead singer for British ‘70s group Smokie, has died from injuries suf-
fered in an highway accident in Germany. The band's mini-van skidded off the road
during a severe thunderstorm and plunged into a ravine. Barton had suffered head injuries
and been in a coma in a Cologne hospital since the accident. Five members of the band
were injured while en route from Lennestaa to Dusseldorf. The other band members
were not seriously injured.

Lyle Lovett and actress Julia Roberts have agreed to a legal separation, less than
two years after they married in Marion, Indiana, 19 days after they met.

Mick Jagger has formed a movie production company with Steve Tisch, the co-pro-
ducer of “Forrest Gump.” Jagger's company, Jagged Films, has already set up offices
with Tisch and are registering the name of their joint venture, Lip Service. “We get along
and we have similar tastes,” Tisch told the Los Angeles Times.

“We have an agent who sets up the gigs, and | yea or
nay them. We don't have road managers or extra peaple involved. Four people set out
on the road, and the promoters hire the back line — drum kit, bass speakers and gui-
tar amps. All we take on the road are our actual instruments. When we check in at the
airport, we have exactly 12 pieces of luggage. It makes for a very mobile situation.”

Rapper Eazy-E has died of AIDS at age 31, less than a month after he was hospital-
ized for what he originally believed to be asthma. There are already plans for an out-
door rap concert in Los Angeles this summer to help AIDS-related charities.
