Jim Del Balzo has earned a reputation as one of the industry’s most intense and outspoken label execs.
Rocky’s confidants include Program Directors, platinum artists, and the pro at Pebble Beach. Jim first interned |
'~ at Arista back in '77, hanging posters at record stores in Harlem, among other places. He became Polygram’s
college promo manager in ‘78, and a year later teamed up with Jerry Jaffe and Bill McGathy as the National |
Album Promotion Manager, in what would become the industry’s first Rock Department. in 1981, the label |
moved him to L.A. as the Promotion Manager, West Coast, and after “seven months, four days, nine hours
and 36 minutes,” Jimmy bagged L.A., returning to NYC to do local for Columbia. In 1986, he joined
MTV as Director of Talent Relations, but in ‘87 returned to promotion as Columbia’s National Album Director.
Jimmy made VP in 1989, and last year was named Senior VP of Rock Promotion. With Sony just announc-
ing record profits last year and Jim, Chris Woltman and Kim Langbecker already kicking major first-quar-
ter butt, the timing’s perfect for Rocky’s second in-depth interview...

Let’s start with your week at radio. You had
another great week on the Dokken, and a sur-
prisingly good week on Pink Floyd. Why did you
go with a track that a lot of people played in stu-
dio form, and how hard was it to get radio
revved up?

Jimmy: We had an interesting decision to make here.
This particuiar track was on the Division Bell record and
alot of stations played it. But no stations played it, with
one or two exceptions, to the point where it was burned
out. Everyone said that for the small amount of play it
had gotten, it had researched extremely well. There was
a lot of pressure during the course of the Division Bell

to put this out as a track. For one reason or another, High
Hopes’ turned out to be a really big track at radio and
‘Take It Back’ had a video attached to it. We just never
got around to it. Not that we didn't love the song. We
did. There was a lot of pressure from radio to put this
out. When the live album came out, | spoke with Floyd
and management to make sure that this and another track,
‘Coming Back To Life’ would be selected for the live album.
We felt ‘Coming Back To Life’ was one of the best
songs on the record. It also never got around to being
worked. It was a pretty obvious choice. We took a song
people loved and were

familiar with, but had not played out to the max — to
me it was a no-brainer that was the song we went with.

Did you have to jam it pretty hard to get those
numbers?

Jimmy: We didn'tjam itatall. You don' have to jam
a Pink Floyd album. They are arguably one of the

very best bands in the history of
rock music.




Led Zeppelin would have a claim to that throne, and so
would the Rolling Stones and the Beatles. But few
other bands are in their category. When Pink Floyd
makes a live record with ‘Dark Side Of The Moon'in its
entirety, and great new songs, you don't have to jam it
anywhere. We understood a few COR stations were
not going to add this out of the box. 1still hape they
will.

You got 35 COR reporters, that’s pretty good.

Jimmy: | think the people who didn't add it will even-
tually, because most of them play Floyd.

Clearly the
Dokken project is
way ahead of
what people might
have predicted.
How do you
explain the sue-
cess from that so
far?

Jimmy: When John
Kalodner came to me
and said, We havea
new Dokken record,

| had mixed emotions.
I was not that famil-
iar with Dokken's past,
and pictured them as
ahard rock band from
the 80s. They were
really big at the time,
but | dign't know what
kind of record they
could make in the
90s. | was really Sur-
prised when | heard
this record. There is a misconception on the part of a lot
of peaple who equate them with some of the hair bands,
not to take anyihing away from the Skid Rows, Cinderellas
or Warrants or Poison. Obviously | worked Warrant
hard for a number of years. Dokken was not a hair
band. They were a hard rock band that had broken
through with a couple of mainstream hits. Kalodner
and | worked very carefully to get a great edit on Too High
To Fly, which was over seven minutes on the album. It
clicked.

Did you send your field staff out with specific
instructions to debunk the hair band perception?

Jimmy: | actually met with a ot less resistance than |
anticipated. | was surprised when I got out there and heard
people say, ‘Man, I love Dokken. Let me hear the new
record.” | thought | would get a lot more of the, 'Oh my
God, a Dokken record?” | didn't get nearly as much of that
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as | expected. We positioned it well in the markelplace
and the song was strong enough. The band worked their
asses off. | put these guys on a three week promo tour
from hell. It is no secret that George and Don have
always had a volalile refationship. While they get along,
there are some rough spots. Putting these guys on a bus
together for three weeks was a challenge.

How did that go?
Jimmy: Really well

Like I’'m going to get you to hang out dirty laun-

dry, Jimmy.

Jimmy: There are rough spots in every relationship, espe-
cially when there are two crealive people involved who
approach things from different angles. There's a lot of lead
singer/lead guitar player going on here. Creatively, it's
areally healthy environment for these two guys. Their tal-
ents meld really well together. They make great music
logether. One of the things that separates Dokken from
some of the other bands of that era is that George Lynch
is a world class guitar player. There are very few people
who can play on his level. That's a big reason Dokken has
managed to work into the '90s and so far be successful.
They are selling out every single Show.

How is retail so far?

Jimmy: Weve sold over 30,000 records in two weeks
over the counter. We're very happy.

Do you think one of the reasons Dokken has dene
so well is a result of the so-called grunge bagk-
lash?

Jimmy: | think there is a backlash, period. At ¥ne
pointin time, I thought all this alternative music was goty
lo take two years to burn through. | think it's going to tike
about six months. I'm seeing a renewal of great rock &
roll, and an excitement outside of the industry, in ofier
places. When there are three or more formats, countisg
MTV, pounding the same records and sound over and oler
again, people are gowg
to get tired of it preity
quickly. There was the
Sskinny tie backlash bask
in the 70s. Some' bt
those great bands sut-
vived. Some didnt The
great alternative bang's
will survive. A lot'h
alternative stations like
to claim Alice in Chairs,
Stone Temple Pilots and
Candlebox are alterns-
tive bands, but that's
bullshit. They all bro
at rock radio first. any
alternative radio pickey
up on them afterward
when they knew they
were hits and safe. In si%
months, people am
going to be lookingd
around for something
else to play. Kalodng!
has always been a pro.
ponen' of mainstream
rock. In some new form, it's going to get back down &
mainstream, mass-appeal sound.

Were you concerned that there were Slaughter
and Warrant releases within days of Dokken 57/

Jimmy: They huri us in the fact that there are a fow peo-
ple who put these bands from the 805 together. Once again
Dokken was never a hair band, they were metal. Warrant
got locked into that hair band thing. Unfortunately.

When ‘Cherry Pie’ came out, did you know that
was professional suicide?

Jimmy: No. Atthat time, the environment said, ‘You need
abig pop single for these bands to sell tonnage.’

—-ﬁ-‘
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It was interesting that Warrant was Columbia’s
wedge into the whole pop-metal arena. Would
you agree?

Jimmy: Jani is a great songwriter. All those guys are
good friends of mine. It bothers me that they have got-
ten the most backlash of all those bands.

That new record is a nice piece of work, though.

\Jimmy: Like | said, Jani is a great songwriter. You take
‘Uncle Tom's Cabin’ — that's a great song. In that era,
when you had big, hit ballads like they did, it killed
them. Little girls loved them, and all of a sudden it
became a bad thing for them. It didn't hurt the Beatles any.

You worked the Beatles first record, right?
Jimmy: | worked some McCartney records.
What was the first record you worked?

Jimmy: 10cc, ‘Bloody Tourists.” | got the CD a couple
of years ago. It holds up well.

What was the first record you worked that you
felt your involvement made a significant dif-
ference? Could | hazard a guess with Bram
Tchaikovsky?

Jimmy: That's a good guess. There were a couple
records before that from The Jam, a band ahead of their
time. | worked really hard on them. Had they managed
to stay together, they could really have been something.

Are you happy with what you’ve accom-
plished with the Corrosion of Conformity
project?

Jimmy: We've gota third single
coming out now, ‘Seven Days.'
I'm very satisfied with how
we've done with this
record at radio. The
frustration I've felt is
one Ive felt all along —
MTV's lack of support
on rock records.
There are two peo-
ple in this country
who determine
the tastes of
Americans: Kevin
Weatherly and
Andy Schoun.
The two of them
are at the fore-
front of two of
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the most powerful tools for exposing records in this
country. Unfortunalely, | think they spend a lot of time
talking to each other. They are determining what is get-
ting played at two of the biggest outlets. They are taking
the tastes of radio and the tastes of Americans with
them. MTV is an incredibly powerful tool. When they play
rap music, rap music sells. White kids in the suburbs were
buying Public Enemy records by the hundreds of thou-
sands, because that's what MTV was playing. When hair
bands were popular, they were selling tons, because
MTV was playing the shit out of them.

What was their objection to €.0.C.?

Jimmy: For some reason, they didn't think they were alfer-
native’ enough. C.0.C.’s roots are as an alternative
band. They were punk rockers 8-10 years ago. They got
hardly any MTV play. To me, that's the difference between
having a gold, platinum or double platinum record.
C.0.C. sold over 300,000 units. We are coming out with
Seven Days,” which is a greal song. We're going to build
onit. Six months from now, MTV will be playing videos
from C.0.C and bands like them. Unfortunately, it's
going to take them time to catch up with bands like this,
which is too bad.

How come the Mike Watt records didn’t seem to
hang around the playlists longer, or get more reac-
tion?

Jimmy: For whatever reason, the Eddie Vedder track did-
n't perform well.

Do you think people knew it was Eddie when they
heard it?

Jimmy: | think it's easy to tell. Whenever people played
it they said, ‘It's Mike Watt's new song, sung by Eddie
Vedder.” It was well-documented. We're going to be work-
ing a song sung by Evan Dando called ‘Piss-Bottle Man."
It's a wonderful, diverse record.

How do you get people into something as eclec-
tically delightful and varied as the whole Watt
album, yet not really radio-friendly?

Jimmy: Itis a challenge. Radio-friendly records aren't
necessarily the most successful records in the long run.
Alice in Chains is a perfect example. ‘Man in the Box’ was
anything but radio-friendly. When they brought me this
record, | said, ‘This is a great song, but where will | get
this played?’ | had no idea we could convince radio this
was a song they could play. | don't know that anybody
will argue with me that Alice in Chains opened the doors
for the Seattle sound. Soundgarden had
been around and not done well com-
mercially. Alice did well commercially
with the Facelift record. They
opened the door a little bit, and
Pear! Jam came and pushed it wide
open. Being radio-friendly is
not always the best thing long
term for artists. Some of the
biggest artists have come from
situations that were not initially
radio-friendly.

Does it concern
you that Soul
Asylum’s
‘Misery’ is so
accessible?

Jimmy:
The Eagles
are very
radio
friendly,
too. They
did and
do well
whenever
they put
out a
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record. When you reach a level of success and have your
craft as honed as Dave Pirner does, that's not a negative.
When you bring something totally new to the table, like
Alice in Chains, the benefits can be there for you. You
can change the taste of radio programmers and the pub-
lic. When you're as good at songwriting as Dave Pirner
is, you don't have a whole lot to worry about.

When is the album coming?

Jimmy: The album hits the stores June 6th, and to be
honest, eight or nine songs could have been the lead track
from this record. ‘Misery' is a total no-brainer, and
there are a bunch of automatics on this record. If you are
an artist, there is a trend that after you've been success-
ful, you want to make an artistic statement. You want to
make an album with songs
with no hooks, or make
an album that sounds very
dissonant. They didn'tdo
that. They wrote an album
that has great hooks,
melodies, songs and lyrics.
| couldn't be more excited
about the release of this
Soul Asylum afbum.

Have you met Winona
Ryder yet?

Jimmy: | met her one
memorable night when
Soul Asylum played the
whole album at a small
club in New York. Bruce
Springsteen came in from
the airport after shooting
the video for ‘Murder
Incorporated.” He found out
Soul Asylum was playing
at Tramps and he came
down. | spent most of the night hanging out with Bruce,
and watching Soul Asylum. He got up and did ‘Tracks of
My Tears'with them. | met Winana that night. It was so
much fun. If was a couple of weeks after the Grammys.
Bruce was walking around like Joe Q. Public. Everyone
was coming up to him and congratulating him on the
Grammys. He was having a great time. It was a magi-
cal night

Last week Sony announced a 5.5 hillion dollar
year, up 25% from the previous year.

Jimmy: They should give me a bigger bonus, then. |
don’t really know much about Sony’s finances. We had
a pretty good year in the record division. A lot of what
happens in the record division is out of our control
because we are limited by the artists putting out records
in that particular fiscal year. We did not have a lot of super-

Star product last year. Bruce Springsteen, Pink Floyd, Soul
Asylum have fallen into this year. Alice in Chains is com-
ing. This year will be an awesome one. Two years ago
was our best year ever. Last year was good, but not our
best year ever. This year will surpass ‘93.

How would you rate your first quarter?

Jimmy: | think we're doing really well. Any time Bruce
Springsteen is selling between 50-60,000 a week, and you're
taking a million orders on the Pink Floyd record and Soul
Asylum has orders near one million, it's got to be a
pretly good quarter.
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How intense is the pressure to perform when you
turn in those kinds of numbers, as it relates to
the staff and yourself?

Jimmy: A lot of the pressure is self-imposed. | know
what's expected of me. Donnie doesn't have to come down
here and tell me Pink Floyd is responsible for a huge amount
of billing. 1 know that | know Soul Asylum is a very impor-
tant record to this company. | know breaking Jeff Buckley
is very important. | know C.0.C. and Mad Season mean
a lot to this company. | never get lectured. No one comes
in here and says, 'You better deliver.

Columbia has certainly invested a lot of time and
money in Jeff Buckley, a fact I've heard discussed
by other label execs.

Jimmy: The expectations for Jeff are not a record to retrd
type thing. People realize that it could be this recomyf o
his second or third record — but he is a major talent, Just
as John Hammond knew Bruce Springsteen was a msjor
talent. It didn't happen for Bruce until Born to Run s He
made a couple of records that didn't sell.  Coluibic
invested their time, effort, money and hearts in Bluce
Springsteen. We are investing the same in Jeff Buchjey
with the confidence that with his talent he will be a mijol
artist He is a major artist already, and from a dollar é‘na
cents standpoint. he is going to contribute big time t¢the
bottom line. First and foremost, we know Jeff % a
tremendous talent, and we want to make sure he getsihe
recognition he deserves.

Have you gotten a fair
shake from the forntat
with Buckley?

Jimmy: | think we @d.
We have anather song cair
ing out called ‘Eternal Life'
that is much more ro%-
friendly. We've had gréat
success with Jeff at maliot
stream rock radio. WMIER
has done well. WNEW Has
done well with him. Jeths

I've heard it said that retail is almost dangerousiy
slow. Within the corridors at Sony, what is the
vibe at the retail level?

Jimmy: You're always concerned when business 1§
off. The bigger concern is that people are saying ther
are no stars out there now. Whao is the next mega-star!
Who is the next Bruce Springsteen or Michael Jacksond
Not that there will ever be anybody like that, but who wift
be the focal point, or the next great icon. | don't see Tredl
Reznor being it. | don't see the guys from Stone Templé
Pilots being it — they e kind of faceless, they don't stanlll
out. There’s no David Lee Roth there. The star quality
is missing from a lot of these acts. A lot of these bands
make it clear that they are not into the whole star sceng
To some extent they are getting their wish. They are nok
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stars. In the long run, that's not a great thing for retail.
You're reaching the same people all the time. The kids
who listen to rock and alternative radio and Top 40 are
also watching MTV. They are buying the same records.
They are watching the same videos and hearing the
same music. How does someone like Freedy Johnston
emerge from that? It's harder for those people. There are
no clear-cut stars of the magnitude we're used to from the
past. It's difficult for other music to get exposed on a large
scale. Where does it leave those other peaple? They're
not coming into the stores.

Does the reality of the marketplace contradict
the widespread label assumption that alterna-
tive airplay would dramatically improve retail?

Jimmy: Obviously, some of these bands are selling a
lot of records. It's a handful of bands and there is no big
Fleetwood Mac record, selling 12 million records. If has-
n'tclicked. Maybe in time it will come. Maybe the per-
sonalities will come — these new bands have only been
in the spotlight for a couple of years. Maybe it will just
take longer.

What is your point of view on guys like Carey
Curelop and Steve Young wanting alternative
recognition?

Jimmy: Carey ran into a problem. His problem is not
that he's a rock station in Los Angeles. The problem is
that he's a rock station in a city where if KROQ adds a record,
there is a knee-jerk reaction from ten other stations
across the country. They are in such a large market that
KROQ can sell a lot of records. KROQ is a very power-
ful radio station. Carey felt he was being snubbed
because he wasn't an alternative station. Thats not it. He
shares a lot of the records with arguably one of two of the
most powerful stations in the country. Carey is a well-
respected programmer. Peaple watch what he does.
Kevin is also a well-respected programmer. He hits a recora,
ten other altemative stations will follow. That's a fact. That's
where Carey gets burned. If's not that he's not alterna-
tive. He's in competition with KROQ, and they will get as
much as they can. Peaple would never want to hurt Carey,
but sometimes he gets part of the backiash. KLOS is earn-
ing the respect they deserve. It!l just take a Iitile time.

A number of labels have focused in on the 75-
80 most active stations in the country. Do you
still work everybody?

Jimmy: Between myself and Chris Woltman and Kim
Langbecker, we call 175 stations a week. | make sure our
local staff talks to stations in even small markets. We work
everybody, but obviously Q104 has a lot of clout. Q104,
as a rock station, sells more records than any other in
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America. KISW has a lot of clout with us, they sell a lot
of records. KLOS has begun to sell a lot of product. As
classic rock, they didn't do much for us from a sales stand-
point. But when Carey plays a record, he sells records
now. Those stations carry a lot of weight. We pay a lot
of attention to what they're doing. ‘AAF in Worcester is
a very important station. Also, | don't deal with just rock.
| do a lot of work with alternative. Oedipus is one of my
best frignds. | talk to him three times a week. | work BCN.
‘MMS in Cleveland moves an awful lot of product. We
are the rock department at the label, but we talk to an awful
lot of alternative peaple. We go by relationships, where
we have friends. Because Oedipus reports to a different
section of a trade doesn't mean that I'm not going to talk
to him anymore.

How much more is mainstream radio helping you
than they were five years ago?

Jimmy: It's like day and night. | always knew it would
turn around. For years, record guys were saying, If
you play more music, you're going to do better and so are
we. People are tired of hearing the Doors and Led
Zeppelin and the Who." Finally they figured out that was
true. Now I'm seeing stations playing more music,
breaking records and we're selling more. The rock sta-
tions have a lot more clout at labels than they have for 10
years. Rock radio is now an integral part of selling
records. That could not always be said.

What does a station have to do to get on your bad
side?

Jimmy: It's pretty tough. Being unprofessional or dis-
courteous would do it, though. A local guy will come into
the market and he'll take the programmer out to a $200-
300 dinner in a market, and then not have his call taken,
that kind of stuff. We have great relationships with
99.9% of the stations. | don't have time for the people who
are whores. | don't have time for people who don't care
about music. If you are a whore who stands there with
your hand out for deals for records, we don't work with
you. There are some other guys who handle themselves
that way with other labels, but not us. For the most part,
there aren’t many people who we don't get along with.

Why is it to radio’s advantage to give you and your
crew the henefit of the doubt whenever possi-
ble?

Jimmy: It's no secret if you ask around radio, people who
are our friends, we take care of big time. We go out of
our way. KQRS is one of the most classic mainstream sta-
tions in America, but Dave Hamilton has a been a friend
of mine for a long time. If Dave Hamilton asks for some-
thing, he gets it. 1 put a lot of stock in personal relationships
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and stations that help us throughout the course of the year.
I'm not a tit for tat guy, and neither is Chris Woltman or
Kim Langbecker. We can do a lot of things for radio sta-
tions. When our friends call and ask us for stuff, | don't
remember saying no to anything. They don't ask for out-
landish things, and | don't remember saying no to any one
of our friends. If there is any way we can help them, we
do, every day. We don't punish anybody, but we take care
of the guys who take care of us.

What do you think the worst thing a label can do,
in respect to a radio station?

Jimmy: Be thoughtless to the needs of the station, in terms
of their competitive battle. Every record company makes
mistakes. Very often we don't think something is as
important to a station as itis. If we don't have regard and
respect for the people we deal with every day at radio, it's
the worst thing a label can do. | may not see eye to eye
with every programmer, and God knows Valeri and | have
gone around and around on a lot of different things.
Steve Young and | have not always agreed, and Dave
Richards and | haven't either, nor do Gene Romano and
I. Firstand foremost | have a lot of respect for all these
guys and for what they do on a daily basis. Labels must
respect radio, what they do, and the world they live in.

What do you think gives you your hest bang for
the promo buck?

Jimmy: That varies from record to record, depending on
what type it is. We have a thing called ‘Columbia Casts’
where we take a band and put them in the studio. We use
our satellite uplink and can get 10-12 markets each
night and we'll get the band on the air with one station,
via satellite. 48 tracks, live from Sony studios in New York,
it sounds like the band is playing a full-blown studio set
inyour studio. Ifs awesome. We've done that with a bunch
of people and it's hugely successful. It's great radio. It's
fun for us, the fans enjoy it. Talk about bang for your buck.
We can reach a couple million people on any given
evening.

A number of Iabels have said that all the co-pro
politics have them thinking about getting out of
that game permanently. Your thoughts?

Jimmy: It's a no-win situation. We never want to hurt
anyone. The last thing we want to do is piss someone off
who is supporting our records. At the same time, we're
in the situation where if you do a show, somebody is going
to be happy, somebody is going to be unhappy, now that
they're sharing so much of the playlists. It's messy and
we share a lot of the frustration of the other labels. It's been
the source of some conflict.
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Do you and Jerry Blair ever find yourselves in each
other’s faces in terms of format loyalty?

Jimmy: No. We sit down and think about it. A lot of it
happens on a local level, too. Very often the promoler wants
to go to the alternative station not the rock siation,
because they don't have confidence that the rock station
will sell it out. That's a fear that's quickly changing.

How much difference to you hear in 0104.3
since Ron Valeri took over?

Jimmy: They seem a bit more alfernative. It seemed like
they are aayparting records more than they were before.
I don't think Bob ever dayparted records. This is not to
say anything bad about Bob. He's a very good friend of
mine. He's done incredible things for radio in New
York. | think Ron has come in and built on what Bob has
set up.

How do you think ‘NEW will sound a year from now?

Jimmy: Two years ago, NEW should have gone alter-
native. When they had Pat St John as a PD, they were
flying without instruments. They needed to make a
move to be a modern rock or COR station, something dif-
ferent than a classic-based rock station. They failed to
do it at that point. |

I've been
aprogrammer at MTV. | know | can program a radio sta-
tion. | know everybody promotion guy says that. | don't
know much about clocks, but I've hung out with some of
the best radio peaple over the years and I've learned a lot
from them.

What format would you do?

Jimmy: That's a good question. I'd like to take a crack
at what Q104 is doing.

lowed closely by “1 Did My Best.” “To My Own Devices,” “Promises Broken,” and “Tell
Me When.” Then again, if you're in a mood for something a little edgier, *Nothing To
Write Home About,” “Shut Down,” “Hopes Up” and “Eyes Of A Child” are perfect.

The frenetic chromatig harp
playing and impassioned vocals are all the®, s
Blue, (aka David Whiting) takes us on anlsther
romp through an emerging genre of urban Hlyes.
The release starts out of the blocks like a will-
honed and muscled Olympic sprinter with "Gucci Gucei Man.” Purd Blue
all the way. It's one of two social commentary songs on the release that
showcase Blue's ability to pen a thoughtful and well-crafted song, dévoid
of the hackneyed blues lyrics that other writers get stuck on. Alligafer
seems to have a knack at finding artists (such as Michael Hill’s Blwes
Mob) who lean towards urban blues. For blues radio programmers. the
first of two stand-out cuts on this release are the Blue/Pinetop Perkins
collaboration titled ‘Bluepine.” This tune shows that Whiting can gef tra-
ditional blues down and still put a unique, fresh spin on the melody tines
without destroying the original intent of the song. My only wish hem is
that Pinetop Perkins would have been given more solo time on the Gkt
The second number that should please blues programmers is Blue'$iren-
dition of the Willie Dixon classic, “Little Red Rooster.” In my ears, this
is the standout blues cut of the release. It's here that Whiting finallyids
himself of any restraints and gets down. For a harder edge, play
“Whirlwind" and "She,” with fuzz lead guitar riffs reminiscent of De
Purple's "Machine Head.” Both of these tunes rock! It's always hard fo
come back from a highly acclaimed initial release and try and top it. |/
feel this is the case here with In Your Eyes. While the release has suime
very good moments, it does fall slightly short of Blue Blazes in its owerall
“blow your socks off” level of artistry. For Blue’s next release, I'd likd to
hear a couple of things. For one, record him live where we can hearhim
play in a completely unrestrained manner. And alsohe should lean P e
heavily on purely blues material.

Crowbar, Time Heals Nothing (Pavement)
When it comes to heavy, it's tough
g| to beal Crowbar. Not exactly a

small band in size - they are a for-
d midable sight to behold on stage
- they grind out rhythms that ham-
mer your brain into a pulp, much
to the pleasure of their punished
fans. Their self titled Pavement
debut (produced by Phil Anselmo)
went a long way to establish them
as aforce to be reckoned with as worldwide sales are up over 100,000
units. A big part of that success was the constant touring with bands
like Sacred Reich, Souls at Zero, and especially with their men-
tor, Anselmo and Pantera on a sold out national trek. Now that
they are set to unleash Time Heals Nothing onto the metal radio
airwaves, we found that many of you just couldn't wait for this week,
with early spins showing up at WOCR, WKNH, WRFL, KMSA, KZAK,
WKLL, WZMB, WDBM, and WWSP, where Crawbar is already
pulling in top requests.

Other highlights
include the haunting dirge of the title track and the ariangements
found in “Lack of Tolerance”, with overwhelming breaks - pop-
ulated with great drum fills and churning riffs - that build the momen-
tum as it progresses. This may seem out of character, but on the
compelling "Still | Reach” the intriguing element is the ensnar-
ing and writhing melody line. Don't be mistaken though, the hearty
vocals of Kirk Windstein will still plant a fist in your gut.
Expect to see Crawbar continuing their track record on the
road, with them heading out this summer as part of the Noizefest
package alongside Pro-Pain, Testament and Overdose, which promis-
es to be the most punishing line-up out this season. While they
are out to prove that Time Heals Nothing, a dose of Crowbar on
the airwaves will be the remedy for any soft side that your show
may offer.

In the history books, The Clash represent what is currently believed to be
a fixture in the early heritage of British punk. Certainly Mick Jones can speak
up loud and clear on the fashionable trend in today's Alternative world to
belly up to the punk bar, something he most eloquently did in the June issue
of Musician Magazine. While Mick walks us through the early Clash
days, he freely comments on the state of affairs today, commenting that “If
you're just getting it now, that's good, to0.” The track has that flamously apa-
thetic punk vocal style that goes along with a basic rock-tempoed instru-
mentassault. KJEE adds it and KUKQ (26-28), WBCN (11-14) and WMMS

A 1961 reel-to-reel recording of 17-year-olds Mick Jagger and Keith Richards per-
forming 12 songs at home sold for almost $80,000 at a London auction. The 34-minute
tape, believed to also feature guitarist Dick Taylor of the Pretty Things, was found in
a cupboard by a a friend who went to school with Jagger in Dartford, in Southeast
London. It includes versions of Chuck Berry's “Little Queenie” and "Around And
Around” and Ritchie Valens' “La Bamba." An anonymous telephone bidder pur-
chased the tape by the group, similar to the one that led Alexis Kerner to invite Jagger
and Richards to play at his club as Little Boy Blue & The Blue Boys. The lape’s new
owner can't release it for sale without the band's permission. At the same auction, a suede
Jacket owned by John Lennon sold just under $32,000 and the shoes South African pres-
ident Nelson Mandela wore when he was released from prison sold for almost $7,000.
But the auction didn't feature just big-ticket items. It was also possible to buy a Christmas
card signed by manager Brian Epstein or a ‘Penny Lane" Liverpool street sign.

Ringo Starr says ‘Free As A Bird" “really sounds like a Beatle track. The new song will
be released as part of a Beatles documentary airing later this year. Starr says the
Beatles ‘could have maae this in 1967" but adds it was difficult to listen to Lennon's voice
on the partially-completed tape. "It was pretty emotional,” he says. “We had {o feel that
he's gone for a cup of tea, that he's gone on holiday, but he's still there. That was the only
way | could get through it.”

Boy George has been busy in Britain promoting a new rock-oriented album and a new
autobiography called “Take It Like A Man."
