“Driving South” is a slick song with a hypnotic rhythm and
with the confident, relaxed vocal style of lan Brown, the band seems untouchable and
real at the same time. Rob Hunter and KILD already came in feeling that “it is a strong
song with a good groove, and the strength of ‘Love Spreads’ helped us with the add.”

from that successful disc. With chunky - but not
pummeling riffs - set on top of a big booming drum
beat Mustaine sets off with his melodic but sinister sneer that has shot to the
top echelon of the hard rock heap. The early add at WLZR and a major sum-
mer jaunt just underway, there will be plenty of Mega-action this summer as
"Reckoning Day" approaches.

Silverchair, “Tomorrow”
(Epic)

The old adage that every cloud has a silver lining
doesn't apply to Silverchair, because their early careers
have been nothing but blue sky. They hit #1 on the
Australian charts before they got a deal, and with
their entry into the U.S. radio airwaves they snatched
another 17 adds to go with 14 increases at DMX,
KCLB, KFMF, KFMZ KILO, KIOZ KISW, KLBJ, KRZR Q104, WHMH, WZAT,
X107 and Z Rock. On top of that, they got an early add at KUFO whose Dave
Numme ‘“decided to get aggressive and go after this right away!” Expect a
solid debut on the Current Rock chart next week. The Aussie equivalent of
Collective Soul? Could be.

This band locks in the groove right out of the box with a gui-
tar hook that can't be forgotten. Rock Alternative lovers of
edge without too much craziness should gravitate to “Only
Dreaming” in droves. The psychedelic overtones help
form a sound that's within fashion, but oh, so easy on the
stomach. It's hard to believe that this much music comes
froma trio, but the L.A. band makes it happen. Formed in 1967, Maids of Gravity thrive
on a free-flowing aesthetic of creativity. The lyrics are somewhat ambiguous. The over-
all impression is not. You'll have some fun with this one.

“Downtown,” Reprise

The Alternative community came to the table on the first week
out for this transcendent artist for a few reasons, not the least
of which is that Neil is cool. The record was recorded at Hearts
Bad Animals Recording Studio in Seattle back in January,
with the Pear! Jam boys providing the backup. This and oth-
er tunes were composed on the spot in the studio. Sonic Youth read//y list Young as
a steady influence, as do other noise purveyors. “Downtown” is a great Rock
Alternative connection for the reasons given. Nobody lives in his league. He's just
Neil Young. You either love him or you hate him, but despite any contradictions of
taste, you must admire the fongevity of this man who has remained positively hip over
the years. Adds at 91X, CIMX, KDJK, Radio One, WBCN, WBRU, WHFS, 101,
WWED and something like 90 other rock stations across the country out of the box.

obwiously know what demo they re after. With that said, Bufialo
Tom are one of those bands who have kept their integrity fully intact (despite “com-
mercialization”) with a healthy and loyal fanbase as living testimony. Truly in the cat-
egory of “band on the verge of breaking wide open,” their latest offering pays homage
to the summer solstice in timely fashion. Typically gritty, raw, and layered thick with
quitar, this selection could be made in the carefree manner in which the season —
and your playlist — should revel.

Hagfish, “Stamp (Eat It While
1 Work,)” London

Containing Ramone-like simplicity and an uncomplicated
conceptualflyrical content, “Stamp”’s & wind sprint to the
finish line, clocking in at 2:22. An all-out frontal assault
on your involuntary senses, with no excess fat to be found.
The band admits to being influenced by the Ramones’
brevity, none of the songs on the album are longer than three minutes. Says
bassist Doni Blair, “We never cared about image or lyrics or philosophy, it was just
the pure energy that got us excited. We were these dorky outcast kids and all we want-
ed to do was have fun and play fast, to keep from getting bored.” And to keep jocks
from taking cigarette-breaks, no doubt.

(drums), and Fima Ephron (bass) run the gamut from jazz, rock, hip-hop, and funk.
Adding a dynamic Latin flavor to the mix is percussionist Daniel Sadownick. Oncea
meat storage facility, The Cooler was more like the Broiler because it was at least 90
degrees when The Torsos took to the stage.

has the most unique interpretation of The Beatles *Something” youll ever hear — hope
that makes the next one guys!). For this performance, Jimi Hendrix's "Little Wing” was
given the Torsos treatment and was arranged to point out just how much of a great song-
writer Hendrix was. To conclude the set, Ephron and Sadownick’s percussive frenzy
opened “Smile In A Wave” (theme from Jack Johnson), another Miles piece (with new
lyrics by Fiuczynski) that acknowledges some of the heroes of the Progressive Black
Music scene (Bad Brains, Living Colour, Fishbone, Bootsy Collins and the like). The
music was a hot as the room. Watching the Torsos live is like watching the 1978 Yankees
in September - nothing stops these guys. As a frontman, Dean Bowman doesn't ask
for your attention, he demands it. His vocal skills will set new standards for lead singers.
The rhythm section of Mayer, Sadownick, and Ephron can thrash it out with the best
of them, but they're funky as hell, too. You don't find that in most bands. Guilarist
Dave Fiuczynski is the guitar hero of the future, if he isn't already. I'm convinced that
he’s from another planet. There’s no one out there that sounds like him. No one. (if
you want proof. check out Lunar Crush, an album Fuse did with keyboardist John Medski).
Ifthere’s any style that comes close to describing The Screaming Headless Torsos, |
guess it would be art rock.

In October 1994, after nearly ten
years of providing viewers with a
steady diet of AC videos, VH1
ended it's search for an identity
and an audience, changing the
music’s focus to target 25-40 year
olds. With President John Sykes
at the helm, the redesigned music
network dropped the videos from
Michael Bolton, Anita Baker and
Kenny G, and replaced them with
videos from Counting Crows,
Melissa Etheridge, Gin Blossoms,
Sheryl Crow and Hootie & The
Blowfish, and at the same time
increased currents from 30% to
70%. The response has been
overwhelmingly positive. With
well-informed hosts and an eclec-
tic music mix, VH1 has captured
the attention of the thirtysome-
thing generation who had out-
grown their MTV. Sykes turned
to the radio industry for talent in
staffing the team that would take
the network into the next centu-
ry, and he found VH1's new
VP/Programming Lee Chesnut at
Star 94 in Atlanta. We asked Lee
to fill us in on the format change
and some of the promotions and
programs that have been
designed to shape the future of
the network...

You have an extensive radio background.
What was your first job?

Lee: My first job in radio was at WABB/Mobile in 1987.
Itwas a Top 40 station, and | was MD there for two years.
From there, | went to WAPI/Birmingham — which at
the time was a rock-leaning Top 40 — where | was Music
Director for about six months. Then | went to
WAPW//Atianta, which was a dance-leaning Top 40 known
as Power 99. Next, | went to WSTR/Atlanta, Star 94, an
Adult Top 40. 1 was there for about two and a half years.
That's where | was when VH1 got in contact with me.

What brought you to their attention?
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Lee: At Star 94, | was Program Director for the first time,
instead of Music Director. We were one of the only Top
40s in the country that was playing a lot of today's music
that was having success with adults. We had great 25-
54 numbers. When VH1 decided to make the change to
move away from the AC approach, they put the word out
that they were looking for somebody with experience and
success in programming to adults, but doing it with
current music.

Were you brought into the network specifical-
ly for the programminy change?

Lee: Yes.

1 detect a little bit of an accent. I’'m guessing
you are from Alabama?

Lee: | grew up in Camden, Alabama, which has a pop-
ulation of about 1,500 people.

I understand that you were instrumental in
breaking Chris Isaak.

Lee: Atthe time, | was at WAPW. The album had been
out almost two years, and ‘Wicked Game' had not been
released as a single, and there were no plans to do so. |
think the label had given up on it. | saw the David
Lynch film, Wild At Heart, where they used an instrumental
version of the song. 1 saw the movie three times, and every
time I saw it the melody really stuck in my head, so final-
ly, 1 dug out the soundtrack to the movie. When | found
the song, it had vocals to it and | thought, ‘This is a hit
record. | just know thatitis.” So, | went to the Program
Director and said, ‘Let’s just play it for a few days. If noth-
ing happens, we can take it oft. But!know inmy gut that
this is a hit song.” Sure enough, about two days later it
was our number one request, and record stores were going
crazy calling us trying to find out where to get the album.
From there, | called the label and convinced them to release
‘Wicked Game’ as a single. In the meantime, | person-
ally got about twelve other stations to start playing it to
see if the same thing would happen for them. Each sta-
tion that put it on got the same reaction. About six or eight
weeks later, the label finally released it as a single, and
six months after that, it went Top 10. It's been really cool.
Chris was great because he has mentioned me a lot in his
interviews. So, he did just as much for my career as | did
for his. We both got a lot out of that little experience. In
fact | saw him in L.A. a couple of weeks ago at the
House Of Blues, and | went back to talk to him and the first
thing he said was, ‘0h no, not you! It's four years later,
and people as far away as Sweden still bring your name
up to me in interviews." The whole story of how he
finally broke through still haunts him, | guess.

It’s been about eight months since VH1 changed

direction and began to target the 25-40 demo-
graphic. The network must have devoted an enor-
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mous amount of time and resources in research-
ing the decision to make that move.

Lee: Definitely. A lot of money was spent doing a
huge research project where the researchers actually
went into the homes of viewers. This wasn't just over the
telephone or in some auditorium. They actually went out
and got to know the viewers and
found out who they were, what
their tastes were, what they
expected from the channel
— that’s how we decided

what changes to make. L

did you initially get a
lot of negative feedback
from viewers expecting
to see Kenny G and
instead found the
Counting Crows?

Lee: Naturally, there were
a few people that liked VH1
the way it used to be.
Overwhelmingly, though,
the response has been very
positive. We didn't just
come inand say, ‘Let’s take
off all the Michael Bolton
and Gloria Estefan.’ In
fact some of Gloria's videos
are still on the channel.
As far as the decisions
that were made about what
to take off and what to
leave on, we left that up to the viewers. We did

a lot of research on the music and videos and we followed
their advice. It's not like there was anybody inside the build-
ing that said, ' hate Michael Bolton, or | hate Kenny G’
I'm sure that if some of those artists come out with some
great new music, we're open to anything.

Along with assimilating a lot of new viewers, did
the network also keep a lot of the old viewers
whose musical tastes had evolved?

Lee’ | think that the changes we made really were a reflec-
tion of the fact that their tastes had changed. Again, we
were sort of doing what they wanted us to do.

Are the Nielson ratings a factor at all with VH1?
Lee: We watch the ratings, but at this point, when you
have refocused, you have really got to establish yourself

with your new identity before you get too obsessed with
ratings. It takes a while.
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Were the advertisers skeptical when you changed
direction?

Lee: No, they were very supportive. | think everybody
liked the idea that VH1 now really stood for something.
It's VH1 Music First." We are a music service now. | think
our identity is a lot clearer to advertisers, and they like that.

Lee: Obviously, there is a great buzz on the forma:

cess of Hootie & The Blowfish. Now, we're starting to seg
a similar thing happen with Blues Traveler. We were very
early on that video, and that has turned out to be a realk

ly big hit. Of course, Melissa Etheridge has been &
mainstay at the channel now for coming up on a year. ItS
great to see artists in what we call ‘The Roots Rock
Movement' having success — artists like Bruce Springsteels
Sheryl Crow, Chris Isaak. It's great news for VH1.
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Do you have to carefully track MTV’s program-
ming to make sure there is not too much redun-
dancy of the videos on the two networks? Or are
you programming to two completely different audi-
ences?

Lee: Actually, we have found that if we focus on our aual-
ence instead of focusing on MTV, the separation takes care
of itself, because there is a lot of music that MTV plays
that's great music but our audience just isn't interested
init. | beligve that if you focus on your audience, you'll
win.

What artists will you absolutely not see on
VH1?

Lee: One of the first things | learned in the music busi-
ness is never say never. That's a very dangerous place
to be. Some artists like Snoop Doggy Dogg are not real-
lyafit for us. Some of the hard-core grunge and melal
artists play music our audience is really not into. There
are very few things that | am going to say never to,
though. You don't know how tastes are going to change.

And you never know, Cannibal Corpse may come
up with a great ballad someday.

Lee: Exactly. No telling.

Who are your core artists today as compared to
your core artists two years ago?

Lee: The core artists today are Melissa Etheridge, Elfon
John, Shery! Crow, and Hootie & The Blowfish— Hootig
have quickly have become a core artist for us. They have
only had a few songs, but | hear more hits coming from
that album. Tom Petty is core. | wasn't here a year ago,
S0 it's hard for me to say exactly, but I think that VH1 at
that time was more well known for, as you said before,
Michael Bolton and Kenny G. There were some of the same
artists on a year ago, Elton John, for example — and for
that matter Springsteen was on a year ago, too. Also, coun-
try music was programmed a lot on the channel at that
time.

I love the commercials where an intern finds a
Rolex taped to a video and puts it in a bin
marked ‘play.’ But how are the videos really cho-
sen? Is it by committee?

Lee: If'sa two part thing. On Mondays, we have an acqui-
sitions meeting where we take all of the new videos sub-
mitted to us by the labels and we watch them together. That
is an open door meeting. Anybody that wants to come
and see the new videos are welcome to walch. | like the
idea of getting crowd feedback. At that point, we decide
whether to accept the video or pass on it, but no actual
programming decisions are made at that time. We just
decide which ones to take and which ones to pass on or
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say, We're not interested yet, but keep us informed.” On
Tuesaays, we have the actual music meeting, which is a
smaller meeting involving myself and my department. The
two other people that work in the Music Programming
Department are Director of Music Programming, Darcy
Fulmer, who came from K-Rock in Los Angeles, and the
Manager of Music Programing, Janis Unterweiser, who
has been here for about five years. Those people are in
the music meeting, along with Wayne Isaak, who is the
head of Music & Talent Relations. He came to us from
A&M Records. He and his department — Terence Lam
and David Weier — along with one representative from
the research department — that is Rick Holzman.
Occasionally Andy Schuon from MTV will come down and
sit in the meeting. That is where the question you had
earlier comes in, the separation between MTV and VH1.
Anay is there to give us MTV feedback. That is pretty much
who is in that meeting. That's where we decide which of
the accepted videos we actually want to add into rotation
and how often we want to play them, and which videos are
burned out or maybe not working out.

If there is a question or an argument, who has
the final say on what gets in?

Lee: You know what is really great — and this just isn’t
a line — there is almost never any disagreement here. |
guess it's because we have such a clearly focused vision
and a goal of what the channel should be, that we very rarely
argue about whether or not we should be playing a
video.

How many videos do you watch a week?
Lee: Anywhere from 15 to 25 new videos are submitied

every week. It takes awhile to walch themall. We're talk-
ing about probably 100 videos a month, that's pretty healthy.
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With only two significant music video chan-
nels, label pressure must be 1,000 times more
intense than it is for any given radlo station in
the country. Do you get a lot of label pres-
sure?

Lee: Oh, yeah! They work really hard to get their videos
in rotation here. Fortunately for us, we have done pre-
sentations and talked to the labels in person. We pride
ourselves on having great relationships with the record
labels. They all understand really clearly what the goal
and the mission is here. It's not that often that we get intense
pressure to play something that we feel is wrong for the
channel. We're just fortunate that they all understand what
we are doing. That takes care of a lot of the problems.

Do you have to limit music call hours?

Lee: No. People can call whenever they want to. It's not
too bad.

Do you sometimes get frenzied calls when you
have five videgs of one label and only two of anoth-
er playing?

Lee: That doesn't really happen very often. No, | can’t
think of many times where the pendulum swung that far
in one direction.

Do you consciously keep it equal among the
labels or does it just work out that way?

Lee: Its the way it works out. Sometimes a label will go
through a cold spell and somebody else might be red hot.
You know how it s, it's up and down in this business.

1 guess the labels can’t get too angry with you
when you’re one of only two games in town.

Lee: Theyare great. We get along with all of them real-
Iy well.

1 could be watching at the wrong time, but | have
never seen a video from an independent label on
VH1. Do you deal with indies at all?

Lee: Yes, we do get videos submitted from independent
labels. | know that we played a video for Belmark — they
had Prince doing ‘The Most Beautiful Girl In The World.’
Obviously, most of the hit records do seem to come
from the bigger labels, but we are open to anything. We
are constantly on the look out for that great looking
video for a special song. There is definitely no prejudice.

So an independent artist could submit a video and

it would get the same consideration as a major
label?
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Lee: Absolutely. No question
about it

What’s more important in pro-
gramming a video network —
is it the entertainment qual-
ity of the video or the artistic
quality of the song?

Lee: Itsreally both. Ifasongisa
big enough hit, it tends to become
a hit video no matter what it looks
like. On the flip side of that, there
have been some okay records that
had great videos that ended up
helping the song out But most of
the time, the great songs have the
great videos. | don't know how it
works out that way. Maybe the
labels just have really good foresight
and they put the most money into the
ones they believe are going to be the
biggest hits.

Have you come across
instances, though, where you
had a really great song and a
mediocre video?

Lee: Every now and then VHT will
come across a video of a song that,
sound-wise, probably fits with the
audience, but maybe the artist or the record label chose
to make a video that looked a lot younger. That definitely
hurts us. Ifa video looks too young or too grungy, that
could affect decisions.

Have there ever been any big surprises — some-
thing you thought was not going to work and it
did really well? Or something you thought was
going to do well and didn’t work at all?

Lee: It's easier to think of things that we did think were
going to work but didn't That happens a lot. We were
all really disappointed that the single Bedtime Story’ did-
n'tturn out to be a bigger hit for Madonna, because the
video was incredible. It costalmost $2 million to make
and it had these mind-blowing special effects. It was a
really beautiful video. The song turned out not to be a very
big hit though. I'd say we were disappointed with that.
But then you know Madonna, she turns right back around
and makes another smash hit.

VH1 programs a lot more than music. What are
some of your more successful non-music pro-
grams?

Lee: We have ‘4 On The Floor,'which is our music crit-
ics’ roundtable. Even when it's not music videos being
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played, we try to connect everything to the music. For
instance we have a show called ‘Naked Cafe," which is a
unique behind-the-scenes look at some of the artists, where
we don't necessarily play the video. It's more about
getting to know the artists. That's a great way to show-
case some of the big stars, and at the same time, intro-
duce the audience to up-and-coming talent.

I’ve heard criticisms, mostly from artists, that
hoth VH1 and MTV are diverting their attention
away from music. That at any given time you are
more likely to see a talk show or a fashion
show or a comedy show than an actual music
video. How do you respond to that assess-
ment?

Lee: Just turn on VH1. We are still contractually bound
to comedy until the end of the year, but you don't see as
much of it on the channel as you used to. Other than that,
almost everything that we program on this channel
relates to music. We don't have any sitcoms on here. We
really are dedicated to being a music service.

There seems to be two major differences between
the VH1 host and the MTV VJ — 1} they are musi-
cally knowledgeable, and 2} they have more
than one name. Does your research tell you that
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you are dealing with a more
intelligent audience that
prefers to see people like
Moon Zappa and lan 0’Malley,
who can educate as well as
entertain?

Lee: Definitely. From the research
project, we found that adults still
cared about today's music and
they wanted to be informed about
it They want to keep in touch
and know what s going on out there,
they want it to be presented to
them, like you said, in a very intel-
ligent manner. But MTV knows
their audience as well as we know
ours. | would guess that they are
doing the right thing for their audi-
ence.

The ‘Tickets First’ promo-
tion was a brilliant concept,
who came up with that?

Lee: John Sykes, the President of
the company.

1 was just in awe while | was
waltching the first one, which
was for Tom Petty’s tour. Is
it true there was something
like a half a million people calling for tickets in
the first 15 minutes?

Lee: Yes, that's right It did very well. Then we followes
it right up with the Melissa Etheridge ‘Tickets Firsl,
which also was a huge success. There were 10 millioh)
phones call attempts for Melissa Etheridge.

How many tickets did you have?
Lee: 40,000 tickets were sold.

Explain a little bit about the whole ‘Tickeds
First’ concept — you had the tickets before
they actually went on sale to the public?

Lee: Yes, exactly. They are choice seats that you can by
before they are put on sale. The idea behind it is, agéi,
that this is an adult audience. They are more mature. Ty
don’t have as much free time on their hands as kids Wd,
and this whole idea of going and camping out in fron-of
the venue to get the best tickets — our audience just dovs-
n't have time for that. So, we were really presenting them
with a great opportunity, Hey, just pick up the phone. All
you have to do s watch VH1, and you will get a chakce
at having some of the best seats in the house for oné of
your favorite artists.’

Lee: We're trying to work out our next one right now. We
are talking to several different artists, trying to nail one
down.

Will you acquire more tickets for each show now
that it’s so successful?

Lee: Itwill probably be a project by project decision. But
| know the original idea came from John Sykes when he
back stage visiting with Tom Petty after one of his shows.
Tom loved the idea.

Are the tickets more money than they would be
at a Ticketmaster outlet?

Lee: No, it's the same. The buyer just has the advan-
lage of getting choice seating earlier and without having
to stand in line.

I imagine everyone at the network has been
busy preparing for the second annual ‘VH1
Honors,’ which will be held on June 22. Who's
involved in the project?

Lee: The artists that we've announced officially are
Annie Lennox, Vince Gill, Whitney Houston, Boyz Il

JIEW

Men, and Bette Midler. There should be some other sur-
prises announced in the next week or so.

How are the honorees chosen?

Lee: They are being honored not just for being popu-
lar, but for the charitable work they have done. We keep
a real close eye on which of these artists are really
involved in giving back to the community. These are some
of the people that have caught our attention.

I noticed that you have a promotion tied into that,
a contest or something.

Lee: Yes, there’s a big national sweepstakes that we're
doing. Viewers can enter by calling or writing in, and the
winner gels round trip air fare to L.A., where they'll
spend the weekend at a luxury hotel, and they will be cri-
ven in a limo o the show and go lo the parly afterwards
— they receive the whole VIP treatment. They also win
a Dodge Neon with a stereo and CDs.

That should get you another 10 million calls at
least. When were you officially able to call this
new format change a success? It was pretiy ear-
ly on, wasn’t it?

Lee: | would say that we didn't even have to say it our-
selves, the press prefty much nailed it as a success

almost right away. If was almost immediately that peo-
ple noticed the changes and started writing really great
things about the channel.

Do you have any big future promotion plans for
the network?

Lee: Alot of things are in the works. There are obviously
going o be a lot of new, exciting shows that are coming.
| don't know if you are familiar with our show ‘Crossroads.”
It's a thirty-minute show that comes on every night
Monday through Friday that is formed around the Triple
Aformat. That is the show we started Blues Traveler, and
as they started to grow, we moved it into a full time
rotation. You can tune in to ‘Crossroads' any night and
seea lot of artists like Hootie & The Blowfish, Blues Traveler,
Dave Matthews, but at the same time, we mix in videos
from Wilco, Billy Pilgrim, Joan Osborne, Danny Tate, Jeff
Buckley. It's basically a new music show for the Triple
Afan. It's a great starting place for a lot of new artists.

How many viewers have access to VH1?
Lee: We're in over 50 million homes right now, which

is great. And, of course, we always expect that number
lo increase.

The listeners call in and they get a member cara,
which can get you discounts at concerts and free tick-
ets to all kinds of stuff. "XPN is a great station and it's
very responsive to its listeners.

You know, one of the songs on the album went
over like gang busters when it came out, and
got lots of phones, ‘Much At All.’

Susan: The piano tune.

Yes. It’s fascinating because you have such an
interesting range. You seem to guote from
the full spectrum of American popular song.

Susan: That's nice of you to say that. This tune,
especially, is a treat to talk about when | do radio inter-
views or any sort of public interaction, because people
come up and they say, ‘Isnt that a Cole Porter song?’
And | get to say, ‘No, I wrote that." That's a nice com-
pliment.

That’s a very high compliment

Susan: |'ve heard that a lot, and it makes me feel great
that people think that this is a song from a different era.

Actually, | just popped it up on the piano last year and
it ended up being the last song on the CD. It has that
quigt little person by herself at the piano intimate feel-
ing.

‘Much At AlIl’ definitely harkens back to a
slightly different era and time in songwriting.

Susan: There is even an element of irony in there that
you might miss on the first time through. The first two
verses are really tongue-in-cheek about how, T'm fine
without you and | don't miss you at all. 1like to read myself
what is In the morning paper.’ This is a very telling com-
ment because this ex-boyfriend would always read me
what's in the paper. |think everybody has had a rela-
tionship where somebody would say, ‘Ocohhh, did
you see this in the paper?’ | think people were proba-
bly even in marriages with a spouse that did that.
Whether you find it to be an endearing quality or not, that's
the fun of the first two verses of the tune, then it becomes
more Serious.

On your second album, you have a couple of songs
that reminded me of that different songwriting
— one of them was ‘Shakamatson Street’ — was
that written by you or was that Tom Galla?

Susan: That was Tom Galla’s song.
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And then the song that you wrote, ‘Maybe If |
Sang Cole Porter,’ again, could be a standard.

Susan: It is an exact rip-off of a stancard. There
actually was no specific standard | was stealing from, but
the point of the song is singing the song. Itis in a Cole
Porter style. The details of the song are coaxing some-
one into falling in love with you, and at the end of the
song, it is revealed that | have been singing Cole Porter,
‘Because maybe if | sang Cole Porter, you wouldn't find
itanyway." So there's a little joke inside the joke. But
that is a standard kind of tune, and this Much At All' is
like a bookend to that tune. In shows, | play them
back to back and people can see how they fit together.

You worked with Fernando Saunders on your new
album. How did you get hooked up with him as
your producer?

Susan: Fernando is the bass player for Lou Reed
and for Marianne Faithfull, and he has done quite a bit
of work with Joan Baez, and he's New York based. | had
some other ideas for a producer for the album, but

my A&R guy called and said, "You might

want to meet with this guy Fernando in

New York.” So, | went to New York,
and we sat down and Fernando

50 Fernando drew those two thing out of me. One of the
interesting ways he did this was when | was singing the
sadder songs, he would come into the studio and sit beside
me while | was singing.

It was strange, but it made a
big difference in the amount of tenderness | was able to
work up for the microphone while recording the album.
On the tune, ‘Saint Mary’'s Of Regret,’ Fernando was just
sitting right beside me in the booth, and for some rea-
son, that was the calalyst.

Susan: Producers have different responsibilities with

must confess, I'm a big Tom Principato fan. The first time | heard “Blue
Lights” from the 1991 Hot Stuff album, | asked, "Who is this guy and why haven't
! heard of him before?” Tip of the Iceberg from 1992 made new fans and even got
Tom in Guitar Player magazine. Tom'’s new one, In The Clouds, just might be
the one that gets the most attention from a larger listening audience. From the very
beginning, this album is different. Most releases start with a hard rocking catchy
number. But not In The Clouds. Instead, Principato chooses to kick off with a slow reflec-
tive instrumental piece that's bound to bring tears to the most hardened Iistener. In fact,
half this album is instrumental, which is fine with me. It's not that Principato’s voice fs
bad, it's that his playing is so good. You can hear a lot Principato’s influences (B.B. King,
Jimi Hendrix, and Robert Johnson) on this record. Lest you're afraid this is just a
rip-off of a lot of great artists, rest assured: Tom Principato is the real McCoy. Like oth-
er great musicians, he draws on his influences and then speaks with his own voice. The
highlight of Clouds fs "Return of the Voodoo Child,” recorded live at Tornado Alley. Showing
signs of possible possession by the spirit of Jimi, Tom embraces the feel of Hendrix’s

epic “Voodoo Chile” and lakes it to another dimension.

Kyuss, And The Circus Leaves Town (Elektra/EEG)

The desert rats of Kyuss have been

going about their career in an
unconventional fashion, forming
their unmistakable style out in Palm
Desert generalor parties rather than
on a swealy club circuit. It was the
ideal path for them, with the heat,
sand and grit seeping into their
music like it does your shoes when
you walk on the beach. Kyuss
has always injected a bit of their laid back but slightly demented
personality in their music, intertwining it into the overwhelming riff
altack on each release, including the three movement set up of Sky
Valley and the short but sweet track “Yeah" found at the end of Blues
for the Red Sun. With songs like “The Old Boozerooney” and “Jumbo
Blimp Jumbo", you can see that they are still as active as ever with
their trademark low end monsler grooves, hypnotic jam sessions,
and the mesmerizing vocals of John Garcia, which seem o
float like a vapor alongside the music. According to the industry
types in the Hard Hitters realm, the Sky Valley offering was among
the top ten in the year end favorites, making the upcoming And the
Circus Leaves Town one of the most highly anticipated of the year.
Fans will not be disappointed at all as they journey through the Circus,
kicking off with the aptly named “Hurricane”, which swirls out of
the gate with force and speed as Scott Reeder’s bass steals the
spotlight. The first focus track is “One Inch Man” (try out the edit
version), which features some relatively kinetic fretwork for this troupe,
while still showcasing their dusty and dirgy foundation. “El
Rodeo” is a current favorite down here, which uses a repealing gui-
tar melody and builds up the tension to a peak before spilling over
to the meat of the song. The opening sample of “Tangy Zizzle” is
sure to catch some attention, and as the song quickly moves into
churning dust cloud of a jam, you can just picture a dance floor
pit beginning to brew. For a more emolive side to Kyuss, hop over
to "Calamaran’, which explores more pop laden melodies before
breaking back to their grungy form. The album draws to a pum-
meling close with the relentless riff attack of “Spaceship Landing”
(beware of the hidden track at the end)). Some eager beavers - KMSA,
WDBM, and WKPX - slipped in some early spins, but all of the add
action is expected to break the dam this week, and even if the cir-
cus leaves town, Kyuss has definitely arrived.

Black Sabbath, Forbidden (I.R.S.)
Not many can match the longevity of Black |
Sabbath. Tony lommi and his enfourage have, |

An interesting addition s '}
made this time around on the production front with Body Count's Ernie C at the knobs,
making sure that the formidable guitar rhythms are up front and center. What can you
expect musically? Well, Green Day this isn't, and the solemn intensity of the |
Sabhbath sound makes the tinny fretwork of these pop rock bands sound amazing- |
ly weak next to it. The opening cut, “HHusion of Power” (featuring a cameo from Ice- 3
T), kicks fh/ngs off with an amazingly sinister tone which throws out the dark eerie fog ’
that will remain throughout Forbidden. “Guilty As Hell” is the first focus track - and
already grabbing some spins at WVXU, WMMR, and XEQC - and the song propels for-
ward with reverberating power that etches itself into your brain. The closing "Kiss of|
Death” can be misleading with its gentle opening, but soon it kicks in with a mono-
lithic heaviness which has become their forte. There are no surprises here, but if you
peek inside you will find another consistent offering from the original heavy metal band, !

Smile, “Staring at the Sun” (Atlantic)

Vivid images of summertime fun and frolic are creat-
ed when Doug Doppler touches the guitar, and con-
sidering the summer Solstice is upon us, what better
time to make The Doppler Effect album, Ground Zero

a hot weather anthem. The songs are intricate and rich-
ly textured but have enough hard driving overtones and
d moments of coarseness filtered throughout, that it will
be easy to satisfy even the harder rocking segment of
your audience. Some of the more memorable tracks
include the punchy and buoyant “The Black M5":
“Valley Of The Moon”, with it's crunchy fiair, and the melodic “Object To Be
Destroyed”. While you areat it, be sure to give alisten to the no-vocals-allowed cov-
er of the Rolling Stones’ “Beast Of Burden”. Cue up any of the magnetic tracks, then
share Doppler’s upbeat use of the guitar with your listeners. This album should
be heard from open-top vehicles throughout the summer - twenty Hard Reporters got
a jump on the action by adding the disc last week - while the ambient sounds of Doppler
are already emanating from the waves of WAIF, WKLL, WKTA, WSUP and WVBR.

Monster Magnet, “Look To Your Orh For The Warning” (A&M)
To help build the story that started with “Negasonic
Teenage Warhead”, one of the most aural and atmos-
pheric tracks found on Dopes To Infinity has now
been released to the metal masses. “Look To Your Orb
For The Warning” is set to come crashing onto the met-
al radio waves, the very waves that helped generate a
ton of interest (that includes a slot in Active rotation on
L8 MTV and a profile in Rolling Stone) in this trippy, yet
hard-edged New Jersey based band.
