EMI Squeezes
The long reign of Virgin Rec-
ords queen Nancy Berry is
officially over.

In a not -unexpected develop-
ment, EMI removed Berry from
her post as Virgin Music Group
Worldwide's Vice Chairman.

It was the first major move
by the new rulers of EMI Re-
corded Music, Alain Levy and
David Munns, who took office
Oct. 15 after the ouster of Ken
Berry. Munns was in L.A. to
inform the company of the
changes, while Levy was en-
sconced in Europe analyzing the
assets and liabilities of the com-
pany he inherited.

Said Levy: "We are grateful
for Nancy's hard work and dedi-
cation over the years. She is a tal-
ented record executive who has
made great contributions to the
development of Virgin Records."

The 42 -year -old Berry was
reportedly informed of the deci-
sion Monday night (10/22). She
was working without a contract.
The transition to high-level pro-
jects Berry was overseeing, like
the upcoming Lenny Kravitz
and Mick Jagger releases, should
be smooth as Co -Presidents Ray
Cooper and Ashley Newton
and promo head Michael Plen
remain in place.

Ken Berry's demise was
obviously caused by a lot more
than his soon -to -be -ex-wife's
behavior, though the U.K.
tabloids thrived on reporting
her misadventures, including a
recent well -publicized feud with
the band Custom, which led to
the group's exit from the label
when its leader claimed he'd
been sexually harassed by the
female exec.

A Detroit native, Nancy first
met Ken when she was 19 and
working in a record store. Ken
hired her as his secretary, and an
unlikely romance blossomed
between the shy workaholic and
the flamboyant rock chick. The
couple became wealthy when
Virgin Records was sold to EMI
in 1992. They shared homes in
London and a Beverly Hills

Another Berry
mansion provided by EMI. But
the pair separated and are in the
process of getting a divorce.

Nancy coordinated market-
ing campaigns for the likes of
David Bowie, the Rolling
Stones, Tina Turner, Janet
Jackson, Lenny Kravitz and A
Perfect Circle. She was also the
point person for the much -criti-
cized $100 million signing of
Mariah Carey, and she oversaw
the marketing campaign for the
disastrous "Glitter" project.

A music industry insider
said: "No one can dispute her
passion for the music and her
artists. She was a large part of

Virgin U.S. and oversaw many
successful worldwide releases."

Nancy generated contro-
versy, when she was reported
to be the other woman in a
marital split between actress
Patsy Kensit and Simple
Minds lead singer Jim Kerr.
She was also linked romanti-
cally to Trent Remor, though
performers like Bowie declared
her "a real rock & roll girl,"
and Jagger termed her "the
Platinum Amex woman."

"It has been a great pleasure
working at Virgin Records over
so many years, with such a great
range of artists and people,"
Berry said in a brief exit state-
ment. "I wish all my colleagues
success in the future."

A Virgin exec told a British
paper: "She does work hard,
and doesn't have much of a
life outside work. She is very
capable, but her style is old-
fashioned now."

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WILL THE INDIE FILM COM-
MUNITY SURVIVE? Just last
week, I talked to you about the
strength of major -studio Q4
releases. But the indie film
community is preparing for a
long, cold winter. True, the biz
has been bad all year. But with
the recent tragedy came an
interruption in the all-important
Toronto Film Festival buyers'
market for distributors, leaving
a number of worthy projects
homeless and lacking the prop-
er word-of-mouth buzz to pro-
pel them to the next level. And
potential suitors continue to
RSVP to the MIFED market in
Milan-including indie power-
houses Miramax, Manhattan
Pictures International and
Good Machine-perhaps putting
the final nail in the coffin on
upstarts for the coming year.
And while some will still attend
the London Screenings, many
insiders feel the damage is too
great for that one market to
overcome. Fallout for us is a

dangerously damaged pipeline
(already under budgetary scrutiny)
that may limit the future num-
ber of acquisitions for indie
distribs and major art -house
wings like MGM, Sony Classics
and Paramount Classics. Let me
break it down for you: Out of
sight, out of mind. And while
the indie ST game ain't exactly
setting the charts on fire, it is a
vibrant and active sector of the
indie-label release schedule,
thus affecting the overall busi-
ness of film music. And that
worries me... NEWS YOU CAN
USE: The budget isn't nearly as
huge as the buzz on the
Columbia Pictures/Maverick
Records project and ST to "Not
Another Teen Movie"-a come-
dy that spoofs every raging -
hormones flick, from John
Hughes' 80s offerings to the
present. The ST is a smattering
of great covers, beginning with
a Marilyn Manson version of
Soft Cell's "Tainted Love."
Could be the surprise hit

film/ST combo of the season,
as early responses from both
teenagers and critics have been
solid... In other Q4 ST news,
WB is looking good-I hear that
Paul McCartney has written a
song, appropriately titled "Vanilla
Sky," for the Crowe flick, and
the Bramson/Ceinkus ST will
include tracks by Radiohead
and Sigur Ros. And if I were
putting out the "Lord of the
Rings" ST this season, I would
probably be pretty excited
about the brand -spanking -new
Enya track that will appear on
the plastic... Dimension Films
has nailed down a first -look
deal with music -biz lifers Cecil
Chambers and Shakir Stewart,
who will develop and create
music -oriented projects as well
as oversee and produce the
STs to said projects for the
Miramax offshoot. Look for
the new partnership to involve
elements of their respective
Windswept and Hitco music
companies... In other publishing

news, BMG Music Publishing has
signed a worldwide admin deal
with Lions Gate Entertainment
that includes the entire Trimark
catalog of films and a few really
bad softcore, cable -style pomos...

HN EXUSIVE HITS DIALOGUE WITH tIZZY AND SHE

MORE THAN R BERT ROCH a ROLL STORY OF EXCESS RNO SURVIVAL. Ozzy and Sharon
Osboume are a great love story. She learned all there was to know about the
industry from her dad, UK impresario Don Arden. She grew up around it, going
on tour starting at the age of three with everyone from Gene Vincent, Little
Richard and Jerry Lee Lewis to the Rolling Stones and the Everly Brothers.
Sharon met Ozzy in 1971 when she was working in her father's office. He came
in with his Black Sabbath mates, wanting Don to manage them. "I want you to
know," said Ozzy, "that I had on a pajama top for a shirt and for jewelry, I had
a hot water tap (faucet) on a bit of string around my neck." It wasn't until eight
years later that they got together, when Sharon offered to manage his solo
career. They soon fell in love and our fable begins.

Almost unbelievably, Ozzy has only been on two record labels in his storied
career-Warner Bros. with Sabbath and Epic as a solo artist-and has become,
through no fault of his own, a true rock icon, transcending boundaries of age,
creed and format. Now with "Down To Earth," his first album in seven years-
which bowed at #3 on the HITS chart this week-Ozzy is back. With old
cohort Zakk Wylde on guitar, Robert Trujillo on bass and ex -Faith No More
tubthumper Mike Bordin on drums, Ozzy is more than ready for the Merry
Mayhem tour co -billing with Rob Zombie to rock your world. Among his goals
are raising funds for NYC with the Ozz Bless America campaign. Over fish
cakes and mineral water, HITS' fellow Midlander John Sutton -Smith "And
Wesson" chats with the Ozzster about the mutual pain of giving up nicotine and
doing an interview with this rag.

Ozzy, you're a legend. How did it happen ?
- Ozzy: Exactly the same question I ask myself. Believe me, I didn't go, "I'm

- going to become a legend." I just thought I was good for one album, you know,
and here we are 32 years later. I don't understand any of it, really. I don't know
the secret. I'm in as much shock and surprise as anybody else.

maw It's been seven years since the last album. Ozzfest has taken up a lot of your
A../W time, hasn't it?

Ozzy: When it started, I thought that all I've got to do is 12 weeks a year on
the road, and then it would just fade into the realm of history. And every year,
it's become bigger and bigger. I kept saying to Sharon, "How long is this
Ozzfest going to last?" And now we've got another new album, it's happening
all over again. The double -whammy this year is that I'm getting a star on the
Hollywood Walk of Fame. I thought that was brilliant. Mind you, mine's
probably in Piss Alley or something.- Now you're going out on tour, starting on Halloween, with Rob Zombie.
Ozzy: Rob Zombie is a great guy, really down to earth. Ozz Bless America

d'ift;poti will offer special merchandise items, with the money going to a charity
that's affiliated with Howard Stern for the Trade Center victims' families.

:1 Sharon: I know that nobody will mess with Howard, because he's watching
the money every step of the way. That's why we chose him.
What kind of items are you selling?

Sharon: There's an armband with an American flag and a T-shirt with Ozz Bless
America on it. All proceeds from the Meadowlands show will go to the families.
Tell me about recording "Down To Earth."
Ozzy: Over the last three years, I'd break off and do Ozzfest or the Sabbath thing.
In condensed time, it took about six months or so. Tim Palmer [the producer] was
really a good support, and the people from Sony, like Kaz [Utsunomiya]. He was
there for every rehearsal, every song, everything that was going on. I'd turn
around and he'd be sitting at the back of the room, and I'd go, "Where the fuck
did you come from?" One minute, he wouldn't be there; the next minute, he
was. I had a very good support team around me. One of the first songs we did
was "Dreamer," with Mick Jones from Foreigner and Marti Frederiksen, who
does a lot of work with Aerosmith. I'd forgotten how much fun it can be. Now
everybody uses Pro -Tools... In the six years since I made an album, the tech-
nology has gone from the ark to the wheel.
You and Tim wrote a bunch of the songs on the album. How did you
work together?
Ozzy: Tim played a bunch of rhythm on the tracks, like "No Easy Way
Out" and the single "Gets Me Through." I owe a lot to him. He's very
English and he has a sense of humor, so we had a good laugh along the
way. I allow myself to be produced because I don't have the technical abil-
ity, but I know when you're doing it wrong. I always have the last say on
what goes down. If I feel very strongly about something, I'll make that
known. Tim would go, "Ozzy, you should really listen to this song that we've
got going here," and I'd go, "You know what, Tim? I don't really fancy it
today." He'd say, "Come on, come on," and when he got me in the studio,
he'd go, "What do you think about this? While you're here, do you think you
could work something out for this part?" And he'd coax me into doing it, you
know, because I'm a lazy sonofabitch. People say to me, "What music do you
listen to for relaxing?" The only music I listen to now is bandsaws and a bit of
bricklaying around my house. You should see my house. It's like a fucking ter-
rorist training camp.
Sharon: We don't listen to a lot of music at home. We never have the time.
Ozzy: My wife has gone mad over Enya. I'm going, "What is fucking Enya?"
It's like the music they play in mental hospitals.
Sharon: It's a joke, because every time Ozzy asks who's playing, it doesn't mat-
ter who it is, I always say, "Oh, it's Enya." I: could be U2, and I say it's Enya.
Ozzy: Enya's like psychotic music. The kind of stuff they play when you're in
Betty Ford.
What are your favorite tracks?
Ozzy: There's not any one favorite. I look at an album as a piece of work, as a
single entity, but I never get tired of listening to "Dreamer." I think it's one of
the coolest ballads that I've ever had anything to do with. I don't play an instru-
ment, but my hair stands on end, you know, when it sounds good. If it can make
me feel good, I know I'm on to a winner. Rather than a favorite, I always have
a track that I'm not that keen on, and every time, I'll bet you $1000, someone
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will come up to me and go, "Why don't you ever
play that song?" And I'll go, "You like that track?"

I never go into a studio and say, "Well, I've had
a good run. I'm going to make the worst album
ever," but I've been bowled over with the good
response so far. I'm not used to that. I mean, Tim
Palmer reads every review. If he sees the words
"Tim Palmer," he'll read it. And he read something
bad about himself, and he was all pissed off. I said
to him, "You know what, Tim? One thing I've
learned over a lot of years. I never read anything
about me, because critics, they wouldn't be called
critics if they didn't criticize. And if you are going
to read everything about you, eventually you're
going to read something that says you're the
biggest piece of crap since the Stone Age."
How did you and Zakk get back together for the
album and tour?
Ozzy: Sharon kept saying that the kids all wanted
to know if I'd ever play with Zakk again. He's great
with his band, and Ozzy's great, but Zakk and Ozzy
are the greatest. I must confess, he's definitely got
a presence about him. You know when he's in the
room. He's a very good player, and he's good to
have on your team,
Have the young bands on Ozzfest influenced
your music?
Ozzy: To be truthful to you, it really should be
called the Sharonfest, because I don't know one
from the other. Sharon, my son Jack and my office
work feverishly on the Ozzfest. It's unfair that it's
called the Ozzfest, because all I do is end up being
on the top of the bill at the end of the day. What
Sharon does for Ozzfest is monumental, and then
she comes home, buys this house, re -furnishes it,
takes care of the kids and the dogs, then me. And
I don't know how she does it.
Sharon: It's like a big machine. It just rolls in and
out. I'm lucky because I have a great staff, unbe-
lievable people that have worked with us for years.
In that respect, it makes it so much easier.
Tell me about the birth of Ozzfest.
Sharon: It started because, in this industry, people
love to categorize everything. Everyone has to be
put in a bag; everybody is safe with that. If you do
this kind of music, you belong on this station or
that station. But Ozzy goes beyond those bound-
aries. You can't categorize Ozzy. You can't liken
him to anybody else's career. He's broken the mold.
Ozzy is the sort of artist that can do anything, and
go anywhere. And I wanted him to do
Lollapalooza. I mean, everybody was doing it.
Ozzy: They said to my wife my genre of music had
no place on Lollapalooza.
Sharon: They said Ozzy didn't fit. And I told them
they were wrong. He does fit. I'll do my own festi-
val, so that's what happened.
Do the fans look a little younger to you each year
at Ozzfest ?
Ozzy: I look at it this way. If my father had said,
"Hey son, there's this guy playing at the Hip-
podrome named Al Jolson with a fabulous voice,"
and I go with my friends and we all dig him-that
would never have happened back then. Whatever
my father liked, I'd go, "What the fuck are you on
about?," you know. I'm 53 this December, but I
always think that my audience has remained the
same. I mean, when the chicks flash their tits, I go,
"Boring, been there, seen that." I like to see it, but
you know...
Sharon: You're lucky that you don't get 53 -year -
old chicks flashing their tits, because they'd be
down to their waist.
With so many management companies merging,

you've remained independent, Sharon.
Sharon: I never wanted to have a huge ros-
ter of clients, because I don't see how you
can do it properly. Then you need to get the
day-to-day people, then they need an assis-
tant, and then you become so far removed
from your clients that all you do is make busi-
ness deals for them while other people handle
them. I don't see how you can be in a position
to handle all the creative aspects of an artist's
life when you've got 10-12 superstars. You just
can't do it. It's impossible. There's not enough
time. And I like dancing to my own tune; I

couldn't go in and report to anyone. Everybody is
different, but I couldn't report to anybody and
have somebody tell me what to do. I couldn't do
it. I never wanted to rule the music industry. I've
worked with a million different artists and I decid-
ed three years ago that I didn't want to manage
anybody else, so I stopped taking on clients. I do it
for the love of it. I don't know anything else.
Who would have thought after the infamous bat -
chomping incident that you would still be on the
same label 20 years later?
Ozzy: Times just fucking flies by, man. It really, real-
ly does. Sharon's got collages of photos when the
kids were babies and now they're young adults and
they're telling me, "Shut up, dad," and "You're em-
barrassing me, dad."

Sharon: I remember their ages by the tours and
records that Ozzy was doing at the time.
Ozzy: On our last tour, Boy George came to a show,
and when my daughter was a little baby, I used to
sing: "Karma, karma, karma, karma chameleon,"
and she used to dance on me. She is now 18, and I
swear to you, it seems like yesterday she was born.
Sharon: Tony Martell signed Ozzy to Epic for
$65k. Can you believe it? Sixty-five grand and a
poke in the eye with a stick.
Ozzy: It's an achievement, all right, but only because
it's easy to get lost in all the changes.
Sharon: We're very lucky, because Tommy [Mottola] is
unbelievable. There's no one better at running a label.
Ozzy: I've never actually had a relationship with a
record company before. Tommy's brilliant. Polly
[Anthony]'s brilliant, Tony [Martens brilliant,
Steve [Einczig]'s brilliant. Steve Barnett used to be
my agent.
Radio has been kind of resistant to Ozzy.
Sharon: It's like banging your head against a brick
wall, because when you go to a radio station and
you say, "Listen, this is Ozzy," and they go, "Love
him, but we can't play him because, you see, we're
alternative." And I say, "It's fine for Tool and all
these bands that you play who work with Ozzy. It
works on-stage, so why can't it work at your radio
station?" Disturbed, Slipknot, Godsmack... All
these bands broke off the Ozzfest, and we're proud
to have been a part of it. But I don't get it. If it
works on Ozzfest, why doesn't it work on radio?
And they go, "Well, you know, it doesn't fit."
Ozzy: There is no one else to compare me with.
The uniqueness of being Ozzy Osborne...
Sharon: Ozzy hasn't had a record out in seven years,
so what are you comparing it to? This is a new
record, and they're like, "Oh, no, it doesn't fit,
because his name's Ozzy." What's that got to do with
anything? Listen, is it credible, is the music good? I
think Ozzy can fit on PoMo, Active, Classic Rock...
but that's me I suppose, because I'm his manager.
Ozzy: I'm always against the grain. If radio refuses
to play me, it's still cool to like me.
How does it feel to be the wise old soul of metal?
Ozzy: I don't think about it. I just do it, you know,
because I don't really feel comfortable in that
world. Somebody said to me this morning, "I've
just read the part of the Motley Crue book where
you snorted ants." And I can't remember fucking
snorting ants. But if they said I did, I did.
How did Sharon get the job as your manager?
Ozzy: I used to look at Sharon and think I would
never get anyone that classy. She always had dia-
monds, that wonderful laugh, the world felt happier
when she walked in a room. When I got fired from
Sabbath, I was living at the Le Parc Hotel on West
Knoll in West Hollywood. There was a guy staying
at the hotel who gave me some money to give to
Sharon and I spent it on cocaine. She came around
and tore me a new butthole. She said, "Look, if you
clean yourself up, I will manage you." And I just
thought, at that point, my career was over. I'm back
on the dole. We didn't start having a romantic rela-
tionship for quite a while.
Sharon: [Laughs] Actually, it was about a year.
To what do you attribute Ozzy's enduring popu-
larity?
Sharon: Part of Ozzy's success is that he has always
been true to what he does. He doesn't try to climb
on anybody else's bandwagon.
Ozzy: I'm just myself. It's not as if I tried to be the
2001 version of Ozzy.
Sharon: It's just Ozzy. He hasn't changed.+

Bread's "Diary").... Last wee<'s Strokes show was a veritable
"who's who," including nearly everyone name -checked in the New Radicals' "You Get
What You Give" (Beck, Hanson, Courtney Love), plus the KROQ crew and a select group

of RCA luminaries from NYC (Ron Poore, Richard Sanders and Dave Gottleib). I was

happy to see Muddey there, especially since he has the distinction of being the first in the

States to do a radio interview with the band, and 91X have definitely led the way on "Last

Nite." I thought The Strokes show was truly great. Months and months of touring have

paid off bigtime. They're the kind of band who will never play your conference room,
won't play your Xmas show, may never feel indebted to you for playing their record, but

so fucking what? They fulfilled their end of the deal by making a kickass record that has
already sold nearly 30k in two weeks, and by staying on the road, playing sold -out show

after sold -out show. If this is the great rock 'n' roll swindle, pt. 2, I'm buying in. By the look

of this week's scats, so are you. "Last Nite" was #2 Most Added, including WXRK, KITS,

KDGE, WOCL, KKND, WMFS, KTEG, WXNR and dozens more. East coast phenom, my

ass.... Wow, I get feisty when I'm feverish. Oh yeah, it's also PMS week.... By the way, con-

grats to Ron and Rick and John from RCA for having BOTH debuts on this week's PoMo

chart-Lit at #10 and The Strokes at #25.... Our favorite track on the Coldplay album,
"Trouble," is breathing new life into this project. Sales have been increasing exponential-

ly the past three weeks, due to PoMo airplay that as of this week will include Q101,
KMYZ, KEDJ, WXZZ, KFTE, as well as "Breakthru" video play from WV. "Trouble" will
be the song to take the Coldplay album to multi -Platinum.... Kris, Bonnie and Lee Anne

at Atlantic have practically dosed -out the PoMo format on Kid Rock's "Forever" in one
week! Adds too numerous to mention indude KNDD, Q101, VVXTM, CIMX KROX,
WPBZ, etc. etc. Do not underestimate the appeal of Kid Rock. He's sold a shitload more

records than almost every other artist you're playing. Ultimately, your audience will dictate

this song's success. Your job is not to over -think it (like you do everything else), and just

enjoy the ride..... MTV added the video for Kitties "What I've Always Wanted" this week.

Gee, they must know something that you don't (with tie exception of KEDJ, WZPC and
KMBY). Why is it that Active Rock doesn't seem to have the same issue with playing a

female voice on the radio as PoMo does? Gee, they must also know something that you
don't.... Geordie, Howard and Rae at Virgin had a spectacular week with the Gorilaz'
"19-2000," including Q101, KNRK, KPNT, WRAX, WHRL and a dozen more. The album

is already Platinum, just like my Amex.... My beloved Pete Yom (yeah, you may have read

his name in this column once or twice) is one busy rising PoMo star. Last Saturday he

played WWVV's festival (with Sevendust and Saliva-now tell me he's an APM artist!),
MTV Buzzworthy rotation kicked in yesterday, today Nan and Christine pulled in KITS,
WEDG, WOCL and WZZN on "For Nancy," tomorrow he's taping HBO's "Reverb," and

Friday he starts a two -month tour with Remy Zero opening. I'll join them on the road, but

I won't ride on the bus. Haven't done that since the Flickerstidc remind me of a
21st Century version of The Replacements. As much as I worshipped Flickerstick from
"Bands On The Run," it wasn't until I saw them play in Chicago, and spent time with them

talking about our favorite bands, that I got the full gist of what a special band they are.

They are one of the few groups capable of becoming an arena -rock band whose music
isn't corporate rock (a genre which seems to be making a huge resurgence these days).

OZZ BLESS AMERICA: Ozzy's "Down To Earth" 150k debut and Creed's
imminent #1 spot on the chart with "My Sacrifice" is the latest example of
a yin -yang balance that keeps Active Rock radio sturdy. (I speak of that
strength with 100% conviction as we see Summer Books roll in with #1
12+ honors. For any of the sub -formats that have splintered off Rock radio
to attain #1, it is truly a feat.) Built like a brick shithouse, KRXQ's Paul
Marshall is a pillar of ardent principle and he knows: "In an uncertain
world, it's comforting to know that Ozzy will always be there to drop music
heavier than Camryn Manheim on us!" Just like he did during his inter-
view with Paul on the air, Ozzy has added "Ozz Bless America" to the title
of the "Merry Mayhem" tour and on some of the T-shirts and other merch
items for sale at the shows. He's giving proceeds from these items to the
Howard Stern Relief Fund (aiding the families of the police department,
fire department, EMS and other city employees involved in the 9/11 res-
cue efforts). BTVV, KTUX PD Paul Cannel! came up with the new portion
of the title while discussing ways to promote the market's upcoming tour
date, mentioning it to Cheryl Valentine and Adan Armandariz on the
phone.

Major programmers who've checked it out are calling it a "no-brain-
er"... This week, Ray Gmeiner made clear why he's known as the "Virgin
One -Man Army," taking #1 Most Added honors with Mick Jagger's "God
Gave Me Everything." KMTT, WBOS, WXRV, WTTS, KXST, WMPS, WRLT,
WFPK, WDET, WZEW and WXPN join WXRT and WMMM, who both came
in early.

Saturn and Jo Hodge at Epic, whose new Travis song, "Side," landed #2
Most Added this week. Also, Jo and Jacqueline's new Ben Folds single, "Still
Fighting It," is perfect for APM. Familiarize yourself with the track so you're
ready to add it on 11/12! The HITS geeks were out in force at Ben's El Rey
Theater show last week and I, for one, was blown away by the new band. You,
too, will be impressed... KKMR Dallas PD Scott Strong: "Sugarbomb is a
local band from Fort Worth that is getting national -band -like research num-
bers with their track 'Hello.' We wanted to highlight our scene, so we have all
local bands, including Sugarbomb, on this year's Christmas show. The 2,000
tickets sold out in two days!"... KBCO MD Keefer is a big Johnny A. fan.
"'Oh Yeah' is working really well for us. There's always room for a good gui-
tar instrumental on KBCO. This one's upbeat and melodic. You hear it once
and it stays with you."

Finally, a much -belated welcome -back
to Sean O'Connell. With the RykoPalm split, Sean's once again handling
promo duties for Rykodisc, whose acts include Robert Cray, Jess Klein, Josh
Rouse and Kelly Willis... hitsmm@aol.com...
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Bush "Golden State" (Atlantic./AG): On its first1
album for Atlantic, the London -based quartet leaves

the electronica experiments behind, returning to the
raw rock power that fueled its multi -Platinum discs,
"Sixteen Stone" and "Razorblade Suitcase." Adding

focus and polish to its energy, the band explodes with

the sizzling guitar rock of first single "The People That

We Love" and the frenetic "My Engine Is With You." However, when the other

instruments are more in the background, as on "Inflatable" and "Out Of This
World" (featuring former No Doubt keyboardist Eric Stefani), Nigel Pulsford's
pristine (but still intense) guitars and Gavin Rossdale's passionate rasp conspire

to make the album the band's most melodic and emotive to date. (Y.C.)

Default "The Fallout" (TVT Records): Brought to
the attention of labels by Nickelback's Chad Kroeger,

fellow Vancouver quartet Default certainly bear the
mark of its benefactor. Produced by Kroeger and vet
Rick Parasher (who also helmed the latest Nickel back

disc), the riff -driven guitar rock on Default's debut
calls to mind Kroeger's band, with a few tricks bor-
rowed from Tool's box. On "Deny," vocalist Dallas Smith plays the part of the

I deal directly with Tom's show, our classic R&B
format called 'The Touch', 'Rejoice,' which is our gospel for-
mat and 'The Tavis Smiley Report.' These are shows that are
unique within their own markets." How did Catron hold up
under the intense pressure of the wrc? "Fortunately, ABC
Radio knew exactly what to do. For the most part, everything
went smoothly. Like everything else, nobody had experienced
anything like this before, so there were areas when you think,
'Wow, what do I do?' But the situation was handled very well,
from the affiliate end and all the formats. We had the sources,
so we used the sources. Tom Joyner used sources that were dif-
ferent from ABC's.

We don't know if it was
the prestige of writing for HITS that
made him decide to write for us or the
many hours we spent subjecting him
to movies by the Olsen twins, but
we'd like to welcome Radio Think
Tank's Ken Anthony to the Consultant's
Corner family. For his first piece, Ken is
dazzling us with this take on radio's
"Spins Game" & how programmers
should 77777

To Spin or not to Spin? That is the ques-
tion most posed & discussed on a reg-
ular basis by record promotion folks,
radio programmers & music directors.
But when did this spin game get so ugly?

Hi, I'm Ken.

It's obvious that the ever-present "Spins Game" is the only game in town to
most record promotion executives. After all, strong spins are the only way a
record moves up the charts-whether it's measured by B.D.S. or Mediabase.
And the difference between a handful of spins on one record at one radio sta-
tion than another station can determine a song's ultimate success wh le
it makes it's journey up the charts. The spins obsession has taken on
all kinds of forms over the years, with all sorts of groovy offers from labels to
"up the spins."

But what does this single song chart mentality do to a record & ultimately an
artist's career? Therein lies the problem. Over the last few years I've often
asked my record label brethren this question: if you had the choice between
guaranteeing getting a record added to a station, with limited spins initial-
ly & no ultimate promise of heavy spins later, or waiting several weeks for a
record to be "potentially" added or not but with a guarantee of major spins,
what would you opt for?

In almost every case the answer has always been, "I'll take the add & take ny
chances." But does this ultimately do more harm than good for a record? It
depends on what gets the record added in the first place. Most adds at any
cost for limited spins comes with a price-promotion dollars, a flyaway, the
artist playing a station event, & other ingenious forms of "record add" incen-
tives. I'm not naive to think this doesn't exist, but what are we ultimately cre-
ating here? A legitimate shot for a new song & band to get heard by the audi-
ence, or another quick promotion fix with light spins which eventually leais
to the radio station's rest category?

I remember discussing this "Spins Game" years ago with an astute program-
ming colleague of mine who mentioned he never adds a reco-d unless he can
commit to at least 200 spins in a decent rotation. This forced him to add
records he really believed in. Interestingly enough, his radio station always
scored huge ratings & he even broke a few artists along the way. There are
indeed exceptions to this "Spins Game" rule, but most of the time, if a pro-
grammer adds a record they're not excited about, it's the first thing to go.

Let's see if we can put a little passion back in the music adding & spinning
process, regardless of what's in it for the record label & radio station. A
healthy commitment to a record the label & radio station are BOTH exdt-
ed about should ultimately excite the radio listener as well!
