Sheet Sales

Heavy record promotion has
resulted in a de-emphasis of sheet
music sales according to S. W.
Braverman who buys all the music
for 126 stores in the Neisner
Brothers chain. The Neisner
operation can move 15,000 copies
of a hit tune but often it is im-
possible to reach the full poten-
tial of sheet sales on sudden hit
tunes. Mr, Braverman blames this
on time lost tracing the publisher
or agent of a hit tune and lack
of information on available sheet
music. Publisher contact men
don’t often get out into the field,
he observes.

"Plugger” Recalls High Spots In Biz

Whatever it may be to a horse player or a plumbing company a
“plug” to folks in the music business is the performance of a tune;
a song plugger is a character who tries to get songs performed for
the music publishing company which employs him. Like the designers
of custom nosebags, those who ply the trade of song plugging rep-
resent a shrunken but vital profession. At one time every prominent
vaudeville theatre and music hall echoed the hoarse and importuning
voices of pluggers demonstrating songs to variety artists who might
be persuaded to try the tunes in their acts.

The golden days are gone, but many of the pluggers who “wrote
the book™ are still pushing the songs over the hill to hitsville. None
is better known in the trade than "Tubby Garron, a short cherubic
man with the figure of a volley ball and the tenacity of a first year
man in the Northwest Mounted Police.

When, some years ago, Tubby was unable to stir any interest in a
song which he “knew” would be a big one he decided to go directly
to the people. Wearing an oversize pair of dark glasses, Tubby took
himself to the crowded intersection at Sixth and Broadway, L.A. at
high noon. Fighting his way through the jousting lunch hour crowds,
he reached a lamp post. By determination and a shinny he recalled
from his boyhood, Tubby clawed his way up the post. Perched atop
the fixture, he repeated—verse and chorus, verse and chorus—his
song until the police, with the aid of the fire department, fetched him
down. The publicity was tremendous. Song? “Rose Colored Glasses.”

Once Wilbur Hatch, long after beginning rehearsals for the large
Standard Oil Hour orchestra, discovered the singer—a stranger to
Hatch—had not yet arrived. The conductor was furious. Briefcase
under arm in strolled Mr. T. Garron. Hatch lit into him, gave Garron
a bitter lecture on puctuality. What Mr. Hatch was saying made sense
and, point for point, Tubby agreed with him. Calmed by Garron's
reasonableness Hatch wound up his speech with, “All right, now pass
out your music to the orchestra and get up to the microphone.” Tubby
complied. Knowing the selection was to be “Vesti La Giubba,”
Hatch didn’t bother to look at his own music, merely brought his
baton down to launch the aria. Behind the laryngitic interpretation
of Tubby, the Standard Oil Symphony broke into, “I Want the Last
Waltz with Mother.” Hatch into a rage and Tubby into the alley.
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Dorothy Shay has written a song called, “I Crept Up to the
Crap Table, Crapped Out and Crept Back, Never to Shoot Craps
Again.” . . .
