"HOUGH THE RELATIONSHIP
between the California
Exposition & State Fair and Bill
Graham Presents is looking a little
rocky at the moment, negotiations
to build a new amphitheatre may
be back on.

Recently, the board of directors
at Cal Expo in Sacramento voted
to stop negotiations with BGP to
build a new $20 million amphi-
theatre on the fairgrounds. “After
18 months, it didn’t seem like any
conclusion was going to be made
and it was time to stop,” Cal Expo
assistant GM Lezlie Puglia told
POLLSTAR.

She said the board also opted to
not renew Cal Expo’s contract with
BGP for the existing 14,500-capac-
ity amphitheatre on the grounds.
BGP had operated that make-shift
venue for 14 years. As it was, the
original contract had been ex-
tended the last two years while ne-
gotiations to build a new
amphitheatre were underway,
Puglia said.

However, BGP president Gregg
Perloff told POLLSTAR, “We col-
lectively decided that we would
not run the old amphitheatre any-
more because there were so many

sound problems, and that the
best way to go forward was to not
include the old amphitheatre in
the negotiations for the new
amphitheatre.”

Puglia said BGP sent Cal Expo a
letter voicing its shock on the deci-
sion to sever ties.“The board re-
sponded by sending them a letter
saying that if they wanted the

board to look at the issue again or
reopen negotiations, that they
needed to state so in a letter to the
board by February 16th and that
the board would discuss their let-
ter of request....” she said.

BGP did indeed reply before the
deadline. “We will start negotiat-
ing for the new amphitheatre,
Perloff said.

FTER A TIFF WITH NARAS

Prexy Michael Greene, New
York City Mayor Rudolph Giuliani
suggested the Grammy Awards
should go back to Los Angeles.
Giuliani accused Greene of ver-
bally abusing a member of the
mayoral staff and then lying
about it.

Greene “acted in an abusive way
toward a member of my staff, used
language with her you shouldn’t
use and not only hasn’t promptly

apologized for it, but is lying about
it,” Giuliani said.

The disagreement dates to early
January when, according to the
mayor’s staff, Giuliani was invited
to fill in for Clint Black during the
nominations ceremony in New
York. But when the nominations
were to be announced January 6th,
a mayoral aide was told that
Giuliani had been cut from the
script. When the aide asked for an
explanation, Greene exploded in a
profanity-and threat-laced tirade,
according to Giuliani spokes-
woman Colleen Roche.

“She was shaken, to say the
least,” Roche said. According to
Roche, among the things Greene
screamed was, “I'm not going to let
a bunch of suits come into this
party and tell me what to do.”

Greene later sent flowers to the
aide but she refused them.

Giuliani called the conduct dis-
gusting and reprehensible and said
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he would have
nothing to do with
Greene or the
Grammys. He said
he wasn’t worried
about losing the $40
million the awards
show generates for
the city, all of which
was music to the
ears of Los Angeles
Mayor Richard
Riordan who hopes
to get the Grammys
back in 1999.

This year’s 40th
anniversary show is
set for February
25th at Radio City
Music Hall. Giuliani
doesn’t plan to at-
tend the show and won’t hold
a Grammys party like he did last
year after the ceremonies, which
were held at Madison Square
Garden.

Gatien Acquitted Of
Nightclub Drug Charges

A FEDERAL JURY LAST WEEK
acquitted New York night-
club owner Peter Gatien of charges
that he turned two of his venues
into drug markets.

During the four-week trial,
prosecutors depicted Gatien as
a key player in a widespread
conspiracy that funneled cocaine,
Ecstasy and other drugs to youth-
ful clientele at the Limelight and
the Tunnel. Both clubs were tem-
porarily shuttered by police raids
in 1996.

The jury deliberated for two
days before finding Gatien not
guilty on all counts. He had been
facing up to 20 years in prison for
charges of racketeering and drug
conspiracy.

Assistant U.S. Attorney Eric
Friedberg had argued that Gatien
was part of a “massive, massive
drug operation, an integral part of
the business and an important
promotional tool for getting busi-
ness to the clubs.” Prosecutors

presented several former drug
dealers and Gatien employees as
witnesses.

Defense attorney Benjamin
Brafman presented no witnesses,
opting to take aim at the credibil-
ity of the prosecution’s witnesses.
He accused prosecutors of trying
to convict Gatien on fabricated
evidence and the uncorroborated
testimony of several convicted
criminals. He called the govern-
ment’s case “a stupid theory with-
out any support in the record
whatsoever.”

Friends and family applauded
when the verdict was read Febru-
ary 11th and later, Gatien told
reporters, “It took a million-
pound weight off my back and
my family’s.”

The nightclub impresario
still faces separate charges of
tax evasion.

R&B Fest Suffers
Terminal Identity Crisis

THE NEWPORT RHYTHM &
Blues Festival has lost its ma-
jor corperate sponsor, effectively
ending the event.

“Rockport had been with us for
two years and they had a third year
left on their contract,” said pro-
ducer ¢ seorge Wein of Festival Pro-

ductions. “Once the sponsor didn’t

feel the excitement Ilu"\' had
during the first two years, we let
them out of the last year of their
contract. You don’t want an
unhappy sponsor.”

Last year, the festival drew about
8,000 people to the Newport, R.L.,
site during its summer weekend,
which didn’t come close to cover-
ing the cost of the event. Compa-
rable events like the JVC Newport
Jazz Festival and the Ben & Jerry’s
Folk Festival typically draw
around 10,000 people a day. The
1997 R&B Festival boasted a line
up including Patti LaBelle, Aretha
Franklin, Joan Osborne and the
Neville Brothers, but talent wasn’t
the problem, said Wein.

“We suffered from a lack of
identity. What is rhythm & blues?
You've got the old style R&B as
well as contemporary R&B and the
two styles appeal to different audi-
ences, for the most part. We had a

wonderful festival last year but you

El Nifo has apparently taken its toll on the Shoreline Amphitheatre in the
San Francisco Bay Area. The recent wave of heavy storms has turned the
venue into a lake. The area has received so much rain that the first |5 rows of
fixed seats were reportedly under water.

Bob Kelley of Mid-South Concerts has launched a new event, The Mid-South
Music Festival, which will be held April 24-26 in Memphis. Kelley expects to

book 60 acts for his new weekend festival. For the past eight years, Kelley was
a partner in the city’s Beale Street Music Festival before parting ways with

organizers late last year. The 1998 Beale Street Music Festival is scheduled to

run the weekend after Kelley's new festival.

Cellar Door Productions of Virginia renewed its agreement with the City
of Virginia Beach to present its “Beach Events” program. The status of the
contract was temporarily in limbo after Cellar Door fired its former president,
Bill Reid. But after the City Council reviewed its options, it decided to renew
its contract with Cellar Door. The “Beach Events” program has been managed
by Cellar Door for the past three years. This year, the schedule includes the
Beach Music Weekend, the American Music Festival, Blues at the Beach, British
Invasion Weekend and more.

ETM Entertainment Network announced February 10th an agreement to
sell Texas Rangers baseball tickets via electronic kiosks located in Kroger
grocery stores. This expansion of ETM into the Lone Star state came just
weeks after the ticketing company announced a similar deal with the New
York Mets. It also has a similar deal with the Los Angeles Dodgers.

Longtime Colorado promoter Bill Bass shuttered his Small Axe Concerts com-
pany in December to start the new year with a new venture, Bill Bass Con-
certs. The talent buyers who worked for Small Axe, Fred Dewey and John
Scheck, are no longer with Bass.

Michael Sampliner was recently named VP of IMG Arts & Entertainment,
a new division of International Management Group. Sampliner was most re-
cently the managing director of Hoffmann Concerts. In his new post,
Sampliner will report to Stephen Flint Wood and Michael Stoors, the co-chair-
man of the new division. IMG will develop and produce festivals, theatrical
touring, one-off “mega-events” and other entertainment properties.

An early morning fire destroyed scores of record albums and electronic equip-
ment in rapper Q-Tip's Englewood, N.J., home. Only Q-Tip, who is a member
of A Tribe Called Quest, and a roommate were home; they both escaped unin-
jured. The February 7th fire apparently started in the basement-level recording
studio, but the cause remained unknown, according to area firefighters. Q-Tip
said he was working on a new album until about 2 a.m. Saturday before going
to bed. He is unsure if the fire would delay the album’s May release date.

Tommy Smothers will stand trial on charges of sexually abusing two women
while he was their stepfather during the 1970s. Smothers’ lawyer claims the
allegations are frivolous and that one of the women is trying to extort money
from the entertainer. However, the women's attorney says both accusers have
recalled the events and talked with friends about them for years. No trial date
has been set.

Mojo Nixon has been named the unofficial captain of the U.S. Olympic luge
team. Nixon wrote a rock’n’roll anthem for the team called "Arctic Evel
Knievels,” which U.S. luge doubles team member Gordy Sheer said may be the
greatest sports anthem ever written. Sheer and his teammates hooked up with
Nixon in San Diego before the start of the Olympics to record the song. Sheer
played drums and he and his teammates helped sing — and they use that word
loosely — the chorus. “We're chanting ‘U-S-A," then spell out ‘L-U-G-E,”
Sheer said. “Then we do that Ramones chant, ‘Hey, ho, let’s go!’ followed by,
‘Hey, ho, Mojo!™

Lyons Partnership of Dallas, which licenses Barney products, is suing or has
plans to sue at least 700 costume shops and retailers claiming copyright in-
fringement. The retailers allegedly have costumes of a six-foot, purple dinosaur
that looks too much like Barney. Lyons is afraid that Barney’s image will be
tarnished if people see those in costume smoking, drinking and swearing.
Lyons has never licensed adult-sized Barney costumes “because we can't police
what the person does,” a Lyons spokesperson said.

Florida Arena
Lets The Air Out

HE 18-YEAR-OLD STEPHEN C.

O’Connell Center at the Uni-
versity of Florida in Gainesville is
scheduled for a $9.7 million reno-
vation this spring.

The biggest change for the
12,000-seat venue will be the re-
placement of its air-supported
dome with a conventional steel
roof and decking. The arena will
close in May for 12 weeks while
the roof work takes place and
hopes to reopen by mid-August. It
is reportedly the first such air-sup-
ported roof to be replaced by a
conventional roofing system.

The Center’s in-house lighting
and sound systems will also be re-
placed. Plans include constructing
a grid system which will allow
hanging of sound and lighting
equipment over the entire arena
floor. The venue will also get an
additional 300-400 seats by
replacing its first level wooden
bleachers with contoured,
fiberglass benches.

Fine Host
Financial Fiasco

FlNE HosT CORP., OPERATOR
of food concessions for stadi-
ums, arenas and other institutional
customers, said last week that it
amended its financial results for
the past four years.

Fine Host said “accounting ir-
regularities” prompted its decision
to restate its financial results. In
revising its financial results

downward, the concessionaire
wiped out all its earnings during
that time and instead posted
losses, according to a report in The
Wall Street Journal.

Fine Host blamed the revision
on a failure to properly record ex-
penses and a tendency to prema-
turely record profit over nine
months ending September 24,
1997. Fine Host said that despite
the restatement, its operating busi-
ness remains strong. However,
Moody’s Investors Service has
downgraded about $375 million of
Fine Host debt.

Fine Host first disclosed its ac-
counting problems in December
and the company’s stock hasn’t
traded since then. In light of the
recent announcement, the Nasdaq
Stock Market decided to de-list
Fine Host stock. The concession-
aire has indicated it will appeal
that decision.

Fine Host has retained crisis-
management firm Buccino & As-
sociates to oversee the company’s
management. Gerald Buccino told
the Journal that because of “ag-
gressive accounting,” expenses in-
curred in obtaining new
food-service contracts were typi-
cally listed on the company’s bal-
ance sheet as assets to be
depreciated over time. Instead,
they should have appeared as a
current expense against revenue,
he told the paper.

Buccino and Catherine James,
the company’s executive vice
president and CFO, said the com-
pany “had no position” on whether
the past accounting irregularities
may have included fraudulent ac-
tivity. But the Journal article
pointed out that on December
15th, outside directors ousted Fine
Host Chairman/CEO Richard
Kerley and Senior VP/Treasurer
Nelson Barber.

Both Pickner and fellow inspec-
tor Michael Kawagishi testified
Brown and Houston were drunk
upon leaving the bar.

The bar was also fined for not
allowing Kawagishi to collect evi-
dence.

CAK Attacks
Intellectual Property

HARLES KopPELMAN’s CAK

Entertainment and Pruden-
tial Securities have formed a new
company which plans to make
loans to musicians and other art-
ists backed by income from future
sales of their works. Prudential
will get a minority stake in the
closely-held company, CAK Uni-
versal Credit Corp.

CAK UCC will be headed by
Koppelman, the former chairman
of EMI Capital Music Group.

The securities unit of Pruden-
tial Insurance Co. of America is
providing as much as $200 million
in financing to the new company.
Koppelman has reportedly
received applications for at
least $150 million of loans by
unnamed artists.

After the loans are made to the
owners of intellectual property,
CAK UCC will group them to-
gether and sell them as asset-
backed securities.

CAK UCC will provide loans
secured by income from intellec-
tual property such as copyrighted
music, computer software, books,
movies and patents. The company
plans to manage $1 billion in fi-
nancing in its first year.

Securitization, the sale of secu-
rities backed by future revenue,
such as loan repayments, is a hot
business on Wall Street. However,
entertainment securitization is a
relatively new phenomenon. Thus
far, Nomura Securities Co. of
Japan has been the only player in
the game.

David Bowie got the ball rolling
last year when he raised $55 mil-
lion in the sale of bonds backed by
royalties from his first 25 albums.

While there is public interest in
the subject of entertainment
bonds, investor demand is more
difficult to gauge, according to The
Wall Street Journal; Prudential In-
surance Co. bought up the entire
offering of Bowie bonds and they
have never traded publicly.

It’s Still A G Thing
For Warren & Garth

EVEN THOUGH THE JUDGE WAS
not particularly impressed
with the evidence, Warren G’s
trademark infringement lawsuit
against Garth Brooks has been al-
lowed to proceed.

Obituaries

Carl Wilson, 51, died from complications of lung cancer February 6th in Los
Angeles. The Beach Boys lead guitarist was diagnosed with both lung and brain
cancer last year and had been going through treatment. Despite his illness,
Wilson continued touring and participated in the band's entire 1997 summer
tour. Wilson and his brothers Brian and Dennis founded the seminal surf band
in 1961 with their cousin Mike Love. Other than leaving briefly in the early '80s
to work on solo projects, Wilson was a mainstay of the Beach Boys and helped
hold the group together through its many trying times.

EuroPop musician Falco, 40, died February 6th after his car collided with a bus
in the Dominican Republic. Falco, whose original name was Johann Holzel, was
vacationing at a popular tourist resort in Puerto Plata. The Austrian-born per-
former was a classical music child prodigy who later turned to pop music. His
synth-based hits included “Rock Me Amadeus” and “Der Kommissar.”

Slaughter guitarist Tim Kelly, 34, died February 5th when a tractor trailer
crossed the center line and collided with his car on Highway 96 in a remote
part of northwest Arizona. The accident occurred at 6:30 p.m. near Bagdad, a
small community west of Prescott. Kelly was airlifted to a local hospital where
he succumbed to massive head injuries. Slaughter is not due to perform again
until mid-May when it joins the Rock Never Stops tour. The band is reportedly
leaning toward regrouping and continuing on.

Steel guitarist and composer Nick Webb, 43, died in London February 5th of
pancreatic cancer. Webb co-founded the acclaimed jazz-influenced group
Acoustic Alchemy with Greg Carmichael in 1987. The band was twice nomi-
nated for a Grammy award and Webb was working on the group’s |0th album,
Positive Thinking, at the time of his death. Webb was diagnosed with cancer a
year ago but continued to write and perform. Positive Thinking is scheduled for
release in May.

Blues singer Paulette Davis, 46, died January 3 |st when the car she was driv-
ing plowed head-on into a semitrailer truck around 2 a.m. Davis was driving
the wrong way in a freeway tunnel in Portland, Ore., when she collided with
the truck. Her 33-year-old sister was hospitalized with multiple fractures fol-
lowing the accident.

Washington Revives
Prurient Music Bill

WASHINGTON STATE 1S AGAIN
considering passing a bill
that would make it illegal to sell
material that is deemed obscene
to minors.

The bill would make it a misde-
meanor to provide minors with
sound recordings, books, films or
live performances “that the aver-
age adult person, applying con-
temporary community standards,
would find, when considered as a
whole, appeals to the prurient in-
terest of minors.” The punishment
could be up to a year in jail and a
$5,000 fine for merchants that vio-
late the proposed bill.

The Republican-backed pro-
posal passed the House Law and
Justice Committee February 5th
over the protest of minority
Democrats. The liberals charge
that the bill is an assault on First

Premier Buys Six Flags

TIME WARNER INC. 1§
unloading its interest in Six
Flags theme parks. Premier Parks
Inc. is buying Six Flags for ap-
proximately $1.9 billion from co-
owners Time Warner and Boston
Ventures.

For Time Warner, which owns
49 percent of the parks, the deal
will help pay off some of its
$16.9 billion in debt and allow the
company to focus on its main

entertainment, publishing and
cable businesses.

Premier will also acquire the
rights to use Time Warner cartoon
characters from “Looney Tunes”
(including Bugs Bunny and Daffy
Duck) and DC Comics (including
Superman and Batman).

“Today’s transaction advances
our stated commitment to
strengthen our balance sheet
through the sale of non-core as-
sets,” Time Warner Chairman
Gerald Levin said in a statement.
He stressed that the licensing
agreement means Warner Bros.
characters will be exposed to ap-
proximately 40 million people a
year at Premier’s parks.

The agreement will make Pre-
mier the second largest park op-
erator behind Walt Disney Co.,
with 25 parks in 14 states.

United Kingdom: FoLLowING
much rumour and speculation about
the future of his promotions depart-
ment, Harvey Goldsmith has an-
nounced a restructuring within the
concert division at HGE.

A new events division, to be man-
aged by Jeanne White, will handle
the production and marketing of
shows such as “Lord of The Dance,’
“Cirque du Soleil” and “Aida.”

In the promotions department,
Jill Stephens, Omri Friedland and
Liam Devine will handle operations
and development of new touring
acts. Devine will continue to develop
the dance focus, having recently co-
promoted the New Year’s Eve Essen-
tial event at Alexandra Palace.

The technical production depart-
ment and tour management will be
handled by Steven Allen and Daniel
Scott. Dennis Arnold will continue
to work with the company on a
freelance basis.

The changes follow the departure
of old hands Pete Wilson and
Martyn Stanger, who have left to
pursue other interests. Goldsmith
commented, “Whilst I am sorry that
Peter and Martyn are leaving the
company, we are now structured to
face the changes through the millen-
nium with a vibrant team of young
and experienced promoters. The
business has changed dramatically
and we will continue to develop big
productions as well as co-producing
our own shows. In addition, we will
be extensively promoting our
programme for new acts.”

Current projects include taking
“Lord of the Dance” to Europe,
bringing “Cirque du Soleil” back to
the Royal Albert Hall next January,
“Aida” at Earls Court, plus upcoming
tours by Chris Rea, Paul Carrack,
New Model Army and Neil Sedaka.

Two open air shows are also being
planned for this summer and the an-
nual Smash Hits show has secured a
new three-year contract with the
BBC. The changes at Goldsmith’s
have been the subject of much
rumour-mongering for several
months now and this announcement

confirms widespread speculation
about the departure of Stanger and
Wilson who have been with the com-
pany for many years.

Sources have said that the depar-
tures come as a result of an ongoing
cashflow struggle. Although the con-
cert division continues to be success-
ful, two years ago, HGE’s parent
company, Allied Entertainments, lost
over £5 million on the failed movie
“Lawnmower Man I1.”

* THE MEAN FIDDLER

Organisation has secured its place on
the dance calendar this year with the
license having been granted for
Creamfields on May 2-3. The co-
promotion with the Cream club
organisers will take place at a new
open air site at The Bowl on Matterly
Estate near Winchester.

It will be a 40,000 capacity event,
running from 1 p.m. to 6 a.m., fea-
turing nine performance spaces.

The line-up is due to be announced
in the next few weeks and the race is
on to see how this new festival will
compare to Tribal Gathering, its
more established counterpart, which
was previously co-promoted with
the MFO.

+ THERE HAVE BEEN SOME
significant changes to the Wembley
team this week with the surprise de-
parture of Paul Streeter. The posi-
tion of arena director has now been
“rationalised” and stadium director
Paul Sergeant will now handle the
running of both Wembley venues.

Sergeant said, “Since the profile of
arena events has continued to closely
mirror activity at the stadium, it was
evident that we could no longer jus-
tify having a separate director re-
sponsible for the business unit.... the
similarities of the arena and stadium
will enable the two divisions to work
closer together.”

Upcoming shows at the arena in-
clude Spice Girls, Backstreet Boys,
Janet Jackson and a further run of
“Lord of the Dance.” Michael
Flatley’s show is set to break the per-
formance record at the arena, previ-
ously held by Cliff Richard, with a
total of 21 “Lord of the Dance” shows
onsale.
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* AT THE BRIT AWARDS, THE
bands of the moment were The
Verve, who won best group, album
and producer (with Youth and Chris
Potter), and All Saints who scooped
prizes for best video and single
(“Never Ever”).

Special awards went to The Spice
Girls (a consolation prize perhaps?)
and to Fleetwood Mac. Best British
male solo artist went to Finley Quaye
while Shola Ama took best British
female, and Jon Bon Jovi and Bjork
were awarded the international
counterparts.

In the performance stakes, the
Robbie Williams-Tom Jones duet
was the star attraction of the night,
with their medley of “Full Monty”
tunes. However, they were very
nearly upstaged by Chumbawumba
who set themselves up for the
unofficial scandal-of-the-show
award. Those tubthumping pseudo-
revolutionaries — who are signed to
a rather major label and performed
at the Brits (the Verve made their
statement with a charity perfor-
mance for the homeless) — adopted
some bargain basement anarchist
tactics by throwing a bucket of iced
water over Deputy Prime Minister
John Prescott.

Sources say the band’s next radi-
cal attack on the government will
involve putting a whoopee cushion
under the Prime Minister’s chair at
question time.

The band has
kept busy on the North American
Abba revival trail since the success of
the movie “Muriel’s Wedding.” The
Australian band is based in the UK
where European representation is
handled by Paul Franklin at Primary
Talent.

* Ex-EAST 17 SINGER BRIAN
Harvey was fined £1,000 after being
found guilty of attacking a paparazzi
photographer last year. Harvey was
also ordered to pay prosecution
costs of £2,825. The attack occurred
outside a nightclub during a period
when Harvey was in and out of the
tabloids due to being sacked from
the band after his remarks about
drug-taking.

Germany: THE OBERHAUSEN
Arena reports excellent sales for
“Lord of the Dance” which comes to
Germany next month. The two
shows have virtually sold out and
arena spokesperson Anke Berends
said that there has been a huge de-
mand. The national promoter for
“Riverdance” in Germany is Marek
Lieberberg and the local promoter at
Oberhausen is Concertburo
Schoneberg.

The arena is now well into its sec-
ond year of operation and has estab-
lished itself as a firm fixture on the
European tour circuit. The mainstay
business is entertainment and family
shows, with last year’s run of “Disney
on Ice” having been the highest gross
for any Disney show in the region.
Disney is back again this month with
a new production, which is expected
to beat last year's ticket sales.

Berends says that a pattern of re-
turning shows is beginning to
emerge with other second visits
coming up from the WWF and the
“Worldstars on Ice”

Belgium: ProMOTER HERMAN
Schueremans has confessed to
POLLSTAR that he has seen the
light. But Schueremans is not
about to give up on the capitalist
music industry and move into a
monastery — he had an epiphany
about festival bills.

As the festival booking season
opened last autumn with an undeni-
able shortage of major acts available
for the headline slots (yet again),
Schueremans, like many other festi-
val promoters, was a worried man.
However, as he is on the verge of
finalising the bill for this summer’s
Tourhout Werchter weekend, he is
relaxed and excited about what is on
offer. Schueremans has embraced the
philosophy “if you can’t change the
market, change your attitude
toit”

“When you are confronted with a
situation where no major headliners
are available, you have to start being
creative again,” Schueremans told
POLLSTAR. He decided to shift the
focus away from the big, established
names and really gear the bill to a
younger, alternative audience. “Then,
booking the festival becomes a big-
ger challenge to do something differ-
ent and you find you are back to the
days when you really have to create
something instead of being just an-




other local partner in the chain of
yet another world tour.

“A festival is like your baby —
something that you really care about.
And you have to recognise who your
market is. Festivals take on more and
more acts until they become a
Disneyland of rock ‘n’ roll and you
see so many things over a weekend
that nothing makes an impact. And
acts playing those festivals don’t nec-
essarily sell records. Festivals can
help to break acts, but we need to
make a better selection, not just an-
other ‘best-of” compilation.”

So, we wait with bated breath for
the announcement of the TW line-
up in a few weeks time.

Denmark: ET PROMOTION HAS
teamed up with Jarre & Fjellman in
Norway to extend the Hyperstate
Festival to Denmark this year. The
spring dance event will take place on
the weekend of May 1-2, with the bill
transferring from the Oslo Spektrum
to the Forum in Copenhagen over
the two days.

Hyperstate has been growing
steadily since it was started four
years ago and this expansion makes
good touring sense as it gives bands
two consecutive dates in
Scandinavia.

Estonia: THe ROLLING STONES
will be the second major interna-
tional act to perform a headlining
open air concert in Talinn. Last year,
Michael Jackson sold out the 70,000-
capacity song festival ground, and
this summer, the “Bridges To
Babylon” tour will move into the
same site for a concert on August 8.
The show is being promoted by ET
promotions with local partners in
Talinn, the IS Music Group.

Sweden: A CORRECTION TO
clarify the relationship between
Luger and EMA Telstar and
Moondog is in order: the company
is 51 percent owned by Patrick
Fredriksson, Ola Broquist and Mor-
gan Johansson and 49 percent by
EMA Telstar.

Moondog is 50 percent owned by
Fredriksson, Ola Broquist and Mor-
gan Johansson, 25 percent by EMA
Telstar and 25 percent by Startracks.
Upcoming Luger tours include

Company Flow Urusei Yatsura, Lily’s,
Tortoise, Penthouse and Mogwai.

Bulgaria: IN ADDITION TO THE
European Union anti-piracy lobby,
the Bulgarian government is coming
under pressure from the US to clean
up its piracy problem. Estimates say
that the American music business
lost $179 million in 1996 due to pi-
rate CDs from Bulgaria alone.

“Unless we take on the problem
now with incredible vigour, it will be
a disaster,” said Eric Smith of the In-
ternational Intellectual Property As-
sociation in Washington, a major
copyright industry lobbying group.

“Bulgaria is the biggest problem
that the copyright industries have
right now in western and eastern Eu-
rope.” As a result of the association’s
campaign, the US administration
has announced tighter surveillance
of the situation, which could lead
to sanctions.

The office of US Trade Represen-
tative Charlene Barshefsky stated
that Bulgaria “has failed to take ef-
fective enforcement actions to ad-
dress a rampant piracy problem. The
US is seriously concerned that Bul-
garia has become the largest source
of pirate CD production in Europe.
The minimal costs of producing one
CD is approximately 18 cents and
companies who have explored the
avenues of legal production have
found the official licensing costs
prohibitive.”

However, a spokesman from the
Bulgarian ministry of Culture said:
“We cannot agree... that Bulgaria is
one of the major infringers in pro-
ducing pirate CDs.” The government
is caught between two stools — if
the CD plants are shut down, jobs
will be lost, but if they don’t take
action, the West won't invest in
the country.

Spain: EUROPOP HITMAKERS Los
Del Rio have come under fire from
faded baggy band The Farm who
have accused the Spanish duo of
copyright infringement. It might be
hard to imagine any similarity at all
between the sound of these two
bands, but apparently, the point of
contention is an unauthorised
sample of the Terry Farley remix of
“Higher and Higher” from The
Farm’s Spartacus album of 1991.

“It’s the screamy bit at the end of
the chorus,” said a source at Produce,
The Farm’s record label. Produce has
initiated legal action and the writ
served by solicitors Harbottle and
Lewis demands the destruction of all
undistributed copies of “Macarena.”
The writ also claims some tens of
thousands of pounds in damages on
behalf of The Farm from BMG, the
UK distributors of Los Del Rio.

However, the band should not be
confused with Los Del Mar, who also
had a hit with the “Macarena” and
are not affected by the suit. Lawrence
Abramson of Harbottle and Lewis
said, “It is now for BMG to put in a
defence and the matter goes to trial.
They have to show how they came to
record this sound.”

Asia and Elton John do not
seem to be having much luck in get-
ting together. Earlier, the singer an-
nounced the cancellation of the
Singapore and Malaysian legs of his
current tour with Billy Joel although
he still held out the possibility of a
solo performance in Hong Kong in
April, after his Australian dates.
Now, Hong Kong has also fallen
victim to what organisers have called
“scheduling conflicts” and officially
cancelled the singer’s proposed
April 5 performance. The concert
organisers, however, may still try
to work out another date later in
the year but nothing is confirmed at
the moment.

* MTV NETWORKS AsIA IS
apparently launching new efforts to
tackle the Asian market with a new
beefed-up regional team. Harry Hui,
formerly vice president of Warner
Chappell Music (Asia), has joined
MTYV Mandarin as senior vice presi-
dent, GM; Rose Tsou was appointed
vice president, GM MTV Taiwan.
Former General Manager (Creative)
of MTV India Sunil Lulla was also
promoted to vice president, GM
MTV India.
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Whether or not this means that
MTYV Asia will renew efforts to get a
24-hour channel in Hong Kong to
challenge its rival station Channel
(V) remains to be seen. At the mo-
ment, the music channel is showing
several programs over local station
ATV only during weekends.

PauL EWING, FORMER VICE
president of Warner Music (Asia-
Pacific), has finally got his new re-
cording label, Wings, off the ground
after two years. The label went into
operation this month with the re-
lease of albums by two new groups,
Thumb and Cry.

At the moment, Wings intends to
first release the three-man Thumb’s
Wrong Way Home in Australia but
will release Cry — a four-man teen-
age pop rock band — in Hong Kong.

* BeuyinG TV, BEljiNG Music
Radio and Beijing Entertainment
Radio have produced a new
50-part television series called
“Tonight’s Starlight” for which it
is seeking buyers.

The series will feature interviews
with specific artists and a review of
the person’s hits. So far, veteran sing-
ers such as Liu Huan, Wei Wei, Na
Ying, Cheng Fangyuan and Cai
Guoqing have been featured.

As part of the package, Beijing
Music Radio will also be airing a se-
ries of radio programs to correspond
with the series. The whole series —
sponsored by Sanming Group — is
expected to be finished early this
year.

* GUANGDONG PROVINCE IN CHINA
has taken steps to legalise its intellec-
tual property market by setting up
the Guangdong Audio and Video
Emporium at the end of last year.
The wholesale market is the first

of four centres which the central
government has planned as part

of its efforts to battle copyright
infringement.

The other three will be set up in
Beijing, Shanghai and Wuhan. At
present, the Guangdong market has
attracted 134 wholesalers, 172 com-
panies and 38 publishers who are
providing more than 17,000 titles on
VCD, DVD, CD, LD, video tape and
cassette tape. &

» Online music stores are still losing
millions of dollars despite becoming one of the
major retail elements of the Net. Sales are in-
creasing rapidly, but so are the marketing ex-
penses associated with trying to become one of
the companies which will survive the inevitable
shakeout among Web sites.

An article titled “Have Some Online Music
Retailers Sold Their Souls To The Devil?” includes
interesting details of the highly competitive
online sales biz. The article, published by Cowles/
Simba Information’s Multimedia Entertainment
& lechnology (METR) newsletter (www.simbanet
.com), states that revenue for the top five online
music stores “jumped 141.9 percent from $21.5
million in 1996 to $52 million in 1997.”

According to METR, the cyber competition
has forced many of the top online retailers to
pump their capital into high-priced strategic
alliances, taking the funds raised through IPOs
and spending them on “content providers and
search engines for exposure in online malls and
shopping areas.”

(Dnow (lwww.cdnow.com) will pay Yahoo
(www.yahoo.com) minimum fees of $3.9 million
for exclusive banner and keyword placement on
music-related pages within the Yahoo metro
sites. (Dnow also signed a two-year $4.5 million
agreement with Excite (www.excite.com). In
return, (Dnow becomes the designated online
musi retailer within Excite’s WebCrawler
search engine.

Not to be outdone, N2K has inked a two-
year, $18 million contract with AOL. In return for
all that loot, N2K becomes the exclusive online
music retaifer within AOL's Music Channel, plus it
gets permanent banner placement and a link on
AOLs Shopping Channel. N2K also shelied out
13.8 million for a co-branded site with Excite.
The company also has two $4 million deals with
Netscape, including a licensing agreement that
will bundle that company’s browser software
with N2K products.

All of the above ventures are being financed
with money raised through IPOs. At this point,
everyone is fighting for market share and brand
recognition, hoping the profits will come before
the venture capital runs out.

(www.ascap.com) has introduced the
ASCAP RateCalc. All you have to do is
g0 to the ASCAP Web site, answer a few
questions about your site and presto! Not
only does the ASCAP Rate(alc calculate the
licensing fee for your site, but it also pro-
duces a PDF (portable document format)
document of a fully filed-out licensing
agreement to be signed and mailed to
ASCAP. The hardest part, of course, is writing
the check to pay for the music license.

song and you'll probably get a blank stare
in response. But ask someone to name their
favorite Motown song and they'll probably
have a hard time narrowing it down to just
one. Hard to believe, but Motown hits the
big 4-0 this year and the label is celebrating
in all mediums, including the Net.

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CREED

n today’s world of prepackaged authenticity and corporate

rock disguised as indie rebellion, Creed is an anomaly.

This Tallahassee, Fla., quartet’s success is not a product of

a businessman’s finagling; it’s the result of a real grassroots

phenomenon.

Lead vocalist Scott Stapp and
bandmates Brian Marshall (bass),
Scott Phillips (drums) and Mark
Tremonti (guitar, vocals) have
been in charge of their own des-
tiny since they formed Creed in
1995. The band recorded its debut
record, My Own Prison, for less
than $6,000 in the home studio of
producer John Kurzweg.

During the recording, the
members of Creed met the man
who would become their manager,
Jeff Hanson. Hanson heard some
of the tracks the band was putting
down and immediately recognized
that Creed needed representation.

At the time, the band had been
performing locally and developed
quite a following. The band was
booking all of its own shows and
having a great time performing for
ever-increasing audiences. But
when Hanson said he'd prove that
he was serious by getting Creed
added to the playlist on the local
radio station, the band agreed to give the relationship a shot.
Two weeks later, the band’s music was in heavy rotation on
that Tallahassee station.

Hanson helped the band land its record deal with Wind-
up Entertainment, which is distributed by BMG. The label
released My Own Prison in 1997 and today, the band is rap-
idly breaking on a national level.

“This is exactly how fast we always imagined and
dreamed that it would happen for us,” he said. “We were real
naive. We didn’t know that this doesn’t happen to everyone
who gets a record deal.

“We thought that once you got a record deal and got on
the radio, that you had sold-out shows every night and your
life changed dramatically, and you played five, six nights a
week and you traveled all over the United States.”

Creed eventually crossed paths with enough of its peers
to realize that success in selling out clubs and theatres
doesn’t come that fast for many acts. “So that kind of puts it
in perspective and it helps us appreciate more of what’s go-
ing on,” Stapp said.

gHOTSTAR

Developing a fan base by touring locally is a strategy
that Creed plans to carry forward now that it is a national
touring act. “We started out playing smaller rooms and we're
progressively leading up to bigger rooms,” Stapp said. “We're
trying to do the same thing on a national level that we did in
our hometown and it seems to be working out pretty good.”

The relentless touring is helping the band members
become better musicians, Stapp said, but it also is taking
an unexpected toll on the singer’s body. “You really have to
stay healthy,” he said. “A lot of people think that our lifestyles
are one party to another — every night drinkin’..... But |
think I'm living healthier now than I've ever had to live in
my entire life..... I can’t afford to get sick. If I get sick, the
tour stops.”

In an attempt to say healthy, Creed makes sure its con-
tract riders always include a lot of veggies and fruit juices.
Helping the band get its vitamins — and its great gigs — is
Ken Fermaglich at Artists & Audience Entertainment. Stapp
said Fermaglich has blended well with the band’s existing
business team of family and close friends. “We were talking
to ICM and they wanted to work with us,” Stapp said.
“[Signing with] Artists & Audience was just another way we
stayed true to how all the decisions were made in this band
— staying away from big corporate entities.”

Stapp said the band told Fermaglich early on that it
wanted to remain in small buildings when it first went into a
market, despite the potential to sell out venues twice that
size. Fermaglich is helping the band achieve its goal. For ex-
ample, Creed insists on playing two nights in a 1,000-seat
venue if it has never been to that market before, rather than
jump up to a bigger building just for the bucks.

“I think it’s important that the first time you see a band
that you're in love with, you can see the sweat dripping off
my face and the spit coming out of my mouth. You can reach
and almost touch our
feet,” Stapp said.“And I
want to be able to see

would love to eventually
sell out arenas, but it is
not necessary. “We said
from the beginning, and
all of us kind of agreed,
that if [ could make
enough money to pay my house payment and my car pay-
ment and play music for the rest of my life, then that’s all I
need to make,” he said.

“Sure, we all want to improve ourselves and do better,
but you've got to remember why you're doing this. This is a
lot better than shuckin’ oysters and that’s what.I was doing
seven months ago.” &
