We
have spoken before about the di-
minishing boundary between
sports and entertainment, and we
expect to be both drivers and ben-
eficiaries of this rapidly evolving
process as we link the tremendous
power of these two enterprises.”

Last week, The New York Times
ran a feature that explored the
transformation of the live enter-
tainment industry since SFX got in
the game. The Times spoke to
anonymous industry insiders,
many of whom were critical of
SEX. In fact, the Times said many
still fear that the old ways of doing
business with booking agents and
independent promoters will be
eliminated and that SFX’s unprec-
edented national reach will give it
extraordinary leverage in an al-
ready hard-edged business. Those
concerns have sparked a kind of
civil war in the concert industry,
according to the paper.

As an example of the “civil war,”
the Times reported on a recent
conflict involving a Shania Twain
date. The paper said four un-
named people at different compa-
nies working on her tour said the
following events unfolded: SFX-
owned Delsener/Slater Enterprises

tried to coax Twain’s reps into
booking an August 17th date at the
SFX-owned Meadows Music The-
ater in Hartford, Conn., rather
than the Pepsi Arena in Albany,
N.Y. When that effort failed and
the Pepsi Arena got the show,
Delsener/Slater asked for a piece of
the Albany date. In the process,
Delsener/Slater reportedly threat-
ened to divert all future SFX-
owned tours away from the Albany
arena if it could not share in the
Twain concert revenue. In the end,
SFX was not given a piece of the
show and does not appear to have
carried through on the reported
threats.

Several people involved in the
negotiations told the paper Twain’s
manager, Jon Landau, stood by the
decision to play the indoor arena.

A spokesperson for Delsener/
Slater denied using such threats.
SFX chief Robert EX. Sillerman
said he was unaware of the

He joined Mercury last year as VP of international marketing. Prior to that, he
ran DE-EL Entertainment, where he managed acts including Gregg Allman, Jeff

Buckley and Katell Keineg.

“It would not surprise me if that
kind of stuff still goes on, but that’s
not my approach.”

The Times piece also looked at
SEX’s financial situation in light of
its billion-dollar acquisitions. It
said Sillerman has amassed $606
million in debt and has yet to turn
a net profit. Sillerman said the
company would soon reverse its
losses and that the bulk of future
profits would not come from tick-
ets but from advertisers. He said
early indications are that the com-
pany has underestimated profits.
“In the third quarter, we'll be able
to announce not a belief, but
tangible proof that this works.”

In a recent report on SFX,
investment analysts at Goldman
Sachs & Company estimated that

SFX’s revenues from sponsorship
and advertising alone would
increase 50 percent, to $60 million
next year.

However, Jay Coleman, founder
and chief executive of Entertain-
ment Marketing Company Inter-
national, said attracting national
advertisers may not be easy to ac-
complish. “What they are attempt-
ing to do in the agglomeration of
assets is to have one-stop shop-
ping,’ Coleman told the Times.“On
the surface, that makes sense. In
practice, it’s not an easy task. First
of all, there are a very limited
number of advertisers who will do
music. And only a tiny handful of
tours are of interest to corporate
advertisers. It’s an interesting mar-
keting idea but very difficult.”

Sillerman said his acquisition
of FAME, which represents

high-profile athletes, could help
him with that problem. David
Falk, founder and chairman of
FAME, told the Times that compa-
nies wanting to sponsor his ath-
letes could be urged to sponsor
concerts as well. He said the con-
solidation of SFX and FAME pro-
vides more “cachet and more
muscle in the market.”

He added, “You have to be judi-
cious about how you use the
muscle. You don’t want to be
heavy-handed.”

But apparently, people are still
concerned about SFX’s muscle.
Two industry competitors who re-
main wary of the size and power
of the company told the Times
they had been informally inter-
viewed by a Justice Department
lawyer about SFX’s effect on the
industry. The department would
not confirm an inquiry.
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Sillerman reportedly scoffed at
the suggestion that the company
has violated any antitrust laws and
said he had heard nothing about
government activity.

And some Wall Street analysts
continue to suggest Sillerman is
more concerned with positioning
the conglomerate he is building
for a sell-off rather than in becom-
ing a long-term player in the con-
cert business. “Do leopards change
their spots? No,” said Harry J. De
Mott 3rd, an analyst at Credit
Suisse First Boston who has fol-
lowed Sillerman’s companies over
the years. “It’s a time in the eco-
nomic cycle when people are feel-
ing good and they’re willing to
spend more money on live enter-
tainment. Bob is taking advantage
of that, and [ expect that when he
produces something of great value,
he could well sell it.”

Post-Concert Stabbings

HREE MEN WERE STABBED

during a parking lot fight
while leaving a Van Halen concert
at Cincinnati’s Riverbend Music
Center July 22nd. Hundreds
of concert-goers were reportedly
nearby but unaware of the
altercation.

The victims were taken to Uni-
versity Hospital. As of last week,
one was in critical condition, one
in serious condition, and one was
listed in good condition.

At press time, the suspects re-
mained at large. Police were
searching for two men who fled
the scene in a black sports utility
vehicle.

The confrontation occurred in
the nearby parking lot of River
Downs, according to the Cincin-
nati Enquirer. It was not clear who
started the fight or why.

Officials reportedly said the
assaults were the worst in
Riverbend’s 15 years of operation.

“As far back as anybody can go
in the records, there has never
been anything like this,” Riverbend
GM Mike Smith told the Enquirer.

The venue reported no prob-
lems inside the concert, where
about 7,000 people turned out,
Smith said. He said stringent
searches are conducted at the
venue’s entrance to screen for
weapons and alcohol, among other
things.

Apparently, the stabbings didn’t
affect attendance the next day
when Riverbend hosted the
H.O.R.D.E. Festival.

In a maneuver dubbed Opera-
tion NightCAP (Nighttime Con-
centrated Alcohol Patrols),
Minnesota cops made 200 arrests
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at the Wisconsin border the week-

Somerset, Wis. An estimated
40,000 fans, many of them trom
the Minneapolis arca, attended the
48-band festival at Float Rite Park
Amphitheatre July 18th.

Most of the arrests were for
possessing open bottles of liquor
or beer in cars, possession of
marijuana or drunken driving.
The State Patrol also reported
several felony drug arrests for
possession of methamphetamine
and hallucinogenic mushrooms.

According to a statement, the new dates for the August 14th through Septem-
ber 7th shows should be announced shortly and will take place before the end
of the year. The remaining tour dates are unaffected. Kramer sustained minor
burns to his left arm and leg (see pictures on page 20} while refueling his
Ferrari at a Massachusetts gas station.

Iron Maiden has canceled gigs in California and Colorado due to “throat
problems” suffered by frontman Blaze Bayley. Two of the canceled shows, Los
Angeles July 16th and San Diego July 18th, have been rescheduled for August
2nd and 4th, respectively. There are no plans to reschedule the canceled San
Francisco (July 19th) and Denver (July 21st) shows. Apparently, the vocalist had
an allergic reaction to dust following concerts in Phoenix and Las Vegas.

Magicworks Entertainment has entered into an agreement with Chip Davis
of Mannheim Steamroller to co-produce the national tour and television spe-
cial of Mannheim Steamroller’s Christmas Angel, a holiday fantasy tale on
ice. The |5-city tour will kick off in Boston December |0th. The all-star figure
skating cast includes Olympic medalists Dorothy Hamill and Elvis Stojko.

After three months of violin lessons, Madonna has decided not to play the
lead in “50 Violins,” a movie about an inner-city music teacher who taught kids
in East Harlem. Film director Wes Craven said the problem was “genuine
mutual creative differences.”

Marilyn Manson guitarist Zim Zum announced last week that he's leaving
the band effective immediately. The guitarist has decided to pursue a solo
career as a producer and recording artist. He said while recording the band’s
new album, Mechanical Animals, a lot of doors opened for him. “I looked
through them and liked what | saw — so | felt it was better for me to pursue
that vision,” he said.

The city of Chicago has dropped charges against R. Kelly, which accused him
of playing his car stereo too loud. The Grammy winner was cited April 6th for
violating the city’s noise ordinance. Then police arrested him for refusing to
cooperate with officers who asked him to turn the stereo down. Charges of
disorderly conduct and failure to produce a valid driver's license were dropped
in May.

Alabama will hit the cable waves in October, performing a pay-per-view
“docu-concert” that features all 41 of the band’s No. | hits. Produced by
Avalon Entertainment Group, the nearly four-hour “Alabama: For The Record”
will air live from the Las Vegas Hilton October |0th.

The 81-year-old soul
music pioneer was admitted to the hospital two weeks ago after suffering
chest pains. He underwent six hours of surgery on July |7th. Thomas was
expected to go home from the hospital late last week and the prognosis for his
recovery is said to be good.

Ogden Entertainment has been selected to manage and operate the
Rochester War Memorial arena. The venue is undergoing extensive renova-
tions — $41 million worth — and is scheduled to be completed in September.
The reconstruction will see the seating capacity expanded from 9,500 to
14,000 with 25 luxury suites added. The venue’s current executive director,
Jeff Calkins, has been asked to stay on and join the Ogden team.

Stevie Nicks got a restraining order against a mental patient who believes
that the singer “possesses a spiritual healing power that will enable him to get
along with others and find a woman to marry.” A judge issued the order July
21st against Ronald Anacelteo one week after he was released from a Colo-
rado mental hospital. Nicks' fawyer sought the order after a psychiatric hospi-
tal notified him of the impending release of Anacelteo, who was being treated
for schizophrenia. The order bars him from all concerts, venues and studios
where Nicks may be working as well as her Los Angeles-area home.

And just last week, MEG
reached an agreement with the
Buffalo Bills to do a 10-concert se-
ries at the team’s stadium. “We’re
the exclusive concert promoter for
the Buffalo Bills,” said MEG man-
aging director and veteran Buf-
falo-area talent buyer Connie
Campanaro. She has about 20
other events in the hopper for
MEG, as well.

“We believe that event market-
ing is one of the fastest growing
advertising mediums,” Campanaro
told POLLSTAR. “[Corporations
are] getting into the business on
their own because they need
events that satisfy their needs. And
what we’re going to try to do is
have events that satisfy the needs
of advertising clients. So we’re
brokering property.”

While MEG plans to have its
hands full with events, Campanaro
said it is not the company’s inten-
tion to compete against the big
promoters in the market. In fact,
Metropolitan Entertainment
Group and SFX-owned Delsener/
Slater Enterprises are two of
Mercury’s best advertising clients.

“These concert promoters
are really good clients of the
parent company and so we’re very
sensitive to that,” Campanaro said.

Campanaro pointed out that
two of Mercury’s four radio sta-
tions, WEDG in Buffalo and CKEY
in Canada, play breaking artists
and therefore, often serve the ad-
vertising needs of Metropolitan
and Delsener/Slater.

“Across the board, the mother
company enjoys an excellent rela-
tionship with [the promoters],”
Campanaro said. “We do not ex-
pect that to change in any way,
shape or form. In fact, they might
enter into an agreement with us
from time to time in areas where
they might see it benefits them.”

Over the years, Campanaro has
promoted everything from “opera
to thrash” via her B-Sharp Promo-
tions. She recently served as VP of
Shea’s Performing Arts Center in
Buffalo and before that, was direc-

EMI Corp News

WHEN EMI HELD ITS ANNUAL
meeting in London July
17th, shareholders focused on two
things: former chief Jim Fifield’s
exit package and merger specula-
tion involving News Corp.

Shareholders criticized EMI
Chair Sir Colin Southgate for
paying “Lucky Jim” such a
large amount, totaling around
$23 million.

Southgate attempted to pacify
shareholders’ concerns, saying
EMI negotiated a lesser payout
than what should have been
due under terms of Fifield’s
contract. He also said the amount
was in line with the pay rate in
the industry.

However, that did not satisfy
most.

According to Reuters, one
heated shareholder said to
Southgate, “It seems to me that
heads, Mr. Fifield wins, and tails,
the shareholders lose, in every
case.” The audience replied with
applause.

Fifield quit his position as EMI
Music chief in April when he failed
to become CEO.

When it came to the merger,
Southgate remained firm that EMI
would remain independent,
downplaying any rumors. Many
observers view News Corp’s plan
to spin off 20 percent of its Fox as-
sets in the U.S. as a way to fund a
buyout of something big, and
speculation is that Rupert
Murdoch has his sights set on
EMLI. “I know nothing about it. We
haven’t had an approach. It’s purely
rubbish,” he told Reuters.

Harvey Goldsmith’s promoting
powerhouse continue to evolve with
the announcement that Raymond
Gubbay will join the Tring / Harvey
Goldsmith Entertainments (HGE)
takeover bid. Classical promoter
Gubbay has agreed to sell his com-
pany for £6.25 million to Tring,
which is buying HGE in a reverse
takeover deal. Gubbay promotes
around 250 concerts a year, includ-
ing the outdoor Classical Spectacular
summer open air series. He will join
the board of the new Tring-HGE
partnership.

Speaking about the plans for
amalgamation and expansion, Gold-
smith said it was a great opportunity.
“We have been looking at making
strategic alliances for some time. You
have to have a lot of strength in the
business today and our forte is creat-
ing and having ownership of the
product we are working on — for
example, the Club Tropicana (stage
show) for which we have the owner-
ship and ancillary rights worldwide.
With Raymond, we have worked to-
gether over the years and this will be
an opportunity to develop the classi-
cal side of our business further. We
are both very happy to be working
together in this new environment.”

As far as the rock ‘0’ roll side of the
business is concerned, Goldsmith

says it will continue as normal. “We
will definitely be doing the OZZfest
again next year,” he said. “But we
want to be able to produce and own
more product as well as promoting
regular shows; regular promoting is
very difficult as acts want more
money and new acts are harder to
establish. We have to move forward
in this business.”

The deal will be finalised in Sep-
tember. Goldsmith is also involved in
plans to resurrect the Gay Pride fes-
tival with a novel financial package
which could prove interesting for
similar events. The annual Gay Pride
celebrations were reduced to only a
march last month, as lack of funds
meant that what had become the big-
gest free festival in the U.K. was can-
celed at the eleventh hour. Goldsmith
is part of the rescue team helping
Pride Events U.K. to get the festival
afloat again.

The creation of a community-
owned organisation would offer
shares in the festival to businesses
and media-based companies to keep
the event alive and festival-goers
would also be encouraged to buy
shares at a lower cost. A trust would
then receive 30 percent of the profits
to be donated to causes such as edu-
cation, welfare and the arts.

» There are those who think the Net is the
future of entertainment broadcasting. Perhaps
that's why there are so many people eager to
shell out big bucks and invest in companies
that have yet to show any real profit.
Broadcast.com (www.broadcast.com),
the Web site which was known as AudioNet up
until a few months ago, made a believer out of
Wall Street when trading opened July 20th at a
price that was almost 300 percent higher than
the IPO price the preceding Thursday.
Broadcast.com’s [PQ price was $18 per
share but when trading started on Monday, the
stock opened at about $70 per share before
settling in at $62.75. The phenomenal stock
action raised Broadcast.com’s market value to
approximately $1.05 billion. Not bad for a
company whose 1997 operating expenses
were double that of revenues — $6.4 million
income vs. $13.5 in expenses. In short,
Broadcast.com has yet to make any real
money, but the company is attractive to
Internet investors who think that the Net will
eventually become the main pipeline for enter-
tainment.

» Imagine Radio (www.imagineradio
.com) will merge with Internet music technol-
ogy provider Silver Island in an attempt to
become the Internet’s “foremost radio group.”
The merger will combine Silver Island’s tech-
nology with Imagine Radio’s customization
features. Along with the merger, Imagine Ra-
dio will be spun off from its parent company,
Imagine Media.

“Over 70 percent of radio listeners claim
that the most important factor in choosing a
radio station is the type of music played,” said
Rotem Perelmuter, new CEQ of Imagine Radio.

In a bid to be the music lover's portal to
the World Wide Web, BowieNet will offer full
Internet services including high speed access,
complete newsgroups, chat rooms, multiplayer
gaming and more Bowie content then previ-
ously known to exist on the planet. Customers
will also be given five megs of disk space to
create their own home pages.

In addition, Worlds Inc., known for its
graphic-based avatar chat rooms, will provide
BowieNet with 3D capabilities and will operate
the only 3D merchandise site on the Web.

Jazz Is DEAD

t’s the late 70s. Rockefeller Center in New York City is

bustling. The Grateful Dead is in town playing a week’s
worth of dates at Radio City Music Hall. Around the corner
is Studio G, where Saturday Night Live is filmed. On one
particular evening, the drummer for the SNL band gets the
opportunity to perform with the Dead.

“So I went [to Radio City],” drummer
Billy Cobham told POLLSTAR.“I kind of
just remember faces. I don’t remember
what we played; things were sort of like
very, very much on the surface.”

Cobham — whose musical career
reads like a history book: drumming for
Miles Davis; The Mahavishnu Orchestra;
and Bobby & The Midnights, which fea-
tured the Dead’s Bob Weir, among others
— was now playing with Jerry Garcia
and company before a house packed
with Deadheads.

“I was on such an automatic at that
time that it didn’t really kind of make any
sense,” he said. “Visually, I was more im-
pressed with the individuals that 1 saw
around me that I went, ‘I don’t know what
they’re doing. Whatever it is, they know
something I don’t know. Next case, and
I left”

It’s now 1997 and Cobham’s phone
rings at his home in Switzerland. It’s booking agent Michael
Gaiman in Los Angeles. He tells Cobham of an idea about
putting together a band that would perform Grateful Dead
music in a jazz configuration. Cobham almost hangs up
on him.

Recalling his experience of performing with the Dead
two decades earlier, Cobham reluctantly listens to Gaiman.
“He’s telling me this and I'm going, ‘I'm not too sure I want
to experience that again,” Cobham said. But then he had a
change of heart. “I thought, ‘You know, everything, and 1
mean a hundred-and-something-thousand people can’t be
stupid. I must have missed something.’ So I decided to take
another shot.”

With bassist Alphonso Johnson, who also played with
Bobby & The Midnights as well as Santana and Weather
Report, keyboardist T Lavitz of the Dixie Dregs and Wide-
spread Panic, and guitarist Jimmy Herring of the Aquarium
Rescue Unit, Jazz Is Dead was born.

Though the band plays Grateful Dead music, Jazz
Is Dead is far from a typical cover band. Playing all-
instrumental versions of Dead tunes ranging from “Dark
Star” to “King Solomon’s Marbles” to “Slipknot,” Jazz Is Dead
approaches the music from a jazz/rock perspective, drawing
on each member of the band to continuously improvise
on stage.
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“I was shocked, really, because I was trying to imagine
those musicians playing Grateful Dead music,” guitarist Her-
ring told POLLSTAR, “and it was hard to imagine.”

In January of this year, the four musicians converged on
Los Angeles to prepare for a tour. “We had only four days of
rehearsal,” Herring said. In that time, the band arranged a
set of material and hit the road on a month-long tour from
Hollywood to New York City.

The culmination of that outing was the album Blue
Light Rain, recorded at New York’s Bottom Line in February.
“It’s funny how Blue Light Rain is representative of that first
month,” Cobham said. “You can’t have everything, but I
would love to have Blue Light Rain representative of the next
two [months].... The band in the first month is just a shadow
of where we are now.”

An example of the band’s solidity was a gig in
Columbus, Ohio. “We were playing under duress; I mean, it
was a terrible environment in which to work,” Cobham said.
With a storm brewing above the outdoor festival, the band
walked on stage without a soundcheck, plugged in and
played. “And it was wonderful. Now 70 shows earlier, that
would have been an absolute disaster.”

On its tour, Jazz Is Dead, despite featuring mostly jazz
musicians, hit venues and cities that most jazz bands
wouldn’t play. “And that’s unfortunately a negative legacy of
the United States,” Cobham said. “I’s unfortunate [that jazz]
doesn’t have the legs of rock ‘n’ roll or pop music.”

Take for instance the band’s stop in Ketchum, Idaho.
Why Ketchum? “To get all of these little tertiary and
secondary markets happening. That’s absolutely imperative,”
Cobham said. “And where you can do it in a rock ‘n’ roll
environment, you're hard pressed to try and do that in the
jazz environment.”

Without a large presale of tickets, some promoters wor-
ried about the band’s shows, Herring said. “They would get
nervous and about to cancel a gig because they only sold

300 tickets. So they bite
their tongues and go,

doesn’t have a problem
spotting the jazzheads.
“The jazzers have shoes
on and the shoes are nor-
mally shined, and they’re
standing there and not
moving ... but they’re going, ‘Right on!”” Cobham said. “The
Deadheads are dancing and twirling, not necessarily in time
with the music, but they know every note.”

With a tour kicking off in September and plans to per-
form original material, Jazz Is Dead is ready to be reborn.

So is jazz dead? “Absolutely not,” Cobham said. “With
jazz, you can communicate on any level. It’s just that you
have to stop and think about what’s going on. Everybody’s
got a brain, so it depends how much or to what extent they
want to use it.” &
