"Wow" breaks Gagnon
into "disco" market

There's been a definite upswing in
singles sales at London Records, ac-
cording to the label's product admini-
strator, Alice Koury, who also claims
that "Disco singles are really helping
the business." Much of the credit for
the singles resurgence is the recent
disco release of "Wow" by the pseudo -
classical artist, Andre Gagnon. The
single has been released worldwide
with impressive action now happening
in the U.K., South Africa, Australia,
Switzerland, U.S., Germany and New
Zealand. The single has apparently
caused quite a stir in the New York
area.

The Gagnon album, "Neiges", con-
taining the "Wow" single has now
been shipped with an initial pressing of
25,000 copies, an indication of the
potential of the album.

formed Capitol's Bill Bannon that yes, 

the Band's new 'Northern Lights.

4 of the 5 Band members are Can- 
adian and all music and lyrics were 

penned by Canadian Robbie Robertson.
