"Any other label would have been reticent

"But we wanted our first album to be a complete 

reflection of us. What is Friivous is something 
that only exists in our four minds."

Big Mountain is a band from San Diego,
Calif. which crosses reggae over into the
mainstream, but still promotes cultured roots
messages.
