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BMI's Prexy 

On COPPS

BMI President 

As described in its press re- 
lease, this new organization 
can in no way be termed a "per- 
forming rights licensing so- 
ciety." It is obviously just one 
more attempt by the jukebox 
owners, described as the sec- 
ond largest users of music in 
the United States, grossing 
$500,000,000, to avoid paying 
royalties to the creators of mu- 
sic. 

We cannot visualize any 
writer of consequence who 
would willingly grant his works 
under terms which deprive him 
of virtually all of the rights 
the present Copyright Law 
guarantees. 

Jukebox Benefits 

Under the new plan, a writer 
would be unable to benefit from 
the performance of his music 
by any medium other than 
jukeboxes. He would be un- 
able to benefit from broadcast 
performances, concert perform- 
ances, performances in hotels, 
ballrooms or thousands of simi- 
lar establishments. 

The new organization would 
also deprive him of the right 
to have other recordings made 
of his works, or of the publi- 
cation of his music. 

For more than a half cen- 
tury, this industry has not paid 
one cent to the creators of its 
basic staple of existence. The 
new plan seeks to perpetuate 
this iniquity. 

New License Society, COPPS 

Announced By Seeburg 
CHICAGO-A new perform- 

ance rights society has taken 
its place beside reigning giants 
ASCAP, BMI and SESAC: 
COPPS, the abbreviation for 
Coin -Operated Phonograph Per- 
formance Society. 

The force that has set it in 
motion is the Seeburg Corpora- 
tion of Chicago, leader in the 
manufacture of coin -operated 
music machines. 

Seeburg decided to establish 
this music performance -rights 
society for the purpose of pro- 
viding America's 500,000 music 
machines with a royalty -free 
supply of exclusive, top-quality 
recordings. To provide these, 
Seeburg has literally gone into 
the recording business. 

The Seeburg recordings are 
intended exclusively for play in 
coin -operated machines. People 
can only hear COPPS records 
on coin -operated phonographs, 
and nowhere else. 

COPPS a l r ea d y represents 
over 4,000 musical copyrights, 
exercised both on the 45 rpm 
singles and 33 rpm singles and 
albums recorded for it by See- 
burg. According to J. Cameron 
Gordon, President of Seeburg, 
COPPS intends to expand to 
even greater size and function, 
constantly acquiring more copy- 
rights, seeking out more artists 
and eventually signing artists 
of its own to exclusive recording 
contracts. 

"What we intend," Gordon 

says, "is to provide the coin - 
operated music machine field 
with a continuing source of its 
own for quality recordings. This 
is a tremendous field, actually 
the second largest of the four 
leading national entertainment 
media. Only TV, which bills 
$1,200,000,000 annually in com- 
mercials, tops the estimated 
yearly gross intake of $500,000,- 
000 in coin -operated machines, 
Radio and films lag considerably 
behind." 

Each of the other media, he 
points out, is involved with one 
of the two big performance - 
rights societies. "TV and radio 
are linked with BMI, the movie 
industry with ASCAP. The ma- 
jor recording companies are, 
without exception, linked with 
one or the other. Yet the music 
machine field, larger than any 
except TV, has had no arrange- 
ment of its own, until COPPS." 

COPPS will make its records 
available to operators on a leas- 
ing arrangement, rather than 
by outright sale. 

According to Gordon, "Our 
theory is simple. If the record 
has it in the groove, it'll become 
popular. With millions of listen- 
ers serving as the jury, COPPS 
could turn out to be the testing 
ground, not only for new music, 
but for new musical artists as 
well. Music operators could be 
the star -makers of tomorrow." 
The company is "wide open to 
new talent."

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Tubb To CMA Hall Of Fame 
At Gala Nashville Banquet 

NASHVILLE - Celebrated 
country and Western artist Er- 
nest Tubb was named to the 
Country Music Hall of Fame 
Oct. 22. Tubb became the sixth 
recipient of the honor at a ban- 
quet of the members of the 
C o u n try Music Association 
meeting in connection with the 
14th Annual Country and West- 
ern Disk Jockey Convention. 
Affair was held in the Municipal 
Auditorium. 

A bronze plaque was unveiled 
by Mrs. Jo Walker, Executive 
Director of the organization, 
and Mrs. Frances Preston, 
Chairman of the Board. Mrs. 
Preston lauded Tubb for "his 
consistent popularity in a ca- 
reer that has spanned 29 years," 
and quoted the inscription on 
the plaque which read, "to his 
millions of fans, he has become 
a legend. Their love is bound- 
less. To the fledgling artist, 
songwriter, or friend-his hand 
and his help have always been 
extended. Their gratitude is uni- 
veìsal." 

Born in Crisp, Texas, Tubb 
was discovered by the wife of 

the man who was his idol. Mrs. 
Jimmie Rodgers, widow of the 
p i one e r country singer -com- 
poser, felt Tubb had a style of 
his own, and was instrumental 
in securing a recording contract 
for him with Decca Records, 
where he has remained for the 
past 25 years. During this 
period, he has sold millions of 
records and last year was 
presented the coveted gold disk 
for his recording of "Walkin' 
The Floor Over You." 

Joining the Grand Ole Opry 
in 1942, he still performs there 
regularly. His "Midnight Jam- 
boree" radio program, which is 
broadcast each Saturday night 
from a record shop bearing his 
name, is credited with giving 
many aspiring newcomers their 
first exposure. 

He resides in Nashville with 
his wife, Olene, and his children. 
One son, Justin Tubb, is also 
a recording artist and composer. 
He makes numerous personal 
appearances around the world 
yearly with his band, known as 
the "Texas Troubadours." 

The Country Music Hall of 

Fame was founded in 1961 by 
the Country Music Association. 
Selection is made by a commit- 
tee of 100 prominent country 
music figures who have over 
10 years experience in the coun- 
try music field. 

Previous winner s include 
Rodgers, the late composer -art- 
ist Hank Williams, the late com- 
poser -music publisher Fred Rose 
and singers Roy Acuff and Tex 
Ritter. 

Van Dyke Highlight 
A highlight of the CMA ban- 

quet was the Leroy Van Dyke 
show, flown in from Holly- 
wood and produced by Gene 
Nash. Chet Atkins, Boots Ran- 
dolph and Floyd Cramer ap- 
peared separately, then came 
out and performed together. 
The new CMA officers were in- 
troduced, and outgoing prexy 
Tex Ritter gave a farewell 
speech. 

Along with Gov. Clement of 
Tennessee, festivities also 
found just about every major 
country star as well as C/W 
execs in attendance. 

Col's Peppin 
Retires 

More than 100 friends, rela- 
tives, fellow employees and 
Columbia R e c or d s executives 
gathered at Hollywood's Villa 
Capri restaurant on Oct. 25, for 
a retirement party honoring 
record sales pioneer Paul Pep- 
pin. The 65 -year -old Col veteran 
retired Oct. 31 after 45 years 
in the record industry, 34 spent 
at Columbia. 

Peppin has held a number 
of positions at Columbia. For 
nearly a qaurter of a century, 
he was Regional Sales Manager, 
West Coast. He last held the 
title of Credit Manager, Moun- 
tain Pacific Region, Columbia 
Record Distributors. 

Eugene Block, Regional Sales 
Manager, Mountain Pacific Re- 
gion, Columbia Record Distribu- 
tors, served as host at the recep- 
tion. Following dinner in the 
restaurant's banquet room, Block 
welcomed Peppin, his family and 
guests and read wires and letters 
of congratulations from those 
who were unable to attend the 
function.

Atlantic-Atco Records have 

announced the signing of five 
record names to long-term, ex- 
clusive contracts: Mary Wells, 
the Rascals, King Curtis, Ted 
Taylor and Patti and the Blue- 
bells. 

Atlantic also made an ar- 
rangement with Fame Records 
to distribute Jimmy Hughes' 
recordings. This is the biggest 
and most important group of 
signings in Atlantic's 18 -year - 
history, and is a giant step in 
Atlantic's long-range expansion 
program. 

Atlantic's stepped -up activity 
in 1965 is evident in the firm's 
"tremendous increase" in buri- 
nes this year as compared to 
1964. Gross volume for the first 
nine months of 1965 has already 
surpassed Atlantic-Atco busi- 
ness for the entire year 1964. 
This increase in volume is due 
to a great number of single and 
album hits during 1965, sparked 
by single and album sales of 
Sonny & Cher, Wilson Pickett, 
Joe Tex, Ottis Redding, Solomon 
Burke and Barbara Lewis. 

During 1965 Atlantic has en- 
tered into distribution arrange- 
ments with a number of new 
labels, including York Records, 
the Greene -Stone label and To- 
morrow Records, the Goffin-King 
firm. Atlantic also signed Bobby 
Darin to a long-term contract 
and secured U.S. rights to the 
smash English hit by Chris 
Andrews, "Yesterday Man." At- 
lantic stepped up its European 
activity, and set up Eddie Bar - 
clay's firm, Disques Barclay, to 
handle Atlantic-Atco product in 
France and Belgium. 

Top Hitmakers 
Mary Wells has long been 

one of the top hitmakers on 
today's record scene. She racked 
up an enviable string of hits on 
the Tamla-Motown label, and 
became the No. 1 attraction on 
the one-nighter circuit, as well 
as a headliner in the theaters 
and on TV. Her singing style 
started a new pop -blues trend 
in the disk industry. 

The Rascals achieved fame 
even before making their first 
record. They created a sensation 
at the Barge in Southampton, 
L.I., last summer, and built up 
a following among kids in the 
East that is equal to that of 
established record stars. Their 
u n u s u al costume, knickers, 
Fauntleroy shirts and peak 
caps, have made them instantly 
recognizeable. A dozen of the 

10 

top record firms bid for their 
services. Manager Sid Bernstein 
put them with Atlantic because 
"They dig the boys and will do 
the best job with them." 

King Curtis, top instrumen- 
talist, is the creator of a soul 
sound that has resulted in a 
flock of hits for the various 
record labels with which he has 
been associated. Musician, com- 
poser, performer, arranger, band 
leader and vocalist, Curtis has 
performed on more record dates 
and backed more top stars than 
perhaps any other musician in 
the country. 

His hits include "Soul Sere- 
nade," "Soul Twist," "Soul 
Meeting," "Strollin Home," "The 
Monkey Shout" and others. Last 
summer the Curtis band accom- 
panied the Beatles on the Liver- 
pool lads' record -breaking tour. 

Patti and the Blue Bells, from 
Philadelphia, racked up a flock 
of hit records and quickly be- 
came one of the first femme 
vocal groups. "Down the Aisle" 
and "You'll Never Walk Alone" 
are two of their smashes. 

Ted Taylor, blues singer, has 
gained a huge following through 
his records and his in -person 
appearances in the South. He 
is in the tradition of the B. B. 
King school of down home blues 
singers. For the last few years 
he has been on the Epic label. 

Jimmy Hughes, made his 
reputation as a vocalist on De- 
troit's Fame label. He has had 
two big hits on Fame: "Steal 
Away" and "You Really Know 
How to Hurt a Guy." His large 
network of fan clubs head- 
quarters in Detroit, extends 
throughout the entire mid -west. 
Atlantic w ill distribute all 
Hughes disks on Fame.

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Quiet Herb Alpert 
Scores With Brass 

A &M Records' Chartbusting Group 
Wows Basin Street East, Too 

BY DOUG McCLELLAND 
NEW YORK-It's practically 

a show biz cliche that a per- 
former is often the opposite 
of his professional self. Bert 
Lahr, for instance, is a great 
funnyman but a notorious 
sobersides off stage. And Herb 
Alpert of the Tijuana Brass, 
noted for its unique, success- 
ful but hardly lulling "Quasi - 
Mexican" sound, is one of the 
music industry's softest spoken 
young gentleman. 

This, when he could be 
shouting from the rooftops 
over his current click at Basin 
Street East (only the Brass' 
second nitery engagement, and 
his first anything in the East) ; 

his hot albums ("Whipped 
Cream and other Delights," 
"Going Places," etc.) and a 
single, "A Taste of Honey," 
that has just jumped into the 
No. 11 spot. 

With the élan of one to 
whom this had been happen- 
ing all his life (which it 
hasn't), the modest Herb told 
Record World how it all felt 
last week. 

"Things are really humming 
for us," he said. "We began 
to click big around last June, 
and we're getting the impor- 
tant bookings now. We recently 
played to 10,000 at the Holly- 
wood Bowl, and did well at 
the Santa Monica and Pasa- 
dena Civic Auditoriums, too. 
But clubs are a new area and 
one we'll be doing more of. 
Around the first of the year 
we'll also be doing college 
concerts, followed by our first 
European tour in the spring. 
We'll play Australia and the 
Far East, too. We'll be at Basin 
Street until Nov. 6." 

The Brass is also chalking 
up appearances on the Andy 
Williams, Danny Kaye, Red 
Skelton, Dean Martin, Ed Sul- 
livan, "Tonight" and "Holly- 
wood Palace" shows. 

A Film Veteran 
Films? "We've had lots of 

offers, but nothing is definite 
yet." Actually, before forming 
the Brass, Alpert was in about 
20 films, as a musician, not 
an actor, though he's good- 
looking enough to make it as 
the latter. "I played the drums 
when Moses came down the 
mountain in DeMille's 'The 

Ten Commandments'-the most 
recent version, of course. In 
fact, the scene opened up on 
my back. I asked Mr. DeMille 
if he couldn't please open it 
up on my face, but he said he 
couldn't. 

"DeMille was great, though. 
And he was just as people al- 
ways painted him. He had 
about five guys following him 
around all the time on the set 
-one was there just to put a 
chair under him whenever he 
felt like sitting, another took 
off DeMille's jacket whenever 
he felt warm, etc." 

The original Tijuana Brass 
recordings were made with Los 
Angeles studio musicians, but 
when the demands for personal 
appearances started pouring 
in, Alpert and his partner, 
Jerry Moss, for whom A&M 
Records (Alpert and Moss) 
was named, hand-picked a 
group of first-rate musicians 
with personalities to match 
their musical talent. Comedian 
Bill Dana, who also records 
for A&M, writes the comedy 
material the Brass uses in the 
club -concert act - a mighty 
necessary ingredient because 
the fellows sometimes do an 
hour and 15 minutes without a 
break. 

Alpert mostly does tunes he 
personally likes. "When we do 
standards, we try to give them 
fresh arrangements. We can 
mould just about any tune into 
our style, a combination of 
American and Mariachi." Also 
called "Ameriachi." 

Herb, however, is not Latin, 
nor are any of his group. He's 
an L.A. lad who came from 
a musical family and whose 
earliest dreams were of being 
a jazz trumpeter. 

`Bull' First Hit 
The Tijuana Brass' first hit 

was "The Lonely Bull," and 
Herb says it came about this 
way: "One night a friend of 
mine, Sol Lake, was playing 
a tune called `Twinkle Star' on 
the piano. It seemed to me to 
lend itself perfectly to a 
Spanish tempo. We worked 
with it, adding trumpet, piano, 
brass drums and mandolin, 
using my voice and that of the 
mandolin player, plus a girl 
singer. Then we incorporated 
as much excitement of the 

Herb Alpert and Tijuana Brass 
Tijuana bull arena as we could 
simulate." 

And it has all led to plenty 
of excitement at the Basin 
Street arena. As Dorothy Kil- 
gallen noted in her syndicated 
column last week: "Herb Al- 
pert's Brass Band, playing to 
packed houses at Basin Street 

East, surprised the local night - 
owls who thought their appeal 
was limited to recordings. 
They've come close to Peggy 
Lee's drawing power at the 
club-which is phenomenal." 

Not bad, for a quiet kid who 
once beat the drums for Charl- 
ton Heston. 

Twirl Records 
Activated In N. Y. 

NEW YORK-Irving Micah- 
nik, President, has announced 
this week the activation of 
Twirl Records, located at 850 
Seventh Ave. All the activities 
of Twirl will be conducted here 
instead of in Detroit as pre- 
viously. 

For many years, Twirl and 
Embee Productions, an affiliate, 
have been producing records 
and having them released on 
other labels on independent 
production contracts, and have 
had great success with Del 
Shannon, Johnny & the Hurri- 
canes, Don & Juan and others. 

Artists on Own Label 

Now, they are going to re- 
lease all their productions and 
artists on their own label, and 
have set up national distribu- 
tion. Peter Hess has been 
named National Sales Manager. 
He comes to Twirl after being 
associated with Amy -Mala Rec- 
ords and previously for seven 
years with Cadence Records.

Stelae Review 

'On A Clear Day' 

Offers Good View 

For Harris, RCA 
BY DAVE FINKLE 

NEW YORK -in "On a Clear 
Day You Can See Forever," 
which opened at the Mark Hel - 
linger recently, A 1 a n Jay 
Lerner tackles two fascinating 
topics - extra -sensory percep- 
tion and reincarnation. The 
possibilities of which, he seems 
to state, make man a little 
closer to the angels. 

Somewhere along the way 
Lerner gets so intensely in- 
volved in arguing the possibili- 
ties of these enhancing powers 
that he forgets to be entertain- 
ing. And that's why "On a Clear 
Day," an intriguing play, is 
not a total success. It needs 
a lighter touch. 

The story concerns Daisy 
Gamble, a whiny, characterless 
chain smoker (Barbara Harris), 
who turns out to have lived 
previously as a classy 18th 
century Englishwoman. This 
fact comes to light in a beauti- 
fully wrought flashback when 
Daisy visits a psychiatrist 
(John Cullum), who despises 
Daisy's spineless contemporary 
manners but falls in love with 
the self-assured Melinda. Cer- 
tainly a strange triangle. 

All this is laugh -provoking 
and lilting for awhile, but the 
sobriety of case history settles 
over the play and the working 
out of the plot results in a 
little throwing in of the towel 
before the curtain falls. 

In the course of this, the 
Lerner -Burton Lane score, a 
highly pleasant one with three 
or four definite candidates for 
standarddom, gets short shrift. 
One wants to yell "More!" 
More of "Hurry, It's Lovely Up 
Here," which Daisy sings to 
make here garden grow faster, 
"She Wasn't You," "What Did 
I Have That I Don't Have," 
"Wait 'Til We're Sixty -Five," 
a paean to old age security and 
"Come Back to Me." RCA Vic- 
tor should have an attractive 
album. 

Robert Lewis, director, and 
Herbert Ross, choreographer, 
did first class work, with Ross 
showing plenty of nerve and 
skill in a period orgy dance 
that couldn't have been more 
graphic unless they'd added 
diagrams. 

Just because Miss Harris 
gets lengthy consideration 
this late shouldn't obscure the 
fact that she is the show's main 
asset. In the age of the "kook" 
she is perhaps the epitome and

she is also able to snap into 
a grand manner whenever the 
century changes.

rious room-the type you'd ex- 
pect to find in Wimpole Street 
anyway, and on being asked 
"What's the trouble?", I looked 
him straight in the eye and 
said, "Doctor, I simply want to 
make formal opposition . . . I 
want to be involved in a declara- 
tion of opinion." 

There was a slight pause, and I 
detected a look of pained anguish 
in his eyes, but with great pro- 
fessional assertion he smiled in 
a comforting sort of way that 
didn't fool me for a minute, and 
inquired, "Are you suggesting 
you'd like to protest about some- 
thing in particular?" 

"Oh, nothing in PARTICULAR," I told him, "I just feel that 
I'd like to join the scene." 

Naturally enough, he was a little puzzled, so I went on to tell him 
that every time I pick up the newspapers, I keep reading about 
the protest bit-that people keep singing protest songs on 
gramophone records-that people keep asking me is the protest 
period here to stay. And slowly, very slowly I might add, I come 
to the conclusion that 1965 is the year of protest! 

The Doc said, "But surely 1965 isn't particularly notable for 
protest" and I'm inclined to agree immediately that I had the 
very same idea anyway, but I assure him that we're both wrong. 
EVEN though he and I agree that in our younger days we 
rebelled at being told to keep our fingernails clean, to be in 
bed before 10 p.m., not to do this or that. That we remember 
politicians telling other politicians that "That isn't cricket, Sir!" 
We nostalgically recalled how Bing Crosby got fed up with the 
big city, and wanted to play with the antelopes and buffalos 
and deers minus any discouraging words or blue skies (he pre- 
ferred them cloudy and grey). 

"But," said the Doc, "There weren't any buttons to be pushed 
-.in those days, were there?" 

And I said, "No, that's what I think I'd like to protest about 
now." 

He said, "Don't you think that's rather pointless?" And I 
agreed! 

Anyway, the Everly Brothers are wowing the fans during their 
British tour, and they've hit the charts with "Love is Strange." 
Likewise, Lee Dorsey and "Ride Your Pony" . . . Roy Head's 
"Treat Her Right" . . . Peter and Gordon's "Baby I'm Yours" ... Matt Monro's "Yesterday" (Marianne Faithful's just recorded 
a version, too) and doing very well at the moment is Sonny 
and Cher's "But Your Mine." By the way, watch and listen out 
for Sandie Shaw's songwriter Chris Andrews' big smash single, 
"Yesterday Man." Rather shattering, chaps. 

Incidentally, I've just received my account from the Doc, and 
I feel that I should make a formal PROTEST!

Nino and April: 

The Hit Sound - And 
How To Get It 

Nino Tempo and April Stev- 
ens have always taken a dif- 
ferent approach to arriving at 
that elusive "hit sound," and 
in their latest Atco release 
Nino even included bagpipes, 
probably the only time this 
instrument has been used in 
a popular recording. 

Their approach started pay- 
ing off when they first teamed 
up for recordings two years 
ago and won a Grammy for 
their hit single of "Deep 
Purple." 

Before then Nino was best 
known as a jazz musician and 
April had several hit records 
to her credit as a single. Both 
of their fields were a far cry 
from the rock and roll idiom 
that was then dominating the 
musical scene. They felt that 
their respective careers needed 
a boost so Nino followed the 
old adage which advises: "If 
you can't beat 'em, join 'em." 

Together they explored the 
unfamiliar world of rock and 
roll by attending R and R 
dances in the Los Angeles area 
and listening to all of the top 
chart records. Nino admits 
that it took him a while to 
"regress" to the point where 
he could sing and play rock 
music, but that now he really 
digs the beat. He attributes 
this to the fact that today's 
contemporary sounds have 
progressed and improved so 
much over the early rock and 
roll. 

According to Nino, "The early 
records sounded very thin. The 
singers were poor. Today the 
care that goes in to the produc- 
tion of a record has improved 
the quality tremendously in 
every way." 

Not Quite Rock 

Their own approach to the 
field was to update the stand- 
ard "Deep Purple"-not quite 
to a rock and roll pace but 
pretty close to it, and to add 
the soft closely interwoven 
vocal harmony that character- 
izes the Tempo -Stevens style. 
Subsequent record successes, 
"Whispering" "Stardust" and 
"Sweet and Lovely," all fol- 
lowed this pattern. 

Both Nino and April continue 
to explore and experiment with 
new sounds and arrangements. 
They compose songs, singly 
and in collaboration. Some of 
these they have recorded them- 
selves, and others that have 
been recorded by top names. 

Ahmet Ertegun of Atlantic Rec- 
ords with April Stevens and 
Nino Tempo at presentation of 
their gold record for selling a 
million copies of their Atco 
Grammy winner, "Deep Purple." 

At the moment they are prep- 
ping a new night club act that 
will be presented on a tour of 
the country this fall and on 
several guest television appear- 
ances now being set. 

Atco Records has scheduled 
heavy recording activity for the 
duo and Nino and April have 
their sights set on that second 
Grammy.

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Weiss, Prysock Make 

Old Town Big Time

NEW YORK - Colorful is 
the word for Old Town Rec- 
ords' topper Hy Weiss - suc- 
cessful, too. Damon Runyon 
would have loved this veteran 
of the music beat. 

Situated in digs at 1697 
Broadway that can most chari- 
tably be called modest, Weiss' 
music interests are practically 
one-man operations. There's 
the Old Town label, which fea- 
tures the growingly popular 
singer Arthur Prysock; and 
also two pubberies, his own, 
Maureen Music, Inc., and Pry - 
Sock Music, Inc., the latter 
formed with Arthur Prysock- 
both are BMI. 

Weiss, who resembles a 
starker Jack Benny, also pro- 
duces Prysock's recordings. 
When Record World arrived 
at Weiss' offices for a talk last 
week, the open -collared label 
chief was playing the latest 
Prysock album, "In a Mood," 
due for release in a week or 
two. 

It was a dandy, too, a collec- 
tion mostly of standards with 
a dash of the inspirational, 
all done in the rich, deep, ef- 
fortless Prysock manner. One 
of the tunes was from Weiss' 
pubbery, "Don't You Ever Feel 
Sorry," but he hastened to as- 
sure the visitor that "I'd throw 
out four of my own songs if I 
got better ones. In fact when 
we started to record this al- 
bum I threw out seven tunes 
we'd originally planned on- 
they weren't strong enough, 
didn't fit." 

Among Pubberies' Tunes 
Among the successful tunes 

Weiss' firms have published 
are "So Fine," "Let the Little 
Girl Dance," "We Belong To- 
gether," "Life is But A Dream," 
"Walkin' Along," "I Worry 
About You" and "Too Late 
Baby." 

At which point Weiss left his 
room to speak with an em- 
ployee just outside, kicked 
some rags under a table and 
returned to be asked: 

When did things start hap- 
pening with Prysock? 

"A couple of years ago," 
Weiss recalled, "but he was no 
newcomer. Arthur'd been sing- 
ing professionally for about 20 
years. A lot of people thought 
he was a has-been, but he 
wasn't-he was a never -was." 

What turned the tide? 

"Good music stations started 
playing him, and we gave him 
a big promotional push. R&B 
stations have always played 
Arthur. 

"A record company should 
have one main objective: get 
a big artist to carry the ball. 
First you get the quarterback, 
then you worry about the rest 
of the team." 

When asked how many others 
were on the Old Town team, 
he replied: "Just him." Then, 
"Actually, we also have the 
Fiestas and Larry Chance. And 
we're planning now to steal a 
couple of name artists, too." 

Thereby making it quite 
plain-if it were still neces- 
sary-just whom the label was 
banking most heavily on, and 
just plain banking most heav- 
ily. 

Prysock: More Clubs, TV 

Weiss said that Prysock is 
playing an increasing number 
of the better clubs nowadays, 
is breaking the TV barriers 
more and more, too. "It's diffi- 
cult to get him home," Weiss 
added-home for Prysock actu- 
ally being Long Island. He 
mentioned that Prysock has his 
own engineer for recording 
dates, Bill Stoddard. 

Weiss said that a reciprocal 
deal had been arranged with 
Verve Records whereby he will 
be recording Count Basie with 
Prysock around the first of the 
year. 

"With all this drafting busi- 
ness," Weiss chuckled, looking 
at a picture of Prysock, "may- 
be we're lucky not to have a big 
kid artist."

"I Really Love You," DeeDee Sharp, Cameo, is a pop (30,000 
sold) Giant in Detroit and is spreading fast ...

"For Your Love," Righteous Brothers, Moonglow, selling in 
Pittsburgh, Providence, Akron and other areas . . . We like 
the Bacharach-David song, "Thing Called Sadness," Don Cherry, 
Monument.

NEW YORK - Ten months 

ago Dennis Lambert and Lou 
Courtney w e r e independent 
producer -arrangers and they, 
as the song says, were doing 
all right. Then Mercury's Shel- 
by Singleton met them and 
signed them to the company, 
and they, as the song goes on 
to say, are doing better than 
ever now. 

The fellows, with whom 
Record World spent some time 
last week, find that they are 
as responsible as anyone in 
the Merc set-up for developing 
the teen market product. And 
to do that they have assumed 
a variety of jobs. "We find," 
Lambert said, "that we are 
expected to find ,and develop 
new talent on a big scale. So 
we spend a lot of time scout- 
ing artists and looking for 
masters." 

"I'd say," Courtney added, 
"we spend about a quarter of 
our time in the studio audi- 
tioning new acts. We spend 
another quarter auditioning 
new material for sessions." 

Which brought the duo to 
consideration of finding new 
material for new artists and 
how it affects them as a writ- 
ing team. 

"We usually only write for 
a particular session," Lambert 
said. "It's very difficult to get 
good songs for new artists, be- 
cause the writers and publish- 
ers want to keep their best 
songs for name artists. When 
that happens we end up writ- 
ing tunes ourselves." 

Big Suppliers 
The fellows wrote "Let's Do 

the Freddie" for Freddie and 
the Dreamers lately and they've 
supplied Mercury's Monti Rock 
III and Lesley Gore with songs 
recently. They've also written 
"I Dig You Baby" for Lorraine 
Ellison, their most recent dis- 
covery. That gal is a Philly- 
born performer and her popu- 
larity there, the boys opined, 
is indicative of her potential 
throughout the land. Lambert 
and Courtney penned the 
"Sloopy's Gonna Hang On" an- 
swer ditty for their gal group, 
the Debs. The recent Johnny 
Sea album recorded at the 
Bitter End is their production. 
They will soon be releasing 
singles by two new groups, the 
Sapiens and the Gremmies. 
They also have work for Carl 
Hall coming up.

songs are published by their 
independently owned Fling 
pubbery, which, the boys say, 
is constantly being consulted 
by A&R men and artists for 
new material. 

Duo has been doing most of 
their recording in New York 
and in the Mercury studios 
where they've formed a basic 
unit of musicians whom they 
can call any time they want. 
They have also brought in Joe 
Veneri to work the controls. 
"He's one of the best in the 
business," Lambert said. "He 
gets the sound we want." 

When they go into a session, 
the twosome knows the song 
"backward and forward and 
inside out" after having worked 
with it and the recording artist 
for no less than two weeks be- 
fore the studio time. Then 
they go off separately to listen 
to tapes and form opinions 
about the result. 

When a recording artist of 
theirs is on the road, Lambert 
said, "We make sure they look 
good. We always spend time 
with them before opening be- 
cause it's important that they 
perform well, a bad perform- 
ance will reflect directly on us. 
This kind of touch can only 
help." 

Contact Indies 
An other Courtney -Lambert 

modus operandi is to contact 
t h e independent producers 
whom they feel can comple- 
ment the planned Mercury 
projects. When they have a 
musical bill in mind that an 
independent can best fill, they 
plan to make deals similar to 
the recent Koppelman-Rubin 
pact that resulted in "Changin' 
Times" by the Pied Piper. 

Lambert and Courtney have 
other ideas about how to rec- 
ord artists. "I think the way to 
get freshness into an act," 
Lambert said, "is to use left 
field material. The worst thing 
that can happen is to try to 
force someone into a bag where 

they aren't at home. Creative 
people should be hired to do 
what they feel like doing, to 
work in their own groove. 
That's the way a label gets 
hot." 

Then the two left to get 
back to their Merc work and 
turn on the heat.

HOLLYWOOD - "May the 
Bird of Paradise Fly Up Your 
Nose !" 

It may not be the best way 
to start a story, but it may 
be the start of a new career 
in the pop music field for long- 
time country -Western singer 
"Little Jimmy Dickens," Colum- 
bia recording artist. 

His ren- 
dition of 
the star- 
tlingly named 
tune is racing 
up the chart. 
The Columbia 
single was in 
the hands of distrib- 
utors for some 
weeks before 

it clicked, and music business 
experts are calling it a possi- 
bility for the best novelty num- 
ber of 1965. 

A top attraction singing 
country and Western music for 
many years, "Little Jimmy 
Dickens" may ride "Bird of 
Paradise" into the Top 40 for 
the first time in his career. 

Jimmy, the youngest member 
of a family of 13 children, 
proved that 13 can be lucky. 
While in his teens, Jimmy de- 
cided coalmining wasn't for 
him. He hung around the local 
radio station WJLS at Beckley, 
W. Va., some 15 miles from 
his home. Jimmy opened the 
station's program every morn- 
ing "crowing like a rooster." 
Though he had to walk quite a 
distance to the station and 
back home, he loved his initial 
part in radio. 

He took his guitar and won 
local acclaim, then moved to 
other places, such as WIBC at 
Indianapolis, WLW in Cincin- 
nati and numerous others. It 
was later at Saginaw, Mich., 
where Roy Acuff offered "Little 
Jimmy Dickens" his big op- 
portunity to join the Grand 
Ole Opry in Nashville. Jimmy 
immediately organized his own 
band. His success has led to 
personal appearances through- 
out the world. 

In the spring of 1964, Jimmy 
became the first country music 
star to completely circle the 
globe on a world tour. Work- 
ing his way across the U.S. to 
California, Jimmy jetted his 
way to Hawaii, Okinawa, and 
a 30 -day tour of the Far East. 
Other stops on his round -the - 
world trip included a two-week 
stay in England, and a polar 
trip back to Quebec and On- 
tario.

It was called "Giddy Up 
Go." The tape of it "accidentally" fell in the hands of the WENO 
here who aired it immediately. Telephone requests for the 
record were so great that other stations asked for a copy of it. 
All this forced Starday into making the quick decision to go 
ahead with a single on the record. After only a few days 
radio exposure on WENO and WSM, it's become about the hot- 
test thing in this part of the country. 

Sign With Longhorn 

Janet McBride, long-time favorite around Southern California, 
and Vern Stovall, vocalist on Phil Baugh's "Country Guitar" 
and "One Man Band," have signed long term contracts with 
Dewey Groom's Longhorn Record Company.
