BMI President
Asks Arbitration

NEW YORK — In reply to
the announcement last week
by the All-Industry Radio Mu-
sic License Committee that ne-

1968-69 Writer Member
Awards Reach $658,450

The American Society of
Composers, Authors and Pub-
lishers will set a new record
by distributing $658,450 in
awards to 1,813 writer mem-
bers for 1968-9, ASCAP Presi-
dent Stanley Adams announced.
These ASCAP awards are the
highest of any during the nine
vears that the Society has been
making these special grants,
and boost the cumulative total
to more than $5,000,000.

Some $321,800 is going to
1.221 writers in the popular

field which encompasses con- |

temporary pop-rock, country
music, rhythm and blues, jazz,
motion pictures and musical
theater. The remaining $336,-
650 is being distributed to 592
composers and authors of sym-
phonic and concert works, re-
flecting ASCAP’s continuing
commitment to foster the cul-
tural growth and enrichment of
America’s musical heritage.

|  Writers of chart songs again
received special recognition in
this new group of ASCAP
awards. These writers include
many new talents in the music
world, such important creators
of today’s “now” sounds as
Bobby Russell (“Honey” and
“Little Green Apples”) and Jim
Webb  (“MacArthur Park”).
