the current trend, even where 
they are not called for musi- 
cally." While his is a new pop 
music concept which he has 
arrived at by utilizing the In- 
dian Raga form and integrating 
the complicated Indian rhythms 
with the pop sound and his 
unique arranging technique. 
Electronic effects also play a 
part in the total sound. 

Because of the variations in 
the Eastern musical scale form 
as opposed to the familiar 
western scale, Lorber spent the 
entire spring studying the 
Eastern instruments in prepa- 
ration for the session. In re- 
cording his album, he utilized 
a Polynesian gamelan; a group- 
ing of instruments that is so 
rare that only one set is avail- 
able in the eastern part of the 
country. To safeguard this 
valuable set Carrol Instru- 
ments, which supplied it, had 
security guards at each record- 
ing session. 

Lorber developed this pop 
musical concept while experi- 
menting in commercial produc- 
tion and plans to integrate it 
into recording sessions with the 
artists he records for his pro- 
duction firm.

The 
success of the festival was the 
combined performances of the 
artists who put on one of the 
greatest musical festivals with 
superb performances ever seen. 

And in addition to the ar- 
tists, the audiences who suf- 
fered through three days of in- 
tense rain and intermittent 
showers, were well rewarded. 
Possibly, the audience may have 
sparked the performers in put- 
ting on the high degree of mu- 
sicianship that will be remem- 
bered as the Big 14th of the 
Newport Series.

The audiences came to listen 
and from what veteran obser- 
vers of the festival offered, it 
was a serious group of jazz 
fans who invaded Newport this 
year with a desire to hear the 
best in jazz. They were not dis- 
appointed. 

If anything, the festival this 
year may just have come of age 
as a festival to profram the best 
in jazz. 

If as Maine goes, so goes the 
nation, one might easily observe 
that as Newport goes, so goes 
the other festivals. 

Cross Section Booked 
There was a cross section of 

jazz artists booked. Wein, in his 
efforts to program a broad con - 
census of what jazz means to- 
day, left no stone unturned. 

From veteran performers like 
Willie the Lion Smith, to the 
Blues Project, the jazz fans had 
an opportunity to hear, witness 
and in some cases experience 
for the first time the ever- 
changing jazz picture of Amer- 
ica. 

T h e r e was entertainment. 
There were the avant-gardists. 
There were the big bands, four 
in fact. There were the propo- 
nents of the Bop Era. There 
were the international stars, 
from Hungary, Japan and Ger- 
many. There were the blues 
men. There were the vocalists. 
There were the swingers, the 
cookers and the burners. There 
was a little for each. 

Afternoon Highlights 
And for those who wanted to 

hear jazz and learn, there were 
the afternoons for the work- 
shops. And to many the after- 
noons ranked as the highlights. 
For it is here that the musi- 
cians know the outside attrac- 
tions for Newport can not deter 
the serious fan from his music 
and so put forth a special effort 
for them. 

And there was the religious 
contribution to the music in the 
service conducted by Father 
Clarence Rivers on Sunday 
morning. 

And, most important, there 
was a tremendous feeling of 
love that filled the vast field.. 
Backstage, one watched the 
homecoming and the friend- 
ships that have lasted over the 
years. There were the admirable 
glances of musicians watching 
others perform and cheering 

conditions ana the welfare of 
the artists. so that they could 
perform at their maximum. 

How to Do It 
This was the sum of the fes- 

tival. A tremendous success 
that may not have fractured the 
box office record in terms of re- 
ceipts but made a strong de- 
claration that if a festival is to 
be presented this is the manner 
in which it should be done. 

If one was to look for cri- 
ticism, it would be in the sound 
system that failed on numerous 
occasions. However, this was 
more physical than anything 
else. A change in the position 
of the control room and the 
sound engineer to enabM all the 
technicians to see the stage as 
well as a sound engineer or pro- 
ducer backstage would remedy 
this situation. 

From the opening night on 
Friday when Olantunji and 12 
pieces favored the crowd with 
a set of multi -pulsating rhythms 
that set the pace for the audi- 

ierness 
listory 

ence ending with their "Free- 
dom Song," the festival was 
ready to make musical history. 

Earl "Fatha" Hines went on 
next and convinced the crowd 
that his place in history was a 
valid one. He mastered the key- 
board, and without the aid or 
benefit of drums or bass made 
the grand piano come alive. 

Backstage, WLIB/FM's Billy 
Taylor, master pianist in his 
own right, remarked smilingly, 
"Earl sounded as he did during 
the days when he led the band. 
He would ask the band to lay 
out, and during that time, he 
would remind people the piano 
is to be played and all the keys 
are to be used in interpreting a 
tune." 

Ruby Braff, a last - minute 
substitute for Roy Eldridge, 
blended his cornet sound with 
Earl on such favorites as "Ro- 
setta" and "Foolish Things." 

The Newport All Stars fol- 
lowed under the leadership of 
George Wein. Displaying a tra- 
ditional sound that brought 
loud applause, the producer - 
pianist; Ruby Braff, cornet; 
Bud Freeman, base; Pee Wee 
Russell, drums; Jack Lesburg, 
drums; and Don Lamond on 
bass combined to give the audi- 
ence a delightfully warm mu- 
sical set that projected all the 
happiness of the Chicago and 
Swing Eras. 

Sat, Played, Delighted 
This set the stage for Willis 

"The Lion" Smith and Don 
Ewell. The two masters just 
sat down and played. And much 
to the delight of the audience, 
they were able to remind the 
new jazz fans that happiness in 
jazz is not a trait to be hidden. 
Their performances were met 
with a long ovation. 

Finally Joe Williams, came 
out, tall, dignified, moving ever 
so slightly. Joe sang the blues. 
With his trio he was just warm- 
ing up since he was to return 
in the company of his former 
boss, Count Basie. 

When Count came to the 
stand, the setting was right. He 
had been backstage and 
watched Fatha Hines, Willie 
the Lion Smith and others. And 
he was now ready. 

From the first bar, the crowd 
knew that the Basie Men had 
come to play. And they were not

Nashville Nitery Bows in NY 
NEW YORK - New York 

City has its first country music 
night club with the June 30 
opening of the "Nashville" 
Room in the New Yorker Hotel. 

The venture, which hopes to 
make country fans out of the 
city's cosmopolitan masses by 
offering top -name C/W artists, 
is being extensively promoted 
by WJRZ-Newark, the only full- 
time country station in the 
New York metropolitan area. 
Most of the major labels with 
country artists are going along, 
at least to the extent of pro- 
viding blowups and promo pos- 
ters of their respective stars 
to decorate the walls. 

Opening night festivities fea- 
tured Warner Brothers' Hank 
Thompson and the Brazos Val- 
ley Boys, assisted by Ron Un- 
derwood and his band and Epic 
artist Tammy Wynette. The 
evening was Mc'd by Lee Ar- 
nold of WJRZ. 

Although the opening night 
audience was clearly recep- 
tive to C/W music (many 
were the guests of Southern 
Music's Roy Horton and WJRZ), 
Thompson and the others re- 
lied for the most part on coun- 
try standards ("Cool Water," 
"Orange Blossom Special"), 
their own hits ("Walk Through 

This World," "Whoa, Sailor") 
or "countrified" pops ("More," 
"Danny Boy"). Even so, the 
sound was enjoyable and the 
reception warm. 

If "Nashville" is going to suc- 
ceed, it will have to bank heav- 
ily on the larger (than in 
N.Y.C.) C/W addicts in New 
Jersey, and on the established 
drawing power of such top - 
name stars as Thompson. 
Furthermore, since it is the 
room's policy that persons un- 
der the age of 18 will not be 
served (there's hard likker on 
the menu), the management 
should consider upgrading the 
quality of the food for the more 
discerning carriage trade it 
hopes to attract. A rather lim- 
ited number of entrees (8) are 
served under country names, 
but at city prices. In size and 
appearance the dishes resemble 
the fare at a coffee shop, which 
apparently the location was. 

However, "Nashville" fea- 
tures first-rate entertainment 
which even the sophisticated 
city slicker should find enjoy- 
able, if he gives it half a 
chance. In an area with a popu- 
lation of over 15 million, there 
should be enough of them to fill 
the place up every night.
