Dear Reader:

Although we are a privately-held corporation and not required to
make annual progress reports, we firmly believe that our readers and
advertisers have a unique investment in Record World, and are there-
fore entitled to know what we are doing and why. Thus, this special
Readers’ Report.

BACKGROUND

It is three years since the first issue of Record World appeared, a
small edition of twenty-four pages. We have grown enormously since
then, and 1967 promises to be our greatest year of achievement, both
in readership and increased advertising. What does this growth mean
to our readers and advertisers?

Record World was founded on the belief that there ought to be a
publication for the music and record industries that would be fresh,
vital and objective, a publication that would always retain the fire and
dedication of first discovery. This attitude is stated in our front-cover
motto: “Dedicated to Serving the Needs of the Music and Record
Industry.”

What, in our opinion, do the music and record industries want and
need? Information, of course, is the answer. Information on new de-
velopments in the trade, new techniques, new fads, new people with
new ideas—and reminders of established ideas that continue to be
valuable. This is the function of any trade magazine. But how does it
work in Record World's case?

To the idea of presenting information, we add the phrase “quickly
and accurately.” It is much more than a phrase. It is Record World's
method of operation.

Record World “Firsts”

Here are some concrete examples of Record World's ability to be
‘first with the facts.” The “flower music” phenomenon of the West
Coast, which is only now reaching the eastern United States, was first
announced in Record World. We did not present flower music as an
established and important part of the current music scene. That would
have been misleading. In fact, we printed a statement by a leading
East Coast record executive that flower music would take some time
to arrive. It is showing itself now in the national charts, and perhaps
it will be with us for some time. But the important thing is that the
trade was alerted to its existence and then invited to make up its own
mind about its value.

Record World not only announced the official price changes in mono
album produced by the major firms—it was the first to comment on it.

Record World defended the industry from self-appointed moral
guardians who claimed that today's music is “dirty” and “subverting
our youth.” We pointed out that the charge was not only ridiculous, but
showed that the ‘“‘watchdogs” misunderstood both the new maturity
of pop music and the new maturity of its audierice.

Record World, in the belief that any unfair practice hurts the entire
industry, exposed the “conspiracy of silence” on the part of record
fan magazines in their treatment and coverage of R & B artists. In a
series of editorials and articles, we named names and challenged
those magazines we felt were part of the “conspiracy.” A flood of mail
and phone responses proved that there was such a conspiracy, and
Record World has received assurances from many of the fan publica-
tions involved that the situation will be corrected. Our exposure and
call for correction is the epitome of responsible trade journalism. We
neither seek nor condone sensationalism, but we do propose to shed
light on any trade situation that requires it.

These are several examples of Record World's ability to forecast
and to explore current and future aspects of the music and record
industry.

Record World's innovation the, “Oldies But Goldies” special issue,
reminded the trade that past product still sells. We provided a unique
discography of the best selling “oldies” plus an evaluation by out-
standing figures in the music and record industries.

THE CHARTS

The most important feature of a music trade publication is its charts.
In an industry which is continually dependent on future trends as well
as current product, Record World, in addition to featuring the top selling
records weekly, makes the most complete investigation of up and com-
ing records to be found in any music trade magazine.

Radio Exposure Chart

Cornerstone of this analysis is our exclusive Radio Exposure Chart,
prominently displayed in the centerfold of each issue. Qur selection of
stations is based on the technique used by many pollsters in various
fields. We sample both key stations in major cities and “grass roots”
broadcasters in the belief that the final selections of national hits will
be determined by what all the stations are playing. It is comparable to
casting the big-city stations in the roles of “Congressmen” and the
grass roots stations in the roles of “constituents.” Since the Congress-
man usually acts on the opinions of his constituents, we feel a thorough
sampling of grass roots stations in our Radio Exposure Chart will provide
faster information to the trade. No other record trade publication pays
so much detailed attention to radio play as Record World. That's one of
the reasons that Record World is found in thousands of radio stations
across the country.
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FROM RECORD WORLD

Record Reviews

The basis for selectivity in our singles record reviews is strictly
commercial. We do not let our own personal tastes, pro or con, interfere
in our “Single Picks of the Week.” Our batting average in predicting
which records will make it to the top of the charts is therefore higher
than that of the other trade publications. We don’t waste space review-
ing all of the several hundreds of records released each week. A crucial
part of our dedication to the music industry is not to mislead it or to
smother it with non-essential information.

SPECIALIZED COVERAGE

Record World pioneered by presenting its R & B, Latin and Jazz col-
umns, charts and news in a depth new to the industry.

Jazz

Del Shields, our jazz editor, is a nationally famous writer and disc
jockey whose knowledge and contacts in the field are unrivaled. Del's
“Taking Care Of Business” column and Record World's reviews, charts
and news coverage have produced new excitement and stimulated the
sale of jazz records.

Latin American Music

Tomas Fundora, our Latin American editor, has been invited by the
governments of various Central and South American countries to visit
them and observe the latest developments in the world of Latin music
as an official representative of the record industry in the United States.
It is a source of great pride to Record World that our Latin American
music section is generally credited with having created a new, industry-
wide awareness of the true potential of this type of music. Many of the
record companies that have extensive Latin American catalogs and are
producing this type of record, tell us that they have seen a marked
increase in sales which they attribute to our section. Our policy of writ-
ing this section in both Spanish and English has undoubtedly been a
factor in aiding industry sales.

“Where It's At”

tn Rhythm and Blues, Record World has forged into an unbeatable
lead over the other trade publications in both the depth and knowledge-
ability of its reporting. Ted Williams, our R & B editor,Kal Rudman and
our whole staff have been unstinting with their time and effort to make
Record World the place to look for where it's really at in R & B. As this
type of music has increasingly become a jumping off point into the pop
charts, the industry finds itself, time and time again, acknowledging
that “Record World spotted it first.”

RECORD WORLD—July 22, 1967

To insure our readers and advertisers that they have the latest
information available about the world of music, we have added overseas
correspondents including such key personnel as Fraser White in England
and Paul Siege! in Germany. “Eyeview Europe” contains the news and
views of the record scene inimportant creative centers of musical output.

EXPANSION

While adding to our features in Record World to make it the most
complete music trade publication possible, we are also seeking to ex-
pand in the magazine publishing and communications field by acquiring
other properties. We are at present investigating several possibilities.

CONCLUSION

We have been talking about the charts and the editorial features of
Record World. How are they evaluated? They are judged by their truth
and effectiveness in helping our industry. On the basis of that judgement,
the industry has replied by giving us total readership and credence in
our editorial content. Our greatly increased advertising revenues are a
direct result of that readership and that credence.

In 1965 Record World's advertising lineage jumped by 40% over
1964, our first year of publication. In 1966, we showed a 60% increase
as compared with the previous year. So far in 1967, we are running
50% above last year. We anticipate a continuing increase in our adver
tising lineage with each succeeding year.

Equally gratifying is the knowledge that Record World, the only trade
publication devoted exclusively and entirely to the music and record
business, now enjoys the second largest paid circulation in pure music
business readership—a monumental achievement in three years!

The rapid gains Record World has made reflects our efforts to serve
the trade, and the trade’s reaction to those efforts. In particular, we
would like to extend our sincere appreciation to our many friends whose
loyalty, support and confidence have provided the stimulus for our out-
standing growth. Record World will continue to serve you accurately and
fairly, knowing that we aid each other in generating better business.

‘South Pacific' Best Ever?

NEW YORK — Since “South
| Pacific” may very well be the
best musical ever written,
judged from any number of
'standpoints, Richard Rodgers
is quickly forgiven for lavish-
ing so much Lincoln Center
money on his own frequently
| revived property, when there
| are so many other infrequently
re-mounted musicals around
that might be interesting to
see.

But the bills at the over
$100,000 capacity State Theater
| must be paid and “South Paci-
fic,” deeply romantic and gor-
geous, can always do that.

We were shocked to learn of
the departure of Bernie Block
as National Sales Manager
of Blue Note Records. Dur-
ing the brief period Bernie
headed the sales department of
the label that was taken over
by Liberty Records, he brought
a vitality and imagination to
the area of jazz sales promo-
tion that was long needed.

Among his great assets was
his belief in jazz and in the
product.

Whereas in previous years
Blue Note had concentrated
most of its ef-
forts in the
area of sure

sales and dis-
tribution, Ber-
nie expanded
the distribu-
tion and re-
vamped its
sales depart-
ment. His ef-
forts were re-

Del Shields
warded in that Blue Note rose
substantially in sales. From the |

disk jockey point of view, there
were many jazz jocks who pre-
viously were rarely serviced by
Blue Note and through Bernie
were added to the coveted list
of disk jockey service.

In addition, Bernie recog-
nized the need to acquaint
more of the R & B jocks with
the Blue Note product and
there was an increase in jazz
product being programmed on
R & B stations across the
country.

He has sard often how much
he wished most of the majors
would step up with their pro-
motion efforts. For he believed
that with the tremendous pro-

motion teams and machinery of |

the majors, the entire jazz pic-
ture would brighten and there
would be an expansion of the
share of jazz sales.

Any alert member of the jazz
community knows that to sur-
vive jazz must have exposure
and must be merchandised, sold
and serviced. It is only then
that our frequent cries of

We
have even received letters from
such diverse points as Vene-
zuela, Lancashire, England,
Cleveland, Ohio and Palm
Springs, Calif. Of course, these
are isolated incidents. How-
ever, when the Navy and
Marines are operating in this
area, we bring plenty of joy
music-wise to the servicemen.
Due to the fine cooperation of
Dick LaPalm of Cadet, RCA
and Bernie Block of Blue Note,
I have been able to up-date my
programming. And because of
this, sales of these labels have
tripled within the last year.
“As far away and forgotten
as it may seem, we have a

“I have been playing jazz on
radio for over 10 years—five
vears here in Miami, Fla. When
WMBM AM & FM went full
time in 1962, I launched the
midnight to 4 a.m.

to get away from record pro-
motion men and local distri-
butors. But here in Miami the
situation is a complete reverse.
I am told by at least two local
distributors that jazz does not
sell here and that they sell

| more jazz out of state. This

comes from the largest distri-
butor in town who handles
about 909% of the R & B rec-
ords, as well as a few jazz
lines such as ABC & Impulse,
Roulette and Cadet. I do not
get direct service from Im-
pulse and haven’t since I have
been here. 1 get a few copies
from the local distributors,
when I practically beg for
them. The only reason I do so
(even though it bothers me to
do so) is because I feel that
jazz giants like John Coltrane,
Yusef Lateef, Oliver Nelson,
Sonny Rollins, Clark Terry and
others are essential to my jazz
program.

“Little enough jazz is pro- |
grammed on radio today un-
fortunately, and all I ask is
for them to give me the records
and I will not only play them
but try my level best to help
sell them. My personal belief
is that any jazz disk jockey in
the country should receive a
copy of every jazz record made.

New Acuff-Rose Building Open/

NASHVILLE — Top Music
City officials joined with prin-
cipals of Acuff-Rose Publica-
tions, Inc., last week in for-
mally opening the firm’s new
headquarters building.

Nashville Mayor Beverly
Briley and Chamber of Com-
merce President David K
Wilson assisted Roy Acuff and
Acuff-Rose President Wesley
Rose in cutting a strip of
eight-track recording tape to
officially open the facility.

The Franklin Road building
will house the largest music-
publishing, booking agency and

recording complex in Music
City, and is one of the few
such integrated operations in

the world under one roof.

In addressing the group as-
sembled for the ceremony,
Rose said, “The new building
you see behind us here is a
symbol of the faith we have
had in Nashville all the way.
We started here when there
was no music industry, no
recording studios, when ‘Music
City, U.S.A’ was a phrase yet
unborn. My father, Fred Rose,
was the first to record in Nash-
ville . . . We have been record-
ing here ever since. We have
done ALL of our recording ses-
sions here. As a matter of fact,
we have turned down some big-
name talent who wanted to
record elsewhere.”

“] personally feel very for-
tunate,” Rose continued, “that
my path has crossed the paths
of so many great songwriters
and so many great artists, and
I would be remiss if I did not
comment on that fact on this
occasion. The Nashville scene
is probably unique in the his-
tory of American music—at no
other time and place, that I
know of, has so much talent
been brought together in one
small place.”

Building Tour

Following the ceremony, the
official party led a tour of the
new building, and then served
as hosts for a reception on the
second floor, attended by an
estimated 400 musicians, writ-
ers, civie leaders, and music in-
dustry leaders from all over |
the world.

Elaborate decorations for the
reception included huge photo-
graphs of well-known Acuff- |
Rose songwriters, giant repro-
ductions of sheet music of
famous songs, and mammoth
records with the Hickory and
TRX labels. A pianist played
best-known Acuff-Rose music |
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Redd Stewart, Nashville Mayor Beverly Briley, Pee

throughout the party.

The new building includes a
total of nearly 24,000 square
feet of floor area, with offices,
conference rooms, facilities for
shipping, storage and dark-
room operations, in addition to
a complete print shop and a
modern four-track recording
studio, with rehearsal rooms
and cutting rooms.

The facility is made up of a
new two-story structure, and
the original one story building
occupied by the firm for most
of its 24 years of leadership in
the music industry. The entire
building has a facade with a
design concept new to the
Nashville area. It features
three large areas of back-
lighted stone tracery, canti-
levered off the black granite
wall of the building itself. The

main entrance-way, screened
with gold anodized aluminum,
repeats the design of the
tracery.

Houses Affiliates

Housed in the building are
the various affiliated publish-
ing companies of Acuff-Rose,
Fred Rose Music, Inc., Milene
Music, Inc., Windward Side
Music, and other firms such as
Acuff-Rose Sales, Inc., Acuff-
Rose Artists Corporation, Hic-
kory Records, Inc.,, and TRX
Records.

Acuff-Rose was founded dur-
ing World War II by Fred Rose
and Roy Acuff, and has grown
over the vears into one of the
world’s largest music pub-
lishers.

In addition to its office here,
the Company has maintained an
office in London for more than
a decade, and now has overseas
affiliations in a number of other
foreign countries as well.
